U.S. 23 'Missing Link' 
Gets 'No' froiD ·Metts 

The answer was predictable but 
P restonsburg's Tom Lemaster put the 
question anyway. Amid glowing 
reports of progress on construction of 
U.S. 23, was there any plan to rebuild 
the section between Prestonsburg and 
Paintsville? 

"No, sir," came the terse reply from 
Transportation Secretary Fra nk 
Metts. 

Metts, who was with G<>v. John Y. 
Brown, Jr. in Paintsville last Thursday . 
to report on the status of U.S. 23, said 
that by the end of next year contracts 
would be let to make it a four-lane 
highway from Ashland to Paintsville. 

Brown had been scheduled earlier to 
officiate at ground-br eaking 
ceremonies for the section north of 
Louisa but the stop there was cancelled 
when fog delayed depar ture of the 
governor's helicopter from Lexington. 

By the end of 1983, Metts told a group 
of legislators, county officials and 
businessmen at Paintsville's Highland 
House motel, the state will have spent 
$230 million on 67 miles of U.S. 23, 
eastern Kentucky's main north-south 
artery. 

Details were given of projects under 
way or being planned in Boyd, 
Lawrence, Johnson, and Pike coun­
ties- including a bypass at Louisa and 
the Pikeville cut-through- that will 
widen the highway between I-64 in 
Boyd county and Dorton in Pike coun­
ty. 

That will leave the 15 or so miles bet­
ween Prestonsburg and KY 460, nor th 
of Paintsville, as the last two-lane 
stretch- a hazardous bottleneck in the 
state's most heavily travelled coal· 
haul road. 

Pressed for the reasons for its omis· 
s ion from the state's five-year con­
struction plan, Metts said, "I do not 
want to get in the position of talking 
beyond our income streams. I know of 
40 priority projects but, given our in­
come streams, this is all the money we 
have. There is no money in the 
foreseeable future for design, right-{)f­
way acquisition, or construction <of the 
Paintsville-Prestonsburg road)." 

Brown defended his contribution as

A federal district court jury in Pike­
ville Tuesday found a former Kentucky 
state trooper guilty of assaulting a man 
he had arrested and awarded the man 
$5235 in damages .

But, for the Clay Spradlin and Frank 
Vaughan, Jr. families at the head of 
Spradlin Branch, Tuesday's turgid 
flood-an ominous sign of slippage in 
the wall of mud poised in the narrow 
valley above their homes- came with 
special poignancy. 

After beginning several months ago 
the long process of claiming some of 
the money the state gets from the 
federal government for reclaiming 
abandoned mines, the Spradlin Branch 
families went directly to the feds 
and-after some prodding by Con­
gressman Perkins' office- were given 
emergency status earlier this month . 

That meant that work could begin as 
soon as possible on removing the 

",I wish we could have been on the 
site earlier," W. Hord Tipton, Ken­
tucky director of the federal Office of 
Surface Mining, said Tuesday, "but 
our people had to inspect the site and 
engineers had to do the design 
specificiations." The letting of con­
tracts for reclamation work is handled 
through the agency's Pittsburgh office, 
he explained.

Three murder indictments, 13 arson 
cases and three in which food stamp 
fraud is alleged head a list of 75 true 
bills voted by the September grand 
jury session here last week . 

Accused by the grand jury of murder 
were:

Hall also was 
named on three counts-for first­
degree wanton endangerment by 
shooting into the occupied residence of 
Mitchell Ward and for first-{iegree 
assault by shooting Ricky Moore anc;l 
James Moore. 

- John Drane Hill, by fatally stabb­
ing Milton Charles Lindsey. 

Indictment of three on food stamp 
fraud charges resulted from an in,­
vestigation by the office of the a ttorney 
general, and Britt Sewell, a represen­
tative of that office, supplied informa.­
tion leading to the grand jury action.

We, the Jury • • • 
County Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr. outlined last week a 

course of action to handle Floyd county's problems with 
drunks and drunken drivers, now that the county is legally 
"wet" and attracts drinkers from surrounding counties. 

