Site for the simulated mine was provided by the F.loyd County Board of Education in the form of a parcel of land, adja­
cent to the new Betsy Layne High School, granted to the Bureau of Vocational Education . Bronelle Skaggs, vocational 
education administrator for Region 11, commended the Floyd board and said the facility "will make a great contribu-
tion to the a rea, region and state." . 

Funded by the Appalchian Regional Commission, Concentrated Employment Training Act, and state funds , the con­
tract was awarded to the W. B. Browning Company for $443,000. To be operated by ..Mayo State Vocational School, the 
" mine" will consist of a 120x390-ft. building containing three sections which will simulate mines of varying heights. The 
facility will be used for the instruction of mine safety, equipment operation, rib and roof control, and general mine 
operations. Three entrees will lead into the simulated mine and students will first learn equipment operation outside the 
"mine." 

The facility is scheduled for completion in April, 1983. 

P'burg .To Pay 
$1600-a-Month 
Landfill Fee 

In a relatively brief meeting Mon­
day, Prestonsburg city council struck a 
compromise with the county over gar­
bage rates, ba)ked at endorsing 
political candidates, and sided with 
local homeowners in their dispute with 
a gas station. 

The agreement on garbage rates 
followed a meeting between city and 
county officials over the vexing ques­
tion of how much Prestonsburg should 
pay to dump its trash on the county 
landfill. 

Directors of Floyd County Solid 
Waste, lnc., the agency that operates 
the landfill, wanted to raise the rate 
from $1350 to $2500 a month but the city 
council refused to go a long with the 
proposal. According to the com­
promise ratified by the council Mon­
day, the city will pay $1600 a month for 
the service. 

The council was asked to approve a 
resolution calling on all candidates for 
statewide office to support the present 
formula for returning severance tax 
monies to the coal counties and asking 
all candidates for governor to commit 
themselves to veto any changes in the 
formula. ' 

Up to that point, the council favored 
the proposal. 

Further clauses, expressing the 
council's endorsement of the position 
of the Kentucky Coal County Coali­
tion-an organization of county of­
ficials which sponsored the resolu-

Youth Slaying 
Yet Unsolved 

Unless work now being done in a FBI 
laboratory supplies evidence that will 
stand up in court, there is a possibility 
that the slayer of 17-year-old David 
Allen Whitten may never be brought to 
trial. 

The youth's badly decomposed body 
was found in a fishing cabin in the 
headwaters section of Dewey Lake, 
Sept. 18. The youth had been shot in the 
head and back by shotgun blasts. A few 
days after the body was identified 
through dental records, the cabin, 
which had been sealed off by State 
Police, was burned. 

Lt. Gary Rose, of the State Police, 
said this week that state laboratory 
work had failed to come up with con­
crete evidence that would justify an ar­
rest. "We have questioned a lot of peo­
ple, and we think we know who killed 
the boy. but we're still looking for proof 
we could count on in court," he said. 

Discouraging as the task of unravel­
ing the mystery is, the investigation 
continues. Police know that the vouth 
was unarmed and offer ing no threat 
to his slayer when kiJled, and that ap­
parently the murder was witnessed on­
ly by the killer . . 

told of hearing Mrs. Bush yelling pt her 
husband the afternoon of the sOOo.tingr 
while he sat in a chair on the front 
porch of their home. " I'll kill you 
before the day is over," she said, ac­
cording to Tackett's account.

Bush was under attack at the time 
of the shooting, she was portrayed as a 
classic victim of spouse abuse, driven 
to desperation by recurring, random 
violence and threats of violence. 

Bush, a retired miner, exhibited a · 
"Dr. Jekyii-Mr . Hyde" personality, 
opined one expert witness. 

That account was disputed by 
several witnesses called by Assistant 
Commonwealth 's Attorney Albert Bur­
chett in the case that began in Circuit 
Court here Monday. One neighbor 
testified he never knew John Bush to 
hurt or threaten his wife. Another said 
that, .while Bush once drank heavily, he 
had not done so in recent years. 

Others said Bush "fussed and 
argued" with his wife, had been 
hospitalized for mental disorders, and 
frequently carried a hoe or stick. While 
yet others indicated that both husband 
and wife were quarrelsome and 
menacing, easily irritated, each with a 
history of psychological problems. 

Two Betsy Layne sisters, Barbara 
Sword and Nancy Justice, testified that 
Mrs. Bush went often to the home of 
their mother, Lizzie Adkins, to escape 
from her husband's threats. And her 
brother, Phineas Thacker, said he had 
seen Mrs. Bush pushed onto a bed and 
slapped in the face by her husband 
when she objected to his fetching more 
whiskey. 

Under cross-examination by the pro­
secutor, Thacker admitted he has lived

and Ray "Shag" Campbell. 

Adams and Cam pbell are in ­
cumbents. 

Except in the 18 precincts included in 
these two educational division , the vo!e 
is expected to be light.

As Circuit Judge Hollie Conley sum­
med it up, the case involves a conflict 
between a patient's right to choose a 
physician over a nurse and the 
hospital 's need to guarantee round-the­
clock anesthesia coverage. 

