For a fifteen year period, the owner will rent the rehabilitated unit(s)
to eligible lower income tenants, who will pay approximately 25 per-
cent of their income toward the rent. the agency will pay the re-
mainder of the rent directly to the owner. The initial occupant of a
rehabilitated unit may be the owner's present eligible tenant.

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Barber Says He Will Propose
*Mandatory Tests for Teachers

State Supt. of Public Instruction
Raymond Barber says that mandatory
testing for teachers will help ensure a
better education for students,

“I am one of those people who
believe every child in Kentucky
deserves a competent teacher,”
Barber told the Bowling Green Rotary
Club last week.

He added that he will ask the 1984
session of the General Assembly to re-
quire such mandatory testing of
teachers. The pr mpm'il would require

that a prospective teacher take a writ-
ten examination which, if passed,
would earn a one-year teaching cer-
tificate.

After that year, the teacher would go
before an evaluation board. If the
board, made up of one higher educa-
tion official and two local educators,
returns favorable evaluation, a 10-year
certification would be granted, Barber
said.

Teachers may not be the only ones
taking new tests. If Barber is suc-

cessful, high school students planning
to attend state colleges may face
tougher admission standards.

Barber said he favors a two-step ad-
mission process. The prospective col-
lege student must have a 2.5 grade
point average (middle C) in high
school and pass a 12th grade competen-
cy test.

Because 22 percent of math and
science teachers in Kentucky are not
qualified to teach, an incentive pro-
gram has been set up to encourage col-

- lege students majoring in math or
science to consider teaching as a pro-
fession after graduation, Barber said.

Loans up'to $2,500 annually for three
years are available to math and
science majors.

‘A year is forgiven for each year
they teach in Kentucky," Barber said.
“We believe if they teach three years
we'll keep them in teaching.”

Math and science majors have been
turning to better paying jobs and few
have entered the teaching profession,
he said.

Another area of improvement has
been in special education, Barber said,
adding that this year $116 million was
spent in special education,

“Two years ago hardly anything was
spent on special education,” he said,
““Now we have one of the best pro-
grams in the nation. The average
number of students in a class is five or
six.”

Barber predicts the number of voca-
tional students will increase. There are
15 regional centers for vocational
education in the state.

“Thirty-five percent of the students
who enter the ninth grade do not
graduate from the 12th,"” he said. “And
43 percent of high school graduates
don’t go on to higher learning. We must
provide training for those people.”

“Today, if you do not graduate from
high school, you're the person standing
on the corner when everybody else is
walking down the street,” he said.

Overall, Barber is proud of Ken-
tucky's educational accomplishments.

“Education is expensive. But the
question is, can we afford not to have a
quality education program?" he ask-
ed.

Barber said education in Kentucky is
a bargain compared to other state ex-
penditures.

A mother of two illegitimate children
on welfare costs the state $10,000 a
year, he said. *A person in a correc-
tional institution costs $11,000 and that
doesn’t include the cost of getting him
there."’
