Court Cuts Payroll 
To Narrow Fund Gap 

Thirteen county workers were laid 
off. one contractor said the county 
could keep the money it owed him, and 
the deputy judge-executive agreed to 
work the next two months without pay. 
And, as a result, the fiscal court settled 
a couple of its bigger and older bills. 

But even these measures, which 
;were announced during a special ses­
sion of the fiscal court last Thursday, 
will apparently only partly bridge the 
gap between the county's resources 
and its debts. 

Some $95,000 n~eds to be trimmed 
from the budget if the county is to end 
the fiscal year "in the black" as it is re­
quired to do by law, state Local 
Government Advisor AI Howell warn­
ed the court before last week's 
meeting. And, at various points during 
he meeting, the continuing supervi­

sion of the county's finances by Howell 
and his boss, Local Finance Officer 
Robert L. Purdom, was apparent. 

The termination of the 13 employees, 
the court noted. was "pursuant to the 
direction of AI Howell " The payment 
of a $1869 cleaning supplies bill to Uni­
jax, Inc was "authorized per 
telephone call from AI Howell" and a 
transfer of funds for the same purpose 
was authorized "per telephone call 
rom Mr. Robert L. Purdom." 

But by no means were the state 
overseers heeded autC1matically. While 
10 road empioyees were laid off. only 
one name was struck from the Allen 
park payroll. which the stat£> officials 
had singled out for special attention, 
and so far the judge-executive's ad­
ministrative staff has been spared 

Dropped from the payroll as from 
last Friday were Irvin Shepard, 

leveland Tackett, Forrest Tuttle, Jr .. 
Walker T. Coleman. Cecil Rice, Jr .. 
Earlas Hall. Town Newsome, Roy 

Ousley, Ronnie Horn, Hurley Akers 
and Henry Burchett, road workers; 
Michael McCormick, district court 
coordinator. and Bobby Gene Hughes, 
park worker. 

The terminations are tem ­
porary-the 13 will be rehired with the 
beginning of the new fiscal year in 
July-and the laid-off workers' fringe 
benefits, including their health in­
surance, will be kept up in the mean­
time, it was said. 

R.A. Hayes, president of the Hayes 
Leasing Company, of Betsy Layne. 
forgave the county three bills totalling 
$8954.50, the court was told. The money 
was said to be due for rock hauled by 
Hayes to repair a section of road near 
the head of Little Mud Creek last 
December. 

Deputy Judge-Executive Thomas 
Lafferty agreed to turn back to the 
court his salary for the next two mon­
ths while continuing his normal duties 
The deputy-judge is paid $1065 a 
month. 

<Taking $1000 as the average mon­
thly salary of the laid-off workers, the 
most the county could save from the 
retrenchment would be $39,000over the 
next three months. Savings realized by 
Hayes' dropping his claims and Laffer­
ty's donating his services bring that 
figure to around $50,000-little over 
half the sum Howell said the county 
would need to trim from its budget.) 

County Treasurer David D Allen 
acknowledged thts week that further 
cuts will need to be made in the budget. 

The court approved payment of a 
$70,000 bill from the Grayson Stone and 
Coal Company, a $50,000 claim by Ac­
tion Petroleum, and $4435 due Hatton 
and Allen Insurance for workers' com­
pensation premiums.

'Purloined Letter' Claimed 
In Police Chief Action 

A member of Prestonsburg city 
council has been named in a criminal 
summons sworn out by the city's chief 
of police. 

Police Chief James Curtis alleges in 
the district court summons that Coun­
cil Member Eunice Shepherd, of West 
Prestonsburg, "divulged information 
obtained by tampering with private 
communications.'' 

Curtis said this week that someone 
stole from his desk at city hall a per­
sonal letter written to him by the young 
woman he married last December. 
Copies were made of the letter, which 
Mrs . Shepherd distributed to area 
news media, the police chief alleged. 

As far as he knew, none of the media 
gave the letter any publicity, he said. 

Citing the advice of her attorney, 
Cassie J. Allen, Mrs. Shepherd declin­
ed to comment on Curtis' charge. In a 
request for information filed last week 
in district court, however, she asks the 
police chief to say whether the reasons 
for his summons are personal or 
political m nature. 

She also asks "whether the alleged 
acts were within the scope of her duties 
as a member of the city council" and 
whether the information said to have 
been obtained illegally concerned the 
police chief himself and the young 
woman who became his wife. 

Curtis. 38, who was hired to head the 
police department here in March, 1982, 
married Kathy Booth, 16, last 
December 23 in Virginia. It was' his 
third marriage. 

Prior to his appointment here, Curtis 
was police chief in the small town of 
Dundee, Florida, where his relation­
ship with the young woman and her 
family- described as an impoverished 
white family in a predominantly black 
neighborhood- became a subject of 
speculation. 

Dundee Town Manager Michael 
Herr reportedly told Curtis he could 
resign or be fired . In April, 1982, after 
just four months as Dundee's police 
chief, he resigned.

On Money Spent Per Pupil 
Among Kentucky's 181 school 

districts, there is wide disparity in the 
amount of money spent on each s• uot. ' 
and also in the ratio of teachers to 
students, according to a study funded 
by the Appalachian Regional Commis­
sion and distributed here recently. 

On both measures, which are com­
monly used to gauge quality of educa· 
tion, school districts in Appalachian 
counties rank lower than those in other 
areas of the state, and the Floyd school 
district falls near the bottom of the 
scale. 

The study, which was conducted by 
four researchers at the Appalachian 
Center of the University of Kentucky, 
compared Appalachian and non­
Appalachian school districts in Ken­
tucky, Tennessee, Virginia and West 
Virginia. It was originally published in 
March last year. 

The top two school districts in Ken­
tucky spent almost twice as much per 
pupil than did those at the low end of 
the scale, a disparity which is even 

'\\ider when instructional costs are con­
idered by themselves. 
Appal.1ch.an school districts spend 

about $100 less per pupil each year than 
do other Kentucky school districts. In­
structional costs, which range from 
$1495 to $539 per pupil, average $823 in 
Appalachian Kentucky, $904 in the rest 
of the state 

Floyd county, which reported a per­
pupil expenditure of $722, ranked 
fourth from the bottom on that scale. 
Only Leslie county, Martin county and 
Science Hill <Pulaski county) Indepen­
dent school districts spend less on in­
struction. 

The ratio of students to teachers 
ranges from 14 students per teacher in 
Richmond <Madison co.) Independent 
school district to 26.9 in Science Hill In­
dependent. In this regard, Appalachian 
districts, where the median is 21.7 
students per teacher, do not differ 
much from non-Appalachian districts, 
where the median is 20.7. 

With 24.6 students per teacher, Floyd 

is again near the bottom of the scale. 
Only seven districts-and o.ily one 
<Martin./ of the Big Sandy ADD coun­
ties-have a worse pupil-teacher ratio. 

Like other Appalachian counties, 
Floyd ranks high on the percentage of 
economically-deprived children in its 
schools and on its dependence on 
federal funds On local taxpayer sup­
port, it ranks low. 

