'Gave It Om· Best Shot' ... 

Bevins Prosecutor 
Satisfied With Trial 

The fate of William "Okie" Bevins, 
confessed slayer of five Floyd county 
men in a shooting spree at Allen 18 
months ago, rests on the decision of Cir­
cuit Judge J.D. Atkinson, Jr., of the 
Greenup circuit court, and nobody 
knows what that decision will be. But, 
\\ hatever 1t is, Floyd Commonwealth's 
Attorney James R. Allen is satisfied 
with the job he and his staff have done 
in the prosecution of the case. 

"We gave it our best shot,'' Allen said 
after returning to his home here from 
Greenup where he argued before the 
trial judge, Tuesday of last week, that 
Bevms' crime merits the death penalty. 

Not a man given to boasting, Allen 
was obviously proud of the Common­
wealth's presentation as handled by 
himself, his assistant, Albert A. Bur­
chett, and Greenup prosecutor, John 
McGinnis. 

"As a usual thing," he said, "after we 
have completed a murder trial, and we 
look back on it all, we find something 
that we wish we had done, though we try 
not to miss anything. In this Bevins case 
we can't find where we missed any­
thing-we touched all the bases." 

Judge Atkinson heard testimony for 
both the state and the defense, Monday 
of last week, and the arguments of op­
posing counsel on Tuesday. Then he an­
nounced that he would pass sentence 
Friday, April 22, at 10 a.m. on the 
71-year-old Bevins who had earlier 
pleaded guilty to all five murder indict­
ments and to three others alleging 
assault (shooting and wounding). 

In the courtroom were many relatives 
of the slain men, and as the prosecutor 
reminded Judge Atkinson that Bevins' 
victims did not have the opportunity to 
live their full lives as their slayer has liv­
ed })is, sobs could be heard. 

"He took that away from (the victims) 
without their having the opportunity to 
come into a courtroom and be tried. 

"He tried all of them that day. He 
found them guilty. He executed them on 
the spot," Allen added. 

The trial had sexual overtones stem­
ming from a lengthy relationship be­
tween Bevins and Katie Sue Click, the 
23-year-old widow of one of Bevins' 
victims. 

Bevins' attorneys have contended that 
Mrs. Click joined her late husband in ex­
torting money from Bevins for her sex­
ual favors. 

Lester Burns Bevins' chief defense 
lawyer, said during his closing argu­
ment that this extortion provoked a 
"severe emotional disturbance" that led 
to Bevins' shooting spree at the Moun­
tain Auto Parts store on Oct. 16, 1981. 

The closing arguments by Burns and 
Allen centered primarily on Bevins' 
state of mind at the time. 

Referring to earlier testimony, Allen 
noted that Bevins had been following the 
Clicks for some time and said Bevins 
had planned for about two weeks to kill 
Roger Click. 

Allen also noted that several witnesses

U.S. Appeals Court Reverses 
Stumbo Term, Chides Burns 

Purdom Clarifies 
'Audit Reference 

In an April 13 Jetter to James Bur­
chett, state Local Finance Officer 
Robert L. Purdom clarified a reference 
he made to the accounting firm of Bur­
chett and Bottoms in a February 24 let­
ter to the Floyd fiscal court. 

"Your firm's audit covered the period 
of July 1, 1981 through June 30, 1982, 
therefore you were not responsible for 
the audit of any county transactions 
after June 30, 1982," Purdom wrote 
Burchett 

In his February letter, the state of­
ficial urged the fiscal court to "take a 
close look" at Burchett and Bottoms' 
1982 audit, since it "makes no mention 
of numerous road fund, revenue sharing 
fund, or local government economic 
assistance fund violations." 

Claims listed in the same letter as 
having been paid improperly from those 
funds datt> from after the end of the audit 
period. 

The sixth U.S. Circuit Court' of Ap­
peals last week overturned the 1979 
murder conviction of a Floyd man after 
finding that "prosecutorial misconduct" 
on the part of Lester H. Burns, Jr. 
denied the defendant a fair trial. 

In a ruling Wednesday, the appeals 
court ordered the state to re-try Steve 
Stumbo within 90 days or release him 
from custody. 

At his trial, Stumbo argued that he ac­
cientally shot his brother-in-Jaw, Larry 
Johnson, as he tried to break up a fight 
between Johnson and Stumbo's cousin. 
But he was found guilty of murder and 
sentenced to 20 years in prison. 

The fight occurred at a turkey shoot 
on the old Middle Creek road near West 
Prestonsburg in July, 1979. Johnson 
died of a gunshot wound in the stomach. 

Burns, who was hired by the victim's 
family to assist in the prosecution of 
Stumbo, was criticized by the appeals 
court for referring to Stumbo during the 
trial as "Johnny Murder Boy." He was 
a1so chided for repeatedly snapping a 
gun while examining Stumbo, for 
flashing the weapon in the faces of 
jurors and witnesses and for describing 
Stumbo's defense as a "cock and bull 
story." 

The Kentucky Supreme Court in 
December, 1980 criticized Burns' con­
duct during the trial but found it had not 
adversely affected the outcome. But the 
federal appeals court said "a careful 
review of the record convinces us that 

in the context of the case, where the 
evidence of guilt was weak, the private 
prosecutor's misconduct deprived 
<Stumbo) of a fair trial." 

There was ''little evidence to support 
the prosecutor's theory of intentional 
homicide and a significant amount of 
evidence to support the defendant's 
claim of accidental shooting," the opin­
ion noted. 

Burns, a candidate for the Republican 
gubernatorial nomination, said his con­
duct was "in accordance with Kentucky 
case law and was affirmed by the state 
court." 

Gary Johnson, the Prestonsburg at­
torney who defended Stumbo in the state 
courts, said this week that the strong 
language of the appeals court opinion 
suggests there was never sufficient 
evidence against his former client to 
warrant a murder charge. Wcre·Stum­
bo re-tried and convicted of accidental 
homicide, for which the maximum 
sentence is 10 years, he would now be 
eligible for parole, the defense attorney 
said. 

Both the state and federal appeals 
courts denied defense motions that use 
of a private prosecutor was unconstitu 
tiona!. Some states forbid the practice; 
in Kentucky, it is more common in rural 
than in urban areas. 

Stumbo was represented in the federal 
court by Neil Walker, formerly with the 
public defender's office here and now in 
the public defender's office in Frankfort.

Samons Urges 
Rum Tax Action 

The county should set about formally 
adopting and then collecting the 6 per­
cent tax on alcoholic beverage sales to 
which it has already agreed in principle, 
Magistrate Lowell Samons contended at 
a meeting of the fiscal court Friday. 

Despite strong support for the tax 
from Sheriff Henry Hale and qualified 
support from Fred Bingham, a beer 
retailer and a leader in last summer's 
'wet' campaign, Judge-Executive Jerry 
Lafferty, Jr. postponed any further ac­
tlon on the tax. 

Samons said later he recognizes the 
tax is of questionable validity. But the 
tax should be imposed if only to force a 
court challenge and a legal resolution of 
the issue, he said. 

The tax could be made more palatable 
for those who would have to pay it if the 
county's ordinance specified precisely 
what the tax revenues were to be used 
for, said Bingham, operator of an Aux­
ier road grocery. 

Sheriff Hale, noting that the court had 
earlier voted to split the tax revenues 
evenly with the Board of Education, ask-

Howell Warns 
Court Members 
Of Restrictions 

State officials, who have been closeiy 
supervising Floyd county finances since 
an investigation in February revealed 
the county was in serious financial dif­
ficulty, last week assumed complete 
control of spending here. County of­
ficials must now get his approval, or the 
approval of one of his staff, before issu­
ing any purchase orders, wrote state 
Loca l Finance Officer Robert L. Pur­
dom in an order read to the fiscal court 
last Friday. 

"You can't buy anything unless it is 
approved. If you do (buy something 
without state approval), we won't pay 
the bill," said Local Government Ad­
visor AI Howell in a terse explanation of 
Purdom's order. 

