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Nobody Indicted 
In License Probe 

There should be no restrictions on the 
number of liquor licenses issued in a 
county. Responsibility for deciding who 
gets a license should rest with a panel 
rather than with a single individual. And 
there ought to be guidelines for ranking 
license applicants according to merit. 

Those were recommendations includ­
ed in a special report issued last Thurs­
day by the circuit court grand jury 
which is currenlly in session. 

The grand jurors said that, after inter­
viewing three witnesses, they had "am­
ple evidence" that liquor licenses were 
issued here •·as a result of political in­
fluence at both the state and local 
levels." 

whom licenses were granted, arguing 
that some who would lie to state police 
investigators might hesitate before ly­
ing under oath. 

"It would have been interesting to ask 
the 21 successful applicants what steps 
they had to take to get their licenses and 
see who took the Fifth Amendment," the 
attorney said later. 

But John David Preston, Paintsville 
commonwealth's attorney and special 
prosecutor in this case, said the grand 
jury felt there was no point in "dragg­
ing in countless witnesses" after the 
lengthy investigation already concluded.

Judge-Executive Is Heart Victim 
County Judge-Executive Jerry Albert 

Lafferty, Jr, 54, died suddenly at 8:10 
p.m. last Friday at St. Joseph's Hospital, 
Lexington, victim of a massive heart 
attack. 

The fatal attack was wholly unex­
pected and followed his physician 's an­
nouncement to family members that . 
Judge Lafferty's condition was good and 
that he would be permitted to leave the 
hospital the following morning. He 
entered the hospital last Thursday for 
examination and tests. 

His was the second death of a county 
official within little more than two 
months. County Court Clerk C. "Ollie" 
Robinson died here Feb. 22 of a heart 
attack

three granddaughters.

But they found "no probable cause

Judge Lafferty, a Democrat, was 
elected at the November, 1981 election 
and took office Jan. 4, 1982. Before enter­
ing politics he was an employee for 10 
years of the Columbia Gas Transmission 
Co., later was founder and president of 
B. & D. Motors, first at Allen and later 
at Water Gap, from 1965 to 1978, and 
after the sale of that business was presi­
dent of Midway Motors on the Lancer­
Water Gap road. 'He was a member of 
Zebulon Masonic Lodge No. 273 and 
Irene Cole Memorial Baptist Church and 
was listed in "Who's Who in Kentucky." 

All county offices were closed in 
deference to Judge Lafferty following 
his death. Masonic rites were conducted 
at 7 p.m. Sunday at the Floyd Funeral 
Home.

Drug Defendant 
Denied Dismi~al 

A drug charge against a 22-year-old 
Langley man will stand but the man's 
attorney will have an extra week to 
prepare his defense, Circuit Judge Hollie 
Conley ruled last week in denying 
several defense motions to dismiss the 
charge. 

Gene P . Gibson was indicted last 
September on a charge of trafficking in 
PCP, sometimes known as "angel dust." 
His attorney, Jerry A. Patton, argued 
that the charge should be dismissed. 

The substance which is being held as 
evidence in the case was turned up by 
an illegal search of Gibson's car after he 
had been stopped by police for a traffic 
violation, Patton said. The suspect was 
not advised of his constitutional rights, 
was not brought before a magistrate, 
and was indicted on the basis of false 
police testimony, his lawyer said. 

But State Trooper J . Sizemore said he 
had read Gibson his rights and that the 
suspected PCP was in plain view on the 
front seat of Gibson's car. Some 120 
"hits" of PCP, with an estimated street 
value of about $1200 were seized, said 
Trooper Lee Weddington. 

Patton also claimed his client was fac­
ing double jeopardy in that four charges 
resulting from his Feb. 28 arrest last 
year were consolidated and already 
disposed of by District Judge Harold 
Stumbo in March. 

But Vicky Ellis, a clerk in the district 
judge's office, testified that, while Gib­
son had paid a $115 fine for speeding, 
possession of marijuana and failure to 
maintain insurance on his auto, he did 
not appear in district court on the PCP 
charge. 

Judge Conley denied all motions to 
dismiss the charge but granted Pat­
ton's request for extra time to arrange 
an independent lab analysis of the 
substance taken from Gibson's car. 
Trial has been set for May 16.

Job Corps 
Discipline 
At Issue 

"It's a school, not a juvenile detention 
center or a prison," Director Tom Hum­
mer said of the Job Corps Center here. 

But, if it's a school, its uneasy relation­
ship with the community seems 
sometimes to suggest it's a prison. 

For a school, its students enjoy little 
freedom of movement, many of them 
rarely leaving the campus. 

And, though it's a school, its director 
found it necessary Monday to remind ci­
ty council members of the fact. 

The problem, explained Councilman 
Bill Ray Collins, is that city police of­
ficers are increasingly reporting "in­
cidents" which they say involve Job 
Corps residents. One of them kicked out 
a window on a police cruiser recently. 
A group of them was said to have block­
ed traffic at Goble-Roberts. They 
sometimes get drunk or "high." 

He wished they were at the meeting 
to speak for themselves, Collins said, 
but as he understood their 
complaints-police officers feel that the 
center's night staff are "doing nothing 
to control" the students there.

Daycare Expects Bids Soon

If the bids come in as scheduled this month, Cleda Wells Lawson will be 
a step closer to realizing a six year dream- construction of a new daycare 
center to replace the Arnold Avenue cottage she and her charges have oc­
cupied since 1977 

The new facility, of which an architect's sketch is shown above, is to be built 
on a Highland Avenue site. The bold design by architect Randy Burchett calls 
for a greenhouse along the sunny side, a treehouse in the middle of the building, 

· and an observation post for parents and students of child development for 
whom the center will be a learning laboratory. 

Back in 1977, when there was enough coal severance tax money to fund this 
kind of project, Floyd County Developmental Child Care, Inc. received $15,000 
toward the cost of the new site. The Appalachian Regional Commission <ARC> 
chipped in $4000 and individual contributions made up the rest of the needed 
$25,000. A $75,000 ARC grant and a $99,500 loan from the Farmers Home Ad 
ministration will pay for construction costs . 

The new quarters will be designed to house 60 three-to-five-year -olds and 
to meet the special needs of handicapped youngsters. Learning to live with 
a wide range of children of differing ability, background, class and culture- is 
high on her list of objectives for those in her care, says :\1rs. Lawson. Beyond 
that, they need mainly to eat right and have a good self-image, she believes. 

After bids are let, construction of the new daycarc facility is expected to 
take six months . When it is done, Cleda Wells Lawson, her staff, their 34 pre­
sent charges, a t•actus and an a,·ocado plant will be ready.

Medal Awarded 
Trooper Boleyn 

A state trooper from this county , 
paralyzed by a gunshot last Jan. 4 in a 
Perry county shootout, was this week 
presented with the state's highest award 
for heroism. 

In the Capitol Rotunda Monday, Gov. 
John Y. Brown, Jr., presented State 
Trooper Roy Boleyn, 32, with the Gover­
nor's Medal of Valor. He is only the sixth 
Kentucky trooper to have received the 
award. 

An eight-year veteran of the force, 
Boleyn was shot in the stomach during 
a gun battle between police officers and 
federal parole violator Tommy Allen 
Combs. Combs and his 14-year-old 
nephew were killed in the exchange. 

The shot that felled Boleyn severed his 
spinal cord, paralyzing him from tt 
waist down. Despite his injury, he 
returned fire while lying on his back, it 
was reported. 

Boleyn and his wife, Connie , are ex­
pecting their first child in June. They are 
living with his parents, Henry and Agnes 
Boleyn, on Salt Lick, about three miles 
west of Hueysville.

