Resignation 
Of Sturgill 
Announced 
Brown To Appoint 
Judge-Executive 
For Second Time 

For the second time in 10 days Gov. 
John Y. Brown, Jr. has the task of nam­
ing a Judge-Executive for Floyd county. 

His original appointee, Barkley J. 
Sturgill, Prestonsburg attorney, was 
named on May 13 to fill the vacancy 
created by the death of County Judge­
Executive Jerry Lafferty, Jr. until the 
November election. 

Sturgill has resigned the office, effec­
tive today (Wednesday). 

Governor Brown is expected to name 
John M. Stumbo, who currently is chair­
man of the Floyd County Board of 
Education, to fill the vacancy, since 
Stumbo has been nominated by the 
Democratic Executive Committee to 
run for election next November for the 
remaining two years of the term. 

On a statement published elsewhere 
in this edition Judge Sturgill announces 
his resignation and discusses the cir­
cumstances that led to his decision.) 

"I don't think I should spend the next 
five months sweeping up the mess and 
have no time left after that to do the 
things I wanted to do for the county," 
Sturgill told The Times. 

He spoke of th<l stresses the office will 
entail without opportunity to carry out 
constructive policies. "It wouldn't be 
fair to my family," he added.

If it is to have any hope of ending the 
fiscal year in the black, the county will 
have to be virtually shut down, AI 
Howell, field representative for the state 
Local Finance Office, informed mem­
bers of the fiscal court this week. 

Road work should cease immediate­
ly; the dozen road workers remaining 
since the last retrenchment will need to 
be laid off, and all other unnecessary 
workers will have to go, too, he said. 

some $1800 set aside for county officials' 
expenses is not likely to be used this late 
in the fiscal year, she said.

Howell warns is only one-tenth of that 
predicted by Judge Sturgill as recently 
as last Friday, when he warned of a 
$600,000 shortfall.

Collins Leading for Governor; 
Boyd Leads in Clerk's Race 
George Victim 
Of Auto Crash 

Charles George, 28, of George's 
Branch, East Point, was instantly kill­
ed, Friday morning, when his car 
plunged over the hillside from the Ab­
bott Mountain approach to the Cliff 
Bridge near here and crashed in the 
bottom below. 

Apparently traveling at a high rate 
of speed, George's cal' shot off the left 
edge of 1428 at the bridge approach and 
fell about 40 feet before landing on its 
top. The crash occurred at about 11 
am. 

Although it was determined that the 
vehicle's brakes were functional, no 
skid marks were visible, on the road 
surface, it was reported. George, who 
was pronounced dead at the scene by 
Floyd Coroner Roger Nelson, reported­
ly suffered a broken back and neck and 
multiple internal injuries. 

The tragedy was marked by a 
somewhat bizarre twist since it was an 
almost exact reenactment of an acci­

Carla Robinson Boyd appeared to be 
the Democratic nominee for county 
court clerk. Benny Ray Bailey held a 
lead, in this county, in the 29th senatorial 
district race. And, in the governor's con­
test, Floyd voters opted for Dr. Grady 
Stumbo by a wide margin. 

That was how it looked when voting 
machine tallies from the county's 44 pre­
cincts were announced late last (Tues­
day) night. The totals are unofficial and 
do not include absentee ballots. 

In the ballot to fill the unexpired term 
of the late C. Ollie Robinson as county 
court clerk, Boyd, who is Robinson's 
niece, garnered 3604 votes to hold a slim 
lead over Thomas D. Lafferty, Jr., with 
3305 votes. David Hereford polled 3013. 

Other Democratic candidates for 
clerk and their unofficial tallies: Dickie 
Hall1333; Sandy Boyd 868; Columbus 
"Bud" Slone 800; Tom Rose 731; Gary 
Martin 176; Jimmy R. Marcum 155; and 
Bun Montgomery 85. 

Among Republican candidates for the 
office, Elmer Ferguson polled 120, 
Crystal Spurlock 102, and Sharon Wat­
son Bingham 86.

IT RAINED AGAIN over the weekend, hard, and swollen streams proved a nuisance to 
residents who must regularly cross low-water bridges.

Howell left it to the fiscal court to 
decide who is "unnecessary"-Judge­
Executive Barkley J. Sturgill voluntari­
ly took himself off the county payroll 
yesterday (Tuesday)-but the pruning 
he recommended is clearly not a task for 
a delicate hand. 

That estimate, contained in a state­
ment read by Sturgill to the fiscal 
court, drew angry disclaimers from 
Mrs. Dingus and from Magistrate 
Lowell Samons, both of whom denied the 
county was facing a deficit. In par­
ticular, they took exception to Sturgill's 
claim that $161,586 is overdue on bond 
payments for the county's solid waste

Between now and the end of June, the 
county can expect to receive bills 
amounting to $269,821. Funds available 
for the same period are expected to total 
$210,665- which would leave an end-of­
year deficit of $59,156, Howell said. 

Shutting down the road operation 
could save some $22,510, leaving $36,646 
to be trimmed from others parts of the 
budget, according to Howell's 
reckoning. 

Delores Dingus, county finance of­
ficer, thinks that reckoning is too 
pessimistic. A $49,000 bill for the Auxier 
park, which Howell lists among outstan­
ding claims, will be paid out of a state 
grant; the county is unlikely to spend the 
$22,905 on utilities and phone bills that 
the state official has allowed for; and 

Robert McAninch, chairman of· the 
solid waste agency, also denied that any 
bond payment was overdue, although he 
acknowledged that a· reserve fund, from 
which the last two bond payments have 
been drawn, needs to be replenished. 

No one took exception to Sturgill's 
claim at Friday's fiscal court meeting 
that "the financial condition of Floyd 
county is indeed in bad shape," and the 
court readily authorized an "indepen­
dent, in-depth' ' audit of the countis 
financial affairs. 

Citing uncertainty about the county's 
financial state, Sturgill adjourned the 
meeting before bills totalling $119,825 
could be approved for payment. They in­
cluded long-standing bills from Action

Health Care Plan Draws 
Mixed Hearing Response 

Nobody came out in favor of smoking 
or obesity. No one went on record as op­
posed to seat belts. In fact, the govern­
ment's plan to persuade Kentuckians to 
take better care of themselves found 
some strong supporters here. 

These were those of whom Dr. Ken­
neth Cooper spoke, in the quote used to 
introduce the plan. "It's been said that 
when a person dies, he dies not so much 
of a particular disease as of his entire 
life . People are starting to understand 
that. And they realize they can't afford 
health care- it's cheaper to stay well." 

But the proposal drew its critics, 
too- people who feared a planners ' 
assault on the small community hos­
pital; doctors who spoke ominously of a 
lowering of standards, and those who 
saw in the 75-page document a blueprint 
for more government meddling in 
private enterprise. 

About 15 speakers expressed their 
views Thursday at a public hearing in 
the Prestonsburg Community College 

auditorium. Before them was the draft 
of a bold strategy designed by the John 
Y. Brown administration to put the 
brakes on the state's rapidly escalating 
health care costs. 

The plan, which is required by federal 
law, would for the next three years guide 
the state's Certificate of Need and Licen­
sure Board in deciding which health pm­
jects to approve. 

In the face of spiraling costs- an 
estimated $3.9 billion will be spent on 
health care in Kentucky this year- the 
plan represents a radical shift in em­
phasis from curing people when they're 
sick to helping them remain well . 

In line with the new focus on preven­
tive medicine, the plan calls for stepped­
up education about good eating habits, 
the perils of tobacco, alcohol and drug 
use, the need for regular exercise, and 
the importance of using seat belts when 
driving. 

"No single measure would improve 
the health of Americans more than 

eliminating cigarette smoking," the 
authors note. 

Under the proposal, the state would be 
cautious about educating more doctors 
- already there are more physicians set­
ting up practice in this state than ever 
before- unless they were prepared to go 
where they are most needed. And 
primary care and outpatient services 
would be encouraged rather than more 
sophisticated, in~hospital treatments . 

The plan would, for the first time, put 
a limit on how much hospitals could 
spend on capital construction and equip­
ment. Unused hospital beds could be 
"delicensed." And the state could 
designate which hospitals were to be 
regional centers providing advanced 
care. 

Certain kinds of facilities- like am­
bulatory care centers, home health pro­
grams, and birthing centers- would not 
need to be approved by the licensure 
boar1 though they would still need the

Suit Challenges Candidates 
If Dave Stephens proves his point, he 

and Eunice Shepherd will be the only 
candidates for Prestonsburg city coun­
cil in November. 

According to a suit filed on his behalf 
last Friday by Paintsville attorney 
Charles K. Belhasen, Stephens claims 
that 12 others who have filed as can­
didates in the election are ineligible. 

