Opinion Backs 
Case Dismissals 

A Floyd district court action that was 
sharply criticised earlier this year by 
Wheelwright residents has been upheld 
in an assistant attorney general's 
opinion handed down thi: · ·eek. <Photo by Ken Peters ) 

WHEN MARTIN FIREMEN began fighting a blaze at a 
Printer residence recently the owner of the single-story frame 
structure, "Junior" O'Bryan, reportedly asked the firefighters 
to, in effect, ''let 'er burn." The Martin volunteers ceased their 
efforts and the house was quickly consumed by the fire. 

Nineteen Floyd men-including a pro­
minent Prestonsburg coal operator, con­
tract miners working for him, and of­
ficials of the union to which they 
belong- were indicted by a federal 
grand jury in Pikeville Monday for 
allegedly plotting to force a rival coal 
firm out of business by violence and 
extortion. 

Another man was indicted on a related 
charge and eight individuals were nam­
ed as unindicted co-conspirators in the 
case, which stems from incidents which 
occurred between January and March 
last year at a minesite near McDowell. 

The Ray-Mac mine, one of three strip­
mines then operated in this county by 
the Mac Mining Company of Pikeville, 
was a target of picketing and violence 
which was attributed at the time to union 
attempts to organize Ray-Mac workers. 

The mine is located on a ridge at the 
head of John Hall Branch of Mud Creek 
and Bill Hall Branch of Left Beaver, bet­
ween Grethel and McDowell. 

The 10-count indictment handed down 
by grand jury foreman George C. Brown 
to U.S. District Court Judge G. Wix Un­
thank Monday afternoon suggests that 
much more than a labor dispute lay 
behind the week of violence which shook 
the Ray-Mac operation, beginning 
February 15 last year. 

Charged with conspiring to shut down 
the operation by extortion were Edgar 
Jones, of Prestonsburg, Jason Moore, 
45, and German Stumbo, 40, of 
McDowell, Drexil Hall, 32, of East

Other positions still open include those 
of special education teacher and football 
coach at Betsy Layne High School, half­
time kindergarten teachers at Maytown 
and Wayland grade schools, assistant 
principal at McDowell High School, and 
teacher at the Dwale multi-handicapped 
unit.

Closing of Jail 
Not Planned 

Fears that the Floyd county jail might 
·be closed in an extension of the pattern 
being established in the state are 
groundless, it was said after an inspec­
tion of the jail Tuesday morning. 

James W. Woodrum, jail services 
specialist with the state Corrections 
Cabinet, who made the inspection, said 
he found no violation "of the magnitude 
that would dose the jail." He added that 
jails are closed only because of fire and 
health hazards. 

He dPclined to discuss his findings. A 
detailed report of findings and recom­
mendations will be sent to the jailer and 
the county judge-executive, and after 
that he will supply them with a "defi­
ciency action" plan. he said. 

No estimate of the cost of im­
provements that may be asked was 
available. "The last time I made such 
an estimate, it was $30,000-and the job 
cost $60,000," he remarked. 

One report heard here was that a 
recreation area for prisoners will be re­
quired, but Woodrum declined to discuss 
it.

While state police continued to pore 
over the county's 1982 records, and of­
ficials of the state Department of 
Finance showed no sign of loosening 
their control of finances here, the Floyd 
fiscal court prepared last week to begin 
anew by approving its 1983-'84 budget.

from $764,218 last year to a meager 
$232,700 this year. 

While the revenue-sharing fund is 
holding its own-with receipts expected 
to amount to $400,000 more than half

To offset the losses, the only new 
sources of funding anticipated in the 
1983-'84 budget are $8000 in package li­
quor license fees and $10,000 in beer 
license fees generated as a result of last 
summer's legalizing of alcohol sales 
here. 

Beginning July 1, the county road 
crew-decimated by layoffs in March 
and May-will be restored to its normal 
complement of 22. Besides County 
Roads Foreman Sam Fitzpatrick and a 
mechanic, each magisterial district will 
be assigned a grader operator and fir 
laborers.

Free lunches will be available to all 
children 18 years of age and younger at 
13 centers located at the followmg 
elementary schools: Allen, Auxier .

All children 
will be served the same meal at no 
separate charge regardless of race, col­
or. national origm, sex. age or handicap­
ped, and there will be no discrimination 
in the course of the food ser\'ic<'. 

office staff will be permanent, however. 
An administrative staff of five-the 
judge-executive, a deputy judge, a 
finance officer, a secretary, and an 
alcoholic beverage control 
administrator-will be responsible for 
the duties once assigned to 11 people. 

ABC Administrator Denzil Allen will 
work for a third of the salary he has been 
getting-down from $1500 to $500 a 
month..,-but the judge and his deputy 
will both be seeing raises. 

The judge-executive's salary rises 
from $28,387 to $30,585, representing a 
3.87 percent cost-of-living adjustment 
The office of deputy-judge, which last 
year paid $12,780, will now pay $18,000, 
:m increase said to reflect the deputy 
judge's expanded responsibilities under 
the new administration. 

Where five have been employed at the 
Allen park on a year-round basis, four 
will now be employed there for five 
months of the year. Where the solid 
waste agency formerly rented office 
space for $12,000 a year, it will now move 
into rent-free space once occupied by a 
flood plain administrator. 

The county will no longer pay for a 
secretary in the county attorney's office. 
County Surveyor Elmer Rice and 
Livestock Inspector Sage Frasure will 
be paid, in lieu of salaries, a fee for ser­
vices actually rendered 

The budget includes no increase in 
magistrates' salaries or expenses. They 
are each paid $20,843.75 annually, plus 
$3600 in automatic expense allowances. 

A specific sum-$20,000-has been 
budgeted in the new year for "county of­
ficials' travel expenses " The use of 
credit cards to charge such expenses 
last year drew criticism from state 
finance department officials and the 
practice was stopped. 

Some $12,000 has been se1 aside in the 
budget for the county's senior citizens' 
centers- $4000 each to the centers in 
Martin, Prestonsburg and Wheelwright 
The county's 10 volunteer fire depart­
ments will get $1000 each. The budget in­
cludes $3600 for Dog Warden Paul Burke 
and $3000 for the Humane Society, 
although the animal shelter once 
operated by the society has reportedly 
been shut down since January. The $6000 
budgeted for a librarian wi!Iapparent­
ly keep the Wheelwright library in

Cervical cancer kills approximately 
11,000 women in the United States each 
year, yet cervical cancer is one of the 
most curable of all cancers if it is 
detected and treatment is begun in the 
early stages. 

The pap test is a simple painless test 
to determine cervical cancer, and it on­
ly takes a few moments of a woman's 
time. Women age 45 and over are 
especialy urged to be screened regularly 
for cervical cancer since this is the high 
risk age for the disease. 

The Floyd County Health Department 
1s having Pap clinics on Friday, June 10, 
and Wednesday, June 15, from 8:30 un­
tilll : 30 and from 1 until 2. These clinics 
are a free service of the health depart­
ment and women age 45 and over are 
especially urged to take advantage of 
this service since this is the high risk age 
for cervical cancer. 

