The assessed value of coal tracts own­
ed by nine firms in this county is too low, 
a David man argued in a letter to the 
county court clerk last week.

Moreover, fixing a single figure for all 
coal tracts here does not meet constitu­
tional standards for assessing mineral 
values, he said . 

Assessments are supposed to be done 
on an acre-by-acre or tract-by-tract 
basis and should be supported by core 
driling or other tests, he said. Szakos 
said the state Revenue Cabinet must 
bear responsibility for failing to provide 
local property valuation administrators 
with the technical services they need to 
do the job properly. 

Szakos took advantage of the annual

Floyd's Murder Rate 
Said High for State 

Although the report on all counties 
was available to The Times this week, 
data included in the 1982 Uniform Crime 
Reports released by Kentucky state po­
lice indicates that Floyd county last year 
recorded the highest murder rate in the 
state and that Pike county may have 
been a close second. 

Both were well above the state 
average for the year. 

With nine murders in 1982- the same 
figure recorded for tlie preceding 
year-, this county approximated an 
average of 18 murders per 100,000 popu­
lation. Pike county also had nine 
murders but its higher population brings 
its rate down to 11 per 100,000. 

The state average was eight slayings 
per 100,000 population. 

Officials here were unable to explain 
the high incidence of violence. Common­
wealth's Attorney James R. Allen 
pointed out that prior to the 1981 upsurge 
in killings we went 17 months without a 
murder. It's hard to understand," he 
added. 

Sheriff Henry C. Hale also admitted 
his inability to explain the situation. He 
pointed out that several recent slayings 
have been within families. 

Officials here are concerned about the 
murder rate. They are also concerned 
about the fact that five of the slayings 
remain unsolved murder mysteries. The 
most recent death to be investigated as 
suspected murder IS that of Mrs. Glen­
da Sharon Marshall, McDowell teacher, 
whose body was found in a burning auto 
that had plunged down Sizemore tnoun­
tain. 

Among other counties of the Eastern 
Kentucky area, Carter, Elliott and Mor­
gan reported no murders in 1982. Boyd

As far as the purchase of Bailey Min­
ing is concerned, the dream has ap­
parently faded. Vern Bailey, who con­
tinued after the takeover as president of 
Bailey Mining, was fired in March. 
Some $20,818 which the parent company 
agreed to give him in termination and 
accrued vacation pay has not been forth­
coming, he says. And the company has

The two men received the Meritorious Achievement Award, 
the highest civilian honor paid by the Kentucky State Police, 
during dedication ceremonies for the new state police barracks 
near Pikeville last Thursday. 

Two Floyd men were cited for hero­
ism last week, each of them receiving 
the Meritorious Achievement Award, 
the highest civilian honor paid by the 
Kentucky State Police. The men were 
recognized for their role in rescuing a 
child from a burning auto last April. 

The Rev. Dewey Conley, 62, and Bob­
by Lee Hackworth, 45, received the 
awards during dedication ceremonies at 
the Pikeville state police post last Thurs­
day. They were presented by Deputy 
Police Commissioner Morgan T. Elkins 
on behalf of General Billy G. Wellman, 
commissioner. 

The two Abbott men, who were also 
named by the commissioner as 
honorary colonels and aides-de-camp, 
were each cited for "an act of selfless 
sacrifice and heroism, in keeping with 
the highest traditions of the Com­
monwealth of Kentucky." 

The awards stemmed from an AprilS 
incident on Abbott Mountain, when a 
station wagon carrying four members of· 
an Indiana family, struck in the rear by 
a bus-camper, burst into flames and 
toppled into a ditch. A five-year-old girl 
was trapped inside.

Limited, Howell 
Says at Meeting 

Five months after taking control of the 
county's finances, State Local Finance 
Officer Robert L. Purdom yesterday 
(Tuesday) loosened the purse strings a 
little. But many of the restrictions on 
county spending would be kept in place 
because "we don't have enough faith in 
you yet," said AI Howell, Purdom's field 
representative. And Howell delivered to 
the fiscal court another stern lecture on 
the limits on the magistrates' role. 

The county may now pay its bills with­
out his prior approval, Purdom wrote in 
a memo read to the court by Howell . But 
other curbs imposed by the state on 
February 28 this year will remain in 
effect. 

This means that the county is still pro­
hibited from borrowing money, employ­
ing any more people or raising anyone's 
salary without Purdom's approval. 

