Lafferty Is Named 
Trial Commissioner 
To Succeed Martin 

Thomas Lafferty, Sr. was named trial 
commissioner this week, replacing Ellis 
Martin, who resigned the position last 
week. 

A trial commissioner assists the 
district court judge by issuing warrants 
and setting bonds, especially outside of 
the judge's regular work hours. 

In making the appointment, District 
Judge Harold Stumbo cited Lafferty's 
previous experience and the fact that, as 
a motel operator, "he has to be up all 
night, anyway." 

Lafferty previously served about a 
year as trial commissioner, resigning in 
the fall of 1981 when his brother, the late 
Jerry Lafferty, Jr., ran for county judge­
executive. He has also served as a police 
judge in Prestonsburg. 

Two brothers died and a third man 
was left wounded and in critical condi­
tion late Monday afternoon as the result 
of a gun battle staged at short range in­
side an Estill home. 

Dead at the scene were Walter S. 
Lazar, 37, at whose residence the 
shooting took place, and Reginald G. 
Lazar, 34, also of Estill. 

Charles Martin, 39, also a resident of 
Estill, was shot in his abdomen one time 
and was listed Monday night after 
surgery at the McDowell Appalachian 
Regional Hospital as in "critical but 
stable" condition. 

The shooting apparently was confin­
ed to two rooms of the house-the living 
room and the adjacent kitchen. The 
body of Walter Lazar, who apparently 
was shot seven times, lay in the kitchen 
when officers arrived at the scene. His 
brother, shot one time in his back, lay 
in the living room. 

Meanwhile, Martin, though wounded, 
had left, driving his own vehicle. He is 
reported to have driven, unaided, to the 
hospital. 

Investigation of the affray is being 
headed by State Police Detective Keith 
Scott. He was joined at the scene by 
sheriff's deputies, Commonwealth's At­
torney James R. Allen, Coroner Roger 
Nelson and Wayland police. Time of the 
shooting was placed at around 4 p.m. 

Detective Scott was in Lexington 
Tuesday while autopsies were being per­
formed on the bodies of the victims and 
could not be reached for a statement. 
Other investigators said they had been 
told trouble had existed between Martin 
and one of the Lazar brothers for some 
time. 

Mrs. Deborah Lazar, wife of Reginald, 
was quoted by Coroner Nelson as say­
ing she was at the Walter Lazar home 
while her husband was working on a 
vehicle in the yard of the home. When 
Martin came to the door and knocked, 
she answered, and was asked if Walter 
Lazar was at home, according to this in­
formation, and when she told Martin 

Stumbo, Patton Agree, But ... 

Lack of Indemnity Holds Up 
Plan To Use Prison Labor 

District .;udge Harold J. Stumbo says 
that if Workmen's Compensation is pro­
vided, he is ready to use the labor of 
prisoners in the county jail in clearing 
litter from highway rights-of-way. 

The statement was made in response 
to a letter from Ed Patton, general 
manager of District 12, Department of 
Highways, Pikeville, urging a prison 
labor program. 

Patton suggested the program for non­
felons, with possibly shorter jail terms 
offered in return for such work, The 
Highway Department, which, he said, is 
unable to employ more workers for lit­
ter pick-up, would supply signs and col­
ored vests for the protection of 
prisoners. 

"A program of this type," wrote Pat­
ton, "would provide taxpayers visible 
results for tax dollars spent to house 
prisoners. In addition, we could all take 
pride in our litter-free right-of-way." 

Judge ~tumbo, who had earlier shown 
his interest in a prisoner labor program, 
likes Patton's idea. But it's more com-

plicated than the mere issuance of a 
work order. 

"I hope," he wrote the highway 
manager, "you can see the position I 
would be placed in if one of the men (a 
prisoner) got injured out on the 
highway. If the Commonwealth of Ken­
tucky will assure me that these men are 
covered by a blanket insurance policy, 
then I will be glad to cooperate with 
you." 

Stumbo said he had "encouraged" the 
county to take out Workmen's Compen­
sation on prisoners assigned to work 
detail but added, "they will not spend 
money for it." 

He said an alternative to such in­
surance coverage would be to have the 
General Assembly enact legislation giv­
mg each judge immunity from liability 
if a prisoner is injured. "This," he wrote, 
"has been done if the state of Virginia 
and I have long argued that we should 
follow one of our sister states if 
that. .. state has a better system than 
ours." 

that Lazar was inside he said he wanted 
to speak privately with Lazar and ask­
ed her to leave.

One revolver of .38-calibre was found 
beneath the body of Walter Lazar.

Husband's Plea 
For Lower Bail 
Set for Hearing 

Separate indictments were voted by a 
special grand jury here last Wednesday 
against the three men jailed as con­
spirators in the June 20 death of Glenda 
Sharon Marshall, 35, McDowell High 
School teacher. 

Named in the indictments alleging 
complicity to commit murder were 
Clyde Douglas Marshall , 31, of 
McDowell, husband of the victim ; Bob­
by Gene McGuffey, 30, Lafayette, Tenn., 
a half-brother of Marshall, and Carl 
Harold McFarland, 52, of Glasgow, Ky. 

Each of the indictments was labelled 
a capital offense, and conviction could 
mean the death sentence. 

Marshall was charged with "solici­
ting, aiding, counseling with or planning 
with Edward Wright, Bobby Gene 
McGuffey and Carl Harold McFarland 
the murder of Glenda Sharon Marshall, 
which was consummated on June 20, 
1983, when the said Glenda Sharon Mar­
shall was killed by Edward Wright and 
Bobby Gene McGuffey, who placed her 
into her automobile which was set afire 
and run over Sizemore mountain." 

The "soliciting" accusation was omit­
ted from the indictments of McGuffey 
and McFarland, but McGuffey was 
named with Edward Wright as having 
part in the act of murder itself. 

Wright was shot and killed July 8 out­
side the cabinet shop which he and

Bus Inspection Sets 
School Opening Back 

Floyd schools will be closed to 
Stu<l~nts at least until Monday, follow­
ing a state " recommendation" that the 
school district's 6Q-bus fleet be inspected 
and necessary repairs made before the 
buses roll. 

Also at the suggestion of state of­
ficials, School Transportation Director 
Wayne Ratliff has been transferred 
from the district's central office to the 
bus garage at Garth, where he has taken 
over direct control of the maintenance 
program. 

And-although both state and local of­
ficials say they did not ask for it­
garage supervisor Palmer Martin has 
handed in his resignation. 

