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MINE RESCUERS proceed cautiously into the darkness of Mayo State Vocational-Technical School's simulated mine 
at Betsy Layne, Friday morning, in a mine disaster drill which tested the specialized skills of the Martin-based mine 
rescue team of the state Department of Mines and Minerals. 

Responding to a call from Dwayne Hall, instructor at the Mayo facility, that seven miners from a previous shift were 
missing and an explosion was suspected to have occurred, the rescue unit from Martin soon arrived at the scene and 
began the meticulous task of equipment preparation for the rescue attempt. Within the mine where various symbols 
and markers indicated such life-threatening conditions as "bad air," roof problems, water and the like, the six rescue 
workers, all loaded with breathing apparatus, proceeded with all the care that an actual mine accident might warrant 
with almost constant testing of roof conditions and frequent checking of methane, carbon dioxide and oxygen levels ad­
ding an almost unsettling touch of realism to the exercise. While constant radio contact was maintaint'd with the mouth 
of the mine, the team members worked their way through a number of hypothetical situations which commonly occur in 
"real" mine mishaps until each of the seven miner-victims were transported safely to the outside. 

Richard A. Watts, supervisor for the Martin District, Department of Mines and Minerals, explained that the rescue 
team is requirt'd to participate in at least one rescue drill per month, at which time they are judgt'd by experienct'd 
mine personnel as to the quality and efficiency of their performance. Judges at Friday's exercise included Eddie Akers, 
Bill Reed, Elmo Green, Archie Justice, Azzie Hall and Arthur Moore. 

Members of the rescue team itself participating in the drill at Betsy Layne were Capt. Larry Sexton, Vaughn Watson, 
Kenneth Meade, Clarence E. Kidd, Leonard Runyon, Bobby Sexton, Billy Combs and David Martin. 

The Department of Mines and Minerals and Mayo plan to cooperate in future drills which also serve as a learning ex­
perience for the 12 students enrolled in the first H)-week session ever at the simulated mine. The facility, which was 
complett'd this spring, is one of only four such training areas in the state where students learn the fundamental!~ of min­
ing, from roof control and ventilation to actual operation of mine machinery . 

Clerks' Strike Ends 
Afte Court Meeting 

His striking deputies wanted a "yes" 
or "no" on their request for a pay raise, 
County Clerk Thomas D. Lafferty, Jr. 
told members of the fiscal court Thurs­
day. The answer they received was not 
as simple as that-it appeared closer to 
a "no'' than a "yes"- but the clerks 
went back to work, anyway. 

Eight women had walked off the job 
three days earlier to protest the failure 
of the fiscal court to grant them a pay 
increase the week before. At a special 
meeting of the court Thursday, they said 
their work stoppage was prompted by 
the "attitude" of magistrates who had 
tabled for further study their pay hike 
request. 

While the magistrates appeared more 
willing to hear the clerks' grievances 
last week than they had been the week 
before-and all said the women deserv­
ed a raise-the proposal got hung up at 
two points. 

Ont problem in granting pay in­
creases, explained Judge-Executive 
John M. Stumbo, was where the money 
would come from. Another sticking 
point, said County Attorney Arnold 
Turner, Jr., is that the county cannot 
legally raise salaries at this time. 

Since they are paid out of the fees they 
collect, they are not really asking the 
county for money, the clerks contended. 
"We're paying into the fiscal court," 

said Evelyn Goble. "We feel like we're 
making our own way." 

But Stumbo said the clerks collect fees 
on behalf of the county, that any fees col­
lected in excess of the clerk's office ex­
penses go into county funds, and that all 
fees anticipated this year have already 
been assigned in the county budget. The 
county also contributes to the clerks' 
social security and retirement benefits, 
he said. 

His own office payroll has been reduc­
ed this year from $177,634 to $77,485, the 
judge-executive pointedly noted. 

Even if the court were to authorize a 
pay raise for the clerks, it would not be 
effective until next January, said the 
county attorney. Under a state Jaw 
designed to prevent candidates from 
manipulating salaries to win votes in 
election years, the court is not permit­
ted to alter pay scales between May and 
December, Turner said. 

In May, 1981, when the fiscal court last 
fixed the number of employees the clerk 
could hire and the amount he could pay 
them, 10 full time workers were approv­
ed at salaries ranging from $500 to $1000 
a month. Under the proposed scale, 
salaries of the 10 would range from $750 
to $1150 and the increases would be 
retroactive to July I.

UK Hospital Policy 
Draws Fire at Meet 

It's hard to cut health costs without 
cutting services. And cuts in services 
are most likely to affect "the poor, the 
sick, the unorganized and those without 
political clout." 

That was the gist of many of the com­
ments directed at a legislative panel 
which met at May Lodge Monday. And, 
to illustrate their fears about the way 
things are going, speakers repeatedly 
singled out the University of Kentucky 
Hospital for criticism. 

The occasion was the tenth meeting of 

the Subcommittee on Health Care 
Financing and Cost Containment of the 
Interim Joint Committee on Health and 
Welfare, and the attack on UK was not 
unexpected. In its July 28 meeting in 
Frankfort, the subcommittee-which is 
studying the question of paying for 
health care fCJr the poor-heard from the 
University of Kentucky as well as from 
the University of Louisville and the Ken­
tucky Hospital Association. 

At that time Frank Butler, l.JK 
Hospital director, outlined the hospitll's 
two-year-()ld policy of turning away poor 
patients except in emergencies. 
Treating indigent patients, who 
numbered 10 percent of total admissions 
in 1980-'81, "was creating an unbearable 
financial burden" on the hospital, he 
explained. 

The policy change angered many 
health care workers in east Kentucky, 
who cited UK's traditional rolf' as the 
place to refer poor patients for more 
sophisticated care than is available in 
the mountains. In testimony before the 
subcommittee Monday, Dr. Peter Mor­
ris, a pediatrician with the Frontier Nur­
sing Service in Hyden, called the UK 
policy "morally and ethically 
deplorable" because it restricts access 
to health care on the basis of a person's 
ability to pay for it 

Morris cited several cases of critical­
ly ill patients whose admission to UK 
was either delayed or denied while ques­
tions were being resolved about who 
would pay the bills. One story, of a 
motorcycle accident victim with a 
depressed skull fracture, drew gasps of 
disbelief from the legislators and 
audience. 

County Clerk C. Ollie Robinson owed 
the state more than $400,000 when he 
died in February, according to claims of 
debt filed in circuit court here last week. 

County officials were awaiting a state 
audit this week to see what monies 
Robinson might also have owed the 
county . 

A claim filed last Tuesday by the state 
Transportation Cabinet's department of 
vehicle regulation alleges Robinson's 
estate owed $288,989.78 in unpaid 
registration fees and penalties as of Ju­
ly 31. 

At the same time, the state Revenue 
Cabinet filed a claim charging that 
Robinson owed the state $116,398.31 in· 
delinquent taxes. 

The unpaid taxes included $5903 due 
from 1978, $11,556 for 1979, $24,631 for 
1980, $22,955 for 1961, $16,462 for 1982, and 
$426 for 1983, according to claims unit 
supervisor Sheila B. Martin. Penalties 
and interest have also been levied on the 
debt.

Accused Slayer 
Of Two Moved; 
Cash Bond Set 

Charles Martin, 39, accused slayer of 
Walter and Reginald Lazar, Estill 
brothers, has been transferred from the 
McDowell Appalachian Regional Hospi­
tal to a hospital of undisclosed location 
for treatment of the abdominal bullet 
wound which he sustained in the August 
15 affray in which the brothers died. 

Martin was brought to the office of 
District Judge Harold J. Stumbo last 
Wednesday morning and bond was re­
quested so that he could be transferred. 
The transfer was permitted under $2500 
cash bond. 

