Special Judge named 
In 'Death Plot' Case 

Circuit Judge C.R. Luker, of London, 
Ky., has been designated special judge 
to preside at the trial of four men in­
dicted by the Floyd circuit Court grand 
jury in the alleged murder plot which 
resulted in the death June 20 of Glenda 
Sharon Marshall, McDowell High School 
teacher. 

Floyd Circuit Judge Hollie Conley had 
disqualified earlier for the trial. 

Arnold Avenue 
Traffic Change 
Slated Saturday 

Beginning Saturday, traffic on Arnold 
Avenue will travel south between U.S. 
23 and Court Street, Mayor Harold 
Cooley announced this week. 

Traffic flows north on that section at 
present. The decision to reverse the flow 
was taken by the city council in response 
to a request by downtown merchants, 
who claimed that more roads led out of 
town than in. 

Council members also asked the state 
to install a flashing light at the intersec­
tion of Arnold Avenue and U.S. 23. State 
highway officials turned down the re­
quest, however. 

In a letter to Mayor Cooley, James H. 
Wright, acting traffic engineer at the 
Department of Highways' Pikeville of­
fice, 'laid he did not believe that a 
flashing beacon would improve traffic 
conditions there. 

"We have a 35 m.p.h. speed limit at 
this location and any problem can be 
handled wi~h more enforcement," the 
engineer wrote. "Also, the signal at the 
junction of KY 1428 and U.S. 23 is only 
215 feet from Arnold Avenue and 
another signal or beacon would be an 
interference to the main signal." 

Wright noted that the highways 
department recently erected two over­
sized signs at the southern approach to 
the Bert Combs bridge, warning of the 
traffic lights ahead The signs • 'should 
alert and slow the traffic down," he said. 

Auxier Youth Jailed 
After Tires Slashed 

An 18-year-old Auxier youth was ar­
rested Saturday ar.d charged with nine 
counts of criminal mischief. 

State Trooper James Stephens said 
Jeffery Allen Lester slashed tires on 
nine vehicles at Auxier. A juvenile is 
also said to have been involved. 

Damage is estimated at $884. Those 
whose tires were punctured are listed as 
Glennora Montgomery, Tammy Can· 
trell, Charles Salyers, Opal Goble, Ralph 
Mullett, Cal King, Earl Thompson, Clif­
ford McKenzie, and Robert Castle. 

Lester was released after posting a 
$200 cash bond and trial was set for Dec. 
5. 

Meanwhile, three men were transfer­
red from the Floyd county jail Tuesday 
to the Kentucky State Reformatory at 
LaGrange to serve sentences for 
burglary. George Hale, Jr. and EddiC 
Bradley received three-year sentences; 
Fred Greer, a two-year term.

An order has been prepared and is ex­
pected to be signed soon by attorneys for 
both the state and all defendants, agree­
ing to a change of venue which would 
take the case to the Fayette circuit 
court, Lexington, for trial. 

J.Y. Barrett, Stanton, Ky. , attorney 
for Bobby Gene McGuffey, one of four 
accused, is one of two defense attorneys 
who have not yet signed the agreed 
order for a venue change. Jerry Patton, 
attorney for Harlos Ben Marshall, last 
ot those to be indicted, IS the other. "We 
anticipate no problem," Com­
monwealth's Attorney James R. Allen 
said of the venue change order. 

The prosecutor said Ned Pillersdorf, 
of the Public Defender's office, who 
represents Clyde Douglas Marshall, hus­
band of the victim, has indicated he will 
seek a separate trial for his client. 
Allen said he would "vigorously oppose" 
such a move on the grounds of the cost 
involved in, and the time consumed by, 
trials, and because the evidence applies 
to all defendants alike. 

Besides the Marshall brothers and 
:\icGuffey, Carl Harold McFarland is 
under indictment. He has turned state's 
evidence, ho\\ever. 

Water Project 
On Prater Creek 
Beats Deadline 

Within days of a deadline set by a 
federal funding agency, Prater Creek 
last week mel a major condition of 
government support for its proposed $1 
million water system. 

In June, representatives of the 
Farmers Home Administration said 
they were prepared to put $1.01 million 
in grant and loan monies into the 
project-provided 280 users were sign­
ed by October 23. On Friday, two days 
before the deadline, commissioners an­
nounced the signing of their 286th 
customer. 

Lyle Harmon, representing Parrott, 
Ely and Hurt, the Lexington firm which 
will be doing the engineering for the pro­
ject, told a meeting of Prater residents 
Friday that engineers will now figure ex­
actly where the water lines will be laid 
and, where necessary, homeowners will 
be asked to sign easements for the lines. 

Ervin Akers. chairman of the three­
member water district commission, said 
Prater Creek residents could still sign 
up at the initial $150 rate until the end 
of November. Subsequent tap-on fees 
will be substantially higher, he said. 

Under an agreement with Prestons­
burg Utilities, Prater Creek will pur­
chase water from the Prestonsburg 
system through a connection at Banner.

Daniels Cr. Pictured 
As Post-Mine Model 

The improvement of Daniels Creek 
will one day be a model of just what can 
be done with a reclaimed surface mine, 
a group of developers told Floyd fiscal 
court last week. 

The group unveiled plans to construct 
500 homes and open up new commercial 
sites over the next 20 years, "the hous­
ing to be phased in as the mining is phas­
ed out.'' 

Months before the mining operation is 
aue. lo begin-'"Coal Mac Sales, of 
Pikeville, is scheduled to start mining 
there next spring-the Daniels Creek 
Development Corporation has a vision 
of how the 460-acre tract will look after 
the coal is taken out. 

A company-drawn zoning map calls 
for a mixture of low-, medium- and high­
density housing-to accommodate "a 
cross-section of people"'-which would 
extend from the valley floor up the 
hillsides to an altitude of 400 feet. The 
housing will be served by paved roads 
and utilities and will put the rugged east 
Kentucky terrain to more efficient m;e 

Says leeting Advertised 
Contrary to a report in last week"s edi­

tion of The Times, a special meeting of 
·the Floyd Board of Education, Oct. 17, 
at which the board rescinded its decision 
to seek a maximum tax increase, was 
advertised on a Prestonsburg and a 
Martin radio station, according to Supt. 
E.P. Grigsby, Jr. The Times regrets the 
error. 

than has previously been the case here, 
the developers said. 

Outlining the project for the fiscal 
court were Donald Harkins, Sr., his two 
sons, Donald, Jr., and Scott, of the Kan­
sas City-based Daniels Creek Develop­
ment Corporation, and John Rasnick, 
co-owner of Summit Engineering, of 
Pikeville. They wanted to keep the court 
informed of their plans and to solicit 
county cooperation, they said. 

Magistrate Ed Caudill voiced some 
skepticism. "I've never seen a stripmine 
left in any condition anyone could live 
on it,'' he said. And, describing himself 
as "a fanatic union man," he told the 
developers they had "better stay on Coal 
Mac or they'll be up and gone." 

The elder Harkins, who has a home on 
Daniels Creek, assured Caudill the min· 
ing operation would be closely supervis­
ed. And Rasnick pledged this would be 
one surface mine that "will leave 
something behind when it is finished." 

The county's former cable TV fran­
chise ordinance will be dusted off at the 
next fiscal court meeting and may be 
reenacted as a result of continuing com­
plaints by Wheelwright cable 
customers. Without the ordinance­
whJch a court declared invalid on a legal 
technicality after it was in force here 
about 18 months-the county has no 
authority to act on citizen complaints, 
said County Attorney Arnold Turner, 
Jr., who designed the ordinance. 

Wheelwright resident Bonnie Hall and 
others complained that Tel-Com, Inc. 

· refused to connect some homes to its 
new cable. Barry Boyd, a company 
spokesman, said later that four or five

Howell Lauds 
Court Members 
And Treasurer 

"Tell them we got our county back," 
a fiscal court official urged a reporter 
last Friday after state authorities 
returned to the court complete control 
over county finances. 

Local Government Advisor AI Howell 
ended his close supervision of the coun­
ty with uncommon words of praise for 
the fiscal court and for County 
Treasurer David D. Allen. 

The state official, who is fie ld 
representative for state Local Finance 
Officer Robert L. Purdom, first took an 
interest in the county early in 1982. That 
supervision was stepped up a year later, 
when an investigation indicated the 
county was in serious fina ncial difficul­
ty. In April this year, the state assum­
ed total control of Floyd finances. 

State management was ea~ed 
somewhat in J uly and last week Howell 
indicated that, while he would still be 
keepmg an eye on things here, the coun­
ty is again on its own. 

With the settling of a number of old ac­
counts at Friday's fiscal court meeting, 
the county is now current on its bills, 
Howell told the magistrates. 

Especially in view of the fact that the 
coal severance tax check they had just 
received will probably be the last for this 
fiscal year, they \\ill need to spend 
cautiously, Howell told the magistrates. 
And he made it clear he felt confident 
they would. 

''You are doing a real good job now. 
You have reached the point where you 
don't need me any more," Howell said, 
to the magistrates' applause. The state 
official said later he was impressed at 
the way individual magistrates were 
now asking questions at fiscal court 
meetings. 

Financial reports submitted by Coun­
ty Treasurer Allen were among the best 
in the state, Howell said.

