ban Studies Center of the University of 
Louisville, Alcoholic Beverage Control 
<ABC) regulations have allowed Floyd 
county two more package-liquor 
licenses. The regulations permit one 
package store for each 2300 residents. 

The new licenses were advertised, 
earlier this year, and for the two extra 
package stores Floyd county may have 
there are 14 applicants. or 7 applicants 
per store. In 1982, the figures were more 
imposing and the competition hotter, but 
the 137 applications for 21 stores set the 
demand at about 6.5 applicants for each 
store allowed. 

The five, including Edgar Jones, of 
Prestonsburg, coal company president, 
were convicted in U.S. District Court 
last month of conspiring to force Coal­
Mac, a Pikeville-based mining firm, out 
of the McDowell area. Others sentenc­
ed included Mose Mead, 26, of Way­
land, and German Stumbo, 40, Kenneth 
Rolland, 47, and Teddy Kinney, 49, all of 
McDowelL 

Jones filed notice of appeal, shortly 
after sentence was pronounced. The 
other defendants have 10 days in which 
to decide if they will appeaL If they do 
not, all except Mead will report to prison 
within 30 days. Mead \vas giyen 45 days 
because his wife is expecting a baby. 
The five remain free under bond, pen­
ding their appeals or the date when they 
are to begin serving their terms. 

In pronouncing sentence Judge Un­
thank remarked that the defendants "er­
red in not recognizing a change in their 
fellowman," and defined their convic­
tions as "a message of the jury that 
economic warfare and use of violence is 
no longer natural, it's a used-to-be."

Johnson Killed 
In Cycle Crash 

Jimmy Johnson, 21, of Weeksbury 
was almost instantly killed early 
Thursday morning on the Caleb Fork 
road, near Weeksbury, when the 
motorcycle he was riding collided, 
head on, with another vehicle. 

It was reported that Johnson, riding 
an off-the-road motorcycle, was 
heading up Caleb Fork when he collid­
ed with a dune buggy, another off-road­
type vehicle, traveling in the opposite 
direction. Neither vehicle had 
headlights, it was said. The accident 
occurred at about 1 a.m. 

Deputy Coroner Glenn Frazier pro­
nounced Johnson dead at the scene as a 
result of massive head injuries.

Disaster Team 
Ends Inspection 
Tour of County 

After an on-site inspection of a week, 
a federal disaster team last Friday 
estimated that Floyd county schools had 
suffered flood damage totalling 
$1,662,000. 

The inspection and assessment of 
damages was a part of the federal effort 
after President Reagan had declared 
Floyd county a disaster area as a con­
sequence of flooding earlier this month. 

Supt. of Schools Pete Grigsby, Jr. said 
the repair of schools will be paid, in part, 
by federal grants but that he has no way 
of knowing at this time how much the 
grants will be. Any flood insurance col­
lected by the schools will be deducted 
from the federal aid check. 

The superintendent said no final 
estimate has been made by board per­
sonneL He said the determination of 
damage is difficult, since much of it may 
be hidden and this may include the 
possible weakening of foundations and 
brick walls that have been flooded. 

Without flood insurance, federal aid 
for schools of the county after the 1970 
flood amounted to less than $800,000. 

But for the removal of Betsy Layne 
High School from the flood plain and the 
removal of the school bus garage from 
oft-flooded Allen to Hite, the damage 
would have been much greater this 
year, Grigsby said. 

Listed as most heavily damaged by 
the recent flooding were Martin 
Elementary with seven buildings, Allen 
Elementary with one main structure 
and some relocatables, McDowell 
Elementary and High School, six 
buildings, and Garrett Elementary with 
two buildings and a gymnasium. 

All school properties affected by the 
flood are in use. The period .between 
their closing, June 11-12, and reopening 
for a new term next August 13 will af­
ford some time for their repair. 

More than 500 students will be 
graduated from the county's five high 
schools at commencement exercises to 
be held during the next 10 days. 

Allen Central High School will 
graduate 119 students when combined 
baccalaureate and commencement ex­
ercises are held there, beginning at 8 
p.m. tomorrow (Thursday J. Roger Mad­
den, former pastor of the Church of 
Christ at Martin, will deliver the bac­
calaureate sermon.

Cable System Seeks 
To Placate Council 

Telling council members, "I'm sorry 
our relationship is where it is," and 
blaming the situation on a "difficulty 
in communication," Stanley Block, 
chief counsel for Cablentertainment of 
West Virginia, and two other top of­
ficials for the cable television system 
which serves the Prestonsburg area, 
tried to smooth things over Friday 
in the face of a lawsuit filed by the 
Prestonsburg City Council in mid-April 
which seeks to dissolve the company's 
franchise in the city. 

The legal action came after a long 
history of complaints against 
Cablentertainment which took over 
cable television operations in the 
Prestonsburg vicipity after buying out 
Flannery and Dingus T.V., about three 
years ago. Grievances have included 
poor reception, late payment of fran­
chise fees, lack of an adequate Lex­
ington, Ky. television signal, and 
generally poor service. 

