City council'members, concerned at 
what some felt was an uncooperative at­
titude on the part of the police, reported­
ly discussed Campbell's future in a clos­
ed session two weeks ago. 

In a compromise worked out last 
week, he was allowed to stay on as cap- · 
tain and at his present rate of pay-he 
earns $17,655 a year, plus $2500 in incen­
tive pay- in return for his resignation as 
,'Chief. His resignation was accepted and 
'Fletcher's appointment ratified Monday 
by the city council. 

E. McDowell Residents 
Pave Their Own Road 

Residents of an East McDowell 
hollow, tired of waiting for the county to 
fix their road, took the matter into their 
own hands, Tuesday, when they had the 
road blacktopped themselves. 

• Arnold Turner, Sr., of John Hall 
Branch, said about 40 families lived on . 
the hollow and that the road has not 
been blacktopped for 15 years. Re­
quests for repairs proved fruitless, he 
said, adding, "It's not right when peo­
ple have to steal gravel from the 
railroad to fix the chug holes."

Fletcher, a Jackson native, joined the 
Prestonsburg police force the same 
month. He served for six years in the 
military police as instructor and in­
vestigator and for 18 months as a 
Breathitt county deputy sheriff. 

The new chief ·cited better communi­
ty relations, drug ed~cation and crime 
prevention as major areas of concern. 
"I hope we can regain the respect and 
trust' of people in the community-let 
them know we're here to serve them," 
he said. 
· In return, better cooperation from 
citizens could make control of drugs 
much easier, Fletcher said. He would 
develop a drt,tg education program 
which would be available for use in the 
classroom and by civic groups and he 
would encourage citizens to volunteer in­
formation about illegal drug use, he 
said. A cooperative attitude on.the part 
of the· public "is better than four officers 
on the street," he explained. 

Nevertheless, Fletcher also hopes to 
have more, and better-paid, officers on 
the street. He would like to see pay 
raises commensurate with his officers' 
training and with pay scales in surroun­
ding counties, and more opportunities · 
for promotion. "It would give them 
something to shoot for, an incentive to 
work harder," he said. 

Fletcher said he hopes the city coun­
cil will approve the hiring of one or two 
more officers and a full-time detective. 
A detective could help solve some of the 
city's thefts and burglaries, he 
explained.

Gas Rate Cut 
In Effect Here 

Bill H. Howard, superintendent of the 
Prestonsburg Utilities Commission 
made an announcement this week that 
was almost as unusual as the "man bites 
dog" item. 

Gas customers here are getting a rate 
reduction of68 cents per 1000 cubic feet. 

The reduction, effective May 1, was 
made possible, he said, because the 
commission's supplier, Kentucky West 
Virginia Gas Co., had cut its charge by 
the same amount. 

Howard said he was not certain how 
the cut in rates happened but that he sur­
mised it resulted from a Federal Energy 
Commission order. 

The· new rates for consumers in Pres­
tonsburg are: First 1000 cubic feet, $6.05 
minimum; all over 1000 cubic feet, $5.62 
per thousand. 

The rates to customers outside the ci­
ty limits are: tr. 75 minimum for the first 
1000 cubic feet; $6.12 per thousand for all 
above the minimum. 

Customers will receive credit for over­
charges made since May 1. The utilities 
commission also said future billings will 
show the period covered by th~ bill.· 

Hydrant Misuse 
Alleged, Cow Cr. 
Facility ·Moved 

City fire hydrants are to be used only 
for fighting fires. That was the word this 
week from Prestonsburg Utilities 
Superintendent Bill H. Howard, who said 
the water system could no longer 
tolerate citizens' use of the hydrants for 

. "whatever they want" - whether filling 
their swimming pools, watering their 
cattle or settling the dust in front of their 
homes or stores. 

The utilities system has traditionally 
made hydrants available_ for filling 
backyard pools, even thougll it has 
meant sending out a worker with a 
meter in each case, and the growing 
ntimber of pools has made the practice 
increasingly burdensome, Howard said. 

But what really has the utilities chief 
angry is the number of people tapping 
hydrants without permission- and 
without bother~ng to pay for the water 
they take. 

