Federal disaster funds will foot the 
bill for only a fraction of the damage 
done to county roads by the May floods. 
county officials learned last week. 

Floyd's status as an officially­
declared disaster area means that 75 
percent of the cost of repairing flood 
damage to county roads and bridges is 
theoretically eligible for reimburse­
ment from federal funds. But cost 
estimates vary widely, it turns out, 
depending on who is doing the figuring. 

Damage that U.S. Army Corps of 
Engineers inspectors put at close to $1 
million in this county can be repaired, 
says the Federal Emergency Manage­
ment Administration <FEMAl, for 
$118,000. Judge-Executive John M. 
Stumbo said he would seek an early 
meeting with FEMA officials to see if 
the agency might revise its estimate. 

County officials looked at the FEMA 
reckoning with disbelief last week, as 
hundreds of disaster survey reports 
were returned by the federal agency 
for their inspection. These were on­
site, itemized estimates, done original­
ly by Corps engineers, of the the cost of 
repairing slides and washouts across 
the county. Where the estimate of the 

FEMA reviewer differed from the 
Corps', a separate sheet bearing the 
FEMA revision was attached to the 
front of the report. 

In all but about five percent of the 
survey reports, FEMA reduced the 
Corps' estimate, often slashing it 
substantially. Some of the repair work 
was ineligible for federal subsidy 
because the damage was done prior to 
the flood, the agency said. In other 
cases, the proposed repairs were more 
elaborate than they need to be. road 
crews were being paid at too high a 
rate, or more time was being allocated 
than the job warranted, the FEMA 
reviewers argued. 

In some instances, the FEMA revi­
sion brought the cost estimate for a job 
below $250, making it ineligible for any 
federal funding. 

It would take $203,560 to replace a 
bridge on KY 114 at Rough and Tough, 
the Corps estimated. Maybe so, but 
they won't be paying the bill, said 
FEMA, because the bridge had shifted 
before the flood hit. Nor could they be 
expected to pick up the $32,800 tab for a 
bridge over Left Beaver Creek at 
Price, argue FEMA officials; it was

In an attempt to get drivers to stay within the 55-mph speed 
limit, state police this week unveiled a new roadside radar 
unit, operated here by Trooper Phil Tucker. 

The new radar units-which will be in operation in 51 coun­
ties, including Floyd, on the July 4 holiday and on subsequent 
holidays and at peak traffic periods-uses a screen that dis­
plays a driver's speed. 

Motorists will be advised by a sign that they are entering a 
radar check zone and should notice their speed. The vehicle's 
speed will be projected onto the screen so it is visible to the 
driver. The unit is designed to alert, rather than ticket, 
speeding drivers. 

"They're allowed to do it and there's 
nothing anybody can do about it that I 
know of," said Adams. "As long as you 
don't steal nothing heavy, there's 
nothing wrong with it." 

A Collins-appointed official in the 
Pikeville office of the state highways 
department said the governor's office 
had furnished him with a list of contact 
people in the counties. "They gave me 
a list of people I'm to talk to," said 
Greeley Chaney. "Some are county 
chairmen.

Judge Warns Drunk Drivers 
That Stiff Penalties Certain 
"If you want to drink alcoholic 

beverages, go to the top of some moun­
tain and look up at the squirrels." 
District Judge Harold Stumbo told a 
packed courtroom Tuesday. "But don't 
drive a car because. if you do. it will 
cost you." 

The courtroom audience was made 
up largely of persons being arraigned 
on a variety of charges, many of them 
for drunk driving, and udge Stumbo 
said his remarks were meant to "warn 
and help" them. On July 13, he explain· 
ed, a new law takes effect which man­
dates much stiffer penalties for drunk 
driving convictions. 

The so-c a lied "slammer bi II" 
enacted in the last legislative session 
carries a mandatory jail sentence for 
even a first. offense and leaves the 
court with no choice but to impose it. 
Stumbo warned. 

"If the judge fails to impose the 
penalties. he is subject to 
prosecution," he said. "So don't come 
asking for favors. I'll have none to 
give." 

For a first offense. the new law man­
dates two to 30 days in jail. a $200 to 
$500 fine: a $125 service fee, and 
automatic revocation of the offender's 
driver's license for 30 days. Juveniles 
will have their licenses revoked until 
they turn 18. 

A second offense will bring a jail 
term of a week to six months. a fine 
ranging from $350 to $500. the $125 ser­
vice fee. -and a six-month license 
revocation. 

For a third offense, the penalty will 
be a pen term of a month to a year. a 
fine of $500 to $1000. and loss of license 
for two years.

Spradlin, 30, of Lancer. was found guil­
ty of selling Buckner about one gram of 
Ule same drug. Mullins was said to 
ha'\le been paid $300 for the drug; 
Spradlin, $100. 

The jury recommended a five-year 
prison senteftCe fo~ each conviction. 
Circuit Judge HoUie. Conley set a July 
10 sentencing date for MuJlins. July 13 
for Spradlin . Each of the two men was 
acquitted of a second trafficking count. 

The two were among about 30 per­
sons indicted in the wake of an exten­
sive investigation by state police in late 
1982, in which confessed drug dealer 
Curtis Gardner, of Tram, set up drug 
transactions between suspected deal­
ers and Det. Buckner. who was posing 
as Gardner's cousin. 

Public Defender Ned PilJersdorf, 
who represented the two convicted this 
week, described Gardner as "a savvy 
dealer" who was paid by police and 
had drug charges dropped in return for 
his arranging at least 10 "buys." To fill 
his "quota," Gardner turned on friends 
he knew to be users and harmless: he . 
did not name dealers, who might have 
retaliated with violence, the attorney 
said.

State Energy Cabinet 
To Join Acid Rain Study 

The Kentucky Energy Cabinet will be 
one of the participants in a U.S. En­
vironmental Protection Agency study 
designed to accumulate scientific infor­
mation on ground level and airborne 
pollutants that may contribute to acid 
rain. 

The study, code-named VENTEX 
<Venting Experiment), is being con­
ducted by the University of Kentucky, 
Battelle Pacific Northwest Laboratory, 
Argonne National Laboratory, and 
Research Triangle Institute. Venting 
refers to the process of cloud formation. 

