Divergent Reports Heard 
By Senator on Flood Aid 

General Fund 
Has Surplus 
Of $268,876 

All the county's bills were paid and 
$268,976 was left in the general fund on 
June 30, the end of the fiscal year, 
Treasurer David D. Allen told the fiscal 
court last week. 

The annual report reveals a county in 
sounder fiscal condition than it was a 
year ago, when payment of some bills 
had to be postponed to ward off an end­
of-year deficit and state government of­
ficials were keeping close tabs on coun­
ty spending. 

In addition to the general fund surplus, 
$88,266 remained in the road fund, 
$30,649 in the revenue sharing fund, and 
$4935 in the economic assistance fund at 
the end of the fiscal year. 

The county attorney may take any 
steps necessary to place on the ballot the 
question of Bear Hollow's secession 
from Floyd county, according to a fiscal 
court resolution. Eighteen residents of 
that hollow, which straddles the Floyd­
Johnson line near East Point, indicated 
recently their desire to be annexed to 
Johnson county. 

Maintenance needs to be done on the 
county's 50 election machines, a repre­
sentative of Harp Enterprises, of Lex­
ington, told the court. Harp Vice­
President Joe Bolton said the machines 
had not been properly serviced for five 
or six years-a claim disputed by Magis-

State Department of Education of­
ficials reported Tuesday that Floyd 
county schools have made progress in 
correcting deficiencies in building 
maintenance, compliance with fire 
codes, transportation and other matters. 

Superintendent of Public Instructioh

Auction of Patents Slated 
As 'Land Grab' Case Sequel 

Housing Aid Provided 
To More Than 1, 700 

Through the first week of July, 88 per­
cent of Kentucky disaster victims eligi­
ble for temporary housing have been 
assisted, according to Paul E. Hall, 
federal coordinating officer for the 
Federal Emergency Management 
Agency <FEMA). 

Patents to some 20,000 acres of Knott 
county land will be offered for sale by 
a U.S. marshal at a public auction at the 
Knott county courthouse next month, but 
nobody appears to be excited about it. 

The scheduled auction is an outgrowth 
of the so-called "Knott county land 
grab" which stirred Knott county lan­
dbwners 10 years ago. 

It all began with the appearance there 
of a Virginia man, Bob Bales, who 
claimed he held title under old land 
patents which he had purchased for a 
million dollars. 

The patents, it is claimed. dated back 
to 1609 when King James I of England 
gave Robert, Earl of Salisbury, a patent 
400 miles wide and stretching from the 
Virginia coast cross-country to "the 
western waters." 

against the property the Knott County 
Property-Owners Protective Association 
was formed. One of its members, LeRoy 
Martin, of Lotts Creek, apparently voic­
ed the opinion of the entire group when 
he said recently: 

"All the property we have is under 
good, clear title. I don't think they've got 
a leg to stand on. Anyway, they might 
auction it off and sell it, but I'd like to 
see them come in here and claim it. 
We'd have a little civil war up here .. " 

Of more than 1,900 eligible applicants, 
more than 1,700 have received assist­
ance, Hall said. Included are more than 
1,200 who have been issued minimal 
home repair payments, nearly 350 who 
have been placed in private rental hous­
ing, and nearly 100 who have been 
placed in mobile homes in private and 
commercial parks.

Cleanup Job at Dewey Lake 
Slated To Begin Next Week

Five hundred dollars and even as 

much as $1,ooo-that's what an in­
dustrious group of people can earn if 
their club or organization participates 
in " The Great Dewey Lake Cleanup" 
which is slated to begin here Saturday, 
July 28. 

In meetings held last week at Jenny 
Wiley State Resort Park, Fran Curci, 
commissioner of the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Parks, and the Dewey Lake 
Cleanup Committee have laid the 
groundwork for a major cleanup of 
shoreline property on the May Lodge 
side of the lake. The Corps of Engineers 
has indicated it will clean the opposite 
side of the lake. 

According to Curci, $120,000 has been 
appropriated by the Kentucky General 
Assembly to clean the lake over the next 
two years. If the program is a success 
here, it could serve as a model for 
similar projects in the state parks 
system. 

This week, a major publicity cam­
paign is planned. It will be designed to 
enlist the involvement of interested 
groups of individuals who would like to 
earn money for their club or 
organization. 

"There will be no losers in this cam­
paign," said Commissioner Curci. "We 
want our citizens in Floyd and Pike 
counties to be proud of this lake. Addi­
tionally, we want visitors from other 
parts of the state and country to want to 
return, year after year-something 
which will not happen unless the lake 
reflects a clean appearance." 

According to Leon Russell , 
superintendent of the park, the lodge 
side of the lake will be divided into 30 
tracts each approximately one-half mile 
in length. 

Each group in the clean-up will be 

responsible for cleaning a tract of land 
which will be designated to it. Upon an 
inspection by the committee to assure 
the area has been cleaned according to 
the guidelines, $500 will be awarded to 
each organization participating in the 
clean-up. Some groups might be able to 
earn an additional $500 by cleaning a se­
cond area. 

In order to be in the clean-up, each 
group needs to clip the entry form from 
today's (Wednesday, July 18) advertise­
m,ent in the Floyd County Times, the Ap­
palachian News-Express or the William· 
son Daily News and mail it to the ad­
dress which is listed on the form. 

The deadline for entries is Friday, Ju­
ly '1:7. On Saturday, July 28, at noon at 
Jenny Wiley's May Lodge, the drawings 
will be held for the tract 'of land each 
participating group will be responsible 
for cleaning . A representative of the 
organization must be present at the 
drawing. 

Each group has from Saturday, July 
28, until Saturday, August 11, to clean its 
designated area.

Murder Alleged 
In Wreck Death 

A Martin county man was booked at 
the Floyd jail Sunday on murder and 
drunk driving charges, following an auto 
accident on Cow Creek which claimed 
the life of his woman companion. 

