This 40-unit apartment complex, tailored to the needs of middle-income renters, is being con­

structed on U.S. 23, a few miles north of here. Julia M. May, developer of the project, said it 
is being financed by a $1.3 million loan from the Farmers Home Administration. 

To be known as Regency Park, the complex will consist of eight one-bedroom, four three­
bedroom, and 28 two-bedroom apartments and is scheduled for completion by early November. 

Ms. May, who is executive-director of Prestonsburg Housing Authority and managing agent 
for the Church Housing Association, was awarded the FmHA loan as a private developer. She 
is also owner of the nearby Git 'n' Go market and Big Mama's liquor store. 

Apartments in the new complex will rent for $215, $23;) and $255, depending on size, and rent 
for 16 of the units will be eligible for federal subsidy, Mrs. May said. 

The project was designed by Ross and Associates and is being built by R.A. Williams Con­
struction Co., both Lexington firms.

means of addressing their grievances, 
repeated well-publicized charges that 
Johnson invaded tenants' privacy by 
entering their apartments without 
permission.

As evidence of the kind of notice they 
found offensive, the aggrieved tenants 
cited a letter sent by project manager 
:Uoyce Ratliff to an elderly couple last 
December, informing them that neigh­
bors had complained of noisy parties in 
their apartment. In a written statement, 
Mrs. Artie Crider, 57, said she suffers 
from arthritis and her 70-year-old hus­
band, Norman, is disabled. They are "in 
no shape to be having parties," she told 
the trustees. 

CHA Managing Agent Julia May said 
letters are usually sent to tenants only 
after a number of complaints have been 
received and are intended to give 
tenants an opportunity to reply to the 
complaint or to correct the situation. 

While a schedule of charges is already 
on display at the CHA office, she would 
mail a copy to all tenants in the 75-unit 
project, Mrs. May said.

Neeley in Brush with the Law 
Kentucky Route 7 at Hueysville-the 

Salt Lick road-seems woven into Cisco 
Neeley's fate. 

Neeley, 30, of Salt Lick, ran a state 
police roadblock there last Wednesday, 
wrecked when police gave chase, and 
found himself facing various new 
charges and the revocation of his parole. 

It was on the same road that Neeley's 
car collided head-on with another, kill­
ing a pregnant woman in February, 
1977. And on the same road he again col­
lided, killing a man, on Christmas Day, 
1979. 

State Trooper James Stephens is 

~ 

reported to have flagged down Neeley's 
1973 Chevrolet Nova during the course 
of a routine traffic check on KY 7·around 
8:30p.m. Wednesday. The driver took 
off at high speed, was pursued by 
Stephens, lost control of his vehicle and 
wrecked, according to a police report. 

In complaints filed in Floyd district 
court, Stephens said Neeley punched 
and kicked him as he made the arrest. 
State Police Sgt. Delmar Adkins, who 
transported the prisoner to the county 
jail, said Neeley punched him also. 

Neeley was booked on charges of 
drunk driving <he refused to submit to 
a Breathalyser test), resisting arrest, at­
tempting to elude police, wanton en­
dangerment, driving without a license, 
and two counts of assault. He was also 
ordered to be held as a parole violator. 

According to court records, Neeley 
was released from the Bell County 
Forestry Camp at Pineville last 
November after serving about 51k years 
of a 15-year prison sentence for 
manslaughter and reckless homicide 
convictions. 

After two Eastern Kentucky com­
monwealth attorneys had declined the 
task, Attorney General David Arm­
strong appointed Thomas J. Smith, III, 
commonwealth's attorney for Clark and 
Madison counties, to handle the case. 

Armstrong first sent the case to Afton 
J. Smith, Knott circuit court's pro· 
secutor, but Smith declined the appoint-

• 
ment, saying he was too sick to handle 
.it. Later, Commonwealth's Attorney 
James R. Allen, of Prestonsburg, was 
named but he refused on the grounds of 
personal conflict. 

Stumbo, Reed and Norrell have filed 
suits in Franklin Circuit Court, attack­
ing charges of the Kentucky Registry of 
Election Finance that they willfully 
violated campaign finance laws. 

Dr. Stumbo has said that the $300,000 
loan from Reed and Norrell has been 
repaid and that he failed to report the 
source of the funds because the report 
form had no place for such information 
to be given. 

ADDRESSING MEETING of Church Housing Association 
trustees and their Highland Heights tenants Monday, Maggie 
Robinson, a tenant in the Goble-Roberts housing project, read 
from a letter outlining her grievances against project 
managers. About 50 tenants, most of them apparently sym­
pathetic to the management, attended the meeting, which was 
held in the annex of the Freewill Baptist Church there. 

Indicted for manslaughter in the 1977 
death of Mrs. Loletta Howard, Neeley 
was tried on the charge three times. His 
first conviction and an eight-year 
sentence were overturned by the Ken­
tucky Supreme Court because a pro­
secutor's reference to Mrs. Howard's 
pregnancy was held improper. A sec­
ond conviction in 198Q-which brought a 
10-year sentence-was likewise revers­
ed because of the prosecutor's reference 
to his character. He was convicted by a 
third jury, which also recommended a 
10-year prison term, in 1982. 

While free on appeal in the Howard 
case, Neeley was again indicted for 
manslaughter in the 1979 death of Gary 
D. Metcalf. He pleaded guilty to a lesser 
charge of reckless homicide and was 
given a five-year sentence. 

Result Could Be 
Fewer Teachers 
Kept by Board 

Estimating ahead of time how many 
students will enroll in the county schools 
is at best a tricky art. Although, as Floyd 
school planners are discovering this 
week, a miscalculation can ease some 
problems even as it exacerbates others. 

The fact that the overall school 
population is down in Floyd county, for 
example, is causing administrators to 
wonder if they will be able to keep on all 
the teachers hired for the 1984-'85 
academic year. 

On the other hand, it means that fears 
of overcrowding-and of running afoul 
of new laws limiting class size-have 
slackened in some schools. 

Betsy Layne High School, the only one 
of the county's five high schools to show 
an increase in enrollment this year, has 
an opposite set of problems. No embar­
rassing surplus of teachers there-a 
geometry class, for one, is still without 
a teachet~ And the school's ninth grade 
is bursting at the seams. 

Parents with children in high school, 
moreover, are facing this year some hef · 
ty and unaccustomed bills for textbooks. 

Superintendent E.P. Grigsby, Jr. said 
teachers were hired in anticipation of a 
student enrollment of 10,000 this year. At 
the end of the first week of classes, only 
9535 students were on the books and, 
while more are likely to register over the 
next week or two, the 465-student gap 
will not be closed easily, Grigsby 
conceded. 

Only eight of the county's 21 grade 
schools show increased enrollments this 
year-one of them Clark Elementary, 
where overcrowding has been a problem 
for some years. Harold, another crowd

Coal Company 
Is Again Named 
In Court Action 

Two coal firms were named defen­
dants in suits filed here recently, one of 
them for the fifth time in the past four 
months. 

Floyd Circuit Judge Hollie Conley last 
Wednesday ordered the sheriff to attach 
a computer, typewriters and desks in the 
Maple Avenue offices of the Katron Coal 
Company to guarantee payment of $3500 
in rent which the property owner says 
is past due. 

Douglas L. Brown said he leased the 
building last October to Katron-the 
firm is owned by Peter and Loretta 
Neal-for $1000 a month. He has receiv­
ed no rent since May 15, he said. 

Last month, M. and M. Extraction Co., 
of Langley, said Katron still owed it 
$5913 for coal bought in January. In 
June, the Remine Coal Co., of Wheel­
wright, said the Neals owed $26,134 for 
coal purchased in March. J. Logan Grif­
fith, an attorney for Katron, has said a 
fraud charge leveled at his clients 
stemmed from a misunderstanding and 
that the debt has since been repaid.

Ann Rowland, a clerk at the store, said 
she was working alone inside when a 
man wearing a "werewolf" mask and 
armed with a handgun entered the store 
shortly after 9 a.m., and forced her to 
empty the cash register and a file box. 
He then fled on foot, she said. 

Stumbo said Gibson is believed to 
have been the masked intruder, while 
Cole is thought to have driven a getaway 
car parked some distance from the 
crime scene.

