Kentucky State Record

It's official! The 4f-pound, B-ounce
rockfish caught from Lake Cumberland
on December 4, 1984 by Robbie Bell. of
Monticello, is a Kentucky state record

The Kentucky Department of Fish and
Wildlife Resources certified Bell's
rockfish as the new state record after
evaluating the information on the fish's
size and how il was caught, viewing a
photograph, and talking with witnesses
The massive “‘striper,” taken from the
Beaver Creek embayment on a rockfish
jig rigged with a 6" white curlytail,
measured 48" in length and 29'4"
around the girth

An accomplished rockfish angler, Bell
said he has caught about 36 rockfish dur-
ing the past year, bul never one close to
the size of the record. ““When 1 first
hooked it I thought it was only aboul a
10 or 12 pounder, but then I saw il,"”" he

Bell said he boated the rockfish when it
tired after a final run of about 20 yards

Bell's catch surpassed a state record
which stood fer more than five years
the state’s previous “‘biggest ever’
rockfish weighed 47 pounds, and was
caught on November 28, 1979 by Forest
Reed. Bell's ecatch was made while
casting for rockfish which were feeding
on shad in the shallows. His reel was
spooled with only 12-pound tlesl
monofilament, relatively light line for
rockfish angling, and it may be that
Bell's rockfish is a line class world
record as well, according to information
listed in the 1984 World Record Game
Fishes, published by the International
Game Fish Association (IGFA) of Ft.
Lauderdale, Florida

The current 12-pound line class world
record listed in the booklet is a 47-pound
rockfish taken on March 23, 1983 from
the Flint River in Georgia. Before Bell's
catch can be certified as a world line
class record with the IGFA, an applica-
tion process, similar to that which is re-
quired by the Kentucky Department of
Fish and Wildlife Resources for stale
records, must be completed

Kentucky state record fish can only be
taken on sportfishing tackle (rod and
reel or pole and line), using either live
or artificial bait. Fish taken on commer-
cial gear, by trotline, snagging or snar-
ing, are not eligible. To qualify for con-
sideration as a state record, the fish
must be weighed in the presence of three
witnesses on a scale certified legal for
trade, and an application detailing the
catch must be completed and signed.

of certain gold items. Are those offers
real bargains or simply exaggerated
claims?

Kentucky Attorney General David L.
Armstrong warns consumers to be
cautious when purchasing “'discounted’’
gold jewelry. "*Not only may consumers
be paying more for gold jewelry than if
they had bought it from a non-discount
store, but the quality and durability of
such items may be inferior,"" he said.

To insure that you receive the guality
vou paid for, Armstrong recommends
that vou note both the “‘karat’” (normal-
ly engraved on the clasp) and the thick-
ness of the gold jewelry before purchas-
ing it. Because gold is a very soft metal,
it is usually mixed with base metals to
increase its durability. A “karat’ ex-
presses the quality of pure gold, with
24-K reflecting pure gold, and 14-K
meaning 14 parts pure gold, 10 parts
base metal

Consumers should be wary of seem-
ingly high prices on 14-K, 12-K| or 10-K
gold jewelry, or unrealistically low
prices for 18K or 24-K gold jewelry
“The higher the karat, the higher the
price should be.” Armstrong said.
“Moreover, the style of the piece is also
important. Lower priced items such as
gold chain necklaces tend to be thinner
and made of less gold/base metal
material, making them easier to
break."

Hospital Offers Tests

Of Newborns’ Hearing

Newborn babies who are al risk of
hearing problems will be tested on a
regular basis at Kosair Children’s
Hospital, Louisville, beginning Feb. 1
The ongoing testing is available for the
first time in Kentucky

The test uses a portable, computeriz-
ed testing unit, which measures the
brainwave activity of an infant in
response to a series of click sounds
transmitted fo the baby through ear-
phones. A child can be tested as early as
the first day of life. Thirty-four hospiltals
across the U.S. are involved in the
testing program,

The program is funded by the Infant
Hearing Assessment Foundation, of
Concord, California. It is made possible
and will be implemented at Kosair
Children’s Hospital by the Louisville
Life Member Club of the Telephone
Pioneers of America.

maple, Amur maple are small specimen
and screen maple trees, not large shade
trees like their sugar and red maple
relatives, This new cultivar has a fiery
red fall color sure to draw attention
anywhere it is planted.

For those who like Southern magnolia,
the marginally hardy magnolia with the
large glossy evergreen leaves, there is
a new dwarf called ‘Little Gem.'
Because Southern magnolia is listed as
hardy through USDA hardiness Zone 7
(which includes southwestern and
southeastern Kentucky) it should be
placed in very protected locations in
more northern areas of Kentucky or it
probably will not survive ifs first winter.

A small specimen tree rarely planted
in Kentucky is the Korean stewartia.
Here is a tree yielding year-round in-
terest by way of deep green foliage in
spring, white camellia-like flowers in
early summer, red-orange foliage in fall,
and exfoliating (peeling) orange/gray/
brown bark in winter. So few of our
plants offer (rue year-round interest that
this tree definitely deserves conside-
ration
