May Not Acquire 
Bank at Martin 

A bid by Pikeville National Corpora­
tion to buy the First Guaranty National 
Bank at Martin has been turned down by 
the Federal Reserve Board. 

Pikeville National is parent company 
of the Pikeville National Bank and Trust 
Co. The rejection of its proposal 
represents a victory for two Floyd 
banks, First Commonwealth and the 
Bank Josephine, which oppo5ed the pur­
chase, arguing that it would violate 
antitrust laws. 

The Prestonsburg banks contended 
thai Floyd and Pike counties are part of 
the same banking market. with banks in 
each county generating a substantial 
amount of business in the other.

Venelia Rinehart, who because of her 
interest in birds and flowers doesn't let 
life mean tedium, ennui and a lot of 
other discouraging things, tells me that 
when the snow lay nine or ten inches 
deep on her yard and lhose of neighbors, 
scores of big, fat robins swooped in 

Now, as most know, the robin is a bird 
that does not come looking for a hand· 
out. He insists on foraging for his food. 
But this flock found rustling up a snack 
a most discouraging problem. Any 
worms or bugs that were about were 
deep beneath the snow. 

Mrs. Rinehart tried to feed the birds. 
but they would condescend only to peck 
at some of the bread she offered. 

A nearby holly tree that was loaded 
with berries saved the situation tem­
porarily for the birds. The robins gorg­
ed themselves till all the berries were 
gone. Another holly tree offered some 
food. and the robins took to it, but there 
is a mockingbird which has that tree 
staked out as his privat.e domain, and he 
divebombed the intruders on his proper­
ty till he was in a state of exhaustion.

ly requires citizens to go through the 
superintendent for permission to ad­
dress the board. One reason, Grigsby 
said, is that some matters will prove 
capable of being resolved administra· 
tively and will not require the board's at­
tention. Another reason, he added, is 
that members of the public have 
sometimes used board meetings in the 
past to ''slander" board members and 
administrators. 

"The board meeting is not a public 
meeting, per se. It is nola public forum 
where people can make any allegations 
they want to,'' the superintendent said 
"(Under existing policy) nobody is ever 
disallowed to come before the board for 
any honorable reason " 

Jean Rosenberg, coordinator of the 
Floyd town forum and its follow-up, 
acknowledged she had never been 
denied an opportunity to address lhe 
board but said a morE! liberal policy 
could .improve the board's public image. 
"It would give the public a sense of ac­
cess," she said. ''It would be one way to 
give people a sense that things are 
moving" 

Adams and board member James A. 
Duff favored a public comment period, 
with the stipulation lhat it not be used 
for ''personal altacks .. , ''I can see 
nothing wrong if anyone comes who 
wants to give us something progressive, 
but verbal assaults I will not tolerate." 
the chairman said, adding, "We've had 
a lot of that. Too much." 

Don Fightmaster. a state education of­
ficial who has been quietly monitoring 
board meetings lhe past year, said 
stormy confrontations arose between 
citizen groups and the board because of 
inadequate communication on a routine 
basis 

"Th1s is why we see the room empty ... 
he said, wilh a gesture toward lhe sparse 
audience. "There is a lot of resentment 
out lhere because the community does 
not meet with the boafd. Then, when 
something does happen, the room 1s fill­
ed and aU are hollering because they 
haven't had a chance to talk (before) ." 

When Adams reminded the stale of­
ficial that members of the public were 
not free to speak at meetings of the state 
Board of Education. Fightmaster pro­
tested. "We let you come in." 

"Yes, and 'keep your mouth shut, •· 
Adams replied. 

Allhough her pt·oposal for a 15-minute 
open session went nowhere, Mrs. Sm1lh 
said later she was sllll hopeful the issue 
could be resolved and mdicated it might 
come up for further discussion at the 
next meeting in the town forum series, 
scheduled at Allen grade school on .Feb.

There are more people that travel the 
Hunter bridge than the Drift or Minnie 
bridges. 

