Coal Company Gets 
Support for Plant 

Were it decided on a show of hands, 
Left Beaver Coal Co. would have won an 
easy decision yesterday (Tuesday) in its 
bid to obtain an operating permit for its 
coal-washing plant at Ligon. 

Of the 7Q-or-more who attended a per­
mit conference-moved from the 
Bureau of Surface Mining office to the 
courthouse on account of the crowd­
more than 50, many of them identified 
by la~ stickers bearing the c·Jmpany 
name, were there in support of Left 
Beaver's attempt to reactivate the plant, 
which has been shut down since last 
September.

About 10 members of Floyd fish and 
game clubs were in court Thursday 
when Van Lear brothers Larry and 
Michael Delong pleaded guilly to 
shooting a deer on Long Branch of Johns 
Creek, just below Dewey Dam, on Feb. 
13. 

The two were each fined $1000 and 
sentenced to six months in jail, with the 
jail term proba~ed for three years. They 
will lose bunting privileges for three 
years, must pay $250, the cost of replac­
ing the deer, and are also liable for$47.50 
in court costs. 

"It's the heaviest fine ever paid in 
eastern Kentucky for poaching," said 
Asst. County Attorney Eric Hall, who is 
also secretary-treasurer of the Dewey 
Lake Fish and Game Club. "I hope it 
will discourage those who are making a 
habit of this," he said. "I think there was 
a feeling before that, even if you were 
caught, the penalties would be fairly 
light. ..

New Contract 
Would Return 
275 to Work 

Union miners of the National Mines 
Corp. may have scored a sizeable vic­
tory in the tentative agreement reach­
ed last Friday in their Washington 
negotiations with company representa­
tives. 

At the same time, Vaughn Knapp, who 
became National Mines president last 
Oct. 1, the day the miners walked out, 
was quoted as saying, "After the time 
that has passed without digging any coal 
in Eastern Kentucky, we would have to 
say we are pleased." 

The union membership will vote on 
ratification of the agreement this week. 
If the pact is approved, some 275 miners 
will return to work in four National 
Mines operations of the Stinson Complex 
at Caney Creek, Knott county. About 25 
others would return to work in West 
Virginia, but most of the company's 
West Virginia and Pennsylvania opera­
tions, which were idle before the strike, 
are expected to remain closed. 

The strike has been singularly free of 
violence. 

· UMW employees of National Mines in 
Knott county are members of Local 
Union 1791 at Wayland, which is a few 
miles from the scene of operations. It is 
the largest of the affected locals. 

U ratified, the contract will be in ef­
fect for 40 months. 

'The agreement includes the provi· 
sions of the national contract with the 
Bituminous Coal Operators Association 
and these reported additions:

Parents of Handicapped Tots 
Seek Way To Make Law Work 

One of the nation's ·most compas­
sionate laws, P.L. 94-142 has been on the 
books for 10 years. But, as a group of 
Floyd parents is discovering, passing a 
law is not the same as making it work. 

For parents of the seven youngsters 
who attend class at the old Dwale school­
house, which now houses Floyd county's 
only class for multi-handicapped 
children, the important thing is to make 
the law work. 

That is because their children, whose 
ages range from 5 to 10, are among the 
county's most disabled. And P.L. 
94-142-the Education of All Handi­
capped ChHdren Act of lf175-offers the 
best hope, perhaps the only hope, of their 
getting the education they need. 

Parents of four of the children met in 
Prestonsburg last Thursday with repre­
sentatives from the protection and ad­
vocacy division of the state Department 
of Public Advocacy. They sought state 
assistance. they said, because they felt 
they were no longer getting anywhere in 
their dealings with Floyd school 
officials. 

Partly out of a new-found solidarity­
and partly, some admitted, out of an old­
established fear of crossing powerful 
figures-members of the group asked 
not to be identified by name. They are of 
one mind, at least as far as the essen­
tial issue goes, they insisted. And the 
essential issue, they agreed, is that han­
dicapped chtldren be schooled, as far as 

possible, in the company of their non­
handicapped peers. 

The three-room schoolhouse at Dwale, 
which has housed the multi-handicapped 
. unit for the past five years, is unsuitable 
for many reasons, the parents say. It is 
old and in disrepair. It has no kitchen 
facilities. Access can be cut off by 
railroad traffic at any time. 

But, mainly, it is segregated. No

children attend classes there except a 
tiny band set aside by tpeir infirmities. 
''Cast aside," one parent put it. Separate 
and unequal. 

Fast fading are the days when-out of 
a desire to protect or a fear of 
embarrassment-parents of a mentally 
retarded or misshapen or socially inept 
child might be expected automatically 
to prefer for their child the sheltered en­
vironment of a "special" schooL While 
few would deny that many handicapped 
children need special classes, parents 
are insisting increasingly that the 
classes be on the reguJar school campus. 

The law supports them. Indeed, the 
thrust ofP.L. 94-142 is that handicapped 
children be schooled as far as prac­
ticable in regular classrooms. Only 
where they have severe handicaps 
should students be placed in special 
classrooms and, even then, they should 
be in a regular school. 

Even if a handicapped child needs to 
be instructed separately, the law says, 
that is not to say he or she should have 
to play or eat separately. 

In a meeting with parents last Oc· 
tober. Supt. E.P. Grigsby, Jr. told them 
their children couJd be moved out of 
Dwale if a suitable alternative was 
found and promised they would be on a 
regular campus-probably Allen 
Elementary School-by the next school

Elk Hom Sues 
For Royalties 

Two mining firms that leased its coal 
have failed to turn over at least $72,000 
in fees and royalties, attorneys for the 
Elk Horn Coal Corp. charged in a suit fil· 
ed last week in Floyd Circuit Court. 

Named as defendants in the case are 
the Hunt Coal Co., operated by Earl C. 
Hunt, of Pikeville, who leased two coal 
tracts from Elk Horn Coal in December. 
1979, and Mountaineer Resources, 
Inc.-its president is listed as Elster 
Childers-which subleased the coal in 
January, 1980. 

