Floyd schools have again been put on 
notice by state education authorities to 
shape up-or, this time, risk the1r 
accreditation. 

The latest ultimatum came Monday, 
when the Floyd Board of Education met 
in special session on the instruction of 
state officials to receive the report of an 
audit recently done on eight county 
schools 

The 35-page report listed numerous 
irregularities-some of them violations 
of federal and state law-in the schools' 
accounting practices, principally in the 
lunch program. 

Many of the discrepancies will ap­
parently mean that the schools will be 
ineligible for part of the federal reim­
bursement for which claims ha"e been 
submitted. And continued accreditation 
of the school district may be in jeopar­
dy unless school offictals here can show 
the state Board of Education at its next 
meeting-scheduled for May 5-6 at May 
Lodge-that it is putting its house in 
order. 

Auditors said they turned up instances 
of payments to school employees for ser­
vices which were unauthorized by the 
board and undocumented. 

Proceeds from vending machine sales 
were so poorly accounted for it was im­
possible to say in some cases how much 

money was taken in or where it went, the 
report reveals 

Many purchases, includmg vending 
machine supplies-which already 
amount to $40,000 in one school this 
year-are not adverhsed for com· 
petitive bids, in violation of state law 
And even where contracts have been let, 
purchases are being made from firms 
other than those narried in the contract, 
the audit report says. 

Sloppy management and inflated 
figures in the lunchroom accounts of the 
audited schools may mean that 
thousands of dollars in claims for federal 
reimbursement will be disallowed, ac­
cording to the report, which lists 26 
areas of noncompliance. Floyd officials 
must be prepared to show the state 
Board of Education that bookkeeping 
procedures are in compliance in all 27 
county schools, state officials told the 
local board Monday. 

Questioned by Board Chairman Dr 
J.D. Adams, who insisted that the 
discrepancies revealed by the audit 
were what could normally be expected 
in any large business, Don Fightmaster, 
of the state Department of Education 
staff, acknowledged that auditors had 
run into similar problems in other Ken· 
tucky school districts.

Social Security Office Here 
Believed Safe from Closing 

"We are planning no massive assault 
on existing social security offices ... No 
ax is about to fall," Health and Human 
Services Secretary Margaret Heckler 
hastened to assure staff members in 
Social Security Administration field of­
fc s rece U• 

The reassuranc came necessary 
after word spread that an internal Social 
Security Administration memo had 
been drafted which could result in the 
closing of more than half the nation's 
1340 social security offices. 

According to a Congressional commit• 
tee report, one of 13 Kentucky centers 
targeted for possible elimination is the 
Prestonsburg district office, on the Aux­
ier road. The Pikeville branch office is 

listed as one of eight in the state that 
"may be downgraded or closed " 

But Jim Kelly, director of the office 
here, said that, while the whole system 
is being reviewed to see where cuts 
might be made, there is ''no list of places 
named for imminent closure." The 
Social Secunty Administrahon bas a 
good record of administrative efftcien­
cy and strong arguments can be made 
for retaining the Prestonsburg and 
Pikeville offices at at least their present 
strength, he said. 

''I have received nothing from my 
boss saying, 'Prepare for an orderly 
closure'-or even a disorderly one," Kel­
ly said.

Officials of the financially-strapped 
Big Rivers Electric Corp. in western

Mining Seminar Set 
At Jenny Wiley Park 

The Big Sandy-Elkhorn Coal Mining 
Institute will be holding its eighth annual 
Coal Mining Institute, Thursday and Fri­
day, at Jenny Wiley State Resort Park, 
here.

• Operators Lose Trespass Case 
But Trespass Law Said ~a Mess' 

In upholding a 1983 decision by a Floyd 
Circuit Court jury. the state Court of Ap 
peals last week gave support to the 
notion that coal companies should be 
made to pay fair rental value to any 
landowners on whose property they 
trespass. 

The appeals court upheld the award of 
• $48,000 to Eugene and Julinia Hamilton, 

of Teaberry, who had accused coal 
operators John B. and Sterling "Porky" 
Tackett of trespassing on their proper­
ty between 1973 and 1979. 

The question of trespass was first 
decided in favor of the Tacketts, Special 
Judge William B. Hazelrigg concluding 
they had a valid deed to the disputed 
properly That decision was overturned 
on appeal, however, and Hazelrigg 

• subsequently found for the Hamiltons. 
The October, 1983 decision which was 

the subject of last week's appeals-court 
ruling concerned the amount of 

,damages to be paid to the Hamiltons and 

how such damages should be assessed. 
It is one of the thornier thickets of state 
law. 

The measure used by the Floyd jury 
in assessmg compensation was the ren­
tal price the Hamiltons could have got, 
had the Tacketts acknowledged their 
ownership of the property on which the 
coal operators were working a tipple and 
running trucks. A more traditional 
measure- and one which usually means 
much lower settlements for property 
owners- is the amount by which the 
value of the property is lessened as a 
result of the trespass . 
·A recent Martin county case in which 

the more traditional measure was ap­
plied ts presently pending before the 
Supreme Court of Kentucky, which is ex­
pected to give definitive guidlelines for 
assessing damages. As matters now 
stand, said one Prestonsburg attorney 
this week, "the state of the law on coal 
trespass is a mess."

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A Ladder Is for Climbing 
When teachers attending the Kentucky Education Associa­

tion meeting last week gave Gov. Martha Layne Collins a 
"raspberrious ovation" in response to her argument for a 
Career Ladder for teachers, there surely was a reason. 

We cannot believe that that reason lies in the opposition of 
teachers to the Career Ladder concept itself. We believe that 
teachers who are truly professionals, proud of their profession 
and want to achieve success in it do not oppose the Career Lad­
der theory. 

But, we are told, the main opposition rises from a 
widespread fear of what will happen when the time comes to 
convert theory into practice. A limited survey of teachers in­
dicates, to put it bluntly, that they fear the Career Ladde~ in 
practice would be only another device to reward cromes, 
relatives and influential political allies while more deserving 
teachers who do not enjoy such a relationship with school 
boards and administrators would be left standing on the same 

.rung of the Ladder that they now occupy. 
If this is why the governor of Kentucky and the concept 

which she espoused before the KEA drew the unconcealed op­
position of many teachers, it is a sad commentary on the 
educational system and the individuals who administer it. 

Are the fears of these teachers reasonable? If they are, then 
education in Kentucky has something of a herculean task 
ahead. Its leaders will have to prove by forthright action, and 
not by mere words, that the Ladder is fo~ climbing by any 
climber and that nobody will shove one climber back while 
pulling a laggard up.

but speculate that the only motivation 
for these shortsighted administrative 
cuts is to cripple SSA's ability to do its 
job," Roybal said. 

