As Bus Warning 
Oaimed Ignored 

In 27 years, no child has been killed 
while riding on a regular Kentucky 
school bus. Regulations introduced this 
year, moreover, are aimed at 
guaranteeing the competence of the 
drivers who transport 462,000 children in 
this state each school day. 

The safety of children getting on and 
off the buses is another rna tter, 
however, and Floyd Transportation 
Director Ed Patton last week stepped up 
a "get tough" policy on motorists who 
ignore the law requiring them to stop for 
school buses that are loading or 
unloading children. 

Five drivers who allegedly passed a 
school bus near Honaker recently are 
scheduled for arraignment in Floyd 

. District Court on December 5, following 
complaints by Patton and school bus 
driver Sharon Mary Case, of Dana. 

The bus driver, who transports Little 
Mud Creek children to and from Betsy 
Layne and Harold schools, said she had 
stopped to pick up three grade school 
children near Honaker on November 13 
when a driver passed, forcing the 
children, who were about to cross the 
road, to jump back off the pavement. 
The bus· stop-arm was out and its lights 
were flashing, she said. 

The following morning, two drivers 
passed as children were being transfer­
red from a minibus to the regular school 
bus in front of the Spruce Pine school, 
she said. Both buses had their stop-arms 
extended and lights flashing, she said. 

On the last run from Betsy Layne that 
afternoon, two drivers again passed the 
stationary bus. "I held the horn down" 
as one dnver approached from the op­
positedirecttor., lli: ~driver said. "He 
didn't even look up."

Plant at Ligon 
Wins Approval 
After Hearing 

An operating permit granted to a-con­
troversial coal processing plant at Ligon 
will apparently stand, following a hear­
ing officer's finding that improvements 
at the plant should resolve the problems 
it has long caused its neighbors. 

Moreover, while the Left Beaver Coal 
Company has engaged in a "pattern of 
violations" at its Clear Creek tipple, 
there is no evidence that the violations 
were "willful," said hearing officer J. 
Gregg Clendenin in a report filed last 
week with the state Natural Resources 
and Environmental Protection Cabinet. 

In the past, Left Beaver Coal, a sub­
sidiary of the Turner Elkhorn Mining 
Co., has created an "awesome 
nuisance" and "terrible problems" for 
one neighbor, Palmer Huimphrey, 
Clendenin acknowledged. But a review 
of the new operating system proposed by 
Left Beaver "leads to the inescapable 
conclusion that Palmer Humphrey has 
already won his case," the hearing of­
ficer said. 

But Humphrey thinks he and his 
neighbors are again the losers in their 
long-standing battle with the plant that 
is both the area's biggest employer and, 
critics say, an intolerable blight on the 
environment. 

The latest round in the battle came 
when Humphrey and four of his 
neighbors-Malcolm and Draxie Slone, 
Rex Slone and Ed Slone-objected to the 
issuance of an operating permit to the 
tipple, which had earlier been shut down 
because of violations of environmental 
laws. A pnncipal cause of complaint was 
that slurry waste from the plant, which 
was disposed of by injecting it into old 
deepmine workings at the head of the 
hollow, had contaminated surface and 
ground water in the area. 

The four Slones won an agreement 
from Left Beaver Coal that the company 
would drill them new wells and furnish 
water conditioners adequate to bring the 
water quality up to state standards. But 
Humphrey, perhaps the homeowner 
most adversely affected by the tipple, 
could not rl"ach agreement with the coal 
firm. 

Humphrey, who was represented in 
the action by attorney Ned Pillersdorf, 
argued that the Natural Resources 
Cabinet abused its discretion in granting 
Left Beaver Coal a permit. The com­
pany had established a pattern of willful 
violations of the law, the reopening of the 
tipple operation would further pollute 
the area's water supply, and there was 
no reason to believe the operation would 
conform with the law in future, he 
contended.

Renovation for Pool 
Hangs on State Grant 

Archer Park's swimming pool, which 
for years has been slowly sliding into 
disrepair, will get a facelift if a loan ap­
plication to the state Land and Water 
Conservation Fund is approved. 

City Manager David Evans received 
permission from the City Council Mon­
day night to apply for the matching 
funds loan. The city is asking for the 
maximum available, $60,000. Of that, 
$30,000 would be supplied by the city, 
either in actual funds or in kind-such 
as materials or labor. 

"We should know in January if the 
loan is approved," Evans said. "If we 
get it we'll take bids and hopefully get 
started on renovating the pool by 
February." Evans estimated the work 
would take about four months, putting 
completion near the time the pool should 
open for the summer season "But that 
should be adequate," he said, "because 
most of the work will be done on pumps 
and pipes." 

Evans speculated the pool, built in 
1962 and never having received any ma­
jor repair work, was in such poor shape 
now, that, were renovation not done, the 
pool would most likely remained closed 
mdefinitely . 

And a little further down the road, 
·Evans sees the possibility of a new pool 
at the park "I've just gotten into check­
ing into that," he said. "I'm checking on 

getting money from the ARC <Ap­
palachian Regional Commission), try­
ing to explore every channel." Such a 
project, he said, could be completed as 
early as the summer of 1987. 

In other business, Council granted a 
request by First Commonwealth Bank 
President Burl Wells Spurlock for a 
seven-year waiver of property taxes on 
the bank's new building on Arnold 
Avenue, in exchange for a road improve­
ment package to be supplied by the 
bank. Spurlock proposed the bank con­
struct a slowdown lane northbound on 
the Bert T. Combs Bridge, which would 
enter into Arnold A venue and lead to the 
new bank site. 

Spurlock estimated the cost of such a 
project at $60,000, including architec­
tural, engineering and construction fees. 
According to Spurlock's figures, the cost 
of building the slowdown lane and the 
deferred taxes would amount to roughly 
the same, as the taxes were estimated 
to be about $9,000 per year. The proper­
ty is not due to be on the tax rolls until 
1987, so the deferral frees the bank from 
paying the tax through 1993. 

Evans said the project was one the ci 
ty would have done eventually, and 
under the agreement, it was simply a 
matter of the bank assuming respon­
sibility and doing the work in the near

Gain As Insurance Costlier 

As reluctant as most people are to 
assume additional taxes, skyrocketing 
home insurance rates have generated a 
small boom in fire protectiOn districts in 
this county. Following the recent ap­
proval of taxing districts in Garrett and 
Wayland, petitions from Allen and 
Maytown residents were presented to 
the fiscal court at its monthly meeting, 
Friday. 

No opposition was heard from 
Maytown but the Allen Volunteer Fire 
Department, which .recently settled a 
boundary dispute with its Cow Creek 
counterpart, found itself embroiled in 
another squabble, this time with Bull 
Creek residents, some of whom pointed 
out they were covered under Prestons­
burg's fire protection service. 

Insurance agent Denzil Allen caution-
. ed Bull Creek residents that Prestons­
burg's service for out-of-town 
subscribers would not protect them if 
they lived more than five miles from city 
hall. But Magistrate Lowell Samons ad­
vised Allen firefighters to avoid con­
troversy by eliminating the Bull Creek 
watershed from their proposed coverage 
area. 

<Prestonsburg city manager David 
Evans confirmed this week that resi­
dents around the Bull Creek junction of 
U.S 23 and new KY 80 fall within the 
city's five-mile radius). 

Pressure from underwriters is also be­
ing felt here in stricter enforcement of 
Jaws governing flood plain construction. 
The growing number of calls from 
homeowners or prospective home­
owners seeking certification that they 
are above the 100-year flood stage forc­
ed him to recommend the hiring of a 
flood plain administrator , Judge­
Executive John M. Stumbo told the 
court. 

Named by Stumbo to the post, and ap­
proved without question by the court, 
was the judge-executive's son, John M. 
Stumbo III. 

The younger Stumbo-he is 33, lives at 
I vel, and recently returned here from a 
goldmining stint in Alaska-will be paid 
$7200 a year for an unspecified number 
of hours. The position is not a new one, 
the judge~xecutive noted, although it 
has recently been combined with that of 
deputy judge~xecutive . It has been va­
cant since May, when Morris Isaac was 
dropped from the county administra­
tion.

Magoffin Wets 
Lose in Court 

Floyd county liquor and beer dealers 
had an easing of the competition from 
legalized dealers in a bordering county 
this week after Prohibition returned to 
Magoffin county at midnight Monday. 

U.S. District Judge G. Wix Unthank 
refused Monday to issue a court order 
that would have enjoined the state 
Alcoholic Beverage Control board from 
closing six liquor stores and seven beer 
outlets in neighboring Magoffin county 
as well as several beer and liquor stores 
in Nicholas county. 

New Regional Airport 
Opening Slated Monday 

Unthank's ruling ended, at least tern-. 
porarily, a long court battle and about 
four years of legalized alcoholic 
beverage sales in Magoffin. The ABC 
board ordered liquor and beer licenses 
there withdrawn two months ago after 
the state Supreme Court had reversed 
a Court of Appeals decision holding un­
constitutional the state law that permits 
voting precincts of wet couqties to vot~ 
themselves dry but prohibitS precincts 
in dry counties from voting themselves 
wet. The local option election held in dry 
Magoffin county affected precincts of 
only one magisterial district. 

