Said Deficient or Obsolete 
Of Floyd county's 138 bridges, 110 are 

substandard, according to an evaluation 
submitted to the Federal Highway Ad­
ministration by the Kentucky Transpor­
tation Cabinet. Eight out of 10 county 
bridges-only those 20 feet or longer are 
counted-are either structurally defi­
cient or functionally obsolete, or both, 
the report said. 

Every county in Kentucky has its 
share of "killer bridges," said Jack 
Fish, president of Kentuckians for Bet­
ter Transportation, but in Floyd county 
the ratio of substandard bridges is 
somewhat higher than the state 
a\-erage The state report shows that 
7191 of Kentucky's 12,740 bridges-fewer 
than • ix out of lG- -IU'e belQW par. 

Of tms county s 37 Jocally-mamtained 
bridges, six were Cited by state Trans­
portation Cabinet engineers in April as 
in need of "immediate attention." Three 
of them should be closed until they can 
be repaired or rebuilt, the engineers 
recommended. 

Of the three marked for closing seven 
months ago, repair work has now been 
done on one, the Meade Branch bridge 
on Abbott Creek, said Judge-Executive 
John M Stumbo last week. A county 
road crew has filled the bridge's north 
abutment, which had been undercut by 
the stream, tie said. 

Coal operator David May has under­
taken to rebuild the bridge over Parsons 
Branch of Mud Creek, Stumbo said. 
State engineers said the bridge, off Ky 
979 near Grethel, should be closed 
because its steel stringers are "warped, 
bent and very weak."

Because Kentucky law fixes at .10 per­
cent the blood alcohol level at which a 
driver is presumed drunk, no jury will 
convict a driver with a lower reading, 
regardless of the testimony of the ar­
resting officer, District Judge Harold 
Stumbo said this week. The judge was 
explaining the dismissal of DUI charges 
this week against two Floyd drivers. 

Charles E. Foley, 20, of Prestonsburg, 
registered .09 on the Breathalyser when 
he was arrested by city police on Nov. 
4. His vehicle had struck two cars park­
ed outside the Job Corps Center in the 
Goble-Roberts Addition, and Foley left 
the scene but returned later, said Sgt. 
Gerald Clark. 

Because of the relatlvely low BA 
reading, Asst. County Attorney Dan 
Rowland recommended dismissal of a 
DUI charge against Foley. Because he 
later returned, a charge of leaving the 
scene of an accident should also be 
dismissed, the prosecutor said in court 
Tuesday Those charges were con­
solidated with four others-having

Conservation Effort 
Wins National Award 

A partnership formed eight years ago 
by the state's universities and communi­
ty colleges with a view to proinoting 
energy conservation has been selected 
to receive an award from the U.S. 
Department of Energy. James Ratcliff, 
director of continuing education, at PCC, 
and Robert McAninch, professor of 
government have been involved in the 
partnership from its inception. 

Known as the Kentucky Continuing 
Education Energy Conservation Consor­
tium, the project will receive a National 
Award for Energy Innovation in the 
category of education and outreach.

As Autos Collide Here 

THE FLOORING was recently repaired but the steel struc­
ture of this bridge at Glo, which residents say predates the ad­
vent of motorized traffic, has so deteriorated the bridge should 
be closed until it is replaced, according to state Transporta­
tion Cabinet officials.

The daughter, Maria Lynn Elkins, 
was taken first to HRMC, but transfer­
red later to Cabell-Huntington Hospital, 
where she was pronounced brain dead 
upon arrival, according to Floyd Cor­
oner Roger Nelson.

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Double-Wide Trailer, Home 
Of Floyd's Only TV Station 

FINDING COMIC RELIEF from the pressures of running 
Martin's KC-TV, Keith Caudill, left, and Tony Stephens sup­
ply \'iewers with offbeat enter·tainment, news and sports. 

On a hill in a hollow less than a mile 
from where the old Almar Dnve-In once 
entertained generations of movie-goers, 
a double-wide trailer stands, home to a 
new breed of entertainment-Floyd 
county's only television station, KC-TV. 

The station is owned and operated by 
Hi Hat native Keith Caudill. Caudill, who 
also owns a Pikeville music company, 
with the aid of chief technician and 
cameraman Tony Stephens, keeps the 
signal beaming to homes in various 
places around the county, showcasing 
such varied features as Floyd Fiscal 
Court meetings and road trips to luxury 
locales like French Lick, Indiana, in 
their entirety. 

The first thing one notices about 
Caudill is the resemblance to Harpo 
Marx. There's no blonde wig, no bicycle 
horn, no harp; but look into his eyes and 
the comic madman cannot hide. And 
Caudill doesn't try to hide himself from 
public view-he's a fixture on much of 
the station's admittedly limited 
programming. 

Most of Channel 5's programming is 
simply a computer-generated bulletin 
board of public service announcements, 
program listings, and a few-very 
few-paid advertisements. 

"Pikeville Music is our biggest spon­
sor," Caudill admits, because his view­
ing area is so diverse. "We don't have 
a central core of viewers to tell adver­
tisers we're reaching " Channel 5 is 
available in Martin, but not in Allen; in 
Mud Creek and Betsy Layne, but not 
Prestonsburg. 

The limited, spread-thin viewing area 
results from the channel being strictly 
available on the Martin-based Tel-Com 
cable system. Their signal goes where 
the rest of Tel-Com's channels go. No 
more, no less. 

But those viewers fortunate enough to 
receive Channel 5 are routinely treated 
to a brand of off-beat programming not 
available on the larger stations. 

"We're not out there saying 'KC-TV is 
number 1' or anything like that," said 
Caudill. "That would be silly. We're not 
like WYMT or WSAZ. If we went around 
bragging about how good we were, we'd 
have to try and live up to that, and peo­
ple would be disappointed. As it is, peo­
ple see us and they're comfortable to 
come up and say 'Hey, man, I saw you 
acting crazy on TV the other night.' 
We're just a couple of local boys out 
there acting crazy." 

One of the channel's most popular pro­
grams ever involved the excursion to 
French Lick. Caudill and Stephens had 
to make the trip to pick up a load of 
pianos for Pikeville Music, and decided 
to take a portable video cassette 
recorder and camera along to record the 
journey. 

"We just told stupid jokes and talked. 
People loved it, and it was just a couple 
of local guys in a truck " 

It's the idea of local people being able 
to do things and get on TV that Caudill 
seems truly to love 

"It seems like anything we show local­
ly, people watch it. People don't get the 
chance to see local people on TV very 
often; that's the whole idea of KC-TV. 
It's a whole lot different than what peo­
ple are used to seeing," he said. 

And Caudill backs up his words with 
·action, broadcasting whatever locally 
produced shows he can get his hands on. 
"We've never hardly turned anybody 
down," he said. "as long as the stuff was 
clean enough for us to run it.'' 

An example of the statiOn being an 
outlet for creative expression was the 
station's broadcast of "Malice," a 
parody of the night time soap opera, 
"Dallas," produced by students at 
Pikeville High School. 

"It was real creative, but they didn't 

have any place to show it," he said. 
"One of the kids was in the music store 
and we got to talking about it. We ran 
it and the kids were just thnlled.'' 

KC-TV has a music video show, live 
telephone call-ins, high school sports and 
other informal programming, but 
there's a serious side to Channel 5 as 
well. In the more than two years since 
Caudill has operated the station, he says 
KC-TV has broadcast "all but a couple 
of Floyd county's Fiscal Court meetings. 

"The times we've not shown the Fiscal 
Court were because of equipment 
failure," he said. "Most people never go 
to a fiscal court meeting, but if they 
watch us they can see the whole thing, 
unedited. People seem to like that" 

Another "serious" show is the Paul 
Preston Burchett program. Burchett, a 
Prestonsburg attorney, interviews area 
people of note, such as U.S. Con­
gressman Chris Perkins and Prestons­
burg Community College Professor 
Robert McAninch. 

