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Teachers' Group 
Looks To Formal 
Bargaining Soon 

This could be the year Floyd teachers 
bargain formally with the Board of 
Education for an employment contract, 
the chairman of a teachers' negotia ting 
group said last week 

Noting that teachers in only 13 Ken­
tucky school districts formally negotiate 
their contracts, Betsy Layne High 
School history teacher Eugene 
Blackburn told his colleagues at a 
meeting of the Floyd County Education 
Association Friday, "I'd like this district 
to be the 14th." 

The idea of negotiated contracts got a 
boost earlier in Friday's four-hour ses- · 
sion when Mary Ann Proctor, editor of 
the Kentucky Education Associatwn 
News, outlined for Floyd teachers the 
kinds of problems that could be addres. -
ed by a contract. 

Proctor said that. while salary and 
fringe benefits arc often perceived to be 
uppermost in teachers ' minds, the most 
important element in most employment 
contracts is the grievance procedure, 
which she described as "a ra tional 
method for solving problems." 

Blackburn, who is chairman of an 
FCEA committee which has been 
negotiating informally with school ad­
ministrators on working conditions, said 
he hoped the committee would submit a 
contract proposal before the end of the 
current school year. "I hope we will soon

Under a plan put together by the board 
dunng an hour-long closed session 
Wednesday, the 700-student middle 
school would remain at the top of the list, 
and a 600-student grade school at Allen 
would still be listed as second in line. 
Construction of a school to replace those 
at Garrett and Wayland would move into 
third posllwn, while a 12 classroom ad­
dillOn to Betsy Layne Elementary 
School would remain in fourth place.

Auxier Road Residents 
Sign Against Annexation The apparent loser under the new pro­

posal would be the single school intend­
ed to replace Wheelwr ight and 
l\lcDowell high schools, which would 
drop from third to fifth priority- low 
enough to prevent its being included 
among the next round of construction 
projects. 

In JUstifying the board's proposal, 
Superintendent Ray Brackett said work 
on the four grade school projects could 
begin tu.ore or less simultaneously; !pe 
projel!ts could all be funded with 
monies-now expected to be around $12 
million, assuming Floyd taxpayers 
agree to a substantial increase in local 
taxes-recently voted by the state 
legislature; and the construction would 
benefit up to 38 percent of the county's 
6834 grade school children. 

By postponing construction of a high 
school on Left Beaver Creek, that pro­
ject could be better planned- for one 
thing, the exact location of the propos­
ed highway linking Left and Right 
Beaver Creeks would be known- and it 
could be first in line in the next round of 
construction, Brackett said. 

The superintendent also said Left 
Beaver residents, especia lly those in the 
stream's upper reaches, need to be bet­
ter consulted on their wishes for school 
construction in that section. Some upper

MCC Greenhouse Gives 
Workers Sense of Worth 

Strawberries. flowers, ferns­
practically any growing thing the home 
gardener could want-are bursting in­
to bloom now at the MCC greenhouse on 
t; S 23 near Highlands Regional 
Medical Center. 

Though open year-round, supplying 
poinsettias for Christmas and mums for 
:\1other's Day, the greenhouse is now 
entenng its busiest season. according to 
one of its more vocal supporters, 
Chalmer Howard 

Howard b the l\lcntal Retardation and 
Developmental Disability Director for 
:\1ountain Comprehensive Ca re's 
coverage area of F'loyd, Johnson, P ike, 
Martin and \1agoffin counties. The 
greenhouse is wha t is known as a 
sheltered workshop for !VICC's mental­
ly handicapped clients. 

The clients do the lion's share of the 
work there, everything from planting 
the seeds, to watering, shelving and 
transplanting the buds. Howard calls the 
work '·horticultural therapy," and in­
sists It IS one of the most effective ways 
of helpmg the mentally handicapped. 

''You can only make so many pot­
holders or ceramic ashtrays. ' ' he said, 
r eferring to a previous program which 
gave the rl!ents such tasks to occupy 
their lime Counsellors determined a 
more challenging therapy would pro­
duce better results. 

''I f you're making an ashtray a nd you 
get t ired of it, you can put it down and 
come back to it a nytime a nd it'll s till be 
there, but wtth plants you have to give 
cons tant attPntiOn and ra re '' sa td 
Howard. 

J<' urthermore, he sa id Jus t workmg 
with plants has a calmmg, therapeutic 
effect 'Tak<• most people who have 
gardens," he c;a1d ·• I' ll bet 70 percent of 
them don't do it because they need the 

food. Working with plants makes them 
feel good. " 

Though it looks like smooth sailing 
now, Howard admits MCC's much publi­
cized troubles. such as last year's state 
investigation of financial irregularities 
and low morale throughout the pro­
gram , culminating in the resignation of 
then-director David Bell, Jr., have 
clouded the public's perception of the en­
tire operation. He insists that things are 
back on an even keel now, and will con­
tinue to improve. 

"A year ago we only had about 20 
clients here," he said. "Now we're back 
to full strength at 43." Howard added 
that a recent $40,000 grant from the state 
Division of Mental Retardation had 
helped the greenhouse regain its footing . 

The greenhouse has been in operation 
since 1973, under the direction of Dave 
Gillespie, whom Howard credits with do­
ing " a tremendous job." It is one com­
ponent of a system which seeks to aid 
mentally handicapped persons through­
out their lives 

Mountain Comprehensive Care 
employs two early-intervention 
specialists, who deal with children up to 
five years of age. They hope to hire a 
third in July. The public school system 
takes over when the child IS six and, 
after that curriculum is completed, a 
case manager steps in. Working with the 
general mentally handica pped popula­
tion , the case manager connects them 
with programs, such as the greenhouse, 
which are deemed appropriate. Howard 
said these people ··run interference" lor 
their clients, "because a lot of parents 
are unaware of services available or 
how to acquin them." 

MCC also treats people suffering from

As a result of state and federal grants, 
some low-income families on Mud Creek 
are eligible for assistance in getting ci­
ty water connected to their homes and 
elderly residents in that section may be 
?blc to get their homes rehabilitated, a 
spokesman for the Big Sandy Area 
nli'-'.1: lopment District ~nnounced thi~ 
week. 

In coQ.nection with the reconstruction 
of theM d Creek water system, workers 
will inst ll a water meter free of charge 
to famili in the water district's service 
area who do not yet enjoy city water, 
said Rob r-;'icholas, ADD water 
specialist. In addition, the district will 
connect the home's plumbing to the 
water meter, he said. 

Except for the grants which are fun­
ding the free service, tapping on to the 
water system would cost each household 
at least $250. The grant money does not 
cover the cost of water, however; once 
a family is hooked on to the system, the 
family will be responsible for its mon­
thly water bilL 

If a house does not have indoor plum­
bing, a freeze-proof spigot will be install­
ed near the house, Nicholas said. 

Apart from having to meet income 
guidelines, a family must also be located 
near enough to a water main to receive 
service; and, if the family rents, the 
owner will have to sign an easement 
allowing the water district to lay water 
lines on the property. 

As many as 200 families may be eligi­
ble for the free tap-ons and priority will 
be given to the elderly, the handicapped, 
and the poorest families, Nicholas said. 

Mud Creek homeowners who are at 
least 62 years old may qualify for a hous­
ing rehabilitation grant if their home 
lacks indoor plumbing or an approved 
sewage system. Under grants awarded 
by the federal Office of Community Ser­
vices and the Kentucky Housing Cor­
poration , funds are available to 
rehabilitate about 20 homes. Nicholas

Auxier Road residents will apparent­
ly get a chance to vote on the proposed 
annexation of that section by Prestons­
burg in the November general election. 

The first step toward blocking annex­
ation, presenting signatures of either 50 
percent of residents or real property 
owners there, was accomplished Tues­
@v when <'\ttorney Ralph Stevens gave 
petitions to a\lf.:tyor Ann uatta . 

Though he had until April21 to file the 
petitions, Stevens said since he already 
had them, he felt it would be best to turn 
them in. 

A question remains, however. if 
enough signatures were collected. Listed 
unofficially at 269, Stevens said he 
assumed annexation opponents "just got 
about everybody they could." He said 
the city would have to check the names 
against voter registration in the county 
clerk's office. 

Latta conceded the city had a sizable 
task ahead in verifying the names, mak­
ing sure all were eligible to sign and that 
enough signatures had been collected. 
But she said it would be done. 

While the mayor said she still was con­
fident a "silent majority" of Auxier 
Road residents wished to come into the 
city, Stevens wouldn't venture a guess 
on the sentiments of the people there He 
said that to this point his only involve­
ment has been to act as courier for the 
opposition. However, he said, there is a 
possibility of the group's using his legal 
services in the future, if Prestonsburg 
contests the petitions. 

Latta said she was surprised neither 
by the number of signatures on the peti­
tion, or that they had been collected thts 
quickly. 

"I hope by the time it comes up for a 
vote a lot of those people change their 
minds. when they see the benefits of 
coming into the city ," she said. 

Latta added that the great majority of 
responses she hag received from Auxier 
Road residents have been pro­
annexation. 

"There were concerns," she said.

"like the man who was concerned about 
his cattle. Once he found out he didn 't 
have to get rid of his cattle, he didn't 
have any problems with it." Latta ask­
ed the city planning and zoning commis­
sion at their Monday meeting to check 
mto making sure the annexed area 
would not be obliged to comply with c i­
ty ordinances ·egardiQg the ke~plng of 
livestock. 

One name on the petitions which dtd 
draw surprise from Latta \\aS that of ci­
ty councilman Frank Adams Adams, 
who operates Adams Auto Parts on the 
Auxier Road, had earlier voted for the 
resolution to annex that section. 

