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Bid Laws 
Not Known, 
Says Clerk 

For Floyd Fiscal Court, it is an unex­
pected and unwelcome squeeze on their 
budget, but County Clerk Carla R. 
Bolton was unapologetic this week about 
the iad lhat she will turn O\'er to the 
court th1s year only a fraction of what 
she has turned over the past two years . 

In response to a state auditor's report 
that she has \'iolated biddmg laws. 
howe\'er, the clerk pleaded 1gnorance 
and took steps at a meeting ot thf' fiscal 
court Wednesday to mend her \\ays . 

Although :\1rs. Bolton has not yet 
made her annual settlement with the 
court-by law, it is supposed to be made 
by March 15 a financial statement 
published last m~nth shows that the 
clerk took in $4,364,745 in 1985 and spent 
all but $13,113 of it The money left over, 
known as ··excess fees ." goes to the 
fiscal court 

Last spring. the clerk turned O\'er 
$78,039 to the county and, in drawmg up 
its 1985-'86 budget, the fiscal court an­
ticipated that at least $60,000 could be ex 
pected from the clerk's office this year 
The main reason the county will not be 
getting that kind of money from her this 
year, Mrs. Bolton said, is that she spent 
ne<ftly $32,000 in 1985 remodeling and 
refurnishing her office. 

Either way- whether it goes to the 
fiscal court to buy gra\'el or stays with 
the clerk to upgrade services- the 
public gets the benefit of the money. the 
clerk said. And her first responsibility, 
she added. is to take care of her own 
office. 

Impro\'ements in the office, the clerk 
said. included installation of carpet and 
ceiling fans , painting and rewiring, and 
the purchase of a computerized cop1er 
and three typewriters. The office was in 
''pitiful" shape before the work was 
done, she said 

A report by State Auditor :\1ary Ann 
Tobin, which was presented to the fiscal 
court on her behalf last week, indicated 
that the clerk's office paid out $20.114 in 
19M for microfilming services for which 
nQ.. bids _were :r •ce'>;ed. Stat~ law 're­
quires that bids be solicited fcir pur­
chases over $7500 

Mrs. Bolton acknowledged later that 
she spent another $19,954 on microfilm­
ing, also Without taking bids, in 198.'J, and 
that the services were sold her bv Joe 
Bolton, then a salesman for Southern 
Rebinding Co .. of Morgantown. N.C., 
and now her husband. Last year's office 
remodeling, which cost $31,935, was also 
done without bids, she conceded. 

The clerk claimed she was una\\are of 
the bidding law until an auditor drew it 
to her attention last September. Most of 
the remodeling was done piecemeal, 
under contracts of less than $7500, and 
she was unaware that the bidding law 
applied to total expenses in a given 
category, she said. 

In contracting to have county records 
microfilmed, she had checked informal­
ly on prices and found that the firm 
represented by Bolton offered the best 
price, Mrs. Bolton said. This year , for 
example, Southern Rebinding quoted 
$16,609 for the job, while its nearest com­
petitor, Keith Jessie Associates, of 
Campbellsville, quoted $17,636, the clerk 
said. In response to the auditor's 
criticism, the clerk asked the fiscal 
court for authonzation to advertise for­
mally for bids on the microfilming this 
year. 

Bids also figured largely in other 
fiscal court business Wednesday. Over 
strenuous arguments by Magistrate

The outstanding question, assuming 
that four building projects could get 
under way more or less simultaneously 
as state funds become available over the 
next biennium, is whether the fourth 
project should be the expansion of 
Betsy Layne Elementary School, as 
Superintendent Ray Brackett argued on 
behalf of the Floyd Board of Education. 
or the construction of a new high school 
on Left Beaver Creek, which two state 
legislators made it clear they expected. 

In the presence of Deputy State 
Superintendent Dan Branham, the hear­
ing officer designated by the state Board 
of Education to come up with a recom­
mendation on the change requested last 
month in Floyd's approved construction 
agenda. Brackett outlined the local 
board's argument that the Garrett pro­
Ject should be moved up from ninth 
place on the list to third, behind a Pres­
tonsburg middle school and a grade 
school at Allen, and that a proposed high

Early Morn Chase 
Sees Two Injured 

A h1gh speed chase here has landed 
two Martin county men in the hospital, 
the driver facmg a number of criminal 
charges. 

According to police reports, the inci­
dent began about 2:15 a.m. Sunday, 
when Sgt. Gerald Clark, of the Prestons­
burg Police Department, clocked a van 
driven by Lacy Fletcher, :30. of 
Tomahawk, at 58 m p h in the 35 m ph. 
zone on US . 2:3 near the high school. 

When Fletcher failed to respond to the 
officer's lights or siren. Clark reportedly 
initiated pursuit, the van reaching 
speeds of about 70 m .p.h . along the Aux­
Ier H.oad before turning into the en­
trance to Jenny Wiley State Park. where 
it entered a ditch and stopped. Clark left 
h1s patrol car there and radioed the 
police station that the vehicle had 
wrecked. As he approached the \'an. 
however. Fletcher pulled out of the ditch 
and sped away 

Clark continued pursuit and was join­
ed by officer :VI ike .Meade at the junction 
of U.S. 2.1 and Ht. 3. Both cruisers follov. ­
ed the van toward and across Dewl'Y 
Dam 

Clark Said the van was proc£>edmg 
recklessly, crossing into the wrong lane 
dunng the pursuit. Finally. as the 

suspect made a wide right turn, Clark 
was able to pass, and he and Meade at­
tempted to corral the van between their 
cruisers. The van struck Clark's cruiser, 
causing substantial damage to the pohce 
car and also causing the van to swerve 
off the roadway, where it entered a 
ditch. traveling about230 feet before en­
countering a culvert and flipping onto its 
side.

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Bagge Blasts. OSM 
At Coal Meet Here 
Doubled Coal 
Use Predicted 
During Decade 

About 200 area coal producers heard 
a blistering attack here last week on the 
federal agency responsible for 
regulating the stripmining industry and 
on the environmentalists who have been 
the industry's most persistent critics. 

In the keynote address to the ninth an­
nual meeting of the Big Sandy-Elkhorn 
Coal Mining Institute at May Lodge 
Thursday, Carl E. Bagge, president of 
the National Coal Association. called for 
a "summit meeting on tyranny and 
abuse" to counter the regulatory efforts 
of the Office of Surface Mining, which 
he said was bent on wiping out surface 
mining and punishing those engaged in 
it. 

The coal company executives also 
heard a prediction that coal use will 
grow to a billion tons within the next 
decade, doubling consumption since the 
1973 Arab oil embargo forced Americans 
to seek domestic energy sources. 

Bagge urged the operators to bring 
pressure to bear on OSM through the 
courts, state legislators, and news 
media "Wherever you operate, get 
after the tyrants. Make the abuses 
known. Visit a legislator in each and 
every district," he said. "Take a file 
drawer of violation notices with you. Go 
through them. Explain the why and 
wherefores ... Bring in your bankrupt 
colleagues whose costs have been un­
necessarily pushed beyond the price of 
coal." 

Bagge insisted the industry is in favor 
of reclamation. "I'm not here to defend 
any of these guys playing fast and loose 
with reclamation. We can't be on that 
side of the issue, "\he said, adding, "Why 
should we ~ b\Jrdened with illegal 
operators?" But he said federal 
regulators are more interested in 
punishment than in reclamation. 

While regulations implementing the 
1977 Surface Mining and Reclamation 
Act call for restoring the original 
hillside, Bagge said, "If an eastern Ken­
tucky farmer wants h1s land flatter ... 
and it does no harm, he has a right to it. 
If leaving a roadside highwall gives a 
poor county 30 new jobs, and does no 
harm, the jobless have a right to them." 

The industry official said OSM under­
mined the principles of federalism, 
issued conflicting regulations, dupli­
cated the states' regulatory functions, 
and unnecessarily multiplied citations. 
"When the agency is at odds with a 
state, it buries the miners of that state 
in violation notices. A direct act or even 
a mistake that should draw one notice 
is written up as four or five or six viola­
tions; the rule seems to be as many as 
possible," Bagge said. 

