As he approach­
ed a curve, bus driver Robert Spears 
was forced to cut to the right to avoid 
colliding with a van approaching from 
the opposite direction; the wheels 
dropped into a deep ditch, causing the 
bus to turn on its side, he said. 

Witnesses reported that the van was 
traveling at an unsafe speed and was 
across the centerline when the bus left 
the road. The driver did not stop but a 
neighbor gave police the license number 
of the van, Patton said. No charges had 
been filed Tuesday. 

An ambulance and parents drove 13 of 
the students to Highlands Regional 
Medical Center and one of them, high 
school student Glenna McCoy, was ad­
mitted overnight for observation.

Trial of Moore 
For Auto Death 
Opened Tuesday 

Trial of a McDowell man on a charge 
of murder, which began yesterday 
(Tuesday) in Floyd Circuit Court, stems 
from a January 16 accident in which a 
car left KY 122 just above McDowell and 
landed upside-down in Left Beaver 
Creek. 

Basel Ray Moore, 28, of McDowell, 
who allegedly was the driver of the car, 
was charged with murder in the death 
ol Timothy Dye, one of his two 
passengers. Dye, 22, was said by a 
physician to have drowned. 

Prosecutor John Griffith told the jury 
in opening his case that Moore, Dye, and 
the other passenger, Robbie Hall, had 
been "riding around, drinking, and 

. smoking dope most of the day" on the 
day of the accident. Moore was speeding 
when he lost control of his 1976 Chevette 
on a curve and, after the vehicle ended 
in the creek. his two companions left 
Dyt> trapped under the back seat of the 
car, face down in the water, the pro­
secutor said. 

Hall. of Spewing Camp, testified the 
three had consumed two fifths of Wild 
frtsh Rose and a gallon-and-a-half of 
another wine, and that they had smok­
ed marijuana that day.

last year- not, as he saw it, even com­
ing close to using up the revenue col­
lected at the lower fee. City Ad­
ministrator David Evans countered that 
there was no way of knowing if the city 
would respond to three or three hundred 
subscription fires this year. Paul Chaf­
fins, city building inspector, said that in 
1984 the fire department responded to 22 
out-of-town fires. 

At the April 14 meeting, council 
presented a first reading of the rate in­
crease ordinance. In its original form, 
residential rates were to be based on 
property valuation and businesses on a 
sliding scale, depending on the size of the 
building. While there was no objection 
to the business rate, Combs objected to 
the property valuation scale for home 
owners, pointing out that the lot is 
assessed as well as the home. Council 
agreed with Combs, opting instead for 
a flat $100 fee. 

The Bull Creek resident seemed only 
partially appeased by the amendment, 
and Councilman Thomas Tackett seem­
ed to share his concerns. Tackett said he 
thought the additional $76 per year was 
too big a jump and could add undue 
hardship on some homeowners. Other 
council members and Mayor Ann Latta 
countered that the subscription service 
substantially lowered homeowner's in­
surance. and added that the $24 fee had 
been unrealisticaly low. 

The increase passed with only Tackett 
voting against it. 

In other action, council had the second 
reading of an ordinance raising the rate 
of pay for council members and the 
mayor. The ;aise is designed to comply 
with state regulations which specify ci­
ty councils and mayors are to receive a 
set monthly salary. Previously, council 
members had been paid $3 per meeting, 
and the mayor $100 per month. 

At the first reading, the ordinance 
specified paying council members $100 
per month and the mayor $500 per 
month. Monday, however, several coun­
cil members lobbied against the figure 
set for themsflves, saying it was too 
high, while praising Latta's job perfor­
mance and arguing for her raise. 

Councilwoman Margie Osborne 
reminded her colleagues they all knew 
the office didn't pay well when they ran,

Inspectors Descend 
On Law Agency Here 

A new administration takes over in 
Washington and a slew of people in 
eastern Kentucky lose their disability 
benefits ... A Pike county man is denied 
food stamps because he owns a 1984 Dat­
sun, even though the car has been totall­
ed ... The UK Medical Center refuses to 
schedule diagnostic tests for a patient on 
Medicaid... A young paraplegic is 
evicted from a Hazard nursing home ... 

A miner is fired because, after one 
~h~'l "pul ·ng pilfars'' underground, he 
fhinks he is too tirea to work 3notner 
shift safely ... Another miner, in charge 
of the electrical cable powering a con­
tinuous mining machine, is thrown to the 
mine floor by an electric shock but is 
fired when he insists on having the cable 
repaired ... A bus driver at Mountain 
Comprehensive Care here is discharg­
ed, allegedly for her "negative attitude 
and negative behavior," but apparent­
ly because she was talking to state in­
vestigators about management and 
morale problems at the agency ... 

Cases like these are among the dozens 
currently on fi le with the Prestons­
burg-based Appalachian Research and 
Defense Fund of Kentucky <ARDF), ac­
cording to a summary of cases prepared 
recently by the legal services agency. 
Founded 16 years ago to provide legal 
assistance in civil disputes to clients who 
could not afford to hire private at­
torneys, ARDF is funded by the federal 
government, which dispatched no fewer 
than a dozen inspectors to this area last 
week to see how the agency is being run. 

While the panel- which was made up 
of financial and management con­
sultants as well as lawyers-has yet to 
issue a report, ARDF Director John 
Rosenberg said Friday he felt confident 
the investigators were impressed by the 
number of clients served in the agency's 
37-county area and the range of issues 
addressed. In all, ARDF's 11 offices 

One Acquitted, 
Three Guilty, 
Of Passing Bus 

Of four persons facing trial in district 
court yesterday <Tuesday) on charges 
of passing a school bus while children 
were boarding, a jury convicted one and 
acquitted another; a third was convicted 
in his absence; and the fourth entered 
a guilty plea. 

Barbara Hunter. of Honaker, was con­
victed on the testimony of veteran bus 
driver Sharon Case, who said Hunter 
passed her school bus last November as 
it was taking on children near Yates 
Grocery, at Honaker She was ordered 
to pay $107 in fine and court costs. 

Acquitted was Lois Adkins, accused 
by the bus driver of passing her bus 
twice while it was loading children at the 
Spruce Pine Elementary School. Unlike 
the earlier case, where children were 
said to have been crossing the road, the 
bus driver acknowledged that none was 
crossing the road at the time Mrs. 
Adkins allegedly passed. Also unlike the 
earlier case, the school bus was partially 
off the highway in the second case. it 
was said.

cleared 7367 cases in 1985, including 1400 
in the Prestonsburg office. 

At the same time, the agency chief

A conservative federal administration 
is distrustful of legal-services agencies 
"because they think all we're doing is 
lobbying and filing class-action suits," 
said Rosenberg, who added, "What 
they'll find is that we're just trying to 
meet the legal needs of people with 
problems." 

Agency attorneys represented a 
woman miner in Perry county who com­
plained of sexual harassment on the 
job... a loader operator denied 
unemployment benefits after he walked 
off a strip job, complaining the machine 
had faulty brakes ... the family of a man 
found hanged in Pike county jail... a non­
profit agency building a daycare center 
in Prestonsburg ... a McDowell High 
School senior expelled although he suf­
fered from a learning disability ... 

Two public housing tenants facing 
eviction because their boyfriends mov­
ed in were represented by an "Ap­
palred" attorney ... as were several 
Clear Creek residents who sought to 
block issuance of an operating permit 
to Left Beaver Coal Co., a firm with a 
long history of violating environmental 
regulations ... and as was a citizens' 
organization in Martin county, pro­
testing a rate increase sought by the 
Kentucky Power Company ... 

The record is studded with cases of 
mothers whose parental rights have 
been terminated. fathers denied vistta­
tion rights, parents in custody disputes; 
divorces and property settlements; con­
sumer cases. A Prestonsburg couple is 
helped win a claim against a Paintsville 
furniture store; three young women suc­
cessfully sue a vacuum cleaner 
distributor for breach of contract, fraud, 
and malicious prosecution; a disabled 
Floyd man is defended against 
foreclosure by a Prestonsburg bank. 

Conservative critics have sometimes 
charged that legal services agencies 
spend public money in advancing liberal 
programs of social change or in attemp­
ting to promote through the courts social 
policies that have been rejected by 
legislatures. But Rosenberg insists the 
only changes legal services attorneys 
want to make in the system are those 
needed to make it work equally for all 
people. 

"We can't just file a case out of the 
blue. We can't make laws that don't ex­
ist.·· he said. "We always have to appeal 
to an existing law or at least apply an 
existing principle.·· 

However, especially where a client IS 

representative of a whole category of 
plaintiffs- in so-called class-action 
suits- a victory in the courts can have 
wide rl'percussions on public policy. One 
such case filed by ARDF, for example, 
challenges the policy of reducing Social 
Security benefits for those already 
receiving black lung compensation. 
And, in some instances. ll'gal serv1ces

Jobless Rate 
Down in March 

Kentucky's unemployment rate tonk 
a significant drop in March. Jailing from 
a revised 12.6 percent in February to a 
preliminary rate of 11.3 percent, accor­
ding to figures released recently by thE.' 
Cabinet for Human Resources. 

