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Howell Advises 
Probe of Bolton's

Floyd Fiscal Courl should "take much 
stronger control" of the county clerk's 
spending and may do well to have the 
state auditor or attorney-general in· 
vestigate the clerk's books, an official 
with the state Department of Local 
Government wrote in a letter to the 
county judge-executive last week. 

AI Howell, a supervisor in the depart­
ment, cited as evidence of "ques­
tionable'' spending a tripling in the cost 
of supplies for the clerk's office between 
1984 and 1985 and a doubling in the cost 
of office equipment. 

Although state law requires that 1tems 
over $7500 be purchased only after 

, advertising for bids, fiscal court minutes 
show no evidence of bids being taken last 
year for new eqmpment in the clerk's of­
fice, Howell noted in the April28letter, 
which also bears the s1gnatures of state 
Local Finance Officer Robert L. Pur· 
dom and Local Government field 
representative Dan Tuttle. 

As a result of the increase in spending, 
fees to be turned over to the county. 
wh1ch add up to only $13,113 for 1985, 
have dropped off sharply by comparison 
with recent years-Thomas Lafferty, Jr. 
turned m $70,357 over 10 months in 1983, 
and Bolton herself had $78,039 left over 
in 1984-and have embarrassed county 
officials, who drew up this year's budget 
expecting that they would receive at 
leasl $60,000 from the clerk's office in ex­
cess fees foe l98S, Howell said. ''The loss 
of anticipated revenu affects the county 
as a whole rather than the clerk's of· 
fi"( " hP "{lrl(}er} 

Howell. who was the state official who 
first raised the questions that resulted 
in a lengthy state police probe of the 1982 
county administration, also suggested 
that the clerk may be paying her 
employees more than she is entitled to 
and may be improperly listing part-time 
employees as fulltime workers for the

An Estill man pleaded guilty in Floyd 
Circuit Court this week to a scam 10 

which he obtained mining supplies by 
calling in phony orders to National Mine 
Supply and then showing up to take 
delivery of the goods. 

Police said Jeffery David Titlow call­
ed in a $687 order and a 1297 order on 
two days last November, falsely claim­
ing he represented the Three Oaks Min 
ing Company. He allegedly repeated the 
scam, calling in a $1460 order on 
January 3 this year but, when he arriv­
ed to pick it up, he was apprehended by 
National Mme Supply security officer 
Frank Reffett . 

Police said Titlow told them the scam 
was hatched by a Mud Creek man in a 
Tackett Fork bar and that he was sell­
ing the stolen supplies to the man for $50 
a "plug" and $1 per drill bit. State 
Trooper B.J. Woods said Titlow agreed 
to set up a sale to the man but fled the 
scene as the transaction was supposed 
to take place. The alleged buyer was not 
charged in connection with the scheme·. 

After pleading guilty to two counts of 
theft by deception, Titlow was sentenc­
ed to three years in prison on each count, 
the sentences to be served concurrent· 
ly. He will receive credit for the three 
months he has already spent in jail 

Also entering a guilty plea this week 
was John Weddington. of Stephens 
Branch, near Martin. Originally indicted 
on a felony count of trafficking in mari­
juana, Weddington pleaded guilty to 
possession of marijuana, a misde­
meanor.

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Although he was previously in ex­
cellent health, Lafferty began complain­
ing of a "burning or boiling sensation" 
under his skin in 1983 and consulted a 
doctor in July of that year, the suit says.

Duel Challenge

In a telephone interview Ia ter. Howell 

elaborated on the charges, claiming that 
the jump in expenditures on offiee 
supplies-from $20,070 in 1984 to $59,545 
in 1985 suggests that the clerk "just 
went wild." The cost of office equipment 
purchases rose from $16,716 to $31,935 
over the same period. 

The auditor or attorney-general 
should be asked to find out who sold the 
supplies and equipment to the clerk's of­
fice, said Howell, who implied that the 
vendor in many instances would turn out 
to be Joe Bolton, the clerk's husband. 

Although he conceded it was more a 
matter of concern for Harp Enterprises 
than for county or state government, 
Howell raised again allegations initial­
ly made by Harp's attorneys several 
months ago that Joe Bolton was added 
to the county clerk's payroll while he 
was still being paid by Harp, a Lex­
ington firm that supplies clerks' offices 
with ballots and other printed materials. 

''Wait for the audit," which should he 
completed within the next two weeks, 
Mrs. Bolton cautioned last week in 
response to suggestions of improper 
spending. The audit, which is being done 
at her request by J.W. Bryan, of Lex­
ington, will show that all expenditures 
have been for legitimate needs, she said. 
The clerk said earlier that the sharp rise 
in expenses last year resulted largely 
from the need to refurnish the office and 
microfilm county records. 

Mrs. Bolton denied she is paying her 
workers more than they are entitled to 
or that she is listing part-time workers 
as fulltime workers for the sake of 
receiving fringe benefits from the coun­
ty. While she is paying some employees 
overtime despite the fiscal court's 
refusal last July to authorize overtime 
payments, this is only a matter of 
fairness and she has an attorney­
general's opinion to Mck her up, the 
clerk said. 

The clerk acknowledged earlier that 
she had overlooked state bidding law in 
making purchases during the past two 
years, including the purchase of nearly 
$40,000 worth of microfilming services 
from a firm represented by her hus­
band. But she said she misunderstood 
the law until it was explained to her by 
state auditors last year. 

While Joe Bolton, then still a Harp 
employee, worked earlier this year as a 
$1300-a-month deputy clerk, he insisted 
he was working two jobs, not being paid 
two salaries for the same hours. He has 
since been dropped from the clerk's 
payroll. 

In the face of Harp's insistence that he 
work exclusively for them, Bolton split 
with his old firm, setting up a rival firm 
of his own, Kentuckiana Election Ser­
vice Company. The two firms are ap­
parently competing keenly for business 
in eastern Kentucky counties. including 
Floyd. 

In March, Harp Enterprises submit­
ted an unprecedented $2077 bid to print 
ballots and set up election machines for 
the primary election here this May­
elections have traditionally cost three or 
four times that amount, but Harp claims 
a newly automated printing plant has 
cut their costs dramatically-but the 
county clerk said she had already 
awarded the election contract to her 
husband's firm. While no contract price 
had been agreed on, it would not be 
cheaper than the price offered by Harp, 
the clerk acknowledged. 

