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Fiscal Court Budget 
Demonstrates Caution 
Losses Expected 
To Offset Gains 
In Coming Year 

At least as far as the county budget is 
concerned, the bottom line can be 
deceptive. 

To look at the "grand total of all 
funds"-the bottom line-on the budget 
presented last Friday to members of the 
Floyd fiscal court, is to see a 1986-87 
budget more than twice the size of the 
current budget. Where there was $2.2 
million to be spent here this year, the 
new budget anticipates receipts of $4.7 
million. 

But more than $1 million of the new 
funds is already in the bank and county 
officials hope to leave it there. That is 
the windfall natural gas tax that came 
to the county as the result of a rate rul­
ing by the Public Service Commission in 
January. It's collecting $80,000 a year 
in interest and Judge-Executive John 
M. Stumbo has said he wants to keep it 
as a hedge against an almost certain 
loss of federal revenue-sharing money 
this fall.

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Child Support 
Trial Poses 
A Conundrum 

A judge, in appointing a public 
defender, must determine the defendant 
is a pauper. But the courts cannot re­
quire a pauper to pay child support. 
Therefore, any defendant represented 
by a public defender has an automatic 
defense against a charge of non­
support. 

The apparent logic of that syllogism 
was put to the test last week in Floyd 
District Court, temporarily- but only 
temporarily-persuading the judge to 
let a defendant go free. 

The case began in March last year, 
when Verdis Ousley, of Hueysville, was 
indicted by a grand jury on a felony 
charge of flagrant non-support brought 
by his ex-wife, Bernice Filsback, on 
behalf of their two teenage children. 

Circuit Judge Hollie Conley, determin­
ing that Ousley had no job, income or 
property, appointed him a public 
defender but, last August, the case was 
remanded to district court for trial as a 
misdemeanor. 

After a series of false starts and 
postponements- requiring fruitless trips 
to Prestonsburg on the part of Mrs. 
Filsback, who has since remarried and 
lives in Louisville- the case was set for 
trial here Thursday and attorneys were 
in the process of screening jurors when 
District Judge Harold Stumbo summon­
ed them to a conference in his cham­
bers.

As surely as winter brings com­
plaints about the roads. spring 
focuses attention on the problem of 
trash. a problem that some claimed 
this week is basically one of enforce­
ment. 

County governments and civic 
groups launched their annual assault 
on the problem last week. The fiscal 
court heard a plea that the cleanup be 
extended. A delegation from Cliff ask­
ed that the old access road there \be 
closed before it. too. is transformed in­
to an illegal dump. And some enforce­
ment officials wondered aloud whether 
the district court is as helpful as it 
might be in resolving the problem of 
criminal littering. 

A long-term solution to the littering 
blight will be found only when of­
fenders are punished by the courts. 
said several enforcement officers. who 
charged that District Judge Harold 
Stumbo is reluctant to convict in 
criminal littering cases or to impose 
more than a token penalty. 

County Ecology Officer Cleveland 
Tackett said that. of five cases he has 
taken to court in the past 18 months. 
three were dismissed, one defendant 
was ordered to pay a $10 fine and court 
costs. while another was required to 
pay costs only. "I get pretty disgusted 
with it," he said. 

Captain Rodney Holbrook. super· 
visor of the Jenny Wiley State Park 
police. also claimed that the conviction 
rate is low. for littering as for other 
citations. and that some cases have 
been dismissed "for lack of prosecu­
tion" when park officers have not even 
been notified when the cases are 
scheduled for trial. 

'·Seven different law agencies can 
write citations for littering. but they 
can't get any convictions." complained 
Bob McAninch. director of Floyd Coun­
ty Solid Waste. Inc. "But somebody's 
dumping it. It doesn't make sense." 

The reluctance of some residents to 
use the county solid waste agency is 
directly related to the difficulty en­
forcement officers experience in secur­
ing a court conviction. he said. "If you 
can pitch your garbage for free and 

David School Hailed As Model 
For Meeting Dropout Problem 

Education luminaries from around the 
county joined state school Superinten­
dent Alice McDonald, Monday, in com­
mending the David School as a model 
dropout-prevention program. 

During a "Partnership in Education" 
open house at the school, McDonald 
praised the program, founded in 1974 by 
Director Danny Greene and Principal 
Jean Ford, for keeping children in 
school and working to accommodate 
their individual needs. She said the 
facility is "showing the department of 
education we need David Schools all 
over the state " 

McDonald, once a teacher in her home 
state of Louisiana, said during her 
classroom days she always wanted. to 
deal with children according to their in­
dividual needs but was rarely able to do 
so. "I was too busy staying alive," she 
said. 

The David School meets those needs 
where other, more traditional schools 
sometimes fail. She praised the school's 
penchant for bringing students back to 

school after dropping out, and saving 
those who transfer there rather than 
quitting. 

"I think if (most adults) had to go 
back to school today, maybe somebody 
would have to hold a gun on us," she 
said. "Nobody is holding a gun on the 
David School. Students are here because 
they want to be." 