In the course of his carefully considered discussion of the 
problem the county attorney made a statement which is 
either complimentary to District Judge Harold Stumbo or 
highly critical of Floyd county juries, or both. He pointed out 

· that officers may expect more public intoxication and drunk 
driving defendants to rest their cases with juries, for the sim­
ple reason that those who enter guilty pleas draw from the 
judge stiffer penalties than those handed down by juries 
when the cases go to trial. 

Those juries are representatives of us all- of all of us who 
have railed at'the courts for being too "soft." Mr. Turner is 
not saying that there are not many individual jurors who 
meet the challenge as good citizens; it is juries, the good and 
the bad-with the latter apparently in the majority- that fail. 

They're failing all across the country, at a time when drunk 
driving is regarded as a national disgrace; when 26,000 
human beings die in one year as a result of highway tragedies 
caused by drunks ; when many thousands more are maimed; 
when the dollar cost- in hospital bills, work-time lost, court 
expenses and the like-is astronomical. 

Not every person charged with drunk driving is guilty. But 
most are. They all deserve their day in court, and the juries 
which hear them should be aware of the innocents who are 
the victims and the awesome potential for tragedy that rests 
with every drunken man or woman at the wheel. 

County Attorney Turner has proposed a sound program. 
We hope he sticks with it, despite any discouragment he may 
encounter.

The Kentucky Public Service Com­

A protest filed by Sturgill and the 
PSC last April succeeded in postponing 
the rate increase beyond the original 
May 1 date that was set by the 
Regulatory Commission .

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In the first district, which encom­
passes the Prestonsburg, West Pres­
tonsburg, Spurlock, Auxier, Cliff and 
Abbott Creek areas, Dr. Adams, a · 
P r estonsburg physician , faces 
challenges from Kelly Moore, who 
lives at Cliff and operates a barber 
shop in Prestonsburg, and Karen 
Nelson Marcum, who works for a Pres­
tonsburg insurance agency. 

Campbell, of Banner, the second 
district incumbent, is being challenged 
by Kenneth "Larry" Hicks, a C. and 0.

The school board is a uniquely 
American institution, according to the 
Kentucky School Boards Association, 
and grew out of the colonists' wish to 
ensure local control of the schools, a 
control that is today exercised under 
the general direction of the state Board 
of Education. By contrast, school 
systems in many other countries are 
under direct state or national control. 

The school board is responsible for 
hiring the school superintendent 
and- this, technically, on the 
superintendent ' s recommenda­
tion-the teachers and other school 
employees. 

Members are elected on a non­
partisan basis for four-year-terms. 
They receive no salary but, under state 
law, may be paid a stipend of $20 per 
meeting, plus expenses. The law pro­
hibits board members from having 
direct or indirect business dealings 
with the schools; nor may they serve 
as city or county officials. 

To be eligible to serve on a school 
board , a person must be at least 24, 
have been a Kentucky citizen for three 
years, and be a voter in the district for 
which he or she is seeking election. 

Unlike other offices, including that of 
state or U.S. legislator, governor, or 
even U.S. President- which have no 
educational requirements- school 
board members must have at least an 
eighth grade education.

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Fall Drawdown 
Begins at Dewey 

The annual fall drawdown of flood 
control lakes in eastern Kentucky and 
western Virginia, including the Big and 
Little Sandy River basins, was an­
nounced Friday by the Army Corps of 
Engineers' Huntington District office. 

The lakes are lowered routinely each 
fall to provide more storage space for 
anticipated runoff during the normal 
flood season. They are raised again in 
the spring for the outdoor recreation 
season. 

Dewey Lake is being lowered five 
f~t at a rate of .3 foot per day, begin­
nmg last Friday . It will be down to 
winter pool , elevation 645, by 
December 1. 

The level of Fishtrap Lake will be 
lowered 32 feet. The drawdown began 
Monday. At first the lake level will 
drop slowly at .3 foot per day and then 
more rapidly for an overall average of 
about .4 foot per day. The drawdown is 
scheduled to be com pleted on 
December 1. 
· In the Virginia portion of the Big San­
dy basin, John W. Flannagan Lake, 
near Haysi, and North Fork of Pound 
Lake will be drawn down, beginning 
October 1. 