Rather than unravel that dilemma, 
however, he chose a more technical 
ground for dissolving a temporary in­
junction he had earlier imposed on 
Highlands Regional Medical Center in 
its dispute with two women anesthesi­
ologists. 

Because the nurse-anesthetists with 
whom the hospital contracted ex­
clusively for anesthesia services were 
not party to the ini~ial court pro­
ceedings and so were unable to protect 
their interests in the case, another 
hearing must be held on whether the 
hospital should be allowed to enforce 
its contract, Conley ruled. 

In the meantime his October 13 
order, which enjoined the hospital 
from using the nurse-anesthetists ex­
clusively, is dissolved, he said.

Sale of Liquor 
In Collllty Seen· 
Mid-November 

Legal sale of liquors (whiskey, wine, 
etc.) will not begin before Nov. 15, and 
not on Nov. 1 as had been predicted, 
Phillip D. Damron, Floyd county 
alcoholic beverage administrator, said 
Tuesday. 

Damron said the beginning of sales 
could begin later, possibly as late as 
Nov. 25. He pointed out that the last ap­
plication for a liquor sales permit was 
filed on Oct. 8, the last day for filing , 
and that the law requires a 37-day 
waiting period before licenses are 
awarded. 

AJ.I 21 liquor outlets allocated Floyd 
county will be licensed at the same 
time, he said. The disappointment 
among applicants will be widespread, 
since more than 200 have filed applica­
tions. 

To date, beer sales are under way at 
75 locations. No deadline was set on ap­
plications for beer permits. 

In Prestonsburg, where the city 
council has by ordinance set a limit of 
thr~e package liquol- stores, nine ap­
plications for licenses have been 
received, City Alcoholic Beverage Ad­
ministrator Paul P . Burche'tt said. On­
ly three beer carryout permits were re­
quested, and they are all in operation. 
Two tavern licenses permitting beer to 
be consumed on the premises have 
been issued to the VFW Club and the 
Eagles Club . One restaurant, 
Franco's, near the Briarwood Addi­
tion, has been issued a permit. 

The number of licenses issued at 
Martin, the only other town in the coun­
ty having a beverage administrator, 
was unavailable.

Group Voices Fear 
Of Stream Flooding 

Waste-water discharges from a min­
ing operation proposed near the Floyd- · 
Knott county line could cause flooding 
on Beaver Creek, federal environmen­
tal officials were told at a hearing here 
last Thursday. 

The hearing was to consider applica­
tions by Sierra Coal Co. for 537 waste­
water discharge permits for extensive 
coal operations planned in Floyd, 
Knott, Magoffin. and Breathitt coun­
ties. 

Sierra officials estimate that the 
company, which is a subsidiary of 
General Electric. could produce 8.25 
million tons of coal a year in the opera­
tions. However. on account of the pre­
sent slump in the coal market, the firm 
would probably not b~gm mining in the 
four areas until 191:14. an engineer 
predicted. 

The huge venture has caused some 
local residents to worry about its im­
pact on nearby streams and rivers, 
even though the federal Environmen­
tal Protection Agency has issued a 
findi ng that the proposed operations 
will do no significant environmental 
damage. 

Thursday's hearing was held at the 
· request of a group of Mousie residents 
who lodged an objection to Sierra's ap­
plication for the Jones Fork area. 
Their attorney, Mark Morgan, asked 
for a six-month extension on the 
deadline for public comment, arguing 
that runoff could cause flooding on 
Four Mile Branch and Right Fork of 
Jones Fork. which is a tributary of 
Right Beaver Creek.

Halloween Customs 
Based On Pagan Rites 

Children costumed for trick-or-treat 
this year may be outfitted as robots , 
astronauts and androids but they are 
actually following a tradition which is 
thousands of years old. · 

The roots of today's Halloween 
customs, including trick-or-treat, 
predate Christianity, according to Dr. 
Perry LeRoy, professor of history at 
Morehead State University. 

" Halloween, as we know it, is actual­
ly a compromise between early bar­
baric Europeans and Roman Catholic 
missionaries," says Dr. LeRoy. 

The history of supernatural beliefs in 
various cultures is a special research 
area for Dr. LeRoy, who teaches a 
"History of Witchcraft" course each· 
fall at MSU. , 

Hallowe'en has its origins in the 
Celtic and Germanic traditions of a 
nature-worshipping pagan holiday to 
celebrate the harvest, according to Dr. 
LeRoy. 

This associates the long-ago 
festivities with the modern day 
Halloween harvest symbols of pump­
kins, cornshocks and overflowing cor­
nucopias. But, the idea of spiritsalso 
comes from the pagan celebration. 

"The Europeans would try to ap­
pease the spirits of the harvest or make 
them complacent and cooperative. 
They would cook some food for them, 
burn incense and offer gifts." 

Dr. LeRoy says the celebration was 
related to the notion of "wicca "-white 
witchcraft. 

" It was not only a celebration of the 
harvest but one containing spiritual 
connotation. In order to continue and 
insure the future productivity and fer­
tility of their crops, the Europeans 
would give something to the spirits." 

Dr. Leroy says these spirits were 
"friendly," at least as long as gifts 
were offered, and were often con­
sidered to be "ancestors." 

" The pagan beliefs were the good 
old-time religion of the rural European 
peasantry. In fact, the word 'pagan' 
means 'rural ' in Latin. 