Compared to other Kentucky school 
districts, where about a quarter of the 
students are from poor families, over 
half the pupils in Appalachian schools 
are listed as economically deprived. 
The median for Appalachian Kentucky 
is 51.6 percent; the figure for Floyd is 
55.5 percent. 

Local tax support, which varies from 
57.4 percent in Anchorage <Jefferson 
co.) and 41.5 percent in Pikeville in­
dependent school districts to .9 percent 
in Whitley county, averages 16.2 per­
cent in other parts of the state, 8.3 per­
cent in Appalachia. Only 4.6 percent of

Martin Residence Gutted by Fire

Firemen were hampered in their attempt to enter the home of Phyllis McKinney at Martin, 
last Wednesday night, by smoke which billowed from every doorway and window.

Defendant Says 
He Killed Five, 
Wounded Three 

The trial of William ''Oakie" Bevins, 
71-year-old Printer man, for the 
murder of five men inside an Allen 
truck parts store Oct 16, 1981 and the 
wounding of three others took a 
dramatic turn Tuesday morning in 
Greenup circuit court when defense 
counsel Lester Burns withdrew Bevins' 
not-guilty pleas and entered pleas of 
guilty to all eight counts. 

But the slayer's plea, regarded as a 
move to throw him on the mercy of the 
court, has not changed the com­
monwealth's demand for the death 
penalty. Commonwealth's Attorney 
James R. Allen emphasized. In a 
telephone conversation with The Times 
shortly after noon Tuesday, Allen said 
that, despite the guilty plea, testimony 
will be heard by the trial judge, James 
A. Atkinson, the case will be argued 
and Atkinson will pass sentence. 

Burns had earlier indicated that 
Bevins' defense would be based on a 
plea of msanity or mental disorder 
resulting in the mass slayings. But 
after the jury had been empaneled 
Tuesday morning, and the first witness 
for the state, Ron Bryant, one of the 
three men wounded by Bevins, had 
testified, Burns without warning mov­
ed the court to dismiss all the not-guilty 
pleas and to accept pleas of guilty on 
all eight counts. 

"We made absolutely no concessions 
or recommendations whatever," Com­
monwealth's Attorney Allen said in 
discussing the defense change of tac· 
tics. 

Allen said that Bryant, the lone 
witness whose testimony had been 
heard prior to the Burns motion, 
"made a strong witness.'' He quoted 
Bryant as testifying that two or three 
weeks prior to the slaymgs Bevins 
came to the parts store, posing as a 
representative of the unemployment

Corrective Work 
Done by Council 
On Zoning, Fees 

In a brief special session Monday, 
Prestonsburg City qouncil did what 
was undone and twice undid what was 
done.

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Why Blame Perkins? 
Since Pike county chose to withdraw from the regional air­

port plan and go it solo with its own airport, it is with poor 
grace that it now appears critical of Congressman Carl 
Perkins for the vital part he played in getting federal financ­
ing for another airport, the one that was originally planned 
for the region. 

True, the facility near the juncture of Martin, Floyd and 
Johnson counties that is getting federal funding does not have 
Pike county in its future, but it could have served that county 
along with the other three if Pike had had a desire to be a part 
of the regional air transport program. 

As matters stand, Pike county already has its own airport 
near opening and can't be expected to scratch a venture 
nearing completion at considerable effort and great expense. 

Who is to blame for the oversupply of airports in the 
region? Not Carl Perkins. He acted for the Floyd-Martin­
Johnson group, sure, but only because it is his job to repre­
sent all of his district, not merely Pike or any other single 
county. 
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The council decision raises a ques­
tion a!' to the fate of beer distributors, 
on whom a $400 levy was imposed by 
the original ordinance. Following the 
challenge by the liquor distributors' 
association and the subsequent lower­
ing of their fee to $150, the beer dealers' 
fee was likewise lowered. Now that the 
liquor distributors have been declared 
exempt. the council may reimpose its 
original $400 fee on the beer haulers. 

Liquor distributors cannot be 
regulated by the city. according to the 
attorney-general, because their 
qualifications are already set by the 
state. 

Last week's passage by the council of 
an ordinance annexing a section on the 
city's southern perimeter at Lancer 
was also rescinded Monday. City 
Manager David Evans pointed out 
that , since Joe Weddington and Hazel 
Rorrer, the two property owners in­
volved, had asked to have the question 
of annexation put on the ballot, a final 
council decision on the issue will have 
to await the outcome of the referen­
dum.

office here and saying he was there to 
check on Roger Click. Bryant said 
Bevins at that time stated Click was on 
food stamps and that he had 
understood he was employed, nights, 
while receiving these benefits . 

While he was at the store on that oc­
casion, according to the witness, 
Bevins said that Click "was no good 
and ought to be killed." 

Bryant described Bevins as calm, 
without emotion at the time of the 
shooting spree and said he went about 
the killings "in a businesslike 
manner." 

This early testimony was apparently 
sought by the Commonwealth in the 
hope of countering expected testimony 
to the effect that the slayer was upset 
and mentally disturbed at the time of 
the shootings. 

Defense counsel did not cross­
examine the witness. 

Hearing of testimony by the trial 
judge and arguments of opposing 
counsel are not expected to be conclud­
ed before tomorrow (Thursday). 

Attorneys said it is possible that 
taped recordings of alleged telephone 
conversations between Bevins and 
Katie Sue Click, wife of Roger Dale 
Click, first of those killed, may yet be 
heard. 

These tapes and possibly letters ex­
changed between Bevins and the then 
Mrs. Click (she has remarried since 
Click's death) were mentioned by 
Burns in his talk to prospective jurors 
Monday. "This," said Burns, "is a 
filthy case, a rotten case, a sinful 
case ... pornography at its worst." But, 
he said, effective defense of his client 
must focus on this evidence. 

In the crowd which filled the 
Greenup circuit courtroom Monday 
and Tuesday morning were practically 
all survivors of the shooting, including 
the former Mrs. Click who had been 
summoned from Massachusetts to ap­
pear as a prosecution witness. Many 
kinsmen of the victims as well as the 
three men who were wounded were in 
the courtroom crowd. 

Strict security measures have been 
maintained during the heating of the 
case, the number of peace officers 
augmented by state troopers, and 
metal detectors used to prevent any 
spectator with a concealed weapon 
from entering the courtroom. 

Whatever the verdict, it will be in ex­
piation for the slayings of Roger Dale 
Click, 28, of Allen, Michael Halbert, 28, 
of Martin, co-owner of the store ; Rufus 
Hamilton, 42, Ligon; Jarvey Hamilton, 
27, Grethel , and Roger Hatfield, 34, 
Mohawk, W. Va .

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school district revenue is raised locally 
in Floyd county. 

In non-Appalachian districts, some 
70.1 percent of ninth graders complete 
high school: the median for Ap­
palachian districts is 59.4 percent; the 
figure for Floyd is 55.3 percent. 

The percentage of teachers with 
Rank II certification (teacher's cer­
tificate and master's degree or 
equivalent) ranges from 85.2 (Murray 
Independent) to 29.4 <Science Hill), 
averaging around 61 percent. In Floyd 
school district, 55.5 percent of teachers 
have Rank II certification. 