Even after the recent layoff of 13 coun­
ty workers and other cutbacks, the coun­
ty still faces a "serious potential deficit" 
at the end of June, warned Purdom, who 
said his office would update the county's 
fiscal situation every two weeks in an ef­
fort to avoid a deficit. Kentucky coun­
ties are required by state Jaw to stay 
within their budgets. 

The state official nevertheless stopped 
short of ordering any more layoffs. In 
fact, two county workers whom a state 
official ordered struck from the payroll 
were quickly reinstated. 

An April6 order from Purdom's office 
that would have terminated Edith 
Yates, a secretary to the county flood 
plain administrator, and Gordon Boyd, 
an Allen park employee, was voided the 
following day, according to a note ap­
pended to Purdom's letter to the court. 

As of April 11, the county had only 
$396,651-after current known bills are 
paid-to see it through to the end of the 
fiscal year. Floyd can expect no more 
coal severance tax money- the county 
may even have to repay some severance 
tax monies already allocated-and the 
fiscal court will soon be called on to bail 
out the county solid waste system, Pur­
dom noted. 

Since coal severance taxes are paid 
quarterly according to estimated 
revenue and since tax receipts have 
been declining with the coal slump, 
Floyd county has probably been over­
paid and, if so, will be asked by the state 
in July to refund the/overpayment, 
Howell told members o the court. 

The county is responsible for two bank 
notes totalling $90,000 which it co-signed 
on behalf of the solid waste system and 
for another $90,000 taken from the gar­
bage agency• reserve fund to make a

Floyd county will probably have to sue 
the estate of the late county court clerk 
to recover fees claimed by the county, 
County Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr.

Although he disagreed with the audit, 
Lewis indicated he was willing to settle 
his debt with the county, Turner told 
Lafferty. But the county will probably 
not be able to collect any money from 
the Robinson estate without a court con­
test, he said. 

Nevertheless, since an audit of the late 
clerk's records is under way and will 
produce a more recent set of figures, he 
will postpone litigation until the final 
audit report IS rece1ved, Turner said

Radio Station Behind 
On Rent of Building, 
Landlord's Suit Says 

Operators of Prestonsburg radio sta­
tion WPRT are six months behind on 
their rent, H.D. Fitzpatrick, Jr., their 
landlord, claims in a suit filed in circuit 
court here last week. 

Named as defendants in the suit are 
Deward R. Dear, also known as Rick 
Darby, of Prestonsburg, who is listed as 
president of the American Signal Cor­
poration, and H. Curtis Williams, H. 
Gene Artrip, John Ed Seehorn and 
Marion Layne, all of Johnson City, 
Tennessee. 

According to a 1980 agreement, the 
radio station operators agreed to pay 
$1000 a month to rent the premises they 
occupy on South Lake Drive; they were 
also to repay the costs of remodeling the 
premises at a rate of $1151 a month over 
the 10-year life of the lease, the landlord 
claims. 

The lease went into default Nov 1last 
year, he has received no rent since then, 
and the radio operators are now $12,926 
in arrears, Fitzpatrick alleges.

But Adams said that while state 
regulations specify what types of 
vehicles are acceptable as 
ambulances-prohibiting station 
wagons and pickups, for example-they 
do not set a ceiling on fees. 

Over Adams' protest that Lafferty 
'was deliberately delaying the matter un­
til after the May primary, the judge­
executive insisted that it would not be 
discussed until the fiscal court's June 
meeting. County Attorney Turner said 
later he would be able to report on ihe 
legal status of P. and B. much sooner 
than that, probably within two weeks. 

Besides P. and B.'s commercial 
operation here, the Left Beaver Rescue 
Squad provides a volunteer service in 
that area, and the Floyd County Rescue 
Squad, while primarily designed for 
rescue operations, is available to 
transport patients in emergencies.

Ward "Butch" Burnette, Democratic 

candidate for Commissioner of 
Agriculture, was in Prestonsburg, 
Wayland, Garrett, and other parts of the 
county, Monday. Burnette who in 1976 
was named Kentucky Farmer of the 
Year and Young Democrat of the Year, 
said two of his chief concerns are a 
strong school lunch program, expanded 
to inClude breakfast, and changing the 
state milk law which he feels keeps milk 
prices artificially high.

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bond payment last November, Howell 
reminded the court. Another bond pay­
ment of $71,946 is due May 1, of which 
the county will probably have to pay 
$56,946, he said. No money has been 
budgeted for the paymE-nts. 

Robert McAninch, chairman of the 
solid waste agency board, denied a state 
report that the solid waste system is 
operating at a $10,ooo-per-month deficit. 
The system is only operating at a deficit 
if its debt-service obligations are taken 
into account, McAninch explained. 

A recommendation made by Purdom 
in February that the fiscal court ask the 
state Department for Local Government 
to conduct a personnel study here, was 
again urged by Howell at Friday's 
meeting. Such a study would indicate 
where the county was overstaffed and 
would enable a comparison of salaries 
between Floyd and other counties, Pur­
dom indicated when he first proposed 
the study. 

Bringing the Floyd county jail up to 
state standards is "going to cost a lot of 
money," said Howell. County officials 
might try to persuade state legislators 
to provide funds to pay for the im­
provements they mandate in the jails, 
he suggested. 

Jailer Lawrence Hale urged the court 
at least to provide fire alarms in the jail 
here, noting that the Harrison county 
jail was recently ordered closed for 
violations of fire and safety standards. 

The Harrison jail was the seventh 
county jail ordered closed since the state 
Jail Standards Commission, acting 
under a new law, began statewide in­
spections in January. ''They're coming 
this way," Hale warned the court. 

Wheelwright librarian Ann Hunt ap­
pealed to the court not to cut off the 
$500-a-month the county has been pay­
ing her. The library serves 600 readers 
and is also used by social service agen­
cies and community groups, she said. 
The court voted not to cut the funds. 

Against Howell's advice, the court 
voted to accept the only bid-by the Coal 
Bit Company, of Prestonsburg-for stor­
ing, maintaining and operating the coun­
ty's voting machines. The bid price, 
$7240 per election, was $260 less than the 
county has been paying the company for 
the service. Howell said the county 
might be able to save as much as $2000 
by readvertising more widely for bids, 
but Magistrate Ed Caudill and Sheriff 
Henry Hale argued the merits of hiring 
a local company to do the job. 

In return for the court's agreeing last 
month to pay $70,000 owing the Grayson 
Coal and Stone Company, the firm 
forgave the county $6211 still due on the 
debt. 

A few payments are still being held up 
pending investigation by the county at­
torney and only $14,642 is being paid of 
a $20,000 claim by Adams Construction, 
according to state instructions. 

The court voted to accept from the 
state reimbursements of $18,444 for Pro­
ject Warmup, a program providing 
winter assistance to low-income families 
here, $5046 for expenses incurred at the 
Allen park, and a state grant of $6650 for 
juvenile court support staff. 

A road at Tram will be taken into the 
county roads system, according to a 
court decision. The move will permit the 
county to reopen the road, which has 
been partially closed by Joe and David 
Hinchman, local residents complained. 

With expressions of relief, the 
magistrates agreed to allow the state 
Department of Transportation to 
assume responsibility for the South 
Pinhook road at Harold. Residents have 
frequently pressed the court to upgrade 
the road. 

For $2000 the county will assume title 
to a piece of property belonging to Vedas 
Burke on Blue Branch of Jacks Creek. 
Condemnation of the tract, which is 
needed to build a road there, had long 
been urged by Zenith Hall. 

At the request of Joe Berger, County 
Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr. was 
authorized by the court to begin pro­
ceedings against Opal Isaac and Vic­
toria Rossi, with a view to opening up a 
road at the mouth of Riley Branch at 
Bevins ville. 

Paul Hunt Thompson and Charlie 
Warrix, owners of tracts at the mouth 
of Spurlock Creek, clashed over what 
should be done about an old road and 
bridge there, Thompson arguing that the 
way should be left open, Warrix claim­
ing that it is already closed and should 
be left that way. Members of the fiscal 
court agreed to assess the situation. 

Paul Hunt Thompson was named to 
the Floyd County Housing Authority.