Both offices will be filled at the 
November election for the remainder of 
the unexpired term. 

In the case of the county clerk's office, 
both political parties are represented in 
the primary election to be held May 24 
after the interim appointment of 
Thomas D Lafferty, Jr to the office. 
The primary campaign, with several 
Democrats contending, is one of the 
most lively in the area. 

But because the death of Judge Laf­
ferty occurred less than 70 days before 
the primary election date, no primar) 
for the election of Democralic and 
Republican nominees is possible. 

Asst. Atty Gen Walter H. Herdman 
said Monday that nominations of the two 
party candidates for county judge­
executive will be made according to par 
ty rules-usually by the county ex 
ecutive committees of each party. 

The two political parties may file their 
nominations up to 55 days before the 
November voting date, he said Herd­
man added that the law provides that 
any independent candidate may also hie 
by petition bearing the names of at least 
100 qualified voters 

He said petitions of independent can 
didates for the offfice are available at 
county clerk's offices or from the State 
Board of Elections.

Board of Education 
Lists Impending Cuts 

A quarter of the county's remedial 
reading teachers will be laid off at the 
enq of this school year as the result of 
a 15 percent cut in federal Chapter I 
<formerly Title Il funds. 

Moreover, five ASIS units-which in· 
elude librarians and music, art and 
physical education teachers-or a com­
bination of ASIS and regular classroom 
teachers will be cut in order to hold in 
reserve three percent of the school 
district budget against threatened state 
budget cuts next year. 

The cuts were announced after the 
Board of Education met in executive 
session last Wednesday. The reduction 
in Chapter I funds and the resulting cuts 
stem from a nationwide redistribution 
of the f~nds in view of population 
changes revealed by the 1980 census 

Because the proportion of low-income 
famthes decreased in this state over the 
previous 10 years, Kentucky's, and con­
sequently Floyd county's, share of the ' 
funds also decreased. In addition to the 
15 percent sliced directly from this 
district's million-dollar Chapter I 
budget, a scheduled $1150 increase in 
teachers' salaries also contributed to the 
layoffs, it was explained. 

The Chapter I jobs were originally cut 
by the board a year ago but were 
restored after a federal judge delayed 
for one year redistribution of funds. 

Ten of the county's 40 remedial 
reading teachers and two of the pro­
gram's eight central office staff will be 
terminated Reading consultants June 
Stephens and Hiram Couch will be drop 
ped from the central office. The names 
of the 10 teachers will not be released un· 
til questions of tenure and seniority are 
resolved. Supt. E.P Grigsby , Jr said 
after the meeting 

Positions to be climmated in view of 
the threatened state shortfall will also 
be announced next month, Grigsby said. 

The board adopted new state regula 
lions raising from 18 to 20 the number 
of credits required by high school 
students for graduation. To make up the 
extra credits, an additional math credit 
and another elective will be r~quired of 
Floyd students, beginning with next 
year's freshmen 

A citizenship cour!'e presently taught 
in high school will be moved to the junior 
high level in 1987 when new social· 
studies textbooks are adopted 

The new regulations requirethal'high 
. school students complete two science, 
math and English credits before their 
junior year and, for students seeking ad­
mission to state-supported colleges, 11 
required credits are specified. They are: 
four English, two science <including 
either bwlogy, chemistry or physics), 
and one credit each in world history. 
U.S. history, algebra, geometry and 
another math. 

Except in special circumstances, a 
class will not be taught unless a 
minimum of 10 s tudents enroll for it, the 
board decided. 

Rather than order science texts for 
kindergarten through second grade, the 
district will prepare its own teaching 
materials for those classes. The move, 
which is designed to save on textbook 
costs, will not adversely affect the quali­
ty of the program, said Assistant Supt. 
Ron Hager. 

The 1983-'84 school calendar adopted 
by the board sets August 15 as the first 
day of the new school year Tearhers 
will attend that day; students will attend 
on the following day. Becau. e of the

Wild Horse Adoption Fee, Less 
The fee for getting a wild horse 

through the national Adopt-a -Horse pro­
gram has been lowered by $75, accor­
ding to the Interior Department's 
Bureau of Land Management (BLM). 
Kentuckians may adopt a wild horse for 
the reduced fee of $210, or a burro for 
$130, at the Southeastern Adoption 
Center located near Cross Plains, 
Tennessee. 

"We are reducing the fee in response 
to public comments we received on our 
new adoption regulations," BLM 
Eastern States Director G. Curtis Jones, 
Jr. said. "By lowering the fee, we hope 

. to increase the number of wild horses 
adopted, reduce the cost of the program 
to the government, and still discourage 
persons who might adopt merely for 
purposes of commercial gain." 

Some 374 residents of Kentucky have 
adopted 483 horses and burros since the 
nation-wide Adopt-a-Horse Program 
began in 1976. BLM opened the Cross 
Plains facility-the first of its kind in 
the East-in July 1979, in order to make 
it more convenient for Easterners to 
participate in the adoption program. 

Randall Carr, who operates the Cross 
Plains center under contract to BLM, 
said there are dozens of horses current­
ly at the center to choose from, but add­
ed that he expe~ts demand for the 
animals to jump with the reduction of 
the fee. Since opening the center more 
than 4,000 animals have found new 
homes through the Carrs' facility, which 
is located about 28 miles north of 
Nashville, Tennessee off Route l-65. 

ing, and other non-commercial purposes 
for which domestic horses are used. 
Burros usually are adopted simply as 
pets, but also can be used as pack 
animals. 

Adopters, who may pick up as many 
as lour wild horses or burros in a year, 
must have adequate facilities for their 
care. For the first year following the 
adoption, each animal remains the pro­
perty of the U.S. Government. After 
that, if the animal has been cared for 
humanely, the adopter may apply to 
receive title from BLM.

A New Plan for Park? 
MyseH, Oscar Rice, and concerned 

baseball coaches in Floyd county, plan 
to petition the Floyd Fiscal Court to 
abandon current plans for a golf course 
at the county park at Allen in favor of 
three to five baseball fields to be used 
by little league, Babe Ruth, senior 
Babe Ruth and Floyd county high 
school teams. 

Floyd county currently has not one 
good high school field-just ask the 
players and coaches. Babe Ruth teams 
in the summer regularly play games 
under the lights at the Allen park till 
after 12 midnight, while little league 
teams compete with older, grown men 
and women softball players for prac­
tice time on their fields. 

My plan would immediately create 
the extra little league fields to ac­
commodate Martin, Allen, Prestons­
burg, Prater and Harold, as well as 
Left and Right Beaver Babe Ruth and 
senior Babe Ruth teams in a centraliz­
ed location. 

This plan would also eliminate costly 
night play as eight teams could play at 
5 p.m. and eight more at 7 o'clock with 
no lights needed, thereby cutting long 
range costs. 

Allen park has two locations on the 
golf course which would creattl ideal 
little league fields with very little ef­
fort. Teams could begin play in three 
days after approval of my plan. 

The areas I'm referring to are a 
small, flat basin on the creek side and 
the fairway in front of the big tree on 
the far back side. 

The two fields would have great 
grass infields with the use of a rented· 
sod-cutting machine lthe machine cuts 
a l-inch deep trench into the grass, 
l-1 1;z-feet wide, the grass is then rolled 
up and used elsewhere). 

The sandy, loam soil to till in these 
cut out areas of the infield is then 
carefully wheelbarrowed in so as not to 
hurt the existing grass, a pitcher's 
mound built up, and you have a 
professional-looking grass infield in a 
day's time. A chain link fence backstop 
could be erected during this time, 
featuring over-hang design to stop foul 
balls from going into the creek-you're 
ready to play! 