Stephens alleges that petitions filed by 
the 12 do not bear signatures of 20 
qualified voters as required by law; the 
authenticity of the names and addresses 
has not been verified by affidavit; many 

of the petitions bear signatures of peo­
ple who are not registered to vote and 
some of the signatures are forgeries. 

The defendants should be removed as 
candidates from the November 8 ballot 
or, failing that, the board of election 
commissioners should be enjoined from 
certifying the election, plaintiff argues. 

Candidates cited in the suit are Paul 
Hunt Thoml!l5on, Maxine S. Bierman, 
Frank A. Adams, Donald Whitaker, 
Bobby Watson, Jeffery A. Horn, Gladys 
Maud Franko, William 0. ·Goebel III, 
Bobby Ranier, Donald (Dootney) Horn, 

George C. Brown and Bill Ray Collins. 
County Clerk Thomas Lafferty, Jr., 

Sheriff Henry Hale, Charles J . McNal­
ly, Ernest Graham Burchett, and Bill 
Jack Darby are also named as defen­
dants, as members of the Floyd Board 
of Election Commissioners. 

Mrs. Shepherd is said to have had the 
signatures on her petition verified by a 
notary public. 

All eight council positions are to be fill­
ed this year, council members serving 
two-year terms. The office of mayor,

'Biggest' Flea Market PJanned 
Construction ts already under way on 

a giant flea market and associated 
operations. on the Floyd-Johnson coun­
ty line, which may make of the 
development the largest of its type in 
the country 

Located on a '35-acre tract about 11h 
mile~ from the mouth of Johns Creek 
o1f of U.S. 23 North, the $1 million 
undertaking is the first major con­
stnJction project in the country geared 
specifically toward flea market 
development, according to Donald 
"Dootney" Horn, of Prestonsburg. 
Hom, a local developer, who is involv­
ed in the project as an associate of Clif­
ton & McDonald Company, area coal 
and property investors, also said the 
flea market may be the largest in the 
United States. An admitted flea 
market fan, Horn pointed to the widely­
known Washington Courthouse, 0. flea­
market/antique mall and another 
similar market in Fort Lauderdale, 
Fla. as being recognized as among the 
largest in the eastern U.S.-"and ours 
is going to be a lot bigger," he said. 

Whether the largest or not, the 
development on John's Creek is cer­
tainly impressive in size and design. 
With six acres of level, blacktopped 
parking area, the project, when com­
pleted, will feature a complex of 15-18 
structures which will provide six acres 
of space under roof for shoppers, swap­
pers and traders. Three hundred stalls 
for display of merchandise will be in-

eluded in this space and 50 additional, 
separate, roofed stalls will be built for 
individuals or families with yard sale 
items. In addition, large areas will be 
allotted for sales of such specialized 
merchandise as cars or other vehicles, 
guns, knives and the like, Horn said. A 
covered "mini-mall" will provide 
weather-proof space for sale of new 
mechandise. 

"We're trying to lay this project out 
with the convenience of shoppers and 
merchandisers in mind," Horn com­
mented, but he stressed that at this 
stage of development, suggestions and 
ideas from flea market veterans are 
welcome. 

Associated with the flea market 
operation will be a restaurant, rustic in 
style, according to Hom, which will 
serve "homecooking-type food," as 
well as several hot dog-hamburger 
stands. An amusement park, complete 
with carnival rides, will provide 
another attraction at the flea market 
and should offer a means of keeping 
bored children occupied, Horn said. 

The market site was purchased from 
Rebel Coal Company and a large 
quonset-type structure will be used as 
an outlet for discount canned goods, ac­
cording to Horn. "Each week we'll buy 
a whole trailer load of a certain item 
and offer it at a tremendous discount," 
he explained. 

Horn, who said the flea market 
would be in operation by the July 4 holi­
day, estimated that more than 300 jobs 
would be created by the market com­
plex when completed. "It's hard to 
believe the number of people 
something like this can attract to an 
area," he commented.

Transportation Toll 
Lowest in 20 Years 

Led by a dramtic drop in highway 
fatalities, the death toll in all types of 
transportation fell to the lowest level in 
two decades last year with 48,040 people 
killed, federal officials said recently. 

The National Transportation Safety 
Board said the number of highway traf­
fic deaths fell by 11 percent to 43,900 dur­
ing the year. It was the lowest level since 
1963 when 41,723 people were killed on 
the nation's highways. 

But NTSB chairman Jim Butnett and 
other highway safety experts said the 
reduced number of fatalities may be 
more a result of reduced driving during 
the economic recession than safer driv­
ing or the design of cars. 

Well-publicized campaigns against 
drunken driving and attempts by the 
federal government to get more people 
to wear seat belts were not thought to be 
major factors in 1982, a number of safe­
ty experts have said. 

"With (economic) recovery under 
way, continuing this two-year downward 
trend will be possible only with signifi­
cant progress in all of our highway safe­
ty efforts," Burnett said. 

Historically, about 90 percent of the 
transportation-related fa tali ties involve 
highway traffic accidents. The depart­
ment cited no figure for total transpor­
tation deaths in 1963. 

While highway, rail and marine ac­
cidents fell, the number of aviation 
fatalities jumped in 1982. 

The airline toll soared from four 
deaths in 1981 to 235last year. The two 
major accidents were the crash of an Air 
Florida jetliner in Washington that kill­
ed 78 and a Pan American World Air­
ways jet in New Orleans that killed 153. 

But the safety board said aviation­
related fatalities involving aircraft other 
than major airlines dropped sharply last 
year. Deaths from general aviation ac­
cidents fell from 1,288 to 1,164 and those 
from commuter or air taxi services 
dropped from 128 to 88 . 

Rail accident deaths fell from 663 in 
1981 to 596last year, while accidents in­
volving rail-highway crossings dropped 
for the fourth straight year from 728 in 
1981 to 607. 

Marine accident deaths fell from 1,372 
in 1981 to 1,329 last year with most of 
those involving recreational boating. 

The other 31 deaths involved pipeline 
accidents, which the board also in­
vestigates. They had accounted for 18 
deaths in 1981.

The Brown Experiment 
John Y. Brown, Jr. is perhaps the latest Kentucky gover­

nor to learn that onetime Gov. Edwin P. Morrow was right 
when he said that "all the governor's office is, is a whipping 
post," or words, some say, that were more colorful than that. 

Governor Brown is more than an industrial entrepreneur. 
He has experimented in government, and perhaps his noblest 
experiment of them all was his bold discard of ~he patronage 
system. 

That attempt, success or failure, has cost him the support 
of the Establishment. There are those who contend that it's 
pure "political idealism" and unworkable. Even the arch­
conservative James Kilpatrick has given his blessing to the 
patronage system with its Jacksonian doctrine of "to the vic­
tor belongs the spoils." 

We are not satisfied with everything Governor Brown has 
done, or hasn't done, but we like him for this try at ridding 
Kentucky of the patronage system. 

We agree, a man who has supported the party in power, or 
the governor in office, may do the job as well as the one who 
didn't. But we cannot believe that the work of government 
must depend solely upon the man who can get the blessing of 
the county boss, or the city ward-heeler, or upon how many 
votes he can muster at the next election, or how many he got 
to the polls at the last. 

Political peonage 1s not the solution to the problem of mak­
ing government work. It could be why it doesn't. work as well 
as it should.

approval of the General Assembly. 
More money would be made available 

for training nurse-practitioners, nurse­
midwives and physician assistants-the 
so-called mid-level practitioners- who 
are trained in diagnosis and patient 
education. 

The plan calls for legislation that 
would permit mid-level health workers 
to prescribe and dispense some drugs 
and to bill for their services directly 
rather than indirectly through a physi­
cian. 

At a time when most middle-age and 
older adults die of illnesses they might 
have avoided-heart disease, cancer 

· and stroke-the state plan is designed to 
encourage people to develop healthy 
habits. 

Two area surgeons-Dr. William E. 
Cook, chief of staff at Highlands 
Regional Medical Center, and Dr. Mary 
Wyss, representing the Pike County 
Medical Society-thought the plan was 
off-target. Seventy-five percent of the in­
crease in health costs is due to inflation, 
the causes of which are beyond the 
plan's scope, argued Dr. Cook. 

Dr. Wyss predicted the plan would ac­
tually accelerate rather than slow down 
the health cost spiral. 

For Vicky Vincent, representing the 
Lawrence County Medical Society, the 
proposal was an exercise in "un­
precedented governmental dominance' ' 
that would "stifle individual initiative." 

Others from Lawrence county-an 
assistant schools superintendent, a 
banker, a realtor, and a women's club 
representative also spoke-assailed the 
proposal for delicensing under-used 
hospital beds, fearing for the future of 
the Louisa hospital. 