A nurse from the health department 
will be in Wayland, Monday, June 13, at 
the Methodist Church from 10 until 2. 
She will offer T.B. skin tests, urinalyses, 
anemia screenings, blood pressures, and 
immunizations. This clinic is a service 
of the health department and the public 
is welcome. 

There will be no nursing services after 
2 p.m., Wednesday, June 8, due to the 
health department staff being in a 
meeting.

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Van B. Patton, 36, of McDowell, is 
listed as a defendant on a related count 
and he and seven others-Ed "Panhan­
dle" Moore, Phillip Booth, Pearl Booth, 
Phillip Dale Moore, Jake Moore, Phil­
man Caudill, and Basil Ray Moore-are 
named as unindicted co-conspirators in 
the case. 

Edgar Jones is identified as president 
of the JRM Coal Company, which was 
under a five-year contract to supply 
360.000 tons of coal a year to the South 
Carolina Electric and Gas Company. 
The other officers in the company, 
neither of whom was indicted, are listed 
as Greg Jones and Carson Akers. 

In order to fill its contract with the 
power company, JRM is said to have 
contracted with various other coal com­
pames to mine the coal it had under 
lease, including the Bryan Coal Co. and 
Calamity Coal Co., both owned by 
Phlllip and Pearl Booth, the A and A 
Coal Co. , owned by Earl Adkins and 
Ph!llip Adkins, and the Dye Coal Co., 
owned by Ricky Dye, Litton Dye and 
T'lton Dye. 

Coal miners employed by the 
subcontractors- who make up the bulk 
of the defendants in the case-were 
members of UMWA Local 5967 at East 
McDowell Two officers of the local­
Teddy Kinney. president, and Drexil 
Hall, vice-president- are also listed 
among the defendants. 

The first count of the indictments, 
which were presented to the grand jury 
by Assistant U.S. Attorney Thomas L. 
Self. charges the 19 alleged conspirators 
and their eight alleged accomplices with 
plottmg to disrupt the Ray-Mac opera­
tion by threats and violence in order to 
take over the mine themselves. 

The indictment lists 42 incidents­
including the purchase of guns and am­
munition, shooting at the Ray-Mac mine 
on two occasions, the dynamiting of a 
coal auger belonging to the company, 
and the burning of a tipple Ray-Mac had 
leased- as "overt acts .. .in furtherance 
of the conspiracy." 

Counts 2 through 5 cite specific acts of 
violence on February 17, 18, 21 and 26, 
1982, allegedly calculated to obstruct 
Ray-Mac's operation in order to force 
the company out of business. 

Counts 6 through 8 allege violations of 
federal firearms and explosives laws, 
and counts 9 and 10 charge three of the 
defendants with making and possessing 
a bomb, and failing to register or pay 
taxes on it. 

Conviction on any of the first five 
counts carries a penalty of not more 
than 20 years in prison, a $10,000 fine, or 
both. The other offenses each carry a 
.maximum prison term of 10 years or a 
$10,000 fine or both. 

Among the "overt acts" cited as part 
of the alleged conspiracy are: 

- a January 4, 1982 meeting between 
Edgar Jones and Ernie Justice, presi­
dent of UMW District 30, in which Jones 
: •attempted to get District 30 to organize 
flay-Mac ;" 

- a Feb. 15 meeting in which Jones is 
said to have told Phillip and Pearl Booth 
that Ray-Mac had underbid him on a 
contract for the sale of coal and that 
miners working for JRM's contract 
miners would have to shut the Ray Mac 
operation down; 

- a meeting the same day between 
Edgar Jones, Ricky Dye, Phillip Adkins, 
Earl Adkins, Phillip Booth, Carson 
Akers, German Stumbo and Greg Jones 
at which Edgar Jones "told his contract 
miners that a picket line was to be set 
up at Ray-Mac (and that they were) to 
allow their men to walk off their jobs to 
join the picket line.'' 

On Tuesday, Feb. 16, the second day 
of picketing and the first to bring reports 
of violence, Jones is said to have furnish­
ed the pickets with a case of whiskey and 
to have assured them they "would get 
the guns and ammunition needed to stop 
Ray-Mac from operating." 

Guns and ammunition were purchas­
ed from Donahue Halbert and were ap­
parently paid for with union funds drawn 
from Local 5967, according to the 
indictment. 

Drexil Hall is accused of firing that 
day on a coal truck driven by Danny 
Blanton, of McDowell, as it crossed the 
picket line; Jason Moore is said to have 
fired on coal trucks leaving the mine 
site. 

The following day, Wednesday, Ger­
man Stumbo and Ed "Panhandle" 
Moore are said to have led Jake Moore, 
Hermit Newsome, Austin "Bo" Moore, 
Teddy Kinney, Eugene Tackett, Pebo 
Gayheart and Harold Moore into the 
hills overlooking the Ray-Mac mine and 
to have directed them to shoot at 
workers and equipment there. 

On Thursday, another group­
including Ed Moore, Van Patton, 
Eugene Tackett, Benny Caudill, Ranny 
Blankenship. Tim Milan, German Stum­
bo, Pebo Gayheart, Teddy Kinney, 
Harold Moore and Jason Moore- is said 
to have also taken to the hills and to have 
fired on Ray-Mac employees and state 
police officers. 

The following Sunday, German Stum­
bo, Ed Moore, Jake Moore, Teddy Kin­
ney, Mosc Mead, Kenneth Rolland 
CPostmanl, and Philman Caudill blew 

up a coal auger owned or leased by Ray­
Mac and tried to blow up a bulldozer, it 
is alleged. 

On Friday the following week, Ed 
Moore, Mose Mead, Philman Caudill 
and Basil Ray Moore, at the direction of 
Ed Moore, burned down a coal tipple on 
Stumbo Hollow which had been leased 
to Ray-Mac, the indictment alleges. 

In an apparently unrelated develop­
ment, Ed "Panhandle" Moore was shot 
dead by Price Hall following an argu­
ment between the two men at McDowell 
last June. 

A civil suit filed in circuit court here 
in February last year by Ray-Mac 
owners James McGhee, Frank Justice 
and Raymond "Pete" Barker and truck 
drivers Danny Blanton, Abner Justice 
and Dana Spurlock named Edgar Jones, 
Phillip Booth, Harry Moore, Bennie 
Caudill, Hermit Newsome, Ricky 
Moore, Linville Mosley, Harlan Wallen, 
Milfred Gearheart, Clyde Hampton, 
Willie Moore, Richard "Dick" Moore, 
Jason Moore, Willie Gearheart and 
Austin "Bo" Moore as defendants. 

The suit was dismissed in September 
by Circuit Judge Hollie Conley and the 
dismissal has been appealed by plain­
tiffs to the state appeals court. 

Monday's indictments cap a lengthy 
investigation by the Treasury Depart­
ment's Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and 
Firearms and the Kentucky State 
Police. 

Summonses were issued for all defen­
dants except Gayheart, for whom a 
bench warrant was issued. They are 
scheduled to appear for arraignment in 
U.S. District Court in Pikeville at 9 a.m. 
on June 15. 