What is more, magistrates are going 
to have to learn that they are powerless 
to act outside of fiscal court meetings, 
said Howell. It was the latest in several 
attacks made by the state adviser in the 
past 18 months on the time-honored 
tradition of magistrates more or less 
running their own districts. 

"The fiscal court is a legislative body 
and it can only act as a body when it is 
in session," Howell read from a 1978 
attorney-general's opinion. "When the 
meeting is adjourned and (the magis­
trates) begin to act as individuals out­
side of the meeting, they are simply out 
of business." 

As a case in point, Howell turned to 
District 2 Magistrate Kenneth Roberts, 
whose district includes the Allen Park 
complex, and said, "You have been run­
ning the swimming pool. As of today, 
you are relieved of that duty "

'Foot in Door,' 
Patton Terms 
Highway Plan 

"I'm proud that at least we've got a 
foot in the door," said Ed Patton, 
manager of the Pikeville district office, 
state Department of Transportation, this 
week. 

He referred to information gained 
from a new construction'booklet issued 
by the department, indicating that 
design work on four-laning six miles of 
US 23 from Prestonsburg to the Floyd­
Johnson line will begin in 1985. 

The new information embraces a six­
year highway program, which, under 
present law, must be approved by the 
Legislature. 

If approved, the project could reach 
the construction stage by 1987 and could, 
conceivably, be moved up to an earlier 
beginning. 

The project was recommended by 
Patton earlier this year when his office 
was asked to suggest a needed road im­
provement within a specified cost figure. 

Four-lane construction from Catletts­
burg to Paintsville has been completed 
or is under construction, and US 23 from 
Pikeville to Jenkins is in the same 
status. But until this week prospects of 
widening the two-lane route between 
Prestonsburg and Paintsville have been 
dim. 

Heavy traffic between the two county 
seats and dangerous, overhanging cliffs 
bordering the highway have been 
argued as reasons for new construction.

-Accept the fact that the student is 
responsible for his own learning and that 
home and school both support his quest 
for knowledge and information skills. 

-Regulate the child's responsibilities 
for learning as equally as those of his 
future responsibilities inherent in seek­

Now, almost every time I get afflicted 
with one of these television commer­
cials, I think of that incident. 

What makes it so memorable is the 
hatchet job the biggies of industry and 
commerce do on the competition, in con­
trast to the more courteous attitude of 
the small-town business man. 

I can't forget those commercials in 
which one or more razor blades, certain 
automobiles or painkillers are 
downgraded by name in an embarass­
ing effort to extol the excellence of a 
competing product that becomes tar­
nished in the process. 

And they still speak of cut-throat 
competition!

Stumbo Says Loans 
Personal and Legal 

Dr. Grady Stumbo argues that the 
$300,000 which he borrowed from two in­
dividuals for the financing of his guber­
natorial campaign, shortly before the 
May primary election, was on bonafide 
loan, was not a gift or contribution, and 
that there was no violation of state elec­
tion law involved. 

Stumbo last week revealed the 
sources of that financin_g. He borrow­
ed $200,000 from B.F. Reed, retired Drift 
coal operator, and $100,000 from Howard 
Norrell, Frankfort television cable ser­
vice owner. 

The Reed loan, he said, was secured 
by Stumbo's interest in Hamilton Mer­
cantile, Inc., which is located at Mousie, 
in Knott county. The $100,000 from Nor­
rell, made on two notes of $50,000 each, 
was secured by the candidate's interest 
in an office building and by shares in a 
trucking company. 

The loans bear no interest but all 
three are due next month. The lenders 
may grant a year of grace on the notes. 
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While it is the fiscal court's respon­
sibility to determine, for example, what 
road work is to be done, only the judge­
executive and, at his direction, the coun­
ty road foreman may issue work instruc­
tions to county road crews, Howell 
pointed out. 1 

If the state is going to interpret the law 
strictly, he will do the same, said 
Roberts, who threatened to attend on­
ly the two fiscal court meetings a year 
that are required by statute. 

Roberts claimed to have furnished 
straw for the Allen park, paid for back­
hoe repairs, and paid a night watchman 
for two weeks, all out of his own pocket. 
"You are to be commended for that," 
said Howell, "but that's not the way it's 
going to be." 

The two men clashed again after the 
meeting over the hiring of Vickie Mar­
tin, Roberts' daughter. Mrs. Martin, 
who lost her $16,000-a-year job as flood 
plain administrator in a reorganization 
of county offices in June, was promptly 
rehired on ·her father's motion as a 
$6 .50-an-hour heavy equipment 
operator. 