The delay in opening the schools­
students were scheduled to start back to­
day (Wednesday )-was announced 
Monday in a brief notice issued by 
Superintendent E.P. Grigsby, Jr. The 
notice still lists today as opening day and 
indicates that teachers are to be at their 
posts. Monday, Aug. 22, is now listed as 
the first day for students, however. 

Paul Jones, director of the division of 
pupil transportation in the state Educa­
tion Department 's Bureau of Ad­
ministration and Finance, led a group of 
fou~ in an inspection of Floyd school 
buses on July 5. They were part of an 
eight-member inspection team which 
scrutinized various Floyd school depart­
ments, July 5 through 15, following 
allegations of incompetence and neglect 
directed at Floyd school officials by a 
citizens group here on June 8. 

Jones said his team selected 20 buses 
at random for close inspection. Two 
were found to have faulty brakes; the 
springs were gone on one; and many had 
damaged seats, leaving sharp metal 
edges exposed in some cases. 

"We recommended that they pull 
every bus in and go over each one from 
bumper to bumper," Jones said. 

West P'burg Youth 
Injured In Weekend 
Shooting Incident 

Prestonsburg city police are continu­
ing an investigation into the shooting 
and wounding of 16-year-old Timothy 
Caudill , early Saturday morning at 
West Prestonsburg. 

Caudill was struck in the shoulder by 
a large caliber bullet, according to 
police, as he walked along the railroad 
tracks at West Prestonsburg. The vic­
tim told police a car occupied by two 
persons pulled alongside the track and 
one, a female, jumped out of the vehi­
cle, shouted "There he is "and fired a 
single round in the youth;s direction. 

Prestonsburg Police Sgt. Darrell 
Conley, who along w1th Officer G. 
Clark, is conducting the investigation. 
said Caudill was treated and released 
from Highlands Regional Medical 
Center. 

The recommendations were apparent­
ly not passed on to Floyd officials until 
August 1, however, when Supt.

Sexton Draws 
3rd Jail Term 

Charles Douglas Sexton, 25, pleaded 
guilty Monday to two counts of complici­
ty to commit burglary, and received a 
one year jail sentence on each count.

But Conley 
said that, given Sexton's criminal 
record, he ought to order that the two 
new terms be served consec~tively. 

Instead, he accepted the recommen­
dation of David Barber, Sexton's court­
appointed attorney, that the sentences 
be concurrent.

Q. My grandmother is dying of cancer 
at home among her loved ones. She is 
content, and she even helps us adults ac­
cept things. There are several young 
children in the family. Is there any book 
to use in talking with them about what 
is happening? · 

A. Our instinct as parents is to protect 
our children, but as you have suggested, 
it is better to teach them about death. 
Check your library for the books discuss­
ed below as well as others on the subject. 

Adult references are Anna Wolf's 
Helping Your Child to Understand 
Death, Eda LeShan's Learning to Say 
Goodbye When a Parent Dies, and The 
Bookfinder, a two-volume reference is 
helpful in locating books on many situa­
tions confronting children. 

How Do I Feel? by Norma Simon, I 
Have Feelings by Terry Berger, and 
Feelings by Phoebe and Tris Dunn may 
be used in discussing the child's ex­
periences and the value of expressing 
feelings. 

Stories about growth and change in 
nature teach that death is inevitable. 
Examples are Spring Is a New Beginn­
ing by Joan Walsh Anglund, Spring Is 
Like the Morning by M. Jean Craig, and 
Alvin Tresselt's The Dead Tree. Nana 
Upstairs by Tomie DePaola is a picture 
book that describes a boy's warm rela­
tionship with his great-grandmother, 
who dies. 

Expression of grief is also important, 
and books can help. It is recommended 
that parents read the book first and that 
the child not be pushed beyond his 
emotinal capabilities at any given time. 
The Tenth Good Thing About Barney by 
Judith Viorst, Old Dog by Sarah Abbott, 
and Arnold Dobrin's Scat! deal with ex­
pression of grief. In Jennifer Bartoli's 
Nanna, Nanna is dead, and her family 
laugh and cry together as they share 
memories of her. 

Death occurs in many fictional stories. 
One of the classics is Louisa May 
Alcott's Little Women. The Big Wave by 
Pearl Buck tells of Jiya's loss of his 
parents in a tidal wave and his foster 
father's wisdom in helping him over­
come his bitterness. E.B. White's 
Charlotte's Web also deals with death 
and grieving. Walking Away by 
Elizabeth Winthrop, The Mulberry 
Music by Doris Orgel, Constance 
Green's Beat the Turtle Drum, 
Katherine Rattison's Bridge to 
Terabithia, and Judy Blume's Tiger 

Eyes are also fine books for older 
children. 

Children may cry when reading or 
discussing these books. Such emotional 
release is natural, and it will help if an 
adult comforter says something like 
"Crying helps sometimes. I cry, too, 
when I'm sad." 

Q. I've heard people say things about 
cancer that I know aren't true, but I 
can't prove it. Can you help? 

A. In answering calls and letters to the 
Cancer Hopeline, counselors at the 
McDowell Cancer Network have learn­
ed that there are a great many myths 
.and mistaken ideas about cancer which 
are generally accepted. One of the main 
purposes of Hopeline is to provide ac­
curate information, and &o this column 
will be devoted to clarifying two cancer 
myths. 

MYTH: It doesn't hurt, so it can't be 
cancer. 

F ACI': If a person waits to be examin­
ed until a cancer causes pain, few 
cancers will be diagnosed in the early 
stages. Indeed, some cancers are not 
painful even in the late stages. 

Since cancer in the early stages can 
be painless, it is vital that anyone notic­
ing any bodily change see a physician 
immediately. 

The seven cancer warning signals 
are: unusual bleeding or discharge, a 
lump or thickening in the breast or 
elsewhere, a sore that does not heal, 
change in bowel or bladder habits, 
hoarseness or cough, indigestion or dif­
ficulty in swallowing, change in the size· 
or color of a wart or mole. 

MYTH: Cancer is contagious. 
FACT: Cancer, in the usual sense, 

cannot be caught from another person 
so there is no need for the relatives and 
friends of a cancer patient to avoid 
him/her. Sometimes the husband or 
wife of a cancer patient avoids inter­
course because of fear of infection. Such 
avoidance of sexual contact or even of 
touching or breathing the air in the same 
room with the patient is unnecessary. 

In addition, such avoidance isolates 
the patient and may make him feel guil­
ty of being "unclean" at the very time 
he needs more love and acceptance, not 
less. 

Most of 
them are the result of their fear of 
cancer.