The bond was described as tempo­
rary, to cover only his time of hospitali­
zation. Judge Stumbo had earlier asked 
$100,000 appearance bond of Martin in 
each of the slayings. 

"I had no choice, I couldn't put him in 
jail and let him die," Judge Stumbo ~aid 
after setting the lower cash bond. He 
said Martin appeared to be in serious 
condition at the time of the hearing. 

The location of the hospital where 
Martin was taken has been kept secret 
because of the volatile nature of the 
case. At the McDowell hospital the 
wounded man was not under guard-for 
either his protection or to prevent his 
possible escape. 

The Estill shooting will, with others, 
be investigated by the grand jury when 
it convenes here next Tuesday. 

Fisheries Study 
Indicates Dewey 
Gains Negligible 

The 1982 annual report of the Division 
of Fisheries is in. and what it says about 
Dewey Lake brought a mixed reaction 
from those who fish it. 

The cove rotenone study there was 
made in July, and the standing fish crop 
had dropped to 3045 per acre from 3760 
a year earlier, and the weight was down 
to 75 pounds from 223 in 1981. 

But game fish accounted for 19 per­
cent of the total number and 17 percent 
of the total weight, and. said Kerry W. 
Prather, district biologist, "These 
values nearly doubled those of 1981." 

Electro-fishing done at the lake in the 
spring of 1982 turned up an "acceptable" 
number of quality-size largemouth, but 
fall fishing of the same type showed the 
bass averaged less in weight than the ac­
cepted norm. 

A roving creel survey, made at Dewey 
from April through October, showed that 
52,7'n man-hours of fishing netted 19,967 
fish-59 per cent of them, crappie­
which weighed a total of 6.170 pounds. 
The total catch numbered 18.1 fish per 
acre Largemouth bass accounted for 9 
per cent of the catch. Only 9 tiger musky 
were reported. 

Mrs. Howard, who only a few days ago 
was dismissed from a hospital, was not 
at home at the time of the break, and 
members of the family said it may be 
several days before the loss is fully 
determined.

$50,000 in cash, jewelry and other items.

The claims, which total $513,103.57, 
are addressed to Robinson's younger 
daughter, Melissa Robinson Tussey, 24, 
of Richmond, who is the administrator 
of her father's estate. He is also surviv­
ed by an older daughter, Sharon Robin­
son Spradlin, '1:7, of Prestonsburg. 

Robinson died intestate on Feb. 22 at 
the age of 54. He had served as county 
clerk for 21 years. In a probate petition 
filed March 1, Mrs. Tussey put the value 
of his estate at $75,()()()-$50,000 in real 
estate and $25,000 in personal property. 
He was bonded by the Aetna Casualty 
and Surety Co. for $50,000. 

Although the county clerk's office is 
audited annually by the state, it was only 
in recent years that Robinson's records 
were scrutinized closely, said Carla 
Robinson Boyd, who worked for him in­
termittently over a period of 11 years. 

Mrs. Boyd, who is Robinson's niece, 
is Democratic candidate for county 
clerk in the fall election. She described 
her uncle last week as a softhearted man 
who ran up deficits by doing favors­
such as "lending" truck license tags­
for those who prevailed on his 
generosity. 

IRS Computer 
May G-et You 

If you are delinquent on your Federal 
taxes, don't be surprised if you get a 
call from an Internal Revenue Service 
representative during the evening or 
on Saturday. 

Beginning September 6, IRS office 
collection operations for Kentucky will 
be handled by the new Automated Col­
lection System <ACS> call site at In­
dianapolis, Indiana. 

The system, which will operate from 
8 a.m. to 8 p.m. weekdays and until 
noon on Saturdays, will be responsible 
for collection of delinquent taxes in Il\­
diana, Kentucky, and West Virginia. 

ACS integrates computer and 
telephone technology to control collec­
tion accounts, allowing an account 
representative to contact taxpayers, 
generate correspondence, and record 
actions with an almost total elimina­
tion of paperwork. Implementation of 
the Indianapolis site is part of a nation­
wide phase-in of the system, scheduled 
for completion in 1934. 

Delinquent taxpayers will continue 
to receive notices from the IRS service 
center as in the past. H this doesn't 
resolve the case, it will then go to the 
ACS site where an account represen­
tative will make telephone contact with 
the taxpayer to resolve the delinquen­
cy. 

Each account representative has a 
terminal and a telephone that is con­
nected to the call site computer. The 
computer sequences the cases in 
priority order, based on such factors as 
the type of tax owed and the amount of 
the delinquency. It dials the taxpayer's 
phone number, while displaying ac­
count information on the represen­
tative's display terminal, enabling the 
representative to discuss the case with 
the taxpayer without referring to 
stacks of paperwork. The system can 
reschedule the case for future 
callbacks if there is no answer or the 
line is busy, and it enhances IRS 
capability to locate taxpayers and 
their assets. 

In a Miami, Fla., targeted enforce­
ment effort during the 1982 fiscal year, 
the U.S. Department of Labor's Employ­
ment Standards Administration un­
covered nearly $2 million in minimum 
wage and. overtime violations, according 
. to the department's annual report.

Several 
pointed out they did not expect to be 
working in the clerk's office next year 
because a new clerk is expected to take 
office in November. 

At the fiscal court meeting when the 
pay raise proposal was first broached, , 
Howell said the proposal was made in 
proper form and that the magistrates 
could lawfully vote on it. He did not say 
at that time that a raise could not take 
effect until January. 

While state and local officials warned 
earlier that the strike was illegal, and 
that it could cause the strikers to lose 
both their jobs and their unemployment 
benefits1 it appeared last week that no 
action would be taken against them.

State Says 12 Floyd Systems 
In Violation of Water Rules 

Twelve water systems in this county 
are listed by the state Division of Water 
and the U.S. Environmental Protection 
Agency as persistent violators of federal 
and state drinking-water regulations. 

EPA considers a system to be a per­
sistent violator if it breaks the rules 
more than three times in a federal fiscal 
year, which ends Sept. 30. 

Most of the Floyd systems in that 
category at the end of July were named 
for failure to submit water samples, test 
results, or operatin'g reports. Three 
systems were each cited once for a high 
bacteria count which, because of the 
potential health threat, is considered a 
more serious violation. 

Cited for coliform bacteria were 
Prater Elementary School-it was one 
of 15 citations against the school since 
last October; the Weeksbury Water 
Supply-one of 20 violations there; and 
the David Water District-one of nine 
violations. 

Also listed were the Allen Water Com­
mission, with nine violations; Auxier 
Water Co., 4; Martin Water Dept., 9; 
Prestonsburg Water Co., 11; Sandy 
Valley Water District, 13; Alpike Mobile 
Home Park, 19; Melvin Elementary 
School, 12; Osborne Elementary, 9; and 
Home Branch Elementary, 13. 
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UK came under fire again for its 
failure to tap $1.6 million appropriated 
near the end of the last legislative ses­
sion specifically for the care of indigent 
patients there. In a spirited exchange 
with Rep. Chris Perkins, of Hindman, 
UK Hospital Director Butler said the 
hospital chose not to use the money 
because "we did not want to get back in­
to being designated, officially or unof­
ficially, as the indigent care facility for 
eastern Kentucky." 

"We are trying to provide our fair 
share of indigent and Medicaid care in 
eastern Kentucky and we consider $25 
million to be our fair share," Butler said. 
In 1981-'82, UK provided about $25.5 
million in unreimbursed care, hospital 
officials claim. 

Although the hospital keeps no records 
of patients refused admission, Beth 
Owen, a registered nurse with a group 
called Kentucky Youth Advocates, 
claimed that 387 women were refused 
prenatal care there last year "because 
they had no money." 