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Countywide Vote Needed 
For Board, Court Members 

The election of county board of education members by coun­
tywide vote rather than by educational divisions, which The 
Times recently suggested, apparently has a chance of 
legislative action, now that Superintendent of Public Instruc­
tion Barber has asked that the change be made. 

This is an improvement that deserves early action. The 
needs of education are too broad and critical to be left depen­
dent upon school boards whose members think first of home 
districts and are elected by the vote of a relative few. 

While this important matter is up for decision by the General 
Assembly, another may be decided by the people themselves. 
We refer to the change that could be made by the voters of 
this county in the fiscal court system. 

State law already provides the means for the change from 
. a fiscal court composed of magistrates elected from separate 
magisterial districts to commissioners elected by countywide 
vote. The voters themselves may by petition request that the 
question of making the change be placed on the ballot for a 
vote. Then, if approved by popular vote, the election of com­
missioners to replace the magistrates after their terms expire 
would follow. 

Johnson county is one of several Kentucky counties which 
has the commission form of fiscal government, and it is work­
ing well. Said Allen "Bud" Perry, editor of The Paintsville 
Herald, recently: "I've watched both systems (the 
magistrates and the commissioners), and the commission is 
much better." 

Referring to the election of commissioners by countywide 
vote, another expressed the view that the result was "a bet­
ter type" of official, since the candidates for commissioner 
were eyed by an entire county and would not be expected to 
permit their views or official acts to center on the benefit of 
one section of the county to the exclusion of all others. 

The commission form of fiscal government would provide, 
however, that, although elected by countywide vote, a com­
missioner would be elected from each district; that is to say, 
the commissioner for a specific district must reside in it. Can­
didates would be on the primary and final election ballots, 
under the usual party emblems, as heretofore. 

The office of magistrate lost much of its meaning when new 
legislation removed the authority of these officials to issue 
warrants, preside at the trials of misdemeanors and minor 
civil cases and superintend work on county roads. They now 
comprise a court that the word, "fiscal," accurately 
describes-a court to handle the county's business affairs. 

Yet the salaries of magistrates have skyrocketed since state 
law curtailed their duties and activities. Although individual 
magistrates may be busy, none can now claim the former all­
hours job of answering demands for warrants of arrest and 
the time-consuming task of presiding at trials. 

It might be well for this county to take a look at the situa­
tion with a view to change. With the election of commissioners 
by a vote of all qualified voters in the county, the next step 
surely would be to get them on the job at a sensible reduction 
in pay. 
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customers were not connected because 
of "disputed delinquent accounts." 

Noting a national trend toward 
deregulation of industry, Boyd said he 
thought the court would be "ill-adv_ised" 
to regulate cable TV here again.

Contacted in Lexington, where he is 
attending law school, McAninch denied 
Roberts' charges. He uses an agency 
vehicle and gasoline only on official 
business, said the solid waste chief, who 
produced bills indicating he has charg­
ed $525 to his own credit card account for 
gasoline over the past three. months. 
During the same period, he filled up six 
times at the solid waste gas pump, for 
a total of 65.9 gallons, according to agen­
cy records. 

Hamilton and Hoffman, who have 
been hired to get the agency's customer 
records in order, are paid only for the 
hours they work, McAninch insisted. 

"They thought he was going to jerk a 
rabbit out of the hat," Roberts said of 
earlier hopes that McAninch would be 
able to put the tottering garbage agen­
cy on a sound footing . "But if there was 
ever a rabbit in there, it's still there." 

The $52,500 payment, which the court 
approved, despite Roberts' opposition, 
is part of $220,000 committed by the 
county this year to ward off a default on 
the bonds financing the solid waste 
operation. 

Other payments approved by the court 
included $10,558 to Harp Enterprises­
a bill the court inherited from the late 
County Clerk, C. Ollie Robinson- and 
$10,600 to the state auditor. The auditor, 
who claimed some $21,217 was due in 
bills dating as far back as 1976, agreed 
to accept half that sum as long as the bill 
was settled by Nov. 1. 

The county will be again hard press­
ed if Howell's prediction that there will 
be no more coal severance tax money 
this year proves true. Floyd received 
$106,000 last week in severance tax 
receipts, the first payment for this fiscal 
year. The county budget anticipates 
$272,000 in severance tax receipts for the 
year. 

The coal counties are entitled to share 
in severance tax revenues only after the 
state has accrued $177.6 million-or an 
average of $14.8 million a month­
Howell noted. The average for the first 
quarter has been a bare $14 million, he 
said.

I have students who are very in­
terested and eager to begin construction 
on Adelphos I and Adelphos II. The cost 
for materials for the construction is ap­
proximately $1,600 which provides com­
puterization for the robots. However, 
due to the lack of State funding for this 
project, I am asking your support in 
raising needed funds.

Wastewater Treatment, 
Disinfection Levels 
Hearing Slated Nov. 4 

Proposed amendments establishihng 
minimum requirements for secondary 
treatment of wastewater and seasonal 
disinfection levels will be the subject of 
a Nov. 4 public hearing in Frankfort. 

The tearing, scheduled for 10 a.m. 
EST in Room G-1 of the Capital Plaza 
Tower, is being held by the Division of 
Water of the state Natural Resources 
and Environmental Protection Cabinet. 

Under discussion at the hearing will 
be proposed amendments to 401 KAR 
5:045, dealing with 
biochemically-degradable waste treat­
ment. 

"The amendents being pmposed will 
affect all wastewater treatment facili­
ties which have at least a portion of their 
treatment operation devoted to biode­
gradable waste," said Richard Shogren, 
Director of the Division of Water. 

Shogren explained that under the pro­
posed amendents, seasonal disinfection 
for fecal colifnrm bacteria would be 
allowed. "Currently, state regulations 
set year-rowtd standards for the amount 
of fecal coliform bacteria allowed in 
'primary contact' recreational waters. 
The amendments would establish one 
limit for the recreational season from 
May 1 to October 31 and a second one for 
the rest of the year," he said. 

Levels allowed November 1 to April30 
would meet "secondary contact" 
criteria Shogren said. 

Division of Water officials said the 
proposed amendments would not result 
in increased costs, but should allow for 
costs savings. " Reduced chlorine re­
quirements for seven months of each 
year should reduce operating costs," 
Shogren noted. 

Anyone interested in the proposed 
amendment is urged to attend the public 
hearing and publicly comment on the 
proposed changes.

The other day I saw a big groundhog 
in a meadow eating his billyful of rich, 
red clover. He ate until he was ready to 
pop and I knew then he was getting 
ready to hibernate. The next day I saw 
him waddling up a brook, heading for his 
den. He was so fat he could scarcely 
make it up to his den, which he had dug 
out under a big sandstone rock. I follow­
ed him to see his ritual of hibernation. 
He stopped to rest at the door of his den. 
He sat for a time, looking around at the 
woods he loved. He seemed sorry to bid 
them good bye for the next several 
months. He tried to camouflage the hole 
to his den by hiding it with dead leaves 
and dirt. Then he dived into his den and 
crawled back ten feet to his warm bed 
of leaves. In less than a minute he was 
sound asleep. While sleeping deeply his 
breathing slowed down to eight times 
per minute and his heart beat dropped 
dgwn to twenty times per minute. 
Winter storms might rage outside his 
den, but he'd know nothing about that. 
Traditionally, he'll wake up on Feb. 2, 
come out and survey the weather 
outlook. If he sees his shadow, it scares 
him half to death and he dives back in­
to his den, leaving us poor mortals the 
hopeless victims of her cowardice. The 
groundhog is a true-blue hibernator. 
While he's lying sound asleep, the roar 
of a cannat could not wake him. 

The black bear is a partial hibernator. 
He crawls into a cave and goes to sleep, 
but his sleep is not deep like that of the 
groundhog. He can be roused up out of 
his sleep. 

All our cold-blooded animals are true 
hibernators. These are the snakes, frogs 
and box turtles. If one of these should be 
caught out in zero weather, its body 
would freeze stiff as a poker. As they 
have no blood circulation like a warm 
blooded animal. Most of them hibernate 
in holes deep underground, well below 
the freeze line. There are no snakes in 
Alaska, as they can't survive the bitter 
cold. 

Chipmunks and gray squirrels are 
partial hibernators. During cold winter 
weather, they sleep in dens but when the 
sun bursts out warm, they come out to 
enjoy sunshine and exercise. The gray 
squirrels dig down through the snow to 
find the acorns they buried last fall. 
They never find the acorns they buried 
last fall. They never find them all. Those 
not found sprout in the spring to begm 
new oak trees. Gray squirrels are 
nature's tree planters

The area's first Feeding and Pre-Speech Clinic Day was held Sept. 28, spon­
sored by Physical Therapy Services of Paintsville and funded by United 
Cerebral Palsy of the Blu~grass. 

Although many children with developmental disabilities, including cerebral 
palsy, myelomingecele and other genetic syndromes, are presently enrolled 
in early intervention, speech and physical therapy programs, this was the fi rst 
United Cerebral Palsy-funded clinic day held in this area. 

Many of the children evaluated and treated, have cerebral palsy. Cerebral 
palsy is a non-heredity disability occurring at birth as the result of lack of 
oxygen to the brain. The type and degree of disability varies according to the 
location and amount of damage to the cerebrum. 

Since most of these children have trouble with head and trunk control for 
simple activities of daily living in sitting, standing or walking, it is no wonder 
they have so much trouble co-ordinating the small muscles of their mouth for 
eating, drinking and speech. 