Three previous meetings in past 
months with Cablentertainment 
representatives brought little satisfac­
tion to council members who have been 
deluged with complaints from 
Prestonsburg cable customers, and 
system personnel have consistently 
avoided council meetings open to the 
public, according to City Manager 
David Evans. After the firm failed to 
show for a public meet, April 9, Evans 
said, the council saw no alternative to 
filing suit. 

Block, who flew here for Friday's 
meeting from New York City, and was 
joined by Cablentertainment Senior 
Vice-President Bill Randall and 
District Manager Marty Crawford, 
said he saw the major problem in the 
city's relationship to the system as one 
of service and communication rather 
than particulars, such as fluctuating 
HBO rates and the addition of new

ratses each year. In 1983. Kentucky coal 
operators paid $90 million, while the 
stat<' recetved onlv $46 million for aban­
doned mine land reclamation, Natural 
Resources Secretary Chariotte Baldwin 
explained. "This is an important issue 
for Kentucky. We have abandoned sites 
which need to be reclaimed and will take 
much more than 59 cents we currently 
receive for each dollar we pay to the 
federal fund," Baldwin said. 

In a resolution passed by the In­
terstate 1\lining Compact Commission 
on April25 and sent to William P. Clark, 
Secretary of the Interior. represen­
ta ll ves from 17 coa !-producing states 
asked Clark also to allocate to "western 
coal-producing states and tribes" seven­
ty percent of the abandoned mine land 
funds generated by their current opera­
tions. 

The resolution further asked that all 
coal-producing states and tribes be 
allocated "sufficient abandoned mine 
land funds to guarantee $1 million each 
year for the remaining life of the aban­
doned mme land program." 

Currently, aportion of the abandon­
ed mine land fund includes a discre­
tionary share disbursed by the Secre­
tary of the Interior. The resolution would 
set percentages of this share for each 
state. · 

Passage of the resolution, drafted by 
the Kentucky Natural Resources 
Cabinet and introduced by Natural 
Resources Deputy Secretary Charles W. 
Martin. was not unanimous. Nine states 
voted for the resolution, five against it, 
with two states abstaining and one state 
absent. 

In 1977, the federal Surface Mining 
Control and Reclamation Act designated 
that coal-production fees be paid by coal 
operators on each ton mined. The fees 
are 35 cents on each ton surface-mined 
and 15 cents on each ton deep mined. 
Fees are to be used for the reclamation 
of abandoned mine lands left from 
pre-1977 mining. 

Family Doctors 
Endorse Freeze 
On Fees 1 Year 

Family physicians in Kentucky have 
unanimously endorsed a voluntary 
freeze on physicians' fees for one year, 
while calling upon others involved in the 
health care delivery system to use con­
straint in the cost of their goods and ser­
vices. The resolution was passed by the 
Congress of Delegates of the Kentucky 
Academy of Family Physicians 
CKAFPl, during its 33rd annuarScien­
tific Assembly held May 8-12 at the Exe­
cutive West in Louisville. 

Dr. Larry M. Leslie, of Prestonsburg, 
is director of the Academy; Eastern 
Kentucky district.· 

''Family doctors are more than will­
ing to do their part in containing health 
care cost,'· said Dr. Marion A. Douglass, 
Jr., of Magnolia, newly installed presi­
dent of the association. "Cost effec­
tiveness is a most desirable goal, but 
cost containment can be dangerous if it 
infringes unnecessarily on the quality of 
health care." Dr Douglass noted that a 
policy statement adopted by the KAFP 
mandates that the best interest of the pa­
tient shall take precedence over any 
other interests. 

Endorsement of the voluntary fee 
freeze supports previous action by the 
American Academy of Family Physi­
cians, the national association represen­
tmg some 56,000 family doctors. The 
KAFP is a constituent chapter of that 
group. Dr. Peter 0 . Hansen of Kenaii, 
Alaska, Vice President of the national 
group, applauded the Kentucky chap­
ter's efforts. 

The Women's Bureau of the U.S. 
Labor Department is the only federal 
agency devoted exclusively to the con­
cerns of women in the labor force, ac­
cording to a publication of the U.S. 
Department of Labor.

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Area Public Water 
Supplies Are Tested 

Contest Winner 

All public water supplies in the 13 
southeastern Kentucky counties 
designated as a disaster area due to the 
recent floods are being tested for 
bacteriological contaminants under a 
special monitoring program set up by 
the state Division of Water. 

Due to the flooding, public water sup­
pliers "have had numerous operational 
problems which increase the potential 
of a public health threat to their users," 
explained John T. Smither, manager of 
the drinking water branch of the divi­
sion. 

Testing of public water supplies will 
be done in Bell, Breathitt, Clay, Floyd, 
Knott, Knox, Laurel, Leslie, Letcher, 
Magoffin, Martin, Perry, Pike and 
Whitley counties, Division of Water of­
ficials said. Selected water supplies in 
Johnson, Lee and Harlan counties will 
also be tested. 