The issue came to a head on Cow 
Creek recently, where the' volunteer fire 
department persisted in drawing free 
water from a city hydrant at the request 
of local residents. After running 
newspaper advertisements warning of 
penalties &gainst those making 
unauthorized taps, the utilities commis­
sion made good on its threat, recently 
removing the Cow Creek hydrant. ·

As the county lines now stand, Bear Hollow is in both coun­
ties and, apparently, is getting little from either. Arms claims 
that the road there gets no attention and that neither school 
nor garbage vehicles from this county are legally permitted 
to serve it, because they must first pass through the Johnson 
county section of Bear Hollow to get to the part that is in Floyd. 

This is not an unique situation. Mare Creek, at the opposite 
end of the county from Bear Hollow, is part Floyd, part Pike. 
''Little Floyd''-virtually a Floyd county island surrounded 
by Pike county, because, many years ago, old Tandy Stratton 
succeeded in getting the legislature to make his farm a part 
of Floyd county-is there. 

State law provides that if more than 50 percent of the 
registered voters sign a petition requesting that their section 
be removed from a county-in the Bear Hollow case, from 
Floyd-to the adjacent county, the question must be placed 
on the ballot for a countywide vote. This is the remedy seen 
for both Bear Hollow and Mare Creek-wherever they may 
want to go. 

As matters now stand, residents of these small valleys are 
neglected, with neither county in either case eager to assume 
responsibility for their roads. They should be in one county­
it doesn't matter a lot which it is-so that one county can no 
longer pass the buck to the other and the people will' know ex­
actly where to lodge their complaints and whom to hold 
responsible.

Lake Cleanup Coordinator 
In Plans Made at . Meeting 

One meeting has been held, a second 
has been scheduled, and supporters of 
the move to rid the Dewey Lake 
shorelines of the unsightly clutter of 
man-made debris are hopeful that a 
cleanup program will soon get into 
action. 

The first meeting was held last Friday 
at May Lodge, and State Rep. · Greg 
Stumbo, who led state financing of the 
task, said the interest expressed by 
representatives of various county and 
state agencies and other groups was 
"very encouraging." The second 
meeting will be held July 9, also at May 
Lodge. 

During the session last week, at which 
Bill Flora, deputy commissioner of Ken­
tucky parks, presided, representatives 
of Pike County Solid Waste acknowledg­
ed that much of the problem at Dewey 
Lake originates in Pike county, in the 
headwaters of Johns Creek. They ex­
pressed the hope that their county's solid 
waste collection will help Johns Creek 
and the lake-and that discouragement 

of the old practice of throwing waste in­
to the stream will help more. 

A total of $120,000 in the state parks 
budget has been earmarked for Dewey 
Lake cleanup over a period of two years. 
Stumbo said it was planned at Friday's 
meeting to employ a coordinator of the 
effort and to get seasonal labor as well 
as volunteer assistance. He said the 
work there will afford an opportunity for 
clubs and other organizations to earn 
money to carry on their own programs 
or projects. 

"It's an experiment to see if this type 
of approach to the problem will solve it," 
Stumbo added. "And we've got a start.' ' 

Besides parks officials, the U.S. Army 
Corps of Engineers, the county and 
various organizations were represented 
at Friday's meeting. 

The July 9 meeting is expected to be 
the last before the beginning of actual 
work.

Laser SurgerY Lets Blind Baby See 

Five-month old Dustin Lee Moore, of Inez, can see for the first time in his 
life following laser eye surgery at Highlands Regional Medical Center per­
formed by Dr. Michael Minix. 

" Your baby, is blind." 
These words would wrench the heart of any parent. But Joey and Loretta 

Moore, of Inez, parents of a 5-month old child who was born blind due to 
cataracts, have seen this heartbreak turn to happiness. Their son, Dustin Lee, 
sees-thanks to laser surgery at Highlands Regional Medical Center. He was 
the youngest patient ever to receive this type of surgery at HRMC. 

"Dustin was responding to light in his right eye after only one laser treat­
ment," said Dr. Michael Minix, ophthalmologist. "He has now had two 
treatments in each eye and has an excellent prognosis. " 

The Moores expressed their joy over the successful surgery. " To have his 
eyes follow us around the room and know that he can see, we just couldn't 
be happier," said Mrs. Moore. 

Surgical procedures were a challenge on such a young child. A special light 
sedation was used that eliminated the need for a mask or needle which might 
frighten the child. A nurse held Dustin throughout the 15-minute procedure 
for accuracy of position. 