The study will utilize two aircraft out­
fitted with equipment to collect samples 
from the atmosphere from ground level 
up to 3000 feet. Ground stations will 
monitor air quality and collect rain 
samples. The study will provide infor­
mation on the vertical mixing and 
chemical reactions of various pollutants 
in the atmosphere, particularly in dif­
ferent cloud formations. Meteorological 
and cloud observations and ground 
samples will be taken at the Kentucky 
Center for Energy Research on Iron 
Works Pike in Lexington, and the air­
craft will operate from Lexington's 
Biuegrass Field. Samples will be analyz­
ed in the Energy Cabinet's laboratory. 
Researchers will be looking for sulfur 
dioxide, nitric acid and ammonia con­
centration as well as other pollutants 
thought to cause acid rain. 

VENTEX is part of the federal acid 
rain research program and the results 
will be included in an annual report to 
the President and Congress. The tests 
will begin July 8 and end August 18.

After retiring from the Marines next 
month, Dower hopes to embark on a 
career as a motivational speaker, pro­
moting patriotic values. His own pos1tive 
thinking and excellent conditioning he 
links with his recovery from a 1967 ac­
cident in Vietnam which left him 
paralyzed from the waist down. 

"They told me I'd never walk again," 
he recalls.

A second lawsuit challenging the con­
stitutionality of Kentucky's tax on un­
mined coal has been filed in Franklin 
Circuit Court. 

The tax-one-tenth of a cent per $100 
of valuation-is so low that it is imprac­
tical to collect and amounts to an ex­
emption from taxation, the suit claims. 

This situation, the suit alleges, 
violates Section 3 of the state constitu­
tion, which says that "no property shall 

, be exempt from taxation." 
Unextracted oil and natural gas are 

taxed at the same rate as other real 
estate, and there is "no rational basis" 
for treating unmined coal differently, 
the suit says. 

The plaintiffs in the class-action 
suit-J.D. Miller and Elaine Stoltzfus, 
both of Harlan county. and Alison 
Moore, of Hopkins county-are 
members of the Kentucky Fair Tax 
Coalition, according to Phillip Shepherd 
of Frankfort, one of their attorneys.-

The coalition in recent years has push­
ed unsuccessfully for legislation to 
restore full taxation of unmined coal. 
The tax was reduced to the present level 
by the 1978 legislature. 

The plaintiffs are suing on behalf of all 
who pay property taxes on automobiles.

Home Improvements 
Having Boom Year 

Surveys by the trade publication 
Hardware Age and studies conducted by 
giant home improvement retailer 84 
Lumber Company at its 376 stores na­
tionwide, indicate that more than 16 
million home improvement projects val­
ed at $100 or more were made in 
America in 1983. And this year the in­
dustry expects an increase of 20-25 per­
cent over last year's record figures. 

"The increase in do-it-yourself in­
terest is just staggering," said 84 
Lumber president Joseph A. Hardy. 
"Homeowners are tackling many jobs 
today that they wouldn't even have con­
sidered just a few short years ago." 

The reasons for the increase in home. 
improvement activity are varied, but 
most experts see climbing new housing 
prices, ancr increases in home mortgage 
interest rates as a key to the DIY 
explosion. 

"Many people," Hardy explained, 
"just can't afford a new home at b>day's 
inflated building and interest costs. So, 
rather than move, they are opting to 
stay in their current homes and get the 
benefits they want from new additions 
or remodeling." 

The most popular home improvement 
project is paint-wallpapering, followed 
closely by a complete array of kitchen 
and bath renewal projects ranging from 
changing light fixtures to out-and-out 
remodeling. The simplicity of new 
cabinet installation techniques and plan­
ning makes the "kitchen/bath" the fast 
growing segment of the DIY industry. 

Next on the list are those projects 
associated with swnmer and outdoor liv­
ing. More and more homeowners are 
building their own decks, for example, 
foresaking the more traditional ap­
proach of contracting the job with a 
builder. 

The studies show that many 
homeowners-about one third of the 
DIYers-spend an average of 10 hours 
per week on their projects. About one­
fourth spend between 11 and 17 hours per 
week improving their homes. Highest 
levels of DIY activity are in the 25-38 age 
bracket, with another surge of participa­
tion over age 55. 

"Manufacturers are packaging their 
products so that homeowners can do the 
projects themselves," Hardy explained. 
"Also, the industry has recognized the 
potential in this market and is striving 
to provide good, solid how-to information 
to assist the DIYers."

Coal Production for Area 
Down Last Year from 1982 

But for the strong possibility of a 
strike, come September, Eastern Ken­
tucky coal mines would be expected to 
be a sure thing to show an increase in 
total coal production this year over 1983 
when the production total dropped below 
that of the preceding year. 

Last year's production figures are in, 
as reported by the state Department of 
Mines and Minerals, and they show that 
Pike county 'led the state with 21,727,634 
tons. But that was a drop of 2.55 million 
from the county's total for the preceding 
year. During 1983 Pike county had 445 
mines-122 surface and 323

Only Breathitt county, where all but 
six of its 90 operations were surface 
mines, showed a gain last year. Its 1269 
mine employees produced 6,920,930 tons, 
but the gain over 1982 was only 79,621 
tons. 

Floyd county was one among the coun­
ties that lost production last year when 
it produced 5,131,616 tons from 76 sur­
face and 121 underground mines. These 
operations employed 1939 workers. 

Martin county ranked No. 2last year, 
as it did in 1982. Although it had six more 
mines working, their production in 1983 
was "only"12,516,908 tons, 3112 million 
tons below the county's 1982 total. Its 106 
mines employed 3691. 

Knott county, a comparatively late 
starter in the coal mining industry, was 
ahead of Floyd in production last year 
with 5,727,384 tons from 197 mines which 
employed 2569 in its 131 surface and 66 
underground operations. 

Neighboring Perry county, with 164 
surface and 29 underground mines 
which employed 3113, produced 7,082,375 
tons. 