Charles E. Ord, 22, of Pilgrim, was be­
ing held in jail here Tuesday in lieu of 
a $150,000 bond set by District Judge 
Harold Stumbo. Police said Stella Jude, 
22, of Beauty, a passanger in Ord's Jeep, 
was fatally injured when the vehicle ran 
off the Cow Creek road 4.5 miles east of 
Endicott around 4:30p.m. Sunday. She 
died around 6 p.m. at Highlands 
Regional Medical Center. 

Judge Stumbo said Ord, who would 
have faced a manslaughter charge 
under the previous law, was charged 
with murder under a stricter drunk­
driving law passed by the 1984 General 
Assembly and effective since last 
Friday. 

In the jargon of the agency that runs 
the national flood insurance program, 
Edna Martin is a "disconnect"-some­
one who contacted the agency to make 
a claim after the May flooding here but 
somehow got lost in the shuffle. 

Mrs. Martin, of Garrett, waited 29 
days to see an adjuster, even though she 
had her insurance claim in before the 
waters went down. Some flood victims 
waited twice as long before their claims 
were settled. 

Donald L. Collins, an assistant ad­
ministrator in the program, is sorry 
about the disconnects-but insisted at a 
hearing here Monday that the program 
works well by industry standards and 
that the P ikeville claims office was at 
least as efficient as the other five offices 
opened in various parts of the country 
this spring to process flood insurance 
claims. 

The hearing was conducted in the 
Prestonsburg Community College 
auditorium by U.S. Senator Walter D. 
Huddleston, ranking Democrat on the 
Senate Appropriations Committee's sub­
committee on HUD and independent 
agencies, in response to widespread 
criticism of the way insurance claims 
were handled by the federal agency. 

But the flood insurance debate, it soon 
became clear, is not only about the effi­
ciency of bureaucrats. It is also about 
choices of public policy. 

While Collins acknowledged his agents 
had made errors, be suggested that 
much of the criticism directed at the 
program in recent months stems from 
a popular misconception of its function. 
The National Flood Insurance Program 
<NFIP) was established by Congress in 
1968 to write insurance contracts; but it 
has given rise to "unreasonable expec­
tations," he said, because some perceive 
it as a public assistance program. 

As far as the program's efficiency is 
concerned, Collins came well prepared 
to answer the critics. As it happens, the 
Federal Insurance Administration 
(FIA) recently adopted standards to

3 Plead Guilty, 
Jacobs Cleared 

One man was acquitted by a jury, 
three pleaded guilty by agreement with 
prosecutors, and charges against 
another seven were dismissed in Floyd 
Circuit Court this week. 

James Jacobs, of Wayland, was found 
not guilty by a jury which considered a 
charge that he had received and dispos­
ed of three guns belonging to Lloyd 
Shepherd, also of Wayland, in August, 
1983. 

Rick Sorrels pleaded guilty to two 
third-degree arson counts in return for 
a recommendation by the Common­
wealth's attorney that he receive a one­
year term on each charge, the two terms 
to be served at the same time. 

Sorrels faced second-degree arson 
charges in the burning of a house own­
ed by Z.C. Dingus a t Martin and a 
motorcycle belonging to Robbie Keath­
ley. Circuit Judge Hollie Conley ac­
cepted his plea to the Jesser charge and 
imposed the sentence recommended by 
the prosecutor, as part of a deal which 
requires that Sorreis leave the county 
and return only to testify against his 
alleged confederates, A.C. Collins and 
Doug Terry. 

Bruce Osborne, of I vel, pleaded guil­
ty Friday to a lesser theft charge and 
was fined $350 in return for the pro­
secutor's dropping a more serious theft 
charge and a forged check count. He 
was indicted by a grand jury in May for 
allegedly paying a $217 bill at Yo's 
Carry-Out with a payroll check made 
out to William A. Layne, of Harold. 
Police said Layne's signature had been 
forged on the check.

Foes of Tipples

Courthouse, Jail Evacuated 
A prank attributed to prisoners in the 

Floyd county jail disrupted the court­
house last week and resulted in the 
transfer to other jails of the inmates 
housed here. 

The Royal Flush Rooter Service, 
dispatched here Monday from Mossy 
Bottom in Pike county, was still probing 
courthouse sewer lines Tuesday in 
search of bedding and other foreign 
material allegedly stuffed into com­
modes over the weekend by inmates of 
the third-floor jail. 

Backed-up sewage flooded downstairs 
offices Monday, forcing the closing of all 
courthouse offices except the circuit 
judge's, circuit clerk's and the jail itself, 
all of which were closed the following 
day. In the meantime, District Judge 
Harold Stumbo held court in a deputy 
jailer's office. 

Floyd Health Department officials 
ordered the jail closed Tuesday and the 

20 inmates were transferred to jails in 
neighboring counties. 

Court officials said it might be several 
days before the courthouse is again 
operating on normal schedule. 

This week's is just the latest in a series 
of similar incidents which have long 
caused courthouse officials to rue the 
day an architect decided to situate the 
jail above them. Since overflow from the 
blocked sewer lines not infrequently 
descends on the circuit judge's office, it 
has also prompted a spate of grim 
jokes-not least from the judge 
himself-on a theme of retribution. 

This has been the most disruptive in­
cident to date, however. Circuit Clerk 
Frank DeRossett remained on hand 
Tuesday to assist any with urgent mat­
ters to attend to but, for the many who 
arrived at the courthouse on business 
this week only to be turned away at the 
door, the vandalism was anything but 
funny.

Tooth Decay--There's More 
To Suga~ Than First Thought 

Sugar alone is not the decisive factor 
causing tooth decay, according to early 
results from new research on nutrition. 

The American Dental Association 
Health Foundation Research Institute, 
conducting the research, is finding that 
other factors contribute to tooth decay. 
Dr. John Hefferren, director of the 
Health Foundation explains, 
"Americans do not eat sugar per se, but 
rather food products that contain 
sugar." 

Initial studies are showing food ad­
ditives can often influence tooth decay. 
These additives can either retard or 
enhance sugar's effects on teeth. 