1984 Essay Contest 
To Focus on Trees

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New Surgical Method 
Aid to Spinal Repair 

Paralysis! That frightening thought 
raced through the young man's mind as 
the EMS ambulance sped toward Nor­
ton Hospital that March morning. A 
vertebra pressed against his spinal 
canal; bone chips were scattered along 
is spinal column. 

What he didn't know was that an or­
thopaedic conference at the NKC 
hospitals was about to pay off for him. 

Dr. John R. Johnson and the NKC 
hospitals' spine surgery team, were able 
to perform a "Dunn's procedure" on the 
accident victim to remove the broken 
bone and stablize the spinal column. 

" The instrumentation," said Dr. 
Johnson, "allows surgeons to remove a 
segment of the spine, reconstruct that 
segment, and restabilize the spine in a 
single operation. And that means a 
shorter hospital stay for the patient, 
about two weeks instead of four to six." 

In addition to sparing him the necessi­
ty of undergoing a second surgery, the 
procedure afforded the patient much 
greater movement and flexibility. 

Before the development of the Dunn 
surgical procedure, a patient with a 
fractured vertebra and marked stenosis, 
or crowding of the spinal canal, would 
undergo surgery to remove any bone 
chips along the spinal column, and to 
push the broken vertebra away from the 
spinal canal. Two weeks later during a 
second operation, rods would be attach­
ed to the vertebra to stabilize the spinal 
column. 

With the Dunn procedure, "we can do 
the surgery exactly where the pathology 
is, in the front of the spine, and have im­
mediate stability," Dr . Johnson 
emphasized. 

Dr. Harold Dunn, chairman of the 
department of orthopedics, University 
of Utah, introduced the procedure dur­
ing the American Academy of Or­
thopedic Surgeons' meeting held at the 
NKC hospitals last year. When Dunn's 
instrumentation for the procedure 
became available early this year, he of­
fered it first to the Norton and Kosair

Major advantages of the Dunn in­
strumentation include stronger rods for 
rotation stability, and the fact that rods ' 
are fused to one vertebra level above 
and below the injury or correction. 
Traditionally, the rods would be fused 
two or three levels above and below the 
unstable vertebra, leaving the patient 
with a very stiff spine. The Dunn in­
strumentation allows the patient greater 
spine flexibility after surgery.

Helping Your Child Get 
A Good Start In School 

For grade school children, the begin­
ning of a new school year is a very 
special and exciting time . 

There is a new teacher and a new 
classroom. Even the other children look 
different because they have grown over 
the summer months. It's important that 
parents help their children get a good 
start on the new school year. Here are 
some suggestions from Growing Up, the 
child development newslette.r for school­
age children. 

HOME-SCHOOL RELATIONS 
It is a good idea to meet your child's 

teacher early in the school year. That 
way you establish some common ground 
whenever your child talks about this 
very important person. This is also a 
good idea whenever a child transfers to 
a new school. 

Meeting the teacher may not require 
a formal appointment-just a casual in­
troduction, maybe before or after 
school, at an "open house," or PTA 
meeting. 

At the beginning of the school year, it 
is particularly important that parents be 
available at home when their child is do­
ing housework. A word of encourage­
ment or a helping hand will help the 
child bridge the gap to a new and un­
familiar world. 

SUPPLIES AND CLOTHES 
Delay some purchases of supplies and 

clothes until after the school year is 
underway. The teacher may require a 
composition book, for example, with 
lines that are less widely spaced than the 
one you bought. Or there may be a 
special type of pen or pencil that your 
child is required to have. It is better to 
wait and get the right kind. 

There may also be special clothes that 
your child wants to wear . She will want 
to fit in with the rest of the children so 
she may insist on helping select her 
clothes. This is a good time for parents 
to help a child learn how to make wise 
decisions about selecting new clothes. 
For example, will the color match what 
she already has, will she outgrow it in 
two months, is the price reasonable?

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The Problem Remains Unsolved 
The Times, as well as many others, appreciates the interest 

and involvement of many people in the recent Dewey Lake 
cleanup effort. Recognition by the Department of Parks of the 
problem there and the state funds supplied at the urging of 
Rep. Gregory D. Stumbo, plus the work of the U.S. Corps of 
Engineers, have resulted in the elimination of a "holy mess." 

Yet, without discounting the importance of work already 
done, we cannot hail this as a solution to the Dewey Lake prob­
lem. A seasonal cleanup there is not unlike a janitor struggling 
to keep his floors dry while the roof is leaking. 

Next year's cleanup is already funded. But after 1985 will 
be the same spring flooding and the same debris-strewn 
shorelines. 

Some years ago, Dean Murray, Dewey Reservoir manager 
for the Corps of Engineers, suggested that a boom be con­
structed in the headwaters of the lake to catch the refuse 
floating downstream from the scores of homes and businesses 
located on Johns Creek and its tributaries farther upstream. 

This suggestion was rejected-why, we do not know. Cer­
tainly it would be easier to remove the tons of trash ac­
cumulating at a boom than to scour miles of shoreline for the 
unsightly mess. And surely the cost of such a device to pro­
tect the lake itself would be much cheaper than the current 
cleanup cost of $60,000 a year.

Weekly" of March Tl, 1925 which she 
found in the effects of her late father, 
B.C. CBev) Hollifield. This newsletter 
was a "house organ" of the Prestons­
burg Kiwanis Club of that day, and the 
late J.C. Hopkins wrote the one at hand. 
You may have to be older than you'd like 
to admit to be interested in it, but, young 
as I am, I found several items of in­
terest.

"The new Electric Shoe Shop with 
new machinery since the fire is back in 
business on Court Street and is adding 
a shoe shine parlor. Mr. Walters, the 
proprietor, was much discouraged 
after the fire with no insurance, but a 
few kind words of encouragement and 
offers of aid changed his view and he is 
here to stick. 

"Howard Brothers of Magoffin coun­
ty have established a Ford agency ... A 
new saddle and harness shop on Main 
Street-another thing we never 
had ... Engineers are here today to make 
a final location of the Mayo Trail of the 
two contested routes to Beaver Creek ... 
Colonel May has embarked in the drug 
business with Henry Hughes ... one of the 
most progressive drug stores in Eastern 
Kentucky. 

"Miss Mary Ford, our beautiful and 
accomplished musician, was seen driv­
ing a Ford on the streets Thursday and 
today ... Another business we forgot to 
mention: Doc Bowling's Art Shop and 
couch emporium.. a hospital for the 
repair of chairs, desks, Ford radiators 
and dolls. This is in the rear of George 
Sizemore's Pressing Emporium. We 
also forgot to mention John Hensley's 
cleaning and pressing establishment in 
the rear of Bill Buck's Restaurant... The 
HenSley Concert Band is practicing 
again, and you know that you ought to 
pledge something, every one of you, 
monthly for the preservation of this 
band .. . " 

Almost 60 years ago. Remember?

Floyd high schools are charging a $4 
annual rental fee the maximum allow­
ed by law-for each textbook. In addi­
tion, students may be charged from $5 
to $15 or more per course for laboratory 
fees and class materials. 

Betsy Layne Principal Frazier noted 
that, with many students liable for fees 
of $30 or more, families with two or more 
children in high school can be hit hard. 
"I've had a Jot of calls and I can unders­
tand why," he said. Assistant 
Superintendent Ray Brackett said the 
legislature made no provision for 
students whose parents cannot afford 
the fees and said such losses are in­
evitably absorbed by the schools.

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Cooperative Cleanup 
Of Toxic Waste Sites 

By JAY D. BLAIR

National Wildlife Federation 
The National Wildlife Federation 

recently participated in a bold experi 
ment that may finally help to wrestle 
America's chronic toxic waste problem 
into submission. 

We joined with the Conservation Foun­
dation, the Chemical Manufacturers 
Association, and other corporations and 
conservationists in announcing the crea­
tion of Clean Sites, Inc. <CSll, a non­
profit corporation that will encourage 
the companies that generate and dump 
wastes to clean up their sites volun­
tarily. 