There have been two new bridges at 
Drift, and also two new bridges at Min­
nie since Hunter bridge was built. 

There are approximately 60 families 
to cross the Hunter bridge. 

We can't get our bridge repaired, let 
alone replaced.

I don't know Ed Caudill and I never 
bave seen him before. so I can't say that 
he is my friend. But I can say that I feel 
like I have been robbed of a magistrate.

That's not surpnsmg, but dtd you 
kno.,., that thousands of sporhmen 
throughout the state arc exempt fr<'m 
purchasing sport fishing and hunting 
license under certam circumstances, 
and that recent changes in the law have 
extended these exemptions to some 
disabled veterans.

Herpes Virus Infections 
th Gl \ ' 0'('0~:\0H. :\l .D. 

lle~s Simplex is the name of a vtrus 
that affects people worldwtde, tnf~ctmg 
over 90% of Lhe entire populalJon Few 
of these infected people, however. evet• 
realize the\ are infl'Cted since very few 
individuals ever show anv of lhc symp· 
toms. In others. however: this virus can 
be very debilitating . . 

When activated. the herpes vtrus 
causes irritating and often very painful 
sktn lesions lhat frequently recur up to 
a month in some people These skin le 
s1ons. in the form of fluid-filled blisters. 
are commonlv found on the skin of the 
mouth. the liPs. and the gemtnha. Also 
known as fever blisters or cold sores, 
these skin blisters eventually break open 
to form small ulcers that often take 
several weeks to completely heal. 

Fever. emotional or physical stress. 
overexposure to the sun, or other con­
current physical illness can trigger I he 
S}mptoms of herpes by activating the 
virus in infected individuals. 

Constdered to be one of the most com· 
mon sexuallv transmitted di:seases, 
herpes is ver)· easily spread by direct 
physical contact with lhe open blisters 
The risk of sexual transmission is 60% to 
80% from one affected. partner to 
another. Sexual intercourse. as well as 
dtrect physical contact with the blisten'<l 
areas. should be avoided during recur 
rent episodes. 

There is currentlv no effective treat· 
ment available that will permanently 
destroy this virus. and no vaccine can 
prevent its spread . Fortunately. 
however, the virus in mosl people causcs 
no symptoms and remains dormant 
forever. ln those who are affected wilh 
symptoms. each episode of blistering 
and ulcer formation is usually self­
Jimiling and not life-threatening. 

Mild local cold water compresses and 
pain-relie,'ing ointments can rehe\'e 
some of lhe discomfort caused by the 
open blisters. but, again. these remedies 
do not destroy the virus or cure the 
disease. 

:-Je-wborn tnfants and very stck 
hospitalized patients whose immune 
systems are depressed are especially 
susceptible to severe herpes infections 
that can be fatal. ln these patients, a 
drug called acyclovt.r is sometimes us­
ed. Although not curative, this drug may 
decrease new lesion formation. may 
decrease the pain from the blisters. and 
may help decrease any worsening of the 
symptoms The drug is also available in 
an ointment form that can be tried in 
severe cases of genital herpes. Again, 
the drug is not curative but may in· 
crease healing and may decrease viral 
sprealiing to contactt. 

Herpes infections of the eye are best 
managed by an e-ye doctor 
c ophthalmologistl. but. in general. most 
other herpes infections are self·lim1ting 
and will run their course in 2 to 3 weeks. 

lf you suspect a herpes infection. con· 
tact your physician for advice on pain 
relief, but. at this time, no cure is 
a\•ailable. 

May Lodge Hearing 
To Consider KenP AC 

The Cabinet for Human Resources 
will conduct five regional public hear· 
ings to receive comments on the propos· 
ed Kentucky Patient Access and Care 
System CKenPAC). KenPAC is a project 
aimed at providing continuous and cost· 
effective health care services to approx­
imately 225,000 Medicaid-eligible 
Kentuckians. 