The suit says the defendants have not 
paid a $3000-a-month rental fee since Ju­
ly,1982, and now owe $27,000 in rent, plus 
interest. Moreover, they owe at least 
$45,000 in tonnage royalties on the coal 
they have removed, reckoned to be at 
least 15,000 tons, the suit al~eges.

Comments On Park Letter

Kentucky has several fine institutions 
which produce capable individuals in the 
field of Parks and Recreation. Were at­
tempts made to recruit qualified in­
dividuals from these universities? This 
is a resource which needs to be tapped 
to fill these type positions with qualified 
personnel. 

A second item is the use of sports as 
a synonym for recreation. This is a 
misconception shared by many. Recrea­
tion involves a great deal more than 
sports. Granted, sports can be a recrea­
tional experience but these two terms 
are not interchangeable. Recreation also 
includes many other areas which are 
greatly neglected, i.e., arts and crafts, 
dance, drama, music, special events, 
hobbies and clubs, and nature and out­
of-doors. These other areas are vital 
components of a good recreation pro­
gram. After all, the concept behind 
recreation is participation by the many, 
not the few, and we all do not share the 
same interests. needs, and desires. 

Another misconception mentioned 
was the idea that sports participation is 
some type of cureall for the educational 
problems experienced in our school 
system. In fact, participation in recrea­
tion alone is no guarantee of any special 
benefits. Camaraderie, team work, 
friendship, loving, caring, and a desire 
to want to go to school to learn are a 
result of the way in which people par­
ticipate in recreation activities and the 
method in which the activities are con­
ducted. Thus, the need for professional 
recreation leadership. Recreation is on­
ly one component of the total system

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Goble-Roberts Access 
Is City Council Topic 

Concern over access to the Goble­
Roberts Addition section of Prestons­
burg was again a focus of discussion at 
Monday night's meeting of the 
Prestonsburg City Council and 
reported results of a meeting with state 
highways officials last week gavt­
cause for some optimism among coun­
cil members. 

The need for a bridge to span the Big 
Sandy River to the heavily-populated 
residential section has been a priority 
of the present council for some time 
and that need was reemphasized 
recently when work initiated by a stone 
company at Goble-Roberts to add a 
new railroad siding appeared to be 
undermining an elevated section of the 
narrow road which presently serves 
some 1.000 residents. 

The construction raised fears that 
the roadway might collapse near the 
work. effectively isolating the entire 
Goble-Roberts community, and 
prompted the scheduling of a meeting 
with Department of Transportation 
Secretary Floyd G. Poore. 

Councilman Paul Hunt Thompson. 
who represented the council at the 
meeting with Poore last week. said the 
secretary "is very interested in help­
ing the people here .. and I think he will 
work to do that." 

Since Prestonsburg would have to 
provide 20 percent of the total amount 
needed to build a new span, the city 
hopes that a substantial sum can be 
raised through sale to the state of a 
piece of right-of-way at Cliff which will 
be required for the proposed construc­
tion of a new span there to replace the 
present Cliff bridge. 

Thompson said Sec. Poore vowed to 
give the right-of-way as high a value as 
possible to help the city meet its finan­
cial requirements. Poore said he would 
come here in the near future to look at 
the site as well as the Goble-Roberts 
road situation. 

Although council voted to continue 
current fire protection subscription 
rates. the decision was preceded with 
some discussion. 

With a Fourth Class fire rating, said 
to be the best east of Lexington, Pres· 
tonsburg homeowners, who pay $25 per 
home per year. and businesses. which 
pay an average of about $250 a year. 
may be getting by too easy. it was sug­
gested by Councilman Bobby Watson . . 
Other council members suggested the 
possiblity of extending service to 
residents on the city's outskirts to bring 
in more revenue. But Mayor Harold 
Cooley, who expressed the opinion that. 
the city was being more than generous 
by already allowing a five-mile limit out­
side Prestonsburg, said "let's not spread 
ourselves too thin." 

"I don't want to sound harsh. but 
residents outside the city are going to 
have to realize as we did that to have a 
high level of protection they're going to 
have to support a fire department, and 
that means spending money. and 
taxes," Cooley commented. • 

Fire Chief Tom Blackburn also 
discouraged the idea of extending cur­
rent subcription limits pointing to the 
recently well-publicized reluctance of 
insurance companies to grant policies 
in many parts of Eastern Kentucky as 
an indication that a number of new 
subscribers seeking the attractive fire 
rating of the city will certainly be add­
ed anyway. 

City Manager David Evans announc-. 
ed that a $6,000 grant had been secured 
for rebuilding of the playground at 
Goble-Roberts Addition. The city will 
match that amount with much of the 
total being provided by "in kind" city 
labor and equipment. 

Evans also suggested that additional 
employees be hired to serve on the city 
street department now that warmer 
weather has made a number of pro­
jects. including a general "spring . 
cleaning" of the city possible. "There's 
an awful lot of work for just six people 
<the total number of street department 
employees>." said Evans. who also 
reminded the council that maintenance 
of Archer Park is now a responsibility 
of the street department.

-A union miner would have the right 
to be hired at any new National Mines 
operation, regardless of whether that 
operation is initially under a UMW 
contract. 

-Laid-off miners in the company's 
Beaver Creek division would have the 
right to be hired by companies subcon­
tracting on National Mines property. 

The union had contended that its 
members had been shut out from jobs 
in 11 Eastern Kentucky mines owned by 
National Mines but operated by com­
panies that had subcontracted to mine 
them 

"The agreement had to be tailored to 
meet specific needs of our members at 
National CMinesJ, and at the same time, 
it couldn't contain any backward steps 
from our national agreement with the 
BCOA," said Steve Webber, the chair­
man of the union's negotiating team. 
"We believe this agreement ac­
complishes both goals." 

Knapp of National Mines said that the 
agreement would prove to be "a mutual 
opportunity" for the company and the 
union He also stressed that he was anx · 
ious to sell coal again but that he was not 
certain when that would be possible. 

The company produced 3.1 million 
tons of coal in nine months before the 
strike last year, and its 1985 business 
plan, formulated before the strike, call­
ed for production of 3.5 million tons of 
coal. 