But Secretary Heckler denied any 
such intent. "If the status quo best 
serves the people, we will retain it. But 
where population shifts, demographic 
changes, and technological im­
provements warrant change, we will 
make change." _ 

The SSA memo notes that field offices 
were greatly expanded in the 1980s and 
early 1970s "to reach out to minority and 
socioeconomically deprived segments of 
our society." But "changes in the law, 
budget and political climate" require 
changes by SSA, it adds. 

The rapid increase in field offices 
followed a period of unrest in the na­
tion's urban ghettoes. When SSA took 
over programs for aiding the aged, the 
blind, and the disabled- which had 
formerly been the responsibility of the 
states-field offices were multiplied in 
inner-city areas, at least partly to 
placate angry minority communities, 
Kelly said. The result, he added, is that 
in some cities branch offices were set up 
within a few miles of the parent office. 

While much of the earlier expansion 
would be undone under the proposed 
rules, Kelly said he is confident the Pres­
tonsburg district meets all the new 
criteria : the number of people served by 
the district is relatively high ; it is a long 
way to the nearest office and there is no 
public transportation; and relatively low 
education levels mean people need a lot 
of help dealing with the system. 

The Prestonsburg office and its Pike­
ville branch serve 31,000 beneficiaries in 
five counties and the district includes 
more disabled persons than in any other 
district in the state except Louisville. 
The nearest district offices are in 
Ashland, Hazard- which has a branch 
office in Jackson- and Lexington. 

There are 20 full-time workers on the 
staff. here, 13 in Pikeville, and the 
district also employs four part-time 
workers. The need is for more, not 
fewer, permanent employees, Kelly in­
sists. Social security taxes support the 
system and, with administrative costs 
running at less than 1.5 percent, tax­
payers are getting good value for their 
dollar, he said. ··we have a good record 
as far as being frugal goes," he said. "I 
think we are too frugal a t times."

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Merger, he said, could make a 
stronger organization and restructure 
the debt of both Big Rivers and East 
Kentucky Power. He added, however, 
that East Kentucky is not in financial 
trouble. 

Miller said a daily newspaper report 
that merger would mean a 31 percent 
rate increase to East Kentucky 
customers is incorrect. "The increase 
would be only for Big Rivers," he said. 

Such an increase for Big Rivers would 
bring it in line with the rate already 
charged in the East Kentucky area. 

Big Rivers' financial plight resulted 
from its investment in construction of 
the controversial D.B. Wilson power 
plant-money which it borrowed from 
the Rural Electrification Administration 
<REA). 

Immediately after the merger plan 
was adopted by Three Rivers, there was 
sharp reaction. One outspoken opponent 
to merger is County Judge-Executive 
James Fallin, of Hancock county, who 
was quoted as saying, the action was 
"absolutely ludicrous. I think this is a 
bail-out for the REA." Fallin added that 
East Kentucky Power "should consider 
very seriously this decision." 

Bill Wells, manager of Big Sandy 
RECC, said findings made by Bechtel 
will be closely eyed. Should East Ken­
tucky directors approve the merger, 
next would come a vote by the coopera­
tives which distribute power to 280,000 
customers in the eastern area and 70,000 
in western Kentucky.

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Ky. Historical Society 
Among Largest of Kind 

One of state government's smallest 
agencies is also one of its most visible. 
Because of its small staff size some 
sixty full-time people- the Kentucky 
Historical Society in Frankfort may not 
be as well known as some other depart­
ments of state government. But, with 
some 8.000 members, the KHS is one of 
the largest state societies in the nation. 

The Kentucky Historical Society name 
can be seen in small print on the 
numerous highway markers that dot the 
state's highways and city streets ; it is 
visible on the sides of two large trailers, 
known as Historymobiles, that carry ex­
hibits to schools, fairs and festivals; and 
it is imprinted on two quarterly journals 
and a newsletter that are available to 
members of the Society throughout Ken­
tucky. America, and in a dozen countries 
overseas. 

In Frankfort, the Society operates a 
research library and three histoncal 
museums, in addition to providing free 
gt.Vded tours of the Governor's Mansion 
and the Lieutenant Governor's Mansion. 

According to Edna Flowers, assistant 
director of the Society: "Our organiza­
tion furnishes assistance and programs 
to local historical societies and to 
genealogists across the state. Teachers 
rely on our workshops and study 
materials on Kentucky to help them 
prepare lesson plans for the classroom. 
All of our activities are designed to help 
promote awareness of Kentucky's 
heritage."

Action taken now can help to minimize 
the impact of flooding. The following tips 
on what to do are suggested by the 
Federal Emergency Management 
Agency: 

1. Learn the safest route from your 
home and place of business to high, safe 
ground. If you are asked to evacuate in 
a hurry (particularly at night), know­
ledge of the roads provides- an extra 
margin for safety. 

2. Never attempt to drive through 
water on the road since sections of the 
road or bridge may have already been 
washed away. Move immediately to 
higher ground as the floodwaters may 
still be rising. 

3. Keep a battery-powered radio, 
emergency cooking equipment and 
flashlights in working order at home. 
Also maintain a supply of food that 
needs no refrigeration. 

4. Residents of frequently flooded area 
should keep materials such as sandbags, 
plywood, plastic sheeting and lumber 
which can be used to protect property. 
Sandbags should not be stacked direct­
ly against the outer wall of a building, 
since wet sandbags can create added 
pressure on a structure. 

5. Purchase flood insurance. Your 
homeowners or business insurance 
policy will not protect you from flood 
loss. Flood insurance can be obtained 
through the Federal Insurance Admini­
stration's National Flood Insurance Pro­
gram. Contact your local insurance 
agent or broker for information about

The County Judge-Executive's office belongs to the people and is operated with 
money given to the office by the people. Doesn't it follow that the people should 
have maximum input into how their office is run and how their money is spent.

For more than 30 years scientists have 

known that limestone injected into a 
coalburning boiler can act as a chemical 
"sponge" to absorb sulfur impurities 
before they escape into the atmosphere. 
The drawback has been the cost of large 
quantities of limestone. 

Now, after analyzing data from a test 
in Minnesota , Energy Department 
researchers have found that only one­
third as much of a specially-treated 
limestone, called " pressure-hydrated" 
lime, is needed to reduce sulfur emis­
sions when injected directly into a coal­
burning boiler. 