Rejecting the motion of attorneys for 
alcoholic beverage dealers for a 
preliminary injunction to halt the clos­
ing of the liquor stores, Judge Unthank 
said the lawyers for the liquor interests 
had failed to demonstrate the likelihood 
that their lawsuit would succeed on its 
merits. 

Ribbon-cutting ceremonies officially 
opening the Big Sandy Regional Airport 
will be held at 1:30 p.m. Monday, it was 
announced this week by Allen M. Perry, 
of Paintsville, chairman of the airport 
board. 1 

The occasion will mark the completion 
of the major phase of the four-county 
project which was begun nine years ago 
at a cost of $4 million. Included in this 
phase is the 5000-foot runway, a parallel 
taxiway, and an adjoining terminal air­
craft parking area . 

Development of the terminal area is 

scheduled to start early next year. This 
work, which will cost an estimated 
$800,000, will include a base hangar, of­
fices, parking, water and sewage 
systems and taxiways to hangars 

A new access road, expected soon, will 
connect with rebuilt KY 3. Access to the 
airport now is made via the road to the 
Pevler mine. The airport is adjacent to 
KY 3, just across the Johnson-Martin 
line.

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The School Tax Handicap 
The decision of the Floyd County Board of Education to pass 

up a countywide vote on a 28-cent tax levy could have been 
prompted by varied circumstances, one of which undoubted­
ly was-the tax couldn't win. 

Time was against the tax if it was taken to the voting booth. 
A reputation for fiscal irresponsibility, for a degree of waste, 
some politically motivated spending on unnecessary jobs for 
political favorites-this, no matter how hard the present school 
administration may try, has created an image that cannot be 
changed overnight. 

Then, just as the board of education was ready to put the 
issue to a vote, came the revelation that wealthy developers 
who had financed buildings and other installations through 
Kentucky Building Authority bonds would not be required to 
pay local taxes on their developments until the bond in­
debtedness against them was paid off. 

Those who took advantage of the financing arrangement are 
not censured for avoiding taxation (state government had 
made it legal and other individuals or businesses competing 
with them had already benefited in the same manner), but the 
ordinary home builder, who was paying high interest along 
with regular payments on the principal-plus state and coun­
ty, and often city, taxes-naturally wasn't in the mood to see 
his school tax bill hiked to 28 cents per $100 valuation. 

Then there was the fact that Alice McDonald, head of Ken­
tucky schools, was getting her share of unfavorable publici­
ty. There was the story of the Louisville attorneys, political 
supporters if not political allies of McDonald, who were paid 
$1000 each for a day spent as "consultants" in her office. And 
the story, too, about the two Louisville accounting firms that 
were awarded a contract to audit the State Board of Educa­
tion on their bid of some $30,000 more than the bid of a com­
peting firm-one which was not so "friendly" with McDonald 
or perhaps State Auditor Tobin. 

The $1000-a-day remuneration for the two lawyers is a mere 
drop in the big bucket that is the state budget, and the $30,000 
excess paid the accountants won't bankrupt the state, but it's 
capers like this-some call it hanky-panky-that creates an 
atmosphere, a malaise, that the ordinary taxpayer revolts 
against. 

We have a feeling that the Floyd county school system is try­
ing to clean up its act. But, if Frankfort refuses to wield a 
broom, the day when taxpayers will agree to pay more taxes 
is not yet.

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Clendenin conceded that the evidence 
showed that Left Beaver Coal "has 
adversely affected Palmer Humphrey's 
use and enjoyment of his home and pro­
perty to an unconscionable extent'' and 
that the company's past operation 
"more likely than not" polluted the 
homeowner's domestic water supply. 

But the two major sources of Hum­
phrey's problems would be eliminated 
under the company's latest proposal, the 
hearing officer said. The coal firm will 
no longer be using the road that runs 
within 10 feet of Humphrey's house to 
haul sludge to a dump, and liquid wastes 
will no longer be disposed of by injection 
into the ground, he noted. 

In fact, the system with which Left 
Beaver Coal has replaced the former 
slurry injection system has already been 
in use for six months and has resulted 
in no violations, Clendenin said. 

Humphrey agreed that relocation of 
the company's haul road will be a mark­
ed improvement but claims that the new 
waste disposal system has yet to be 
tested. Before the tipple closed down 
recently for the winter it had not been 
operating at more than a third of its nor­
mal capacity, he said. Nor will the new 
system do anything to diminish seepage 
contamination from Clear Creek's huge 
gob piles, he said. 

While a $1 million Rural Abandoned 
Minelands Project will improve the ap­
pearance and stability of the gob piles, 
neither the government nor the com­
pany is "spending a nickel" to furnish 
Clear Creek residents with a potable 
water supply, Humphrey said. "They're 
spending all that money to benefit the 
company," he said of the reclamation 
project, "while people in this hollow 
haven't got a drop of water." 

What most incenses the homeowner, 
however, was Clendenin's failure to find 
evidence of a "willful pattern of viola­
tions" on the part of Left Beaver Coal. 

The coal company was cited for 
"numerous violations," including 28 
since 1981, the hearing officer noted. 
Moreover, when Left Beaver Coal first 
applied to have its permit renewed, the 
company "incredibly" proposed to con­
tinue the slurry injection system which 
had been the ~ource of most of its viola­
tions in the past, he said. The Natural 
Resources Cabinet "could well have 
determined that Left Beaver's record as 
a whole did not establish that there was 
probable cause to believe that reclama­
tion laws would be obeyed,'' Clendenin 
wrote in his report. 

On the other hand, "the Cabinet could 
look at the same evidence and see 
mitigating circumstances and Left 
Beaver's good faith efforts to minimize 
adverse environmental effects caused 
by its violations," the hearing officer 
wrote. 

"I can't see how he can think they'll 
run it like they 're suppose to after all 
those violations. If that ain't willful, I 
don't know what he means by willful," 
Humphrey said of Clendenin's findings. 
"If you do something over and over, I 
call that willful." 

Floyd Clerks 
At State Meet 

Floyd Deputy Clerks Pat Reynolds 
and Cathy Goble attended the Fall Cir­
cuit Clerk's Conference iri Owensboro, 
November 13-15. Conferences for the 
state's 120 circuit clerks are held twice 
annually as part of efforts by the Ad­
ministrative Office of the Courts to pro­
vide continuing professional education 
for court personnel. 

The Fall program agenda opened with 
a session on "Dealing With Angry Peo­
ple" conducted by Dr. Margaret Verble 
of Verble, Worth & Verble, a Lexington 
based instructional consulting firm.

Attempting to put an end to a minor 
controversy which had sprung up bet-. 
ween the bank and the city regarding 
payment of the new building's contrac­
tor's fee, Spurlock told Council that ac­

The Council's reasoning seemed to be 
that those people within the five-mile 
radius who had paid the $25 subscription 
fee deserved the coverage, but addi­
tional runs were not required of the ci­
ty and only left Prestonsburg vulnerable 
in the event of a fire here. 

With the exception of an abstention by 
Councilman Frank Adams, Paul Hunt 
Thompson was the only Council member 
not to support the motion. Thompson ex­
plained his "no" vote was because many 
people who live within the radius work 
in Prestonsburg, and he felt it was un­
fair to deny them protection, providing 
the manpower and trucks were 
available. There was some discussion of 
doing away with the subscription system 
altogether when the present contracts 
expire in May. 

At its last meeting two weeks ago, 
Council had voted to donate approx­
imately $2,500 to the East Kentucky 
Wildlife Federation to be used to supply 
an animal control officer with materials 
needed to pick-up stray dogs and cats 
and dispose of those which were 
unadoptable. 

However, based upon several com­
plaints received from Council members 
regarding what the money would be us­
ed for, it was decided the funds would be 
withheld pending further investigation 
of the shelter. It was suggested a com­
mittee of citizens be formed to help 
oversee how the money could best be 
spent, with Evans speculating that a 
five-member board, with two year 
terms for members, might be the best 
method.

Residents take on a coal company, 
and a construction firm seeks payment 
in suits filed this week in Floyd Circuit 
Court. 

A 20-foot road intended for use as a 
residential street has been widened to 30 
feet by coal truck traffic, and the 
resulting dust and noise makes it dif­
ficult to rent out property in the area, a 
Tram couple claims in one of the suits . 

David and Norma Hinchman, resi­
dents of the Stanley Powell Addition, 
seek an injunction barring Prater Creek 
Processing Co. from using the road and 
ask compensation for alleged losses. The 
coal company has operated a stripmine 
nearby since 1983. 

The developer of Prestonsburg's 
newest shopping center owes one of the 
construction firms which worked on the 
project a total of $261,886, according to 
another suit. 

Roger Collins and Ray Potter, part­
ners in a West Liberty firm known as R. 
and R. Construction Company, claim 
that Wand G Prestonsburg Associates , 

the Louisville-based developer of Pres­
tonsburg Village, has never paid them 
for work they did at the site between 
June and December last year.

Coyotes Fair Game 
Coyotes are listed among those 

species which hunters may legally take 
when small game seasons open Nov. 21. 
Although coyotes, along with ground­
hogs and gray foxes, are listed as un­
protected species, there is a general 
"closed season" on even these otherwise · 
unprotected animals from Nov. 1 until 
the opening of small game hunting. 