"Bob McAninch is, one of the best 
guests we've had on," said Caudill 
"He's talked about the commission form 
of government and analyzed the elec­
tions. One time after he had done Paul's 
show we were going on live with our 
music videos, and we got him to in­
troduce one. lt was amazing. He knew 
all about the song, the band, the band 
members. ·· 

But those who haven't yet seen KC-TV 
had better look fast. for there's a good 
possibility the channel will be gone, or 
at least changed, after the first of the 
year. Caudill and Tel-Com owner Paul 
Gearheart are involved in negotiations 
for control of Channel 5. 

"He reads the contract one way, I 
read it another,'' said Caudill. "We'll 
just have to wait and see what happens." 

Until then it'll be business as usual in 
the trailer on the hill in the hollow.

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Violence Prevention 
Basis of Study Unit 

Materials on the prevention of family 
violence are being incorporated into the 
home economics curriculum in many 
Kentucky schools, Superintendent of 
PubliC Instruction Alice McDonald 
announced. 

"We know that spouse abuse, child 
abuse and other forms of violence are 
serious problems in many families, both 
in Kentucky and thr{jghout the nation," 
McDonald said "This curriculum unit 
represents one means of helping young 
people understand the factors that con­
tribute to these destructive acts and thus 
avoid the development of violence in 
their own lives.·· 

The materials are being made avail­
able to home economics teachers by the 
Kentucky Department of Education's 
Office of Vocational Education but are 
not a mandatory part of the curriculum. 

Topics in the unit include dating 
violence, spouse abuse, rape prevention, 
physical and verbal child abuse, child 
sexual abuse, missing and exploited 
children, effects of the media, abuse of 
the elderly and a profile of the abuser. 

In some human cultures, women are 
required to bring a certain amount of 
wealth-called dowries-to their mar· 
riage.

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Adult Education Needed 
We have no findings after extensive and costly studies to 

prove this is true, but it may just be that a concentration on 
adult education-particularly, of adult parents-might do 
more for education than many of the more elite or costlier pro­
grams that are being proposed for Kentucky. 

Most of the school dropouts come from homes where parents 
are little interested in the education of their children and lend 
little or no encouragement to them to study and learn and thus 
to find school a rewarding, interesting experience. 

Failures in the classroom (which also may supply a heavy 
share of the dropouts) frequently follow the failure of parents 
to make the home a pleasant place for study. They are the 
result, too, of the lack of interest of parents in acquiring 
knowledge, of planning time and effort to the exclusion, say, 
of other attractions, including television, which claim the stu­
dent's time and interest. 

Lack of pride in the child's mental development, the attitude 
toward the child and his teacher and school which stresses the 
child's time in school and forgets the days and nights wasted 
at home, with all the blame loaded on to school and teacher 
and none accepted at home-these are adult failures that help 
make of no effect the best-laid plans to improve education. 

The education of parents which we suggest would not 
necessarily be a matter of academics. Rather, it would be a 
program to make the home a vital part of the educational ef­
fort and a working partner with the professional educators who 
have only a few hours of the child's day. 

Parents so trained would be expected to have a deeper, 
livelier interest in the mental development of their children; 
would find time to approve, even applaud, the child's efforts; 
encourage him to give this business of learning his best shot; 
leave the child to set and maintain for himself or herself an 
achievement standard and acquire an intellectual curiosity 
without which little is ever learned except by rote. 

More interest at home in education would mean more 
children in school and happy about it, greater respect for 
deserving teachers and fewer school properties vandalized. 
This ambition to learn, as well as respect for person and pro­
perty, must begin at home. 
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have been paving 35 cents per thousand 
cubic feet of gas in exchange for 
easements across their land. Other 
subscribers pay $3.05. 

David Rubenstein, of the Appalachian 
Research and Defense Fund, repre­
sented several of the families in their 
fight to keep the gas on. Rubenstein said 
the PSC decision seemed to be valid, and 
he foresaw no appeal. "The Commission 
found that since the well was dry, and 
there were dangers involved in back 
feeding from other wells, Cities Services 
was justified in cutting them off," he 
said. 

Though the Toler residents have been 
cut off, the gas company has offered 
each household up to $700 to convert to 
an alternate form of heating, such as 
propane. But many of the people were 
not able to find other energy sources 
right away and, perhaps more bitter 
than ironic, the day their gas was shut 
off was also the first day of truly cold 
weather in the area, with temperatures 
dropping into the mid-20s. 

Toler resident Joan Meade said no one 
really believed the gas company would 
be able to halt their service. She said 
that while the problem was probably not 
life-threatening, "it's gonna be awful 
hard on the older people," and a number 
of sick children there. 

Mrs. Meade said her family was one 
of the more fortunate, in that they had 
a coal stove in an outbuilding, and were 
already changing over to propane. She 
said several people had come there to 
keep warm. And other families should 
be with heat again shortly, as P and H 
Hardware in Harold is reportedly accep­
ting letters of credit from CITGO in ex­
change for heaters. 

But Mrs. Meade wondered why the 
cut-off had to be made now. "It's been 
going on for years, " she said. "Why 
couldn' t they let it go on for another 
month or so, or until spring?"

stered about two hours after the late­
afternoon acciden t, the defendant 
registered a blood-alcohol level of .12 
percent, Snardon said. 

Bakay, who is married and the father 
of two young children, said he had just 
bought a bottle of liquor, had taken ''two 
drinks at tops," and was sober as he set 
off toward Arkansas Creek to pick up his 
stranded brother. As he passed the Mar­
tin hospital, he swerved to avoid a car 
that was backing out of a driveway, 
braked, and skidded on the slick pave­
ment to the other side of the road, he 
testified. 

If he was loud and demanding in the 
hospital emergency room, it was 
because he was given no patnkiller while 
18 stitches were inserted in his leg, 
Bakay said. He did not learn that others 
had been injured in the wreck until a 
turnkey at the Floyd county jail told him 
the following day, he said. 

The defenda nt also took issue with 
damaging testimony introduced by 
Robert Isaac, of Maytown, who said he 
was eating at Druther's Restaurant at 
the upper end of Martin shortly before 
the time of the accident when Bakay 
burst in "cussing and carrying on" and 
engaged in a raucous dispute with a 
waitress whom he accused of short­
changing him. A supervisor with Ken­
tucky Hydrocarbon Co., Isaac said 
Bakay left the restaurant parking lot 
spinning his tires and "driving very er­
ratic" toward downtown Martin. 

Bakay conceded that he had argued 
angrily with restaurant employees 
about his change but denied he was driv­
ing aggressively. His six-cylinder Ford 
Granada was not powerful enough to 
have enabled him to spin his wheels 
even if he had wanted to, he said. 

The rear window was out of the car 
and he had purchased liquor to fortify 
himself against the cold night air, said 
Bakay, who admitted it was "a poor 
excuse." 

Defense attorney Ned Pillersdorf 
sought to persuade the jury that, 
because Bakay had no intention of in­
juring the victims, he bore no criminal 
responsibility for the "terrible tragedy" 
and that the case should not have been 
the subject of a criminal tr ial. "This 
tragedy was an accident," said Pillers­
dorf, who suggested that criminal 
charges were being pressed only to 
bolster a pending civil suit for damages 
filed by the victims last November. 

Commonwealth's Attorney James R. 
Allen made much of Bakay's alleged in­
toxication, however, and urged the jury 
to " pass the word through Floyd coun­
ty that you're not going to tolerate drunk 
drivers." 

" Cathy Allen is nothing but a 
vegetable. He might as well have taken 
her life," said the prosecutor, who ask­
ed jurors to "levy the stiffest penalty you 
can come up with and do the greatest 
service that's ever been done in Floyd 
county." 

After deliberating about 11!2 hours, the 
jury of eight women and four men con­
victed Bakay of the most ser ious of three 
degrees of assault but recommended the 
lowest permissible sentence. First­
degree assault carries a penalty of from 
10 to 20 years. " We feel good about the 
verdict. I'm not aware of any better ver­
dict in eastern Kentucky for this kind of 
trial," said Allen, who was aided in the 
prosecution by his assistant, Albert A. 
Burchett. 