When asked his posttion, Adams said 
he was · · 100 percent opposed" to the an­
nexation. He listed as reasons what he 
saw as a duplication of services, an in­
crease of regulations on his business , 
and the law which is weighted heavily 
in the favor of cities in annexation pro­
ceedings. A majority of 75 percent of 
registered Auxier Road voters would be 
needed to stop annexation. 

Adams, who said most people along 
Auxier Road oppose annexation, added

Brackett Backs 
Teachers; Hager 
Given Increase 

The new school administration's pro­
fessed concern for teachers surfaced in 
two issues that came before the Floyd 
Board of Education last Wednesday. 

In the course of discussion about the 
adoption of textbooks to be used over the 
next six years, a suggestion that texts 
recommended b) a committee of 
teachers be bypassed in favor of a 
cheaper, second choice was rejected on 
the recommendation of Superintendent 
Ray Brackett, who said that not to go 
with the teachers' top choice would be 
to slight their professional opinion. 

A letter normally sent at this time of 
the vear to all non-tenured teachers, ad­
vising them that they might not be 
rehired for the coming year, will be sent 
this year only to first-year teachers, 
Brackett explaining that it harms the 
morale of teachers-the vast majority 
of whom will keep their jobs in the 
system next year-to receive the 
notices. 

Textbooks offered by 10 publishing 
firms in the areas of reading, literature, 
art. foreign languages, and health were 
t•xamined hv a committee of teachers, 
who recom~erided texts in each subject. 
The books are for use from 1986 through 
1992. Total cost of the teachers' top 
choices was put at $390,128, their second 
choices at $298,4-14, prompting Board 
Chairman Dr. J D. Adams to note that 
$91.684 could be saved by going with the 
cheaper !me. •·we're talking about two 
or three buses." the chairman pointed 
out 

But Brackett ~aid, "These books have 
been selected bv some of our most ex­
pent>m ed teachers They have used 
their professional judgment. If we go 
against their JUdgment. we might as 
well abolish the committee." On hts 
n•commendatwn. the teachers' top 
choin·s werP adopted

Kentucky 
Fishing 

Report 
Frankfort, Ky. , April ?-Unseason­

ably warm. dry weather has cleared up 
the muddy water conditions that 
hampered fishermen earlier in the 
season although the lack of rain now 
looms as a threat to normal springtime 
fishing patterns. During the past week 
water surface temperatures climbed in­
to the 60's at most lakes. Fishing has 
greatly improved and almost sum­
merlike conditions have lured thousands 
of anglers onto the states' lakes. The 
spring crappie run is in full bloom at 
Kentucky Lake, and good ~atches of 
white bass, muskie, and largemouth 
bass were reported during the April 5-6 
period covered by this report. The lake­
by-lake rundown is as follows: 

KENTUCKY: Murky to clear, rising 
slowly, 4 feet below summer pool, 64 
degrees. 

BARKLEY : Clear, rising slowly, 31 2 

feet below summer pool, 67 degrees. 

BARREN: Clear, rising slowly, 12 feet 
below summer pool, 60 degrees. 

NOLIN: Clear, rising, 5 feet below 
summer pool, 65 degrees. 

ROUGH RIVER: Clear to murky, 
stable, 10 feet below summer pool, 62 
degrees. 

TAYLORSVILLE: Clear to murky, 
stable, 2 feet below summer pool, 62 
degrees. 

HERRINGTON: Clear, stable, 9 feet 
below summer pool, 62 degrees. 

GREEN RIVER: Clear, rising slow­
ly, 5 feet below summer pool, 60 degrees. 

CUMBERLAND: Clear, stable, 7 feet 
below summer pool, 58 degrees. 

DALE HOLLOW: Clear, stable, 4 feet 
below summer pool, 58 degrees. 

EAST: At Cave Run Lake, bass were 
being taken by flippin' jig and rind com­
binations and casting spinnerbaits on a 
slow retrieve. 

At Paintsville Lake, crappie were be­
ing caught on minnows over brush and 
stickups in 4-6 feet of water, bluegill on 
worms around shoreline brush and cat­
fish on worms at heads of coves. 

At Laurel River Lake, rainbows were 
being taken by trolling crankbaits, and 
bass were hitting jigs fished over rocky 
points in the upper lake. 

At Buckhorn Lake, crappie and while 
bass were being taken in the tailwaters 
by casting jigs and still fishing with 
minnows. 

At Grayson Lake, bass were being 
caught on crankbaits and spinnerbaits 
during the day, and by jig fishing globs 
of nightcrawlers at night. 

At Dewey Lake, crappie were being 
taken on minnows fished over stickups 
and deadfalls in inlet headwaters in 2-4 
feet of water. bass on crankbaits and 
spinnerbaits over points and brush in 
shallow coves. 

At Fishtrap Lake, crappie were being 
taken on minnows and jigs over brush 
in 8-12 feet of water and bass on 
crankbaits, spinnerbaits and jigs on 
points in 4-8 feet of water.

Spring Motor Care Tips

Gettthg where the fish are means hav­
ing a reliable motor to take you there 
and back You've made a substantial in­
vestment in an outboard motor. It 
makes good sense to protect it with a 
preventive maintenance program. Here, 
from the service experts at Outboard 
Marine Corporation, manufacturer of 
Johnson and Evinrude· outboards, 
are some important steps to follow in 
getting your motor ready for the 1986 
bassin· season. 

*Check the lubricant level in the lower 
unit Make sure it's filled to the proper 
level as specified in the owner's manual. 
If it's been leaking, the lower seals and 
gaskets may need replacing. If you 
didn't drain the geargrease and refill it 
with the manufacturer's recommended 
solution when you put il up for winter. 
do so now. 
~check the spark plugs. Make sure the 

plugs are gapped to specifications. 
Check the plug terminal connections and 
wiring and make sure they are clean. 
unfrayed and snug-fitting 

*Check the boat"s battery. According 
to David Wharton. member of the 
Johnson Outboards pro staff, many 
fishermen don't take care of their 
batteries. 

"They should always be charged up 
fully after a fishing trip, • ·Wharton sug­
gests. "lf your boat is going to sit there 
for a week, two weeks, three weeks, you 
should always charge your batteries up 
and keep them full> charged while 
they're sitting. A fully charged battery 
\\ill always keep a lot better " 

Be sure to clean the terminal posts 
and connectors of any corrosion. 
~check the fuel tank l\lake sure that 

the fuel system clamps and fittings ar~> 
tight and not leaking :\lake sure the fuel 
lines are not cracked from age or wear. 
and replace them if necessary. 

"In the South, very few people

It stands 
to reason that any paint chips or flaking 
ought to be repaired to prevent corro· 
sion. Most manufacturers offer factory­
matched colors in easy-to-use spray 
cans. Take care not to paint over the 
water intake screen or the sacrificial 
zinc anodes . 

Most professional and amateur bass

Revenue Sharing Gets 
Short Term Reprieve 

.. \\'hat would you be willing to trade 
to keep revenue sharing?" was the ques­
tion posed by lJ .S. Senator Wendell Ford 
to a group of city and county officials 
from the Big Sandy Area Development 
District, last Thursday at May Lodge. 

The group was there at the request of 
the ADD's task force on revenue shar­
ing. which is seeking ways to cope in the 
face of the almost certain cuts. 

Though no one had an answer to 
Ford's question, all had similar worries 
stemming from the cuts. and none were 
embarrassed to ask Ford and Con­
gressman Chris Perkins, also on hand, 
to do everything in their power to extend 
the revenue sharing program. 

Salyersville Mayor Calvin Prater said 
that, though his town only receives 
$40,000 yearly in revenue sharing, if 
those funds are cut ·'I lose police and fire 
protection. I can't even keep the streets 
clean." Prater added that ''if President 
Reagan came down, I'd show him where 
I use that money." 

Pike county Judge-Executive Paul 
Patton said losing revenue sharing 
would mean cutting out things such as 
his county's senior citizen program, 
animal shelter and recreational pro­
grams. "We're not dealing with luxury 
services, we're dealing with the most 
basic services a government is suppos­
ed to provide, " he said. 

Big Sandy ADD Executive Director 
Roger Recktenwald said removing any 
component of a budget would have a 
"ripple effect" throughout a unit of 
government. More importantly, he said, 
municipalities in eastern Kentucky are 
just now beginning to "pull themselves 
up." The revenue sharing cuts threaten 
that progress. he said. 

"Ten years ago, Judge Patton 
wouldn't have been able to talk about a

Estimated Tax Due Soon 
The first installment of 1986 estimated 

federal income tax payments by in­
dividuals should be made by April 15, 
1986, the Internal Revenue Service said. 
This does not apply to farmers who ex­
pect to receive at least two thirds of their 
1986 gross income from farming. 

Generally, taxpayers who will owe ad­
ditional tax of $500 or more in 1986, and 
the total amount of income tax that will 
be withheld from 1986 income will be less 
than 80% of the tax shown on the 1986 tax 
return, must file and pay estimated 
federal income tax. Estimated tax is fil­
ed on Form 1040-ES. 

Some individuals who receive Social 
Security payments or Tier 1 railroad 
retirement benefits, and have substan­
tial amounts of other income may find 
that they have to pay tax on a portion of 
their SocJal Security benefits. These in­
dividuals may also need to file and pay 
estimated tax as a result of taxation of 
the1r Social Security benefits . 

The Form 1040-ES package, contain­
mg instructions, an estimated tax 
worksheet and four payment-vouchers, 
will be sent to those taxpayers who fil­
ed estimated tax last year. Taxpayers 
who did not file estimated taxes in 1985 
must obtain Form 1040-ES from the IRS. 