The spirit and direction of the 
regulatory agency, Bagge said, were set 
by "vigilantes, zealots, guerrillas and 
malcontents" recruited under the Carter 
administration at a time when "the 
country quit worrymg about the quali­
ty of supper and fixed on vaguer,larger 
worries like the quality of life.'' He 
ridiculed what he called the religious at­
titude that made the former president 
and the environmentalists ''sit in judg­
ment•• on stripmitters as "greedy 
despoilers."

Cable Co. Promises 
To Improve Services 

Television cable subscribers here 
should get better reception and the 
potential for more channels soon, accor­
ding to Consolidated Communications 
regional manager Marty Crawford. 

Though Prestonsburg's city council 
voted at its March 24 meeting to void the 
company's exclusive contract for non­
payment of franchise fees-only the 
most recent of the city's reactions to the 
poor quality of ,TV reception here­
Crawford said his company would go 
ahead with the rebuilding, first propos­
ed in November. 

When Crawford and other Con­
solidated Communications officials met 
with then-Mayor Harold Cooley and 
several city council members at that 
time, all agreed the Prestonsburg 
system was bad. Crawford said then, as 
he repeats now, that he wants to 
upgrade service here. The old ad­
ministration declined to act on' the pro­
posal, deferring instead to the present 
council. Rather than give Consolidated 
Communications an answer, said 
Crawford, the present administration 
has attempted simply to change the 
franchise agreement, taking out the ex­
clusivity clause. He indicated his com­
pany was tired of waiting. 

That's why the rebuilding, which 
should take about nine months, will 
begin in earnest May 1. Crawford said 
the rebuilt system will be the same as 
the one offered in November, barring 
technical difficulities. Plans call for 
three tiers of service, with the most 
basic a 12-channel package similar to 
the present basic option. 

Likely to be included are WSAZ, 
WCHS and WOWK, the West Virginia­
based NBC, CBS and ABC affiliates 
Prestonsburg has been receiving for 
decades, WTBS, the Atlanta "Supersta­
tion"; CNN, the 24-hour all news net­
work; ACTS. family entertainment and 
religious programming; CBN, the Chris­
tian Broadcast Network; WGN, a 
24-hour independent station from 
Chicago; WYMT, the Hazard NBC af­
filiate; WVAH, a West Virginia indepen­
dent; ESPN. the 24-hour sports network; 
and KET. the Kentucky Educational 
Television network. 

The next tier, provided for an addi­
tional fee, includes the Nashville Net­
work, with country and western enter­
tainment; 1\ITV, a 24-hour rock music 
station; USA. providing 24-hour sports, 
children's and women's programming;

Pool Work Delayed 
As Grant Withheld 

Archer Park's sw1mming pool will 
probably have to wait a while longer for 
her much-needed face lift. 

A $60.000 matching funds grant from 
the state Land and Water Conservation 
Fund. which had been earmarked to 
refurbish the pool. has been turned 
down, city officials learned Monday. 
Had the grant been awarded, the city 
would have been responsible for supply­
ing $30,000 either in cash. materials or 
labor 

The rejected application \\ill not affect 
the pool's operation this year. City Ad­
ministrator David Evans said that, even 
it the grant had been awarded, it would 
ha,·e been too late to do the work before 
the pool opens this summer. When the 
grant application was milde. it was 
hoped a fa\orablc answer would arri\'e 
by .Januar) Plans originally called for 
the renovatiOn to be completed by the 
t•nrl of sprt ng 

While disappointed. Evans said he 
wasn't surprised the money didn't come 
through. He cited as the culprit the 
general reduction of grant money 
available, adding that facilities which 
can be used year-round receive a higher 
priority. 

Application to the fund will be made 
again, and Evans sa1d other avenues 
will be explored as well. One such option 
IS the KentuckY Outdoor P~rk and 
Recreation Program. administered by 
th.e Land and Water Conservation Fund. 

_ Also, with the hope of someday building 
a new pool at Archer Park. Evans said 
the city will seek help from the Ap­
p;tlachian Regional Commission. 

The swimming pool was built in 1962 
and has never had maJor repair work 
done.

For example. helping a patient eat. 
bathe, or dress can be extremely impor 
tant to the person's well-being, but these 
services do not require professional 
skill. 

Even if the patient is in a participating 
hospital or skilled nursing facility. or is 
receiving care from a participating 
home health agency. Medicare would 
not cover care that is primarily 
custodial in nature. 

Care would not be considered 
reasonable or necessary if the patient is 
admitted to a hospital or skilled nursing 
facility when the kind of care required 
could be provided elsewhere. Further­
more. care would not be considered 
reasonable or necessary if the pallent 
remained in a hospital or skilled nurs­
ing facility longer than his or her 
medical condition required. Medicare 
payments \\·ould end with further inpa­
tient care was no longer considered 
necessary. 

The decision about whether inpatient 
care is reasonable or necessary is made 
in part by Peer Review Organizations 
1 PROsl in each State. Each PRO is 
made up of local physicians whose task 
is to review the care provided by their 
fellow physicians. Medicare hospital in­
surance cannot pay for any inpatient 
hospital care that a PRO determines is 
not medically necessary. 

Similarly. visits by a physician to a 
patient that are more frequent than is 
the usual medical practice in a given 
area would not be considered reasonable 
or necessary unless there were medical 
complications.

ANSWER: A sore throat is a common 
ailment which can be quite uncomfort­
able. Each swallow of saliva, food, or 

rink can serve as a cruel reminder of 
the irritated, raw throat tissue. The most 
common cause of a sore throat is infec­
tion by a virus. <i.e. "flu"l. The majority 
of sore throats are harmless and can be 
safely treated at home. However, the 
familiar "strep throat" can be very 
serious. When left untreated, this 
bacterial infection can lead to heart or 
kidney damage. 

There are numerous medications and 
dosage forms available to treat a sore

hroat. These include lozenges, sprays, 
mouthwashes, gargles, and even chew­
ing gum. With the exception of lozenges, 
the amount of contact time between the 
drug and the irritated throat tissues is 
relatively brief. As a general rule, 
lozenges arc more effective than liquids. 
However, the effect of the lozenge quick­
ly disappears once it is dissolved and the 
drug is washed away by saliva. 

The value of gargling as a means of 
helping a sore throat is questionable. 
During the act of gargling, the tongue 
rises to the roof of the mouth, thus the 
liquid gargle does not reach the irritated 
tissues on the back wall of the throat 
unless some of the gargle is swallowed. 
Sprays are much more effective than 
gargles or mouthwashes for delivering 
drugs to the irritated throat tissue.

Products advertised as antiseptic do 
little to cure or prevent an infection. Any 
"antiseptic activity" of these products 
·s momentary at best, because of the im­
possibility of sterilizing the mouth and 
throat. The best that can be hoped for 
when suffering from a sore throat is 
temporary relief from the pain. 

While medicated lozenges and sprays 
are very effective for temporarily eas­
ing the sore throat pain, other measures 
may be equally effective. Warm salt 
water ( 112 teaspoon of table salt in 8oz of 
warm water) is recommended both as 
a gargle and a mouthwash. This mildly 
concentrated salt solution may help 
reduce the painful swelling and soothe 
the irritated tissues. Sucking hard can­
dies between the use of lozenges and/or 
sprays can also help soothe the sore 
throat. In addition, aspirin taken by 
mouth may be very helpful in relieveing 
the pain. Topical aspirin <for example 
aspirin-containing chewing gum) is 
probably as effective as aspirin tables, 
but is much more expensive and any 
analgesic effect results from the aspirin 
being swallowed and absorbed in the 
stomach. 

Most cases of sore throat are benign 
and do not require a visit to the doctor's 
office. But a sore throat should not 
always be ignored. It may signal a 
serious condition that requires im­
mediate attention. If the sore throat per­
sists more than a couple of days or is ac­
companied by high fever, check with 
your doctor.

Farmland Values Show 
Nationwide Decline 

Kentucky farmland values, following 
a national trend, have declined 4 percent 
from I985, according to figures from the 
Kentucky Crop and Livestock Reporting 
Service. · 

"This decline also puts Kentucky 
farmland values I8 percent below the 
peak they hit in I982," said Agriculture 
Commissioner David E . Boswell. 

In Kentucky, the average farmla,nd 
value on Feb. I, I986, was $870 an acre 
as compared to $906 on Aprill, 1985. 