More than six thousand Kentuck1ans 
JOmect the ranks of the employed in 
March. attributable in part to a com· 
bination of economic and seasonal 
factors. 

''Increases in agricultural. construc­
tlOn. services and trade jobs played a 
major role in pushing the rate down in 
March." said stale labor market analyst 
Ed Blackwell. 

An estimated 1,466.100 Kentuckians 
were working in March. up 6,500 from 
February's figure of 1,459,600. but 37.300 
below the March 1985 report of 1,503.400 

The estimate of Kentuckians not work­
ing numbered 186,600 in March, down 
23,600 from February. when 210,200 were 
unemployed, but 18,700 above the March 
1985 report of 167,900. when the state's 
unemployment rate was 10.0 percent. 

Nationally the rate declined from 7.8 
percent in February to 7.5 percent in 
March. The comparable state and na­
tional figures are not seasonally 
adjusted. 

The Department for Employment Ser~ 
vices· monthly survey of non-farm 
employers showed 4,500 more people 
were working in coTlstruction. Blackwell 
attributed part of the increase to 
warmer weather and part to declining 
interest rates, which has spurred home­
building. 

The state's tourism industry ac­
counted for some of the job increases. 
''Service jobs rose by 3,100, mostly at 
motels and in recreation services,·' said 
Blackwell. "And trade employment 
grew by 1,100 jobs, mostly in restau­
rants, supermarkets and clothing 
stores." 

The survey also showed a gain of 600 
jobs in state and local education and 600 
jobs in finance, insurance and real 
estate. 

Agriculture picked up 4,700 jobs, for 
a Ul percent gain over February. 

A loss of 400 jobs was reported in the 
state's bituminous coal mining industry 
and 100 fewer jobs were reported in 
manufacturing. 

Kentucky's ci vi! ian labor force 
estimate decreased 17,100, from , 
1,669,800 in February to 1,652,700 in 
March, and was 18,600 below the March 
1985 figure of 1,671,500. The civilian labQr 
force includes non-military people who 
are working and unemployed people 
who actively are seeking jobs. It does 
not include anyone who is unemployed 
but not looking for work. 

Annual changes in the number of Ken'­
tuckians employed and those out of \ljOrk: 
reflect the number who have dropped 
out of the labor force.

The rest of the council seemed in 
agreement that, while they didn't want 
more money. they felt Latta deserved 
the raise. An amendment proposed by 
Bill Callihan allowing the mayor $500 
monthly and council members $25 pass­
ed with only Osborne voting nay. With 
Osborne abstaining, the remainder of 
the council voted to pass the amended 
ordinance. 

Latta thanked the council for their 
support and said she felt they should 
receive more money as well. "I think 
everyone should be compensated." she 
said. "I continually wonder that city 
government is the only branch of 
government where people are expected 
to volunteer their time.·' 

The continuing saga of cable television 
controversy continued at the meeting, 
with William and Jo Cash, of Middle 
Creek, presenting a petition signed by 
629 people served by Consolidated Com­
munications. requesting the city void the 
company's contract. The Cashes said 
they had collected the signatures within 
a three-day period. 

Among the problems Cash said he had 
encountered with Consolidated Com­
munications were a billing mix-up which 
caused his service to be disconnected. 
Though he didn't receive a bill, his cable 
was cut-off and he had to pay $15 to get 
it reinstalled, he said. 

Mayor Latta said the city was still in 
the process of attempting to void Con­
solidated Communcation's contract. Ci­
ty Attorney Larry Brown said he had 
witnesses who knew first-hand of 
several franchise violations by Con­
solidated, but declined to elaborate. 
Brown said the matter would be decid­
ed in circuit court. 

Consolidated Communica lions 
regional manager Marty Crawford has 
said his company will go ahead with a 
complete system rebuild here, beginn­
ing this week, in defiance of the council's 
vote to void the contract. Crawford said 
that after the renovation is complete, the 
company will ask for a raise of about $3 
per month. At present, cable systems 
must request permission to raise their 
rates from the communities they serve. 
However. beginning January 1, 1987, 
deregulation by the federal government 
will apparently allow them to set rates 
as they see fit. 

In other business, council declined to 
' vote on a proposed zoning change on N. 
' Arnold A venue, at the present site of 

Brown's Motor Court. Branham and 
Baker Coal Company has acquired the 
property and wants to build a two-story 
office building there. Though Brown's is 
a commercial establishment, it was 
grandfathered in when the neighborhood 
was zoned R-3. In order for another 
business to be constructed there now, a 
zoning variance would be needed. 

The city planning and zoning commis­
sion voted at its April? meeting to deny 
the change. Council members are con­
sidering holding a public hearing before 
they decide the issue. Such a hearing 
would be required in the event they 
decided not to go along with the commis­
sion's recommendation. 
· Council voted unanimously to form a 
police review board for the purpose of 
holding hearmgs on disciplinary action 
for police officers. The board will con­
sist of the mayor, city administrator and 
three council members serving in 
rotating, alphabetical order. Hearings 
may be requested by the chief of police. 
mayor or any individual police officer in 
appeal of a disciplinary action. 

Council will meet in special session 
next Monday at 7 p.m. to discuss the ci­
ty budget.

A classic case is the 1984 ''broadform 
deed" law. which fundamentally altered 
the balance of power between Kentucky 
landowners and the owners of coal rights 
severed under the turn-of-the-century 
deeds. Traditionally interpreted as giv­
ing the coal owner:s carte blanche to 
remove the coal as they saw fit, the new 
law requires the surface owner's per­
mission before coal can be removed by 
stripmining methods unknown at the 
time the deed was signed. 

Not only was the Kentucky law 
authored by Rosenberg but ARDF is in­
volved in a class action that will have a 
distinct bearing on how it is applied-a 
suit on behalf of several east Kentucky 
landowners who have won an injunction 
prohibiting the state Natural Resources 
Cabinet from issuing stripmine permits 
where broadform deeds are in dispute. 

"I don't doubt this had made some 
people unhappy with us, but I don't think 
there is any doubt that this is an issue 
for low-income landowners," said 
Rosenberg of the suit. "It would be 
foolish for us not to represent people in 
an issue that directly affects them and 
that the Cabinet is paying no attention 
to." 

Foolish or not, budget cuts and other 
restrictions imposed by a Reagan ad­
ministration with little sympathy for 
poverty programs have severely limited 
the opportunities for legislative ad­
vocacy that were once a major attrac­
tion for idealistic young lawyers. With 
its budget cut from $2 .3 million in 1980 
to $2.05 million this year and its staff at­
torneys reduced from 48 to 26 during the 
same period, the agency finds its 
resources dwindling even as the low­
income population it serves is on the 
rise. 

"Most attorneys who come to the pro­
gram feel a need to do something about 
broad inequities in society. The restric­
tions have limited our ability to do that." 
said Rosenberg, a veteran of the civil 
rights struggles of the 1960s. "But most 
still feel that the law is one place they 
can help their clients get the same shake 
as the wealthy and the powerful. This is 
what has motivated people from the 
start."

Strike Hopes Dim 
As Talks Founder 

Hopes for an end to the strike between 
the United Steelworkers and the Ap­
palachian Regional Hospital chain fad­
ed quickly Monday, when negotiations 
broke down about two hours after they 
resumed. 

The hospital chain had proposed that 
unionists go back to work under their old 
contract while negotiations continued. 
The union rejected the proposal and the 
talks, which had just resumed in Lex­
ington's Howard Johnson Motor Lodge, 
were suspended. 

About 1850 United Steelworkers 
members, including practical nurses, X­
ray, laboratory, pharmacy and 
respiratory technicians and mainten­
ance personnel, went on strike April 1, 
after their contract with the hospital 
system expired. 

Like the system's nine other hospitals, 
the McDowell ARH is being operated by 
non-union p~rsonnel1 with reduced pa­
tient loads. Some services in two of the 
system's West Virginia hospitals and 
one in Virginia will be curtailed, begin­
ning next Monday, as a result of the 
strike. 

Because of the support of non-union 
staff, no cuts are anticipated at the 
chain's other hospitals at this time, 
hospital officials said. 

Brandeis Files Suit 
To Keep Gas Flowing 

Attorneys for Brandeis Machinery, 
Inc. filed suit this week in an effort to 
force an Ashland woman to keep supply­
ing them with cheap natural gas for 
their Mare Creek operation . 

They cite a 1974 contract by which 
Gypsy Hughes offered to sell them gas 
at 95 cents per thousand cubic feet as 
long as she had it and they needed it 

As of Monday, ho\yever, Mrs. Hughes 
said she would shut the gas off. 

Brandeis, which uses the gas to fuel 
its steam cleaning equipment, will be 
forced to shut down unless Mrs. Hughes 
is restrained by court order. company 
attorneys claim. 