Mrs. Bolton attributed Howell ' s 
criticism of the clerk's office to hostili­
ty between Jay Harp, president of Harp 
Enterprises, and her husband; Harp and 
Howell are friends, she claimed. But 
Howell denied there was anything per­
sonal in his questioning the clerk's per­
formance and insisted his relationship 
with Harp was strictly professional. 

"I tried to give an objective report, to 
tell the county what we recommend," 
Ho~ell said, adding, "I think the court 
is probably going to turn it over to the 
attorney-general. There has been just 
too rnuch discrepancy over the past two 
yea~s." 

Of the clerk's claim that the probe was 
motivated by personal animosity. 
Howell said, "I think she's grasping at 
straws. I don't know what they're try­
ing to hide." 

The state official was especially 
critical of the clerk's claim that she was 
ignorant of state bidding laws . "I think 
that's a pretty lame excuse," he said 
"She's been taking the minutes at fiscal 
court meetings for 41 2 years. They do 
bid 'ng all the time. She's got to have 
kno n you have to bid." 

In any event, ignorance is no excuse 
for violating state law, Howell said. "It's 
her responsibility as an elected official 
to know what the law is ." 

In urging the judge-executive to exer­
cise greater control over the clerk's 
spending, Howell said, "It's all county 
money. I want the fiscal court to say how 
much she can spend. She can't spend it 
anyway she wants to. The court should 
put a lid and cap on it." 

Judge Executive John M Stumbo 
agreed Monday that the court should ex­
ercise tighter control over the clerk's 
spending but said the county would take 
no specific action before studying the 
clerk's audit.

Rate Increase Cuts 
Fire Subscriptions 

Last year. over 300 out-of-town 
busmesses and residences each paid $24 
and up for protection by Prestonsburg's 
fire department. Though their protection 
officially ended May 1, the city has 
granted a 15 day grace period for this 
year's fee-$1()()-to be paid. As of Mon­
day evening, 38 people had 
resubscribed. 

Prestonsburg Fire Chief Tom 
Blackburn said Monday that the higher 
rates are still a bargain. He said the $24 
rate had been chosen "off the top of 
somebody's head" at a city council 
meeting when the subscription service 
was implemented two years ago. "But 
$24 per year is ridiculously low,'' he said, 
adding that people living inside the city 
pay a much higher rate through proper­
ty taxes. "Personally, I thought $100 was 
ridiculously low," he said. 

Blackburn can make such statements 
without fear of subscribers saying he 
would feel differently if he had to pay the 
fee. The fire chief lives outside the city 
limits. He said he wasn't overjoyed to 
part with the money, but realized it was 
necessary, and a good deal. 

"I live in the county; I have to pay," 
he said. He disdained those who ignore 
the service. ''If they're not willing to pay 
$100 a year for the subscription, their 
property probably isn't worth much, 
anyway." 

A major reason for the hike, said 
Blackburn, is the proposed upcoming 
cut-off of revenue sharing funds. With 
the wear and tear on the fire trucks and 
equipment, and the time-and-a-half paid 
to fire fighters on out-of-town runs, the 
costs mount up. 

"The c1ty of Prestonsburg is our first 
priority," he said, adding that city 
trucks would not respond to a subscriber 
if the department was involved in 
ftghtmg a fire within the city limits or 
if a fire truck was broken down. The fire 
department also can refuse to fight a 
subscriber's fire if the condition of the 
burning building is deemed too 
hazardous. 

Significant at present, the fire depart­
ment won't respond to brush or forest 
fires behind a subscriber's home, either. 
Blackburn said he had received a 
number of such calls in the wake of the 
current outbreak of forest fires. He said 
homeowners are responsible for making 
sure the fire does not reach their home. 

Blackburn advises all subscribers to 
read their contracts and call the fire 
department if they have questions. He 
said that those without contracts should 
not even bother calling if they have a 
fire. 

"If they're not on the subscription 
rate, there's not one reason for them to 
call. The mayor informed me that those 
people on the subscription rate are those 
who will receive the service. Those who 
are not will not get it.''

"Our hoses cost $1.17 a foot," said 
Blackburn. "Every time we unroll one, 
it shortens its life. We just had to replace 
a $2,000 clutch in one of the trucks, and 
we'll have to spend $50,000 for a com­
plete overhaul of one of the trucks 
sometime between now and 1989." 

Couple these expenses with pay for six 
men fighting a residential fire and ten 
fighting a business fire, and Blackburn 
says the need for the higher rates 
becomes clear. "The county people have 
to know we're operating in the red 
because of the $100,000 (federal revenue 
sharing> cut. The city has to operate in 
the black. It is stupid to knowingly 
operate a service in the red."

Prestonsbw·g's city council met in 
special session Monday night to hash out 
the city's budget for the upcoming fiscal 
year. 

The new budget. estimated at $1.5 
million, represents a slight increase 
over last year's budget of $1.4 million. 
Increased revenue is expected from pro­
perty taxes, occupational taxes. 
minimum license fees. insurance license 
Ices. fines and forfeitures. interest in­
come, sanitation fees, parking meters, 
city parking lots, fire subscriptions, rent 
paid by the Big Sandy Area Develop­
ment District offices upstairs at city 
hall, miscellaneous receipts, coal and 
mineral tax, and alcohol tax. 

Sources of income which are expected 
to be less lucrative in the new budget in­
clude building permits, municipal road 
aid and federal revenue sharing. 

Most expenditures are expected tore­
main about the same, and some will be 
lowered, though a few will be noticeably 
higher. Among the projected increases 
are an $11,000 increase in fees paid City 
Attorney Larry Brown, and raises for 
the mayor and city council. 

The raise in Brown's compensation, 
from $14,000 to $25,000, does not reflect 
an increase in the fee he charges the ci­
ty. He continues to charge a flat rate of 
$50 per hour. His services, however, are 
expected to be mor" in demand next 
year. Brown said Mayor Ann Latta is 
taking a strong hand in municipal 
government, resulting in a greater use 
of legal counsel. 