Other educators echoed McDonald's 
sentiments. Prestonsburg Community 
College Director Dr. Henry A. Camp­
bell, Jr., said that, while many sections 
of academia feel people deserve only one 
chance, the David School is different. 
"Danny holds one truth to be self­
evident," he said. "That is that people 
deserve a second chance." He told the 
David School officials they should be 
"very proud" of the program. 

Also on hand , Ray Brackett, 
supenntendent of Floyd county schools, 
said the school system tries to do 
everything "within the framework of the 
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can get away with it. why should you 
pay $8." he explained. 

The reason that convictions are so 
hard to come by in Floyd county. 
McAninch said. is that District Judge 
Stumbo requires too high a standard of 
proof and one that is stricter than that 
required by most of his colleagues on the 
bench. 

To back his claim. McAninch. who is 
a professor of government at Prestons­
burg Community College, d ~ the 
results of a survey he conducted in 
April last year among the state's 
district judges. Of the 39 who respond· 
ed, only 10 judges said they would re­
quire eyewitness testimony in order to 
convict a person of illegal dumping.

W'wright-McDowell School

Parris Deal, 62, died about 1:30 p.m., 
possibly from inhaling smoke created by 
a fire that broke out in the trailer in 
which he lived with his wife, Octavia, 
and son, Joseph, said Floyd Coroner 
Roger Nelson. 

According to Barry McKenzie, state 
police arson investigator, the fire ap­
pears to have started when a flammable 
liquid was poured on the linoleum floor 
in a hallway and ignited. "It wasn't an 
accidental fire, in my opinion," he said. 

Joe Deal told him he had briefly left 
the trailer, having gone down the hollow 
to borrow tools, and saw smoke coming 
from a window of the trailer as he 
returned, Nelson said. He searched for 
his father in the smoke-filled trailer, 
came upon him on his bed, and helped 
him outside, where the older man col­
lapsed in the driveway and died, the son 
is reported to have said.

At Odds Over 
Clerk's Office 

'It looked like Carla purchased just 
about anything she wanted from me." 
an angry Joe Bolton. husband of Coun 
ty Clerk Carla Bolton. told members of 
Floyd Fiscal Court last Friday. Anx­
ious to tell "the rest of the story." 
Bolton offered "examples of how the 
clerk saved money" by doing business 
over the past two years with firms that 
he owns or represented. 

Bolton was responding to an April 
report by state Department of Local 
Government officials. who recom­
mended that the clerk's books be in­
spected by the state auditor or 
attorney-general. The Local Govern­
ment officials cited a sharp drop in the 
fees the clerk is expected to turn over 
to the county this y~r and an equally 
steep increase in the amount spent by 
the clerk in equipping her office. 

Heavy spending by Mrs. Bolton in 
1984 and 1985 was done without fiscal 
court approval and without seeking 
competitive bids-a violation of state' 
law-the Local Government report 
said. Moreover. some of the more cost­
ly items-including $40.000 worth of 
microfilming-were purchased from 
the clerk's husband. the state officials 
noted. 

Bolton told the fiscal court that profit 
from his business with the Floyd 
clerk's office amounted only to $5446 
over a two-year period An order for 
500 marriage licenses for which a com­
petitor. Harp Enterprises. of Lex­
ington. charged $135, he sold to the 
Floyd clerk for only $76: and binders · 
available from Keith Jessie and 
Associates, of Campbellsville. for $210. 
he was able to sell for $160. Bolton said. 

The microfilming of county records­
done at a cost of $20,114 in 1984 and 
$19,954 in 1985 by Southern Rebinding 
Co., of Morgantown, N.C., a firm Bolton 
represented-was an urgent need, he 
said. Without it, a new building would 
have been necessary to store county 
records and the records would be ir­
replaceable in the event of a fire, he 
said. 

In response to the argument that 
expenditures over $7500 must be adver­
tised for bids. Bolton later produced 
sales records that showed he had con­
tracted with the Greenup county 
clerk's office for $17,775 worth of 
microfilming last year. with the 
Jackson county clerk for $9790 in 
microfilming sales. and with the 
Lawrence county clerk for $22,000. 

All the work was done without bid­
ding. said Bolton. who added. "If it is 
supposed to be the law, the state hasn't 
made too many clerks aware of it." 

AI Howell. a supervisor in the Local 
Government office, found Bolton's 
defense implausible. however "All of 
these county clerks know what the law 
is. It is something any knowledgeable 
auditor checks on and. if they are not 
bidding properly. it will be brought 
out," he said. 

Moreover. apart from the fact that 
her spending was done without author­
ization, the Floyd clerk has yet to give 
a satisfactory explanation of the sud­
den reduction in her excess fees. 
Howell said. "I've never seen a county 
where there was such a discrepancy 
from one year to another. I've never 
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Bridge Closing, 
Law Enforcement 
Affect Traffic 

Coal truck traffic in Prestonsburg has 
dropped dramatically in recent days, 
though some truckers are now travell­
ing across the 12-ton-limit Cliff Bridge­
and inviting disaster-police report , 

According to Police Chief Stan Flet· 
cher, the change in traffic flow has 
resulted both from the closing of the 
Hager Hill bridge along U.S 23 in 
Johnson county and from stricter en­
forcement of traffic laws here. 