Flannagan will be dropped 16 feet at 
a rate of .25 foot per day with the level 
going down to elevation 1380 by 
December 1. North Fork will be 
lowered 9.4 feet at .15 foot per day, 
reaching elevation 1601.6 by December 
1. 

On Little Sandy River, Grayson Lake 
will begin the drawdown to winter 
elevation, 737 feet, on October 1. The 
eight-foot drop, at .13 foot per day, is 
scheduled to be completed on 
December 1.

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Get Furnace Tune-Up 
Before You Need It, 
Fire Chief Advises 

Labor Day signals the approaching 
return of cooler weather and home fur-

• nace use, according to Chief Tom 
Blackbw-n of the Prestonsbw-g Fire 
Department who urges heating equip­
ment " tune-ups" now. 

" A properly working fw-nace will 
provide its user with more efficient 
energy use and a safer household," 
Chief Blackbw-n said . "The cost of a 
service and safety check by a qualified 
serviceman is money well spent." 

Safety precautions are advisable for 
furnaces and especially room space 

• heaters, the chief cautioned. " Each 
winter, faulty appliances and home­
eating equipment cause emergency 
runs and, occas ionally , needless 
tragedy in the form of carbon monox­
ide poisoning." 

The chief said the opportunity for 
carbon monoxide build up is especially 
prevalent in residences which have 
been tightly winterized with caulking, 
weatherstripping and other conserva-

• 
tion measw-es. 

"Carbon monoxide cannot be seen or 
smelled," the chief said. "The best 
defense is a beating unit which is 
operating properly and efficiently." 

Chief Blackburn warned against do­
it-yow-self repairs on heating equip­
ment while offering the following tips 
to help assure safe and efficient opera­
tion : 

1) Know and follow manufacturer's 
instructions for operation and care of 
your equipment. 

• 2) Have efficient flues ; don't use 
beating equipment that isn't properly 
ventilated. 

3 ) Provide fresh air for combustion 
and venting. 

4 ) Check furnace filters often , and 
clean or replace them when they're 
dirty. 

5 ) Keep burner areas free of dirt and 
lint. 

6 ) Keep the furnace unit intact; don't 
• remove panels and forget to put them 

back on. 
7 ) Inspect the vent pipe occasionally 

for rust, and replace if corrosion has 
caused a leak. 

8) Check belts for wear, and replace 
them if necessary. 

9) Use equipment for the job it was 
designed to do; don't use cooking 
burners on a range, or an open oven, 
for home space heating. 

10) When buying new equipment, 
choose only "certified" apparatus 
designed to meet national safety stan­
dards, and have it installed by a 
qualified heating contractor, in order 
to assure proper adjustment and ven­
ting. 

11) If heating equipment doesn't 
work properly, have a qualified service 
company conduct a safety-and-service 
check, or perform any needed repair. 

• Deskins To Chair

Issues pertaining to state and na­
tional parks will be considered by 
legislators.

problems within water and air pollu­
tion regulation.

The Floyd County Health Depart­
ment has just received its flu vaccine. 
Vaccinations will be given to those 
citizens over age 65, those with 
respiratory conditions, and other 
chronic illnesses. 

The state and federal governments 
no longer provide funds for the pur­
chase of flu vaccine, and the county 
health department is forced to charge 
$2.50 per shot to pay for the vaccine, 
according to Earl Compton, ad­
ministrator of the health department. 

Flu shots can be obtained at the 
health department in Prestonsburg 
any Monday, Wednesday, or Friday 
and at the Wheelwright branch office 
any Tuesday or Thursday from 8 a.m. 
until4 p.m. 

A nurse from the health department 
will be in Harold at Ward's Health 
Food Store on Tuesday, September 21 
from 10 until 2. She will offer T.B. s kin 
test, urinalyses, immunizations, blood 
pressures, and anemia screening. This 
clinic is a free service of the health 
department and the public is welcome. 

There will be a glaucoma screening 
clinic at the health department on 
Wednesday, September 22. This clinic 
is open to persons of all ages but those 
over age 35 are especially urged to be 
screened for this disease since that is 
the high-risk age for the disease.

• We are always taking a close look at 
why Johnny can't read but there is a 
growing need to examine another 
educational problem-why Johnny's 
parents can't read. 