The pagan harvest celebration did 
not suit the Christian missionaries who 
eventually came into the European 
regions but the traditions of the holiday 
were deeply engrained in the pagan 
culture. 

"So the easiest and quickest way for 
the missionaries to convert these peo­
ple was to compromise." 

Through an assimilation of cultures, 
the pagans were allowed to keep the!r 
harvest holiday-even after Cathohc 
attempts to move it to another 
date-and many of its. customs. 

Some beliefs lingered on, but "when 
the old gods were throughly 
discredited" by Christian teachings, 
the idea of appeasing the gods was 
transferred to giving goodies to 
children costumed as spirits. 

And if these counter feit goblins 
were not satisfied with their gifts, 
tricks would be played by t he 
youngsters, in the fashion of the an-
cient spirits. . 

Thus, the traditions leadmg to 
modern-<lay Hallowe'en candy and 
soaped windows were born . 

Coal Severance Tax

There have been occasions when we felt the Kentucky 

Public Service Commission fell short of the role we thought it 
should play, that of protector of the public against unfair and 
exorbitant utilities rates. But now it would appear the PSC is 
on course. 

It is trying to make the Congress aware of the need of a 
change in the federal law which has opened the flood-gates to 
a tide of gas-rate increases. 

This is important, because natural gas is bought by 
transmission companies from producers outside Kentucky, 
and the last word on gas rates is said by the Federal Energy 
Regulatory Commission. The PSC has no voice in the matter, 
since the gas travels from one state to another and is in in­
terstate commerce. 

So Congress apparently is the only hope for control of a 
price situation which obviously is oppressive to the ordinary 
consumer and in the case of gas-burning manufacturing 
firms is an inflation-breeder . 

Natural gas prices have been sent spiralling by the Natural 
Gas Policy Act, an Act of Congress enacted in 1978 to 
deregulate prices and encourage drilling. As a result of this 
legislation, a pipeline company signs what is known as a 
"take-or-pay" contract with a producer, requiring the com­
nany to a~· pt the producer's gas at a guaranteed price, 
although ch aper gas may be available elsewhere. This ~r­
rangement s of no particular concern to the transmission 
company, cause its cost increases are passed on to the con­
sumer. 

If there ~ver were any shortages of gas and oil, none is now 
visible. Drilling, nationally and locally, is in the doldrums. 
Independent producers cannot sell their product, and the 
hoped -for stimulus to drilling has failed. In some cases, gas 
companies have laid off workers , particularly those in drill­
ing activities. 

The price is right, and plenty of gas is at hand. Companies 
producing and sellng the fuel are happy. But, lo! the poor 
consumer. 

The Natural Gas Policy Act needs major alterations. Only 
Congress can do the job. Write your representatives in Con­
gress! 
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lion- and urging both support for can­
riidates who favor the existing formula 
and opposition to any who would 
change it. were excised from the 
resolution as a condition of council ap­
proval.

Allen Protests 
Delay of Trial • 
Of Okie Bevins 

Although a continuance of the 
murder trial of William Okie Bevins 
has reportedly been granted by the 
Greenup circuit court, Com­
monwealth's Attorney James R. Allen 
last week fi led a response to the motion 
for continuance of the case and has 
been granted a hearing to be held next 
Friday. 

Bevins is charged with the slaying of 
five men at Allen, Oct. 16, 1981, and his 
trial was shifted in a change of venue 
action from the Floyd to the Greenup 
circuit court. 

In his motion protesting a conti­
nuance of the case Allen alleged : 

- That the copy of L'le motion filed by 
Lester Burns, attor.ney for Bevins, was 
not received by him till Oct. 14, and 
that the defendant's motion -bears no 
date for its hearing. (The continuance 
was reported as having been grahted 
on Oct. 15. ) 

- That a continuance would work a 
hardship on the Commonwealth which, 
at great expense and time, has already 
subpoenaed "at least 30 witnesses" 
and has procured an order from a 
Massachusetts court commanding the 
appearance of Katy Su~ Click 
Blackburn, widow of one of the vic­
tims, at the trial on its original date, 
Nov. 29. If trial is Qelayed, it was 
a rgued, it may be impossible to get the 
attendance of this witness again. 

- That the Nov. 29 trial date was set 
by mutual agreement of attorneys for 
the defense and the Commonwealth at 
a pre-trial conference held last May 12 
and that defense counsel's commit· 
ment to another trial in the Boyle cir­
cuit court was of his own making.

A Prestonsburg woman brought suit 

in Circuit Court here this week against 
two mobile home firms , claiming that 
she and her infant daughter were suf­
fering from formaldehyde poisoning.

Cost of Gas To Rise 
Here 56c Next Week 

Beginning next Monday , Prestons­
burg gas rates will jump another 56 
cents per 1000 cubic feet, bringing gas 
rate increases to roughly 140% above 
those of last May 1 when the rate spiral 
began gathering steam. 

The last 56 cents per MCF added to 
bills has not been officiaJly approved 
by the Federal Energy Regulatory 
Commission, but there's fear based on 
experience with other rate requests 
that it will be. Although the raise has 
been protested and a final decision is 
awaited, the Prestonsburg Utilities 
Commission is afraid not to add the 
charge to customers bills now rather 
than selling gas at the prior rate and 
collecting later if the extra charge 
becomes official.