Annual salaries for teachers and ad­
ministrators vary little between Ap­
palachian districts and the rest of the 
state and Floyd salaries in l!Y79-'80 
were about average-$13,806 for 
elementary teachers, $14,203 for secon­
dary teachers, $23,174 for ad­
ministrators. 

While acknowledging that questions 
persist about the interpretation of test 
scores, the researchers note that, on 
both the Short Form Test of Academic 
Abilities (SFTAA) and the Comprehen­
sive Test of Basic Skills <CTBS), more 
students in Appalachian school 
districts are ranked below average 
than is true for the rest of the state and 
many more Floyd students fall into 
that category than is the norm even in 
Appalachia. 

On the SFTAA, 15.3 percent of non­
Appalachian third graders in Kentucky 
fell into the below-average category; 
21 percent of Appalachian and 31 per­
cent of Floyd third graders were in that 
category. 

The respective figures, in the fifth 
grade, were 13 percent, 18 percent, and 
35 percent ; for the seventh grade, 20.5 
percent. 28 percent, and 35 percent; for 
the loth grade, 25 percent, 29.5 percent, 
and 37 percent. 

On the CTBS, 8 percent of non­
Appalachian third graders, 16 percent 
of Appalachian and 33 percent of Floyd 
third graders were below average. 
Perry county scored as poorly as 
Floyd. Only three school districts in the 
state- Martin county (38 percent), 
Clinton county (40 percent) and Lynch 
Independent ( 41 percent)- scored 
worse. 

The respective figures, for the fifth 
grade, were 11 percent, 18 percent, and 
34 percent ; for the seventh grade, 14 
percent, 19 percent, and 32 percent; for 
the lOth grade, 18 percent, 19.5 percent, 
and 26 percent. 

There is no proof, the researchers 
note, that standardized tests accurate­
ly measure what is actually being 
taught in the schools. Moreover, since 
it could be argued that the tests sup­
pose an ability to use middle-class 
English, their validity in Appalachia 
appears problematic, they concede. 

The study, entitled "Educational 
Performance in Central Appalachia: 
Statistical Profiles of Appalachian and 
Non-Appalachian School Districts," 
was prepared by Dr. Alan J. DeYoung, 
Charles Vaught, James J . O'Brien and 
Jean A. Brymer under contract with 
the Appalachian Regional Commis­
sion. 
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Judge-Executive Jerry Lafferty, Jr.

Ronald Caudill, of Allen, driver of 
the second car involved in the crash, 
was slightly injured but not hospitaliz­
ed. 

Investigation of the tragedy by State 
Police showed that Wicker was driving 
toward Martin when his vehicle cross­
ed the highway and hit the Caudill 
auto, head-on, shortly after 2 a.m., it 
was reported. The Martin man's auto 
then plunged over an embankment and 
overturned, this report says. 

The victim operated the Ashland Oil 
Service Station at Martin.

written estimate of the repairs and will 
they agree to consult you if repair costs 
exceed a certain dollar amoWlt? 

• Do they guarantee their work, and 
if so, what are the limitations'? 

* If parts are replaced, will the old 
ones be returned to you'? 

• If the mechanics are certified by 
.,.the National Institute for Automotive 
~ervice Excellence (NIASE) this 

means that they have voluntarily taken 
an examination which tests various 
areas of automobile repair expertise. 

• Is the facility Triple A approved'? If 
it is, certain requirements must be met 
which the shop has agreed to in a con­
tract with AAA. 

• Contact the Better Business 
Bureau to see if they have any current 
information on the facility. 

A • If possible, get the names of some 
~revious customers so that you can 

contact them and see if they are 
satisfied with the service they receiv­
ed. 

Once you have located a facility that 
seems to meet your needs, there are 
steps to follow which will help to insure 
that your car will be serviced properly. 

When you speak to the service 
representative, tell him what symp­
toms you have noticed in relation to 
our car's performance.

making unusual noises, shaking while 
driving at certain speeds, lacking 
power, etc. explain this as precisely as 
possible. 

no not insist that a specific repair 
must be done, because the problem you 
describe may be caused by something 
entirely different than what you 
suspect.

came primarily as a result of economic 
considerations. according to John 
Herald, public information head at the 
college.

"There were some 
schools willing to send students ." he 
said, "but so few that it hardly made 
some of the competitions worth 
holdmg.''

The former Paintsville resident, who 
pleaded guilty last year to poisoning 
her policeman husband, was paroled 
after serving just nine months of her 
20-year sentence. 

Harry Rothgerber, Jr., parole board 
chairman, said he was "strongly op­
posed to her being recommended for 
parole" and voted against it. He 
described as "very unusual" the fact 
that Mrs. Holbrook was given a parole 
hearing before serving at least a fifth 
of her sentence-that is, four years. 

The board voted 3-2 to grant her 
parole, after concluding that Holbrook 
was "a good parole risk ... and not a 
threat to society," Roth gerber said. 

But Johnson County 
Commonwealth's Attorney John David 
Preston called the parole board's deci­
sion "unbelievable." "It's hard to 
believe someone could plead guilty to 
murder, get ~ years and serve nine 
months-it's incredible," he said. 

Mrs. Holbrook, who claimed her hus­
band repeatedly abused her, admitted 
lacing with arsenic the soft drink that 
killed him. But she intended the drink 
for herself, she said. 

William Holbrook, 30, a major in the 
Paitnsville police department, died 
Dec. 13, 1980, ten days after consuming 
the drink. 

Mrs. Holbrook yet faces a bail­
jumping charge, stemming from a 
period when she was fighting extradi­
tion from Idaho.

Social Security ... 

New Job Applicants 
Must Have a Number 

Young people in the Big Sandy area 
who are planning to apply soon for 
their first summer jobs and who do not 
have a Social Security number should 
remember to apply for a number at 
least two weeks before they will need 
it, Jim Kelly, Social Security district 
manager, said recently. 

Most employers will not accept ap­
plications from people who do not have 
a Social Security number, so it is a 
good idea to get a number before look­
ing for a job, Kelly said. 

To get a Social Security number, a 
person must provide proof of date of 
birth, identity, and U.S. citizenship or 
immigrant status. Those 18 or over 
must apply in person. 

The best proof of date of birth and 
citizenship is a public or hospital birth 
record recorded before age 5 or a 
religious record of birth or baptism 
recorded before that age. Foreign-born 
applicants should provide their im­
migration or naturalization documents 
as well. 

Identity can be established by such 
records as driver's license, state iden­
tity card, voter's registration, school 
record, school ID, report card, mar­
riage record, work badge or building 
pass, labor or fraternal organization 
record, draft card or military ID, U.S. 
passport, newspaper birth announce­
ment, adoption record, court order for 
change of name, church membership 
or confirmation record, welfare case 
recqrd, medical or hospital record, 
vaccination certificate, insurance 
policy, day care or nursery school 
record, Boy or Girl Scout membership, 
or any other document showing identi­
fying data such as physical descrip­
tion, photograph, or signature. 

Applications for a Social Security 
number may be procured at the Big 
Sandy Area Social Security office, 
located on U.S. 23 between 
Prestonsburg and Paintsville.