Says Times Failed 
To Recognize Heroism 

It is the primary job of newspapers to 
recount facts, but in these times when 
we tend to focus on bad news and 
sadness, it seems a shame to pass up an 
opportunity to celebrate an act of human 
kindness and bravery. 

On Friday, AprilS, there was a serious 
automobile accident on Rt. 1428 below 
Abbott Mountain. There were several 
people badly burned in the accident, in­
cluding a five-year-old girl. The little girl 
was trapped in the burning car. Had it 
not been for the selfless action of the 
Rev. Dewey Conley, this little girl pro­
bably would have burned to death. 
Reverend Conley forced his way into the 
burning car after several attempts and 
rescued the little girl, only moments 
before the car exploded. 

The Floyd County Times reported the 
accident in good detail; it did an ac­
curate job of recounting the events sur­
rounding the accident and the subse­
quent injuries. However, it failed to 
discuss adequately the selfless actions 
of Reverend Conley and the effects on 
the life of a child. 

I do not believe that America suffers 
from a shortage of heroes-rather, it 
seems that we take heroic, selfless 
behavior for granted, thus failing to give 
applause and appreciation when it is 
due. Reverend Conley certainly 
deserves both our applause and our ap­
preciation for his actions last Friday. 
Perhaps in the future, when one of our 
community performs a noteworthy act, 
we will take the opportunity to publicly 
recognize it and thank him or her for 
that action. · 

Please don't feel that I am writing this 
letter because I am Rever~~d Conley's 
daughter-in-law. I believe that we all 
have a responsibility to recognize 
bravery and congratulate it. I hope this 
newspaper will take the opportunity to 
do so when the occasion next arises.

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had testified that Bevins was calm and 
collected the day of the shootings and 
showed no remorse for his actions. 

"It (his conduct) may not be normal, 
but it is not extreme emotional distur­
bance. He knew right from wrong. 
Every move he made, every word he ut­
tered was rational, criminal conduct," 
Allen said. 

Allen also said that when Bevins last 
had sex with Mrs. Click at her home, a 
few days before the killings, he took a 
rifle with him because he thought he 
might meet her husband. 

Pointing to a section of the courtroom 
where relatives of Bevins' victims were 
sitting, Allen said if Roger Click had 
shown up then it might have " been a 
blessing in disguise. 

"That whole section over here, and all 
these people over here, wouldn't be here 
and four (other) people would be alive 
today," Allen said. 

During his 37-minute closing argu­
ment, Burns disputed Allen's interpreta­
tion of Bevins' actions. Burns called his 
client's acts "irrational human 
conduct." 

Killing five people, wounding three 
others and threatening still others can­
not be considered rational, Burns 
conteqded. 

He also disputed Allen's contention 
that Mrs. Click was Bevins' "sexual cap­
tive," or that he forced her to continue 
their relationship. 

It was the other way around, Burns 
said. No force or threats were behind the 
sexual relationship, Burns added. 

Burns contended the shootings were 
provoked by the Click when they told 
Bevins on Oct. 16, 1981, that he would 
have to pay $200, instead of an agreed­
upon $100, to spend the weekend with 
Mrs. Click. 

In his argument Burns cited from the 
Bible examples of mercy and 
forgiveness, notably to King David and 
St. Paul. CThis usage of the Bible in 
criminal trials is frowned on, and Allen 
had requested that it be barred during 
the Greenup hearing. l 

Through it all Bevins sat, impassive, 
showing no emotion. He did not testify 
and offered nQ expression of regret. 

Challenges Parents 
About eight or ten years ago when I 

returned to this county and complained 
of some of the terrible conditions of our 
school, I was told no one else 
complained-why should I? Now, ten 
years later, parents of the McDowell 
community are showing they do care 
and we are told that it is all political. We 
were asked by a certain Floyd County 
reporter as to what our group had to do 
with the May primary. 

I wonder if anything other than 
politics and money means anything to 
these people. Apparently, they don't 
care about your child's education with 
all the practical arts and music arts 
classes, or even the child's well-being 
with the school buses and delapidated 
buildings. It seems their arguments are 
always against educating the children of 
these United States. 

I know the majority of Floyd County 
parents has never had their children in 
another school system, so it is hard for 
them to realize that this system could be 
better without extra cost. Plus, I am 
sure that if you have talked to anyone 
with the Floyd County Department of 
Education you were probably told that 
you had the best. Therefore, I think each 
and every parent should check their 
children's CTBS scores and compare 
them with children in the same grades 
in other counties; also check some 
private schools, then decide for yourself. 

But I might warn you that unless you 
do something soon your children will not 
have the books they need. Nor will they 
have the classroom materials, or decent 
classrooms or proper instruction. If you 
attended the Board of Education 
meeting in Prestonsburg, April 6, 1983, 
you noticed that science books adopted 
for the year of 1983-84, for the seventh 
and eighth grades were written on the 
fifth and sixth grade level. This grade 
level grouping which was in use at 
McDowell was changed this year, but 
now they are going to bring it back by 
buying books that are written under 
grade level. 

I can't understand why parents don' t 
have anything to say about these people 
for mental abuse of their children, when 
they will kill over mere broken bone. 
The broken bone will heal; a mind once 
destroyed is gone forever and can never 
be recouped or regained. 

Maybe that is what these people have 
in mind.

On Ambulance Service 
On December 4, 1980, I was seriously 

injured in a job related accident, on Ken­
tucky Route 3 between Dewey Dam and 
the Johnson county line. After waiting 
one hour for the P and B Ambulance, I 
was taken to the Highlands Regional 
emergency room in a passenger car. 
After my examination, due to the extent 
of my injuries, the doctor in the 
emergency room found it necessary to 
transfer me to the V.A. hospital in Lex­
ington, Kentucky. 

At this time, the P and B Ambulance 
was called to transport me to Lexington. 
When called, they asked to speak with 
my wife. They told her she had to pay 
them $185.00 before they would load me 
on the ambulance, even though I was 
covered by workman's compensation. 
My wife and children pooled their ready 
cash to meet the payment demanded. 

On the recommendation of the 
emergency room doctor, I was accom~ 
panied from Highlands Regional to the 
V.A. Hospital in Lexington by a 
registered nurse. While in route to the 
hospital, the nurse asked for oxygen and 
there was not any available. Also, she 
asked the driver repeatedly to slow the 
ambulance down, which he ignored. In 
addition, the driver and the attendant 
smoked cigarettes almost continually 
throughout the trip. 

It is my opinion that Floyd county does 
not have adequate ambulance service, 
and I therefore think that William 
Adams should be permitted to supply 
additional ambulance service to the 
county.

20,000 Gallons May 
Get Amoco Refund 

Significant progress has been made in 
the program to refund $72 million plus 
interest obtained in a consent order set­
tlement from the Standard Oil Company 
(Indiana), commonly known as Amoco. 

More than 5,700 refund applications 
have been received to date from 
businesses, governmental entities, and 
individual consumers from across the 
country, according to George B. Brez­
nay, Director, Office of Hearings and 
Appeals, U.S. Department of Energy 

More than half of these applications 
have been processed by the Office of 
Hearings and Appeals so far, and 

• refunds totaling more than $4 5 million 
have already been approved. 

Under this program, the Office of 
Hearings and Appeals, U.S. Department 
of Energy is distributing the consent 
order funds to eligible purchasers of 
Amoco petroleum products, such as 
motor gasoline and heating oil, during 
the period 1973 through 1979. The funds 
were obtained from Amoco in settle­
ment of allegations of violations of 
federal pricing regulations during that 
period. 

The eligibility requirements for the 
Amoco refund program were published 
in the Federal Register on January 3, 
1983. In general, anyone who purchased 
petroleum products from Amoco during 
the period from 1973 through 1979 is eligi­
ble to apply for a refund. 

Breznay cautions, however, that an in­
dividual consumer would have had to 
purchase 20,000 gallons of Amoco pro­
ducts from 1973 through 1979 in order to 
receive a refund of $15, the minimum rc· 
fund that the Office of Hearings and Ap­
peals will authorize.