The grass in these areas is ideal for 
this transition and care should be taken 
to preserve it at all costs. These areas 
dry out quickly and teams could get in 
more games during a season. 

The high school season takes place 
during April and the first of May, and 
lack of good fields in the county has 
caused our high school teams to often 
enter sectional and state tournament 
play with as few as 10 games played; a 
good example of this is the fact that 
Madison Central won the '82 high 
school baseball state championship 
with a record of 40 and 0. Why deprive 
our kids in county high schools to play 
half as many games? 

After high school tournaments end, 
we swing immediately into Babe Ruth, 
senior Babe Ruth and little league. 
With only one extra Babe Ruth field 
and two extra little league fields, the 
proposed Allen fields could ac­
commodate (on the combined five 
fields) a total of 10 teams playing five 
games from 5-9 p.m., accounting for 
over 800 players, coaches, parents 
visiting the park in a typical night. The 
concessions alone would generate a 
tremendous profit. 

Not to be overlooked is the fact that 
baseball committees from all over the 
state would look at Floyd county's 
Allen park as a site for high school sec­
tional and state tournament play, Babe 
Ruth and little league tournaments, 
and also possibly a minor league af­
filiation such as at Paintsville and 
Pikeville . 

All of these ventures should be look­
ed at as extra money, jobs, and 
possibly industry to be generated in the 
county. 

To the Floyd County Fiscal Court I 
say this : The issue will soon be in your 
hands. The future of Floyd county 
baseball is now in the worse shape it's 
ever been in, but you can help im­
mediate and future generations of kids 
in the county to enjoy baseball as it's 
meant to be played-<>n professional, 
well-groomed fields, with the best in­
struction to be obtained. 

The state roads system has opened 
up Floyd county to the rest of the state, 
but baseball continues in the dark 
ages, playing on obsolete, out-of-shape, 
out-grown, dangerous playing fields. 
Let's help our most important asset in 
Floyd county-<>ur kids.

Kidnap Charge 
Dismissal Seen 

The prosecutor wants to drop charges 
against members of a Letcher county 
family accused of kidnapping, because 
the alleged victim is unwilling to testify 
in the case. 

Federal prosecutor Thomas Self filed 
a motion in U.S. District Court in 
Pikeville Monday, asking that the case 
against three brother:::, a sister and four 
other relatives of Kathy Osborne Niece 
be dismissed. 

The eight were arrested Jan. 25 after 
Mrs. Niece, 23, of Isom, said she was ab­
ducted and held for three days in a 
trailer in Harlan county. 

A widow, Mrs. Niece is the daughter­
in-law of coal operator Wilford Niece, of 
Colson. In a tape-recorded message sent 
to a friend at the time of the alleged ab­
duction, she said her kidnappers would 
kill her unless her father-in-law 
delivered $500,000 to a Knott county site. 
She later walked into a grocery on the 
Kentucky-Virginia line, explaining that 
two of the kidnappers agreed to release 
her. 

Gary Johnson, the Prestonsburg at­
torney who is representing one of the 
defenda nts, called the alleged kidnapp­
ing "a sham." The defendants denied 
doing anything without Mrs . Niece's 
"consent, cooperation and planning," he 
said. 

But Whitesburg lawyer Forrest Cook, 
representing Mrs. Niece, said ~he was 
unwilling to testify because of personal 
reasons. Any suggestion by Johnson that 
she had participated willingly in the ab­
duction was "without foundation," he 
said. 

Befriended by a wealthy Whitesbur 
family when she was young, Mrs. Niece 
married Ricky Niece, Wilford Niece's 
son, when she was 17. She was widowed 
in March of last year when her husband 
died in an auto accident. She has two 
children. 

Charged in the case were her three 
brothers, Alfred, 30, Marvin, 29, and 
Glen Osborne, 25; a sister, Michelle 
Osborne Caudill, 23; Mrs. Caudill's hus­
band, Ronnie Caudill, 25; Marvin 
Osborne's wife, Theresa Osborne, 22; a · 
nephew, Charles Osborne, 23; and Roy 
Adams, 25, a relative by marriage.

Experience makes Sloane 
clear choice for Democrats 

Democrats trying to decide whom 
to vote for in their party's gubernato­
rial primary may not fare well if they 
consider only what the candidates have 
said on the issues. 

Each of the three major candidates 
- Lt. Gov. Martha Layne Collins, 
Louisville Mayor Harvey Sloane, and 
former Human Resources Secretary 
Grady Stumbo- has a platform with 
some appealing ideas. But the three 
are in such broad agreement on most 
things that only voters with narrow in­
terests are likely to be able to separate 
them on that basis. 

But if voters consider a more gen­
eral issue in this race, the choice be­
comes clear. That issue is the state's 
need for leadership, a need that is ex­
emplified in the most obvious task 
awaiting the next·governor: improving 
education so that Kentucky and its citi­
zens can compete successfully in the 
new technological marketplace. 

The next governor must not only 
improve the schools; he or she must 
lead the state into a new tradition of ed­
ucation, a tradition that rejects a sad 
acquiescence in mediocrity in favor of 
a new demand for excellence. 

Leading the state into new tradi­
tions in education and other areas will 
require more than a platform plank, or 
technical skill, or innovative ideas. It 
will take seasoned and experienced 
leadership. 

Harvey Sloane is the only one of the 
Democratic candidates whose i'ecord 
indicates he can provide that leader­
ship. 

Sloane is now in his second term as 
mayor of Louisville. During his first 
term (lg73-77) Sloane gave the state's 
largest city an administration that was 
by all accounts clean and efficient. 

As mayor, Sloane has dealt with dif­
ficult problems. He has faced a crisis 
over court-ordered busing, a series of 
tornadoes that left much of the city 
devastated, and potentially crippling 
labor problems with city workers. 

Those experiences have more than 
qualified Sloane for the tough job of 
being governor. And they have broad­
ened his political understanding. 

Sloane won his first term running as 
a liberal who had great support among 
the city's black voters. That term was 
marked by a poor ~orking relationship 
with the Louisville business commu­
nity. But over the years he deyeloped 
an understanding of the importance of 
business to the city's health, and many 
of Louisville's business leaders worked 
hard for his election when he won a sec­
ond term. 

Nor is Sloane only a big-city candi­
date. His work as a public health physi­
cian in Eastern Kentucky has given 
him an understanding of the problems 
of the mountains. His unsuccessfull979 
campaign for governor also helped give 
him a perspective on the problems of 
the entire state. 

There are negative aspects to 
Sloane's campaign. He has not showed 
the vigorous att~ck on issues that he 
exhibited in 1979. H1s campaign has at­
tracted an entourage of old-line politi­
cal insiders whom he will have trouble 
controlling should he win the governor­
ship. 

But his experience sets him apart in 
this race. Both Martha Layne Collins 
and Grady Stumbo look like novices by 
comparison. 

Martha Layne Collins claims to be 
experienced because of her two terms 
in elected statewide office. But one of 
those offices - clerk of the Court of 
Appeals - was so unnecessary that no 
one noticed when it was abolished by 
the constitutional amendment that r~ 
vamped the state's court system. D~ 
spite her claims to the contrary, she 
has had little opportunity for meaning­
ful experience while lieutenant gover­
nor. 

Perhaps the best that can be said of 
her tenure as lieutenant governor is 
that she has resisted the temptation to 
take action on the numerous occasions 
that she has been acting governor. Be­
sides that commendable inaction, her 
most notable accomplishment has been 
to preside over the state Senate, a duty 
that gave her an opportunity to cast 
votes against collective bargaining for 
teachers and statewide banking. 