"We are proud of our local hospital," 
said Denise York, of the Louisa Junior 
Woman's Club. Louisa Community Hos­
pital was recently purchased by the 
Humana, Inc. hospital chain, officials of 
which have been critical of the plan's 
proposed regulation of hospital growth. 

Several speakers opposed the pro­
posal to give nurse-practitioners and 
physican assistants more independence. 
The Lawrence County Medical Society 
"objects to anyone with a little extra 
education being licensed to write pre­
scriptions or separately bill the govern­
ment," said the society's representative. 

Dr. Cook predicted the emancipation 
of mid-level practitioners would lead to 
poorer health care. Dr. Wyss said she 
was not opposed to the idea but warned 
mid-level practitioners they would need 
to increase their malpractice insurance. 
" If they ask for the privileges of physi­
cians they are going to have to accept 
the debit side of the' ledger," she said. 

Pharmacists Eric Herrin, of Prestons­
burg, and W. Vance Smith, of Paints­
ville, wanted to know why, since the 
practitioners would have this privilege, 
pharmacists would still be unable to 
write prescriptions under the plan. 

If funds were to be diverted to train 
more nurse practitioners, they should 
also be available for physical therapy 
trainees, argued Deborah Puckett, of 
the American Physical Therapy Asso­
ciation, and Diane Wilson, of the Ken­
tucky Home Health Association. 

Roger Recktenwald, a water-system 
specialist with the Big Sandy Area 
Development District, faulted the plan 
for paying little more than lip-service to 
the environmental causes of diseases. 

Fewer than half the residents in this 
district are served by public water 
systems, they receive no help in testing 
the quality of their water, and even those 
on public systems can't be sure the 
water is safe to drink\ he said. 

Dr. Wyss agreed, lamenting the 
transfer of responsibility for water 
quality from local boards of health to the 
Department for Natural Resources, 
which she described as understaffed and 
corrupt. 

Among those who spoke in support of 
the state plan were Leatha Kendrick, of 
the Big Sandy Family and Childbirth 
Education Association, and Sr. Cathryn 
Wright, a family nurse-practitioner at 
Big Sandy Health Care's Mud Creek 
clinic. 

The 23-member state Health Planning 
Council will consider the testimony 
given not only here but at four other 
hearings held across the state last 
Thursday, but the governor will ttave 
final say on what is included in the plan, 
it was said.

Kentucky Power Company's Side of Rockport Story 
On Wednesday, May 4, the Floyd 

County Times published an editorial titl­
ed "Explanation Needed" which ques­
tions the Public Service Commission's 
approval of Kentucky Power Company's 
application to acquire 15% interest in a 
Rockport, Indiana power plant. 

It is difficult to explain briefly the 
many complex factors that enter into 
such a decision. Nevertheless, there are 
certain basic concepts which need to be 
stated and understood in order to realize 
why the commission's decision is sound 
and in the best interests of eastern Ken­
tucky ratepayers. The following facts 
and concepts concerning the American 
Electric Power System, of which Ken· 
tucky Power is a part, underlie this 
decision. 

1. The Rockport Plant was conceived 
in the 1970's and construction begun in 
1977 by Indiana and Michigan Electric 
Company, a sister company of Kentucky 
Power in AEP. Regulations under the 
Clean Air Act at that time for the new 
plant required that the sulphur dioxide 
emission should not exceed 1.2lbs. per 
one million Btu. A detailed investigation 
of methods and coals to achieve com­
pliance showed that this standard could 
be most effectively met on a cost com­
petitive basis by Wyoming coal and a 
long-term contract for 5 million tons per 
year of this coal was signed by the In­
diana and Michigan Electric Company 
in 1974. This is the required quantity for 
Unit No. 1 of the Rockport Plant. 

Company representatives have 
repeatedly made it clear that there is no 
commitment at this time for the coal 
supplies for Unit 2. They have indicated 
that on present trends of component 
costs, which add up to the delivered cost, 
supplies for Unit 2 will be competitive 
from eastern sources. They have under­
taken to ensure that some two years 
before the start-up of Unit 2, the com­
pany will invite tenders for the supply 
of the appropriate specification of coal 
which in addition to compliance with the 
sulphur dioxide emission standard will 
take into account ash characteristics 
which condition efficient combustion 
and therefore ensure high boiler 
availability. The Company is satisfied 
that there are substantial reserves in the 
east Kentucky coalfield which can be 
produced and prepared to comply with 
the specification. In addition, there 
might well be reserves in the Illinois coal 
basin which can comply. Although Ken­
tucky Power Company will have only a 
15% ownership interest, one-half of the 
electric energy produced by the entire 
plant is expected to be generated with 
eastern coal. The critics have been 
peculiarly silent about this aspect, 
although it was clearly presented in the 
PSC proceeding they criticize. 

2. Kentucky Power Company is a 
generating member of the AEP System 
pool. AEP members operate 21 power 
plants (including Kentucky Power's Big 
Sandy Plant) as a single integrated utili­
ty system. All output from these plants 
is under the control of a central AEP 
control center which dispatches electric 
power to all member companies on an 
automated economic dispatch basis. 
Thus, electric power is generated at 
those AEP plants which can supply that 
power most economically at the moment 
it is required. At any given time, elec­
tricity used in Kentucky could be 
originating anywhere on the seven-state 
AEP System. Conversely, "coal-by­
wire" from Kentucky can be and fre­
quently is transmitted to any or all of the 
other AEP utilities . 

3. The grid of a strong interconnected 
transmission system among eight AEP 
utilities not only saves each company's 
ratepayers money through econo~ies. ~f 
scale, it also adds greatly to the reliabili­
ty of supply for any one area, as well as 
providing numerous other effici.encies of 
operation. In addition, it provides ma­
jor opportunities for Kentucky Power 
and other AEP companies to share in 
the sale of electricity to other utilities 
surrounding the heartland of the 
midwest area which AEP serves. The 
profit from these sales is directly related 
in lower costs to our customers, because 

these profits offset some of the costs we 
would otherwise have to collect from our 
customers. 

4. Kentucky Power Company and its 
customers have benefited greatly by vir­
tue of membership in the AEP System 
and by the concept of integrated system 
operation. It is no accident that Ken­
tucky Power Company electric rates are 
now and have been the lowest in the 
state for years- and among the very 
lowest in the nation. These low rates 
stem from the economies described 
above. 

5. Each generating member of the 
AEP pool is obligated by the pool agree­
ment to provide generating capacity to 
carry its share of the total System 
capability, based on the demands of its 
own customers. Kentucky Power has not 
added a generating unit in 14 years and 
over those years has undergone the 
fastest load growth on the AEP System. 
Rt>cognizing this, the company con­
sidered its options to add generation and 
elected the opportunity to acquire 15% 
of a plant under way; namely, Rockport. 
The reason was simple: Rockport offers 
us by far the lowest cost for 390,000 
kilowatts of capacity than any other op­
tion. Joint ownership offers economies 
to both owners plus the reliability and 
efficiency of a large, modern plant at the 
lowest possible unit cost. The next plann­
ed AEP generating plant will cost more 
than twice as much per kilowatt of 
output. 

6. The fuel under contract for Unit I 
will not change if we forego ownership. 
It is also important that the Kentucky 
ratepayers have the assurance of a firm 
supply of electric energy equal to the 
company's needs and owned by the com­
pany, rather than being dependent upon 
a contracted supply which can be 
withdrawn later when the supplying 
company needs it. Under this cir­
cumstance the company would be at the 
mercy of another supplier or be faced 
with building a plant later at a much 
higher cost. 

In summary, Rockport is a bargain 
price source of power at less than $850 
per kilowatt installed. Other coal-fired 
plants now under construction are 
estimated to cost substantially more. 

Our critics have failed to consider the 
net benefits to Kentucky customers and 
the Kentucky economy that AEP 
membership has brought about and will 
continue to provide. Kentucky Power 
could not have built the large, efficient 
800,000 kilowatt generating unit that it 
completed in 1969 at Louisa unless it had 
the ready market of the AEP System to 
absorb, for a time, the excess capacity. 
While eastern Kentucky has been 
"growing into" the Big Sandy Plant, it 
has exported large quantities of Ken­
tucky coal-by-wire to other states for 
years. It continues to export Kentucky 
"coal-by-wire" during off-peak hours 
through the AEP transmission grid. 

Eastern Kentucky cannot have low 
rates, assured reliability, the opportuni­
ty to export coal-by-wire, and, at the 
same time, get exclusive rights to all 
fuel for AEP System generation. Where 
would Kentucky be if neighboring states 
were to regulate or legislate that o~ly 
fuel from within their borders supphed 
their own customers? Kentucky now 
supplies coal to these neighboring states 
and others. 