(Indictments are not proof of guilt.) 
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According to a schedule adopted by 
the board, salaries for most teachers 
will rise by $1140 and will range from 
$13,840 for a beginning, fully-certified 
teacher to $21,715 for the most educated 
and experienced rank.

In yet another opinion Asst. Atty. Gen.

Only those costs and fees 
specifically authorized by statute may 
be recovered, and recovery is lim 'ed to 
the person or entity so a uthorized." 

In no event, Emerson held, could such 
costs go to the arresting officer; instead, 
they must be paid into the city treasury.

Medicare Available 
For Kidney Failure 

Full Medicare health insurance pro­
tection is available to people in the Big 
Sandy Area who suffer from permanent 
kidney failure and who need dialysis or 
kidney transplant, Jim Kelly, Social 
Security District Director for the Big 
Sandy Area, said recently. 

To be eligible for Medicare, a person 
must either be an insured worker or the 
spouse or child of an insured worker. To 
be insured, a worker must have enough 
credit for work covered by Social Securi­
ty. In 1983, the amount of credit required 
ranges from 1112 to 8 years, depending on 
the age of the worker. 

Medicare protection generally starts 
with the 3rd month after the month a 
course of mainten4nce dialysis 
treatments begin. 

Protection can begin earlier if the per­
son takes part in a self-dialysis training 
program in an approved facility and he 
or she expects to self-dialyze or if the 
person is admitted to an approved 
hospital for a kidney transplant. 

Medicare protection will end 12 
months after the month a person no 
longer requires dialysis or 36 months 
after a kidney transplant. It may last 
longer if there are complications, Kelly 
said. 

There are two parts of Medicare, 
hospital insurance, which helps pay the 
costs of inpatient hospital care and cer­
tain kinds of followup care, and medical 
insurance, which helps pay the costs of 
doctor's services, outpatient hospital 
costs, and certain other medical ser­
vices and supplies. Medical insurance is 
voluntary and the person must pay a 
premium to have this protection. The 
monthly premium is $12.20 now and will 
increase to $13.50 for the 12-month period 
starting July 1983.

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Stumbo Released, 
Awaits New Trial 

With a $1000 bond and property belon­
ing to his mother as surety, Steve Stum­
bo, convicted in 1979 of murdering his 
brother-in-law, was released from 
prison Monday to await a new trial on 
the charge. 

The Sixth U.S. Circuit Court of Ap­
peals overturned the murder conviction 
in April after finding that "prosecutorial 
misconduct" on the part of Lester H. 
Burns, Jr.-a private attorney hired by 
the victim's family to assist Com­
monwealth's Attorney James R. Allen 
in prosecuting the case-had denied 
Stumbo a fair trial. 

The appeals court ordered the state to 
retry Stumbo within 90 days or to release. 
him. 

A pre-trial conference in the case has 
been scheduled in circuit court here 
tomorrow (Thursday) and trial is set for 
June 23. Gary Johnson, Stumbo's at­
torney, said he will seek a continuance, 
however, to enable expert witnesses to 
be retained on his client's behalf. 

Stumbo was sentenced to 20 years in 
prison for the murder of Larry Johnson. 
Were he to be retried and found guilty 
of accidental homicide, for which the 
maximum sentence is 10 years, he would 
now be eligible for parole, his attorney 
pointed out.

Senator Wendell Ford <D-Ky.) has 
cosponsored legislation that would ex­
pand the concept of the Individual 
Retirement Account to allow persons to 
accumulate tax deferred funds to be us­
ed either as a down payment on a per­
sonal residence or to prepay mortgage 
principal on a home loan. 

This legislation, entitled The Mort­
gage Retirement Act of 1983, is design­
ed to stimulate savings and make 
ownership more easily attainable for 
millions of Americans. 

Under current laws, an individual 
may contribute up to $2000 per year to 
an Individual Retirement Account to be 
used, to accumulate savings for retire­
ment The legislation Ford is cosponsor­
ing would give individuals an additional 
option to invest the IRA money for use 
as a down payment for future purchase 
of a personal residence or as a prepay­
ment of a mortgage on an existing per­
sonal residence. The concept of using the 
money to prepare for one's retirement 
is preserved through the personal 
residence investment vehicle.

Most of stories told by Civil War 
veter<:.ns have either been forgotten with 
the passing of the years, or have been 
altered in the retelling. 

Not so in the case of William Collins, 
Sr., of Lackey, a Confederate veteran 
On No\. 9. 1928 he had his story put into 
wnhng, and a copy of that record has 
been made available to The Times bv 
Scott Collins, Prestonsburg attorney and 
a grandson of the veteran. 

His reminiscences follow: 
When the Civil war started in 1861 I 

was fifteen years old, I had two brothers 
in the service. Marshall Collins and 
lsacc Collins. Marshall Collins was 
younger than I and Isaac Collins was 
older. I am at present 84 years old. At 
the age of 16, I joined the Confederate 
Army under Adam Martin who was cap­
tain of my company. Also at this same 
date my two brothers joined. Adam 
Martin was a captain under Colonel Ben 
Caudill, of Whitesburg, Ky. Anderson 
Hays, of Hindman Ky., was captain of 
another company, mostly from this sec­
tion of the country. Among other men 
who were in the two armies were Isom 
Slone, of Caney, Berry Sexton, near 
Whitesburg. Koon Slone, Bill Triplett. 
Sr., Moon Conley, all of Lackey, Nelse 
Chaffins, Emery Hughes, Bryce 
Shepherd, of Goodloe, <Middle Creek), 
Btce Johnson, Joab Johnson, John 
Johnson, Tandy Martin, Sr. and Joe 
Martin, of Lackey, and John Slusher 

While in the service we had to drill 
twice a day and we were stationed in this 
section of the country which extended to 
Whitesburg Ky., Gladesville, Va. and 
other points. It was our duty to protect 
the country from abusive treatment 
from Home Guards and outlaws, also to 
capture the Yankees wherever we could. 

Ben Caudill's regiment was compos­
ed of one thousand men and the captains 
of his regiment captured, in all, fifty 
Home Guards belonging to the Yankee 
Army. They were all tried for crimes of 
one kind and another and all paroled 
with the exception of one man by the 
name of Scritch, a son in law of Old Sam 
Maggard, who lived above Mindman. 
Scritch was considered a very bad and 
dangerous man. It was proven by his 
own comrades, or Yankee Home 
Guards, that he had killed an old man 
and woman and robbed them and was 
found to be guilty of other willful crimes. 
This being the case, it was decided to 
courtmartial him. Col. Ben Caudill, with 
his other majors and other officers 
under his supervision, selected twenty­
four men out of the various companies 
to perform this duty. I was selected as 
one of the twenty-four men but was re­
jected by my captain on account of my 
youth, and Isacc Collins, my brother, 
was taken in my place. Ben Smith, who 
used to reside on Jones Fork, and Dan 
Howard, who formerly lived at Lackey, 
were two of the men selected. Howard 
was selected from his own suggestion, 
due to the fact that a short time previous 
to th1s, Scritch had helped to kill his 
brother.