Howell reportedly said after the 
meeting that he had not approved Mrs. 
Martin's transfer and that he would not 
approve payment of her salary. 

The court will not seek to establish a 
franchise system for ambulance ser­
vices in this county. The decision was 
prompted by a suit filed in circuit court 
recently by P and B Ambulance, which 
c'laimed an exclusive right to operate 
here. William Adams and Ezra Bran­
ham, operators 'of Respond Ambulance, 
protested· the claim and Circuit Judge 
Hollie Conley remanded the matter to, 
the fiscal court. "I don't think we want 
to get into the franchise business," said 
Judge-Executive John M. Stumbo, sum­
ming up the consensus of ttJe court. 

When it comes to television seryice, on 
the other hand, the court may again take 
up a franchise system which has been 
allowed to lapse. 

In response to a petition signed by 
about 150 Floyd cable TV customers, 
who called for reenactment of an or­
dinance controlling the cable TV in­
dustry here, Judge-Executive Stumbo 
directed the county attorney to look in­
to the matter. 

County Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr. 
explained that the ordinance which was 
enacted here in 1978 was successfully 
challenged two years later by Mike Lit­
tle, a Weeksbury cable operator, on 
technical grounds. Although the tech­
nical deficiency was minor, the fiscal 
court never reenacted the ordinance and 
the cable industry has since been 
unregulated here. 

Bull Creek residents complained of 
having no TV service and Magistrate 
Lowell Samons said the monthly TV fee 
had jumped from $7.50 to $15 for some 
Prater Creek viewers. "The t'iscal court 
is going to have to have some control," 
said Judge-Executive Stumbo. 

Money will be found in the budget or 
else a special tax will be levied to pro­
vide the $15,000 needed to operate the 
Soil Conservation Service here, Stumbo 
said in reply to a complaint by Ruby 
Akers, vice-chairman of the conserva­
tion district's board of supervisors, that 
the district had been cut from the coun­
ty budget. County support for the service 
is required by law. 

The court gave first reading to an or 
dinance authorizing sale of $500,000 in 
revenue bonds for Our Lady of the Way 
Hospital. The bond issue will enable the 
hospital to refinance an existing $400,000 
debt and to purchase new equipment, a 
spokesman said. 

But if they do not, Dr. Stumbo said, ''it's 
clear that I will be without everything 
other than my 1976 Volare, my 1979 Jeep 
and my home. " The loans cannot be 
forgiven, he added. 

Of jeopardizing his possessions, he 
remarked, "That was the decision I 
made when the attorneys asked if I was 
willing to put up that collateral. There 
was no other legal way to do it.'' 

But there are those who interpret state 
law as defining a campaign loan as a 
contribution and imposing a limit of 
$3000 on the amount an individual may 
give a candidate. Stumbo maintains that 
both his attorney and accountant advis­
ed him that the loans were legal. 

He acknowledged that if his arrange­
ment had permitted the loans to be 
forgiven, it would have been in violation 
of the law. "But I think, " he said, "a 
privately negotiated loan that is 
enforced-the advice that I got was that 
it's legal." 

He said he rejected another financing 
plan which would have organized a 
political action committee that might 
have poured funds into his campaign. He 
turned it down, he said, because he felt 
it "was clearly in violation of the law." 

State Rep. Gregory Stumbo, attorn!1Y 
for Dr. Stumbo, insisted that ther~as 
been no violation of the law. "Ofice a 
candidate has established a campaign 
committee, he can't spend a nickel on 
his campaign. Everything goes through 
the committee. But the Reg1stry of Elec­
tion Finance has in the past permitted 
the candidate to handle his own private 
transactions, which permitted him to 
borrow money as a ·private individual 
and then loan it to the campaign com­
mittee to carry on the expenses of the 
campaign. Harvey Sloane did it in 1979. 
He, Brashear, Adkins, others did it thig 
time." 

" Why all the furor now about Stum­
bo? " he was asked. 

"You tell me, " he replied. 
The Registry will meet today 

(Wednesday) on the issue. 
Dr. Stumbo said his primary reason 

for not disclosing the source of the loans 
involved an agreement he made with 
Reed and Norrell. 

" I've been quiet to this point because 
of both of the people's desire not to 
become embroiled in a public kind of 
thing. They've now said, 'Go ahead and 
say it." 

Stumbo said his family had known the 
Reeds for many years. And Reed had 
employed Stumbo's father at the 
Turner-Elkhorn Mining Co. 