A family of five with an annual income 
of $15,504 qualifies for free pupil meals 
under the School Lunch Program 
adopted by the Floyd County Board of 
Education for the coming school year. 

And a family of eight could earn as 
much as $21,606 and still enjoy the same 
privilege. 

The listing of family sizes begins with 
one individual who would be eligible to 
free meals with an ineome of no more 
than $6,318. A one-member family, it 
was explained by Blanche Dingus, 
school lunch-breakfast program super­
visor, would be represented by a child 
not living at home with parents but in an 
institution. If the income of such a child 
should exceed that total, he or she would 
be eligible to meals at reduced prices ( 40 
cents for lunch, 25 cents for breakfast) 
as long as the total income per year did 
not exceed $8,991.

A statement of current 
income, names of all household 
members, and social security numbers 
of all adult household members are re­
quired, plus a signed certification by the 
parent or guardian that the information 
provided is correct. Households receiv­
ing meal benefits are required to report 
increases of income of $50 per month or 
$600 a year or a decrease in the 
household size.

Cervical cancer kills approximately 
11,000 women each year, yet cervical 
cancer can be one of the most curable 
of all cancers. If the disease is detected 
in its earliest stages, treatment can 
begin thus saving many lives. 

There is a simple painless test forcer­
vical cancer. This is the pap test. It takes 
only a few moments of a woman's time 
and can determine whether cancer cells 
are present. 

The Floyd County Health Department 
is having a Pap Clinic on Friday August, 
19 from 8:30 until 11:30 and from 1:00 
until 2 · 00. This clinic is a free service of 
the Health Department and is open to 
women of all ages, but those women age 
45 and over are especially urged to take 
advantage of this service since this is the 
high risk age for the disease . 
. A nurse from the H~alth Department 

will be in Wheelwright at the Library on 
Monday August 22 from 10:00 until2: 00. 
She will offer T.B. skin tests, urinalyses, 
anemia screening, blood pressures, and 
Immunizations. This clinic is a service 
of the Health Department and the public 
is welcome.

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LEGAL TERM 
In his excellent Courier-Journal col­

umn Byron Crawford recently told of a 
lawyer-friend asking him if he had ever 
heard attorneys use the phrase, 
"Dingusing a case." 

The story runs to the effect that a fight 
had taken place in which one of the com­
batants had bitten off a goodly portion 
of his adversary's ear. The matter went 
to court. The attorney for the defendant 
was named Dingus. And Dingus went in­
to the business of discrediting the only 
witness to the altercation. 

"Did you actually see the accused bite 
off the man's ear?" 

"No," the witness admitted, "I did not 
see him bite it off." 

The case might have been won if 
Dingus had stopped there, but he roared 
back, "Well, what did you see?' 

Then came the answer: " I saw him 
spit it out." 

(This anecdote has more than local in­
terest for me. The fight between the two 
took place in the Floyd county jail, and 
I was personally acquainted with most 
of those involved in the case. The man 
who lost part of his ear was my onetime 
Salt Lick neighbor, Jasper Moore, and 
the attorney was my respected friend, 
former county attorney and state 
senator, William Dingus, of Prestons­
burg.)

When sausage-maker Adolph Luetgcrt 
did away with his wife, Louisa, in one of 
Chicago's most notorious murder cases 
in 1897, he disposed of her body by 
dissolving it in a vat filled with a caustic 
solution containing 375 pounds of potash. 

Luetgert might have gotten away with 
his gruesome crime, had it not been for 
one George A. Dorsey, a physical an­
thropologist at the Field Museum of 
Natural History. 

When police searched fpr Luetgcrt's 
missing w~fe, they foun4 Louisa's ring 
and four small pieces ofbone in the con­
gealed sediment of the val. At the trial 
that followed, Luetgart's lawyers based 
their defense on the argument that there 
was no corpus deliciti; the tiny pieces of 
bone, they contended, could not be iden­
tified and, in fact, might be those of an 
animal. But Dorsey, an expert witness 
for the prosecution, had compared the 
bone pieces with human skeletal collec< 
tions at his museum, and he 
authoritatively identified the bits of bone 
as those of a woman. Luetgert was 
sentenced to life imprisonment. 

Dorsey's appearance at the Luetgert 
trial is one of the early landmarks in the 
history of forensic anthropology, a field 
concerned with the identification for law 
enforcement agencies of bones known to 
be, or suspected of being, human. 

In the 19th and early-20th centuries, 
forensic anthropology was a specialty 
engaged in only occasionally by a few 
anatomists and physical an­
thropologists. In the last 50 years, 
however, it has come into its own as a 
highly sophisticated scientific discipline 
with certified practitioners in 19 states 
and Canada. 

During this half-century, the Smithso­
nian's National Museum of Natural 
History in Washington, D.C., has 
established itself as the most active 
center for forensic anthropology work in 
the United States-primarily because of 
its unparalleled collections of human 
and animal skeletons and its special, 
albeit informal, relationship with the 
Federal Bureau of Investigation located 
only a block away from the museum. 

The museum has three resident physi­
cal anthropologists who are interested 
in forensics-Dr. T. Dale Stewart, Dr. J. 
Lawrence Angel and Dr. Douglas 
Ubelaker. Spanning three generations, 
they have more than 70 years of foren­
sic experience among them. With the 
'help of research assistants Stephanie 
Damadio and Jennifer Kelly , they han­
dle hundreds of forensic cases every 
year for the FBI and state and local law 
enforcement agencies. 

Outside the offices where the Smithso­
nian scientists work is a long hallway 
lined from floor to ceiling with tiers of 
drawers containing carefully cataloged 
skulls and bones of more tha n 30,000 in­
dividuals, from modern Americans to 
ancient Egyptians. 

This skeletal collection, the largest in 
the world, has served for most of this 
century as a basis for studies compar­
ing ancient and modern peoples, the 
principal research of concern of ' 
Stewart, Angel and Ubelaker. But it has 
also served as the basis for identifying 
the skeletal remains of victims of crime. 

"These remains can be anything from 
a complete skeleton to tiny fragments," 
says Ubelaker, who gets a new case 
from the FBI crime lab almost every 
week. He begins an identification by 
determining if the bones really are 
human and how much time has elapsed 
since death. 

"I estimate the age of thr individual 
by relaying on patterns of tdoth develop­
ment as well as arm and leg bone 
growth," Ubelaker explains. "The sex 
of an adult skeleton can usually be deter­
mined by looking at the structure of the 
pelvis. Stature is calculated by measur-

ing arm 1nd leg bones. using formulas 
derived from documented skeletal 
materials. 