On the other hand, Robert L. Johnson, 
president of Appalachian Regional 
Hospitals, Inc., said the change in UK 
policy "had no impact (on east Ken­
tucky) that I can document." Most in­
digent patients from this area meet the 
medical criteria for admission to the 
Lexington hospital, he said. 

Johnson made a pitch, uncommon 
among hospital administrators, for 
strict planning to prevent unnecessary• 
expansion of medical facilities. But doc­
tors should be controlled as well as 
hospitals, he said. 

Sr. Judith Elder, a social worker at 
Our Lady of the Way hospital, decried 
what she described as "the total 
breakdown of a sense of ambition, pride 
and respect" brought about by 
dependence on welfare and urged that 
poor people be required to pay at least 
a nominal fee for prescription drugs. 

"People ask that we pay for their 
medicines even while they're holding in 
their hands pop, cigarettes and potato 
chips. We don't want to reinforce those 
patterns," she said. 

"You'll have to erase generations," 
commented Louisville Rep. Gerta 
Bend!, a member of the panel. 

Eula Hall, founder of the Mud Creek 
Clinic, which the legislators toured 
earlier in the day, argued for more 
primary care clinics to serve the poor, 
especially those who do not qualify for 
Medicaid, cannot afford private in­
surance, and are unable to pay medical 
bills out of their own pocket. 

Debra Hamilton, of Teaberry, il­
lustrated the plight of those said to be 
"falling through the cracks in the 
system." Because her husband has 
drawn unemployment since being laid 
off from the mines last December, she 
is ineligible for Medicaid. But, though 
she is five months pregnant, the family 
has no money to pay for her prenatal 
care, she said. 

Sr. Cathryn Wright, a family nurse 
practitioner at the Mud Creek clinic, 
urged the legislators to adopt the state 
health plan recently proposed by Gov. 
John Y. Brown, with its heavy emphasis 
on policies that promote healthy living 
and seek to prevent disease before it 
arises. Part of the revenue from an un­
mined minerals tax could be earmark­
ed for health care, she suggested. 

John Rosenberg, director of the Ap­
palachian Research and Defense Fund, 
asked the committee to draft a bill of 
rights guaranteeing basic health care 
for every Kentuckian . 

Asst. Schools Superintendent Ray 
Brackett said this week that the school 
district has employed an inspector since 
~ate last year to monitor water supplies 
mall county schools that are not on city 
water . systems. Jody Fannin, who is 
operating under a temporary inspector's 
license, is supposed to take water 
samples a~d make timely reports, 
Brackett said. 

A tap-on fee was recently paid to con­
nect the Prater Creek school at Dana 
with the Prater Creek Wat~r District 
system, the school official noted. (The 
water district is currently signing up 
customers for a $1.05 million water • 
distribution system which it hopes to 
construct next spring. According to the 
plan, Prater Creek will draw water from 
the Prestonsburg system at Banner_) 

Roger Conn, an official with tbe state 
Division of Water, explained this week 
that, while the presence of any coliform 
is a violation, it does not indicate a 
serious problem unless the bacteria 
show up in repeated samples or are pre­
sent in large numbers . 

Where a water supply is contaminated • 
by sewage, for example, coliform counts 
in .the thousands could be expected, he 
satd. A sample taken at Weeksbury in 
April yielded a county of 125 (coliform 
per 100 mls.); the Prater School 
samples, also taken in April, averaged 
14.25; and the David sample, taken in 
July, numbered three. 

Most of the violations here stemmed 
from failure to submit the water 
samples on a twice-monthly basis as re­
quired by state regulations, Conn said. 
The Weeksbury system submitted only 
one water sample in four months and 
has submitted no operating reports at all 
this year, he said. The Prestonsburg 
system was cited for including only eight 
instead of 10 samples in its reports to the 
state and for failing to submit an 
operating report and turbidity sample 
last October. 

Prestonsburg Utilities Superintendent 
Bill H. Howard said he had never been 
notified of any violation and believed his 
office was submitting all required 
reports. Conn acknowledged that notices 
of violation may not have been sent out. 
"If we did not notify them, we're at 
fault," he said. "But it is still their 
responsibility to observe the 
regulations." 

Any water supply serving more than 
three families is required to submit 
water samples to the state twice a 
month. Systems serving 25 persons or 
more for 60 days or more a year are also • 
required to have a certified operator and 
to submit monthly operating reports. 
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"By the way, how is my grand­
mother?

"A Nation at Risk," the report 
prepared by the National Commission 
on Excellence in Education, has gene­
rated a new and intense awareness of 
the status of public education in the 
United States. Throughout the country, 
parents and educators are discussing 
and debating four of the major issues ad­
dressed by the report: the improvement 
of teacher pay, stiffer educational stan­
dards, increased financial support of the 
schools and pupil-teacher ratio. 

Kentucky's Governor, John Y. Brown, 
Jr., went to work on these problems 
before A Nation at Risk was even pub­
lished. Under his leadership, the Ken­
tucky Department of Education not on­
ly addressed these issues, but initiated 
other new and innovative educational 
programs as well. Take a look at what 
Kentucky is doing in education. 

Teacher Pay. Kentucky is constantly 
striving to upgrade teachers' salaries 
and professjonal standards. Kentucky 

• now ranks 4th in the nation in percent in­
crease in teacher salaries. Our state 
ranks 32nd in teacher salaries which is 
notable considering that Kentucky ranks 
45th in per capita income. Teacher sala­
ries have increased 81% since 1976-1977. 
The average salary for teachers then 
was $10,926 compared to today's 
average of $19,780. Under Governor 
Brown's leadership, Kentucky was the 
first state to address the critical shor­
tage of qualified science and math 

• teachers, by creating an incentive loan 
program-a program that has brought 
this state considerable national recogni­
tion. Kentucky's incentive loan program 
has become a model for other states. 

Stiffer Educational Requirements. On 
August 3 the Legislative Research Com­
mission approved the Kentucky State 
Department of Education's 
recommendation to toughen educational 
standards. We increased the re­
quirements for graduation from 18 to 20 
credits. We are requiring one additional 
unit in English and math, and we are re­
quiring high school students to take two 
English, two math and two science 
courses by the end of the lOth grade. We 
have mandated that six hours of the 
school day be devoted to actual instruc­
tion and, these requirements will take 
effect this school year; not two, not three 
or four years down the road. The 
Department has established minimum 
academic standards in basic subject 

• areas for grades 1-12 and will take these 
to the State Board of Education for their 
consideration in the very near future. 
We are taking steps to upgrade the 
quality of education by demanding more

of our students-and we are doing it 
now. 

Increase Financial Support. During 
one of the most stressful economic 
periods in our history, we have witness­
ed an unprecedented decline in cor­
porate sales and severance taxes. Dur­
ing this same time, the Kentucky De­
partment of Education's budget increas­
ed by more than a quarter of a billion 
dollars. This represents a 32.4% 
budgetary increase during a period in 
which state government suffered a de­
cline in anticipated revenue and repre­
sents 284, 281, 500 new dollars over the 
1979-80 base. 

There are three sources of funding for 
schools-federal, state and local. Ken­
tucky State Government provides 64.2% 
of the Commonwealth's total education 
budget and ranks 6th nationally in its 
percentage of state's money allocated 
for local school use. Compare this rank­
ing with our neighboring states: Indi­
ana-18th, Ohio-24th, J\rkansas-22nd, 
Tennessee-29th, W1!st Virginia- lOth 
and Illinois ranks 37th with 38.1%. Ken­
tucky is 44th in personal income per 
child of school age, while the per capita 
state government expenditure for all 
education ranks 20th in the nation. 