The purpose of the clinic was to evaluate specific problems in the above 
mentioned areas and teach the parents how to maximize the child's potential. 

The clinical staff consists of: Debbie Tharp, physical therapist, Physical 
Therapy Services, Paintsville; Peggy Scheible, Early intervention-pre-school 
teacher, Mountain Comprehensive Care, Prestonsburg; Gary Vitali, speech 
pathologist, East Kentucky Speech and Hearing Clinic, Prestonsburg.

Halloween Safety, 
A Critical Priority 

In recent years, there have been alar­
ming reports of drugged and dangerous 
candies and fruits, and of children be­
ing molested and kidnapped during 
Halloween festivities . Because of these 
and other dangers, it is important that 
parents insure that proper precautions 
are taken. 

Most of the accidents which occur 
around Halloween can be related to the 
potential flammability of costumes, 
wigs, and other paraphernalia; to en­
vironmental hazards such as steps, 
uneven pavement, to obstacles which 
may be indistinguishable in the dark; or 
to accidents involving automobiles 
whose drivers are unable to see children 
clearly. 

Costumes should be light or bright 
enough to make them clearly visible to 
motorists on dimly-lit, residential 
streets. Add reflective tape to the front 
and back of costumes for greater 
visibility. Bags or sacks should also be 
light colored, or decorated with reflec­
tive tape. Children should carry 
flashlights to see and be seen more 
clearly. 

Costumes should be flame-resistant. 
It is important to remember that these 
costumes are not "flame-proof," only 
that they will resist burning and should 
extinguish quickly once removed from 
the ignition source. Avoid flimsy 
materials and outfits with big sleeves 
or skirts. These are more readily expos­
ed to ignition sources than are tighter­
fitting clothes.

Scalf's Book Aids Alabama 
Man In Genealogy Discovery 

The impact of a Floyd County histori­
an has reached out and joined people 
from diverse areas. 

A chance reading of the book, The 
Stepp/Stapp Families of America by the 
late Henry P. Scalf, former associate 
editor of The Floyd County Times, led 
William Stepp to bridge a 200-year gap 
in which a black Stepp meets a white 
Stepp. 

Through Scalf's book, Stepp traced the 
lineage of white and black Stepp fami­
lies in the United States. 

William Stepp is a quality specialist 
for the Army Missile Command in 
Huntsville. He said he made photocopies 
of pages in the Scalf book which listed 
the descendants of former slaves Abra­
ham and Bett Stepp. The slaves took a 
surname similar to that of their master, 
Joshua Stapp, Sr., when they were freed 
in 1783. 

William Stepp noted that the family 
tree in the book listed a Marcellus Stepp 
as one of seven children of Ulysses 
Grant Stepp, of Kentucky, a descendant 
of the freed slaves. 

"After noticing my photo and name in 
a national news magazine in 1979, '1 Marc 
Stepp said, "Bill Stepp made an inquiry 
at the Chrysler Huntsville electronics 
plant whether Marc Stepp might be the 
Marcellus Stepp listed in the book. He 
then wrote me letter. 

"I wrote back and said, 'Yes, I am the 
Marcellus Stepp from Kentucky. 
Ulysses Grant Stepp was my father. 

" My ancestor <Abraham Stepp) was 
a slave on his ancestor's plantation in 
Orange County, Va. His ancestor had a 
very kindly feeling for my ancestor. 
Upon his ancestor's death, he made my 
ancestor a freed person." 

Marc Stepp said he had talked only 
once with William Stepp on the phone, 
but planned to arrange their first 
meeting while the UA W official was in 
Huntsville for a meeting of the UAW 
Chrysler Bargaining Council. 

Meanwhile, Marc Stepp flew to Ash­
ville, N.C. , where he was to be principal 
speaker yesterday at a family reunion 
of one branch of the Stepp family. 

Finally, Marc Stepp met for the first 
time with the decendant of a slave 
holder who granted freedom to his 
ancestors 200 years ago. 

The long-awaited meeting of Stepp, a 
veteran UA W official from Detroit, and 
William B. Stepp, Huntsville, took place 
Thursday night at a local restaurant. 

"This is a momentous occasion," the 
Detroit Stepp said, as he introduced the 
Huntsville Stepp to a dinner gathering 
of visiting U A W officials and their fami­
lies hosted by UAW Region 3.

HospitaJ,.Care Now 
Costs Megabucks, 
National Survey Shows 

As the nation's hospitals struggle for 
financial survival and health care costs 
continue to soar, two separate billings 
to the same carrier-Marine Engineers 
Beneficial Association-have sent shock 
waves through the health insurance 
industry. 

Item: the largest bill-$447,574-was 
presented by a Houston hospital for a pa­
tient who required a five-month stay. 
About $73,000 of the expenses were for 
professional medical services. On a dai­
ly basis, the cost for this extensive 
hospitalization averaged about $2,500. 

Item,: A patient who spent 37 days in 
a Boston hospital incurred a bill for 
$238,000 plus $3,450 for surgeon's fees. 
That bill averaged about $6,525 a day­
some 38 times greater than the national 
average. 

"These bills exemplify the fact that 
we're in the day of the big-buck bill," 
says Peter Klein, manager of the 
Marine Engineers Beneficial Associa­
tion, a private health care plan which 
processes about 1,000 claims a month in 
its Baltimore headquarters. He pointed 
out that skyrocketing medical costs in 
recent years have had a serious finan­
cial impact on thousands of elderly 
patients. 

Klein noted that it is not uncommon 
for major insurers to receive hospital 
bills in the $100,000-plus range for one 
patient.

The Environmental Protection Agen­
cy has warned in a report that the warn­
ing of the earth known as the "green­
house effect" will begin to happen in the 
1990s. 

JohnS. Hoffman, director of strategic 
studies for the agency, said Monday: 
"We are trying to get people to realize 
that changes are coming sooner than 
they expected. Major changes will be 
here by the years 1990 to 2000, and we 
have to learn how to live with them." 

The EPA said the warning trend, the 
result of a buildup of carbon dioxide in 
the atmosphere, is imminent and in­
evitable. In the next century, it warns, 
the world will have to learn to deal with 
major changes in climate patterns, with 
disrupted food production and with 
significantly higher coastal waters. 

The greenhouse effect, Hoffman said,

The report said there was still con­

siderable uncertainty about the speed 
and size of the temperature changes but 
that the best estimates now suggested 
that global average temperatures could 
increase 2 degrees Celsius, or 3.6 
degrees Fahrenheit, by the year 2040. By ' 
the year 2100, the increase coulq total 5 
degrees Celsius, or 9 degrees 
Fahrenheit. . 

Such increased in the average 
temperature of the earth would be ac­
companied by temperature increased up 
to three times as large in the polar 
regions, which could cause the polar ice 
caps to melt rapidly. 

After examining trends in at­
mospheric patterns and fuel uses, the 
EPA said that no strategy for mitigating 
the problem, even a total ban on the use 
of fossil fuels, could do more than delay 
the warming effect a few years. 

Fossil fuels are the major source of 
the carbon dioxide, which lets sunlight 
enter the atmosphere and heat the earth 
but inhibits the escape of heat radiation 
into space.

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Teaberry Couple 
Awarded $18,000 

A circuit court jury Thursday award­
ed a Teaberry couple $48,000 in damages 
following an earlier court ruling that a 
coal company had trespassed on their 
property over a 611z-year period. 

Eugene and Julinia Ruth Hamilton 
said John B. and Sterling "Porky" 
Tackett hauled coal over their proper­
ty between November, 1973 and Decem­
ber, 1979 and had also used a tipple, hop­
per and coal chute on the property. The 
structures were not removed until July, 
1980, they said. 

Real estate appraiser Robert Daniels 
reckoned the fair rental value of the pro­
perty used by the coal operators as $1200 
a month, for a total of $96,000. 

That "fairly high" amount made 
sense if one considered the coal com­
pany's need for the right-of-way and the 
"hassle" the landowners had to put up 
with, argued the Hamilton's attorney, 
Addison Parker, of the Appalachian 
Research and Defense Fund. 

But Dan Jack Combs, representing 
the Tackett brothers, said property lines 
were vague, the area on which his 
clients encroached was smaller than the 
Hamiltons claimed and that, in any 
event, the landowners lived in Michigan 
for part of the time in question. 
· Calling it a "dispute among rela­
tives"-Julinea is a niece of the 
Tacketts-, Combs asked the jury to 
award only nominal damages in the. 
case. 

The 650 square feet which he reckon­
ed as the area on which his clients 
trespassed might be worth $1200 a 
month in New York's Times Square but 
not in Teaberry, the lawyer argued. 

Noting that neither B.F. Reed nor 
Turner Elkhorn, the company which had 
erected the tipple and for which the 
Tacketts were mining the coal, were 
named as defendants in the case, Combs 
claimed the Hamiltons "were looking 
for a way to shaft" the Tacketts. 

The question of whether a trespass 
had occurred was previously decided, 
first in favor of the defendants and later, 
by an appeals court, in favor of the plain­
tiffs. Last week's jury was required to 
decide only the question of damages. 

The Hamiltons' complaint, which was 
filed in 1976, was originally thrown out 
by Special Judge William B. Hazelrigg, 
who was persuaded by the Tacketts' 
argument that their coal mining lease 
gave them a right to encroach on the 
Hamiltons' property. That argument 
was rejected by the Kentucky Court of 
Appeals in December, 1981 and, the fol­
lowing March, Hazelrigg decided for the 
plaintiffs. 