Smither said that difficulties ex­
perienced by water suppliers included 
flooded treatment plants, water line 
breaks and flooded distribution systems. 
"All of these problems might increase 
the potential for waterbourne disease 
due to contamination of treated water by 
flood water," he said. 

The special water samples are being 
collected and analyzed by the division's 
laboratory contractor. Division of Water 
officials or laboratory representatives 
are contacting the management of each 
water supplier to conduct the sampling.

When making application, it is helpful 
if the applicant brings proof of residence 
(driver's license, utility bills, mail), 
proof of ownership (deeds, tax receipts, 
etc. if appropriate), insurance informa­
tion (type of policy, coverage), and a 
current address and phone number 
where they can be reached. 

Once an inspector verifies the 
damage, eligible applicants will be con­
tacted by telephone regarding which 
type of assistance they will receive: 

1. Renters may be eligible for tem­
porary housing, but not to repair leas­
ed or rented housing. 

2. Homeowner-occupant may be eligi­
ble for grant money to be used for 
minimum essential repairs so the appli.-. 
cant can stay at the residence while per­
manent repairs are being done through 
other means such as insurance, SBA or 
other types of loans. 

3. Hotels-motels are sometimes used 
for a short period of time when an ap­
plicant is either waiting for other tem­
porary housing, or when repairs can be 
made quickly and housing with friends 
or relatives is not available. 

4. Apartment-houses may be provid­
ed at no cost. The length of time the 
housing will be used will vary for each 
household, depending on circumstances. 
Applicants pay the utility bills. 

5. Essential household furniture may 
be loaned to applicants. 

6. Essential minimum household 
items !lUCh cls -Pots and pans, dishes, 
towels, sheets and blankets, may be 
given to applicants. 

INDIVIDUAL AND FAMILY GRANTS 
Individuals or families who suffer 

loss, damage or injury as a result of a 
disaster may qualify for a state and 
federal grant if other sources such as in­
surance settlements, disaster loans or 
assistance from volunteer agencies have 
not been able to meet all their serious 
needs. 

Approved grants of up to $5,000 are 
25% funded by the state and 75% federal­
ly funded. These funds may be used by 
disaster victims for a variety of disaster 
needs including the repair or replace· 
ment of a primary residence, and repair 
or replacement of personal property 
such as furniture and automobiles. Cer­
tain funeral and medical expenses 
resulting from the disaster may also be 
covered. 

Applicants for the grants must first 
apply for a disaster loan from the Small 
Business Administration. If the appli­
cant cannot meet SBA's requirements 
(ability to repay) for a loan, they may 
then apply for a grant. In some cases, 
even if the SBA approves a loan, the 
amount approved (again based on abili­
ty to repay) may fall short of that need­
ed for serious needs, and the applicant 
may then apply for a grant to make up 
the difference .

14 Mining Permits 
Issued for Floyd 

The Division of Permits of the state 
Department for Surface Mining 
Reclamation and Enforcement issued 
175 permits during the month of April. 

Permits issued included 30 original 
permits, 32 revision permits, 7 amend­
ment permits, 18 succession permits and 
88 transition permits. Of the 175 permits 
issued, 101 were for surface-mining 
operations, 75 for underground mining, 
two for haul road construction and 7 for 
preparation plants and refuse areas. 

Permitting activities in April authoriz­
ed the disturbance of 24,557.19 new acres 
of land and resulted in the collection of 
$231,227 in fees. 

Four surface mining permits and 10 
for underground mining were issued for 
Floyd county operations. Surface mines 
permit included Coal Mac, Inc., 136.4 
acres; Enoxy Coal, Inc., 89.8 acres; 
Renegade Mining, Inc., 83.32; Rock 
Ridge Resources, Inc., 26.39. 

Permits for deep mining included 
Bailey Mining Co. (three permits) for 
263,293.66 and 104.78 acres; Bebe Coal 
Corp., 50.3; J. & J. Coal Co., 142.74; Buck 
Coal Co., 91.73; JRM Coal Co. (four per­
mits), 153.48, 39.53, 440.41 and 202.91 
acres each.

I made it through Medieval History, 
Algebra, Grammar , English Composi­
tion and perhaps one or two parts of the 
stiff curriculum those moonlighting 
University of Chicago professors 
prescribed, but negotiating Geometry 
and its mess of theorems and Latin and 
its cases at home, with nobody to help, 
became rather sticky going.

The request wasn't what you would

I thought I had already given our 
feathered friends pretty fair coverage, 
although I must admit my references to 
them are rather general. You see, I am 
not an ornithologist, not even a bird­
watcher of the sort who spies on them 
with field glasses and makes copiQus 
notes. 

I merely enjoy them. You don't have 
to be an artist to appreciate beauty­
thank goodness! 

The fact is, I have trouble identifying 
many birds by either sight or sound. For 
example, the other afternoon I listened 
for several minutes to what I thought 
was a mockingbird running through his 
magic repertoire when the singer took 
flight and an observant bystander 
floored me with the announcement that 
I had been taken in by a catbird. 