" The beauty of this new technique is that we didn't have to enter the eye 
with a knife," explained Dr. Minix. "Using the Yag laser cuts down the 
possibility of infection from surgery and is really much more accurate. It also 
lessens the recovery time as well as the patient's bill," said Minix. 

This new type of laser eye treatment allows surgery to be performed on 
much younger children than had conventional methods. Medical research 
shows that the sooner cataract surgery is accomplished, the better the visual 
result. For Dustin Lee Moore, this means the future looks bright.

Thompson Sues 
For $1.9 Million 

A leaky roof over Thompson's IGA in 
the Highland Plaza shopping center here 
has prompted the filing of a $1.9 million 
damages suit in Floyd Circuit Court. 

Plaintiffs are Paul Hunt Thompson 
and Shirlco, Inc., operators of the 
grocery store, and W.T. Sistrunk and 
Co., the firm from whom they lease the 
premises. Named as defendants are 
Highland Plaza Associates, the New 
York firm that manages the shopping 
mall.

cha nges by Blue Cross a re designed to 
a llow Blue Cross a larger discount, 
which could put other insurers at a com­
petitive disadvantage, and the plan 
changes could potentially force hospitals 
to pass on costs not met by Blue Cr oss 
to other payers, which is objectionable 
to hospitals. 

WilliamS. Conn, Jr., president of the 
KHA, said, " Hospitals a re dedicated to 
quality patient care and are concerned 
about health care costs. However, with 
the proposed Blue Cross reduction in 
payment to hospitals without correspon­
ding controls on the prices that hospitals 
pay for goods and services, it becomes 
increasingly difficult for our hospitals to 
provide the quality care Kentuckians 
have traditionally received." 

"If hospitals are forced to hold their 
increases to a cap of approximately 
eight percent for the coming year bas­
ed on the projected hospital inflation in­
dex as published in Rate Controls, we 
.would challenge Blue Cross to hold rate 
increases to their subscribers within the 
same rate, which will call on Blue Cross 
for increased m anagement efficiency,'' 
said Conn. "Approximately eight per­
cent or lower is not a bad objecti~e and 
hospitals will certainly s trive to retain 
their increase, below this rate, if possi­
ble. However, arbitrary caps in any 
form are intolerable when Blue Cross 
does not control the costs that hospitals 
experience, including increases in Blue 
Cross premiums for hospital workers 
that have ranged up to 38 percent an­
nually in some cases." 

Conn added, "It is the opinion of KHA 
Officers that hospitals will reject this 
cap by Blue Cr oss, or any other ar­
bitrary percentage. In addition hospitals 
will probably refuse to sign a hold 
harmless agreement as being proposed 
by Blue Cross. A hold harmless agree­
ment means tha t if Blue Cross refuses 
to pay for a case a hospital will be forc­
ed to absorb the cost. It is possible that 
many hospitals may discontinue their 
contractual arrangement given such ar­
bitrary mandates, especially if the 
changes place hospitals in financial 
jeopardy when coupled with implemen­
tation of the new Federal DRG 
program." 

The Kentucky hospital system has 
taken many steps in the containment of 
health care costs. Kentucky is bordered 
by seven states a ll of which have higher 
hosptia l costs, Conn said.

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Children of Late Teacher 
File for $1 Million Damages 

Three ·years Old 12 From County 
Receive MSU Degrees 

Twelve Floyd county residents were 
among the more than 1,200 degree can­
didates recently participating in 
Morehead State University's 1984 
commencement. 

Two children of Glenda Pack Mar­
shall, the former McDowell school­
teacher whose body was found just over 
a year ago in a burned-<>ut automobile 
at the foot of Sizemore Mountain, have 
filed a $1 million suit for damages 
against three men who were accused of 
conspiring to murder her. 

The suit, filed in Floyd Circuit Court 
by attorney Arnold Turner, Jr., names 
Glen Pack, the dead woman's father, as 
plaintiff on behalf of Brent Morgan, 10, 
and Ashley Marshall, 1. Cited as defen­
dants are Sharon Marshall's husband, 
Clyde Douglas Marshall, Bobby McGuf­
fey and Carl McFarland. 