Letcher county's 132 surface and 56 
deep mines had a total of 3,503,862 tons. 
These mines employed 2107. 

All of Magoffin 49 operations but 11 
were surface mines. The county produc­
ed 2,376,534 tons last year, according to 
the Mines & Minerals report. They 
employed 926. 

Johnson county had the lowest produc­
tion in the lot-501,831 tons from 38 
mines (only 5 underground) which 
employed 363.

PLAQUE BUILDUP 
Q. How quickly does plaque form on teeth? 

A. Actually, film begins to collect on teeth only moments 
after they have been thoroughly cleaned. This film, call­
ed "acquired pellicle", is primarily made up of protein 
material from the saliva in the mouth. Soon after this 
pellicle is formed, mouth bacteria begin to collect on it, 
secreting polluting enzymes that are a destructive by­
product of plaque. 

This build-up continues over a period of hours until the 
plaque reaches maximum thickness. Measurable 
amounts can be noted within 6 hours after teeth have been 
cleaned. However, the rate of build-up varies from per­
son to person and from tooth to tooth.

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More Kentuckians Working 
The number of working Kentuckians 

reached an all-time high in May as the 
state's unemployment rate dropped to 
its lowest point in more than two and a 
half years. Figures released by the 

• Cabinet for Human Resources show a 
• decline from the revised April rate of 9.5 

percent to a preliminary May rate of 8.9 
percent. 

"The last time Kentucky's unemploy-
•• ment rate was that low was November 

1981, when it also was 8.9 percent," said 
state labor market analyst Ed 
Blackwell. "In fact, we have to go back 

• to October 1981 to find a lower rate- 7.0 
percent." 

Nationally the unemployment rate 
• was 7.2 percent in May, compared to 7.6 

percent for April. 
"May proved to be a record month in 

Kentucky both for the number of people 
employed and for the size of the state's 
civilian labor force," said Blackwell. 
"There were an estimated 1,590,000 Ken­
tuckians working in May out of a total 
labor force of 1,746,100. Both figures 
easily outdistanced previous highs and 
are signs of an overall improvement in

Kentucky's economy. This is not mere­
ly one of our normal, seasonal employ­
ment jumps." 

The 1,590,000 Kentuckians working in 
May was 19,300 more than in April and 
78,200 more than in May 1983. Total 
unemployment was estimated to be 
156,100 in May, down 9,100 from April's 
165,200, and 53,800 below the 209,900 
unemployment figure for May 1983. 

Employment gains were made in 
agriculture (7,400), construction (5,300), 
trade (4,700), manufacturing (1,900) and 
in other nonagricultural employment 
11,500), which includes domestic 
workers and people who are self­
employed. "Trade is up 7,400 over last 
May, and our data shows the most re­
cent increase is in restaurant trade," 
Blackwell said. 

"We also saw an improvement in 
bituminous coal mining, where employ­
ment was up by 600 over April and last 
May," he said. "In finance, insurance 
and real estate, employment was up by 
900 over April. Our data shows recent 
employment increases in banking and 
publishing." 

Kentucky's civilian labor force 
estimate surged to a record 1,746,100~ up 
from 1,735,900 in April and 1,721,700 in 
May 1983. "As the economy continues to 
improve, employers have more job 
openings, and more people enter the job 
market in search of work," Blackwell 
said. "We would hope to see this trend 
continue through the summer months." 
The civilian labor force includes only 
non-military persons who are employed 
and unemployed people who actively are 
seeking work. 

Floyd Teacher Says 
Institute 'Stimulating' 

Forty outstanding Kentucky teachers 
are ready to apply the enrichment ex­
periences from the first Commonwealth 
Institute for Teachers to their home 
communities and classrooms. 

Participants in the weeklong institute 
at the University of Kentucky, Lex­
ington, which ended June 26, included 
Carol Stumbo, of McDowell, a teacher 
at Wheelwright High School. 

Miss Stumbo summed up the value of 
the institute in this way: 

"The week of activities gave me the 
opportunity to hear outstanding 
speakers from across the United States 
:and an opportunity to explore the con­
sequences and implications of the ideas 
presented in small group discussions led 
by University of Kentucky professors. In 
addition to being exposed to the intellec­
tual stimulation of the speakers, parti­
cipants were also encouraged to ex­
change viewpoints with the 39 other 
teachers from various parts of the 
state." _ 

"The institute was a valuable, 
stimulating experience and has given 
me new resources to use in the class­
room," she added. 

Superintendent of Public Instruction 
Alice McDonald described the par­
ticipating teachers as "ambassadors of 
the classroom'' and urged them to share 
the experiences of the institute with 
fellow teachers and community mem­
bers. 

The teachers who took part were 
selected by the Department of Educa­
tion on the basis of applications and let­
ters of recommendation. Each teacher 
received a stipend of $400, in addition to 
free room and board at UK. 

the 40 participants will return for two 
follow-up weekends during the 1984-85 
school year. They have been asked to 
submit written papers at the weekend 
seminars giving community opinions 
and suggestions for future institutes and 
for the improvement of education in 
Kentucky.

Disaster Hotline 
Closes on Weekends 

Effective Saturday, July 7, the toll­
free Disaster Hotline'will cease week­
end operations, but will be in opera­
tion, Monday through Friday, it was 
announced by Paul E. Hall, federal 
coordinating officer for the Federal 
Emergency Management Agency 
<FEMA). 

"There has been a significant de­
crease in the number of calls the Hot­
line has received overall and, in par­
ticular. on weekends," Hall said.

The secret of a successful 
business is being at the right 
place at the right time. In 
"Ghostbusters," Bill Murray, 
Dan Aykroyd and Harold 
Ramis play three slightly daffy 
professors of parapsychology 
who are fired from their univer­
sity. Their experiments in the 
occult didn't sit well with the 
department chairman, and 
Murray seems to pe more 
interested in some of the 
coed's biology than in his 
research in psychology. 

Undaunted, the three soon 
become the entrepreneurs of 
ectoplasm, the salesmen for 
the supernatural, the soothers 
of the spiritual - in other 
words - ghostbusters. And 
their timing is perfect. 