Take, for example, sugar sup­
plemented with dicalcium phosphate, a 
food additive. It has less decay-causing 
potential than plain sugar without 
dicalcium phosphate. Just the opposite 
is true with certain so called ''low­
sugar" snack foods.

terms of sucrose (sugar) content... Sim­
ple elimination of sugar is not feasi­
ble ... " But he said it is feasible to 
eliminate decay-causing factors. Fac­
tors like: 1. the physical form of the food, 
2. fue various conditions under which it 
is eaten, and 3. the persons in whom the 
foods are most likely to encourage decay 
are all causes of tooth decay being 
studied now by the Institute. 

Foods found to be among the highest 
contributors' to decay include: 1. cream­
filled chocolate cookies, 2. breakfast 
cereals with eight percent to 60 percent 
sugar or sucrose, and 3. sugar-coated 
chocolate candies. 

Other foods high on the list are potato 
chips, caramels, chocolate bars, cereal 
with two percent sugar and plain starch. 

If the nutrition study is successful, 
health professionals say they will be able 
to make meaningful diet recommenda­
tions. With this new research the food 
processing industry could develop pro­
ducts that "are dentally more accep­
table," Dr. Hefferren said. He added the 
dental profession can now take this op­
portunity to encourage availability of 
healthful foods. And recommend people 
using them. 

Girls' Band from Jamaica 
Stranded at Morehead U. 

Being stranded can be unsettling. Be­
ing stranded several thousand miles 
from home with no definite way to get 
back is downright dismaying. 

Take the plight of the 18 members of 
the Montego Bay All-Girls Band from 
Jamaica. They are visiting Morehead 
State University as part of a 20-city U.S. 
tour. 

"We really don't know much more 
than we did when Air Florida announc­
ed that it was closing," said band direc-­
tor Bruce Gabbard, an MSU alumni and 
Ashland native. "We really don't have 
that many options." 

The band was scheduled to return to 
Jamaica on July 12 via Air Florida 
Airlines. But on July 3, the airline com­
pany announced the layoff of its 1,200 
employees and the company's subse­
quent filing for bankruptcy. The band 
was left with 18 non-usable, non­
transferable tickets. 

The girls, however, don't seem to 
mind the extended visit. 

One girl in the band told Gabbard that 
she "didn't want to stay in the U.S. the 
entire summer, but two or three more 
weeks wouldn't be bad." 

"The parents are a little ·anxious, 
wanting to know when the girls will 
return, but," said Dr. Robert L. Burns, 
dean of MSU's School of Humanities, 
"the girls seem excited at the chance to 
stay a while longer." 

Gabbard has set a goal of July 20 for 
the trip home, but a roadblock is the lack 
of the $5,000 needed for return plane 
tickets. Gabbard plans a series of per­
formances and benefits to help the group 
meet the cost. 

Another option Gabbard mentioned is 
getting a vehicle to take them to Miami, 
where airline fares would be lower. Still, 
that route would be almost $3000. 

Meanwhile, the girls have been keep­
ing busy at MSU with trips and tours to 
places such as Rowan County High 
School. They've also been receiving 
private instruction in musical in­
struments foreign to Jamaica. MSU 
faculty members have been donating 
time to teach the girls instrumental 
basics. 

"We're keeping them busy and their 
time is well spent," said Dr. Burns.

The Election Inquisition 
The Kentucky Registry of Election Finance appears to be 

"dead-set" on condemning Dr. Grady Stumbo, maintaining 
that when he borrowed $300,000 from B.F. Reed, of Drift, and 
Howard Norrell, of Frankfort, to carry on his campaign for 
governor against two well-heeled primary opponents he and 
they alike violated the law. 

Presumably, the Ia w is to forestall the possibility that an in­
dividual or individuals might throw such financial support to 
a candidate for office that the candidate, if eJected, would be 
literally owned in his or her official capacity by the person or 
persons lending such assistance. No such law is, or was, need­
ed in the case of Stumbo and Reed. At the very moment he 
was receiving Mr. Reed's support, Dr. Stumbo was boldly an­
nouncing his support of broad-form deed legislation and the 
proposal to levy and collect taxes on unmined minerals-two 
measures which Mr. Reed as a coal operator would not be ex­
pected to favor. 

Anybody familiar with the relationship between the two men 
and their integrity would say that B.F Reed supported Grady 
Stumbo because he knew of his ability, had known him since 
Stumbo's boyhood, favored him as an Eastern Kentuckian and, 
most of all, as one who could be depended upon to do what he 
considered to be the right thing to do. His support transcend­
ed any differences that may have existed, philosophically, as 
to coal mining. 

Edward F . Prichard, one of Kentucky's greatest legal 
minds, points out that the money in question has been repaid 
by Dr. Stumbo. And then he makes a cogent point: 

"In the past the registry has ruled in favor of candidates who 
had repaid loans obtained in apparent violation of state law.'' 

And he cited the 1979 case in which Martha Layne Collins, 
then a candidate for lieutenant governor, borrowed $15,000 
from her father- just as Grady Stumbo borrowed money from 
two friends-and later repaid it. If Martha Layne Collins was 
later harassed by the Registry or any other agency of govern­
ment about her apparent violation of the law, it is one of Ken­
tucky's best-kept secrets.

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should continue to monitor this district, 
however, until its administrators "begin 
to take the initiative." She noted that the 
improvements made have come about 
at the direction of the state overseers. 

Clinton county schools is the latest 
system to come under state supervision, 
the state board directing Supt.

Under bills passed by the 1984 General 
Assembly and effective since last Fri­
day, local school board members and 
administrators are now required to take 
regular in-service training. 

Board members will be required to 
complete at least 15 hours of training 
each year in such areas as instructional 
programs, finance, relations between 
superintendents and staff, school law, 
community relations, and the role and 
responsibility of the board. 

Principals, supervisors and special 
education directors must complete 42 
hours of in-service training every two 
years. 