While this purpose appears perfectly 
laudable, CSI is not without its critics. 
One environmentalist describes it as "A 
Trojan Horse" that will lull environmen­
tal watchdogs to sleep while enabling 
rogue companies to evade their liabili­
ties and responsibilities. Others say it 
will subvert current efforts to 
reauthorize Superfund, the federal pro­
gram developed to clean up toxic dump­
sites. 

I disagree. While risk is inhetent in 
any collaborative effort between 
historical adversaries, there is an equal 
or greater risk in not going the extra 
mile to solve tough resource problems. 
Any new approach entails a risk. 
However, the dilemma of toxic wastes 
is so entrenched, so intractable, and so 
resistant to normal methods of resolu­
tion that the gamble in this case seems 
well worth the taking. 

A quick glance at the history of Super­
fund proves the point: in the three years 
since the fund was created, the govern­
ment has cleaned up only six of the na­
tion's 546 most dangerous sites. Mean­
while, as many as 15,000 sites around the 
country still await preliminary evalua­
tion. Thus, while the government's pro­
cedures grind slowly, time marches on 
and problems compound. 

·CSI breaks new ground. It supple­
ments Superfund by enlisting the en­
trepreneurial zeal, the proven expertise, 
and the enlightened self-interest of 
America's private sector. It does what 
the government can't do-it provides a 
forum in which all companies responsi­
ble for the cleanup of a particular site 
can come together and, through the use 
of "peer pressure" and the scientific ex­
pertise available to CSI, develop a plan 
for fast and thorough cleanup. The 
responsible parties (not CSD then 
negotiate collectively with EPA and, on 
approval of the plan, proceed with the 
cleanup. 

As the ultimate sanction EPA may use 
Superfund money to supplement private 
contributions, complete the cleanup job 
with these funds and then sue the hold­
outs for triple damages. CSI plans tp 
target 20 waste sites in its first year and 
eventually take on as many as 60 per 
year . 

CSI may fail. Companies may not 
come forward and accept their cleanup 
responsibilities regardless of their in­
centives provided by CSI. EPA could re­
ject cleanup plans CSI helped develop if 
they do not meet EPA standards. Com­
munities near toxic dumpsites may re­
ject even the best cleanup plan if they 
distrust CSI's procedures. But we must 
try. 

I think conservationists and en­
vironmentalists should applaud this first 
step onto unknown terrain, this 
preliminary effort to break old molds 
and new ground. We have the absolute 
duty, I believe, to help this innovative 
undertaking work. This may mean adop­
ting the "strict uncle" approach of 
pushing CSI hard to be all it can be while 
withholding judgment until the passage 
of time has tested the concept. Our 
health-and the well-being of our 
environment-may depend on it. 

Barnacle shells adhere to virtually 
any surface not poisonous or mucus­
covered. They even stick to Teflon, says 
National Wildlife magazine. About the 
only deterrent ships can use to keep bar· 
nacles off their hulls is highly toxic cop· 
per or tin-based paints. Even with this 
protection, most saltwater vessels must 
be hauled and scraped every year or 
two.

'Learn Your Way Out 
Of Prison' Suggested 

Chief Justice Warren E . Burger told 
the American Bar Association, recent­
ly that we should consider making all 
vocational and educational programs 
mandatory, with credit against the 
sentence for educational progress, so no 
prisoner leaves without at least being 
able to read, write, do basic arithmetic 
and have a marketable skill. Sort of a 
"learn your way out of prison" program. 

Occasionally, on Tuesday and 
Wednesday evenings at our (prison) 
library, I devote about two hours of my 
personal time teaching two or three 
young men how to read and write. These 
young men thirst to learn to read and 
write, and they realize if they don't ac­
complish this goal now, their life, once 
released, will again be a life of crime. 
Two weeks ago, one of the men learned 
how to write "Dear Mom," and he pro­
ceeded to write his first letter "ever" to 
his mother. It consisted of only a few 
words; however, to be a part of his ac­
complishment was the only reward I 
needed. 

When considering that all else has fail­
ed, and that many prisoners do leave our 
penal system still unable to read, write, 
and to do basic arithmetic, and having 
no marketable skill whatsoever, I feel 
that a "learn your way out of prison" 
program is a sensible idea. 

Governor Collins is so high on improv­
ing the standard of education taught our 
many young people in and throughout 
our state ... and, although only a sugges­
tion, it is my belief her efforts and 
educational endeavor would be best us­
ed, beginning within our prison system. 
Considering the present crime rate and 
the overcrowded prison crisis we now 
face, this would be money well spent.

The Parks Department has employed 
students to continue work on the cleanup 
effort for the next several weeks, and 
promotional campa1gn later in the year 
to discourage littering is planned. 

A combination of nature's fury and 
• man's carelessness had combined to 

dump plastic jugs, old tires, even 
refrigerators on the banks of Dewey 
Lake last spring during flooding. 

During a two-week period that ended 
Sunday. Aug. 12, groups from Floyd and 
Pike counties scoured the banks of the 
otherwise scenic lake to haul away tons 
of debris. 

According to Fran Curci, commis­
sioner of the Department of Parks in the 
state Tourism Cabinet, the cleanup ef-

• fort greatly benefits Jenny Wiley State 
Resort Park, which is located around the 
lake. 

"The lake had really become unsight­
ly because of the debris," Curci said. 
" We didn't have the manpower or 
money to clear all the trash, so this com­
munity program filled a great need. We 
really appreciate what these communi­
ty groups have done. '' 

The Parks Department held a picnic

• to keep in step with the times," Dr. Alex­
ander said. " For the last few years, the 
bureau has been directing its efforts 
towards broadening the base of women's 
groups it serves. While not excluding 
groups of women served in the past, the 
bureau has provided the leadership 
necessary to more effectively reach all 
categories of working women." 

Beneficiaries of the bureau's efforts, 
the director said, include older women; 
low-income women; women in need of 

• reemployment or upward mobility; 
teenage women who require more tech­
nical skills to compete in today's job 
market; rural women; minority 
women; women in or seeking nontradi­
tional jobs: homemakers displaced 
because of widowhood, separation, or 
divorce ; women offenders, business­
owners and entrepreneurs, and cor­
porate women.

ORAL CANCER 
Q. Is oral cancer a common form of this disease? 

A. Oral cancer accounts for approximately 4 percent of 
all cancer in this country. If caught early, the disease 
may not disfigure the victim nor interfere with nor­
mal mouth function; with delay and neglect, it can 
ultimately cause death. 

Since oral cancer causes no pain, a patient may not 
notice its symptoms, but a dentist (or doctor) can 
check for it in the soft tissues- lips, tongue, gums, roof 
and floor of the mouth. A whitish or red patch, a sore 
that refuses to heal, any swelling, repeated bleeding, 
or a numbness or loss of feeling can all be signs of 
cancer. If any occur, see your dentist immediately.

ship, but Whitehaven, Kentucky's uni­
que welcome center on 1-24 in Paducah, 
has acquired Barkley memorabilia. 

Two of Barkley's desks and his vice 
presidential nameplate will be displayed 
on the second floor of the restored 
mansion.' 

Barkley was a congressman, U.S. 
senator and served as Vice President of 
the United States from 1949 to 1953. A 
native of Graves county, Barkley spent 
most of his life in Paducah. 

The furniture was donated to the Ken­
tucky Transportation Cabinet for 
display in Whitehaven by Growth, Inc., 
a non-profit organization. 

Growth Inc. purchased $50,000 of the 
former vice president's memorabilia 
earlier this summer when Barkley's 
estate was sold at auction. Money for the 
purchases came from donations by peo­
ple interested in keeping Barkley's 
memorabilia in the Paducah area. 

The group donated the furniture to 
Whitehaven to keep it in the Paducah 
area on display for area residents and 
tourists. 

State Transportation Secretary Floyd 
G Poore signed an agreement with 
Growth, Inc ., which permits the return 
of the items to Growth if the mansion is 
no longer used as a welcome center. 

All other donations to furnish the 
welcome center have become the pro­
perty of the state. 

"The Transportation Cabinet restored 
Whitehaven to preserve a piece of 
Paducah's and the state's architectural 
heritage for Kentuckians and visitors to 
our state," said Poore. "We are ex­
tremely pleased to be able to display 
Alben Barkley's items in the mansion . 
It shows Kentucky's rich heritage and 
our concern for preserving that 
heritage. ' ' 

Whitehaven is located off I-24 on U.S. 
45 in Paducah. 