The hearing in this area is scheduled 
at J p m . Feb. 26 at May Lodge. Jenny 
Wiley State Resort Park 

Representatives of the Department 
for Social Insurance will make brief 
presentations at each hearing on the 
destgn and goals of the KenPAC pro· 
gram, to be followed by questions or 
comments from citizens in attendance. 
Those unable to attend the hearing and 
wishing to comment on the KenPAC 
plan may do so in writing. Letters should 
be addressed to. Director, Division for 
Management and Development, Ken­
tucky Department for Soctallnsurance 
275 East Main Street, Frankfort, Ken 
lucky 40621 

The KenP AC proposa I ca!Js for pro 
viding a family doctor or prtmary care 
physician for every Kentucky mother 
and child covered by the stale Medicaid 
program. Participating physictans 
would receive a monthly patient 
management fee for each KenPAC 
client served by the physic tan. Existing 
J\ledtcaid reimbursement procedures 
would be unchanged with the exceptton 
that all services wtthm the KenPAC 
system must be provided or approved by 
the client's KenPAC physician before 
the service provtder will be reimbursed. 

In addition lo increasing the 
availability and continuity of health care 
to eligible low-income Kentuckians, the 
KenPAC system is proJected to reduce 
expendttures by an estimated S2.5 
million as a rcsult of more appropriate 
use of medical services. 

A review of public comments on Ken· 
PAC, as well as any modification to lhe 
plan made as a result of those com· 
ments, should be completed 1n tune for 
the project to begin in approximaterly 
10 Kentucky counties hy July 1. Other 
counties across the state will be brought 
into the system as quickly as possit)le.

Ceiling Water Spots Often Caused 
By Ice Dams Rather Than Roof Leak 

Homeowners who note brown stains 
appearing on their ceilings for the first 
time during the current siege of ice and 
snow may be fearing an expenstve 
repair job to replace the roof after the 
wealher finally breaks. 

Fortunately, that may not be 
necessary, according to a structural 
engineer w1th the University of Ken· 
lucky College of Agriculture. 

The stains may be caused by water 
back·up from frozen ice dams in the 
rooftop gutters, said Dr. Blaine Parker. 
the UK agricultural engineer. 

several months ago." he said. " I would 
suspect the downspout, and ifit's stop­
ped up with ice, the chances are good the 
back-up of water is causing the ceiling 
suun" 

What can you do about it? 
Parker said, ''ll would be goof if peo­

ple could chip the ice out of the dratn 
area-at least out of the downspout so 
water can drain as the ice begins to 
melt. Or they may want to use some 
electric heat to unthaw the ice and keep 
1t from freezing again." 

Parker said electric tape can be plac­
ed on the Inside of the downspout and 
plugged into the nearest electrical 
outlet. That will provide enough warmth

And replacing a roof is usual· 
ly a major expense item costing several 
thousand dollars.

men might be expected to advocate roo( 
repatr because of those brown spots 
which very recently appeared, Parker 
suggested that owners of older homes 
might suspect the tee darns flrst. 

''It depends on the construction of the 
house," Parker said. "But in the older 
homes where there are gutters enclos· 
ed as a part of the roof, or where there 
is no overhang. ice can dam up the gut· 
ters and allows the water to seep under 
lhe shingles or eaves near the gutter ·· 

Once this happens and water gets in­
to the attic or crawl space above the ceil· 
ings. the stains are likely to occur as the 
moisture seeps through. 

In newer homes where there is 
overhang space between gutter and roof, 
this is not as likely to happen, Parker 
said. 

But for those older homes-and there 
are a lot of them in Lexington and 
throughout the rest of Kentucky­
Parker said he would suspect water 
back·up from dammed gutters flrst. 

"There's no special reason to think the 
roof should leak now any more lhan

crop production in 1984 despite weather­
related problems throughout much of 
the growing season, according to the 
Kentucky Crop andLivestqck Reporting 
Service.

"I was really glad to see the gains 
Kentucky farmers made over last 
year," said state Agriculture Commis· 
sioner David E. Boswell. 