Meanwhile, West Virginia Gov. Arch 
Moore was quoted as saying he thought 
the strike against the A.T Massey Coal 
Co. could be settled "within 24 hours." 
but that stoppage, frequently marked by 
violence, continued Saturday. It, too, 
began last October 1. 

Those Who Serve 
In the past few months much has been 

said for and against the volunteer fire 
departments. Without a doubt they all 
suffer from the same thing-the need for 
funds to operate and the lack of support 
!rom 'the homeowners served by the 
departments. It takes a lot to operate. 
and unless you are connected with it it's 
hard to realize. I believe the members 
are to be commended and supported but 
never be made to feel like beggars. 

The men are willing to spend their 
time to attend meetings, take the 
necessary training and even use their 
own money to do so. Each time they 
answer an emergency call they are risk­
ing their lives. Few people stop to think 
about this. But the men do not hesitate. 
What reward do they receive? Nothing. 
Nor do they expect anything. They area 
satisfied, knowing that they have helped­
someone. 

I think I was instrumental in organiz­
ing the Maytown Volunteer Fire Depart­
ment. In fact, I spent many hours and 
a lot of money on postage and phone 
calls before really getting started in the 
spring of 1973. But whatever I or the 
other men did, we did it for our people. 
From the beginning we established our 
protection area as: From the foot of the 
hill on Stephens Branch to the foot of the 
hill at Hippo and all areas in between, 
which includes Warco, Henry's Branch, 
John's Branch, Turkey Creek, Eastern, 
Goose Creek, Cooley Branch, Turner 
Branch and Brush Creek. We have been 
very fortunate in that we have had 
dedicated men and many dedicated sup­
porters. Some of us are getting too old 
or are physically unable to fight the fires 
but younger men are stepping in to keep 
our Department going. They are to be 
commended very highly and I think. 
everyone in the area should support 
them financially and encourage them. 

We are one of the best equipped and 
best trained volunteer fire departments 
in the area. More than 75% are certified 
by the state fire marshal. When we pur­
chased the 1972 Ford fire truck we now 
have all the firemen signed a note for 
$19,500 to purchase it. And we all work­
ed hard to pay for it. 

In 1980 we were given a dual insurance 
rating by the Insurance Services Office. 
of Kentucky. Those that live within 1000 
feet of a fire hydrant are level 8 and 
those that live farther are level 9. We 
have never refused to make an emer­
gency run in our area but we are 
restricted to that area unless another 
department asks for our help. We are 
proud of our Department and, with the 
people's help. we hope to operate for 
many years to come. Whether a home­
owner supports the department or 
chooses to ignore it, they still benefit. 
from the insurance reduction and if they 
need us we will be there just as soon as 
possible. We need financial help, just as 
all other volunteer fire departments, and 
anyone in our protection area that 
wishes to make a donation please look 
for our bi-monthly newsletter or mail it 
to the Maytown Volunteer Fire Depart­
ment, Box 130, Langley, Ky.

Scholarships will be awarded on the 
basis of need, but anyone interested 
should apply, said Sam Quick, Extension 
family life specialist with the Universi­
ty of Kentucky College of Agriculture . 
Applications are available at county Ex 
tension offices. The $150 scholarships 
cover all but $45 of the costs for one week 
of the Elderhostel program. 

"Elderhostel is a non-credit program 
geared toward meeting the needs of peo 
pie who are at least 60 years old," Quick 
said. "The program is dynamite, 
because it meets educational needs of 
older people, and does not discriminate 
based on formal education. You can't 
lfll who has a third grade education and 
who has an advanced degree, because 
everyone has gained a lot of education 
just by living 60 or more years." 

Elderhostelers spend a week on a col­
lege campus and spend three hours each 
day studying a specific subject. 

Alice Brown, state director or 
Elderhostel, said a wide range of liberal 
arts courses are offered, and in some 
states special interest courses are 
available . 

"If the group is studying the Civil War, 
participants have a chance to visit war 
sites," she explained. 

Blankenship, with First Common­
wealth since 1981, served as president of 
the Floyd County Chamber of Com­
merce from 1980 to 1982 and is present-

• ly active in other professional, trade, 
and civic organizations. 

"Besides the chance to exchange 
ideas and experiences in the classroom 
and on field trips, the greatest benefit 
comes from a sense of congeniality and 
camaraderie that develops immediate­
ly within the group," Brown said. "Par­
ticipants also have a chance to touch 
base with another segment of the 
population-the college age group.

Opposition Is Voiced 
To J ail for Dr unks 

Removing most criminal penalties for 
public intoxication would actually be 
cheaper than the current system of ar­
rest and incarceration, lawmakers were 
told at Frankfort last week. 

Ray Sabbatine, deputy jailer in 
Fayette county, said it was ironic that 
a bill removing incarceration as the 
penalty in most public intoxication cases 
had been delayed because of a lack of 
funding. 

Sabbatine said the savings resulting 
from-not putting intoxicated people in 
jail would more than offset the cost to 
counties of providing other programs for 
such people. 

"They're very expensive to house <in 
jaill," Sabbatine told the Subcommittee 
on Human Services of the Interim Joint 
Committee on Health and Welfare . 

A law to remove most criminal penal· 
ties for public intoxication was passed 
in 1980, but its implementation has been 
delayed repeatedly because of a lack of 
funding for the program. 

Another bill that received some 
favorable consideration in the 1984 
General Assembly was also shelved 
because there would be no money to put 
its provisions into effect 

But Diane Hague, executive director 
of the Jefferson County Alcohol and 
Drug Abuse Center, said such a position 
is shortsighted.

Many of the people who are most often 
arrested for public intoxication are 
chronic alcoholics only looking for a 
place to sleep and a meal, Ms. Hague 
said.

ICC Gives Nod 
To Rail Removal 

The Chessie System may begin 
removing m~arly 93 miles of railroad 
track between Winchester and Coalton 
in Boyd county after Aprill8 under a rul­
ing announced last week by the Inter­
state Commerce Commission.