Pressure-hydrated lime is made by 
mixing water and calcium, then com­
pressing the mixture at up to 150 pounds 
per square inch and heating it to 
temperatures as high as 300 degrees F . 
When the moistened lime is released 
from the pressure vessel, the particles 
typically are microscopic-size. The ex­
tremely large surface area created by 
the tiny particles makes pressure­
hydrated lime more effective in captur­
ing sulfur emissions. 

The Energy Department' s Grand 
Forks ( NDl Project Office tested the 
technique last fall in a 50-megawatt 
lignite-burning boiler at the Otter Tail 
Power Co. 's Hoot Lake Station in Fergus 
Falls, Minn. Energy and Environmen­
tal Research Corp., of Irvine, CA, ran 
the tests for the Department. 

During the tests, the pressure­
hydrated lime was continually shot in­
to the furnace through compressed air 
lines-a simple injection technique that 
lends itself to retrofit on existing boilers 
where space is often limited. 

Some 30 individual tests were made, 
including one 30-hour run. When two 
parts of lime were injected to one part 
of sulfur in the flue gas, 50 percent of the 
sulfur dioxide was absorbed. By com-

parison, a test conducted in 1981 at the 
same power plant using conventional 
limestone also captured 50 percent of the 
sulfur dioxide but used more than three 
times as much limestone. 

Researchers also found that by in­
creasing the hydrated lime proportion 
to seven times the amount of sulfur, 80 
percent of the sulfur in the gas stream 
was captured. Boiler efficiency and 
operation were not impaired by the lime, 
and deposits that built up in the boiler 
were easily blown away. 

Injecting pressure hydrated lime 
directly into boilers may be an alter­
native to installing scrubbers on existing 
coal plants if air quality standards are 
tightened in the future. 

Although demonstrated with North 
Dakota lignite coal, the technology may 
also be applicable to other Western coals 
as well as Eastern.coals. 

Pressure hydrated lime may also of­
fer advantages in arid Western states. 
The water needed for the process is 
estimated at only five percent of that re­
quired for conventional dry scrubber 
technology.

Last week I read my opponent's Ad in this publica­

tion which expressed his alleged concern about my 
record, but I could not help but marvel at how selec­
tive his recollection is. The fact of the matter is two 
(2) years ago, due to the tragic death of the incum­
bent, the Democratic nomination for Floyd County 
Judge Executive had to be filled by the Democratic Ex­
ecutive Committee. At the public meeting of the Ex­
ecutive Committee, where the voting was held for the 
Democratic Nominee for the unexpired term, my op­
ponent vigorously proclaimed to all who would listen 
my qualifica-tions for the job. My record as a past 
member of the School Board was then what it is now, 
and Mr. Allen considered it quite acceptable. Because 
this is true it should be obvious to all that Mr. Allen's

mance as a school board member, being it was acceptable to him when I first entered this office. 

What then is it? I only know that during the short time I have held this office, my opponent and his 
close supporters have showed a continuing and keen interest in who receives county employment and 
appointments on the various boards and commissions, particularly Beaver Elkhorn Water District. I ad­
mit I have been less than accommodating to them, being that I have attempted to make my decisions 
based on your best interests, as opposed to strengthening any particular political organization. The 
clear point of departure appears to have come when I declined a "request" to become involved in sup­
porting the candidacy of the brother of our State Senator (and James Allen supporter) in the School 
Board race of Educational District No. 4 last fall. Threats were made by. various individuals now active 
in my opponent's campaign as to the ramifications of my failure to assist in their drive to gain control 
of that school board position. I. told them, as I tell yqu now, that I do not intend to complicate or impair 
my ability to serve as County Judge Executive by mingling this office with school board elections. Yes, 
I have had the pleasure and privilege to serve with many fine individuals connected with the Floyd Coun-

. ty School Board, but when I became Floyd County Judge Executive two {2) years ago I considered that 
a change of direction for the type of public service I would labor at. From the office I now hold I am 
striving to work with all elected officials and public bodies in the hope that a unity of effort of County 
Government may be restored from which the public can benefit.

Deadline Near For 
Training Veterans . 

The U.S. Labor Department reminds • 
Kentucky employers that the deadline 
for hiring and training Korean or 
Vietnam-era veterans under the 
-..::mergency Veterans' Job Training Act 
(EVJTA) is September 1, 1985 . 

Under EVJTA, an employer can 
receive from the federal government 50 
percent of a veteran's starting salary 
during the training program, with the 
reimbursement limit being $10,000 per 
veteran, according to Henry J. Field, the 
Labor Department's regional director 
for veterans' employment and training,

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Ceremony Honors 
Perkins, Prichard 

The Kentucky Department of Educa­
tion paid tribute to two outstanding Ken­
tuckians last Wednesday in a ceremony 
marking the 20th anniversary of the 
federal Chapter 1 program for disadvan­
taged children. 

Noting that the late U.S. Rep. Carl D. 
Perkins played a leading role in the 
Chapter 1legislation, Superintendent of 
Public Instruction Alice McDonald an­
nounced the presentation of an award 
named in his honor to the late Edward 
F. Prichard, Jr. 

Prichard, who died Dec. 23, was an ad­
viser to many public figures and a 
champion of educational reform in Ken­
tucky. He was the chairman and guiding 

• spirit of the Prichard Committee for 
Academic Excellence, which recently 
issued a series of recommendations for 
educational improvement, 

Perkins, a Democrat from Hindman, 
represented the 7th Congressional 
District in Eastern Kentucky for 36 
_years. As chairman of the House Educa-

• lion and Labor Committee for 17 years, 
he helped bring about passage of legisla­
tion providing compensatory education, 
·school lunches, better libraries and 
'vocational programs. 

•. McDonald said the Carl Perkins 
Award was being established to 
recognize his many contributions to 
education, not only in Kentucky but in 
the nation as a whole. An estimated 2 
million Kentucky children have bene­
fited from the more than $1 billion in 
Chapter 1 funds granted to Kentucky in 
the past 20 years, she said. 

Chapter 1, then known as Title I, was 
part of the Elementary and Secondary 
Education Act of 1965, the first major 
federal-aid bill for schools. Perkins 
helped guide that bill through Congress 
for President Lyndon Johnson, 
McDonald noted. 

Perkins, who died Aug. 3, 1983, also 
fought to save his education programs 
from the cutbacks of recent years, she 
said. Although he lost on some fronts, 
'she said, "he succeeded in saving the 
centerpiece of the original bill, the Ti­
tle I program for disadvantaged 
children-now Chapter 1- that we are 
celebrating today." 
. McDonald said the posthumous award 
'to Prichard recognized " someone who 
has in his lifetime made significant con­
tributions to elementary and secondary 
education ... someone whose contribu­
tions have made a difference in educa­
tion in Kentucky." 