An exception to this rule is that legal­
ly licensed deer hunters who have not 
yet taken a deer can shoot coyotes dur­
ing the gun deer season. 

Once extremely rare in the common­
wealth, coyotes are now found in all 
parts of Kentucky and ar~-.becoming • . • .. .p .... 
numerous enough in s~ ~that 
they are giving livestoCk.,e~,J!ers-'P.rob­
lems. Hunters wishing< a· new and 
challenging sports should consider giv­
ing coyote hunting a try. The most pro­
ductive method is to use a varmit call 
to lure the animal within range. Both 
hand- or mouth;>perated calls and elec­
tronic calls are allowed for hunting 
coyotes and other unprotected species. 
However. all calls must be used only 
during daylight hours.

You 
guessed it-a chorus of Crawfish Frogs! 
We're not kidding- there actually is a 
frog here in Kentucky that can call from 
under 18 inches of water and be heard 
a half mile away! This loud "wurr-r-r­
up" has more carrying power than the 
call of a bullfrog and stands out above 
the calls of all other frogs. 

The Crawfish Frog (rana areola tal is" 
found in Kentucky only in the western 
third of the state in groups scattered 
throughout the lowlands of at least a 
dozen counties. Smaller than the bull­
frog, it has short legs, a stubby ap­
pearance, and is clumsy and slow­
moving. Its dark spots surrounded by 
greyish-white borders on a light back­
ground make it easily distinguishable 
from other spotted frogs. The male has 
on ~ither side of its throat an enormous 
vocal pouch, a bag which is filled with 
air to produce its loud call. These 
pouches expand until they resemble 
miniature balloons, each one almost as 
large as the frog's head. All this balloon­
ing and snoring is part of the female 
frog's sexual appeal, and reaches its 
crescendo on warm, rainy nights during 
the breeding season in March and April.

So why are they called Crawfish Frogs 
instead of Hog Frogs? Because their 
homes are abandoned crawfish bur­
rows, which can be five feet deep, and 
sometimes the burrows of small mam­
mals, holes in roadside banks, and storm 
or drainage sewers. They can occa­
sionally be seen peeking out from a few 
inches below the entrance of the burrow 
where they remain hidden through the 
day, often two to a burrow. A smooth, "­
flattened, platform of mud at the edge · • 
of the entrance prevents grass from 
growing too close to the entrance and ' 
provides a sort of front porch on which' 
the frogs can sit at night or early in the 
morning and catch their meals of 
beetles, spiders, crickets, and ants. 
When disturbed, the frogs retreat into 
the water that usually fills the lower part

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First in Area With Medical Alert Gasoline Prices Down 
Since Labor Day 

James and Fay Grinstead are resi­
dents of the Highlands Terrace senior 
citizens residence in Prestonsburg and 
are a "first" in the area. the first home 
to obtain the AT&T Emergency Call 
Svstcm known as Medical Alert offered 
through Highlands Regional Medical 
Center. 

Mr. Grinstead contacted HRJ\IC about 
the system after seeing a promotional ad 
in the local newspaper. He and his wit(: 
had more than just a casual interest in 
the system: once while Mr. Grinstead 
was out. Mrs. Grinstead fell in 11-Je 
hallway of their apartment, an area 
away from the building alarms. and was 
also unable to reach her phone. Shere­
mained in the hallway for hours until her 
husband returned. 

Medical Alert is AT&T's emergency 
call system designed to call for help 
when the person cannot. By touching a 
button on a pocket-size transmitter that 
is carried by the person at all times. a 
signal is sent to a console attached to the 
person's own phone The console auto-

mallcally dials the number to a special 
phone located in the Emergency Room 
at HRMC which is staffed seven days a 
week, 24 hours a day. When the call is 
received at HRMC it is acknowledged 
and the staff person attempts to call the 
sender of the signal to verify that it is 
a true emergency and not a false alarm. 
If an emergency situation exists, the 
staff person will locate the first contact 
on a personal data sheet completed 
when an individual initially purchases 
Medical Alert. 

Mrs. Grinstead, who suffers from a 
heart condition and diabetes, has fallen 
several times while alone in the apart­
ment. Mr. Grinstead sometimes needs 
to leave his residence because of his in­
volvement with the DAV System. As Mr. 
Grinstead said, "My wife and I feel a lot 
more secure since we have installed 
1\ledical Alert in our home. The monthly 
rental fee is very small in comparison 
to the capability the system is providing 
to me and my wife ." 

The 29 million motorists expected to 
take to the highways over Thanksgiving 
will find that gasoline prices have 
dropped an average of l.3 cents a gallon 
since Labor Day, the Blue Grass Auto­
mobile Club \AAAl reported recently. 
The average price, $1.256, is three cents 
higher than it was Thanksgiving a year 
ago. 

Nationally, full service prices average 
$1.306 for regular, down 0.6, and $1.368 
for unleaded, down 0.9 cents, since 
August 27, date of AAA's last survey. 

Self service gasolme averages $1.138 
for regular and $1.211 for unleaded, 
decreases of l.9 cents and 1.8 cents, 
respectively. The difference between 
full and self service prices has widened 
to 16.2 cents a gallon, one cent more than 
reported in AAA's Labor Day survey. 

Premium unleaded full-service is 
down 1.2 cents to $1.458 and premium 
unleaded self-serve went down 1 7 cents 
to $1.321 a gallon. The price of this grade 
of fuel is not included in the national 
average because of its relatively small 
share of the market. 

Diesel fuel increased 2.9 cents a gallon 
to $1.279. 

In its survey of service stations 
throughout Central and Eastern Ken­
tucky, the Blue Grass Automobile Club 
also found gasoline prices have dropped 
since Labor Day. 

Full-service regular decreased 2 cents 
to an average of $1.251 a gallon. 
Although unleaded increased 0.3 cents 
a gallon to $1.349, premium unleaded 
decreased 2.3 cents to $1.396 and diesel 
dropped 2.4 cents to $1.281 a gallon. 

Self-service prices were down to $1.118 
for regular and $1.206 for unleaded, a 
decrease of 1.9 cents for both. 

AAA also reports that the average 
cents per gallon charge for credit card 
use is 4.5 cents and only about 10% of the 
stations across the state will be open 24 
hours a day during the holiday. However 
about 52% of the stations will be open for 
the holiday period.

Nonmanufacturing equipment hit an 
all-time record in Kentucky in the month 
of October Yet, as more Kentuckians 
searched for jobs, the state's unemploy­
ment rate went up for the second month 
in a row. 

The rate rose from a revised 8.9 per­
cent in September to a preliminary 9.2 
percent in October, according to figures 
released by the Cabinet for Human 
Resources. The October, 1984 rate was 
8.5 percent. 

Nationally the rate inched downward, 
from 6.9 percent in September to 6.8 per­
cent in October. The comparable state 
and national rates are oot seasonally 
adjusted. 

Kentucky's work force rose by 4,200 in 
October, according to state labor 
market analyst Ed Blackwell, "but 
many of these people simply weren't 
able to find jobs." 

He said nonmanufacturing wage and 
salary jobs totaled 1,002,800 in October. 
The increase by 4,200 positions allowed 
Kentucky to surpass the million mark 
for that type employment for the first 
time in history. 

This broad category includes con­
struction, finance, insurance and real 
estate, government, mining, services, 
trade and transportation, communica­
tions and utilities. 

"Trade employment grew by 2,700 
between September and October," 
Blackwell said. "We showed gains in ap­
parel and accessory stores, automotive 
dealers and service stations, restaurants 
and supermarkets." 

In education, 1,900 more people were 
added to the payroll between September 
and October. Employment in this cate­
gory has increased by 6,800 since Oc­
tober 1984. 

No Points For Ducks 
Kentucky's duck hunters won't need 

to carry a calculator with them this 
year. When the statewide duck season 
opens Nov. 28, hunters will be working 
under a conventional bag limit rather 
than the point system, which required 
them to know numerical values for each 
species and add these values to deter-
mine their daily limit. · 

With the conventional limit, the daily 
bag may contain no more than four 
ducks, with no more than two mallards 
(only one a female), one black duck, two 
wood ducks and two pintails. There is 
also a daily limit of one canvasback and 
one redhead. The possession limit is the 
maximum which could have been taken 
in two days.

More jobs also were reported in agri­
culture ( 1,600 l, transportation, com­
munications and utilities (700), con­
struction (300) and finance, insurance 
and real estate < 100). 

Offsetting these gains was a decline in 
manufacturing employment for the se­
cond month in a row. "We were seeing 
some slow gains in this area, but manu­
facturing jobs dropped by 1,100 between 
August and September and again bet­
ween September and October, " 
Blackwell said. "This pushed the manu­
facturing employment level to 4,900 
below the October 1984 figure." 

Decreases also were reported in ser­
vice jobs. " We lost 1,000 service jobs be­
tween September and October," Black­
well said. ' 'Many of these were in 
amusement and recreation services and 
hotels as the vacation season was wind­
ing down. Other decreases were in auto 
repair services and health services." 

Another 300 jobs were lost in 
bituminous coal mining, which pushed 
employment in this category to 2,100 
below the October 1984 level. 

The estimated number of Kentuckians 
working in October was 1,5661700, down 
2,200 from the September figure of 
1,568,900 and 33,100 below the October 
1984 report of 1,599,800.