Defense attorney Pillersdorf; who 
lodged repeated objections during the 
prosecutor's closing argument to the 
jury, said he would seek a new tr ial on 
grounds that Allen had improperly 
played on community antipathy toward 
alcohol consumption. " It's easier to win 
a case here if your client has shot some­
one than if he's had alcohol on the road," 
Pillersdorf said. 

At the sentencing hearing, he will ask 
for probation for his client, who "works, 
is married and has no prior record'," the 
defense a ttorney said. Bakay said he 
works for a Weeksbury auto repair shop. 
According to court records, he was con­
victed of drunk driving in 1981 ; a t the 
time of his arrest on the present charge, 
he was cited for drunk driving, driving 
on a suspended license, and having no 
insurance. 

Section One, Pa•e Four 
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Bill Jones, of Bypro, could have 
received five years if convicted of 
receiving stolen property, the offense for 
which he was indicted in February. In­
s tead, he will be probatt:!d after serving 
60 days in the county jail as a result of 
his pleading guilty to a misdemeanor. 
Jones was accused of having in the trunk 
of his car tools valued at $889, which had 
been stolen from Monroe Jones, of 
Bevinsville. 

Leslie D. Samons, of Martin, was 
given a probated one-year sentence 
after pleading guilty to a charge of theft 
by deception and making restitution to 
the state Department for Social Insur­
ance. Samons was indicted for welfare 
fraud, the grand jury charging he im­
properly receiveQ $903 in AFDC and $692 
in food stamps between December, 1982 
and August, 1983. 

After he entered a guilty plea to a 
charge of second-degree criminal 
mischief, Mickey Lee' Keller, of the Cliff­
side housing project, received a one­
year sentence, with probation a possi­
bility in 30 days if he makes restitution 
to David May for the metal tank he 
destrQyed with a torch. Under the agree­
ment, Keller may pay May $2000 in cash 
or work off the debt at a rate of $5 per 
hour. Police said Keller cut the metal 
chemical tank with a view to selling the 
scrap. 

Curtis Rogers, accused of growing 236 
marijuana plants in two fields near his 
Tolers Creek home, was sentenced to a 
year in the county jail, with probation 
anticipated after 30 days, following his 
guilty plea to a reduced misdemeanor 
charge. Some of the pot he was accused 
of cultivating for sale was said to be 
growing on property belonging to the 
father of State Trooper Greg Roberts. 

Ron Lively was returned from Mary­
ville, Tenn. to face charges that he 
fradulently obtained Dilaudid from a 
Prestonsburg pharmacist last Decem­
ber. He pleaded guilty to a lesser charge 
of possession and was sentenced to 60 
days in jail, with credit for the 20 days 
he has already served. Lively was in­
structed by the court to return Dec. 28 
to begin serving the rest of his sentence. 

John Buford Hall, 45, of Wheelwright, 
accused of firing three gunshots into the 
American Legion Hall in Martin on Sept. 
21 last year, entered a guilty plea to a 
charge of second-degree wanton en­
dangerment and was given a year's jail 
term, with probation anticipated after 
30 days. A .38-caliber revolver seized by 
Martin city police was ordered return­
ed this week to the defendant's father, 
Willard Hall. 

Dismissed was a first-degree burglary 
charge against Jeffery Wayne Shep­
herd, 23, of Hueysville, accused of 
breaking into the B and J Sports Shop 
and of having stolen a pistol and cash in 
his possession. Jarvis Moore, the pro­
secuting witness, said in an affidavit 
that Shepherd had made restitution and 
that he (Moore) did not wish to press the 
charge. 

Also dismissed at the request of pro­
secuting witnesses were dud check 
charges brought by Dan Dee Super­
market against Lon R. Slone and Ron­
nie Lee Lawson and one brought by Clin­
non Martin against Floneva Gayheart, 
of Pine Top.

What would you say if someone call­
ed over the telephone and told you about 
no risk deals on oil wells in Kentucky?

Most people thmk they can spot con 
artists by their appearance . .. The truth 
is that most successful con art1sts look 
like any other successful business peo­
ple and are smooth, cultured and very 
disarming," said Paul. 

"An investor is most vulnerable to be­
ing victimized when he or she is swept 

along by the representations of a pro­
moter and is willing to live with confu­
sion without demanding clarity," Paul 
continued. 

The Securities Director pointed out 10 
rulPs t n protect oneself from 
unscrupulous persons. 

*Be cautious when strangers call over 
the telephone. make unannounced visits 
to the home or contact by ma1ling lists. 

Phone calls from strangers offering 
get-rich-quck schemes can be a sign that 
a "boiler room' ' scam is brewing. 
Operators rent offices with impressive 
addresses and hire unlicensed salespeo­
ple to work phone banks calling in­
dividuals from purchased lists. They 
promise fast profits and may not 
deliver . 

*Ask questions. Question fantastic 
promises of extraordinary returns of 25 
percent, 50 percent or even 100 percent 
on your money in short periods. "Too-

*Be wary of investments sold on the 
basis of tips. 

*Ask the seller to give you written in­
formation about the investment, in­
cluding the prospectus or a financial 
statement. Read them or ;;et help 
reading them before you sign a purchase 
order to pay for an investment. Such in­
formation is required for many types of 
investments, including stock offerings, 
limited partnerships, franchise oppor­
tunities and mutual funds. 

*Get competent help. Consult a 
registered stock broker, banker, lawyer, 
accountant or real estate agent. Check 
the company with the Better Business 
Bureau, securities administrator or a 
knowledgeable friend or family 
member. 

*Contact government agencies who 
regulate the investment area to see if a 
company or individual is properly 
licensed or has any history of violating 
the law. Trouble with authorities should 
be a " red flag " to prospective 
associates. 

*Deal with established businesses who 
have sound reputations in the 
community. 

*When in doubt, wait: If something 
seems vague, don't commit your money. 
Remember, even legitimate in­
vestments could involve risks. Why risk 
hard-earned dollars by participating in 
an unclear business deal? 

If you believe that you have been 
defrauded, report it to the proper 
business authorities. Contact an 
attorney.

Study Outlines Plan 
For Mental Patients 

The Kentucky Department for Mental 
Health and Mental Retardation Services 
recently released a three-year study 
which will be the department's master 
plan for improving services to 28,500 
Kentuckians with severe and chronic 
mental illness . 

Commissioner Dennis Boyd called the 
"Report on Chronic Mental Illness in 
Kentucky" a two-year, multi-million 
dollar expansion of specific treatment 
programs currently serving some 12,000 
Kentuckians, as well as development of 
new services. 

"What we have is no stop-gap 
measure, but rather a long range plan 
to help a sometimes forgotten segment 
of our population," said Boyd. "The plan 
outlines the types of programs needed 
in support of persons with severe and 
chronic mental illness and the number 
of people requiring both inpatient and 
outpatient services." 

Boyd said the study, begun in 1982, is 
based on information gathered from 
various community support programs 
for persons with mental illness, com­
ments from mental health advocates 
around the state, model programs 
developed by other states and recom­
mendations delivered by the Kentucky 
Mental Health Task Force. 

"This report is a consensus report," 
he added. "Everyone involved agreed on 
the content. There were more than 400 
people, including mental health profes­
sionals, public officials, consumers and 
their families from every region in the 
state, who contributed to this report." 

Needs of the chronically mentally ill 
in seven areas were evaluated: crisis 
care, case management, psycho-social 
rehabilitation, residential services, 
clinical maintenance, community 
education and consultation, and iden­
tification of those in need of services. 

By identifying the specific needs in 
each area, the department gained a 
clearer picture of what services remain 
to be implemented in the overall pro­
gram. The Kentucky General Assembly 
mandated the services in 1982, but a lack 
of funds has kept them on hold. 

"It's hard to give any of our services 
priority over another," said Boyd. "Case 
management is needed to ensure each 
person receives the services they are en­
titled to. Housing is important because 
we have many street people who leave 
our system, find they have no place to 
live once they're out and end up back in 
our system." 

The report puts the total cost of the 
recommendations at almost $31.5 
million over the next two years. 

A total of $1.5 million in demonstration 
projects were funded for this fiscal year 
to illustrate the effectiveness of the pro­
gras. Projects include expansion of the 
partial hospitalization program, 
teaching volunteer and community 
workers in case management, building 
urban and rural drop-in centers and 
varying levels in residential programs 
to provide options to current living 
arrangements.