The IRS has a free Publication 505, 
"Tax Withholding and Estimated Tax", 
which provides information about pay­
ing eslimated tax as well as information 
on the new law requiring tax on some 
Social Secunty and Tier 1 railroad 
retirement benefits . 

Taxpayers may order Form 1040-ES 
and Publication 505 by writing the IRS 
Forms Distribution Center, P 0. Box 
6900. Florence, Ky. 41042. The handy 
order blank in the federal tax package 
may be used to order these documents.

Most of the officials agreed they had 
spread the revenue sharing money 
around various programs, making it all 
the more difficult to decide where to 
lighten belts. 

Prestonsburg Mayor Ann Latta, ser­
ving as chairman of the ADD task force, 
said Prestonsburg uses a sizable portion 
of its revenue sharing funds to make 
payments on a fire truck. 

Both Ford and Perkins said they were 
in favor of keeping alive the program, 
begun during Richard Nixon's presiden­
cy, though neither held out much hope 
past the short-term. • 

Perkins said that "Six months ago, it 
looked like revenue sharing was a dead 
issue, but now there are a lot of con­
gressmen on both sides of the aisle for 
it " He said odds favored an extension 
of six months, maybe a year. "After 
that, it doesn't look good." 

This comes as welcome relief to city 
and county governments faced now with 
a Reagan proposal to rescind this year's 
fourth quarter payments, which would 
result in a loss of about $2.5 million in 
the five-county area. 

The hope of an extension may be trac­
ed in part to the lobbying efforts of local 
officials. Floyd county Judge-Executive 
John M. Stumbo did his part by presen­
ting a resolution signed by himself and 
the judges-executive from Pike, 
Johnson, Martin and Magoffin counties.

Gov. Pleased With 
Firefighting Effort 

Following an aerial tour of forest fires 
in eastern Kentucky, Gov. Martha 
Layne Collins today said she was confi­
dent the Commonwealth is doing 
everything possible to control the spread 
of fires in the region. 

"We now have more than 900 
firefighters from the state Division of 
Forestry and six National Guard 
helicopter crews battling fires in the 
eastern part of the state," Gov. Collins 
said, "and they're doing a tremendous 
job with little rest." 

She met with firefighters at their base 
camp in Pineville and then observed 
their efforts from a helicopter. 

Her aerial tour came one day after the 
governor, citing dry and windy condi­
tions which increase the chance for fur­
ther fires, issued a ban on travel through 
forests in 40 counties in eastern Ken­
tucky. She also placed an additionall75 
Army National Guardsmen on alert for 
possible fire-fighting duty. 

A ban on open burning was already in 
effect for the region . 

The governor noted that 100 new fires 
were being reported each day. "As 
governor, I am requesting that all Ken­
tuckians do what they can to prevent 
any further outbreaks.· ' she said. 

"These fires are a tremendous 
economic loss." she said, ·'and they scar 
our countrys1de as well." 

The governor was accompanied on the 
aenal tour by Natural Resources and 
Environmental ProtectJon Secretary 
Charlotte Baldwin and Adjutant General 
Billy Wellman. "'We a:;k for the public's 
cooperation in restricting nonessential 
travel." Wellman said. "If everyone is 
especially careful in the coming days, 
we'll bring these fires under control and 
prevent their spread.·· 

Say Emotional Ills 
May Run In Families 

Researchers at the Cniversitv of 
Arkansas for l\Iedical Sciences have 
added more evidence to the theory that 
some emotional disorders may run in 
families. 

The researchers came to that conclu­
sion in a pilot study published in the 
December. 1985, issue of the American 
Journal of Psychiatry. The study found 
that more than 70 percent of the parents. 
siblings. aunts or uncles of depressed or 
anxious children suffered trom depres­
sion or alcoholism themsel\es. 

Richard Livingston, ;\-l.D., assistant 
professor of psychiatry at the umversi­
ly. and his colleagues studied families 
of 12 children suffering from anxiety 
disorders and 11 children suffering from 
depression. All children had been 
hospitalized between July 1. 198.1, and 
July I, 1984 

A social worker and a ps~ chiatri:;t 
obtained information from about 69 
relatives of the youngsters diagnosed as 
suffering from anxiety disorders and 58 
relatives of those suffering from depres­
sion The informatiOn was reviewed by 
two other psychiatrists who determined 
whether mental illness affected the 
families. Thev found a total of 92 
diagnoses among 127 relatives: near!~' 
70 percent of the relatives received a 
diagnosis.

Dr. Halbert Retains 
M Membership In AAFP 

Dr. Allan D. Halbert, of Martin, has 
completed continuing education require­
ments to retain active membership in 
the American Academy of Family 
Physicians, the national association of 
family doctors. The Academy formerly 
was called the American Academy of 
General Practice. 

The requirements call for members to 
complete a minimum of 150 hours of ac­
credited continuing medical study every 
three years. The Academy was the first 
national medical group to require 
members to keep up with medical pro­
gress through continuing educatiOn. 
Because of their broad training, family 
physicians have the "know how" to treat 
approximately 90 percent of all human 
illnesses. 

The Academy, founded in 1947 and 
headquartered in Kansas City, Mo., was 
instrumental in the establishment of 
continuing education. Besides maintain· 
ing continuing education standards for 
its members, the Academy strives to in­
crease the number of family physicians 
available to serve the public in the 
future . 

Its continuing education program also 
prov1des a major basis of eligibility for 
Academy members seeking recertlfica 
tion in the spec1alty of family practice .

Blackburn acknowledged that the 
relatively sparse turnout at Friday's 
meeting-41 teachers signed the register 
out of 400 teachers in the system­
suggests that many of his colleagues 
may need educating in the advantages 
of collective action.

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In view of a state regulation under 
which all teachers are presumed to be 
reemployed for the coming school year 
unless they receive written notice by 
April30 that they may not be hired, let­
ters to that effect will be sent out to the 
school district's 65 first-year teachers , 
with the usual exception of math, 
science and special education teachers, 
who are in such demand that there is 
usually no question of letting them go. 

While there are a total of 139 non­
tenured teachers in the district-that is , 
teachers who have been on the job here 
for fewer than four years-most of them 
will not get letters, Brackett later ex­
plaining that "we' re dealing here with 
the morale of people." However, the 
superintendent sought, and was given, 
authority to inform individual teachers, 
including some who would be up for 
tenure this year, that they might be let 
go. "There are some who, if they get a 
poor final evaluation, we may not want 
to reemploy," Brackett said.

Ron Hager told the board. Garrett Prin­
cipal Ralph O'Quinn seeks $5000 to set 
up a computer program ; Franklin 
Honeycutt, Prestonsburg Elementary 
School teacher and a Paintsville radio 
announcer. has applied for $12,500 to 
establish an in-school radio station as a 
vehicle for teaching communication 
skills ; Wheelwright High School jour­
nalism teacher Carol Stumbo seeks 
$5000 to set up an oral history project;

Lost Days Miff 
Parent, Prompt 
Board Petition 

Because of days out of session, his six­
year-old kindergartener will have been 
in school only one day a week for the 
past four weeks, an exasperated parent 
told members of the Floyd Board of 
Education last Wednesday. 

The Rev. Tim Jessen referred to days 
off on the last three Fridays and the two 
days-Thursday and Friday-that 
school will be out this week. For 
kindergarten students, who meet only 
two or three days a week in any case, the 
interruptions are especially unfortunate, 
he said. 

Moreover, the erratic close of the 
school year makes summer planning 
difficult ior famiHos, said Jessen, who 
asked if the school year could not have 
a uniform and predictable closing date. 

Noting that the state legislature had 
recently rejected a proposal to further 
specify opening and closing dates for the 
schools , Superintendent Ray Brackett 
said later that " it would be okay if you 
could control all the elements." Failing 
that, early starts and late endings are 
the only way Floyd schools can meet the 
statutory requirement of 175 days of in­
struction. he said. 

The scope of the problem was il­
lustrated by a board decision Wednes­
day to petition the state Department of 
Education to ' 'forgive" 14 Floyd schools 
for days missed this year, in order to 
allow a ll schools to close on the same 
date. As it is, closing date ranges from 
June 10 in some schools to as late as 
June 24 at Garrett. 

Schools that have missed days for 
reasons other than bad weather include 
Garrett Elementary, shut down for nine 
days in August on account of structural 
damage ; Allen Central High School, 
down five days for lack of water ; 
Maytown Elementary, closed four days 
for Jack of water; Prestonsburg and Bet­
sy Layne High schools and Allen, Aux­
ier, Bonanza , Clark, Betsy Layne, 
Harold and Prater grade schools, clos­
ed two days on account of contaminated 
water; Wheelwright High School, clos­
ed two days for lack of water1 and 
Wayland Elementary, down one day for 
the same reason. 

The days missed will have to be made 
up unless they are forgiven. The 18 snow 
days missed by all schools this year will 
necessarily be made up, since "calamity 
days" are considered only after at least 
20 days have been missed on account of 
bad weather. 

In regard to days missed in recent 
weeks, Brackett said that three of them 
were set aside by statute for meetings 
of teachers' professional associations­
last Friday for the Floyd County Educa­
tion Association and Thursday and Fri­
day of this week for the Kentucky 
Education Association-and that the 
other two days coincided with the boys ' 
and girls' state basketball tournament.. 
(An FCEA spokesman said later tha t, 
while the KEA days are inserted in the 
calendar by statute, that is not true of 
local associations, most of which meet 
on evenings or weekends >. 

In another citizen complaint to the 
Board of Education this week, Peggy L. 
Tackett sa id her eight-year-old daughter 
and several other children at McDowell 
grade school had been approached and 
grabbed by a man while they were on 
their way to board the afternoon school 
bus. She.asked that a security guard be 
hired for the children's protection.