Farmland values across the nation 
have declined for the fourth consecutive 
year. Average farmland value for the 
nation. Feb. I , was $596 per acre, down 
I2 percent from April I, 1985, and 28 per­
cent below the peak of $823 in I982. 

Land values are down from a year ago 
in all regions but the northeast. Prices 
have not shown as great a fluctuation in 
the Appalachian region as in the Corn 
Belt, the Great Lakes states or the Cen­
tral Plains.

Goble-Roberts Bridge 
Said Nearer Reality 

Goble-Roberts Addition residents can 
look forward to a new way in and out of 
their neighborhood. 

A bridge connecting that subdivision 
with Ky. 1428 near Knotley Hollow mov­
ed substantially closer to reality last 
week, as Prestonsburg acquired deeds 
on two of the four parcels of land need­
ed before bids could be taken and con­
struction begin. Verbal commitments 
have been acquired on the other two. 

While negotiations have been com­
plex, City Administrator David Evans 
said the property owners have been very 
cooperative. ''They've sincerely tried to 
work with the city," he said. 

The new bridge, which should be com­
pleted within 18 months. will replace an 
old wood-and-steel structure, unused for 
years, now almost ready to fall of its own 
accord. It will afford a second access to 
Goble-Roberts- significant, said Evans, 
in the event of a train derailment or 
other such calamity which could block 
the Lancer-Watergap entrance. 

Coming in at a projected cost of $1 
million, the bridge is being funded 
through a Federal Bridge Replacement 
Program matching funds grant. Pres­
tonsburg is responsible for providing 
$200,000- 20 percent of the total cost. 

One of the biggest pre-construction 
tasks involves the Community Freewill 
Baptist Church there. Design plans call 
for the bridge to go through what is now 
a section of their kitchen. Church 
members have indicated they will move 
the building rather than rebuild. 

The bridge has been under construc­
tion for about two years. but formal ap­
proval didn't come until almost a year 
ago.

Don Hart. representing the state 
EducatiOn Department's building and 
grounds diviswn, noted that. while con­
solidated high schools are expensive. 
they are also "politically dangerous to 
board members" and likely to become 
"more dangerous and volatile" the 
longer they are put off. 

He had no problem with the inclusion 
of Garrett in the top four. because the 
school there had obviously deteriorated 
since state education officials last 
surveyed Floyd school buildings in 1984 
and, although he would have preferred 
that the McDowell/Wheelwright project 
be left in third position, he would recom­
mend that the state board approve the 
amendment proposed by the local 
board, Hart said. 

Two Left Beaver residents put in a 
word for keepmg a high school among 
the top four projects. In a written state­
ment, Anna Hunt, of Halo, said that ·•if • 
the change the local board has propos-
ed is allowed, Wheelwright might as well 
be closed.·· And Virgil Hall. president of 
the Academic Boosters' Club at 
Wheelwright High, reminded the hear-
ing officer that, when the local board 
voted to edge the Left Beaver project out 
of the final four, board member Dr. 
Mary Hall was not present. 

"I hope it was not because of her stand 
on the superintendent, .. said Hall. a 
pointed reference to Dr. Hall's support • 
for ousted superintendent E.P. Grigsby. 
Jr. 

The Left Beaver high school project 
also got a boost from House Majority 
Leader Greg Stumbo, who said that 
school construction funds voted by the 
legislature last summer were intended 
for projects as they were then listed. He 
warned that the state's whole school con­
struction program could get bogged 
down in litigation if a school district 
tried to switch the priorities around. • 

Senator Benny Ray Bailey said the 
same, noting that "in the summer of '85 
we knew what we were voting on" and 
adding that he "would not approve a 
plan that does not include a secondary 
school on Beaver Creek." 

Both legislators urged inclusion of 
Garrett in the upcoming round of con­
struction. explaining that additional 
monies had been appropriated for that 
purpose in the legislative session just 
ended. Rep. Jim Rose added his support 
to the Garrett project, as did half a 
dozen citizens who have been prominent 
in the eight-month effort to have that 
flood-ravaged school replaced. 

In response to state legislators' argu­
ment that construction monies were in­
tended for projects already specified. 
Brackett noted recently that the same 
legislators that voted the new construc-
tion monies in a special session of the 
General Assembly last summer also • 
established the process- including 
public hearings of the kind held in the 
Prestonsburg Elementary School 
auditonum Thursday- by which 
changes could be made in a school 
district's construction agenda.

At the request of the producer. "e 
will stake and measure any type of 
acreage. or portions thereof." said coun­
ty ASCS official Sharon Conley To be 
certain that program requirements are 
met. she said farmers are required to 
plant within the stakes that arc placed 
when the land is pre-measured. and to 
r<>port their crop acreages to ASCS after 

, planting. 
The 1986 farm programs require 

farmers to reduce their wheat and 
upland cotton by 25 percent and feed 
grains by 20 percent . Mrs. Conley said 
pre-measurement is important in help­
ing farmers plan the amount of land to 
devote to the acreage conservation 
reserve < ACR) and planted acreages of 
program crops. The ACR is cropland 
removed from production and put into 
conserving uses under the 19!!6 acreage 
reduction programs. 

To be eligible for price support loans. 
deficiency payments and other program 
bendits. producers must certify actual 
planted acreages. 

< Hher ASCS producer services include 
measuring total cropland. field or sub­
divtswns to be planted and land acres for 
other purposes.

Selected food llems tn Kentucky retall 
stores experienced sharp price changes 
m both directions during l\larch. 
resulting in a net monthly increase ot .6 
of 1 percent. according to Kentuck~· 

!-' arm Bureau's market basket surve\. 
The gain. which moved the statewide 

tood price index to $5!3.31, was the first 
such jump in 1986. Last month the 
.JO-item marketbasket cost shoppers an 
average $57.93. The 1\larch 1985 figure 
was markedly higher. however. at 
$60.03. 

Four of the six food categories in the 
survey registered htgher prices during 
the month Beef cuts cost 1.8 percent 
more than tn February. poultry / egg 
items were 2.6 percent htgher. dairy pro­
ducts gamed by 1.6 percent and 
frutts / vegetables rose by I percent. 

Pork cuts and grain-based foods 
measured lower than a month ago. The 
five pork items dropped 2 percent on 
a verage whtle the gra in foods slipped by 
I I percent. 

Among individual food items showing 
s ignificant pnce gains were two popular 
cuts of beef steak. a cheese variety and 
several fruits and vegetables. Rib eye 
and T-bone steilkS jumped 14 and 28 
cents per pound respectively. to $4.57 for

Other meat items joined in the UP\' ard 
surge as pork nbs racked up a 13-cent 
gam per pound and cut-up fryers wen• 
II cents above last month's level. 

Cheddar cheese tabbed a second con­
secutive monthly price gain. jumping 15 
cents to $2.68, even though American 
cheese was unchanged at $2.20. Apples 
and tomatoes were also higher in March 
as \\·ere corn oil and pickles. 

On the down s ide. two cheaper beef 
cuts. sirloin tip roast and pot roast mov­
ed downward by 16 and 13 cents per 
pound apiece. Pork chops dropped by 23 
cents to a per pound average of $1.98. 
their lowest price since last June. 

Sausage was also cheaper in March as 
were chicken breasts and cucumbers. 
Complex seasonal factors seemed to ac 
count for a good portion of the price ac­
tivity at the meat counter. analysts in­
dicate. Hog markets were erratically 
weaker during March a normal pre­
Easter pattern when Lenten season con­
sumers traditionally cut back their pork 
purchases 

The slight increase 111 beef prices 
:;eems to trace to steeper wholesale and 
retail margins. as cattle prices have 
been mostly steady in recent weeks 
Beef consumption normally increases 
dramatically in spring and summer 
months. leading retailers to feature the 
higher-volume product at bargain 
prices. Some of the current increase 
may involve anticipatory price hikes, 
with tradesmen looking to counter 
smaller profit margins later in the 
season. 

Poultry supplies are expected to in­
crease for the summer months, and 
should serve to hold down all meat 
prices through a competitive effect. 
Some fruits and vegetables may be in 
short supply, however, and with rising 
consumption patterns could easily out­
pace last year 's price levels. 

Overall, farm prices fell by nearly 2 12 

percent during the Department of 
Agriculture's most recent reporting 
period. The decreases were seen in basic 
grain crops such as corn and wheat. and 
for some vegetables and cattle. 