The suit, filed Monday in Floyd Circuit 
Court, gives the address of the Brandeis 
plant as Allen, the city that authorized 
the bond issue that helped finance its 
construction. 

(Suits filed in court give only the plain­
tiffs' version of the issues in dispute.)

Parkway Accident 
Is Attributed To 
Flagman's Error 

An overcharged shot and confusion 
over a flagman's signal apparently con­
tributed to a Mountain Parkway acci­
dent Thursday that hospitalized two per­
sons, including the founder of the Mud 
Creek Clinic. 

Injured were Eula Hall, of Honaker. 
a social worker at the clinic she began 
on Mud Creek 14 years ago, and Larry 
Newsome, of Beaver. driver of the car 
in which she was a passenger. Also a 
passenger, but uninjured, was Isaac Lit-
tle, of Teaberry. The three were en route • 
to a board meeting in Salyersville of Big 
Sandy Health Care, Inc., which operates 
the Mud Creek and Magoffin Clinics. 

According to witnesses, the Newsome 
car was the first in a line of westbound 
vehicles stopped by a flagman near a 
construction :;ite on Ivyton hill, about a 
mile over the FJoyd-:viag9ffin line. A 
Jjrast was detonAted at the site and. ac­
cording to occupants of the Newsome 
car, the construction worker who had 
halted them then signalled them to pro- • 
ceed. His vision obscured by the dust 
still swirling around the blast site. 
Newsome hit a pile of rocks that had 
been blown onto the roadway. 

According to state Trooper Jerry Crit­
chelow, who investigated the incident, 
a spokesman for Harry Holbrook Con­
struction Company, the Salyersville 
firm which is preparing the site for 
development. denies its flagman had 
signalled the motorists to proceed. 

Mrs. Hall remained hospitalized at • 
Highlands Regional Medical Center 
Tuesday, with injuries to her head, neck. 
back. arm and leg. Newsome, who suf­
fered mternal bleeding as well as neck 
and back injuries, also remained 
hospitalized here.

31. and Honsel Clevinger, 36, 
all of Elkhorn City, were arrested on the 
basis of a warrant sworn out by Mike 
Conn. 19, of Rice Branch of Prater 
Creek. • 

Conn told police he was driving near 
Banner when he stopped to give 
assistance to a man lying by the road. 
As he approached, the man pulled out a 
knife and two companions appeared, 
claiming they had sawn-off shotguns 
concealed under their jackets. Conn 
said. 

The three men forced him to drive 
them to a trailer in Kimper. Pike coun-
ty, stealing a few dollars from him on • 
the way. and left him in charge of one 
of the men. Conn said He struck the 
man and made his escape, he said. 

Fighting forest fires requires massive 
support activities such as radio com ­
munications, logistics, air and ground 
transportation and other physical aids.

Prescrib 
ed burning can be usefu l in conversion 
of brush lands to seeded grass, develop· 
ing breeding grounds for wildlife 
spec1es. and fuel reduction projects, 
such as slash burning. But this is dec1d 
ed only by forest managers. No one else 
should ever deliberately set fi re to the 
forest. That constitutes arson, a serious 
crime. 
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Need New Fuel Sources 
In reply to your article appearing in 

the April23 issue in which the president 
of the National Coal Association sug­
gests methods of getting those en­
vironmentalists, regulators of the Office 
of Surface Mining and just plain con­
cerned people like myself. 1 submit Mr. 
Bagge is attacking his own conscience 
with the profit motive that drives an ap­
parent greed. He must be blind if he can­
not see the horrendous, atrocious results 
of the acts credited to the mining 
industry. 

Deaf ears should be turned to the likes 
of such people who label those of us con­
cerned about better air quality, acid 
rain, children's health, etc ., as 
"vigilantes, zealots, guerrillas and 
malcontents." It seems also his position 
and the fast buck syndrome identified 
with the coal industry affects his im­
agination and an apparent paranoia is 
the result. 

A locally grown, superior quality

subsequent assortment of supporting 
businesses who have paved and 
dangerously polluted the small 
agriculture areas of our valleys.

We should all be grateful the former 
president did legislate restrictions as the 
old scars of the coal industry are a 
heinous footnote to the operations ex­
isting and compounding at an alarming 
rate when Carter took office in '77. The 
present administration with the likes of 
Watt nearly annulled what Carter began 
before a public outcry forced him from 
the office of the Interior. 

All truly concerned people should and 
must guard and meet the coal industry 
head-on and elect legislators without 
special interests and contact those who 
can be identified now in office at all 
levels of government.

Interesting Similarities 
I have been pouring over some 

newspaper articles brought back from 
the library of the Louisville Courier­
Journal. These articles go back as far 
as 1960 and all relate to the aclivilies of 
James Nee!, the president of PyroChem, 
Inc., a company proposing to build a 
hazardous waste incinerator in 
Lawrence County, Kentucky. 

It was interesting to discover the 
similarities in the current tactics 
employed to promote his plans for a 
hazardous waste incinerator and the 
past tactics used to promote his nuclear 
waste dump at Maxey Flats, Kentucky 
<a dump now on the Environmental Pro­
tection Agency Superfund Clean up list, 
costing Kentucky taxpayers millions of 
dollars in what may be a losing effort to 
contain radioactive leakage.) 

Mr. Nee! and Howard See <President 
of the Greater Louisa Industrial Founda­
tion) have repeatedly told the citizens of 
this State that the construction of the 
proposed hazardous waste incinerator 
will attract all kinds of industry to 
Lawrence County . In 1963, Mr. Nee! 
said, "Maxey Flats was the first step in 
attracting nuclear industries to Ken­
tucky." Fortunately, Mr. Neel's pro­
phecies did not come true. The nuclear 
industries in this country and around the 
world are building up tremendous 
stockpiles of radioactive waste; still 
there is no solution as to what to do with 
it. In 1962, Mr. Nee! had all the answers 
to solve the nuclear waste problem, as 
he claims to have all the answers today 
to solve the toxic waste crises. 

In 1962, Mr. Nee! said, "Maxey Flats 
would be constantly monitored and 
tested to insure the area is radiation safe 
at all times. Such an operation is tight­
ly controlled by the Federal and State 
agencies." Referring to the type of 
material that was to be disposed of at 
Maxey Flats. Nee! said, "The radiation 
level is so low that most of it can be ship­
ped in cardboard or wooden boxes." To­
day in Lawrence County and around the 
state, Mr. Nee! and Howard See are tell­
ing the people that the hazardous waste 
incinerator they plan to build will be con­
stantly monitored and the people of 
Lawrence County will be protected by 
the Environmental Protection Agency 
and the State. The E.P.A. and the State 
did not protect the people of Rowan 
County from Mr. Neel's radioactive 
waste dump and neither c~n we depend 
on them to insure safe operation of this 
planned hazardous waste incinerator. 

It is time for the people to realize that 
their State and Federal governments 
have failed miserably in looking out for 
the health and safety of the citizenry. 
How long are we going to put up with the 
promises of protection that are never 
kept? How long is our government go­
ing to represent the interests of the 
chemical and nuclear industries and the 
likes of James Neel?

Halley Visible 
Two More Weeks

Good news for comet-watchers! 

Halley's Comet, the most famous of all 
comets, is still visible. It is not the spec­
tacular object it was in 1910, but at least 
it isn't fading as fast as some early 
predictions had indicated. In fact, view­
ing conditions are quite good now, if 
clouds don't interfere. So, during the 
next two weeks, w'e have our last easy 
chance to view Halley's Comet. 

The comet is now higher in the sky 
than it was a few weeks ago, so it may 
be above hills or trees that were hiding 
it from your viewpoint then. In addition, 
it rises in the evening and should be visi­
ble as soon as the sky is dark in clear 
weather. Another important factor is the 
moon; it doesn't rise until the wee hours. 
However, the moon will be out of the 
way only until May 13. 

Halley is now bright enough to be easi­
ly seen through binoculars, even if you 
have streetlights nearby, so long as they 
are to one side while you're looking at 
the comet. Under good conditions, you 
may be able to -see the comet without 
binoculars, so don't let lack of binoculars 
keep you from trying. 

T\)e key to finding Halley is knowing 
where to look. Look to the south for a 
constellation called Corvus. It is readi­
ly recognized as four stars that form the 
corners of a figure that is not quite a 
square. The two on the right side are 
closer together than the two on the left. 
Also, the sides are not exactly vertical. 

After you locate Corvus, gauge the 
distance between the two bottom stars 
and go twice that distance to the right 
of Corvus, and slightly upward. You are 
now looking in the vicinity of the com­
et, which appears to be a fuzzy ball, in 
contrast with the pinpoint of light that 
is a star. 

The distance of Halley above the 
horizon can also be judged as follows. 
Hold one end of a foot ruler vertically at 
arms length, with the lower end on a 
level with your eye. The top end is about 
the right elevation.