Court Decides Floyd 
Compensation Cases 

If a worker is awarded compensation 
as the result of an extended legal pro­
cess, the employer is responsible for 
paying interest accrued on the benefits. 
However, the worker's legal fees may 
have to be borne by both the employer 
and the state Special Fund. 

Those issues were decided in opinions 
handed down last week by the Supreme 
Court of Kentucky, which ruled on four 
lower-court cases, including two 
originally adjudicated in Floyd Circwt 
Court. 

The question of liability for interest 
had received conflicting answers from 
the state Court of Appeals, one decision 
holding that the employer alone was 
liable, another holding that the employer 
and Special Fund should each pay a pro­
portionate share of the interest. 

The Supreme Court held that, since 
liability for the award payments falls 
first on the employer, and since it is the 
employer who benefits from use of the 
money wh1Je the 1ssue IS bemg litigated, 
the employer is also liable for the in­
terest which has been building up in the 
meantime. 

In a split decision, the high court held 
that, when the claimant's attorney's fee 
is to be paid out of the compensation 
award, it is the joint responsibility of the 
Special Fund and the employer. Each 
should pay a portion of the fee in propor· 
tion to their responsibility for the 
worker's disability, the court majority 
ruled. The Special Fund was created by 
state law to relieve an employer of 
liability for that portion of a worker's 
disability that is attributable to a pre­
existing condition. 

Last week's Supreme Court decision 
reverses a 1983 Floyd Circuit Court deci­
sion in the case of the Special Fund vs. 
Richard P . Kimbler and the Little 
Elkhorn Coal Company and affirms the 
lower court's decisiOn in Little Elkhorn 
Coal Company vs. Richard Kimbler. 
Kimbler was represented in the cases by 
Janet Stumbo and Arnold Turner, Jr., 
the coal company by William G. 
Francis.

The mayor's raise came at the in­
sistence of the council at their last 
meeting. Her salary was incr~sed from 
$100 to $500 per month, while council 
members voted themselves a raise from 
$:3 per meeting to $25 per month.

In fact. most of the increase in ex pen· 
ditures reflects greater compensation 
tor city employees Almost 70 percent of 
the increased spending will go toward 
pay raises and fringe benefits. City 
employees are budgeted to receive an 
across-the-board raise of $450 per year. 

City insurance premiums will be 
higher, with $70,000 budgeted , up from 
$46,604. Travel expenses have gone up 
for the police department, from $1.200 to 
$:3,000. The culprit in this case is the 
number of trips officers are having to 
make for training at Eastern Kentucky 
University. The police department will 
account for another major expense in 
the new budget. Two new cruisers are 
budgeted, one to be funded by alcohol 
tax receipts, and the other from the 
general fund. The alcohol tax must, by 
law, be budgeted to the police 
department. 

Areas in which less money will be 
spent include workers' compensation, 
which last year cost $24.000, and this 
year is budgeted at $18,000; 
maintenance and repair costs for the 
police department, down from $7,500 to 
$5,000; gasoline and lubrication for 
police vehicles, down from $4,000 to 
$2,000, and maintenance and repair for 
the city parking system, down from $575 
to $500. 

The majority of city expenditures are 
expected to remain about the same, 
however. These include donations to 
Combs Airport, little league, civil 
defense, and senior citizens center, 
along with dues to the Municipal League 
and Big Sandy ADD. 

Brackett said he was confident the 
cracks do not indicate maJor damage 
but that a firm of consulting eng10eers 
is making daily observations to see II 
they can detect any shilling in the foun­
dations of the building. Their report is 
expected to be ready in time for the May 
14 board meeting, he said.

Ingrid Bergman was the toast of 
Broadway, the U.S. ambassador to the 
United Nations was declaring America 
would remain fully armed until all na­
tions outlawed atomic weapons and the 
Inez Indians were expected to meet 
Meade Memorial in the quarter-finals of 
the Big Sandy Conference high school 
basketball tournament. 

Thanks to a time capsule found in the 
cornerstone of the old First Baptist 
Church, currently being razed, we know 
these were some of the prominent issues 
when the church was under construction 
in 1947. 

It was on the evening of January 11, 
1942 that a fire broke out in the original 
Irene Cole Memorial Baptist Church on 
the corner of Court Street and Lake 
Drive. Thinking it minor, firefighters ex­
tinguished the blaze. Or so they believ­
ed. As they went on their way, the still­
smouldering embers reignited and, 
before help could arrive, the building 
was engulfed in flames. It burned to the 
foundation . 

It took six years before the church was 
rebuilt and rededicated on Front Street. 
Once again the congregation is 
rebuilding, but this time without the 
specter of adversity. They decided the 
time had come to replace the old 
building and, while tearing it down, 
workers came across the time capsule 
encased in the church's cornerstone. 

Rev. Steve Hopkins said he knew of 
the capsule, as his step-grandfather, 
Rev. Everett L. Branham, was the 
pastor there when the church was built. 
But he didn't know what would be in the 
small, copper box. . 

The contents represent a slice of 
history. 

There's a Newsweek magazine, 
proudly proclaiming itself "The 
Magazine of News Significance," com­
plete with a picture of Ingrid Bergman 
as Joan of Arc on the cover, above a cap­
tion reading "Bergman: Queen of the 
Broadway Season. ·There's the January 
29, 1947 issue of the Louisville Courier­
Journal, with a lead story about a House 
Committee probe of U.S. diplomatic con-

duct, and the pledge by government of­
ficials that the U.S. would not do away 
with its atomic arsenal. There's the 
January 23, 1947 edition of the Floyd 
County Times, extolling the virtues of 
the Inez high school basketball team. 
And there are World War II era ration­
ing coupons, including a booklet of gas 
coupons belonging to Norman Allen, 
founder of the Times and editor for more 
than 50 years. 

Other treasures include a roster of 
church members, deacons, the building 
committee, church clerk and Sunday 
school superintendent. There is a list of 
businesses here in 1947 (there were 13) 
and the names of then-current city and 
county officials. There are three copies 
of the Western Recorder, the official 
publication of the Southern Baptist Con­
vention. One of the more unusual items 
is a New Testament written in Japanese, 
a stark reminder of conflicts raging 
around the world while the church was 
under construction. 