With the Hager Hill bridge closed, 
traffic is forced to take an alternate 
route between Prestonsburg and Paints­
ville. Two of the major routes have 
become KY 1421l across Abbott Moun­
tain, and the Mountain Parkway to 
Salyersville and over on new U.S. 460. 

A number of heavy trucks, ranging 
from coal and cement trucks to tractor 
trailers. have been travelling 1428, 
necessitating crossing of the Cliff 
Bridge. The bridge's weight limit, set at 
12 tons, falls below even the unloaded 
weight of most coal trucks, and a 
number of them have been cited for 
crossing the bridge fully loaded. A load­
ed coal truck can weight upwards of 
35·40 tons, said Fletcher. 

Police say the citations have stopped 
most loaded trucks from crossing the 
bridge. though a few unloaded trucks 
slill cro~:.s daily . In an effort to keep all 
overweight vehicles off the bridge, Flet· 
cher has requt-sted enforcement help 
from the state police vehicle enforce· 
mcnt section. The state police promis­
ed to "take care of the problem," he

District Court 
Docket Crowded 

Of all the luck. When Tom Crum, 24, 
of Arkansas Creek, came up for trial on 
a drunk driving charge Monday, who 
should be on the jury- armed and in 
uniform-but State Trooper James 
Stephens. 

As far as the verdict went, Crum need 
not have worried. The jury acquitted 
him of DUI, finding him guilty instead 
of the lesser offense of public intoxica­
tion. However, for that offense, which 
usually draws a $10 fine in district court 
here, the jury handed down a $10 fine 
and a 30-day jail sentence. 

The DUI charge followed Crum's ar­
rest by Trooper Jerry Critchelow at Our 
Lady of the Way Hospital, where he 
went for treatment after the jeep in 
which he was riding ran off the Arkan­
sas Creek road and into a tree last 
December. Crum registered a blood 
alcohol level of .13 percent but his half­
brother, Steve Conn, testified that it was 
he and not Crum who was at the wheel 
of the jeep when it crashed.

Joint Ventures 
Urged Between 
Firms, Schools 

Linking public school systems with 
support groups in the community and 
private sector was the theme· of a May 
Lodge meeting last week that was at­
tended by about 30 school, civic and 
business leaders . 

Sponsored by the Floyd County 
Education Forum, the meeting heard 
Vivian Kidd, a staff member with the 
Public Education Fund, explain that 
agency's five-year program for suppor­
ting local initiatives aimed at establish­
ing partnerships between the schools 
and the community. 

Projects sponsored by the Fund in 
West Virginia-most of them involving 
small grants to develop innovative 
classroom ideas-have resulted in an 
upsurge of creativity among teachers, 
Mrs. Kidd said. A board could be ap­
pointed here to sponsor similar ttl­
itiatives, she said. 

The Public Education Fund was 
founded in 1983 with Ford Foundation 
backing as the result of successful 
school-community partnerships in Pitts­
burgh and San Francisco. After focuss­
ing in its first two years on poor urban 
neighborhoods, the Fund is now turning 
its attention to the rural South. The 
agency provides both technical assis­
tance and matching grant monies to 
community agencies, termed local 
education funds, which are designed to 
"broker" relationships between the 
schools and community groups. 

Noting that school administrators and 
board members are sometimes nervous 
about a new group's emerging on their 
turf, Fund officials counsel their local 
education fund counterparts to establish 
an ''independent but friendly'' relation­
ship with the school district. 

Floyd Schools Superintendent Ray 
Brackett and Asst. Supt. Ron Hager at­
tended last week's meeting, along with 
Prestonsburg Community College, 
banking and business leaders. This 
county already has examples of the kind 
of initiative that can be developed with 
small-grant support, the meeting was 
told. 

Betty Collins, a Wheelwright High 
School senior, introduced a literary 
magazine that grew from an oral history 
project funded this year with a $5000 
state grant to English teacher Carol 
Stumbo, a project that has now been 
funded for a second year. A similar 
grant is funding development of a stu­
dent literary magazine under sponsor­
ship of the School-Community Partner­
ship Program.

Leftover Salt Puts 
Makers In A Pickle 

A centuries-old, and still popular, 
pickle making process may change as 
a result of U.S. Department of 
Agriculture research. 

The method by which millions of jars 
of pickles are made in the U.S. each year 
involves soaking cucumbers in huge out­
door tanks of brine. The tanks are left 
open so sunlight can prevent the forma­
tion of molds, yeasts and bacteria that 
can spoil pickles. 

Henry P . Fleming, a food technologist 
at the U.S. Department of Agriculture's 
Food Science Research Laboratory in 
Raleigh, N.C., said outdoor pickling in­
volves the use of more salt than 
necessary for pickling as extra protec­
tion from rainwater contamination and 
to prevent freezing. 

"But before pickles from the outdoor 
tanks can be sold, the extra salt must be 
removed," said Sue Burrier, Extention 
food and nutrition specialist in the 
University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture. 

The excess salt is removed in the form 
of waste brine which is often to salty to 
dispose of easily within federal 
regulations. 

USDA researchers have developed a 
closed tank system that overcomes the 
need for sunlight by removing all the ox­
ygen from the tanks, thus preventing the 
growth of microorganisms that cause 
spoilage. That eliminates the need1for 
extra salt. And by using less salt to begin 
with, producers will have less salt to 
wash out of the pickles before packag­
ing them. 