The level of literacy of adults in the 
state is a matter that has sometimes 
been overshadowed by concern for the 
schooling of our young. 

To draw attention to this need for in­
creased adult learning, the Kentucky 
Department of Education has geared 

• 
up for a promotion entitled "Adult 
Education : Your Second Chance." 

A m1ssive media campaign is now 
underway to draw adults into pro­
grams that will help them learn to 
read, earn a GED (General Education 
Development test) or just improve 
themselves. 

The campaign will utilize radio and 
television public service an ­
nouncements that are planned for im­
mediate release as well as posters to be 

• placed in businesses around the state. 
A 30-minute documentary was also 
produced on the importance of literacy 
in today's world. 

In addition, placemats and table 
. cards are available to any restaurant 
in the state and bumper stickers will be 
distributed statewide. 

To generate additional interest and 
familiarize educators at the local level 
with the campaign, the promotion will 
be highlighted at workshops for local 

• adult education staff in September and 
October. 

The 1970 census figures show that 
Kentucky has one of the 10 highest il­
literacy rates in the country. Of the en­
tire state population, 1.6 percent are il­
literate, compared to a national rate of 
1.2 percent. 

Further statistics point out that Ken­
tucky has approximately 250,000 adults 
with less than four years of school and 

• 
400,000 adults, 20 percent of the popula­
tion, with less than eight years of 
school. 

" We want to increase the visibility of 
all the adult-serving programs with 
this promotion," said Alice McDonald, 
head of federal programs with the 
deparbnent and coordinator of the 
campaign. "However, our main em­
phasis is reaching the person who can­
not read or write." 

McDonald pointed out that a person 
now needs to read at a ninth-grade 

• level to understand a driver's license 
manual and a lOth-grade level to inter­
pret the instructions on an aspirin bot­
tle. 

"Being literate is not just a desirable 
skill but one necessary to survive in the 
world," she said. 

Kentucky has three approaches to 
reaching the under-educated, accor­
ding to McDonald. These include:

U SING IT AS SUCH With fall fast approaching, dedicated 
gardeners are sowing their last lettuce 
or greens and reaping a bounty of good 
eating. 

Wish you could save some cabbages 
for soup or carrots and potatoes for 
stew on a cold winter day? Dr. J ean 
English, Extension horticulturist at the 
Unixersity of Kentucky's Robinson 

·Substation at Quicksand, offers tips on 
hoarding the harvest to enjoy for 
months to come. · 

Many fruits and vegetables can be 
kept fresh through fa ll and winter. 
Storing them will increase self­
sufficiency and cut down grocery bills. 

Methods of home storage haven't 
changed much over the years. Serious 
fruit and vegetable growers may want 
to build root-cellars o'r above-ground 
storage buildings, but an unheated 
basement will work for some produce, 
and "pits" may be used for small 
amounts. 

With an unheated basement, a 
special storage ara might not be need­
ed. Insulate the ceiling to keep cold air 
from chilling the floor of the house. 
Two windows on opposite sides of the 
basement are ideal for ventilation. 
Windows, or ventilators in the win­
dows, can be opened at night and clos­
ed on warm days to maintain a 32• 
temperature. 

If the basement contains a furnace, 
partition and insulate a storage area, 
preferably on the north or east side, 
with one or two windows for ventila­
tion. Shade the windows to keep out 
light. For cleanliness and circulation, 
build slatted shelves and a removable 
slatted floor. That way water can be 
sprinkled on vegetables if they begin to 
dry and shrivel. 

The more ambitious can construct a 
separate underground concrete cellar. 
Mound earth over for a better ap­
pearance and added insulation. Or, 
build a separate structure above­
ground and bank earth against three 
sides. Put an insulated double door in 
the exposed wall. 

Separate cellars should have an air 
intake and a vent on opposite sides. 
Open or close vents to maintain re· 
quired temperatures. If pipes are used 
for vents, screen them to keep animals 
out. 

A simple pit can be constructed. 
Spread straw on the ground and put 
produce on top in a cone-shaped pile. 
Cover the pile with about a foot of 
straw and a few inches of soil. In very 
cold weather, add another layer each 
of straw and soil. A shallow drainage 
ditch around the pile will help reduce 
rot. 