Those fea lures include floating 
decimal , memory , square root , 
overflow, and zero suppression. Such 
features are almost necessities in any 
situation. Advanced features might in­
clude sine, cosine and tangent func­
tions, exponential power functions and 
programmable key functions.

''When in the market for a 

calculator, consumers should shop 
around before actually purchasing 
one," says Attorney General Beshear. 
"Always check several different 
stores, since many times one store will 
be running a sale which the others are 
not." 

"In this era of high technology and 
competition, prices are dropping 
substantially on electronic com­
ponents. Before deciding on a par-

6 ticular calculator, try several different 
~odels. Check to see if the keyboard is 

easy to use, and make sure the size of 
the calculator feels comfortable to you. 
Be sure you can easily read the 
display," Beshear adGed. 

Consumers should consider these 
factors before purchasing a specific 
model. If necessary, try a specific task 
on the models you are interested in and 
pick the model that feels best.

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Q. My regular annual Pap test has 
always been normal. This time, my 
doctor said I wouldn't need to come 
back for two years. Why is this? I'm 32 

eand married. 
A. For many years, an annual Pap 

test was recommended as part of a 
woman's routine physical examina­
tion. It is the best protection against 
cervical cancer which, if revealed ear­
ly, is almost always 100 percent 
curable. 

However, in July, 1980, the National 
Cancer Institute <NCl) sponsored a 
Consensus Development Conference of 
experts to make recommendations on 

. the use of the Pap test. The conference 
participants agreed that the Pap test is 
safe and effective in detecting cell 
changes that can progress to cervrcal 
cancer. The experts also agreed that 
most women who are virgins do not 
need to have a Pap test and that 
women over 60 who have had two 
negative (normal ) tests do not need 
any more on a regular basis . 

It was recommended that all other 
• women have their first Pap test soon 

after they become sexually active. If 
the first test proves normal, it should 
be repeated in a year. If the second is 
normal, the physician may set up a 
regular schedule of testing at intervals 
of one to three years. The gynecologic 
cancer specialists at the University of 
Kentucky Medical Center are still 
recommending annual Pap smears. 

The panel of experts at NCI did not 
agree on how frequently women at high 
~sk of cervical cancer should have a 
WPap test. There are three factors a 

physician considers which may con­
tribute to a woman's higher than nor· 
mal risk of cervical cancer : First sex­
ual intercourse before the age of 18; 
multiple sexual partners, and low 
socio-economic status. 

Since you have had normal Pap tests 
right along, your physician has deter­
mined that you need not be screened so 
frequently . You may be guided by 

. is/her recommendation. Of course, if 
you experience irregular, prolonged, 
or unusually heavy menstrual cycles 
or have any abnormal bleeding be­
tween periods or after intercourse, see 
your physician immediately.

A. It is a fact that when a person is 

dying, especially with cancer , his or 
her relationships with others are deep­
ly affected. There are several reasons 
for this. 

Learning that someone close is in­
curably ill not only is a sorrow but is 
also a reminder that we, too, are 
vulnerable. Such a realization is not 

• 
easy for most people to handle. 

Americans also shun the dying 
because they lack experience at it. 
Medical advances removed illness and 
death from the home and placed it in 
the hospital many years ago. Thus, 
fewer people were exposed to the dying 
process, and they began to avoid the 
dying, to see death as a failure , not 
merely the final experience of life. 

The word, "cancer," itself strikes 
fear in the average person. Most 

. egard it as a death warrant, though 
many people live long, active lives 
and/or recover. Others, like your 
mother, are dying, but they are alert 
and want to see friends. 

Assume that your mother's old 
friends really do care, that they are 
afraid of the situation, and that they 
would really like to help if they kne')Y 
how. That's where you and the rest of 
the family come in. Encourage visits 
by letting friends know the best time to 

e ome, by sharing your and your 
mother's concerns and needs, and by 
discussing her illness. 

You will doubtless find that some 
people still will not be able to come 
over, but they may be just the ones to 
run an errand, fix a casserole, or do

GREEN RIVER: Crappie fair over 
submerged cover (6-8 feet deep) ; black

CUMBERLAND: Black bass good in 
lower lake on surface lures and buzz 
baits off points and in coves; crappie 
fa ir to good drift fishing over channels 
in heads of coves and still fishing 
around submerged cover ; walleye and 
white bass fair trolling medium to deep 
runners off points ; in tailwaters , trout 
good ; clear, falling , 35 feet below the 
timberline and 65' . 

DALE HOLLOW: Crappie fair over 
submerged cover <around eight feet 
deep); walleye fair trolling deep run­
ners across flats ; clear, falling slowly , 
at normal pool and 63°. 

LAUREL: Trout fair at night still 
fishing worms, cheese or corn off steep

I would like to reply to a recent arti­
cle in your September 8 issue of the 
Floyd County Times. I and all my fa mi-

• 
ly grew up in Floyd County. I was born 
there 34 years ago and have not been 
gone from there so very long. I still 
have aunts, uncles, brothers, and a 
sister Jiving there (not to mention 
several counsins>. I feel like I can 
speak about living in Floyd County, 
and I think I will. 