Coal Industry Says 
ICC Decision Unf·air 

The Interstate Commerce Commis­
sion has incurred the ire of the coal in­
dustry by its recent decision to permit 
railroads to raise their charges for 
hauling coal. 

"The ICC," said Carl Bagge, coal's 
top lobbyist, "is a wholly owned sub­
sidiary of the Association of American 
Railroads." 

An ICC official dismissed that barb 
with another: "That's Carl Bagge be­
ing Carl Bagge." But to the electrical 
utilities and coal mines, it was no joke 
that the railroads could now double 
their coal-hauling rates in five years. 

The general public knows little of the 
ICC's decisions, but- according to 
critics- they would: 

- Cost Americans more than $4 
billion by 1990. ' 

-Cut U.S. coal exports by a fourth. 
-Raise the costs of coal-fired elec-

trical plants, meaning high electricity 
rates for homes, businesses and in­
dustries. 

Aided by Kentucky's two senators, 
coal industry representatives are 19b­
bying Capitol Hill to hold down railroad 
rates. Observers say it is one of coal's 
major legislative battles this year. 

The debate concerns whether the 
ICC has misused deregulation to favor 
railroad monopolies over their 
customers, coal mines and utilities. 

Most mines ship coal by rail to 
utilities for generating electricity. Of 
those mines, about 85 percent are serv­
ed by only one rail line-Qr instance, 
Louisville & Nashville Railroad in 
southeast Kentucky. 

To protect those "captive" mines, 
the ICC controlled rail rates for

coal- uhtil a month ago. Then it pro­
posed to let railroads raise rates to 
captive mines by 15 percent a year, 
plus inflation. And a week late, it decid­
ed to let railroads charge whatever 
they wanted to haul coal to ports for ex­
porting. 

Critics said the decisions would hurt 
the people in the mines, and the folks at 
home. 

The 15 percent decision may squeeze 
residents who pay for electric lights 
and heat, particularly if OPEC 
members cut oil production to bolster 
sagging prices. 

"Bingo," a utility official said. 
"OPEC pulls the plug on oil, and the 
railroad ties us to the track." 

Coal lobbyists said the ICC's deci­
sions would cripple the industry at a 
time when a third of the miners are 
already out of work. 

Defending the ICC's decisions, the 
railroads said they qave charged low 
rates for years, that they need more 
money to survive, and that they won't 
set rates that gouge the mines-and cut 
their own traffic. 

Though railroads would have the 
legal right to double rates in five years, 
"you would never see rates go that 
high," said Frank Wilner, director of 
issue development for the Association 
of American Railroads. 

Bagge, president of the National 
"Coal Association, replied: "That's the 
'trust us' theory. Well, I don't trust 
them." 

Tensions of this degree are recent. 
Until the early 1970s utilities preferred 
to buy oil, which was cheaper and 
cleaner than coal. So the railroads had 
little coal to ship, and they kept rates 
low to increase business, said Leslie 
Selzer, ICC financial analyst. 

In 1973, the Arabs shut off the oil 
spigot, and utilities scrambled for coal. 
Coal prices soared but rail rates "inch­
ed along," constrained by ICC regula­
tions, Selzer said. 

Meanwhile, the railroads said they 
were running out of financial steam, 
falling short of their capital needs by $4 
billion a year. 

In 1980, Congress passed the Stag­
gers Act, which let railroads raise their 
freight rates, under ICC supervision. 
Coal interests backed the act, saying it 
freed the railroads while protecting 
captive mines. 

But critics say the ICC has tipped the 
law in favor of the railroads.

New Tip Income Reporting 
Because of many questions that have 

been raised about the tip income repor­
ting rules of the Tax Equity and Fiscal 
Responsibility Act of 1982 <TEFRAl. 
the Ioternal Revenue Service stresses 
that the allocation of tip income re­

.quired by the Act is only for reporting 
purposes. 

There has been no change in the law 
regarding the taxability of tips, nor in 
the requirement for employees to 
report their tips to their employers. 
The law does impose new employer 
reporting requirements regarding tip 
income. Included is the new require­
ment for employers to allocate to their 
employees the difference between 8 
per cent of gross receipts and the total 
tips reported by the employees to their 
employer. In no instance does the law 
require withholding of tax on allocated 
tip income. Withholding of federal in­
come tax and social security tax is re­
quired only on tips reported to the 
employer and on any base salary. This 
has been the Jaw for a long time, and 
there has been no change in the with­
holding requirements. 

IRS reviews in more detail the tip 
reporting requirements of TEFRA in 
an attempt to end some of the confu­
sion surrounding this part of the new 
law, which became effective after 
December 31, 1982. 

-Who Are Mfected? The new tip 
reporting requirements apply to all 
food and beverage establishments 
which have more than 10 employees on 
a business day. This includes tipped 
and non-tipped personnel. and general­
ly means 10 fulltime employees. 
However, the rules specify more than 
80 employee-hours on a business day to 
include part-time help and fulltime 
help. 

The regulations do provide a means 
for establishments with seasonal 
variations in employment hours to 
average the employee hours on typical 
days in the busiest and slowest months 
to determine if they meet the 80 
employee-hour requirement. 

All establishments of the same 
employer are combined for purposes of 
determining if the employer must com­
ply with the reporting requirements. 

-Requirements For The Employer: 
The first quarter of 1983 is a transi­
tional quarter where no allocation of 
tip income is required by TEFRA. 
However, the employer must keep a 
separate record for this first quarter of 
gross receipts, charge receipts, charge 
tips, wages paid and tips reported by 
each employee. For the subsequent 
nine months of 1983, the employer must 
record total gross receipts, charge 
receipts, total charge tips, tips 
reported to the employer, names of 
employees to whom tip income was 
allocated and the amount of allocation 
for the year. 

Both of these reports, one for the first 
quarter of 1983 and the second for the 
remaining nine months of 1983, will be 
submitted on Form 8027 and must be 
sent to the IRS by February 28. 1984. 
Form 0027 is a new form and will not be 
available until June. 1983. 

In addition to this reporting require­
ment the employer must furnish. as 
usual. Forms W-2 to their employees 
by January 31. Form W-2 for 1983 will 
have a separate box for allocated tip 
income. There is no allocation of tip in­
come in the first quarter, and there is 
no withholding on allocated tip income. 

-How Will Allocation Of Tip Income 
Work? If employees. as a group. report 
total tips of at least 8 percent of gross 
receipts, no tip allocation is required. 
However. if reported tips are less than 
8 per cent of gross receipts, the 
employer must allocate the difference 
between 8 per cent of gross receipts 
and the total reported tips as additional 
tip income to the employees. 

The employees at an establishment 
must report their tips at least once a 
month. This is a requirement under 
present law. and an employer may re­
quire these reports more frequently . If 
the reported tips are less than 8 per 
cent of gross receipts. the employer 
will allocate the difference as extra tip 

income to his or her employees. The 
employer may do this when he or she 
requires the tip reports which will pro­
bably coincide with the payroll period. 
There will be no withholding of tax on 
any allocated tip income. 