Perkins Supports 
Nuclear 'Freeze' 

Representative Carl D. Perkins, D. 
Ky , has urged Congress to put the 
brakes on the nuclear arms race. 

The Eastern Kentucky Congressman 
issued this call as he voted for the House 
resolution calling for an immediate, 
mutual, and verifiable freeze on the 
testing, production, and deployment of 
nuclear weapons. 

He told his colleagues that the resolu­
tion was not the frightened cry of 
cowards, but the strong call of the brave. 

"It is the voice of a nation that wants 
not only to save itself from destruction, 
but to spare its enemies as well," he 
said. 

He said the resolution strengthened 
America's hand in the arms reduction 
talks now going on at Geneva. 

"It assures our allies as well as our 
enemies that we are very serious indeed 
in our desire to negotiate agreements 
that can eventually reduce the number 
of nuclear weapons that threaten the 
planet," Perkins said. 

He said the freeze resolution does not 
strip a single weapon from the nation's 
arsenal, and does not lessen its military 
strength. "It simply tells our com­
petitors in the nuclear arms race that we 
must both stop now before it is too late 
for any of us," he said. 

Perkins, a World War II Army 
veteran who saw action in France and 
Belgium, said there could be no winners 
in a nuclear war- only losers. 

"Nobody walks away, and nothing is 
left to rebuild," he said. 

The Kentuckian rejected the argu­
ment of some that a freeze would be to 
the advantage of the Soviet Union 
because it is in a stronger military 
position. 

"I am sure that not one member of our 
Joint Chiefs of Staff would swap our 
defense capability for that of the Rus­
sians," he said. 

Consideration of this Resolution will 
continue today (Wednesday).

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New Gas Rate 
Effective Here 
After May 1st 

Another gas rate increase lies ahead 
for customers of d1stnbutwn systems 
supphed by the Kentucky West Virginia 
Gas Company, but the more optimistic 
find comfort in the fact that the effective 
date is May 1 and that by that time 
winter may be over. 

Kentucky West Virginia's rate of $4 58 
per 1000 cub1c feet (MCF) is a jump of 
49 cents from the temporary $4.09 rate 
approved for the company on March 1. 

"We (the Prestonsburg Utility Com­
mission) are passing on to our 
customers exactly the amount of the 
raise by our supplier," Bill H. Howard, 
utilities supermtendent, said The new 
rates for consumers w1thm the 
Prestonsburg corporate limits will be 
$6.02 for the first MCF <minimum) and 
$5.72 per MCF for all gas above that 
minimum. 

Rates for consumers served by the 
Prestonsburg system but located outside 
the city limits will be $7.72 minimum and 
$6.22 per MCF for all over 1000. 

Howard pointed out that since Sept 1, 
1979 there have been 13 different gas 
rates in effect. 

The rate effective May 1 will repre­
sent a 161 per cent increase over the 
$1 75 rate in effect Nov 1, 1981 From 
that low 1981 rate, the per MCF charge 
rose to $3.78 on May 1, 1982; to $4.31 on 
Nov. 1, 1982; back, temporarily, to $4.09 
on March 1 of th1s year-and now the 
new May 1 mcrease.

Motorists are asked to first notify the 
person most familiar with the1r area­
the foreman of the state maintenance 
garage for their county. If the problem 
IS not solved, then the district highway 
manager should be called, Runke said.

If the pro­
blem persists, general manager Ed Pat­
ton at the cabmet's Pikeville district of­

In reporting a pothole or drainage pro­
blem, citizens are asked to provide the 
exact locatiOn by highway number and 
how far it is from a local landmark, such

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Way To Recover 
Truckers' Fines 
Sought in Suit 

Walter Bartrum, Martm trucker, last 
week joined the Mountam Truckers 
Association in a suit seeking a way to 
collect refunds from the state for 
truckers who were improperly fined 
under the "tarp"law enacted last year. 

Refunds are sought for a two-and-a­
half-month period during which enforce­
ment of the statute was banned by a 
restrammg order granted last October 
by Franklin Clrcmt Judge Henry Metgs. 

The suit filed last week names as 
defendants State Treasurer Drexel 
Davis and Finance Secretary Robert 
Warren. It alleges that Bartrum was 
issued two citations last December and 
that he was fined $100 on both charges 

William Kirkland, of Frankfort, one of 
the lawyers who filed the action in 
Franklm circuit court, said there is no 
estimate of the amount of money that 
might be involved. 

He sa1d many truckers had been 
routinely fined for violations by dJstntct 
judges while others had thetr fines 
suspended 

The statute requinng tarpaulins on 
trucks to prevent spillage has been dif­
ficult to interpret, according to state 
pollee and Transportation Department 
officials. 

A legislative subcommittee Monday 
called for a s1mple statute replacing all 
others It would reqmre that vehicles be 
built so that no contents can be spilled. 

Judge Meigs reinstated enforcement 
of the law in January. 

The truckers assoc1atwn sa1d district 
judges during that period between Oc­
tober and January, were generally 
unaware the statute was not in effect. 

Some truckers have asked for refunds 
of fines, but the association said they 
have been unable to obtain them without 
gomg through an expensive legal 
process.

This statement from the drafter of the Constitution of the 
United States has guided our governmental decisions and 
allowed us to build the greatest Nation the world has ever 
known. Today, the guiding principal of rule by the majority 
that has shaped our great country is being threatened by a 
mis-named concept called "right to work." 

Simply put, right to work legislation provides for a complete 
disregard of rule by the majority.

4. Retired union workers receive a small pension for their 
many years of work. Without a union, there would be

5. A study by a Jefferson County business group found 
that schools, health care and other quality of life issues 
were much more important in attracting new industry 
to an area than so-called right to work legislation. These 
quality of life issues are paid for by taxes paid by work-
ing people. · 

~ne of ~he fundame~tal rights Americans have always had 
1s the nght to organ1ze themselves into groups to promote 
their common interest. This right must be protected. When 
governments change in other countries, many times we see 
a riot, a coup, blood in the streets and a general disruption 
of the country. In· America, we have always chosen sides, 
worked ha.rd _for what we believe in, and accepted the will 
of the ma)onty of the people. This is the cornerstone of 
American Democracy. We must never allow our Nation to 
retreat from this Democratic principal.

Foods from Nature's Wilds 
Now that our good earth is clothed in 

green again, there's no excuse for 
anyone to go hungry. In woods and fields 
all over this land, there is an abundance 
of herbs, leaves, bark and roots that 
may be eatin, and they supply the body 
with fresh vitamins and minerals and 
are free for the taking. I shall list and 
describe here the best of these: 

1. Poke. Eat when shoats are about 
four inches high. May be canned for 
winter use. This is the best and most 
popular of all greens. 

2. Plantain. Common about the 
premises. A good green to mix with 
poke. It has great health-giving 
qualities. 

3. "Wild beet," "speckled John," 
rosettes of the evening primrose. A good 
green to mix with poke or plantain. 

4. 'Yellow Dock. Has long, curly 
leaves and yellow roots. Very rich in 
iron and minerals. 

5. Dandelion. Most healthful of all, 
wild greens. The yellow blooms are 
delicious when fried in butter. Blooms 
also used to make dandelion wine. 

6. Blackberry leaves when young. 
Good to mix with other greens. 

7. Birch leaves. Add these to your 
mess of greens for good flavor.

10. Crow's foot. Book name, Crinkle 
root. The long, crinkled roots are good 
eating. 

11. Shepherd's Purse. Makes good 
eating. It is a member of the cress 
family. 

12. Watercress. One of the best greens. 
Look for it along stream beds. 

13. Winter cress. Makes delicious 
greens. Look for it in cultivated ground. 
It has yellow blossoms. 

14. Young raspberry leaves. Add good 
flavor to greens. 

15. Groundhog. Book name, self-heal. 
This member of the mint family has 
many healing virtues. Good to mix with 
other greens. 

16. Chickweed. Instead of blaming 
chickweed for invading your garden, 
pick it to eat. It is good when cooked for 
greens. 