Those two votes are indicative of 
the lieutenant ' governor's whole claim 
to experience: They '!"ere symbolic but 
meaningless. The measures would 
have been defeated without her casting 
a ti~breaking vote against them. 

Martha Layne Collins' lack of expe­
rience has been evident throughout her 
campaign. She has not answered ques­
tions well or easily. She seems ill at 
ease in situations in which she must d~ 
part from a prepared · text or note 
cards. 

Most recently her campaign has un­
veiled ads attacking Sloane's perform­
ance as mayor of Louisville. 

One of those ads confuses increased 
tax receipts with incr:eased taxes. Ei· 
ther that ad is intentionally inaccurate, 
unfair and misleading, or the lieutenant 
governor does not understand the dif­
ference between taxes and revenues. 
Neither is a comforting thought about 
someone who wants to be governor. 

As for Grady Stumbo: He is in some 
ways the most attractive candidate in 
the race. He is energetic and plain-spo­
ken. He is bright and is not afraid of 
new ideas. He rightly wants to continue 
the reforms in state government proc~ 
dure begun in the administration of 
Gov. John Y. Brown Jr. 

Again, though, experience is the· key 
issue. Stumbo's only experience in pulr 
lie life has been his three years as head 
of the mammoth state Cabinet for 
Human Resources. In that job, Stumbo 
made difficult decisions. He cut the 
number of employees and pruned pro­
grams. He was subject to a lot of politi­
cal heat and he withstood it well. 

Stumbo's abilities are indisputable. 
But he has never held elected office. 
Only four years ago he was a physician 
in Knott County. He clearly has a fu­
ture in state politics, but he equally 
clearly does not now have the experi· 
ence to claim voters' support for the 
state's top elected position. 

Harvey Sloane does have the expe­
rience to justify that claim. Democrats 
who believe their party has a duty not 
only to win but to lead should vote for 
him in the primary on May 24.

Hiring Disadvantage 
May Win Tax Break 

Employers who hire economically 
disadvantaged youth this summer may 
be eligible for tax breaks. The federal 
Targeted Jobs Tax Credit program pro­
vides an employer a tax credit of 85 per­
cent of the first $3,000 in wages for work 
done in any 90-day period ending on or 
before September 15. 

The program is administered by the 
Cabinet for Human Resources through 
its Department for Manpower Services. 
"This is the first time employers can 
claim tax credits for hiring economical­
ly disadvantaged youth for summer 
employment," Human Resources 
Secretary Buddy Adams said. 

An employer must have a federal tax 
number or have applied for one to be 
eligible for the program. Employees 
must be 16 or 17 years old upon employ­
ment, members of families that meet 
federal income guidelines, and meet 
other criteria. 

The Department for Manpower Ser­
vices must determine an employee's 
eligibility for the program. Any 
employer or job seeker interested in the 
program should contact one of the 
department's local offices for further 
information.

Cervical cancer is one of the most 
curable of all cancers, yet it kills 11,000 
women in the United States each year. 
Most of these women could have been 
saved if the cancer had been detected in 
its earliest and most treatable stages. 
There is a simple test for cervical 
cancer, the pap test, which is a simple 
and painless test which takes only a few 
moments of a woman's time, and it 
could save her life. 

The Floyd County Health Department 
is having a free pap clinic Wednesday, 
May 11. This clinic is open to women of 
all ages, but those women age 45 and 
over are especially urged to take advan­
tage of this free service since this is the 
high risk age for the disease.

Loss of Severance Tax Money 
Cited Among Road 'Fund Woes 

<From the Legislative Record) 
Whether the state can legally withhold 

severance-tax revenue intended for its 
Road Fund is a question the transporta­
tion subcommittee on highways and 
highway enforcement wants the at­
torney general to look into. 

The panel voted to seek the attorney 
general's opinion after a representative 
of Kentuckians for Better 
Transportation-a private lobbying 
group-said losing the coal-tax receipts 
could seriously hurt the Road Fund. 

"It (getting the severance-tax 
revenues into the Road Fund) is critical 
for meeting minimal needs, ., said Jack 
Fish, president of the group. 

When the resource-recovery program 
was approved several years ago, bonds 
for coal-haul roads were to be paid off 
with severance-tax receipts transferred 
from the General Fund. However, with 
the economy still sluggish and a possi­
ble $120-million state budget shortfall 
looming, those funds-approximately 
$22 million-·are not being switched 
over. 

"It looks like we bargained in good 
faith and got the ax ," said Sen. Gene 
Huff, RLondon. 

Fish said meeting minimal highway 
needs would require an additional $250 
million annually. 

"To maintain the fiscal integrity of the 
highway program, we believe the 
severance-tax must continue to pay off 
the coal-road bonds," he said.

He said the budget shuffling could 
mean essentially that a portion of the 
state motor-fuels tax would be used to 
pay off coal-road bonds. 

' 'It is an unfair burden on motorists to 
expect them to pay for roads built to 
haul coal," he said.

The University of Kentucky's Board 
of Trustees has approved a selective ad­
missions policy which will affect 
students applying for admission to the 
university in the fall of 1984. 

The policy-which was developed by 
the UK faculty and administration over 
the past two years-was approved at a 
meeting of the UK board May 3 on the 
campus of Paducah Community 
College. 

UKPresident Otis A. Singletary call­
ed the new policy "a concerted effort to 
improve the quality and diversity of 
students entering the university." 

The selective admissions policy pro­
vides for: 

(1) Automatic acceptance of some 
applicants; 

(2) A "rank-order pool" of other 
applicants; 

(3) A student-athlete category;

To be automatically admitted to the 
university, a high school student must 
have a composite ACT score and high 
school grade point average which­
using a mathematical formula­
predicts that the student will attain at 
least a 2.0 grade point standing ("C" 
average) in the first year of UK studies. 

Lexington Campus Chancellor Art 
Gallaher said the mathematical formula 
for automatic admission is based on 
historical data of student success at UK. 
"At least 80 ~rcent of the falll984 UK 
class of freshmen entering under the 
selective admissions policy will come 
from this formula," Gallaher said. 

The remaining 20 percent of the class 
will come from a "rank-order pool" 
which considers such factors as ethnic 
background, geographical distribution, 

. age, personal achievements in nine out­
of-class categories, and the predicted 
first-year grade point average. 

Applicants who do not have an ACT 
standard composite score of 11 or who 
do not have a high school grade point 
average of 2.0 (on a 4.0 scale) will not 
be rank-ordered. 

Gallaher emphasized that the 
automatic acceptance and rank-order 
pool procedures "are part of an evolu­
tionary process which will require some 
fine-tuning over the years." 

The new selective admissions policy 
provides that student-athletes will be re­
quired to meet the same academic stan­
dards as all other athletes in the nation. 
UK will follow these standards-set by 
the NCAA and the SEC-in order to re­
main athletically competitive with all

UK Register Elbert Ockerman said 
the university will begin on Oct. 1, 1983, 
notifying students who have taken their 
ACT and who qualify for automatic ad­
mission. This process will continue after 
each ACT testing date throughout the 
year, up to June 1, 1984. 

Another important date for students 
seeking admission to UK is Feb. 15, 1984, 
Ockerman said. That is the deadline for 
students who have taken the ACT-but 
who were not automatically admitted to 
UK-to apply for admission to UK and 
be placed in the rank-order pool. These 
students must have taken the ACT no 
later than the December 1983 testing 
date. 

Ockerman explained that all students 
must take the ACT and that UK will con­
tinue to use its simplified admissions 
system for students who indicate UK on 
their ACT as one of their preferred 
schools. 

The University also is developing 
brochures and other information devices 
aimed at giving high school counselors, 
students and their families additional 
pertinent information about the new UK 
a imissions policy, Ockerman said.