The Public Service Commission is 
charged with the responsibility to 
regulate all facets of electric power 
supply and determine that the long­
range needs of customers are being met 
prudently and economically by the ser­
ving utility. It is not a function of the PSC 
to guarantee that any one region gets the 
business of supplying fuel, regardless of 
other considerations and cost effects.

Drunken drivers should receive stif­
fer penalties, says the Governor's Task 
Force on Drunken Driving. 

The task force, appointed in January 
by Gov. John Y. Brown Jr., completed 
its work last week and will send its 
recommendations to Brown on June 1. 

Highlighting the recommendations 
are mandatory jail terms for some first 
offenders and the revocation of licenses 
for all drunken drivers. Also listed are 
longer mandatory sentences for dnmken 
drivers, stiffer fines and an emphasis on 
treatment for drivers with alcohol-abuse 
problems. 

The task force was headed by state 
Justice Secretary Billy G. Wellman. 

The General Assembly could consider 
adoption of the stiffer penalties when it 
meets next year.

Chief of Police 
Quits Post Here 
After 16 Months 

As of Thursday, Prestonsburg will 
have no police chief. James F . Curtis, 
chief of police here for the past 16 
months, announced his resignation at a 
meeting of the city council Monday. 

In a letter to council members, Cur­
tis cited lack of support from City 
Manager David Evans and political in• 
terference from two unnamed council 
members among the reasons for his 
decision to step down. "I cannot and will 
not attempt to run a police department 
unless I am in complete control and free 
frQm any political pressure," he said. 

Outside the meeting, the police chief 
said lack of job security played a big 
part in his decision. Curtis may have 
faced next January a substantially dif­
ferent council than the one that hired 
him in January, 1982, and had no 
assurance his contract would be renew­
ed. "I'm 38. We is too important to base 
it on what six or seven people decide 
every two years," he said. 

The police chief also expressed 
qualified regret for his recently­
publicized comparison of police and fire 
officers' duties. Noting that he had 
already apologized for "how (he) may 
have been interpreted," Curtis said that, 
in arguing last week for a raise in police 
pay, he had not intended to belittle the 
fire department. 

The police chief's explanation came in 
response to a statement read to the 
council by Fire Chief Tom Blackburn in 
which Blackburn pointed out the ar­
duous nature of a fire officer's duties, 
asserted that his department suffered no 
interference from council, and accused 
the police chief of being paranoid. 

In response to a request by Wayne 
Ratliff, transportation director for the 
Floyd Board of Education, the council 
will ask state Transportation Depart­
ment officials about the possibility of 
traffic controls in front of the high school 
during hours when school buses are 
loading and unloading. A state accredi­
tation team had asked for stricter traf­
fic control at those hours, Ratliff ex­
plained. 

The council decided to consult with 
Big Sandy Area Development District 
officials regarding the hiring of a con­
sultant to apply for funds under the 
Reagan Administration's "jobs bill ." 
The council intends to seek some 
$475,000 under the program for down­
town renewal. 

Bids may be let this summer and con­
struction may start next spring on the 
new Cliff road, the council was told. 
Although purchase of the last right-of­
way is still being negotiated with proper­
ty owners, the Department of Transpor­
tation has been cleared for construction 
by a recent circuit court decision, it was 
said. 

On a recommendation of Police Chief 
Curtis, three men-including two radio 
newsmen- were named auxiliary police 
officers. The three are Rick Darby and 
Mike Ormerod, who are employed by 
Prestonsburg radio station WPRT, and 
Bobby Carpenter, a city fire department 
officer. 

Immediately prior to its next regular­
ly schedulecl meeting, at 7 p.m. on June 
13, the council scheduled a special 
meeting on the proposed comprehensive 
plan for Prestonsburg, beginning at 5:30 
p.m., and a hearing on tile revenue shar­
ing budget, at 6:30p.m.

Cuts in Budget 
For Next Year 
Seen by Howell 

With coal tax receipts expected to be 
well down and the solid waste system in 
need of continued support, the county 
apparently will be held to a lean budget 
in the upcoming fiscal year. 

Laid-off county workers will not be 
rehired in July ; with one exception, and 
possibly a second, there will be no salary 
increases; and four administrators will 
do the work that nine have done, it has 
been suggested. 

According to a draft prepared by 
Local Government Advisor AI Howell, 
the budget will reduce the county's cen­
tral administrative staff to four-the 
judge-executive, a deputy judge, and 
two secretaries- beginning July 1. 

Under the proposal, which was ex­
pected to be presented to the fiscal court 
this Friday, the deputy judge would also 
assume the responsibilities of county 
planner, personnel officer, alcoholic 
beverage control administrator, flood 
plain administrator and a secretary to 
the flood plain administrator. In return, 
the deputy judge's salary would be rais­
ed from $12,780 to $l8,000. 

The incumbent ABC administrator is 
Denzil Allen. The flood plain ad­
ministrator is Vicky Martin, daughter of 
Magistrate Kenneth Roberts, and her 
secretary is Edith Yates . The offices of 
deputy judge (formerly held by Thomas 
D Lafferty) personnel officer (Thomas 
D. Lafferty, Jr.), and planner (Malcom 
Layne ) are currently vacant. 

The draft budget a lso includes a 
s a lary increase- from $28,387 to 
$30,585-for the judge-executive. But 
Judge Executive Barkley Sturgill, ques­
tioned about it before his decision to 
resign, said the proposed raise came as 
a surprise to him and that he did not in­
tend to approve it. 

County officials are entitled by law to 
a 3.87 percent cost-of-living adjustment, 
retroactive to January 1 this year. The 
sheriff and county court clerk were said 
by a county official to have taken the 
raise already. The proposed county 
budget provides for no salary increase 
for magistrates, who are paid $20,843.75 
annually. 

The budget contains no provision for 
rehiring 13 county workers let go at the 
end of March. The layoff of the 13- who 
included 11 road workers , a park 
employee and a district court 
coordinator-was described at the time 
as a temporary cost-cutting measure. 

Some $318,200 has been budgeted for 
Floyd County Solid Waste, Inc. The 
county is guarantor of bonds and loans 
issued to the solid waste agency. 

An anticipated general fund of 
$610,000, road fund of $459,800 and 
revenue-sharing fund of $400,000 all 
represent modest increases over the 
current budget. Coal severance tax 
receipts, put a t $764,218 in the current 
budget, are expected to plunge to 
$232,700 in the 1983-'84 fiscal year, 
however.

BIRTH ANNOUNCEMENT 

Before a fisherman can catch 
bass, he first has to find them. 

The best way that I have 
found to locate bass is to look 
at a large tributary creek or a 
main river corning into the lake 
you are fishing. 

Start out in the back of the 
creek, begin fishing shallow and 
work your way deeper. The fish 
have migration routes, and It's 
usually easier to connect with 
them by starting in the shallows 

, and working your way out In one 
given area. This is how I'll be 
fishing along the Red Man 
Tournament Trail. 

Pick your area and work it 
out really thoroughly. It's simpler 
to concentrate on one small 
place and find out where the fish 
are. Once you find out where the 
fish are In a small creek, you 
generally can go to the other 
creek on the reservoir and find 

fish in the same type places. 
Fishjng In the far back end of 

a small creek, you're likely to be 
working only a foot or six Inches 
of water at first. A good bait to try 
there Is a spinnerbalt. My favorite 
splnnerbalt color combinations 
are white or chartreuse with a 
white plastic or pork rind trailer. 

As you work your way 
deeper, follow the creek channel 
and work the bends of the creek. 
You'll usually find the fish in the 
very back or In one of the first 
three bends. 

At the channel bends, where 
the water is a little deeper, you 
can use a crankbait or one of the 
lures that can be fished on 
bortom - a plastic worm or a jig. 

Remember to try this 
approach on the lake that's the 
next stop on the Red Man 
Tournament Trail. Until then, this 
Is Ron Shearer.

With the program in its first couple of 
months of operation, the codes are be­
ing used on about 68 percent of the com­
pany's bills with great success, accor­
ding to Art Willett, Bell's local manager 
for Prestonsburg. 

South Central Bell is the largest com­
pany to use Carrier Route Sorting in the 
state, according to Louisville postal 
officials. 

If your bill is one of the 68 percent be­
ing coded, you might easily overlook the 
four-character code. But look again, the 
code is saving the post office time and 
effort and trimming about $60,000 per 
year from Bell's mailing costs.

Its "greenup" time at Campton. 
Dogwoods and redbuds flaunt their col-. 
ors from the hiUsides Magnolia, apple 
blossom and wild plum decorate the 
lawn and roadside and add fragrance 
to the balmy air. The valleys are ver­
dant with lush grass and field pansies 
and violets are blooming everywhere­
except a lone spot in a valley where 
vegetation does not grow, and has refus­
ed to grow since the year 1889. 