It was 
always said by those present-that 
Scritch was one of the most daring and 
courageous men to ever face an or­
dinance like this. 

Before he was courtmartialed the 
men were told to take aim, and Scritch 
patted himself on the chest and told the 
men he was ready.

After I was in the service for eighteen 
months as a Confederate soldier I was 
captured and taken prisoner. My 
brother Marshall Collins was also taken 
prisoner at the same time. My other 
brother, Isacc Collins, and others of our 
company escaped. He remained with the 
army for a period of one year. An inci­
dent which was always commented 
upon. While there was severe fighting at 
one time Isacc Collins was appointed to 
hold horses for some of the other men in 
his company. Among them was Joe 
Martin, a brother to Adam Martin, our 
captain. Isacc saw they were determin­
ed to capture Joe Martin. He mounted 
his horse and led Joe's horse to him 
which was being surrounded by those on 
the opposite side. Both rode to safety. It 
was always commended as being a very 
dangerous and daring deed. 

Isacc Collins was in many battles 
throughout this section extending into 
Tennessee and Virginia. Those taken 
prisoner at the same time I was taken, 
I cannot recall all their names in this 
section but among them were my 
younger brother, Marshall Collins, Col. 
Ben Caudill and others previously men­
tioned. At the time of our capture we 
were at Gladeville, Va. The Yankees 
brought us to Pikeville, Ky. and from 
Pikeville to Prestonsburg by foot. At this 
place they kept us for three days and 
nights under guard. We had no shelter 
and were compelled to sleep on the 
ground without blankets. From this 
place we were taken on a flatboat to 
Catlettsburg, Ky. From this point we 
were taken via steamboat to Cincinnati. 
We were in Cincinnati when the Battle 
of Gettysburg was fought. We remain­
ed there for two days and nights and 
from this point we were taken by train 
to Camp Chase, Ohio and kept for four 
weeks. We were then taken to Camp 
Douglas, Ill , at Chicago. Later, Lin­
coln's Park was built on this site. They 
put us in prison and we were kept there 
for eighteen months. There were about 
ten thousand prisoners in all. On one oc­
casion I remember while in prison, 
visitors were allowed to come among us. 
One day sorr.e visitors brought with 
them a shepherd dog which accom­
panied them in the prison. Some 
prisoners from the Blue Grass region of 
this state managed to steal and conceal 
the dog. After the visitors left, they miss­
ed the dog and returned to the prison in 
search for him but could not find him. 
The next day they again returned for 
further investigation. They found some 
of the dog's feet and hide. Upon inquiry 
why they killed the dog the answ2r was 
given: 

"The dog was killed and eat for the 
want of meat." 

This was the only answer they could 
get. A sharp suspicion was placed upon 
some of the men and it was reported that 
those accused were severely punished. 
The kind of punishment they had was 
placing them in a dark dungeon for cer­
tain spaces of time or sometimes plac­
ed chains around their legs and fasten­
ed a ball of iron to it weighing sixty 
pounds which the men had to carry with 
them when they moved about. 

Doctors visited the prison who would 
inspect and treat those who were ill. I 
ofttimes made it a point to gain their 
friendship and showed myself ready to 
help them in any way I could. They often 
played checkers in the prison. I built 
fires for them and when I took sick in 
prison they gave me their special atten­
tion, especially one doctor whom I had 
won his confidence and friendship. This 
doctor treated me and encouraged me 
to get well. My brother Marshall Collins 
took sick with typhoid fever in prison 
with me and died of this disease. Many 
of the others died of this same disease. 
The other diseases which caused the 
most deaths were erysipelas, smallpox 
and measles 

At the time of my exchange they were 
dying at the rate of fifty a day. 

After being in prison for eighteen 
months they decided to take five hun­
dred of us and exchange us to five hun­
dred soldiers at Richmond, Va. At this 
point I got a sixty days furlough home 
and while I was home peace was 
declared. 

At this time all the men who were in 
prison with me and all the soliders 
whom I was on duty with are dead and, 
so far as I know, I am the only survivor. 
I have made this statement at the re­
quest of my family who have often heard 
me relate some of these incidents.

Five hundred years ago everyone 
knew that the sun circled the earth. 
Galileo even faced excommunication for 
expressing his theory that the sun was 
the center off the solar system. A few 
years later, people began to question the 
fact that the earth was the hub of the 
universe. Then we learned the truth. 

That is the nature of scientific 
progress- from false certainty to ques­
tioning, to new and more accurate 
knowledge. On the subject of acid 
deposition, the U.S. Environmental Pro­
tection Agency <EPA> and a number of 
reputable atmospheric scientists have 
moved from the first stage to the second, 
and all of us should be grateful. 

Current scientific knowledge is over­
whelmingly uncertain. We do not know 
the cause of increasing acidity. We do 
not even know that acidity if increasing. 
We do not know what level of acidity is 
"normal." We do not fully understand 
the relative contribution of natural and 
man made sources of acidity. And, 
despite propaganda, we do not know if 
local or long distance sources of pollu­
tion are more important. Significantly, 
a study released in April by The 
Massachusetts Institute of Technology 
and one by a Washington University pro­
fessor issued in May, stress the relative 
importance of local sources. 

There are many other things that we 
know. We know that there is no evidence 
that acid rain affects human health. We 
know that the same New Englanders 
who want to tighten pollution controls in 
the midwest want to ease them at home. 
We know that American pollution con-

trois are stricter than those in Canada. 
We know that the worst single polluter 
in North America is Canada's Sudbury 
smelter. And we know that tl:2 area 
most affected by excess acidity in North 
America surrounds that Sudbury 
installation. 

And that is only part of our knowledge. 
We know that the level of acidity 
historically has varied. Ages-old 
icebergs reveal higher acid content than 
we now have. The same was true of 
seventeenth century Paris. We know 
that acid levels never have been 
measured consistently over a long 
enough period to determine 1f significant 
changes have taken place. We know that 
IF -a very big IF -utility emissions are 
a major cause of rainfall acidity, the 
problem is self-correcting because of 
provisions in the Clean Air Act. The 
USEPA recently reported that emis­
sions of sulfur dioxide declined by Zl per­
cent from 1975 to 1981. And, as new 
power plants- which must meet even 
more stringent standards-replace 
older ones, that process will accelerate. 

Most of all, we know that acid rain 
controls will have severe economic and 
employment impacts in the Midwest and 
parts of Appalachia . The U.S. Depart­
ment of Energy recent!y estimated that 
50 to 75 percent of the emissions reduc­
tions mandated by the proposals would 
be achieved by substituting low sulfur 
coal for high sulfur coal If this fuel swit­
ching occurs, 40,()()()-80,000 coal industry 
employees could lose their jobs. In ad­
dition to the direct mining job losses, 
many thousand more workers in related 
industries and in the service sector 
would be affected. These job losses 
would occur in areas of the country that 
already suffer from near depression­
level unemployment rates. 