Reed, 85, said last week that he was 
concerned about Stumbo's money short­
age toward the end of the campaign. 

"I was concerned when things sort of 
got down to the wire. A lack of funds is 
yery injurious,'' Reed said. 

"I have security for the loan ... ! can't 
see how anybody could fuss about mak­
ing that loan. It's a loan between Grady 
and me and had nothing to do with 
politics. I never asked him for any 
favors ... and I don't expect any." 

Reed said he first met Stumbo about 
four years ago when Stumbo came to his 
home to treat him for an illness. 

"My problems were not bad and he 
gave me a cure and didn't give me a bill. 
So I made a contribution to his clinic 
{East Kentucky Health Services in 
Hindman) about a week after that." 

He said he then followed Stumbo's 
career and heard good reports about his 
performance as secretary of the Human 
Resources Cabinet. 

That "made me feel good, because I 
live in East Kentucky and I like to see 
good results from East Kentucky." 

When Stumbo decided to run for, 
governor, Reed was among the first peo­
ple contacted for financial help and he 
contributed $3,000. 

At an early campaign meeting at Jen­
ny Wiley State Park, Reed said he 
discussed "the fact that it was 25 years 
since we had a govenor from East Ken­
tucky. That was Bert Combs .. .I thought 
he was an excellent governor and I 
would like to see another governor from 
East Kentucky. " 

Reed said he had not revealed his loan 
to Stumbo before because he considered 
it a personal matter.

Eighty-seven Kentucky counties 
reported a drop in the unemployment 
rate from April to May as the state's 
jobless rate declined for the third con­
secutive month. The rate in 25 counties 
was up from April while in eight coun­
ties 1t was unchanged, according to 
figures released by the Cabinet for 
Human Resources. 

Fifty-one of the stale's 120 counties 
reported unemployment rates below 10.0 
percent in May, compared to 36 in April. 
The state reported a 10.6 percent 
preliminary unemployment rate for 
May, compared to 11.1 percentfor April. 
The national jobless rate for May was 
a nonseasonally adjusted 9.8 percent. 

Letcher county reported the state's 
highest unemployment rate, 33.5 per· 
cent, which was down from a revised 
April rate of 34.9 percent. Wooqford 
county's 3.9 percent unemployment rate 
was the lowest, dbwn from a revised 
April rate of 4.5 percent. Only two other 
counties reported unemployment rates. 
below 5.0 percent. They were Fayette, 
with 4.7 percent, and Bourbon, with 4.9 
percent. 

Kentucky's civilian labor force declin­
ed from 1,654,865 in April to 1,648,141 in 
May, a drop of 6,724. The civilian labor 
force includes only non-military persons 
currently employed and unemployed 
people actively seeking jobs.

of next year on this new registration. " 
In 1982, the Kentucky General 

Assembly passed a Jaw which requires 
all dealers to be registered with the 
department and to keep records of the 
ginseng they buy and sell. This informa­
tion includes the month the root was 
harvested, in what county it was dug and 
how much the roots weighed. 

The Jaw meets minimum federal re­
quirements to help maintain control 
over the exploitation of American wild 
ginseng. This species of ginseng has 
been classified as potentially 
endangered. 

The stale Jaw has established such a 
good program, Barkley added, that Ken­
tucky is one of only six states in the 
ginseng growing area which has been 
granted a three-year regulation period 
by the federal government. 

According to statistics compiled by 
the U.S. Department of the Interior's 
Fish & Wildlife Service, Kentucky is the 
world's largest producer of wild 
ginseng. Wild ginseng, highly valued in 
the Orient for its medicinal properties, 
commands a price nearly double that of 
ginseng which has been cultivated. In 
1982, wild ginseng brought about $120 per 
pound. 

Last year, Kentucky dealers reported 
buying 17,500 pounds of the wild root in 
16,224 separate transactions for a total 
of a little more than $2.1 million. 

The top three ginseng producing co,un- · 
ties are Pike, with 1,300 pounds 
harvested ; Bell , with 790 pounds, and 
Harlan, with 730 pounds. Researchers 
from the University of Kentucky have 
documented wild ginseng growth in 106 
of the state's 120 counties, Barkley said. 

In addition to the regulation of 
dealers, the recently passed Kentucky 
law requires harvesters to plant any 
seeds found on a plant within 50 feet of 
where the plant is dug. The harvester is 
to use no cultivation tools, just his or her 
fingers, to place the seed in the ground. 