"We look for anything about the in­
dividual that might be unique. Especial­
ly valuable is evidence of past medical 
problems. Medical records X-rays, for 
example- can sometimes be found and 
compared to the remains to make a 
positive identification. 

"Finally, we check to see if there are 
signs of foul play, such as the crushing 
or breaking of bone, knife marks and 
damage characteristic of bullets." 

Dr. T. Dale Stewart, who at 81 years 
of age is the dean of the Smithsonian's 
forensic anthropologists, recalls how 
" we got into th1s crime business. It was 
because of our collection and because 
most medical examiners and coroners 
had and still have their hands full deal­
ing with flesh-covered remains and 
haven't time to develop the highly 
specialized knowledge and techniques 
needed to analyze and identify skeletal 
material." 

The first Smithsonian scientist to iden­
tify bones for the FBI was Stewart's old 
boss, Ales Hrdlicka, a world-renowned 
physical anthropologist. When Hrdlicka 
died in 1943, the FBI began coming to 
Stewart. 

" An agent would drop over to see me 
once or twice a month with some bones 
and a list of questions ," Stewart remem­
bers. " As it turned out, one of the first 
lots of bone they brought me-in a card­
board box, as I recall- led to a murder 
trial." 

The bones had been found by laborers 
cleaning out an abandoned well at a 
farm near Quantico, Va. Stewart iden­
tified the material as bones from a white 
male, around 28 years of age, about 5 
feet 10 inches in height, probably left­
handed and with signs of pyorrhea (bone 
loss around the necks of the teeth) . 

Some military buttons from the same 
well led investigators to the Marine 
Corps base nearby and to the record of 
an ex-Marine who had been a bootleg­
ger during Prohibition days, 15 years 
earlier. The man disappeared around 
that time, and it was believed that he 
was killed in a hijacking incident. There 
was a suspect, but in the absence of a 
corpus delicti no legal action had been 
taken Stewart's identification establish­
ed the corpus delicti, and the suspect 
was belatedly tried for murder and 
convicted. 

The accuracy of Stewart's skeletal 
identification was startling. Although he 
had overestimated the victim's age by 
two years, Stewart had come within half 
an inch of his height. On the witness 
stand, the victim's mother testified that 
her son was left-handed, and his last 
dental record as a Marine diagnosed 
him as having pyorrhea. 

"The accuracy of my identification 
seemed remarkable then," Stewart 
says. "Today, identification feats of this 
sort are commonplace. Physical an­
thropologists who pursue this line of 
work have more knowledge and better 
techniques .' ' 

Stewart stopped taking on FBI cases 
when he was appointed director of the 
National Museum of Natural History in 
1962. But in the last decade, as the 
museum's physical anthropologist 
emeritus, he has resumed an active in­
terest in forensics . 

Drawing on his many years of ex­
perience, Stewart has written a highly 
praised textbook on forensic an­
thropology, giving valuable advice on 
every important facet of the field, from 
how to differentiate between human and 
animal remains- bear paws look so 
much like human hands and feet that 
even trained anatomists have been fool­
ed on occasion-to tips on how to con­
duct oneself when on the stand as an ex­
pert witness in a court trial. 

Tracing the history of forensic an­
thropology in America also has been one 
of Stewart's main interests in recent 
years, and he says it has involved as 
much "sleuthing" as some of his foren­
sic cases It was Stewart who brought to 
light the story of George Dorsey and the 
Luetgert trial. 

Dorsey attended Harvard where he 
came under the influence of Harvard 
anatomist Thomas Dwight, the first 
American scientist to begin in­
vestigating ways to best estimate 
stature and sex from skeletal remains . 
Dwight ( 1843-1911), known as "the father 
of American forensic anthropology," 
held the Parkman professorship of 
anatomy at Harvard Medical School in 
the late-19th and early 20th centuries. 

By coincidence, George Parkman, a 
wealthy patron of the Harvard Medical 
School, was himself a memorable figure 
in the history of forensic anthropology 
in America; Parkman, however, is 
more famous for the grisly way in which 
he met his death in 1849 than for his 
philanthropy or research. .. 

Parkman had loaned money to Pro­
fessor John W. Webster of Harvard 
When pressed for payment, Webster in­
Vited Parkman to his office after school 
was out and murdered him. Then, in an 
effort to prevent the victim's identifica­
tion, he cut off the head, hands and feet

and consigned them to the furnace in his 
laboratory, disposing of the rest of the 
body down h1s privy. Some of the burn 
ed bones and other remains were 
recovered and, at the trial, another Har­
vard professor, Jeffries Wyman, 
became one of the first American 
anatomists to testify in court on the iden­
tification of a skeleton. Webster was 
found guilty and hanged. 

In the years since the Webster trial, 
the methods used by forensic an­
thropologists have become considerably 
more sophisticated. But one thing has 
not changed : Given the right encourage· 
ment, skeletons do not hesitate to reveal 
their secrets.

Tuberculin Skin Test 
Required of First-Year 
Pupils Within 12 Months 

In an effort to curb a slight but definite 
increase in the incidence of tuberculosis 
among Kentucky's children, the Cabinet 
for Human Resources is requiring tuber­
culin skin testing within 12 months of 
school entrance for all first-year school 
enrollees. 

The new regulation, approved by the 
Legislative Research Commission, took 
effect on Aug. 3 and will apply to 
children entering Kentucky public and 
private schools. A state education of­
ficial estimates that 57,000 Kentucky 
children are eligible to enter 
kindergarten this year. Almost that 
many are eligible for first grade, but 
many will not be first-time enrollees 
because they attended kindergarten last 
year. 

Health Commissioner David Allen, 
M.D., said TB skin tests have been re­
(!Uired for school entrance in Kentucky 
for a number of years. 

School officials are required to report 
individual test results to local health 
departments within the first 60 days of 
the school year. When the number of 
positive test results at a school equals 
at least 0.5 percent of the school's total 
first-year enrollment, skin testing will 
be required for students in the highest 
elementary school grade and for tenth 
graders ill the local secondary -sChool. 
Local health officers can require testing 
at other grade 1evels as well when the 
results indicate there could be an excep­
tional problem with TB in a school. 

Allen said skin testing involves injec­
tion of a protein derivative under the 
skin on the underside of the forearm. 
The arm is then checked for reaction 48 
to 72 hours after the injection. 

A positive skin test result could mean 
the child has been exposed to TB and has 
been infected, Allen said. In young 
children the infection is usually in very 
early stages and not contagious; it 
generally is treated at home, and isola­
tion of the child is not necessary . 