Pupil-Teacher Ratio. While Kentucky 
currently ranks 16th in the nation in 
pupil-teacher ratio, Governor Brown has 
implemented a further reduction in 
pupil-teacher ratio. Since 1981, grades 
1-3 have been reduced from '1:7 to 1 to a 
ratio of 25 to 1. Additionally, 702 class­
rooms have been constructed during the 
Brown administration. 

Governor Brown has been one of the 
strongest advocates of education in the 
history of the Commonwealth. Through­
out his administration, Governor Brown 
has been a strong supporter of education 
and has made sure that it did not suffer 
because of the state of the economy. He 
gave the Kentucky Department of Edu­
cation preferential treatment when 
other agencies experienced major 
budgetary reductions. 

Despite the current economic situa­
tion, the Governor has been easy to work 
with and has always taken the time to 
listen to the Department of Education's 
needs and concerns. He continues to 
share the concern that post-secondary 
vocational programs are relevant to the 
job market and that Kentucky students 
are prepared and qualified for jobs. 

Governor Brown has continued to 
create new and innovative educational 
programs.

The Governor provided $150,000 
from his planning fund to start this pro­
gram and obtained matching funds from 
the private sector. The first Governor's 
Scholars Program this summer was an 
extraordinary success. Two hundred 
and forty-five of Kentucky's brightest 
students spent five weeks at Centre Col­
lege. They focused on the theme, 
"Science, Technology and Kentucky's 
Future.'' Among the outstanding guest 
speakers was Kentucky's only living 
Nobel Prize winner. As the Lexington 
Herald Leader commented in a recent 
editorial: "Kentuckians should keep 
their eyes on the Scholars Program ; It 
could be the forerunner of a new era in 
our educational system." 

Dropout Prevention has been one of 
Governor Brown's top priorities and still 
heads the list. He has advised the De­
partment of Education to double the 
budget next year for programs aimed at 
cutting the dropout rate. The Task Force 
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on Dropout Prevention conducted ana­
tional survey to identify successful pro­
grams. The study resulted in fifteen ex­
perimental anti-dropout programs being 
started across the state last year and 
more will begin this year. Teachers in­
volved in these programs had many suc­
cess stories to report at a Success Shar­
ing Conference held in April. 

Progress has also made in student 
academic achievement as measured by 
the achievement tests given statewide 
every spring in the third, fifth, seventh 
and tenth grades. Students scored above 
national benchmarks in all subjects 
tested in grades 3, 5 and 7 and are im­
proving to the national benchmarks in 
grade 10. 

While the state and the nation obvious­
ly have room for improvement in educa­
tion, we as educators, parents, busi­
nessmen and students, should recognize 
Governor John Y. Brown's contribution 
to education. 

The fruits of the governor's leadership 
and dedication to educational enhance­
ment will be felt by Kentucky's society 
for years to come. Kentuckians can rest 
assured that Governor Brown and the 
Department of Education are ahead of 
the curve on the issue of responding to 
today's educational needs and establish­
ing a proper foundation for tomorrow.

Take This Quick Quiz 

When Benjamin Franklin walked in· 
to a field with a kite, a string and an iron 
key, he was lucky he lived to tell what 
happened. 

He was trying to find out everything 
he could about lightning. and he did, ac· 
cording to this month's issue of Ranger 
Rick, the children's publication of the 
National Wildlife Federation. But he 
realized he could have been killed by the 
electricity in lightning. In fact, a person 
who later tried to repeat Franklin's ex­
periment died during !hat recreation. 

Here's a quiz of little-known facts 
about lightning, taken from Ranger 
Rick:

lightning, but lightning also happens in 
snowstorms, sandstorms, tornadoes, 
over volcanic eruptions, and during 
nuclear explosions.

8. d. Whatever reaches highest into the 
air offers lightning a quick and easy 
path to the ground. So stay away from 
anything tall, and lie flat on the ground 
if you are the tallest thing around. 
Lightning can also travel through water, 
so make sure you're not in it during a 
storm. 

9. d. The safest place to be is inside a 
closed car away from trees. Steel­
framed buildings with lightning rods are 
also very safe.

Summer Record 
Set August 22 

Hot, humid weather in eastern Ken­
tucky caused customers of Kentucky 
Power Company to demand more elec­
tricity Monday, Aug. 22 than at any 
other time during the summer months 
of the company's history. 

The 905,000 kilowatts demanded by 
customers for the one-hour period which 
ended at 2 p.m. was the third such 
record for Kentucky Power in approx­
imately four weeks, according to C. 
Richard Lovegrove, public affairs direc­
tor. Lovegrove said this record demand 
for electric power indicated an underly­
ing growth in the company's service 
area, despite a 'lower industrial con­
sumption of electricity during the pre­
sent recession. 

He explained that prior to this sum­
mer the company's summer-peak usage 
record was 802,000 kilowatts establish­
ed on July Z7, 1981. "That was broken on 
July 13 when customers demanded a 
record 822,000 kilowatts. And, even that 
record only remained intact a few days 
because on July 21, our customers 
demanded 876,000 kilowatts of electrici­
ty. Then, on Monday, that all-time-high 
for summer usage was surpassed," 
Lovegrove said. 

The company met the peak demand 
with no problem. But, Lovegrove 
reminded customers, "with this kind of 
record usage, electric bills are going to 
be higher because people are using more 
electricity than ever. Air-conditioning 
units and systems are running more, 
and people are using other home ap­
pliances more because they are staying 
in out of the heat." 

Kentucky Power's all-time record for 
electricity usage was set December 31, 
1981, when customers demanded 984,000· 
kilowatts.

Dr. Robert C. Burkhart, president of 
the Kentucky Peer Review Organization 
(KPRO), has announced the implemen­
tation of a prior authorization program 
for non-emergency admissions to Ken­
tucky hospitals under the Medicare and 
Medicaid programs. It is anticipated 
that prior authorization will affect ap­
proximately 20% of all Kentucky 
hospital admissions. The program will 
be effective September 1. 

The program will require the admit­
ting physician to call the KPRO office 
in Louisville to secure an authorization 
number before admitting non­
emergency patients. A specially train­
ed registered nurse will review the 
medical record over the phone and 
assign the prior authorization number. 
It the nurse feels the admission may not 
be necessary, the review will be 
transferred to a physician on contract 
with KPRO who will review the record 
with the admitting physician and make 
a determination. In no case will the 
registered nurse be permitted to make 
an adverse determination. Any potential 
for an adverse decision will be referred 
to the KPRO physician-adviser, and the 
KPRO physician will discuss the case 
with the patient's physician. / 

"The primary purpose for imylemen­
ting this program is to respopd to a new 
methodology of pay~ent, called 
Diagnosis Related Gro9fJ (DRG) reim­
bursement adopted by'Medicare,'' said 
Dr. Burkhart. "DRG reimbursement 
provides a flat rate of payment for all 
days and services provided by the 
hospital for the patient. Under the new 
DRG rules, all peer review organiza­
tions (there are some 150 across the na­
tion) are required to intensify the pro­
cess by which they review Medicare 
admissions." 

In addition, the Kentucky Medical 
Assistance Program, the agency that 
runs the Medicaid program, mandated 
that KPRO begin prior authorization for 
Medicaid patients. 

Emergency admissions (defined by 
KPRO as "severe, life threatening or 
potentially disabling conditions") will 
not require prior authorization. The pro­
gram will also exempt alcoholic, 
psychiatric, rehabilitation, substance

abuse and maternity admissions since 
these medical problems are generally 
lo~g-stay admissions and will receive 
further review in the hospital. 

The KRPO physician cannot deny the 
admission of the patient hospital; if a 
denial is made, it will have the effect of 
denying payment for that admission. 
However, if the patient or the physician 
is dissatisfied with the KPRO deter­
mination, they can appeal the decision 
initially to a physician committee or fur­
ther to the Medicare program and 
federal court. 