In a similar case, a Floyd jury recent­
ly voted $39,680 in damages for Mr. and 
Mrs. Everett Akers, who claimed Triple 
Elkhorn Mining Co. had trespassed on 
two tracts they own at the head of 
Finance Hollow. 

If the cases are appealed, the question 
of how properly to measure damages is 
likely to be an issue before the court. In 
both cases, juries have considered an 
appraiser's estimate of the "fair rental 
value" of the tracts encroached upon. 

Until recently, the only measure 
recognized under Kentucky law was 
whether the mining operation left the 
property less useful than it was before 
mining began- a norm that frequently 
yielded negligible awards. Coal tonnage, 
a measure commonly used by surface 
owners and coal operators who wish to 
haul coal across their properties, has 
also been proposed as a guide to 
damages. 

Evidence was given in the Hamiltons' 
case that Tackett and Tackett Coal Co. 
mined 467,777 tons of coal during the 
trespass period, but Judge Hazelrigg 
specifically excluded tonnage as a basis 
for the jury's assessment of damages.

Cancer Hopeline 
Q. My husband has chronic leukemia. 

We just found out and are very shock­
ed. We're also uninformed. Where can 
we get information? 

A. The Cancer Hopeline has several 
brochures dealing with leukemia, and 
they are available free by calling or 
writing us as indicated at the end of this 
column. 

Another excellent source of informa­
tion and support as well as a provider of 
services for leukemia patients is the 
Leukemia Society of America, Inc. The 
Kentucky Chapter is at 710 W. Main 
Street, Louisville, Ky. 40202. Financial 
aid is available for leukemia, lym­
phoma, and Hodgkin's disease patients 
without discrimination as to age, race, 
color, or creed. In all cases, aid is 
limited to out-patient expenditures not 
covered by other sources. Such 
assistance cannot be a duplicate of funds 
received from federal, state, county or 
local aid, social security, Blue 
Cross/Blue Shield, Medicare, etc. 

Leukemia is a form of cancer that 
starts in the bone marrow and/or lymph 
nodes where white blood cells are made. 
Leukemia is an overproduction of one 
kind of white cell resulting in decreas­
ed production of the normal marrow 
cells. As a result the patients have an in­
creased tendency for infections <white 
cells), bleeding (platelets) and fatigue 
(anemia). 

There are two types of chronic leu­
kemia ; chronic lymphoc:rtic leukemia, 
and chronic granulocytic leukemia. 
Chronic lymphocytic leukemia is a 
disease that older people develop as a 
result of an abnormal increase in 
mature lymphocytes (specialized white 
cells) . These cells may arise in the bone 
marrow as well as lymph nodes. Chronic 
granulocytic leukemia is most common 
in middle-aged patients and is caused by 
an increase in the number of 
granulocytes (those cells used to fight in­
fection) . As their name implies, these 
diseases have a very long natural 
history. They are easily controlled with 
effective forms of therapy. 

Chronic leukemia occurs mostly in 
adults, but it can occur at any age. It ac­
counts for about half of all leukemia 
cases.

BEYOND THE LIMIT, from Paramount Pictures. Directed by 
John MacKenzie, screenplay by Christopher Hampton. Starring

Michael Caine is a solid vet­
eran of dozens of movies and 
Richard Gere is one of the hot­
test actors in motion pictures 
today (even if his last film left 
neither crit ics nor viewers 
" Breathless") . Graham 
Greene is one of England's fin­
est novelists. short-story writ­
ers and playwrights. 

Greene's novel "The Honor­
ary Consul" was part-thriller, 
part-psychology. part-religion. 
Turning the novel into film 
seemed like an ideal project. 
especially with these two stars. 

The book " The Honorary 
Consul" has become the film 
" Beyond the Limit." The title 
sounds like it was taken from 
central casting of marketable 
titles, but changing the film 's 
name will not help it be suc­
cessful if Caine/Gere/Greene 
don't bring people in. 

Each of these men has his 
following. Fans who attend the 
film will not be turned off. 
" Beyond the Limit" doesn't 
exceed any limits of sensation­
alism of story. level of acting, 

or political innuendo. It 's just a 
remarkably average film. 

Seedy South American 
towns all look and sound alike 
in the movies, and "Beyond 
the Limit" is no exception. 
There is a curfew after dark, 
the army patrols the streets 
arresting anyone who they 
think can read, and the revolu­
tionaries are "in the hills just 
outside of town." The police 
chief is corrupt enough to drive 
a two-seater Mercedes, and 
would shoot his mother for an 
oil change. 

Part of the reason that the 
film's name might have been 
changed is that Gere is really 
its star. Gere is a doctor who 
becomes involved in revolution 
as well as with Caine's wife. 
It's his story as much, if not 
more, than Caine, who plays 
the Honorary Consul. 

"Beyond the Limit's" box­
office potential is dim. There's 
not enough Harold Robbins to 
be steamy. and politically, 
Woody Allen's " Bananas" was 
more on-target .

Wages said he was "happy" the pro­
secution wants the charges dropped. 
"There wasn't anything to them," he 
said. 

Three other men charged in the rob­
bery are scheduled for trial Nov. 14 in 
Johnson circuit court. 

The robbery occurred Aug. 15. Police 
said Trimble and three family members 
were tied up and threatened by two arm­
ed men who took more than $50,000 in 
cash, jewelry and guns from the 
mayor's home. 

Wages, dismissed from the Paintsville 
police force last year after he was accus­
ed of sleeping on duty and later dismiss­
ed from the Inez force on the same 
grounds, was charged with complicity 
to armed robbery. 

But Preston said Wages' statement 
that he was not a conspirator in the rob­
bery was corroborated by investigators 
and borne out by a polygraph test. 

"His statement indicated that he had 
talked with one of the suspects prior to 
the Trimble robbery but he did not plan 
or conspire in the crime," Preston said. 
"We found no evidence that Wages had 
participated in the crime during a 
search of his home." 

Preston said he expected Wages to 
testify on behalf of the prosecution at the 
trial for the other suspects, though he 
said "no deal" had been offered.

Hearings To Discuss 
Budget On Long-Term 
Care Responsibilities 

The Kentucky Cabinet for Human 
Resources wiH conduct a series of six 
public hearings over the next month to 
seek citizen input on the proposed 
cabinet budget for the next two years 
and on prop35ed regulations which 
would allow adult children of long-term 
care facility residents to pay for a por­
tion of their parents' charges currently 
paid by the Medicaid program. The 
hearings will be Oct. 31 in Lexington, 
Nov. 2 in Covington, Nov. 10 in 
Shepherdsville, Nov. 14 in Hopkinsville, 
Nov. 17 in Ashland and Nov. 21 in 
Salyersville. 

Cabinet Secretary Buddy Adams said, 
"We have plans to spend roughly $1.5 
billion dollars for cabinet programs next 
year and· in excess of $1.6 billion the 
following year. When these proposals 
are presented to the next administration 

_and to the 1984 General Assembly, I 
believe it's important to include public 
comment on the services and levels of 
service we propose. Members of the 
cabinet's Office of Policy and Budget 
will outline the spending plans at these 
hearings and bring the comments back 
to Frankfort." 

The second topic for the hearings­
known in some states as the "Family 
Responsibility Act" - provides an alter­
native to adult children with parents in 
nursing homes and other long-term care 
facilities. The regulation under con­
sideration would set up a mechanism 
whereby citizens would have a third op­
tion for handling the cost of having a 
parent living in a nursing home. Cur­
rently e'~her the individual resident or 
the family pays the entire bill or, if they 
are eligible under the federal income 
guidelines, those bills which surpass the 
income of the resident are charged to the 
Medicaid program. A "Family Respon­
sibility Act" would allow those families 
with a Medicaid-eligible parent residing 
in a nursing home to contribute a por­
tion of the cost, thus reducing the in­
creasing drain of these charges on the 

- Medicaid programs. Social Insurance 
Commissioner John Cubine will par­
ticipate in each of the public hearings to 
discuss the "Family Responsibility Act" 
idea and receive comments. 

Adams said "The Department for 
Social Insurance and its Medical 
Assistance Division has a federal man­
date to find ways to reduce the cost of 
Medicaid charges to the federal budget. 
We want to look at ways to accomplish 
that goal without reducing services 
and/or benefits. But before we start 
deliberating about seeking a new law 

·from next year's legislature, I feel we 
need to know how the citizens of this 
state would react to the idea. We need 
to get a feeling of how many people 
would participate in a voluntary pro­
gram or whether the public sentiment 
would be to make some level of 'family 
responsibility' mandatory. That's why 
we're including these discussions in our 
budget public hearings." 

All six hearings will include a 10: 00 
a.m.-noon presentation on "family 
responsibility" and a 1:00p.m.-3:00p.m. 
discussion of the budget proposals.

Alice Lloyd College has a long­
standing tradition in preparing teachers 
for service in the mountains. The college 
provided teacher training and certifica­
tion programs untill958, when teachers 
were no longer certified to teach with 
two years of preparation. With the 
emergence of the new requirements for 
certification, the College focused upon 
a liberal arts, pre-professional program 
in preparation for the transfer to four­
year degree granting institutions for 
degree completion. 