The same technical ignorance extends 
to flowers and trees (though it's not 
necessarily limited thereto) . Leaf and 
bark tell me little. I was quite a disap­
pointment to my father who knew every 
tree, including all the oaks-white, red, 
black, chestnut, basket and so on- at a 
glance, with or without their foliage . 
Maybe it's because I could never see the 
trees for the forest ; anyway, his efforts 
to teach me earned for me only a dunce 
cap. 

Today, I can identify, when in good 
form, the buckeyes, beeches , walnuts , 
sycamores and also the sugar maple if 
there's a gash in its trunk where 
somebody has tapped it for its "sugar 
water." And that's about it. The only 
way I could possibly identify a hickory 
would be to look, first, to see if it bore 
hickory nuts. So with the haws, wild 
cherries and the like. 

There was a time when I was remind­
ed that my two-fingered assault on the 
typewriter was not the touch method but 
the Biblical system- "Seek and ye shall 
find ." 

And now it strikes me that my 
recognition of trees is by the same 
system : "By their fruits shall ye know 
them."

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signal reception. He confirmed rumors 
that the system "probably will be 
sold," and said signing of a contract 
may come within two or three weeks. 

"It is our intent to sell the system," 
he said, citing as a major reason the 
fact "that we think our service has 
been poor." Since plans are to sell, the 
company does not plan the addition of 
any new signal although Block said 
"we do want to make the quality of 
what we now have up to par." 

When asked by Councilman Robert 
Ranier why reception had remained 
generally poor since Cablentertain­
ment took over the system, Executive 
Vice-President Randall explained that 
"after Dave Flannery (formerly of 
Flannery & Dingus) left, we had pro­
blems in trying to recruit new techni­
cians." He also pointed out that 
"technical problems" arose as 
Cablentertainment absorbed other 
local cable systems and attempted to 
"tie in" the new lines. It was also 
pointed out that as part of Cablenter­
tainment of West Virginia, said to be 
the 36th largest cable operator in the 
nation, the Prestonsburg operation 
represented the farthest removed com­
ponent of the firm's systems and thus 
presented accessibility problems. 

Despite Cablentertainment's vows to 
make technical and service im­
provements until the expected sale of 
the system, council members remain­
ed skeptical. City Manager Evans said 
similar promises had been made in 
previous meetings with other represen­
tatives of the firm. Councilman Bill 
Ray Collins commented, ''They pay as 
they darn well please, they give ser­
vice as they darn well please, and now, 
they sell as they darn well please ... and 
we don't have any input." 

Another major complaint was voiced 
by Councilman Paul Hunt Thompson 
who said the city was refused the right 
to audit Cablentertainment. Randall 
replied that since the firm's record­
keeping system included all cable 
operations, it was impossible at the 
time to come up with specific figures 
for Cablentertainment's Prestonsburg 
system. Block assured the council that 
"what is entitled the city by law will be 
given." 

"The worst thing we could do is 
create a bad image because we are still 
expanding," Block added. 

When Evans asked the cable 
representatives why a new owner 
would consider it worth Upgrading the 
system if Cablentertainment had ap­
parently never considered it · wor­
thwhile, Randall replied that the 
philosophy of many new operators is 
that it is an advantage to take over a 
poorly-run system since improvements . 
made subsequently can only help 
assure success of the acquisition. "The 
interested company thinks the system 
has been poorly run, and I agree," said 
Randall, "but they often feel they can 
make more money by improving a 
shoddy system. It may be an advan­
tage." 

Again, most council members were 
unimpressed since, as it was pointed 
out, Prestonsburg cable subscribers 
have no alternative except complete 
dependence on the local cable system, 
whoever owns it. "Whether the system 
is good or bad, people are going to pay 
for it since it's either that or forget wat­
ching television altogether," one coun­
cilman pointed out. 

In a closed council session which 
followed the meeting, it was decided 
that talks with the firm would continue 
although no plans were made to discon­
tinue legal action against the cable 
operation. 

Revocation of the franchise might 
ultimately prove of greatest advantage 
to the city since, as Evans pointed out, 
the present franchise is quite liberal 
toward the cable operator with almost 
total exclusion of the city in terms of 
monitoring and control. He explained 
that the situation had originally come 
a bout during the time before the sale of 
Flannery & Dingus to Cablentertain­
ment when the cable system was still 
"local." 

"Now, with the present situation, 
and likely in the future, it's li~e having 
absentee landlords," Evans said. 

Wheelwright Senior 
Sues School Board 
For Class Position 

Seventeen-year-old Dena Curry filed 
a circuit court action here Tuesday, 
seeking a temporary injunction which 
would require the Floyd County Board 
of Education and her school principal to 
declare her valedictorian of the 1984 
graduating class at Wheelwright High 
School. 