Marshall was acquitted by a Fayette 
jury in February of a charge of plotting 

to kill his wife. McGuffey, Marshall's 
younger brother, entered a guilty plea 
just before the opening of his and his 
brother's trial and received a life 
sentence. McFarland had earlier agreed 
to testify for the prosecution in return for 
immunity. 

The civil suit holds the three men 
responsible for the death of Mrs. Mar­
shall on June 20, 1983, a death it claims 
was the "direct and proximate result of 
(their) intentional acts." It seeks a jury 
trial and the recovery of $1 million 
reckoned as the loss to Mrs. Marshall's 
estate.

Based on 
data from previous programs, we ex­
pect 6,989 people, including 1,747 elder­
ly and 950 handicapped, to benefit from 
this program."

Say " bass" and most fishermen will 
immediately think of the largemouth. 
But there are actually nine fish in Ken­
tucky· that are commonly called • 'bass." 

These basses are members of two 
separate families . Technically, the 
largemouth isn't a bass at all-it's a sun­
fish, belonging to the same family as the 
bluegill and crappie. . 

Also grouped in the sunfish family are 
Kentucky's other "black basses," the 
smallmouth bass, Kentucky bass (also 
spotted bass) and Coosa Bass. This last 
species is rare in Kentucky, but good 
populations do exist in Martin's Fork 
Lake and in several streams in Eastern 
Kentucky. 

A predominately Southern fish, the 
Coosa bass is found in Georgia, 
Alabama and the Upper Cumberland 
River system in Kehtucky, which 
represents the northernmost part of this 
fish's range. 

Kentucky bass and smallmouth bass 
are fairly widely distributed in Ken­
tucky. The smallmouth seems to be ex­
panding its range. Within the last cou­
ple of years, good sized smallmouth 
have been taken from Kentucky Lake, 
where they were rare if non-existent just 
a few years before. In Central and 
Western Kentucky, the smallmouth is 
fairly common in streams. 

The rock bass (also called the goggle­
eye or redeye) is another "bass" that is 
actually a member of the extensive sun­
fish family. Rock bass prefer (natural­
ly enough) rocks and is most abundant 
in streams with bedrock or boulder 
bottoms. 

Kentucky's other family of basses are 
members of the sea bass family, which 
includes such ocean-dwelling species as 
the grouper. Inland, this family is 
represented by the native white bass and 
yellow bass. Most fishermen are 
familiar with the white bass, but the 
yellow bass, common primarily in 
Western Kentucky, is less well known. 

This species looks similar to the white 
bass, except it doesn't get as large and 

· has a yellowish cast to it. Although it 
seldom weighs over a pound, many folks 
perfer the yellow bass to the white bass · 
as aq eatin' fish. Yellow bass may be 
caught using the same tackle and techni­
ques that work on white. bass, so many 
anglers probably aren't aware that the 
yellow bass they're catching aren't 
small white bass.

Ongmally a salt-water species, the 
"striper" has been introduced into 
several Kentucky lakes, but seems to 
have "taken" successfully only at Lake 
Cumberland. 

Our latest bass is a cross between the 
white bass and the striped bass. The fish 
has been stocked in Herrington and Bar" 
ren lakes to see if it is survival rate is 
better than the purebred striped bass. 
Results, particularly at flerrington, so 
far seem encouraging. 

This hybrid grows significantly larger 
than the white bass. The current wor1d's 
recordis20pounds,6ounces,butnoone 
knows how large this newly-introduced 
hybrid will get. 

It looks like, with this many different 
bass in Kentucky, a fiSherman should be 
able to find at least one species willing 
to cooperate with his angling efforts. So · 
the next time the largemouth .in your 
favorite lake seem to have a collective 
case of lockjaw, remember that there 
are other fish in the sea-or more pro­
perly, other bass in the lake.

''Although all the figures are not in, we 
know we fed about 10,700 Kentuckians a 
day for five days following the flood," 
said Kentucky Agriculture Commis­
sioner David E. Boswell. "Our 
preliminary reports show we provided 
about 60,000 pounds of frozen and cann­
ed food from one distributor for the Red 
Cross mass feeding centers in several 
Eastern Kentucky counties. We haven't 
received reports from schools in the 
area which sent some of their USDA 
commodity food allotments into the 
feeding centers, so the final number of 
pounds of food could be considerably 
larger." 