Ghosts, gremlins and pesky 
poltergeists are popping up all 
over Manhattan. The base­
ment of the New York City 
library has been visited by 
creatures from the beyond, 
and a ritzy hotel has a particu­
larly hungry ghoul roaming the 
14th floor. The lovely Sigour­
ney Weaver opens her refriger­
ator door and finds a temple of 
doom. Soon after, Murray, 
Aykroyd and Ramis - the 

, 
Three Musketeers of ghostdom 
- become mankind's last 
hope in the face of the apoca­
lypse. 

No one need tell you this is a 
farce filled with spirits, but it's 
one full of spirit as well. 
Murray's sarcastic, dry-as-a­
bone comments are some of 
the film's chief laugh-getters, 
but neither Ramis (Murray's 
co-star in "Meatballs" and 
"Stripes") nor Aykroyd are 
denied moments of hilarity. As 
the lovely damsel in occultish 
distress, Sigourney Weaver 
has a fine sense of playing 
along with the farce. 

The special effects are also 
a mix of the silly and the spec­
tacular, with Richard Edlund 
("Star Wars" and "Raiders of 
the Lost Ark") as visual 
effects supervisor. 

Aykroyd and Ramis penned 
the screenplay, giving the film 
the absurdity of a "Saturday 
Night Live" skit stretched out 
to 90 minutes. Cast and crew, 
however, keep everything 
moving full speed ahead, and 
that makes "Ghostbusters" 
one of the sure-fire hits of the 
summer.

HEALTH NEWS

Cervical cancer kills approximately 
11,000 women each year yet this is one 
of the most curable of all cancers if the 
disease is detected in its earliest 
stages. The pap test is a simple test 
which can detect cervical cancer in its 
earliest and most curable stages. 

This test takes only a few moments 
of a woman's time and it could save her 
life. 

The Floyd County Health Depart­
ment is having a Pap clinic on Monday, 
July 9, from 8: 30 until 11 : 30 and from 1 
until 2. This clinic is a free service of 
the Health Department and is open to 
women of all ages, but those women 
age 45 and over are especially urged to 
take advantage of this free service. 

A nurse from the health department 
will be in Wayland at the Methodist 
Church, Monday, July 9, where she will 
offer T.B. skin tests. urinalyses. 
anemia screening, blood pressures, 
immunizations and pap tests. This 
clinic is a free service of the health 
department and the public is welcome. 

Kentucky law requires that children 
entering school in Kentucky be ade­
quately immunized against the 
childhood diseases- measles. rubella, 
tetanus, diptheria, pertussis (whoop­
ing cough l and polio. Students entering 
school in Kentucky for the first time 
are also required to show proof of hav­
ing had a T.B. skin test. These tests 
and immunizations are available at the 
Floyd County Health Department 
every Monday, Wednesday. and Fri­
day.

There is a DRG classifica­
tion to cover every ailment that lands a 
patient in the hospital. · · ....., 

What does this mean to th~~ts 
of Highlands Regional Medical Center 
and Our Lady of the Way Hospital? 
"The citizens of our community who 
have Medicare health insurance will 
experience no changes in the high 
quality of their treatment. nor see any 
changes in their bills for hospital care 
due to our implementation of the pro­
spective payment system," said 
Clarence Traum, HRMC ad­
ministrator. 

"The changes will be with our finan­
cial management," continued Traum-. 
"It won't be easy because we will be re­
quired to make major adjustments in 
how we do things to stay within the pro­
spective payment rate." 

"No one, not even -health care ex­
perts, knows for certain all of the im­
plications of prospective payments," 
added Sister James Edward Roach, 
administrator of Our Lady of the Way.

Teachers'VVorkshop 
Slated for Study 
Of Environment 

For years environmentalists have 
said that the danger was not what nature 
would do with man, but what man would 
do with nature. 

The sixth annual East Kentucky En­
vironmental Education Workshop is an 
effort to ensure that man's interactions 
with nature will be beneficial, not 
detrimental. 

The workshop will be held July 6-8 at 
Robinson Forest, near Jackson. It is be­
ing sponsored by the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Education, the Kentucky Divi­
sion of Conservation, the Kentucky Divi­
sion of Forestry, Morehead State 
University, the U.S. Forest Service and 
the U.S. Soil Conservation Service. 

The workshop is being coordinated by 
Ann R. Seppenfield, program manager 
for environmental education at the Ken­
tucky Department of Education. 

She said the organizers hoped "to en­
courage teachers to take information 
back to their classrooms and use it in a 
way to instill an environmental ethic in 
students." 

Forty participants will attend the 
weekend session. Most will be elemen­
tary school teachers, but several high 
school teachers and college students will 
also attend. 

College credit is being offered through 
Morehead State University. Par­
ticipants who want such credit must at­
tend a second session on July 27 on the 
Morehead campus. 

The activities for the weekend will 
concentrate on forest, soil and water 
studies and will include sessions on the 
development of outdoor classrooms, 
simulation games and awareness 
techniques. 

Workshop participants will be in­
troduced to Project WILD, a curriculum 
guide that outlines activities for ac­
quainting students with the 
environment. 

A land-use simulation game will also 
be featured. Participants will be assign­
ed a parcel of land and directed to decide 
how it should be used, taking into con­
sideration various interest groups. 

Teachers will be given access to cur­
riculum resource materials, including 
printed matter and films, which they 
may wish to acquire for classroom use.

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How To Tell ... 

When Your Child Is On Drugs 
By DR. GEORGE R. ROSS, 

Last year one out of every 16 high 
school seniors nationwide got high every 
day. Four out of 10 young adults current­
ly get high on marijuana or harder 
drugs on a regular basis. There are an 
estimated three million teenage 
alcoholics in America. 

Today, while many experts are label­
ing teenage substance abuse a national 
medical problem, millions of parents 
are asking themselves how they can 
recognize the problem in their children. 
There are many helpful indicators: 

School. Has the adolescent brought 
home lower grades and developed a 
negative attitude toward school? Skip­
ped classes, been suspended or expell­
ed? Heavy drug users usually drop out 
of school. 