The board also approved a new regu­
lation limiting class sizes, in keeping 
with legislation approved by the General 
Assembly. Under the regulation, classes 
in kindergarten through third grade 
may not contain more than 29 pupils, 
and fourth-grade through sixth-grade 
classes may not have more than 31 
members.

Tipples like those at Dinwood and 
West Prestonsburg-which are at a 
distance from the mines that supply 
them and which crush and load coal but 
do not otherwise process it-are not 
covered by the law, OSM argued, citing 
regulations issued by Watt about 18 
months ago. 

Those regulations were struck down 
by Judge Flannery's ruling. OSM must 
regulate the hundreds of tipples that 
wash, crush and size coal, regardless of 
whether they chemically process it or 
are at the mine site, he said. 

"It means the Dinco case is in pretty 
good shape right now," said David 
Rubinstein, a lawyer with the Ap­
palachian Research and Defense Fund, 
who represents some of the 16 Dinwood 
residents who sued several years ago to 
have that plant closed down. Flannery's 
ruling means that tipples built in 
residential subdivisions since 
1977-when the federal Surface Mining 
Control and Reclamation Act was pass­
ed by Congress-will have to get 
waivers from any residents living within 
300 feet, he said. 

In his July 6 ruling, Flannery also rul­
ed that the Secretary of the Interior 
must review and approve mining plans 
on federal lands, a responsibility Watt 
tried to turn over to the states. 

Soon after his appointment by Presi­
dent Ronald Reagan, Watt rewrote key 
sections of the federal stripmine regula­
tions, a revision widely condemned by 
environmental groups. The lawsuit on 
which Flannery ruled was filed by the 
Environmental Policy Institute, Na­
tional Wildlife Federation, National 
Audubon Society, Sierra Club, Save Our 
Cumberland Mountains, Virginia 
Citizens for Better Reclamation and 
other groups. 

Yet to be decided in the case are the 
questions of mining on prime farmland 
and in national parks.

Maryland computer firm that handles 
its flood claims. By those standards, 
which are similar to those used by ma­
jor insurance firms in the private sec­
tor, NFIP is an efficient operation, he 
said. 

"We feel that we are performing in the 
best tradition of the industry,'' said Col­
lins, who noted that the average claim 
was being settled in 45 days and that 
checks were being sent out within 10 
days of the policyholder's documenting 
his or her loss. 

By last Saturday, a little over two 
months after the Pikevile claims office 
opened, 90 percent of the claims had 
been settled and the outstanding claims 
were mostly for serious commercial 
losses, Collins noted. Some $25.5 million 
has been paid out, with settlements 
averaging $11,400, he said. 

In response to Huddleston's sugges­
tion that claims might have been settl­
ed faster if adjusters were less painstak­
ing in documenting losses, Collins 
defended his staff's running the pro­
gram according to rigorous business 
principles and suggested that the 
General Accounting Office-the federal 
agency that oversees government 
spending-would call them to account if 
they did otherwise. 

Huddleston appeared to imply that, as 
a federally subsidized program, NFIP 
need not be run according to strict ac­
tuarial rules. And two later witnesses 
made clear their distaste for Collins' 
hardheaded business logic. 

"This administration is trying to make 
the federal insurance program pay for 
itseU," said John Reed, executive direc­
tor of the state Flood Control Advisory 
Commission, "and it really bothers me." 
Resulting increases in premiums and 
deductibles most hurt those on fixed in­
comes and tend to "cut out the people 
who need this service more than 
anyone," he said. 

Mike Hale, of a Harlan-based group 
called Volunteers for Flood Control, said 
attempts to make the program self­
supporting were "misguided." The 
NFIP was set up to provide flood 
coverage which private insurance com­
panies were unable to offer at affordable 
rates . Policyholders pay an average 
premium of $198 and must themselves 
pay for the first $500 in structural 
damage and the first $500 in lost 
furnishings. 

Some of the problems claimants ran 
into at the Pikeville office were the 
result of human error- for a time, an 
unplugged phone left insurance workers 
marveling at the slow pace even as 
homeowners tried in vain to reach 
them- while others stemmed from the 
fact that his was "a lean operation" with 
a relatively small staff, Collins said. 

The agency has to rely heavily on ad­
justers from outside this area because 
there are few certified adjusters here, 
he said. At Huddleston's suggestion, he 
promised to "target this area" in an ef­
fort to recruit more local adjusters. 

If an adjuster told Henrietta Reffitt, 
of Maytown, that she could get no ad­
vance payment on her claim, that was 
not the message adjusters were getting 
from central office, said Collins, who 
noted that advances, or "partial 
payments," were given in 25 percent of 
the claims settled. 

Nor should there have been any con­
fusion about the FIA's decision last year 
to discontinue coverage of finished 
basements, about which a ll 
policyholders were notified, he said­
although that was small consolation to 
Pike county schools superintendent 
Charles Wright, who said five of the six 
schools flooded in that county were 
classified as basements under the FIA 
definition. 

A suggestion by Huddleston that 
claims ~ffices be set up in each flood­
affected county was not feasible-"It 
would drive the cost of a policy through 
the roof"-Collins said. 

In assessing the performance of the 
Pikeville claims office, it should be 
noted that his agency had opened up of­
fices in response to three natural 
disasters in New York and New Jersey 
shortly before the flood struck here and 
two more were opened in Oklahoma and 
Connecticut shortly after, stretching 
their resources to the limit, Collins said. 

But Rita Davis was unimpressed. A 
Dwale homeowner who waited almost 
two months to have her claim settled, 
she urged federal insurance officials to 
take a leaf from the local health depart­
ment's manual. " I had more success 
getting my dog a rabies shot than I had 
with my flood insurance," she said. 
" I've had about all I can take."

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Unemployment Rate 
In Big Sandy Down 

The unemployment rate in 99 Ken­
tucky counties decreased between April 
and May as the state rate declined six­
tenths of a percent, according to Cabinet 
for Human Resources figures released 
today. The rate increased in 18 counties 
and remained the same in three. 