The state Transportation Cabinet 
recently received a national preserva­
tion award for restoring Whitehaven for 
use as an interstate welcome center. 
Since the center was opened last sum­
mer, thousands of visitors have stopped 
there and toured the mansion.

• Th_e perce~ta~e of unemployed Ken­
tucktans clatmmg unemployment in­
surance benefits is at a 10-year low, ac­
cording to Cabinet for Human 
Resources figures. It may be at its 
lowest level since the unemployment 
compensation program began in 1939, 
cabinet officials say. 

"In 1975, which was a recession year, 
the estimated number of unemployed 
Kentuckians averaged 105,000," said 

• state labor market analyst Ed Black­
well. State unemployment insurance 
figures show an average of 72 percent of 
these people claimed benefits each 
week. 

During the first half of 1984, the state's 
unemployment estimate averaged 
173,000 while the percentage of these 
receiving unemployment insurance 
benefits dropped to 30.4 percent. 

"Kentucky's annual average unem­
ployment has been climbing since 1977," 

• Blackwell said. "The percentage Of 
unemployed who have been claiming 
unemployment insurance benefits has 
fluctuated during that time."

ance benefits in 1980 was almost double 
the 1979 figure, according to data com­
piled by the cabinet's Division of 
Unemployment Insurance. The figure 
has remained high since the 1980 jump. 

Blackwell said, "In spite of the fact 
that employment is at an all-time high, 
our surveys of Kentucky employers 
show we have not regained thousands of 
jobs lost during the recession that began 
during the last three months of 1979." 

He said, "Many people who have ex­
hausted their unemployment insurance 
benefits are competing for jobs with new 
and reentrants to the labor force and 
those unemployed who worked in jobs 
not covered by unemployment insur­
ance. People in these four categories 
make up about 70 percent of the unem­
ployed today." 

He added, "The main problem is we 
have people trained for jobs that no 
longer exist. This is a major obstacle in 
reducing unemployment." 

The latest employment figures 
available-for June, 1984-show 27,600 
more people were working in services 
jobs, 5,800 more were in trade positions 
and 2,900 more were employed in 
finance, insurance and real estate than 
the average for these same jobs in 1979. 
But there were 40,500 fewer manufactur­
ing jobs in June than the average for 
1979, Blackwell said. There were 11,900 
fewer coal mining jobs, 10,700 fewer in 
jobs in government, including education, 
10,500 fewer construction jobs and 6,200 
fewer positions in transportation, com­
munication and public utilities in June 
than the average for 1979, he added. 

Monthly employment surveys con­
ducted by the Department for Employ­
ment Services do not show an 
employee's work history. "In the areas 
showing employment growth, we don't 
know how many of the additional 
employees are people who had ex­
hausted their unemployment benefits 
before returning to work. We don't know 
how many may have worked in well­
paying jobs, in manufacturing, for ex­
ample, been laid off, and accepted en­
try level positions at lower wages in 
other types of jobs, simply in order to 
work," Blackwell said. "We don't know 
how many unemployed Kentuckians 
need job retraining in order to return to 
work." 

He added, "We do know that during 
the first six months of this year, on the 
average, there were about 120,000 
unemployed Kentuckians who weren't 
receiving unemployment insurance 
benefits while they were looking for 
work."

River Yields 
$1,000 Bass

Somewhere in Nebraska is a Ken­

tucky fisherman who is $1,000 richer­
and doesn't know it. 

Kenny Doyle, Salem, caught a tagged 
largemouth bass from the Ohio River, 
June 9. Before leaving for Nebraska to 
work on a pipeline construction crew, he 
returned the tag to the Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources. 

Since Doyle moves around on his job, 
he currently has no forwarding address. 
But when he does call home, he'll get a 
pleasant surprise-his tagged fish net­
ted him $1,000. 

This fish is part of the Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources' tagging 
program in the Ohio River. It offers cash 
rewards ranging from $1 to $1,000 for 
certain fish caught. Fisheries biologist 
Ralph Jackson uses the tags to study fJSh 
movement, age and growth rates. 
Jackson said fish are usually caught a 
couple of weeks after they are tagged 
and usually in the same area. However, 
one fish caught traveled 241h miles in 
three days. 

Kenny Doyle caught his one pound, 
seven ounce largemouth bass from the 
Crooked Creek embayment of the Ohio 
three days after it was tagged there. On 
the day he caught the fish, he had been 
having trouble with his trolling motor. 
His friend that he always fishes with, 
Jerry Wilson, pulled his boat for him. 

This bass was one of 30 caught that 
day by Doyle, Wilson, Tom Gannon and 
Debbie Rector. All four friends have 
caught a tagged fish each this spring and 
have jokingly agreed to split the cash 
rewards, saying they would probably 
each receive a dollar. "We never dream­
ed of $1,000," said Wilson, principal of 
the Livingston County Middle School and 
winner of a $1 reward. He will try to for­
ward the good news to Doyle.

Camping In Bear Country? 
Here's How To Prepare 

Camping in bear country? 
Expect the unexpected, because bears 

are predictably unpredictable, says Na-
• tiona! Wildlife magazine. 

Knowing about bears in bear country 
could make the difference between an 
outdoor adventure and a tragedy, accor­
ding to the bimonthly publication of the 
National Wildlife Federation. 

"Few back country campers have 
ever seen a bear. Far fewer have been 
injured by one," says Stephen Herrero, 
a wildlife biologist with the University 
of Calgary. 

However, after conferring with Na­
tional Park Service officials and ex­
perienced campers, Herrero and others 
have made some sharp conclusions 
about how campers can avoid problems 
with the wild creatures. 

As one biologist succently stated: 
"There are no absolute formulas 
because the characteristics of individual 
bears vary as much as do the 
characteristics of individual people." 

• Always remain calm-running or 
shouting could encourage an attack. 

• Retrace your path on the trail each 
time the bear retreats, slowly making 
your way toward a tree sufficiently big 
enough to carry your weight, and tall 
enough to be out of reach from below. 

• If an attack seems unavoidable, and 
there is no tree in sight, playing 
opossum-by lying limply on the ground 
as if you were dead-could save your 
life. Others have also advised kneeling 
on the ground with your head between 
your knees and clasping your hands 
behind your neck-forming a tight, well­
protected ball while shielding your face, 
neck and chest areas . 

• Hikers should never travel alone. 
Some even recommend hiking in groups 
of six or more. 

• Familiarity with an area and selec­
tion of a proper campsite are also impor­
tant. Game trails should be avoided, 
since bears often use them at night. 

• Keep a clean campsite-no hungry 
bear can pass up leftover scraps. If 
there are fishermen in your party, make 
sure that they prepare their catches at 
least 100 yards away, and that they store 
their clothes in airtight sacks in order 
to prevent the escape of enticing odors 
of fresh fish.

When Elvis Presley was first 
becoming a major recording 
star, he was also beginning his 
career in films. He starred in a 
string of vastly forgettable 
mov1es, some featuring his 
songs, some not, but all were 
very much 1n the mainstream 
of Hollywood movres 

Then along came "A Hard 
Day's Night" and "Help," w1th 
the Beatles play1ng the 
Beatles. The Fab Four's mov­
ies are still among the best in 
the "rock movie" genre. 

Now. 1n "Purple Rain," rock 
star Prince plays himself in an 
autobiographical story that's a 
long way from the forced con­
ventions of an Elvis Presley 
mov1e and light years away 
from the giddy joy of "A Hard 
Day's N1ght " 

This IS not to say that " Pur­
ple Ra1n" IS a good movie. For 
all 1ts consc1ous attempts at 
breaking conventions in terms 
of both style and substance, 
"Purple Rain" is actually a 
highly cliched film in the mold 
of Hollywood musical 
romances. What's more fright­
enrng is that despite its self­
described "radical" format, it 

is still a boring film. 
Prince plays "the Kid," a 

struggling nightclub musician 
who lives in the basement of 
his home with Mom and Dad. 
Keys to his Dad's character 
can be found in such nauseat­
ingly profound lines as "If only 
you'd understand me," spoken 
just after he's flntshed beating 
up Mom for the upteenth time. 
"The Kid" falls in love with a 
girl from the bar, loses the gtrl 
to a rival group, and gradually 
wrns the girl back, at the same 
time discovenng much about 
himself. 