Final estimates show tnat corn pro­
duction more than tripled 1983's drought­
and PIK-reduced crop. Soybean produc· 
tion was up 73 percent. Burley tobacco 
increased 68 percent. 

"I think we did really well to get these 
gains during a year when a late, wet 
spring delayed planting; a dry, mild 
summer affected crop growth and a wet 
fall slowed harvest to the slowest on 
record," Boswell said. 

Kentucky corn for grain production in· 
creased to 146 million bushels from 46 
million in 1983. Yields averaged 100 
bushels per acre compared to 48 bushels 
a year ago. 

Production of burley tobacco, Ken­
tucky's leading cash crop, totaled 498.75 
million pounds compared to 2!n.6 million 
pounds in 1983. Yield was up 775 pounds 
lo 2,375 pounds per acre on 210,000 acres. 

Kentucky soybean production jumped 
73 percent to 42.34 million bushels. Yield 
increased 12 bushels to an average 29 
bushels per acre. 

" Many times during the year, it look­
ed as though farmers would barely 
squeak by because of the weather. These 
final crop figures show that 1984 was a 
good crop year," Commissioner Boswell 
said .

Reye syndrome is a rare cond1tlon 
a lew hundred cases a year It was narn · 
cd in 1963 for an Australian patholog1st 
who described it as a swelling of the 
bram, combined with liver ma lfunction 
and blood chemistry disorders leading 
in most cases to death 

Improved recognition and ea rly treut· 
mcnt of the disease has helpt•d reduce 
the death rate. but still about one out of 
four reported cases a re fatal 

It is crucial to take action quickly if 
Reye's symptoms occur-whether or not 
aspirin or an aspirin-<:ontaining product 
hcls been used. The first sign is general­
ly persistent 'omiting. The young per· 
son may be sleepy and lethargic, but still 
responsi\'e. Within a half a day. he or she 
can become disoriented, combati\'e and 
delirious. 

Untreated. the teenager or child can 
go into a coma and die. 

Thus. Reye is a medical emergt•nc) . 
A child wilh Reye syndrome symptoms 
must be taken immediately to a hospiull, 
where blood and body flUids can be 
monitored and a respirator used if 
breathing fails. Surgery may be needed, 
in some cases, to relieve pressure on the 
swollen brain. Therefore. act promptly 
if you suspect Reye syndrome

Teaching Children 
The Value Of Money 

Even children know that a dollar 
doesn't buy much anymore. 

Inflation has affected not only the 
worker and the homemaker-it has also 
reduced the value of the spending money 
that children have. In light of this, many 
parents are reevaluating their policies 
with regard to children's money. 

Giving money <such as an allowance> 
will help teach a child about decision 
making. But children who are given 
money to spend any way they choose, 
without direction, often spend it 
foolishJy. A dialogue between parent and 
child about spending and saving will 
help, according to Growing Up. the 
developmental newsletter about school 
age children. 

Even young children are old enough 
to learn the difference between wants 
and needs. Parents try to provide a child 
with the basic necessities. But a parent 
who tries to give a child everything he 
wants is sure to encounter problems. 

What can parents do to help a child 
learn to manage money? Here are some 
guidelines suggested in Growing Up: 

- Have a plan. Whether it's a weekly 
allowance or some other arrangement. 
a plan will help prevent parent-child 
disagreements. 

- A child may sometimes make 
parents feel embarrassed or guilty 
because they can't afford to be as 
generous as they (or the child> would 
like. This is a sign the child needs to 
know about the family's financial situa­
tion and the limits of the family budget. 

-Teach the child that money must be 
earned. It does not grow on trees nor is 
there some bottomless vault from which 
the parent can draw endless supplies. A 
good way to teach the value of money is 
by rewarding specific jobs <mowing the 
lawn, for example) with some ap­
propriate payment. 

- Help the child develop a savings 
plan with the aim of saving for 
something he really wants. 