The commission's three-member 
panel. actmg on a request by the rail­
way, said it found no evidence that aban­
donment would adversely affect rural 
and community development along the 
corridor. 

Towns that would lose rail service m­
clude Morehead, Mount Sterling, Olive 
Hill and such smaller communities as 
Rush in Boyd county and Hitchins and 
Soldier, both in Carter county. 

Chessie, claiming ownership and 
operation of the line to be unprofitable, 
filed its application with the ICC on Sept. 
28. The panel's review began in Novem­
ber. 

Eighteen shippers and organizations 
opposed the plan, but the panel found 
that business on the lirle was just 2 per­
cent of what it had been 10 years ago, 
said Dennis Watson, a commission 
spokesman. 

The only action that would save the 
line would be for an individual or 
organization to provide financing to keep 
it open. Watson said. 

"There was no concrete evidence on 
record that the line could be made pro­
fitable in the foreseeable future," Wat­
son said. 

• Claims of adverse effect on rural and 
community development, as well as 
development of a proposed Ohio River 
port in Ashland, were not supported by 
evidence gathered by the commission, 
he said. 

Even if protesters' predictions of in­
creased future business along the cor­
ridor proved true, "it's uncertain how 
much of that business the railroad would 
get," Watson said. 

The railroad runs parallel to Inter­
state 64, and the commission found that 
"trucks transport a large portion of the 
shippers' traffic," he said. 

One ICC member, Paul H. Lamboley, 
dissented in part, saying he favored 
abandonment between Coalton and the 
Fleming county community of Ewing, a 
74-mile stretch. But he thought the rest 
of the track should remain in place 
because of the line's proximity to the 
Lexington-Blue Grass Army Depot at 
Avon in eastern Fayette county.

Many people who experiment with 
<·ocaine end up w1th severe problems. 
No one who becomes addicted planned 
to or believed they would. After 
regular use. effects such as depression, 
fearfulnt-ss. and an mabllity to conct-n­
trate are common Some people may 
act and feel paranoid and exper ience 
what is called "cocaine psychosis." 
Hallucinations of touch . sight. taste or 
smell mav occur 

Overdose deaths from cocaine us(> 
can and do happen. Deaths can occur 
whether th(> drug is injected. smoked 
or snorted Injecting the drug.or smok· 
ing a form of the drug call freebase is 
especially dangerous. · 

According to a survey from the Na­
honal Institute on Drug Abuse. the 
numb(>r of cocaine-related emergency 
visits from 1981 ·1983 increased 75 per­
cent. Deaths are a result of multiple 
seizures and cardiac arrest.

Colorectal cancer is a cancer of the 
colon ()argc intestine! or rectum. It is 
second to lung cancer 111 the number of 
new cases that will occur 10 Kentucky 
this yt.'ar. It is t.'Stimatt•d that, in 1985. 
2.100 Kentu<'kians will develop colorec­
tal cancer, and that 950 men and women 
in the state will die from the disease. 

A phys1cian confer<'nce or " Diagnosis 
and Treatmt.'nt of Common Human 
Tumors" will be held ApriliO·l3 in Lex· 
ington and a portion of the meeting will 
be devoted to a discussion of colorectal 
cancer. In addition, the Society's April 
residential drive will featu r e the 
distribution of a brochure on the disease. 

When diagnosed at an early stage and 
treated promptly. colore<.·tal cancer ~as 
a survival rate of 75 percent, accordmg 
to the ACS. About the same number of 
men and women develop the disease and 
the likelihood 10creases with age, 
especially after age 50. Anyone with a 
personal or family histor) of colorectal 
cancer or polyps in the colon or rectum 
should be examined carefully. 

During Colorectal Cancer Education 
Week, the American Cancer Society will 
explain three important tests for early 
detection of these cancers: 

1 > An annual digial rectal examination 
for people 40 and over. • 

21 An annual stool blood test for peo­
ple 50 and over. 

31 A "procto" examination for people 
50 and over Th1s test should be ad 
ministered every three to five years 
after two negative tests administered 
one year apart. 

The warning signs for colorectal 
cancer arc rectal bleeding, blood in the 
stool. constipation or diarrhea and ab­
dominal discomfort. 

Surgery is the primary treatment for 
colorectal cancer. Radiation and 
chemotherapy are sometimes used in 
combination with surgery. 

Because of improvements in early 
detection and treatment and new tech­
niques in surgery, only about 15 percent 
of people with cancer of the colon and 
rectum now require permanent colos-
tomies.

tree. landscape or nursery consultant 
immediately after the damage occurs. 
The professional will know whether the 
item is replaceable or repairable. ad­
vise about possible action to preserve 
the planting. and suggest dir ection to 
pursue to recapture the financia l loss.

$550 Million in Bonds Issued 
For Industrial Development 

Industrial development bonds ODBS> 
totaling $550 million were allocated dur­
ing the first year of the Governor Mar: 
tha Layne Collins' administration to 
spur economic development and control 
pollution. 

Governor Collins said that about half 
the bonds were for new factories and 
commercial facilities which created 
5,032 new permanent jobs. 

The other bonds are earmarked for 
pollution control facilities at three large 
coal-burning electrical power plants. 
Governor Collins said. 

''We're developing the economy, pro­
viding jobs for people, promoting the use 
of Kentucky coal and getting a cleaner, 
healthier environment all at the same 
time.'' Governor Collins said. 

The bonds were the first to be 
allocated through the Kentucky In­
dustrial Development Bond Allocation 
Committee <KIDBAC>, which was ap­
pointed by Governor Collins last 
summer. 

The largest single authoriza­
tion was to the Kentucky Development 
Finance Authority CKDFA> for $160 
million in bonds for the new United 
Parcel Service <UPS> facility at 
Louisville's Standiford Field.

Benefits Other States 

Folks in Indiana enjoyed the benefits 
of eastern Kentucky coal during 1984. 
And so did Ohioans. And West Virgi­
nians. And, of course, eastern Ken· 
tuckians themselves. 