Franklin Circuit Judge William 
Graham, who was formerly associated 
with Prichard's law firm in Frankfort, 
paid tribute to Prichard, recounting 
some of his many accomplishments in 
behalf of public education. 

Joanne Brooks, director of the Depart­
ment of Education's Division of Com­
pensatory Education, announced the 
selection of four compensatory pro­
grams in Jefferson County as "ex­
emplary programs" by the U.S. Depart­
ment of Education. 

Announcement of exemplary pro­
grams throughout the nation was made 
in Washington today in conjunction with 
the observance of the Chapter 1 anniver­
sary. 

Each state was invited to nominate 
compensatory programs that were 
highly successful and worthy of replica­
tion in other states, Brooks said. The 
four chosen for the honor were among 
24 projects nominated in 14 Kentucky 
school districts, she said. 

Coordinators of the four programs 
selected were recognized during the 
ceremony. They were Rosemary Cham­
bers, who directed two of the projects, 
Programmed Tutoring in Math and Pro­
grammed Tutoring in Reading; Bar­
bara Cummings, High School Reading 
Labs ; and Stephanie Palaisa, Basic 
Skills, a program serving children in 
Jefferson County instititions for the 
neglected and delinquent. 

Also present for the announcement 
were Bill Carrithers, Jefferson County 
assistant superintendent, and Joe 
McPherson, director of the district's 
Chapter 1 programs.

Crappie were being taken by still fishing 
small minnows and jigs over submerg­
ed treetops in 10·12 feet of water in 
tributaries. The lake was clear to 
murky, stable, three feet below summer 
pool, and 53".

Coleman White, director of the Ken­
tucky 4-H program, said the first phase 
would include the construction of the 
main conference center and parking 
areas. Phase II will consist of 24 hous­
ing units to serve 96 persons and the 
facility's laundry service. Phase III will 
provide another 24 units to house 
another 96 people. 

The total project, which will house 228 
will cost about $2.7 million, and should 
be completed within three years, he 
said. 

Construction will begin very soon, said 
Dave Jeffries, 4-H project specia1ist with 
the University of Kentucky. He said 
groundbreaking ceremonies are being 
planned for May Q. 

If all goes well in construction of 
Phase I, limited use of the center could 
begin as early as late this year. By the 
completion of all three phases, White 
said the facility would be a major center 
for training 4-H leaders from all over the 
state. 

"I want to emphasize that this is not 
just going to be a building for the local 
area," White said. " It is going to be a 
first-class, state-wide facility to be 
used by people from all over the state." 

The center will be paid for partially by 
a $950,000 federal grant announced last 
year and partially by other grants, in­
cluding a $175,000 grant from the James 
Graham Brown Foundation in Louisville 
and by private fund-raising efforts spon­
sored by the Friends of the 4-H, White 
said. 

White said, "The Friends of 4-H are 
resp()nsible for the financing of this en­
tire project. They were successful in get­
ting the grants, and responsible for in­
itiating the fund-raising efforts now 
planned to complete all three phases of 
this project. This support group is the 
reason the Kentucky 4-H program is one 
of the best in the nation. "

~~ • period-$356,400. So, as far as we can determine, a piece of property was given 
to the Board of Education, was then sold to a private company, then sold again three 
months later to another private company, both times the selling price was $25,000, 
then leased to the people of Floyd County through Floyd County Solid Waste, Inc., 
for $23,760 per year or $356,400 for 15 years. Who signed the deed conveying 
the land from the Board of Education to the private company, John M. Stumbo, Chair­
man of the Board.

People who have hay fever, officially 
known as seasonal allergic rhinitis, don't 
need to consuJt a pollen chart or refer­
ence book. Runny noses, sneezes, 
wheezes and watery eyes tell hay fever 
victims that pollen is in the air. Allergy 
season for the estimated 15 million 
Americans who suffer from hay fever­
an allergic reaction to tree, grass or 
weed pollen-is a time of misery. 

Hay fever is more serious than its 
name implies. The term is a misnomer 
coined in the early 1800s when people 
thought the illness was a malaise 
brought on by new hay in springtime. In 
fact, hay fever is the number one 
chronic disease in the country. More 
people miss days at school and work 
from seasonal allergies than from any 
other single cause, according to the Na­
tional Institute of Allergy and Infectious 
Diseases in Bethesda, Md. Last year, an 
estimated half billion dollars were spent 
on over-the-counter and prescription an­
tihistamines, nasal sprays and decon­
gestants to help alleviate the symptoms 
of hay fever, at least temporarily. 

Hay fever patients keep more than 
2,500 full-time allergists busy while the 
federal government, drug companies 
and universities fund studies that keep 
researchers occupied looking for im­
proved treatment methods and, 
perhaps, a cure. 

What's behind all this misery, money 
and research'? A tiny pollen grain, 
smaller than a grain of sand. About a 
quarter million species of plants 
reproduce by releasing pollen contain­
ing the male germ cells to fertilize the 
female's eggs. About 500 of these species 
are pollinated by the wind. 

Most wind-carried pollen misses its 
target-the stigma, or female reproduc­
tive part, of a plant. Nature compen­
sates for inefficiency with numbers. A 
single ragweed plant, for example, pro­
duces an estimated 1 million grains of 
pollen per year, says Dr. Joan Nowicke, 
a "palynoiogist" or pollen expert at the 
Smithsonian's National Museum of 
Natural History in Washington, D.C. 
Wind-pollinated plants are the bane of 
allergy victims, she explains, since air­
borne pollen ends up in eyes, noses and 
lungs. 

The sheer volume of pollen released 
into the air is only part of the problem. 
The hundreds of allergy-causing pollen 
species and their mobility complicate 
the situation. Pollen just doesn't stay 
put. On rare occasions, it can travel hun­
dreds of miles. 

However, ragweed pollen- the prin­
cipal offender in hay fever-doesn' t 
have to travel far to cause trouble. The 
plant grows in almost every vacant lot, 
along roadsides and in gardens, 
especially in the Midwest, and its pollen 
is almost unavoidable in late August, 
September and October. 

Something is pollinating somewhere 
in the United States all year long. The 
" season" begins in early spring with 
trees such as elms, ashes, oaks and 
mulberries, followed in late spring and 
summer by grasses, including Ber­
muda, timothy and Kentucky bluegrass. 
Certain weeds, including the infamous 
ragweed, daisies and thistles, pollinate 
from late summer into early winter. 