"I'm a spinner of yarn and yarns," 

Granny Toothman tells visitors to 
Morehead State University's Folk Art 
Gallery as she pedals her 150-year-old 
saxony spinning wheel to a steady, 
mesmerizing hum. 

Since September, Granny-a name 
she encourages-has been the gallery's 
weaver/spinner in residence, storyteller 
and star attraction. Her demonstrations 
in traditional crafts often attract admir­
ing crowds, but it is her flair for story­
telling that keeps them gathered near 
her wheel, sometimes for hours at a 
stretch. 

Most of Granny's stories are auto­
biographicaL She was born Lyndall 
Toothman 75 years ago in Williamsburg, 
W.Va., where she lived in a log cabin 
until she was 20 making clothes, soap, 
toys and other items for her family. The 
hardships of the Depression further in­
creased her knowledge of useful crafts. 
"We had to make everything just to get 
by," she said. 

Florida by spinning almost any fiber 
they can suggest. She has spun the hair 
from more than 100 breeds of dogs, buf­
falo fur, yucca plants, Clydesdale mane 
and penguin belly fuzz. According to 
Granny, the penquin fuzz was the most 
difficult to acquire, because it is only 
found on newborn penguins. 

A board displays dozens of photos and 
yarn samples that Granny has collected 
during the 30 years she has been giving 
demonstrations. 

Among the photos of camels, dogs, 
lions and other exotic creatures that 
have given their hair for Granny's yarn 
is a photo of a bald man with a chest­
deep beard. 

"That fellow bet me I couldn't make 
yarn out of his beard. He lost. Human 
hair makes excellent yarn, especially 
curly hair," she said. 

Granny and MSU formed their cur­
rent relationship as a result of her fre­
quent visits to the Appalachian Celebra­
tion, a festival the University coor­
dinates each summer.

women's prison in Alderson, W. Va., 
where one of her students was "Axis Sal­
ly," the Nazi war criminal. "She was an 
old bat. A good weaver, but she never 
saw any good in anything," Granny said . 

"Tom Sternal (chair of MSU's Depart- . 
ment of Arts) asked me if I knew how 
to put together an old loom he had lying 
in a room at the school. We had to build 
a few new pieces, but we got It done in 
a day and a half. One thing led to 
another, and now I'm working at the 
gallery all of the time," she explained.

Granny's craft exhibitions at the 
gallery are jointly sponsored by MSU 
and the federal Green Thumb project, 
a supplementary program for Social 
Security recipients. She spends 24 hours 
a week at the gallery, which is located 
in the Claypool-Young Art Building.

In the 1950s, Granny worked at amuse­
ment parks such as Knotts Berry Farm 
in California and Old Tucson in Arizona, 
where she gave demonstrations. "At Old 
Tucson, they were filming the TV series 
'High Chapparal,' and it was my job to 
entertain tourists between scenes,'' she 
said. 

Wearing traditional mountain cloth­
ing, Granny weaves, spins and enter­
tains visitors with her talent and wit. 

"I love doing this. Talking and spin­
ning is the most relaxing thing I know," 
she said. "That's why men didn't use to 
cheat on their wives like they do today. 
They'd sit in a room with a spinning 
wheel and a big old fire and be content 
to stay put.''

It was during one of those breaks in 
filming that Granny's career took 
another interesting turn. A woman 
watching Granny work challenged her 
to spin the hair of the woman's three 
Samoyed dogs into yarn. "I did it and we 
got 13 pounds of yarn from those dogs. 
It only takes about two pounds for a 
sweater," Granny said.

Anna Spencer, Louise West and Linda Holbrook don't get paychecks for their 
work at Our Lady of the Way Hospital. But somehow they feel blessed instead 
of cheated. 

"It's enjoyable work," says Anna Mae Spencer, who has given the hospital 
more than 500 hours of her time, "and it's rewarding to be able to do something 
for someone who needs help." 

Louise West agrees She too finds benefit in her efforts to "say or do 
something to make somebody's day easier." 

''When you see those smiling faces on those sick people, your heart just 
swells," comments Linda Holbrook. "You want to do more." 

''Doing" can mean many different tasks and, like other hospital volunteers, 
these three women have done a variety of them. 

Anna Mae Spencer works on the nursing floor one day per week. Among 
many other things, she passes out ice and water, delivers food trays, and takes 
patients to radiology for x-rays. 

"You name it, I've done it," she chuckles. "I just pinch hit where I'm 
needed." · 

Pinch hitting mcludes helping out in the hospttal gift shop a different day 
each week. , 

The nursing floor and gift shop have also been aided by Louise w~si. But 
telephone surveys of former patients, filing, chauffeuring, and solicifjng dona­
tions have also worked their way into the one or two days she spend~ .each .. · _ 
week at Our Lady of the Way. '"'~ . .,. '? 

Although she has performed many of the above-mentioned services, Linda· 
Holbrook has also coached pregnant patients through labor and helped · · 
employees with bookkeeping and pastoral care work. Increasing responsi­
bilities as a wife, mother, childbirth educator, and Girl Scout leader have 
reduced her volunteer days from one day per week to when she can, usually 
one day per month. 

Linda Holbrook became a volunteer after her daughter, Jennifer, was 
hospitalized with pneumonia at Our Lady of the Way Hospital in 1981. 

"It was so nice," remembers Linda of the volunteer who asked if she could 
do anything at that difficult time. "It means so much to have somebody else 
care." 

Linda Holbrook has continued that caring even though she says "Seeing 
death or sick babies tears me up." 

Anna Mae Spencer sees the difficulities of volunteering in a lighter vein. 
"You can't go loafing anytime you want," she teases in reference to the 

time she likes to spend at the Martin Senior Citiens' Center. "I have to fill 
an obligation here."

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Governor Announces 
Home-Buyer Loans 

Gov. Martha Layne Collins has an­
nounced that more than 2,500 lower and 
moderate income individuals and 
families throughout Kentucky may be 
eligible to purchase a home through 
Kentucky Housing Corporation's <KHC) 
single-family program. Governor Col­
lins' announcement was made in con­
junction with KH0's selling a 
$100,000.000 bond issue tha~ will provide 
a 9 3/8% interest rate on a 25-year mort­
gage for lower and moderate income 
households. The interest rate will not 
change during the life of the loan. 

To qualify for a KHC loan a family or 
individual may earn up to $25,000 gross 
income and may purchase a house cost­
ing no more than $46,000 ($52,000 in cer­
tain Eastern Kentucky counties). Unless 
living in federally designated targeted 
areas, applicants may not have pwned 
a house in the past three years . 

According to KHC executive director 
F . Lynn Luallen, the application period 
will be 18 months. During the first 60 
days, commitments will only be made 
on loans to those persons earning 80% or 
less of the State Median Income. Using 
figures from the federal government, 
the median family income in the state 
of Kentucky is $22,500. Eighty percent of 
median is $18,000. 

The Kentucky Housing Corporation 
<KHC) was created by the Kentucky 
Legislature in the 1972 session. Its pur­
pose is to provide safe, decent and 
sanitary housing to lower and moderate 
income citizens of Kentucky. KHC pro­
vides this service primarily through the 
funding of loans for single-family and 
multi-family residences. The interest on 
those loans is below market rates. 

Funds for the mortgages are provid­
ed through the sale of bonds and notes, 
the interest of which is exempt from 
federal and state income taxes. KHC 
receives no state funds, and its pro­
grams are self supporting.

children pull out the old wool cap and 
scarf to head for school. Eventually, that 
cap or scarf may carry an unwanted 
stowaway waiting to overrun the whole 
class, even the entire school. 

The culprit is the head louse. The 
mere mention of lice is synonymous 
with "cooties" and conjures up the im­
age of dirty children who lack personal 
hygiene. This is a myth. 

Head lice know no soci~onomic 
bounds, said pharmacist JoAnn John­
son. They don't care if you are rich or 
poor, immaculate or unkempt. They on­
ly see a creature that provides a warm 
habitat and a plentiful food supply-your 
hair and your blood. They aren't choosy. 
Anyone can get head lice. 

Of the three sp...--cies of lice known to 
man, head lice are the most common in 
the United States. They are most often 
found on school-age children from 
kindergarten through eighth grade 
among whom head-to-head contact is 
frequent. These children then carry 
their infestation home to the family. 

A head search will seldom locate the 
parasite. Head lice are small, two to 
three mm (.08 to .12 inch) long and 
whitish to gray-black in color. They 
quickly scurry from bright light. 

Generally, the evidence is found 
behind ears or near the neckline where 
the egg cases (nits) are cemented to the 
hair shaft. Nits may also be attached to 
head gear, that old cap and scarf. 

The female will lay 50 to 150 nits dur­
mg her short lifetime, three weeks or 
more, depending on conditions. The nits 
hatch in five to 10 days and the young 
resemble the adults, except smaller. 

In order to shorten the louse's lifetime, 
effective medications should be careful­
ly applied. Lice cannot be removed or 
killed by bathing with ordinary soaps or 
shampoos. 

Medicated shampoos, ointments, lo­
tions or dusts from pharmacists or a 
physician's prescription can be used to 
quickly kill lice and nits on the body. 