An interdenominational group of 
about 70 Christian leaders in Kentucky 
has issued the draft of a pastoral letter 
on peace, and has announced a schedule 
for a series of forums to be held in eight 
communities across the state during the 
first two weeks of December. 

The forum for this section of the state 
will be held at 10 a.m. Dec. 14, at the 
First United Methodist Church of Pres­
tonsburg. 

Titled "Bearers of Peace and Justice: 
An Invitation to Kentucky People of 
Faith,'' the letter invites "all Christians 
in Kentucky to become partners of God's 
peace and justice in the crucial times.'' 
The letter is addressed "to our con­
gregations and all people of faith within 
this Commonwealth." Participants in 
writing the letter have come from 
denominations including Southern Bap­
tist, Roman Catholic, Nazarene, Presby­
terian, Episcopal, Christian (Disciples 
of Christ), Lutheran, United Church of 
Christ, United Methodist, Free 
Methodist, and African Methodist 
Episcopal. Included are heads of the 
various denominations, and other 
religious leaders such as presidents of 
church-related colleges and seminaries 
and leaders of religious orders and 
organizations. 

''Christian leaders who are working 
on this in Kentucky feel the best 
teaching comes through dialogue, so we 
are asking for broad discussion of the 
draft statement," said Walton. The let­
ter is addressed to Christian congrega­
tions of all denominations in the state 
and is intended to serve as a teaching 
tool, as well as a united approach to con­
cerns of all Kentuckians. 

The draft cites concerns for the entire 
world and deals with such issues as ter­
rorism, violence in the society, prolifera­
tion of nuclear weapons, and lack of 
"significant progress" in arm talks. It 
cites what the leaders call "a fatalistic 
drift toward nuclear accident, incident 
or war." "We say this," it continues, "by 
way of confession, for we have too often 
been silent and have allowed these 
things to come to pass unchallenged." 

"As Christian leaders," it says, "we 
recognize a double obligation: to say a 
clear "No!" to nuclear war and at the 
same time to protect the values of 
justice, freedom and independence. We 
call for transforming initiatives for 
peace with justice." 

The first meeting will be held Dec. 3, 
7 p.m., at Christ Church, Episcopal, Lex­
ington. On Dec. 5, three forums will be 
held simultaneously in Louisville, Cov­
ington and London; at Madison Ave. 
Christian Church, Covington, 7:30 p.m.;

QUESTION 

Why do smokers have a cigarette 
cough? 

ANSWER 

A "cigarette cough" may be a direct 
response to the irntants in cigarette 
smoke. This is the way that the 
lungs and bronchial tubes try to 
protect themselves from foreign 
matter. 

But, many smokers have an early 
morning cough. Th1s cough occurs 
for a different reason. The airways 
to the lungs are lined with cilia. 
Cilia are tiny hairlike bodies that 
normally sweep outwards to pro­
tect the lungs from germs, dirt, and 
other foreign matter . Cigarette 
smoke slows down th1s action. This 
slowing down allows some of the 
poisons in the smoke to stay in the 
lung. While the smoker is sleeping, 
the c1lia are able to start getting 
over the smoke's effects and begtn 
working again . So, when the smoker 
wakes up, he or she coughs because 
the lungs are trying to get rid of the 
poisons from the day before. 

When the cilia are exposed to smoke 
over a long time, they may be per­
manently damaged. If this happens, 
irritants can no longer be swept 
out. Then the lungs are exposed to 
more damage than before. The 
damage to cilia and other lung tissue 
need not be permanent. If the 
smoker quits smoking in time for 
repair, the cilia can begin working 
again. 

StilL it is very important that a new 
cough that has lasted longer than 
two weeks or a cough that is getting 
worse be pointed out to a doctor 
right away. 

QUESTION 

I have had multiple myeloma since 
last fall. I don't know whether it's 
the chemotherapy that I'm receiv­
ing .or my determination that got 
me on my feet again. But now I real­
ize that I know so little about my 
disease. What can you tell me about 
multiple myeloma? What can be 
done to conquer it? 

ANSWER 

Multiple myeloma is a cancer that 
begins mainly in the bone marrow. 
It is the result of an abnormal in­
crease in the production of plasma 
cells (a type of white blood cell). It 
occurs in three out of 100,000 peo­
ple and most often between the 
ages of 50 and 70. 

Myeloma is one of the slowest grow­
ing cancers in its earliest stages, so 
it may not cause symptoms for 
many years. When it does, the first 
symptom is almost always bone 
pain. Other symptoms include bone 
fractures, weakness, weight loss, 
frequent infec1ions and abnormal 
bleeding. It is diagnosed by x-rays, 
and bone marrow, blood and urine 
tests. 

Often myeloma does not need any 
treatment until symptoms appear. 
When treatment is needed, chemo­
therapy offers a chance of putting 
the disease into remission. If a rem­
ission is achieved, chemotherapy is 
usually continued. Radiation treat­
ment can also be used to control the 
bone-related symptoms and keep 
the patient as active as he or she can 
be.

runners. They are among the most 
elusive game animals around, according 
to the current issue of International 
Wildlife magazine. 

The birds seem to prefer walking to 
flying, but when they do fly, they can 
zoom through the air with surprising 
agility. Their powerful legs and wings, 
specially adapted for rapid acceleration, 
help boost the bulky bird from the 
ground. 

The wild birds. indeed. are a breed 
apart from their domesticated kin­
farm turkeys-which have lost their 
swiftness and ability to fly. 

The wild turkey's fast maneuvers, 
however, are short-lived. After a quick 
burst of speed, the bird becomes ex­
hausted. The gobbler rarely attempts 
flights longer than a quarter-mile; and, 
even on the ground, it doesn't get very 
far. It lacks a red pigment that, in far­
flying birds, combines with oxygen to 
burn energy over long distances. The 
absence of the red pigment also explains 
why most wild turkey meat is white. 

Despite the bird's flagging endurance, 
catching the animal is no easy matter. 
" I've chased a wild turkey down on foot 
myself. with the help of another fellow." 
says Lovett Williams, a Florida biolo­
gist. "Doing it, though, darn near kill­
ed us. " 

How many office visits are made each 
year?

2 Floyd Parks 
Receive Grants

Q. I am caring for my mother who is a cancer patient at 
home. She has begun to have some pain which her 
doctor is treating with aspirin . He said if it got worse 
he would prescribe a narcotic for her. I 'm afraid if she 
starts taking narcotics she will become addicted . Is this 
possible? 

A. Addiction is a common fear for patients and their 
families when narcotics are prescribed for pain relief. 
But drug addiction in a patient with cancer rarely 
occurs as long as the drugs are taken under proper 
medical guidance . 

Unfortunately the term "addiction" is often used in 
the wrong way. Narcotic addiction most often is defmed 
as a dependence on the constant use of narcotics to 
meet physical, emotional, and psychological needs 
rather than for medical needs. If pain relief is the reason 
for taking narcotics, a patient is not an "addict" no 
matter how much or how often the drug is given . 

Nonprescription pain relievers such as aspirin may be 
all that are needed to relieve your mother's pain . When 
these pain medicines do not bring relief, a mixture of 
non-narcotic drugs, such as aspirin plus a tranquilizer, 
is often helpful. Yet, narcotics may be the only way to 
relieve pain.

Mobile Clinic Ends Work 

.. 

Use of this van for a mobile health clinic has been discontinued. 

Our Lady of the Way Hospital's mobile health clinic was discontinued 
December 1. · 

The decision was first announced by Sister Pat Saul, associate administrator, 
in a memo to employees dated November 22. According to the memo, the 
Mobile Health Program was reviewed by both Our Lady of the Way Hospital's 
board of directors and the Kentucky Department of Human Resources. 

"It was determined by both our board and state of Kentucky," wrote Sister 
Pat, "that this program, while good in concept, has not proven to be effective" 

Both in the memo and in person, she was quick to qualify the word, 
"effective. •· 

"The staff has been effective, given the parameters they had to work in," 
she said. "But quality of care was limited by the regulatory agencies of the 
state of Kentucky and the unavailability of physician coverage." 