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Roberts Faces 
Felony Counts 
In Pike Court 

Former Floyd magistrate Kenneth 
Roberts went on trial in Pike Circuit 
Court yesterday (Tuesday J. the pro­
secutor charging he used county 
employees and materials to do work on 
his own home and other personal pro­
jects. used a county credit card to help 
finance a hunti~ trip. and was in 
possession of a check on which the 
original payee's signature was forged . 

According to the eight felony charges 
outlined by Assistant Attorney-General 
Barbara Whaley. Roberts used a coun­
ty work crew between 1977 and 1979 to 
dig the footer on a house he was having 
built for himself on Stonecoal Creek 
and to remodel a former hardware 
store and a barn he owned in Hueys­
ville. 

In 1982. the former magistrate. who 
lost a bid for re-€lection last May. ob­
tained and endorsed with his own name 
a county check made out to Max Horn 
on which Horn's signature was forged, 
the prosecutor alleged. In the same 
year, he used a county credit card to run 
up about $500 in restaurant and gasoline 
bills while on a hunting trip to Wyoming, 
she said. 

In cross-examining prosecution 
witnesses who testified yesterday. in­
cluding state Det. James Henderson 
and former county road worker 
Chester Neeley. of Hueysville. 
Roberts' attorney. Phillip Damron. 
suggested that Neeley was cooperating 
with state police in order to win lenien­
cy for his son, Cisco, an inmate in the 
state reformatory. and that he was not 
in fact an employee of the county but of 
a federal program at the time he was 
said to have done private work for 
Roberts. 

Damron also noted that Neeley last 
fall repudiated a statement he gave 
several years ago to state police in­
vestigators. claiming he had been 
coerced into making the earlier state­
ment. which implicated Roberts. 

Henderson and Neeley both denied 
that Neeley's testimony against 
Roberts had been solicited in exchange 
for parole for Cisco Neeley. " I do not 
have that authority and I would not ex­
ercise it if I had it." the state detective 
said. But Henderson admitted that. 
long after he had taken the elder 
Neeley's statement. he had persuaded 
a state trooper n8t to press certain 
misdemeanor charges still pending 
against Neeley's son. The charges 
were subsequently dropped. 

The reason, Henderson said. was 
that dismissal of the misdemeanors 
would permit Cisco Neeley to be 
transferred to a prison farm. The 
senior Neeley had expressed fears for 
his son's safety if. as a result of the 
father's testimony. Roberts ended up 
with Cisco Neeley in the state refor­
matory near LaGrange. the detective 
explained. 

Chester Neeley conceded that he had 
signed an affidavit last fall detailing 
problems members of his family had 
had with state police and alleging that 
an earlier statement he had given to 
state investigators had been coerced 
by threats and promises relating to his 
jailed son. But he signed the affidavit 
only because an ally of Roberts paid 
him $1500 and arranged to have his 
road graded. Neeley said. 

Luther Vanderpool showed up at his 
house with a prepared statement, a 
grader and bundles of five-dollar bills 
secured with rubber bands, Neeley said. 
He received the money and had his 
road repaired in return for his signing 
the affidavit. which he never read. he 
said. 

In testimony yesterday. Neeley 
repeated wha t he had first told 
police-namely. that he and Dolvin 
Ratliff. another county worker. dug the 
footer for the house Roberts was 
building to replace one that had burned 
down ; that. off and on over a period of 
several months. he and up to half a 
dozen other county workers had 
renovated for Roberts a tormer hard­
ware store and a barn. which had also 
burned: and that lumber for the work 
was routinely picked up from a county 
storage depot in the old Bosco 
schoolhouse. 

Three rooms were built in the former 
hardware store for Roberts to play 
poker in. Neeley said. 

Testimony in the case. which was 
moved to Pike county at the request of 
the prosecution and is being presided 
over by Pike Circuit Judge Will T 
Scott. is scheduled to resume at 9 a .m. 
today CWednesday l 
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that he was surprised when Latta pur­
sued annexation.

Birth Certificate 
Important To Have 

While ordering a birth certificate by 
mail in Kentucky takes about half the 
time it used to, folks shouldn't delay re­
questing certificates for summer ac­
tivities and fall school registration. 

Omar Greeman, register of vital 
statistics in the Department for Health 
Services, advises that now is the time to 
order birth certificates if you need to 
prove your age for some activity this 
summer or early fall. 

Among activities that require birth 
certificates are getting a passport for in­
ternational travel, signing up for some 
athletic leagues and participating in Lit­
tle League tournaments <opposing 
teams can challenge the age and 
eligibility of any tournament player), 
and preregistering for kindergarten and 
first-grade. 

Every day the state Vital Statistics of­
fice receives about 850 requests for 
copies of birth certificates : this number 
usually increases during the spring and 
summer. A new computer system has 
quickened the response time. 

"Right now it's taking us about 10 
days to process requests," said 
Greeman. "With time for mailing, it'll 
take about two weeks for someone to 
receive a copy of a certificate. Before 
the new computer system, it could take 
four weeks or longer." 

But even a short delay is frustrating 
to a 16-year-old applying for a driving 
permit. "A certified copy of the person's 
birth certificate is required for a driv­
ing permit," he said. "It's tough when 
a teenager has to wait for the mail from 
Frankfort before the permit can be 
issued." 

Greeman advises everyone to get a 
certified copy of his or her birth cer­
tificate. Other activities that require a 
certificate are retiring, getting a Social 
Security card, obtaining certain kinds of 
employment and enrolling in some pen­
sion plans. 

"Sooner or later you'll need a birth 
certificate," Greeman said, "so it isn't 
a bad idea to have one on hand." 

Birth certificates cost $5 each. To get 
a certified copy of a birth certificate 
registered in Kentucky, complete and 
mail an order form <available at health 
departments) or write to the Vital 
Statistics Office, Cabinet for Human 
Resources, 275 E . Main St.. Frankfort. 
Ky. 40621-()()()1. Include a check or money 
order for each copy ordered and s upply 
the following information : full name as 
it would appear on the certificate. 
mother's maiden name. date of birth 
and county of birth. 

Specify whether you want a certified 
photocopy or a wallet-size plastic card. 
Both are valid proof of age, but the 
photocopy supplies more information. 

Copies can be ordered by telephone 
and charged to the caller's Visa or 
MasterCard account. Telephone orders 
cost an extra $5. To order by telephone. 
call !502) 564-4212. 

Copies can be ordered in person at the 
Vital Statistics office. The wait is us ually 
about one hour.

At present, only nine states are 
without minimum wage provisions. Of 
the remaining 41 states with a minimum 
wage, only eight have lower wage stan­
dards than Kentucky while 33 have 
higher ones. 

"This legislation will produce positive 
economic results for all Kentuckians, 
raising the standard of living for the 
working poor and lowering the tax­
payers' burden for public welfare pro­
grams," said Wells. "Since every new 
dollar is expected to roll over at least 
two and a half times and be subject to 
taxation each time, state and local 
governments and the people they serve 
will benefit, as well as the very in­
dustries that face increased costs."

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April Health Tips: 

Patients Can Guard Themselves 
Against Unnecessary Radiation 

Radiology 's importance in diagnosing. 
treating and preventing health problems 
is quite evident. Not so obvious are the 
accompanying (and reducible l risks of 
overexposure. 

Radiation can klll or change cells. 
While cells can repair themselves, some 
serious consequences of mutated 
t changed) ce!Js are cancer. sterility and 
birth defects. 

Modern radiographic technology has 
improved the x-ray process to reduce 
patient and technologist exposure to un­
necessary radiation . Photo-timing 
equipment reduces the amount of ex­
posure and number of exposures by 
automatically stopping exposure when 
enough radiation has passed through the 
body to produce a readable x-ray. 
Automatic collimators confine the field 
of radiation to the size of the x-ray. 
thereby protecting the technologist and 
the other body parts of the patient from 
radiation scatter . 

Despite these technological advances, 
some key types of radiation protection 
depend somewhat on the patient. 

One way to protect yourself and your 
children from unnecessary radiation ex­
posure is by requesting shields. These 
shields protect persons' reproductive 
systems and prevent sterility and birth 
defects . 

Most radiology departments post 
signs warning females who are preg­
nant, or who suspect they are pregnant, 
to inform the technologist so their un­
born children can be shielded . <First 
trimes ter fetuses are extremely 
vulnerable to radiation.) But any per­
son, male or female- who hopes to 
someday conceive a child, should re­
quest a shield for his or her reproductive 
organs when being x-rayed. 

A second form of patient-controlled 
protection is to keep a record. written or 
mental, of all your radiographic pro­
cedures . Discuss this record with your 
doctor before submitting yourself to ad­
ditional X rays. This will prevent un­
necessary repetition of radiographic ex-

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Brown Motel Wins Breather 
As Zoning Change Is Denied 

PUBLIC ANNOUNCEMENT 
The State Board of Education has scheduled a public hearing on a propos 

ed revision to the school facilities plan for !<'loyd County School District. The 
hearing is open to the public and will convene at 6:00p.m , EST, Thursday . 
April17, 1986, at the Prestonsburg Elementary School Auditorium in Pres­
tonsburg, Kentucky. 

Brown's Motor Court got somewhat of 
a lease on life Monday night, as the 
Prestonsburg Planning and Zoning 
Commission voted unanimously to 
recommend the city council deny a zon­
ing change which would result in the 
motel being torn down and replaced by 
a two-story office building. 

The old building on N. Arnold Avenue 
was purchased recently by Branham 
and Baker Coal Company, who re­
quested a zone change from residential 
to light commercial, so they could erect 
the new building . 