The declines left farmers earning 
prices that average a full 10 percent 
below year-ago levels. with analysts 
divided over whether the worst of the 
current farm income problems is 
already at hand or yet to come.

Foster Grandparents 
Prove Their Value 

For grandparents. some of the most 
spec1al times of their hves are those 
spent with their grandchildren For 
more than 160 Kentucky "grand­
parents," time spent with their "grand­
children" gives added meaning to the 
word "special." 

As part of the Kentucky Foster Grand­
parent Program. individuals such as 
Nannie Calhoun, of Louisville, and Ed­
na Gaddis, of Somerset, spend up to four 
hours a day with children of no family 
relationship, except through the human 
family. 

They spend their volunteer hours 
working with one to two residents at the 
intermediate care facilities for the men­
tally retarded in Dawson Springs, 
Louisville and Somerset, which are ad­
ministered by the Kentucky Department 
tor Mental Health and Mental Retarda­
tion Services, and with clients of com­
munity mental health programs in 
Lomsv!lle and Maysville. 

"This program has been a miracle to 
me," said Calhoun, a foster grandparent 
at Hazelwood in Jefferson county smce 
the program began about 12 years ago. 
" It makes me feel good because I have 
something to get up for in the morning." 

She is one of 33 foster grandparents 
working with 68 Hazelwood residents, 
according to Pat Travis, coordmator of 
the program at Hazelwood. "Each 
grandparent has a specific program or 
set of goals to work on with each child," 
she said. "Since most of our residents 
are severely or profoundly retarded, 
many of the foster grandparents concen­
trate on developing motor skills or 
strengthening the child's ability to 
walk." 

Gaddis, who last year became a foster 
grandparent at Oakwood in Pulaski 
county, said the program has helped her 
avoid loneliness. 

"I just got tired of staying home, so I 
called and asked for an mterview," she 
said. "I love trying to help people and 
now I feel like I'm doing something to 
help myself and the ones I work with." 

Although all of the program par­
t!cipants are volunteers, there are some 
qualifications which govern eligibility, 
according to the statewide program 
director, Ritchey Yost of the depart­
ment's Division for Institutional Care. 

"A foster grandparent may not have 
an income in excess of 120 percent of the 
official poverty level and they must be 
at least 60 years old," Yost said. "They 
receive a stipend of $2.20 per hour, with 
most of them working about 20 hours per 
week ." The program is funded by AC­
TION, the National Volunteer Agency. 

Doris Marcum, foster grandparents 
program coordinator at Oakwood, said 
that 16 of the 46 grandparents there work 
with children in classroom situations. 
Others, said Marcum, "do whatever 
grandparents do with their grand­
children, including shopping trips and 
picnics." 

Attachments between foster grand­
parent and foster grandchild form easi­
ly, according to Calhoun. 

"I worked with one little girl for 10 
years, but she passed away recently," 
she said. "It was just like losing one of 
your own children." 

Even through such a disappointment, 
she said her perspective remains clear. 

" You really do love them like your 
own child, " Calhoun said. "You learn to 
tell by the expression on their faces what 

they're thinking about One happy look 
and a smile 1s \\Orth everythmg you put 
into it."

Mowing the lawn is so routine that 
many people forget how dangerous the 
task can be. But power mower~ pose a 
h .. .~:ard. as is evidenced by estimated 
1.130 mower-related injuries in Ken­
tuckv in 1985. 

"If people would stop and thmk about 
using a power mower. they would 
realize the importance of taking precau­
tions, .. said E.P. Conyers of the Depart­
ment for Health Services. "A power 
mower is designed to cut. and it cuts 
whatever happens to get in its path. 
whether that be grass. sticks or fingers. 

"Some mower blades revolve at the 
' equivalent of 200 miles per hour ... he 
• said. "A small pebble thrown from the 

blades at this speed can easily injure so­
meone. And projectiles can travel for 
surprising distances.' · 

Statistics show that the number of 
small children injured by mowers has 
declined m the past five years . Conyers 
said. Of the estimated 1.530 mower­
related injuries in 1981. 219 were among 
children under age five . That number 

·has dropped consistently-to 17 in 1985. 
"Safety features and cautionary label­

ing on newer mowers probably have 
contributed to the decline ... said Con­
yers. " as well as people's awareness of 
the importance of keeping children 
awa~ !rom mowers and the area being 
mowed."

Diversion ditches or drains to control 
excess runoff, ASCS to assume 75% of 
the eligible cost. 

Livestock wells or ponds which will 
protect the vegetative cover and control 
erosion, ASCS' cost-share set at 50% of 
cost of eligible materials and labor. 

Permanent vegetative cover on 
critical areas, 75% cost-sharing. 

Reduced tillage or no-till systems, 
cost-share is an established flat rate 
which is 75% of the state-wide average. 

Water impoundment reservoirs. 50% 
of eligible expenses. 

Sediment retention, erosion, or water 
control structures, 75% c /s . 

Stream protection which includes fen­
cing to protect banks from domestic 
livestock, planting trees, grasses, etc., 
along banks to provide erosion control; 
provide access for livestock: or 
livestock crossings that will retard 
sedimentation and pollution. 75% of 
eligible costs. 

Sod waterways, 75% cost-sharing 
available. 

Animal waste control facilities such as 
holding ponds, lagoons. etc., which will 
prevent pollution from animal wastes. 
50% of cost of eligible materials and 
labor will be assumed by ASCS. 

Timberstand improvement-75% 
cost-sharing. 

A technical determination as to need 
and public benefits must be made prior 
to approval. Practices started prior to 
approval will be disqualified for cost­
share assistance.

Dr. Grady Stumbo, a Democratic can­
didate for governor, traveled to the Mo­
jave Desert in California last week to 
take a closer look at a new coal-fited 
plant that could revitalize the nation's 
coal industry. 

The Knott County physician, who 
pushed for an aggressive coal research 
initiative in his 1983 campaign, called 
the new cool water coal gasification 
plant the solution to the environmental 
cost of burning coal. 

"The technology in place at this plant 
will virtually eliminate the environmen­
tal impact of burning coal," said Stum­
bo. "It will replace costly scrubber 
systems and bring the damaging effects 
of acid rain under control. " 

Stumbo asked the plant managers at 
the site, which is located midway bet­
ween Los Angeles and Las Vegas, to test 
both east and west Kentucky coal. 

Since the desert plant's start-up in 
June 1984, it has successfully burned 
some of the nation's highest sulfur coal 
while keeping emissions significantly

below stringent federa l air qua li ty 
regulations for coal-fired plants. 

Often cited as "the world's cleanest 
coal plant," its emissions are only one­
tenth of the federal limits for coal-fired 
units. In addition, the coal slag from the 
pla nt has been found to be non­
hazardous, and its operation requires 
only about one-third of the water need­
ed to supply scrubber systems. 

" Because most of the nation's major 
utilities are interested in this technology, 
Kentucky's coal industry should get a 
real shot in the arm in years to come, 
but we need this technology now," said 
Stumbo. "Thousands of coal miners are 
out of work and local economies 
throughout the state are in trouble. As 
governor. I would push for cooperative 
investment in this technology in an ef­
fort to put miners back to work and put 
this state's economy back on the move." 

The nation's first successful 
commercial-scale power plant, the cool 
water coal gasification plant converts 
coal to synthesis gas and uses the clean 
gas as fuel to generate electric power 
in an integrated combined-cycle system. 
According to Dr. Stumbo, the process 
combines technologies that have long 
been available but have never before 
been successfully merged. 

Using 1,000 tons of coal per day, the 
plant generates 120 megawatts of elec­
tricity, enough U> serve about 100,000 
homes. A recent study showed that a 
commercial plant of similar design 
could produce electr ical power for four 
to five cents per kilowatt hour, which is 
competitive with other fuels. . 

Corporations that own equity in the 
plant include Southern California Edison 
Company, Bechtel Power Corporation, 
General Electric Company, the J apan 
Cool Water Program Par tnership, and 
the E lectric Power Research Institute, 
a research arm of the U.S. utility in­
dustry which has made its largest con­
tribution ever to the project.

Early Detection Means 
Cervical Cancer Cure 

Cervical cancer is almost completely 
curable-If detected early. That's a 
message that the Department for Health 
Services wants Kentucky women of all 
ages to understand. especially during 
, a tiona) Cancer Control Month in April. 