Cancer -Hopeline 
QUESTION-My mother, who would 

like to quit smoking, is admittedly very 
worried about gaining weight in the pro­
cess. What can I tell her to help dissolve 
her fears·> 

ANSWER Gaining weight is a major 
concern of many cigarette smoker~ 
who plan to quit. But most smokers who 
quit don't gain weight. As a matter of 
fact, one third lose weight ! These are 
people who start a general fitness pro­
gram at the same time that they stop 
smoking. One third of quitting smokers 
neither gain nor lose weight. Only one 
third gain weight. Most of the time, 
these are people who began eating more 
to satisfy their oral cravings once they 
quit. 

Keep in mind. too, that giving up 
cigarettes is far more healthy for a per­
son than adding on a few extra pounds. 
It would take a gain of more than 75 
pounds to offset the health benefits 
which a normal smoker gains by 
quitting. 

For people who are concerned about 
gaining weight, these tips may be 
helpfuL 

•Start a diet program while you are 
getting ready to quit smoking. 

•Don't set a target date for a holiday 
when high calorie food and drinks may 
be too tempting to resist. 

•Weigh yourself daily 
•Watch what you eat- plan menus 

with care and count calories. 
•Have low calorie foods on hand for 

nibbling. 
•Getting some daily exercise is often 

helpful in keeping unwanted weight off. 
It may also make you feel better about 
quitting. Be sure to check with your doc­
tor before starting any exercise 
program.

The term "unproven method" is used 
to describe a cancer treatment in wh1ch 
either the substance or the treatmen• 
method has not been shown by scJenllhe 
standards to be effective. For some 
methods, there is not enough ev1dence 
to warrant a clinical tnal. Others ha\'c 
been found ineffective in clinical trials 

One way of telling experimental 
treatments apart from unproven 
methods is to look at how results of the 
treatment are reported . Findings from 
experimental treatments are most often 
first reported in medical and scientific 
JOurnals. They may later be seen in 
newspapers and popular magnzines On 
the other hand , news ol unpro\·en 
methods tend to appear O!JIY in tht• 
popular press t i e.. magazi ncs, 
newspapers, tel('vision. radio l TheJ 
most often rely on first pen;on account 
by patient:; and do not discuss sclcnllflc 
data.

•Are the major proponPnts recogmz­
cd experts in cancer treatment'> 

• Does the proponent attack the 
medical/scientific establishment'> 

• Is there a claim that only specially 
trained people can get results with the 
method.

Spring is a special time 111 Kentucky's 
forestlands, and for so111e visitors. the 
only way to really enJOY all nature has 
to offer is to take to the trails . Criss­
crossed by more than 1.000 miles of 
maintained parks. Kentucky IS made to 
order for a hiking trip. Let 's take a look 
at some better-known trails. 

The Jenny Wiley Trail in eastern Ken­
tucky winds more than 225 miles 
through nine counties. takmg in scenery 
ranging from peacefuL flower-strewn 
meadows to dramatic bluffs overlooking 
deep gorges. This north-south trail runs 
from the Ohio River in South Ports­
mouth, Ky. to Jenny Wiley State Resort 
Park near Prestonsbut:g in the eastern 
Kentucky mountains. Hikers will find a 
three-sided shelter that sleeps six every 
10 miles along the trail. which is main­
tained by the state Department of 
Parks. 

Also in eastern Kentucky is Sheltowee 
Trace. a national recreation trail that 
stretches 254 miles from Morehead in 
northeastern Kentucky to the Kentucky­
Tennessee border. The trace cuts 
through the huge Daniel Boone National 
Forest, including the famed Red River 
Gorge in Powell County, known for its 
breathtaking scenery and rare fauna . 

The south-central portion of Kentucky 
boasts the Big South Fork National 
River and Recreation Area, embracing 
over 100,000 acres of dense forest and 
dramatic gorges. More than 200 miles of 
trails are maintained, and camping is 
allowed at least 300 feet from a trail. 

While the average visitor goes to 
Mammoth Cave National Park to see the 
fascinating caves, the park also features 
more than 60 miles of hiking trails. 
Springtime is an excellent time to visit, 
as songbirds provide background music 
and deer scamper through the dense 
forest. 

About 14 miles west of Bardstown in 
north-central Kentucky is Bernheim 
Forest, a 10,000-acre wildlife sanctuary 
that includes day-use hiking trails. Bern­
heim includes an informative nature 
center and an arboretum in a pictures­
que, unspoiled setting. 

In western Kentucky, outdoor ac­
tivities center on the Land Between the 
Lakes environmental education and 
recreation area overseen by the Ten­
nessee Valley Authority. This 
170,000-acre peninsula is bounded by 
Kentucky's two largest Jakes, Kentucky 
Lake and Lake Barkley. The TVA main­
tains more than 200 miles including the 
60-mile North-South Trail that runs the 
length of the peninsula. Don 't forget 
your camera, because photo oppor­
tunities range from a herd of bison

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Spring Means Thoughts About 
Christmas-Six Years Hence The Playhouse 

RESTAURANT AND ARCADE As the weather warms and the world 
turns green, as shorts and short-sleeves 
are seen once again, Deborah Hill begins 
to think about Christmas. 

Hill is not one of the world's earliest 
Christmas shoppers. She is a forester . 
And she believes a small-scale Christ­
mas tree farm might be the best present 
many Kentucky farmers could give 
themselves this, or any other year. And 
Spring is the time to plant a tree farm. 

"Currently, most Kentucky Christmas 
tree are imported, primarily from 
Michigan and North Carolina. Wholesale 
prices for those trees averaged $16 in 
1983, probably more in 1984 and '85. That 
leaves room for profit for Kentucky 
farmers ," said Hill, an Extension 
forestry specialist in the University of 
Kentucky College of Agriculture. 

Christmas trees shipped into Ken­
tucky are cut and bundled before 
Thanksgiving, many of them well before 
Thanksgiving. That means much of 
their freshness is lost by the time they 
reach Kentucky homes. 

"Kentucky-grown trees should appeal 
to Kentuckians over imported trees 
through lower costs associated with 
lower transportation expenses, and 
through increased freshness which 
means families will be able to enjoy 
their Christmas trees longer," Hill said. 

Despite the charming prospect, 
Christmas tree farming is not an ideal 
enterprise for everyone. The establish­
ment of a Christmas tree farm requires 
some investment in land, equipment and 
labor, and a willingness to wait five to 
eight years before any retw-ns on the in­
vestment begin to appear. 

crop, just like corn or wheat, and we can 
grow more as we need them. That's not 
the case with the materials that go into 
an artificial tree," Daniels said. 

Farmers interested in looking into a 
Christmas tree undertaking may wish to 
attend a meeting of the Kentucky 
Christmas Tree Growers' Association 
May 17 at the Mt. Zion Baptist Church 
in Mt. Zion <Grant County l. The meeting 
will include several demonstrations and 
discussions. It will begin at 9 a .m. and 
is expected to last until midafternoon. 

Hill and others will be on hand to 
discuss planning a Christmas tree plan­
tation and to demonstrate planting, 
pruning and shearing Christmas trees. 
There also will be a tour of an establish­
ed Christmas tree plantation. 

Those not able to attend the Mt. Zion 
meeting may want to watch for an­
nouncements of meetings scheduled for 
June in Webster, Garrard and Bell coun­
ties. If those meetings too are out of the 
question, more information about 
Christmas tree farming can be obtain­
ed from any county Extension office.

Kentucky producers who can make 
those committments are very likely to 
develop a profitable enterprise, although 
nothing in agriculture or forestry is 
guaranteed. 

"Predictions about the Christmas tree 
market are inexact. While there is cer­
tainly room for increased local produc­
tion of trees, future prices will depend 
on the number of growers who enter the 
market, the quality of the trees they pro­
duce, the rate of market expansion, and 
action by out-of-state growers," Hill 
said. 

Bob Daniels, a forester in Mississippi 
where the push for farmers to consider 
Christmas tree farming has been under­
way for several years, said local 
growers have an advantage that out-of­
state growers will have difficulty in 
overcoming. 

"The added freshness is a plus, but the 
real advantage, obviously, is price. 
Local growers can make a profit selling 
choose-and-cut trees at $17 to $19 a tree. 
That's how ·much the out-of-state 
growers have to get from the person who 
then turns around and tries to sell the 
tree to you for $35 to $50,'' Daniels said. 

Daniels said the National Christmas 
Tree Association is currently developing 
an advertising campaign called "Opera­
tion Real Tree" intended to increase the 
use of real trees . 

"A lot of environmentally sensitive 
people shifted away from real trees in 
recent years, but those people should 
remember that artificial trees are made 
of plastics and metal, and those are non­
renewable resources. Real trees are a

Last week's Floyd County Times made it sound like to me 
that when I was urging the Fiscal Court to buy the Caterpillar 
loader that I was wanting them to buy a CAT because my brother 
worked for Whayne Supply and because I had worked there 10 
years ago. 