The time capsule was officially open­
ed at the close of church services last 
Sunday, though Hopkins said the con­
tents had seen the light of day before 
that. The men tearing down the church 
found the box, he said, and broke it open. 
But the pastor said he immediately took 
the time capsule to his office, where it 
stayed until Sunday, so the congregation 
could share the opening together . 

Hopkins said he wasn't sure what the 
church would do with the time capsule, 
though several suggestions have come 
from church members. One such sug­
gestion, he said, was to include it in a 
similar time capsule to be placed in the 
cornerstone of the new building, which 
should be under construction by the end 
of the month.

Transplants Could Be 
Source Of Garden Woe 

Car less selection of tom a to 
transplants can result in the introduction 
of several diseases and pests into the 
garden. 

"Septoria leaf spot is one disease 
home gardeners should be especially 
watchful for," said John Hartman, plant 
pathologist in the University of Ken­
tucky Cooperative Extension Service. 

''This disease will spread to other 
tomato plants in the garden and cause 
significant reductions in yield," Hart­
man said. 

In shopping for tomato transplants, 
gardeners should be on the lookout for 
roughly circular brown spots primarily 
on leaves, but also on stems and petioles. 

Another weakness to watch for is 
wirestem. L~k for a narrowing of the 
stem at the soil line. Wirestem is not 
a threat to other plants in the garden, as 
is Septoria leaf spot, but plants afflicted 
with it will not produce satisfactorily. 

When purchasing bare-root 
transplants-bare roots are a sign that 
the transplants were grown in a field 
rather than in a greenhouse-Hartman 
suggested being very careful to watch 
for lumpy roots. Lumps on the roots in­
dicate the presence of root knot 
nematodes. Root knot nematodes are 
very much more common on field grown 
transplants than on greenhouse grown 
transplants. 

"Plants infested with root knot 
nematodes will contaminate your entire 
garden with the nematodes, which also 
feed on the root systems of virtually 
everything else you might want to grow 
in a garden. 

"One thing root knot nematodes will 
not eat is tall fescue . If your garden 
becomes infested with root knot 
nematodes we suggest you plant it in tall 
fescue for a year or two, and garden 
another portion of your backyard. You 
need not move the garden across the 
yard. The nematodes do not travel far, 
so you can plant the new garden near the 
old one," Hartman said.

Phillip Casnoff is back (_and 
still power-thirsty) as Bent 
By Constance Pace 

ABC's two massive Civil War-era miniseries, "North 
and South" (presented last November) and "North and 
South, Book II" (concluding Sunday, May 11), brought 
viewers a lot of big name talents in cameo roles (such as 
Elizabeth Taylor in "Book I" and James Stewart in 
"Book II"). 

They also have intro­
duced some interesting new 
talents in major roles. One 
of these new talents is Phil­
lip Casnoff, who played El­
kanah Bent, one of the most 
darkly evil villains television 
has ever seen. 

"There's no question that 
he was blackly evil, and 
that's what has made him so 
interesting to play," says 
Casnoff. In "Book 1," Bent, 

Phillip Casnoff the rejected illegitimate son 
of Senator Starkweather 

(played by Gene Kelly), spent most of his time plotting 
against classmates George Hazard (James Read) and 
Orry Main (Patrick Swayze), who had him kicked out of 
West Point. In "Book II," a still power-thirsty and venge­
ful Bent becomes a war profiteer and plots to assassi­
nate Jefferson Davis. 

"I had to work from the inside with him, because I 
didn't want him to be a one-dimensional cartoon," says 
Casnoff. "I think everyone feels like they have that kind 
of evil in them. But very few viewers get to look into the 
face of hell like Bent does. I've known some sick people 
in my life, but none as bad as Bent." 

In "Book II," Bent has a fiery affair with the miniseries 
villainess, Ashton (played to the Scarlett 0' Hara 
hilt by Terri Garber). "There were lots of sparks flying 
between the two of us, and I think the result was kind of 
sexy," Casnoff says. "But what the characters were real · 
ly doing was using each other - manipulating and just 
being all-around oily." 

The Phi~adelphia-born actor, whose prior acting expe­
rience was primarily in Broadway musicals (he also 
played Lafayette in CBS' s "George Washington"), 
feels that the role of Bent has strengthened his career. 
"After 'Book I' aired, people recognized me in the street. 
Well, kind of. They said, 'Hey, don't I know you from 
somewhere?' But they wouldn't be able to place me. 
What they did remember though is that I had played 
someone bad- very, very bad"

Reed hasn't lost his cool

Lou Reed has always 
been one of the coolest of 
the cool. He's that and 
more in his latest clip, "No 
Money Down." 

Lou Reed 

It starts with a very long 
close-up in which Reed ap­
pears to be doing a clumsy 
job of lip-syncing. Near the 
end of the song, however, 
we see hands taking his 
face apart, piece by piece, 
and we find out that what 
we thought was Lou is 
really a robot. 

The most amazing thing 
about this clip is that the 
camera only cuts away 
from the Reed close-up 
once in the entire clip. 
Only the most videogenic 
performers would attempt 
something like that. 

THE JONES LOOK -
For some strange reason, 
Grace Jones doesn't want 
to shoot new material for 
her videos anymore. Her 
latest, "Love Is the Drug," 
consists of reused materi­
al, along with some anima­
tion to pick up the pace. 

It's not original, but 
Grace, in any form, is well 
worth watching. 

HOWARD CHECKS IN 
-Grace isn't the only vid­
eogenic Jones. Howard 
Jones does all right, too. 

His "No One is to Blame" 
is full of player-piano im­
ages. The player piano, 
which plays music by itself 
so a piano player is not 
needed, was, in a sense, 
the precursor of the syn­
thesizer. These images are 
particularly a~ropos, since 
Jones is a keyboard­
/synthesizer player. 

EYES HAVE IT- "Ev­
erywhere You Go," from 
the Call, is a straight per­
formance clip directed by 
lead singer Michael Been. 
Been uses a simple but ef­
fective technique for his 
close-ups: overexposing 
the film so his face is all 
washed out, except for his 
eyes. 