" Indirectly I think that could result in 
less salt that reaches the consumer, " 
Fleming said. 

Ten pickle companies are each testing 
at least two 8,300 gallon tanks using the 
new process this year. Following test 
marketing of the new-process pickles, 
the pickle industry may shift to this new 
method of production which promises 
less salt, lower costs and better 
products. 

"Traditionally produced pickles con­
tain relatively large amounts of salt. 
Anything that leads to a reduction in the 
amount of salt in pickles would be a 
welcome and beneficial change for con­
sumers, not to mention the benefits to 
the industry and the environment 
through reduced amounts of waste 
brine," Burrier said.

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From defense attorney Gary 
Johnson's questioning of potential 
jurors, it had become evident to the 
judge that the defense would argue that 
Ousley was broke, that his inability to 
pay was a reason for acquittal, and 
that- given Judge Conley's earlier 
determination that the defendant was a 
pauper- the argument must prevail. 
Over the objection of prosecutor Dan 
Rowland, he ordered the non-support 
charge dismissed. 

After a night to think it over, however, 
the judge said he had made a mistake 
and, on Friday, he ordered the case 
reinstated. It still appears " inconsis­
tent," he said, to try a man who has 
already been declared a pauper on the 
issue of his ability to make support 
payments for his children. But it is a n 
issue that he will now let a jury decide. 

While testimony in the case is ex­
pected to center on whether or not 
Ousley is working or could be working, 
defense attorney Johnson insisted that, 
even if his client is shown to be able­
bodied, he should not be liable to pay 
support if he is not working in fact. "The 
statute does not impose on the defendant 
a duty to work," he explained. 

Alternatively, the case may never 
come before a Floyd jury.

Asked whether they would accept as 
evidence names found on discarded let­
ters. bills . and cancelled checks.

Judge Stumbo. who generally re­
quires eyewitness testimony for a lit­
tering conviction. is among the minori ­
ty of Kentucky judges to be so deman­
ding. said McAninch. who pointed out 
that it is rare to find an eyewitness in 
cases of this kind . 

The district judge is unrepentant. 
however. arguing that Kentucky courts 
have specifically held that the mere 
discovery of a person's discarded mail 
is not sufficient to constitute a 
presumption of guilt . "I'm against gar­
bage as much as any man on earth. It 
makes me mad." the judge said. " But 
the General Assembly has not enacted 
a presumption that a person's discard­
ed trash is enough for conviction. 
Under Kentucky law. it's not enough." 

U he has sometimes ordered a litter­
ing defendant to pay only court costs. 
Stumbo said, it is probably because the 
offense consisted only of throwing a 
bottle or can from a car window. "For 
something like that. I think $47.50 <the 
current court cost l is plenty." the 
judge said. 

While a majority of district court 
judges may not consider eyewitness 
testimony absolutely necessary for 
conviction. many concede that such 
testimony is certainly preferable and a 
solid minority say they would not go to 
trial without it. The response of 
Greenup District Judge Lewis D. 
Nicholls is not atypical : 

"I would not necessarily require an 
eyewitness to testify ; however. I think 
it would be extremely difficult for the 
Commonwealth to prove their case 
without an eyewitness."the judge said. 
" I would accept letters. bills. cancelled 
checks. etc ... <but l I would not convict 
someone on it alone . . . I would require 
some additional collaborating <sicl 
evidence." 

Whatever the burden of proof. 
McAninch vowed this week to come up 
with a littering case that will meet the 
test . "This problem has got to be 
resolved." he said.

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gas taxes came in short. 
however- $259,500 has been collected 
to date--and the new budget calls for . 
$300,000 in ·that category. 

One area where the budget reflects a 
real boost in income is in the road fWld, 
the result of recent legislative action 
raising the gasoline tax from 10 to 15 
cents a gallon. 

Some $905,307 has been set aside for 
road materials. and much of that will 
come from Floyd's county road aid 
allotment, which is expected to jump 
from $376,793 this year to $664,617 in 
1987. CThis does not include money to 
be spent on state-maintained roads 
here- expected to rise from $487.944 to 
$805.235) . 

The new revenue sources. Judge­
Executive Stumbo labored to explain 
last week, will be largely offset by the 
loss in revenue-sharing, which is ex­
pected to total $352,000 this year, which 
would have meant $400,000 in 1987. but 
which is expected to dry up this fall as 
a result of Reagan Administration . 
economies. 

Various groups were on hand at Fri ­
day's fiscal court meeting to press 
their claims for a share, or a greater 
share. of the county budget. Terry 
Triplett, representing the county's 
volWlteer fire departments, wanted the 
county to pay the insurance on the 
rural fire districts' trucks; Magistrate 
Gerald DeRossett wants money to be 
budgeted for more two-way radios for 
magistrates ; Morgan Joseph, first 
district constable, asked the court to 
pay constables' medical insurance and 
to raise their monthly stipend from 
$120 to $300. 