Ventilate small pits with a 3 to 6-inch 
diameter chimney of straw through the 
pile topped with wood or metal to keep 
out rain. Ventilate larger pits with a 
flue capped with wood. 

Once pit is opened, remove all the 
produce. It is a good idea to construct 
several pits with a variety of 
vegetables in each one, with straw 
separating each kind. Place pits in dif­
ferent sports each year to reduce 
disease problems. 

The problems with pits are that they 
·are not rodent-proof, and that 
temperature control is difficult, so pro­
duce may be frosted or damaged dur­
ing very cold weather. Sinking metal 
garbage cans into the ground may help 
with both problems. Store produce bet­
ween layers of straw and cover cans 
with straw and soil. 

Be careful what types of produce are 
stored together. Keep ripe fruits away 
from vegetables, because fruits give 
off ethylene gas which makes 
vegetables age faster. Potatoes stored 
with apples, for example, will sprout 
sooner. Also, ethylene causes carrots 
to develop a bitter taste. Cole crops like 
cabbage and broccoli may give their 
strong odor to other crops. Similarly, 
radishes may impart off-flavors to 
fruits and other vegetables. 

Follow these storage guidelines: 
- Beets, cabbage, carrots, celery, 

parsnips , radishes, turnips and 
potatoes need cool, moist storage 
(32°F). 

-squashes, pumpkins and sweet 
potatoes need warm, moist storage 
css-so•F>. 

- Garlic and onions need cool, dry 
storage (32°F). 

Be sure to remove containers and 
clean structures and containers 
thoroughly at least once a year. Keep 
structures off-limits to animals by 
screening any openings. Store only the 
freshest food. 

CABBAGE 
Store cabbage in pits ~ince basem~rt 

storage may mean cabbage odor all 
through the house. Pull cabbages, 
roots and all , place upside down in the 
pit, and cover with soil. 

Or, store cabbage in a trench 
covered with a wooden frame and 
straw. Pull plants, including roots, and 
place right-side-up in a 6-inch deep 
trench with soil packed around the 
roots . Put a 2-foot high wood frame 
over, mound soil around the frame and 
spread straw over. Stored this way, 
cabbage will keep through late fall and 
early winter. 

CELEHY 
Celery will keep a month or two in 

the garden or in cellars. In the garden , 
gradually bank soil around plants up to 
the tops before hard frosts hit. Then 
cover the bank with straw held in place 
with boards. 

For cellar storage, dig celery plants, 
including roots and a clump of soil, and 
pack them tightly, upright , on the 
floor . 

Do not put delicate celery with tur­
nips or cabbages since it will pick up 
their flavors. 

ROOT CROPS 
Dig beets, carrots , celeriac, 

kohlrabi, rutabagas, turnips and 
winter radishes in the late fa11 for 
storage. Remove tops within half an 
inch of the crown.Leave 2 or 3 inches of 
tops on beets to prevent bleeding. 

Wash the roots, let them dry and 
stored cooled roots at 32° to 4Q•F. To 
prevent shriveling, keep humidity high 
by layering the roots in moist peat, 
sand or sphagnum or by placing them 
in perforated plastic bags. 
· Store root crops in cellars or pits. 

Keep carrots away from apples, and 
banish rutabagas and turnips from the 
basement or offensive odors will waft 
up throughout the house. 

Parsnips, salsify and horseradish 
keep well in the ground through the 
winter. Mulch them until outdoor 
temperatures are consistently low, 
then remove mulch so the soil will 
freeze. Finally, replace the mulch to 
keep the soil frozen. For easier access, 
store spme with other root crops in pits 
or cellars. 

SQUASH 
Harvest pumpkins and winter 

squash before the first hard frost. 
Usually lighter frosts kill the vines 
before harvest and the rind should be 
tough by then. 

Do not pull squash or pumpkins from 
the vines, since the stem may tear 
from the fruit aild open a place for rot 
pathogens to enter. Instead, use shears 
to cut about 2 inches of stem along with 
the vegetable. 