1 came from one of those poor but 
proud families that Mr. Robert M. 
Press was supposed to be writing 
about. Let me tell you about w. I grew 

• 
up on Mud Creek. It really doesn't mat­
ter which one, I lived on both at one 
time or another. My father was a poor 
man. He preached on Sunday and 
neither asked nor accepted any pay. 
He worked for a living like any man 
would. I remember when Daddy's 
yearly salary was $2800. That was the 
year I star ted to college. I remember 
when he pumped gas at a service sta­
tion for $6.50 per day, and that was a 
12-hour day. He didn' t even gel a 

• turkey for Christmas. We had 
chicken-ehicken which my mother 
raised on the corn which we planted 
and raised the summer before. And we 
thought it tasted good. I remember 
needing a Science book and my father 
sold a tree for $10 to get that book. I 
remember picking berries in the sum­
mer and selling them to buy school 
clothes. We never went ragged or 
hungry and we never asked the "Presi­
dent" to feed or clothe us. It wasn't so 

• long ago that I was growing up there. 
Times were not that different. 

The writer wrote a bout the people 
who were desolate because their 
assistance had been cut. I want to ad­
dress that also. As I grew up I watched 
Mud Creek change before my eyes. 
Once every field and hill was put into 
crops of corn and large gardens. Every 
family kept some kind of animals for 
food . Some had cows, most had 

• chickens, and there were lots of hogs 
and beef cattle. People planned for the 
" dry spells." People knew that winter 
was coming or that there would be 
times when they could not get jobs at 
"public work ." Food and provisions 
were put aside to tide us over when it 
became necessary. Like the squirrels, 
we knew tha t if we did not work, we 
would not eat. Neighbors shared with 
each other . I never knew a baby to go 
without milk around us, not as long as 

• our cows had milk. 
I saw a change come over my moun­

tain community. That change can be 
simply titled WELFARE. I saw garden 
land and good rich fields lay year after 
year with nothing but the garbage from 
convenience foods and Pamper boxes 
which were thrown into the once-clean 
stream we had played in, and now 
washed into those fields by the Spring 
floods. I saw hillsides that had once fed 
cows and other animals grow up in 

• weeds. I saw my generation of people 
turn down jobs because they didn't pay 
as much as welfare. So many times I 
have heard strong, healthy people say, 
"Why work when 1 can 'draw' more 
than I can make working?" This is a 
sad situation when one loses the pride 
of one's labor. 

Going back l o the article, the writer 
talks about the welfare not bringing 
people above the poverty level . It is my 
opinion that welfare was designed to 

e anow people to survive until they 
themselves improved their standard of 
living. Welfare was not designed to 
support the public in the manner to 
which they have become accustomed. 
It sets my mind reeling when I read an 
article about how so many families 
<most of whom I know) cannot make it 
on three or four government assistance 
programs all going at once. I know that 
there a re people that need help. I also 

• know that the only effort many of them 
make to help themselves is to get in 
line at the assistance offices and tell 
their sad stories to anyone who comes 
into their "modest mountain homes," 
and fuss and cuss whoever is President 
at the time. If they would get up off 
their backsides in May and lift a hoe, 
they'd have less to complain about 
when October came. I also have to say 
they could fatten several hogs on what 
I have seen thrown in the yards and 

e creeks on Mud Creek, either Mud 
Creek. 

Last of all I want to say, I went to 
school 12 years in Floyd County. I 
never ate a free lunch nor a free milk. 
It was not because we weren't eligible, 
we were. We had very little money. 
However , my mother and father knew 
that their children were their respon­
sibilily . They bore us and considered it 
their job to raise and feed us. I've eaten 

• lots of soup beans and corn bread. It's 
good for you. You would be surprised to 
know how good it is for you if you work­
ed for it. I've even taken biscuits and 
side meat in a little lard bucket for 
lunch. It fed me and I didn't have to ask 
the "President" for it. I went through 
college, during which time my mother 
never had one piece of new clothing, 
but she never asked anyone to give her 
any and was proud of me when I got my 
degree. But my parents weren't the on-

. ly ones who worked. They taught us to 
work. I hope to teach my children the 
same lesson. We learned to know what 
we wanted and then find an honest way 
to get it. We learned to take pride in 
what we did and when we are tired at 
the end of a day we can rest because we 
know we have done the best we could 
and will again tomorrow. That, my 
friend , is "Mountain Pride." That is 
something I saw begin to fade as my 

I'm a teacher now. I have a Master's 
degree from Eastern Kentucky 
University. I earned it myself. With my 
family'~ help I paid for it myself. I 
worked for three of the first four years 
I was in college . I did my Master's 
work after I began teaching. It hasn't 
hurt me. I've taught school in the 
mountains of eastern Kentucky. It 
hurts me to see so many of these same 
children that the writer spoke about be­
ing ragged and barefooted <and some 
of them are), but they come to school 
with their pockets full of money if there 
is a "sale" of any king going on. I call 
that poor management. Two genera­
tions ago, mountain people knew how 
to live. They didn't think about being 

poor Many didn't even realize they 
were until the government told them 
that they were. The freedom lines of 
welfare have reduced them to a people 
who only know how to exist from check 
to check without a thought as to how 
they might make it better themselves . 
When I grew up we lived very well on 
very little money and usually managed 
to feed a lraveler or two on Sunday. We 
even had chicken with our soup beans 
sometimes. I'm proud to come from 
eastern Kentucky. But it saddens me 
when I read a writer 's impressions of 
my home. I do not think he saw much of 
that "mountain pride" I know so well.