The employer, who allocates tip in­
come, may reach a good-faith agree­
ment with the employees as to how to 
allocate the difference between 8 per 
cent gross receipts and reported tips. 
He or she may also do any required 
allocation based on each tipped 
employee's fractional share of gross 
receipts. This will probably result in 
the most equitable arrangement for 
employees. 

-Can The Allocation Percentage Be 
Changed? If the employer believes that 
the 8 per cent figure is too high for his 
or her establishment, applicatiJn may 
be made to the local IRS District Direc­
tor to have the rate reduced from 8 per 
cent, but no lower than 5 per cent. The 
employer would need to furnish such 
information as type of establishment, 
local tip rates. menu prices, location, 
amount of self-service, etc., to support 
the argument for a lower rate.

Health Educator Make YOur Own Rain wear 

You may be hanging up your wool 
co.."lt or down jacket for the season, but 
)'ou'll need to don the old raincoat soon 
to ward off April's showers. 

If vour raincoat hasn't weathered 
gracefully and you're looking for a 
replacemt>nt. why not try making your 
own? With a h!l of special handling, an 
t.>xperiPnced home sewer can construct 
nylon coats jackets pants and pon­
chos, or even gear like backpacks and 
Utes . 

Nvlon 1s one of the most popular 
outerwear fabncs because it is 
lightweight. strong and windproof. 
Besides keeping you dry, nylon rain­
wear packs easily and compactly. 

1 'ylon is relahn-ly inexpensive, and 
good-quality fabrics are available to 
the home sewer Some are treated to be 
water repellent, and some fabric lines 
are even color-coordinated. 

H you can sew. you can make a 
lightweight nylon raincoat of equal 
quality but at much less cost than its 
retail counterparts. some selling for as 
muc:h as $120. A ready-made raincoat 
may have more detail in the style, but 
not more protection. 

Nylon fabrics for rainwear come in 
different weights and constructions. 
All nylon is water repellent to some ex­
tent because of its low moisture ab­
sorbency. The tighter the fabric is 
woven, the more water repellent the 
fabric will be. 

Manufactures often apply finishes to 
nylon fabrics to increase water 
repellency. Water repellent finishes 
make fabrics resistant to wetting but 
do not alter the appearance or comfort 
of fabrics. while waterproof finishes 
seal fabrics so that water and air do not 
pass through 

With waterproof fabric, the wearer 
stays dry in rain, but since body 
moisture cannot evaporate, he or she 
may feel uncomfortable. There are 
new fabrics on the market which 
manufactures claim are waterproof 
yet breathable. and these would be 
well-suited to outerwear for specializ­
ed activities like backpacking or moun­
tain climbing when you can expect 

• rain. 
The home sewer would need a few 

special supplies for a nylon outerwear 
project. These include lightweight, 
non-woven interfacings; patterns 
marked suitable for firmly woven 
fabrics. such as nylon. and a new ball­
point needle sized according to how 
dense the fabric is 

Simple styles are best-suited to 
working with nylon. Make sure a pat­
tern will fit before you sew. Needle 
holes may remain in nylon fabrics, so

Nylon fabrics also require a bit of 
special handling, such as pinning only 
in seam allowances, making durable 
seam finishes. careful topslitching and 
correct pressing. 

And when your new rainwear is 
ready to wear. keep it clean because 
surface soil reduces the water 
repellency of the fabric. After washing 
or dry cleaning. renew water repellent 
finishes with specially-designed pro­
ducts available at department and 
sporting goods stores.

11 ~ feet above winter 
pool and 49 degrees. 

Barkley: No activity; murky. rising. 
11 2 feet above winter pool and 49 
degrees. 

Barren: Black bass fair casting 
crank baits and spinner baits off 
points: white bass and crappie slow 
bank fishing in upper lake: clear to 
murky, rising slowly, five feet above 
winter pool and 47 degrees. 

Nolin: No activity; clear. rising, nine 
feet above winter pool and 50 degrees.

Q. Are all chemicals potentially 

cancer-causing agents? 
A. Probably not. for the term "all 

chemicals" includes everything from 
asbestos. which is. a carcinogen 
c cancer-causing J~genO, to baking 
soda. 

The National ToxicolOiY Program 
carries on studies of the carcinogencity 
of chemicals in our environment and in 
the workplace. Thus far, final reports 
have been issued on at least 200 
chemicals, including pesticides, drugs, 
food addivitives, and natural 
substances. At the present time, 93 
chemicals are on chronic test; that is, 
they are being test~ every -,ear. That 
total is expected to drop in the future. 

Before a chemical is selected for 
study, scientists carefully weigh the 
extent to which people are exposed to 
it. determine the amounts produced 
and used. and evaluate any 
preliminary data about its toxicity 
(poisonous qualities) . 

Identifying the substances that cause 
or contribute to more than 100 different 
types of cancer in humaf!S is ccmplex. 
One of the problems ~ In some 
cases, 20, 30, or ~en <ro years may 
elapse between exposYI'il to cancer-. 
causing agent and th~ onser of the 
disease. After' s~ ime Japse, it is 
difficult if not impOssible to pinpoint 
the responsible chemical. Many scien­
tists believe that it is the interaction of 
the agent with other substances that 
eventually results in the development 
of cancer. 

The action of a carcinogen also may 
depend on a person's genetic makeup. 
For example, not all cigarette smokers 
develop cancer. Many do, but why 
some heavy smokers do not is still a 
mystery. 

Another problem is that animal 
models or human cells in vitro (outside 
the body in an artificial setting such as 
a test tube ) are used in determining 
whether a substance is carcinogenic. 
Then the results rRnst be applied to 
what is known about humans. Other 
problems center on -hew large an ex­
posure is necessary to catrse cancer 
and how often a person must be expos­
ed

Says Artichoke Farmers 
Are Due a Reftin 

A southwestern Minnesota firm 
which has been working its way 
through Kentucky selling Jerusalem 
artichoke seed tubers has been charg­
ed with deceptive practices, according 
to recent news reports. 

Agriculture Commissioner Alben W. 
Barkley II has contact«l Mianesota At­
torney Generallht~'llUrJJphrey III, 
who brought the aetiort ~ainst the 
firm. AEFS, Inc. 

According to the agreement reached 
between AEFS and Minnesota 
authorities, Kentucky farmers who 
purchased the Jerusalem artichoke 
tubers before March 30 will receive 
notice that the company will refund 
the ir money if they so wish. 

Barkley said Catmers mould review 
the notice carefully. '''We .have been 
monitoring this firm's actions very 
carefully, he said, "because we were 
concerned about whether the firm's 
practices constituted an illegal 
pyramid scheme." 

Among charges brought against the 
firm were the following: 

-The firm had a goa) 'Of ~owing 10 
million acres of artichokes in five 
years, which is considered highly 
unlikely and unprecedented in 
agricultural history ; 

- The firm told growers that 2.5 
million acres were being grown in 
France, when the actual acreage is 
20,000; and 
-It told growers &Uy tonld make as 

much as $36,00() perti~ 011 the crop, 
when actually ttM! market may cease to 
exist.