17. Yellow-flowered lettuce. Compass 
plant. Good to mix with other greens. 

18. Artichokes. These are edible tubers 
growing on roots of a large sunflower 
plant. Good food. 

19. Lamb's quarter. A plant often 
found around gardens. A good substitute 
for spinach. 

20. Teas. You may want tea to go with 
your greens. Use roots of red sassafras 
for the best tea. Spireword bush also 
makes a spicy tea; was used by soldiers 
in Civil War times. Peppermint, catnip 
and horsemint make good tea for the 
table.

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EXPLAINS CHLORDANE 
CLEAN-UP PROCEDURE WE WANT YOU TO 

HELP US CELEBRATE Recent reports about chlordane con­
tamination across the country have pro· 
mpted concern in Kentuckians who have 
used that chemical around their homes. 

The number of calls to the Kentucky 
Department of Agriculture has pro­
mpted a report on clean-up procedures, 
according to Commissioner Alben W. 
Barkley, II. 

Barkley said that chlordane is wide­
ly used by the pesticide industry and is 
an acceptable chemical when used cor­
rectly. He said most of the calls were 
from homeowners who had applied the 
chemical themselves and wanted to be 
sure they had done it correctly. 

Pesticides Division personnel have 
reported two basic problems, Barkley 
said. "Some people do not read the label, 
which states that chlordane must be put 
in the ground. They spray their homes, 
and this causes problems. 

"Others read the label but decide that 
if one ounce per gallon is good, then 
several ounces per gallon is even better. 
That creates a problem too." 

Barkley said that his department had 
talked to Leo Trademan of Velsical 
Chemical, the only company which pro­
duces chlordane. Trademan offered the 
following advice for chlordane clean-up. 

• Wood surfaces-wash or scrub wtth 
detergent and water. Where possible, 
apply an oil-based paint. 

* Drywall, plaster board or sheet 
rock-wash or scrub with detergent or 
water. Where possible, paint with an old 
paint 

• Baseboards-replace the base­
boards if possible, first scrubbing the 
area underneath the baseboards with 
detergent and water. 

• Basement walls and floors-scrub 
with detergent and water and then ap· 
ply a sealer which prevents water from 
entering. 

• According to Mr. Trademan, these 
procedures will usually reduce the chlor· 
dance residue to a negligible level, 
Barkley said.

Dear Retired Teachers: 
During my years as a statewide official, I have kept in close contact with your staff 

at the Kentucky Teachers' Retirement System and with individual retired teachers. As 
Presiding Officer of the Senate, I have supported legislation and benefit increases en­
dorsed by your Association. The cost-of-living increases passed by the 1982 General 
Assembly were among the highest ever. But there is still much to be done to reward our 
retired teachers for their years of dedicated service to Kentucky. 

So that you will know exactly where I stand on the issues that are vitally important 
to you, I want to communicate some specific goals I have for my administration: 

-Funding of retirement benefits for teachers will be one of my budget priorities. I 
know of the problems you encounter with a retirement check that never makes ends meet, 
and promise to support the largest cost-of-living increase that is financially possible. 

-I pledge to keep your retirement fund on a sound financial basis. Some have pro­
mised active teachers retirement with full benefits after 25 years. I am forced by fun­
damental honesty and concern for the future of your fund from making such promises 
that would lead your retirement system down the same path as the Social Security System. 

-The Kentucky Teachers' Retirement System will continue as an independent agency.

It would 
be unfair to take it away. I will oppose any change in the state tax exemption for retired 
teacher pensions. 

-I am committed to maintaining our level of medical benefits for retired teachers. 

-The existing federal income tax on retirement income for teachers is unfair. I will 
work with Kentucky's Senators and Congressmen to repeal this unfair tax on retired 
teachers. 

-Kentucky's present exemptions for state inheritance tax needs revision. I would 
like for our state exemptions to at least equal the level of federal exemptions. 

As a former teacher, I know of the personal sacrifices and financial sacrifices you 
made to remain in the teaching profession-and your contributions are immeasurable. 
As Governor, I will be accessible to hear your concerns, and my door will be open to you, 
as it has· throughout my career in public service. 

I need your help to make sure that my program becomes a reality. Please telephone, 
write, or speak to your neighbors and friends and encourage them to go to the polls and 
vote for Martha Layne Collins. 

I need your support so we can work together to improve the state's retirement pro­
gram and benefits for retired teachers.

-Do I want to know exactly what kind 
of cancer I have and what stage it is in 
<how far advanced)? Many people do. 
Others do not. If you should have a rare 
form of cancer, you should know about 
it so that you can decide whether you 
want to go to one of the cancer centers 
or medical schools specializing in your 
disease. At least, you should ask your 
doctor to confer by phone with a physi­
cian doing research in your cancer. 

-Do I want my doctor to consult with 
the nearest cancer center or cooperative 
group about my case? Do I want to 
make some phone calls myself? There 
are clinical cooperative groups 
specializing in the treatment of par­
ticular cancers in many parts of the 
country. Your doctor can get the latest 
information from them. 

-Do I want to go to a cancer center 
or medical school for treatment? This is 
a big decision. Doctors at such centers 
probably treat more patients with your 
particular cancer in a week than many 
local doctors see in a year. On the other 
hand, you also have to consider time and 
money for travel and your ability to 
withstand it.

7 State Deferments 
Cited As Violations 

Officials of the state Natural 
Resources and Environmental Protec­
tion Cabinet last Tuesday notified W. 
Hord Tipton, head of the Kentucky office 
of the federal Office of Surface Mining, 
that two of four conditions set by OSM 
for approval of proposed amendments 
to the state's surface-mining program 
cannot be met without legislative action. 

The amendments, which include 
deferral of contemporaneous reclama­
tion, were stated in an April 5 letter to 
Secretary Jackie Swigart from Tipton. 

The two amendments are based on 
legislation passed by the 1982 Kentucky 
General Assembly and will have to be 
clarified by the General Assembly dur­
ing its 1984 session, Swigart said. 

Under the 1982law, KRS 350.093, the 
state was authorized to grant reclama­
tion deferments to coal companies when 
"coal-marketing problems" arose . 
Seven deferments granted by the state 
under this provision were recently cited 
by OSM as reclamation violations. 

The deferments were among more 
than 70 granted by the state since the 
assumption of coal-mining primacy. 

"These deferrals were granted on the 
basis of that 1982 legislation, to change 
the guidelines for such deferrals we 
would have to go back to the legislature 
in 1984 for clarification or changes," 
Swigart said. 

Coal companies cited by OSM were: 
Banner Fork Coal Co., L.T. Ruth Coal 
Co., Falcon Coal Co., Kenerco Corp. and 
Shamrock Coal Company.

Avoid August Tomato Glut 
With Nine-Step Guideline 

While tomatoes tend to glut our kit­
chens by August, producit1g earlier 
tomatoes still represents a challenge to 
most gardeners. To force early fruits, 
try these suggestions, provided by Dr. 
Jean English, Extension horticulturist 
in the University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture who is headquartered at 
Quicksand, Ky. 

(1) Start with fertile soil and healthy 
transplants. Buy plants that have ex­
perienced uninterrupted growth (or 
grow your own). Transplants in 3" to 4" 
pots give the greatest production. 

(2) Plant early fruiting varieties. 
(3) Set a few plants out a couple of 

weeks before the last expected frost. 
Take a chance! 

(4) Plant in a light, sandy soil that 
slopes slightly to the south. Heavy soils 
can be amended with sand and organic 
matter. In the absence of a slope, soil 
can be ridged and plants can be set on 
the south side of the ridge. 

(5) Apply a starter fertilizer when set­
ting plants in the garden. These water-

• soluble nutrients give plants a boost 
when they are set into cool soils. 

(6) Do not put plants too close 
together Space them so that each plant 
soaks up plenty of spring sun. 

(7) Place plant protectors or hot caps 
over the plants for the first couple of 
weeks. If tomatoes are grown in cages, 
clear plastic can be wrapped around 
cages for extra warmth and wind 
protection. 