The controversy emerged in recent 
months when it became apparent that 
legislation passed in the 1982 General 
Assembly requiring all of the state's 
counties to establish solid-waste pro­
grams would create a fiscal hardship on 
local governments. 

When the regulations written to imple­
ment the 1982 law were turned down 
unanimously by the Administrative 
Regulation Review Subcommittee, the 
Natural Resources and Environmental 
Protection Cabinet found itself with a 
law to implement and no regulations to 
carry out the law's intent. 

"The cabinet still has a statutory 
obligation to meet," Swigart told the 
legislative panel. 

Logsdon assured legislators that coun­
ty judges are aware of the magnitude of 
the solid-waste problem. But he added 
that county officials cannot carry out the 
legislative mandate because the 
General Assembly failed to give them 
financial backing. 

He said local-government budgets are 
stretched so thin-and subject to such 
limitations as House Bill 44-as to 
almost preclude creation of new 
programs. 

The solid-waste law- which took ef­
fect last July-has no teeth, Logsdon 
added. Although the law orders counties 
to create solid-waste programs, no 
penalties are prescribed for counties not 
participating. 

As a stopgap measure to help county 
governn1ents wanting to develop a solid­
waste plan, Swigart offered her agen­
cy's technical assistance. 

She also announced that limited finan­
cial assistance would be available to 
local governments willing to come up 
with a matching or similar financial 
contribution. 

Sen. Ed. Ford, D-Cynthiana, who 
chairs the panel, applauded the 
cabinet's offer of financial assistance. 
He said the funding should enable 
enough counties to complete their solid­
waste plans that officials can see how 
much money is really involved before 
the 1984 General Assembly convenes.

Petitioners Seek 
Better Deal From 
Natural Gas Co's 

In face of the rapid escalation of gas 
rates, some eastern Kentucky con­
sumers are taking a stand. Dempsey 
Chaffins, of Garrett, is one of them. 

A board member of a recently-formed 
group called "Families Fighting Utili­
ty Raises," Chaffins said members of 
the group will accept no gas rate 
hikes-except to allow for inflation­
after Jan. 1, 1982. 

They will pay at the rate they were 
billed last year, plus nine percent an­
nually for inflation, he said. 

The group, which has been circulating 
a petition in Knott county in recent 
weeks, has begun gathering signatures 
in this county. Addressed to "natural gas 
companies doing business in eastern 
Kentucky" as well as elected officials, 
the petition calls on the companies to 
abide by their original contracts with 
landowners whose properties they are 
crossing or drilling on or else to 
negotiate new contracts. 

The petitioners object to advancing 
the companies money on the basis of 
estimated usage or budget plans, in­
sisting that they pay only for gas as it 
is actually used. They ask for bills that 
explain exactly how rates are arrived at. 

And they ask that candidates for 
public office not accept contributions 
from utility companies and divest 
themselves of any interest in such firms. 

The consumer group next meets in the 
Hindman school gym at 7 p.m. Sunday, 
May 15.

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The Law on Hiring Youths 
As the school year ends, many young 

people are looking for or beginning sum­
mer work. 

The U.S. Department of Labor says 
that while the variety of work open to 
youths is wide, federal child labor laws 
do place certain limitations on the hours 
they may work and the kinds of jobs they 
may hold. 

According to James E. Patching, 
regional administrator for employment 
standards, U.S. Department of Labor, 
Atlanta, when both federal and state 
laws apply to a situation, the more 
stringent law prevails 

Under the federal Fair Labor Stan­
dards Act CFLSA) enforced by the Labor 
Department's Wage and Hour Division, 
child labor provisions do not apply to 
anyone age 18 and over. 

At 16 and 17 years of age, youth may 
be employed, without a limit on hours 
worked, in any nonagricultural occupa­
tion other than those that have been 
declared hazardous by the secretary of 
labor. Hazardous occupations include: 

-Working with explosives and radio­
active materials; 

-Operating certain power-driven 
woodworking, metalworking, bakery 
and paper products machinery; 

-Operating various types of power­
driven saws and guillotine shears; 

-Operating most power-driven 
hoisting apparatus, such as non­
automatic freight elevators, fork lifts 
and cranes; 

-Operating certain power-driven 
meat processing machines; or most jobs 
in slaughtering and meat packing estab­
lishments; 

-Most jobs in mining, roofing, demo­
lition and excavation; 

-Operating motor vehicles or work­
ing as outside helper on motor vehicles; 

-Most jobs in logging and sawmill 
operations; and 

-Most jobs in the manufacturer of 
bricks, tiles and similar products. 

Workers 14 and 15 years of age carr be 
employed in a variety of jobs such as 
clerical and office work; various retail 
and food service jobs; and errand and 
delivery work by foot, bicycle or public 
transportation. They may also work at 
gas stations dispensing gas and oil and 
performing courtesy service. 

Fourteen and 15-year olds are exclud­
ed from working in all hazardous oc­
cupations, manufacturing and mining, 
most processing occupations, operating 
or tending most power-driven ma­
chinery, and public messenger services. 
In work connected with warehousing, 
storage, transportaton, communica­
tions, public utilities, and construction, 
they may h<;>ld office jobs. 

Human Resources Plans 
Nurse Week Observance 

May 6-13 is Kentucky Nurses Week. 
The Cabinet for Human Resources plans 
to celebrate by focusing attention on the 
state's public health nurses. 

Viola Brown, the cabinet's director of 
nursing, prefers the term, "community 
health nurse," because she thinks it bet­
ter describes the dimensions of nursing 
services. "Today's nurses in health 
departments and state facilities respond 
to actual and potential health problems 
of clients-individuals, families and 
groups in a community," said Brown, 
who is an advanced registered nurse 
practitioner. "Community health nurses 
stress the prevention of illness and in­
jury and the promotion and 
maintenance of health. The nurse 
strives to be a role model for the com­
munity by leading a healthy lifestyle."

fo'rom June 1 through Labor Day, 
when school is not normally in session, 
those age 14 or 15 may work between 7 
a.m. and 9 p.m., but not more than :i 
hours a day or more than 40 hours a 
week. 

The child labor provisions do not apply 
to children who deliver newspapers to 
consumers; perform in theatrical, mo­
tion picture or broadcast productions; 
or work for their parents, except in 
manufacturing or hazardous 
nonagricultural occupations. 

Laws pertaining to farm employment 
are somewhat different. Youth 16 or 
older have no restriction; 14- and 15-year 
olds may work outside of schvol hours 
in any farm job other than those 
declared hazardous by the secretary of 
labor; and 12- and 13-year olds may 
work nonhazardous jobs outside of 
school hours with written parental con­
sent or on a farm that also employs the 
parents. Minors under 12 may work in 
nonhazardous agricultural jobs outside 
school hours with written parental con­
sent on farms that have no employees 
who have to be paid the minimum wage. 

Certain hazardous farm work may be 
done by youth 14 and 15 years old who 
have received certificates for satisfac­
tory completion of special 4-H or voca­
tional agriculture training courses. 

The restrictions do not apply to 
children of any age working on a farm 
owned or operated by their parents. 

Most state child labor laws require 
employers to obtain employment or age 
certificates (work permits) for minor 
employees. The federal Fair Labor 
Standards Act contains no such require­
ment. However, employers who make it 
a practice to obtain permits can protect 
themselves from unintentionally 
violating the law. 

Minors covered by the Fair Labor 
Standards Act must be paid the same 
minimum wage, $3.35 per hour, as 
adults, unless the employer obtains a 
student certificate from the Wage and 
Hour Division. Student workers for 
whom such certificates have been 
secured may legally be paid 85% of the 
minimum wage.