This spot, located a short distance 
from the courthouse at Campton, is cir­
cular in shape, about lO feet in diameter, 
and is the ground on which a gallows 
was erected. 

The valley, surrounded by gently slop­
ing hills, is not without beauty. but it has 
never been attractive to homeowners. In 
'l community where small homes seem 
to spring up most anywhere, none has 
ever been built within sight of this scene. 
There are no trees to cast shadows, but 
it seems as if a pall hangs over Gallows 
Hollow-a pall as ominous as the 
hangman's noose that snuffed out the 
life of James Buchanan. 

Oldtimers who were eyewitnesses to 
his hanging, still tell of the thunderstorm 
that stared raging within minutes after 
he was cut down, and except for the 
lightning, they say the valley became as 
dark as the ignoble deed that marked 
the darkest day in the history of Wolfe 
county-the day a man died for a crime 
he didn't commit. 

Several persons who remember the 
story agree that- Buhanan made no 
claim to being a perfect young man, but 
say he had a likeable, brash friendliness 
that endeared him to people, and that he 
had fallen in love with a beautiful girl, 
Ellen Ross. Another man, Jim O'Hair, 
also was in love with Miss Ross. Her 
fatht:r was opposed to both suitors, but 
preferred Buchanan to O'Hair. 

It had been a "public" day at the coun­
ty seat, and as the afternoon waned, 
young Buchanan had a yearning to see 
his girl. He realized that he had drunk 
too much, but he had with him trusted 
friends, his horse and gun. That was all 
he remembered as he started in the 
direction of the Ross residence. Exact­
ly what happened within the next few 
hours remained a mystery for the rest 
of his short life. 

His sweetheart's father was found 
dead of a bullet wound and Buchanan 
was suspected of the murder. He didn't 
deny having been in the vicinity. He ad­
mited he had been drinking. Examina­
tion of his pistol disclosed that one shot 
had been fired. 

The public was incensed and demand­
ed action. Buchanan was given a trial by 
jury and sentenced to be hanged. The 
sentiment of the people mounted to the 
extent that the sheriff of Wolfe County 
deemed it wise to transfer Buchanan to 
the Mt. Sterling jail to await the day of 
execution.

Laura Branigan - "Brani­
gan 2" (Atlantic) - You say 
Juice Newton's too soft for you 
and Pat Benatar's too hard? 
Meet Laura Branigan, the most 
calculated entry into the pop 
sweepstakes since the Knack. 

Her Abba imitation LP 
("Gloria") did well, so on this 
outing she takes on all comers. 
There's yet another rip of 
Falco's "Der Kommissar" 
(called "Deep in the Dark") , a 
sweet ballad or three, a version 
of "Squeezebox" that sounds 
like "Olivia Newton-John Sings 
the Who," and the surefire sin­
gle "Solitare." Welcome to the 
top 40. 

DNA - "Party Tested" 
(Boardwalk) - DNA is Rick 
Derringer and Carmine Appice, 
former mainstays of Edgar 
Winter's and Rod Stewart's 
bands, respectively. Their new 
group specializes in hard-driv­
ing rock 'n' roll, directed to the 
same audience Boardwalk has 
successfully mined with Joan 
Jett and Night Ranger. 

Nile Rodgers - "Adven­
tures in the Land of the Good 
Groove" (Mirage) - Rodgers 
has been catching a lot of 
flack for one tiny suggestive 
line in the song "Yum Yum," 
but that isn't indicat1ve of the 
whole LP. The prestig1ous pro­
ducer (Chic. Debbie Harry 
and. now, David Bowie) has 
turned out a solo album of 

straight dance-funk, clean and 
crisp and not revealing ... either 
sexually or musically. 

The Tubes - "Outside 
Inside" (Capitol) - The 
Tubes rnade it clear last year 
they weren't getting rich as the 
wittiest, most outrageous band 
on the circuit. They felt if they 
sounded a bit more like, say, 
Jefferson Starship, they'd sell 
more records. It worked. Well, 
at least their live shows are still 
witty and outrageous. 

Planet P (Geffen) - Planet 
P, three years in the making, is 
the brainchild of German 
producer I promoter Peter 
Hauke. Its heavy symbolism 
and dense musical values 
make it well-suited for Yes and 
Alan Parsons Project fans, but 
on top of thpt it has the hook­
laden reggae ditty "Why Me" 
to liven things up. Vocalist 
Tony Carey (formerly of Rain­
bow) is Simultaneously enjoy­
ing success with his solo 
album. 

Shakin' Stevens - "Give 
Me Your Heart Tonight" 
(Epic) - Rockabilly stylists 
like Shakin' Stevens were the 
reason the Stray Cats had to 
go to Europe to find fame and 
fortune.

Quilt Symposium Set 
At MSU, June 23-24 

Quilts are in vogue, and Kentu,cky 
quilts and quilters are ranked among 
the highest during this current national 
craze for the traditional handmade 
quilt. 

The reason? Kentucky women 
preserved the quilting tradition despite 
the national trend during the second 
quarter of the century to turn to 
factory-produced coverlets. Many still 
practice the same quilting traditions 
that their mothers and grandmothers 
practiced. 

Quilts were a necessity for most Ken­
tucky families during our not-too­
distant past. Despite utilitarian 
motivations for their tasks, Kentucky 
women frequently expressed, through 
their quilting craft, another side to 
their nature-the aesthetic side-the 
side that appealed to their inherent 
love for beauty. 

That love for beauty and reverence 
for tradtion is what the Kentucky 
Heritage Quilt Society is all about. 

The Society, in cooperation with 
Morehead State University's Ap­
palachian Development Center and 
Department of Home Economics, will 
conduct a Quilt Symwsium on Thurs­
day and Friday, June 23-24, in conjunc­
tion with other activities of the week­
long Appalachian Celebration, June 
19-25. 

Symposium activities will include 
hands-on workshop sessions in quilting 
styles and techniques such as candle­
wicking, stained glass applique, 
simplified eight-pointed star, cloth 
boxes, trapunto, miniatures, celtic 
design , borders and bindings and 
beginning patchwork. 

The Quilt Society will conduct its an­
nual meeting from noon until 2 p.m. on 
Thursday, June 23, as part of the sym­
posium activities. 

Friday's activities will include two 
lectures including one by Joyce 
Aufderheide, "Quilting: A Backward 
Glance," at 9:30a.m. 

Aufderheide is a nationally known 
quilt expert who owns and operates her 
own museum in New Ulm, Minnesota . 

Also scheduled is a luncheon presen­
tation by Shelly Zegart, of Louisville 
who will show slides and discuss the 
quilt show "Kentucky Quilts, 

' 1800-1900." 
The fee for the two-day symposium is 

$40 and includes lunch for both Thurs­
day and Friday, dinner Thursday even­
ing, and all lectures and workshops.

Fire Loss Less Than Last Year, 
Still Too High, Says Forester

CARPET CLEANING! During this spring's forest-fire season, 
approximately 25,689 acres of Ken­
tucky's forests were damaged or 
destroyed by wildfires, Division of 
Forestry Director Donald A. Hamm 
reported today. 

Hamm said that 1,296 forest fires 
caused the forest losses. "While the loss 
this year is less than that which we ex­
perienced last year, it's still too high," 
he said. "The future loss of income to the 
state's economy for each acre burned 
has been estimated at $2,029. Based on 
this figure, the loss from this spring's 
fires was more than $2 million," Hamm 
stated. 

State Forestry officials credited three 
factors with helping hold down the 
number of fires and IJurned acreage this 
spring. "The first thing which helped us 
was a spring with very favorable 
weather conditions," Hamm explained. 
"The frequent periods of rain we had 
this spring kept the fuels on the forest 
floor from dying out completely. This 
made it easier for us to control the fires 
which did start." 

The second factor helping keep fire 
totals down was an increased fire­
prevention effort in areas of the state 
with historically high fire occurence. 
"Personal contact with local residents 
was emphasized by the Division . of 
Forestry. We feel that this effort had a 
positive effect on the number of fires 
starting in many areas," Hamm said. 

Forestry officials plan to continue the 
increased prevention efforts during the 
summer and fall in preparation for the 
fall fores-fire season. 

The third factor credited by Hamm for 
the decreased damage was increased 
law-enforcement efforts by Division of 
Forestry personneL " During this last 
forest fire season we issued 482 citations 
for violations of various forest fire 
laws," he said. "This figure exceeds that 
of any other fire season, and we feel that 
it has paid off. The increased enforce­
ment has also increased awareness on 
the part of the public of the need and

Deadline Is May 31 

May 31 is the final planting date for in­
sured corn in Floyd and 41 other Ken­
tucky counties. 

Acres of corn planted by May 31, in­
sured by FCIC <or by a private company 
reinsured by FCIC), must be reported 
by June 15 to receive full crop insurance 
coverage. 