The total economic cost to the coal 
mining states that would be affected 
would be between three and six billion 
dollars . The social costs would be in­
calculable. Moreover, the problems 
created would not be short term. Many 
mining communities would never 
recover ; they would become ghost 
towns Meanwhile, the energy in­
dependel'lce that is within our grasp 
never would occur. Instead, we would 
continue to mortgage our future to 
unstable and expensive foreign sources 
of energy. 

Finally, we know that the progagan­
da being issued by organizations 
devoted to acid rain controls has been 
a disservice to the people of the United 
States. The people and organizations 
that have issued this propaganda are us­
ing unjustifiable scare tactics . These are 
reminiscent of the claims some years 
ago that Lake Eri~ already was dead 
and gone. irretrievable, because of 
pollution. Tell that to the people enjoy­
ing Lake Erie's many beautiful beaches 
today. 

More than enough heat has been shed. 
Now it's time to spread some light.

Day Would Focus On 
Global Food Crisis 

Senator Wendell Ford <D-Ky.) said to­
day he is co-sponsoring a resolution 
which details the problem of world 
hunger and world food supply and 
designates October 16, 1983 as "World 
Food Day" . 

"More than 15 million people 
throughout the world die of starvation 
each year," said Ford. "In the develop­
ing world, one out of every four children 
under the age of five dies from hunger. 
The United States has the resources and 
the moral responsibility to lead the ef­
fort to eliminate world hunger." 

A major global food supply crisis ap­
pears likely to occur within the next 
twenty years unless the level of world 
food production is distributed more ef­
ficiently, said Ford. "The world now 
produces enough food to provide every, 
woman and child with a diet of about 
3,000 calories per day, well above the 
average minimum requirements. We 
must distribute the world sU\-plus, 
especially the one that exists here in the 
United States." 

"It is not lost on Congress that there 
are immense farm surpluses and rising 
farm foreclosures in America despite 
the desperate need for food by millions 
around the globe," said Ford. "A 
legitimate effort to distribute food could 
provide new markets and be a boon for 
the American farmer."

Harbor Seal Always 
Finds His Way Home 

Star gazers may look for constella­
tions, but along the East Coast, "Andre 
Watchers" look for a famous speckled 
seal. 

For 14 years, Andre the harbor seal 
has been swimming his way up the coast 
from his winter home at a Boston 
aquarium to his adopted summer home 
in Rockport, Maine. 

Andre prefers the Rockport harbor to 
the ''wild'' of the ocean, according to this 
month's issue of Ranger Rick, the 
children's publication of the National 
Wildlife Federation. 

In Rockport, Andre spends spring and 
summer under the watchful eye of 
Harry Goodridge, who's taken care of 
the seal since he was a baby. But 
because Rockport's water is too cold for 
Andre in the winter, Goodridge sends 
him to an aquarium in Massachusetts or 
Connecticut in the fall. 

When he's turned loose from the 
aquarium each spring, Andre returns to 
Rockport. One year, he actually swam 
from the tip of Cape Cod to Maine-a 
200-mile trip- in less than six days. 

After Andre's first summer in 
Rockport, Goodridge arranged to take 
him to :m aquarium, where he'd be 
cared for and in the company of other 
harbor seals. When the next spring 
came, Andre was released into the 
ocean just north of Boston, and every­
one hoped he would return to the 
Atlantic. 

Andre did return to the Atlantic, but 
he swam close to shore, and in just a few 
days, he was back in Rockport harbor, 
looking for Harry Goodridge. 

Andre is now a New England 
celebrity-beloved by all those who 
watch for his annual swims up the coast, 
and those who wait to hear that he once 
again has reached Rockport. 

But Andre is particularly special to 
Harry Goodridge and his family, who 
have grown up with the seal. According 
to Ranger Rick, Andre even rides in the 
Goodridge car when he's on the way to 
visit their home! 

Goodridge has also taught Andre to 
"fetch," which was relatively easy since 
harbor seals are natural retrievers./m­
dre actually became such an expert that 
he took part in Goodridge's daughter's 
wedding, which was held right next to 
the water in the harbor. At just the right 
moment, Andre fetched the wedding 
rings from the water, and took them to 
the bride and groom. 

During his spring and summer in 
Rockport, Andre eats the fish Goodridge 
feeds him, swims in the harbor, and per­
forms tricks for the visitors who come 
to see the legendary Rockport "native."

When Gertrude Brewington was a 

young girl growing up in Cumberland 
County, N.C., there was no high school 
for Indian children, the nearest being 50 
miles away. No matter the distance, she 
and her sister were determined they 
would attend. So their father scrimped 
and saved and bought a car of sorts . To 
help defray its cost, the parents of six 
other Indian families contributed a mon· 
thly fee for transportation. And so, dai­
ly, Gertie, her sister and friends made 
a 96-mile round trip to earn their high 
school diplomas. 

From childhood Gertie knew she was 
going to be involved in helping her peo­
ple. most of whom lived on the cold edge 
of poYerty. And through her long 
association with the North Carolina 
Commission of Indian Affairs, she has 
done just that. 

A year ago she became the director of 
the Young Volunteers in ACTION pro­
gram in Raleigh. Today, with 481 
volunteers between the ages of 14 and 22, 
her YVA projects serve Indian needs in 
13 counties. Most of the volunteers are 
from Indian families, and they know bet­
ter than anyone the kind of problems to 
be found in remote Indian villages where 
shanties line the dirt road, a muddy well 
supplies water for a half-dozen families 
whose children are semi-literate-far 
behind their class in reading and 
writing. Gertie had spent a great deal 
of time as a literacy tutor for Indian 
youngsters, and this was one a'rea of 
volunteer training on which she concen­
trated. She knew it was essential to get 
past the obstacle of the isolated world in 
which so many of the children lived, not 
just behind the closed door of a shanty 
but behind the closed door of the mind. 
With the aid of her volunteers and their 
adult coordinators, she organized week­
ly meetings where the young people 
could gather to socialize, learn crafts 
and dances and develop a sense of pride 
in their heritage. 

As she describes it, "Where once there 
were kids who would not lift their heads, 
they now take part. ' ' As for tutoring, just 
recently an Indian mother whose 
daughter was judged to be three years 
behind the class received a letter from 
her daughter's teacher saying, "I don't 
know what you're doing to improve Don­
na's reading and writing but her pro­
gress is remarkable. " 

Recently, the Cumberland County 
YVA held an election and Pam Brew­
ington, Gertie's 15-year-old daughter, 
became president. Since the age of eight 
Pam has been a certified literacy tutor, 
the youngest in the state. Like mother, 
like daughter, she has dedicated her 
volunteer time to Indian affairs. Recent­
ly, she has been involved in the plan· 
ning for the State Youth Indian Con­
ference, held this month . At the gather­
ing there are numerous workshops-on 
leadership, on state government, on the 
legislative process, on Indian affairs. 
The purpose is getting young people in­
volved and interested in their state and 
encouraging them to motivate their 
parents to register to vote. 