"Because of the high price these roots 
can bring, there is a potential problem 
that the plants will be used up," said 
Barkley. "This law helps the plants con­
tinue reproducing and keeps them from 
becoming extinct."

For a southern California boy to pull 
up roots and make a journey to a small 
eastern Kentucky coal town to play 
baseball for the summer can be quite a 
culture shock. 

But Paintsville Brewers third 
baseman Kerry Everett is adult enough 
to handle it without any problems. Of 
course, it helps that his bat has been 
picking up good vibrations every time he 
steps to the plate. 

A native of Chula Vista, CaL, just out­
side San Diego, Everett has produced 
Triple Crown-like numbers in his first 
five weeks in the Appalachian League. 
Through games of July 20, the 
righthand-hitting Everett had hit eight 
home runs, had driven in 35 runs, and 
had a .323 batting average. He had 
played every inning of the Brewers' first 
33 games and was a major factor in their 
ascent into first place. 

Twice this season, Everett has hit two 
home runs in a game. His most 
astonishing show of power came in a 
June 28 game at Pulaski, when he hit a 
pair of three-run homers on consecutive 
pitches to him in the sixth and seventh 
innings to give Paintsville a 6-2 win. 

Everett was the Milwaukee Brewers'· 
sixth-round pick in this June's draft, 
after a four-year starring role at Point 
Lorna College in San Diego. He has 
always been a big run producer, having 
set a school RBI record at Point Lorna 
in his sophomore year, then bettering 
that mark each of his last two years. 

Power is a big part of his game, and 
he knows that big home run and RBI 
numbers are likely to catch the eye of 
his bosses in Milwaukee. 

"When I first got here, I wasn't sure 
h"w I would fit in at this level of com­
petition," the mild-mannered Everett 
said. "Now, I feel I can hit for power 
with anybody.

"Fireworks, even with their patriotic 
associations, present serious safety 
hazards. Deaths, blindings, amputations 
and severe burns have resulted from the 
misuse of fireworks," warns Attorney 
General Steve Beshear. "Authorities 
estimate that each year approximately 
10,000 people are treated in hospital 
emergency rooms for firework related 
injuries." 

Kentucky is one of three states that re­
quire state certification of fireworks. 
Before purchasing, check for the State 
Fire Marshall's identification marking. 
This consists of the three letters, SFM, 
followed by four numbers. Only fire­
works with this marking, indicating they 
have been approved by the state police 
laboratory, may be legally sold and us­
ed in the Commonwealth. The penalty 
for illegal fireworks includes a fine up 
to $1,000 and/or up to 30 days in the coun­
ty jail. 

Fireworks may be classified in one of 
three ways. The first-common fire­
works. They are suitable for use by the 
public and are primarily designed to 
produce visible effects by combustion. 
Common fireworks may consist of 
ground and handheld sparkling devices 
(such as dipped stick-sparklers, flitter 
sparklers, cylindrical and cone foun­
tains, illuminating torches, wheels, and 
ground spinners), aerial devices (such 
as sky rockets, missile-type rockets, 
helicopter aerial spinners, roman can­
dles and mines), audible ground devices

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To Enter Army Col~mbia Gas Gets Less 
Than Fourth of Rate Asked 

The Public Service Commission got 
tough with Columbia Gas of Kentucky 
last week. 

Columbia asked permission to raise 
rates to customers- 111,000 of them in 
Eastern and Central Kentucky-by $9.6 
million a year. It got only $2.1 million.

-Its pay raise to workers of 7.5 per­
cent was "unreasonable," and it 
couldn't charge customers for more 
than 5 percent, to account for inflation. 

- It must buy more Appalachian gas, 
which is cheaper than the Western gas 
that Columbia buys from a sister 
company. 

George Goodykoontz, Columbia's 
district manager in Lexington, said the 
order typified the "stern consumer 
resistance" to gas utilities that has 
swept the country and impressed 
regulators and legislators. 

ficulty because it must pay the higher 
gas prices allowed by federal law- and 
because it has tried to ensure that its 
customers wouldn't run short on gas, as 
they did in the mid-19705. For instance, 
its pipeline company signed "take or 
pay" contracts, requiring it to take near­
ly all the gas that daily spewed from the 
wells-or pay for it. 

With improved production methods, 
the wells are delivering more gas each 
day. But fewer customers want it : 
Recession, conservation and good 
weather have cut Columbia's sales, par­
ticularly to industries. As a result, Col­
umbia faces two problems : too much 
gass and too few customers. 

The PSC said Columbia wasn't work­
ing hard enough at saving money. 