"El'lrly treatment keeps TB infection 
from becoming an active, com­
municable disease," Allen said. "Many 
adult TB patients were exposed to the 
disease as children and carried dormant 
infection for years until it became active 
tuberculosis. Through mandatory 
testing, we want to locate and eradicate 
TB before a single case can become a 
community problem.'' 

TB skin t.ests are available from 
private physicians or local health 
departments. 

Ward Hinds, M.D., director of the 
Health Services Department's Division 
of Epidemiology, said the state's tuber­
culosis case rate among children is 
significantly higher than national rates. 
Citing 1981 figures from the federal 
Centers for Disease Control, he said the 
rate among the state's under-5 popula­
tion was 9 percent higher than the na­
tional rate for that age group; in the 5 
to 9 age group, 82 percent higher; among 
adolescents 10 to 14 years old, 164 per­
cent higher than the national rate. 

"The incidence of TB in the 5-14 age 
group has increased significantly from 
1972 to 1982," Hinds said. "The trend in 
children under 5 is not clearly upward, 
but it's certainly not downward. In view 
of the overall decrease of tuberculosis 
in his county, I find this disturbing.''

ColUmbia Plans Rate Cut 
The price cut announced last week by 

Columbia Gas of Kentucky isn't much­
but it brings the rate down, not up, for 
a change. 

It will mean a saving to the average 
residential consumer of 59 cents a 
month. 

The reduction-the third by Columbia 
smce March-was attributed to suc­
cessful efforts by Columbia and its prin­
cipal supplier, Columbia Gas Transmis­
:.ion Corp., "to lower costs of gas pur­
chased from producers and from in­
terstate pipelines," the utility said in a 
statement. 

In July, however, the Kentucky Public 
Service Commission approved a $2.1 
million rate increase that will partly off­
set the savings received by Columbia's 
110,000 customers in Eastern and Cen­
tral Kentucky. 

The utility also said tha t it expects 
natural gas prices to increase " very lit­
tle" during the next 12 months.

possibility that our costs of buymg gas 
for our customers will be about level 
through 1983 and well into 1984," said 
Columbia District Ma nager Robert N. 
Ames. 

The new price cut will take effect Sept. 
1. 

Columbia said it will reduce the cost 
of 1,000 cubic feet of gas by 5.9 cents. A 
typical residential customer uses 10,000 
cubic feet per month, the utility said, so 
the savings willlbe 59 cents a month or 
$7.08 a year. 

The three reductions since March 
totaled 31.5 cents per 1,000 cubic feet of 
gas, a savings of $3.15 a month or $37.80 
a year for the typical residential 
customer. 

The July rate increase added $1.06 a 
month or $12.72 a year to customers' 
costs, which now average $62.59 a 
month. 

Columbia Gas Transmission Co., 
which supplies gas to 71 utilities in Ken­
tucky and seven other states, announc­
ed in December that it would attempt to 
reduce future increases by limiting 
prices paid under new contracts with 
producers. 

Columbia a lso said it would try to 
negotiate lower prices for gas bought 
under existing contracts. 

Ames said " the moderating trend in 
gas pr icing has arrived, and we believe 
it will continue to improve, particular­
ly if Congress enacts needed legisla tion 
that Columbia has suggested. 

"The legislation would help corrrect 
pricing and gas-contract problems be­
tween gas purchasers, like Columbia 
Gas Transmission, and gas producers­
problems resulting from the provisions 
of the federal Natural Gas Policy Act of 
1978." 

The changes proposed by Columbia 
and others include elimination of "take­
or-pay" clauses in some current 
contracts.

The suit was filed by the Kentucky 
Fair Tax Coalition <KFTCl on behalf of 
Joe Szakos, of David, several residents 
of Harlan and Martin counties and a 
Martin county citizens' organization. 

Szakos claimed last year that tax 
assessments on coal properties belong­
ing to the Elkhorn Coal Company, Joe 
Trimble, Pocahontas-Kentucky Cor­
poration and Collins Mayo Collieries did 
not reflect fair market value as required 
by law. 

A KFTC staff member, Szakos recent­
ly filed a similar protest against this 
year's assessments, claiming that pro­
perty valuations for nine firms­
including Matewan Minerals, Elkhorn 
Coal, Harkins Minerals and Island 
Creek Coal-were too low. No hearing on 
the complaint has yet been set by the 
county court clerk. 

Last year's challenges were rejected 
by boards of assessment appeals in all 
three counties and, later, the state board 
of tax appeals let stand the local panels' 
decisions. The three local boards are 
named as well as the state board as 
defendants in the present action. 

KFTC attorney Joe F. Childers said 
the state board's action cast doubt on the 
rights of citizens to challenge other tax­
payers' property tax assessments. In its 
suit, the group asks the court to affirm 
the rights of taxpayers to make third­
party challenges to property assess­
ments and to order the Kentucky Board 
of Tax Appeals to hold hearings on the 
merits of the Floyd, Harlan and Martin 
county cases. 

The implication that a citizens group 
does not have formal standing in third­
party tax appeals came in a brief ruling 
handed down two months ago by the 
state's tax appeals board- a ruling in 
which the board reversed its earlier 
stance. 

Last September the state board turn-

In June, the board reversed itself on 
the Martin county app€ill, Howard citing 
a 1966 court case that the buard had 
overlooked earlier. Marti\P 's motion to 
dismiss the appeal by Concerned 
Citizens of Martin C01mty was sustained.

Deputy Coroner Glenn Frazier, of 
Price who investigated the tragedy, 
said he was told all electric power had 
been cut from the line but that feedback 
of power from one or more 
transformers, plus static electricity, 
was sufficient to produce fatal shock. 

Dyer was dead at the scene. He was 
employed by B.G. Richardson, Inc. 

The body was taken to the Floyd 
Funeral Home, then transferred to the 
Alexandria Funeral Home at Lafayette, 
Tennessee. Dyer is survived his his wife, 
Linda, and several children. 

Social Security

Social Security Dist. Director 
Time To Check Earnings 

People in the Big Sandy Area who 
receive Social Security checks and who 
also work should take time to check their 
earnings, Jim Kelly, Social Security 
District Director for the Big Sandy Area, 
said recently. 

Those who earlier estimated that their 
1983 earnings would not exceed the an­
nual limit should check to make sure 
they have not earned more than they an­
ticipated, Kelly said. The 1983 annual 
limit is $6,600 for people 65-70 and $4,920 
for people under 65 all of 1983. These 
rules do not apply to people receiving 
disability as they must report all earn­
ings regardless of the amount, Kelly 
said. 