This type of program has already been 
implemented in a number of states, in­
cluding Florida, Minnesota, Maryland, 
Wisconsin and others, according to Dr. 
Burkhart. 

The goal of KPRO is to handle 95% of 
these reviews within three to five 
minutes and to resolve 100% of all 
reviews within 24 hours. Dr. Burkhart 
added that the program will work to pro­
tect the financial stability of Kentucky 
hospitals, because the DRG reimburse­
ment system will deny payment to a 
hospital if an admission is deemed 
unnecessary.

New Laser Saves Sight at HRMC 
( 

Dr. Michael Minix, chief of ophthalmology services at Highlands Regional 
Medical Center performs the first Yag laser treatment on 68 year old John 
Grimm, of Prestonsburg. 

In their fight to save sight, Highlands Medical Center has a new weapon. 
They are using the Yag laser, a highly sophisticated machine that focuses 
light energy in short, intense pulses at the eye. The Yag laser can help cataract 
and glaucoma patients to see again, according to Dr. Michael B. Minix, chief 
of ophthalmology services at Highlands Regional Medical Center. 

In the case of cataract surgery, the Yag laser can be used in different pro­
cedures. It enables the physician to make tiny, precise cuts into the lens of 
the eye. It painlessly cuts the front part of the cataract. Sometimes, after 
cataract surgery, patients require a second operation when the capsular bag 
which originally held the naturalleps grows cloudy. In order to restore vi­
sion, an opening is made in this cloudy membrane with the laser. Surgeons 
can now melt this membrane in minutes instead of a time-consuming opera­
tion that involved cutting with a scalpel while looking through a microscope. 
The Yag laser can melt the membrane on patients who may have received 
lens implants Previously, the implant would have had to be removed and then 
re-implanted. 

This laser also can painlessly bore a hole in the iris to treat glaucoma. In 
glaucoma and cataract cases, the Yag is an alternative to major surgery which 
lessens the dangers of complications. 

"The Yag laser is a revolutionary innovation in cataract surgery," com­
mented Dr. Minix. "Because of its precision, there is practically no risk of 
damaging the eyes of patients treated with the Yag, and the results are 
exciting." 

There are only four Yag lasers in use in Kentucky and approximately 200 
nationwide. The $100,000 instrument was developed by French ophthalmologist 
Danielle Aron-Rosa in 1978.

41-Unit Housing Site Sought 
The Floyd County Housing Authority 

has received a Housing and Urban 
Development CHUDl grant of $2,600,000 
for the construction of 41 public housing 
units and is now looking for a three-four­
acre site for the project. 

Work on the housing complex is ten­
tatively scheduled for next spring, Julia 
May, executive director for the housing 
authority, said. She added that the site 
to be acquired will not be in Prestons­
burg, and that the location may not cost 
more than the HUD-appraised value. 

The site, she said, must be on a water 
system, near a stream which flows the 

year-around to carry off effluent from 
a "package" treatment plant, be above 
the flood plain, reasonably flat and be 
served by an access road at least 18 feet 
in width. 

Some of the facilities planned will be 
town houses; others, garden type, or 
walk-up, apartments. 

Meanwhile, Miss May said, final ar­
chitects' plans for the 68-unit Warco 
housing project, a joint effort of the 
Floyd and Prestonsburg housing 
authorities, have been submitted for ap­
proval, and construction is expected this 
fall or next spring.

"We're pleased with the larger-than­
usual turnout this year because it in­
dicates an increased interest among 
farm youths in these programs. The 
shows are real learning experiences for 
these youngsters, showing them the type 
of beef animal in demand on today's 
market," he added. 

Dr. Robert Garrigus of Middle Ten­
nessee University will conduct the on­
foot judging at each location.

Allen's "Zelig" at least twice. 
It's that good. 

Leonard Zclig is a man who 
just wanted to be liked. He 
only desired to "fit in" with the 
crowd, but he wanted this so 
much he managed to become 
a human chameleon. Literally. 
If he was surrounded by doc­
tors he began to speak and act 
like a doctor. When in the 
midst of fat people he would 
expand before the eye to large 
proportions. 

The tale IS set in the 1920s 
and '30s, and told documenta­
ry-style. Actual footage from 
the time is interspersed w1th 
newly shot footage made to 
appear as if it were shot many 
decades ago. 

Thus Woody Allen finds him­
self pictured with prom1nent 
people of the time. such as in 
the photo above. where he is 
flanked by Calvin Coolidge and 
Herbert .Hoover 

The care and precision that 
went 1nto these c1nemat1c tnps 

into the past IS enjoyable and 
remarkable. Allen keeps the 
viewer off-guard.

On a divided highway, you must only stop it you are going in the same direction 
as the achool bus; it you are ac1'08& the median going in the opposite direction, you may 
proceed with caution. A painted area in the middle of the road is not a median and cars 
goine in both diredions must stop. 

The STOP &iiJl that swinp out from the side of the school bus places the safety responsibility 
squarely on your shoulders. So be careful- the child you save may be your own. 

Kentucky Re.U..d Statute 189.370 State&: 

"Whenever any school bus or church bus used in the tran.portation or children ia stopped 
upon a hie:hway for the purpose of receiving or discharfine pusengers, the operator or a 
vehicle approachin& from any direction shall bring his vehicle to a complete stop and shall 
not start up or atiA!mpt to pass until the bus has completed receivine or diacharging passeneers 
and has been put into motion; provided, that this stop requirement shall not apply to vehicles 
proceeding in the opposite directior. from a church or school bus which is stopped upon a 
highway where multi-lane roadways providing for oppocite directions of travel are separa!A!d 
by a raised, depressed, mountable or non-mountable median."

For Health Promotion," 
will begin at 1 p.m. at Kentucky State 
University's Bradford Hall Auditorium, 
Frankfort. It is sponsored by the Ad­
visory Council for Health Services, a 
19-member citizens group appointed by 
Gov. John Y. Brown, Jr. to advise the 
commissioner of the Department for 
Health Services, Dr. David Allen.

Allen said the program is a natural 

progression of the council's support of 
health promotion principles outlined in 
the new State Health Plan, which was 
signed by the governor on Aug. 15. 

' 'The council feels the time is right for 
an increased focus on staying well,' ' said 
Allen.

*KENTUCKY AFIELD* 
.WATCH OUT FOR 
~AITED DOVE FIELDS 

It's going to be difficult to find a good 
dove shoot over much of Kentucky when 
the season opens Sept. 1. This summer's 
disastrous drought has ruined crops and 
upset normal farming schedules, so fin­
ding concentrations of doves in their nor­
mal locations will probably be difficult. 

So it will pay to be particularly 
suspicious if you do find large concen­
trations of doves. The wise hunter will 
o a little investigating to see just what 

is attracting the birds and will check 
carefully for an illegal activity known as 
"baiting." 

Federal baiting laws make it illegal to 
hunt over a field where wheat, corn, salt 
or other feed have been placed to attract 

, or entice doves. Even if you don't know 
a field is baited, you're nevertheless in 
violation if you hunt there. Federal laws 
also state that a field remains baited for 
10 days after the bait has been removed. 

It is legal to hunt where grains occur 
as the result of a valid agricultural 
operation or as the result of growing and 
manipulating crops specifically for 
wildlife. 

You may, for example, hunt where 
wheat has been surface broadcast in 
planting a cover crop, since this is a 
common and valid agricultUral practice. 
You may also plant a patch of milo, 
millet or sunflowers, mow or otherwise 
manipulate the crop, then legally hunt 
here. 