Mrs. Alice Lloyd, founder of the col­
lege, felt strongly that mountain people 
should be educated for mountain leader­
ship.

BOO! Halloween is almost here, and 
a few safety precautions can assure that 
the only scares children get are 
harmless and all in fun . 

The Cabinet for Human Resources, 
through its Radiation and Product Safe­
ty Branch, recommends these tips for 
trick-{Jr-treaters and their parents: 

*Masks should be tight-fitting with eye 
holes large enough for good vision. 
Make-up is a safer disguise. 

*Costumes should be no longer than 
ankle length and should be made of 
flame-retardant materials. Don't let 
costumes come in contact with jack-o­
lantern candles or other heat sources. 

*Costumes should be marked with 
strips of reflector tape. 

*Shoes should be comfortable and 
allow for normal movement; avoid high 
heels. 

*Children should carry flashlights and 
go only into neighborhoods they know 
well. High-traffic areas should be 
avoided. 

*Trick-or-treaters should go only to 
houses that are lighted. A dark house 
probably means no one is home or 
children aren't welcome. 

*Parents should go with their children 
and notice what treat is given at each 
house. 

*Parents should check everything in 
the child's bag and allow children to eat 
only factory-wrapped pieces of candy. 
if an item appears to have been 
tampered with, discard it. Because of 
the danger of hidden safety pins and 
razor blades, discard fruit or cut it into 
cubes. 

In past years some hospitals and 
clinics have offered free x-rays of trick­
or-treat bags. Product safety manager 
Edsel Moore says parents can check 
with local facilities to see if that service 
is available in their communities, but he 
advises that x-rays can miss some 
serious hazards. 

"An x-ray will show metal objects, but 
it won't detect chemicals," he said. 
"Poison injected into a candy bar won't 
show up on an x-ray. Parents still must 
make careful inspections."

than candy. "Small comic books, rubber 
spiders, coupons for discounts at a fast­
food restaurant, and nickels and dimes 
are popular with children," he said.

"Many communities are offering 
alternatives for Halloween, such as 
haunted houses, skating parties and 
hayrides," he said. "Another idea is to 
allow children to invite their friends in 
for Halloween games. A few families 
together could host a party that would 
keep the neighborhood children safe and 
happy."

"I am tired of hearing that Kentucky 
is dead last in education because it is not 
true,'' Superintendent of Public Instruc­
tion Raymond Barber said recently. 

Barber reeled off statistics to prove 
hts pomt. 

In the per capita personal income of 
its citizens, Kentucky ranks 45th, Barber 
said. In population between the school 
ages of 5 and 17, Kentucky ranks 23rd. 
And in the estimated population aged 
5·17 as a percent of the total population, 
Kentucky ranks 13th. 

"That means that Kentucky is a 
relatively poor state with a relatively 
large number of children to educate," 
Barber said. 

In the estimated percent of revenue 
allocated for public and elementary and 
secondary schools, Kentucky ranks fifth 
in the nation in state funding and ninth 
in federal funding received for the public 
schools. In the amount of local funding, 
Kentucky ranked 47th in 1981-82 and fell 
to 48th in 1982-83. 

"That means that the state and 
federal governments provide most of the 
money for our public schools," Barber 
said. "The local districts do very little 
and are doing less every year. I am 
sorry to say that some districts do prac­
tically nothing, relatively speaking, for 
themselves financially." 

Kentucky ranks 43rd in current expen­
ditures per pupil in average daily atten­
dance. In the percent increase in current 
expenditures from 1972-73 to 1982-83, the 
state ranks lOth in the nation with a 
227.37 percent growth. 

Kentucky ranked 33rd in the nation in 
1982-83 in the estimated average salaries 
of the instructional staff in the public 
schools. A 6.42 percent increase in the 
average salaries of public school 
teachers from 1981-83 to 1982-83 put Ken· 
tucky in 31st place. In the 10-year period 
from 1972-73 to 1982-83, Kentucky rank­
ed fourth, up 136.02 percent in the per­
cent increase in the average salaries of 
public school teachers. 

With 18.69 pupils per teacher in 
average daily attendance, Kentucky 
ranks ninth in the nation. In average dai· 
ly attendance as a percentage of fall 
enrollment in 1982-83, Kentucky ranked 
30th with 92.32 percent. 

''When people refer to Kentucky as be­
ing 'dead-last' they are referring to one 
statistic- the number of our citizens ag­
ed 25 and over who are high school 
graduates," Barber said. "That is a 
population measure, and perhaps an at­
titudinal measure, but not a quality of 
education measure." 

Barber also pointed out that even in 
that statistic, Kentucky is making rapid 
progress. 

In the 1980 census, 53.1 percent of Ken­
tuckians in that age category were high 
school graduates. That was up from 38.5 
percent in 1970. The improvement was 
nearly 40 percent, Barber noted but Ken­
tucky still fell from 48th to 50th place . 
Nevertheless, progress is continuing. 

In the percent change in the number 
of high school graduates in Kentucky 
from 1977·78 to 1982-83, Kentucky rank­
ed 5th in the nation with a 3.95 percent 
increase. 

"I have given a great many statis­
tics," Barber said, "but they paint a pic­
ture that Kentuckians should know." 

"Kentucky supports its schools and its 
teachers relatively well in comparison 
with its personal per capita income," 
Barber observed. "Obviously Ken­
tuckians are valuing education more 
because more and more young people 
are finishing high school and going to 
college. We sent more of our young peo­
ple to college and special training after 
high school in 1982 than at any time in 
Kentucky's his tory. " 

"I have also heard an alarming 
number of people say that Kentucky has 
the worst drop-out rate in the nation and 
that is not true either," Barber said. 

" Kentucky ranks 41st in the nation in 
the number of its ninth graders who 
finish high school four years later. That 
is up from 44th the previous year and I 
might add, our own figures show that we 
should rank 40th. In compiling the data 
on this point, the National Center for 
Education Statistics used our provi· 
sional estimates and not our final figures 
as it did for every other state," Barber 
noted. 

"Even in the past four years, when 
state revenues have fallen 18 percent, 
state funds made available have risen 
32.4 percent,' ' Barber said. ''I have had 
to make such severe cuts in the budget 
of the Department of Education that we

are operating 1.13 percent of the funds 
we administer, but the governor and I 
have worked hard to protect the funds 
of the local school districts. I believe we 
have managed to do that." 

"Educators are generally aware of 
what we have been doing to make our 
schools better. I had thought the general 
public was, too," Barber said. 

The Wilderness Road Girl Scout Coun­
cil serves 55 counties in eastern and cen­
tral Kentucky, and one county each in 
Ohio and Tennessee.

worked very hard over a period of 10

Barber said. "The foundation for the 
best quality of education has been laid. 
The process of focusing the entire educa­
tional system on academic peformance 
and quality instruction has begun. So 
much progress has been made that it 
simply is not fair to say that Kentucky 
is dead last or that Kentuckians don't 
care about education. It is not fair to the 
teachers, the parents, the taxpayers, the 
legislators, the school administrators, or 
even the students."

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Average Teacher ay 
, In State Slips More 

Kentucky's average salary for 
classroom teachers slipped further 
behind the average for the seven border­
ing states last year. The difference is 
now $707 instead of the previous year's 
$571. 

The latest edition of "How Kentucky 
Ranks" puts the actual Kentucky 
average salary at $18,384 for 1982-83, 
down from an earlier estimate of $18,400. 

The difference between the Kentucky 
figure of $18,384 and the bordering 
states' average of $19,091 (an average of 
their seven estimated averages) is $707. 
This is an increase of $136 over the 
previous year's $571 difference. 

The difference may change when final 
figures are received for average salaries 
in the seven states. 

Reaching or exceeding the average 
salary of classroom teachers in the 
seven bordering states has been a long­
sought goal of the Kentucky Education 
Association (KEA), which publishes the 
annual research bulletin. 

As the salary gap grew larger, the gap 
between Kentucky's expenditure per 
pupil in average daily attendance and 
the average spent by the seven border­
ing states also widened. 

For Kentucky the 1982-83 estimate is 
$2291 compared with a seven-state 
average of $2646. The difference is $355, 
compared with the previous year's $292. 

"We in KEA are upset that Kentucky's 
expenditures for teachers' salaries and 
pupils' education are falling further 
behind the level of the surrounding 
states," said KEA President Jon 
Henrikson. "These conditions are 
hampering Kentucky's efforts to 
achieve excellence in education." 

For 1982-83 Kentucky ranked 42nd 
among the 50 states in per-pupil spen­
ding, down from 41st place the previous 
year. In average salary for teachers 
Kentucky ranked 32nd, down from 31st 
place the previous year. 

The per-pupil amounts come from 
state, local, and federal funds. 

Estimated national averages in 
1982-83 were $20,603 for average salary 
of classroom teachers and $2952 for per­
pupil spending. 

Kentucky ranks fifth in the nation in 
percentage of revenue-not amount, but 
percentage-its public schools receive 
from the state level. The Kentucky 
figure for 1982-83 is 70.55%, up slightly 
from 69.54%. 

Only 18.74% of Kentucky's revenue for 
elementary and secondary schools 
comes from local funds, ranking Ken­
tucky 47th in the nation. Kentucky 
received 10.71% of its public-school 
revenue from the federal level, which 
put the state in eighth place. 

Nationally, states put in 48.76%, local 
governments 43.91%, and the federal 
government 7.33%. 