Suit seeking the injunction was filed 
by her father, Ellis Curry, of Bypro, as 
next friend. Her attorney, Gary E. John­
son, asked that a decision in the case be 
reached not later than June 1. The school 
will have its graduation exercises, June 
8. 

The suit alleges that in April the school 
principal, Ervin Pack, informed Mrs. 
Curry and her father that he had deter­
mined that she must share valedictorian 
honors with another student. She said he 
gave as the reason for his decision either 
the closeness of the grade point 
averages of the two students or because 
he had used a new system of computing 
standings. 

Failure of the board to establish a 
written policy for selection of students 
for the scholastic honor results in denial 
of due process of law, the suit maintains. 
It also claims that adoption by the prin­
cipal of a new rating system violates 
board policy.

The closing of schools comes in time 
for teachers to do summer college work, 
if they choose to do so. 
· The summer vacation for students will 
be a bit shorter than usual. They will 
return to school Aug. 13 for the new 
term.

On April14 Dale Wilson, a 22-year-old 
Swiss Colony (Ky.) resident, and Eddie 
Wilkerson put their boat on Laurel coun­
ty's Woods Creek Lake, near London, 
shortly after midnight. After five hours 
of fishing they had a fair catch of four 
good bass, and then it happened : In the 
pre-dawn darkness, Dale tied into and 
landed the largemouth bass that fisher­
men's dreams are made of.

To be exact, Dale's monstrous large­
mouth bass weighed 13 pounds, 10.4 
ounces. It measured 251f4 inches long 
and 21 l;z inches in girth, nearly as big 
around as it was long.

Dale's record largemouth beat the 
state record by more than two ounces. 
That record of 13 pounds, 8 ounces had 
stood for 18 years so the odds Dale beat 
in catching his fish becomes astronomi­
cal when you consider the time and ef­
fort spent by all bass fishermen for the 
past 18 years in Kentucky. 

Dale's equipment consisted of a 
Daiwa Millionaire reel on a Lew's Speed 
Stick rod using 12 pound Stren line. The 
Junker fell for a black Bumble Bee spin­
ner bait equipped with a four inch split­
tail pork eel. 

While working the lure with a lift and 
drop retrieve, he felt a good strike just 
as it droped to the base of a boulder in 
about five feet of water. Dale set the 
hook and the fish took off down the bank 
stripping off plenty of line as it went. 
Dale knew he had a big fish on. 

His partner realized Dale's fish was 
unusually strong and fast so he made 
ready to help land the fish and reached 
for the net. 

After the bass made.its first long run, 
it turned and ran straight back at the 
boat so fast that Dale barely could keep 
the slack out of his line. The fish went 
under the boat and made another run 
then turned and again ran back under 
the boat, then ran out and shot to the sur­
face and shook its head in a desperate 
attempt to throw the hook. The two 
anglers couldn't believe their eyes when 
they saw the si.:c of the fish . 

Right after the fish surfaced, Dale 
brought it to the boat, but with a lot of 
strength left the fish hit the side of the 
dip net and ran under the boat again. 
When Dale brought the fish to the boat 
again, it came to the surface exhausted 
and turned on its side as Eddie put it in 
Lhe net. Dale said it took about five 
minutes or so to get it in.

Kentucky motorists will have a major 
financial burden lifted with the im­
plementation of the recent opinion of the 
Attorney General that parts of the Ken­
tucky State budget are unconstitutional. 

One of the laws that the General 
Assembly attempted to override with 
the budget bill is KRS 143.090. The 
statute provides that some $47 million 
annually must be transferred from the 
General Fund to the Road Fund to pay 
off the resource recovery road bonds. 
"rhrough Senate Bill 294, the General 

Assembly attempted to use the 
severance tax due the Road Fund to 
temporarily bail out the General Fund. 
Last week, the Attorney General issued 
an opinion that the bill, along with parts 
of the budget are unconstitutional. 

"Without the $47 million in severance 
tax, or an amount equivalent to it, Ken­
tucky's Road Fund will be unable to 
meet essential services during the next 
biennium," according to Jack Fish, 
president of Kentuckians for Better 
Transportation. 

Fish said a continuing concern of KBT 
has been the impact diversion of 
revenues from the Road Fund is having 
on Kentucky's highway program. 
" Critically underfunded" areas Fish 
cited are: 

1. Resurfacing. The budget provides 
40 percent of the revenue needed for an 
adequate resurfacing program. A 
15-year repaving cycle would require $70 
million for the biennium. Only $28 
million is budgeted. 

2. Toll Roads. There are no funds for 
major maintenance of the toll roads. 
There are sections of these roads­
includin$.JllHdnif the Mountain Park­
way-that ~re rapidly disintegrating, 
Fish noted. State officials have testified 
that $50 million is needed over the bien­
nium for maintenance of the state's nine 
toll roads. Federal funds cannot be us­
ed on toll roads. 

3. Construction. The budget provides 
only $10 million annu;illy for non-federal­
aid work, including funds needed for 
emergencies and for possible industrial 
access roads to attract new industry. 
The 211 Account was funded at $28 
million in FY '82 and $30 million in FY 
'83. 