Centers were open in the counties to 
meet the emergency needs of the 
residents. Centers operated in Breathitt 
and Magoffin counties for only a few 
days. In Floyd, Pike and Martin coun­
ties, .feeding centers remained open for 
nearly a week. 

"At that time, many people were wor­
ried about their families , their homes 
and literally where their next meal 
would come from," Boswell said. "We 
feel the Department of Agriculture pro­
vided some relief to the homeless 
families with three nutritious meals 
each day."

. pany by Danny Preston, of Paintsville, 

to Jack K. Daniel, of Lexington. 
PSC spokeswoman Constance Parrish 

said the proposed sale was rejected 
because the commission could not deter­
mine that Daniel's Jupiter Gas Co. had 
the financial and managerial ability to 
manage the gas company or pay off its 
debts. 

Daniel said he would fight both the 
PSC decision and the court-ordered 
receivership " bitterly and with great 
force." 

Daniel apparently purchased all 
outstanding stock in Johnson County 
Gas from Preston and his wife, Barbara, 
on Jan. 10. 

The PSC declared that the Prestons 
were the company's " lawful owners," 
however. 

Judge Knight ordered forr,ner Paint­
sville Utilities Superintendent Sidney 
Garland to take complete control of 
Johnson County· Gas, saying the com­
pany was "unable to meet its ma tured 
and maturing financial obligations."

SPLINTING TEETH 
Q. When are splints used for teeth? 

Representatives of the Floyd county 
school system will take part in a con­
ference this week in which those par­
ticipants in the Kentucky Department of 
Education's School Effectiveness Pro­
ject will review their progress and share 
their successes. 

A. Although teeth are often saved by periodontal therapy,· 
they may not be strong enough to stand alone and 
function normally because of earlier bone loss from 
periodontal disease. 

Twenty school districts involved in the 
improvement program will participate 
in the Instructional Leadership Con­
ference at the Hilton Inn in Lexington, 
tomorrow (Thursday) and Friday. 

Superintendent of Public Instruction 
Alice McDonald said the aim of the pro­
ject is to help selected local school 
districts solve problems that have 
resulted in low test scores and to bring 
about lasting improvement in those 
schools. 

Such teeth may need temporary support. Splinting 
provides this by actually attaching weak teeth to each 
other to form a stronger dental unit. The splint can 
be removed easily enough without causing permanent 
damage to tooth structure. 

The first results from the School Ef­
fectiveness Project should be available 
within a few months, said Kay Anne 
Wilborn, director of the department'* 
Division of School Improvement. 

Since splinting is often done for front teeth, as well as 
for those in other portions of the mouth, it may be visi­
ble. Sometimes it can be covered with tooth-colored 
plastic to make it less noticeable. These days splint­
ing is also accomplished by bonding composite resins 
directly to teeth, without the use of wire. 

Several participating districts have 
submitted initial reports that show im­
provement in test scores, and they credit 
the project for their improvement, she 
said.

School Effectiveness Project volun­
teered from a group of districts 
designated as eligible on the basis of low 
levels of academic achievement and un­
favorable economic factors. 

Ten districts joined the project in 
February, 1983, and 11 more, including 
Floyd county, were added later. 

During each district's first year, a 
detailed evaluation was made of its cur­
riculum, the time actually spent on 
learning, the ways of rewarding 
academic achievement and the at­
mosphere for learning set by the 
district's leadership. 

Teams from the Department of 
Education spent several weeks in each 
district, conducting surveys and inter­
viewing teachers, administrators, 
students and parents. Reports of their 
findings assessed the effectiveness of 
each district and listed its strengths and 
weaknesses. 

Each district then formed a commit­
tee of teachers, administrators and 
parents to write a School Effectiwness 
Plan, which was submitted to the 
Department of Education for approval. 

Participating districts were eligible 
for up to $20,000 in federal funds 
allocated by the department to imple­
ment their improvement plans . 
Technical assistance has been provided 
by the Division of School Improvement.

For more than 200 years, Americans 
have been celebrating Independence 
Day by watching brilliant designs form 
in the night sky and listening to loud

means picnics, followed by fireworks. 
There are more fireworks ignited in the · 
United States during the 4th of July holi­
day period than for any national celebra­
tion in the world. 