Dishonesty. Has the adolescent con­
cealed drug use and either denied or 
minimized it when discovered? Has he 
or she been caught stealing from parents 
or shoplifting? Has there been cheating 
at school or forging of school excuses? 

Personality changes. Has the child 
changed friends, started using foul 
language, or begun lying about his or her 
activites? Withdrawal, irritability and 
fits of anger with little provocation are

common. There is a loss of motivation, 
lowering of ambition. 

Sexual behavior. Promiscuity is com­
mon, with consequent venereal disease 
or pregnancy. Girls may be on birth con­
trol pills. 

Lawbreaking. Traffic violations, van­
dalism, shoplifting, breaking and enter­
ing may occur. 

Physical condition. Personal groom­
ing and hygiene may deteriorate. 
Speech, gait, clothing and hairstyle may 
change. 

Younger teenagers may have 
decreased sexual development; in girls, 
menstruation may become infrequent. 
They may lack vitality and need long 
sleeps at unusual times. They may lose 
weight. 

Bloodshot eyes, dilated pupils, ex­
cessive or inappropriate talking or 
laughing, along with slowed speech and 
decreased coordination may indicate 
marijuana use. The adolescent may at­
tempt to conceal bloodshot eyes with eye 
drops. 

Medical conditions. Infections of the 
skin and respiratory tract are common. 
A chronic cough may develop. Extreme 
fatigue, frequent colds and chest pain 
are other signs. 

Family relationships. Immaturity and 
withdrawal from family relationships 
may be noticed. The adolescent may 
avoid being seen with parents or siblings 
and avoid family outings. Household 
responsibilities and chores may be 
neglected. The teenager may accuse 
parents of "haunting" or not trusting 
him or her and may try to create con­
flict between parents. 

Although many of these indicators ap­
pear in any teenager as part of normal 
puberty, if an adolescent demonstrates 
many of these characteristics, there is 
a high probability that he or she is harm­
fully involved with drugs.

ORDINANCE NO. 5-84 
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY 

COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PRES­
TONSBURG ESTABLISHING A PARK­
ING ORDINANCE AND SUCH RULES 
AS MIGHT APPLY 

WHEREAS: The City of Prestonsburg 
desires to enforce their parking regula­
tions in a more orderly manner, and; 

WHEREAS: The Kentucky State 
Legislature has passed an act relating 
to parking enforcement in cities of the 
first four classes, and; 1 

WHEREAS: The City Council of the 
City of Prestonsburg wishes to establish 
and maintain a Parking Ordinance as 
allowed by law, NOW, THEREFORE 
BE IT ORDAINED BY the City Council 
of the City of Prestonsburg as follows: 

Section 1: 
Definitions 
1. "Local Government" means the Ci­

ty of Prestonsburg. 
2. "Hearing Board" means a body 

established by this ordinance and em­
powered to conduct hearings pursuant 
to this ordinance and also means any 
hearing officer or officers appointed by 
the board. Any action of such hearing of­
ficer shall be deemed to be the action of 
the Board. 

3. "Parking Ordinance" means an or­
dinance regulating parKing, standing, or 
stopping upon the public streets or ways 
within the local government. 

Section 2: 
The City of Prestonsburg does hereby 

enact a parking ordinance and does 
hereby impose penalties shall be deem­
ed civil penalties. The City of Prestons­
burg does hereby elect to enforce this 
Parking Ordinance. 

Section 3: 
1. If any motor vehicle is found park­

ed, standing or stopped in vio~ation of 
this parking ordinance, the vehiCle may 
be cited for the appropriate parking 
violation. The citing officer shall note 
the vehicle's registration number and 
any other information concerning the 
vehicle which will identify it and, if the 
driver is not present, shall conspicious­
ly affix to the vehicle a notice of the 
parking violation. 

2. The form of the notice of the park­
ing violation shall be a colored ticket 
that shall contain the following 
information: 

a. A statement that the notice 
represents a determination that a park­
ing violation has been committed by the 
owner of the vehicle and that the deter­
mination shall be final unless contested 
as provided for in this act. 

b. A statement that a parking violation 
may result in impoundment of the vehi­
cle for which the owner may be liable for 
a fine and towing, handling and storage 
charges or fees. 

c. A statement of the specific parking 
violation for which the citation was 
issued. 

d. A statement of the monetary penal-
ty established for the parking violation. 

e. A statement of the options. 
Section 4: 
1. Any person who receives notice of 

a parking violation ~ha~ respo~d to ~u~h 
notice as provided m th1s section w1thm 
seven (7) days of the date of the notice, 
by either paying the fine set forth in the 
notice or requesting a hearing pursuant 
to this ordinance. 

2. If the owner of a vehicle cited for a 
parking violation has not responded t~ 
the notice within seven (7) days, the CI­
ty of Prestonsburg shall send a second 
notice by certified mail to the last known 
address of the registered owner of the 
vehicle as listed on the certificate of ti­
tle. Such notice shall state that if the 
owner of the vehicle does not respond to 
the notice by either paying the fine or by 
requesting in writing a hearing before 
the hearing board, within seven (7) days 
of the receipt of the notice, the owner 
shall be deemed to have waived his right 
to a hearing and the determination that 
a violation was committed shall be con­
sidered final. Any person who fails to re­
quest a hearing or pay the fine within the 
seven (7) days shall be deemed to have 
refused to pay the fine levied by the 
citation. 

3. The registered owner of a vehicle at 
the time the violation occurred shall be 
liable for all fines, fees and penalties 
which he has refused to pay. 

Section 5: 
1. Any person cited for a parking viola­

tion under Section 3 of this ordinance 
may contest the determination _that _a 
violation occurred by requestmg m 
writing a hearing before the hearing 
board. Such hearing shall be held no 
later than fourteen (14) days from the 
date of receipt of the request, unless 
prior to the hearing the person re­
questing such hearing requests an exten­
sion of time not to exceed fourteen ( 14 > 
days. No less than seven (7) days prior 
to the date set for the hearing, the board 
shall notify the registered owner of the 
vehicle of the date, time and place of the 
hearing. Any person requesting a hear­
ing who fails to appear at the time and 
place set for the hearing shall be deem­
ed to have refused to pay the fine levied 
by the citation. 