In May there were 51 counties with 
unemployment rates of 10.0 percent or 
higher, compared to 67 in April The 
preliminary stale rate in May was 8.9 
percent, down from a revised April rate 
of 9.5 percent. Comparable national 
figures were 7.2 percent in May and 7.6 
percent in April. 

In the Big Sandy district unemploy­
ment declined from a revised 14.0 per­
cent in April to a preliminary 13.8 per­
cent in May. Rates ranged from a low 
of 7.0 percent in Martin county to a high 
of 16.4 percent in Magoffin county as 
four of the district's countie~. reported 
rates above 10.0 percent. The jobless 
rate in Floyd stood at 15.5 percent in 
May, down from 15fin Apnl. 

Bourbon County reported the state's 
lowest rate, 3.2 percent, followed close­
ly by Woodford County, which reported 
a 3. 7 percent rate Menifee County 
reported the state's highest rate, 27.1 
percent. 

"This is the first time since November 
1983 that the highest county rate was 
below 30.0 percent," said state labor 
market analyst Ed Blackwell. "Overall 
the employment picture continues to 
improve.'' 

He said, "Employment has been in­
creasing steadily all year and. along 
with the state's labor force. reached a 
record high in May. We've seen employ­
ment gains across the board. not just in 
seasonal jobs, which indicates steady 
economic improvement.'' 

In May there were 1,590,000 Ken­
tuckians who were working, an increase 
of 19,300 over April's employment and 
78,200 more than in May 1983. Total 
unemployment was estimated to be 
156,100 in May, down 9,100 from April's 
165,200 and 53,800 below the 109,900 
unemployment figure for May 1983. 

Employment gains were made in 
agriculture (7,400), construction (5,300), 
trade (4,700), manufacturing <1,900) and 
in other nonagricultural employment 
<1,500), which includes domestic 
workers and people who are self­
employed. Employment also was up in 
bituminous coal mining (600) and 
finance, insurance and real estate (900). 

The state's civilian labor force swell­
ed to a record 1,746,100, up from 1,735,900 
in April and 1,721,700 in May 1983. The 
civilian labor force includes only non­
military persons who are employed and 
unemployed people who actively are 
seeking work.

Sometimes blood in the urine is the first 
sign. Of course these symptoms can be 
caused by infections or conditions other 
than Wilm's tumor. It's important that 
a child be taken to a doctor at the first 
sign of bloody urine or a lump or swell­
ing in the abdomen.

Some Coaches To Get 
CPR, Other Training 

Head coaches of high-risk sports in 
Kentucky high schools will be·required 
to complete training to provide emer­
gency medical assistance to athletes 
under a proposal approved July 10 by 
the State Board of Education. 

The proposal from the Kentucky High 
School .Aithletic Association and the Ken­
tucky Medical Association was endorsed 
unanimously by the board. In addition 
to the more extensive requirements for 
head coaches, it calls for training in car­
diopulmonary resuscitation for regis­
tered officials in high-risk sports. 

Head coaches in baseball basketball 
football, soccer and wrestli~g will be re: 
quired to take first-aid training and be 
certified in CPR by l9B7 and to attend 
annual symposiums in sports medicine 
sponsored by the Kentucky Medical 
Association, beginning next year. 

Superintendent of Public Instruction 
Alice McDonald recommended endorse­
ment of the proposal, saying that re­
quired training would help to protect in­
jured athletes. 

Dr. R. Quin Bailey, of Danville, chair­
man of the athletics association's sub­
committee on athletes' health, said 
coaches would have to complete and 
maintain the training in order to be cer­
tified to coach in high schools after 1987. 
The next sports medicine symposium 
will be held in Lexington April29 and 30, 
1985.

There have been some 
strange pairings of actors in 
motion pictures, but none can 
match the duo of Sylvester 
Stallone and Dolly Parton. If 
opposites truly attract, these 
two would be stuck together 
forever. 

Stallone is having a tough 
time making people forget that 
he ever played anyone but 
Rocky Balboa. In the "Rocky" 
films. he played a well-meaning 
but slow-witted Italian Stallion 
heavyweight boxer. With 
" Rhinestone, " he appears as a 
well-meaning but slow-witted 
Italian cabdriver instead. 

Miss Parton comes into the 
act when she bets that she can 
make the next person she 
meets into a country/Western 
singing star. Guess who the 
next person she bumps into is? 

With this film, Stallone actu­
ally gets to sing country/West­
ern songs with Miss Parton. 
Does he have a voice? Let's 
put it this way, the Italian Stal­
lion has now become the 
Nashville Nag. 

This down-home " Hee­
Haw" version of " Pygmalion" 

would be even more tedious 
were it not for the highly 
engaging personalities of its 
stars. They are on-screen 
almost the entire movie, acting 
out the barest excuse for a 
script seen since the last Irwin 
Allen disaster film. Stallone's 
comic asides provide the only 
laughs in · the film and also 
enable him to get co-credit for 
the screenplay. 

But as a musical comedy 
team. Stallone and Miss Par­
ton do not make beautiful 
music together. When Stallone 
sings his final song. the audi­
ence on-screen is applauding 
wildly, but the theater audi­
ence will be giggling notice­
ably. 

Miss Parton and Stallone 
both have their faithful legion 
of fans, and each group will be 
pleased with their respective 
performer. One must give 
credit to Stallone for having 
guts enough to plunge into 
country /Western singing, but 
in this case discretion in his 
choice of roles would have 
been the better part of valor.

Venereal Control 
In Hands of State 

The Cabinet for Human Resources 
next week resumes administrative 
responsibility for the state's Venereal 
Disease Control Program after a one­
year "decentralization" that t-ransferred 
program responsibilities to local and 
dtslrict health departments. 

Cabinet Secretary AI Austin recently 
signed an administrative order return­
ing the operation of the program to the 
cabinet's Department for Health Ser­
Ytces. The order cites greater efficien­
cy and more effective service as the ob­
jectives of the change. 