This is radical cinema? 
Just about all of Prince's 

backup group play themselves 
in the film. That is etther gritty, 
personal realism or outnght 
friendly nepotism, depending 
on your potnl of Vlew 

The soundtrack to the film IS 
already the top-selling album 
in the country. Like most musi­
cals, the music in the film is 
designed to support the story 
and enhance the drama. but 
this drama needs a whole lot 
more support than even these 
vastly successful songs.

GOOD NEWS 
REPOR'E 

In the Johnstown area of Penn­
sylvania, people have the habit of help­
ing each other. They've had enough 
floods there to stimulate the kind of com­
munity spirit that remains after the 
waters subside. You see the results in 
many ways, for example, the two story 
dwelling named "Mom's House," in the 
Brownstone section of Johnstown. 

Mom's House began as an idea of Peg 
Luksik-one which she developed with 
her husband, Jim. President of the local 
chapter of Citizens Concerned for 
Human Life (CCHL), and, like her hus­
band, a former teacher, Peg was troubl­
ed by a school problem that had nothing 
to do with classroom learning. It had to 
do with teenage pregnancies and what 
they could mean to the student in ques­
tion-at best, loss of an education, at 
worst, abortion. Peg wanted to prevent 
both, and she proposed to her CCHL 
board a program which she thought 
would do just that. She believed that if 
the new mother- lacking parental 
support-were able to have her baby 
properly taken care of during the day, 
she would be far less inclined to go the 
abortion route and could be encouraged 
to continue her education. Implementa­
tion of such a plan would, of course, re: 
quire widespread community support 
plus the time and energy of many 
volunteers 

The CCHL Board, all in favor of the 
plan, rallied its forces. Peg described 
the needs to 7,000 members, via the 
agency's newsletter. The word was 
spread and response was swift and sup­
portive. The most immediate and 
necessary item-a dwelling-was 
donated by the Catholic diocese . 
Formerly St. Michael's Convent, it was 
promptly renamed Mom's House. 

At the same time, a host of communi­
ty volunteer agencies stepped forward 
to offer their services, supplying fur­
nishings, food, care for the babies and 
counseling to the young mothers. Two 
hospitals provided medical support. The 
school district stepped in to help the girls 
readjust to student life. Several Foster 
Grandparents volunteered to aid both 
.mothers and babies. With such a spon­
taneous and widespread outpouring, Peg 
Luksik's idea for Mom's House became 
a reality last September. 

Today, its staff of 25 volunteers is car­
ing for 11 very small residents. They are 
also counseling and tutoring some of the 
mothers who have found the return to 
school difficult. (One mother, however, 
is enrolled in a job training program, 
another is attending business college 
and a third is going to art school.) 

The cost of establishing and maintain­
ing Mom's House has been shared by the 
community, not one penny provided by 
state or federal money. The center's 
fame has spread from the Greater 
Johnstown area to the White House, the 
President having mentioned its success 
in a recent address. Inquiries have come 
from all over the COtfntry, as well as 
Canada, asking for details on putting 
together the same kind of facility. As 
Peg Luksik and her staff can tell them, 
Mom's House becomes everybody's 
house when the whole community pit­
ches in.

A child who is more advanced 
than the others in the class will still be 
expected to do the same work as the 
others. If he finds it boring and doesn't 
finish it, many teachers may criticize 
rather than give special assignments to 
challenge advanced skills. 

If the gifted child tries to carry out an 
assignment in a creative or unusual 
way, he may be critized for not doing it 
"the right way." Many gifted children 
thus earn the label of "trouble maker. " 
Their discouragement can cause them 
to give up trying, which is a great loss 
to them and to society.

Shows Groundwater Data 
The Kentucky Geological Survey at 

the University of Kentucky has releas­
ed a new publication showing the sub­
surface geology of four or five counties 
at a time in columns which provide data 
on groundwater in the areas. 

The geologic information was ex­
tracted from the deepest wells in each 
of the counties and oil and gas drill-hole 
records. 

Special Publication 10 contains 19 
stratigraphic columnar sections and 57 
cross sections with the subsurface 
geological information, says state 
geologist Donald C. Haney_ 

In addition to showing stratigraphic 
units from the surface to the greatest 
depth for which information is available, 
each columnar section also depicts 
general rock types and shows thickness 
of units. 

The geologic cross sections, which use 
information from the deepest wells drill· 
ed in each area, are constructed using 
sea-level datum. In addition to showing 
the general structural configuration, 
these cross sections also indicate 
lithologic variations from one area to 
another. The rock types encountered in 
each well are shown by the use of 
graphic symbols_ 

The information used to prepare these 
cross sections and stratigraphic col­
umns was compiled from oil and gas 
drill-hole records, published and un­
published reports, and other data 
available from various government and 
individual sources. 

The primary objective of the project 
was to provide data on the concentration 
of dissolved solids in groundwater 
throughout Kentucky, and many of the 
wells used in the cross sections show 
these concentrations at various depths.

The Following Ordinance will be read for consideration and passage for County 

Wide effect at the Fiscal Court Meeting to be held Friday, August 24, 1984, at the 
hour of 10:00 A.M. in the Floyd County Courthouse Annex Conference Room. 

FLOOD DAMAGE PREVENTION ORDINANCE 
Floyd County, Kentucky 

ARTICLE 1. GENERAL PROVISIONS 
Section 100 Statutory Authorization. Chapter 100 of the Kentucky Revised Statutes 

gives local government units the authority to adopt regulations to promote the 
public health, safety, and general welfare of its citizenry. Therefore, the Floyd 
County Fiscal Court of Floyd County, Kentucky does ordain as follows: 

Section 110 Single Title. This Ordinance shall be known and cited as the "Flood 
Damage Prevention Ordinance of Floyd County, Kentucky" hereinafter referred 
to as "this Ordinance." 

Section 120 Purposes. This Ordinance is enacted to minimize losses due to flood 
conditions in specific areas set forth herein by regulating development activities 
which are dangerous to public health, safety and property. 

· Section 130 Compliance. No structure or part thereof shall hereafter be erected, 
placed, moved, reconstructed, extended or altered; nor shall dredging, filling, 
grading, paving, excavation or similar activities be undertaken except in com­
pliance with this Ordinance. 

Section 140 Lands Affected. This Ordinance shall apply to all areas of special 
flood hazard located within Floyd County, Kentucky as identified by the Federal 
Emergency Management Agency in its Flood Insurance Study dated March 5, 1984, 
and any revisions thereto which are adopted by reference and made a part of this 
Ordinance. 

Section 150 

Section 160 

Inter~reta~ion .. In interpreting and 
apply1ng th1s Ordlnance, the provisions 
contained herein shall be construed as the 
minimum requirements for the purposes set 
forth. Wherever there is a discrepancy 
between the minimum standards set forth in 
this Ordanance and those of any other 
lawfully adopted rules, regulations, 
ordinance or resolutions, the most 
restrictive or highest standards shall 
apply. 

Effect on Previous Ordinances. 
Ordinances relating to flood damage 
prevention that exist at the time of 
passage of this Ordinance, are superseded 
or amended only as expressly set forth 
herein. Furthermore, this Ordinance shall 
be interpreted so that the tenure of 
existing administrative officials and 
boards shall not be interrupted. 

Section 170 Pis c 1 aim e r of L i a b i 1 j t y. 

Flood protection required by this Ordinance is considered 
reasonable for regulatory purposes and does not imply that 
land outside the areas of special flood hazard or activities 
permitted within such areas will be free from flooding or 
flood damages. No liability on the part of Floyd County, 
Kentucky or of any officer or employee thereof shall be 
created as a result of any administrative decision lawfully 
made under this Ordinance. 

Section 180 Severability. If any court of competent 
jurisdiction shall declare any part of 
this Ordinance invalid, such ruling shall 
not affect other provisions of this 
Ordinance not specifically included in 
said ruling. 

ARTICLE 2. DEFINITIONS 

Section 200 General. Terms not specifically defined 
in this Ordinance but defined in the 
latest .edition of the Kentucky Building 
Code shall be construed as defined 
therein. Where terms are not so defined, 
they shall be interpreted to give them the 
meaning they have in common usage and to 
give this Ordinance its most reasonable 
application. 