- Lastly, children can be taught that 
good entertainment doesn't always have 
to cost money. 

Remember. the child who receives the 
largest allowance is not usually tile one 
who loves his parents, his family, or his 
home the most.

whose need is increased during periods 
of extremely harsh winter cold and 
hazardous road conditions. Through con­
tracts with the state's area development 
districts and the Kentucky Department 
for Social Services, these centers pro 
vide life-sustaining. and in some cases, 
life-saving assistance to hundreds of 
older Kentuckians. 

Marge Brock. director of Aging Ser­
vices for the Department [or Social Ser· 
vices, said many senior citizens centers 
stayed open round-the-clock for several 
days at a time in parts of Kentucky dur­
ing the month of January. ·•we authoriz· 
ed the centers to meet the local needs, 
whether it was for emergency shelter or 
simply for information," she said. •· In 
many cases, the centers are referral 
points for older people who don't know 
where to find a particular service they 
need to cope with the weather. These 
centers provide the indirect assistance 
of putting these people in contact with 
this department's field offices, other 
state agencies and local organizations 
set up to help during a winter crisis." 

Brock said the centers in each ADD 
have their own systems for checking on 
in-home service clients. "Most contacts 
are kept up over the telephone, but 
many staff and volunteers go to the 
clients homes to be sure they are OK." 
she said. 

Hazardous road conditions bit hard at 
senior citizens programs such as the 
more than 200 nutrition sites for the 
elderly, according to Brock. "One storm 
hit unexpectedly over a weekend which 
is the worst possible time to try to make 
alternate arrangements for the 42,300 
people who receive meals through that 
program," she said. "Centers in rural 
areas provide so-called 'shelf meals' 
which is a complete meal consisting of 
staples such as canned soup, fruits and 
vegetables. These 'shelf meals' help the 
snowbound person get by until either 
they can get out or someone can get to 
them. More than 1,000 'shelf meals' were 
provided through centers in the Big San· 
dy ADD alone." 

Brock said since weather situations 
vary from one part of the state to 
another, many centers rely heavily 011 

local news media, particularly radio sta· 
tions, to inform clients of extended hours 
or weather-forced changes. "The needs 
and the ability to meet those needs 
sometimes change within a few hours 
time for these centers and the news 
media in January provided a big assist 
in letting the public know where and 
when the centers and their programs 
would be operating," she said. 

Brock said any senior citizen who 
might be able to use some service from 
a center in his or her community should 
contact the facility in advance) just to 
establish that contact, so the individual 
will know where to call and who to call 
in a weather emergency. Brock said 
many local police and county sheriff's 
offices also have senior citizens center 
information available.

Forest Blazes 
At 10-Year Low 
In 1984 Season 

Kentucky had fewer forest fires last 
year than at any time in lhe past 10 
years, accordmg to Boyce Wells, com­
missioner of the Department for Natural 
Resources. 

During 1984, 1,423 forest fires burned 
over 17,293 acres of forest land. Donald 
A Hamm, director of the Division of 
Forestry, said this is only 52% of the 
10-year average number of fires. He at­
tributed this good record to very 
favorable weather conditions and tn· 
creased fire prevention and law enforce­
ment efforts by Division personnel. 

For the second straight year, incen­
diary fires were the leading cause, ac­
counting for 39% of all fires. The second 
most common cause was debris burn­
ing, which amounted to 32%. These are 
fires that are set to clear gardens and 
burn trash, bulldozed piles, or other un­
wanted material. "The debris fire can 
be prevented, and our people are doing 
an exce1lent job of reducing its occur­
rence, " Hamm said. 

Other causes of forest fires include 
smoking, campfires, railroads, equip­
ment and lightning. The lightning fires 
(there were just five in 1984) are the only 
ones that are not caused by human 
activities. 