Nearly five million tons of Kentucky 
coal were purchased during 1984 for use 

• 
at seven electric generating stations 
operated by the American Electric 
Power System or for which coal is pro-
cured by AEP. 

"And less than half of it was bought 
for Big Sandy Plant to supply the needs 
of eastern Kentuckians," Robert E . Mat· 
thews, president of Kentucky Power, 
said. Kentucky Power is one of eight 
operating companies in the AEP 
System. 

Matthews added that in addition to 
outright coal purchases, portions of the 

• electricity generated at Big Sandy Plant 
were shipped to customers in other 
states because eastern Kentuckians did 
not need all of it. "This was electricity 
generated with eastern Kentucky coal. 
What we were doing was exporting ad· 
ditional amounts of eastern Kentucky 
coal- by wire. In the last ten years we 
hve exported about 5 million tons of coal 
by wire from the Big Sandy Plant." 

He added: "These actions are nothing 

• 
new-we have been doing it for years. 
Unfortunately, this major contribution 
to the coaJ industry of eastern Kentucky, 
and to the overall economic wellbeing of 
the region, is at times overlooked by 
some. In some years, our total pur­
chases of Kentucky coal have run higher 
than those of 1984, because purchases 
vary according to plant needs, prices. 
contract terms, and other factors . But 
always, we have bought far more Ken­
tucky coal than is needed to supply elec­
tricity to eastern Kentucky," Matthews

He said that included in the 1984 AEP 
purchases were: 1,911,000 tons delivered 
to Big Sandy Plant at Louisa, and near· 
ly 3-million tons to plants in other states 
either owned by AEP companies or for 
which AEP procures coal. 

"Our continuing commitment to 
eastern Kentucky coal- not just for Ken· 
tucky Power customers, but for those of 
other companies too- is well-known by

most people. 1984's figures are another 
reminder of that fact ," Matthews 
concluded.

Private Sewer Systems 
Now Require Permits 

Most Kentucky farmowners may not 
know it, but a state permit is required 
when private sewage systems are in­
stalled. Officials of the Kentucky 
Department for Health Services want 
the public to be aware of the reqUire· 
ment and that the permits are available 
through local and district health 
departments. 

Don Dixon, supervisor of the depart· 
ment's Environmental Sanitation Sec­
tion, said such permits for rural houses 
on farms with private water supplies 
were not reqwred pnor to 1982 because, 
under the state plumbing laws. such 
residences were exempt. 

"That year the General Assembly 
passed a law that stated onsite sewage 
disposal systems were not considered 
plumbing," Dixon said. "Responsibili· 
ty for the systems was swih:ht'd from 
the Department for Housing, Buildings 
and Construction to the Health Services 
Department and, in effect, eliminated 
the exemption from the permit 
requirement.'' 

"The ruling will have the greatest ef­
fect on people who are not served by a 
water district and have to install a 
private sewage d1sposa I and water sup­
ply system," said Dixon. "That 
averages about 200-300 systems per 
year. or roughly between one and two 
percent of the total systems installed." 

He added that each county or district 
health department has a certified in· 
spector who can inspect the systems and 
issue certificates of approval He call­
ed the program •·a good investment for 
the farmowner." 

"This program assures the farm· 
owner an onsite sewage system has a 
better chance to work," said Dixon. "If 
it isn't inspected, the owner may wind 
up with a substandard system and that 
could mean more trouble than having a 
certified system installed." 

He warned that a faulty system could 
begin leaking and contaminate the farm­
owner's water supply and, quite 
possibly, the supplies of their neighbors. 

"Our program is designed to ensure 
that proper onsite sewage systems are 
installed." said Dixon, "but it also pro­
tects the farmowner from contamina­
tion caused by a faulty system "

4-H Scholarships 
Aimed at Benefitting 
Minority Students 

A new national 4-H scholarship pro­
gram, designed to help minority 4-H 
members who want to pursue a career 
in agriculture, has been established with 
funding from E . I. duPont de Nemours 
& Co., officials with the state 4-H at the 
University of Kentucky announced this 
week. 

Ten four-year scholarships of $1,000 
per year will be awarded to minority 4-H 
members who will be seniors in high 
school next fall, sa1d Anna Lucas, 4-H 
program specialist with the Cooperative 
Extension Service. 

Rules specify that applicants must be 
planning to major in agriculture or a 
closely related field at a land-grant in­
stitution such as the University of 
Kentucky. 

To be eligible for the scholarship, can­
didates must have completed at least 
one year of 4-H work and must demon­
strate citizenship and leadership skills. 
They also must have proven academic 
ability and be accepted to attend a land­
grant university with enrollment in the 
College of Agriculture or its affiliate 
departments. 

Lucas said the five-year program is 
designed to expand the number of 
minority professionals working in the 
agricultural industry. 

4-H, which involves nearly 4.5 million 
boys and girls nationwide, is the youth 
program of the Cooperative Extension 
Service of state land-grant universities 
and the U.S. Department of Agriculture.

Benefits for disabled widows or 
widowers, and disabled surviving 
divorced spouses are now computed by 
the same formula applied to benefits for 
widows and widowers and surviving 
divorced spouses at age 60, producing a 
benefit equal to 71 1,\z percent instead of 
50 percent of the deceased worker's 
benefit at age 50. There will no longer be 
a benefit reduction for entitlement to 
benefits prior to age 60. 

People who need more information 
about provisions of the Social Security 
law that affect women should call the 
nearest Social Security Office. 

Q. I understand that people who 
qualify for a Government pension and a 
Social Security benefit as a spouse can­
not get both. Is this true? 

A. Not exactly, the "public pension off­
set" provision of the law reduces the 
Social Security benefit by two-thirds of 
the amount of the pension received from 
a State, local or Federal Government 
agency. There are exceptions, however, 
and you should call the nearest Social 
Security office to get more detail on how 
the offset may apply to your situation. 

Q. My mother has been receiving a 
benefit for herself and her children ever 
since my father died 10 years ago. Now, 
she has been told that her benefits will 
stop when the youngest child turns 16 
and the child's benefits will stop at age 
18. He's 15, developmentally disabled 
and goes to a special school, and it looks 
as if she'll be caring for him as long as 
he lives. Is there anything she can do to 
continue the benefits? 