What happens when these microscopic 
pollen grains meet a human nose is what 
hay fever is all about. The pollen grains 
land on the mucous membrane of the 
respiratory tract where certain cells, 
called mast cells, are abundant. Attach­
ed to these mast cells are antibodies or 
proteins called IgE. These proteins are 
more abundant in people with allergies. 

When the pollen's protein, the 
substance that actually causes the 
allergic reaction, leaves the pollen 
gra in, it combines with IgE protein 
molecules and triggers the release of 
histamine and other powerful chemicals

· . ,from the mast cells . These chemicals 
are responsible for inflammation and 
the familiar allergy symptoms. 

The allergic person's response to a 
foreign substance such as pollen is 
similar to that of the body's reaction to 
dangerous invaders such as bacteria. 
parasites and viruses. That is. the im­
mune system tries to fight foreign bodies 
to protect us from disease. This same 
immune system also produces undesir­
able responses such as rejection of 
transplanted organs and, for about 15 to 
20 percent of the population, allergies. 

The treatment of hay fever's uncom­
fortable symptoms actually begins with 
the botanists, palynologists and 
microbiologists who study airborne 
pollen. These specialists identify and 
record what plants are found in each 
region and when they flower or pollinate 
and keep up-to-date on the ever­
changing, allergy-producing pollen 
scene. 

Ideally, once a patient knows what 
triggers the allergic reaction, the 
allergy is treated simply by avoiding 
that substance. For instance, if animal 
dander is the cuJprit, the pet cat might 
have to go. In the case of hay fever, 
though, avoidance of pollen usually is 
not practical. The seasonal sufferer may 
find temporary relief by forgoing a 
pastoral stroll on a dry, windy day when 
the pollen count is high in favor of the 
air-conditioned indoors. 

For those people who want to carry on 
their normal activities during pollen 
seasons, the answer is medication and 
medical advice. Most people with mild 
seasonal allergies diagnose and treat 
their own disease by buying one or more 
of the hundreds of over-the-counter 
preparations, reports Dr. Jordan Fink, 
president of the American Academy of 
Allergy and Immunology. Patients seen 
by allergists, Fink notes, begin their 
treatment by giving a complete medical 
history and undergoing skin tests. After 
a diagnosis is made, the allergist may 
then recommend treatment with drugs. 
If they fail to give relief, the patient may 
begin a course of "immunotherapy"­
allergy shots. 

Injections of the same substance that 
cause the allergy, such as pollen ex­
tracts, are given in gradually increas­
ing dosages. "We don' t know precisely 
how the shots work," Dr. Michael 
Kaliner of the National Institute of 
Allergy and Infectious Diseases says, 
"but we do know that a patient builds up 
a tolerance to the allergen and gradually 
develops an immunity to it by forming 
new antibodies." The allergy shot pro­
cess usually takes several years, depen­
ding on the individual. Fortunately, 
Kaliner says, 85 percent of people tak-

ing allergy shots will improve signifi- · 
cantly. 

One goal of allergy research has been 
to develop allergen preparations that 
would make "going for shots" less time­
consuming and more effective. Dr. 
Philip Norman, head of clinical im­
munology at Johns Hopkins University 
School of Medicine in Baltimore, and 
others there have done basic research 
and clinical tests on a modified extract 
<one treated with chemicals) called an 
allergoid. 

Dr. Roy Patterson, chairman of the 
Department of Medicine at North­
western University in Chicago, and his 
colleagues have spent the past 14 years 
working on a similar theory and have 
developed extracts called polymerized 
allergens. Two pharmaceutical com­
panies are now awaiting Food and Drug 
Administration approval for these 
modified extracts which work more 
quickly and effectively than those cur­
rently available. These new prepara­
tions, Patterson says, will offer the most 
advanced allergy treatment since the in­
troduction of antihistamines about 40 
years ago. 

Dr. Robert Reisman of the State 
University of New York at Buffalo is 
also studying the use of new extracts ap­
plied directly as a nasal spray rather 
than as an injection. Among the advan­
tages, he argues, are that nasal im­
munotherapy goes right to the heart of 
the problem- the nose- and it can be 
easily administered by the patient a·t 
home. 

Meanwhile, for the vast majority of 
ragweed hay fever sufferers who take 
medication rather than shots, there are 
several new and effective drugs on the 
market and more under investigation, 
including an antihistamine that works 
without causing excessive drowsiness . 
Other new medications include an anti­
inflammatory steroid nasal spray as 
well as a mast-cell-stabilizing spray 
made of cromolyn sodium, a substance 
that has been used effectively for years 
by asthma sufferers . 

Right now, both shots and medications 
manage, in varying degrees, to relieve 
the patients' symptoms, to get them 
through the season. But several im­
munologists around the world, including 
Dr. Kimishige Ishizaka of Johns 
Hopkins, are working with molecular 
biologists on an ''IgE binding factor,'' a 
protein produced by certain cells that is 
capable of affecting the production of 
IgE. Suppressing the production of IgE 
molecules, the actual triggers of the 
allergic reaction, that are sensitive to 
pollen and other allergens is the 
researchers ' goal , according to 
Ishizaka. 

Though their goals are often long­
range, many allergists and researchers 
are spurred on by the idea of easing 
seasonal allergy discomforts for 
millions who suffer, often including 
themselves.

A recent Kentucky Crop and Livestock 
Reporting Service weather summary 
shows that November and December, 
1984 hit about average, or above 
average, temperatures, while this 
January and February were well below 
the norm, said Agriculture Commis­
sioner David E . Boswell. 

November, with an average tempera­
ture of 44.3 degrees, was slightly below 
the norm of 45.1 degrees for the Com­
monwealth as a whole. The west and 
central parts of the state had below nor­
mal temperatures, but East Kentucky 
temperatures were slightly above 
normal. 

Preciptation during November was 
slightly above normal, statewide, but lit­
tle or no snow was recorded. Most loca­
tions recorded a hard freeze by the mid­
dle of the month. 

"December will be remembered as 
unseasonably warm and wet, although 
most locations did have their first 
significant snowfall," said Boswell. 

November had an average precipita­
tion of 5.39 inches as compared to a nor­
mal 3.48 inches. December had an 
average precipitation of 6.64 inches as 
compared to a normal of 3.86 inches. 

January was in sharp contrast to 
December. Many locations recorded one 
of the coldest Januarys on record, with 
several locations recording all-time 
record lows on Jan. 20. 