Normal laundering with hot soapy 
water or dry cleaning will kill lice and 
nits on clothing and bedding. Dry 
storage of body louse-infested clothing 
for three weeks or more is sufficient to 
kill these lice by starvation. 

Personal items such as hats, combs, 
hair brushes and towels often transfer 
lice, so these items should not be shared. 
they should be thoroughly cleaned after 
each use. 

Head lice infestations in schools often 
are difficult to control and in some cases 
lead to unnecessary pesticide use, said 
Chris Christensen, Extension entomolo­
gist in the University of Kentucky Col­
lege of Agriculture. The key to control 
in these situations is thorough insec­
ticidal treatment of all children in the in­
fested classes, he said. In addition, the

"It is not necessary to treat school 

rooms, assembly areas, playgrounds or 
school buses with long residual insec­
ticides when a head louse infestation oc­
curs in schools," Christensen said. "At 
the very most, such areas should o11Jy be 
treated with short residual treatments 
using insecticides to control any detach­
ed lice." 

Suspected louse infestations should be 
reported to a physician or public health 
officials, so action can be taken to keep 
the infestation from becoming wide­
spread. It has been said that head lice 
are easier to control than common dan­
druff. They can be completely elimi­
nated with the proper treatment of in­
fested individuals.

Tips For Better Mileage 
The thinking man's driver can save 

hundreds of dollars a year in gasoline 
costs, car maintenance specialist Ross 
Olney asserts. "There are maintenance 
and driving techniques that can help you 
increase your gas mileage by as much 
as 30 percent, and sometimes more," he 
writes in the December Reader's Digest, 
"provided you don't mind working at the 
task." 

Maintenance procedures include 
keeping your engine well-tuned and your 
tires fully inflated. Check your oil every 
time you buy fuel, Olney advises. 
"Without adequate lubrication, your 
engine will struggle against extra fric­
tion, burning extra gasoline." 

Check your wheel alignment too, at 
least once a year. "Just as it takes more 
effort to push a shopping cart with a 
cocked wheel, it takes more from the 
engine to push a car with wheels out of 
alignment,". he observes. 

Driving techniques include not warm­
ing up the engine-thi~ alone can save 
up to two percent of your fuel, if you 
drive every day. Give the engine a few 
seconds for the fluids to circulate and the 
oil to get in around the bearings, then 
drive away slowly. 

You can save fuel and your braking 
system as well by planning ahead on 
your stops, letting the weight of the car 
and the drag of the engine help bring you 
to a slow-down or stop. The difference 
is surprising- it takes 20 percent more 
gas to reach cruising speed from a full 
stop than from a speed of just a few 
miles per hour. 

Observing the 55-mile-an-bour speed 
limit saves you gas, money and quite 
possibly your life. If you drive at 50 in­
stead of 70 m .p.h., you save you to 20 
percent of your gas bill. Additionally, 
you have only a 50-50 chance of surviv­
ing a crash at 70 m.p.h.; reduce your 
speed to 55 and the odds climb to about 
31 to 1 in your favor. It's a good cause 
for slowing down.

403 Laid Off 
In Martin Co. 

Last Wednesday morning's announce­
ment that the Martiki Coal Corp. had 
dismissed all but 81 of its employees was 
bad news not only to Martin county 
where the coal mining operation is 
located An unknown number of men 
from Floyd, Johnson and other nearby 
counties lost their jobs. 

In all, it was said, 403 men were laid 
off. An estimated 65 percent of these are 
residents of Floyd, Johnson, Magoffin, 
Lawrence and Pike counties. 

Officials at Mapco, Inc., of Tulsa, 
Okla ., were quoted as saying they laid 
the men off because of a "dramatic 
slump" in the coal market, but some 
United Mme Workers officials have sug­
gested that recent disputes between 
labor and management led to the non­
union mine's drastic cutback. 

The loss of jobs will cost Martin coun­
ty alone about $10 million, it is 
estimated. The county's government 
will be a big loser in coal severance 
taxes.

Thousands of Kentuckians look for 
temporary JObs each year during the 
holiday season. And many have found 
that local offices of the Department for 
Employment Services are good places 
to shop for jobs. 

Staff in these local offices already 
have begun referring job applicants to 
employers. Types of jobs available dif­
fer from one local office to another, ar­
cording to Harry Dickerson, director of 
the department's Division of Field 
Services. 

"The first thing many people think of 
when we mention seasonal work at this 
time of year is a job in a department 
store," he said. "But employers call our 
local offices and place orders for a wide 
variety of jobs." 

Department figures for the last six 
years show an increase of 5,000 to 7,000 
trade jobs between November and 
December. "These include jobs in 
department stores, the tobacco market, 
groceries and restaurants," Dickerson 
said. 

The department made a total of nearly 
10,000 job placements during November 
and December 1984. 

In the Covington and Paducah areas 
the department has agreements with 
many stores to take applications and 
make job referrals. " While we don't 
have similar agreements with all stores 
in Kentucky, our local offices still are a 
good source of labor market information 
and job locations,' ' Dickerson said. 

While many retail sales jobs end in 
December, most tobacco trade jobs last 
through January. 

Again this year department officials 
expect the supply of jobseekers to be 
greater than the demand. "People who 
just want temporary seasonal jobs will 
be competing with those who have been 
laid off from full time jobs and will ac­
cept short term work un til they can get 
full time jobs again," he said. 

While most holiday season jobs 
already may be filled this year, the 
department frequently receives addi­
tional placement requests. So people in­
terested in such job opportunities still 
may check with local Employment Ser­
vices offices. 

"One important thing we want people 
to remember is that historically the 
department has tried to help all job ap­
plicants, whether they are looking for 
full time or part time, temporary or per­
manent work, " Dickerson said.

SINUS ACHE 
Very often, people with colds complain that their

An additional 
cause of sinus congestion is the bacterial infection of a 
sinus. Unlike the congestion of a cold, bacterial infections 
are usually more painful. The pain may often localize 
over one particular sinus and the skin over that sinus may 
sometimes be tender. A sinus infection caused by bacteria 
needs to be treated with antibiotics in addition to 
decongestants.

Steel Shot Not Required 
The Fish and Wildlife Commission's 

decision to restriCt waterfowl hunters to 
non-toxic steel shot in the Western Goose 
Zone will not go into effect until the 
1986-87 season. Lead shot will be allow­
ed for all waterfowl hunting in Kentucky 
through the 1985-86 seasons, the latest of 
which is scheduled to close Jan. 31, 1986. 

High lead levels in several waterfowl 
areas in Western Kentucky necessitated 
the commission's decision to require 
non-toxic shot. However, implementa­
tion was delayed until the 1986-87 
seasons to allow retailers time to stock 
steel loads and to give waterfowl hunters 
an opportunity to become familiar with 
shooting steel loads. 

The Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources is planning a series of 
seminars to acquaint hunters with the 
ballistics of steel shot. Specific dates and 
places will be announced in the future.

If you saw the movie "2001," you saw 
scenes of a lavish garden growing in 
space. As our present day space pro­
gram progresses and people spend 
longer periods of time in space, the need 
to grow food plants in space will become 
ever more pressing. A good deal of the 
needed technology already exists in the 
form of hydroponics- the process of 
growing plants in water or in inert sup­
port media. 

Many people have hydroponically 
rooted stem cuttings or plant leaves for 
years. I remember little jelly glasses 
filled with water and African violet 
leaves lining the sunny window sills of 
my grandmother's kitchen. The only 
problem with thl;lt system is that the 
roots that form on these plant parts fail 
to develop a protective root covering 
(the root cap) which makes transplan­
ting them into a solid potting soil dif­
ficult. Plants rooted hydroponically are 
better left to simply grow hydroponical· 
ly. 

When plants are grown hydroponical­
ly, they are grown either with their roots 
in water or in gravel, sand, vermiculite 
or some other inert material that simp­
ly serves to support the plant. The key, 
however, is that a nutrient solution must 
be supplied to the plant via the water or 
inert support material in order to pro­
vide the essential elements for growth. 
The nutrient solution can simply be li­
quid fertilizer which is always present 
in diluted form in the water or can be ap­
plied to the inert medium on a regular 
basis. 

Hydroponic systems are used not on­
ly for growing houseplants, but also for 
commercial production of vegetable 
crops and for research in plant 
physiology and nutrition. Where crop 
land is scarce or of poor quality, large 
scale food production may be done 
hydroponically. If you've been to Epcot 
Center at Disney World, you may have 
seen the hydroponic production of let· 
tuce where a nutrient solution is regular­
ly sprayed on the lettuce plants' roots. 

There are several advantages to 
hydroponic plant production. Although 
the plants may grow in water, far less 
water is used than when they are grown 
in potting media or soil. Fertilizer ap­
plication is strictly controlled, giving 
very steady growth and consistent yield. 
Many maintenance chores, such as 
weeding, are reduced or eliminiated, 
year-round production can be achieved, 
and production costs can be reduced. 
Whether better quality plants and food 
are produced is debatable. 

Despite the advantages there are 
some disadvantages. The fertilizer solui 
tion must constantly be applied or 
monitored and changed as plants use up 
the nutrients. Oxygen should be supplied 
to the roots if they are in water so that 
they can respire or digest food materials 
to use them for growth energy. Some 
sort of physical support must be sup­
plied, and for water solutions, a non­
metal, light-tight container, or one that 
is made of opaque or colored ~lass, is 
needed to prevent algal growth. 