The regulatory agencies have conflicting policies on keeping medications 
aboard the clinic. In addition, the van itself is 20 years old and mechanical 
difficulties frequently disrupted services. Geography interfered with telephone 
service. Weather (such as ice and snow) cancelled service on various days 
and during the entire month of February. 

Finances proved to be the clincher. From the start, grants had covered ex­
penses that patients' incomed-based payments for service could not. An ex­
pected grant did not come through. 

"The loss of that one grant created an additional financial bQrden to the 
hospital," explained Sister Pat, "and complicated the whole question of the 
mobile health program's validity." 

"We gave it our best shot," she continued. "We attempted to provide an 
opportunity for holistic and preventive health care. We identified health care 
needs in some geographical areas. Our experience underscores the limita­
tions placed on a nurse practitioner and the importance of cooperation among 
regulatory agencies." 

The clinic's cases will be reviewed and patients with on-going needs will 
be referred to other health facilities . 

The clinic's van was loaned to Our Lady of the Way Hospital by the state. 
It came to Martin in July, 1984. Extensive repairs were needed and health 
services were not offered until October, 1984. Patients were seen in David, 
Tram, Wayland, and Hueysville. 

The van will remain at the hospital until Our Lady of the Way's equipment 
and supplies are dismantled. Then it will be returned to the state.

Section Two, Three 

School Districts Sue State, 
Ask 'Efficient' Education 

A lawsuit filed ~ov. 20 in Franklin Cir­
cuit Court complains that Kentucky has 
not provided the "efficient" system of 
public education that the state constitu­
tion requires. 

The suit, filed by a group of 66 local 
school districts banded together as the 
Council for Better Education, seeks a 
court order reqUiring state officials and 
the General Assembly to provide more 
money to local school districts. 

Former Gov Bert T Combs, who 
represents the plaintiffs. said the suit, 
filed on behalf of all students in Ken­
tucky, is not intended to punish richer 
school districts, but to help all districts. 

"It is not the purpose of this suit to 
take money from one district and give 
to another," Combs said during an after­
noon news conference in the Capitol. 

Section 183 of the Kentucky Constitu­
tion requires that the General Assembly, 
"by appropriate legislation, provide for 
an efficient system of common schools 
throughout the state." 

The suit is intended to correct a 
longstanding imbalance in Kentucky 
between richer districts and poorer ones 
and also to force adequate funding of all 
schools, Combs said. 

"The legislature for a great many 
years .. has not corrected the situation 
and has not provided a system that com­
plies with the constitution as we read it, ' ' 
Combs said. "In filing this lawsuit, we 
are not faulting anybody in particular, 
we are faulting everybody in general." 

Defendants named in the suit are Gov. 
Martha Layne Collins, Superintendent 
Alice McDonald, Treasurer Frances 
Jones Mills, House Speaker Don Bland­
ford, D-Philpot, and Senate President 
Pro Tern Joe Prather. D-Vine Grove. 

Although the suit asks the court to 
order certain action and to continue 
monitoring the school system, Combs 
said it is not a request for the judicial 
branch to take over operation of the 
schools. 

"I don't think the courts would go 
along with that," Combs said. "We are 
asking the courts to lay down some 
guidelines which will enable Kentucky 
to have a school system that the con­
stitution mandates that the state shall 
have" 

Financing for the lawsuit is coming 
from an assessment of 50 cents for each 
pupil in the 66 districts, which make up 
about one-third of the total in Kentucky. 
Many local school boards have elected 
to use state funds to pay for the lawsuit, 
and the attorney general's office said 
that was legal. 

But State Supt. McDonald has 
threatened to sue local boards if they use 
state money to sue the state for more 
money.

What causes us to grow old? 

What makes our human machinery 
break down? More importantly, 
what can we do to delay that pro­
cess? Can such things as vitamin 
E supplements really help? 

We're learning that a "normal" 
life span actually may be greater 
than 100 years. even though life ex­
pectancy in the U.S. now fails some 
30 years short of that. 

Research has shown that some 
aging processes are hereditary and 
others involve special aging 
mechanisms within certain body 
organs. We can't change those fac­
tors. But, there are other things 
happening to the cells in our bodies 
that can and need to be controlled. 

Our bodies consist of trillions of 
cells. New ones are created and old 
ones die every second. When we are 
young, more cells are created than 
die, and we grow. Somewhere dur­
ing our twenties, we reach a bal­
ance in the cellular life and death 
cycle. Then, during out thirties, the 
scale begins to tip, and more cells 
die than are created; we begin the 
aging process. 

While some cells just grow old, 
many others are damaged by very 
powerful chemical substances 
called free radicals which naturally 
occur in our bodies or are the result 
of pollutants we consume from air, 
water or food. 

Some free radicals, when under 
control, are part of essential life 
processes. But, frequently they go 

out of control. They crash around 
inside cells, attacking other vital 
cell components. This can weaken 
or even kill cells, contributing to 
the aging process. 

Free radicals must be controlled 
or neutralized. Taking vitamin 
supplements of natural-source vit­
amin E, in conjunction with vita­
min C and the enzymes in our 
bodies, works to neutralize free 
radicals basically by trapping them 
in the cell and minimizing cell 
damage. 

Scientific studies have shown 
that controlling free radicals not 
only slows the aging process but 
leads to a healthier, more produc­
tive life. 

In addition to daily natural­
source vitamin E supplementation, 
to have the greatest impact on de­
laying aging we should moderate 
calorie intake; take daily supple­
ments of vitamin C; exercise regu­
larly and maintain a positive emo­
tional outlook.

"George Bernard Shaw was 94 when 

one of his plays was first produced. 
Mozart was just 7 when his first com­
position was published. -Benjamin 
Franklin was a newspaper columnist at 
16, and a framer of the U.S. Constitution 
when he was 81. You're never too young 
or too old if you've got the talent." So 
reads a newspaper ad for United Tech­
nologies. 

It's typical of a public relations trend 
aimed at gaining the respect of older 
Americans. 

Corporations and government agen­
cies are beginning to recognize the 
rights and power wielded by the Zl 
million Americans over age 65. The 
elderly are becoming an influential 
special interest group with supporters 
ranging from social workers to scientists 
who believe age and ability have little 
in common. 

One of those supporters is Dr. Calvin 
Lang, a University of Louisville 
biochemist and gerontologist who has 
studied the aging process for 35 years. 
As director of the Louisville Longi­
tudinal Longevity Program-a 
multidisciplinary project identifying 
and quantifying the unique factors of a 
healthy, long life-Lang believes a per­
son's health, not age, determines abili­
ties. 

"People ask, 'How old are you?' We 
answer them the wrong way by giving 
the years since we were born. Shouldn't 
we answer according to our functional 
age?" he said. 

Finding out why some older people are 
healthier than others is a question 
repeatedly asked by Lang's associates 
in the Aging Research Laboratory. 
About six years ago, they found a clue 
to the puzzle through studies of old mos­
quitos, mice and men. All were deficient 
in glutathione, a chemical present in all 
living things. It was the first time old age 
was linked to the decline of a specific 
chemical. 

Lang describes glutathione as a 
"master chemical regulator" essential 
for tissue growth and repair and enzyme 
and protein functions. It also plays a 
vital role in the body's defenses against 
toxic substances, he said. 

But what causes the level of gluta­
thione to decrease with aging puzzled 
Lang and his associates, who found a 
partial answer in experiments with mos­
quitos. When one of glutathione's 
building blocks-an amino acid called 
cysteine-was fed to an aging mosquito, 
its life span grew by 40 percent. This in­
dicated that the insect still had the 
biological capability to produce the 
chemical regardless of age, and also 
proved the importance of glutathione to 
aging. 

Another study found that, while all old 
mosquitos and mice tested had low 
glutathione levels, the amount of the 
chemical varied in a group of men and 
women 60 years old and older. About 
half of them had the same glutathione 
levels as 20-year-old adults, while the 
other half had low levels.