According to Frank Fitzpatrick, com­
mission chairman, the change would be 
for that lot only, not affecting other pro­
perty on Arnold Avenue. He said that, 
though Brown's was a commercial 
enterprise, it had been "grandfathered" 
in when the neighborhood was zoned 
R-3. For another business to go in, a 
change to C-2 would be necessary. 

At a public hearing held about a month 
ago, Branham and Baker represen­
tatives, along with 20-30 Arnold Ave. 
residents, made their feelings concern­
ing the change known to the commis­
sion. Monday's meeting was primarily 
for the commission to decide what its 
recommendation would be. However, 
one Arnold Ave. resident showed up to 
express his opposition to commercial 
zoning. 

Harry Burke said he hadn't gone to the 
first meeting, but admitted he had heard 
many of his neighbors had not opposed 
the change. If that were true, he said, 

1040/1040A Filers 
Can Get Exlension 

Taxpayers who file f;'ol'ltl 1040 or 
1040A can request an automatic four­
month extension of time to file their 
federal income tax returns, according to 
the Internal Revenue Service. The IRS 
stresses that the extension to file tax 
returns is not an extension of time to 
pay. 

To obtain the four-month extension 
beyond April 15, 1986, taxpayers must 
complete Form 4868, "Application for 
Automatic Extension of Time to File 
U.S. Individual Income Tax Return", 
and forward it to the service center pro­
cessing returns for their area. Kentucky 
residents file federal tax returns at the 
Cincinnati Service Center, Cincinnati, 
Ohio 45999. Form 4868 must be filed on 
or before April 15, 1986. 

On Form 4868, taxpayers should make 
a tentative estimate of the year's taxes 
and submit any balance due with the 
form. If the unpaid tax is more than 10 
percent of the total tax, a penalty is 
assessed for late payment unless the 
taxpayer can show reasonable cause for 
not paying the tax when due. The penal­
ty is one-half of one percent per month 
on the unpaid balance, up to a maximum 
of 25 percent. Interest is also assessed 
on any unpaid balance. 

Taxpayers who wish to take an In­
dividual Retirement Arrangement· 
<IRA) deduction for 1985 must make 
their IRS contributions by April15, 1986, 
whether or not they have been granted 
an extension to file, the IRS said. 

Taxpayers filing Form 1040EZ, or 
those requesting the IRS to compute 
their tax, are not eligible for an 
automatic extension. 

Anyone who has specific questions 
regarding estimated federal tax 
payments may call the IRS toll free at 
1-800-424-1040.

··they ought lo have their heads 
examined." 

Randall Burchett, an architect who is 
also a member of the planning and zon­
ing commission, attended but did not 
take part in Monday's meeting. He dis­
qualified himself because his firm is 
designing the proposed office building, 
creating a conflict of interest. 

Burchett said that, at the public hear­
ing, the residents were at first somewhat 
opposed to the change but, after hear­
ing Branham and Baker's case and see­
ing the building's design plans, most had 
changed their minds. 

To the question of what changes the 
neighborhood might expect with con­
struction of the office building, Burchett 
said increased traffic flow seemed to be 
one of the biggest. 

In making the recommendation to 
disallow the zoning change, Fitzpatrick 
stressed the commission had weighed 
both sides of the issue. 

"We've tried to be very thorough in 
making the decision we've reached this 
evening," he said, pointing out that the 
panel had already had about a month to 
examine the question. Fitzpatrick said 
the decision was based on five reasons: 
the change would be spot-zoning; it 
would constitute a non-conforming 
usage; it would be a detriment to the 
residential neighborhood; it would con­
flict with the commission's recently 
developed comprehensive plan; and it 
would set 'a "dangerous precedent." 

City council members Margie 
Osborne and Bill Callihan attended the 
meeting, as did City Administrator 
David Evans and Mayor Ann Latta. The 
council is expected to decide the matter 
at its next meeting, Monday night.

One dollar per sale of each game will 
be donated to the Adam Walsh Child 
Resource Center, a non-profit organiza­
tion founded by John and Reve Walsh, 
dedicated to making America safer for 
children. The Adam Walsh Center is a 
primary source of information for 
parents who want to know how to better 
protect their own children and how to 
help bring about positive changes for all 
children. 

Coach Howard Schnellenberger, of Louisville, and Robert Herrick, of Pres­
tonsburg, attended the American Cancer Society's state Crusade Kick-Off in 
Louisville recently. 

The object of the game is to travel 
around the board answering questions 
correctly to earn the letters that spell 
"Child Awareness." Questions involve 
hypothetical situations to which the child 
must-- provide the "correct" <safe) 
course of action. 

"We feel a strong commitment to the 
communities we serve," said Samuel G. 
Leftwich, vice chairman of K mart Cor­
poration. "We hope to create enough 
awareness so that parents will take the 
game home and play it with their 
children to teach them good personal 
safety habits," he explained. 

Last May, K mart launched its own 
"Lost Child" program which involved 
carrying the photographs of missing 
children.in more than 20.5 million photo 
processing bags.

"The Child Awareness Game, " is 
designed to accommodate four to six 
players ages 4-12. "The 301 possible 
questions place children in a variety of 
potentially dangerous situations that re­
quire quick thinking," said Walsh. 
"Children are supposed to learn a pat­
tern of behavior thorugh repetition. The 
questions were developed from child 
safety information already available to 
the public," he added.

Winter Aid Donations Up

Sid Neal, a lobbyist for the oil in­
dustry, later acknowledged that he had 
asked House leaders not to call up the 
bill, according to the citizens' group. 

"There are hundreds of landowners 
all over Kentucky affected by oil drill­
ing who would have benefitted from this 
legislation," Adams said. " But because 
a lobbyist from the oil industry ex­
presses a wish, our legislators fall in line 
to comply.," 

Adams had previously testified before 
a House committee on behalf of the 
KFTC in support of HB 809.

In celebration of National Library Week, the Kentucky Department 
for Libraries and Archives has released a commemorative publica­
tion on the history of the state's bookmobile program. 

"Kentucky Bookmobiles: A Century in the Making," traces 
developments in the growth of the program which began as a local 
women's club traveling book project in 1887. The project was expand­
ed and supported by the Kentucky Federation of Women's Clubs un­
til1910, when the Federation persuaded the General Assembly to form 
a Kentucky Library Commission. Since that time, Kentucky's travel­
ing library has grown to become the largest bookmobile fleet in the 
nation, providing extended library services with 110 bookmobiles in 
rural areas across the state. 

' 'Today, as in the past, the bookmobile continues to be a link to the 
outside world for many rural Kentuckians," stated James A. Nelson, 
Commissioner of the Department for Libraries and Archives. Accord­
ing to state statistics, the average bookmobile travels 5,500 miles per 
year. Statewide, Kentucky's bookmobiles circulate more than three 
million library materials annually, a figure representing 20 percent 
of all materials circulated by the Commonwealth's public libraries 
each year. 

The tabloid publication features photographs depicting various 
events in the history of the bookmobile program, including the two 
photos reproduced here. A copy of ''Kentucky Bookmobiles: A Cen­
tury in the Making" is available for reference purposes in all public 
libraries.

They May Be Young 
But They're Still Wild 

Each spring, the Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources receives 
numerous requests to take over the care 
of young animals which people have 
taken from the wild in the mistaken 
belief that they were abandoned. Once 
the animals start growing they are no 
longer cute and cuddly and seem to sud­
denly become wild animals which their 
keepers can no longer handle. 

At this time these " good samaritans" 
find they not only possess an un­
manageable wild creature, but that they 
are in possible violation of the law for 
keeping wildlife without a permit. 

... AND THAT'S NOT ALL; NO MEMBERSHIP FEE! 

A worse problem is finding out too late 
the reason the "orphan" didn't scamper 
off when first approached is because it 
has rabies or some other disease. This 
is more common than most people 
realize, and too often they find out the 
hard way. 

In truth, most of the "orphaned" 
animals found in the spring woods are 
not orphans at all. Their parents have 
gone off in search of food, or are hiding 
nearby until the human intruders leave. 
So if you find a young animal in the 
woods, do it and yourself, a favor and 
leave it alone, and a void any wild animal 
that does not show a normal fear of 
hurpans or which is acting sick or 
unusual.

Entering.the Okefenokee -
'The Realm of the Alligator' 
By Peter Meade 

Preppies, take note: 
Your beloved shirt symbol, 
the alligator, is a lot less 
pleasant in its true domain 
than it is on the front of 
your lzod shirt. 

The unique Okefenokee 
Swamp, on the border of 
Florida and Georgia, Is 
center stage for "The 
Realm of the Alligator," 
this season's fourth and fi­
nal new National Geo­
graphic special, which will 
air Wednesday, April 16, 
on PBS. The 700-square­
mile swamp is no day at 
the beach. Yet this dank, 
dark watery wasteland, 
where islands of floating 
peat sail ominously about, 
is what the preppy mascot 
calls home. 

It is in this unsure and 
uncertain backdrop that 
biOlogist/filmmaker John 
Paling and alligator expert 
Kent Vliet filmed the hour-'" 
long program, which '•is 
narrated bv Pernell Rob­
erts ("Trapper John, 
M.D."). 

While aHigators are 
shown at their treacherous 
best - ruthlessly jawing 

their prey and trashing 
them to death with their 
powerful jaws - a gentler 
side also comes to light. 
The animals are loving 
parents, Vliet says, as is 
obvious during a scene 
showing an alligator gently 
caressing its young. 

The steely-eyed alligator 
is definitely the star of this 
beautifully filmed special, 
but it is by no means the 
only inhabitant of the fas­
cinating Okefenokee 
swamp. 