"The key to detecting cervical cancer 
·in its early stages is to have regular Pap 
tests ... said Ward Hinds. M.D., state 
epidemiologist. "The tests can even 
identify pre-cancerous lesions. With cur­
rent technology. we really should not 
have women dying of cervical cancer.·· 

In fact. Kentucky's cervical cancer 
death rate has declined steadily and con­
tinues to do so. In 1971. the rate was 8.4 
deaths per 100,000 females. In 1984. the 
rate was 3.6 deaths per 100.000 females. 

Contributing factors to the decline, 
Hinds said. are increased cervical 
cancer screening efforts by health 
departments and private physicians and 
women's awareness of the screening's 
importance. 

"It's important to point out," said 
Hinds, "that the decline in K~l)tucky has 
not been as rapid as that seen national­
ly. That means we still have a lot of work 
to do to see that more women are screen­
ed for cervical cancer." 

Pap tests are offered through health 
departments in three different pro­
grams. according to Alma Jones, R.N., 
manager of Health Services' Chronic 
Disease Bran~h. 

"Many younger women have access 
to cervical cancer screemng through 
family planning programs or prenatal 
services in health-departments," Jones 
said. "So anothe.rprogram, cancer con­
trol, concentrates..on women age 45 and 
older who wouldn't be in the other two 
programs. 

"In addition to doing the Pap tests. we 
teach women to do breast self­
examinations. which are important in 
the early detection of breast cancer." 
said Jones. "And recently, we've begun 
to identify among health department 
clients those who smoke. We give these 
people information on cancer risks caus­
ed by smoking and encourage them to 
attend smoking cessation classes offered 
by some health departments and 
various other agencies. 

"We also give them a pamphlet on 
warning signs of other types of cancer.'' 
Jones said 

For information about cancer detec­
tion. Pap tests. breast self-examinations 
and smoking cessation classes. contact 
the nearest health department.

Q. My husband's brother has cancer of the colon. Is my 
husband likely to get it too? What precautions should 
he take? 

A. A person whose parent, brother o r sister has had colon 
cancer does have a greater risk of :levelot::::;; ·~:: disease 
than someone with no family history of colon cancer. 
That doesn't mean that your husband is "likely to get 
it", only that his risk is greater than average. 

When colon cancer is found and treated early' before it 
has spread, it can be surgically removed and cured in 
75 percent of cases. That's why regular colon examina­
tions are important for your husband and for everyone 

over 40. Your husband should tell his doctor about his 
brother's cancer. The doctor will recommend a checkup 
schedule. 

There are some warning signs or symptoms of colon 
cancer. These symptoms can also be caused by other 
conditions or diseases, but they should never be 
ignored. These are the signs your husband should be 
aware of: 

Bleeding from the rectum or blood in the bowel 

movement. 
Loss of weight when there's been no change in eating 
habits or activity . 
Diarrhea or constipation that lasts for more than 
two weeks. 
Frequent abdominal discomfort, cramping or pain. 
Loss of appetite or nausea that lasts for more than 
two weeks.

Q. My wife stopped smoking when she was pregnant, but 
after the baby was born she started smoking again. Can 
her smoking be harmful to the baby now? 

A. YES . Your wife's smoking may affect the baby in two 
ways. 

The milk of nursing mothers who smoke may contain 
less vitamin C than that of mothers who do not smoke. 
Also, nicotine can be found in milk even five hdurs 
after the last cigarette is smoked. 

Exhaled smoke and the smoke from the burning end of 
a cigarette can irritate a child's eyes and nasal passages. 
This "secondhand smoke" can contain more tar, 
nicotine and carbon monoxide than the smoke that the 
smoker inhales. As a result, children of parents who 
smoke are more likely to have colds, bronchitis and 
pneumonia than children of parents who do not smoke. 

Share your concerns about her smoking with your wife. 
Since she already quit once, support and encouragement 
from you can help her to quit again -for good.

Disposable Lighters 
A Peril To Children 

Dtsposable lighters are killing and in 
juring our children. That ·s the message 
of Diane L. Denton. R.N . burn preven­
tion educator at Kosair Children's 
Hospital. Denton is trying to do 
something about it 

On April 29. 1985. she expressed her 
concern about disposable lighters to the 
safet) committee of the Consumer Pro· 
duct Safety Commission. Ms. Denton 
had seen a number of children burned 
while playing wtth the lighters . She ask 
ed that such lighters be redesigned to 
make them more difficult for a child to 
light. Proof that one person can make a 
diference came in January of this year 
when the CPSC requested a year-long 
study of the hazards of disposable 
lighters to children. Denton's petition 
had made it happen. 

Denton cited local statistics to make 
her point about the lighters. 

"Locally our firefighters are finding 
very young children starting fires with 
disposable lighters. Within the city of 
Louisville in 1984 there were recorded 88 
incidents of fires with children where 
matches or lighters were used. These in­
cidents resulted in eight injuries, five 
deaths and enormous monetary losses." 

Denton's years as a nurse in the 
Kosair Children's burn unit have made 
her an ardent advocate of safety and 
prevention of burns. She is pleased with 
the action of the CPSC, but satisfaction 
will not come until "something is done 
to protect young children from their own 
curiosity about easy-to-operate 
lighters.· · She is concerned that the year 
of study means more children must be 
hurt or will die to prove an already 
known fact- that children are suffering 
and dying because of disposable 
lighters . 

"Locally our firefighters are finding 
very young children starting fires with 
disposable lighters. Within the city of 
Louisville in 1984 there were recorded 88 
incidents of fires with children where 
matches or lighters were used. These in­
cidents resulted in eight injuries, five 
deaths and enormous monetary losses." 

Denton's years as a nurse in the 
Kosair Children's burn unit have made 
her an ardent advocate of safety and 
prevention of burns. She is pleased with 
the action of the CPSC, but satisfaction 
will not come until "something is done 
to protect young children from their own 
curiosity about easy-to-operate 
lighters.'' She is concerned that the year 
of study means more childrenj must be 
hurt or will die to prove an already 
known fact-that children are suffering 
and dying because of disposable 
lighters. 

For now, Denton spends her time 
warning parents and teaching children 
how to prevent burns. 

Brightly colored lighters, which are 
easy to operate, attract children. They 
are mistaken for toys. Because they 
don' t understand the danger, some 
parents even give lighters to children as 
a distraction.

Many times 
they are easily available to children. All 
too often children find a lighter, play 
with it. and end up hurting themselves.

Denton hopes the federal government 
will help stop the pain and death . Until 
then, she tells the story to all who will 
listen. The disposable lighter issue and 
Diane Denton were featured on CBS 
Morning News early in March, and 
every day in schools, at meetings with 
parents. even in super market check-out 
lines . Diane Denton warns "keep 
lighters away from children."

"The Governor's Scholars Program 
continues to attract interest and 
stimulate excitement because of what it 
offers students intellectually and per­
sonally ... Governor Collins said. "It is a 
Kentucky program that has established 
a tradition of excellence." 

"It is encouraging that Kentucky has 
so many outstanding young people who 
are willing to make a commitment for 
five weeks of their summer vacation for 
academic enrichment." the governor 
said. 

The Governor's Scholars Program is 
free of charge to students. It is financ­
ed by a partnership of state government. 
including the Office of the Governor, and 
a number of private businesses and 
foundations. 

The 1986 scholars will represent 115 of 
Kentucky's 120 counties. The scholars 
approximate the population of high 
school juniors in Kentucky-27% will 
come from eastern Kentucky; 30% from 
western Kentucky: 18% from central 
Kentucky; 14% from Jefferson county: 
and 11% from northern Kentucky. 

Governor Collins noted that the Gover­
nor's Scholars Program raised its stan­
dards for admission this year and yet 
received even more applications than in 
the past. The program is now in its 
fourth year. 

"The caliber of the applicants was so 
high," she said, "that the blue-ribbon 
statewide committee who selected 
scholars from the pool of candidates ac­
cepted more than the 600 scholars that 
plans call for." 

Students will be evenly divided bet­
ween the Centre and UK campuses. 
Each scholar chooses a major course of 
study from 11 areas ranging from 
mathematics to creative arts. including 
such subjects as cultural anthropology 
and philosophy. In addition, students 
elect seminars in subject areas different 
from their major course. 