Now I will tell you some of the questions I asked both 
salesmen at the Fiscal Court meeting (before the bids were 
awarded) that the Floyd County Times didn't tell you· about. 

These are some of the reasons I voted for Caterpillar-the higher priced machine: 
1) When I asked the KMI salesman to give me a rough estimate of the parts KMI had in stock, he told 

me around $100,000 to $200,000. I asked the CAT salesman the same question and he told me around 
$32,000,000 worth of parts IN STOCK. 

2) I asked both the CAT and KMI salesmen about their motor, transmission, power-train warranty. Both 
of these warranties were nearly the same. 

3) I asked the KMI salesman about parts availability. He said that if they didn't have them, they would 
order them. I asked the CAT salesman the same question. He told me that with their new program­
PARTS PLUS-that if they ordered a part and didn't receive the part within 48 hours, that no matter 
how large the piece was, it would be FREE and furthermore, if our loader was down for more than 
48 hours they would furnish us a loader to use-FREE OF CHARGE-until our loader was repaired. I 
asked KMI if they could match this and they said no. 

4)1 asked the number of field service men in trucks that KMI had on the road and he said 5 or 6. I asked 
the CAT salesman the same question. He told me around 147 field service men in radio-dispatched trucks. 

I also told the KMI salesman about the time I came to KMI to get oil filters for a machine that they had 
sold for a price of nearly a quarter of a million dollars. They didn't even have the oil filters for it. After waiting 
3 days, I went to a nearby truck parts store and picked up the oil filter. 

People, the reason I asked these questions of each salesman is because I have seen equipment at the 
County Garage sit for weeks waiting on parts to fix it. That's why it's important to buy equipment that you 
can get parts for. Another thing the Floyd County Times reporter didn't state was that ALL the Whayne Sup­
ply Stores-Ashland, Bowling Green, Corbin, Evansville, Lexington, Paducah, and Pikeville-are tied in with 
computers. If you order a piece for something that is broke down by 4 o'clock in the evening, no matter which 
one of the stores it is at, you will have the piece the next morning at opening time. All of these stores run 
a truck to Lexington EVERY NIGHT. They exchange parts and return back to each store before opening time. 

As far as my brother working for Whayne Supply-He is one of the 147 field diesel mechanics who has 
worked for Whayne Supply for approximately 11 years and if the county bought a Caterpillar loader from Whayne 
Supply, my brother wouldn't get "Diddly Squat." The paper said I later acknowledged that I once worked 
for Whayne Supply. They made this sound like it was a secret. L stated this several times in my campaign 
ads lin the Floyd County Times) when I ran for Magistrate-not to count both of my TV shows-1 stressed 
this heavily. I worked for Whayne Supply as a field diesel mechanic 10 years ago. It didn't matter which piece 
of machinery we bought, none of the magistates get anything out of it anyway. 

Another reason I was for CAT-at one time every magistrate had a dozer for each district. Out of four 
(4) dozers, two (2) were CAT and two (2) were not. Now we only have two (2) dozers to divide among four 
(4) districts. The other two are in the junk yard. Guess which two are running. That's right-the two Cater­
pillars. If they had all four been Caterpillars, we each might still have a dozer to work the roads with. 

As far as the difference in the bids with KMI and Caterpillar-the Caterpillar was equipped with bucket 
teeth, rock guards, and lights. The KMI didn't include any of these on it. 

The last reason-1 asked the KMI salesman where their machine was assembled at. He told me Italy. I 
asked the CAT salesman where their machine was assembled at and he told me that their machine was assembled 
in Peoria, Illinois. 

People, if we're going to keep AMERICAN people working, at times we're going to have to buy AMERICAN 
products.

Kathy Daniel, Director of the Louisville 
Deaf Oral School and a strong advocate 
of preschool programs. stated: " I am 
encouraged that this bill will do a great 
deal to increase public awareness about 
hearing impairment and its conse­
quellces to young children. Hopefully we 
wi'll be able to reach many deaf infants 
who would not have been identified un­
til much later . This is critical because 
intervention should happen as soon as 
possible" 

Ms. Daniel also chairs the Education 
Committee of the Commission on the 
Deaf and Hearing Impaired. 

Food Stamp Benefits 
Increased Slightly 

An estimated 148,000 Kentucky 
households will begin receiving a slight 
increase in food stamp benefits as of 
May 1 due to federal changes in how food 
stamp allocations are determined. 

The new guidelines will be im­
plemented by the Kentucky Department 
for Social Insurance. The modifications 
in the food stamp program are part of 
the Food Security Act of 1985, signed into 
law last December by President 
Reagan. , 

Approximately 179,000 Kentucky 
households currently receive $21 ,033,257 
in food stamp coupons monthly. The new 
rules are expected to boost those 
benefits by more than $2.6 million in 
Kentucky annually. 

Social Insurance Deputy Commis­
sioner Mike Robinson said the higher 
food stamp benefits result from new 
calculations on household income used 
in determining eligibility and benefit 
allocations. 

·'The most significant changes relate 
to deductions from household income for 
dependent care and shelter costs," he 
said. "The former standard allowed for 
a maximum monthly deduction of $139 
for housing costs and expenses for care 
of dependent family members. The new 
guidelines allow deductions of up to $147 
each month for care of elderly or disabl­
ed family members or up to $160 for 
child care expenses. such as baby­
sitting. 

·'There is still no limit to the monthly 
deduction for housing expenses when the 
family includes someone who is elderly 
or disabled. All other households receive 
credit for up to $147 a month in housing 
expenses." 

Robinson said food stamp clients will 
not have to make special trips to local 
Department for Social Insurance offices 
in order to receive their increased 
coupon benefits. "We have already 
entered the new income standards in the 
food stamp computer system," he said. 
"Recipients should begin seeing the 
higher monthly allocations as of May 1.' '

Arson Charged 
At Det. Center 

Two youths ha\·e been charged with 
arson in connectiOn with a fire last 
Wednesday evening at the county 
juvenile detention center here. 

The boys. aged 16 and 17. are both 
from Magoffin county. It is believed one 
of the suspects used a cigarette lighter. 
presumably obtained from a visitor. to 
ignite an assortment of clothing, sheets. 
pillows and mattresses. 

At the time of the fire. there were 
seven boys and one girl lodged at the 
center. The boys were transferred to the 
women's section of the county jail, 
which was unoccupied. wh!le the girl 
was taken to the Johnson county deten­
tion center. All were returned to the ' 
center after one night and day. 

- Though the fire was contained Jess 
than five minutes after firefighters ar­
rived, officials estimate it took more 
than 21 2 hours to clear the facility of 
smoke. As that sectwn of the building 
has no windows. the smoke had to be 
force-ventilated with fans . 

Both boys also face charges of arson 
stemming from a similar fire last sum­
mer at the center. 

City building inspector Paul Chaffins 
said the potential for tragedy was great. 
"It could have been very bad. ·· he said. 
"The smoke got so thick the fluorescent 
lights wouldn't even penetrate it. And 
it's the smoke that kills you. unless 
you're right in the fire ..

KET To Have Second 
Channel By Satellite 

Governor Martha Layne Collins sign­
ed into law on April lOth an 1987-88 bien­
nial budget which includes provisions to 
construct a second channel and tele­
communications center complex for 
KET. 

The second channel will comprise an 
uplink located at the Network Center in 
Lexington plus approximately 1,500 
downlinks which will be located at every 
public school building in the Common­
wealth and at uruversities, libraries, and 
other public buildings. This will double 
KET's programming capability, open 
much of the daytime broadcast hours to 
adult and continuing education, offer the 
opportunity for statewide training 
through teleconferencing, and pose 
other potential services which are now 
being explored. 

The telecommunications center com­
plex to support the second channel will 
be located immediately adjacent to the 
KET Network Center in Lexington and 
will contain approximately 56,000 square 
feet. 

According to 0. Leonard Press, KET 
executive director, "If the second chan­
nel does nothing but increase GED 
enrollment, which it will and substan­
tially so, it will more than pay for itself." 

The budget bill signed by Governor 
Collins provided funds also for a new 
roof for the Network Center, an expand­
edGED program, full-time operation of 
the network 365 days a year starting in 
1987, and, for all agencies in the state, 
restoration of 5% increments for state 
workers plus, starting in 1987, limited 
funds for merit increases.

Kentucky Fishing Report 
Drastic changes in the weather con 

tinued as record high temperatures 
Jured boaters and waterskiers onto the 
water at some lakes as surface tempera­
tures climbed into the low 70s. Fair to 
good catches of crappie, rockfish/white 
bass hybrids, walleye, largemouth bass 
and bluegill were reported during the 
April26-27 period covered by this report. 
The lake-by-Jake rundown is as follows : 

WEST: Crappie were being taken on 
tube j1gs at Kentucky Lake and Lake 
Barkley over shallow stump beds and 
brush piles in 3-7 feet of water. Bass 
were being caught on spinnerbaits and 
plastic worms cast across shallow rocky 
points. At Lake Barkley, anglers should 
be on the lookout for floating debris. 