In this way, Been guar­
antees that the viewers' 
eyes will be directed to his. 

JOINING HANDS 
What, you may ask, makes 
"Hands Across America" 
different from all the other 
good-cause videos shown 
this past year? 

Well, not much, except 
that only a few celebrities 
(Mikhail Baryshnikov, Lily 
Tomlin, Whoopi Goldberg, 
Mickey Mouse) are fea­
tured. The real stars here 
are the American people. 
Dozens and dozens are 
shown: cute kids, teen­
agers, adults and every­
one in between. 

The makers of this video 
deliberately steered away 
from using too many stars, 
in the hope that the mes­
sage would outshine the 
performers. The message, 
of course, is that you 
should cough up your $10 
and stand up and be 
counted on May 25. What 
it does most effectively, 
however, is to make view­
ers feel good about being 
American.

A second signup for the Conservation 
Reserve Program <CRP> began May 5 
and extends through May 23. Applica­
tions will be taken at the Floyd County 
ASCS Office. 

CRP provides farmers an opportuni­
ty to take highly erodible soil out of pro­
duction and put it into trees or 
vegetative cover. In return the farmer 
will receive not only cost-sharing on the 
establishment of the cover but annual 
rental payments from USDA which will 
be based on a "bid" submitted to a 
"pool". 

The land must be highly erodible 
<either class VI or VII) or soil which is 
eroding at three times the erosion 
tolerance for the soil. The land must 
have been cropped at least two years. 
during the past five. Cropping means the 
land must have been planted to produce 
an agricultural commodity other than 
orchards, vineyards, or ornamentals. 
The land must be in physical condition 
for continued production of a crop. 

Producers wishing to put land into 
CRP must provide a cropping history 
covering the 1981-1985 crop years at the 
time of sign up. If available, they should 
also bring a conservation plan for their 

farm. Set-aside or diverted acres under 
price support programs are not eligible 
for CRP. 

To apply, the producers must submit 
bids at the time of application for annual 
rental payments they would accept to 
enroll their land in CRP for the 10-year 
period required by CRP. Bid acceptance 
will be based on the rental rates per acre 
offered. Producers in one county will be 
bidding against producers in other coun­
ties. Rental payments will be made after 
October 1 each year the land is under 
contract. There is a $50,000 per person, 
per year limitation. 

The local Soil Conservation Service 
will be responsible for determination if 
the land meets erosion eligibility.

As a 14-year-old Indiana boy plunged 
into an abandoned ic<'-filled quarry last 
December. his fall was slowed when his 
foot struck a protruding ledge. Breaking 
his ankle and heel, the boy continued 
falhng head first. E l:l,.tending his hand, 
which further broke • s fall. he suffered 
wrist and head injuries \\'hen he landed. 

Although the Indiana youth survived 
the fall, a 19-year-old Nevada resident 
was not as lucky in March 1986 He 
plunged some -tOO feet to his death down 
an abandoned mine shaft where he and 
his two friencts were exploring last 
month. 

Every year, abandoned mines and 
quarries claim the !\\res of teenagers, 
adults and children according to the 
Department of Labor's Mine Safety and 
Health Administration ( MSHA>. These 
hazardous sites have caused suffoca­
tions, drownings, and head, neck and 
back injuries or fatalities in accidents in­
volving trespassers at abandoned or in­
termittently idle mining properties. 

Sand pits and rock quarries also pre­
sent special problems for inexperienc­
ed individuals. In 1985, two young sisters 
drowned in an abandoned quarry in Il­
linois during a famil) picnic, and a

Fortunately, natural gas leaks are rare. But 
if one should occur, you have everythmg it 
takes to spot the telltale signs ... the ability 
to see, hear and smell. 

INSIDE 
The most obvious sign is the smell. 

Natural gas by itself usually is odorless, so 
gas companies add a distinctive odor to gas. 

If you smell this telltale odor in your 
home, 1) check to see if a pilot light is out, or 
a burner control valve is not turned completely 
off; 2) open doors and windows; 3) don't use 
matches, electric switches or appliances. If 
the odor is strong, leave the house, call the 
gas company from nearby and stay there 
until a representative arnves. 

OUTSIDE 
You may detect a natural gas leak any­

where gas lines or facilities are located. 
Sometimes, the sign may be the odor. But in 
rural areas, natural gas pipelines may con­
tain non-odorized gas. A leak of non-scented 
gas means little or no odor will be present. 
So count on your other senses as well. 

Look or listen for these signs. Any-
where a gas line is located, a leak may cause: 

• a biONing or hissing sound 
• dirt being biONn into the air 
• water bubbling or being biONn into the 

air at a pond, creek or river 
• brONn patches in vegetation on or near 

a gas line right-of-way 
• fire coming from the ground or burning 

above it 

If you detect any sign of a leak, follow 
these steps quickly: 1) shut down any motor­
ized equipment or other sources of ignition 
in use; 2) leave the area at once, and warn 
others to stay away; and 3) find a· telephone 
away from the area to call the gas company, 
and the fire and police departments. DO NOT 
try to extmguish a gas fire or operate any 
pipeline valves. 

Chances are you'll never need to recog­
nize a natural gas leak. But just in case, we 
think it's important for you to be able to detect 
signs of trouble.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY 

COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PRES­
TONSBURG ESTABLISHING AN AP­
PEALS BOARD TO HEAR APPEALS 
FROM THE DECISIONS OF THE CITY 
OF PRESTONSBURG BUILDING 
OFFICIAL 

WHEREAS: The City Council of the 
City of Prestonsburg is enforcing the 
Kentucky Uniform Building Code; and, 

WHEREAS: The City Council is 
desirous of providing for a fair inter­
pretation of the building code; and, 

WHEREAS: The City Council realizes 
that the oc'Casion may arise where a 
decisiOn of the City's building code of­
ficer needs to be appealed; and, 

WHEREAS: The City Council desires 
to establish a commission that can hear 
appeals according to KRS 198B.o70, 
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAIN­
ED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 
CITY OF PRESTONSBURG AS 
FOLLOWS: 

SECTION 1: There is hereby 
established a local appeals board for the 
City of Prestonsburg to be known as 
Board of Building Code Appeals whose 
purpose it shall be to hear appeals of the 
decision of the City building enforce­
ment officer. 