The magistrates may get their 
radios, Stumbo indicated; however. 
the fire departments, which now 
receive $2000 each from the fiscal 
court. are not likely to get any more; 
and the new budget sets aside only 
enough to pay the constables $127.50 a 
month . 

No salary raises are anticipated for 
the judge. for whom $33,015 is approp­
riated, or the magistrates. each of 
whom will receive $22.104 in salary and 
$3600 in expense allowance . The salary 
of CoWlty Attorney David Barber will 
jump by nearly 63 percent. 
however- from $14.760 to $24.000. 

A $19,080 salary has been set aside 
for a deputy judge-executive. although 
no one has been named to that post 
since Morris Isaac was fired a year 
ago. For the position of flood plain 
administrator. to which the judge last 
year named his son. John M. Stumbo 
I II, a $7200 stipend has been budgeted. 

The coWlty's contribution to the 
animal shelter. which has been a 
center of controversy this year and is 
expected to have a new- as yet un­
named- manager in July, remains un­
changed at $10,000. However , no funds 
have been set aside this year for a dog 
warden . 

The budget provides for an increase 
in the daily stipend for election of­
ficers. from $20 to $30. 

A vote on adopting the new budget is 
scheduled for the June 20 fiscal court 
meeting.

However, House Majority Leader 
Greg Stumbo said it is not dictatorship 
hat has provoked the group's ire, but 

the legislative process itself. 
John Burgess, a member of the Ken­

tucky Fair Tax Coalition, said several 
bills supported by the group in the just· 
completed legislative session-including 
one that would have levied a tax on un­
milled coal-were unfairly bottled up in 
committee and not permitted to come to 
the House floor for a vote. 

Jay Conley, of Garrett, another 
member of the group, read a prepared 
statement holding Majority Leader 
Stumbo and the House rules committee 
responsible for killing more than 70 bills 

"The rules committee should not be 
used as a hatchet forum for killing 
legislation behind closed doors ... (It ) 
abuses its power when it attempts to 
singlehandedly determine the fate of 
legislation by making it impossible for 
bills to reach the floor where they can 
pass or die on their own merit by 
democratic vote," Conley said. "The 

.1986 General Assembly saw a repeated 
abuse of this power by Rep. Stumbo and 
the House rules committee." 

Stumbo replied this week that many 
of the bills that finally died in 
committee-including the "bottle bill" 
and one affecting the proposed 
PyroChem plant in Lawrence county, 
both of interest to the Kentucky F.air Tax 
Coalition-had in fact come to the House 
floor for a vote. And some--like the un· 
mined minerals tax bill, which lacked 
two committee-members' signatures­
did not formally reach the rules 
committee. 

What the KFTC was attacking, Stum­
bo said, was "the whole legislative 
system," including the committee 
system, which is designed, he said, to 
see that proposed legislation does not 
come before the General Assembly ill­
prepared or not properly thought out. 

"It is a complicated process, with a lot 
of checks built in," said the legislative 
leader, who added that he did not know 
anyone who was in favor of abolishing it. 

The KFTC statement also accus 
Stumbo of "setting a bad example" for 
other legislators by taking a free golf­
ing and basketball trip to North Carolina 
from lobbyists registered to push special 
interests in tpe General Assembly. 
Noting that StUmbo denied he would be 
influenced by "something as insignifi­
cant as that," the Coalition statement 
said, "We disagree. We feel that gifts 
from lobbyists do influence votes. And 
we believe this practice should be avoid 
ed by all legislators." 

Stumbo and several other legislators 
took a three-day trip in a chartered jet 
to Pinehurst, N.C. in March as guests of 
lobbyists for Blue Cross and Blue Shield. 

The citizens' group said it did not want 
to dwell on past problems but urged 
Stumbo to "take two important steps" 
which would "greatly enhance his per­
formance as a legislator." They asked 
for public commitments that he would 
"not use the rules committee to kill an 
bills in the future" and that he woul 
"not accept any more gifts, gratuities, 
favors or other special privileges from 
any lobbyists, corporations or other 
special interest groups." 

Stumbo replied this week that KFTC 
"will get no commitments from me un­
til I get a public apology from them for 
criticism they have unjustly levelled at 
me." 

Although he will not risk another 
public outcry by taking a similar tri 
again, he did nothing improper in tak­
ing the North Carolina trip, said Stum­
bo, who said his friendship with at­
torneys who are also lobbyists is not in­
fluenced by the relationship between 
those lobbyists and their clients. 

The House leader said he is confident 
his colleagues will hold him blameless 
of any wrongdoing when his leadership 
position again comes up for a vote next 
January.

The public's acceptance of aging and 

the elderly is not as benevolent as it 
would seem. accordmg to Robert St. 
Clair. an English professor at the 
University of Louisville. 

St. Clair says a shifting of attitudes 
away from the "young is beautiful" 
mindset of recent decades is a well con­
vinced marketing ploy with social and 
political implications 

St. Clair specializes in sociolinguistics, 
the study of how language influences the 
human view of reality and determines 
social. political and economic behavior. 
He says most American ideas of reality 
have been spoon-fed to the public 
through advertising and the news media 
by one percent of the population-a 
group of power elite who control the 
country's purse strings. 

says that th(• purpose of the research is 
more economic and political than 
humanistic 

"Gerontology studies mvolve the 
government giving universit:, professors 
money to tell everyone it's OK to be 
old." he says. "The old people no\v are 
benefiting. but the purpose is reallv to 
see how to control the older generation 
that is coming into political power in the 
next two decades.··

America's youth-oriented culture 
dates back to the 1920s and a change in 
advertising trends.