Select healthy, mature fruit for 
storage. Bruised, frost-injured or im­
mature fruits will not store well. Cure 
squash at 80 to ss•F for 10 days to

<Continued from Preceding Pagel 
harden the rind and heal surface cuts. 
Store pumpkins and winter squashes at 
55 to OOOF in a dry, well-ventilated spot. 
If stored at 50'F or below, squash will 
be damaged through chilling injury. If 
stored above so•F, they Jose moisture 
and become stringy. 

Don't hang squash by the stem, since 
the fruit may break away from the 
stems. Instead, hang squash in nets, 
such old potato sacks or onion bags . 

Pumpkins and squash will stay fresh 
in storage from January to April. Then 
they begin to rot one alternative is to 
pick out any squash or pumpkins that 
are beginning to soften, cut them up 
and freeze the blanched pieces. 

With acron squash, skip the curing 
and store them at 45 to so•Ffor six 
weeks at the most. This vegetable will 
turn orange, lose moisture and become 
stringy if stored at temperatures 
higher than ss•F or for longer than six 
weeks. 

SWEET POT A TOES 
Cure sweet potatoes at so• to ss•F for 

10 days or at 65° to 75'F for two to three 
weeks. Maintain high humidity during 
storage by placing sweet potatoes in 
storage crates and covering the crates 
with paper or cloth.

For long .term storage, place the 
crates in a basement or cool room, with 
consistent ss• to so• temperatures. Do 
not store in outdoor pits; there the high 
humidity will encourage decay. 

POTATOES 
Potatoes require curing first, then 

storage in cool, moist cellars or pits . 
To cure, hold tubers at so• to 75'F for 

one to two weeks after harvest. Tissues 
will continue to grow so wounds are 
healed. At temperatures of so• or 
below, wounds will not heal. 

After curing, potatoes can be stored 
for several months at 38° to 40•F in a 
moist environment (95% relative 
humidity). Be sure to cure and store 
potatoes in the dark. Tuber.s subjected 
to light will turn green, and the green 
tissue contains a glycol alkaloid called 
solanin, which is toxic if large quan­
tities are eaten. The green tissue can 
be peeled, and the rest of the tuber will 
be edible. 

Potatoes coming out of storage may 
be sweet, since temperatures lower 
than 45'F cause the . conversion of 
starch to sugars. Since low-starch 
potatoes may be dry when baked or 
may burn when fried, you may want to 
store them at about 70•F for a week 
before using them. However, potatoes 
low in starch will hold together better 

• in potato salad and in scalloped potato 
dishes. 

ONIONS AND GARLIC 
When more than half of the onion 

tops have fallen over naturally, pull the 
bulbs and leave them in the garden for 
a day or so to dry. Put tops over the 
bulbs and leave them in the garden for 
a day or so to dry. Put tops over the 
bulbs to prevent sunburning. Continue 
air drying for two or three more weeks 
in a well-ventilated, dry area. 

an alternative to chemical sprout in­
hibitors. Sprouting of onions in storage 
indicates too high 11 temperature, poor 
curing or immature bulbs . 

Many people like to leave the tops on 
their onions so they can braid the tops 
and hang the· braided onions for 
decoration until they are used. Onions 
fot braiding should have healthy tops 
and no sign of neck rot. Bring them into 
the kitchen from the storage area one 
braid at a time, since higher kitchen 
temperatures will encourage 
sprouting. Hang them in the coolest 
spot available, away from the oven or 
wood stove . 

Garlic also should be stored in a cool, 
dry place and can be braided as onions 
can. A small braid of garlic stored in 
an unheated room will keep easily into 
winter and would make a good 
Christmas present for a friend or fami ­
ly member who enjoys cooking.

Next, cut the tops about an inch from 
the bulbs and place the bulbs in an open 
mesh bag or slatted crate. Hang the 
bags from nails in a cool, dry (65 to 70% 
relative humidity ), well-ventilated 
area. An unheated basement will store 
onions for awhile, but usually both 
temperature and humidity are too 
high. An attic with good ventilation will 
work if low temperatures can be ma~n­
tained. Onions keep longest when 
stored as close as possible to 32°F. The 
bulbs freeze at 30.6'F; a slight freezing 
near this temperature will not harm 
onions if they are not handled untj\ they 
defrost. In fact, in Europe onions are 
stored at 3l'F to prevent sprouting, as