Nature Trails 
By RUFUS REED 

Th e E lderberry 
We pass the lowly elderberry bush by 

and scarcely give it any notice. But this 
small tree is regarded as one of the 
best medical plants in nature. Its 
leaves, berries, roots and bark are con­
sidered as good medicine. 

The elderberry is a small shrub that 
was well-known in ancient times. The 

1 • Greeks used it widely as medicine; 
also for making musical instrwnents. 
They punched the white pith out of the 
small trunks, leaving them hollow. 
From the hollow trunks they made a 
musical instrument similar to a fife. 
They called this instrument the 
samucus," and that's the name given 
to the elder by the botanists; they call 
it the "sambucus bush." 

The elder blooms in June and its 
• large, nat c~usters. of bl?Ss~s glasify 

our streams1des w1th ghstermg white. 
Along about the time the elders 

bloom, then after cemer heavy rains, 
producing a flood. The oldtimers called 
this "the elderberry rise." 

The berries \'ipen in late August, tur­
ning a glistening black. The ripe ber­
ries, furnish a banquet to mock­
ingbirds, quails and robins. The ripe 
berries are gathered by many and used 
to make the populars elderber ry wine. 

• 
The berries also make delicious pies, 
jams and jellies. 

Oldtimers used to grow elders in 
their gardens for their crop of berries 
and for medical purposes. As a 
medicine for sore eyes a tea is made 
from the dried berries. An ointment 
made from the bark or roots is a good 
remedy for burns and scalds. 
Elderberry tea is also a good tonic and 
blood purifier. The tea is also a good 

• 
remedy for liver and kidney ailments. 
Those stubborn skin diseases, scrofula 
and erysipelas often are cured by 
bathing the infenction with the tea. The 
tea is also recommended for drapsy, 
for fever and chronic diseases. A tea 
made from the dried berries is said to 
be a cure for cholera. 

The elderberry is a member of the 
Honeysuckle Family, which includes 
such gorgeous flowers as orange 
azaless and pink honeysuckles. Its 
bark is spotted brown and the leaves 

• are compound, with seven leaflets, the 
larger one at the end. 

It is a fine harbinger of spring, put­
ting out its green leaves in March. 

When Winter Comes .. . 
The Kentucky Association of 

Plumbing-Heating-Cooling Contrac­

In an effort 
to .help the consumer during the winter 
monti)s, the KAPHCC suggests the 
following cold weather tips: 

*Keep sink cabinet doors open to 
allow heat to reach pipes. 

*If your pipes have frozen in the past, 
let a small stream of water run several 
times a day and all night. 

*Be sure you know where the main 
water cut-off valve is located . If your 
pipes should burst, you will know 

• where to turn the water off. The main 
water cut-<>ff valve should be on the 
front wall of the basement. 

*If your hot water lines should 
freeze, turn the water heater dial to 
"pilot" or "off". 

*To Keep sink drains from freezing, 
pour a cupful of salt in a bucl.et of 
water down the drain. 

*Close any openings to a crawl space 
so drafts will not reach water pipes. 

, • *Pipes may freeze if lids are left off 
of water meters. 

*Wrap a!l pipes in outside walls or 
those exposed to drafts with pipe in­
sulation. 

•water pipes will burst only when 
frozen, not when they are being thawed 
out. 

*Never use a blow torch to unthaw 
pipes.

The peach tree , great for food , good 
for medicine. 

Along about May, when the peach 
trees fully leaf out, pluck a handfu l of 
the leaves, crush them in your hands , 
then hold them to the nose, and you will 
get the strong. a romatic scent of peach 
tree leaves. This is the scent once used 
by the old time beekeepers to lure a bee 
swarm into the gum. It reaJJy works ! 
Back then the beekeeper used the old­
time round bee-gums, which were saw­
ed out of a hollow black gum tree and 
carefully cleaned inside. A couple of 
"cross sticks" were fastened in the 
middJe to hold up the weight of the bees 
and honey. 

is the Elberta, which bears free·seed 
peaches called "freestones." Other 
kinds of peaches are ca lled "cl­
ingstones." The peach is one of our 
greatest fruits . It may be canned, dried 
or made into preserves. It is good any 
way it is fixed. The juice of ripe 
peaches will cure a sick stomach and 
stop vomiting.

When the time came for the bees to 
swarm the empty gum was moved to 
the bee-yard and made ready for the 
first swarm. As soon as the swarm was 
out and got settled down, the beekeeper 
ran to a peach tree and grabbed off a 
bucketful of green leaves. He crushed 
these thoroughly, then rubbed them on 
the inside of the empty gum to give it a 
strong, peach-leaf scent. Then moving 
the gum as close as possible to the new 
swarm he set it down and began peck­
ing on it with a small rock, apparently 
to a ttract the attention of the bees. 
Soon the bee scouts entered the gum to 
inspect it. When they reported back to 
the swarm, how good and fresh the new 
gum smelled the queen was soon seen 
marching into the new home, with all 
her loyal subjects following. 