Giant Devilfish 
Is Said Peaceful 

When it bellyflops into the sea, it 
sounds like a cannon. It has two 
"horns" on its head, and a wing-spread 
of 20 feet. · 

Despite its nickname as the 
"devilfish," the manta ray is actually 
a gentle, peaceful fish and has never 
been known to attack humans, accor­
ding to this month's issue of Ranger 
Rick, the children's publication of the 
National Wildlife Federation. 

The manta ray cruises just beneath 
the ocean surface, feeding on baby 
shrimp, small fish and other small sea 
creatures. It uses its horns, which are 
actually soft flaps of flesh, to push food 
into its mouth. 

Closely related to the shark, the 
manta ray and its many cousins are 
diverse in size, shape and habit. 

Although mantas usually swim alone 
or in pairs, eagle rays often travel in 
large groups, looking like a flock of 
strange birds with seven-foot wing 
spans. 

Eating almost anything that swim 
alone or in pairs, eagle rays often 
travel in large groups, looking like a 
flock of strange birds with seven-foot 
wing spans. 

Even less friendly cousins to the 
manta and eagle rays are the stingray 
and electric ray. More swimmers and 
divers are hurt by stingrays than by all 
other fish combined, including sharks. 

A stingray, no matter the size, 
doesn't look for trouble. But when it is 
stepped on or bothered in any way, the 
stingray will lash out with its long tail, 
injecting a powerful poison that can 
make a person sicken or even die. 

In the daytime, a stingray hides on 
the ocean bottom under a layer of sand. 
It covers itself by flapping its "wings" 
to raise a cloud that settles over its 
body, covering all but its eyes, 

'breathing holes and stinging tail. Even 
the brightly colored blue-spotted 
stingray hides successfully in this 
fashion. 

Electric rays, unlike stingrays, use 
their weapon to catch food. An electric 
ray has special muscles that can give 
off shocks of up to 200 volts, almost 
twice the power of household current, 
to stun its victims for easy eating. 

All kinds of rays give birth to their 
young, but a cousin to the ray, the 
skate, lays eggs. Prongs on these eggs 
help hold them to seaweed or the sandy 
ocean bottom while the skates inside 
grow up. 

When fully grown, the skates have no 
eyelids, but use the thin flap of skin as 
a built-in sunshade. When the sun is 
bright, this skin spreads over the 
skate's eyes, and when the light is dim, 
it shrinks to allow the skate better vi­
sion. 

Physics Program Aids 

Science, Math Teachers 
High school science and math 

teachers now can become certified in 
one summer to teach physics through a 
new program at Morehead State 
University. 

"This program was created in 
response to the shortage of science 
teachers in the state," said Dr. John 
Philley, head of MSU's Department of 
Physical Sciences. "The shortage is 
greatest in physics and we are address­
ing this area first." 

Eligibility requirements for the pro­
gram include current certification to 
teach biology, chemistry, earth 
science or math, and an introductory 
two-semester physics course. 

Dunng MSU's two summer sessions 
this year, students will enroll in four 
physics classes and two laboratories 
for a total of 15 semester hours of 
credit. This, in addition to the introduc­
tory physics courses, will meet there­
quirements for a minor. 

Currently, there are few students 
graduating with physics majors and 
most of them are finding jobs in in­
dustry or going on to graduate school, 
according to Dr. Philley. 

As an incentive to encourage 
graduates to teach, loans are available 
from the Kentucky Department of 
Education. For each year the graduate 
teaches physics in a Kentucky high 
school, one year of the loan is forgiven. 

"We are considering a similar pro­
gram in chemistry for the summer of 
1984," said Dr. Philley. "In part, it will 
depend on the success of the physics 
program this year." 

The deadline for applying for the 
summer program in physics is May 1.

Robert E. Matthews, president of 
Kentucky Power, said that a main 
reason for the requested increase is to 
provide funds to support a construction 
program which includes needed 
generation, transmission and distribu­
tion facilities.

'Love Canal' Emergency 

"In Our Backyard," a documentary 
on the first environmental emergency 
of its kind, Love Canal in Niagara 
Falls, N.Y., will air on KET Wednes­
day, April 20, at 10 p.m. The film, a 
blue ribbon winner at the 1982 Ameri­
can Film Festival, examines the way 
government officials defined their role 
in the wake of this disaster, and shows. 
how residents formed their own views 
and developed strategies, including 
public protest and use of the media to 
influence government's response. 

"In Our Own Backyard" focuses on 
the more than 700 families threatened 
by toxic chemicals dumped into the 
Love Canal. The residents wanted to be 
moved at government expense. The 
program chronicles events that follow­
ed from 1978 through 1980. It combines 
footage of public events and interviews 
with the participants in those 
events-citizens of Love Canal, legal 
and scientific advisors and govern­
ment officials. 

The documentary was produced, 
directed and edited by Lynn Corcoran, 
and is a production of the Buffalo 
Documentary Group.

Prune, Don't Top, Your Trees Kindergarten Teacher

made in maintaining property. 
Chances are the answer will be "Topp­
ing trees ." 

This method of controlling tree 
growth, also called heading, dehorn­
ing, stubbing or lopping in older trees, 
is not a recommended practice, accor­
ding to Dr. Winston Dunwell, Universi­
ty of Kentucky College of Agriculture 
horticulturist located at the Research 
and Education Center in Princeton. 

"Topping destroys a tree's ap­
pearance by eliminating its natural 
form," said the Extension specialist. 
''During the winter, these topped trees 
take on a very unnatural appearance, 
looking more dead than alive. And in 
the summer. the small tree heads on 
massive trunks look strange." 

Aside from the appearance problem, 
the horticulturist points out that topped 
trees have a much higher risk of wind 
and ice damage than do trees in their 
natural state. 

"This is because the regrowth on a 
topped tree doesn 't develop the strong, 
continuous wood that normal branches 
do. Regrowth develops from the outer 
layers of the tree and is very weak," 
said Dunwell. He added that many 
times, the stubs do not develop any 
regrowth and die. 

"This leaves a dead snag in the tree 
that could fall, and is, therefore, a 
hazard," he noted. 

Dunwell says that the large cuts 
associated with topping rarely heal 
properly . Often, decay and insects 
enter the tree where these cuts are 
made and can result in death of the 
tree, a hollow tree or a less vigorous 
tree that will be slow to recover from 
the severe cuts. 

"If none of these other problems oc­
cur and we look at topping from a pure­
ly logical point of view, it becomes ap­
parent that we are damaging our trees 
by removing leaf area ," said Dunwell . 
He explained that leaves are required 
to provide food for the tree, "and if 
reduce the leaf area by 100 percent, we 
can't expect that tree to make a 
healthy recovery when most of its 
energy must be used to replace the lost 
leaf area ." 

Dunwell said only the most vigorous 
trees survive topping, while some die 
soon after topping and some have their 
useful life severely reduced. 

Isn't there ever a need to reduce tree 
height? That answer, of course, is yes. 

' 'A tree sometimes becomes too 
large and gets in utility lines, blocks 
views or grows into buildings," said 
Dunwell. Some trees also become 
hazardous because of unhealthy condi­
tions. 

In these cases, the horticulturist 
recommends that thinning-out pruning 

Foreigners Reminded 
Of Agricultural Land 
Reporting Requirement 

The Agricultural Foreign Invest­
ment Disclosure Act of 1978 requires 
all foreign owners of U.S. agricultural 
land to report their holdings, acquisi­
tions, dispositions, leases and land use 
changes to the Agricultural Stabiliza­
tion and Conservation Service. 