(8) Use black plastic mulch to in-
• crease the soil temperature a few 

degrees. 
(9) If organic mulches are preferred, 

apply them only after the soil has 
warmed.

SPRING TURKEYS 
Turkey hunting isn't widely popular in 

Kentucky, yet. But if the hopes of wild­
life biologists in the Bluegrass State are 
realized, increasing turkey populations 
will cause more and more hunters to 
take up this challenging sport in the 
future. 

It's no accident that turkey numbers 
are increasing in Kentucky. Since 1978, 
the Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources has been engaged in a major 
turkey restoration effort, the aim of 
which is to restore turkeys to all suitable 
habitat in the state. 

The speed at which this can be ac­
complished depends to a large measure 
on the availability of turkeys. For suc­
cessful restoration, birds must be cap­
tured from the wild, transported quick­
ly to their new home and released. 
Numerous experiments have shown that 
stocking pen-raised turkeys just doesn't 
work-the birds cannot make their own 
way in the woods after being cared for 
by humans. 

Only a limited number of wild turkeys 
are available for restocking, but as 
populations continue to grow, biologists 
can trap an ever increasing number of 
birds from Kentucky's woods, rather 
than having to depend upon out-of-state 
sources. This should speed up restora­
tion efforts considerably. 

The commonwealth's turkey popula­
tion now stands at approximately 7 ,000, 
more than double the estimated popula­
tion of 2,380 in the state when the 
restoration project began five years ago. 
Newly stocked wildlife populations 
generally grow slowly at first, then "ex­
plode" when the density reaches a cer­
tain level- the rapid growth of the 
state's deer herd in recent years is a 
good example. 

But we very likely will never have as 
many turkeys as we do deer. Wild 
turkeys prefer large, undeveloped areas 
with a minumum of human interference. 
They will probably never adapt to Jiving 
in close proximity to man the way deer 
seem to have done. 

Turkey hunting in Kentucky is confin­
ed to a relatively few areas at the pre­
sent, but other counties have been stock­
ed and will be opened to hunting when 
populations grow sufficiently. The 1983 
spring season runs from April16 through 
April 29 in Bath, Butler, Crittenden, 
Harlan, Leslie, Letcher, Menifee, Pike 
and Rowan counties, as well as on the 
Redbird, Pioneer Weapons and Pine 
Mountain Wildlife Areas. 

In Ballard, Boyle, Casey, Christian 
<east of US 41l, McCreary, Marion and 
Pulaski counties, the season is Aprill6 
through April 22. These dates also ap­
ply on the Beaver Creek Wildlife Man­
agement Area. Ft. Campbell will permit 
turkey hunting from April 9 through 
April24 <with no hunting on Mondays or 
Tuesdays) . The season at Land Between 
the Lakes is set for Aprill3 through May 
1, and at Ft. Knox, the last two weekends 
in March and all weekends in.April ex­
cept April 30, as military training 
schedules permit. 

Hunters are limited to one turkey gob­
bler with visible beard per year. But if 
you take one ~urkey from Ft. Knox, Ft. 
Campbell or Land Between the Lakes 
you may take a second turkey. Turkey 
permits ($6.50) are required for each 
bird, and shooting hours are from one­
half hour before sunrise until noon ex­
cept at LBL and Ft. Campbell, where 
you can hunt until one-half hour after 
sunset. 

Also remember that all turkeys must 
be checked through the nearest open 
check station or by a conservation of­
ficer before 5 p.m. on the day the bird 
is tak.en. A Jist of check stations along 
with a rundown of complete hunting 
rules is attached to each turkey permit. 

PC Offers Children 
Computer Workshop 

Computer camps for children are 
growing more popular as microcompu­
ters appear in more homes and schools, 
and parents and children alike become 
more aware of the importance and fun 
of knowing how to operate a computer. 

The Pikeville College Center for Con­
tinuing Education, in cooperation with 
the Center for Educational Advance­
ment, organized a Computer Workshop 
for children ages four through 14 in 
February and the success has been 
tremendous. "We originally scheduled 
the workshop for 28 students, but we 
ended up with 63," said David Suther­
land, coordinator of the Computer Work­
shop. 

The workshop exposes students to the 
computer by teaching them the func­
tional parts of the computer, loading and 
running the computer, and program­
ming in LOGO, a computer language for 
all ages. The workshop also has students 
working on mathematics, writing, and 
reading skills at the computer. 

Distribute Seedlings 
To Boy Scout Troops 

The Telephone Pioneers have taken on 
quite a project for themselves. The 
organization has distributed 1800 tree 
seedlings to Boy Scout troops in Floyd, 
Johnson, Pike and Letcher county areas. 
The seedlings will be planted on strip­
mines, farms, Scout camps, city parks 
and other areas where needed. The 
telephone employee organization hopes 
the project will grow in the future. The 
seedlings were made up mostly of black 
walnut and pine. 

The Pioneer organization is known as 
the Big Sandy Council and consists of 
employees from all over the Big Sandy 
area and Letcher county.

State Jobless 
Rate Declines 

Kentucky's unemployment rate drop­
ped in March by the largest monthly 
decline in the past three years. Figures 
compiled by the Cabinet for Human 
Resources recorded a decline in the 
unemployment rate from 12.7 percent in 
February to 11.6 percent in March. The 
number of Kentuckians who were 
unemployed decreased by 18,500 in 
March, falling from a record high of 
210,300 in February to 191,000 in MarcH. 
The unemployment rate of 11.6 percent 
is the lowest in five months in Kentucky 
and correlates to the national , 
nonseasonally adjusted rate for March 
of 10.8 percent. In March 1982 Ken­
tucky's unemployment rate was 10.8 
percent, with 176,000 persons out of 
work. 

State Manpower Services labor mar­
ket analyst Ed Blackwell says the last 
time Kentucky's jobless rate declined by 
as much as 1.1 percent was in March 
1980. The statewide rate then fell from 
8.6 percent in February to 7 5 percent in 
March. Blackwell attributes the im­
provement on Kentucky's job scene to 
major employment increases in the 
agriculture, construction, manufactur­
ing, service and trade industries. "The 
higher employment in agriculture and 
construction is seasonal to some extent, 
but we are seeing the economic elevator 
begin to rise. It is still too early to say 
Kentucky is out of the recession. But the 
size of the decline in the rate plus the 
strong employment market in several 
industries are the best indicators we've 
had in a long time," Blackwell said. 

: In March the civilian labor force was 
1,653,100, or down 5,900 from February's 
1,659,000 and up 10,500 from the 1,642,600 
labor force of March 1982. The civilian 
labor force includes only persons cur­
rently employed and those unemployed 
who are actively seeking jobs. It does 
not include the military or unemployed 
persons who have dropped out of the job 
search market. Total employment in 
March was estimated at 1,461,300, an in­
crease of 12,600 from the employment of 
1,448,700 in February and a decrease of 
4,700 from the 1,466,000 estimate for 
March 1982.

Student Loan Abuse 
Focus of Crackdown 

A crackdown on abuse of the state's 
guaranteed student loan program has 
turned up a number of cases of suspect­
ed law violations , according to Paul P. 
Borden, executive director of the Ken­
tucky Higher Education Assistance 
Authority. 

"These cases have been turned over 
to the Kentucky Attorney General and 
the Atlanta office of the U.S. Depart­
ment of Education Inspector General. At 
least five of the cases are expected to 
result in arrests or grand jury actions 
in the near future," Borden added. Any 
resulting prosecutions would be the first 
in the history of the loan program that 
began in Kentucky in 1978. The most 
serious case uncovered so far appears 
to involve forgery and falsification of 
loan forms by a person who received 
more than $30,000 in guaranteed student 
loans, Borden noted. 

Most of the other cases under investi­
gation range from failure to enroll in 
school after receiving funds to misuse of

Borden said the pending legal actions 
stem from a beefed-up anti -fraud 
system KHEAA has developed. He 
declined to go into detail about the new 1 

system. 
However, he said, both a computer 

program of cross-referenced data and 1 

"old-fashioned, manual cross-checking 
of enrollment and loan forms" are 
involved. 