Vietnam Vets Monument 
To Be Dedicated in N.M. 

An awe-inspiring national shrine , 
honoring the sacrifices made by 
American servicemen and women dur­
ing the Vietnam War, will be dedicated 
here on Memorial Day, May 30, as the 
DAV Vietnam Veterans Nationa l 
MemoriaL 

Thousands of Vietnam veterans, 
families of those killed in Vietnam, and 
veterans of other wars are expected to 
throng the peaceful Moreno Valley in 
northern New Mexico where the 
memorial rises dramatically from a hill­
side dotted with pinon pines and native 
grasses. 

Significantly, the dedication of the 
DA V Veterans National Memorial will 
occur a lmost 15 years to the day since 
U.S. Marine Corps Lieutenant David 
Westphall and twelve of his comrades 
were killed in an enemy ambush in Viet­
nam. David's parents, Dr. and Mrs. Vic­
tor Westphall, and his brother, Douglas, 
almost single-handedly built the ma­
jestic structure as a tribute to David and 
all who fought in Southeast Asia during 
the Vietnam War. 

Begun in 1968 and completed in 1971, 
the memorial and its vall~y setting are 
surrounded by towering peaks of the 
majestic Sangre de Cristo mountain 
range. Built originally as the Vietnam 
Veterans Peace and Brotherhood 
Chapel, this memorial has never been 
embroiled in any controversy, and the 
American flag has always flown pro­
minently at the site. 

Several years ago, the Disabled 
American Veterans began providing 
substantial financial support to help 
maintain the chapel and add limited im­
provements. However, it S<'On became 
apparent that far greater assistance was 
needed if the memorial was to be perpe­
tuated for future generations of 
Americans. In late 1982, with Dr. West­

·phall's full approval, DAV leaders 
established a separate nonprofit cor­
poration, the DAV Vietnam Veterans 
National Memorial, Inc., to assume full 
ownership and responsibility for all 
operations, expansion and fund raising 
to maintain the memorial as a major 
American landmark. Dr. Westphall will 
remain as memor!~l director. 

The two-day tribute to Vietnam vete­
rans will climax at 2 p.m., Memorial 
Day, May 30, with formal dedication of 
the DAV Vietnam Veterans National

REA Revolving Fund 
Shaky, Says Senator 

Federally-backed financing is in 
jeopardy for the rural electric and rural 
telephone systems on which hundreds of 
thousands of Kentucky families rely for 
basic services, U.S. Senator Walter 
'Dee) Huddleston says. 

Senator Walter (Dee) Huddleston has 
announced that he will introduce 
legislation in the next week to restruc· 
ture the financially shaky revolving fund 
of the Rural Electrification Administra­
tion, which has been the sole source of 
financing for rural electric cooperatives 
and rural telephone systems since 1935. 

In Kentucky alone REA has provided 
over a billion dollars for rural electric 
and telephone loans. Some 436,000 Ken· 
lucky households rely on rural electrics 
and 134,000 households in Kentucky 
receive telephone service through rural 
systems. 

REA has provided over $20 billion in 
financing in 47 states since the agency 
was established in 1935. Nationwide, 
more than 34 million people rely on elec· 
trical power and/or telephone service 
through rural utility systems financed 
by REA. 

The legislation is designed to make the 
multi-billion dollar federally sponsored 
programs self-sustaining and, Hud­
dleston said, "to avert pressure for a 
massive federal bailout four or five 
years down the road .to keep the sole 
source of financing for these systems 
operating." 

Rural electric and telephone systems 
currently can obtain federally-assisted 
financing- low-interest loans- through 
a revolving fund administered by the 
Rural Electrification Administration 
(REAl, an agency of the Department of 
Agriculture. 

"The solvency of the revolving fund is 
in jeopardy because of the high interest 
rates a nd inflation over the past 
decade," Huddleston said. 

"Without legislation to restructure the 
programs, there will be only two 
options- bail out the fund with tax 
dollars or eliminate the only available 
source of financing for many rural elec­
tric and telephone systems ."

Per il, Health Official Warns

Prom Night 

Each year, as high school prom time 
approaches, my thoughts tw·n to the car­
nage that occurs on our highw'dys when 
young people drink and drive. How 
many youngsters, I wonder, kids who 
even now are preparing eagerly for the 
festivities of the graduation season, will 
be cut down in smoking tangles of steel 
and shattered glass in the days and 
weeks ahead'~ 

The imagery isn't pretty. but it's real. 
And no one can say, "It won't happen to 
my child." In fact, it does happen, with 
depressing regularity. It happens to 
some 10,000 young people between the 
ages of 15 and 24 each year. Alcohol­
related traffic fatalities are, far a nd 
away. the leading cause of death for this, 
otherwise, extraordinary healthy age 
group. 

As I noted in this column a few months 
ago, preventing teenage alcohol abuse 
is a cha llenge that faces our entire Na­
tion. I applaud state and local govern­
ments across the country for the actions 
that they are taking to deal with the 
drinking-and-driving problem. States 
and communities are enforcing their 
drunk driving laws more strictly; many 
state legislatures have raised the legal 
drinking age to 21. 

I also applaud the many student and 
parent groups who, today, are giving 
meaningful expression to their concern 
about drinking and driving. In Wayland, 
Massachusetts, for example, a group 
called Students Against Drunk Driving 
<SADD) started a program to prevent 
that kind of destructive behavior by 
their peers. This program model now 
has spread across Massachusetts, and 
into many other areas of the country. 
Parent groups, such as Mothers Against 
Drunk Driving CVIADD) and Remove 
Intoxicated Drivers <RIDl, also are 
spreading. 

Still, a recent survey of high school 
seniors found that they do a good deal 
of their drinking in cars. Fifty percent 
said they drink in cars at least some of 
the time, and 24 percent indicated that 
most of their drinking is done in cars. 
The opportunities for tragedy in this 
combination of alcohol and automobiles 
are great. The risks multiply on special 
occasions, such as prom night. Meant to 
be the happiest of evenings, prom nights 
too often turn into nightmares, for 
youngsters, their parents and the 
community. 

Last month, at the national Con­
ference for Youth on Drinking and Driv­
ing, sponsored by the Secretary of 
Health and Human Services, we learn­
ed about "Project Graduation," a most 
impressive effort by people in the state 
of Maine to keep graduation week 
fatality-free. For years, Maine's school 
and Jaw-enforcement officials had ap­
proached prom time with foreboding. 
Then, in 1979, just two weeks before 
graduation, seven alcohol-related 
fatalities occurred in just one area of the 
state. Saddened and outraged, state and 
local leaders decided to put an end to 
this needless carnage. 

The Drug and Alcohol Team of Oxford 
Hill, Maine, got things started by con­
ducting a number of community 
awareness activities , culminating in a 
popular alcohol-and drug-free party for 
the seniors in 1980. Commenting on the 
success of that first party, one law­
enforcement official observed that 
"graduation night was quieter than an 
ordinary night on patrol in the 
community." 

By 1982, the entire state of Maine was 
involved. School districts across Maine 
reported successful "chemical-free" 
graduation parties, some held on cruise 
boats, some in dance halls with live 
bands, some at state parks and camp 
grounds. "Project Graduation" receiv­
ed crucial media support from Maine's 
four television and 30 radio stations, too, 
beginning in April and running until 
after commencement. 

The philosophy behind "Project 
Graduation" is tha t students can enjoy 
graduation without alcohol or drugs if

they have alternative activities that are 
stimulating and measurable. More than 
just a good party, however. this unique 
success story also required strong 
citizen motivation, public awareness 
and firm community supervision. 