Acreage planted after May 31 must be 
reported on the June 15 acreage report 
as being planted too late for insurance. 

Farmers unable to plant prior to May 
31 because of excess moisture conditions 
may sign a 20-day late planting agree­
ment, which permits insurance 
coverage, but provides for a lower 
bushel-per-acre guarantee due to the 
late planting. 

Farmers wishing additional informa 
tion about the new late planting agree­
ment should contact thei1 local , 
authorized croo insurance agent.

James Joyce was educated in the best 
Jesuit schools in Dublin. As he matured, 
he began to rebel against the Catholic 
Church and what he saw as its 
repressive restrictions. As he became 
known as a free thinker and a rebel, he 
soon found himself not only at odds with 
the Church in Dublin, but also with the 
city's intellectual leaders. In 1904 he 
decided to leave Dublin, and wrote about 
his home in exile, free from the op­
pressive authorities of the city. 

In his books "Ulysses" and " Fin­
negan's Wake," Joyce celebrated the 
richness of human life and immortaliz­
ed the city he loved best- Dublin. In 1941 
at the age of 58, Joyce died in Zurich 
where he had sought refuge from the 
Nazis after being forced to flee Paris. 

"The World of James Joyce'' was pro­
duced by Radio Telefis Eireann (RTE).

Good News Report

Sometimes opposites do go together. 

Jed was 20 years old, a high school 
drop-out, product of a broken home. he 
had been arrested four times on drug­
related charges and was serving an 
18-month sentence in a California Youth 
Authority (CYA) facility when he was 
released on parole. He was unmarried, 
unemployed. He considered himself 
street smart, but from every point of 
view, his future was considered 
uncertain 

From an altogether different world, 
Allan, at age 35, was on his way. He had 
a wife and three-year-old daughter, was 
associated with a successful law firm 
and was facing the choice of becoming 
a partner in the firm or opening his own 
practice. If it hadn' t been for Volunteers 
In Parole (VIP>, a ten-year-old program 
run by the CYA and the State Bar of 
California, the only place Jed and Allan 
might have met was in the courtroom on 
opposite sides of the law. But through 
VIP they came to meet, one-on-one, 
under entirely different circumstances. 
The idea for Volunteers in Parole had 
been stimulated by Chief Justice War­
ren E. Burger in his urging lawyers to 
devote their special skills toward turn­
ing the American correctional system 
into "something other than a revolving 
door process. " Out of the suggestiOn 
evolved the program that put the Jeds, 
who had got on the wrong side of socie­
ty, with the Allans, in the hope that the 
Allans, with their special knowledge of 
law and human behavior, could make a 
connection that would bring a positive 
change in the lives of young people like 
Jed, headed in the wrong direction. No 
easy task. The challenge really was 
enormous. 

Jed had a tough, suspicious attitude, 
a cover up for his lack of confidence. The 
fact was he didn't really know how to go 
about applying for a job. He'd been on 
drugs; he might be on them again. Allan 
sensed that what he really wanted to do 
was to talk to someone who would listen, 
someone who would take a real interest 
in what he had to say. But the talking 
wouldn't start until there was confidence 
between them. A mutual interest in foot­
ball became the connecting link. 

Taking Jed to a professional football 
game, something he'd never experienc­
ed before, made a genuine impression. 
There was, however , no dramatic turn­
around in his outlook or his problem . 
But, over the year of their association, 
in which Allan spent between six and 
eight hours a month with him a sense of 
trust was established which made Jed 
realize being street smart wasn't good 
enough. He needed a driver 's license to 
get a job which, in turn, required a birth 
certificate he didn' t have. Allan led him 
through the necessa ry paperwork, and 
Jed saw the value of Allan's knowledge , 
saw that Allan really wanted to help for 
no other reason than that. A job did 
follow. 

Through Allan's careful encourage­
ment, Jed began working toward a high 
school equivalency certifcate. At the end 
of the year they agreed to continue their 
VIP association. 

Jed has a long way to go. He Knows 
1t. But with Allan's guidance his direc­
tion is away from the revolving door 
toward a real goal . 

That's one account of 196 parolee/ a t­
torney matches that were made last 
year in the California VIP program. Not 
every match succeeds. But those that do 
mean the saving of somebody's future , 
the expanding of someone's hopes and 
the ultimate realization of a productive 
life. 

Unemployment Fraud 
Costs 72 Kentuckians 

A record number of Kentuckians were 
convicted of committing fraud to receive 
unemployment insurance benefits dur­
ing February and March, according to 
Cabinet for Human Resources offi­
cials. 

Secretary Buddy Adams reported 72 
convictions for fraudulently collecting 
$88,700 in unemployment insurance 
benefits in February and March. All 72 
persons were ordered by the courts to 
repay the money or go to jail, and six 
were ordered to serve jail terms. The 
previous record for unemployment in­
surance fraud convictions in this two­
month period was set in 1981 when 47 
persons were found guilty of committing 
fraud to collect benefits. 

According to Adams, the Cabinet for 
Human Resources is aggressively mov­
ing to collect the court-ordered 
repayments. "We ha ve established a 
collections operation in the Department 
for Social Insurance. Staff is now assign­
ed full-time to recover money owed the 
cabinet," Adams stated. 

Adams said the consequences of filing 
a fraudulent unemployment insura nce 
claim can be great. In addition to fac­
ing criminal prosecution, people who 
commit fraud to obtain unemployment 
insurance benefits are disqualified from 
receiving future benefits . Under Ken­
tucky law, the Division of Unemploy­
ment Insurance may also file liens on 
property, garnishee wages and attach 
bank accounts to recover fraudulently 
obta ined funds. 

Adams advised unemployment in­
surance claimants not to a ttempt to 
defraud the program. " Provide the divi­
sion with accurate information, and 
don't sign claim statements that you 
know are questionable, " he said.

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Statewide Program 
For Injury Victims 

A new statewide emergency medical 
training program, announced last week, 
stresses the need for specialized care for 
head and spinal cord injuries. At the pre­
sent time, 15-200 such cases are reported 
annually throughout Kentucky. 

Jefferson County Judge-Executive 
Mitch McConnell said that Jefferson 
county paramedic Andy Pierce will be 
assigned to special training duties. He 
will travel statewide to conduct in­
service training programs and seminars 
for all first responders (fire, police, and 
emergency medical personnel ) to 
trauma scenes. The county will be reim­
bursed by IPMR for Pierce's salary and 
exi;>Cnses connected with the training 
program. 

The training will focus on recognition 
and initial assessment of head and 
spinal cord injuries. Medically, two keys 
to the prevention of permanent paralysis 
in spinal cord cases are rapid case 
recognition of the catastrophic injury at 
the scene, and rapid comprehensive 
medical and surgical treatment. 

"Experience has shown that, with 
quick case recognition and proper treat­
ment, paralysis can be prevented in 
many spinal cord injury cases," McCon­
nell stated in remarks prepared for the 
announcement. 

Dr. Thomas Kelley further explained 
the tremendous need for first responders 
training. "Spinal cord injuries if not ex­
pertly treated and alleviated present not 
only paralysis of major portions of the 
body but also severe psychological ad­
justment problems. Each case that re­
mains permanently impaired represents 
a one million dollar ($1 ,000,000) cost in 
lifetime lost wages and medical 
expenses.'' 

Henry C. Wagner underlined Jewish 
Hospital 's commitment to quality pa­
tient care and highly-specialized ser­
vices like the new Neuroscience Center. 
"Initial assessment of a possible head or 
spinal cord injury is only the first step . 
With the creation of the Neuroscience 
Center in December and the Center's re­
cent expansion from four (4) to six (6) 
beds, Jewish Hospital is making a 
significant impact on the ultimate out­
come of patients." 

The Neuroscience Center is a joint ef­
fort of Jewish Hospital and IPM&R. It 
is a specially-equipped, individualized­
care center dedicated to treating pa­
tients with severe head and spinal cord 
injuries, as well as diseases affecting the 
nervous system. Occupancy at the 
Center averaged 99 percent during the 
first three months of 1983. 

An integral part of the Center is the in­
volvement of Jewish Hospital 
SKY CARE. The air ambulance service 
provides rapid transport and ensures a 
smooth ride from the scene to the 
Center . 

Delinquency Is Down 
On FmHA Farm Loans 

Kendell L. Seaton, Kentucky FmHA 
State Director, announced this week that 
good progress has been made 
throughout the state in reducing the 
number of delinquent farm loan ac­
counts. Training meetings were held in 
January and February this year to 
familiarize personnel with properly 
planning and evaluating farm loan ac­
counts and to consider alternatives of 
deferment, rescheduling and reamor­
tizatjon for each farm borrower on a 
case-by-case basis . 