Gertrude Brewington, through her 
development of the YV A program, has 
brought a new and exciting dimension 
of voluntarism to young volunteers who 
are engaged, not only in Indian Affairs, 
but also in everything from working in 
the sheriff's office to assisting at the VA 
hospital. In so doing she has broken 
down old barriers and improved com­
munity relationships throughout her 
wide region of activity. She's one 
American busy proving what this coun­
try is really all about. 

ASCS Urges Corn Producers 
To Report Acreages By July 15 

Again, the Agricultural Stablization 
and Conservation Service is urging corn 
producers to report their planted 
acreages. With recent changes in the 
farm programs, it is more important 
than ever for producers to certify their 
crop acreages. Many producers were 
disappointed this year when they were 
ineligible to participate in the Payment­
In-Kind (PIKl Program, due to failure 
to have reported their acreages in the 
past. 

Persons participating in the PIK must 
report to be eligible for benefits. 
Penalties will be assessed for those 
farmers approved for a PIK contract 
who do not report their acreage on time 
and correctly. 

ASCS offers measurement service to 
farmers at a nominal fee to those per­
sons uncertain as to their correct 
acreages. 

Because of rainy weather, planting 
will be very late this year, but farmers 
will have until July 15, to certify. Failure 
to report could affect producers' eligi­
bility to participate in future years and, 

. program participants, could result in 
loss of benefits and liquidated damges 
being paid ASCS.

TAKE A KID FISHING 
June 6-12 is National Fishing Week, 

and the theme of this year's observance 
is "Take a Kid Fishing." 

Introducing a youngster to the sport 
of angling is a worthwhile endeavor any 
time of the year, but during National 
Fishing Week, why not make it a special 
point to take a boy or girl fishing. 

The kind of fishing trip you plan for 
the youngster can make a big difference 
in how well he enjoys the outing. While 
a 12-year-old could probably spend all 
day casting for bass with you, expecting 
the same dedication from a six-year-old 
bundle of energy would be asking too 
much. 

For the younger child, an hour or so 
fishing for bluegill at a nearby farm 
pond will generally be sufficient. Tackle 
should be kept simple-a cane pole or 
perhaps a spincast outfit, with a can of 
worms for bait. 

It's also probably best to limit yourself 
to one kid at a time. Individually, kids 
can act reasonably civilized, bpt put 
them in groups of two or more and 
you're just asking for trouble. : 

And remember that the object' of your 
outing isn't necessarily to cat~h fish. 
Rather, you should make it a poin\ to see 
that the youngster enjoys himself­
which is, after all, the point of any 
fishing trip. 

If chasing grasshoppers or splashing 
stones in the pond seems to be more fun 
than fishing, then let the kid chase or 
splash. There will be plenty of time later 
to instruct the child in the fin,e points of 
angling techniques. 

Another important thing to remember 
when you're on any outing with a kid is 
that the youngster is not only learning 
from what you tell him, but also from 
your actions and attitudes. If you're 
tempted to keep just one short bass, or 
if you carelessly toss a sandwich wrap­
per or an aluminum can over your 
shoulder, what have you taught the child 
about sportsmanship or outdoor ethrcs? 
A kid will encounter enough bad in­
fluences as he's growing up without your 
adding to his store of bad habits. 

Finally, also remember that you're 
not just providing the kid with a pleasant 
afternoon's outing-you are introducing 
him to a pastime that will give him 
enjoyment and fascination for the rest 
of his life. There's not many gifts you 
could give a youngster that will give him 
as much pleasure as knowing how to 
fish .

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Penny Was Path 
To Priesthood 

Deacon Bob Damron 

By Gwen Hall 
Neither soup beans nor Sunday school 

nor teaching in a "holler 'could satisfy 
the hunger of Bob Damron. 

Damron, who will soon become a 
Roman Catholic priest, describes 
himself as a poor, but proud, Pike coun­
ty hillbilly who was hungry for answers 
about God and eternal life . 

It was in a Freewill Baptist Church he 
says he " first learned about God and 
about Jesus." He attended services with 
his "mamaw" and would take a pen­
ny for the collection plate. 

It was another penny, however, that 
led him to the Catholic Church. In his 
early teens he saw a Knights of Colum­
bus advertisement offering penny pam­
phlets about God and the church, so he 
sent for one. Soon he was purchasing 
five at a time and his hunger found some 
satisfaction as he digested the answers 
he found in the pamphlets. 

He began asking questions of other 
area ministers. It was as an inquiring 
teenager he initially went to Father 
Jerry Stern, pastor of St. Francis, Pike­
ville, and had his first conversation with 
a Catholic. Later, he took catechism 
lessons from a Father Jackson at 
Morehead State University. 

But Damron, who was not baptized in 
his Freewill Baptist Church because he 
"wanted it to be a commitment for life," 
did not ask for baptism in the Catholic 
Church in those college years either. He 
says he just " didn't know how his 
parents would take it. " They were sup­
porting him in school and he "didn't 
want to hurt them." 

The army drafted him then and in El 
Paso, Texas he continued to attend 
Mass, read, and ask questions. He also 
rode his trail bike to desert places where 
"you could truly hear the voice of God 
moving within you." But worries about 
his family's reaction to Catholic baptism 
still prevented him from joining the 
church. 

After the army, Damron went to "a 
very poor village in Ethiopia where even 
the poorest person in America would be 
rich" as a Peace Corps volunteer. He 
taught there for two years. He had a lot 
of time to think. In the face of a situa­
tion where he could do nothing about 
poverty, death and loneliness, Bob says 
he found a God who offered richness, 
life, and companionship. After a life­
threatening bout with malaria, he pro­
mised the Lord he would receive bap­
tism, a promise fulfilled on February 15, 
1976. 

"My dream then was to teach school, 
get married, have sixteen kids and live 
up a hollow as a Catholic Christian," 
says Damron. But as a teacher at Dor­
ton High School, his dream was 
challenged. "Teaching did not satisfy 
my hunger for helping people," he said. 

A student put things into perspective 
for him one day. "Mr. Damron, you 
should be a minister. You're good with 
people, you make God come alive, and 
you show that God is very near." 

That comment, says Damron, spark­
ed thinking and praying which led him 
to realize he could help his people by 
teaching them about God, "our friend, 
a gentle, loving Father." Bob was again 
knocking at Father Stern's door- this 
time for guidance to the priesthood. 

Father Stern linked him up with St. 
Bernard's Abbey, Cullman, Alabama. 
At the end of a year as a monk, Damron 
felt certain of his call to priesthood and 
to his people. He completed his studies 
for the priesthood at Christ the King 
School of Theology in E;ast Aurora, N.Y. 
and has since worked as a deacon in 
Catholic parishes in Floyd, Johnson, 
Lawrence and Martin counties. 

He will be ordained June 11 at St. 
_Michael's Church, Paintsville.

New Look for Tourism Promotion 
The state Department of Economic 

Development's program to help finance 
local tourism promotions will have a 
new look this year, according to Com­
missioner W. Dale Smith. 

The department's Office of Tourism 
Development has changed its focus and 
taken an editing pencil to its published 
guidelines, both in an effort to make the 
program more responsive to local needs, 
Smith said. 