It expressed concern that Columbia 
Gas of Kentucky buys most of its gas 
from a pipeline that is a corporate sister, 
Columbia Transmission Co.

PSC spokesman Ed Shelby said the 
commissioners, like the consumers, are 
worried about rising energy costs. "Peo­
ple are hurting. Unemployment is high. 
The commission thinks utilities should 
do everything in their power to cut as 
many costs as possible to limit the im­
pact on consumers," he said. 

The Columbia pipeline buys Western 
gas, which is expensive to ship to Ken­
tucky. The PSC ordered the Columbia 
supplier to buy more gas directly from 
Appalachian wells, which are cheaper. 
It asked for a report by October.

Goodykoontz said Columbia has 
always bought from Appalachian wells, 
but they're soo small to ensure a steady 
supply. 

The PSC chided Columbia for raising 
salaries by 7.5 percent a year when in­
flation has dropped to 5 percent. "When 
other companies are laying off 
employees and reducing or freezing 
wages, the commission finds it unrea­
sonable for Columbia to ignore today's 
economic realities and expect its 
customers to bear such increases." 

Goodykoontz said the 7.5-percent raise 
was a catch-up for past inflation. 

The PSC would let Columbia pay 
stockholders a 15-percent return on equi­
ty, or net worth- assuming that it 
makes enough money .

The vanishing prairie 
by Kim Cooper 

On Sunday, July 31, CBN airs the documentary "Survival 
on the Prairie." The program, which originally aired on NBC. 
relates what has happened in that vast area of the United 
States that was once the open prairie. 

The needs of man, animals and the erosive work of the 
environment, have changed the face of the land that was once 
covered by grass. 

Reporter Hugh Downs probes the balance of the original 
animal life on the prairie. The birds left for winter while the 
buffalo plowed through the thick snow covering. The prairie 
dog lived off his fat and the coyote lived off the fat of other 
animals he caught and killed. These and other animals once 
roamed the prairie freely. but through the years the prairie has 
changed drastically. 

Much of the grass was destroyed. Man used insecticides 
that killed some of the animal life. 

Downs reports on how the animals depended on one anoth­
er to survive. He traces the development of transportation -
from buffalo trails to Conestoga wagons to ttie railroad - and 
settlement. 

The small farms gave way to larger, more mechanized farms 
and the natural state of the land slowly deteriorated. But 
Downs adds that the advanced technology can also save the 
land and help protect it for future generations. 

"Survival on the Prairie" was produced by NBC in coopera­
tiOn with the National Academy of Sciences. CBN Cable offers 
this documentary as part of a series on the weekly Sunday 
night program "CBN Special of the Week."

Eastern Kentucky small businesses 
will now have some help in getting 
federal government contracts. 

Robert A. Justice, district director of 
the Small Business Development Center 
<SBDC> at Morehead State University's 
Appalachian Development Center, 
recently attended a seminar designed to 
provide knowledge and understanding of 
the federal procurement process. 

"The program was beneficial from 
two aspects. First, it provided me with 
many new points of contact on the 
federal lever," Justice said. "Second, 
and what I feel most important, is the 
fact that the SBDC will now be able to 
work with Eastern Kentucky small 
businesses in the procurement process." 

Justice learned the federal regulations 
dealing with government contracts 
which set aside specific dollar amounts 
for small business. 

The session also focused on getting 
small business on the government's bid­
ders list, reading and understanding 
solicitations, submitting bids and the 
contract process, which includes pre­
award surveys of first time successful 
bidders and certificates of competency 
issued to the Department of Defense by 
the U.S. Small Business Administration. 

"Many small businesses are afraid to 
bid government contracts because of the 
complicated nature of the process and 
the fact that the government often 
makes late payments for work perform­
ed," Justice said. 

These problems are now recognized 
by the U.S. Congress and they are doing 
something about it. 

The Prompt Payment Act, PL97-177 
has recently been enacted to provide for

the prompt payment of invoices submit­
ted to the government. Also, interest is 
now paid on invoices not processed in a 
timely manner. 

"If cash flow is a problem for your 
business," remarked Justice, "did you 
know that you can offer discounts to the 
government, such as 1/10/net/30, and 
the agency is required to take those dis­
counts? This benefits both the business 
and the government." 

The Small Business Development 
Center, funded by the Small Business 
Administration, Kentucky's Commerce 
Cabinet and Morehead State Universi­
ty, provides free management counsel­
ing to small business owners and pro­
spective business owners.