If a person's annual earnings exceed 
the limit, $1 in Social Security benefits 
is witheld for each $2 of earnings above 
the limit. A person will have to repay 
any benefits that were incorrectly paid. 

If a person finds that he or she is ear­
ning more or less than expected, he or 
she should notify Social Security im­
mediately so that benefits can be ad­
justed and an overpayment avoided. 

If a person's earnings are less than ex­
pected, benefits may be restarted if they 
had been stopped. 

More information about the annual 
earnings test can be obtained at the Big 
Sandy Area Social Security Office, 
located on U.KS. 23 between Prestons­
burg and Paintsville.

He served on the boards of the Paints­
ville schools and Alice Lloyd College and 
was a leader in Kiwanis, Toastmasters 
and local projects. 

Surviving, in addition to his daughter, 
one granddaughter and three 
great-grandchildren, all of Greenville, 
are brothers, Dewey, of Weeksbury, and 
Cevera, of Phelps. 

The saying, "they breed like rabbits" 
did not come out of thin air.

How does someone become a blood 
donor? It 's easy. Volunteers should be 
between the ages of 18 and 65 (17 with 
written parental consent) . One should be 
in good health and never have had 
hepatitis. 

What happens to someone. who gives 
blood? The average adult has about 12 
pints of blood and one pint can safely be 
given without ill effects. Most donors ac­
tually feel better after donating and soon 
return to normal activity just as the 
body quickly goes to work replacing the 
blood. 

How long does it take? It takes 5 to 10 
minutes to donate, but it's a medical pro­
cedure which requires records and the 
mini-medical exam. The entire process 
takes about 45 minutes. 

What's in it for the donor? There's 
great satisfaction in knowing you may 
have helped someone get a new chance 
for life. Your blood donation makes you 
a hero because you do help save lives.

What's more American than 
to pack the family into the sta­
tion wagon and head out 
across the country for a nice 
summer vacation. Get away 
from the rat race and take a

It sounds like a fine idea. 
except if you're a nerd. Chevy 
Chase is a nerd. He needs a 
vacation because he's been 
busy all year developing new 
food additives. The new car 
dealer talks him out of a nice 
sporty ' little wagon and sells 
him the ugliest car ever to roll 
of a Detroit assembly line. He 
gets lost in the middle of a 
ghetto. and amid the noise of 
gun shots and screams. he 
rolls down the window and 
asks directions. 

As expected, each little stop 
in their journey is filled with 
new pitfalls and potholes. They 
lose their credit cards, they 
crack up the car. Along the 
way they visit their cousins 
who borrow $500 and in return 
give them Aunt Edna, com­
plete with mangy dog. Perhaps 
the two funniest scenes in the 
film are the deaths of Aunt 
Edna and (although Ret lovers 
will cringe) the demise of the 
dog. 

This is the kind of film the 
Automobile Club of America 
should boycott, while the air­
lines hope everyone sees it. 

Chevy Chase and Beverly 
D'Angelo are the Lucy and 
Ricky of the road, falling prey 
to much of the same misad­
ventures as befell Lucy and 
Ricky in Vincente Minnelli's 
"The Long, Long, Trailer." But 
these are the '80s and the film 
is entitled "National 
Lampoon's Vac1jtion," so the 
jokes are cruder. nad the lan­
guage is ruder. What laughs 
there are stem from scatology, 
incest, death and drugs rather 
than from clever comedic situ­
ations. 

Chase is too much the nerd 
for us to care about .him, and 
so his plight is his own. The 
g~_gs are but a string of largely 
ur.s~JCcessful, loosely related 
bits. Chase's acting again con­
SISts of his smirky, heavy satire 
shtick that is sometimes funny 
and SCJtt<~times irritating. 

Super-model Christie Brink­
ley makes her film debut here. 
She has little more to do than 
to look provocative. say a few 
lines, and then go skinny dipp-
in g.

KEA To Use Critical Report 
As Springboard To Reform

A national r.eport that is critical of 
public education's shortcomings will be 
used by the Kentucky Education Asso­
ciation (KEAl as the springboard for 
educational reform in the state. 

KEA President Jon Henrikson said the 
KEA board of directors took that posi­
tion after devoting most of its monthly 
meeting to studying and analyzing the 
report by the National Commission on 
Excellence in Education. 

The commission, appointed by 
Secretary of Education T.H. Bell, call­
ed its report "A Nation at Risk: The Im­
perative for Educational Reform." Con­
tending that "the educational founda­
tions of our society are presently being 
eroded by a rising tide of mediocrity that 
threatens our very future as a Nation 
and a people," the report has received 
widespread public attention. 

After studying the report, Henrikson 
said, the KEA Board adopted 
unanimously a series of motions ex­
pressing the 29,000-member associa­
tion's commitment to educational 
reform. 

"While board members seemed to ac­
cept almost all the Commission's 
specific recommendations, the board 
directed the KEA Executive Committee 
to bring to the September board meeting 
specific concerns about the recommen­
dations of the Commission and other 
reform groups as well as specific recom­
mendations for a KEA plan for educa­
tional excellence in Kentucky,' ' he 
reported. 

Henrikson said the KEA Board also 
called for a coalition of Kentuckians sup­
porting public education to work for 
reform recommendations. The coalition 
could include constitutional officers, 
legislator~ , the State Board of Educa­
tion, the State Department of Education, 
local school boards, administrators, 
teachers, parents, stuqents, business, 
labor, and the general public . 

The board, he noted, endorsed the 
Commission's basic recommendations 
for C 1) strengthening graduation re­
quirements, (2) adopting measurable 
standards for academic performance 
and student conduct, (3) devoting 
available time to teaching of New 
Basics, (4) improving the preparation of 
teachers and making teaching a more 
rewarding and respected profession, 
and (5) providing fiscal support and 
stability required to bring a bout these 
reforms. 

Henrikson said the Commission report 
is perhaps the best known of the recent­
ly released studies on the state of 
American public education. For that 
reason the KEA Board concentrated its 
attention on Coii,Jmission recommenda­
tions. These are being published in the 
association's newspaper, the KEA 
News, so that all members may have 
them. 

"We believe the various efforts for 
education reform support and comple­
ment the provisions of the 1984 KEA 
legislative program," Henrikson said. 
"Strong legislative support for public

Heavy Truck Owners 
Must File Tax Form 

Owners of most large trucks, truck­
tractors, or buses must file an IRS Form 
2290, "Federal Use Tax Return on 
Highway Motor Vehicles," by August 31, 
1983. 