However you cannot grow a crop, 
harvest it, then bring it b,ack onto the 
field. Nor can you hunt over a field 
where, for example, cracked corn has 
been scattered, since there's no valid 
reason for a farmer to sow cracked corn. 
The hunter who wants to make sure that 
he's hunting legally can take several 
steps to detect possible baiting, accor­
ding to Steve Yontz, director of Law En-

~orcement for the Department of Fish 
~nd Wildlife Resources. 

The first thing to look for is a 
suspicio1 .;ly heavy concentration of 
wheat or other cover crop grains, 
Yontz says. These crops are usually 
sown at a rate of between 12 and 16 
grains per square foot. A_nything heavier 
is suspect because it isn't a valid agri­
cultural operation. 

There is also no valid reason for grain 
to be in piles, so if you encounter heaps 

«f grain in a field, go somewhere else to 
hunt. _ 

The best way to determine the statu!> 
of a field where you're planning to hunt, 
Yontz says, is to ask the landowner 
what, if anything, he has done to attract 
doves. If the procedure he describes 
seems questionable, look for another 
place to hunt. 

Even if you have been invited to a 
dove shoot, it's a good idea to inquire 
about baiting, Yontz says, even though 

.t would be a poor host indeed who would 
subject his invited guests to arrest by 
baiting a field. 

"But it would be an even poorer host," 
Yontz concludes, "who would evade a 
direct question about baiting." 

HEAT HARD ON HUNTERS 
Kentucky's squirrel season didn't get 

off to a very good start this year, thanks 
primarily to the extremely hot, dry con­
ditions which prevailed across the com­
monwealth during the Aug. 20-21 open­
ing weekend. 

Fish and wildlife regional supervisors 
from the state's nine wildlife districts 
reported that conservation officers in 103 
of Kentucky's 120 counties checked 1,484 
hunters who had bagged 1,163 squirrels. 
Only 19 hunters had reached their daily 
limit of six when they were checked. 

Last year, officers in 114 counties 
reported 2,518 hunters with 3,566 squir­
rels and 124 limits. 

Most of the regional supervisors felt 
that the poor showing this year was 
directly attributable to· the weather. 
''Most hunters were out of the woods by 
8:00a.m.," one said, "and almost no one 
hunted during the normally productive 
late afternoon hours" when tempera­
tures climbed past the 100-degree mark 
over much of the state. · 

"The woods were so dry," another 
commented, "that it was impossible to 
sneak up on a squirrel. Many hunters 
reported hearing plenty of squirrels but 
said they couldn't get close enough for 
a shot." 

All agreed that a good rain and some 
cooler temperatures would help the 
situation a great deal. Early season 
squirrel hunting is never really easy 
because the squirrels are scattered and 
the--heavy foliage makes it hard to spot 
them. This year's heat and drought ap­
parently caused a lot of hunters to pass 
up the opening weekend-and caused 
many others to wish they had. 

Hunters shouldn't give up on squirrel 
hunting for the season, though. After the 
leaves start falling and squirrels being 
concentrating around stands of nut-· 
bearing trees, hunting becomes much 
more productive and-let us hope­
more comfortable. 

The next season to open in Kentucky 
is for doves. What conditions will be like 
on the Sept. 1 opening day is anybody's 
guess, but many observers feel that the 
havoc this year's drought has caused to 
agricultural lands will make it difficult 
to find good concentrations of doves; 
even though there seem to be plenty of 
birds around. 

If this heat does continue, dove 
hunters will probably appreciate the 
half-hour extension in shooting hours 
this year. Hunting used to c·ease at one­
half hour before sunset but this year 
hunters may continue to shoot doves un­
til sunset. 

That extension, coupled with the 11 
a.m. starting time (as opposed to noon 
in years past) was made by the Fish and 
Wildlife Commission to benefit late­
season hunters who don't have very 
much daylight. But if this hot weather 
keeps up, early season hunters will pro­
bably appreciate the slightly cooler 
temperatures during that extra half­
hour-there's nothing hotter than an 
open field with no shade, particularly if 
the doves aren't flying.

Criminals Said Favored 
Over Old and Disabled 

Kentucky's nursing homes charge 
that convicted criminals get nearly 
three times more daily financial sup­
port than the state's elderly, blind and 
disabled persons on Medicaid. 

The state pays $25 a day to support 
each prison inmate, but the state's por­
tion for the average Medicaid recipient 
in a nursing home is less than $9 a day. 

The nursing homes are taking their 
case to the public through billboards, 
radio announcements and newspaper 
ads. Information meetings for 
relatives of nursing home patients will 
be scheduled . 

"We believe an informed public will 
demand greater support for the elder­
ly, not only for quality care nursing 
homes but also the funding for alter­
natives, such as home health care. 
With the aging poulation we will see in 
the next few years, we need to plan and 
fund how we will care for those Ken­
tuckians," said Nancy Versnick, of 
Madisonville. 

Mrs. Versnick is president of the 
Kentucky Association of Health Care 
Facilities. She said that her group in­
itiated the campaign but that in­
dividual nursing homes are under­
writing the information effort in their 
local communities. 

"We have to take care of our own," 
she said. "Nursing homes are conduc­
ting an active 'Quest for Quality' cam­
paign to upgrade care, but homes are 
severely restricted by inadequate state 
financial support." 

James S. Judy, Executive Vice 
President of KAHCF, said, "At issue is 
the recent cutback to Kentucky's nurs­
ing homes, despite adequate funding 
by the legislature. While we dislike the 
comparison of convicts and nursing 
home patients, the comparison in 
priorities is real, particularly in light 
of the recent transfer of funds from t~e 
Cabinet for Human Resources to the 
Corrections Department." 

The Medicaid program generates 
dollars for the Kentucky economy with 
the state paying one-third of the cost 
and the federal government paying 
two-thirds. 

The opening salvo in the information 
program came this week when a 
billboard went up in Frankfort. 

The billboard is headed with a 
message: "Your Kentucky Taxes at 
Work." Underneath is a drawing of a 
convict with "$25 per day" beside it. 
Next to it is a picture of an elderly lady 
with a "$9 per day" caption . 
Underneath in bold letters are the 
words, "Ohhh Kentucky." 

Nursing home officials hope tha t 
public awareness will cause state of­
ficials to increase financial support for 
the elderly. Such support could be in­
creased by administrative action, or 
the General Assembly could mandate 
increased support when it meets in 
1984. 

The U.S. Department of Labor's 
Employment Standards Administration 
conducted more than 70,000 investiga­
tions and resolved over 46,000 com­
plaints during the 1982 fiscal year, ac­
cording to the department's annual 
report.

The enrollment at Prestonsburg Com­
munity College broke all existing 
records of past years during the recent 
1983 fall semester registration. 

By last Tuesday afternoon, when Miss 
Dena Patton registered, she became the 
923rd person to register and every 
enrollment since that moment has been 
a new record. 

At the close of registration on Thurs­
day, August 25, 1113 students had com­
pleted registration for the semester. The 
College expects a final enrollment of ap­
proximately 1135. The College opened in 
1964 with an enrollment of 324 students. 

''The increased enrollment has come 
about for many reasons," Dr. Campbell, 
director of the college, said.

Part of the increase 
is due to the fact that students who will 
be entering their junior year of nursing 
through Alice Uoyd College and Bellar­
mine College are taking prerequisite 
courses.'' 

There is a tremendous interest in com­
puter science and data processing 
courses and a great number of students 
are taking business courses in prepar­
ing themselves for a future MBA pro­
gram, Dr. Campbell said. Classes are 
filled to overflowing and the parking lot 
is completely packed.

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Boston's Gift to Caney Creek 
(A Book Review) 

By ALICE 0. MARTIN 
"Life ... hit's heaven-high and hell-deep 

and somehow hell seems deeper than 
heaven is higher in this lonesome 
valley " 

What better quote to describe the 
desperation that, near the turn of the 
century, drove an illiterate mountain 
man through ice-covered creeks seeking 
the cabin of the "furrin' wimmen"; 
there to implore them to come to "his 
valley" and build a school, that his 
children would live "unliken to the 
hogs." 