The latest year for which data are 
available for per-capita expenditures of 
state and local governments is 198G-81. 
Those figures show Kentucky in 22nd 
place for public welfare ($200.84), in 11th 

CPR Training Slated 
For Park Employees 

All Kentucky state parks, recreational 
areas and shrines will soon have at least 
one employee trained in car­
diopulmonary resuscitation, known as 
CPR, Commissioner Lou Karibo an­
nounced. 

Starting today (Wednesday), the 
Parks Department will sponsor a series 
of day-long training sessions to teach 
CPR techniques to about 150 park 
employees. Wednesday's class and a se­
cond class the next day will be con­
ducted at General Butler State Resort 
Park in Carrollton. 

Similar sessions will be conducted in 
November and December at 
Cumberland Falls, Carter Caves, 
KenLake, Rough River and Natural 
Bridge state resort parks. Two separate, 
day-long classes will be held at each 
park. The instructor will be a Cabinet for 
Human Resources safety specialist, 
Clark Roland. 

"Many lives have been saved through 
CPR, so we're very pleased to undertake 
such a worthwhile safety program," 
Karibo said. 

All staff members residing at state 
parks- such as park managers-will be 
trained, as well as all 52 park rangers, 
Karibo said. A number of central office 
workers also will be given CPR instruc­
tion. In all, some one-fifth of all full time 
parks employees will have received 
CPR certification by the end of the 
sessions.

Riverview Manor 
Receives Superior 
Rating From State 

Long-term car€. facilities in Floyd, 
Barren, Bourbon, Jefferson, Trimble 
and Warren counties are the first in Ken­
tucky to be rated "Superior" on in­
dividuallevels of resident care under the 
state's nursing home reform legislation. 
The new designations are made by the 
Cabinet for Human Resources' Division 
for Licensing and Regulation which has 
the responsibility to evaluate and 
monitor each level of resident care in 
Kentucky's nursing homes 11nd other 
long-term care facilities. 

Riverview Manor of Prestonsburg 
was the Floyd County facility cited for 
excellence. 

Human Resources Secretary Buddy 
Adams said, "Many people inside and 
outside the industry have see11 the nur­
sing home reform Jaws only as a way to 
crack down on illegal or health­
threatening practices of some nursing 
homes. There are many facilities in 
Kentucky where exceeding the stan­
dards rather than violating the rules is 
the way of doing business. The current 
nursing home laws allow for designa­
tion, to the public, of those facilities with 
consistently outstanding care for their 
residents." 

Director Sara Pratt of the Licensing 
and Regulation Division said, "The 
ratings are done as part of the annual 
relicensure process for each facility. 
Levels of resident care not attaining 
'Superior' status are designated either 
'Unrated', which indicates compliance 
with at least the minimum standards, or 
'Conditional Rating', which means that 
particular level of care in that facility 
is in non-compliance with the standards. 
The facility's license, complete with a 
seal designating the rating for each level 
of care offered, must be posted in a con­
spicuous location for the public to be 
able to see." 

In order to achieve a "Superior" 
rating, a facility must meet two stan­
dards for the level of care involved. 
"First, it must be in compliance with the 
minimum standards for licensing in 
each of eleven areas," said Ms. Pratt. 
"Then, the facility must exceed those 
minimum standards in at least six of the 
eleven areas." Operations with stan­
dards measured include administration, 
nursing service, dietary and nutritional 
services, life safety code, physical en­
vironment, physical and restorative 
therapy, social services and activities, 
drugs and biologicals, medical services, 
patient rights and record keeping. 

Ms. Pratt concluded, "I believe this 
process will provide a real incentive to 
the long-term care facilities in Kentucky 
to achieve the highest rating possible. 
And achievement of the 'Superior' 
designation for an individual level of 
care should tell the public something 
about that facility , just as the other 
ratings will serve as an indication of the 
track record as well."

Energy-Saving Ideas 
Can Cut Heat Costs 

According to Attorney General Steve 
Beshear, there are many practices 
which, if implemented by residential 
customers, could result in significant 
energy and cost savings. "Most require 
little or no cost," said Beshear. "In a 
home where none of the practices are 
presently being used, if all were strict­
ly carried out, annual savings up to 50 
percent of the heating, cooling and water 
heating energy costs could be realized." 
The Kentucky Public Service Commis­
sion (PSCl recommends the following 
energy conservation practices. 

Furnace Efficiency Maintenance and 
Adjustments, which means cleaning and 
combustion efficiency adjustment of gas 
or oil furnaces, periodic cleaning or 
replacement of air filters on forced-air 
heating or cooling systems, lowering the 
bonnet or plenum thermostats to 80' F. 
on a gas or oil forced-air furnace, and 
turning off the pilot light on a gas fur­
nace during the summer; 

Nighttime Temperature Setback, 
which means manually lowering the 
thermostat control setting for the fur­
nace during the heating season to a max­
imum of 55' F. during sleeping hours; 

Reducing Thermostat Settings in 
Winter, which means limiting the max­
imum thermostat control setting for the 
furnace to 68' F. during the heating 
season; 

Raising Thermostat Setting in Sum­
mer, which means setting the ther­
mostat control for an air conditioner to 
78' F. or higher during the cooling 
season ; 

Water Flow Reduction in Showers and 
Faucets, which means placing a device 
in a shower head or faucet to limit the 
maximum flow to three gallons per 
minute, or replacing existing shower 
heads or faucets with those having built­
in provisions for limiting the maximum 
flow to three gallons per minute. 

Reducing Hot Water Temperatures, 
which means manually setting back the 
water heater thermostat setting to 120' 
F., and reducing the use of heated water 
for clothes washing ; 

Reducing Energy Use When a Home 
is Unoccupied, which means reducing 
the thermostat setting to 55'F. when a 
home is empty for four hours or longer 
in the heating season, turning an air con­
ditioner off in the cooling season when 
no one is home, and turning a water 
heater off when a home is vacant for two 
days or longer; 

Plugging Leaks in Attics, Basements, 
and Fireplaces, which means installing 
scrap insulation or other pliable 
materials in gaps around pipes, ducts, 
fans, or other items which enter the at­
tic or basement from a heated space, in­
stalling fireproof material to plug any 
holes around any damper in a fireplace, 
and adding insulation to an attic or base­
ment door ; 

Sealing Leaks in Pipes and Ducts, 
which means installing caulking in any 
leak in a heating or cooling duct, tighten­
ing or plugging any leaking joints in hot 
water or steam pipes, and replacement 
of washers in leaking water valves; 

Efficient Use of Shading, which means 
using shades or drapes to block sunlight 
from entering a building in the cooling 
season, to allow sunlight to enter during 
the heating season, to cover windows 
tightly at night during the heating 
season. 

"Other conservation measures that 
have been deemed appropriate by 
climatic region and building categories 
include caulking; weatherstripping ; in­
sulation (ceiling, wall, floor, duct, pipe, 
and water heater); furnace efficiency 
modifications; storm or thermal win­
dows; heat reflective and absorbing win­
dow and door materials; and a clock 
thermostat," said Beshear.

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An Ope Letter 
To My Floyd C unty Friends 

From Carl D. Perkins 
ON OCTOBER 21, 1983, A REPRESENTATIVE FROM THE KENTUCKY DEPARTMENT OF LOCAL GOVERNMENT DESCRIB­
ED THE PERFORMANCE OF JOHN M. STUMBO AS "OUTSTANDING", AND PUBLICLY ACKNOWLEDGED THAT THE 
PERFORMANCE OF THE FISCAL COURT, UNDER JOHN'S DIRECTION HAD SO IMPROVED THAT H'E HAD BEEN 
AUTHORIZED TO INFORM THE COURT AND FLOYD COUNTY THAT HEREAFTER KENTUCKY DEPARTMENT OF LOCAL 
GOVERNMENT SAW NO NEED TO OVERSEE THE ACTIONS OF THE COUNTY JUDGE/EXECUTIVE'S OFFICE. 

This is a remarkable accomplishment for John M. Stumbo, your present County Judge/Executive, who 
has only been in your service for twenty-one weeks. It is even more extraordinary when you consider that 
his first budget is $1.2 million dollars less than the previous year and that he took office at a time when Floyd 
County appeared hopelessly in debt. With coal severance tax monies all but vanished, most obs-ervers ex­
pected the County's financial deficits to be with no end in sight. But, as of September 30, 1983, Floyd County 
is totally in the black, with every known creditor paid in full. . 

This turn-around is the direct result of John Stumbo's approach to County government. John Stumbo has 
and is willing to make the hard decisions, to say no when the money isn't there, and with the money he has 
to look for every possible savings for the public. Where some people look at public funds as an opportunity 
for their friends, John Stumbo has looked for the potential of public services. His acts bear witness to his 
approach. 

I. Since John Stumbo took office, the County payroll has been reduced by $286,000.00 a year In salarx positions alone. This 
does not Include savings on the Road Department by more effective use or County Employees. 

II. When John Stumbo took office It was costing $96.00 per day per child to run the Floyd County Juvenile Detention Center. With 
no reduction In services, that figure has been cut to $49.00 per day per child. 