Fish said KBT's board has con­
templated a lawsuit with regard to 
diversion, but "win or lose, it would 
jeopardize 'fu ture Kentucky bond 
ratings- not just transportation bonds, 
but all revenue bonds. 

"The diversion is wrong and has a 
serious impact on Kentucky 's future 
transportation system. During the next 
biennium, more than 80 percent of the 
state's motor fuels tax revenue will go 
for debt service, a large chunk of which 
is for resource recovery roads. 

"The motoring public has no special 
ability to pay for these roads. Govern­
ment 'promised' the public and bond 
buyers the roads would be paid for with 
severance tax revenue."

When the Resource Recovery Road 
Program was created to make major 
improvements in highways in coal pro­
ducing areas of the state, the bonds that 
were sold were to be amortized with coal 
severance tax revenue. One of the 
reasons the severance tax was raised 
from 4 to 4.5 percent was to fund the 
Resource Recovery Road Program. The 
bonds were sold, and the improvements 
have largely been made. Now, the bonds 
must be paid off-nearly $47 miiJ.ion an­
nually over a 25-year period. 

Just to replace the revenue lost from 
the Road Fund by not transferring the 
severance tax would require a 26 per­
cent increase in the gasoline user fee . 

Another area of the budget, Fish said, 
which is not in compliance with the Ken­
tucky Constitution is the funding of A VIS 
out of the Road Fund. The use of $5 
million annually of highway user 
revenues for A VIS is in conflict with Sec­
tion 230 of the constitution which pro­
vides that user revenues may not be us­
ed for non-highway or non-traffic 
enforcement purposes. 

"Aside from the illegality," Fish con­
tinued, "it seems only reasonable that 
A VIS should be funded from general 
revenues rather than highway user 
revenues since it tightens the collection 
of personal property taxes on motor 
vehicles, res~ting in increased revenue 
for local school districts and the state's 
General Fund. 

Holiday Inn Here 
Wins $3 Million 
Bond Approval 

The state Industrial Revenue Bond 
Oversight Committee has approved a $3 
million issue to finance construction of 
a 100-room Holiday Inn near here. 

After announcement was received of 
the bond issue approval, a represen­
tative of the developer, Prestonsburg 
Inn, Inc., said construction will begin 
August 1, with completion "hoped for" 
next spring. 

The structure, to be located on proper­
ty owned by the developer, adjacent to 
new US 23 at the head of Katy Friend 
Branch of Middle Creek, will be of two 
or three stories, its architecture in the 
Holiday Inn tradition. Plans for the 
building are not yet complete.

Q. Will sunlight cause skin cancer'? 
A. Repeated exposure to sunlight over 

a long period of time has been linked to 
skin cancer. The sun's ultraviolet <UV) 
rays harm the skin. These rays are 
strongest from 11 a.m. to 2 p.m. during 
the summer, so that is when risk is 
greatest. Fair-skinned people are at 
greater risk than dark-skinned people. 
They have less of a pigment called 
melanin in their skin to block some of the 
sun's damaging rays. The harm done is 
never fully repaired, even though the 
suntan or burn fades away. 

You can protect yourself from the 
sun's rays and still spend a lot of time 
outdoors. Wear lightweight clothing but 
choose long-sleeved shirts and long 
pants. Wear a broad-brimmed hat or a 
bandana. Use sunscreens. A number 15 
on the label means most of the sun's UV 
rays will be blocked out.

Bc..~ll Reduces Charges 
For Flood Repairs 

As Kentucky's flood victims last week 
began cleaning up their homes and busi­
nesses, ~outh Central Bell lowered its 
charges for replacing telephone wiring 
inside homes and offices during flood 
restoration efforLs. 

''We already have our crews working 
in the area, and this work doesn't cost 
us as much," said Art Willett, manager 
for South Central Bell. "We want to pass 
these savings along to our customers. 

"We certainly want to ease the burden 
on these people trying to get their lives 
back in order," said Willett. "Many of 
these folks went through this during_ the 
1977 flood, but now there is an important 
difference in getting their phone service 
back in working order. 

"This is the first disaster since the 
telephone industry was deregulated,'' he 
explained, "and our employees are no 
longer allowed to routinely repair 
telephone sets or replace wiring inside 
homes and businesses." 

-Once telephone jacks and wire are 
under water, they begin to corrode and 
won't work. They must be replaced. 

-Because this area of the telephone 
business is competitive, customers are 
responsible for replacing their own 
jacks, wire and telephone sets inside 
their home or business. 

-Customers have three optioQP: They 
can replace these themselves, have a 
contractor do it, or have Bell do it. 

- If customers want to do the wiring 
themselves, materials are available at 
many hardware and electronics stores. 
Instructions for installing inside wire 
and jacks are available from Bell repair 
employees and at flood centers. 