Explosives experts from the Treasury 
Department's Bureau of Alcohol, Tobac­
co and Firearms (ATF), the federal 
agency charged with regulating ex­
plosives, caution you to insure that your 
holiday is a time of fun, not a day of 
tragedy. 

Playing with illegal fireworks is 
literally like playing with dynamite. 
Many illegal fireworks (explosive 
devices) such as M-80s and M-1005 are 
not fireworks, but high explosives, agen­
cy officials warn. 

The Consumer Product Safety Com­
mission estimates that more than 28,000 
fireworks-related injuries have occurred 
since 1981. Injuries attributed to legal 
fireworks were generally minor and did 
not require hospitalization. 

Illegal fireworks are another story. 
Hundreds of people, many of them 
children, are needlessly killed, injured 
or maimed for life, because they took a 
chance with illegal fireworks .

Director Sergio Leone is 
best known for creating the 
" spaghetti westerns," Italian 
movies about America's Wild 
West that usually starred Clint 
Eastwood. And without doubt. 
Leone's masterpiece is his bril­
liantly stylized presentation of 
" Once Upon a Time in the 
West ," starring Charles Bron­
son. Jason Robards and Henry 
Fonda (in his only villainous 
role) . 

But for " Once Upon a Time 
in America," Leone shifts his 
sights to the lives of American 
gangsters · during the 1920's 
and '30s. The world of 
outlaws. six-guns and horses is 
updated to the underworld of 
gangsters, bootleg 'f/hiskey 
and machine guns firing from 
passing cars. We are present­
ed with the lives of four men 
who grew up in a Jewish ghet­
to to become rich, powerful, 
corrupt and remorseless about 
the way they got there. 

If th is sounds like the 
synopsis of "The Godfather" 
films, it's because the compar­
ison is unavoidable. The 
accent here, though, is not on 
one family but on the camara­
derie of four characters as they 
live their turbulent and often 
brutal lives. 

Robert De Niro (who played 
the young Don Corleone in 
"Godfather II" ) is one of the 
leaders of the gang, and 
James Woods gives a superb 
performance as his partner. In 
fact, all the performances are 
first-rate, including those of 
Elizabeth McGovern. Danny 
Aiello, Treat Williams and Burt 
Young. 

The women are rather rudely 
abused in this film, but that's 
been going on since Cagney 
rubbed a grapefruit in Mae 
Clark's face. What cannot be 
overlooked is the fact that 
Leone's original running time 
was close to four hours, while 
the print released is about two 
hours and 20 minutes. Thus, 
one hour and 40 minutes -
enough for another whole mov­
ie - is missing. And it shows. 
The epic sweep the film strives 
for just isn ' t there, and scenes 
that should follow smoothly 
bump episodically into one 
another. 

This film has much to like, 
including enough action and 
plot to keep viewers' atten­
tions. The important intangi­
bles, however, such as pacing 
and narrative flow, seem to 
have been left on the cutting. 
room floor.

Secession Vote 
May Decide Plea 
Of Bear Hollow 

If the residents of Bear Hollow-which 
straddles the Floyd-Johnson line near 
East Point-succeed in getting the ques­
tion of their secession put on the ballot, 
it will be up to voters in the whole coun­
ty to decide the matter. 

In a letter to Judge-Executive John M . 
Stumbo , County Attorney Arnold 
Turner, Jr. said this week that, if the 
names on a petition recently presented 
to tlte fiscal court by Bear Hollow 
farmer Bill Arms represent at least half 
the voters there, the secession question 
should be put on the November ballot. 

A more . technical description of the 
area proposed to be split off from Floyd 
county would also need to be provided, 
the county attorney said. 

Arms and some of his neighbors argue 
that, because their hollow falls within 
the ,jurisdiction of · two counties, it 
receives proper attention from neither. 
Earlier this· month, they asked Floyd 
fiscal court to let them become a part of 
Johnson county. · 

State law requires that such a question 
be put to all Floyd voters, Turner said 
in his letter to Stumbo. It was not im­
mediately clear what say, if any, the 
fiscal court or voters in Johnson county 
might have in the matter.