2. At the hearing, after consideration 
of the evidence, the board shall deter­
mine whether a violation was commit­
ted. Where it has not been established 
that the violation was committed, an 
order dismissing the citation shall be 
entered. Where it has been established 
that a violation was committed, the 
board shall uphold the citation and order 
the owner to pay the citation within 
seven (7) days. A copy of such order 
shall be furnished the owner. Any per­
son ordered to pay the fine who fails to 
do so within seven (7) days shall be 
deemed to have refused to pay the fine 
levied by the citation. 

3. The board may consider the park­
ing citation and any other written report 
made under oath by the officer who 
issued the citation in lieu of the officers 
personal appearance at the hearing. 

4. An appeal from the hearing board's 
determination may be made to the 
district court of Floyd County within 

seven (7) days of the board's determina­
tion. The appeal ~hall be initiated by the 
filing of a complaint and a copy of the 
board's order in the same manner as 
any civil action under the rules of civil 
procedure. The action shall be tried de 
novo and the burden shall be upon the 
City of Prestonsburg to establish th~t a 
violation has occurred. If the court fmds 
that a violation has occurred, the owner 
shall be ordered to pay to the local 
government all fines, fees and. penalties 
occurring as of the date of the Judgment. 
If the court finds that a violation did not 
occur, the local government shall be 
ordered to dismiss the citation and the 
plaintiff shall be authorized to recover 
his cost. 

5. The judgment of the district court 
may be appealed to the circuit cour~ i? 
accordance with the rules of crvll 
procedure. 

Section 6: 
- The City of Prestonsburg may im­

puund a motor vehicle stopped or stan­
ding upon a street or public way within 
its jurisdiction in viol~t~o.n of an_ or­
dinance or statute prohibiting parkmg, 
stopping or standing in the location man­
ner or at the time the vehicle is cited or 
for any other lawful reason. 

2. In addition tothe fines levied for the 
parking or traffic offense, the owner of 
the motor vehicle will be required to pay 
all reasonable towing, handling and 
storage charges upon such impounded 
vehicle. 

3. The City of Prestonsburg may con­
dition the release of an impounded vehi­
cle upon the ·payment of the towing, 
handling and storage charges imposed 
thereon unless the owner or other per­
son entitled to possession challenges the 
validity of the impoundment pursuant to 
Section 6 ( 4). A vehicle may be releas­
ed to the owner or other person entitled 
to possession only upon proof of owner­
ship or right to possession. The City of 
Prestonsburg may require a $500.00 
security bond or other assurances of in­
demnification from a person who is not 
the registered owner of the vehicle prior 
to releasing the vehicle to such person. 

4. The owner of a motor vehicle which 
has been impounded pursuant to this 
section or other person entitled to 
possession, may challenge the validity .of 
such impoundment and request m 
writing a hearing before the hearing 
board. The hearing shall be conducted 
within ten (10) business days of the date 
of the request, unless the owner or other 
person entitled to possession waives the 
limitation or the City of Prestonsburg 
shows good cause for such delay. The 
local government shall retain possession 
of the vehicle pending the hearing, 
unless the owner or other person claim­
ing right of possession posts a bond in an 
amount equal to the fines and fees ac­
crued as of the date of the hearing re­
quest or seventy-five dollars ($75.00) 
whichever is less. If the owner or per­
son claiming possession of the vehicle is 
unable to pay the amount of the bond, 
the hearing shall be held within seventy­
two (72) hours of the date the request for 
hearing is received, unless such person 
requests or agrees to a continuance. 

5. a. No less than five (5) days prior 
to the date set for the hearing, the City 
of Prestonsburg shall notify the person 
requesting the hearing of the date, time 
and place of the hearing. In the case of 
a hearing required to be held within 
seventy-two (72) hours of the date of the 
request as provided in subsectio? ( 4) of 
this section, the person requestmg the 
hearing shall be informed at the time of 
his request, or as soon thereafter as is 
practicable, of the date and time of the 
hearing . 

b. Any person who refuses or, except 
for good cause, fails to appear at the 
time and place set for the hearing shall 
be deemed to have conceded on his and 
the owners behalf the validity of the 
impoundment. 

c. At the hearing, after consideration 
of the evidence, the board shall deter­
mine whether the impoundment was 
valid and reasonable. Where it has not 
been established that the impoundment 
was justified, an order releasing the 
vehicle shall be entered. All fines and 
fees paid on amounts posted as bond 
because of the impoundment of the 
vehicle shall be returned where it has 
been established that the impoundment 
was justified, the board shall uphold the 
impoundment was justified. The board 
shall uphold the impoundment and con­
dition the release of the vehicle upon 
payment of all fines and fees accruing 
thereto. If bond has been posted as 
security for release of the vehicle, said 
bond shall be forfeited to the local 
government. Any fines or fees in excess 
of the amount of the bond posted shall 
be ordered to be paid by the owner of the 
vehicle to the City of Prestonsburg. The 
board shall furnish the owner or person 
appearing on the owner's behalf with a 
copy of its order. 

d. The board may consider a parking 
citation and any other written report 
made under oath by the issuing officer 
in lieu of the officer's personal ap­
pearance at the hearing. 

e An appeal from the hearing board's 
determination may be made to the 
district court of Floyd County within 
seven (7) days of the board's determina­
tion. The appeal shall be initiated by the 
filing of a complaint and a copy of the 
board's order in the same manner as 
any civil action. The action shall be tried 
de novo and the burden shall be on the 
City of Prestonsburg to establish that 
impoundment was justified. If the court 
finds that the impoundment was 
justified, the owner shall be ordered to 
pay all fees and fines accruing as of the 
.date of judgement. If the court finds that 
the impoundment was not justified, the 
City of Prestonsburg shall be ordered to 
release the vehicle, if applicable, and to 
return all fines and fees paid as a result 
of the impoundment and the plaintiff 
shall be authorized to recover his costs.

may be appealed to the circuit court in 
accordance with the rules of civil 
procedure. 