Dr. Carlos Hernandez, the state's 
health commissioner, recommended the 
change and said it will allow faster 
response to outbreaks of sexually 
transmitted diseases. 

"Immediate action is the key to 
preventing outbreaks of· venereal 
disease," Hernandez said. "Through a 
centralized program, we can quickly 
dispatch a qualified, specially trained in­
wstigator to any location in the state. 
Tuday's society is extremely mobile, so 
ttme can be a critical factor in locating 
and treating people who may be 
spreading disease." 

Pete Campassi, manager of the 
Venereal Disease Control Program, said 
the seven investigators now assigned to 
various health departments will again 
be state government employees. They 
will be stationed at various field 
locations. 

"These investigators provide 
technical assistance to the local health 
workers who do much of the day-to-day 
work necessary to a successful venereal 
disease control program," said Cam­
passi. "However, VD does not confine 
itself within state, county or district 
boundaries. We need to be able to send 
special investigators wherever they are 
needed most." 

Hernandez said, "A centralized 
venereal disease control system offers 
brtter service, better protection to the 
public, and that is our primary 
concern."

Despite careful planting and tending 
of a summer vegetable garden, much of 
the produce would not develop without 
some of our winged insect friends­
especially honeybees. One needs only to 
peek inside a few open squash blossoms 
to find one of them busy collecting pollen 
for the hive and pollinating the flowers 
for us. 

Unfortunately not all of the insects in 
our gardens are beneficial. A conflict 
arises when we chase after some of the 
undesirables with pesticides because 
many pesticides are toxic to bees. A 
knowledge of which pesticides are the 
most harmful, and ways to minimize bee 
exposure to pesticides will help to insure 
their continued activity in our gardens. 

Damage and death to bees occurs 
most commonly in one of two ways: 
either by direct contact of the pesticide 
with the worker bees or by worker bees 
taking pesticide-contaminated pollen 
back to their hives where other bees can 
be harmed. 

Pesticide formulation and application 
methods can influence the potential 
hazard. Granular and systemic applica­
tions are generally the least hazardous 
while aerial applications-by spraying 
or dusting-are generally the most 
hazardous. 

Among commonly used garden 
pesticides, some of the most toxic to 
bees are the insecticides carbaryl 
(Sevin), malathion and diazinon. This is 
unfortunate because these three insec­
ticides are probably used more than any 
other in the home vegetable garden. 

Among the pesticides that are 
relatively non-toxic to bees are the in­
secticides Bacillus thuringiensis (Dipel, 
Thuricide-the biological control for 
worms), methoxychlor, pyrethrums and 
rotone, the nutricide dicofol (Kelthane) 
and the fungicides captan and benomyl 
CBenlate). 

There are a number of precautions 
that can be taken to minimize or avoid 
bee exposure to pesticides including: 

-Use pesticides only when absolute­
ly needed. 

-Use the recommended rate and ap­
plication timing of pesticides. 

-Use pesticides with low bee toxici­
ty (read the labels) .

RESEARCH ON DECAY PREVENTION 
Q. How is science trying to find ways to combat tooth 

decay? 

A. Researchers are currently working on various 
methods of protecting teeth with oral immunization 
using benign bacteria to combat the microorganism 
most responsible for decay- the streptococcus 
mutans. This particular germ does its destructive 
work faster and more effectively than any of the other 
microorganisms in the mouth, yet it makes up only 
20 percent of the total number. 

Scientists are also looking for a vaccine against caries­
causing bacteria, one that will be long-lasting and safe 
for humans. They are exploring the possibilities of a 
controlled-release antiseptic, and looking into the 
tooth-decay retardants in saliva that might be added 
to plaque-causing foods . Identification of specific 
tooth-damaging foods on the market is still another 
approach being followed. 

All of these methods, a combination of them, or 
something s till not discovered, will ultimately help to 
further combat decay.

For exam­
ple, they can include: "See side panel for new ingre­
dients" or "See new warnings on back label." Some in­
formation on labels is important to people with special 
health problems. For example, some labels now show the 
sodium content per dose to those who must limit their 
sodium intake.

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Tread Carefully in Seeking 
Treatment of Drug Problem 

By GEORGE R. Ross, Ph.D . 
In seeking help with an adolescent's 

drug problem it is important to apply the 
business principle Caveat Emptor-"let 
the buyer beware." Several questions 
need to be asked the professional prior 
to a commitment for treatment. 

DIAGNOSIS 
( 1) How was it determined that your 

adolescent either has or does not have 
a drug problem? The previously listed 
indicators are extremely helpful in 
determining whether a teenager may be 
harmfully involved in drugs. 

GOALS 
(2) Does the treatment recommend­

ed have clearly defined and obtainable 
goals? Comprehensive treatment should 
encompass three goals: <a) treatment 
of medical complications resulting from 
or exacerbated by drug usage; (b) 
teaching the adolescent how not to take 
the first drink, smoke the first joint, or 
return to other drug usage, (c) teaching 
the adolescent how to achieve maximwn 
mental and emotional health without the 
use of drugs while maintaining a rela­
tionship with self, others, and family and 
pursuing school, vocation leisure time 
and community goals. 

METHODS OF TREATMENT 
(3) What methods of treatment will be 

used and what is the rationale for their 
choice? Two widely recognized and suc­
cessful approaches to treating chemical­
ly dependent adolescents are Alcoholics 
Anonymous and cognitive-behavioral 
approaches. Each assumes that 
chemical dependency is a disease of at­
titudes and that the drug usage is main­
tained by well-learned but self-defeating 
attitudes. Treatment approaches that 
rely heavily on antipsychotic and an­
tidepressant medications have usually 
proven to be unsuccessful. 