Section 210 Definitions. 

210.1 - Areas of Shallow Floo~. Areas 
of Special Flood Hazard designated as AO 
Zones on the Flood Insurance Rate Map 
(FIRM). 

210.2·- Areas of Special Flood Hazard. 
All land within a community that is 
subject to a one percent or greater chance 
of flooding in any given year. This area 
includes all areas designated A on the 
Flood Hazard Boundary Map (FHBM); and all 
unnumbered A zones, Zones A-1 thr.ough 
A-30, and Zone A99 on the FIRM, and all 
areas of shallow flooding as defined 
above, and the designated floodway. 

210.3 Base Flood. The "100 year" flood 
having a one (l) percent chance of being 
equalled or exceeded in any given year. 

210.4 - Development. Any man-made change 
to structure(s) or land including but not 
limited to erection, reconstruction, 
alteration, filling, grading, mining, 
drilling, excavation, paving, dumping or 
dredging operations. 

210..5 - Existing Mobile Home Park. A 
park or subdivision consisting of a parcel 
(or contiguous parcels) of land divided 
into two or more mobile home lots for rent 
or sale for which the construction of 
facilities for servicing the lot on which 
the mobile home is to be affixed 
(including at a minimum, the installation 
of utilities, either final site grading or 
the pouring of concrete pads, and the 

· construction of streets) is completed 
before the effective date of this 
Ordinance. 
210.6 - Expansion to an Existin~ Mobile 
Home Park. The preparation of ad itional 
sites by the construction of facilities 
f~r servicing the lots on which the mobile 
homes are to be affixed (including the 
installation of utilities, final site 
grading or pouring of concrete pads, or 
the construction of streets). Any 
expansion is considered "new 
construction." 
210.7 - Flood or Flooding. A general and 
temporary condition of partial or complete 
inundation of nor~ally dry land areas from 
the overflow of inland or tidal waters; 
or, the unusual and rapid accumulation of 
runoff of surface waters from any source. 

210.8- Flood Bound~ry-Floodway Map 
IFB-FMl, Map issued by the Federal 
Emergency Management Agency for use during 
the Regular Phase of the National ~lood 
Insurance Program which is the pr1mary 
regulatory map to be used by a community 
with designated floodways. The Flood 
Boundary-Floodway Map illustrates the 
flood plain and floodway boundaries; arrd, 
in conjunction with the flood profiles and 
Floodway Data Table in the Flood Insurance 
Study, indicates the base flood elevations 
a 1 o n .g d i f f e r e n t f 1 · o o d p l a i n 
cross-sections. 

210.9 - flood Hazard Boundary Map IFHB.Ml .. 
Community map issued by the Federal 
Emergency Management Agency for use during 
the Emergency Phase of the National Flood 
Insurance Program on which areas of 
Special Flood Hazard are designated as 
unnumbered ~A" Zones. 
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210.10- Flood Insurance Rate Map CFIRM>. 
Map issued by the Federal Emergency 
Management Agency for use during the 
Regular Phase of the National Flood 
Insurance Program which delineates areas 
of Special Flood Hazard, premium risk 
zones applicable to the community, and 
baae flood elevations. 
210.11 - Flood Insurance Study. Report 
provided by the Federal Emergency 
Mana~ement Agency containing flood 
prof1les of the community, the Flood 
Boundary-Floodway Map (FB-FM) and/or the 
Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) and the 
water surface elevations of the base 
flood. 

210.12 - rlood Plain. All areas of 
special flood hazard defined above, 
including the "Floodway". 

210.13 - Floodway. FEMA designa~ed 
channel and adjacent land areas of a 
watercourse that must be reserved to 
~onvey t_he base flood without cumulatively 
1ncreas1ng the water surface elevation 
more than one (1) foot. 

210.14 - ~. The top surface of an 
enclosed a~ea in a building (including 
basement), l.e.,- top of slab in concrete 
~lab construction or top of wood flooring 
ln wood frame construction. . The term does 
not include the floor of a garage used 
solely for parking vehicles. 

210.15 - Highest Adjacent Grade. The 
highest natural elevation of the ground 
surface, prior to construction, next to 
the proposed walls of a structure. 

210.16 - Local Administrator. The local 
official to whom the county or city 
government has delegated the 
responsibility for the administration of 
the Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance. 

210.17 - Mobile Home. A structure, 
transportable in one or more sections, 
which is built on a permanent chassis and 
designed to be used with or without a 
permanent foundation when connected to the 
required utilities. It does not include 
recreational vehicles or travel trailers. 

210.18- New Construction. Structures 
for which the "start of construction" 
commence~ on or after the effective date 
of this Ordinance. · 

210.19 - New Mobile Home Park. A park or 
subdivision consisting of a parcel (or 
contiguous parcels) of land divided into 
two or more mobile home lots for rent or 
sale for which the construction of 
facilities for servicing the lot on which 
the mobile home is to be affixed 
(including at a minimum, the installation 
of utilities, final site grading or 
·pouring of concrete pads, and the 
construction of streets) is completed on 
or after the effective date of this 
Ordinance. 

210.20 - Start of Construction. The 
first placement of permanent construction 
materials (other than a mobile home) such 
as pouring of slabs or footings or any 
work beyond the excavation stage including 
relocation of the structure. Permanent 
construction does not include the 
installation of streets or walkways; nor 
does it include excavation for a basement 
or foundations, or the erection of 
temporary forms; nor does it include the 
installation of accessory buildings, such 
as garages or sheds not occupied as 
dwelling units. 

For mobile homes, that are not within a 
mobile home park, "start of construction" 
means the affixing of the mobile home to 
its permanent site. For mobile homes that 
are within a mobile home park, "start of 
construction" is the date on which the 
construction of facilities for servicing 
the site on which the mobile home is to be 
affixed (including, at a minimum, the 
construction of streets, final site 
grading or pouring of concrete pads, 
installation of utilities, and street 
construction) is completed. 

210.21 - Structure. A walled and roofed 
building that is principally above ground, 
a mobile home, a gas or liquid storage 
tank, or any other man-made facilities. 

-210.22 - Substantial Improvement. Any 
repair, reconstruction, or improvement of 
a structure, the cost of which equals or 
exceeds fifty percent of the .market value 
of the structure, as determined by the 
Local Administrator either (l) before the 
~mprovement or repair is started, or (2) 
lf the structure has been damaged and is 
being restored, before the damage 
occ?~r~d. For the purposes of this 
deflnftlon "substantial improvement" is 
cons1dered to occur when the first 
alteration of any wall, ceiling, floor, or 
other struc tural part of the building 
commences, whether or not that alteration 
affects the external dimensions of the 
structure. The term does not, include any 
project required to improve a structure to 
comply wit h existing state or local 
health, sanitary, or safety coae 
specifications which are necessary to 
assure safe living conditions. 

210.23 - Variance. A grant of relief to 
a person from the requirements of this 
ordinance which permits construction in a 
ma~ner otherwise prohibited by this 
Ord1nance where specific enforcement would 
result in unnecessary hardship. 

ARTICLE 3. PROVISIONS FOR FLOOD HAZARD REDUCTION 

Section 300 General Standards. In all areas of 
special flood hazard, including areas with 
or without base flood elevations, the 
following standards shall apply: 

• 

300.1 -Where elevations can be 
established in accordance with Section 
410.4, new construction or substantial 
improvements of structures shall be 
elevated or floodproofed to or above the 
base flood elevation. 

300.2 - All new construction and 
substantial improvements shall be anchored 
to prevent flotation, collapse, or lateral 
movement, and shall be constructed with 
materials and utility equipment resistan·: 
to flood damage using methods and 
practices that minimize flood damage. 

300.3 - All new and replacement water 
supply systems shall be designed to 
minimize or eliminate infiltration of 
flood waters into the system. 

300.4 - All new and replacement sanitary 
sewage systems shall be designed to 
minimize or eliminate infiltration of 
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flood waters into the systems and 
discharges from the systems into flood 
waters. 

300.5 - On-site waste disposal systems 
shall be located and constructed to avoid 
impairment to them or contamination from 
them during flooding. 