During 1984, Division of Forestry per· 
sonnet issued 832 citations for violation 
of various forestfire laws. To date, con­
victions have been obtained in 52% of the 
cases, and a number are still pending . 
Emphasis on Jaw enforcement will con­
tinue during 1985 in an effort to further 
reduce the number of fires, according to 
Hamm. At the same time, educational 
efforts will be increased to inform the 
public about forest fire laws. 

WhiJe many of Kentucky's forest fires 
don't appear to do much damage, they 
aU do some harm. Even small fires can 
damage or kill the bark at the base of 
trees, and that damaged bark allows in­
sects and decay to enter the wood. In 
time, these organisms can reduce the 
tree to a worthless cull. This loss in value 
occurs over the life of the tree and can 
result in a future loss of over $2,000 per 
acre.

''This is a loss to the future economy 
of the Commonwealth," said Hamm, 
•·and it is a loss that could be prevented 
if people would just be more careful with 
fire."

Dairy Standard Change 
May Cut Dairies by 900 

A tightening of one of the standards by 
which dairies are certified as being 
grade A may result in 900 Kentucky 
dairies having to adopt stricter health 
practices or face losing their milk 
market. 

Current federal guidelines perm it 1.5 
million somatic cells per milliliter in 
samples taken from bulk tanks of milk 
produced by a grade A dairy. As of 
July l. 1986 the permissible number will 
drop to 1 million cells per milliliter. 

University of Kentucky dairy' 
specialists say one fourth of Kentucky's 
3,757 grade A dairies routinely produce 
bulk tanks of milk that test under the 
current 1.5 million-cell ceiling, but over 
the impending 1 million-cell cutoff. 

Dr. Robert J. Harmon, a UK dairy 
scientist, said it can lake anywhere from 
several months to two or three years to 
correct a dairy herd of the cause of the 
high somatic cell counts

These nrc the brui~e; that don't show: 
scars in the mmd that haunt a chtld in· 
to adulthood There are no statistics on 
chtlrlren who are victims of emotional 
child abuse. but the problem is wide· 
spread 

i\cconJ111g to an article appearmg in 
tht• Fl'hruary Header's Digest-"Emo­
tional Child Abuse: The Invisible 
Plague" emotional abusers are 
prompted not by children's misbe· 
havior. hut by their own psychological 
problems. 

What does this abuse entail? · Accor­
ding to authorities on child development. 
emotional abuse involves nothing less 
than the systematic destruction of a 
child 's sell -esteem." the article states. 

Dr. .Jay Lcfer. a Ne\v York 
psychiatrist, refers to the "four Ds" of 
emotional abuse: deprivation. distanc­
mg. depreciation and domination. 
Abusive parents may use one, all or a 
combination to play out their own con· 
flicts and a\'Otd facing up to the rt'al 
demands of child·rearing. 

Depl'ivation of lo\'e and distancing of 
parental concern in an infant will block 
development of a secure attachment to 
his or her parents. '"Unavailability is 
shattering because a child doesn't get 
any of the usual rewards for cur iosity, 
growth and accomplishment," points 
out Byron l'~geland, a University of 1\'lin· 
nesota psychologist. 

Dcpreciallon means discounting any 
childhood achievement and exag· 
gerating any fault or fa ilure. ··words 
like 'always' and 'never'-implying that 
a child invariably fails to live up to a 
parent's expectations-are keys to 
distinguishing a consistent!} abusive 
parent from one who criticizes occa 
sionally in anger of frustration," the ar· 
ticle points out. 

Dr. Lefer notes that aU parents will try 
to dominate their children in termJ:; of 
setting standards and values 'But 
tht>re·s a big difference between domina­
tion through education and example and 
domination through cruelty,'" he says. 
""The abusive parent gets his or her way 
by terrifying the child into following his 
or h~r wisht>s~" 
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I 
I Outsiders are often reluctant to in­

terfere. But their silence actually rein­
forces the child's impression that the 
criticism is deserved. "People shouJdn 't 
mind their own business when a child's 
life is in danger and that means the 
heart and mmd as welJ as the body,'· the 
article concludes.