A. Your mother should contact the 
Social Security office to apply for 
benefits for her son as an adult disabled 
in childhood. If 1t is determined that he 
will be unable to work because of his 
disability, her benefits and the child's 
will continue as long as his disability 
continues.

CANKER AND MOUTH SORES 
Millions of men, women and children regularly suf­

fer the annoyance and discomfort of mouth and canker 
sores. While the exact cause has not been determined, 
research is underway to expand our knowledge of their 
origin and possible treatment.

Dropout Prevention Is Aim Dr . Joyce Completes 
Academy Requirement Vote and 

Help Elect Ra1smg the compubory school­
attendance age from 16 to 18, or gradua· 
tion. is one of 21 recommendations from 
the Dropout Prevention Advisory 
Commission 

Before that change goes into effect. 
however, the General Assembly should 
provide funds for alternative programs 
for students most likely to become 
school dropouts, the panel recommend· 
ed at a meeting in Frankfort. March 18. 

The commission recommended that 
the age change be made in the 1990-91 
school year and that funds be sought 
from the General Assembly in 1986 and 
1988 to enable local school districts to 
develop dropout-prevention programs 
and special services for potential 
dropouts. 

"Raising the age to 18 will not solve 
the problem alone." said Wandel 
Strange, the commission chairman and 
superintendent of the Hart County 
schools. "We need new money to provide 
the necessary programs and services 
along with changing the law." 

The commission's recommendations 
wiU go to Superintendent of Public In­
struction Alice McDonald. who ap­
pointed the group last year in response 
to legislation approved by the 1984 
General Assembly. The recommenda­
tions will be considered as McDonald 
and the Department of Education 
develop a legislative package for 1986. 

State law now requires school atten­
dance to age 18 unless parents give writ­
ten permission for students who are 16 
or 17 to drop out of school. 

Other major proposals from the com­
mission include: 

• Requiring the State Board of Educa­
tion and local school boards to follow up 
on all dropouts at six months and 12 
months to determine whether it is feasi­
ble for them to re-enter school. 

* Providing funds for local school 
districts to hire qualified personnel to 
address the special social and emotio·nal 
needs of all children, giving first priori­
ty to those students identified as poten­
tial dropouts.

This clinic is free and is open 
to persons of all ages, but those persons 
age 40 and over are especially urged to 
be screened for glaucoma, since this is 
the high risk age for the disease.

When the worms have made Sw1ss 
cheese of your cabbage leaves or the 
aphids arc so thick that the buds on your 
roses disappear, you're way past the 
time when an msect control program 
should have been started. It is far less 
expensive and frustrating to catch an in­
sect population at its start than to call 
out the artillery when they're wreaking 
havoc with your plants . 

What should you do? Examine leaves 
that fall off. buds that don't open. stems 
that fall over and grass that turns 
brown Monitoring of this type on a 
regular basis-preferably daily in your 
vegetable and flower gardens and week­
ly in your landscape-will mean far 
fewer insect problems this year 

If you're going to monitor successful­
ly, it helps to know the signs, signals and 
symptoms of insect feeders. And note 1 
said fee<lcrs - be sure the insects are ac-

• tually feeding on your plants. You'd hate 
to k1ll a beneficial insect that feeds on 
pest insects. 

One group of insects defoliates, chew­
ing holes or devouring whole leaves and 
needles. Included in the defoliators are 
vanous worms, caterpillars and leaf 
beetles. Worm and caterpillar- oontrol 
will be easiest when they are still small. 
Beetle control will depend on the type of 
beetle and its life cycle. Proper insect 
identification is necessary in order to 
select appropriate control measures. 

Another group of insects feeds by 
sucking plant juices or saps. Because 
this group is quite diverse-including 
scale insects, aphids. leafhoppers. plant 
bugs and insect-like mites-it is impor­
tant to know some specifics about each 
type. 

Adult scales secrete a waxy covering 
that most insecticides won't penetrate. 
The adult must either be suffocated by 
an oil, or a contact insecticide must be 
applied when immature scales are in the 
crawling stage. 

Aphids have soft bodies which contact 
pesticides can readily penetrate, but 
because many aphid species typically 
feed on the underside of leaves, 
chemicals need to be applied to both leaf 
surfaces. Numerous nonchemical con­
trols, including aluminum foil mulches 
and bright yellow sticky traps, are 
available.

ORDINANCE NO. 1-85 
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY 

COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PRES­
TONSBURG, KENTUCKY ANNEXING 
AS A PART OF THE CITY OF PRES­
TONSBURG, A TRACT OF LAND AD­
JACENT TO THE WESTERN LIMITS 
OF THE CITY LIMITS OF PRESTONS­
BURG, KENTUCKY. 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY 
COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PRES­
TONSBURG. AS FOLLOWS: 

SECTION 1: That the City Council of 
the City of Prestonsburg have the first 
reading of an ordinance on March 18, 
1985, and publish said ordinance accord­
ing to law. to annex as a part of the City 
of Prestonsburg, a section of land im­
mediately adjacent to a section of the 
western limits of the city limits of Pres­
tonsburg, Kentucky. described as 
follows: 

"Beginning at a line in the current cor­
porate limits. said line being at a point 
at the exit of Archer Park on US 23 and 
460 and following the highway right-of­
way along US 23 and Ky. 460 to a point 
where the old US 23 goes off of New 23 
and followmg the old 23 around the pro­
perty of the Glynview Plaza and connec­
ting with old US 23 and following back 
to the main US 23 and 460 and connec­
ting with the city limits.''

Leafhoppers and plant bugs tend to 
migrate from plant to plant: therefore.

sprayed on the leaves so that the insects 
will absorb the chemicals as they feed.