The January average was 24.6 
degrees, compared with a norm of 32.4 
degrees. January precipitation was 2.51

Cervical Cancer 
Mortality Rate 
High in East Ky. 

Approximately 100 Kentucky women 
die each year from cervical cancer. Two 
of every three of those deaths occur in 
women over 50 years old. A new study 
by officials of the Cabinet for Human 
Resources indicates those figures could 
be lowered if more women would get a 
s1mple examination from their physi­
cians. 

"The cervical cancer death rate in 
Kentucky continues to remain above the 
national average, as it has for the past 
30 years," said Dr. Ward Hinds, direc­
tor of the Division of Epidemiology in 
the Department for Health Services and 
co-author of the report. 

According to Hinds, the major prob­
lem is with older women in rural, low­
income areas of the state. ''These 
women are not as receptive to the idea 
of Pap smears as are younger women 
and older women in urban, higher­
income areas," he said. A Pap smear is 
a sample of cells taken from the neck of 
a woman's uterus and examined for 
evidence of cancer. 

"The death rate decline in recent 
years has been much greater for 
younger women because they are more 
accepting of the idea of Pap smears than 
older women," Hinds said. "This is true 
in all areas of the state." 

Results of the research are being 
published in the April issue of the Ken­
tucky Medical Journal. The study 
divides Kentucky into two areas based 
on socioeconomic factors. The highest 
rate of death from cervical cancer oc­
curs in the area that includes the moun­
tainous region of eastern and south­
eastern Kentucky and is much higher 
among women over 50 years of age, ac­
cording to findings in the study. 

"Almost 70 percent of the deaths from 
cervical cancer occur in women over the 
age of 50," said Hinds. "That's because 
the disease usually starts 20 years or so 
before the symptoms become obvious. 
Cervical cancer is usually a slow­
growing cancer." 

Because cervical cancer does usual­
ly grow slowly, Pap smears are in­
strumental in catching the disease in its 
early stages. Hinds said although the 
cancer often begins when a woman is in 
her 20s or 30s, the symptoms, which in­
clude bleeding, abnormal discharge and 
pain, may not become obvious until 20 
years later. 

"When these women develop such 
symptoms and do get a test, it's usually 
too late," said Hinds. 

Because many women in Kentucky do 
not understand the importance of the ex­
am or simply refuse to take it, the state's 
death rate from cervical cancer has 
decreased at a much slower rate than 
that of the nation as a whole, said Hinds. 
The study revealed that between the 
1950s and the 1970s, the national rate 
decreased 54 percent, while the Ken­
tucky rate dropped only 41 percent dur­
ing the same period. 

"One solution to the problem would be 
to encourage women who haven't had a 
Pap smear to do so when they visit a 
health department or doctor's office for 
some other reason," Hinds said, "and to 
encourage physicians to recommend 
Pap smears to these women. ' ' Trying to 
mount an extensive media campaign to 
inform women about the exam would be 
very expensive, he added, and other 
methods that have been tried have not 
been successful. 

"We're not reaching the hard-core 
group of poor, rural , older women who 
are susceptible to cervical cancer," said 
Hinds. "We have to reach them and con­
vince them the Pap smear exam could 
save their lives, if we expect to see fur­
ther substantial decreases in cervical 
cancer deaths in Kentucky."

Lav1sh Biblical epics seem to 
have gone the way of the 
expensive Hollywood musical. 
Perhaps the trend ran its 
course; perhaps today's movie 
audiences s1mply aren't ready 
to accept ancient heroes: per­
haps relig1on is too touchy a 
subject lor "liberated" Holly­
wood impresarios. 

Yet the TV mm1series 
"Masada" was qu1te success­
ful a-lew years back, so there 
seems to be a market lor a 
well-told B1blical epic. Unfor­
tunately. th1s semi-lavish ver­
sion of ''King David " starnng 
Richard Gere, doesn't l1t the 
bill 

The story of Dav1d lac1ng 
Goliath 1s as classic a tale as 
any 1n Western culture. And 
the story of h1s fall from grace 
when he becomes mfatuated 
w1th the married Bathsheba 
should prov1de enough tens1on 
and drama tor any mov1e. 

But no matter how timeless 
the story. 1ts success depends 
on how 11 IS told 

In lh1s vers1on, Australian 
director Bruce Beresford is at 
the helm. On the surface. the 
cho1ce looks good. Beresford 

has dealt successfully with the 
themes of f811h and justice in 
"Tender Mercies" and "Break­
er Morant ." 

But those movies were made 
on a much smaller scale. and 
when it comes to handling 
large crowds. chanot races. 
and ep1c battles. Beresford IS 

no Cecil B. DeMille. 
Anyone who has read the 

Bible can tell you that it is filled 
with a lot of begatting and 
beheading. So is this film. Even 
before the opening credits, 
heads are lopped ott 1n gory 
deta1l. The battle scenes may 
be v01d of ep1c expanse. but 
they are filled with colorful car­
nage worthy of "Conan the 
Barbarian.·· 

As for Richard Gere. he 
does h1s best in a role in wh1ch 
the act1on sometimes Jumps 
forward several years between 
scenes and the motivation for 
h1s character IS prov1ded by 
some half-hearted narration. 

'"K1ng Dav1d" may be part of 
the greatest story ever told, 
but th1s 11me out. 1t could have 
been told better.

"Spring has sprung, the grass has 
ris' ... " and so has the temperament of 
many homeowners, groundskeepers and 
golf course superintendents. Why? And 
why is your normally rational neighbor 
out jumping up and down on his lawn? 
The answer is mounds and ridges, 
evidence of increased mole activity. 

With increased mole tunneling comes 
increased advertising of magic. controls, 
guaranteed to send them packing. 
Beware, says Dr. A.J. Powell, extension 
turf specialist for the University of Ken­
tucky. None of the magic controls work. 
They actually do little. 

Understand what is occuripg. Moles 
are insectivors, feeding on grubs, 
beetles and especially earthworms. 
Moles do not feed directly on turf or 
vegetation, but their burrowing prunes 
roots and upheaves soil, turf and plants. 
Partially-eaten bulbs are left by mice 
and voles that also use their runs. And 
a lot of surface damage is probably from 
skunks foraging, not moles. 

Moles are active year-round in a net· 
work of tunnels and passages that varies 
in depth from three to 30 or more inches. 
Their regular-use tunnels are general­
ly six to 10 inches deep. Mole runs may 
actually consist of miles of interconnec­
ting passages, especially where the 
ground is less compacted like along 
fence rows instead of across a plowed 
field. 