There are many types of hydroponic 
systems available commercially, rang­
ing from closed flower pots with wicks 
to large tanks with pumps. Nurseries 
and garden centers often carry some of 
the basic systems for use in raising 
houseplants or a tomato or cucumber 
plant indoors hydroponically through the 
winter.

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Will Promote Statewide Parley 
On Appointing Superintendent 

Dorothy S. Ridings, chairman of the 
Prichard Committee for Academic Ex­
cellence, announced today that the Com­
mittee will facilitate discussions across 
Kentucky of a constitutional amendment 
for a professionally appointed 
Superintendent of Public Instruction. 

The announcement was made on the 
first anniversary of the Prichard Com­
mittee Town Forums, statewide 
meetings of citizens concerned about 
public education. The Town Forum 
meetings held on November 15, 1984 in 
178 out of Kentucky's 180 school districts 
were widely credited for building the 
public support for legislative considera­
tion of Governor Collins' $300 million 
education tax package, which was ap­
proved by the special session of the state 
legislature last summer. 

Ridings said the citizen discussions of 
the need for an amendment to the state 
constitution dealing with the Superinten­
dent would not follow the same pattern 
as the 1984 Forums but are designed to 
serve the same purpose : to promote in­
formed public discussion about an 
education issue. Discussions on a con­
stitutional amendment will use many of 
the Town Forums leaders to coordinate 
efforts in their communities. 

The Prichard Committee, composed 
of 90 citizens from across Kentucky, 
"wants to help the public get into the 
conversation about the kind of leader­
ship we need for Kentucky elementary 
and secondary education," Ridings said. 
"We need an informed public about this. 
We believe we need a professionally 
selected superintendent, but our first 
goal is to help the public understand both 
sides of the issue. " 

Kentucky's constitution currently pro­
vides for statewide election of the 
superintendent, on a partisan ballot. Any 
amendment would have to be approved 
by the legislature and then submitted to 
the voters. 

Robert F. Sexton, executive director 
of the Prichard Committee, said Town 
Forum leaders will identify people in 
their communities to participate in 
small-group discussions. The Prichard 
Committee will provide discussion 
materials and training, and will try to 
see that discussion sessions are held in 
as many counties as possible during 
December. 

Consideration of a constitutional 
amendment on an appointed superinten­
dent is expected during the 1986 
legislative session, which convenes in 
January. 

The Prichard Committee also will pro­
vide materials to Kentucky newspapers 
and others to publicize the issue. 

The Committee recommended a con­
stitutional amendment for the selection 
of a professional state school superinten­
dent two years ago. The Committee said 

• that a professional superintendent 
should be hired to provide continuity of 
leadership, to eliminate the often 
counter-productive political campaigns 
for the office, and so that a superinten­
dent of high professional quality could 
be employed.

made by many other educati<in 
organizations-;-the Kentuckians for Ex­
cellence in Education T~sk Force of the 
Chamber of Commerce, Crllvernor Col­
lins' Council on Education Reform, the 
State Board of Education, the Kentucky 
Association of School Administrators, 
and the Kentucky School Boards 
Association. Governor Collins and 
Superintendent of Public Instruction 
Alice McDonald both endorsed the 
amendment in their 1983 campaigns. 

An amendment was passed by the 

Kentucky Senate in 1984, but failed to 
gain approval by the House of Represen­
tatives. As a r.esult, the provision was 
never placed on the ballot for public 
vote. 

Sexton said that materials for local 
discussions will provide arguments on 
both sides of the issue, so citizens can in­
form themselves and make their own 
choice. He added that the 1986 session of 
the legislature will be the "decision­
making time" on the amendment and 
that interest is high in the legislature.

Nonmanufacturing employment hit an 
all-time record in Kentucky during Oc­
tober. However, as more Kentuckians 
searched for jobs, the state's unemploy­
ment rate went up for the second month 
in a row. 

The rate rose from a revised 8.9 per­
cent in September to a preliminary 9.2 
percent in October, according to figures 
released today by the Cabinet for 
Human Resources. The October 1984 
rate was 8.5 percent. , 

Nationally the rate inched downward, 
from 6.9 percent in September to 6.8 per­
cent in October. The comparable state 
and national rates are not seasonally 
adjusted. 

Kentucky's work force rose by 4,200 in 
October, according to state labor 
market analyst Ed Blackwell, " but 
many of these I)eople simply weren't 
able to find jobs." 

He said nonmanufacturing wage and 
salary jobs totaled 1,002,800 in October. 
The increase by 4,200 positions allowed 
Kentucky to surpass the million mark 
for that type employment for the first 
time in history. 

This broad category includes con­
struction, finance, insurance and real 
estate, government, mining, services, 
trade, and transportation, communica­
tions and utilities. 

"Trade employment grew by 2,700 
between September and October," 
Blackwell said. "We showed gains in ap­
parel and accessory stores, automotive 
dealers and service stations, restaurants 
and supermarkets." 

In education, 1,900 more people were 
added to the payroll between September 
and October. Employment in this 
category has increased by 6,800 since 
October 1984. 

More jobs also were reported in 
agriculture < 1,600 l, transportation, com­
munications and utilities (700), con­
struction (300) and finance, insurance 
and real estate (100). 

Offsetting these gains was a decline in 
manufacturing employment for the se­
cond month in a row. "We were seeing 
some slow gains in this area, but 
manufacturing jobs dropped by 1,100 
between August and September and 
again between September and October,'' 
Blackwell said. "This pushed the 
manufacturing employment level to 
4,900 below the October 1984 figure." 

Decreases also were reported in ser­
vice jobs. "We lost 1,000 service jobs bet­
ween September and October,'' 
Blackwell said. "Many of these were in 
amusement and recreation serices and 
hotels as the vacation season was win­
ding down. Other decreases were in auto 
repair services and health services." 

Another 300 jobs were lost in 
bituminous coal mining, which pushed 
employment in this category to 2,100 
below the October 1984 level. 

The estimated number of Kentuckians 
working in October was 1,566,700, down 
2,200 from the September figure of 
1,568,900 and 33,100 below the October 
1984 report of 1,599,800 . 

An estimated 159,600 Kentuckians 
were jobless in October, up 6,400 from 
September, when 153,200 were out of 
work, and 11,200 higher than in October 
1984, when 148,400 were unemployed. 

The civilian labor force estimate for 
the state in October was 1,726,300, up 
from 1,722,100 in September, but down 
from 1,748,200 in October 1984. The 
civilian labor force estimate includes 
non-military people who are working 
and unemployed people who actively are 
seeking jobs. It does not include anyone 
who is unemployed but not looking for 
work.

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Toy Safety Stressed 
While today's toys are safer than in 

years past, parents must still be selec­
tive when buying Christmas toys. 

Despite improvements by the toy in­
dustry and year-around inspection of 

• toys made, sold and brought into Ken­
tucky, playthings caused nearly 3,000 in­
juries in Kentucky in 1984, according to 
Edsel Moore of the Department for 
Health Services' Consumer Health Pro­
tection Division. 

"There are several things that toy­
buyers should keep in rriind when shop­
ping for safe toys," said Moore. "Don't 
let price be the number one concern 
when choosing toys. Look for durabili­
ty, good construction and education 
potential. 

''Make sure you buy toys that are ap­
propriate for the child's age. Most 
manufacturers list age ranges on the 
packages. Toys with small parts and 
sharp edges or points should not be given 
to young children," he said. 

Moore points out that parental respon­
sibility doesn't end with buying a safe 
toy. Many toy-related injuries .occur 
because toys are abused-broken or us­
ed improperly, he said. 

• "Parents should watch for broken 
toys," said Moore. "Ones that cannot be 
repaired should be thrown away. It's 
also a good idea to remember that toys 
that are safe for older children can be 
hazardous for the younger ones. For ex­
ample, a chemistry set for a 12-year-old 
can be dangerous if there is no place to 
use it away from a four-year-old." 

Ten state inspectors monitor toys 
manufactured in Kentucky, those im­
ported, and those sold in retail outlets. 
Common problems that inspectors find 
are sharp points, small parts and 
painted toys with high levels of lead. 
Most toys that do not meet federal safe­
ty standards are imports and low-priced 
playthings. 

"The scope of the toy industry is 
beyond most people's comprehension," 
said Moore. "The sale of all toys nation­
wide amounts to about $7 billion every 
year. And 50 percent of those toys are 
sold in November and December. There 
are well over 100,000 import shipments 
into this country every year. 

"Kentucky's toy safety program is 
one of the most aggressive and com­
prehensive in the country," he said. "We 
work in conjunction with the U.S. Con-
sumer Product Safety Commission to 
ensure that unsafe toys are removed 
from the shelves of Kentucky's stores. 
Another aspect of our program is remin-
ding parents that they, too, should take 
an active role in making sure that their 
children's toys are safe."

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In Spite Of Myth; 
Lice Don't 'Jump'

One of the more annoy­
ing health problems parents 
have to deal with is head 
lice. 

This problem is sur­
rounded by misconcep­
tions. Two of these un­
truths are that head lice are 
transmitted from pets, and 
that lice "hop" or "jump" 
from one person to 
another. 