Puzzled by this difference, research­
ers wondered whether a person's genetic 
and environmental background might 
influence his glutathione level. 

"Those high-level subjects who have 
the same glutathione level as a 20-year­
old are healthy, but eventually will also 
have a drop in level and an increased 
risk of illness, like the low-level sub­
jects," Lang noted. 

The longitudinal longevity program 
Lang directs may prove this hypothesis 
by studying a group of 58 healthy women 
between the ages of 60 and 102, all of 
whom have high glutathione levels. For 
three years, these participants have 
been examined for a wide variety of 
physical and psychosocial health 
characteristics. 

The researchers hope to identify the 
physical, mental and social factors that 
result in longevity. Their eventual goal 
is to develop a numerical longevity in­
dex that would measure changes in 
those factors as someone ages. Monitor­
ing the changes should allow those who 
care for the elderly to develop in­
dividualized programs for healthy, long 
lives.

If we stop to analyze what kills many 
trees, young and old, in our landscapes, 
more often than not it isn't a disease or 
an msect directly, but rather something 
that changed in the tree's environment. 
While summer droughts have been a 
major cause or contributor for the past 
few years, there is a perennial killer that 
can be controlled or changed. What is it? 
Constructionitis! 

When new houses are built on wood­
ed lots, new sidewalks or driveways add­
ed to existing properties, or 
underground utilities installed or 
repaired. too little attention is paid to the 
impact of construction activities on 
trees. or more specifically, on tree roots. 
Attention is often an afterthought that 
occurs when tree limbs begin to drop or 
leaves to wilt. By that time common 
rescue efforts such as corrective prun­
ing, fertilization and supplemental 
watering are generally a waste of time 
and monev. 
Everyo~e involved ~ith construction 

projects needs to work together and to 
realize that root protection is the key to 
preserving trees. Soil compaction, 
trenching, adding or removing topsoil, 
stripping vegetative covers and leaf lit­
ter, shifting drainage patterns, spilling 
chemicals, burying debris- any of these 
construction activities can have a lethal 
effect. The fine feeder roots in the top 
foot of soil that absorb the tree's water 
and nutrient supply and keep the tree 
alive must have their environment 
altered as little as possible. 

If a building is going to be constructed 
in a wooded area, realize that not all of 
the trees can or should be saved. a 
survey of the existing trees should be 
made, savmg valuables species (oaks, 
red and sugar maples) and removing 
weak <box elders, swamp maples, 
Siberian elms) and messy trees 
<mulberries, black cherries). Young 
trees should be saved as opposed to old 
trees, especially those already showing 
decline. In the long run it is often easier 
and cheaper to remove all of the trees 
on and in the immediate vicinity of a 
building site, replanting new, vigorous, 
desirable species after construction. 

Two relevant factors are often over­
looked. First, there is often considerable 
root grafting between trees of the same 
species. In some cases a younger, more 
vigorous tree may help support an older 
tree, and if the graft is broken, the old 
tree may quickly die. 

Second, trees in a wooded environ­
ment have far more limited or restricted

For the Big Sandy Area 
Social Security che<:ks will have a new 

look on December 3, Jim Kelly, District 
Director for the Big Sandy Area Social 
Security office in Prestonsburg, said 
today. 

The familiar green punched-card 
che<:ks that Social Security beneficiaries 
have been re<:eiving since 1940 will be 
replaced with a new, more counterfeit­
resistant cost-effective paper che<:k. 

The U.S. Department of Treasury's 
Financial Management Service, the 
government's fin'ancial manager, began 
planning the paper check conversion 
project in the late 1970's because of new 
technology and the need to conform to 
generally accepted banking practices. 
Taxpayers will save $6 million per year 
in costs of paper stock and storage 
space. 

The new check is also more difficult 
to alter or counterfeit. More than a 
dozen security features- three times 
more than the old check- are contain­
ed in the design, the ink and the paper. 

The design features a full-length 
reproduction of the Statue of Liberty on 
the left and a muted close-up of the 
Statue's head and torch on the right over 
a multicolored background ranging 
from light blue to pale peach. The letters 
"USA'' create a background pattern on 
the front and back of the check . 
. Supplemental Security Income bene­
ficiaries will continue to receive the 
gold-eolored punched-eard che<:ks, Kelly 
said. The conversion process to the new 
checks will not affect them until Aprill.

Rare Plant, Mammal 
Habitat Protected 

A 10-acre virgin forest in Franklin 
county that is home for rare plants and 
mammals is among 30 privately-owned 
areas in the state protected by Ken­
tucky's Natural Areas Registry. 

A wooded section of the Franklin farm 
of Hal and Joyce Bryan contains rock 
cress, a plant endemic to three Central 
Kentucky counties and found nowhere 
else in the world. Another rare spring 
wildflower called synandra hispidula 
and two rare mammals, the south­
eastern and smokey shrews, mole-like 
creatures, also inhabit the woods. 

The Bryans volunteered to have the 
forest placed on the registry in hopes of 
allowing it to remain as the pioneers 
found rt in the early 1800s. 

The ·30 natural areas placed on the 
Kentucky registry since the program 
began in 1976 contain 3,500 acres. 
Registration agreements have been 
completed in 24 of the state's 120 coun­
ties, according to Hugh Archer, director 
of the Kentucky Chapter of the Nature 
Conservancy. 

Additional rare plant and animal 
species and areas in Kentucky protected 
by the registry include a prairie rem­
nant in McCracken county, one of the 
few patches of the prairies that once 
covered most of Western Kentucky; the 
white lady's slipper orchid, most com­
mon in the bogs of Michigan but recent­
ly located in a dry cedar glade area in 
Kentucky; and a cave complex in Lee 
county which protects two endangered 
species of bats. 

The registry is a cooperative effort 
between the Kentucky Nature Preserves 
Commission, attached to the Kentucky 
Natural Resources and Environmental 
Protection Cabinet, and The Nature 
Conservancy, a private, non-profit, in­
ternational conservation group.

Berea Top-Ranked 
In Magazine POll 

Berea College has been ranked first in 
its class of 168 Southern and border state 
colleges and universities by educators 
responding to a U.S. News & World 
Report poll. 

According to the magazine's Nov. 25 
edition, Berea was selected for the 
number one position among smaller 
comprehensive schools by college 
presidents asked to choose the top five 
undergraduate schools similar to their · 
own in academic offerings and enroll­
ment.

Hummingbirds: Spoon-fed and Bedded 

Suppose you want ~ummingbirds 
in your backyard but, f9r one reason 
or another, y_ou can't provide the 
bright-colored Dowers that best attract 
them. Must you go hummingbirdless 
the rest of your life? Not necessarily. 
In fact, many people confine their 
attempts to attract " hummers" by 
placing feeders around the yard. 

Nutritionally, feedel'S are not ideal 
for hummingbirds, but, properly 
stocked and maintaine<l, they can se01e 
as good food supplemeoJS and the birds 
will visit them. If you opt for feeders, 
here are some tips: 

plastic feeder, 
since hummingbirds are strongly at­
tracted to the color red. If you can't 
find a completely red feeder, look for 
one with lots of red on it. Failing that, 
dress the feeder in red-a bow or a 
sock; or hang a red hat or place a red 
bow nearby. Anything red will catch 
a hummingbird's eye. Make sure the 
feeder comes apart easily so that reg­
ular cleaning wiJI be a simple process. 

Pllcement of feeders: Hang a feeder 
where you can see it easily from a 
window or a deck, but don't place it 
so close to a window that the hum­
mingbirds will fly at their own images 
reflected in the glass-a major cause 
of hummingbirds' deaths around 
homes. 

Food: Start off with the standard 
solution of four parts of water to one 

part table sugar, heated only long 
enough to completely dissolve the 
sugar. You don't need to add red food 
coloring but be sure your feeder is, in 
part, red. Fill the feeder and store the 
remainder in the refrigerator in a clean 
glass or plastic container. A higher 
sugar concentration than four parts 
water to one part sugar can, in the 
long run, cause kidney or liver damage. 

Feeder care: Feeders need cleaning 
every two or three days to prevent the 
solution from fermenting, thus possi­
bly harming the hummingbirds. When 
you are on vacation and can't keep up 
with the cleaning service, take the 
feeder down. 