Not all of the swamp's 
dangers lurk in the water. 
Two particularly memora­
ble scenes depict carnivo­
rous plants gobbling their 
helpless insect lunches 
and a woodpecker using a 
little-known chemical de­
fense to ward off a corn 
snake which attempts to 
assault its nest. 

The alligators are filmed 
at startling close range, 
and Vliet, who has spent 
the past six years studying 
these creatures, has even 
learned to swim alongside 
his subjects. This is a feat 
that even a Mark Spitz 
wouldn't attempt, but Vliet 
claims ~ alligator at­
tacks on humans are ''ex­
tremely rare." 

"Alligators are really 
quite different from what 
most people think," Vliet 
says. 

For those viewers who 
have never given much 
thought .to alligators, ex­
cept as fodder for hand­
bags or shoes, "The 
Realm of the Alligator" 
leaves plenty of food for 
thought.

The great American dream 
is to own a nice house in the 
suburbs, raise 2.4 children 
and live long enough to tear 
up the mortgage. 

Of course, that home may 
not turn out to be the place of 
quiet domesticity that its own­
ers hoped for . It can turn into 
a second master. Mowing the 
lawn, fixing the toilet and 
painting that white picket 
fence can become a never­
ending list of weekend chores 
- or a never-ending series of 
bills from those who really 
know how to do such things. 

But Tom Hanks and Shelley 
Long are not exactly your ba­
sic suburtrt~n couple. He's a 
tax consultant for several 
rock groups. She's a violinist 
with the symphony orchestra 
and the ex-wife of the orches­
tra's brilliant but egotistical 
director (Alexander Godu­
nov). Although unmarried. 
they decide to buy a mansion 
being sold at a bargain price 
by a woman whose husband is 
bemg deported because the 
authonties found out he used 
to be Hitler's pool man. 

Does this sound a bit far­
fetched? It fetches even far­
ther . Everyone is a cancature 
- a cartoon ex agger at1on 
only vaguely representational 
of real life. So too are the 
events that transpire. Upon 

first viewing, the house ap­
pears to be 1n order, yet the 
moment after the mortgage is 
signed the house self-de­
structs in a manner similar to 
that of "Poltergeist." 

The front door collapses 
when Hanks and Miss Long 
walk in, the stairs tumble like' 
dominoes under the gentlest 
of footsteps, and the plumb­
ing spews forth an unholy 
slime. Not to be outdone, the 
electncal system turns into a 
July 4 fireworks di5play. 

The sight gags are per­
formed w1th supreme techni­
cal artistry, but they don't al­
ways result in the laugh nots 
they are meant to induce. The 
Three Stooges managed to 
get a lot more mileage out of 
destroying a domicile. 

Hanks and Miss Long are 
both likeable, and Hanks does 
very well with the physically 
Involved role, but director 
Richard Benjamm and 
screenwriter David Gilker 
walk an uneasy line between 
tender love story and all-out 
farce. 

Laurel and Hardy were far 
more adept at slapstick, and 
to parapnrase the t1tle of a 
1948 Cary Grant film, Mr 
Blandmgs built a better 
dreamhouse.

Of course, Lindsey 
doesn't consider Goober a 
dimwit. "Goober wasn't 
book-bright," he says, 
"but he had a Ph.D in com­
mon sense. And he proba­
bly had the biggest heart 
in town." 

What will Goober be do­
ing in the movie? "Well, 
the same thing he did 
when I did the series," 
Lindsey immediately re­
sponds. "Nothing." 

That answer speaks vol­
umes. Nothing terribly ex­
citing ever happened in 
Mayberry, yet "The Andy 
Griffith Show" was one of 
the most popular tel~vi­
sion shows ever produced, 
and lindsey doesn't have 
any trouble explaining 
why. 

"It all starts with the 
writing," he says. "Our 
scripts were marvelous, 
and you have to give Grif­
fith a lot of credit, because 
he's one of the best script 
constructionists in the 
business. You brought 
your acting up to his level, 
which was awful high. And 
we liked the characters. 

''I cannot wait till this 
thing comes on," he adds. 
"I'm just as excited as I 
can be about it. I think I 
was ready two days early 
before we were supposed 
to go. My wife said, 'My 
God, what's the matter 
with you? You're acting 
like you're going to school 
the first time."' 

Lindsey has been a reg­
ular on the popular syndi­
cated show "Hee Haw" 
ever since the abrupt can­
cellation of "Mayberry 
R.F.D." in 1971, but he 
would love to return to a 
network series.

"Of course, we were all 
excited about working 
with Ronnie (Ron Howard) 
after all his success," he 
adds. Lindsey makes no 
claim, however, that he 
spotted an emergin~ di­
rector way back then. 

"I don't think anyone in

great director,"' says 
Lindsey. "None of us 
knew. If I had known that, 
Goober would have been 
Opie's best friend."

Will Help Teachers 
Aid Troubled Teens 

Special training programs to help 
educators and others detect troubled 
youths will be offered in five Kentucky 
areas with high rates of teen-age 
suicides in recent years, Superintendent 
of Public Instruction Alice McDonald 
announced. 

One of the training sessions will be at 
May Lodge on April 4. 

The Department of Educatrion and 
the Division of Mental Health in the 
Cabinet for Human Resources will co­
sponsor the training sessions on 
"Responding to Troubled Youth" to 
prepare regional training teams, she 
said. 

The regional teams will then be 
available upon request to offer training 
for school faculties, parents and com­
munity groups. The training teams will 
include mental health professionals and 
school personnel from each school 
district in the region. 

"The Kentucky Department of Educa­
tion recognizes that when a child is 
troubled-for whatever reason-that 
child is less able to learn," McDonalct 
said. 

"This training will give teachers the 
information they need to detect prob­
lems in students and identify resources 
that are available to help them." 

Participants will include school 
counselors, teachers or administrators 
and mental health professionals from 
the various regions. 

The regions were selected for training 
on the basis of reported data during the 
past five years on attempted and com­
pleted suicides, McDonald said. 

The training for regional trainers will 
be conducted by Jim Batts and Dianne 
Caines of the Department of Education's 
Division of Student Services and Vicki 
Hayes of the Division of Mental Health.

It was about 1927 that my husband 
answered a knock on our door one after­
noon to admit and introduce a childhood 
friend of his who soon became one of the 
best known, most influential, and most 
admired men in this area. His name was 
Norman Allen. He was starting with his 
own paper that was later chosen the 
most outstanding county paper in the 
state. On the day of his visit Mr. Allen 
invited me to write for it.

I'm glad now to have told him he 
was the dean of Eastern Kentucky cor­
respondents, in my estimation, for we 
are inclined to wait until it's too late to 
express appreciation. I meant he was 
chief or head of contemporary jour­
nalists, but he smiled and said, "Only 
from the standpoint of age. " Modesty 
was one of his many virtues. 

Through succeeding years, the Times 
won many friends. Among its unique 
features was its editor's beloved column, 
THIS TOWN THAT WORLD. Though 
not syndicated, it had staying power, 
and is engraved on the hearts of 
numerous readers. The clever wit, 
variety of keen observations, and 
memoirs of its writer provided topics 
that few could choose enough ap­
propriate adjectives to describe it ade­
quately. Like Mr. Allen's editorials the 
column displayed a depth of thought and 
a vocabulary worthy of a Ph.D. in his 
sincere down-to-earth way that held 
wide appeal. There was nothing phony 
about its originator. 

The column came from a bottomless 
reservoir of ancient and current lore, 
cherished memories of yesteryear, plus 
intermittent jok~s and comments from 
some modern sage. Its author, an avid 
reader with a quick and brilliant in­
tellect, was a walking dictionary. His 
column was a treat to old folks who­
like its creator-eould adapt and accept 
parts of the new mores while retaining 
much of the old way of life that is essen­
tial, praiseworthy and good, but now 
almost alien to millions in current hec­
tic lifestyles. It was informative and en­
joyable, bringing laughter and tears to 
heart and soul. The down-to-earth quali­
ty that characterized its columnist por­
trayed his love of country, Eastern Ken­
tucky, home, family, friends, nature, 
etc. 

Someone remarked that if Mr. Allen 
had a shortcoming as a writer it was an 
occasional tendency to be soft on con­
tr9versial issues. The IF is gigantic in 
size, for the truth is he hit the major 
disputations head on, and never missed 
a target. A good example was the 
editorial he wrote urging Governor Col­
lins not to continue toll collections on the 
Mountain Parkway. He won! It was a 
typical sample of his coming to the 
defense of this section he loved so 
dearly. 

Quite often time did not permit his 
writing on some subjects. Emergencies 
occur frequently in all news offices, con­
suming time, thought, attention, making 
some seasonable editorial impossible, 
for lack of space. Another cause of Mr. 
Allen's inimitable style was that he was 
innately kind and genteel. This was 
more apparent after he became a Chris­
tian several decades ago, falling in love 
with the Lord's work, faithfully serving 
not only as deacon in his church-Irene 
Cole or First Baptist of Prestons­
burg-but teaching the Men's Bible 
Class a long while. At the funeral home 
last week one who came under his 
tutelage commented on his marked 
ability as a Bible instructor. In addition, 
he served on the Executive Board of the 
WESTERN RECORDER, the voice of 
Kentucky Baptists, for one or more 
terms, a distinct honor. Friends recall 
his prompt generosity to worthy causes, 
usually unsolicited, his thoughtfulness in 
not charging churches for publicity 
space for long, long years until the con­
tinuing influx of new churches 
necessitated same. The paper carried 
his unmistakable stamp, with a homey 
quality that we of our beloved pictures­
que hills appreciate. 

Throughout life Mr. Allen remained 
deeply interested in education and pro­
gress. He had great faith in the future 
of our section, stood ready any time to 
lend a helping hand gladly, always do­
ing everything in his power to inspire 
would-be or budding writers . To say he 
will be missed so keenly that it's doubt­
ful anyone can ever completely fill his 
shoes may prove to be the understate­
ment of the year.