Scholars are challenged by a wide 
range of enrichment and extracur­
ricular activities. Nationally known 
speakers and performers come to cam­
pus, experts meet informally in 
seminars with students, there are 
numerous field trips-including a Satur­
day with the Arts in Louisville in which 
all the major Louisville art groups from 
Actor's Theatre to the Louisville Or­
chestra. participate. There are also in­
tramural sports, numerous clubs and 
otlT~r activities, often arranged by the 
scholars. 

Each school district is allowed to 
make a specific number of nominations 
that corresponds to the district's size. 

To meet 1986 program requirements, 
students had to: 

•score in the 96th percentile or above 
on the KEST (statewide achievement 
test>; 

•take the PSAT/NMQST-which is the 
same test required for National Merit 
Scholarships- and score in the top 20 
percentiles in either the ma~h or_yerbal 
sections; . " 

•write, and be judged. on an essay on 
one of several topics; 

•receive very high recommendations 
from at least two teachers in the liberal 
arts areas who rate students on qualities 
ranging from intellectual curiosity and 
breadth of interest to attitudes toward 
other students, and: 

•demonstrate characteristics of 
superior students included on a list in the 
criteria mailed to each school district. 

School districts select nominees for 
the program with the help of specified 
committees. Some exceptions to the 
criteria are allowed when students 
demonstrate exceptional ability in 
specific areas. 

On the state level, selection of scholars 
from the pool of candidates is made by 
an impartial statewide selection com­
mitee which includes admissions direc­
tors and assistant directors of major 
Kentucky state colleges and universities 
and many independent colleges ; vice 
presidents and academic deans of Ken­
tucky colleges and universities : 
representative college professors, and 
state education specialists in gifted and 
talented programs.

You never know who's 
going to pop up on the 
small screen.

On "Crazy Like a Fox" a

One thing Miss Lamour 
does not intend to do is to 
join the burgeoning throng 
of celebrities who have 
written tell-all biographies. 
"You're going to hurt 
someone when you do 
something like that," she 
says. "Maybe I'm a prude, 
but I jus1 don't believe in 
that. 

"I did do one," she 
adds, "but it was clean. It 
was called 'My Side of the 
Road.' It sold like hot 
cakes to begin with, be­
cause evidently people 
thought I was going to say 
something terrible about 
Bob or Bing" 

Does Miss Lamour have 
any favorites among her 
pictures? "I love those 
'Road' pictures," she 
says. "And then I love the 
picture I made with Tyrone 
Power, 'Johnny Apollo.' 
And the South Sea Island 
pictures - I'll always be 
grateful to them. 

"I've done about 60 mo­
tion pictures, you know. I 
look at the list and say,

FIRE WITH FIRE (Paramount) Starring Virginia Madsen, 
Craig Sheffer, Kate Reid . * 

By J.T. YURKO 

Variations on a theme is the 
motif for "Fire with Fire," with 
the accent on the variations. 

Virginia Madsen plays Lisa 
Taylor, a student at a very re­
stricted Catholic girls' high 
school. She wears a cute little 
uniform, attends daily church 
services, and lives a life just 
short of that of a cloistered 
nun - with one major excep­
tion. As a counterpoint to all 
'the restrictions (or perhaps in 
spite of them, we're never 
really sure) Lisa acts out her 
powerful romantic fantasies 
by - get this - taking sensu­
al erotic photos of herself, in­
spired by famous art works. 

This Juliet is fated to meet 
her Romeo, Joe Fisk (Craig 
Sheffer), an inmate at an hon­
or detention camp. He's there 
because he decided to run his 
mom's car through the win­
dow of his local Sears Service 
Center. 

While competing in a cross­
country track meet, Joe spots 
Lisa, and the rest is passion , 
adventure and a yarn that not 
even a mother could love. 
Certainly the Mother Superior 
of the high school has a few 
w,ord~ tq ~ax about th!J affair . 

That role is played by Kate 
Reid, a very capable actress 
who deserves a better agent. 

She in turn is counterpoint­
ed by Jon Polito, who is 
known only as "Boss" in the 
movie. He's the head of the 
probation camp and runs the 
joint like a Nazi commandant. 

Of course it's ridiculous that 
a man like this would be in 
charge of an honor Ci!mp; it's 
ridiculous that one of the oth­
er nuns should aid the young 
lovers (like the Friar of "Ro­
meo and Juliet"), it's ridicu­
lous that one of Fisk's fellow 
inmates just happens to be a 
mapmaker and helps them in 
their escape. In fact , the entire 
premise is ludicrous. 

There may be some greater 
meaning to all this, but no less 
than lour writers couldn ' t 
come up with one. First-time 
director Duncan Gibbons is a 
veteran of MTV videos, in­
cluding "Smuggler 's Blues. " 
But he doesn't seem to know 
what to do when characters 
speak, so he relies on exces­
sive stylization lor mood . 

This isn't a triumph of style 
over substance. It's style sub­
stitutinq for substance. • 
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A certain sign of spring is that the 
horse shows start up in Kentucky. Sad­
dlebreds, walking horses, hunters and 
jumpers, ponies. You name it, it will 
likely be shown in your county at least 
once before the leaves turn brown. 

If you're a new or novice rider or 
owner, you'll experience for the first 
time the intense competition involved, 
and hopefully the thrill of winning your 
first ribbon. 

It's a good time, too, to learn that good 
grooming improves your horses chances 
of winning a ribbon and of sto.ying 
healthy as well. 

Start grooming your horse by working 
on its feet and legs first, while you are 
still fresh. A horse's feet and legs need 
good care. Everything the animal does 
depends on them. When grooming your 
horse, face the horse and then slide your 
hand down its leg and pull the foot up. 
The horse learns quickly what you are 
doing. 

Use a hoof pick to dig out manure and 
foreign matter. The entire sole of the 
foot should be visible when you have 
finished. 

Each hoof should be carefully clean­
ed to be sure there are no small stones 
or rocks or other foreign material trap­
ped in the hoof which could bruise the 
"frog,· · which is the soft undersurface 
of the hoof. Bruises of the "frog" can 
make a horse so sore he will not place 
his weight on the foot, and you'll have 
a lame horse. 

Regular picking of the feet also gives 
you an early warning if your horse is 
developing thrush. This hoof disease 
causes a foul odor to come from the hoof 
and the "frog" will begin to flake. Usual 
causes are standing in dirty stalls on 
straw soaked with urine or feces. or in 
muddy pastures. 

Best preventive measure is 
cleanliness, both of the horse and its 
stall. 

Grooming the horse's body requires a 
currycomb, a soft brush or two, some 
sponges and some towels. Use the curry­
comb to loosen and remove dirt from the 
animal's coat. Start on the left side and 
brush against the lay of the hair. 

Use the brushes on the more tender 
areas of the horse, his face, belly and the 
leg areas beneath the knee. Small 
dampened sponges are recommended 
around the eyes and nose, and use of a 
separate sponge around the dock <the 
base of the tail). 

Finally, rub him down with a soft, 
clean towel. This spreads the oil through 
hair and gives the animal a healthy, 
sleek appearance. 

It will take about 30 minutes a day, but 
the benefits are well worth it. For one 
thing, the grooming stimulates the 
horse's circulation and improves his ap­
pearance. For another, the time spent 
with the horse each day makes you more 
familiar with the animal's charac­
teristic behavior and appearance, and 
you'll stand a better chance of detecting 
problems earlier. 

Of course, you know to call your

Bassin' with the Pros 
By TREY FOERSTER 

According to Randy Fite, two-time 
winner of the Lone Star bass tournament 
and Johnson Outboards Pro Staff 
member, water clarity "is very impor­
tant in determining what kind of pattern 
exists on the lake. The clearer the water, 
generally speaking, the deeper the fish 
will hold. The more off-colored or stain­
ed the water. the more shallow you'll 
find the fish ... 

But what about those lakes that are 
"gin clear" for 20-25 feet? It all depends 
upon the penetration of sunlight into 
those depths . 