KENTUCKY: Clear, rising, 2 feet 
below summer pool, 70 degrees. 

BARKLEY: Clear, rising, I foot below 
summer pool, 68 degrees. 

WEST CENTRAL: At Barren River 
Lake, crappie were hitting minnows 
fished around brush piles in 5-10 feet of 
water, bass by casting plastic worms 
over sandy banks and rocky points in 
6-15 feet of wa ter. At Nolin Lake, crap­
pie were being caught on minnows and 
jigs over flooded treetops in 6-13 feet of 
water, bass were hitting spinnerbaits 
and topwater lures fished across shallow 
banks a t the heads of coves. At Rough 
River Lake, ba ss were being caught on 
crankbaits and j1g and pork rind com­
binations fished across rocky points and 
stump rows, crappie on minnows and 
jigs in 2-6 feet of water over brush. 

BARREN : Clear, rising slowly, 10 feet 
below summer pool, 68 degrees. 

NOLIN: Clear, stable, 3 feet below 
summer pool, 70 degrees. 

ROUGH RIVER: Clear, stable, 11 feet 
below summer pool, 65 degrees . 

CENTRAL: At Taylorsville Lake, 
bass were being taken on crankbaits, 
and plastic worms over shallow banks 
and wooded inlets in about 5 feet of 
water. At Herrington Lake, rockfish/ 
white bass hybrids were being caught by 
trolling crankbait and spinner or jig 
combinations in the lower lake, bass by 
casting crankbaits over rocky points. At 
Green River Lake, bass were being 
taken on topwater lures fished across 
rocky banks, crappie on minnows and 
jigs over drop offs. At Lake Cumber­
land, walleye were being caught on 
crankbaits and nightcrawlers fished

At 
Dewey Lake, bass were being taken on 
topwater lures and plastic worms fish­
ed in shallow embayments, and catfish· 
on cut bait over mud flats . At Fishtrap 
Lake, crappie were being taken on min­
nows over brushpiles in 12 feet of water 
and bass on crankbaits off rocky points 
in 6-8 feet of water.

Jeffrey Tambor: An original 
lead in an original series 
By Constance Pace 

Jeffrey Tambor is not your typical male sitcom lead: 
He's balding, heavily bearded, intellectual - and ex­
tremely unpretentious. 

Jeffrey Tambor 

His character, college 
professor Paul Stark, a.k.a. 
"Mr. Sunshine," is "acerbic, 
witty, quite brilliant - and 
blind," says Tambor. 

Tambor, heretofore seen 
as a character actor in many 
episodic television shows 
and movies, both toupeed 
and sans toupee. says he 
took on the unusual role be­
cause, "When I first read the 
script I absolutely marveled 
at how innovative anctnew it 
was! I mean there's no 

doubt that he's blind. But the show just didn't seem to 
weigh 400 million pounds. I thought the man and his di­
lemma would be a great challenge. And after doing 11 
episodes, I have to say it's certainly the most difficult 
work I've ever done- but also the most enjoyable." 

He carefully prepare'CI for the role by taking classes at 
the Braille Institute. "I had to immerse myself as an actor 
in an area I knew nothing about. I had to learn everything 
about being blind, and it was a wonderful journey. The 
first day at the Institute, I was so nervous I almost 
jumped out of my skin. I was overly reverential. I was 
overly polite. I watched every word. I wasn't even a 
person." 

Tambor says a teacher there taught him what was 
most important about dealing with blindness. "Betty 
Clark" came into a room. She was vibrant. There was a 
person in the room. That's what you have to always re­
member. Our show is about the person first, rather than 
about the fact that he's unsighted." 

Tambor sincerely shrugs off a question about finally 
becoming a lead after a career full of supporting roles. "I 
really haven't thought about this before," he says. "To 
me every role Is a cllaracter role." Among the c;haracter 
roles the San Francisco native has played In the past are 
Judge Wachtel in a succession of "Hill Street Blues" epi­
sodes and Jeffrey P. Brookes Ill on "The Ropers." He 
has also had roles in the movies "And Justice for All" 
and "Mr. Mom." 

Offscreen, he's a voracious reader who favors Anne 
Tyler ("I'm mad about her novels") and spends a lot of 
time with his daughter Molly, 11. "My character's a di­
vorced father and so am I. I can definitely relate!"

The Lady's Slippers 
Did you receive an orchid for Easter? 

Long ago it was believed that the roots 
of orchids possessed aphrodisiac proper­
ties. cMaybe that's why men still give 
orchids to their sweethearts! ) The or­
chid family, with an estimated 20,000 
species, is the royal family of plants. As 
we place man at the top of the animal 
kingdom, so orchids are at the top of the 
plant kingdom. 

Do we have orchids here in Kentucky? 
Certainly! We have more than two dozen 
different kinds, the showiest and most 
spectacular of which are the lady's slip 
pers. Lady's slippers, also called moe 
casin flowers, have a sweet, sometimes 
spicy fragrance and a bottom lip enlarg­
ed into a colorful, one- to three-inch, 
hollow, inflated pouch or "slipper." To 
either side of the pouch are flat or 
twisted petals with a similar looking 
sepal above. In Kentucky, lady's slip­
pers bloom in late April through mid­
June. 

The most common of Kentucky's six 
varieties is the pink lady's sli,Pper found 
in the forests of the Cumberland 
Plateau. It occasionally occurs in dense 
colonies of thousands of plants carpeting 
the forest floor with exotic pink 
blossoms. The small white lady's slipper 
is a prairie species that thrives in direct 
sunlight and, in Kentucky, is found on­
ly in natural prairie-like openings call­
ed cedar glades. This lady's slipper was 

Vaccinating Cats 
Against Leukemia

Unknown until the last two decades, 
feline leukemia virus (FeLV> infection 
is now regarded as a leading cause of pet 
cat death. Cats persistently infected 
with FeLV rarely live more than three 
years, and most die of associated 
diseases before cancer develops. 

Leukemia, a blood cell cancer, is on­
ly one of many outcomes of infection 
with FeLV. Another cancer, lymphosar­
coma, is a more common FeLV disease, 
can occur in almost any tissue or organ, 
and is eventually fatal. As FeLV impairs 
a eat's immune system, many 
"associated diseases" are observed. 
Cats infected with FeLV have limited 
ability to' resist other infections. They 
develop frequent colds, stomach pro­
blems, skin and mouth sores and 
anemia. Also reproductive failures, such 
as abortion or birth of weak and dying 
kittens, are observed. 

Intimate contact between infected 
cats and susceptible cats is necessary 
for transmission of FeL V. After gaining 
entry, the virus multiplies in lymph 
nodes of the head and neck and in ton­
sils. Cats that do not mount an adequate 
immune response become persistently 
infected, and the virus spreads to the 
bone-marrow, various tissues and 
organs. 

As the disease is complex, signs and 
symptoms are also variable. Frequent­
ly the affected cat undergoes a chronic 
wasting disease marked by anemia, 
lethargy and anorexia . 

Recently a number of simple blood 
tests have been developed that will tell 
us whether cat is exposed to FeL V infec­
tion. When a cat is healthy looking but 
positive for FeL V infection, there is a 40 
percent chance it will reject the virus 
and recover from infection. About 30 
percent of the cats are incapable of re­
jecting the virus and they may develop 
a persistent infection leading to the 
disease. Another 30 percent of cats 
neither reject the virus nor develop per­
sistent infection. They are called "latent 
carriers". They rarely develop the 
disease but become a continous source 
of infection for other cats. 

While cats that test positive for FeLV 
does not necessarily develop disease, a 
negative FeLV test is not a guarantee 
that the cat won't become infected. A 
negative test simply means that for the 
time being the cat is not actively in­
fected . Future exposure to FeLV could 
still result in infection and disease. 

There is no conclusive scientific 
evidence linking FeL V with cancer or 
other diseases in humans. However 
FeL V research workers and other public 
health officials believe the safest policy 
at this time is strict isolation of any cat 
diagnosed as FeLV infected. 

Only bright hope for this deadly 
disease is that a prevention is possible. 
This prevention of FeL V infection is by 
vaccination. This vaccine is known as 
"leukocell." Vaccinating a cat with 
"leukocell" should be part of regular 
preventive vaccination of your cat. ,.-----... ------, I DO YOU NEED 
I LEGAL HELP?

probably common in the "barrens," the 
prairies and meadows that once covered 
millions of acres in western Kentucky 
It has disappeared from the state in all 
but one county in central Kentucky and 
i:s restricted to only three small colonies 
These are being threatened by cedars 
and shrubs which could kill the plants by 
shading them. 