SECTION 2: This board shall consist 
of five ( 5) technically qualified persons 
with professional experience related to 
the building industry who shall be ap­
pointed by the Mayor of the City of Pres­
tonsburg with the approval of the City 
Council. The term of the members shall 
be for a period of four (4) years with the 
initial board having a member to serve 
for a period of one 0 l year, one member 
for a period of two (2) years, one 
member for a period of three (3) years 
and two members for a period of four ( 4) 
years. One member shall be designated 
as chairman of the board. 

SECTION 3: No local building official 
or employee of a local inspection depart­
ment may sit on a local appeals board 
if such board is hearing an appeal to a 
decision rendered by his department. No 
member of a local appeals board shall 
hear an appeal in a case in which he has 
a private mterest. 

SECTION 4: Any party to a decision 
by the local building official may appeal 
that decision to the local appeals board. 
Upon receipt of an appeal from a 
qualified party, the local appeals board 
shall convene a hearing to consider the 
appeal within fifteen days of receipt. All 
parties to the appeal shall be notified of 
the time and place of the hearing by let­
ter mailed by certified mail, no later 
than ten< 10) days prior to the date of the 
hearing.

What do the pros tell us to look form 
the spring pre-spawn and spawning 
periods? 

"Spawnmg from the nothern part of 
the country all the way to the southern 
part of the country seems to go on moon 
phases and water temperature." points 
out Jerry Rhyne, another member of the 
Johnson Outboards Pro Staff. "When the 
water temperature in the north reaches 
65" to 67' they spawn. The farther south 
you go, the warmer the water needs to 
be. When you get to Florida, the water 
sometimes needs to be 72° to 74' before 
the fish really like to go on the beds. 
where your bigger spawns take place.'·

Moon phases seems to play an impor­
tant part not only in sparking the spawn 
cycle, but also in ushering in specific 
weather fronts. Rhyne ties the spawning 
urge into moon phases: 

"A new moon usually brings bad 
weather, and the fish don't seem to want 
to go on the bed right around a new 
moon. But just after a new moon they 
will get active in their bedding pro­
cedures. A lot of people say that a full 
moon is when <the bass l are going to the 
bed; but its seems to be that more fish 
will get ready to start trying to bed just 
after a new moon-just after that front 
comes through from the new moon ... 

Sparks agrees with Rhyne on moon 
phases. 

"We found that, based on the full moon 
and the water temperature, bass are go­
ing to move up on the bank," Sparks 
said. "We've also found, surprisingly, in 
the middle of the summertime those fish 
will also move back into the bedding 
area during a full moon. The full moon, 
I think, triggers an instinct in warm 
water. In cold water during the winter 
you don't have that (instinctive trigger­
ing>. Not only will the male fish do it, but 
the female fish will also move up on the 
beds." 

Some anglers believe that fishing 
hours prior to a front is very productive; 
other insist that fishing days before the 
front is the best time to catch bass. 
Another debate involves whether a front 
affects the bass or the angler most. In 
taking a positive approach toward 
weather fronts, the smart angler can 
have a bountiful harvest. 

··weather fronts are more severe in 
the early springtime, February and

:\larch in mv area.·· says Rhyne of 
North Carolina. "The front, whether it's 
very subtle or very severe does affect 
bass at that time. They're looking for 
pretty days . the nice warm days when 
the water is beginning to turn warm and 
they're going to feed better. When a cold 
front passes through. whether it's small 
or severe, it just totally shuts them off 
'gives'em lockjaw' is the way we put it. 

"As the weather warms up into the 
summer. these fronts affect the bass less 
and less. all the way up until it gets to 
be hot weather. At that time. when a 
cold front comes through, it starts to 
work in reverse and activates the fish. 
If you've had a two-week or month 
period of super hot weather and all at 
once a cold front passes through. and it 
drops to 80' and you've got cloud cover, 
it activates the fish and it'll turn them 
on." 

Why not fish the day after the front 
passed through? 

·'The best day not to fish would be the 
day after the front," explains Sparks, 
"when the barometric pressure is rising, 
suddenly rising, and it's at its highest 
level."

Q- Is it true that burials in Veterans 
Administration national cemeteries are 
made without distinction to race, creed. 
national origin, mi.litary rank or 
awards? 

A Yes. All veterans eligible for 
burial in a VA national cemetery are af­
forded equal rights when burial sites are 
selected. 

Q Didn't several national cemeteries 
at one time have distinguished servtce. 
officer or other special burial sections? 

A Yes. when the National Cemetery 
System was the responsibility of the 
Department of the Army. Segregated 
burial sections were discontinued in the 
late 1960's because they were considered 
a form of discrimination. 

Q-If I am eligible to be buried next 
to a loved one buried in what was at one 
time a special burial section, am I 
guaranteed a burial space adjacent to 
the occupied gravesite? 

A. Yes. Those few persons who have 
gravesites reserved next to their spouses 
can be assured that reservations will be 
honored. 

Q-What happened to the unused 
burial space in the segregated portions 
that once existed? 

A-Unused portions of special sections 
are being incorporated into regular 
burial areas with the gravesites used for 
any eligible veteran, veteran's spouse or 
dependent child. 

Q-Have distinguishing characteris­
tics like special landscaping that 
separated the special sections been 
altered in national cemeteries? 

A-In some cases. special sections 
have been or are being relandscaped in 
order to obtain maximum use of the 
space and to assure that all veterans are 
treated equally with the same dignity, 
respect and honor earned by every 
veteran. 

Q-My husband died on active duty. 
How long must we have been married 
in order for me to receive benefits from 
the VA? 

A-If a veteran is married prior to ser­
ving in the military or while on active 
duty, no restrictions on the length of the 
marriage apply for eligibility for sur­
vivors benefits for spouses. If a veteran 
marries after release from service, cer­
tain rules apply. Generally, if the mar­
riage was for a year or longer, the 
spouse will qualify. Under certain con­
ditions length of the marriage is im­
material, for example if the veteran and 
spouse had a child. 