Clair said. "You can sell anything you 
want by association." 

To boost sales of their products, 
advertisers encourage the public to 
replace rather than fix items. St. Clair 
says the concept of the small, nuclear 
family was thought up by Madison 
Avenue to create more consumer 
households. 

EVERY ITEM 

"They created this consciousness, this 
throw-away culture." 

St. Clair says that a group of 
economically powerful families that own 
most of American is shaping American 
society to further its own interests. 

After World War II, the "power elite" 
reshaped American society to profit 
from the population explosion. They 
pushed the public into suburbia, and 
later cashed in on the counterculture 
movement of the 1960s, according to St. 
Clair. The generation that protested the 
establishment has now become the con­
servative middle class. 

"Before, they'd say, 'Kill me before I 
hit 30," St. Clair says. ·'But once they 
become 30, they say don't trust anyone 
under 30." 

Because the target group is aging, 
advertisers are easing up on the youth 
emphasis. The reversal has gone so far 
as to allow the creation of sex symbols 
over 50 like Joan Collins. 

At the same time, government funding 
for gerontology research is rising, and 
a special federal bureau has been 
established to study the elderly. St. Clair

To Monitor Those 
Exposed To Fallout 

Eight Kentucky hospitals will soon 
begin examinations of selected in· 
dividuals who may have been exposed 
to low-level radioactive fallout while 
traveling in Europe following the Cher· 
nobyl nuclear reactor accident in the 
Soviet Union. The hospitals are comply· 
ing at the request of state and federal 
agencies. 

Cabinet for Human Resources 
Secretary AI Austin announced today 
that the testing will be exclusively for 
Kentucians who have traveled in east 
European countries or areas of the 
Soviet Union following the April 26 
radiation leak. 

''These examinations are purely of a 
precautionary nature and will be made 
available to persons who verify their 
foreign travel with a passport and pro­
per identification," Austin said. "We 
know that some Kentuckians either 
were or are still in eastern Europe 
because of contacts made to this agen­
cy. We don't know how many people will 
request these checkups. We've simply 
taken steps to make the physical ex­
aminations possible." 

Hospitals having agreed to participate 
in the examination program are: King's 
Daughters, Ashland; the Medical 
Center, Bowling Green; St. Luke's, Ft. 
Thomas; University of Kentucky 
Medical Center, Lexington; Humana 
Hospital-University, Louisville; 
Owensboro-Daiess County Hospital, 
Owensboro; Western Baptist, Paducah; 
and Humana Hospital-Lake 
Cumberland, Somerset. 

Donald R. Hughes, Sr. manager of the 
cabinet's Radiation Control branch, said 
the travelers' tests are being set up after 
consultation with the U.S. Department 
of Health and Human Services. 

"We have assembled a network of 
regional medical facilities which could 
provide such procedures as thyroid 
counts, body scans and other tests to 
determine the levels of radioactivity, if 
any, in the individual," Hughes said. 
"The hospitals have volunteered their 
services with no charges to the citizens 
receiving the tests." 

After initial review at the individual 
hospital, the test results will be forward­
ed to analysts with the federal Food and 
Drug Administration for further study. 

The state Radiation Control branch is 
forwarding FDA recommendations on 
the test procedures to each of the eight 
participating hospitals. Hughes said the 
tests will begin as soon as people begin 
making requests at the hospitals and 
will continue for several weeks. 

The cabinet is continuing daily tests 
of air and rain water samples, as well 
as twice-weekly tests of milk samples, 
for any signs of increased levels of 
radioactivity. To date, no significant 
changes in radioactivity levels have 
been measured in Kentucky.

At home or at work, 
Joan Van Ark has no prob­
lem remembering what her 
husband does for a living.

That's because both 
"husbands" are members 
of the same profession. At 
home, Van Ark's husband 
is Los Angeles newsman 
John Marshall of KNBC. 
And when she's playing 
Valene Clements Ewing 
Gibson on CBS's "Knots 
Landing," her husband, 
Ben Gibson (Douglas 
Sheehan), is general man­
ager of- Pacific World 
Cable. 

Valene's life is certainly 
more exciting than Van 
Ark's. After all, Val's twins 
(who were fathered by her­
ex-husband after the two 
were divorced) have been 
kidnapped, her present 
husband is dallying with a 
rock singer, and her step­
brother killed himself.

Measured Service 
Under Scrutiny 

As part of the Public Service Commis· 
s1on ·s ongoing study of pricing local 
telephone service based on usage, South 
Central Bell is proposing a trial of 
Measured Service in Bowling Green and 
in one area of Louisville. 

With the commission's approval of 
South Central Bell's proposal, the t'rials 
could begin in July and continue at lest 
through the end of the year. 

The trials are part of the research be­
ing considered by an Oversight Commit­
tee established by the commission in 
1984 to study Measured Service in Ken­
tucky. Representatives on the Commit­
tee include South Central Bell, General 
Telephone, government agencies and 
consumer groups. 