Peaches are easily grown from the 
pits, or hard-shelled seeds. Plant the 
seeds in the fall , and they'll sprout next 
spring. In three or four years, they will 
begin to produce peaches. 

In our region, the worst drawback to 
a good crop of peaches are early spring 
frosts . It seems to me all those with 
peach orchards should try smudge pots 
as a way of combatting the frost.

Peach tree leaves were also used to 
make medicine for "yaller janders," 
as they called that disease. Also a tea 
made from peach tree leaves was an 
old remedy for dyspepsia and stomach 
troubles. 

In order to protect their peach trees 
from harmful insects, the oldtimers 
put tobacco stems around them. This 
was a safeguard against the wood 
borers. 

Our peach trees originally came 
from China . Today the U.S.A. leads the 
world in the production of peaches, 
while California leads all the states, 
with an annual production of 36 million 
bushels.

It's true that Prestonsburg ;s 
Municipal Building has one office for 
local vampires. Five local women ac­
tually work hard, looking for blood. 
That's what they need and about all 
they think about on the job .• The local 
donor station is on the second floor and 
is open on Tuesdays, Thursdays, and 
Saturdays for the express purpose of 
drawing blood. 

Any aspect of blood seems inherently 
ambiguous. Blood excites fear and 
fascination. There is one area , 
however, where blood seems to have a 
positive meaning- when one person 
gives it to another. Blood is the perfect 
gift. It costs the giver nothing, and it 
can soon be replaced. But it can give 
the receiver a new chance for life. 

The nwnber one reason why people 
won't donate is the fear that it is an ex­
tremely painful process. Just· how 
painless is giving blood? There is real­
ly very little discomfort involved- no 
more than the prick of the needle-and, 
once the needle is in, it doesn't hurt. 
The actual blood donation takes only 
about five minutes. The entire visit in­
cludes registration, a mini-physical , 
the actual drawing, and a rest period 
with refreshment, all taking less than 
an hour. 

It's normal to be scared at first, but 
look at it this way: If you needed blood 
to live, would you understand if no one 
gave for you? 

If you and others who qualify donate 
blood regularly, no one in our com­
munity will ever be without life-saving 
blood. That's our goal. We hope you 
will make it yours, too.

Hwy. Dept. Unveils 
Road Clear ing Plan 

When snow falls here, state transpor­
ta~ion crews will be out to clear the 
ro~ds. And to help motorists plan their 
winter driving, the Transportation 
Cabinet has announced in what order 
the roads will be cleared. 

State crews will clear U.S. 23, KY 80 
and KY 114 first. The next roads to be 
cleared are KY 1428, KY 3, KY 7, KY 
550, KY 122 and KY 979. Other state 
maintained roads will follow. 

The roads are cleared as soon as 
precipitation becomes significant. 
Crews set out with salt or plows to 
clear the top priority roads first. The 
priority system is based on the traffic 
carried by the road. 

Top priority roads include in­
terstates, parkways, urban ex­
pressways and other stale roads with 
exceptionally large volumes of traffic. 
Second priority roads are state 
primary roads, bypasses and roads 
with slightly less traffic. State secon­
dary roads, rural secondary roads and 
other routines with equaltraffic fall in­
to the third category. Remaining state 
r oa ds are cleared after these 
ca tegories have been treated.

drives. To.compound the problem, dur­
ing the last few months transfusions 
ha ve sharply increased in · the 38 
hospitals and clinics served by CKBC. 

The regional blood center has 
already taken several actions to in­
crease donations, such as the acquis­
tion of a self-contained Bloodmobile, 
with scheduled stops at several lo<;a­
tions throughout Central Kentucky, 
and appealing to the public through 
local media.

slate certified authorities," Cotton 
said.

That's a pretty 
reasonable and worthwhile investment 
when protecting your family." 

The Department of Housing, 
Buildings and Construction is one of 13 
agencies that falls within the Public 
Protection and Regulation Cabinet.

FIREWOOD A~D WILDLIFE 
People who are well-organized and 

on top of things cut this winter's 
firewood last J anuary and have been 
letting it dry all summer. But a lot of 
other folks wait until the approaching 
cool weather before sharpening up the 
chain saw and taking to the woods . 

If you're cutting your firewood now, 
keep in mind that many species of 
trees provide valuable wildlife foods . If 
you have a choice, spare these trees in 
favor of species with little value to 
wildlife, says Jim Durell, an assistant 
director in the Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources' wildlife division 
and an expert on wildlife foods. 

Durell recommends that anyone cut­
ting firewood take a few minutes to ex­
amine his woodlot and pick out cer tain 
trees to save for wildlife. Durell says 
the following species, which are com­
mon over much of Kentucky, have high 
wildlife food value : hackberry, white 
ash, white oak, chinquapin oak , red 
oak, black oak, black locust, shagbark 
hickory, wild cherr y and cedar. 

Lood for trees of these species which 
are vigorous and which produce heavy 
seed or nut crops-or which produce a 
crop every year, Durell says. Leave a 
few of these good producers and mark 
the others for cutting. 