"This reporting requirement is still 
in effect," Sharon Conley, county ex­
ecutive director, said, " and foreigners 
who have bought or sold agricultural 
land in Floyd county are reminded to 
report the transactions to our office 
within 90 days." 

For reporting purposes, agricultural 
land is defined as any tract of more 
than one acre now in agricultural, 
forestry , or timber production. This in­
cludes land in agricultural use when 
purchased as well as land later con­
verted to agricultural use . Interest 
means any right, title, or legal share of 
ownership in agricultural land, such as 
partnership, trusts, estates, or shares 
in a corporation that owns agricultural 
land.

cuts be made to reduce tree he1ght. 
"Thinning out can reduce the height 
and spread of a tree while retaining its 
shape." he explained. Branches are 
pruned back to lower laterals that are 
at least one-third the size (diameter­
wise) of the portion removed 

"Size can be maintained most effec­
tively if you prune as a plant begins to 
reach maximum acceptable size," 
notes the Extension specialist. " If you 
delay pruning until the tree is much 
larger than wanted, pruning will be 
more difficult. cuts will be harder to 
hide and slower to callus and renewed 
growth will be encouraged." 

Growth also may be slowed without 

greatly affecting tree appearance by 
stopping or reducing nitrogen fertiliza­
tion and irrigation . 

Dunwell !>ays if a tree must be con­
tinually topped to keep it out of lines, 
the most sensible alternative is to 
remove the tree and plant one else­
where or plant a smaller tree in the 
same location. 

"We don't expect everybody to get 
out there and do their own pruning," 
said Dunwell. "But we would like for 
people to be informed and know about 
alternatives to topping." 

Additional information on tree care 
and pruning is available at county Ex­
tension offices. 

"Teaching workshops are often dull, 
but I really enjoyed this one," she said. 
They emphasized the principles of 
Chrishan education and a back-to· 
basics approach to reading and math. 
One really impressive demonstration 
showed 5th and 6th graders doing long 
rna th problems in their heads. Those of 
us in the audience were trying to keep 
up, but the kids beat us every time!"

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Man-Made Light, Bane of Astronomers 
By DANIEL K. BROCIOUS

MOUNT HOPKINS. Ariz.-As night 
falls on this Arizona mountaintop, 
astronomers using the Multiple Mirror 
Telescope prepare to look far out into 
the universe. But as the last light of 
day fades. the glow of man-made light 
from nearby communities threatens to 
overwhelm the faint starlight reaching 
the world's third-largest telescope. 

Astronomy thrives in the dark. In­
deed. observatory sites are selected in 
large measure for dark skies. But in­
creasingly. light pollution from sur­
rounding communities has made the 
astronomer's job harder. 

The Multiple Mirror Telescope 
Observatory. a joint research facility 
of the Smithsonian Institution and the 
University of Arizona, and the 
Smithsonian's Fred Lawrence Whipple 
Observatory-both located on Mount 
Hopkins in the Santa Rita Mountains 40 
miles south of Tucson- are two of 
several observatories competing with 
the city lights of rapidly growing 
southern Arizona. 

The astronomers' bane comes main­
ly from street lights and illumination 
from advertising signs, shopping 
centers and sports fields . Most of this 
light escapes upward into the night sky 
and out into space. However, a tiny 
fraction is bounced back by the Earth's 
atmosphere, and this light con­
taminates the natural light from 
celestial objects. 

"Light pollution has definitely 
become worse in the Santa Cruz Valley 
<between Tucson and Mexico) since I 
began observing here in 1967," Dr. 
Trevor C. Weekes, a Smithsonian 
astrophysicist. says. 

Adds Whipple director Dr. Frederic 
H. Chaffee, "With growing frequency, 
we can't o~erve faint objects if they 
are located in the sky above Tucson." 

The Whipple and MMT Obser­
vatories are not alone in trying to take 
advantage of the dark, dry skies of 
southern Arizona. Kitt Peak National 
Observatory <KPNOl-the world's 
largest- the University of Arizona's 
Steward Observatory and others give 
the sprawling Tucson area the distinc­
tion of having the greatest concentra­
tion of telescopes in the world. 

At these observatories, 
sophisticated, computer-controlled in­
struments with new ultrasensitive 
electronic light detectors can study 
stars one million times fainter than the 
human eye can see. Much of the 
research conducted with these 
telescopes focuses on the faintest and 
most distant celestial objects-quasars 
and galaxies so distant that the light 
we see today left those objects millions 
and even billion of years ago. By study­
ing this ancient light, scientists are 
beginning to unravel the birth, forma­
tion and evolution of our universe. 

Of course, not all U.S. observatories 
search for very faint and distant stars 
and galaxies from mountaintops in the 
Southwest. Some urban facilities- for 
example, the Allegheny Observatory in 
Pittsburgh and the Sproul Observator:Y 
at Swarthmore, Pa.- make significant 
contributions to stellar astronomy 
because they are observing brighter 
stars, visible despite city lights. The 
Smithsonian's Oak Ridge Observatory 
in Harvard, Mass., and the U.S. Naval 
Observatory in the heart of 
Washington, D.C., are among other ur­
ban facilities carrying out important, 
long-term astronomical research pro­
grams. 

On the other hand, in 1979 Case 
Western Reserve moved a telescope 
because of light pollution from the 
Cleveland area to a more favorable 
site at the Case Western Reserve 
Warner & Swasey Observatory on Kitt 
Peak. 

Light pollution is not limited to the 
United States. The night lights of an 
openpit copper mine near Kitt Peak's 
sister observatory, Cerro Tololo in 
Chile, pose a hazard to that South 
American observatory's front-line 
research. 

In recognition of southern Arizona's 
unique research environment, and urg­
ed on by astronoers, the city of Tucson 
and surrounding Pima County passed 
two of the world's first lighting~ontrol 
regulations for the benefit of obser­
vatories in 1972. The ordinances were 
revised in 1981 to reflect changes in 
lighting technology and advances in 
astronomy that have made 
astronomical instruments even more 
sensitive to light pollution. 

Before such light-control ordinances, 
astronomers had to use their ingenuity 
to deal with the problems. A greyhound 
racing track in the Santa Cruz Valley 
below Whipple Observatory created an 
especially annoying light source. 
Astronomers on Mount Hopkins knew 
exactly when each race started 
because their ·instruments would 
register a surge of energy when the 
bright infield lights were switched on 
to mark the beginning of each race. 

After some discussion with the track 
management, a compromise was 
reached : The track owners bought 
lamp shields that reflected the light 
downward- and the Smithsonian staff 
helped with the installation. Now the 
astronomers are able to work during 
the races and track patrons are hap­
pier, too, since the light previously 
wasted upward is directed down on the 
track, improving the viewing where 
the action is. 

Despite popular belief, light control 
ordinances do not necessarily mean 
"turn out that light!" An ordinance 
could lead to the use of shields like 
those installed voluntarily at the 
greyhound track or to regulations 
favoring low-pressure sodium lamps 

rather than traditional, glaring blue­
white mercury-vapor street lights. 