"We intend to intensify our safeguards 
against this type of crime that might rob 
deserving students of their chances for 
loans," Borden said. 

"KHEAA is urging lenders and 
student-aid officials at post-secondary 
schools to accelerate their efforts to 
cross-check loan application and enroll­
ment files, " he said. 

"Kentucky is in a better position than 
many states to combat student-loan 
fraud because KHEAA has one of the 
most sophisticated computer programs 
of any state loan agency. And we have 
plans to add more facets to the cross­
reference data checking abilities of our 
software, " Borden said. 

KHEAA insures loans for post secon­
dary students . Its sister organization, 
the Kentucky Higher Education Student 
Loan Corporation, buys outstanding 
loans from lending institutions in the 
state, thus making additional loan funds 
available through those lenders. 

At the end of the 1982 fiscal year, 
KHEAA had guaranteed a total of 83,013 
loans totaling $176,903,760 since the pro­
gram began five vPars ago.

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Canadian Camping 
Offered by MSU 

Morehead State University is offering 
a course in camping in the bush country 
of central Ontario, Canada, this 
summer. 

Scheduled for August2-12, the trip will 
include four days of getting into and out 
of a remote Canadian lake area and six 
days of camping in the wilderness . 

"We will spend one day travelling by 
canoe to get to the island where we will 
be camping," said Dr. Gary D. Oakley, 
associate professor of industrial educa­
tion at MSU and coordinator of the trip. 
"A float plane will fly in the heavy equip­
ment and we will carry the rest.'' 

Campers will need fishing tackle and 
camping gear, with 'some camping 
equipment available from MSU for 
those who need it. 

Although participants can expect to 
hike an average of seven miles a day, 
Dr. Oakley advises that anyone in­
terested who may not be up to this 
distance should not be discouraged. 

"If someone is not very strong, then 
we'll all just take it easier so they can 
keep up," said Oakley. "And if you can't 
carry a canoe, don't worry about it. 
Someone else can carry it. You don't 
have to be in great shape to enjoy the 
trip. We're open to a wide variety of 
people." 

Campers will receive three hours col­
lege credit in the course "Outdoor 
Recreation." 

In addition to tuition, there will be a 
charge for transportation, food, lodging 
at a remote hunting and fishing camp 
and other expenses. 

Those interested may sign up for the 
class during registration for Summer 
Session I on June 6, or Summer Session 
II on July 5.

AAA Suggests Guidelines 
For Driving When Alone 

Traveling alone in a car for extended 
periods can be demanding, particular­
ly when you have no one to talk to or 
share the chore of driving. 

The Blue Grass Automobile Club-AAA 
suggests these guidelines for a safer, 
more worry-free trip: 

Have a well-mapped route. When 
traveling to unfamiliar places it is pro­
bably better to take the most direct 
roads. This should result in less confu­
sion and reduce the possibility of getting 
lost. If you are an AAA member, the 
Automobile Travel service will prepare 
a routing for you. 

Protect yourself and your belongings. 
Always keep doors locked. 

Do not carry large sums of cash. 
Travelers checks are better in that they 
offer the convenience of money, the 
security of checks, and can be replaced 
if lost or stolen. 

Never leave valuables in the car 
where they can be seen, and perhaps 
taken. Such items are safer in the trunk. 

Keep a CB radio in your car and tune 
to the emergency channel (often nine) 
if you need assistance. The police usual­
ly monitor this channel and respond to 
people in distress. 

If your car breaks down, pull as far off 
the road as possible. Raise your hood, 
turn on emergency flashers and then re­
main in your car with the door locked. 
If someone stops to offer help only lower 
the window far enough to ask him to call 
a towing service or the police. 

If you ever think you are being follow­
ed, look for a poli~e or fire station. If one 
is not close by, go to a place where there 
are other people and a phone. 

3. Your home phone number <in­
cluding area code l. 

4. The name, address, and phone 
number of an individual to contact in 
case of emergency. 

5. List any medications you are 
allergic to, and/or medical conditions 
from which you suffer that :nay require 
special attention if you are injured or 
become ill.

Avoid driving at night when visabili­
ty is reduced. Also, it may be difficult 
to find automobile service facilities and 
restaurants open during late evening 
hours. 

Stopping periodically for coffee or a 
short rest will refresh you and make the 
trip more enjoyable. 

Do not risk falling asleep behind the 
wheel. If you gel tired, look for a rest 
area or hotel. It is not advisable to park 
on the shoulder of the road where the 
chance of being struck by another vehi­
cle is increased. If you must sleep in the 
car, keep the windows slightly open for 
air. It is important to turn off the engine 
because carbon monoxide fumes can 
seep into the car and cause poisoning.

Faced with a $300,000 deficit, Pikeville 
College is tak'ng drastic measures to 
ward off financial disaster. 

In a recent c nvocation at the College 
Dr. Jackson 0. Hall, president, 
announced: 

-The facul~y will be reduced. 
-A dormit ry will be closed. 
-Tuition fees will be raised. 
-And the s orts program will be cur-

tailed, eliminating both baseball and 
tennis. 

Hall said he had notified the faculty 
members in olved that they would be 
paid througb August under their con­
tracts, tho h their teaching duties 
would end with the current semester. 

"We are g ing to solve our problems, 
but I also w nt to tell you that it is go­
ing to hurt, because it is going to involve 
people," he told about 300 students at 
Tuesday's meeting. 

The college will drop baseball and ten­
nis, though tnen 'sand women's basket­
ball will be retained, Hall told the group. 

When the players walked out, Hall 
said, "I hurt for you." 

"But if I had to have one overriding 
priority, it is to sustain this institution," 
he said. 

Hall said later he could not predict 
how long t e belt-tightening would last. 
"We will respond as reality confronts 
us," he said. 

Hall said the faculty of 45 at the 
96-year-old college will be cut by 12, 
reducing the faculty payroll of just over 
$1 million by about $210,000, or 20 
percent. 

The non-academic staff of about 70 
will be cut by 15, reducing the 
nonacademic payroll of $985,000 by 
about $220,000, he said. 

"Bridging" among departments will 
enable the school to continue essential 
programs, Hall said,-warning employ­
ees against "turf-oriented" thinking. 
"We need to come together and make it 
work," he said. 

The nited Presbyterian Church-
affiliated college will retain programs 
in music, fine arts and the humanities 
that separate it from vocational schools, 
he said. 

Tuition will be raised from $2,825 to 
$2,900 a year, and one of the five dor­
mitories will be closed to save mainten­
ance and utility costs. All three dor­
mitones have occupancy rates of less 
than 50 percent, Hall said. 

An additional $200,000 will be saved

Hall said losses that led to the cost­
cutting measures included $600,000 in 
federal and state support for college pro­
grams last year, and spending of 
$350,000 on roof repairs needed to pre­
vent weather damage to buildings. 

Enrollment declined from 550 in the 
fall of 1981 to about 500 last fall, moslly 
because of the loss of 50 federally sub­
sidized students in the school's mining 
technology program. Enrollment has 
declined to about 460 in the current 
semester, Hall told reporters later. 

He said the college trustees instructed 
him to plan for an enro1lment of 425 for 
the coming fall semester and $1.1 million 
in gifts to the school. 

That will mean cutting the general 
operating budget from this year's $3.3 
million to about $2.7 million, he said. 

Hall said the trustees were planning 
conservatively. 

Enrollment could be higher than 425. 
based on applications received so far, 
and gifts to the college totaled $1.2 
million last year, he said.

Heartworm in Dogs 
Is Growing Problem

One of the major diseases affecting 
dogs in this country is on the increase. 
It is heartworm disease. 

A serious and potentially fatal disease, 
it has spread over the past 20 years from 
the southeastern states, along the Mis­
sissippi and Ohio River valleys, to other 
parts of the country, eastern Kentucky 
included. 

Unfortunately, the disease does not 
produce obvious signs until it is well­
advanced. The signs then depend on the 
concentration in the dog of the worms 
that cause the disease. 