There may still be time for your com­
munity to organize a "Project Gradua­
tion" for this spring. I hope there is, if 
you don't have one already. And while 
you're at it, look ahead and begin to plan 
an even better alcohol-and drug-free 
event for the 1984 graduating class. The 
grim statistics of alcohol-related traffic 
fatalities leave no room for complacen­
cy. Let's, each of us , take a personal in­
terest in the well-being of our youngsters 
at prom and graduation tirpe. Let's 
make every graduation season, from 
prom night through graduation, a period 
of joy and celebration, not mourning and 
regret.

This break-up is 
the result of an agreement between 
AT&T aPd the federal government that 
ended an eight-year old antitrust lawsuit 
against AT&T. The break-up just about 
creates a brand new telephone industry. 
Here are some of its effects. 

Telephone E!quipment: On January 1, 
1984, AT&T will take over ownership of 
all telephones now leased from South 
Central Bell. But by then, you may not 
be leasing your Bell phone-you may 
own it. Here's how: 

South Central Bell has asked the Ken· 
tucky Public Service Commissior. for 
permission to sell you your leased 
phone. If the PSC okays the plan, we'll 
begin offering phones at discounted 
prices.

South Central Bell may get back in the 
phone equipment business after the 
break-up.

Long Distance calling : South Central 
Bell will handle some long-distance calls 
within Kentucky. But calls to other 
states, and longer calls within Kentucky, 
will be handled by your choice of long­
distance companies, such as AT&T, 
MCI, Sprint, and others. They will be 
competing for your long distance 
business. It's likely this competition will 
cause long-distance rates to drop. 

Speaking of rates, will the break-up af­
fect the cost of local service? 

Rates: It's true that basic telephone 
rates are rising, and will continue to 
rise. We've been predicting this for some 
time-way before the break-up was ever 
considered. 

Inflation and competition have been 
pushing rates up for many years ~~w: 
inflation increases the cost of prov1dmg 
service; competition eats away the "ex­
tra" dollars from long-distance and 
phonesales that we use to keep local 
rates down. The split of the Bell System 
speeds up the loss of this subsidy by 
abruptly removing it. Without the large 
subsidies from equipment and long­
distance, local service must pay its own

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Scientists Meet To View 
Total Eclipse of Sun

For a few minutes on Saturday, June 

11, day will turn to night along a narrow 
path stretching nearly 6,000 miles from 
the southwestern Indian Ocean to the 
New Hebrides Islands in the Coral Sea 
when one of nature's most spectacular 
and elusive phenomena occurs: a total 
eclipse of the sun. 

Most of this path will be over open 
water, but as it sweeps across Indonesia, 
the shadow will fall on several large 
cities on the islands of Java and Celebes 
(Sulawesie), where hundreds of profes­
sional and amateur scientists gathered 
from all over the world are expected to 
witness the event. Because the eclipse 
will have a duration of little more than 
five minutes, professional scientific 
teams- including eight of them from the 
United States- must work feverishly to 
gather information almost impossible to 
obtam at any other time. 

Total solar eclipses, which occur when 
the moon and sun are briefly and 
perfectly aligned so that the moon's 
shadow is cast on the Earth, have 
always held a special fascination for 
humankind. In ancient times, the sudden 
and inexplicable disappearance of the 
sun was seen as a portent of doom, pro­
ducing fear and panic in observers. 

While the intricate celestial ballet that 
produces eclipses is well understood to­
day, the fascination remains. Indeed, 
hordes of science buffs , many paying as 
much as $5,000 apiece for the privilege, 
will travel halfway around the world 
simply to stand in the moon's shadow 
and share the wonder of the eclipse with 
solar scientists. 

"Without doubt, total solar eclipses 
are among the most beautiful sights in 
astronomy," notes Dr. Andrea Dupree, 
associate director for solar and stellar 
physics at the Harvard-Smithsonian 
Center for Astrophysics in Cambridge, 
Mass. "But they also afford scientists 
one of the few opportunities to observe 
from the ground important physical pro­
cesses occurring in the sun's outer at­
mosphere, for the surrounding halo of 
hot gas is normally obscured by the 
brilliant glow of the sun's visible disk." 

A solar eclipse occurs when the moon 
passes directly between the Earth and 
the sun. As seen from the Earth, the 
disks of sun and moon have the same ap­
parent size. Thus, when precisely align­
ed, the moon completely blocks the sun 
and its shadow is cast onto the Earth 
below. This shadow is about 100 miles 
wide and speeds across the globe, 
heading east, at hundreds of miles per 
hour. 

For nearly a thousand miles on either 
side of the path of the moon's shadow, 
a partial eclipse will be visible. 
However, the full effects of the eclipse 
can be seen only within the shadow 
itself. In contrast, a total eclipse of the 
moon- produced when the Earth passes 
between moon and sun- can be seen 
over almost an entire continent. 

As the sky darkens and the air cools, 
animals will grow quiet as if night ap­
proaches, birds will return to their nests 
and some day-blooming plants will even 
close up their petals. 

Moments before totality, the moon is 
surrounded by "Baily 's Beads," a ring 
of brilliant points of light created by rays 
of sunlight shining through valleys on 
the edge of the moon. This phenomenon 
was first described in 1836 by Francis 
Baily, a prosperous English stockbroker 
and one of the founders of the Royal 
Astronomical Society who devoted his 
retirement years to the study of astro­
nomy. 

A final, dazzling, "diamond-ring ef­
fect" occurs as a last beam of sunlight 
shines through the deepest lunar valley, 
and, then, as the moon completely 
covers the sun, day suddenly turns to 
night. 

Consumer Alert 
"If you are one of the many K~n­

tuckians counting calories, you may be 
interested in this Food and Drug Ad­
ministration regulation. Products claim­
ing to be low cal or reduced in calories 
must meet specific limits on calorie con­
tent," advises the Attorney General's 
office. 

A food can be labeled "low calorie" 
only if a serving supplies no more than 
40 calories and contains no more than 
four-tenths of a calories per gram. A 
food labeled "reduced calorie" must be 
at least one-third lower in calories than 
a similar food in which the calories are 
not reduced. Neither low calorie nor 
reduced calorie foods can be nutritional­
ly inferior to the higher calorie version. 

Labels must include the number of 
calories per serving and define the ser­
ving size in a commonly used unit, such 
as a cup or slice. Labels are also re­
quired to list vitamin and mineral 
content. 

If the label says that calories have 
been cut, it must back that claim up with 
the numbers. The label must compare 
the lower calorie food with a standard 
version of the product. 

Foods that are already naturally low 
in calories must use the term "low 
calorie" immediately before the name 
of the product. The statement "a low 
carlorie food" could, however, follow the 
name. 

"The next time you are in a grocery 
store, stop and read the product labels 
before putting the item in the cart. In­
formation included on the label may 
help to make you a wiser consumer," 
added Beshear

Q. As a woman, I'm interested in the 
treatment for breast cancer. What is the 
lat!lst information available? 

At Last fall the International Cancer 
Conference met in Seattle. In summing 
up current trends in breast cancer treat­
ment, Dr. Bernard Fisher, who heads 
the National Cancer Institute's long­
term international breast cancer 
studies, said that a woman with a breast 
lump today " is no longer treated as an 
emergency. She is apt to have an outpa­
tient biopsy (removal of the lump to 
determine if it is cancerous ), will have 
a thorough evaluation for metastasis 
(spread ), will engage in lengthy 
dialogue with her surgeon, may have a 
second opinion, will not have a radical 
mastectomy, will... evaluate the worth of 
a breast-conserving operation, will 
receive postoperative chemotherapy ... if 
she had positive nodes, will be part cf a 
meticulous follow-up program, .. . and 
hopefully will experience a greater pro­
bability of improved survival. " 

While mastectomy is the current 
treatment standard adopted by a Na­
tional Institute of Health panel of ex­
perts in 1979, many women are can­
didates for lesser surgery, Fisher and 
some of his colleagues argue. 