Seaton said Kentucky has a farm Joan 
portfolio of approximately 10,000 bor­
rowers and 22,000 loan accounts. Last 
year in December, Kentucky had a 
delinquency portfolio of 11 percent. In 
January this year, when most payments 
normally become due, the delinquency 
rate increased to 28 percent. Seaton 
stated this percentage now has chang­
ed significantly through borrower 
payments and FmHA efforts and an­
ticipates a 6 percent delinquent Farmer 
Programs portfolio on July 1, 1963. In ad­
dition, he said this percentage should go 
down slightly during the balance of 
calendar year 1983. 

FmHA in Kentucky, Seaton said, is 
giving every consideration to borrowers 
who have made good faith efforts to 
repay their loans, but could not because 
of circumstances beyond their control; 
who have practiced good management, 
and who have properly maintained pro­
perty used to secure loans. 

''Our first concern is to help the truly 
responsible farmer stay in business," 
Seaton said. FmHA in Kentucky will 
make every effort this year to improve 
its good record by servicing and super­
vising delinquent farm accounts. Seaton 
said Kentucky has a relatively low delin­
quency rate in Farmer Programs when 
compared with the national ave_rage.

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Rains Spell Trouble for Crops 
Torrential1·ains that have victimized 

the state in recent weeks are making it 
impossible for Kentucky farmers to 
adhere to normal planting schedule:;. 

Small grain crop::. already in the 
ground are facing problems, and most 
of the state's corn fields stand idle. The 
corn crop, expected to be about 900,000 
acres, is in particular danger, says Dr. 
Morris Bitzer, Extension specialist at 
the University of Kentucky 

"The next 10 days to two weeks will be 
crucial," said the specialist. Statewide, 
less than 10 percent of the corn crop has 
been planted. Normally at this time of 
year, the figure is above 50 percent, said 
Bitzer. 

For every day past May 15, a corn 
crop suffers a one percent yield loss per 
day, according to the specialist. "After 
the 20th of May, you really take a loss,·· 
he added. Grain planted past June 10 
may not mature before frost 

Bitzer suggests that farmers with no­
till capability plant nc-till corn since that 
methQ<1 allows them to get into fields 
sooner than the conventional method. 
"Later planted corn does better-no-till." 
he added. 

Bitzer expects farmers will plant corn 
as late as they can because corn prices 
promise to be stronger than soybean 
prices. Farmers aren't hurting on soy­
beans yet, although soybean planting 
normally is in full force in the Purchase 
area by now, he said. 

Fortunately. noted Bitzer, corn 
acreage would not be as great this year 
as in the past because of the govern­
ment's PIK program which has en­
couraged reduction by about 600,000 
acres. 

Although some growers managed to 
plant corn in early April, replanting may 
be necessary because of low soil

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temperatures. "Even if the weather gets 
dry, temperatures are supposed tore­
main cool," Bitzer said, adding that the 
lower temperatures mean slower 
growth for grains. 

Tom Prictdy, Extension meteorologist 
at UK. says the 30-day outlook extending 
to mid-June doesn't offer a lot of hope 
for the needed warmth in soil 
temperatures The outlook is not that 
positive for a dry spell, according to 
Priddy. 

The 30-day forecast calls for near nor­
mal precipitation. And, Priddy says, 
"Even if we get normal, well-distributed 
rainfall, it still will be hard for farmers 
to catch up." 

He explains that aTJytime soils are 
saturated, soil temperatures remain

stable as the warmth burns off the 
moisture in the soil before being able to 
heat up the soil. Soil temperatures in the 
mid-60s are best for planting and 
growth. 

Priddy said all locations reporting in 
the state have had 2-3 inch, 24-hour rain­
falls. Between May 1-15, Paducah 
recorded over seven inches in rainfall. 
Five inches is normal for that city. Lex­
ington recorded about six inches during 
the same period-four inches above nor­
mal. And Covington also received 
around six inches of rain in that two 
week period, an amount well over nor­
mal for the time of year

The soggy weather doesn't just cause 
problems with planting. Plant disease 
specialists at UK note that prolonged 
heavy rainfall influences the plant 
disease situation for the growing season. 

Roots of plants not tolerant to low soil 
oxygen levels will not function normal­
ly in flooded soils, according to the 
specialists. They say this stress may 
weaken plants so that they become 
susceptible to diseases that might not 
normally be a problem. 

In some cases, root rot diseases caus­
ed by wet soils now will not visibly 
damage a plant until a dry period occurs 
in mid summer. 

Dr. Joe Smiley, tobacco Extension 
specialist, expects some problems with 
black shank this summer since the 
organism is spread by water washing in­
to plant beds. Angular leaf spot, a 
bacterial disease, is expected to in­
crease rapidly due to extensive water 
soaking of leaf tissue. 

Smiley said many beds probably need 
nitrogen fertilizer applied to replace that 
lost through leaching. He a!so suggests 
that farmers apply three teaspoons of 
Ridomil per bed to protect against blue 
mold since most probably has been lost 
because of wetness. 

Thus far, wet conditions haven't been 
a factor in transplanting tobacco, accor­
ding to Smiley who said most plants are 
not large enough to transplant. 

Heavy rains also mean more disease 
problems with vegetable and fruit crops. 
And growers face the same problem as 
corn producers- getting into the fields 
to plant. Dr. John Strang, Extension hor­
ticulturist, notes that early crops, such 
as corn, are the biggest money-makers 
for vegetable growers. 

However, the heavy rainfall will not 
influence the state's fruit and vegetable 
crops as much as the late spring frost 
did. Strang notes that damage varied by 
crop, cultivar and location. 

Generally, peaches vary from com­
plete loss to full crops. Early blooming 
apples, such as Red Delicious, were 
severly thinned. Strawberries were in­
jured slightly. A lot of early broccoli and 
cauliflower was lost.

The new division will be made up of 
six branches-Technical Services, 
Management Support, Permit Review, 
Mining Data-522 Petition Review and the 
Small Operators Assistance Branch. 

All funds and personnel, records and 
equipment will be transferred from 
Reclamation Services to the new Per­
mits Division. 

Functions of the former division will 
be continued under the Division of 
Permits. 

The Surface Mining Department is 
now composed of the Division of Field 
Services and the Division of Permits.

With more instructional leadership 

from principals and improved teaching 
techniques, 10 selected school districts 
in Kentucky may be able to improve the 
quality of their schools. 

These are the major conclusions of 
State Department of Education officials, 
who recently completed the first phase 
or a new state pilot program. The volun­
tary project is aimed at boosting 
academic achievement in districts 
where students' test scores in basic 
skills have consistently been below the 
national average. 

Included in the project are the coun­
ties of Jackson, Lawrence, Letcher, 
Magoffin, Martin, M~aifee and Whitley, 
along with the independent school 
districts of Covington, Richmond and 
Providence. 

Plans for improving education in 
these school systems will now be im­
plemented with up to $20,000 for each 
district from the state. 

Ten teams of specialists from the state 
education department spent several 
weeks in each district, sitting in on 
classes and talking to teachers, ad­
ministrators, students and parents. 

"Each district had its own distinct 
personality," said Angela Wilkins, a 
member of the team that evaluated 
Jackson county and the Richmond 
schools. 

But state officials were able to find 
some common factors shared by most 
of the 10: 

-Principals in many districts were 
not the instructional leaders of the 
school. Research shows that the most 
academically effective schools have 
principlas who take this role, Ms. 
Wilkins said. 

" An administrator's job has become 
so complex," she said. " They're ex­
pected to manage transportation, the 
cafeteria, the grounds. But they have to 
know what is being taught." 

-Teachers tended to stick too close­
ly to textbooks, without regard to the 
level or ability of students. And in some 
districts, there were not enough text­
books to go around. 

- Daily instructional time in most 
schools was less than six hours, with 
numerous interruptions for visitors, an­
nouncements or assemblies. 

-Generally, there was an absence of 
policies stressing regular class 
attendance. 

- Homework often was not returned 
to students. 

- There were few rewards for aca­
demic achievement; many schools did 
not have honor roles or academic 
competitions. 

-Several districts had no written, for­
malized system of teacher evaluation. 
And with the exception of a "teacher of 
the year" award, good teachers in most 
districts were not singled out fot 
rewards.

Don Burchett, who spent several 
weeks as the team leader in Letcher and 
Martin counties, said people there were 
a little apprehensive about being in the 
program. 

"They got the feeling that they were 
the 10 lowest school systems in the state. 
I doubt this is true. I'm sure others could 
benefit from similar observations. We 
found a lot of excellent teaching, and we 
found some poor teaching. " 

Test scores weren't the only factor 
used in selecting the schools. The 
socioeconomic conditions of the area, 
local tax support, teacher-pupil ratio, 
money spent per pupil and the educa­
tional level of the faculty were also 
considered.