The matching funds program provides 
money to help local tourism organiza­
tions pay for brochures, advertising, 
travel show participation and the like, 
said Whitney Babcock, who heads 
tourism programs as deputy commis­
sioner. The program pays up to half of 
a project's costs.

The money is distributed through 
committees set up in each of 16 districts. 
A district's committee reviews and acts 
on applications for funding. The state 
then checks the applications to ensure 
they meet state guidelines. "The em­
phasis is on local decision-making," 
Babcock said. "We don't want to be in 
the position of telling a region how it 
must spend its tourism promotion 
money." 

For that reason, the office has drop­
ped a requirement that each district 
must spend $4,000 of its allocation to 
print a regional brochure. Committees 
may now decide to spend the money for 
other promotional purposes. 

The department also recently filled a 
vacancy in the tourism office by hiring 
a new matching funds coordinator. She 
is Connie Parrish, of Frankfort, a 
former Cabinet for Human Resources 
information officer. One of her first mis­
sions was to revise the program's 
guidelines booklet to make it more 
readable and concise. She is now presen­
ting the new guidelines to district com­
mittees in a series of meetings 

The guidelines apply to the funding cy­
cle that begins July 1, the start of the 
state fiscal year. A total of $359,700 is 
allocated for some 130 tourism promo­
tion projects this fiscal year, according 
to Babcock. The same amount is 
allocated for next fiscal year. 

In fiscal 1982, emplnyers agreed to 
restore $86.9 million in back wages, ac­
cording to the U.S. Department of 
Labor's annual report. This total 
represents a 4-percent increase from 
fiscal 1981.

New Black Lung Rules 
Make Qualifying Harder 

WE WANT YOU TO

Tighter eligibility rules for federal 
black-lung benefits are expected to dis­
qualify all but a fraction of those apply­
ing for the special program for coal 
miners. 

The rules, issued last week by the U.S. 
Department of Labor, result from 
changes that Congress made in the 
federal black-lung law in December 
1981. 

"Certainly our intent was to do 
nothing more than implement" those 
changes," said James DeMaree, a 
Labor Department official who helps ad­
minister the black-lung program. 

DeMaree said the department is 
receiving about 1,000 black-lung applica­
tions a month. The new law and rules, 
he said, should reduce the approval rate 
to 4 percent from 12 percent to 14 per­
cent under the department's 1980 
eligibility rules. 

The new rules won't affect miners and 
dependents already getting benefits. The 
principal effect is to prevent new ap­
plicants from taking advantage of three 
"presumptions'' that helped establish 
eligibility in the past. 

DeMaree said that some supporters of 
the program undoubtedly will be unhap­
py with the changes, but "that problem 
really lies with the Congress." 

An aide to U.S. Rep. Carl Perkins, 
D-7th District, the program's best friend 
in Congress, said the new rules seem to 
follow Congress' dictates and include no 
added restrictions. 

The United Mine Workers union, the 
Chief Capitol Hill lobby for a strong 
black-lung program, was still studying 
the changes and had no immediate com­
ment, umon spokesman Joe Corcoran 
said. 

Hobart Grills a Kentucky black-lung 
recipient and the executive director of 
the the Harlan County Black Lung 
Association, said yesterday that he 
hasn't seen the new rules but doesn't ex­
pect them to be any better than the 1981 
changes in the law, changes that he 
opposed. 

Grills said in a telephone interview 
from Evarts that the new requirements 
make it all but impossible for young 
miners and new retirees to qualify for 
benefits 

The 1981 amendments were a com­
promise supported by the Reagan ad­
ministration, the UMW and the National 
Coal Association. 

Essentially, they combined more 
eligibility controls with a doubling of the 
black-lung tax on coal production-to $1 
a ton on underground coal and to 50 
cents a ton on surface production. 

Revenue from those taxes go into a 
trust fund that pays black-lung benefits 
to miners who retired before 1970 as well 
as other miners for whom no "respon­
sible" coal operator can be determined. 

The problem in 1981 was that the trust 
fund was paying out far more than it was 
collecting. The Reagan administration, 
trying to cut the budget deficit, embrac­
ed doubling the tax. 

That, it was estimated, would stop the 
flow of red ink and allow the trust fund 
to quit borrowing from the Treasury by 
the end of fiscal 1985.

that his disease was the result of his 
employment. 

In addition, a widow's affidavit is no 
longer sufficient to establish a claim 
The new rules say that the department 
can consider only affidavits from a third 
party who doesn't stand to benefit. 

Another change allows the depart­
ment to get a second doctor's opinion on 
chest X-rays, something that had been 
prohibited. 

The 1981 amendments called for the 
stricter requirements to take effect last ' 
year, and DeMaree said some applica­
tions have already been approved or 
denied under those changes. 

But the final outcome in some cases 
depended on the exact wording of the 
implementing regulations, and those ap­
plications have been held in limbo, he 
said. He put the number at a little more 
than 2,000. 

New applications for black-lung 
be'nefits are only a fraction of the more 
than 100,000 a year that the program 
drew at its height. 

In the late 1970s, under more liberal 
regulations, the approval rate was about 
40 percent, DeMaree said.

It was my pleasure to announce in 
conjunction with this day the availability 
of a computer at the Jefferson County 
Exploited and Missing Child Unit to all 
law enforcement agencies in Kentucky 
and Southern Indiana. This computer 
will be capable of holding up to 250 
separate descripter items on any single 
child. It will also be able to record any 
child's reported movements, allowing 
police to identify what direction the child 
is moving and if he or she is staying in 
any single area. 

The availability of the EMCU com­
puter is significant in that for the first 
time there will be a direct link between 
other police forces in the commonwealth 
and Louisville. This is important 
because our experience has shown that 
Louisville attracts runaways from 
around the state who are lured here by 
the excitement of the big city. Since the 
Exploited and Missing Child Unit was 
started authorities have found children 
from 22 counties outside of Jefferson 
County. This problem is shared by large 
and small towns alike. 

Last year over 50,000 children were 
reported missing in our country. A large 
number of these young people became 
victims of exploitation. Many were forc­
ed into prostitution or the illegal child 
pornography industry. Others became 
dependent on illegal drugs or were forc­
ed to steal in order to survive. Over 4,000 
of these children will eventually be found 
dead. 

National Missing Children's Day af­
ford: all of us the opportunity to focus 
our ttention onto this problem and to 
refl ct on what we are doing to protect 
our 'ons and daughters. But it is also im­
port;ant to remember that our children 
are;in just as much danger tomorrow 
..anti the day after This threat exists 365 
days of the year. If we hope to protect 
our youth, we all must continue our ef­
forts beyond this one symbolic day.

Some Eastern Kentucky legislators 
say a special enforcement task force to 
crack down on illegal mining operations 
has used 'Gestapo" tactics to shut down 
some mines. 

Rep. Herbie Deskins, D-Pikeville, who 
co-chairs the Interim Joint Committee 
on Agriculture and Natural Resources, 
said the law may need "a little fine­
tuning" because it allows state police to 
seize equipment at "wildcat" mines and 
auction it off, even if the violation is just 
a misdemeanor. 