The tax period for the highway use tax 
begins July 1, 1983 and ends June 30, 
1984. Taxpayers who first used vehicles 
after July must file Form 2290 by the last 
day of the month following the month of 
first taxable use. The return must be fil­
ed with the Internal Revenue Service 
Center for the area in which the tax­
payer's principal business, office or 
agency or legal residence is located. 

The highway use tax applies to 
highway motor vehicles, including 
single unit'trucks weighing 13,000 pounds 
or more, 2-axled truck-tractors weighing 
5,500 pounds or more, 3 or more axled 

1 truck-tractors regardless of weight, 
trucks of 9,000 or more pounds equipped 
for use in combinations, and buses with 
a taxable gross weight of more than 
26,000 pounds. 

The tax is imposed on those vehicles 
using any public highway, which in­
cludes federal, state, and city roads . 
Revenue from the tax helps states in 
financing the Interstate Highway 
System.

"Federal Highway Use Tax on Trucks, 
Truck-Tractors and Buses," can be 
ordered by writing the IRS at the Forms 
Distribution, P.O. Box 636, Florence, 
Kentucky 41042. The publication may 
also be ordered by calling the IRS toll 
free at 1-800-424-1040.

CARUIAC PACEMAKERS 
Over 250,000 Americans have im­

planted cardiac pacemakers that keep 
the heart beating regularly and at the 
proper rate. This pacemaker can, for 
many, mean the difference between a 
restricted life-style and a normal, active 
one. 

"Last year there were approximate­
ly 100,000 implant operations perform­
ed in the United States. The majority of 
these operations involved patients 
receiving pacemakers for the first time. 
It is important to be aware of how 
pacemakers work and potential pro­
blems that may come with their use," 
advises Attorney General Steve 
Beshear. 

A pacemaker sends electrical signals 
to the heart muscles. It does not cure 
disease or injury that may cause heart 
malfunction, but it can maintain the 
heartbeat during periods of faulty car­
diac rhythm. 

The type of pacemaker used is deter­
mined by the problem in need of correc­
tion. "Demand" types, the kind used 
most often, send electrical signals only 
when needed. They are able to sense 
when the heart skips a beat or slows 
down, and will generate impulses until 
a normal rhythm is sensed. "Fixed­
rate" types stimulate the heart 
constantly. 

All pacemakers consist of the same 
basic parts: a pulse generator to house 
the circuitry and battery ; a connector 
to link the pulse generator to the lead 
which carries electrical energy to the 
heart; and electrodes at the end of the 
lead that may be attached directly to the 
outside of the heart or threaded through 
a vein and lodged inside the heart. 

The useful life of a pacemaker 
depends on the source of power and the 
extent to which stimulation of the heart 
is required . Today, virtually all 
pacemakers have lithium-alloy batteries 
with a life expectancy of eight to ten 
years. Pacemakers are designed to give 
ample warning when they are losing 
their charge, which allows for replace­
ment before total failure occurs. 

A pacemaker problem that has receiv­
ed much attention is interference from 
electromagnetic energy. This may come 
from microwave ove·ns, power tools, 
automobile ignition systems, laser 
checkouts in grocery stores and many 
other sources. Electromagnetic in­
tereference was reported to cause 
speeding or slowing of pacemakers and 
to trigger them to start or stop erratica­
ly . The use of electronic filters and a 
metal case to shield the pulse generator 
have practically eliminated the chances 
of electromagnetic intereference being 
mismterpreted as a cardiac signal. 

Cardiac pacemakers are regulated by 
the Food and Drug Administration 
(FDA) under the Food, Drug and 
Cosmetic Act. If the FDA learns of a 
safety hazard or violation, various steps 
can be taken. They may instruct the 
manufacturer of the pacemaker to 
notify physicians and patients concern­
ing potential problems or the FDA may 
issue a recall notice. "It is extremely im­
portant for all pacemaker patients to 
know the manufacturer, model and 
serial number of the pacemaker they 
have. This information could be essen­
tial in an emergency situation," warns 
Attorney General Beshear.

Hot, Dry Weather 
Hard On Wildlife 

The hot, dry weather that's had Ken­
tucky in its grip for over a month now 
could be having adverse effects on 
wildlife, according to Jim Durell, an 
assistant director in the Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources' Division of 
Wildlife. 

"This long rainless spell could be 
devastating to our quail populations if 
these birds didn't get off a good early 
hatch," Durell says. During extremely 
dry periods, quail wont't breed or lay 
eggs, while wet stretches seem to pro­
mote quail reproduction, he says. 

Deer should not be adversely affected 
by the weather, since these animals 
browse on leaves more than they do on 
grasses. However, some biologists feel 
that succulent clovers and tender new 
growth are important to weaning fawns, 
so there could be a problem here if the 
drought continues. 

But even after the rains come (if they 
ever do) wildlife could continue to suf­
fer. Many of the natural seed-producing 
plants upon which wildlife depend to 
make it through the winter won't pro­
duce good crops this year. In addition, 
because of low farm yields, waste grains 
and other foods from agricultural opera­
tions will also probably be in short sup­
ply this fall and winter. 

Because pastures aren't growing, cat­
tle are grazir.g them closer than usual, 
which could lead to a shortage of ground 
cover for wildlife this winter, Durell 
says. 

Although our lakes still have plenty of 
water in them, many creeks are starting 
to virtually dry up. With hot weather and 
low flow, oxygen depletion can 
sometimes cause serious fish kills in 
streams. 

Many farmers are having to make a 
choice between fish and crops. Usually 
the crops win and ponds are used for ir­
rigation, being pumped dry or down to 
ievels where fish kills can occur. 
. There's not much we can do about this 
~xcept hope for rain. Durell recom­
mends putting out bird baths or other 
water sources for birds and watering or­
ramental seed producing trees like 
pogwoods-if you can spare the water. 

If we do get some good soaking rains 
soon, we could still see a late crop of 
quail and rabbits, according to Durell. 
But for right now, wildlife biologists, like 
the rest of us, just have to wait and see 
what the weather deals us next. 

Finally, a reminder to all those squir­
rel hunters who are going to be out and 
about on opening day (Aug. 20): The 
woods are pretty dry, so be careful with 
matches or cigarettes. Wildlife is hav­
ing a rough enough time without having 
forest or grass fires to contend with.

Construction of a 200-bed hospital to 
replace the present Hazard Appalachian 
Regional Hospital has hit not one but two 
snags-one, Mayor Bill Gorman; the 
other, State Senator Benny Ray Bailey. 

Both want to see the hospital buill, but 
they're at odds over its location. 