And how better to depict the journey 
of an ailing Bostonian into the Knott 
county section called Caney Creek, 
where in answer to that summons and 
witht he promise of fifty acres of land, 
she began the incredible adventure in 
education that changed and continues to 
change the course of so many lives: 

"As she zigzagged in the horse-drawn 
carriage buggy, over rocky creekbed 
roads, penetrating deeply into the heart 
of the hills, she became aware of the 
harshness and ruggedness about her 
!'lverywhere. Little streams, like white 
ribbons, slipped in and out of puckered 
little coves and hollows; scorched and 
brown where tigerish-mine-stripped 
areas, crouched in the sun, tense with 
vitality, yet sullen and dispassionate 
with age." 

And how better could be served the 
ends of poetic justice than have a native 
of the area and a product of the school 
founded by the eastern educator, live to 
narrate the story of her heroic endeavor, 
drawing information not only from 
Newsletters edited by the writer­
teacher, but adding to it such 
knowledge, reflections, and insights that 
only one reared in the environs of the in­
stitution now called Alice Lloyd College 
could bestow. 

For all this and more, we sing the 
praises of Robert W. Sloane, author of 
the recently published book, "Alice 
Lloyd-Boston's Gift to Caney Creek." 

In so doing, Mr. Sloane has identified 
himself not only as a loving disciple of 
the Purpose Road so clearly outlined in 
his story, but has established himself as 
a master of descriptive writing and 
characterization. His colorful anecdotes 
are a virtual goldmine for aspiring 
novelists, one of whom may eventually 
render a Hollywood production, parallel­
ing or even surpassing "The Corn Is 
Green. "All that is needed is some 
romantic interest, and of that, despite 
the strict segregation of the sexes in 
former days at the school, there was 
"aplenty." 

. To render a Hollywood scenario was 
not the intention of Robert W. Sloane. 
The avowed purpose of this writer is "To 
preserve and pass on to the world a most 
humanitarian story that clamors to be 
told, yet defies the telling." Throughout 
his narration, the author provides an in­
timate view of the many challe~tges and 
hardships the "little wisp of a woman 
from Boston, Massachussetts," endured 
as she set about, through education, to 
help a landlocked people break through 
the barriers of ignorance and learn to 
help not only themselves, but to render 
valuable service to others. 

Significant to note is the fact that also, 
throughout the novel, the mountain peo­
ple are treated with dignity and respect. 
Sincerity and sensitivity are evident in 
the many descriptions so clearly drawn. 
The organization and structure, while 
somewhat loose in places, seem well 
suited to this reminiscent type of 
writing. 

Alice Lloyd Receives 
Kresge Foundation Grant 

Alice Lloyd College recently received 
a challenge grant of $100,000 from the 
Kresge Foundation of Troy, Michigan. 
Alice Lloyd College was one of 133 . 
organizations from 36 states and the

The .Kresge grant was awarded 
toward the renovation and expansion of 
the physical education facility which will 
be named in honor of the late Grady 
Nutt.

Included in the book as an example of 
the dramatic impact Alice Lloyd had, 
not only on the academic but on the 
social life of the mountain people, is 
Docia B. Woods' recollections entitled 
"Christmas a,t Bonanza." A poignant 
story within itself, her recorded 
memories stir a nostalgia for 
Christmases past and, such being the 
case, can be recommended as a 
seasonal reading at Christmas time 
each year. 

Physical aspects of the book are 
especially inviting. The print is large 
and clear, and, thank goodness! is on 
non-gloss paper. A few typographical er­
rors are noted, and a second edition of 
the book would be improved by labeling 
of the pictures, though the casual reader 
might find this of little concern. 

In passing judgement we recommend 
this book as one of the finest to come out 
of eastern Kentucky. The general public 
will enjoy it; Alice Lloyd people will love 
it; folklorists will treasure it. 

And, oh yes, elementary teachers will 
find a literary gem in the old-time ren­
dition of The Three Little Pigs. What a 
treat to witness the pupils' reaction to 
this! 

We are reluctant to leave our ap­
praisal of "Alice Lloyd-Boston's Gift to 
Caney Creek" without a final return for 
some descriptive quotes we think our 
readers will enjoy: 

"Her whitened head wound with 
scarlet and yellow bandannas, her 
"voluminous green and purple Iinsey­
woolsey skirt sweeping the floor, circl­
ing and concealing her six-foot frame, 
the proud monarch of the mountains. 
Her gnarled hand was outstretched in 
greeting to the stranger woman from 
Boston." 

So were met the two protagonists of 
change. 

For Aunt Suzanne, "The Queen of 
Shee-Bee" on Caney Creek, was not one 
of the many to alter her ways due to the 
influence of the "furrin' " woman. She 
held steadfast to the end her refusal to 
have windows put in her darkened 
cabin. 

"Ef'n I wuz to hev a winder in my 
cabin,~' said Aunt Susanne, "The devil 
might cum in erlong with the sunlight. 
I reckon hit will be as hit always wuz." 

But the family of Leanner Slone and 
others like them did change. And there­
counting of their stories, along with that 
of Alice Lloyd, makes fascinating 
reading for those who delight in inspira­
tional stories with colorful background 
and vivid detail.

Bridge Repair Set 
The state Transportation Cabinet will 
accept bids Sept. 2 for repairs to the 
Justen bridge. The one-lane bridge will 
be closed to traffic for a period of two 
or three months. 

During the period of construction, 
traffic will be maintained by the use of 
a detour via KY 1426 to KY 979 and back 
to U.S. 23. The detour is about four miles 
long. 

They call kudzu "the mile-a-minute 
vine," and its wildfire growth has made 
of it a scourge in Eastern Kentucky. But 
it has a strong competitor on the area 
black list. 

Multiflora rose, which was introduc­
ed to the region as "a living fence" by 
state and federal agriculturists, is out of 
control in many places and the job of 
getting it under control is as discourag­
ing as the losing efforts of those who try 
to get rid of kudzu. 

Kudzu, an import from Japan, was 
promoted by conservation o(ficials 40 to 
so years ago for erosion control. Where­
ever a railroad line was laid, the stuff 
was used to cover the scars made by the 
deep cuts necessary along hillsides. It 
was used by the Department of 
Highways, also, but it soon became un­
popular and the road-builders shifted to 
fescue and crown vetch. Yet the kudzu 
is still there, and it won't go away, how­
ever much it is cut. 

Sa id a Highway Department 
spokesman: · 

" It will grow up in the trees and choke 
them out. It is very difficult to control 
with chemicals. The chemicals that 
would control kudzu would also kill the 
trees. 

"Traffic will keep it back from the 
road. It doesn't present any real pro­
blems for us except when it gets on traf­
fic signs, and then we spray it and burn 
it back." 

But, he said, "it will go up telephone 
poles, and I've seen it go across the road 
on telephone lines." 

For Kentucky Power Co. , the vines 
are a problem, said Leon Huffman of the 
company's Pikeville office. 

" We just cut them off. That's the on­
ly way we've got right now to get it off 
the poles and guy wires. They' ll just take 
over the place once they get started." 

When kudzu starts up a hill, Huffman 
said, " it will eventually kill every tree 
on the mountain. "

Francis said railroads used kudzu just 
after the turn of the century to control 
railbed and right-of-way erosion. 

"The railroads planted it widely in 
Eastern Kentucky. Just about anywhere 
the railroads were, you'll find kudzu." 

Natural Bridge park was built by a 
railroad company in 1895 and operated 
by it until1926, when it became a state 
park, Francis said. Several encroaching 
banks of kudzu remain, including one 
that covers an acre. 