1111. That every known bill has been paid and Floyd County Is In the black. John Stumbo accomplished this by a simple technique: 
spend no more money than you have, and pay who you owe. This balancing or the budget WCIS further aided by a tight-fisted 
attitude toward County money. For example: since 1980 Floyd County has owed the State Auditor's office $21,000.00. Instead 
of attempting to avoid the payMent, ;John Stumbo got down to business and negotiated wllh the State Auditor's office and per­
suaded them to eliminate $1 ,ooo-.oo from that bill and accept $10,000.00 as full payment. The $11,000.00 saved Is now 
available for use for public services. 

IV. John Stumbo has hailed any purchases of County supplies or equipment unless those purchases have been done In accordance 
with law, and with prior approval or the County Judge's office. A more prudent approach has been used In the purchasing of 
County supplies Including tires and janitorial supplies. In regard to tires, the County Is now participating In the State purchasing 
s.ystem which allows the Counties to buy tires below retail value. For example, the County Is now paying $103.00 LESS per . 
grader tire than the current retail price. 

V. In regard to janitorial supplies, the County Judge/Executive has required those desiring to sell supplies to the County to submit 
written statements showing prices for all their assorted products. A file has been compiled with six separate janitorial supply 
dealers and when any Item Is needed, all six sheets are referred to, and the order Is placed with the dealer with the lowest 
price. No preference Is given due to politics. Savings on Janitorial supplies are currently running at approximately 137%. 

VI. In an effort to re-establish the creditability of your county government, the County Judge/Executive's office Is now requiring 
the minutes from previous fiscal court meetings to be available within a week or the next regular meeting, with copies furnished 
to each member of the Fiscal Court for complete review or the County records. Such a procedure should prevent any discrepan­
cies between the records and the actions of the Fiscal Court and eliminate reasonable questions as to what your Fiscal Court 
Is doing with your money. · 

VII. The Floyd County Solid Waste System, which Is a potential drain of your future tax dollars, must and Is being brought under 
control. At one tim' Floyd County Solid waste had In excess or 80 employees. Since John Stumbo took office there has been 
a reduction In the number of employees, and they currently stand at the number ·26. It Is John Stumbo's Intention, If elected 
for the remainder of this term, to make this reduction only the bijglnnlng, and to re-evaluate Floyd County Solid Waste from 
end to end, to resolve Its fiscal problems, and to see that the people receive service. 

VIII. At a time when the Road Fund Is financially weak and with little money for the purchase of gravel, John Stumbo Is doing the 
best the circumstances allow. With llrtle money for gravel purchases, he has substituted creek gravel, sandsrone and hard work. 
Admittedly, this Is not the best and John Stumbo wants the best, but the question of the day Is, "What Is the best, with the 
monies we have?" John Stumbo will keep asking that question and furnishing honest answers. 

Therefore, I ask each Floyd Countian to vote for John M. Stumbo as your County Judge. He is a life-long 
Democrat, and a man who has put Floyd County back und.er control of the County Judge/Executive's Office. 
He has shown himself to be a man that looks at the tax payer's dollar and sees potential for servics, not 
opportunities for his "Friends."

It Pays To Bag Poachers; 
New Mexico Sets the Pace 

When New Mexico state officials 
learned that 34,000 deer were being il­
legally killed by poachers, Operation 
Game Thief went into gear. 

The anti-poaching program, started in 
1977 by the state's Game and Fish 
Department, is a valuable tool in curb­
ing wildlife crime by offering rewards 
for turning in game thieves, according 
to this month's issue of National 
Wildlife, the big monthly publication of 
the National Wildlife Federation. 

Its sucess has spawned similar pro­
grams all over the country, including the 
states of Arizona, Colorado, Delaware, 
Florida , Idaho, Illinois, Minnesota, 
Nebraska, New Jersey, Oklahoma, 
Texas, Utah, Washington and Wyoming. 

Operation Game Thief is an effective 
deterrent to illegal game killing, acccor­
ding to Dan Pursley, who directs the 
program. His statistics: Of 539 citations 
or arrests that have been generated by 
the program thus far, the department 
has lost only 10 cases in court. The other 
529 cases have resulted in $142,980 in 
penalties, after paying $51,825 in 
rewards. 

Other states have had similar suc­
cesses, according to National Wildlife : 

Idaho's Citizens Against Poaching 
program has led of 273 poachers and 
paid out $62,450 in rewards since its start 
in 1981. "A poacher knows there's a 
rewards system, and people who or­
dinarily wouldn't turn him in will now 
do it for the reward," says Idaho game 
official Frank NeSmith. 

Nebraska game and parks officers 
convicted 35 poachers in their anti­
poaching program's first four months of 
operation-yielding $8,599 in fines and 

damages, after spending $1,550 in 
rewards (10 informants refused to be 
paid for their informa lion). 

New Mexico's program is guided by 
a citizen advisory board, which recent­
ly convinced the department to increase 
rewards. The increases, instituted last 
January, reflect inflation and a need to 
offer what Program Director Pursley 
believes are more equitable rewards. 

Under the new schedule, tips that lead 
to a conviction for the illegal capture of 
fish, small game, raptors and 
furbearers now pay a $150 reward, up 
from $100. The reward for successful 
prosecution of a case involving deer or 
antelope was raised from $250 to $350. 

The department has also retained a 
$250 reward for convictions involving en­
dangered species and game such as 
turkey, bear, mountain lion, ibex, and 
javelina. Board rules, however, permit· 
even higher rewards when there has 
been a flagrant violation or a multiple 
kill. 
. Operation Game Thief was the brain­
child of an Albuquerque sportsman 
named Tom Reinhardt, who believes the 
program may also benefit hunters and 
hunting in general. 

"Since 1979, there's been a slow 
recovery of the deer populations," he 
says. "Part of the reason may be the 
stratified hunting season, but I certain­
ly think Operation Game Thief has had 
something to do with it. And I think it has 
helped the gene~:al behavior of hunters 
in the field, in terms of littering or 
poaching. 

"Indeed, Operation Game Thief has 
made the sport better for all of us."

Red Wolf May Find 
A Kentucky Home 

One of the nation's most endangered 
mammals may find a home at Land Bet­
ween The Lakes (LBL), according to a 
proposal now under consideration by 
state and federal agencies. 

The red wolf, a species which once 
roamed over much of the South, is now 
extinct in the wilds. Less than 75 of these 
animals are known to exist, and all are 
in captive breeding programs designed 
to keep the species from slipping into 
extinction. 

According to the proposal now before 
U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, the Ten­
nessee Valley Authority <TVA), and the 
Kentucky and Tennessee State fish and 
wildlife agencies, five pairs of red 
wolves would be released at LBL, TV A's 
federal recreation area in western Ken­
tucky and Tennessee, beginning in Oc­
tober 1985. These wolves may survive 
and reproduce there to re-establish a 
wild population. 

Before this proposal is approved, the 
agencies involved will hold a series of 
meetings to inform the public about the 
species and the proposal and to assess 
public reaction. Public input is extreme­
ly important in this early planning stage. 

Public meetings are planned for the 
fall or winter of 1983. If the proposal 
then gains final approval, three pairs of 
red wolves will be brought to LBL in the 
fall of 1984, fitted with radio transmit­
ters, and held in a large pen until the 
following spring when they will be 
released. 

Biologists will carefully monitor these 
wolves. Should the animals leave LBL, 
they will be immediately recaptured or, 

if necessary, destroyed. 
Even though the red wolf is an en­

dangered species, these particular 
animals and their subsequent offspring 
will be given a special designation as 
"experimental and nonessential to the 
survival of the species" under provisons 
of the Federal Endangered Species Act . 
This will allow federal and state biolo­
gists greater leeway in managing these 
animals than if the wolves were 
classified as endangered. Any wolves 
that leave LBL would be managed under 
state regulations. 

This experimental and nonessential 
status would also mean that LBL would 
not be classed as critical habitat under 
endangered species laws and that all 
normal activities, including hunting, on 
this area would continue. 

A final announcement of whether or 
not the proposal will be carried out 
should come sometime in early 1984, 
wildlife officials say. 

The red wolf is smaller than the gray 
<or timber) wolf but larger than the 
coyote. Its color varies but generally in­
cludes some shades of red. Although 
knowledge of their habits in the wilds is 
limited, these wolves seem to exist in 
small family groups consisting of a 
mated pair and their offspring. They are 
what biologists term "opportunistic 
feeders" which will not seriously impact 
any group of animals at LBL.

Pikeville Spoils 
'Cats Unbeaten 
Record Football

After a tough battle in unforgiving 

weather conditions, the Prestonsburg 
Blackcats lost their first game of the 
season to a powerful Pikeville squad,

Pikeville and Prestonsburg, Big San­
dy Valley rivals, went into the game 
undefeated, and, although neither 
team's playoff chances were in jeapot­

would be fierce. 

Numerous injuries hampered the 
Blackcats and the rain made handling 
the pigskin tricky for both teams as the 
first quarter of play ended scoreless. 
With seven minutes to go in the half 
Pikeville started a drive which would ' 
end in a score on a one-yard plunge by 
Birchfield. The Blackcats blocked 
Pikeville's point-after kick attempt 
leaving the score at 6-D. 

With less than a minute in the hal( 
Prestonsburg punted to the Pikeville 
five yard line and a fumble in the end 
zone by the Panthers gave Prestons­
burg the safety and produced a 
halftime score of 6-2. 

The Blackcats took the lead in the 
third quarter when Gordie Ratliff pick­
ed up a Birchfield fumble and sprinted 
18 yards into the end zone. John 
Goble's kick for the extra point was no 
good and the score stood a 8~. 