-Telephone sets that need repairing 
can be returned to wherever a customer 
bought it. Phones can be purchased 
from numerous suppliers. 
-If customers want Bell to replace 

their wiring, Bell technicians can do so 
at reduced rates as they check homes 
and businesses door-to-door. 

-Bell customers may call Bell's busi­
ness office about extended payments on 
the wiring changes. 

-All flood victims are encouraged to 
check with their insurance companies on 
whether phone-repair expenses are 
covered. 

"We have about 250 people working to 
restore service to flood-stricken areas," 
said Willett. "It's a big job that will cost 
around $5.5 million, but it could have 
been even worse had we not taken 
preventive measures after the devasta­
ting flooding in 1977." 

"Then and today, we move poles, 
cable and other transmission equipment 
to higher ground out of the flood plain 
rather than simply replacing them in the 
same spot," he said. "At river crossings 
we use a 35-foot pole instead of a 25-foot 
one. 

"It may cost a little more now," 
Willett said, "but it sure pays off in the 
long run. It's already meant less 
damage in areas flooded this week that 
were also flooded in 1977."

George Carlin once com­
mented that baseball was a 
much "nicer" game than foot­
ball, maybe even a bit corny. 
In football men wear helmets, 
but in baseball men wear cute 
little caps. In football the 
object is to drive over your 
opponents to score, yet in 
baseball all the players really 
want is to run home. 

Baseball is all-American, 
conjuring up images of Sunday 
afternoons, trading cards, 
childhood heroes and hot 
dogs. At least it did before the 
time of free agents, multi­
million-dollar contracts, strikes 
and George Steinbrenner. 

"The Natural" is set in those 
simpler limes which may now 
seem JUSt a bit old-fashioned 
or even corny, just like this 
film. 

Robert Redford plays the 
title role of a down-home kid 
from Anytown USA who is 
obviously destined to be a 
superstar He gets Side­
tracked. however. by a rather 
bizarre meeting with a baseball 
groupie in a hotel room. Dis­
solve to a sub title that reads 

"16 years later," and Redford 
is on the comeback. Does he 
still have all his natural talent? 
Can he help a laughable last­
place team win a pennant or 
will Casey strike out? 

Redford is impressive as the 
middle-aged rookie trying to 
recapture a childhood dream. 
And with his handsome looks, 
men won't be the only ones to 
cheer him on for his climactic 
trip to the plate. 

Director Barry Levinson 
("Diner") has raised baseball 
to near mythic proportions 
here. Redford carves his bat 
from a tree struck by lightning, 
and the gods of lightning and 
baseball follow him throughout 
the movie. 

The film is a bit long and 1ts 
ending is telegraphed from the 
first inning, but the fine acting 
and genuinely superlative 
cinematography by Caleb Des­
chanel ("Black Stallion") 
make it all worthwhile. Even if 
you think the ending is hokey, 
play along with it. It's probably 
going to be a big hit.

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The Old Swimmin' Hole

The old swimming hole's not what it used to be. Nowadays, silt ponds are 

sometimes put to such use, and, according to a spokesman at the Bureau of 
Surface Mines here. this was among the things that caused damage to at least 
one of the silt ponds located on Rough and Tough, on the right fork of Middle 
Creek. 

Residents there became alarmed recently by deep gullies running from the 
ponds, especially in view of the continuing rainfall and rising water levels. 
Members of the Middle Creek Volunteer Fire Department and Rescue Squad 
made an emergency, after-dark inspection of the silt ponds Monday, May 7. 
When they found them, in their words, "to be in deteriorated condition,'' squad 
members returned with Bill Callihan, area Civil Defense director, and together 
they monitored the situation until1 a.m., Tuesday. Later that day, they and 
a member of a mining engineering firm met at the site with state surface mine 
inspectors. 

It was found that a board had been placed across one end of the larger pond, 
apparently to deepen the water level for swimming purposes. This engineer­
ing feat had proved too successful in that it had caused the water to overflow 
the pond cutting deep gullies such as the one shown in the accompanying photo. 

Although there was said to be no danger from the ponds-one holding 500,000 
gallons of water and the other 350,000 gallons-repair has already been made 
by the Wolverine Coal Company.

Many landowners cut themsleves out 
of the timber business by thinking only 
of immediate profit in making their 
harvesting decisions, says a University 
of Kentucky forester. 

"Many timber owners think nature 
will replace valuable trees following a 
harvest, but that's not always the case. 
A stand of trees tends to decline in quali­
ty when left to regenerate naturally," 
said Douglas J. McLaren, Extension 
forester in the UK College of Agriculture 
headquartered at Robinson Substation 
near Quicksand. 
Tim~r is usually sold while it is still 

standing, and the buyer harvests only 
that of the highest quality, leaving the 
less desirable trees to replace the high 
quality trees that have been removed. 

"This reduces the genetic potential of 
the stand. Those trees remaining, the 
culls, are usually of poor quality in pre­
sent and potential value," McLaren 
said. 

In addition, he said even if the good 
trees had a chance to leave some seeds, 
the poor quality trees remaining over­
shadow the seedlings, preventing them 
from growing satisfactorily. 