Flood Losses 
For Ky. Power 
Said $269,000 

Damages from May floodwaters to 
Kentucky Power Company's facilities in 
eastern Kentucky amounted to some 
$269,000, but thanks to pre-planning and 
some long hours by company 
employees, most electrical service was 
maintained through the disaster, a com­
pany spokesman said last week. 

C. Richard Lovegrove, public affairs 
director for Kentucky Power, said that 
damages occurred to meters, poles, 
substations, transformers, and o~er 
facilities in all three of the company's 
operating divisions- Ashland, Hazard 
and Pikeville, the latter two being 
hardest hit. He added that all of the 
damage has been cleaned up. 

"Our employees were able to main­
tain service to most of our customers in 
flooded areas, and to quickly restore ser­
vice to those who lost electricity soon 
after the flood water receded, " 
Lovegrove said. "Several of our 
employees suffered losses themselves 
and in many cases continued working to 
provide service to our customers." 

He added that the company recently 
made a donation of $2,000 to the 
American Red Cross to be used in flood 
disaster relief in the area . 

. Acreage Reports Due 
Not Later Than July 15 

Farmers who have planted corn are 
reminded that now is the time to report 
the sizes and uses of their 1984 corn crop, . 
according to J.P. Hill, chairman of the 
Floyd County ASC Committee. Crop cer­
tification is necessary before the 
farmers can receive deficiency 
payments, price support loans, and 
other benefits of the ASC program, as 
well as establish history for both ASCS 
and FCIC programs. 

Farm program participants are re­
quired to report crops and acreages 
planted, the uses to be made of these 
crops, and cropland acres to be devoted 
to the acreage conservation program. 
Nonparticipants need to certify their 
crops for future programs. Acreage 
·reports are used to establish bases for 
the Feed Grain Program, which in- · 
eludes any PIK Program that may be in 
effect. 

To be certain that crop acreages are 
accurate, farmers may request 
measurement service from ASCS. For 
a small fee, a producer can request that 
his or her planted crops be measured 
prior to reporting acreages. The fee 
covers the cost of the farm visit and the 
measuring of one area . 

Acreage reports may be filed Monday 
through Friday between 9 a.m. and 4:30 
p.m., at the Floyd County ASCS Office, 
105 Court Street. Farmers are encourag­
ed to certify crops well in advance of the 
July 15 deadline.

On J uly 2, 1984 a kill of fur seals , 
ordered by the U.S. Department of Com­
merce, will begin on a tiny U.S. island 
called St. Paul, one of the Pribilof 
Islands in the Bering Sea. The kill will 
continue until 22,000 seals have been 
slaughtered. 

The Federal Government's involve­
ment in the fur industry is being pro­
tested by members of Friends of 
Animals, Inc., a national non-profit 
animal protection group. According to 
Alice Herrington, its president, "phones 
of U.S. Senators are ringing off the hook, 
both at their local offices and · in 
Washington. The calls are from their 
constituents who want the 1984 massacre 
to be the last." 

Herrington said the 1984 kill cannot be 
stopped since it is forced by a treaty the 
U.S. holds with Japan, Canada and the 
USSR, but that the treaty expires in Oc­
tober and is subject to a vote by the U.S. 
Senate as to its-renewal. "Our members 
and a concerned public demand that this 
out-of-date treaty not be re-signed," she 
announced. 

The treaty's purpose, according to 
Herrington, is the "exploitation of seals 
for fur and profit. " It was first initiated 
in 1911 to stop the Japanese a nd Cana­
dians from shooting seals in the open 
waters, called "pelagic sealing" just 
along the U.S. then-3-mile-limit of the 
Pribilofs. The treaty brought Japanese 
and Canadian agreement to cease 
pelagic sealing irl exchange for a percen­
tage of the skins of seals killed on their 
breeding grounds, islands which belong 
to the U.S. and Russia. 

ly in light of the fact that its annual net 
profit in the U.S. land kill is but $25,000. '' 

"The Japanese Embassy's letter of 
protest about this U.S. bureaucratic 
duplicity states that Japanese law for­
bids its nationals to kill seals," Herr-

, ington said, "and ends with the flat stat­
ment that ' it is inconceivable that the ex­
piration of the present Convention (fur 
seal treaty) would automatically lead to 
the resumption of such harvesting by 
Japanese nationals." 