Section 7: 
1. If within ten ( 10) business days of 

impoundment a motor vehicle impound­
ed by a local government has not been 
claimed, or a hearing has not been re­
quested pursuant t? Section 6 ~f.this ac~, 
notice shall be mailed by certrf1ed ma1l 
to the registered owner, if known, and 
lienholders of record, if any, affording 
such parties the right within ten ( 10) 
days from the date of notice to claim the 
vehicle or request a hearing pursuant to 
Section 6 of this act. The notice shall 
state that, if no hearing is requested, the 
vehicle shall be deemed abandoned 
unless the charges thereon are paid 
within ninety (90) days of receipt of 
notice. 

2. After ninety (90) days from the date 
of notice required by subsection ( 1) ~f 
this section, an impounded motor vehi­
cle shall be deemed abandoned and the 
vehilce shall escheat to the City of Pres­
tonsburg. 

3. If the vehicle is judged suitable for 
use, the local government may obtain. a 
certificate of registration and ownership 
from the Floyd County Court Clerk pur­
suant to KRS 186.020 and either use the 
vehicle for governmental purposes or 
sell the vehicle at public auction to the 
highest bidder. If the vehicle is ~ot 
suitable for use, it may be sold for rts 
scrap or junk value. 
Section 8: 

1. The City of Prestonsburg shall 
possess a lien or a motor vehicle im­
pounded pursuant to Sec.tion 6 for .an 
fines, penalties, and towmg, handlmg 
and storage charges and fees im~ed 
thereon. Such lien shall be superior to 
and have priority over all other liens 
thereon. 

2. Nothing in this ordinance shall 
otherwise affect the rights or obligations 
between the owner of the motor vehicle 
and those persons who claim a security 
interest therein.

1. The hearing board shall consist of 

one (1) individual whose duty it will be 
to conduct hearing pursuit to this or­
dinance. This individual shall act as the 
hearing officer in all cases. 

2. One individual shall be appointed as 
deputy hearing officer whose job it will 
be to act as hearing officer in the 
absence of the chief hearing officer. 

3. The hearing officer shall be com­
pensated at a rate of $50.00 per month 
and the deputy hearing officer shall be 
compensated $50.00 per month for con­
ducting these hearings. 

4. The hearing officer and deputy 
hearing officer shall be appointed b~ a 
majority vote of the Prestonsburg C1ty 
Council. 

5. The hearing officer and deputy 
hearing officer shall be appointed for a 
one (1) year period starting from the 
date of first appointment. They will be 
allowed to serve more than one term. 
The City Council of the City of Prestons­
burg may remove either person at their 
pleasure with due cause. 

Section 10: 
1. There is hereby created the position 

of traffic enforcement officer whose du­
ty it will be to enforce this traffic con­
trol ordinance and issue citations asap­
propriate as well as other duty deemed 
necessary by the City Administrator. 

2. The traffic enforcement officer shall 
be hired by the City in the manner 
prescribed by the city's personnel policy 
the same as other city employees. 

Section 11: 
1. The charges for the parking an 

traffic violations are as follows: 
Overtime Parking $1.00 
Double Pinking 5.00 
No Parking Zone/Unloading Zone 5.00 
Blocking Alley 10.00 
Blocking Driveway 10.00 
Parked on Sidewalk 10.00 
Parked at Fireplug 5.00 
Improper Parking 5.00 
Other 5.00 
A penalty of 100% shall be added to the 

above costs if the tickets is not pai 
within six (6) days of its issuance. 

2. Only those violations mentioned in 
this ordinance shall be enforced by the 
traffic control officer and the hearing 
officer. 

3. The City of Prestonsburg reserves 
the right to place wheel locks on the 
motor vehicle after non-payment of 
tickets in lieu of impoundment of vehi­
cle. The owner of the vehicle shall pay 
all fines, fees or other costs before the

wheel lock will be removed. .a 
4. The traffic control officer will ~ 

responsible for collecting and ~eeping 
record of all parking and traff1c viola­
tions mentioned in this ordinance. 

Section 12: 
1. All ordinances or parts of ordinance 

in conflict herewith are hereby express­
ly repealed to the extent of such conflict. 

Section 13 : 
1. This ordinance shall take full force 

and effect UIXJn adoption and publication 
according to law. •

Haysi Project 
Wins Funding 

Two new flood control projects, in­
cluding the Haysi, Va. dam on the 
Levisa Fork of the Big Sandy, are in 
the Energy and Water Development 
Act approved last week by the U. S. 
House of Representstives and ex­
pected to be an easy winner when it 
goes to the Senate. 

The bill provides $600,000 for 
• engineering work on the Haysi project 

which would cost an estimated $80 to 
$90 million. 

Corps of Engineers studies, cited by 
Congressman Carl D. Perkins, show 
that the dam would reduce flooding at 
Elkhorn City by four feet and cut the 
water level for Pikeville, Prestons­
burg, Paintsville and other river com­
munities in varying degrees ranging 

• down to one foot at Louisa . 
The measure passed by the House 

• was a conference committee com­
promise combmmg earlier versions 
approved by both House and Senate, 
said Dave Whalin, aide to Con­
gressman Perkins.

Other proj~ts winning funds from 
the bill are : 

- $15 million for the Yatesville Dam 
under construction in Lawrence coun­
ty. 

- $800,000 to relocate the Line Fork 
road, which was blocked by water 
when the new Paintsville Reservoir 
was filled this year. 

$500,000 to explore flood-control 
alternatives for Salyersville. 

- $3 million for design work and 
possible land acquisition for a flood­
wall at South Williamson on the Tug 
Fork of the Big Sandy. 

To Install Pavement Reflectors 
The state Transportation Cabinet will 

install reflecting pavement markers on 
80 percent of the interstate system by 
the end of next year. 

The small reflectors have been used 
in some areas to mark the center line. 
The reflectors are more easily seen than 
painted lines, especially at night and 
during rainy or foggy weather. 

The cabinet has already taken bids to 
install the markers on a total of 573 miles 
of the toal 738 miles of interstate 
highway m Kentucky. Reflectors will be 
installed on the remaining miles over 
the next few years. 