ENVIRONMENT 
(4) What kind of treatment environ­

ment will your child be placed in? 
Several professionals have suggested 
that an effective treatment environment 
should include: (a) taking complete 
responsibility for the abuser to insure 
that access to drugs is removed for a 
minimum of 45 days. (b) Physical 
security for the client, i.e., meeting the 
basic needs of adequate food, shelter, 
medical needs, free of physical abuse or 
threat. (c) Counselors who exemplify 
behaviors of warmth, empathy, and 
discipline as well as a drug-free lifestyle, 
including alcohol. (d) Access to a 
positive peer influence. (e) Group and 
individual therapy that openly and 
honestly discusses basic cultural 
values--e.g., honesty, family relation­
ships, school, vocations, friendships, 
leisure time, sharing. (f) Rules, regula-
tions, a tructure that clearly defin . 

in the field of chemical dependency is 
essential. Medical consultation should 
also be available. 

FAMILY INVOLVEMENT 
(6) Does the treatment offer help for 

the enttre family? Successful treatment 
requires participation from the entire 
family in a well-coordinated on-going 
manner. The adage, "If you are not part 
of the solution, you are part of the pro­
blem" applies in this situation. 

SUPPORTIVE SERVICES 
(7) What kind of supportive service 

does the treatment approach offer? The 
treatment approach should provide 
diagnostic procedures to screen for 
special problems other than those 
directly related to drug usage. Suppor 
tive services should also be available for 
consultation and treatment of special 
problems. 

EFFECTIVENESS 
(8) What evidence is available that the 

treatment approach being used is effec­
tive? Legitimate treatment approaches 
have a track record. Ask to see it. 

LICENSURE/ ACCREDITATION 
(9) Is the agency offering the service 

licenSed and/ or accredited to administer 
this type of treatment? Reputable agen­
cies will have to have roinimally a state 
license to operate. 

TOTAL COST 
( 10) What is the total cost of treat­

ment? Be sure that the entire costs of the 
treatment are quoted. Remember also 
that effective treatment, including 
follow-up, takes eighteen months to two 
years to complete. 

Parents can eliminate much of the 
confusion centering around what kind of 
treatment approach would prove best 
for their child by simply asking perti­
nent questions. Asking these questions 
will not only help you to make a better 
choice but will also result in less emo­
tional turmoil in an already emotional 
situtation.

Sulfite-Treated 
Foods Dangerous 
To Some Consumers 

The food service industry has for 
years been using sulfites to preserve the 
taste, texture and flavor of fresh and 
processed foods. 

Dr. Fudeko Maruyama, Extension 
foods and nutrition specialist in the 
University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture, said sulfites can be 
dangerous. 

The Food and Drug Administration 
classified sulfites as being "generally 
regarded as safe" as food additives in 
1959, but recent evidence has caused the 
FDA to reopen the case on sulfites. 

"Sulfites can cause brain damage and 
death if allergic persons eat foods 
treated with them," Maruyama said. 
Milder reactions range from nausea and 
stomach cramps to labored breathing, 
hives and reduced blood pressure. 

The FDA is not expected to complete 
its investigation until next year, but in 
the meantime the Kentucky Department 
for Health Services is requiring all fOod 
service establishments, from roadside 
ice cream stands to major grocery 
stores, to post notices if they use sulfites 
in any foods being sold. The notice must 
be posted next to the salad bar or on a 
display counter or listed on the menu. 

Maruyama said fresh fruits and 
vegetables-those found on salad bars 
as well as those nicely wrapped in the 
grocery store--are major sources of 
sulfites in the American diet. 

Fresh seafood also is frequently 
treated with sulfites. They occur 
naturally in beer and wine. 

Maruyma said persons allergic to ' 
sulfites should look for signs in 
restaurants and check package labels in 
grocery stores for any of the six forms 
of sulfite permitted as food additives: 
sulfur dioxide, sodium sulfite, sodium or 
potassium bisulfite, and sodium or 
potassium metabisulfite. 

Not all parts of a tree are alive, says 
National Wildlife' s Ranger Rick 
magazine. The outer layer of the bark, , 
which keeps a tree from losing water, is 
dead.

Fall Gardening Advice 
Fall vegetable gardening doesn't 

start in the fall. Most of the planting 
and work must be done in the summer 
if you expect a fall harvest of 
vegetables. 

Those who prefer to grow their own 
transplants or to grow from seed prob­
ably have already started their fall 
gardens since early to mid-July is the 
time to start this. 

However, if you're going to buy 
transplants, check your favorite sup­
plier to be sure plants will be available 
when you're ready to plant in August. 

Now, what to grow for a fall harvest? 
Dr. Win Dunwell and Dr. Mary Witt. 

University of Kentucky Extension hor­
ticulturists, suggest a look at the 
"Home Vegetable Gardening in Ken­
tucky" publication available from 
county Extension agents throughout 
Kentucky. 

The publication lists 23 crops ap­
propriate for fall harvesting, including 
cole crops, lettuce, spinach, greens, 
green beans and even sweet corn. 

''Fall gardening depends on proper 
planting," note Dunwell and Witt. They 
recommend scheduling planting by 
subtracting the number of days to 
maturity from the average date of the 
first fall frost. The average date for 
western Kentucky is Oct. 25, and for 
central eastern Kentucky it's Oct. 15. 

" But remember," caution the 
specialists, "local conditions can affect 
your planting schedule. There are 
pockets in the state where the first 
frost can occur up to two weeks earlier 
or Ia ter than averages." 

For example, they note that cold air 
tends to settle in low-lying regions, and 
not only may this bring on an earlier 
frost, but cooler nights may delay 
maturation. So, if you live in one of 
these areas, Dunwell and Witt say your 
planting schedule should be adjusted 
accordingly. 

The following crops will tolerate 
frost and are known to grow when 
temperatures are in the 40's: cole 
crops, broccoli, brussels sprouts, cab-

bage, kohlrabi, cauliflower, turnips. 
spinach, mustard greens, kale and 
radishes. 

The Extension specialists say if 
gardening space is limited, you may 
reuse the space from your summer 
crop, but some cleanup and prepara­
tion will be required. 