300.6 - All mobile homes shall be 
anchored to resist flotation, collapse or 
lateral movement by providing over-the-top 
and fr~me ties to ground anchors. 
Specific requirements shall be that: 

300.61 - over-the-top ties be 
provided at each end of the mobile 
home, with one additional tie per side 
at an intermediate location on mobile 
homes of less than fifty (50) feet, 
and one (1) additional tie per side 
for mobile homes of fifty (50) feet or 
more; 

300.62 - frame ties be provided at 
each corner of the home with fou~ (4) 
additional ties per side at 
intermediate points for mobile homes 
less than fifty (50) feet long and one 
(1) additional tie per side for mobile 
homes of fifty (50) feet or more; 

300.63 - each component of the 
anchoring system shall be capable of 
carrying a force of 4,800 pounds; and 

300.64 - any additions to the mobile 
home will be similarly anchored. 

300.7 - Subdivision Proposals. 

300.71 - All subdivision proposals 
shall be consistent with the need to 
minimize flood damage; 

300.72 - All subdivision proposals 
shall have public utilities and 
facilities such as sewer, gas, 
electric, and water sytems located and 
construct·ed to minimize flood damage; 

300.73 - All subdivision proposals 
shall have adequate drainage provided 
to reduce exposure to flood damage; 
and, 

300.74 - Base flood elevation data 
shall be provided for subdivision 
proposals and other proposed 
development projects which contain at 

. least SO lots or 5 acres (whichever is 
less). 

Section 310 Specific Standards. In all areas of 
special flood hazard, where base flood 
elevations have been provided or may be 
6btained in accordance with Section 410.4, 
the following specific standards are 
required: 

310.1 - Residential Construction. All 
new construct;on, including placement of 
mobile homes, or substantial improvement 
of any residential structure shall have 
the lowest floor, including basement, 
elevated to or above the base flood 
elevation. 

310.2 - Non-Residential Construction. 
All new construction or substantial 
improvement of any commercial, industrial 
or other non-residential structure shall 
have either the lowest floor, including 
basement, elevated to or above the level 
of the base flood elevation; or, together 
with attendant utility and sanitary 
facilities, shall: 

310.21 - be floodproofed so that 
below the bas€ flood level the 
structure is watertight with walls 
substantially impermeable to the 
passage of water; 

310.22 - have structural components 
capable of resisting hydrostatic and 
hydrodynamic loads and effects of 
buoyancy; and 

310.23 -be certified by a registered 
professional engineer or architect 
that the standards of this subsection 
are satisfied. Such certifications 
shall be provided to the official set 
forth in Section 410 of this 
Ordinance. 

310.3 - Mobile Homes. For new mobile 
home parks; for expansions to existing 
mobile homes where the improvement of the 
streets, utilities and pads equals or 
exceeds 50 percent of value of the 
~treets, utilities and pads ·before the 
lmprovement has commenced; and for mobile 
homes not placed in a mobile home park the 
following standards shall apply: 

310.31 - stands or lots are elevated 
on compacted fill or on pilings so 
that the lowest floor of the mobile 
home will be at or above the base 
flood level; 

310.32 - adequate surface drainage 
and access to facilitate mobile home 
removal are provided; and 

310.33 - in the instance of elevation 
on pilings, lots are large enough to 
permit steps; piling foundations are 
placed in stable soil no more than ten 
(10) feet apart; and reinforcement is 
provided for pilings more than six (6) 
feet above the ground level. · 

310.4 - Areas of Shallow Flooding. The 
following provisions apply within all 
designated areas of Shallow Flooding (AO 
Zones only) : 

310.41 - All new construction and 
substantial improvement of any 
residential structure shall have the 
lowest floor, including basement, 
elevated to or above the depth number 
specified on the Flood Insurance Rate 

'Map (FIRM) in feet, above the highest 
adjacent grade. If no depth number is 
specified, the lowest floor, including 
basement, shall be elevated at least 
two (2) feet above the highest 
adjacent grade. 

310.42 - All new construction and 
substantial improvements of 
non-residential structures shall: 

310.421 - have the lowest floor, 
including basement, elevated to or 
above the depth number specified 
on the Flood Insurance Rate Map 
(FIRM), in feet, above the highest 
adjacent grade. If no depth 
number is specified, the lowest 
floor, including basement, shall 
be elevated at least two (2) feet 
above the highest adjacent grade, 
or, 
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310.422 - together with attendant 
utility and sanitary facilities be 
completely floodproofed to or 
above the level so that any space 
below that level is watertight 
with walls substantially 
impermeable to the passage of 
water and with structural 
components having the capability 
of resisting hydrostatic and 
hydrodynamic loads and effects of 
buoyancy. 

310.5- Floodways. The following 
provisions apply within ail designated 
floodways: 

310.51 All development and 
encroachments, including fill, shall 
be prohibited unless certification by 
a registered professional engineer or 
architect is provided demonstrating 
that encroachments shall not result in 
any increase in flood levels during 
occurrence of the base flood 
discharge. 

310.52 - Mobile homes shall be 
prohibited from all floodway areas 
with the exception of existing mobile 
home parks. 

310.53 - All development in the 
floodway that is allowed under the 
provisions stated above shall comply 
with all other applicable provisions 
of Article 3. 

ARTICLE .4. ADMINISTRATION 

Section 400 Perm;its Reguired. No development 
activity shall be star~ed prior to the 
issuance of a Development Permit; further, 
no land or structure thus developed shall 
be used or occupied in whole or · in part 
prior to the issuance of a Certificate of 
Compliance, all in accordance with the 
provisions of this Ordinance. 

Section 410 Local Admini~trator. 

The <Flood Plain Administrator), hereinafter referred to 
as the "Local Administrator", is hereby appointed to ad­
minister and implement the provisions of this Ordinance. 
The Local Administrator shall be specifically empowered 
and directed to : 

410.1 - Review all Development Permit 
applications, perform inspection duties, 
and grant or deny Development Permits and 
Certificates of Compliance in accordance 
with the provisions of this Ordinance. 

410.2 - Investigate alleged violations ot 
this Ordinance, and institute appropriate 
action or proceedings to prevent unlawful 

development activity in areas of Special 
Flood Hazard and to restrain, correct or 
abate such violation. 

410.3 - Interpret, where necessary, the 
exact boundary location of areas of 
Special Flood Hazard. 

410.4 - Where base flood elevation data 
has not been provided, in accordance with 
Section 140, the Local Administrator shall 
obtain, review and reasonably utilize any 
base flood elevation data available from a 
Federal, State, or other source in order 
to administer the provisions of Section 
310 of this Ordinance. 

410.5 - Advise permit applicants that 
additional federal and state permits may 
be required, and specify that copies of 
such permits be provided by the applicant 
and maintained on file with the 
Development Permit application. 

410.6 - Notify adjacent communities and 
the Kentucky Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection Cabinet, Division 
of Water prior to any alteration or 
relocation of a watercourse, and submit 
written evidence of said notification to 
the Federal Emergency Management Agency 
Regional Office in Atlanta, Georgia. 

410.7 - Maintain and make available for 
public inspection all applications and 
records pertaining to the provisions of 
this Ordinance. 

Section 420 Permit Issuance Procedures. 

420.1 - Application for Development 
Permit and Certificate of Compliance shall 
identify the proposed type and location of 
development activity and other pertinent 
information that may be requested by the 
Local Administrator. The application 
shall be signed by the applicant and shall 
contain a clause which gives consent to 
th~ Local Administrator to make reasonable 
inspections to enforce the provisions of 
this Ordinance without first obtaining ~ 
search warrant. 

420.2 - Upon receipt of the application 
the Local Administrator will, within a 
reasonable time, determine the 
applicability of provisions of this 
Ordinance. Where proposed development is 
not located in an Area of Special Flood 
Hazard, or where the Local Administrator 
determines that the proposed development 
will not adversely affect the flood 
storage capacity of the flood plain n?r 
conflict with the other purposes of th1s 
Ordinance, the Local Administrator may 
issue a Development Permit and Certificate 
of Compliance. 