A third group of insects tunnels into 
leaves between the upper and lower sur· 
faces to feed . Chemical controls need to 
be applied as soon as the first tunnels, 
which look like narrow winding white 
lines in the green leaves, are visible 

A related group, the borers, tunnels in­
to stems. Indications of their presence 
include frass at entry holes, plus stems 
and leaves that suddenly collapse. Good 
chemical penetration to control these 
pests can be difficult. Often the best con­
trol involves splitting the stem open, 
removing the borer. and binding the 
stem back together. Control can also be 
effective at the egg laying stage. 

Root feeders are a group that can be 
difficult to control because they are 
often hard to suspect. Many of these 
pests are grub or larval stages of craw­
ling and flying insects, which can be con· 
trolled above and below ground depend­
ing on life stage. The damage that we 
see may often be as subtle as a stunted 
plant. 

If you chemically control pests this 
year. read the label carefully. Apply at 
the correct rate and time. especially 
noting waiting times to harvest. If the 
chemical isn't labeled for your pest, 
don't use it! 

Timely Tip: To easily and painlessly 
transplant raspberry and blackberry 
suckers to use as new plants, try mov­
ing them with a posthole digger.

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Walleye 
Stirring 

Now is the time to go walleye fishing, 
according to Benjy Kinman. a fisheries 
biologist with the Kentucky Department 
of Fish and Wildlife Resources. 

On ~larch 18, Kinman reported that 
the water temperature m the head­
waters of Lake Cumberland was 47 
degrees, and that anglers were catching 
walleye up to eight pounds in the Big 
§outh Fork of the Cumberland River. 

Biologists conducting an electro­
fishing study in the area have captured 
walleye-weighing up to II' 2 pounds. Kin 
man says. 

These fish are the product of six years 
of stocking by the Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources in an attempt to 
restore walleye fishing to Lake 
Cumberland, which was once world­
famous for its spring walleye " runs." 
For unknown reasons. populations 
began declining rapidly in the early 60S 
and the species had virtually disap· 
peared by 1970. 

• 
The stocking program was suspended 

from 1981 to 1983 to let biologists deter· 
mine how well the fish were reproduc-

• 

ing naturally. Kinman says the results 
of these non-stocking years has been 
"mixed" and that walleye stocking 
resumed in 1984. Fish are captured in 
the area, taken to the Clark hatcherv 
near Morehead for spawning, then are 
returned, along with their offspring, to 
Lake Cumberland. 

RESUMES fo' ISHING HEPORTS 
The fishing report, a popular service 

from the Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources, resumed March 18 
after its annual winter hibernation . 

The report. which gives fishing and 
lake conditions for Kentucky's 161argest 
lakes <those over 1,000 surface acres 1 is 
compiled weekly from information 
gathered by fish and wildlife conserva­
tion officers and creel clerks at each 

• lake. 
The report is distributed to 

newspapers. radio stations and televi· 
sion stations across Kentucky and 
neighboring states, as well as being 
featured on the department's weekly 
Kentucky Afield television program.

WALLEYE OR SAUGER? 
• Early spring fishermen in many parts 

of Kentucky are likely to hook up with 
either a walleye or a sauger, and telling 
these closely related species apart is 
sometimes difficult if the fisherman 
doesn't know what to look for . 

Distinguishing between these two fish 
is of more than academic interest. Since 
there is a 15-inch size limit on walleye 
and no legal minimum size on sauger, 
being able to tell them apart will deter-

• 
mine whether you may keep fish under 
15 inches. 

Both fish have long, slender bodies 
and mouths filled with wicked-looking 
canine teeth . Walleyes tend to be light 
colored. with indistinct body markings, 
while sauger will be darker, with three 
generally very distinct "saddles" or ver­
tical blotches running down the side. 

The easiest way to tell the two apart 
however, is to examine the dorsal fin­
the large fin on the top of the fish's back. 
If this fin has a series of dark spots ar 

• ranged in irregular diagonal rows, it's 
a sauger. If the fin has only one dark 
blotch near the bottom rear of the first 
dorsal fin, it is a walleye. 

Both fish have wide distribution in 
Kentucky and both are excellent table 
fare.

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8 for Mistakes: 
5 Key Questions 
By Timothy G. Saxe, M.D. 

According to the federal 
government, Americans 
spend $13 billion a year on 
prescription drugs. Unfor­
tunately, studies show that 
up to half of all prescrip­
tions are taken incorrectly. 

The most common 
mistakes, doctors say, are 
stopping the medicine too 
soon, taking the wrong 
amount, and using someone 
else's medicine. People may 
think they are saving 
money, but in the long run 
it can cost more - they 
may stay sick longer, suffer 
avoidable side effects and 
spend more time in the 
hospital. 

In a government survey, 
most patients said they 
didn't get enough instruc­
tions and explanations 
about their medicines. But 
only four percent of them 
asked their doctors to ex­
plain their medications. 
Doctors said they thought 
patients were getting all the 
information they needed. 
How did they know? 
Patients weren't asking 
questions. 

You can and should ask 
questions about your 
medicines, just as you 
would about any product 
you buy. 

What should you ask? 
Start with these five ques­
tions, says the National 
Council on Patient Infor­
mation and Education: 

1. What is the name of 
the drug and what is it sup­
posed to do? 

2. How and when do l 
take it -- and for how long?

3. What foods, drinks, 
other medicines or activities 
should I avoid while taking 
this drug? 

4. Are there any side ef­
fects, and what do I do if 
they occur? 

5. Is there any written in­
formation available about 
the drug? 

Another important point: 
always keep your doctor in­
formed about all medicines 
you are taking, even over­
the-counter remedies. 

If questions come up 
after you leave the doctor's 
office, try asking your 
pharmacist. Most phar­
macists surveyed said they 
would like to spend more 
time talking with patients 
about their medicines. 
When in doubt, ask.

Deer Harvest Data Released 
The prtliminary harvest data for the 

1984 archery and gun seasons has been 
released and it reflects continued growth 
by Kentucky's deer herd throughout 
most of the state, as well as a record 
harvest for the eighth consecutive year. 