At the spring meeting of the Central 
Kentucky Ornamental and Turf Associa­
tion, Dr. Powell mentioned three cate­
gories of controls which I'll label "won't 
work," "work temporarily," and 
"gotcha." 

"Won't work"-Magic controls like 
broken glass, razor blades, gasoline, 
burnt cylinder oil, lye, sheep dip, bleach 
bottles, mole wheels, human hair and 
moth balls. Even Juicy Fruit gum, care­
fully unwrapped with plastic gloves to 
impart no human scent, then rolled up 
and inserted in a passage won't gum up 
their insides. When a mole meets an 
obstacle in its passage, it gets suspicious 
and burrows around it. 

''Work temporarily''-Insecticides 
(but they may not kill the diet staple, the 
earthworms), gas bombs and car ex­
haust (runs have holes so the gas or ex­
haust leaks out or dilutes), flooding 
<moles move very quickly and can 
generally outrun water), poisoned bait, 
mole beans, gopher plants, brambles 
and electronic devices. These may make 
the mole go away temporarily, but the

same mole or another will likely return. 
"Will work"-Natural predators 

<dogs, cats, skunks, foxes>. mole traps, 
and as Dr. Powell put it, "premeditated 
murder." Mole traps, whether the 
scissor-jaw <choker> or the harpoon trap 
type, are the best bet. Dirt used to con­
ceal part of the trap and block the tun­
nel does not arouse the mole's suspicion; 
it will burrow through and be caught. 
The traps must be placed in a main 
straight run or intersection that is ac­
tively being used. If a catch isn't made 
in a day, move the trap 

Getting rid of the moles is only part of 
the problem. Repairing the turf is the 
other. When soil mounds are deposited 
on the surface due to deep feeding, do 
not mow over the mounds Mowing will 
compact soil over the grass and kill it. 
Broadcast the soil shallowly over the 
grass before mowing. 

Timely tip: Flowers should be cut off 
spring flowering bulbs, but foliage cut­
ting or mowing should be delayed. Cut 
flowers for enjoyment or as they fade to 
keep food from being diverted to seed 
formation. Foliage can be mowed over 
or cut down six weeks <but no sooner> 
after flowering ceases. The bulbs will 
then continue to grow as vigorously as 
those whose foliage was never disturb­
ed. <From 10 years of research by the 
Royal Horticultural Society.)

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Life Photographers-
Lives of Glamour and Danger

They were the "stars.'' Billed as the best 
in their profession, LIFE magazine photo­
graphers could be charming or arrogant, 
cooperative or demanding, and everyone 
~editors, reporters and subjects 
accepted their varying temperaments. 
· It was their sensitive, dramatic and in­
terpretive photographics that built the 
reputation of the magazine, and its 
publication each week was a major event 
for millions of readers. In the 1940s and 
'50s, when Americans traveled less than 
they do today, LIFE brought the world in­
to their homes-its wars, arts, sciences, 
sports, movies, tragedies and triumphs. 

LIFE photographers were tenacious, 
gifted w1th discerning eyes, willing to en­
dure danger and discomfort. They 
documented death and despair, high jinks 
and horror, joy and sorrow. On assign­
ments, they were arrested, shot at, 
torpedoed, stoned by mobs, beaten up, 
spat upon and on one occasion-charged 
by an angry elephant. They parachuted in­
to combat, dove the ocean depths, ex­
plored the Nile, photographed at 60 
degrees below and 116 above zero. During 
World War II , Carl Mydans spent two 
years in a Japanese prison camp. In later 
years, Robert Capa and Larry Burrows 
were killed in Indochina, and Paul 
Schutzer lost his life in the Middle East. 

Because their mandate was to "get the 
story" at almost any cost, they rented 
helicopters and planes, ladders and cherry 
pickers, outrigger canoes and motorboats, 
jeeps and chauffeured limousines­
sometimes with convincing but fake 
credentials taped to the windows. 

LIFE shocked and informed the way TV 
does today, giving readers the good and 
the bad news. From the magazine's files, 
a selection of 200 vintage black-and-white 
prints is on view at the Smithsonian In­
stitution's National Museum of American 
Art through May 12. "LIFE: The Second 
Decade, 1946-1955"-an exhibition organiz­
ed and circulated by the International 
Center of Photography and sponsored by 
Time Inc. and United Technologies­
depicts the events and personalities of that 
era: the Korean War, 3-D movies, the 
McCarthy hearings, the Scrabble craze, 
the Berlin aircraft, Marilyn Monroe, 
Grandma Moses and Adlai Stevenson-all 
are included. • 

Edward K. Thompson, managing editor 
of LIFE during those years and subse­
quently founding editor and publisher of 
Smithsonian magazine, explains that 
LIFE was not just in the business of pro­
ducing great pictures. Because it was then 
published weekly, a certain amount of 
news material demanded use, and there 
were only so many available pages. "Be­
ing a LIFE photographer was not 
necessarily the ideal way to produce a 
single great photograph," he says. "We 
used photographs as one means of 
communication-the most important one 
-to report the changing mores of the 
country and the world. Because of the 
pressure photographers worked under, 
you could either consider that the great 
pictures were taken in spite of or because 
of that." 

Photographers and their subjects 
sometimes attained remarkable rapport. 
As a lark, Errol Flynn served as Peter 
Stackpole's assistant on a sorority story, 
and gallant generals carried Margaret 
Bourke-White's bags. Harry Truman's 
vice president, Alben W. Barkley, enjoyed 
introducing the lovely photographer Lisa 
Larsen at political rallies. An angry Clark 
Gable, however, "boycotted" the maga­
zine for 10 years after he had cooperated 
for a week on a story that never appeared. 

The staff could be beguiled by movie 
stars. Marlene Dietrich, after posing for 
a Milton Greene photograph featuring her 
famous legs, visited LIFE's offices. After 
a layout artist perfected her already­
perfect legs with an airbrush, she kissed 
the top of his bald head. Normally blase, 
the man wanted to keep the lipstick im­
print and didn't wash his head for days. 
Another beauty, Marilyn Monroe, so en­
chanted photographer Philippe Halsman, 
a reporter and an assistant that Halsman 
later said, "Each of us felt, if only the 
other two would leave, something incredi­
ble would happen." 

Among the most famous photo essays 
was W. Eugene Smith's depiction of the 
long days and challenges of a country doc­
tor in Colorado. "People credit it as pure 
Smith genius, which it is," Thompson 
says, "but in order to get the story, we had 
to decide on which country doctor and 
assign a sympathetic photographer." 
Smith, who had been so gravely wounded 
in combat on Okinawa that he had been 
unable to work for two years, was the ideal 
choice. 