In reality, lice are spread 
by direct person-to-person 
contact or the sharing of in­
fested combs, brushes or 
hats. Children are more 
susceptible to head lice than 
adults are, with girls having 
them more than boys do. 
Some ethnic groups also 
may have a greater or lesser 
risk -- American blacks very 
seldom have them, for ex­
ample. 

Head lice are one of three 
types of lice that infest 
humans (the other two are 
body lice and public lice or 
"crabs"). These insects can 
be hard to spot since they 
are only about one-eighth 
of an inch long. 

Small as they are, head 
lice can cause quite an it­
ching problem. Scratching 
can then lead to infection. 

The female louse lays her 
eggs (nits) on the hair shaft 
close to the scalp. They are 
most commonly seen 
behind the ears, at the back 
of the head and at the nape 
of the neck. 

Before hatching, these 
nits are pearly white and 
look like pussy-willow

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buds; after they have hatch­
ed, the white empty shells 
remain attached to the hair. 
Nits are often confused 
with dandruff, but it's easy 
enough to tell the dif­
ference: dandruff flakes 
easily and can be flicked off 
the hair shaft with the 
fingers, but nits are 
cemented securely to the 
hair. 

A doctor can confirm the 
presence of nits by checking 
affected hair under a 
microscope. 

Several medicated sham­
poos for head lice are 
available, some without a 
prescription. All of them 
seem to be more or less 
equally effective.

Herbs: Good For Gourmets, 
Gardens, Butterflies and Birds 

Herbs-those fragrant plants that 
add texture to our gardens and are 
useful to us in cooking and/ or as 
medicine-are also of great value to 
wildlife, both plant and animal. 

I used to be able to count the 
herbs that I grew on one band-a 
clump of chives. enough parsley for 
a season or two of garnishes and 
sweet basil for the two dozen quarts 
of tomato sauce we .put up each 
year. Then the flood gates opened. I 
found many others that smelled and 
looked good. A trip to the hardware 
store in March meant another packet 
of herb seeds. My kids began pinch­
ing and enjoying the plants on their 
way to school. Lavender made its 
way into our closets. Lemon balm 
found a place in ice tea. 

Many flowers and vegetables ben­
efit from the proximity of herbs-so­
called "companion plants," such as 
sages, thymes, oregano, garlic, chives 
and wormwood. The strong scent of 
these herbs protects neighboring 
plants from insect pests. An insect 
(usually attracted by both the sight 
and smell of a plant) may fix its eyes 
on a squash, say, and head for it­
only to find on arrival that what 
looks like squash smells like the 
nearby offensive sage and not at all 
like tasty squash. Confusing! Some 
herbs merely confuse insects; others 
literally drive them off; and some 
contain chemicals that inhibit in­
sects' growth or actually kill certain 
pests. Such natural pest control, 
when possible, is far better for other

pesticides . 

Considerable care is needed in 
selecting the right herbs to choose 
as companions for flowers and vege· 
tables, since some plants are harmed 
rather than helped by certain herbs. 

Some butterHies, especially those 
of the small, fast-flying, stocky-bodied 
group called skippers, are drawn to 
nectar-producing herbs such as sages, 
thymes. hyssop, catnip. borage and 
lavender. Caterpillars of other but­
terflies (swallowtails such as the East­
ern and short-tailed black varieties, 
and the desert and anise kind) make 
their homes on, and eat the leaves 
of certain herbs in the parsley fam­
ily, such as carrot, fennel, angelica, 
dill, lovage and chervil. 

To eventually produce a maximum 
number of butterflies with minimal 
caterpillar damage to individual herbs, 
gently spread the showy, voracious 
caterpillars around, to feed evenly 
throughout your herb plants. 

Hummingbirds are attracted to cer­
tain herbs, including beebalm (Mo­
narda didyma), pineapple sage, and 
Mexican bush sage. Beebalm, also 
known as Oswego tea, is a hardy 
herb that can be grown throughout 
much of the U.S. The sages men­
tioned, although not winter-hardy, 
can be cut back and brought inside 
for the winter; move them outside 
again in the spring. 

Some herb seeds appeal to certain 
birds. If you don't keep too neat an 
herb garden, and allow some herbs 
to go to seed (especially certain 
plants in the mint family, including 
catnip and sage), you're apt to attract 
birds such as goldfinches. There's 
nothing niftier than a brilliant male 
goldfinch and his mate probing through 
withered flowerheads of catnip in 
search of tasty seeds.

Nonregistrants Denied 
Federal Employment 

Under a new law signed by President 
Reagan, appointment to federal jobs will 
be denied to men who have not regis­
tered with Selective Service. The new 
law, effective immediately, applies to 
students seeking temporary summer 
employment, as well as men searching 
for permanent employment with a 
Federal agency or department. 

Men of registration age must be 
registered to receive Federal student aid 
and job training benefits. Additionally, 
registration is a requirement in some 
states for various employment oppor­
tunities, such as law enforcement agen­
cies and permission to practice law. 

Men born in 1960 and later years are 
required to register with Selective Ser­
vice within 30 days of their 18th birthday 
Failure to register is a felony , punish­
able by a fine of up to $250,000 and/or up 
to 5 years imprisonment.

"White Nights" refers to the 
eerie, disorienting midnight 
light that appears in the area 
of northern Russia so close to 
the Arctic Circle that during 
late S!Jring and early summer 
the sun remaans in the sky, 
even at night. 

Black and white, night and 
day - such opposites pro­
vide the operating motif of the 
film. Mikhail Baryshnikov 
plays a Russian dancer who 
defects to the West. When a 
plane crash forces him back 
into Russia, he suddenly finds 
himself looked upon as a 
criminal, and the authorities 
(i.e. the KGB) want to use him 
as an artistic pawn in the Cold 
War. 

They enlist the aid of Greg­
ory Hines. Hines plays Bar­
yshnikov's opposite, an 
American expatriate who de­
fected to Russia during the 
Vietnam War, served the pro­
paganda machine for a while, 
and now spends most of his 
time performing segments of 
"Porgy and Bess" in distant 
outposts of Siberia. 

He is enlisted by the KGB to 
serve as companion to Bar­
yshnikov. He must try to con-

vince him to perform again in 
Russia. Since their ideologies 
are opposite, the pair clash, 
but they soon form a relation­
ship built purely on and often 
expressed through dance. 

In fact, the film often bor­
ders on a pseudo-political 
version of "Fiashdance." 
Each man demonstrates what 
he can do in extended and ex­
quisitely filmed dance se­
quences. Baryshnikov's first 
dance number is an extended 
10-minute sequence that oc­
curs before the first credits 
roll. This and other dance se­
quences in the film are credit­
ed to choreographer Twyla 
Tharp, and they, alone, are 
worth the price of admission. 

The story itself is nicely, but 
all-too-neatly, laid out. The 
Russians are coldly calculat­
ing leathered stereotypes, 
and the political rhetoric has 
the complexity of a children's 
primer. But that is more than 
balanced off by the dance se­
quences, three superb char­
acterizations from the leads, 
and a daring escape attempt 
at the end.

Aretha Franklin and 
Eurythmics don't quite mix

The Eurythmics' "The · 
Sisters Are Doin' It for 
Themselves" rides two of 
video's hottest trends but 
still comes up short. 

Aretha Franklin 

The first trend is neo-so­
cial consciousness. The 
song is a pop reaffirmation 
of feminism, but appear­
ing, as it does, more than 
10 years after Helen 
Reddy's "I Am Woman," 
it's hardly a trailblazer. 

The second trend is ac­
quiring the services of a 
Motown-era star. Here, 
the Eurythmics outdo al­
most everyone. Lady Soul 
herself, Aretha Franklin 
(who was great in her own 
clip, "Freeway of Love"), is 
featured. Her voice blends 
well with Annie Lennox's, 
but the thin, white-haired 
Annie of the fashion-con­
scious Eurythmics and 
soul-survivor Aretha look 
like they corne from differ­
ent worlds. And the clip 
doesn't do much· to meld 

those worlds together. 
Wonder of wonders 

Stevie Wonder's fine 
performance in "Part­
Time Lover" is marred by 
a somewhat forced love 
story, but the video isn't 
really about that. It's basi­
cally all Stevie's, and it's 
hard to think of any clip in 
which a performer enjoys 
performing so much. 

Love is in the air 
Sting's "Love Is the Sev­

enth Wave" is an animated 
child's fantasy. A car­
tooned Sting with a video­
generated head travels 
through an animated world 
singing about love. It 
works. Good feelings per­
meate this clip. 

All style, no substance 
Arcadia, the other 

Duran Duran splinter 
group, finally has a clip, 
"Election Day." It has all 
the smoke and style of 
Duran Duran videos but 
muddles around meaning­
lessly, looking more like a 
series of Duran Duran cli­
ches than a genuine video.

It would seem to be a 
difficult task to arrange an 
hour-long show that stars 
one comic playing 11 dif­
ferent roles, but "Martin 
Short Concert for the 
North Americas" pulls it 
off.

Six plays later, Goble was able to dash 
around left end for the Blackcats' first 
touchdown.