Nesting Habitats 

Hummingbirds nest in a variety of 
habitats throughout the U.S., many in 
the mountainous west or in deserts; 
others in deciduous or evergreen fo~ 
ests across southern Canada, and 
throughout the United States. To be a 
hummingbird host you might also con­
sider their nesting needs. 

A nesting box will not entice hum­
mingbirds, but several moderate-sized 
evergreen or deciduous trees and 
shrubs in your yard may encourage 
the birds to nest there. They'll build 
in dense foliage, usually in the fork of 
a very small limb. They make their 
tiny, camouflaged nests of spider webs, 
hair, bits of lichen and other materials. 

If you're lucky enough to get nest­
ers, you can be sure to hold their at­
tention with flowers and feeders-and 
perhaps a sprinkler or shallow pool 
for baths.

Prestonsburg Postmaster Don 
Osborne has half a dozen ''dos" and 
don'ts" for customers who want to be 
sure their holiday parcels get delivered. 

"Don't box yourself ~R-use the right 
container. Boxes must be adequate in 
size for the items bein~f#tailed and pro­
vide enough space lor cushioning 
material. They must also be strong 
enough to hold the weight of their con­
tents. If the box has adequate space for 
an address <cross out confusing infor­
mation) , it is not necessary to wrap it in 
paper. If you use pa~r. however, be 
sure it is equivalent to the kind used in 
grocery bags (60-pound weight). Fiber­
board tubes and similar long packages 
are acceptable if their length does not 
exceed 10 times their girth. 

be used. Pressure sensitive, filament­
reinforced tape is recommended and -
should be wrapped around the parcel at • 
least twice. 

•Give yourself some cushion. Cushion­
ing absorbs and distributes shock and 
vibration. Examples of good cushioning 
materials are foamed plastics, cor­
rugated cardboard and loose fill 
material such as polystyrene, popcorn 
or shredded newspaper. Loose fill 
material should completely cover the 
items being mailed.

•Addresses are important. You can 
spend a fortune on wrapping, but your 
package will never reach its destination 
if it is not addressed right. Print or type 
the address clearly on one side of the 
parcel only. It is also a good idea to put 
the name and address inside the 
package in case the address label comes 
off. 

•Don't mail your pet elephant. 
Packages must not exceed 70 pounds. 
They must also be at least 3lh inches 
wide and 5 inches long, and total length 
and girth cannot exceed 108 inches. 

"'Don't overinsure. If your parcel is 
valuable, you might want to insure it, 
but insure it only for its actual value. 
The Postal Service pays claims based on 
the actual value of lost or damaged 
items and not a higher insured amount.

Child Abuse 
A Parent's Fears 

By ALICE ADAMS 
Child abuse is a hidden menace that 

ruins thousands of lives and leaves in­
visible scars on the human spirit. It is 
not just physical, although physical 
abuse is often the most severe. 

Abuse is also emotional-it can be as 
subtle as a parent's Jack of interest. A 
father chooses to stay in bed Saturday 
instead of watching Danny play football. 
A mother is "too busy" to watch Deb­
bie's school play. Emotional abuse can 
also be more direct: name calling, con­
stant fault-finding, hinting that a child 
just doesn't measure up-all these lower 
self-confidence and hinder growth into 
maturity. 

Statistics show that about ten percent 
of all parents abuse or neglect their 
children physically or sexually. Here in 
Eastern Kentucky figures are no higher, 
but only recently have we begun to com­
bat the problem. We have set up "fami­
ly abuse centers" in different areas, 
where wives and children can shelter, 
but these do not help the child who is 
a bused by the mother or by both 
parents. 

The best solution is to help the parent 
by improving parenting skills. A group 
is being formed in Prestonsburg for this 
purpose, Parents Anonymous. It is a 
self-help group in which parents support 
each other in learning to be more effec­
tive with their children. 

Some day-to-day difficulities of paren­
ting arise from natural fears. Parents 
often feel that children must be under 
their control at all times. 

"Joey hates football; he wants to play 
volleyball instead. What a wimp game! 
Next it'll be ballet dancing!" says Ed. 
Ed has a choice here: he can either force 
Joey to play football or allow Joey to go 
his own way. But more is involved than 
a game. 

If Ed looks at his deepest fears, he will 
see that values are involved. He is afraid 
Joey will not be a real man and that this 
will reflect on his own masculinity. 
Mothers have deep-seated fears too. If 
Jenny wears all that make-up, won't 
people wonder what kind of mother she 
has? 

Women especially tend to have fears 
rooted in a basic lack of self-confidence. 
"To me, being a mother is scary," ad­
mits Donna Sue. "It's like a dream I had 
where I was driving this car in total 
darkness. I couldn't see where I was go­
ing at all, but the car wouldn't stop! It 
kept going, and I was in the driver's 
seat, but I never felt like I was in 
control." 

Parents may see their own way of life 
· as the only possible way. Sometimes it 
would help if we could view our children 
as visitors, as boarders with us for a 
while, soon off to their own lives. We 
would be polite if a guest broke some­
thing; although if we were firm we 
might ask him to replace it. 

We might ask a visitor to observe our 
house rules, but we wouldn't insult him 
if he forgot. We wouldn't shout, "Just 
look at those dirty hands!" or "You 
didn't make your bed because you're 
just too lazy!" Instead we might polite­
ly ask him to wipe his feet or remind him 
that his being late for dinner has in­
convenienced everyone. 

The difference is that we can easily 
admit that strangers have a life of their 
own, but not that our children do. 

How to handle these fears and develop 
good parenting skills will be discussed 
at meetings of Parents Anonymous, now 
forming. Free transportation and 
childcare will be provided, and 
anonymity will be preserved. For more

The tapes, on loan from the author's 
widow, Mrs. Naomi Deane Stuart, in­
clude interviews, lectures and readings 
by Stuart, which must be analyzed, an­
notated, edited, and described for 
cataloging. 

The tapes provide MSU with a 
"significant and important opportuni­
ty, " said LeMaster. "This University is 
in the enviable position of having ac-

, qui red a major editing project." 
LeMaster expects to complete the work 
within the next few months. 

The cassette tapes will be duplicated 
and sold by the Jesse Stuart Foundation. 
MSU will receive one set of the tapes to 
be housed in the Jesse Stuart Room of 
Camden-Carroll Library. The original 
tapes will remain the property of Mrs. 
Stuart. 

LeMaster has worked with various 
programs related to the Appalachian 
author and his work. In 1982, she 
assisted the Stuart Foundation in the 
promotion of "Land of the Honey­
Colored Wind," an anthology of prose 
and poetry. A keynote speaker at the 
1984 Jesse Stuart Literary Festival, 
LeMaster also coordinates a MSU's 
Jesse Stuart Symposium. 

LeMaster presented a paper on Stuart 
at the Mid-South Sociological Confer­
ence in Little Rock, Ark., last October 
and has reviewed recent books on his life 
and writings. 

MSU began an Appalachian Litera­
ture course in 1981 which features 
Stuart's work along with other writers 
such as James Still, Harriette Arnow, 
Wilma Dykeman and Jim Wayne Miller, 
according to LeMaster. The tapes will 
be used in the course taught by 
LeMaster as well as in other literature 
classes. 

''I commend the Stuart Foundation for 
its dedication to promoting a recognition 
of Jesse Stuart's contribution to Ken­
tucky's literary heritage," LeMaster 
said. "The tapes will help to encourage 
the continued study of one of Kentucky's 
finest writers."

riding in motor vehicles, but no penalty 
is attached to violating the law. 

"Casual observation shows that many 
children still ride unrestrained," said 
Dr. Ward Hinds, state epidemiologist. 
"Parents should realize that they are 
risking their children's lives. Universal 
and consistent use of child restraints can 
virtually eliminate motor-vehicle 
passenger deaths for infants and young 
children.

"Large studies in other states have 
demonstrated that children not travel­
mg in child-restraint devices are about 
11 times more likely to be killed in an ac­
cident than children in safety devices,'' 
said Hinds. "We also know that safety 
devices reduce the number of serious in­
juries incurred in accidents." 