A worker will receive an increase in 
Social Security benefits of 3 percent for 
each year-or one-fourth percent for 
each month-from 65 to 70 that he or she 
does not get benefits because of work. 

Starting for workers who reach 65 in 
1990. the delayed retirement credit will 
be increased gradually until it reaches 
8 percent. In addition the person who 
works beyond age 65 may have their 
benefit recomputed to include their ad­
ditional earnings.

Jobless Rate Up 
Unemployment rates in 113 Kentucky 

counties were higher in January than in 
December, while in seven counties rates 
declined, according to figures released 
today by the Cabinet for Human 
Resources. 

Ninety-eight counties reported rates of 
lO percent or above, compared to 77 in 
December and 987 in January 1985. 

In 58 counties jobless rates were 
higher in January than they were a year 
ago, while in another 58 they were lower 
and in four they were the same as in 
January 1985. 

The county unemployment figures 
reflected the statewide increase from a 
revised 9.5 percent in December .to a 
preliminary 11.6 percent ih January. Na­
tionally unemployment stood at 6.7 per­
cent for the third month in a row. The 
comparable state and national rates are 
not seasonally adjusted. 

State labor market analyst Ed 
Blackwell said many job losses in the 
state were temporary and seasonal. 
"We saw a reduction in trade jobs 
following the holiday shopping season 
and a temporary shutdown at 
automobile manufacturing plants. And 
we had normal weather-related declines 
in agricultural and construction jobs," 
he said. 

In the Big Sandy district the jobless 
rate rose from a revised 13.0 percent in 
December to a preliminary 16.5 percent 

. in January. All five counties reported 
rates above 10 percent, ranging from 
15.2 percent in Pike county to 24.7 per­
cent in Johnson county. The rate in 
Floyd county was 15.5 percent.

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Some Households Will Get Sneak Preview 
Of Questions To Be Asked in 1990 Census

America- including some in this area­
will get a "sneak preview" this week of 
the questions the Commerce Depart­
ment's Census Bureau is thinking about 
asking in the 1990 Census of Population 
and Housing. 

The households, picked to represent a 
scientific sample of the entire popula­
tion, will receive their preview census 
questionnaires through the mail at the 
end of March, just as most households 
will in 1990. 

Eight different questionnaires will be 
used in what the Census Bureau calls its 
National Content Survey. Recipients of 
the 1986 questionnaires are asked to 
answer all questions and mail the com­
pleted forms back to the Census Bureau 
in postage-paid envelopes on April! or 
as soon thereafter as possible. 

Most questions are similar to the ones 
asked in previous censuses: age, race, 
sex, martial status, income, education, 
type of housing unit, type of heating fuel 
used, value of the home or average 
monthly rent paid, and so on. These 
basic questions also will be asked in 1990. 

But some questions are new and, if 
survey results warrant, could be 
reported to members of Congress in 1987 
and 1988 for inclusion on the 1990 census 
questionnaire. The new topics include: 

•More detailed questions for persons 
who are disabled or who have health 
problems that limit their ability to work 
and perform other activities. Types of 
health impairments, such as heart 
disease, blindness, or absence of limbs, 
also are being asked. 

•The addition of "solar" to the possi­
ble answers to a question about types of 
fuel used to heat a home. 

•A question on the number of smoke 
detectors in a home. 

•More detailed questions about educa­
tion such as highest college degree 
received and in what field ; and whether 
vocational training has been received 
and in what field . 

•Whether a person receives pension 
income and what type and amount. 

•The number and type of motor 
vehicles used by members of a house­
hold and the total annual mileage 
driven. 

•Queries about any second jobs held 
by members of the households. 

Most new questions appear only on the 
long form, which contains about 65 ques­
tions, while the short form contains on­
ly 20 questions. (The long form includes 
the same basic questions asked on the 
short form.) 

Many of the new questions were sug­
gested to the Census Bureau during 65 
local public meetings conducted across 
the nation during 1984-85. At least one 
public meeting was held in each state 
and more than 5,000 persons par­
ticipated. They represented a wide 
variety of census information users in 
state and local governments, communi­
ty organizations, nonprofit groups, and 
businesses of every sort. 

In addition, a federal government in­
teragency committee submits ideas for 
questions based on their program and 
legislative needs. Nearly every question 
asked by the Census Bureau serves an 
information need identified by Congress. 

"This survey is a key activity in 
preparing for the 1990 census," said 
John G. Keane, director of the Census 
Bureau, in a message to households 
receiving the 1986 test questionnaires. 
"To ... do our job well, we need your help 
in determining what to ask in the 1990 
census ... 

' 'The census is more than just a count 
of the population,' Keane continued. "It 
is a chance for us to take stock of 
ourselves as a people and successfully 
meet future local and national 
challenges. The 1990 census will be your 
personal and national bridge to the 21st 
century." 

The federal census law (Title 13 of the 
U.S. Code) requires those receiving the 
content survey questionnaire to answer 
the questions. Those who fail to mail 
back the census forms will receive a se­
cond questionnaire and, if necessary, 
will be contacted in person later by cen­
sus takers who will conduct interviews 
to complete the questionnaires. 

Individual's answers to census ques­
tions are confidential by law. Only 
statistical totals, combined from 
answers of all respondents, are used. 
Census Bureau employees, who will 
analyze the results of the 1986 National 
Content Test, are sworn to keep personal 
information secret or face fines or im­
prisonment for any violation. The Cen­
sus Bureau has a long tradition of main­
taining the confidentiality of personal in­
formation given to it by the American 
people. 

The primary purpose of the decennial 
census is stated in Article I, Section 2 of 
the U.S. Constitution: a tabulation of the 
population every 10 years so that seats 
in the House of Representatives can be 
divided fairly among the states based on 
population and the principle of "one 
person-one vote." Local and state 
governments also use census numbers 
to draw other election districts. 

Decennial census facts are used by 
business people, neighborhood leaders, 
teachers, government planners at every 
level, and anyone who needs to under­
stand what's happening to Americans 
and their housing. 

Billions of dollars are distributed an­
nually by federal and state governments 
to counties and municipalities based on 
census information. 

The Census Bureau began planning 
the 1990 census in 1983 Evaluations of 
1980 census operations preceded actual 
local censuses. Designed to evaluate 
new procedures and equipment for use 
in 1990, local censuses were conducted 
in Tampa, Fla., and Jersey City, N.J., 

in 1985; are now under way in Cental Los 
Angeles County, Calif., and East Central 
Mississippi ; and will be held in North 
Central North Dakota next year. In 1988, 
a census dress rehearsal will be con­
ducted as a final check of methods and 
machinery selected for use nationwide 
in 1990. 

Census Day 1990 will be April! . It will 
mark the 200th year since the first 
decennial census in 1790 when George 
Washington was president. Thomas Jef­
ferson, then secretary of state, was the 
first census director. 

A population of 3 9 million was 
reported in the first census. The 1990 
census is expected to show a population 
of 250 million. The current population is 
approximately 240.3 mlllion.

Small landowners, residents of 
mmeral-producing counties and people 
interested in fair taxation and clean 
water were the losers in the 1986 General 
Assembly because of manipulations by 
a handful of legislators.

Gardening Begins 
Now For Vegetables 

It's time for home gardeners to 
sharpen up their shears and towel off 
their trowels, planting time is here! 

"Several vegetables are suitable for 
spring planting in late March or early 
April. Some vegetables can be started 
in the garden from seeds, but other 
should be started from transplants," 
said Mary Whitt, home horticulturist 
with the University of Kentucky 
Cooperative Extension Service. 

Early spring is the best time to plant 
salad crops such as young beet greans, 
Bibb and leaf lettuce, endive, Chinese 
Cabbage, onions, spinach and radishes. 

Vegetables in the cabbage family can 
be planted now. Broccoli, brussels 
sprouts, cabbage, and cauliflower. 
Chinese cabbage and kohlrabi should be 
transplanted. Swiss chard can be seed­
ed. A light frost in late April will not hurt 
them. 

This is the time to get the root crops 
in, too. Beets, carrots, turnips and 
potatoes are in this group. 

Crops grown for greens, such as col­
lards, kale, mustard, turnips and Swiss 
chard, can be planted now, as can 
English peas and edible-podded peas.

downers from paymg a court-ordered 
tax on unmined minerals, House Bill 809 
which would have given surface owners 
the right to receive notification before 
oil or gas drilling activities commenc­
ed on their land, House Bill 511 which 
would have g1ven local governments 
control over the siting of hazardous 
waste facilities in their county, and 
House Bill 655 which would have allow­
ed taxpayers to challenge unfairly low 
property assessments of other · lan­
downers in their county. 

Coalition members noted that these 
bills and others were not simply 
defeated since many were approved by 
the original committee they were 
assigned to. But at some point in the 
legislative process they were killed by 
being denied a fair hearing and vote. 
House leaders had a hand in the demise 
of each of these bills. 

"Our system is supposed to allow the 
public to participate in the democratic 
process, but this has been circumvented 
by the legislature giving a few in­
dividuals enough power to kill bills simp­
ly because they don't like them," Cor­
nett continued. "This is a most 
dangerous situation and one in which 
every citizen should be worried about." 

"Who's lobbying for the people? Who's 
looking out for the widow when some 
coal company is stripping her home 
away? I saw that nobody is looking out 
for her in the legislature," Cornett 
stated. "By contrast, a bill to protect 
Ashland Oil went through the House and 
the Senate and was signed by the Gover­
nor in record time."

Bassin· ll'ith The Pros ... 