"Fish will bite real well in clear water 
just like they do in other types of water, 
but in different parts of the country it af­
fects them in different ways," com­
ments Jerry Rhyne, one of the best spin­
nerbait fishermen in the country. " I can 
go out West and catch fish in water that 
I can see 20-25 feet down in, and not have 
a problem doing it. But yet, I can go 
back in the East and find water that I 
can see 20 feet down or so in, and fishing 
becomes extremely hard. " 

Clarity ,like fortune, is a state of mind. 
It all depends on what you've use to: 
gin clear, slightly stained, cloudy, or cof­
fee. In all these types of water, fish bite 
and it's getting to know what the water's 
like during the seasonal changes that 
spells success for the angler.

What technique can you use to try and 
reactivate a feeding spree when you're 
over a school of fish that suddenly turn­
ed off? 

"I pick up a rattling-type bait, like a 
Rattle Trap, or a flashy bait like a 
heavier spoon," Fite said.

All pros agree that the more you are 
acquainted with a certain body of water.

"Feeding sprees can be very impor­
tant and can be affected by shallow 
water conditions, which can create a 
feeding spree or lack of a feeding spree. 
For example, early in the morning and 
late in the evening are prime times to 
fish, especially when you're dealing with 
shallow water. In these periods of low 
light intensity, it is easier for the fish to 
see his prey. He is more likely to be

tions expire April 30, 1986. 

Col. Joe Kelly, director of the Ken­
tucky Water Patrol, advises that water 
patrol officers will be citing boaters fail­
ing to renew their registrations before 
April30. 

to confirm current year validation from 
either side of a boat, thus reducing the 
number of boats stopped solely for spot 
checks on current year registration. Kel­
ly asks boaters to display their registra­
tion decals in line and six inches toward 
the rear of the boat from the registra­
tion number. The United States Coast 
Guard and most states issue two decals 
when registering boats. 

Again this year, boaters renewing 
their boat registrations will receive two 
registration decals, instead of one.

Loss of Body Heat 
Danger to Boaters 

One of the main causes of death in the 
water involves a word that many of us 
can't even spell. A lot of people who 
refused to wear a life jacket are dead 
because they didn't know about it. The 
word is hypothermia. 

It means your body heat is lower than 
normal and it results from the body los­
ing heat faster than it can produce it. It 
can occur indoors or outdoors. It can 
strike suddenly if you fall into the water, 
even if the water temperature is 70 
degrees. Even if you're a champion 
swimmer, hypothermia can cause your 
death. 

Let's say you're in a boat, fishing, and 
you hook the big one. You stand up to 
begin outwitting the fish. The boat tips 
over and you're in the water. It's too late 
to grab the life jacket. 

Most people try to swim to safety as 
hard as they can, or use an equal 
amount of frantic energy trying to Ooat. 
There's no need for this kind of effort if 
you're wearing a life jacket. 

Water is a good conductor of heat. It 
takes away body heat much faster than 
air. And most of the heat is lost through 
the head, neck, sides and groin where 
main blood vessels are close to the 
surface. · 

Wind is another factor. Hypothermia 
outdoors generally is caused by ex­
posure to wind and wetness. especially 
when it's cool or cold. 

Hypothermia is indicated by shiver­
ing, an attempt by the body to generate 
heat. Other symptoms are confusion, 
stiffness. slurred speech and <if you're 
on land> unsteady walk. 

For treatment, give the victim some 
form of shelter. Remove wet clothes and 
wrap him in a sleeping bag or blanket, 
and get him the fastest possible medical 
treatment. 

Hot water bottles along the sides, skin 
to skin contact and mouth to mouth 
resuscitation are other ways to restore 
heat.

Noting the proliferation of lotteries in various sbites, Assetllltlles of God &etleral 
Superintendent G. bymond Carlson issued 1 sbiteJ~~ent expressinl the opposition 
of the Assemblies of God to pmbllnc, ev111 when it is legalized by IOYemment. 

He Slid, "The Assemblies of God declared its firm opposition to gambling in 
any form in a position paper released in 1983." 

That paper declares, "A careful reading of Scripture makes it clear there are 
numerous Biblical principles which indicate gambling is an evil to be avoided." 

Gambling is defined in the position paper as, "any activity in which wealth changes 
hands, mainly on the basis of chanc:e and with risk to the gambler." 

Several reasons are cited why gambling is wrong for Christians: 

1. Gambling is wrong because it is a .disregard of responsible stewardship; 
2. Gambling is wrong bec:ause it involves a ch.nce of gain at the expense and 

suffering of others; 
3. Gambling is wrong because it is inconsistent with the work ethic of Scripture; 

and 
4. Gambling is wrong because it tends to be habit·forming." 

The paper concludes with this sbltement: "Those who want to live according 
to Scripture will refrain from participation in any form of gambling ... They will also 
do all within their power to discourage the legalization of gambling, whether to raise 
money for charity, church, or state."

We have examined the statement of receipts, disbursements, and excess fees of the County Clerk of Floyd County 
for the year ended December 31, 1984. Our examination was made in accordance with the Standards for Audit of 
Governmental Organizations, Programs, Activities, and Functions, issued by the Comptroller General of the United States, 
and accordingly, included such tests of the accounting records and such other auditing procedures as we considered 
necessary in the circumstances. 
• The Sheriff has contracted Stephen R. Allen, Certified Public Accountant, to examine the statement of receipts, 

disbursements, and excess fees of his office. 
As recommended by the State and Local Finance Officer, pursuant to Kentucky Revised Statute (KRS) 68.210, 

the accompanying financial statements are prepared primarily on a cash basis. Consequently, certain revenues and 
the related assets are recognized when received rather than when earned, and certain expenses are recognized when 
paid rather than when a liability is incurred. Accordingly, the accompanying financial statements are not intended to 
present financial position and results of operations in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles. 

In our opinion, the accompanying financial statements present fairly the receipts, disbursements, and excess fees 
of the County Clerk for the year ended December 31, 1984, in conformity with the accounting system described above, 
applied on a basis consistent with that of the preceding year. 

We also conducted tests of compliance with state laws and regulations, and unless otherwise noted below, the 
tested items were in compliance with applicable state laws and regulations. During our examination, nothing came 
to our attention to cause us to believe that the untested items were not in compliance. 

We did not conduct a study and evaluation of internal accounting control as we concluded that the audit could 
be performed more efficiently by expanding substantive audit tests. Therefore, we placed very little reliance on the 
internal accounting control system. 

FINDINGS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 
Our comments are intended to be constructive. The purpose of each is to point out areas for improvement The 

absence of extensive comments of a complimentary nature does not imply the County Clerk's accounting and com­
pliance procedures are deficient or unsound. Accordingly, we offer the accompanying comments and recommendations: 

Prior Year 
In the prior year audit report, we reported two areas of noncompliance that have not been corrected and 
are commented on in the current year audit findings. The noncorrected findings are as follows: 
1) The County Clerk did not maintain records as required by the Uniform System of Accounts. 
2) The County C erk did not publish an annual settlement of receipts and disbursements as required 

by KRS 424.220. 

We also reported the County Clerk did not issue receipts as required by KRS 64.840; and the County Clerk 
did not present an annual settlement of receipts and disbursements to the fiscal court by March 15 of the 
following year as required by KRS 64.152. These noncompliances have been corrected and are not com­
mented on in the current year audit findings. 

Current Year 
1) The County Clerk Should "!_aintain Complete Receipts And Disbursements Ledgers 

The County Clerk does not maintain complete receipts and disbursements ledgers. This is required by 
the Uniform System of Accounts. We recommend the County Clerk maintain these ledgers and post to 
them daily. 

2) An Annual Statement Of Receipts And Disbursements Should Be Published 

The County Clerk did not publish an annual statement of receipts and disbursements as required by KRS 
424.220. We recommend the County Clerk comply with this statute by publishing this settlement within 

sixty (60) days after the end of the year. 
3) Bids Should Be Obtained For Expenses Over $7,500 

The County Clerk's Office paid out a total of $20,114 in 1984 for microfilming services. There were no 
bids obtained for this expense. This is in violation of KRS 424.260 which requires bids to be obtained 

for purchases over S7,500. We recommend the County Clerk comply with this statute. 

The excess fees reported herein have been paid to the County Treasurer. 
We are confident the above findings and recommendations will be useful to the County Clerk in managing the opera. 

tions of her office in a manner consistent with effective accounting and compliance controls.

Recent weather has been a m1xed 
blessing for Kentucky farmers. On the 
one hand. there has been a raptd ad· 
vance of fieldwork so it is well ahead of 
schedule in most areas of the Common­
wealth. 