There are two varieties of the yellow 
lady's slippers. The small yellow lady's 
slipper is about a foot tall and has a 
yellow pouch and purplish petals It is 
rare and occurs in moist places within 
the forests of the Cumberland Plateau 
The large yellow lady's slipper, which 
can grow to two and a half feet high and 
has yellow-green twisted petals, is more 
common and widely scattered 
throughout the state. There is a rare, 
cream-colored hybrid created by the 
natural crossing of the white lady's slip­
per with the large yellow lady's slipper. 

An exciting discovery from Lewis 
County is the Kentucky lady's slipper, 
an extremely large white lady's slipper 
now known from at least ten counties in 
eastern Kentucky. Many of the full­
grown plants stand waist high, and their 
creamy-white pouches are sometimes 
nearly as large as a man's fist. It is the 
only lady's slipper that grows in sandy, 
often flooded creek bottoms. 

Another outstanding orchid, the showy 
or queen lady's slipper, has a pink pouch 
and white petals and is known from on­
ly one very old record in eastern Ken­
tucky. It seems to have disappeared 
completely from the state, even though 
it grows in Ohio and Tennessee. 
However, botamsts think it probably is 
here somewhere. If you go on a hunt for 
this botanical treasure, look in the 
forests on the higher peaks of the 
Cumberland Plateau. 

The Kentucky Nature Preserves Com­
mission is concerned about the protec­
tion of our beautiful orchids, the lady's 
slippers. These unique flowers live in 
such a delicate balance with their en­
vironment that they seldom Jive if 
transplanted. So if, while on a walk 
through Kentucky's forests or meadows, 
you are lucky enough to see lady's slip­
pers, enjoy them but please leave them 
alone.

For many people, the continued war­
nings against rabies must seem redun­
dant and boring. Yet, statistics indicate 
that each year some 50,000 Americans 
are exposed to the possibility of rabies 
as results of bites by wild animals and 
uncontrolled strays. 

In most states there are reports of one 
or more confirmed cases of rabies each 
year, and the disease seems to reach­
\)r is interpreted to reach-epidemic pro­
portions in wildlife periodically. 

It is heartbreaking to watch a pet die 
of the disease, and treatment for 
humans exposed to it is expensive and 
difficult. 

The tragedy is, with cooperation of 
owners of domestic animals, it is large­
ly preventible. 

Rabies is a virus disease that can be . 
contracted by all mammals, including 
man. It is generally transmitted through 
a bite or scratch from an infected 
animal, whose rabies-contaminated 
saliva then enters the open wound. Once 
the disease becomes established, there 
is little hope of checking it, though 
prompt medical treatment is effective 
in preventing it from developing. 

Prevention for most people is simple. 
Keep your domestic animals vac­
cinated. Obey leash and licensing laws 
in your community. Make sure your pet 
is identified by a license tag and a 
rabies inoculation tag. This protects 
others, and your pet as well in the event 
that it bites someone. 

Be wary of stray dogs and cats, 
especially those which act in an unusual 
manner. Report them to your police 
department or animal control officer. 

Be especially careful of wild animals 
which act in an unusual manner. 
Remember, the instinct of most wild 
animals is to flee from humans. If one 
attacks, or if one seems unusually 
docile, be extra careful. Rabies can be 
shown in two forms- either furious or 
dumb. 

If you are bitten, capture the animal 
if possible. Then flush the wound with 
soapy water, being sure it bleeds suffi­
ciently to carry saliva out. This is 
especially important with a puncture 
wound. Seek medical attention, and 
report the bite to the police or health 
department. 

Keep the captured animal confined 
ten days, unless it has been inoculated 
against rabies within an effective period 
of time. This is the reason for the tag on 
the animal, it makes the effectiveness 
of the inoculation known immediately. 
Rabies will develop in the animal within 
ten days. if the virus is present in its 
body. The head should then be sent to the 
state health department for 
examination. 

Ii' it becomes necessary to kill the 
animc:! do it in such as manner as to not 
damage th~ head. 

E:ffective im>nunization procedures 
are available for persons with high risk 
of being exposed to tht> disease. New and 
safer vaccines have been introduced for 
animals. Your veterinartan is your best 
source of information about this disease. 
and how to prevent it. Many com­
munities have annual rabies prevention 
clinics

"A weedline is structure:· Fite con­
tinues, ··but the entire weedline is not a 
relevant structure. What the bass fisher­
man should really be looking for is an 
aspect of the structure that's a little dif­
ferent. For example, if you have a com­
pletely straight weedline that suddenly 
makes a corner or a dip. the corner or 
dip in the weedline is what I would pro· 
bably want to fish first." ' 

How do the pros go about fishing a 
lake from scratch? What are their 
techniques to discover not only the lake's 
structure but the best eventual fishing 
pattern? 

·'To establish a fishing pattern, this is 
the way I would start out on a new lake,·· 
instructs Jerry Rhyne. one of the better 
spinnerbait fishermen in the country 
and Johnson Outboards Pro Staff 
member. "Before launching the boat, I 
look at a map and I pick a particular 
area in the lake that I decide I want to 
fish that day. I consider the season and 
the light conditions to determine 
whether the fish are likely to be up 
shallow or down deep. 

"Then I start studying the visual 
structure- wood, rocks, grass, and so 
on. If I'm going down a shoreline and I 
see three or four pieces of wood, I fish 
<;~ll those places from zero depth to seven 
or eight feet. If I don't catch a fish, then 
I begin to think the bass aren't going to 
associate themselves with wood. So I 
begin to look for a harder structure like 
rock, maybe indentations in a rock cliff 
or boulders. And I start fishing that. If 
that still doesn't work, I'll start looking 
for grasses. 

"Usually one of those structures is go­
ing to hold some fish . If I find the fish 
alongside the wood, I'll most often find 
them in grasses, too. If I find the fish 
near rock, it's unlikely I'll find them 
near wood or grass." 

It's very important to keep in mind 
that structure just isn't something show­
ing ab~ve the surface; it can be on the 
lake bottom, as well. 

"Depth changes are sort of like the in­
terstate system: some spots are real 
busy and some aren't," explains Randy 
Fite. " The first true depth change (is) 
from zero to five feet. You might find the 
first (bass) in a foot of water but the next 
one in five ; they're basically on the 
same type pattern. If you've got a little 
lip, a little edge, or a bench in the first 
five feet of water, you really want to ex­
plore that. 

"Then probably your next step is 
around the 8· to 10-foot mark. Natural­
ly, any little quick drop such as a rock 
point that drops off from eight to 10 to 
12 feet of water will hold fish. Normal­
ly, the fish will be in a particular area 
of those drops, such as at the point of the 
drop-off or an indentation of it. 

"Just a straight, true-line drop won't 
attract fish. There's got to be some 
structure down there for them to get on: 
a brush pile on a ledge, a stump pile, or 
just a single stump and root structure 
com ping out of that stump.'' 

Fite specifies three factors to keep in 
mind about depth changes: time of the 
season, water temperature and water 
clarity. 

"Those three factors are probably the 
most significant in determing how deep 
the fish are going to be in any lake at any 
given time," he said.

checklist telling consumers how to con­
duct a room-by-room inspection and how 
to reduce the hazards.

HOUSEHOLD HAZARDS 

The major sources of household elec­
trical fires identified by CPSC were 
ranges and ovens, household wiring, 
clothes dryer, appliance and extension 
cords, ranges and ovens, and portable 
electric heaters. Electrocutions most 
often involved household wiring, electric 
power tools, ladders and antennas. 
PRODUCTS THAT SHOCK 

CPSC said several precautions could 
be taken by consumers to reduce elec­
trocution hazards around the house. 

Noting that many electrocutions and 
major electric shock and burn injuries 
are caused by products which previously 
shocked someone in the home, the agen­
cy said that any electrical product which 
gives the slightest shock should be 
removed from use and immediately 
taken to an electrical repair or appliance 
shop for inspection. Only after the fault 
has been corrected and the hazard 
eliminated should the product be used 
again. 

CPSC said the installation of ground 
fault circuit interrupters <GFCI's) in 
circuit-breaker panel boxes or duplex 
electrical outlets offer the best protec­
tion against electrocutions and shock in­
juries in the home. The National Elec­
trical Code calls for the installation of 
GFCI's in bathrooms, garages and out­
door circuits of newly constructed 
homes. However, older homes and some 
newer homes lack this protection. CPSC 
also recommends GFCI protection for 
kitchen countertop circuits and base­
ment outlets. 

Safety experts said the GFCI monitors 
electricity flowing in a circuit to "sense" 
any loss of current to ground, and then 
switches off the power quickly if current 
is escaping from the circuit. A typical 
scenario as cited by the safety agency 
was as follows: 

If an electric appliance fell into a sink 
filled with water, even if the switch were 
turned off, the consumer could be elec­
trocuted if he or she instinctively reach­
ed into the sink to remove the appliance. 
If a GFCI has been installed to protect 
the outlet, the power would have been 
shut off before serious harm came to the 
consumer; the indiVidual might"teceive 
a painful shock, but would not be 
electrocuted. 