Q-Will the VA furnish a grave 
marker for a person who died in military 
service and whose remains have not 
been recovered or identified? 

A-Yes. A memorial headstone or 
marker may be furnished on application 
of a close relative rectgnized as the ne}(\ 
()f kin to cofumembrate any eligible 
veteran.

Equine viral arteritis is the proper 

name and the Merck veterinary manual 
describes it as "an acute contagious 
viral d1sease characterized by fever, 
catarrh, edema and abortion." 

Though the disease recurs in sporadic 
outbreaks, when it strikes it can cause 
abortion in up to 80 percent of the in­
fected mares-hence it is a serious 
threat in a breeding industry, though it 
is seldom fatal. 

The good news is that this year EVA 
seems to be under control. 

Several precautionary measures are 
responsible for the quick response 
against the disease, including a vaccine 
which is now commercially available. 

Because EVA in the past was usually 
attributable to the movement of horses 
<an infected horse would spread it rapid­
ly among uninfected animals by way of 
body fluids l I the first measure was strict 
control of infected animals. _ 

The State Veterinarian's Office issued 
strict guidelines which included strict 
quarantine of stallions known to shed 
<spread) the virus as well as quarantine 
of breeding sheds, paddock facilities, 
personnel, transportation vehicles and 
such used by shedding stallions. Teasers 
used in breeding shedding stallions were 
also isolated. 

Mares bred to known shedding 
stallions were also isolated, sent to 
farms designated to accept mares bred 
to shedding stallions. These farms were 
kept separate from other breeding 
operations, as was all equipment used 
on these farms, including the protective 
outerwear farm personnel who handled 
the horses were required to wear. 

The State Veterinarian's Office main­
tained diligent inspections and modified 
guidelines as needed. 

A vaccine was developed at the 
University of Kentucky, and became 
commercially available this year, 
lessening even more the risk of the 
disease. 

Regulations concerning management 
of the disease are changed from time to 
time, and your veterinarian is kept-up­
to-date on the incidence of this disease 
in Kentucky. 

Actually, the disease is not new, and 
there is a considerable body of informa­
tion available concerning its cause, its 
spread and treatment. The quick and 
successful response to the presence of 
the disease is the new part, an excellent 
example of how the veterinary health 
profession can assist in the management 
of potentially disastrous consequences 
of disease. 

If you have questions regarding EVA, 
call your veterinarian. All large animal 
practitioners are kept current on the 
management of this disease in Ken­
tucky, and their job is to help you. 

Meantime, don't panic! Help can be 
found.

For Perkins Statue 

Coordinators of the project to erect a 
life-size, bronzed statue of the late Con­
gressman Carl D. Perkins in front of the 
Knott county courthouse need to raise 
$20,000 to pay for the statute. 

The Rose of Sharon Chapter, Order of 
Eastern Star, is coordinating the project 
to honor the late 7th District Con­
gressman. Perkins died during his 17th 
term in the U.S. House of Represen­
tatives in August, 1984. 

Dean Craft, one of the four committee 
members on the project, said that the 
statue should be erected during the 
Knott County Gingerbread Festival 
unless some unanticipated problems 
develop. The festival is scheduled for 
Sept. 4-7. 

"Our biggest problem is to raise rl ,500 
by mid-May to pay the artist and sign 
the contracts," Craft explained. 

Sam McKinney, a Fleming-Neon 
native, will sculpt the statue at 
Morehead State University under the 
professional guidance of MSU art 
department chairman Thomas Sternal, 
Craft said. 

Mrs. Verna Perkins, widow of the late 
congressman, will have the final say on 
the likeness of the statute, Craft added. 

McKinney, a professional artist, show­
ed his preliminary sketches of Perkins 
to the Rose of Sharon group last week. 
The sketches will be used to sculpt the 
facial features. McKinney also 
presented a preliminary small but of 
Perkins and a miniature full-length 
statue of Perkins. 

McKinney's work will be on display at 
Morehead State University as he com­
pletes the project. 

The statue will be mounted on a mar­
ble stand that is raised about three feet. 

"It will be top quality, that's why we 
are going with this New York foundry," 
Craft said. " It will be a statue that the 
people in the 7th Congressional District 
can all be proud of." 

McKinney is talking to Mrs. Perkins· 
about casting smaller busts or miniature 
statues, sketches, or water color prints 
that the public may purchase, Craft 
said. 

The statue's pose will be a familiar 
one-Perkins large right hand will be 
outstretched as he is about to shake so­
meone's hand while the thwnb on his left 
hand will hold on to his back pocket.

TAXIDERMIST Warm sunny days and cool nights dur­

ing the past week stabilizeJ surface 
water temperatures into the upper 60s 
at most lakes. While bass appear to be 
headed for the nest. crappie fishing ac 
tivity remains heavy. At Lake Cumber­
land, walleye fishing has been excellent. 
and reports indicated that quite a few 
anglers were focusing their attention on 
bluegill during the May 3-4 period 
covered by this report. The lake-by-lake 
rundown is as follows : 

WEST: Bass were bemg caught on 
buzzbaits cast across shallow banks in 
1 to 3 feet of water at Kentucky Lake, 
and crappie by drifting tube jigs over 
stump beds in 5 to 7 feet of water. At 
Lake Barkley catfish were belng caught 
on trotlines and jug rigs baited with live 
leeches over rocky banks and rip rap, 
white bass by casting slab spoons at the 
mouths of tributaries . 

KENTUCKY: Clear to murky, rising 
slowly at summer pool, 70 degrees. 

BARKLEY: Clear, rising slowly at 
summer pool, 68 degrees 

WEST CENTRAL: At Barren River 
Lake, crappie were hitting minnows 
fished around brush piles in 3-5 feet of 
water, bass by casting plastic worms 
over rocky points in 3-8 feet of water. In 
the tailwaters, white bass were hitting 
spinnerbaits, early in the morning and 
late in the afternoon. At Nolin Lake, 
crappie were being caught on minnows 
and jigs over flooded treetops in 3 to 6 
feet of water, bass were hitting spinner­
baits and topwater lures fished across 
shallow banks at the heads of coves. At 
Rough River Lake, bass were being 
caught on crankbaits and jig and pork 
rind combinations fished across rocky 
points and stump rows, crappie on min­
nows and jigs in 2-6 feet of water over 
brush. 