"Measured Service would change the 
way local telephone service is billed for 
customers,.. said Art Willett, local 
manager for South Central Bell. 

Measured Service puts billing for local 
telephone service on a basis similar to. 
electric, water and natural gas utilities. 

Customers' monthly charge for local 
calling will be based primarily on how 
much they use their telephone to make 
outgoing local calls-rather than on a 
flat rate charged everyone regardless of 
use. 

"Since Measured Service charges will 
be based on actual telephone use, 
customers will have greater control over 
the amount of their phone bill, and they 
can take steps to reduce their bill similar 
to those they may already take on 
energy bills," Willett said. 

The Louisville trial involves an op· 
tiona! Measured Service offering and the 
Bowling Green trial involves all 
customers. In addition, the rate plan in 
Louisville will be different from that in · 
Bowling Green. 

"The two trials of Measured Service 
under different circumstances will help 
the Public Service Commission deter· 
mine the most appropriate rate struc­
ture, and whether the rest of the state 
should have Measured Service," said 
Willett. 

Measured Service was first available 
in Kentucky in 1980. However, in 1984, 
the commission placed a moratorium on 
offering Measured Service to new 
customers pending the outcome of their 
study.

To weary travelers. late night revelers 

and all night studiers, an extra hour bet­
ween them and their beds may seem like 
an eternity, but they 'll get no sympathy 
from Xylocopa virginica. 

Xylo. for short, is better known by the 
common name carpenter bee. And Xylo 
has been patiently waiting almost 60 
million years for a good night's sleep. It 
has been that long since the Rocky 
Mountains began to form and the red­
wood forests that provide the insect's 
favortie nesting s1te began to disappear 
from the eastern two-thirds of North 
America. 

Chris Christensen. entomologist in the 
University of Kentucky Cooperative Ex­
tension Service, said carpenter bees are 
common to Kentucky and that they are 
a common pest to owners of homes sid­
ed. shingled or fenced with soft wood. 

Carpenter bees burrow a half-inch­
wide opening an inch or so into, and then 
four to six inches along a branch or 
board of suitable wood . Cypress, cedar, 
white pine and poplar are among the 
species in which Kentucky carpenter 
bees frequently make their homes. 

The damage done by one or two 
carpenter bees is usually slight. But 
subsequent generations will enlarge ex­
isting burrows. Over a period of years, 
as the population of bees increases, the 
damage they do can become quite 
serious. 

The key to controlling carpenter bees 
is knowing when to plug their nests. 
There is no point in plugging nests dur­
ing the summer. Females may very well 
have already laid six to eight eggs in

each nest and provided enough " bee­
bread" for the eggs to hatch and develop 
from egg to larva to adult with4l the 
nest, at which time they burrow their 
way out of the nest, even sealed nests. 

The proper time to plug nests is dur­
ing the late fall , after all the new adults 
have emerged and before they mate and 
begin making more nests and laying 
more eggs. 

Chemical control can be accomplish­
ed with malathion residual spray, car­
baryl dust or sprays, or pyrethrin 
aerosols. After treatment, nests should 
be left open for 12 to 24 hours, and then 
plugged. 

Carpenter bees look like bumblebees 
but lack the bumblebee's characteristic 
fuzzy abdomen with yellow markings. 
Homeowners whose home is sided, 
shingled or fenced with any type of soft 
wood should be on the lookout for 
carpenter bees. 

''They'll build nests in several types 
of soft wood, but they prefer redwood 
above all others. Carpenter bees in the 
eastern two-thirds of North America 
have been waiting millions of years for 
us to come along and start dragging it 
over the Rockies for them. And the long 
wait paid off, '' Christensen said. 

David Dilcher, a paleobotanist at In­
diana University, said the bees have pro­
bably been waiting at least 40 to 45 
million years. 

"At one point sequoia <redwood) and 
metasequoia forests existed throughout 
the northern hemisphere. There was 
uninterrupted forest all the way around 
the globe," Dilcher said. 

When the Rockies formed, however, 
the redwoods this side of the Great 
Divide perished. And while the bees 
managed to hang on, the change had its 
effect on them too. 

"At one time there was only one 
species of carpenter bee, a European 
species. When the Rockies formed and 
the Great Plains developed, there 
became two distinct groups of bees, 
those on this side of the Rockies and 
those on the California side," said 
Leland Chandler, an entomologist at 
Texas Tech who has studied carpenter 
bees extensively. 

"Over the years the bees have evolv­
ed into two distinct species," Chandler 
said. 

"They are cousins where they used to 
be brothers and sisters, but generations 
of bees that haven't seen a redwood tree 
for millions and millions of years still 
prefer it to all other woods. 

Christensen is typical of many en­
tomologists in that he frequently at­
tribute human characteristics to insects. 

"I can just see a bee looking up one 
day back in the '50s as some poor subur­
bantie sticks his brand new redwood pic­
nic table out on his patio, and this bee 
says, Hey guys, look what's back," 
Christensen said.