Another category of good wildlife 
trees are more scarce and should 
definitely be spared, Durell says. 
Species in this group include post oak, 
laurel oak , green ash , walnut, 
shellbark hickory, sassafras, per sim­
mon, paw paw, black haw, beech, gum 
or hazelnut. Durell recommends that 
you choose nearby trees for cutting, 
since this will provide more growing 
room for these preferred species. 

If you're wondering by now if there's 
anything left you can cut, Durell says 
that the following are poor food trees 
and can, from a wildlife point of view, 
be safely cut : sycamore, elm , maples, 
yellow popular, basewood, redbud and 
hemlock. 

There's a final category, Durell 
says: the " pest" trees, which have lit­
tle wildlife food value and which grow 

. so fast and so abundantly that they 
crowd out more desir able species. 

. Trees in this group include box elder, 

. bitternut hickory, honey locust and 
- sometimes even otherwise desirable 

trees such as persimmon and black 
locust. 

Also remember that trees provide 
homes as well as food for many wildlife 
species. Large den trees- those with 
large hollow places- are scarce and 
should not be cut. Neither should all 
dead trees be felled , Durell says, since 
these provides insects which feed 
woodpeckers. 

If you're not too good at tree iden­
tification and would like to discuss 
woodlot planning for wildlife with a 
biologist, such help is available from 
the Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources, Frankfort, Kentucky 40601,

To in­
sure your family a safe celebration, At­
torney General Steve Beshear strongly 
suggests that you take a few minutes

and prepare your children for "trick or 
treating." Here are several safety tips 
to remember: 

WHERETO GO: 
Small children should be accom­

panied by an adult. You should remain 
in your own neighborhood and visit on­
ly those houses where you know the 
people who live there. If you have so­
meone in the neighborhood who does 
not like children, do not go to that 
house. Be sure to tell your children to 

• cross the street only at intersections 
and make sure they have a flashlight if 
they will be out after dark. 

• 

WHAT TO WEAR: 
Have your children wear bright, 

flame-resistant costumes. Add some 
reflector tape to the front and back of 
costumes for extra visibility. Make 
sure hemlines are several inches off 
the ground as children may trip on long 
garments. Avoid full skirts, long 
sashes and scarves. Anything that can 
catch on bushes or brush near flames is 
potentially dangerous. Children should 
carry a white shopping bag to collect 
treats, as it will add to the visibility of 
the child and also free arms for move­
ment. 

CHECK THE TREATS: 
Do not allow children to eat anything 

until they return home. Discard 
anything unpackaged or with wrapp­
ings that seem to be undone or tom.

Unwrap packaged candies and inspect 
each piece. Wash and cut fruit into 
small pieces and inspect each piece. If

visitors should know that they maynot 
work without special permission while 
they are in the United States, Jim Kel­
ly, Social Security district director for 
the Big Sandy area, said recently. 

When permission to work is granted, 
Social Security taxes are not withheld 
from their pay because work is con­
sidered to be carrying out the purpose 
for which the s tudent or exchange 
visitor was admitted to this country. 
However. income taxes generally are 
withheld from earnings even if Social 
Security taxes are not. 

"A foreign student cannot work for 
pay without the permission of the Im­
migration and Naturalization 
Service," Kelly said. "Such permission 
may be granted if the employment is 
recommended by the school because it 
provides practical training or if it is 
necessary because of financial need. 
An exchange visitor may obtain per­
mission to work for the same rea~ons. 

"A foreign student's spouse and 
children generally are not permitted to 
work either. However, an exchange 
visitor's spouse and children can work 
if they have the permission of the Im­
migration and Natu r alization 
Service." 

Additional information about 
employment of foreign visitors or ex­
change students may be obtained from 
the B1g Sandy Area Social Security of­
fice. the Internal Revenue Service, or 
the Immigration and Naturalization 
Service. The Big Sandy area Social 
Security office is located on U.S. 23 bet­
ween Prestonsburg and Paintsville. 
The telephone number is listed in your 
local directory under U.S. Govern­
ment.

A survey of area gas stations sug­
gests that, if you're not comparing 
prices carefully , you may be paying 
much more for your gasoline than you 

1 need to. 
• The survey-<lf 13 stations in the 

Prestonsburg area last T hursday 
- r eveals a wide varia tion in prices, 
which differ by as much as 28 cents a 
gallon for regular, a nd 24 cents for 
other grades. 

The lowest price quoted for a gallon 
of regular leaded gas here last week 
was 119.9 cents at a self-service pump, 
or 125.9 with full service. The average 
wa s 135.9-and you could pay as much 

(las 147.9. 
For unleaded, the prices ra nged 

from 127.9 to 151.8- the average was 
141.9- and, for high-octane gas, from 
131.9 to 155.8- at an average of 144 .9. 

week charged an extra 17 cents a 
gallon for unleaded. 

One of the reasons for the wide 
disparity in prices was suggested by a 
news release issued by a wholesale 
dealer here this week. J . D. McDonald, 
president of Action Petroleum Co., 
Gulf dis tributor, s aid tha t effective im­
mediately, " all price reductions in 
gasoline will be passed directly 
through to aU participating dealers .. .in 
exactly the same amount realized by 
Action Petroleum."