Mercury-vapor lamps produce five 
or six colors of light spread across the 
electromagnetic spectrum-the range 
of radiation, or "light," given off by 
celestial bodies-and these emissions 
blot out portions of the starlight under 
study. ,For example, much of the 
"light" produced by mercury lamps is 
in the invisible ultraviolet band and is 
thus useless for illumination. But this 
waste ultraviolet radiation severely 
handicaps astronomers trying to make 
starlight measurements in that region 
of the spectrum. 

Sodium-vapor lamps, in contrast, 
produce only one or two colors of light 
affecting a much smaller part of the 
spectrum. Most astronomers are will­
ing to sacrifice this small part of the 
spectrum to preserve the remainder . 

more than $1.8 million dollars a year on 
the municipal utility bill. 

Not all such stories have a happy en­
ding. When Mount Wilson Observatory 
was established outside Pasadena, 
Calif., at the turn of the century, the 
small town of Los Angeles produced lit­
tle light. With the installation of the 
100-inch Hooker reflector in 1918, 
Mount Wilson had the world's largest 
telescope for more than a generation. 
Using the 100-inch telescope, 
astronomers made many important 
discoveries that literally revolutioniz­
ed our thinking about the size of our 
galaxy and the universe. 

By the 1940s, light pollution around 
Los Angeles was already significantly 
affecting Mount Wilson's astronomical 
research . In 1942, however, 
astronomer Walter Baade was able to 
take advantage of the dark skies 
resulting from the wartime blackout; 
his studies of the Andromeda galaxy 
resulted in a threefold increase in the 
scale of the universe.

In an attempt to maintain Arizona as 
one of the last astronomy preserves in 
North America, the state's obser­
vatories, including Lowell Observatory 
in Flagstaff, have banded together to 
work for light control measures 
statewide. Led by KPNO engineer 
William T. Robinson Sr., the 
astronomy lobby has succeeded in ob­
taining light control ordinances in all of 
southeastern Ariwna. "Not only does 
this help the existing observatories," 
Robinson says, "it also protects poten­
tial telescope sites like Mount Graham, 
northeast of Tucson, which is being 
surveyed as a possible site for a very 
large optical telescope." 

Great Taste of Diet Pepsi

Pushing north toward Phoenix, one 
of the largest U.S. metropolitan areas, 
the astronomy lobby hopes to convince 
the municipal and county authorities 
there to enact lighting control 
measures. "Even though Phoenix is 
more than 100 miles away from Kitt 
Peak," KPNO astronomer David 
Crawford notes, "its sky glow at night 
is visible to the naked eye." 

At stake in all these light-pollution­
control efforts, astronomers say, is 
nothing less than the future of world­
class, ground-based astronomy. 

"If man-made light doubles," 
Smithsonian astronomer David W. 
Latham says, "it will impair the effec­
tiveness of the big telescopes to the 
point where we would have to look at a 
faint galaxy four times longer-or 
make the telescopes twice as large-to 
make the same observations as we do 
now.'' Not only would this be 
technologically difficult, but the costs 
of observing would become 
astronomical, literally. "The dark 
night skies of Ariwna," Latham con­
cludes, "are worth preserving."

memorandum that such chemicals 
may be used only if consumers are in­
formed by means of a "conspicuous, 
easily readable label, sign, placard or 
menu statement " Those who use the 
chemical without notice to customers 
will be considered in violation of state 
regulation, the memo says. 

According to Irving Bell, director of 
the cabinet's Division of Consumer 
Health Protection, the state's action 
follows a recommendation recently 
issued by the U.S. Food and Drug Ad· 
ministration. 

"The FDA has reported that some 
people sensitive to sulfiting agents, 
primarily people with asthma, have 
suffered life-threatening respiratory 
distress, shock and even coma after 
eating food treated with sulfites," said 
Bell. " If people sensitive to sulfites 
know that foods have been treated with 
these agents, they can avoid eating 
them." 

Under the new interpretation of state 
regulations. sulfite-treated foods will 
be considered safe only if consumers 
have been informed that such 
treatments have been used. Bell said 
local health department inspectors will 
begin checking immediately, during 
regular inspections of retail food 
establishments. to determine com­
pliance with the notification require­
ment. 

Bell said the use of sulfites in meats 
has been banned in Kentucky since the 
1960s because the chemical 
camouflages meat spoilage and alters 
the vitamin B content. lt.

TROUT STOCKING 
A sure sign of spring in Kentucky is 

when those big white trucks loaded 
with rainbow trout start visiting 
waters across the commonwealth. 

Although fisheries crews have been 
busy since back in January putting 
trout in some large lakes, the monthly 
stockings of streams, small lakes and 
tail waters don't get underway until 
April. 

The first 1983 stream stocking will 
begin Monday, April 4. By Aprill3, all 
the waters scheduled for stocking will 
have received trout. A total of 73,000 
trout will be stocked during this period. 

There are waters across Kentucky 
where trout can Jive, but few places 
where they can succ.essfully 
reproduce. Therefore, the trout stock­
ing program isn't an attempt to 
establish self-sustaining populations of 
these fish. but is rather what biologists 
term "put and take" stocking. 

The fish are rais~ to catchable size 
<around 10 to 12 inches) at the federal 
Wolf Creek Hatchery just below the 
dam at Lake Cumberland, then releas­
ed with the expectation that most of 
them will be caught shortly after stock­
ing. 

Although the trout themselves don't 
cost the state Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources anything, there are 
costs associated with hauling them 
from the hatchery. To help defray 
these expenses, trout fishermen are re­
quired to purchase a trout stamp 
($3.50) in addition to a valid fishing 
license. 

Actually, you may fish for and even 
catch trout without a stamp-but you 
can't keep them. The reason the 
regulation is written this way is that 
the fisherman doesn't have any control 
of what kind of fish grabs his lure or 
bait. but he can control what he puts on 
his stringer or in his live well . 

Since trout require cold, clear water, 
not all lakes and streams in Kentucky 
are suitable for these fish. Before a 
stream is put on the stocking schedule, 
biologists check stream flow and 
temperature throughout the year to 
make sure the trout that aren't caught 
will survive the summer. 

In some waters, these "hold over" 
trout grow to impressive sizes. Ken­
tucky's state record rainbow trout, a 
14-pound. six-ounce whopper caught 
below the dam at Lake Cumberland, 
was once a 10-inch hatchery fish. 

Thanks to the trout stocking pro­
gram, mar.y streams and tailwaters of­
fer fishing opportunities where few 
would exist otherwise. Cold, relatively 
infertile streams that won't support

good trout ha bi tat. Cold-water 
discharges from many of our larger 
lakes have destroyed warm-water 
sport fishing in the tailwaters, so trout 
are stocked as substitute sport fish. 

There is no size limit on rainbow 
trout. Both the daily and the possession 
limits are eight fish. The trout stocking 
program will continue through late fall 
in some waters, while others will get 
trout only through June. For a com­
plete list of Kentucky's trout waters 
and a rundown of the months they are 
stocked, write the Division of Public 
Relations, Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources.