The most obvious signs are a persis­
tent soft, dry cough, shortness of breath, 
weakness, listlessness and nervousness. 
After exercise, an infected dog may 
even faint. Hunting dogs tire quickly and 
refuse to hunt. 

In most cases, whether there are signs 
of the disease or not, a diagnosis of 
heartworm disease can be made by a 
fairly simple blood test. While a treat­
ment is available, however, prevention 
is better. 

Because mosquitoes play a role in the 
heartworm life cycle, preventive medi­
cine is administered to dogs, as a daily 
dose in liquid or tablet form, from a cou­
ple of weeks before to a couple of weeks 
after the mosquito season. 

The worm from which the disease 
takes its name lives as an adult in the 
heart and adjoining blood vessels of in­
fected dogs. The female adult is 6 to 14 
inches long; the male is smaller. 

Heartworm disease is not spread 
directly from dog to dog, but by medium 
of mosquitoes. Outdoor dogs in heavily 
wooded areas are most likely to be 
become infected. There is no evidence 
to suggest that breed, sex or length of 
hair have anything to do with a dog's 
susceptibility to the disease. 

Over the five years or so that they live, 
female adult worms produce millions of 
young, called microfilariae, which live 
in the dog's blood stream. If a mosquito, 
in drawing blood from an infected 
animal, swallows some microfilariae, 
they further develop in the mosquito, 
entering its saliva, and may pass from 
there into another dog, where they grow 
to adulthood. 

Heartworm disease is now being 
diagnosed more frequently in cats also. 

The first federal legislation that 
sought to bring industry into depressed 
areas and train workers in those areas 
was the Area Redevelopments Act in 
1961, according to "Labor Firsts in 
America," a publication of the U.S. 
Department of Labor.

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Howell Cautions Magistrates 
On Use Of County Equipment 

Magistrates shouldn't be working 
county equipment and certamly not on 
private property, a state official warn­
ed members of the fiscal court here 
Friday. 

"When you leave (this meetingl, 
you're out of business," AI Howell, an 
advisor with the state Finance and Ad­
ministration Cabinet told the court 
"You can't do a thmg." 

Howell's remarks were prompted by 
a complaint he said he had received 
"from a Floyd county citizen who shall 
remain nameless" that county equip­
ment had been seen working on a 
private lot and a church property. 

A property owner on Bryant Branch, 
which runs into Left Beaver Creek be­
tween Hi Hat and Price, admitted this 

, week that county equipment was used to 
prepare house sites on his tract. 

Renewing a theme to which he has 
returned several times smce the state 
began paying closer attention to Floyd 
county government some 15 months ago, 
Howell made it clear to the magistrates 
that they risk criminal indictment if they 

, send county crews or equipment out on 
~ private jobs. Officials in another coun­

ty are currently facing charges of of­
ficial misconduct, he noted pointedly. 

<Some 86 indictments were returned 
recently against the judge-€xecutive and 
three magistrates in Wayne county. 
They are accused of having the county 
pay for rock put on private property. l 

Magistrates Ed Caudill and Kenneth 
Roberts, who took Howell's comments 
as a condemnation of the magistrates' 
practice of grading cemetery roads and 
digging graves for poor families, defend­
ed it as an expected and compassionate 
custom. The person who complained to

disgrunted when she was denied a beer 

.• license, Caudill charged. 
' About a week before Howell's report,

Frank Mullins confirmed Monday that 
county equipment was used to prepare 
house sites on his Bryant Branch proper­
ty. The work was done by his son, Ron­
ny Mullins, who is a county bulldozer 
operator, and by Eugene Collins, he 
said. 

Magistrate Caudill, in whose district 
the property lies, said he authorized 
road repairs at the Little Nancy Regular 
Baptist Church and on the Bryant 
Branch road and conceded that the 
younger Mullins "might have done 
something" on his father's property. 
Another Bryant Branch property owner, 
Dave Collins, used a county bulldozer to 
clear a fire break on his tract, Caudill 
added. 

The matter was being "stirred up" by 
a family whose application for a beer 
license was temporarily blocked by the 
Little Nancy church, he said. 

Howell said he informed Raymond M. 
Larson, director of the state Attorney­
General's special prosecutions division, 
of the complaint he had received. Lar­
son advised him to forward the informa­
tion to local prosecutors for presentation 
to a grand jury. 

Even where county roads are involv­
ed, it is not up to individual magistrates 
to decide what roadwork will be done 
and when, Howell told the court. Rather, 
they should each submit a road plan for 
their district, the plans should be voted 
on by the fiscal court, and the work 
should be done under the supervision of 
the county roads foreman, he said. 

The apparent misuse of county equip­
ment may be only one of a number of 
matters CQncerning county officials to be 
submitted to a grand jury in the wake 
of a state police investigation of county 
government which is said to be continu­
ing here this week. 

Expenses paid to magistrates is one 
question that appears likely to come up 
for review. Each magistrate is entitled 
to a $300-a-month expense allowance­
a total of $7200 for the four magistrates 
over a six-month period. In the last six 
months of last year, however, an addi­
tional $4141 was paid to the magistrates 
in expenses and a further $6743 was 
charged to credit cards to which the 
magistrates, judge-executive, deputy 

. judge and county personnel officer had 
access. 

State Local Finance Officer Robert L. 
Purdom advised the court in February 
that, before they are paid expenses in 
excess of the $300 allowed each month, 
magistrates must document all that 
month's expenses. 

(Marshall County Attorney Martin 
Johnson last week filed suit to find out 
whether he should collect about $24,000 
in undocumented expenses paid to 
magistrates over a three-year period. In 
a dispute between Johnson county fiscal 
court and former Johnson county 
magistrate Arthur Ray Picklesimer, the 
Kentucky Court of Appeals ruled in 1978 
that the county had to pay the former of­
ficial his expense allowance "as ex­
penses are documented.")

Commonwealth 's Attorney James R. 
Allen announced this week that he will 
ask Circuit Judge Hollie Conley to call 
a special grand jury session if the in­
vestigation now being made by the Ken­
tucky State Police uncovers evidence of 
criminal violations in the conduct of the 
county's fiscal affa irs. 

"This is something I have not gone out 
looking for, and it will bring strong 
pressures on me personally, but I feel it 
is my duty to lead such an investigation 
if the State Police indicate it needs to be 
done," Allen said. 

The next regular grand jury will con­
vene May 2, but it is doubtful that the 
State Police probe, now just getting 
under full steam, will be completed 
before it adjourns.

Only Three Floyd 
Permits Are Issued 

Of the 114 mining permits issued dur­
ing March by the state Department for 
Surface Mining Reclamation and En­
forcement, only three were for mines in 
this county, all of which were surface 
operations . These w~re issued to 
America Hall for two acres, Merle M. 
Ma-y for 1.79 acres, and the third was a 
revision adding two acres for a total of 
26.8 acres to 3-M Development 
Company. 

Other permits issued in surrounding 
counties included five in Johnson 
county-four surface and one 
underground; Knott county, one 
underground and three surface; 
Magoffin, one surface mine; Martin 
county, three surface. Pike county led 
in the number of permits issued with five 
for underground mines and six for sur­
face operations. 

Of the total permits issued, 86 were for 
surface mining activities, 22 for 
underground mining, four for prepara­
tion plants and two for refuse areas. The 
preceding authorized the disturbance of 
1,433.87 new acres of land and resulted 
in collection of $48,230 in fees. 

Ask Annexation 
Kept Off Ballot 

Although the issue of annexation by 
Prestonsburg of three outlying areas 
will not be on the ballot for the coming 
primary, residents of the Auxier road 
section, one of the three, last Thursday 
asked that the city be enjoined from fur­
ther annexation proceedings and that 
the annexation issue be kept off the 
ballot. 

The circuit court action was filed by 
Gary Branham and Dallas Sammons, 
"on behalf of themselves and all others 
similarly situated.'' 

Plaintiffs claim that the annexation 
ordinance adopted by the Prestonsburg 
city council is illegal, because: 

-It does not comply with Kentucky 
statutes. 

- It fails to define accurately the 
boundary of the territory proposed for 
annexation.