He continued, " As we get more facili­
ty with lumpectomy (removal only of 
the tumor and a small amount of sur­
rounding tissue) and radiation, even­
tually almost all breast cancer patients 
will be treated with less than removal 
of the breast. " 

But other well-known doctors 
disagree. Dr. David W. Kinne, chief of 
breast service at Memorial-Sloan Ket­
tering Cancer Center in New York, said, 
"Lumpectomy has not been proven to be 
equal to mastectomy." It will probably 
be several years before enough data are 
in to satisfy most physicians and 
surgeons, and that conservative attitude 
is for the breast cancer patient's protec­
tion. Whatever results ultimately show, 
probably not every breast cancer pa­
tient will be a candidate for this pro­
cedure for it is believed that only very 
small localized tumors can be treated 
this way. 

So what should a woman do if she finds 
a breast lump that requires a biopsy? 
The consensus of the experts at the Seat­
tle conference was that : 

-Diagnostic biopsy should be 
separated from mastectomy surgery so 
that a woman doesn't wake up from a 
biopsy and find that a mastectomy has 
been performed. This two-step pro­
cedure also allows alternative 
treatments to be discussed with the pa­
tient. In addition, women are urged to 
remind their surgeons to perform an 
estrogen receptor assay at the time of 
biopsy to help determine whether hor­
monal treatment would be helpful if 
cancer is found. 

-Treatment must be individualized 
for every woman, taking into account 
her particular medical, physical , and 
psychological needs. She should not be 
afraid to question her doctors.

The board will 
then vote again on whether to retain the 
superintendent or terminate his con­
tract, which does not expire until June 
1984. 

More than 100 people-and as many as 
250-have attended Martin county 
sci-tool board meetings in· the local high 
scHool gymnasium since February when 
pl~ns to remove Branham were 
revealed. 

Two of the four board members who 
want Branham ousted were elected last 
November, defeating incumbents who 
supported Branham. 

Board chairman Ilene Smith had vow­
ed to fire Branham if he did not resign 
by March 31. 

Board member Dewey Ward read the 
charges against Branham on Wednes­
day night. Ward said Branham had, 
among other things, failed to collect a 
utili ty tax from coal companies and had 
allowed non-employees to purchase tires 
at discount rates through the school 
board.

Barnett Accused 
As Mail Bomber 

<From the Lexington Herald) 
A Salyersville coal operator has been 

indicted m the mailing of a pipe bomb 
that nearly killed Jack Daniel, a Lex­
ington coal broker, last September. 

Robert Herald Barnett, an inventor, 
coal operator and investor, was indicted 
by a federal grand jury May 4 on two 
charges, possession of the bomb and the 
act of mailing it. 

If convicted, he could be sentenced to 
20 years in jail for mailing the device. 
The maximum punishment for posses­
sion of the bomb is 10 years in jail. Con­
viction on either charge could result in 
a maximum fine of $10,000. 

When asked about the indictment 
Barnett said, "That's news to me. I don't 
know what they're doing. I don't want 
to get involved ... discussing it." 

The indictment ended an eight-month 
investigation by 26 postal investigators 
from several surrounding states. Den­
nis Peil, U.S. Postal Inspection Service 
agent in charge of the investigation, said 
agents will obtain a warrant for 
Barnett's arresf in U.S. District Court in 
London. The agents were expected to ar­
rest him Thursday, Peil said. 

Daniel found a 30-inch cardboard tube 
in his mail when he returned to his 
southwest Lexington home Sept. 5. As he 
walked into his house at 1129 Claridge 
Drive, he told a friend that the package 
looked suspicious and "could be a 
bomb." 

Daniel was holding the package be­
tween his legs in an effort to pry the end 
off the tube when the dynamite-filled 
cylinder explodl:'d. 

Daniels was taken to the University of 
Kentucky Albert B. Chandler Medical 
Center where his legs were amputated. 
Daniel, now confined to a wheelchairm, 
also lost three fingers on his right hand. 

Barnett, who comes from a prominent 
Salyersville family, drew some notice 
two years ago for inventing a new type 
of coal drill. He operates Tony's 
Machine Shop, which specializes in the 
repair and maintenance of heavy equip­
ment used in coal mining. He has also 
worked as a coal miner. 

"Because of his background in coal 
mining he would know how to use ex­
plosives," one federal source said. 

The postal service offered a $10,000 
reward for information on the bombing. 
But Peil said the service dtd not award 
the money to any informant. 

Peil would not comment on Barnett's 
possible motive for mailing a bomb to 
Daniel. But Barnett had at least one 
reason for disliking the Lexington coal 
broker. 

In 1974, Barnett was among a group 
of men who loaned $250,000 to Western 
Pacific, a company formed by Daniel, 
former University of Kentucky basket­
ball player Terry Mobley and Danny 
Featherston. Daniel planned to build a 
coal barge facility on the Ohio River. 
Western Pacific put up coal leases as 
collateral for the money. 

However, the project never came off. 
''They let the leases expire,'' Barnett 

said in an interview ~ith The Lexinton 
Leader last October. "And when the bot­
tom fell out of the coal industry a little 
later, we were left holding the bag." 

Barnett filed a lawsuit against Daniel, 
Mobley, Featherston and Western 
Pacific. He claimed that the company 
"diverted the money to other of their 
projects and to their own private 
causes." 

"They bought two Cadillacs and a Lin­
coln with our money," Barnett said in 
the interview. 

Barnett will be tried in U.S. District 
Court in London. No date for arraign­
ment has been set. 

Peil said that the September bombing 
was the n!'lly mail bombing incident in 
Lexington, according to his office's 
record. 

No others will be indicted or arrested 
in connection with the case, he said.

Trail met in competitive bassin' on Bar­
ren River Lake May 1. 

Fishing one day when the clearish 
waters of Barren were whipped by 
blustery winds, Devere, a 28-year-old 
Berea contractor, caught just one 
bass- a good one. Devere chunked a 
black jig and Uncle Josh Craw Frog 
combination into approximately 12 feet 
of water in Peters Creek and reeled in 
a six-pound, two-ounce bass. With bonus 
ounces for keeping the fish alive, Devere 
totalled 6-4- enough to win first place 
and the $1,450 prize that went with it . 

Fishing was tough for the 116-man 
field, but Mark Shearer, Albany, Ky., 
and Kyle Pankey, Lancaster, Ky., who 
were boat partners for the day, manag­
ed to land a half-dozen bass between 
them. Shearer boated three keeper 
weighing 4-6 and won $864 for second 
place. Partner Pankey slipped right in 
behind him with a trio of his own 
weighing 4-2, good for third place and 
$574. Both caught their fish on char­
treuse, willowleaf-bladed spinnerbaits 
fished in three feet of water at Brown's 
Ford . 

Alex Thompson, of Lexington, also 
had three fish . His bass, weighing 4-1, 
took fourth place money of $388. Bill 
Parsons, of Columbia, Ky., was fifth 
with a pair of keepers weighing 3-15. He 
earned $232. 

Devere's solo fish was clearly the 
largest of the day. But he missed out on 
extra cash by not having entered the big 
bass pot. That payoff went to Jim Nee­
ly who earned $352 with a bass weighing 
3-3. 

The Barren event, which offered a 
purse of $4,350, was the third of six on 
the Mountain Division's six-tournament 
slate for 1983.