MSU Wins OVC 
Baseball Tournament 

It took 17 days of waiting through foul 
weather and final exams, but Morehead 
State University finally captured the 
1983 Ohio Valley Conference Baseball 
Tournament title. 

The Eagles, who earlier claimed the 
OV~ N?rthern Division title, captured 
t~e1r f1rst conference championship 
smce 1977 and earned the OVC's 
automatic berth in the NCAA Regionals 
~e final weekend in May. Sites and pair­
mgs for the NCAA tournament have not 
been decided . 

"It meant a lot for us to win this one " 
said Hamilton of his second OVC cha~­
pionship since returning to his alma 
mater a coach seven years ago. "All 
year long I felt good about our team and 
they developed a strong closeness over 
the season. Our seniors have done a 
great job." 

. Hamilton pointed to the leadership of 
h1s four seniors-center fielder Alan 
Steele, shortstop Frank Spaniol, first 
baseman/designated hitter Scott 
Haynes and pitcher Kevin Sturgill- as' 
reasons for the Eagles' success in 1983. 

"Our defense won it (OVC tourna­
ment) for us," added Hamilton, named 
the OVC Northern Division Coach of the 
Year. "Everyone in the tournament hit 
well and the difference in our team was 
sharp fielding and turning key double 
plays." 

Despite Morehead State's .948 team 
field percentage, the Eagles sparkled 
defensively in the tournament. 
Morehead State turned 11 double plays 
and committed only two errors in 34 
innings. 

"Drew (Hall) didn't have the control 
he:s had, ~ut he threw a good game," 
sa1d Hamilton of his ace lefthander's 
performance in the championship con­
test. "Anytime you strike out 10 against 
Murray State, you've pitched well. 
They're a good hitting team." 

MSU's Allen Field has been describ­
ed as a hitter's park, and that descrip­
tion held true in the lengthy tournament. 
In seven games, four teams combined 
to produce 118 runs and 179 hits. Pitchers 
were also tagged for 33 home runs and 
18 doubles in the tournament, 10 each by 
host Morehead State. 

Morehead State has won 13 of its last 
17 games in improving to 26-15-1 overall. 
The Eagles need only two victories to 
equal the most wins in the school's 
history. MSU's OVC divisional cham­
pionship team of 1976 posted a 28-11 
record. 

"I think we'll go into the NCAA tour­
nament in a good frame of mind," said 
Hamilton. "We're mature enough to not 
be awed by everyone else we might 
play." 

Morehead State's last and only ap­
pearance in the NCAA Baseball Tourna­
ment ended quickly. The Eagles lost to 
ho.st .Miami <Fla.) 6-1 before ing 
ehmmated by Mississippi 5-2 in 
Hamilton's second season as head coach 
for the Eagles. 

Second baseman Steve Heatherly, the 
OVC Northern Division Player of the 
Year, leads the squad and conference in 
hitting with a .414 average. He also leads 
the squad in home runs (11), doubles 
(12), runs scored (45), hits (58) and slug­
ging (.750). 

Four Morehead State performers 
earned all-conference honors. Heather­
ly, catcher Daniel Smith (.359, 11 
doubles, 5 home runs), right fielder 
Norm Brock ( .340, 7 home runs, 18 stolen 
bases) and pitcher Drew Hall (6-0, 3.86 
ERA, 66 strike outs in 50 innings) attain­
ed All-OVC honors. 

Morehead State features 11 batters 
hitting over .300. The Eagles lead the 
OVC in hitting with a .340 mark, an iden­
tical team batting average as MSU's 
1977 NCAA participant team.

School Board 
Fires Branham

<In The Lexington Herald-Leader) 
In a three-minute meeting before 

nearly 200 people, the Martin County 
Board of Education voted 4-llast Friday 
to fire Superintendent Dan Branham. 

By the same margin, the board 
members hired school-system truant of­
ficer Sheldon Hardin as acting 
superintendent and quickly 
adjourned-leaving a high school gym­
nasium floor amid a mixed chorus of 
catcalls and applause from the stands. 

Branham's attorney, David 
LeMaster, of Paintsville, promptly fil­
ed a lawsuit challenging the action. 

Martin Circuit Judge James Knight 
later issued a temporary restraining 
order prohibiting the removal of 
Branham No hearing date was schedul­
ed on the order. 

The ouster vote is the climax of astor­
my school board controversy that has 
been brewing here since last November. 

That was when two new board 
members-backed by a coalition that in­
cluded former school systerr. employees 
and disgruntled teachers-defeated pro­
Branharn incumbents, touching off an 
effort in February to oust Branham 
before his contract expires in July 1984. 

Branham initially told board chair­
woman Ilene Smith that he would 
resign, but he changed his mind after 
hundreds of supporters began attending 
board meetings, which were moved to 
the local high school gymnasium. 

Supporters claim that Branham is an 
outstanding administrator who brought 
progress and professionalism to a 
system long dominated by political 
finaglers. 

Branham, 42, a Bowling Green native 
who married the daughter of a former 
Martin county school board official, 
carne to the county in 1977 to replace 
longtime superintendent Sheldon Clark. 

Opponents say Branham practiced his 
own brand of politics. 

Earlier this month, the board brought 
a dozen charges against him. Those 
charges were cited yesterday as a basis 
for firing him without a due-process 
hearing. 

The charges claimed, among other 
things, frat Branham was remiss in try­
ing to collect from two coal companies 
the 3 percent utility tax he initiated four 
years ago 

One company, Mapco inc. of Tulsa, 
Okla., then paid almost a quarter­
million dollars in back taxes but last 
week filed suit to reclaim its money, 
claiming that state law exempts energy­
producing companies from the levy. 

Additional charges involved letting a 
contract without receiving bids, accep­
ting group-insurance payments from 
people not employed by the board, 
allowing employee to make personal 
purchases under board contracts, 
misspending federal funds and violating 
school policy on disposal of surplus 
property. 

He also was charged with making im­
proper payments to a substitute aide, 
failing to properly notify a teacher of 
reduction in pay and duties, transferring 
funds without board action and falsify­
ing retirement records. 
'Branham labeled the charges as 

"very general and very vague" and in 
<his) lawsuit described the board's ac­
tion as arbitrary and "motivated by 
political considerations adverse to Mar­
tin county schools." ------------

Home Canning 
Norms Revised 

The U.S. Department of Agriculture 
has revised home canning procedures 
for some foods to prevent food-borne il­
lness and spoilage of valuable home can- · 
ning products. 

"Recommended processing times for 
canning tomatoes, tomato juice, pum­
pkin, winter squash, applesauce and 
fruit puree have been increased," said 
Dr. Fudeko Maruyama, Extension foods 
and nutrition specialist in the Universi­
ty of Kentucky College of Agriculture. 

"The longer processing times result in 
better heat penetration, destroying 
spoilage organisms that can decrease 
acidity," she said. Decreased acidity 
can allow botulism organisms to grow, 
producing harmful toxins. 

"The USDA also no longer recom­
mends rfiw packing tomatoes. Instead, 
use the hot pack method,'' added 
Maruyama. 

Other new USDA recommendations 
for home canning these foods are: 

• Increase the hot pack processing 
time for canning tomatoes to 35 minutes 
for pints and 45 minutes for quarts. This 
more than triples the previously recom­
mended times. 

• Hot pack processing time for tomato 
juice in pints and quarts is now 35 
minutes. 

• Do not can strained pumpkin or 
winter squash. In this form, they are too 
dense for proper heat penetration. In­
stead, cube pumpkin and squash and 
process pints for 55 minutes and quarts 
for 90 minutes. 

• Increase processing time for ap­
plesauce and fruit puree to 20 minutes 
for pints and quarts . 

"Applesauce and fruit puree process­
ing times were increased to destroy a 
heat-resistant mold that causes these 
foods to spoil," Maruyama said. 

After consulting with Dennis Fox, a 
UK foods biochemist, and with two UK 
food microbiologists, Joe O'Leary and 
Bruce Langlois, Maruyama still recom­
mends adding lemon juice or citric acid 
to increase the acidity of canned 
tomatoes and tomato juice . 

The USDA based its changes on 
research reported by universities in 
Minnesota Pennsylvania and 
Massachusetts and by the Eastern 
Regional Research Center of the USDA, 
which indicated that new procedures for 
home canning were called for to prevent 
food-borne illness. Dr. Milton Baldauf, 
head of the USDA food science program 
in Washington, called these changes in­
terim steps and said that further 
research may indicate more changes 
are needed in home canning procedures. 

An update with the new USDA recom­
mendations will be distributed with the 
Kentucky Cooperative Extension Ser­

& Vegetables, available from your coun­
ty Extension home economics agent.