Sen. John Doug Hays, D-Pikeville, 
said the task force had overstepped its 
bounds when it cited operators for pollu­
tion or blasting violations. 

The intent of the legislation is to pre­
vent unsafe mining procedures in 
unlicensed mines and assure that all 
mine operators are paying their fair 
share of the severance tax, he said. 

Rep. Elmer Patrick, R-Williamsburg, 
criticized the way the task force carried 
out its first raid. 

The raid occurred at a small under­
ground mine near Williamsburg that did 
not have an operating permit. 

Patrick said 11 Whitley county men 
were charged with misdemeanors in 
connection with the unlicensed 
operation. 

During the raid, Patrick said, armed 
members of the task force "ran down 
out of the woods with camouflage 
uniforms on. I don't think it's necessary. 
You're not on a marijuana raid. You're 
not on a moonsl)ine raid. " 

State Police Lt. David Whitehouse, 
who heads the task force, said the 
military weapons and uniforms were in­
tended to be intimidating, but that there 
has been no violence during any of the 
11 raids the group has conducted so far.

While Patrick contended that most 
wildcat miners in his district were poor, 
honest people "trying to stay off food 
stamps," Stanley said he knew of one 
well-equipped mine owned by wealthy 
Tennessee businessmen who were hav­
ing the coal trucked into Tennessee to 
avoid paying Kentucky taxes.

Frankfort, Ky., June 6--A weekend 
without rain has greatly improved 
fishing results at most lakes.

KENTUCKY: Black bass slow on 
crankbaits along shorelines; bluegill 
slow on worms around coves; in 
tailwaters, little activity; murky to mud­
dy, stable at summer pool and 69'. 

BARKLEY: Black bass good on spin­
ners and artificial nightcrawlers, along 
shoreline; bluegill good on worms 
around shoreline; catfish fair atound 
rocks; murky, falling slowly at summer 
pool and 69'. 

ROUGH RIVER: Crappie slow on 
minnows around stickups; bluegill slow 
on worms and crickets along banks; 
clear, falling at 18 feet above summer 
pool and 76'. 

HERRINGTON: Crappie fair around 
submerged cover; black bass good in 
lower end of lake on worms and spin­
ners; bluegill good on crickets off 
shallow banks; white perch fair using 
worms on the upper end of lake; clear 
to murky to muddy, falling at 14 feet 
above summer pool and 75•. 

GREEN RIVER: Crappie fair on min­
nows around cover; black bass fair on 
spinners off points and gravel banks; 
bluegill good on worms; murky to mud­
dy, failing at 23 feet above summer pool 
and 78'. 
CUMBERLAND: Walleye good trolling 
medium to deep runners off points in up­
per lake; white bass fair at night under 
lights; walleye good with some limits be­
ing taken casting live nightcrawlers 
along points; bluegill good on red worms 
around shoreline; in tailwaters, trout 
fair on cheese and corn; clear falling at 
10 feet above timberline and 70•. 

DALE HOLLOW: Crappie fair around 
submerged cover; bluegill good on 
worms around shallow banks; clear to 
murky, falling at four feet above sum­
mer pool and 72'. 

LAUREL: Bluegill good otf worms 
and crickets around stickups; trout fair 
to good at night on worms; clear, fall­
ing at two feet below power pool and 67'. 

CAVE RUN: Ccappie slow on min­
nows around stickups; black bass slow 
on spinners off banks and jigging 
treetops; musky fair casting medium to 
deep runners off banks; clear to murky 
to muddy, falling at 10 feet above sum­
mer pool and 70". 

BUCKHORN: Crappie fair on min­
nows around stickups; black bass slow 
on crankbaits and live nightcrawlers off 
points; bluegill fair on worms around 
banks; murky to muddy, stable at sum­
mer pool and 70' . 

GRAYSON: Crappie fair on minnows 
around submerged cover; bluegill slow 
on worms around banks; clear to murky 
to muddy, falling at five feet above sum­
mer pool and 70'. 

DEWEY: Crappie fair on minnows 
around stickups; black bass slow on 
crankbaits along shoreline; clear to 
murky to muddy, stable at summer pool 
and 71'.

The number of district health depart­
ments in Kentucky is growing by two 
with the formation of such organizations 
in the Big Sandy and Buffalo Trace area 
development districts. 

Human Resources Secretary Buddy 
Adams last week approved a request by 
Johnson and 1\'Iagoffin counties to form 
the Big Sandy District Health Depart­
ment. but Floyd, Martin and Pike re­
main outside. The district's official star­
ting date will be listed as April!. Adams 
also appro\ed the formation of the Buf­
falo Trace District Health Department 
to include Bracken, Mason and Robert­
son counties. The department will begin 
operations on July 1. 

Both new organizations have 
developed plans and budgets and have 
received approval from their respective 
local boards of health. Adams will ap­
point district boards, which will decide 
the location of the district offices, 
establish by-laws and select chief exe­
cutive officers 

As of July I, Kentucky will have 19 
district health departments. plus two ur­
ban county departments that are con­
sidPred as districts. 

Adams called the two new districts

"transitional organizations" that will 
enable the joining counties to share 
resources . "They will provide the 
nucleus for the ultimate creation of 
district health departments that one day 
could include all five counties in each of 
the two ADDs," he said. 

<Big Sandy ADD also includes Floyd, 
Martin and Pike counties; Buffalo Trace 
includes Fleming and Lewis counties. ) 

Adams predicted that the formation of 
the district health departments will lead 
to increased services for the people in 
the five member counties. "Records 
show that districts offer a greater 
number and scope of programs than 
single county health departments do," 
he said. '"District health departments 
have access to more dollars, which 
means more staff, which leads to more 
services. The public gets the benefit." 

Some federal grants are earmarked 
only for district or regional health 
organizations. he explained. He also said 
that more local dollars can go for ser­
vices when health department ad­
ministration is handled at the district 
level. 

Richard King of the cabinet's Division 
of Local Health said the county officials 
involved in the organization of the two 
new district health departments have 
been working on the concept for some 
time. 

"The three counties in Buffalo Trace 
ha\·e strongly requested that they be 
permitted to form a district." King said. 
··rn Big Sandy, the two counties have 
virtuallv demanded it." 

According to. King, the organizers 
cited some of the same reasons that 
many others have given for forming 
districts. 

"Many local health departments do 
not have the staffing, the finances or the 
expertise to handle fiscal administration 
and planning. and many feel they ha\ e 
to turn down the offers of funding 
because they can't add new programs to 
what they already arc doing, "."aid King. 
"The district concept turns administra­
tiOn over to the district level and allows 
counties to concentrate on direct 
service." 

The new orgamzations will mean that 
100 counties will be associated with the 
19 Kentucky district health departments 
and two urban county departments by 
.July 1 This does not include three coun· 
ties that will withdraw from district par 
ticipation, effective July 1. 

"In the history of district health 
dt•partment!:., we cannot say that every 
county initially electing to go into a 
district has stayed there," King said 
"But, to date. every county that was 
part of a cltstnct and has withdrawn has 
gon<' back into the district "