Of the situation Lee Mueller writes in 
The Lexington Herald-Leader: 

Mayor Gorman, wants the hospital 
built inside the city limits on a fill site 
created by the new bypass. He says: 

"What we've got is a political decision 
or a socio-business decision and ... this is 
one of the most important decisions, 
from a medical care standpoint, that 
will be made in our region in the next 
half-century." 

State Sen. Benny Ray Bailey, D­
Hindman, is a member of an eight­
county group that favors a reclaimed 
strip-mine site overlooking the Daniel 
Boone Parkway-just three miles from 
Gorman's choice but outside Hazard's 
corporate limits. He says: 

"I don't know of anybody who doesn't 
prefer the parkway site, other than the 
city of Hazard. Personally I'd like to 
have it in Knott County, and there's peo­
ple over in Breathitt County who'd like 
to have a hospital, too. Our position is 
that we'd like to have a regional medical 
center .. . not another Hazard hospitaL" 

Caught in the middle, Appalachian 
Regional Hospitals Inc. must choose be­
tween the two proposals during the next 
few months. 

The corporation will replace its 
148-bed Hazard hospital, whose ad­
ministrator is Russ D. Sword. He says: 

"We want to move and make an ear­
ly decision ... there's a lot of people who 
have strong feelings about this." 

Strong feeling and right decisions 
aside, it is a choice that-until June­
neither Sword nor Appalachian Regional 
Hospitals President Bob Johnson ex­
pected to have to make. 

"We thought we had it planned," 
Bailey said. 

In 1981, state Human Resources 
Secretary Dr. Grady Stumbo- Bailey's 
partner in a Knott County health care 
clinic- persuaded Hazard coal operator 
Roy Campbell and his wife, Mildred, to 
donate the 17-acre parkway site for a 
new regional hospitaL 

"I think this was a project the gover­
nor openly allowed me to push," Stum­
bo said.

Nursing Program 
Helps End Delay 

The Pikevill~> Methodist Hospital 
opened a neonatal intensive care 
nursery for sick newborns on July 25, 
five years after the hospital had been 
designated by the State Planning Agen­
cy to serve Pike, Floyd, Johnson, Mar­
tin and Magoffin counties. The delay in 
providing this new sophisticated health 
service to the Big Sandy valley resulted 
from the critical shortage of registered 
nurses to staff the unit. 

The associate degree nursing pro­
gram at Prestonsburg Community Col­
l~e is helping meet the hospital's need 
for registered nurses. In fact, the 
availability of seven graduates from 
P.C.C.'s program made it possible to­
open the intensive care nursery. )'he 
establishment of an associate degree 
program in nursing at Pikeville College, 
beginning next January 1, will provide 
the registered nurses needed to expand 
or add new health service,-on a more 
timely basis in the future. 

NlCU physicians and staff care for in· 
fants with special problems. Some of 
these problems are premature infants 
with respiratory distress syndrome, 
birth defects, heart diseases, infections, 
etc. Special equipment such as heart 
monitors, blood gas monitors, in­
travenous pumps, respirators and 
special beds for warming are used on 
these infants as needed, says Dr. Jerry 
Taylor. 

In some instances, the parents may 
live several miles from the hospital, 
since the unit was estabished to serve a 
five-county area, and so visiting hours 
have been relaxed to make it easy for 
parents to visjt. 

Sediment Pond Design 
Defined in Document, 
Filing Deadline Told 

The Department for Surface Mining 
Reclamation and Enforcement Aug. 5 
released the document, "Design of Sec!.! 
ment Ponds to Meet Effluent Limita­
tions for Suspended and Settleable 
Solids". The document is being 
distributed to approximately 500 con­
sulting engineering firms and coal coryr­
pany engineers currently on the Depart­
ment's technical mailing list. 

With its release, applicants with 
Priority I transitioning permits have 
until September 6, at 4:30p.m. to sub­
mit the sediment pond designs and com­
pliance information to the Department. 

Including the "Kentucky Graphical 
Method for Sedimen~ Pond Design," 
which uses graphs, tables, and 
straightforward calculations to design 
embankment and excavated sediment 
ponds which can reasonably be expected 
to meet the current e_ffluent limitations, 
the document also describes other ac­
ceptable design methods and the infor­
mation which should be included in the 
permit application when these methods 
are used. Should applicants wish to sub­
mit another design method, the docu­
ment also contains procedures to be 
followed to obtain department approval 
of the alternate method.

HUNTING SEASONS AHEAD 
It's hard to believe that it's time to 

start thinking jlbout hunting again, but 
several seasons are just around the 
corner. 

Kentucky's statewide squirrel season 
opens Aug. 20 and will run through Oct. 
31, with the second phase of the split 
season set for Nov. 17 through Dec. 31. 
The daily and possession limits remain 
at six and 12. 

Biologists are predicting higher squir­
rel populations than last year in Western 
Kentucky, but numbers should be lower 
in both the central and eastern regions 
of the state. These predictions are bas­
ed on the 1982 mast crop, which was 
below par except in th~ west. 

The first phase of the dove season will 
open Sept. 1 and will continue through 
Oct. 31. The second phase is scheduled 
for Dec. 3 through Dec. 11. 

Dove limits remain at 12 daily and 24 
in possession, but there have been 
changes in the shooting hours, which 
now extend from 11 a.m. until sunset. In 
the past, shooting hours for doves have 
been from noon until one-half hour 
before sunset. 

These longer shooting hours should 
benefit the late-season hunter, who 
doesn't have much daylight in 
December. But hunters should 
remember that "sunset" isn't necessari­
ly when the sun dips behind the horizon, 
but is a specific time which changes dai­
ly. You'll still have to check the 
newspaper or other source to find the of­
ficial sunset time-the one that the con­
servation officer is using. 

Another early hunt is the experimen­
tal teal and wood duck season set for 
Sept. 7 through Sept. 11. This is the final 

-year of this three-year experiment and· 
so far, results have been just as 
biologists predicted. It things continue 
as they have, the chances are good that 
we'll have some kind of early wood duck 
season in the future. 

Since wood ducks are early migrators, 
the only way to allow Kentucky hunters 
to harvest native woodies is by an early 
September season. Teal are migrating 
through the state then also, so these ac­
count for most of the ducks taken. 

The daily limit during this early 
season is four ducks, but only one of 
these four may be a species other than 
a teal or wood duck. Hunters must ob­
tain a free permit card before hunting. 
This card is used to report the number 
and species of ducks taken this season. 
Cards are available from conservation 
officers or by writing the Division of 
Wildlife, Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources, No. 1 Game Farm 
Road, Frankfort, KY 40601.