"Every year we cut on it, but it still 
gets ahead of us," he said. 

Multi flora rose, which originally was 
planted along fence rows, became what 
its promoters said it would be-"a liv­
ing fence." But it didn't stay there; it 
spread to nearby hillsides, to needed 
pasture-land. 

Its eradication involves the use of a 
chemical that must be kept out of water 
supplies.

GROWING 
CHILD 

HOW TO CARE FOR 
A CHILD'S FEET 

When you look at a toddler's feet you 
may wonder if they are flat because you 
cannot see a long arch. 

When a toddler begins to stand, her 
feet and ankles are barely ready for 
weight-bearing, according to Growing 
Child, the monthly child development 
newsletter. 

A child will look quite flat-footed as 
she stands holding on to the side rails of 
her crib or play pen, feet spread apart 
and often rolled inward at the ankles. 
But this flat-footed look is somewhat 
deceiving. 

The toddler's bones are still quite soft 
and her foot and ankle muscles are not 
yet strong enough to support her arch as 
she stands. However, she has some 
natural arch in the form of fat pads 
which support her arches when she 
stands. It is these fat pads which make 
her feet look as though they are flat. 

As a toddler walks more and more, the 
muscles which support her arch grow 
stronger. Later she will learn to run and 
jump, first flat-footed and then with the 
strong push-off and flexibility which only 
strong arches can provide. 

In societies such as ours where shoes 
are worn, the fat pad under the arch 
gradually disappears when it is no 
longer needed and the fully developed 
arch can be seen by about age five. 

It is important to a toddler's motor 
development as well as to her future 
comfort that her feet have the best possi­
ble chance to grow straight, flexible, and 
strong. · 

First walking shoes should have stur­
dy but flexible soles which are not slick 
on the bottom. Uppers should be soft and 
preferably without a back seam. Moc­
casin type toes without stiffening are 
best. They should be fitted so that they 
grip the heel firmly and so that there is 
plenty of room for the child to wiggle her 
toes. 

A good shoe salesman will make sure 
there is enough length beyond the child's 
big toe for you to press down with your 
finger (about Ph") . Toddlers usually 
outgrow their shoes before they wear 
them out. They will need a new pair 
every two or three months for a while. 

The fit of a toddler's socks is as impor­
tant as the fit of her shoes. Properly fit­
ted shoes are of no help if her socks are 
too short. Be careful with stretch socks. 
After you have pulled them over the feet, 
pull them out at the toes again to relieve 
any pressure. 

Your toddler should also have plenty 
of opportunity to walk about barefoot so 
that she experiences the feel of the floor 
against her feet and learns to grip it with 
her toes. If floors are chilly, confine her 
barefoot experiences to crib or playpen. 

Good shoes for the toddler are not 
cheap but they are very important. Take 
good care of your child's feet and they 
will serve her well for many years to 
come.

Q. When I asked my physician about 

breast cancer treatment other than a 
mastectomy, he said that most breast 
cancer is multicentric, so mastectomy 
is the preferred treatment. What does 
this mean? 

A. The term multicentric means that 
the cancer ari.ses from several different 
areas within the same breast. Research 
has indicated that while there may be 
one tumor, even a very small one, there 
sometimes are other clusters of cancer 
cells elsewhere in the same breast, cell 
clusters that are too small to be detected 
until the breast is removed and the 
tissue thoroughly examined under a 
microscope. Thus, in the past, the treat­
ment of choice has generally been 
mastectomy or removal of the breast 
rather than just the removal of the lump 

Research is now under way, however, 
to determine whether removal of the 
lump with additional radiation treat­
ment before and/or after surgery is 
equally effective treatment. It is too ear­
ly to determine yet whether this will pro­
veto be an alternative to mastectomy. 
If it does, it is probable that it will be 
useful only when the tumor is very small 
and the tumor has not spread to the ax­
illary lymph nodes. 

The best way for a woman to assure 
that any breast cancer is found early so 
that it can be most effectively treated is 
to practice breast self-examination 
CBSE) every month. BSE is a simple

Study Projects 
Encouraging View 
Of Area's Future 

If the world can manage to survive 
for 27 more years, and if the projec­
tions of an independent research 
organization specializing in economic 
analysis are accurate, Floyd and most 
neighboring counties should be in pret­
ty good shape economically by the year 
2000. 

According to a forecast researched 
and compiled by the National Planning 
Association, a Washington, D.C.-based 
organization, population will continue 
to climb, the coal business will pro­
sper, and the number of jobs will in­
crease by 60 percent in Eastern Ken­
tucky during the period 1980-2000. 

Using such things as computer • 
models and reviews of industry expec­
tations for growth or decline, the 
forecast shows Floyd county experien­
cing a 50 percent increase in the 
number of jobs from 12,600 to 18,900, 
while the county's population will swell 
34.9 percent-from 48,900 to 66,000. 

Figures are particularly encourag­
ing from an economic standpoint for 
Knott county with a projected 70.5 per­
cent increase in the number of jobs 
from 3,400 in 1980 to 5,800 by 2000. Dur­
ing the same period. Knott county's 
poulation will jump 25 percent from a 
present figure of about 18,000 to 22,500 
in the year 2000. 

Pike county is expected to continue 
to grow, with a 33.3· percent growth in 
population (81,300 to 108,400) and 39.4 
percent in jobs (25,100 to 35,000). 

Letcher county was one striking ex­
ception to the generally rosy picture 
painted by the research group who pro­
jected no increase in jobs although 
population was shown to climb by a 
third, to 41,000. 

With the predictions of relative pro­
sperity for the area, it is no surprise 
that the study predicts that the mining 
industry will rebound and have sus­
tained growth over the next two 
decades. There will be an increase of 
31.580 jobs. or 57.9 percent within the 
coal industry. according to projections.

Road Work in Perry 
Viewed As An Excuse 
For Illegal Mining 

State strip-mining inspectors are 
cracking down on "public road projects" 
they say are actually covers for illegal 
strip-mining operations. 

Three such ventures in Perry county, 
where road work coincided with remov­
ing coal from a nearby seam, have been 
shut down within the last six weeks and 
the state Department for Surface Min­
ing Reclamation and Enforcement has 
launched a criminal investigation into 
the enterprises. 

"There's always a cemetery some­
where that needs a road built to it, but 
the road generally seems to be on a coal 
seam," said Gary Hall, regional admini· 
strator in the Jackson office. ~ · 

"They can argue that they're building 
or improving roads, but Ydon't buy it. 
To me, it's illegal stripping." 

In each of the ti)Pee Perry county pro­
jects, the fiscal court had given its ap­
proval to the work. But in no case, the 
state contends, did the county supply the 
required 50 percent financing for con­
struction. 

Perry County Attorney William 
Engle, III, said jthe county was aware 
that mining coal was an intended part 
of all three operations. 

"But I don't think it was a subter­
fuge," Engle said. "There was a double 
benefit because we got work done on 
public roads that the county couldn't af­
ford to do." 

Engle said he was unaware until 
recently that the state has, since Jan. 18, 
required such projects to have both fis­
cal court approval and 50 percent public 
financing. Otherwise, they do not qualify 
as public roads . 

State inspectors cited U and D Coal 
Inc. and several individuals-including 
brothers Albert and Wayne Eagle and 
Albert Engle's son Albert, Jr.-on July 
11 for illegal strip-mining on Lower Se­
cond Creek. 

On July 29, inspectors cited Annaco, 
Inc. and Wayne Engle in connection with 
a site near Little Willard. 

And on Aug. 8, inspectors shut down 
an operation run near Chavies by G and 
W Construction Co., Inc. 

Both U and D and G and W told inspec­
torS they were bringing a road to a near­
by cemetery.