With about nine minutes left in the 
game, Pikeville's Kimberlain found a 
hole up the middle of the Blackcat 
defense and ran 50 yards to the 
Prestonsburg 22 yard line. A three­
yard plunge by Danny Passidomo put 
the Panthers ahead once again and a 
recovered Blackcat fumble shortly 
afterward set up the last Pikeville 
touchdown, a two-yard run by 
Kimberlain. Hounded by Pikeville's 
defense, the Blackcats were unable to 
score again. 

The Blackcat offense was held to 157 
yards compared to Pikeville's 249 
yards. James Little led in rushing for 
the 'Cats with 10 carries for 51 yards: 
John DeRossett, nine carries for 32 
yards, and Chris Hooker, three for 11 
yards. DeRossett also caught one pass 
for 20 yards and Gordie Ratliff, one for 
15 yards. 

Coach Haywood remarked on the 
game saying: "We had a lot of oppor­
tunities where we could have really 
turned the game in our favor, but we 
just didn 't take advantage of it." 

"Pikeville came up with the big 
plays-we didn't," he said.

HUNT SAFELY THIS SEASON 
A part of the tragedy of a hunting ac­

cident is that, except in very rare cases, 
it should not have happened at all. 

There is almost no such thing as a tru­
ly unavoidable hunting or firearm acci­
dent. Practically every accident is the 
result of someone ignoring one of the 
basic rules of firearm safety. 

With most hunting seasons about to 
open, now is a good time to review some 
of these basic rules. So take the few 
minutes it will require to read and 
remember these ten commandments of 
gun safety-it might save a life this 
season. 

1. Treat every gun with the respect 
due a loaded gun. This is the first rule 
of gun safety. 

2. Guns carried into camp or home, or 
when otherwise not in use, must always 
be unloaded, and taken down or have ac­
tions open; guns always should be car­
ried in cases to the shooting area. 

3. Always be sure barrel and action 
are clear of obstructions, and that you 
have only ammunition of the proper size 
for the gun you are carrying. Remove 
oil and grease from chamber before 
firing. 

4. Always carry your gun so that you 
can control the direction of the muzzle 
even if you stumble; keep the safety on 
until you are ready to shoot. 

5. Be sure of your target before you 
pull the trigger; know the identifying 
features of the game you intend to hunt. 

6. Never point a gun at anything you 
do not want to shoot; avoid all horseplay 
while handling a gun. 

7. Unattended guns should be unload­
ed; guns and ammunition should be

children and careless adults. 

8. Never climb a tree or fence or jump 
a ditch with a loaded gun; never pull a 
gun toward you by the muzzle. 

9. Ne'(ler shoot a bullet at a flat, hard 
surface or the surface of water; when at 
target practice, be sure your backstop 
is adequate. 

10. Avoid alcoholic drinks before or ' 
during shooting. 

If you'd like, or know a beginning 
hunter who needs, more formal instruc­
tion in hunter safety, there might well 
be a hunter education course in your 
vicinity this fall. These 10-hour courses, 
sponsored by the Division of Conserva­
tion Education of the Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources, are free 
and lead to certification as a safe hunter. 
This certification is necessary to hunt in 
some states and on some federal in­
stallations in Kentucky.

Last week this column gave a few 
causes of the current educational crisis. 
It's impossible to name all or to do 
justice to any one. The worst part is that 
for decades many professional groups 
and outstanding individuals stressed the 
decline of public schools, to no avail. 
What better pr()()f that the emergency is 
real than that the first remedial pro­
grams were for reading in the lowest 
grades, while now they are offered in all 
grades, many colleges, universities, 
seminaries, and in various fields. Grant­
ed there are some A-1 students and 
pupils everywhere, but what of the 
medians?

Some insist more money is the chief 
answer. If so, why did test scores across 
the country drop 15 percent in 1979 when 
the government spent 620 percent more 
on public education than in 1969? Many 
articles in TIME, the WALL STREET 
JOURNAL, READER'S DIGEST, U.S. 
NEWS & WORLD REPORT, and other 
publications sing the same sad theme. 
The National Commission on Excellence 
in Education gave the following state­
ment in its recent scathing report: "The 
educational foundations of our society 
are presently being eroded by a rising 
tide of mediocrity that threatens our 
very future as a nation and people." 
Why blame the administration for ex­
posing something millions see and 
-thousands foresaw? Censuring the GOP 
for telling the truth is like being angry 
with the man who yells lo tell you that 
your house is on fire. The panel of the 
commission was bipartisan, and, after 
all, Congress has been largely 
Democratic for decades. I'm a 
Democrat myself. The gravity of this 
problem should erase all party lines. Of­
ficials who care more for our children 
and country than for votes d~er-ve com: 
mendation. Let some educators say 
what they will about the Commi:sslori. Its 
panel included distinguished college 
presidents, high school principals, and 
scholars. David Gardner, president of 
the University of Utah, was chairman. 
For years one magazine after anothr 
has tried to warn the U.S. See U.S. 
NEWS & WORLD REPORT, Mch. 14, 
'83, or READER'S DIGEST, February 
1983. August UPDATE by Senator Ford 
emphasizes the acuteness of the situa­
tion for our section. He wrote: "Ken­
tuckians should be especially alarmt>d 
about this problem. Despite major im­
provements over the past ten years, our 
state still ranks last among the 50 in 
terms of educational attainment." 

In December 1956, Senator Flanders 
of Vermont told the House-Senate Sub­
committee on foreign economic policy 
that our educational system was a 
shambles. An economist, a banker, and 
three university professors were present 
to hear him. Dr. Milton Katz of the Har­
vard University Law School pleaded for 
improved education, to improve this 
country's position with Russia. Flanders 
was an editor, engineer, machinist, 
designer, draftsman, executive, and 
banker before being a senator. 

Kentucky's jobless rate has dropped 
to the threshold of single-digit unemploy­
ment as the rate fell to 10.0 percent in 
September. Figures released today by 
the Cabinet for Human Resources show 
the state rate at its lowest point since 
May 1982 when the figure was 9.9 per­
cent. September's 10.0 percent 
represents a decline of 0.6 percent from 
the August report of 10.6 percent. Na­
tionally in September the unemploy­
ment rate was 8.8 percent, down from 
9.2 percent in August. 

State labor market analyst Ed 
Blackwell says unemployment actually 
dropped below 10.0 percent in 
September-by a fraction of less than 
0.01 percent, so the final rate is round­
ed to the nearest one-tenth percent. 
Several indications point to a possible 
October jobless rate measuring Ken­
tucky's first official single-digit rate in 
almost two years. 

"In/September, employment was up 
by 13f3oo," said Blackwell. "In state and 
local education employment increased 
by 19,600 as schools are back in session. 
Manufacturing employment increased 
1,600 over August and bituminous coal 
mining added 600 jobs. These increases 
offset employment declines of 1,700 in 
trade, 900 in services and 400 in con­
struction industries in the state," he 
said. · 

Total employment for September was 
1,486,000, compared to 1,472,700 for 
August and 1,522,700 for September 1982. 
There were 165,000 Kentuckians 
unemployed in September, down from 
175,200 in August and fP-wer than the 
170,300 for September 1982. In fact, the 
figure was the lowest since November 
1981, when 152,300 were unemployed and 
the rate was 9.0 percent. 

Kentucky's civilian labor force was 
1,651,000 in September, compared with 
1,647,900 in August, and 1,693,000 a year 
ago. The civilian labor force includes on­
ly non-military persons who currently 
are employed and unemployed people 
actively seeking work. It doe& not in­
clude people who are not working and 
not looking for jobs.

Part Of Benefit 
May Be Taxable 

Starting in 1984, part of the Social 
Security benefits received by people 
with substantial other income may be 
subject to the Federal Income tax, Jim 
Kelly, Social Security District Director 
for the Big Sandy Area, said recently. 

The change in the ),aw was part of the 
1983 Social Security amendments which 
were designed to strengthen the Social 
Security program for many years into 
the future, Kelly said. 

Up to half of the person's Social 
Security benefits for 1984, and for later 
years, will be subject to tax if his or her 
adjusted gross income for Federal tax 
purposes, plus nontaxable interest in­
come and half of the Social Security 
benefits exceed a base amount. 

The base amount is $25,000 for an in­
dividual, $32,000 for a couple filing a 
joint return, and zero for a couple filing 
separate returns. The amount of 
benefits subject to taxes will be the 
smaller of: 

One-half of the Social Security 
benefits, or one-half of the amount the 
person's combined income-adjusted 
gross income, nontaxable interest in­
come, and half the Social Security 
benefit-exceeds the base amount. 

Some adjustments in benefit 
payments may be possible, Kelly said. 
Any overpayment that a person repays 
during the year can be deducted. Also, 
any lump sum received can be prorated 
to the year for which it was paid if that 
is an advantage, Kelly said. Any 
Medicare medical insurance premium 
deducted must be included in total 
benefits. 

The Internal Revenue Service will 
provide complete instructions on how to 
file tax returns. Social Security has a 
free leaflet which briefly explains about 
taxing benefits. 

Copies of the leaflet can be obtained 
at the Big Sandy Area Social Security 
Office, located on U.S. 23 between Pres­
tonsburg and Paintsville. The telephone 
number is listed in your local telephone 
directory.