While a timber buyer is likely to offer 
the highest price if there are no restric­
tions on the harvest, McLaren suggests 
that timber owners include some provi­
sions for reforestation in the contract. 

"The contract between the timber 
owner and the logger should stipulate 
what trees will be left and how much 
damage to the site will be tolerated.

"Careless logging practices can lead 
to machinery being run into trees, logs 
and chains being dragged around and 
against trees, and other types of 
damage. Small trees left for later 
harvest can be seriously damaged and 
their quality 10 to 20 years later will be 
significantly reduced," McLaren said. · 

Once the harvester has removed all 
the high-quality timber and has stack­
ed all the trash resulting from the 
harvesting operation, the rem,aining 
low-quality timber can be sold as 
firewood or once the harvester has 
removed all the high-quality timber, this 
will give the seedlings the space and 
sunlight they need to provide another 
high-quality, profitable crop in the years 
to come.

The April figure is 
seven-tenths of a percent below the 
revised March rate of 10.1 percent. Na­
tionally the rate was 7.6 percent for 
April, down from 8.1 percent in March.

estimated 1,570,500 people were 
employed in April, the fourth highest 
employment figure on record for Ken­
tucky." The April figure is 21,100 higher 
than March's 1,549,400, and shows 81,600 
more people working than in April1983, 
when an estimated 1,488,900 Kentuc­
kians had jobs. 

"Employment in manufacturing of 
transportation equipment, mostly 
automobiles, increased by 200 over 
March and is 2,700 higher than it was a 
year ago," Blackwell said. Other 
manufacturing sectors where employ­
ment gains were reported were textiles 
and apparel, up 400 over March and 600 
higher than April1983; petroleum, rub­
ber and plastic products, up 300 over 
March and 1,300 higher than a year ago; 
primary metals, up 200 over the 
previous month and 800 over the April 
1983 figure; lumber and furniture, up 100 
over March and 1,500 higher than last 
April; and stone, clay and glass pro­
ducts, 100 higher than March and 500 
higher than April 1983. 

In nonmanufacturing jobs, gains were 
reported in services, up 5,500 over 
March and 4,600 over last April; trade, 
up 1,300 over March and 4,400 above the 
April1983 figure; construction, up 1,100 
over March and 4,900 over last April; 
bituminous coal mining, up 600 over 
March and last April; and transporta­
tion, communications and utilities, up 
400 over March and 1,200 over April1983. 

Meanwhile, the number of unemploy­
ed, which has dropped steadily since it 
surged upward in January, stood at 
163,700 in April, compared to 174,000 in 
March and 218,300 in April 1983, when 
the rate was 12.8 percent. 

The civilian labor force estimate for 
April was 1,734,700. "This is the second 
highest figure on record for the state's 
labor force," Blackwell said, "surpass­
ed only by the 1,747,800 estimate for June 
1983." In March the state labor force 
estimate was 1,723,400. Last April it was 
1,707,200. The civilian labor force in­
cludes only non-military persons who 
are employed and unemployed people 
actively seeking jobs. It does not include 
those people who are unemployed and 
have stopped looking for work.

Steps Toward Salvaging 
Flood-Damaged Orchards 

Orchards of fruit and nut trees can be 
more sensitive to flooding than other 
types of trees, especially if they are leaf­
ed out and growing when floods hit. 

Dr. John C. Strang, Extension 
specialist in fruits and vegetables with 
the University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture, said many Kentucky or­
chards may have been affected by re­
cent floods. 

"Those orchard owners who have not 
already done so should begin salvaging 
flood-damaged trees. There are six key 
steps which can help keep flooded trees 
in production," Strang said. 

Drain orchards as soon as possible by 
digging new drainage or by pumping. 
Standing water can cause root suffoca­
tion. Apple and pear trees are slightly 
more resistant to root suffocation than 
are stone fruit trees, Strang said. 

Cover exposed roots with soil or mulch 
to prevent exposure to the sun. ---·-· 

Set up trees that ha_~K"nocked 
down or washed out. Trees should be 
straightened while the soil is still wet. 
Use props, stakes or guy wires to hold 
the trees in place until the roots have re­
established themselves, Strang said. 

Remove silt from roots. If a foot or 
more of silt has been deposited around 
trees, root systems may suffer from lack 
of air. 

"Hold off on fertilizing. Don't fertilize 
exposed feeder roots until they have 
been covered, and then use less than the 
usual amount of fertilizer to avoid burn­
ing the roots. Broadcasting rather than 
banding the fertilizer will reduce the 
chance of injury to the roots," Strang 
said. 

Prevent further erosion. Brush, prun­
ings or other rna terial can be used to 
block gullies. Heavy equipment should 
be kept out of the orchard as long as the 
soil remains wet.

For example, culverts and 
bridges with insufficient waterway 
openings may be subject to washing out 
due to the backed-up water. This back­
up may also cause damage to other 
facilities in the area.