Consideration of the fur seal treaty is 
now before the Senate Committee on 
Foreign Relations, chaired by Charles 
Percy, of Illinois. Herrington said her 
group had done an intensive analysis of 
the reports issued by the National 
Marine Fisberies Service section of the 
Commerce Department and submitted 
the analysis to the Senate Committee. 

"The 1910 report is particularly in­
teresting," Ms. Herr ington said. "It 
reveals that despite 74 years of intensive 
and expensive research, the 
bureaucrats today are . no more 
knowledgeable about fur seals and the 
oceans than they were in 1910." She 
charged the bureaucrats with " giving 
out false population figures, data which 
is more than a decade out of date and 
which they admit, in fine print , is bas­
ed on ver y unreliable statistical 
methods." 

"There is no conceivable justification 
for renewing this treaty to keep Uncle 
Sa m in the filr business, a business 
which has run at a $5 million a year 
deficit to the taxpayer since 1970," she 
concluded. " There is no market for 
sealskins in the United States a nd that 
in Europe· is fast disappearing· as the 
people there learn of the brutality in­
volved in the U.S. massacre of seals, " 
she added. " Marine life today is ap­
preciated for its ecological importance,

" In 1911," Ms. Herrington said, " the 
treaty had some validity since it halted 
the extinction of the seals. However, in 
1984 a massive number of seals. are 
again killed pelagically due to the use of 
huge nets for fishing, nets which capture 
and drown marine mammals. The result 
is once again the near-extinction of the 
seals."

"The largest pelagic kills of seals," 
Ms. Herrington described as due to "lost 
and discarded . plastic fishing gear, 
which Commerce estimates catches and 
kills about 50,000 seals every year." 
" Obviously," she added, "since no one 
has the equipment or resources tO sweep 
the vast oceans of this lethal material, 
it must be classified as an uncontrollable 
pelagic kill which then cries out for a 
halt to the land kill if the seals are to 
survive." 

Opposition to halting the seal kill on 
land, Herrington said, comes primari­
ly from the Departments of Commerce 
and State. She described it as an "in­
teresting study in the workings of the 
bureaucratic m ind or whatever the 
gears are that perpetuate an entity 
which no longer has any reason to 
exist. " 

"The, s illiest jus tification the 
bureaucrats give, one of which offends 
the commonsense of a sixth grader, is 
that halting the land kill will result in a 
faster decline in the seal population." 
She likened that reason to their 
s tatements in the 1960's that the 
slaughter of 250,000 females, each preg­
nant and each with a pup which starv­
ed to death was done to increase the 
population. · 

" Another of the bureaucrat's ploys is 
that the kill must continue to provide 
employment for the Americans who live 
on the. Pribilof Islands," she said, 
" which'ignores the fact that these 600 
people have been given $39.5 million of 
our tax dollars--since 1971." 

The Americans on the Pribilof Islands 
"are primarily of Russian extraction 
and culture," Herrington said, "with a 

, touch of Aleut blood since their 
ancestors had been captured by the Rus­
sians on the Aleutian Isla nds 200 years 
ago a nd sent as slaves, to kill seals, 
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Russians." 
The U.S. purchased the Pribilofs from 

the Russians a long with the State of 
Alaska. Miss Herrington added that 
" these Americans are now fully in the 
mainstream of American life, complete 
with college educations and a firm and 
fast understanding of the stock market 
which reportedly is swelling rapidly 
their $39.5 million tax ~ift. " 

Herrington charged that "the 
bureaucrats who defend the fur seal 
treaty on the grounds that it bars the 
Japa nese fro~ a pelagic kill, refrain 
from talking a bout another, more recent 
treaty under which the U.S. permits the 
Ja panese to kill seals a nd other marine 
mammals in the course of fishing for 
salmon in U.S. waters ." 

"Double-think, combined with double­
talk, is now the State Department's 
public relations approach," she said. 
" On one hand, they claim that kiling 
seals in fishing nets isn't pelagic sealing 
and then they turn around and warn that 
if the treaty isn't r enewed the Japanese 
will again engage in pelagic sealing." 

"That ploy has a roused two official 
protests from the J apanese Embassy," 
Ms . Herrington said her organization 
had just learned. " We had challenged 
State's wa rning about the Japanese 
because it seems unlikely to us that the 
second largest economy in the world is 
all that interested in seal fur, particular-