The project is funded with 100 percent 
federal funds.

Historical Society To Hear 
Former Virginia Publisher 

The former editor and publisher of a 
Franklin county (Va.) newspaper will be 
the guest speaker at the July meeting of 
the Big Sandy Valley Hostorical Society. 

Kermit W. Salyer, who published The 
Franklin News-Post at Rocky Mount, 
Va., for 28 years before selling it in 1981, 
will speak to the regional group when it 
meets at Breaks Interstate Park at 12 
noon, July 7. 

Salyer, who was born in Russel coun­
ty, Va., will present a slide presentation 
about his distant cousin, Col. Loan H.N. 
Salyer, commander of the 50th Virginia 
Infantry Regiment in the Civil War. 

Col. Salyer fought in the battles of Bull 
Run, Cotton Mountain, Big Swell Moun­
tain, Fort Donelson, Fayetteville, 
Frazier's Farm, Winchester, Chancel­
lorsville, Gettysburg, The Wilderness, 
Spottsylvania Court House, Manasas, 
Petersburg, Richmond, Boonsboro, 
Malvern Hill, Gaines Mill and others of 
lesser note. "I served from the beginn­
ing of the war until I surrendered with 
Gen. Lee at Appomattox," he recalled. 

After the war, Col. Salyer practiced 
law in Scott and Wise counties, Virginia, 
and in Perry and Letcher counties in 
Kentucky. He died at Whitesburg, in 1916 
at the age of 81. He was a federal judge 
for the Eastern District of Kentucky 
when he died . 

Kermit W. Salyer has recently visited 
all the 17 battlefields where Col. Logan 
Salyer fought and made slides to il­
lustrate his talk at the July 7 meeting.

"Don't close your eyes to the prob­
lem.'' That's the new slogan of the Ken­
tucky affiliate of the National Society to 
Prevent Blindness and the July Fourth 
festivities provide a good time to in· 
troduce it. • 

If you mention July Fourth, people 
think of family outings, parades and 
"bombs bursting in air" at public 
fireworks displays. 

However, not all bombs burst in air, 
as an estimated 8,277 Americans found 
out last year when they were treated in 
hospital emergency rooms for injuries 
caused by fireworks. 

According to the Consumer Products 
Safety Commission, an estimated 1,232 
of those people suffered some type of eye 
injury. The materials most often caus­
ing them were firecrackers, cherry . 
bombs, M-805, salutes, roman candles 
and fountains. 

"Fireworks are not toys, although 
some people may think they are," says 
Roy Strange, chairman of the Society's 
Eye Safety Committee. "Not surprising­
ly, last year an overwhelming 72 percent 
of fireworks injury victims were be­
tween the ages of 5 and 24 years old." 

According to the Society, even 'safe' 
fireworks such as sparklers, pose high 
risks to unprotected eyes. Sparklers 
burn at more than 1,800 Fahrenheit. 
That is almost the same temperature it 
takes to melt gold. Upon contact with an 
eye, sparklers could cause severe burns. 

Despite the continued high incidence 
of fireworks-related injuries, some 
states have eased fireworks controls 
over the past few years. However, that 
trend now seems to be reversing itself. 

A prime example of this is the state of 
Washington. In 1982, the state liberaliz­
ed laws restricting the type of fireworks 
available for sale. A study conducted by 
the Washington State Department of 
Social Health Services sampling hospital

State To Open Ten 
Child Support Offices, 
Two in East Kentucky 

The Kentucky Cabinet for Human 
Resources is opening 10 local child sup­
port enforcement offices to decentralize 
operations. The move will make it easier 
for the cabinet to begin using ad­
ministrative process to determine and 
enforce child support obligation. 

"The 1984 General Assembly authoriz­
ed the cabinet to perform some of the 
child support enforcement functions now 
handled by the courts," said Hanson 
Williams, director of the Department for 
Social Insurance's Child Support 
Enforcement Program. 

Williams said existing court orders 
will be enforced administratively, and 
in some cases, new orders for child sup­
port payments will be established and 
enforced by administrative procedure. 

"This will involve serving notice on 
delinquent payers, executing affadavits 
certifying delinquency, and serving 
orders to employers to withhold pay­
ment," Williams stated. 

According to Williams, decentralizing 
child support enforcement will make im­
plementing the new law more efficient. 
"Obviously, it will be more cost-efficient 
to handle what is required of us if we 
move the operation closer to the people 
affected," he said. 

Offices will be opened in Ashland, Cov­
ington, Danville, Elizabethtown, Frank­
fort, Hopkinsville, Lexington and 
Paducah. The sites for two Eastern Ken­
tucky offices have not yet been selected. 
The local child support offices are ex­
pected to be in operation by Oct. 1. 

The offices will be housed in property 
already owned by the state, where possi­
ble. In cities where no state-owned pro­
perty is available, leasing contracts will 
be awarded by competitive bidding.

Allan Worms, Extension community 
recreation specialist with the Universi­
ty of Kentucky College of Agriculture, 
warns that the temperature in a park­
ed car rises quickly and can result in 
physical harm to animals in minutes. 

"The temperature in a closed car is 
often 20 F to 35 F higher than the outside 
temperature. When it's 85 or 90 degrees 
outside, it can be 120 degrees in a car," 
Worms said. 

Dogs do not normally sweat. They cool 
themselves by panting. But a dog left in 
a parked car may be so distressed that 
it will begin to sweat. When this happens 
the dog is in serious trouble. 

" If outside temperatures are 70 For 
more, the animal may be put into the in­
itial stages of heat stress in about five 
minutes. If outside temperatures are 90 
F or above, the animal is in hyperther­
mic stress immediately," Worms said. 

Hyperthermic stress is the condition 
of too much heat. More heat is entering 
the pet's body than the pet's respiration 
system can expel. 

When this happens the animal begins 
to suffer from lack of oxygen and pro­
tein damage resulting in brain damage 
is possible. 

Leaving pets unattended in parked 
cars is against the law in some parts of 
Kentucky. But whether it's against the 
law or not, it's a cruel thing to do to a 
family friend.