If you are going to direct-seed crops 
such as beans. radishees or beets. you 
will need to prepare a seedbed by till­
ing or plowing. If you fertilized your 
summer garden heavily, no more fer­
tilizer may be necessary. However, if 
fertilizer still is needed, Dunwell and 
Witt recommend broadcasting about 
one pound of 10-10-10, 10-15-15 or the 
equivalent per 100 square feet and · 
work it in prior to planting. 

"The same care is required for fall 
gardening as for spring and summer 
gardening," Witt said. "Insects, 
diseases and weeds will need to be con­
trolled in order to produce quality 
vegetables." 

And if you don't plant a fall garden, 
the specialists note that fall is an ex­
cellent time to prepare for next 
spring's garden by plowing in organic 
materials such as compost and 
manure. A cover crop of rye or wheat 
helps avoid soil erosion. 

Brides Need New 
Social Security Card 

Brides who have had a recent name 
change should contact the Big Sandy 
Area Social Security office to arrange to . 
havi their name changed in Social 
Secflrity records and to apply for a new 
Social Security card showing their new 
name, says Jim Kelly, Social Security 
district director . 

Social Security records should be 
changed so that earnings are correctly 
reported to the right record. 

Evidence of identity showing both the 
person's old and new names will be re­
quired. Only original documents or 
copies certified by the issuing agency 
are acceptable. Uncertified photocopies 
are not acceptable, Kelly said. 

It will take about two weeks after ac­
ceptable evidence has been submitted to 
get the new Social Security card. It will 
show the person's new name, but the 
same Social Security number.

New State Law Means 
Business for Plumbers 

As of last Friday, Kentuckians want­
ing a septic tank or other on-site sewage 
disposal system installed must meet ad­
ditional requirements and possibly pay 
additional costs. The changes are a 
result of House Bill677, adopted into law 
by the 1984 Kentucky General Assembly. 

Irving Bell, director of Consumer 
Health Protection for the Cabinet for 
Human Resources, said the new law 
restricts who may receive the permit 
necessary for installation of on-site 
sewage disposal systems. "Previously 
anyone could receive a permit from the 
local health department as long as the 
final disposal system was inspected and 
was in compliance with state stan­
dards," he said. " In general the majori­
ty of this work was being done by 
~ckhoe operators or other non-licensed 
personnel. While we would have desired 
some uniform training in the re­
quirements for installation, our field in­
spectors reP<>rted no widespread prob­
lems with this approach." 

The 1984 General Assembly approved 
House Bill 677, requiring that work 
relating to on-site sewage disposal 
systems must be done by a licensed 
plumber. " A building contractor now 
must employ a licensed plumber to in­
stall a septic tank or other system. Local 
health department staff may only issue 
the required permits to licensed 
plumbers, and the work of actually in­
stalling the system must be done by the 
plumbers themselves," Bell said. 

Based on a legal opinion from the 
cabinet's legal counsel, homeowners 
may obtain the necessary permit for 
work to be done by the homeowner on a 
residence he or she occupies. Bell ex­
plained, " A homeowner can get a per­
mit to install his or her own septic tank. 
However, all work with the exception of 
backhoe digging must be done by the 
resident. Installation by anyone else 
would require issuance of the permit to 
a licensed plumber." 

Bell said that his office recently has 
completed publication of a homeowners 
guide and a separate technical manual 
relating to the requirements on installa­
tion of on-site sewage disposal systems. 
Copies are available through county and 
district health departments. 

In the past year the local health 
departments issued 5,816 permits for the 
construction, installation and alteration 
of on-site sewage disposal systems in 
Kentucky.

Vocational Students 
Urged to Enroll Soon 

During the month of July, classrooms 
are silent and shops are shut down. 

But postsecondary students interested 
in specific vocational education course 
offerings are being urged to enroll at 
state vocational-technical schools as 
soon as possible. 

"This will help them to obtain the pro­
gram of their choice, " said Wilburn 
Pratt, the Kentucky Department of 
Education's associate superintendent 
for vocational education. 

"All too often, students wait until the 
very last minute to enroll, then are 
disappointed when they find enrollment 
quotas for certain classes are filled."

"It's certainly worth looking at this 
option rather than being put on a state 
school waiting list."

Thermometers lie. There are days 
when the thermometer says it's only 85 
and it's so hot the birds headed north are 
hitchhiking. Other days the ther­
mometer says it's 90 and people are out 
mowing lawns and playing golf. 

The National Weather Service has 
produced a new heat index that will take 
into account the relative humidity. It's 
the humidity that makes some days 
seem so much hotter than the ther­
mometer says they are. 

The human body cools itself by 
perspiring. As the perspiration 
evaporates the skin is cooled. When the 
air already has as much moisture in it 
as it can hold, the perspiration doesn't 
evaporate and the skin doesn't cool. 

The new index, called the "Apparent 
Temperature," takes into account the 
reduced cooling ability of the body caus-
ed by humidity. ·

Tom Priddy, Extension agricultural 
meterologist in the University of Ken­
tucky College of Agriculture, explained 
that on a day when the temperature is 
100 and there is no or very little humidi­
ty people may be a little uncomfortable 
but they are in no physical danger. 

But if the humidity on that 100-degree 
rises to 50 percent the effect is the same 
as if the temperature rose to 120, and 
people are in danger of sunstroke and 
heat exhaustion. 

The heat index is reported in degrees 
Fahrenheit. For the day described it 
would be 120, the apparent temperature 
caused by the combination of heat and 
humidity. 

Priddy said heat-related injuries are 
likely when the apparent temperature 
exceeds 105, which it frequently does in 
Kentucky during the summer. 

The National Weather Service reports 
that local weather service offices in Ken­
tucky will include heat index values in 
their forecasts and statements when the 
index is expected to exceed 105 for two 
days or more. 

Priddy said Kentuckians should watch 
for the reports, and take special precau­
tions when the forecasts call for ap­
parent temperatures of 105 or more.