420.3 - Where it is determined that 
proposed development is located in an Area 
of Special Flood Hazard, all activities 
shall comply with applicable Provisions 
for Flood Hazard Reduction as specified in 
Article 3. Prior to the initiation of 
construction of any such development, the 
applicant shall submit proposed measures' 
for compliance to the Local Administrator. 
Information to be submitted for all 
development activities includes: 

420.31 - A statement of techniques to 
be employed to anchor structures, and 
to verify use of flood resistant 
materials and construction practices. 

420.32 - Plans showing that all new 
and replacement potable water supply 
and sewage systems shall be 
constructed to minimize flood damage 
and hazards to public health. 

420.33 - Plans for subdivision 
proposals in accord with the 
provisions of this Ordinance. For 
subdivisions with 50 lots or 5 acres, 
whichever is least, the developer 
shall provide base flood elevations if 
they are not available.

520.7- the availability of safe access to the 
property during flooding conditions for 
ordinary and emergency vehicles; 

520.8 - the expected heights, velocity, 
duration, rate of rise, and sediment 
transport of the flood waters and the 
effects of wave action, if applicable, 
expected at the site;

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Four Stages Of 
Drug Dependency 

By GEORGE R. ROSS, Ph.D 
Chemical dependency is a disease of 

attitudes that lead to emotional and 
physiological disorders and a deteriora­
tion of the spirit. The disease of chemical 
dependency has four dis tint stages: ini­
tial usage, problem usage, psychologi­
cal addiction and physiological addition. 
Although reversible, the disease left un­
treated is usually fatal 

The first stage of chemical dependen­
cy is initial usage. Usually after a few 
exposures to a drug such as alcohol or 
marijuana, a young person learns that 
"a way to alter his emotional or feeling 
state is to use the drug." Although no im­
mediate harm will usually accompany 
first time use of many drugs, the begin­
ning stages are set for the disease to 
worse. 

Stage two of the disease, problem 
usage, is often difficult to detect by the 
user or an outside observer, especially 
in the case of marijuana usage. With the 
continued usage of the drug, the young 
person's selftalk gradually changes 
from "a way to feel better" to "a good 
way to feel better." Subtle changes 
begin to occur in the youth's perform­
ance. School performance may begin. 
Athletic performance may drop a notch. 
The youth usually begins to be more 
secretive about his activities. Sudden 
and unusual outbursts begin occurring 
Feelings of guilt and depression occur 
more frequently. More importantly, the 
youth as a result qf drug usage begins 
violating a set of well-learned, ethical, 
value-related legal standards. Simply 
stated, the youth's capability to be 
responsible diminishes. Subsequently, 
the seeds are firmly established for the 
disease to become more acute. Further 
compounding the problem is the rein­
forcement and encouragement of a peer 
group who themselves are engaging in 
dishonest activity and deceptive 
behavior. 

Stage three of the disease becomes 
much more obvious to the outside 
observer and more actively denied by 
the youthful abuser. At the psychological 
addictive stage, the young person is now 
firmly convinced that the "only way to 
effectively cope" is to get high. In addi­
tion, the young person reportedly prac­
tices a self-talk of deception that open­
ly denies the drug usage while casting 
blame and responsibility on parents, 
teachers, coaches and others for current 
irresponsible behaviors. At this stage, a 
self-defeating network of attitudes is 
firmly entrenched and in some cases ir­
reversible. Suicidal ideations are also 
often present. Ability to care for and sus­
tain oneself is greatly diminished. 
Psychologically, the youth could be ac­
curately described as a walking 
psychotic with a reality orientation. 
Spiritually, bankruptcy has occurred. 

Stage four of the disease is physiolo­
gical dependency. At this stage the per­
son's body has come to depend on the 
drug in order to maintain equilibrium or 
homeostasis. The disease has progress­
ed from an emotional disease to a 
disease of the body. The body actually 
craves the drug at this point. Irreversi­
ble damage to important body organs 
can occur. Further emotional and 
spintual deterioration elapses. The 
youth at this stage exists, but no longer 
lives.

Q. My mother is being treated for 

cancer She has become so depressed 
that we're all worried more about her 
state of mind than her illness right now. 
Are there any specific causes for the 
depression that we might not be aware 
of? What can we do for her? 

A. Many cancer patients are depress­
ed at various times during their illness 
and treatment. Cancer specialists and 
psychiatrists have studied this problem. 
They beleive depression is caused by a 
variety of circumstances in a cancer pa­
tient's life. 

Some of these circumstances are 
physical problems brought about by the 
disease and treatment, such as pain or 
discomfort, difficulty sleeping, loss of 
appetite, loss of strength and energy. 
These physical problems often can be 
corrected or improved with medication 
or an adjustment in the treatment. As 
the patient feels better the depression 
will improve. 

Other types of depression may have 
more emotional causes. The patient 
may feel that he or she has become a 
burden on the family because they're not 
able to contribute as much at home and 
are costing the family money and time. 
Patients who have lost a body part due 
to surgery to treat the disease, may have 
a difficult time adjusting to their new 
body image. 

Most cancer patients feel they have 
lost contact with some of their friends 
as a result of the disease All of these 
emotional complications can cause the 
patient to feel depressed. 

Families who are aware of the special 
stresses cancer and its treatment place 
on patients can help. By keeping the nor­
mal channels of communication open 

and encouraging patients to be open and 
honest about their feelings, families can 
work to prevent the emotional with­
drawal of the patient and the feelings of 
isolation that cause depreSsion. Patients 
should be encouraged to tell their doc­
tors about any physical problems they 
are having. 

A booklet called "Taking Time," 
published by the National Cancer In­
stitute, offers other suggestions for ways 
families can help cancer patients cope 
with their disease and the alterations it 
causes in their lives.

NEW HOPE FOR BALD PATES 
It has been discovered by a major pharmaceutical 

firm that a well-known anti-hypertension drug, called 
" minoxidil," has an unusual side effect. It grows hair . It 
does not do it for everyone every time, but some patients 
that have taken minoxidil did grow hair. Unfortunately, 
the hair grew all over the body and not just on bald pates. 
Scientists are now attempting to solve this problem by 
switching from an orally administered drug to a topical 
ointment massaged into the scalp. This is a development 
so promising that the U.S. Food and Drug Administra­
tion CFDA) has given its approval for year long clinical 
trials on humans. The results should be in by the end of 
1984.

-Educational decision-making 
authority must be situated at the school 
building level. Classroom teachers-not 
centralized school district bureau­
cracies, state or federal officials­
should determine instructional deci­
sions. 

-Schools should become life-long 
learning centers that serve everyone 
from four-year-old children to adults 
planning new careers. 

-Schools should guarantee that 
students "master" the subjects they 
take, not merely "pass" them. Students 
who don't initially master what is taught 
should be provided individually tailored 
learning opportunities, not shoved up 
automatically to the next grade level. 

- Only the best teachers should be 
hired in the nation's school districts. The 
NEA has spelled out its reform package 
for upgrading teacher education in Ex­
cellence in Our Schools, Teacher Educa­
tion : An Action Plan, a program 
adopted by the Association in 1982. 

"The many national reports on educa­
tion released up to now have lacked one 
critically important element: the 
perspective of the men and women who 
teach and serve our nation's young peo­
ple," notes NEA President Futrell, who 
chaired the NEA Task Force. "Our 
members know what goes on inside 
America's classrooms, and our Task 
Force has tapped this inside knowledge. 
We've developed a report that addresses 
the wide disparity between what our 
schools are doing today and what they 
need to do tomorrow." 

The NEA Task Force report-entitled 
" An Open Letter to America on Schools, 
Students, and Tomorrow"-rejects 
merit pay and other short-sighted, 
quick-fix "solutions" to the problems of 
education. To ensure "a competent 
teacher in every classroom," the Task 
Force recommends that every school 
district immediately: 

- implement a rigorous personnel 
evaluation system for practicing 
teachers . 

- set the minimum salary of teachers 
at $24,000 a year to make teaching com­
petitive with other professions that re­
quire comparable training and respon­
sibilities. 

The Task Force report also stresses 
that every school district should develop 
building-level discipline standards that

State 
governments should be responsible for 
more equitable state aid formulas, the 
report notes, and the federal govern­
ment should work to ensure equal educa­
tional opportunity-particularly for 
minority, handicapped, and non-English 
speaking children.