John Phillips, Kentucky Depa rtment 
of Fish and Wildlife Resources' deer 
specialist, said that preliminary data in­
dicate that during the recently­
concluded 1984 season a total of more 
than 32,000 whitetails were taken, 
statewide Approximaely 23,000 or those 
deer were ha rvested from farms and 
forestlands in the 115 counties open to 
hunting, not including wildlife manage­
ment areas where special season dates 
and quotas may have been in effect. 

Phillips said that for the first time 
there were two Kentucky counties­
Christian and Owen-which had a total 
harvest of over 1,000 deer each. Hunters 
harvested 1.011 deer in Christian coun­
ty, 780 of which were bucks. In Ov,'ell, the 
total was 1,208 with the buck harvest 
placed at 795. The statewide "open coun­
ty" buck harvest was 18,818. Kentucky's 
deer herd. which is now estimated at 
190,000 has been expanding rapidly since 
1976. . 

The tremendous increase in Ken~ 
tucky's deer herd is due to a number of 
factors . "We understand deer herd 
population dynamics better now. 
There's more intensive management, 
and our firmer control of the harvest has 
produced better herds in the individua l 
counties," explained Director of Wildlife 
Bill Graves, adding that " the years of 
collecting data for our popula tion model 
have paid off." The population model 
helps in tailoring season lengths and the 
numbers of days open to antler less deer 
hunting to populations in each county. 

In tabulating the preliminary deer 
harvest data for 1984, Phillips came 
across some interesting tidbits of infor­
mation. He found that the number of 
bucks in the herd is increasing faster

than the harvest and that the number of 
does taken was less than expected. Bow 
hunters, who usually account for 12 per­
cent of the overall harvest , took about 
100 fewer does than in 1983 " Apparent­
ly, more bowhunters are trophy hunting 
these days," Phillips said, adding that 
the "archery buck harvest was higher 
this past season than in 1983." 

"As for the outlook for the 1985 deer 
season, Phillips is predicting that the 
total "open county" harvest will in­
crease by 1,000 deer, and that seasons 
will continue to be liberalized in some 
counties where deer populations are 
high

Hunting Season Dates 
Both squirrel and deer seasons will 

have later opening dates this year and 
those who hunt deer with muzzle-loading 
firearms will have a special season. ac­
cording to regulations adopted by Fish 
and Wildlife Commission at its recent 
quarterly meeting in Frankfort. 

Responding to the wishes of deer 
hunters, the commission set the opening 
of the deer gun season at Nov. 9, one 
week later than in past years, when the 
season opened the first Saturday of 
November. 

The state will again be divided into 
zones with 10, five or three days of deer 
gun hunting. Zone 1 hunters may take 
antlerless deer throughout the entire 
10-day hunt, while Zone 2 hunters will be 
permitted to take antler less deer on the 
last two days of the 10-day season <Nov. 
17·18). 

In Zone 3, hunters will have one day 
of antlerless deer hunting CNov. 18>. 
while in Zone 4, only antlered deer may 
be taken during the 10-day season. Zone 
5 will permit five days, and Zone 6 three 
days, of bucks-only hunting; Zone 7 
areas are closed to deer hunting. 

Tbe special muzzle-loaders only deer 
hunt is set for Nov 19 and 20 in Zones 
1 through 4. Only antlered deer may be 
taken. 

The bow hunting season will open Oct. 
1 and run through Dec. 31 with 
crossbows permitted only from Nov 20 
through Nov 29. This year. archers may 
hunt with bow or crossbow during the 
gun deer and muzzle-loader seasons but 
must abide by all gun hunting rules dur­
ing that lime, including wearing protec­
tive "hunter orange" clothing and 
adhering to the zone harvest restrictions 
on antlered or antlerless deer. 

The only major change in small game 
hunting seasons will be a delayed open­
ing of the squirrel season. Instead of the 
traditional third Saturday in August, 
squirrel hunting will not be permitted 
until Sept. 14. 

This change was made because 
female squirrels are nursing young dur­
ing late August and early September A 
statewide survey of squirrel hunters 
conducted by the Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources revealed that the 
overwhelming majority of hunters 
favored a later opening of the squirrel 
season. 

THE PEOPLE'S CHOICE 
The first phase of the squirrel season 

will extend through Nov 7, and these· 
cond phase will open as usual on the 
third Thursday of November and extend 
through Dec. 31

Quail, rabbjt, grouse and furbearer 
seasons will open on the third Thursday 
in November (Nov. 21). The hunting and 
trapping seasons for furbearers will con­
tinue through Jan. 31, the quail and rab­
bit seasons, through Feb. 16 and the 
grouse season, through Feb. 28. Bag and 
possession limits remain unchanged. 

The commission also approved a 
regulation change which will allow deer 
hunters who have not yet filled their 
deer tag to take coyotes during the gun 
deer season.

The City of Prestonsburg has lost a 
wonderful man. Watt Hale wasn't only 
a spec1al man to the people of the City 
of Prestonsburg, but to my life. Watt 
Hale was my grandpa . Grandpa Hale 
was a man who spoke and acted on what 
he believed in.

As I watched his life. as I grew up, I 
came to know more about God. he 
shared his Biblical knowledge with his 
family and friends Grandpa Hale knew 
no strangers, he befriended all.

Many times I would walk up the street 
in West Prestonsburg to visit grandpa 
and I would find him in his garden.

As 
I would go to visit he always asked about 
the family members he loved so much.

All that knew grandpa knew of those 
humorous stories he would share with 
his friends, especially those friends at 
the barber shop. He would make you 
laugh or smilf:, even if inside you may 
have been hurting. From the nursing 
home he never stopped sharing his 
stories with us his family and friends. On 
his good days he might sing you a verse 
or two of his favorite song, "Life's 
Railway to Heaven." He would always 
quote his favorite verse to you· PS. 37:25 

My Grandpa Hale was a special man, 
a man who would share humor and turn 
a sad face into a happy one. I am so 
lucky to have been able to have had a 
man like Watt Hale as my grandpa. 
There are no words that can adequate­
ly tell you about the man whom we all 
knew and loved as Watt Hale. 

He taught me love, compassion, car­
ing and, most of all do and be the best 
you can be.