In 1949, LIFE ran this scene by David Douglas Duncan of the Turkish 
cavalry conducting winter maneuvers on the Russo-Turkish frontier.

Expense accounts were lavish com­
pared to those of other news organizations. 
One unabashed photographer asked for 
five dollars a day for taxis covering a 
period when he had been on an aircraft 
carrier, and, on another occasion, re­
quested reimbursement for laundry bills 
in the Sahara. 

With pictures the heart of the magazine, 
photographers were as demanding of 
reporters as they were of their subjects. 
Using a machete to clear a path through 
a Brazilian jungle, a reporter slashed his 
arm and bled profusely. There was no 
sympathy from a queasy photographer, 
only a complaint: "You know I hate the 
sight of blood." On assignment in the 
Rockies, another photographer urged a 
reporter to buy boots for protection from 
snakes, declaring, "I don't want to lose a 
day's shooting if you get bitten." 

On the other hand; the Vatican's Sistine 
Chapel was closed for months while its 
ceiling was photographed. Express rail­
road service was rerouted in Hungary 
while LIFE shot a fashion story on its 
tracks, and a United Nations secretary­
general was talked into posing on a New 
York City rooftop. 

LIFE photographer W. Eugene !mith captured a • 
young physician in a hospital kitchen at 2 a.m. for a 

On news stories, the magazine was ac­
cused of "over-kill" because it assigned a 
retmue of photographers who jostled, 
pushed and cajoled to get every angle. For 
a photo essay, patient subjects rarely balk­
ed at the most outlandish request. The 
LIFE team disrupted everyday lives, 
covering furniture and floors with film 
cans, camera bags and lighting equip­
ment. There was no guarantee that a story 
would appear, the next week or ever, and 
people across the country still remember 
the days or weeks LIFE came to visit 20 
or 30 years ago. 

Winston Churchill, guarded by his poodle, Rufus, was 
photqgraphed in 1951 at his country home, Chartwell, 
near London, by Philippe Halsman. 

Grandma Moses was the focus for W. Eugene Smuh at 
Eagle Bridge, N.Y., tn 1947. 

Photographers and reporters traveled 
together for days, weeks or months. It was 
the reporter who wrote the shooting 
"script," soothed the ruffled, assured the 
doubtful, cajoled the reluctant and, final­
ly, explained the photographs to the 
editors and provided the facts. 

Some LIFE photographers were superb 
in combat situations while others excell­
ed in sports, fashion or human interest. 
Their dedication could be astounding. 
When Ralph Crane woke up in the hospital 
after a plane crash, his first question was 
"Where's my camera?" 

Photographers were not above produc­
ing ''gimmicks." When Noel Coward-who 
had written that "mad dogs and English­
men go out in the mid-day sun"-was ap­
pearing in Las Vegas, Loomis Dean decid­
ed to illustrate that line, despite the fact 
that Coward didn't get up until four in the 
afternoon. Determined, Dean one day 
stocked an air-conditioned chauffeured 
limousine with ice and liquor, and coaxed 
Coward out into the 118-degree desert heat. 
The entertainer lolled in the back seat in 
his bathrobe, then changed into formal at­
tire at the site. Cigarette holder poised at 
a jaunty angle, Coward struck a memor­
ably stylish pose in the desert sun. 

The prospectus for LIFE, which 
began publishing in 1936, was ''To 
see life; to see the world ... '' The 
National Museum of American Art 
exhibit shows clearly that LIFE's 
photographers 30 years ago lived 
those words.

Gifted Student Hunt 
On in Area Schools 

Dr. George Troutt, director of the 
Morehead State University "Project 
Challenge" for the last two years, is 
looking for academic achievers from 22 
eastern Kentucky high schools and giv­
ing them a chance to pass a college 
course in three weeks. 

"Project Challenge," an idea MSU 
spawned four years ago, provides high 
school students a chance to get a taste 
of the college atmosphere. The camp 
lasts from July 7 to July 26 and offers 
students a choice of earning college 
credit in American history, English 
composition, biology, analytical think­
ing, calculus. performing arts and 
recreation. 

"The high school students are given 
similar material as the college students, 
and they are tested as the college 
students are." Dr. Troutt said. After a 
student finishes a course, he is also 
tested through the College Level Ex­
amination Program <CLEPl. 

For a student to gain admittance to 
the program, he must present a recom­
mendation from a teacher from his 
school, his principal, and his counselor 
Dr. Troutt must also review his personal 
achievement file and said, "In all prob­
ability, he must be an "A" or a high "B" 
student. " 

Students who are academically 
"gifted," as defined by their school 
system, are eligible for entrance to the 
program. Dr. Troutt described "gifted" 
students as those who are academic 
achievers. 

Every state university in Kentucky 
hosts a summer camp for high school 
students. Three or four times a year, the 
committees from each school get 
together to coordinate their programs. 
According to Dr. Troutt, however, 
"Each university's camp is different." 

On the weekends, the student will en­
joy a camping trip to Cave Run Lake 
and tours of area museums and local 
historical sites.

Historically. the primary function of 
MSHA coal health inspectors has been 
to conduct respirable dust and noise 
surveys, and their secondary function 
has been to investigate complaints on 
other health hazards. However, due to 
the increasing number of new chemicals 
being introduced into the mining in­
dustry, and the increased concerns of 
the miners about the health hazards 
these chemicals may present, MSHA 
has launched the pilot program to 
monitor other toxic substances and 
harmful physical agents in addition to 
dust and noise control work.

In carrying out the program, MSHA 
coal inspectors specially trained in in­
dustrial hygiene will identify toxic 
substances that are on mine property 
and ensure that their storage and usage 
are safe. They will also complete an in­
ventory of the toxic materials found at 
the mine site and compile the informa­
tion in a toxic material data bank to 
assist the agency in determining which 
toxic substances should be monitored 
and what safety precautions should be 
used. 

The trial period for this pilot program 
is from March 1 through Oct. 1, 1985. 
During this period, MSHA will make an 
inspection of health hazards in at least 
5 percent of all surface shops and coal 
testing laboratories, where chemical or 
physical hazards may be present. Upon 
completion of this pilot program, a deci­
sion will be made on the future direc­
tions of the program. 

Most of MSHA 's inspectors who make 
the toxic substance inspections have 
completed an advanced 16-18 week in­
dustrial hygiene training course at the 
National Mine Health and Safety 
Academy in Beckley, West Virginia.