Lake Crappie 
Study Begins 

Biologists of the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Fish & Wildlife Resources 
recently began work on a three-year 
research project that will help them 
more accurately assess crappie popula­
tions in Kentucky lakes and answer 
some of the difficult questions relating 
to available management options for 
this prolific game fish. 

Stunting or "stockpiling" occurs in 
many lakes but till now little, if any, 
research has been done on how to cor­
rect this problem, which often relates to 
competition, crowding or poor food 
availability. Periodic population 
monitoring of crappie populations are 
conducted as part of cove rotenone 
studies, but biologists admit that these 
samples don't accurately reflect entire 
populations, since crappie spend much 
of the time in open water suspended 
above stumps and brush. 

The three-year study will involve ex­
tensive population sampling through the 
use of 3x6-foot trap nets, similar in 
design to the hoop nets which are wide­
ly used by commercial fishermen. The 
fish caught in the nets are released 
unharmed after they are measured and 
counted. 

The fish of all sizes that will be trap­
ped in the nets will provide biologists 
with a data base for each lake, enabling 
them to learn more about population 
densities, age structures, size struc­
tures, crappie growth rates and year 
class recruitment, so that the relative 
quality of a population can be assessed 
and comparisons with others can be 
made more easily. Jim Axon, assistant 
director of the department's Fisheries 
Division, said that one of the goals of the 
project was to try to relate the quality 
of a crappie fishery to the available 
habitat, an aspect of crappie research 
that hasn't been dealt with much before. 
Eventually all of Kentucky's major 
lakes will be investigated, but initially 
work will center on Rough River Lake, 
Barren River Lake, Lake Barkley, Ken­
tucky Lake, Green River Lake, and 
Nolin River Lake, the state's top crap­
pie producers. 

Of these six impoundments, Kentucky 
Lake and Lake Barkley are considered 
the best, and biologists can only theorize 
why these lakes consistently produce 
larger fish and superior fisheries. Some 
plausible explanations include: 1) They 
are mainstream reservoirs with high 
nutrient loads of total dissolved solids 2) 
They are shallow lakes with a greater 
percent of shallow area in relation to the 
total acreage, affording greater cover 
and reproductive potential 3) They sup­
port both threadfin and gizzard shad as 
a forage base, and 4) They fail to ther 
mally stratify in the main lake, creating 
more available habitat during critical 
growth periods so crappie are able to 
bottom feed on aquatic insects.

PARVOVIRUS 
The sudden appearance on the scene 

of human medicine of exotic viral 
diseases such as Acquired Immune Defi· 
cJCncy Syndrome has served to down· 
play the sudden appearance of another 
viral complication in animals. 

Canine Parvovirus suddenly appeared 
in 1978 and had a devastating impact 
upon the world's dog population and pet 
O\\ ners . 

The virus. which as highly contagious 
between dogs, is transmitted by way of 
excrement. urine or closely confined air. 
Fortunately. exposure to the virus does 
not mean that a dog will come down with 
the disease- It appears that resistance 
varies greatly from animal to animal, 
though young dogs seem to be more 
prone to severe manifestations than 
older dogs . 

In its mildest form. canine parvovirus 
mav not cause anv visible effects. More 
co~monlv. an o,~·ner will notice diar­
rhea. lack of appetite and vomiting. In 
its most severe form, the virus will pro­
gress rapidly with profuse and bloody 
diarrhea, persistent vomiting, high 
fever, dehydration and often death 
within 24 hours. 

The virus has an affinity for growing 
cells, and quickly attacks the intestinal 
lining, literally dissolving it. All the 
microscopic finger-like projections nor­
mally found in a healthy intestine disap­
pear, resulting in poor digestive ability. 

Young dogs who exhibit these symp­
toms may fall victim to an even more in­
sidious form of attack when the par­
vovirus invades the heart muscle. Then 
the puppy which survived the initial at· 
tack faces the risk of sudden death due 
to heart failure. The myocardial <heart) 
form may also show up without any 
evidence of the enteritts (diarrhea I 
form. 

It is estimated that 75 percent of the 
puppies contracting parvoviral disease 
die within 24 to 48 hours after infection. 

There is yet no known drug to combat 
the virus. therefore treatment is suppor­
tive. Your veterinarian will replace body 
fluids intravenously, give medication to 
control vomiting and diarrhea, and an­
tibiotics to control secondary infections. 

The premises in which the dog was 
treated and in which he lived will haYe 
to be cleaned with a chlorine bleach solu­
tions to neutralize the virus. 

Because there is no drug to combat the 
virus yet, successful treatment is entire­
ly preventive. 

Canine parvovirus vaccine was in­
troduced in 1981 and has been improv· 
ed so dramatically since that time that 
now a veterinarian who may have seen 
hundreds of cases a year before will now 
see only three or four. Of course, the suc· 
cess of any vaccine depends largely 
upon how many owners utilize it. While 
canine parvovirus seems to be some­
what under control at present, the 
presence of the virus has not been 
eradicated and annual vaccination 
(more often in some areas) is highly 
recommended. 

As with most communicable diseases, 
an understanding of how it is spread bet­
ter equips the owner to combat it. 

Summer months seem to be most 
dangerous, because dogs tend to run 
more freely and be more sociable then. 
The virus is easily transmitted from 
place to place on the hair or feet of in­
fected dogs as well as by contaminated 
cages, shoes and other articles which 
have come in contact either with the in· 
fected dogs or their quarters. 

Humans, insects and even other 
species of animals are thought to be car­
riers of the disease 

There is, at present, no evidence that 
humans can contract the disease. 

There is no predilection to the par­
vovirus regarding sex. breed or age 
among canines, though the young seem 
to suffer the highest fatality rate. 

Susceptibility seems to vary from 
region to region withm Kentucky, and 
your veterinarian has up-to-date infor 
mation regarding where epidemics are 
known, and can help you determine the 
probabilities of an outbreak in your 
area. 

A ten-year study on cholesterol shows 
that if you have a high blood-cholesterol 
level, for every one percent you lower 
it, you lower your chances by two per· 
cent of having a heart attack.

"So 
much information bombards our 
teachers from so many different angles 
that they often feel as if no one has the 
whole story. 

"We have the whole story at the 
Department of Education, and we will 
be happy to let the teachers in on it."

'Let Him Be the First ... ' 
As I contemplated the tragic predica­

ment of a relative one night, and con­
sidered how in direst times one realizes 
for a certainty who one's friends are, as 
well as who one's enemies are-how 
one's staunch friends extend solace, 
enemies crawl out of their pits, in 
hypocritical malice, determined to have 
a "piece of your hide," some scripture 
from the Holy Bible at that moment im­
pressed my spirit. The words, from John 
8:10, were, "He that is without sin 
among you, let him be the first to cast 
a stone." 

We Christians, who sit back, clothed 
in pious garments, ensconced on the 
"judgment throne" (via self-exaltation l, 
are among the guilti~st of the guilty, 
because we condemn and neglect 
desperate individuals in their toughest 
tnals. Rather than go to the individuals 
in trouble and extend a hand of compas­
sion, and exemplify the love of God, we 
run from them; we shun, and ostracize 
them. We refuse to adhere to our Chris­
tian obligation; our light does not shine 
for Jesus. What a poor testimony! 

In this world, Christians and non­
Christians are destined often to travel 
troubled waters and rocky roads. Life is 
unpredictable, and no one is immune to 
tragedies or ignominious situations. No 
matter how high on the social, political, 
or religious ladder one gets, like 
Humpty-Dumpty, who had a great fall, 
anyone is susceptible to having a splat­
ter. For the non-Christian, sooner or 
later he must acknowledge that he is at 
the end of himself, and that God is his 
refuge and strength; unless he does, he 
is destined to endure continual "hard 
knocks" as Satan buffets him. For the 
Christian, it can be a time of spiritual 
growth, deepened humility, committed 
consecration, invincible faith, increas­
ed fortitude, deeper understanding of 
others who have traveled similar paths, 
sensitivity to God's actions as He in­
tervenes to deliver us, and carry us 
when we are unable to stand. 

In their conversation. or private reflec­
tions, they judge and condemn, (when 
Jesus said. "Judge not. that ye be not 
judged. For with what judgement ye 
judge, so shall yc be judged ... " <Math. 
7: 1·2) And meanwhile the suffering and 
needy grow more desperate. Unless the 
grace of God is set before them, for ac­
ceptance, and deliverance, the result 
could be a wasted life on drugs/alcohol, 
crime, prostitution, lasciviousness, 
physical/spiritual suicide. 

Without Christians to extend mercy, 
pardon, and love, many such individuals 
will feel unworthy, and thus be driven 
away from God. Unless they can ex­
perience forgiveness and acceptance 
from others, they won't experience 
forgiveness and love for themselves, 
and God's redeeming grace may never 
be realized. 

Jesus Christ shed his life's blood to 
atone for all men's sins, not just some 
of us. And it behooves us, who have been 
saved by his cleansing blood to be about 
the business of spreading this good 
news, and rescuing lonely, lost, confus­
ed souls. Let us not be like the 
hyprocrites who accused the woman 
caught in adultery before Jesus; let us 
not presume to judge or condemn, (but 
extend mercy). lest we be reminded, 
'·He who is without sin among ye, Jet 
him be the first to cast a stone." (John 
8:3-7)