Parents may take the law more 
seriously if the legislature next year acts 
favorably upon proposed legislation that

would attach a penalty for violating the 
law, Hinds said. 

"We need to make parents realize that 
they are literally risking the Jives of 
their children when they Jet them ride 
unrestrained in automobiles and when 
they carry children in their laps," Hinds 
said. 

According to John Webb, program 
coordinator for the department's safety­
seat loaner program, one of the most 
prevalent myths about child safety is 
that a child is protected if held in an 
adult's lap. 

''Studies have shown that children are 
at an increased risk of being injured or 
killed if they are held in an adult's arms 
while riding in an automobile," said 
Webb. "No human can hold onto a child

Q. I am concerned about the 

amount of sugar my children con­
sume. How much sugar is there in 
baby foods? 

A. As a concerned parent, you 
will be interested to learn that most 
varieties of commercially-prepared 
baby foods are made without added 
sugar. 

A small, carefully-controlled 
amount of sugar is added to 
selected foods to make them more 
palatable or less tart. If sugar has 
been added to a baby food, it is 
listed on the product label. So, if 
you are concerned about sugar in 
your baby's diet, simply read the 
labels and select those products 
with no added sugar. 

Moderate amounts of sugar also 
are added to some baby food des­
serts. These foods should be consid­
ered "extras" for older, active in­
fants who need more calories in 
their diets. Desserts should never 
replace basic foods such as milk, 
meat, vegetables, cereals and fruits.

in a collision, even at speeds as slow as 
30 miles per hour. In a head-on collision, 
a child in an adult's lap is crushed bet­
ween the dashboard and the adult." 

Since 1984, the Department for Health 
Services has spent nearly $300,000 on 
safety seats for loan to parents and on 
safety education materials. The depart­
ment recently received $100,000 from 
state police to expand the safety-seat 
loaner program, which is administered 
through local health departments. Cur­
rently, 8,000 seats are available for loan 
in 105 counties. 

Webb warns parents to know the dif­
ference between approved safety seats 
and common plastic infant carriers. Ap­
proved safety seats are marked with a 
sticker that says the product meets 
federally-approved highway safety stan­
dards, he said. 

More information about the safety­
seat loaner program is available from 
local health departments, Webb said.

P'burg Receives ARC Grant 
For Downtown Traffic Study 

Prestonsburg may soon have a solu­
tion to her downtown traffic flow prob­
lems, or some other obstacle to city 
development. thanks to a grant from the 
Appalachian Regional Commission. 

City Manager David Evans, who ap­
plied for the grant in August, said the 
original intention was to use the money 
to study downtown traffic problems. 
However, after meeting with members 
of the Prestonsburg Businesses Assoca­
tion yesterday <Tuesday), Evans said 
the funds could possibly be used for 
some other type of study to benefit 
downtown, as well. 

"The money can only be used for plan­
ning and studying a project," said 
Evans, "and it must deal with down­
town "Beyond that, he said, the type of 
project was at the discretion of the ci­
ty. The one catch is that the funds must 
be used by July 15, or whatever is left 
over will revert back to the ARC. 

Of 28 cities which applied for such 
grants, Prestonsburg was one of only 19 
funded. And, Evans said, other grants 
were pending. 

"We applied about three months ago 
for two community development block 
grants," he said. " One is for West Pres­
tonsburg, and the other is for storm 
drains in town.'' 

Evans said this was the city's most 
concentrated effort to acquire grant 
money since 1984, and that grants were 
becoming more accessible than they 
were in the past. "One of the main 

reasons grants are becoming more 
available is that the state is administer­
ing them more, whereas before, the 
federal government was doing most of 
them. The state does more to help local 
governments get these grants, to find 
out what's available." 

Evans said most of the state grants 
are administered by the Department of 
Local Government, and that department 
is engaged in an aggressive campaign to 
get more grants to more cities.

There are two versions 
of the new Prince video 
"America." Both, ironical­
ly, were made outside the 
United States, and both 
are imitation-live videos. 

Prince 

The shorter and more 
bearable version clocks in 
at around three minutes, 
while the longer version, 
which shows Prince play­
ing the drums, among oth­
er things, drags on for 10 
minutes. 

Video viewers can be 
grateful that Prince hasn't 
yet videotaped the 21-
minute recorded version 
(cut down from an original 
30 minutes). 

The little Princes 
Another group in the 

Prince family - this one 
simply called the Family -
has released its first clip, 
"Screams of Passion," 
which is anything but 
passionate. 

It overuses the simple 
but elegant effect of hav­
ing the band superim­
posed on the ocean (which 
serves as a calming force, 
rather than a passionate 
one), but the biggest prob­
lem is that the music 

sounds an awful lot like 
Prince. The Minnesota Kid 
deserves kudos for giving 
unknowns a start, but he 
seems unable to go that fi­
nal step - and allow his 
proteges to move in their 
own directions. 

Cute stuff 
Paul McCartney plays 

the drums, as well as gui­
tar and bass, in his new 
clip from the John Landis 
film "Spies Like Us." Join­
ing him on keyboards is 
Chevy Chase, who plays 
about as well as Eddie 
Murphy sings (and that 

. isn't intended as a compli­
ment). Dan Aykroyd shows 
up but doesn't do much. 

Aside from snippets 
from the film, Paul 's cuter­
than-cute humor pervades 
the video. He shows up at 
the Abbey Road studio in 
several funny but tacky 
costumes and ends the 
clip with a humorous but 
haunting image of the 
three principals lining up in 
an "Abbey Road"-cover 
pose. 

Bopping around· 
Yoko Ono was so im­

pressed with Art of Noise's 
"Close to the Edit" that 
she asked its director, 
Zbigniew Rybczynski, to 
direct her new video, "Hell 
in Paradise." 

Zbig, as he's known 
(who can pronounce the 
rest?), placed Yoko be­
tween two smaller and two 
larger folks, and the group 
bops around lower Man­
hattan among empty 
streets, buildings and a 
rather large bell. 

This clip doesn't have 
any deep hidden mean­
ings, but it's fun to watch.

The entire plot and theme 
of "That Was Then ... This Is 
Now" boils down to two 
words: "things change." Two 
boys grow up in a tough sec­
tion of town and drift apart as 
their interests diverge. They 
separate and they fight, but 
through it all, you know they 
love each other. 

Shallow statements and 
shallow characters like these 
are almost enough to make 
movie goers choose to stay 
home and watch reruns of 
"Dobie Gillis." The film lacks 
any meaningful comments on 
(or displays of) adolescent 
growing pains and could sin­
gle-handedly put an end to 
this sub-genre of films. 

Emilio Estevez is fast be­
coming typecast as a teen­
ager filled with adolescent 
angst. This marks his third ap­
pearance in a film based on 
an S.E. Hinton novel, the first 
two being "Tex" (1982) and 
" The Outsiders" (1983). This 
time, Estevez has penned the 
screenplay himself and has 
updated the time period from 
the 1960s to present-day Min­
neapolis-St. Paul. 

The character he plays is a 
troubled youngster trying to 

cope with growing up from a 
prankish tough kid to a near­
pathological young adult. It 's 
no wonder he has developed 
a few problems along the way. 
He lives with his friend Bryon 
because his father shot his 
mother several years back. 
Bryon is also without a father , 
but Bryon's childish Immatu­
rity is giving way to a job at the 
supermarket and a relation­
ship with a pretty young girl 

But along with the usual 
teen problems of sex, drugs 
and rock 'n ' roll, these boys 
have to deal with gang wars 
and bar fights. When they 
hustle a few good ol' boys in a 
bar owned by their friend, the 
owner ends up getting killed 
in a gunfight. 

Inconsistencies hamper the 
plot. Bryon's girlfriend is from 
a well-to-do family, and her 
parents insist that Bryon bring 
her home by midnight. But 
when her younger brother dis­
appears for a few days, no 
one seems terribly upset . 

"That Was Then ... This Is 
Now" is well-intentioned and 
well-acted, but it's just anoth­
er mediocre tale of adoles­
cent ennui.