Spring Tackle Care Tips 
B) TREY FORESTER 

Over the many yeats I've been 
fishing, I often have found myself in a 
situation where I've asked, "Now how 
would a pro handle this?" "Bassin' with 
the Pros" is a new column that will 
feature professional bass fishermen pro­
viding the answers to many of the ques­
tions I've asked, and I hope to many of 
your questions as well. The column also 
will offer tips on fishing equipment and 
its proper use and care to help all of us 
catch more bass. 

Before you hit the water for the first 
day uf the new season, you should make 
sure your equipment is as ready for bass 
action as you are. Spring is the time of 
year that most anglers inspect their 
tackle-that is, if they inspect it at all. 
'Tis the season to check over your rods, 
reels, line, lures and tackleboxes. With 
the costs of these items going up each 
year, proper maintenance can keep 
these tools productive for many, many 
years. 

Here's the basic "spring workout" 
that I take my gear through. 

"Tackleboxes- Completely empty the 
boxes and sort the contents according to 
types of tackle. Once the box is empty,· 
remove any rust left by the lures and 
any film residue. I use an old toothbrush 
and a mild dishsoap for this job. Rinse 
the box throughly, blot it dry, and then 
let it air dry. I complete the cleaning 

· process with an inspection of the box's 
hardware- handles, latches, etc. 

sticks into your nail while you are apply­
ing little or no pressure, then the hook 
is sharp. 

*Plugs-Polish your plugs with a 
damp cloth. Eliminate any rust on the 
hooks and put the original shape back in­
to them wtth a needlenosed pliers. Check 
the lips, hook hangers, propellers and 
blades. 

•Spinnerbaits- Check all the metal 
parts for the slightest sign of rust. I 
touch up any lead heads that show chip­
ping. I look at the skirts and replace 
those that have seen better days. I wash 
each Jure with a damp rag and wipe dry. 

"Spinners-Check all the metal parts 
for that nasty rust and remove it 
wherever it occurs. Inspect the clevises 
and blades for effortless operation. 
Then, give the spinners a quick coating 
of demoisturizing oil. 

*Jigs-Check the lead heads for chip­
ping and repaint them if necessary. 
Also, look over the skirts for wear, tear 
and discoloration. Re-tie the skirts out 
of buck tail or FisHair. 

*Soft plastics- ! keep all my soft 
plastic lures in a separate tacklebox, or 
transfer a few of my favorite plastic 
worms to baby food jars for leak-proof 
storage. The soft plastic lure contains 
plasticizer, an oily substance that gives 
the plastic its pliability. The plasticizer 
can leak with age or heat and can 
damage other lures stored nearby. If 
your soft plastic "springs a leak," be 
sure to scour the affected compartment 
and discard the pieces struck by the "oil 
spill."

A good, sharp hook will 
catch more fish. There are two types of 
hooks, the straight-point and curved­
point. Each is sharpened differently. 
The straight-point hook is sharpened 
with a file at three different angles to 
make a triangular-shaped cutting edge. 
The curved-point hook is attacked with 
a rounded hone, which sharpens the two 
sides of the hook. If you can't eye the 
sharpness of the cutting edges, here's a 
test that my father taught me: drag the 
hook across your thumbnail. If the hook 

*Line-If you remember that the on­
ly thing between you and a trophy bass 
is your line, you might start taking a lot 
more interest in its condition. Cut off 
about five feet of line after every two or 
three hours of fishing. Remove any por­
tiOn of line that shows nicks or 
abrasions. 

*Rods-Wash your rods with a 
dishsoap solution and wipe them dry. In­
spect the blanks, handles, guides, tips, 
and wrapping or wear. If there is 
something wrong, don't hesitate to take 
the rod to a qualified repair shop for the 
necessary improvement.

Real Estate Jargon Needs Translation 
Every trade or profession has its own 

jargon-words and phrases that insiders 
understand but are a foreign language 
to most others. It's hard enough to learn 
the meaning of words used by one pro­
fession, but those buying, renting, insur­
ing, remodeling or building a home will 
have to translate lawyerspeak, 
builderspeak, bankspeak and real­
estatespeak, into something they can 
understand. 

They will encounter modern-day 
Tower of Babel. What is most 
frustrating is that the real estate person, 
lender, builder and architect are all 
speaking English but they give familiar 
words meanings that have no relation to 
what we would expect. 

For instance, if a "kicker" conjures 
up a vision of a soccer player or a goal 
post with a football sailing through, that 
is not what it means when the person us­
ing the term is a landlord or lender. To 
these people it means an extra charge 
in addition to the rent or principal and 
interest. For instance if a store is rented 
for $1,000 a month, the landlord may ask 
for a "kicker" of three percent extra for 
all the business you do over $30,000 for 
the month. A lender for an income pro­
perty might add a "kicker" that gives 
him a portion of all rents over a certain 
dollar amount. 

Boiler plate does not refer to the walls 
of your furnace when you are dealing 
with those involved in law or real estate. 
Boiler plate is the pre-printed form that

contains most standard clauses for the 
type of contract, lease or mortgage that 
you will be asked to sign. Before you sign 
the boiler plate contract, the names of 
those involved and other specific details 
will be added. 

When the landlord wants an escalator, 
he isn't asking for a moving stairway to 
take him to the second floor. He means 
that he has inserted an escalator in the 
lease that will raise the rent at intervals 
during your tenancy. 

Bridge financing is for people who will 
never own a roadway over a river. It is 
an interim loan until a longer term loan 
is provided. For instance, a person sell­
ing one house and buying another may 
need to borrow money for a down pay­
ment and closing on his new home, if his 
former dwelling has not yet been sold 
and paid for. Or a builder may need con­
struction money until he sells a house. 
Lintels are not used for soup. Lintels are 
beams over open spaces in your walls, 
such as doors, windows or fire-places. 
They spread the weight from above over 
a longer span and decrease the pressure 
on the door or window frame. 

Neither Fannie Mae or Freddie Mac 
are college friends of your husband. 
Fannie Mae is the nickname of Federal 
National Mortgage Association and 
Freddie Mac is Federal Home Loan 
Mortgage Association. Both buy mort­
gages from lenders so that they have 
money to relend to other people wanting 
mortgages. 

Points are not the tips of arrows and 
spears, although they too can hurt. To 
a lender or a borrower, points are a 
percentage of the amount to be borrow­
ed that is paid to the lender to increase 
his profit. Each point is one percent. For 
instance four points on a $50,000 mor­
tgage would be four percent of $50,000 
which is $2,000. This is in addition to 
whatever interest is being charged. 

Although you might suspect that a 
party wall is a place to lean during con­
versation at a cocktail party, to a builder 
it is the common wall between two 
buildings. 

Ante to a lawyer is not money put in 
a pot during a poker game. Ante is simp­
ly Latin for "before". This is one of 
many cases in which lawyers use un­
familiar Latin words and phrases in 
place of familiar English words. Cynics 
have suspected that it is to force you to 
go to a lawyer to decipher contracts 
prepared by another lawyer. 

To help people translate this 
sometimes incomprehensible jargon, 
the Consumer Education Research 
Center, a national non-profit organiza­
tion, has just compiled a dictionary of 
words and phrases you need to know to 
rent, buy, lease, insure or mortgage pro­
perty. Homeowners and Renters Guide 
to the Language of Real Estate, Bank­
ing, Law and Building can be ordered 
from CERC, 439 Clark Street, South 
Orange, N.J . 07079. 

There are literally hundreds of com­
mon English words which don't mean 
the same things to these professionals as 
they do to you and me. For instance, a 
balloon to a lender is not for celebrating. 
And when it comes due, a balloon usual­
ly does not make a borrower joyful. A 
balloon is a final payment on a loan that 
is much larger than regular payments. 
In order to keep their committment to 
a short period, a bank may arrange a 
five year loan calling for 59 payments. of 
$800 and a last payment of $60,000. The 
borrower is expected to renegotiate 
another mortgage for the $60,000 with 
the banker or another lender. Many 
times this is due when mortgage money 
is tight or the borrower's credit rating 
has been tarnished and the balloon can­
not be refinanced. Result? Another 
home for the sheriff to sell at the auction. 

If you find a bird dog at your door, 
don't call the ASPCA. She is a canvasser 
trying to get "leads," which could result 
in real estate listings or home improve­
ment sales. 

A shoe to an architect or builder is a 
moulding used at the bottom of the 
baseboard and a heel is part of a vertical 
framing member which rests closest to 
the floor. If you need strings, those are 
the side pieces that support the steps. 
Tendons are the materials used to rein­
force concrete, such as cable or wire. Oh 
yes, a sole owner o~property might have 
bought it on a shoe string <little money 
down) . 

A kite winder won't help you keep that 
high flier in the air. To a builder or ar­
chitect, a kite winder is those few steps 
that take you around the curve in a 
stairway. 

You may think that Mother Hubbard 
is a woman, a dress or a cupboard. Not 
in the mortgage business . To them, 
Mother Hubbard is a clause in a loan 
agreement that allows the lender, in the 
case of default, to foreclose not only on 
the mortgage but on any other col­
lateralized loan they own. 

A builder keeps a light in the window, 
sometimes six lights. A light is one sec­
tion of glass in the window sash. A weep 
hole isn't where you cry when the mort­
gage payment comes due, it's a hole in 
the siding that permits moisture to leave 
the home. Prescription in lawyer 
language is aquiring a property through 
adverse possession. A parcel is a piece 
of property. 

Don't be upset if your daughter has a 
few studs in her room. You do to. Those 
are the 2x4s that go from the floor to the 
ceiling inside the walls. Don't call the 
navy about the sub base outside your 
home. Sub base is the gravel or stone 
under your driveway or patio.