On the other hand. most of the state 
IS suffering from an unusually dry 
season, according to figures from the 
Kentucky Crop and L1vestock Reporting 
Service. 

"April is usually one of the wettest 
months of the year, but most areas are 
well behind normal this year, .. said 
Agriculture Commissioner David E. 
Hoswell. 

Statewide, soil moisture is rated 90 
percent short and only 10 percent 
adequate. 

"Rain is badly needed right now to 
foster growth of tobacco plants, hay and 
pastures. and to allow germination in 
newly planted fields," Boswell said 

Tobacco bed planting is virtually com­
pleted, compared to 95 percent at th1s 
time last year. Plants are up in 38 per­
cent of the beds. slightly behind the 39 
percent at this time last year. The lack 
of rain is slowing growth, and many 
growers are watering the beds 

The recent frosts, however. do not ap­
pear to have done any significant 
damage. 

Corn progress this year is rivaled 
only by the very early season of 1976. 
Statewide, planting is 20 percent com­
plete, compared with 10 percent last 
year at this time and only 4 percent on 
the five-year average. 

Corn planting is most advanced in the 
western and south central parts of the 
state. Farmers in a few of these coun­
ties are nearing completion. 

College Upgrades 
Top Two Scholarships 

Two of Pikeville College's most 
prestigious scholarships are getting a 
facelift. These scholarships, the 
Presidential and the William Wade & 
Helen Record Walker Scholarships, are 
increasing by $1,570 and $350 respective­
ly. 

The Presidential, Pikeville's highest 
academic award, is being increased by 
up to $1,570 per year .. The scholarship 
formerly covered tuition. fees, and dor­
mitory costs . For any student living in 
the college dormitories, the scholarship 
now covers tuition, fees, room and 
board. For students choosing to live off 
campus, the scholarship will cover tui­
tion and fees, up to $3420 per academic 
year. The Presidential Scholarship 
award, over the four years necessary to 
complete a baccalaureate degree, can 
be worth as much as $22,680. 

This scholarship requires a minimum 
3.5 point average <on a 4.0 scale> and 
either a 25 ACf Composite or 1010 com­
bined Math/,English SAT score. 

The William Wade & Helen Record 
Walker Scholarship is the next highest 
academic award. This scholarship, for 
incoming freshmen only, is available to 
any eligible student ranking either first 
or second in their graduating class at 
any ttme from the end of the junior year 
through graduation. For a ranking of 
number one. the scholarship is up to 
$1.500; a second place ranking receives 
up to $1,300. An increment of up to $850 
is added to the tuition break for any stu­
dent living in a campus dorm room. The 
Walker Scholarship is worth up to $9,400 
or $8,600 over the course of four years 
of study. depending on the class ranking. 

Pikeville College's academic scholar­
ship deadline is April I, which means 
that all transcripts, applications, finan­
cial assistance applications, and letters 
should be received in the Offices of Ad­
missions and Financial Aid no later than 
that date.

Wheat and barley are generally grow­
ing well in spite of the short sod 
moisture. The average wheat height 
now stands at 11 inches, up from seven 
inches last week. and about the same as 
at thts ttme last year 

However , ma ny growers are applying 
nitrogen, and they need rain to activate 
the fertilizer and boost growth. 

Pastures a nd hay fields are also bad 
ly in need of ra in. The first hay cutting 
is expected to be short if conditions don't 
change soon. Dry conditiOns are also 
hindering germination in newly seeded 
fields and pastures. 

"Pasture growth has been sufficient 
to allow some grazing, but many pro­
ducers are still feeding hay," Boswell 
said. "Fortunately, hay supplies are 
adequate to surplus in most areas." 

The freezing tempertures recentl)­
may have caused some damage to fruit 
crops, but the extent is not evident yet. 
Overall, winter freeze damage to apples 
and peaches has been reported as none 
to light.

Young men and women deciding their 
future plans may find the Army's 
spel:ial two-year enlistmt'nt program an 
outstanding oller.

the reasons for resisting such tempta­
tions are many. 

While you may think the scenario of 
"finding" a baby wild animal is farfet­
ched. each year the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Fish and Wildlife Resources 
receives numerous requests to take in 
these "orphan" animals because they 
are no longer cute ~nd cuddly. These 
small critters have a tendency to grow 
up and become wild animals and their 
keepers can no longer handle their 
feeding and care, or ~heir aggressive 
behavior. 

These would-be "good samaritans" 
find that they not only possess an un­
managable wild critter, but they also 
are in possible violation of the law for 
keeping wildlife without a permit. 

Kentucky law requires that anyone 
holding any native or exotic wild mam­
mals or wild birds as pets or for pro­
pagation purposes obtain a permit from 
the department through the local conser­
vation officer who will determine if the 
animal was obtained legally and if ade­
quate facilities are provided. A free 
transportation permit is also required to 
ship wild birds and mammals into Ken­
tucky from other states or counties, and 
such shipments must be accompanied 
by a veterinarian's certificate stating 
that the wildlife is free of symptoms of 
disease. 

An even worse potential problem from 
"adopting" wild animals is finding out 
too late that the reason the "orphan" 
didn't scamper off when first approach­
ed is because it has rabies or some other 
disease. This is more common than most 
people realize, and too often they find 
out the hard way. Rabies is a dreaded 
disease and to undergo the painful series 
of preventive shots is an ordeal in itself. 

In truth, most of the "orphaned" 
animals found in the spring woods are 
not orphans at all. Their parents have 
gone off in search of food;or are hiding 
nearby until the human intruders leave. 

So if you find a young animal in the 
woods, do it and yourself a favor and 
leave it alone.

"Witness to War: Dr. Charles 
Clements," airing Tuesday, May 13, at 
9:30p.m. on KET, tells the story of Dr. 
Charles Clements' journey from pilot in 
Vietnam to doctor behind rebel lines in 
El Salvador. 

Clements had the "right stuff." He 
was the top of his class at the Air Force 
Academy, and he was headed for a 
distinguished career when his con­
science caught up with him and he chose 
to dedicate his life to healing and non­
violence. 

As the anti-war movement escalated 
in the United States, Clements was 
becoming increasingly disillusioned 
with the daily carnage he was witness­
ing in Vietnam. Finally, refusing to fly 
any more missions, Clements returned 
to the United States and spoke out about 
his experiences in Southeast Asia at an 
anti-war rally. The Air Force, uncertain 
how to handle him, incarcerated 
Clements in a psychiatric hospital for six 
months before he won an honorable 
discharge. 

Subsequently Clements entered 
medical school. It was during his 
residency in California that he began 
seeing refugees from the war in El 
Salvador. As the war there escalated 
and the U.S. Government dispatched ad­
visers to that country, Clements saw 
many similarities with previous U.S. in­
volvement in Southeast Asia. 

Changes In Spain 
Examined On KET 

How has Spain progressed in the last 
ten years since the death of its last dic­
tator, General Francisco Franco? 
Former Madrid Bureau Chief for the 
New York Times John Darnton will pro­
vide observations and interviews when 
"Spain: Ten Years Later/A Reporter's 
Notebook" airs Wednesday, April2, at 
9:00p.m. on KET. 

Darnton, a Pulitizer Price-winning 
writer, will offer a glimpse into Spain's 
recent political transition. Now the 
Times' deputy foreign editor, Darnton 
spent 1982-1984 in Spain. His return came 
during Spain's tenth year as a 
democracy and the year of its national 
referendwn on NATO membership, to 
examine just how much the country has 
changed during the last decade. 

" Spain: Ten Years Later/A 
Reporter's Notebook" is a story of 
critical importance, for elements of 
Spain's successful transition may hold 
lessons for other countries-notably 
those in Latin America-currently tak­
ing steps toward democracy. The pro­
gram traces Darnton's travels from 
Madrid's urban sprawl through the 
tradition yet diverse towns of the 
country---encountering along the way in­
divid~als who represent the spirit of 
change. 

"Spain: Ten Years Later/A 
Reporter's Notebook" also examines the 
powerful influence of the Catholic 
Church in Spanish affairs. Dam ton also 
comments on the results of the crucial 
NATO referendum which will be held 
March 12. Within both NATO and the 
Reagan administration, there is great 
concern over the referendum, because 
a decision by Spain to withdraw could 
set a disturbing precedent.