CPSC said all homes can be equipped 
with GFCI's to protect consumers 
against electrocution and burns. GFCI's 
are available for installation in circuit­
breaker panel boxes and duplex wall 
outlets and as a portable power source 
to be used with electric tools or other 
equipment, and in the form of attach­
ment plugs.

With Majority Floor Leader

Kentucky House of Representatives 
Summarizing this session of the Ken­

tucky General Assembly could be sym­
bolized by referring to this session as the 
results of the care and feeding of the 
Legislature. 

For some years now, the interim com­
mittee system has worked hard to ease 
the crunch of legislation that appears 
during a legislative session. By studying 
those issues sure to come before the 
General Assembly, a great deal of the 
confusion and lack of knowledge on 
specific issues is eliminiated. 

In addition to the efficiency of the 
committee system, it should also be 
noted that this session was the first to 
operate with the so-called Kenton 
Amendment fully in place. First term 
lawmakers now have the opportunity to 
experience a full year of interim work 
before being faced with the hectic pace 
of a legislative session. I believe that the 
interim committee system and the Ken­
ton Amendment have combined to make 
this a truly professional Legislature. I'm 
proud to be a part of the leadership in 
the House of Representatives during the 
General Assembly that I feel confident 
will be recognized for its efficiency and 
knowledge of the issues. 

Very briefly I will examine the high 
points of the session in the limited space 
that I have. Many of our achievements 
were landmarks-from education to bet­
ter roads to the pressing needs of the 
prison correction system and economic 
development. 

Members of this session saw the most 
effecient and speedy passage of the state 
budget. Increased revenue brought on 
by economic growth enabled us to fully 
fund the education reforms we passed in 
last summer's special session. I am 
pleased to report that the budget con­
tains available funds to replace some of 
our old outdated school buildings here in 
Floyd county. It allowed us to 
significantly boost funding for our state 
universities. I am very pleased to report 
that our community college here in 
Prestonsburg is earmarked to receive a 
new building- one that we need 
desperately. 

All in all, the $13.4 billion budget is a 
sound, progressive one that will address 
many pressing needs. But, it is conser­
vative in that it doesn't spend every cent 
we anticipate raising. In fact, a 
$50-million-a-year cushion is built into 
the budget to allow for unanticipated 
emergencies or shortfalls. 

The General Assembly approved a 
constitutional amendment to appear on 
the ballot for voters to decide whether 
the state superintendent of public in­
struction should be an appointive rather 
than an elective position. Under the pro­
posed amendment, the Governor would 
appoint the 13 membet·s of the state 
Board ofEducation, and the Board itself 
would then appoint the superintendent. 
Seven of the Board appointees would be 
selected regionally, one from each of the 
state's Supreme Court districts. The 
other six would represent the state at 
large. All of the Governor's appoint­
ments would be subject to review and 
consent by the Senate. 

We made several major changes in 
road taxes. House Bill126 replaced the 
difficult to enforce weight-distance tax 
on heavy trucks using our state 
highways with an annual sticker fee bas­
ed on mileage driven in the state. The 
revenue from the sticker fee would be 
used for rural, secondary and urban 
road maintenance and repair. 

This bill also had a section to include 
a gasoline tax increase that could 
amount to as much as a nickel a gilllon 
if gas prices continue to fall. Twenty-five 

. percent of the total revenue collected 
from the gasoline tax is specificially ear­
marked for return to local county 
governments for rural secondary road 
repair. 

Also included in the Transportation 
Cabinet budget was enough money to 
fund the Mountain Parkway Rest 
Area- a project East Kentucky 
legislators have been working for some 
time. The facility should be ready for 
use by 1987. 

Other major pieces of legislation 
include : 

*Senate Bill 29 will once again 
establish a presidential primary in Ken­
tucky. It will be held earlier than in the 
past in order that Kentucky can join with 
several other southern states to hold a 
regional so-called "Super Tuesday" con­
cept primary on the second Tuesday in 
March. 

*House Bill 76 allows jurors to know 
the criminal history and parole 
possibilities for defendants prior to 
sentencing.

*Coal truckers will be able to run 
overweight legally under proviswns of 
a measure state Rep.

*The budget includes $44 million for a 
new medium-secunty prison near Wesl 
Liberty in Eastern Kentucky and $3.7 
million for a new dormitory at the Ken­
tucky State Reformatory near 
LaGrange. 

*Legislation was also approved 
creatmg a bond pooling system for coal 
operators who voluntarily request 
membership. The bond pool is designed 
so that an operator's contribution to the 
fund would be stopped when the pool 
fund reaches $7 million. Until the $7 
million level is reached, members of the 
bond pooling system would pay eight 
cents a ton if the operator is deep min­
ing. Only if the bond pool funding levels 
fall to less than $5 million would the coal 
operator start paying a tonnage con· 
tribution again. 

Legislative committee meetings start 
again this summer. I encourage the 
readers in the 95th Legislative District 
to involve themselves in the committee 
system. It is the most direct way to in­
fluence legislation considered by the 
General Assembly.

To Wild Rivers System

Bad Branch, a tributary of the Poor 

Fork of the Cumberland River in Let­
cher county, was designated by the 1986 
General Assembly as part of the Ken­
tucky Wild Rivers system. 

The system was created by state law 
in 1972. With Bad Branch, the system 
now includes portions of nine rivers and 
covers 114 stream miles. 

Bad Branch, four miles of stream 
located approximately five miles 
southeast of Whitesburg, is a boulder­
strewn stream descending from the top 
of Pine .Mountain through a hemlock 
gorge rimmed by 100-foot sandstone 
cliffs. A spectacular 60-foot waterfall 
and a dramatic view across the gorge to 
the distant slopes of Big Black .Mountain 
provide breathtaking scenery. Although 
it is not navigable because of the rapids 
and low flow at certain times of the year, 
Bad Branch offers excellent oppor­
tunities for hiking, birdwatchiryg, scien­
tific study and aesthetic enjoyment. 

Bad Branch is home for 16 species of 
plants and animals considered to be en­
dangered or threatened-a greater con­
centration of rare species than is found 
anywhere else in the state. Arrow 
darter, a fish found only in Kentucky, 
lives in Bad Branch. The tall cliffs are 
the only place in K~ntucky where the en­
dangered Northern raven nests. The 
moist cliffs harbor an unusual variety of 
small mammals, including the long­
tailed shrew and pygmy shrew. Rare 
plants, such as painted trillium, 
Fraser's sedge and matricary grape 
fern, grow on the lush forest slopes. 

Only free-flowing, unpolluted streams 
like Bad Branch with undeveloped 
shorelines are designated as Wild 
Rivers. Although an occasional road, 
house or farm field is permissible under 
the specific designation, the view from 
the stream must remain natural. 

Because of their clean waters and high 
quality habitat conditions, the Wild 
Rivers provide a home for many species 
of fish and mussels, like Bad Branch's 
arrow darter, that can't survive in even 
moderately polluted streams. Wild 
Rivers support healthy fisheries and 
have some of the best trout and 
muskellunge populations in the state. 
The lady's slipper orchid, shining lady's 
tresses orchid, cumberland rosemary 
and monkshood are among the beautiful 
and rare plants that grow undisturbed 
by the banks of Kentucky's Wild Rivers. 

The boundaries of a Wild River in­
clude all visible land within 2,000 feet of 
the stream. Within these boundaries, 
new land developments are controlled to 
protect the stream environment. Some 
kinds of development, such as surface 
mining, dam construction and clear­
cutting timber, are prohibited. 

The state Wild Rivers system was 
established in 1972 to preserve outstan­
ding examples of Kentucky's river 
heritage. Five streams were initially in­
cluded in the system and three were 
added in 1974. 

The system includes 26,000 acres of 
land. Besides Bad Branch, other 
designated Wild Rivers are the Red, 
Rockcastle, Cumberland, Big South 
Fork, and Little South Fork of the 
Cumberland, Rock Creek, Martin's 
Fork and Green River. The system is 
managed by the Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection Cabinet. 

The Natural Resources and En­
vironmental Protection Cabinet en­
courages visitors to the Wild Rivers and 
each river offers many recreational op­
portunities. Seven of the streams flow 
through public lands, including the 
Daniel Boone National Forest, Mam­
moth Cave National Park, Cumberland 
Falls State Park and the Big South Fork 
National River and Recreation Area. 
These public lands provide access for 
boating, hunting, fishing, horseback 
riding and hiking. 

Public access to the Wild Rivers, other 
than through public lands, depends on 
land ownership. While it is permissible 
to launch a boat from a road shoulder or 
bridge crossing outside of public use 
areas, parking facilities are not general­
ly available and the use of private land 
requires the permission of the lan­
downer. On the Red, Rockcastle and 
Cumberland Rivers, local commercial 
guide and shuttle services take visitors 
to the river areas.