BARREN: Clear, rising slowly, 10 feet 
below summer pool, 68 degrees. 

NOLIN: Clear, stable, 3 feet below 
summer pool, 70 degrees.

CENTRAL: At Taylorsville Lake, 
bass were being taken on jigs fished over 
shallow banks and wooded inlets in 
about 5 feet of water. At Herrington 
Lake, bass were being caught on crank­
baits fished across points, and crappie 
on minnows in 6-15 feet of water around 
stickups. At Green River Lake, bass 
were being taken on spinnerbaits and 
crankbaits fished over points and stump 
beds in 8 feet of water, and crappie on 
minnows over drop offs and brush piles 
in 3 to 14 feet of water. At Lake Cumber­
land, walleye were being caught on 
crankbaits and nightcrawlers fished 
over rocky points and the heads of em­
bayments in 10 to 15 feet of water, bass 
on spinnerbaits fished over brushpiles, 
flooded willow trees, and deadfalls in 4 
to 8 feet of water. At Dale Hollow Lake, 
bass were hitting spinnerbaits fished 
over brush piles on shallow banks, and 
catfish on trotlines baited with minnows 
set along tributary creek channels. 

TAYLORSVILLE : Clear to murky, 
stable at summer pool, 66 degrees. 

HERRINGTON : Clear to murky, 
stable, 8 feet below summer pool, 66 
degrees.

Then along come tho:;e 
darned mosquitoes ! Drive you craz~. 
don't they? Well, we know something 
that will soon have you forgetting what 
a mo:sqUito even looks like! sure-fire 
cure for summertime bugs that won't 
leave a greasy film on your skin-purple 
martins! 

Purple martins, the largest member 
of the swallow family, eat flymg insects 
of many types In one day, a purple mar­
tin can eat 2,000 or more mosquitoes and 
other bugs. If you have eight martins 
around your house and they each eat 
2.000 bugs a day, that"s 16.000 a day gone 
from vour vard. That's better than 
spraying every day or zapping with a 
bug light-and cheaper, too! In 1962, the 
small town of Griggsville. Illinois. 
situated near many ponds and sloughs. 
decided to do something about its terri­
ble mosquito problem and, because the) 
feared an increase in the use of 
pesticides, put up 28 martin houses. That 
was the beginning of the end for the mos­
quitoes. Now Griggsville is the "Purple 
l\lartin Capital of the 1\'ation," and the 
town has 120 martin houses- and no 
mosqUitoes. The Greater St. Louis 
Veterinarian Medical Association has 
urged dog owners in their area to put up 
martin houses to help control mos· 
qui toes. the most common carrier of the 
parasite causing heartworm infection in 
dogs . 

So you say you're interested in this in­
expensive method of mosquito control. 
and you want to know where to get some 
of these handy birds? Just provide them 
with a place to live and keep your fingers 
crossed. A good home for purple mar­
tins is an apartment-type dwelling with 
four to 24 rooms for the separate pairs. 
Each compartment should be six inches 
square with a two and half inch entrance 
hole cut one inch above the floor level. 
<There are building plans for martin 
houses available at your library.> The 
house should be placed on a pole about 
15 feet high, in direct sunlight and in an 
open field . They also like being close to 
a pond or stream. But martins are 
rather unpredictable settlers. and 1f they 
are not known to nest in your 
neighborhood and you are making your 
first attempt at housing them, start with 
just one or two single boxes. If you want 
to try an apartment house. make it one­
story then put up additional floors later. 
:\lartins also enjoy nesting in hollowed 
gouards hung in groups from trees or 
poles (make sure the wind won't bang 
them into each other.) Some American 
Indian tribes kept these martin gourd 
communitieis.

A person first eligible after 1985 to 
both a penswn from a job not covered 
under Social Secunty and a Social 
Secunty benefit wlll have his or her 
Social Security benefit rate figured 
under a new Social Secunty benefit for­
mula. This will result in a lower benefit, 
Jim Kelly, Distrtct Dtrector for the Big 
Sandy Area. satd recently 

The pension from the job not covered 
by Social Security is not reduced In ad­
dition, it does not affect Social Security 
survivors benefits , nor is a person af­
fected by it before 1986. if the person: 

•Reaches 62 ; 
•Becomes disabled and remains en­

titled to a Social Security disability 
benefit in any of the 12 months before the 
month he or she reaches 62, even if it is 
after 1985: or 

•Receives. or is first eligible to 
receive, a pension based on employment 
not covered by Social Security. 

A person is considered eligible to 
receive a pension if he or she meets the 
requirements of the pensiOn plan before 
January 1986, even if the person con­
tinues to work . 

The new benefit formula appltes to all 
workers who reach 62 or become disabl­
ed after 1985 and first become eligible 
after 1985 for a monthly payment based 
at least in part on \\<Ork not covered by 
Social Security. 

This new method of figuring benefits 
does not apply to several groups of peo 
ple even though they meet the above 
conditions. They are: 

•Federal workers who were newly 
covered under Social Security on 
January 1, 1984; 

•Employees of nonprofit organizations 
that were mandatorily covered under 
Social Security for the first time on 
January 1, 1984; 

•Workers who have 30 or more years 
of coverage under Social Security; 

•People whose only employment not 
covered by Social Security that resulted 
in a pension was before 1957. Since 
military service was not covered by 
Social Security untill957, this exclusion 
applies to people who receive a military 
pension based in part on military service 
before 1957. The exclusion applies, 
however, only if this is the only pension 
the person receives that is based on ser­
vice not covered by Social Security. 

For more information about the new 
Social Security benefit formula , contact 
the Social Security office and ask for the 
free leaflet How your Social Security 
check is affected by a pension from work 
not covered by Social Security. The Big 
Sandy Area Social Security Office is 
located on U.S 23 between Prestonsburg 
and Paintsville. The telephone number 
is listed in your local telephone directory 
under U.S. Government.