Blood pressure IS the force of blood 
pushing against the walls of the blood 
vessels High blood pressure results 
when blood vessels become narrow, for­
cing the heart to pump harder to push 
blood through the body 

High blood pressure has been cited as 
a major cause of strokes, heart attacks 
and kidney failure . Hypertension com· 
bined with little exercise, stress, being 
overweight, smoking, eating the wrong 
foods, and drinking alcohol can be fatal. 
But people who control their high blood 
pressure can live normal, healthy lives.

Janet is mentally ill.

Whenever there's a party I dance 
with a broom, because I never find a 
partner." 

The film shifts from Central Manor to 
Town Square, a shopping and office 
complex in downtown St. Paul, where 
Janet walks around on her free time. 
She is asked to leave a restaurant for 
creating a disturbance. 

"Sometimes I scream and swear," 
says Janet, who has Tourette's Syn­
drome, a neverous disorder that causes 
her to make uncontrollable movements 
and sounds. "Kids laugh at me ... that 
hurts. I want strangers to know I can't 
help what I do." 

This "Frontline" documentary, co­
produced with WCCO in Minneapolis, 
undercuts the stereotype that mental pa­
tients are dangerous. "We wanted to 
humanize mental illness. We wanted to 
put a face on it,'' says Producer Robert 
Thurber, whose message is people are 
people. "And even if people are dif­
ferent, all human beings need to feel that 
someone cares if they live or die." 

"Frontline" is presented by 
KCTS/Seattle, WGBH/Boston, 
WNET/New York, WPBT/Miami, and 
WTVS/Detroit.

REBOUND INSOMNIA 
Sleeping pills actually can cause insomnia. If a sleep­

ing pill is taken night after night, and/or at higher than 
recommended doses, and then abruptly stopped, a severe 
withdrawal reaction may set in. This reaction is called 
''rebound insomnia.'' It is even possible for sleeping prob­
lems to develop when the user has been taking the drug 
for only a short time and then stops. Rebound insomnia 
can occur immediately after sleeping pills are stopped 
or several days later. It depends on which drug is being 
used and how long it takes to clear out of the body. If you 
have been taking sleeping pills for a long time, or have 
been taking too much, talk with your doctor about a 
gradual reduction of the medication.

Boosts Business in S.E. Asia 

Gov . Martha Layne Collins will lead 
a delegation of state and local officials 
including a Prestonsburg banker, on a 
two-week-long economic development 
trip. May 23-June 11, to Japan, Taiwan 
and Korea. 

The delegation will include Burl Wells 
Spurlock, president of the First Com­
monwealth Bank here and chairman of 
the board of the Kentucky Chamber of 
Commerce. 

"We've brought thousands of jobs to 
Kentucky as a result of such trips in the 
past," the Governor said, "and now is 
a promising time to encourage still fur­
ther investment in the state and to pro­
mote the sale of Kentucky goods, 
agriculture in particular." 

Gov. Collins said this trip will make 
the first time a Kentucky governor has 
visited Korea. "There are some impor­
tant trade opportunities in Korea," she 
said. "They haven't been explored in the 
past, and it's time we took a look at how 
we might expand trade there, especial­
ly for our farmers, who need more 
markets abroad." 

The delegation will leave Frankfort 
for Japan on May 23. Accompanying the 
Governor to Japan, besides Spurlock, 
will be Cabinet Secretary Larry Hayes; 
Commerce Secretary Carroll Knicely; 
Ted Sauer, executive director of the 
Commerce Cabinet's Office of Interna­
tional Marketing; Jefferson County 
Judge-Executive Harvey Sloane; Lex­
ington Mayor Scotty Baesler; Covington 
Mayor Thomas Beehan; state Sen. Greg 
Higdon, Fancy Farm; Charles Buddeke, 
director of the Louisville-Jefferson 
County Economic Development Office; 
and Ray Moncrief, London, representing 
the Southern Kentucky Economic 
Development Council. 

" I want to take the legislators and 
local officials because the attitude of 
community leaders is always an impor­
tant element in attracting new jobs," she 
said. "It will improve prospects for the 
entire state when those people we call 
on see firsthand our cooperation and 
eagerness to work with a company to 
bring in new jobs." 

The group will meet with industrial 
prospects as well as officials of banks 
and trading companies. In addition to 
companies Kentucky officials have 
worked with and visited in the past, they 
will meet with new industrial prospects. 

The Governor will remain in Japan 
until May 31, when she will leave for 
Taiwan. Hayes, Knicely, and Higdon 
will accompany her and they will be 
joined in Taiwan by state Sen. Harold 
Haering, Jefferson county; state Rep. 
Ward Burnett, Fulton; and state Rep. 
Clay Crupper, Dry Ridge. 

The group will focus on promoting the 
sale of agricultural products and will ex­
plore other trade opportunities. Sens. 
Higdon and Haering and Reps. Burnett 
and Crupper were members of an 
agriculture subcommittee in the 
Legislature which held hearings on 
marketing and trade opportunities in 
Taiwan. 

One June 8, Gov. Collins, Secretary 
Knicely, and Cary Blankenship, deputy 
secretary of the Commerce Cabinet, will 
travel to Korea to promote industrial 
development and explore export trade 
opportunities. They are scheduled to 
depart for Kentucky on June 11.
