Judge Documents 
Eyewitness Need 
In Litter ,Cases 

District Judge Harold Stumbo cited 
chApter and verse this week in support 
of his claim that, in insisting that pro­
secutors produce an eyewitness in 
criminal littering cases, he is on solid 
legal ground. 

Among legal memoranda furnished 
by the state law library and published 
in the October-December, 1984 issue of 
Accent on Courts, the judge noted, was 
one that bore directly on the issue rais­
ed recently by solid waste off'cials 
here, who argued that the discovery of 
a person's trash in an illegal dump 
should be grounds for a littering con­
viction. 

"Without more. a name on one 
envelope found in litter would be insuf­
ficient probable cause to arrest or sum­
mon," said the memorandum, which 
was prepared by a law library staff at­
torney. "Unlike some jurisdictions, Ken­
tucky has no statutory rebuttable 
presumption of violation of littering 
statute upon finding a person's name on 
any article in the litter," the memo 
continued.

Purse-Snatchers Here 
Prey on Unwary Public 

It didn't take her more than a minute 
to pick out a few tomatoes from the bin 
at the Winn-Dixie supermarket. 
figures Ruby Hammonds. of the Lake 
Road. But 1t was long enough for some­
one to make off with the purse in her 
shopping cart-and with the nearly 
$300 it contained in cash. 

It was Saturday afternoon, around 
5:45 and, the way Mrs. Hammonds 
reconstructs it, she thinks someone 
was watching her as she made a pur­
chase earlier in the Wal-Mart store 
next door, saw she was carrying cash, 
and followed her into the grocery, 
waiting for an opportunity to strike. 

Prestonsburg Police Chief Stan Flet­
cher does not doubt it. While the in­
cidence of purse-snatching at the new 
shopping center on the outskirts of 
Prestonsburg is by no means 
epidemic-half a dozen cases have 
been reported since it opened last year 
and no doubt other cases have gone 
unreported. he said-it is higher there 
than in other sections of the city. 

And, while a certain amount of it is 
probably inevitable, some could be 
avoided if shoppers were more 
cautious. Fletcher said. "Some of it is 
the result of negligence. I'm talking 
about people who place a pQ.rse in a 
shopping cart and then leave it while 
they move to another aisle," he said.

Dairy Co. Sues 
Floyd Markets 

In suits filed this week in Floyd Cir­
cuit Court, a dairy company claims it 
is not being paid by three Floyd 
groceries and a Martin woman alleges 
she found glass in her soda. 

William G Francis, representing 
Flav-o-Rich, Inc., claims the firm sold 
dairy products worth $21,207 from its 
Bristol, Va. plant to IGA supermarkets 
in Prestonsburg and Wheelwright and 
has not been paid for them. 

The IGA at Martin bought dairy pro­
ducts worth $8,111 from Flav-o-Rich's 
Lor.d n, Ky . plant and they are also 
unpaid for, the lawsuit says. 

In the other suit, Amy Boyd seeks 
unspecified damages against East 
Kentucky Beverage Co., bottlers of the 
Seven-Up she bought last July from the 
SuperAmerica store in Martin. She 
swallowed a piece of glass while drink­
ing one of the sodas and had to be 
hospitalized with internal injuries. 
Boyd said in a lawsuit filed on her 
behalf by Paintsville attorney John 
Harlan Callis III.

Highwall, Debts 
Plague Shopping 
Development Here 

A Prestonsburg bank last week join­
ed the line of creditors who say they 
are owed money by the developer of 
the stalled Prestonsburg Village shop­
ping center project. 

Meanwhqe: Prestonsburg Mayor 
Ann Latta has written Commonwealth 
Development Corporation to complain 
that the engineer hired bv thP 
developer to monitor movement in t~~ 
crumbling cliff surrounding the shopp­
ing center site has quit for lack of pay­
ment. 

In a suit filed last Wednesday in 
Floyd Circuit Court, an attorney for the 
Bank Josephine claims that John W. 
Waits, of Prospect, Ky., Robert M. 
Greer, Jr., of New York, and W. and G. 
Prestonsburg Associates which, like 
Commonwealth Development Corp., 
has offices in Crestwood, owe $359,527 
on a loan taken out in November. 1983. 

The bank seeks sale of the shopping 
center property to satisfy the debt, 
which is accruing interest at the rate of 
$92.92 a day. The suit, filed by attorney 

William S. Kendrick, also asks that the 
bank's claim be considered prior to 
other claims outstanding against the; 
developers. 

Those claims include one filed by a 
New York-based financial company 
which also seeks foreclosure, claiming 
that Waits and other developers are in 
default on a $13 5 million loan. At· 
torneys for Buckingham Kentucky 
Holdings, Inc.. a firm that invests 
British miners' pension funds, claim 
they were unaware, when the invest­
ment firm assumed the loan for the 
Prestonsburg Village project last 
November, that there was a problem 
with the highwall on the shopping 
center perimeter. They also claim the 
developers fraudulently overstated 
their net worth. 

The instability of the cliff, which 
caused the city building code inspector 
to call a halt to construction work on 
the project in February, appeared no 
closer to a remedy last week, when

Ex-Magistrate Free 
On Bond as Appeal 
Of Conviction Pends 

Former four-term mag1strate Ken­
neth Roberts was sentenced Friday t<• 
a two-and-a-half year term in the state 
penitentiary, the result of his convk· 
tion in April of misusing county funds. 

In following the recommendation of 
a Pike Circuit Court jury. Special 
Judge Will T. Scott overruled a motion 
by defense attorney Phillip Damron 
that his client be given a shorter 
sentence. Roberts is expected to be 
eligible for parole after serving about 
six months of his sentence. 

Judge Stumbo said last week he 
would favor action in the General 
Assembly to establish a presumption of 
guilt upon discovery of a person's trash 
and that he had discussed the idea with 
his son, House Majority Leader Greg 
Stumbo 

What most displeased him about re­
cent charges that securing a littering 
conviction was unusually difficult in 
his court, the judge said, was the im­
plication that he was unconcerned 
about the county's trash problem or 
disinclined to cooperate with solid 
waste authorities. "I will cooperate 
with them any way I can. I hate trash 
as much as anyone," said Stumbo, who 
sent a memo last week to his own 
tenants, urging them to take care in 
disposing of their garbage. 

Steele's Crk. Woman 
Enters Guilty Plea 

Ollie Allen, of Steele's Creek, near 
Wayland, received a probated one­
year sentence and was ordered to 
make restitution to the state Depart· 
ment for Social Insurance at the rate of 
$75 a month after she pleaded guilty 
last week to charges of fraudulently ob­
taining food stamps and Aid to 
Families with Dependent Children.

Damron said he intends to appeal 
Roberts' conviction and, over the pro­
secutor's objection. Judge Scott per· 
mitted the former magistrate to re­
main free in the meantime as long as 
he posted a $25,000 cash or $50,000 pro­
perty bond. Assistant Attorney· 
General Barbara Whaley argued 
without avail that Roberts should be 
denied bail pending his appeal if the 
judge felt confident the appeal would 
not be successful. 

Tried on seven felony counts 
Roberts was convicted of a single count 
of theft by deception, the jury finding 
that he improperly charged to Floyd 
Fiscal Court about $600 m expenditure!' 
incurred on a 1982 hunting trip to 
Wyoming. The jurors were unjible to 
reach agreement on the six remainin~ 
counts.

Mrs. Allen, 51 , and her husband, 
Chester, 56, a disabled bla~k lung vic­
tim, were originally indicted on two 
felony counts. the grand jury alleging 
they illegally obtained $5380 in food 
stamps and $1016 in AFDC payments 
between October. 1979 and March. 
1983, by failing to report that Mrs.

$200,000 Heist 
On Jack's Creek 
Goes To Hearing 

The only witness connecting his 
client with a $200,000 heist at Jacks 
Creek earlier this month was a police 
informant who "made out like a ban­
dit" and whose information should be 
taken with a large measure of skep­
ticism, a defense attorney argued 
Tuesday in Floyd District Court. 

Luther Ray Keens. 25, of McDowell, 
is one of four men charged in connec· 
tion with the alleged burglary on May 8 
of the home of Tony Slone, a reputed 
"political boss" on Jacks Creek, while 
Slone was away in Michigan. A safe 
containing more than $200,000. most of 
it in $100 and $50 bills, was reported 
stolen from a closet in Slone's 
bedroom. 

Also accused in the case are Hi Hat 
brothers John D. Tackett and Donald 
Ray Tackett, and Frank Hall, also of 
Hi Hat. 

In a preliminary hearing. state Det. 
James Rederick said information link­
ing Keens to the crime had been sup­
plied by two Teaberry men, Levi 
Hamilton and Darvene Hamilton, who 
also played a role in the theft but were 
not charged with any crime. 

Rederick testified that. according to 
Levi Hamilton, he, Keens. and the two 
Tacketts broke into Slone's home and 
removed the safe around 1 a .m. After 
breaking it open at John D. Tackett's 
house, they threw the safe over Buck­
ingham Mountain and then looked for a 
place to split the proceeds. 

They first tried an abandoned mine 
but, finding it too dark, finally divided 
the money at Darvene Hamilton's auto 
store, giving him $4000 and a pistol, 
which Hamilton later turned over to 
police. Rederick said. The money

Sitting in an old metal chair in his 
front lawn, floppy black ·hat on his head 
and bushy beard covering much of his 
face, he could pass equally for a moun­
taineer, a philosopher or an artist. In 
fact, he is all three. 

Tim Sizemore is a man comfortable 
with himself. He knows many people 
will have a bad reaction to his current 
painting-in-progress. But that doesn't 
bother him; in fact, he kind of likes it. 

"It's a whole lot better than 'em just 
being neutral," he said. The painting is 
of an old-time mountain funeral, com­
plete with about 20 mourners of all ages 
staring up from the canvas- and Size­
more himself lying in state in the casket. 

But just as surely as there are those 
who won't like the painting, it is likely 
that there are many others who will . 
And it may find its way to a showing at 
the Smithsonian Institution in 
Washington, D.C. 

A Smithsonian showing wouldn't be 
anything new to Sizemore. His painting 
"Coal Miner and Child" hung there in 
1981. He said the museum asked him 
then if he would paint a mountain 
funeral. Just now getting around to tt, 
he plans to send them a photograph of 
the work when it's finished. '·They might 
put it on permanent display," he said. 

Heady stuff for a self-educated "total 
folk animal." But the artist remains 
unaffected. For all his success, he re­
mains genuine and personable. 

The subjects he captures on canvas 
examine the people and traditional 
values of the region. He describes it as 
capturing a piece of his childhood. frecz 
ing it forever. But it took him a good 
while to discover his niche 

"When I first started out I was paint­
ing Polynesian women and Indians and 
Mexicans. It was awful. Later on I 
realized I wanted to paint mountain 
people.'' 

As well known as a story-teller as he 
is as a painter, Sizemore recalled when 
he first realized he wanted to be a ' real" 
artist.

Pro 
secutor Whaley countered that the 
earlier sentences were irrelevant to 
the present case. 

Judge Scott noted that a pr 
sentence report prepared by Probatioro 
and Parole Officer Frank DeRossett, 
Jr . referred to Roberts' lengthy public 
service and to the fact that he has been 
convicted of no crime since his 1957 
conviction on a bootlegging charge. 

"But a jury found that by spending 
money on a hunting trip using a county 
credit card he was guilty of deception 
and intended deception and sentenced

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Few Turn Out 
To Vote Here 

Sheriff Henry Hale couldn't resist a 
dig. "The Republicans had their day." 
he said. as the votes were being 
counted in Tuesday's primary. "and 
nobody came out." 

That was literally true in many 
precincts and all but true in the rest. 
Only in the II Floyd precincts where 
Democrats Jim Rose and Sid Adams 
vied for the 92nd District state House of 
Representatives seat did more than a 
handful of voters cast ballots. 

"Someone should figure out what 
each vote cost the taxpayer." said 
County Clerk Carla Boyd. "This is 
ridiculous." Each of the six absentee 
ballots cast-five for Rose and one for 
Adams-<:ost a little over $20. she 
estimated. 

But if it was mostly Republicans who 
bore the brunt of the jokes Tuesday. 
Curtis Hall. Republican election com­
missioner. noted pointedly that. while 
he was on duty all day at the court­
house. his Democratic counterpart was 
nowhere to be seen. ''People need to 
learn they have to support the system . 
not .iust the party." Hall said. "If wf:> 
don't protect it. we'll lose it." 

By 7:30 Tuesday night. votes were 
tallied here for all precincts but Prater 
Creek. where four voted but poll of· 
ficials forgot to make a note of the 
machine totals. which were by then 
locked inside the Prater grade school. 

In the precincts in which they were 
on the ballot. Rep. Rose received 332 
votes in this county. compared with 221 
for Adams. The incumbent's victory 
here was vastly outweighed by a heavy 
loss in his native Knott county. 
however. where he was going down by 
815 votes to 1323 with 19 of 29 precincts 
counted. 

Floyd totals in the U.S. Senatf:> 
race-with the exception of Prater 
Creek-were Carl Wayne Brown 42. 
Jackson M. Andrews 39. Thurman 
Jerome Hamlin 29: and Tommy Klein 
16. 

Reckless Homicide 
Charge Dismissed 

In a move that drew praise from the 
judge and defense attorney but did not 
sit well with some members of the vic­
tim's family. a prosecutor conceded 
Tuesday that he had no criminal case 
against. a man charged with reckles.<; 
homicide and joined in the defense at­
torney's motion that the case be drop­
ped. 

Dismissed by Circuit Judge Hollie 
Conley was a charge against Glen 
Bishop. Jr .. 33. of Allen. who was ac­
cused of running a red light at the 
intersection of U.S. 23 and KY 1428 at 
Allen on June 17. 1963 while he was 
driving a truck laden with asphalt and 
hitting a pickup driven by Rocky 
Meade. of Betsy Layne. Meade. who 
was 22. died in the mishap. 

Defense attorney Ned Pillersdorf 
argued that. while the victim's family 
might have a case for civil damages 
against Bishop. there was no evidence 
of criminal negligence. Assistant pro­
secutor John Griffith agreed. acquiesc· 
ing in the defense motion for dismissal 

While the victim's family indicated 
they wanted the case prosecuted. Grif­
fith said. "l don't feel that this man has 
committed a crime."

At last the student left for the Land of 
the Rising Sun, and Sizemore, having 
decided the move wasn't such a good 
idea after all, saved enough money 
working odd jobs to pay for a bus ticket 
back home. "I thought it would be an ar­
tist's parad1se," he said, "but it was 
hell. " 

Even after he made it back to the hills, 
though, the life of an artist was not an 
easy one. Sizemore literally sold his 
paintings on the street, taking his can­
vases to downtown Prestonsburg and 
hawking them to passersby. 

In those days, he was happy to get $30 
or $40 for a painting. He was overjoyed 
once to receive a $100 commission for a 
painting of Pancho Villa. "$100 was a lot 
back then. Now, I might paint your 
bathroom for it." 

But at that time, he lived with little 
money and no utilities. During the 
winter he would take the money he made 
selling his work and buy paint with some 
of it and potatoes with the rest. It got so 
cold at night he slept with his dog to keep 
warm, and with the paint and potatoes to 
keep them from freezing. 

His artistic style, primitive and bold, 
was not well received intitially, but has 
become increasingly popular in recent 
years. His paintings now sell 
automatically. In fact, he only owns two 
of his own works: "The Funeral" in­
progress, and "The Cheese L_i~e," _de~ic­
ting a mountain woman wa1tmg 1~ ~me 
for government-supplied commodities.

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word came that the engineer hired to 
monitor the problem had walked off 
the job. 

In a May 22 letter to Lawrence M. 
Brown, president of Commonwealth 
Development. Mayor Ann Latta said 
she had been told two days earlier that 
the Lexington engineering firm hired 
by the developer to keep a watch on 
the highwall problem had quit because 
he had not been paid for his work. 

Scott Martin. of Beulah Engineering. 
was hired by Commonwealth Develop­
ment to monitor movement in the cliff 
behind the Wai-Mart and Winn-Dixie 
stores. as part of a March 10 agree­
ment between the developer and the ci­
ty council. The engineer installed four 
monuments on the cliff. one of which 
recorded slight movement in April. He 
also reported the appearance of new 
cracks at the base of a large rock pro­
truding from the cliff face behind the 
stores. 

Mayor Latta noted in her letter that 
the developer had undertaken in 
March to remove protruding rocks but 
had failed to do so. 

"I cannot understand your 
company's total disregard of the 
dangerous and possibly life­
threatening conditions at the Prestons­
burg Village development. .. You have 
promised to correct this situation and 
then completely ignored your pro­
mises." the mayor wrote the 
developer. 

Meanwhile. Dan Storie. who said he 
has agreed to manage the shopping 
center for the developer. told the 
mayor Tuesday he intends to have the 
protruding rock removed and has ask­
ed Martin to oversee the job. Martin 
said later he would supervise the pro­
ject only if he is paid in advance. 

Waits, 56, owns four companies that 
have developed, designed. built and 
managed about 14 Williamsburg-style 
shopping centers across Kentucky and 
several other states. Other lawsuits fil­
ed against the developer claim that one 
of his firms is in default on a $9.9 
million loan made by Buckingham i.n 
October for construction of Chinoe 
Village in Lexington and that another 
was in default last September on $6 
million and $4 million notes issued by 
Chemical Bank of New York to finance 
a shopping center in Jackson . 

In addition, many subcontractors 
have filed suits in efforts to retrieve an 
estimated $1 million they claim the 
developers owe them. 

While the developers have 
themselves filed suit here, demanding 
that Buckingham release an additional 
$3 million to pay their debts-they 
earlier received $10 million of the 
loan- a lawyer for the financial com­
pany has said no more money will be 
advanced until it is known how much it 
will cost to stabilize the highwall. 

A hearing on Buckingham Kentucky 
Holdings' suit is scheduled in Floyd 
Circuit Court on Friday. 

Mayor Latta has asked the 
developers to attend a special meeting 
of the city council next Monday, when 
the highwall problem will be on the 
agenda. "I do not want them to 
overlook this situation or try to forget 
about it while all this litigation is going 
on." she explained.

Food Distribution System 
Seeks To Unify Efforts 

While Hands Across America. Sun­
day's fundraiser for the nation's 
hungry and homeless. did not reach 
these parts- it snaked across four 
counties in the western end of the 
state-this county is not without its 
share, either of the hungry or of those 
who would feed them. and an effort 
was launched here recently to coor­
dinate charitable projects for that pur­
pose 

If anyone should question the extent 
of the problem. a recent distribution of 
emergency food. which saw 200 ap­
plicants gather at one sign-up point. 
should put doubts to rest. said the Rev 
Timothy Jessen. a leader of the effort 
to coordinate under the auspices of the 
county Ministerial Association in·­
dividual charities that have long 
operated on a piecemeal basis.

Gifted students from 31 eastern Ken­
tucky high schools are invited to face 
learning challenges this summer during 
Morehead State University's fifth an­
nual "Project Challenge." 

"Project Challenge" will bring 40 
academically gifted high school students 
to Morehead's State's campus for 12 
days of intensive academic enrichment 
and hands-on experiences, according to 
Dr. George Troutt, director. 

Although many Kentucky schools now 
have programs for gifted students con­
sisting of about five percent of their stu­
dent body, most schools still do not have 
the facilities or the capability to ade­
quately challenge these students, Troutt 
said.

How much should you pay for a business, rental property, or 
any other investment? 

There are several considerations in valuing a business in· 
eluding its profitability, age of the business, condition of the in· 
dustry, location, competition, and so on. Let's cover just one 
aspect of profitability-cash flow from the investment. 

Let's assume that you're trying to achieve a 10% after tax 
yield and that to achieve it you need 16% before taxes. 

Project, as accurately as you can, the cash you will receive 
from the investment each year for the next five years. Also 
estimate the value of the investment if it were sold at the end of 
that time. We are using five years because the present value of 
money received more than five years from now is not very large 
(as you'll see later) . Also the reliability of cash projections beyond 
five years is questionable. 

If you want a 16% return, you can only pay $862 today to 
receive $1,000 a year from today in return . If you are to receive 
the $1,000 two years from now, you can only pay $743 to"day, $641 
for three years, $552 for four years, and $476 for $1,000 to be receiv 
ed five years from now. If we take it out to the tenth year, you 
can only afford to pay $226 today if you want to achieve a 16% 
return. 

Let's say that an investment will pay $100,000 each year for 
five years and have a sales value at the end of the fifth year of 
$500,000. From the present value numbers above, we compute the 
first year's receipts at a present value of $86,200, the second 'year 
at $74,300, and so on for a value of $565,400 for all cash received 
(including the sales proceeds) . 

If you paid $565,400 for this investment, you'd have a return 
of approximately 16% on your money. I say "appro xi mate" 
because the money will probably be received in varying amounts 
throughout the year and not just at year ·end.

Lewis Youth, 17, 
Is Suicide Victim 

A 17 year old Daniels ('reek voulh 
died Saturday evening of a self· 
inflicted gunshot wound to thP head. 
according to a report b~· Floyd Coroner 
Roger Nelson. 

Amos L£>wis climbed to a stripmin£> 
site on the top of a hill overlooking the 
family trailer on Dog Fork of Daniels 
C:reek around 8:20 p m . plac£>d the 
muzzle of a single-shot. .12-gauge 
shotgun under his chin. and pulled the 
trigger. said witnesses. two of whom 
saw him fall dead 

According to the witnesses, Nelson 
said, Lewis, his brother, and his uncle, 
had been playing cards around the Ban· 
ner bridge and Lewis had been drinking, 
when he returned to the trailer rented 
by his mother, Christine Lewis, and 
picked up a shotgun and shells. 

Having earlier had problems with 
her landlord and hoping to avoid fur­
ther trouble. Mrs. Lewis called the 
sheriff's department when she saw her 
son had been drinking. and the boy 
went up onto the stripmine site. about 
300 yards above the trailer. Nelson 
said. His brother and uncle saw Lewis 
fall from the shot. which caused 
massive injuries. the coroner said. 

A high-school dropout. Lewis was 
unemployed. His 21-year-old brother 
also died of a self-inflicted gunshot. in 
the front yard of the family residence. 
four years ago. it was was said. 

The victim was born on August 8. 
1967 In addition to his mother. he is 
survived by three brothers. Billy Ray. 
Andy. and Elvis Ray Lewis. and six 
sisters. Ilene Greer. Gladys. Chris. 
Barbara Ann. Marlene. and Teresa 
Lewis. all of Daniels Creek. 

Funeral services were conducted 
Tuesday at the Fellowship Baptist 
Church on Daniels Creek. with 
Rudolph Lew1s. Jacob Jarvis. and 
James Smith officiating. Burial was 
made in the Lewis cemetery on Daniels 
Creek under direction of Hall Funeral

FOR THE PROPERTY TAX ASSESSMENT ROLL 

The Floyd County property tax roll will be opened for in­
spection from June 2 through June 14, 1986. Under the 
supervision of the property valuation administrator or 
one of the deputies, any person may inspect the tax roll. 

This is the January 1, 1986 assessment on which state, 
county, and school taxes for 1986 will be due about 
September 15, 1986. 

The tax roll is in the office of the property valuation ad­
ministrator in the county courthouse and may be in­
spected between the hours 8 a.m. and 4 p.m. 

Any person who wishes to appeal an assessment must file 
a written letter or petition with the county clerk within 
the above period of time. This letter or petition must state 
the reasons for appeal, identify the property in question, 
and state the taxpayer's estimate of actual fair cash 
value. ( KRS 133.120)

The Kentucky Energy Cabinet is spon­
soring an awards competition to 
spothght mnovative energy-saving pro­
jects within Kentucky. 

According to Bob Jobnson, director of 
the Conservation Division, the primary 
purpose of the awards competition is to 
honor energy innovators so that others 
may benefit from energy-saving ideas 
and projects. 

Individuals and organizations who 
have introduced an energy efficiency in­
novation in conservation or renewable 
resource technologies since Jan. 1, 1983 
may apply. Of special interest are those 
accomplishments that have high poten­
tial for transfer to other groups. 

Organizations that are encouraged to 
enter their projects include, but are not 
limited to : state, local, or quasi­
governmental agencies <any non-federal 
agency) ; industrial firms, commercial 
building owner/ operators, small 
businesses; unions , national, state and 
local chapters of non-profit, fraternal, 
religious, consumer, special interst 
organizations; civic and neighborhood 
volunteer organizations; national, state 
and local chapters of trade and profes­
sional organizations ; educational in­
stitutions; and utilities . 

"A panel of professionals from 
energy-related fields will judge the ap­
plications and select five projects for 
special recognition in the _state," 
Johnston said. ''These top five projects 
will also be recommended by the state 
for consideration in the U.S. Department 
of Energy's National Awards Program 
nJuly." 

The applications will be judged and 
evaluated on the basis of the following 
criteria listed in order of importance: in­
novation, energy savings, transferabili­
ty. and economic impact. Applications 
must be postmarked by June 2, to be 
eligible for consideration

The perfect retreat. It might have 
peace and quiet, green hills and still 
lakes. It might be set miles away from 
the nearest town, remote from the hus­
tle and bustle of the daily rat race. And, 
it just might be Camp Shawnee. 

Shawnee has these things and more. 
There are dormitories, a basketball 
court, a lake to fish in, tent sites and, 
soon, an invasion of kids aged 7-17. 

Located across Cow Mountain, near 
German Bridge, tiJe.camp was for years 
controlled by the Boy Scouts. In 1984, the 
Christian Appalachian Project acquired 
its lease from the Army Corps of 
Engineers. CAP ran its first camp there 
last year and plans are even more am­
bitious for this summer, and beyond. 

With a major clean-up, fix-up, build­
up project on-going, Camp Shawnee has 
arisen like the phoenix from the ashes 
of neglect, which set in when the scouts 
ceased using the camp. In the past year 
and a half, CAP has built a dormitory, 
restored a dining hall, built two 
pavilions, poured a cement basketball 
court, cleared a softball field, and plans 
soon to add a swimming pool and 
another dormitory. 

Much of the labor is supplied by able­
bodied young men and women from out­
side the area who volunteer to spend a 
week or two here challenging them­
selves and helping others. They come 
from places like California, Wisconsin 
and Illinois, with a few even from Ken­
tucky. They are recruited through chur­
ches and colleges through CAP's central 
office in Lancaster. 

Shawnee is presided over by Gordie 
Johnson, Martin resident and Prestons­
burg High School assistant football 
coach. Johnson is proud of the im­
provements CAP has wrought at the 
camp and wants to share them with 
others in the region. 

"We're working on ways to keep the 
camp open year-round," said Johnson. 
"We'd like to see the community take 
advantage of it." He said church and 
civic groups are welcome to use the 
facilities for picnics or weekend camps. 
Plans also call for sports camps, special 
olympics and maybe a retreat for senior 
citizens. Arranging for use of Camp 
Shawnee simply entails contacting 
Johnson or Donna Turner at CAP, and 
making sure there isn't a scheduling 
problem. Fees for use of the camp are 
based on utilities used and, if needed, 
food costs. 

The camp's primary function in the 
near future, however, will be the CAP­
sponsored summer camps for boys and 
girls. Girls camp runs from June 16-20 
for the first session, and June 23-27 for 
the second. Boys camp lasts from June 
30 to July 4, and from July 7-11. July 
14-18 is girls' basketball camp, and Ju­
ly 21-25 is boys' basketball camp. August 
4-8 will see a computer camp there, with 
Berea.College supplying instructors and 
computers. Computer camp is limited to 
ages 11-17. 

Not only is camping at Shawnee 
designed to be fun and educational, it is

A refusal by the Kentucky Natural 
Resources and Environmental Protec­
tion Agency to grant a formal ad­
ministrative hearing to a Perry county 
woman being damaged by strip mining 
has been reversed by the Kentucky 
Court of Appeals. 

In an unanimous decision, the Ap­
pellate Court overturned a ruling by 
Franklin Circuit Court upholding the 
Cabinet's action. As a result, Muriel 
Smith will have the opportunity to pro­
ve that a waiver granting Smith 
Brothers Coal Company the right to 
build a silt pond 100 feet from her home 
was improperly allowed by the Cabinet. 

The dispute started in 1982 when 
Brownlow Smith signed a waiver allow­
ing the coal company to mine within 300 
feet of the house co-owned by himself 
and Mrs. Smith. He did not live in the 
house as did Mrs. Smith. When the pond 
was constructed very near her home, 
Mrs. Smith filed a written request for in­
spection with the Cabinet because the 
company was operating without her 
written consent. Cabinet officials declin­
ed to take enforcement action and later 
rejected a request for a formal ad­
ministrative hearing. 

In taking their position, Cabinet of­
ficials used the claim that "this Cabinet 
has no jurisdiction to adjudicate proper­
ty rights." This is the same claim used 
by these officials when they refused to 
enforce the 1984 Broad Form Deed Law. 
The Franklin Circuit Court upheld the 
Cabinet's position. 

The Appeals Court used strong 
language in reversing this decision. 
"The Cabinet's approach in this matter 
is seriously flawed. Its 'hands off' policy 
of non-involvement is in direct conflict 
with the spirit of (Kentucky Revised 
Statutes) Chapter 350." KRS 350 directs 
the state to control surface mining so 
"as to minimize or prevent injurious ef­
fects on the people and resources of the 
Commonwealth." 

Can Use Food Stamps 
For Gardening Bonus 

With a little time and effort, Ken­
tuckians who receive federal food 
stamps can "harvest" a summertime 
bonus that can mean more food stamps 
available for their use during the harsh 
winter months. 

Food stamps may be used to purchase 
vegetable and fruit seeds and plants for 
a garden, according to Joe Padgett, 
manager of Kentucky's food stamp pro· 
gram in the Department for Social In­
surance. Once the garden is harvested, 
the resulting crop can provide more food 
than might have been purchased if the 
original food stamps had been used in 
the usual fashion at the grocery. 

"Most people don't realize they can 
stretch their benefits in this manner," 
said Padgett. "Not everyone has space 
for a garden, of course. However, a 
significant number of the 179,000 Ken­
tucky households receiving food stamps 
could grow vegetables or fruits in a 
backyard plot or in pots on the porch.'' 

Padgett pointed out that there is no ex­
piration date on food stamps. Thus, food 
stamps not needed immediately could 
be saved for use later. 

"'Families reducing their food pur­
chases by growing their own tomatoes, 
beans, corn and the like could save some 
of the food stamps they receive during 
and after the harvest," he said. "Then 
there can be more coupons for use in the 
wmter, especially during the holiday 
periods when larger meals are often 
part of the season. Traditionally, 
December is the heaviest time of the 
year for food stamp applications, 
because people need more food and have 
other needs for any spendable income, 
such as utility bills or Christmas gifts." 

Seeds and garden plants may be pur­
chased from any Kentucky grocery or 
other food store approved for the accep· 
tance of food stamps. Recipients or mer­
chants with questions regarding the 
allowance of seed or plant purchases 
with food stamps may contact the coun­
ty office of the Department for Social 
Insurance. 

Affirmative Action 
Is Frontline Topic 

The federal government's hiring 
policy once aggressively pushed for af­
firmative action. However, under the 
administration of President Ronald 
Reagan several key court decisions 
have b~en handed down validating 
challenges toward affirmative action. 

The "Attack on Affirmative Action" 
will be examined in a "Frontline" 
documentary with Judy Woodruff when 
it airs Thursday, June 19, at 9:00p.m. 
on KET. 

"Frontline" correspondent George 
Curry travels to Memphis and In· 
diana polis, where there are sharp con­
trasts in the merits and achievements of 
affirmative action. 

In Memphis, Carl Stotts, a firefighter 
for that Mississippi River port, was 
angry about a union layoff agreement 
which called for the last persons hired to 
be the first fired. Many of the laid off 
employees had been hired as the result 
of affirmative action policies. 

Stotts saw the union agreement as an 
attack on affirmative action and in 1984 
his case went all the way to the U.S. 
Supreme Court. Stotts lost the case, but 
his loss triggered legal battles across the 
United States. Assistant Attorney 
General William Bradford Reynolds so 
broadly interpreted the Stotts decision 
that he declared affirmative action 
invalid 

In effect, the Appeals Court ruled that 
the Cabinet need only to have used com­
mon sense rather than adjudicate a pro­
perty dispute in determining that Mrs. 
Smith, as occupant of the house, would 
"be most affected by the surface min· 
ing. It would have been easy to deter­
mine who the owner/occupant was. This 
is not a question of adjudicating proper­
ty rights but a question of adequate com­
pliance with a statutory provision." 

The Court remanded the case to the 
Cabinet and ordered that a hearing be 
held to address the sufficiency of the 
waiver. 

Frankfort attorney Tom FitzGerald 
represented Mrs. Smith in the case.

Appalachian Elderly 
Said Worse Off Here 

Life is tougher for the elderly in cen· 
tral and southern Appalachia than in 
other parts of the nation. according to a 
report released recently. 

The Appalachian elderly fall well 
below the national average in terms of 
income. access to transportation. 
availability of telephones and of long· 
term care facilities. said Dr. Graham 
D. Rowles . author of a report issued by 
the Appalachian Data Bank. 

Poverty levels are much worse than 
average. with over 25 percent of the 
elderly living below the national pover· 
ty level here--compared to 15 percent 
nationwide. 

The report. which uses 1980 census 
figures. cautions that " there may be 
features of Appalachian family organ­
ization, culture and lifestyle that com­
pensate for 'o bjective' 
disadvantages." 

The Data Bank is a joint project of 
the Appalachian Center and the Multi 
disciplinary Center of Gerontology.

Mockingbirds Make Friends And Enemies

Mo~:kinghirds can inspm: love.

Their antics have 
long been knov.n m 1he South. How­
ever. over the past JO or 40 year~. 
northerner.'> ton have become well 
acquainted with "mot:kers" as the 
hirds have pushed north I as far as 
Ne"' Hampshire. Maine and south­
ern Canada). Apparently they've heen 
attracted hy an increasing abundance 
of suburban berry-bearing shrubbery. 
They've become a delight and or an 
aggravation to a whole nev. audience. 

Mockingbirds definitely do things 
their own way. Most b1rds confine 
thetr territory-marking to breeding 
seasons. usually when the male delin­
eates the periphery of "his" chunk of 
earth by moving from song perch to 
song perch aod vocalizing. Not so 
among mockingbirds. A female as 
well as a male will defend a separate 
winter territory against mids on staked­
out food supplies such as berries and 
other fruits. If your bird feeder hap­
pens to lie within a mockingbird's ter­
ritory. even though a mockingbird 
generally will not use a seed feeder, 
you can expect to see other birds 
chased off, even physically attacked. 

Such assertive behavior can be espe­
cially distressing to you if you're trying 
to attract. feed and house bluebirds 
in an effort to increase the bluebir~ 
population. In late fall. both hluebirds 
and mockingbirds shift their diets 
from msects to fruit. Encourage blue­
hirds to remain in your yard through 
the winter by stocking an empty nest 
box with raisins and currants. The 
bluebirds will mvestigate the box and 
discover the food. The mockingbirds 

\\!II likely never catch on that a famr­
ile food is 111side. 

On the plus side of mockmgb1rd 
behavior lS the highly entertainmg per­
formant:e'> they ~:an put on-in search 
of food. in ddense of their territory. 
or during courL~hip. You can't dispute 
the charm of their versatile song- no 
matter how loud and l(mg. And you 
t:an't help being amused when you 
see a mockingbird "wing-flashing:· 
It goe<, into it-; act on the ground, 
stretching its v.ings forward in a stut­
tering manner. It's thought-though 
ntH proven that on a sunny day the 
shadow of the fluttering wings may 
spook insects out of the grass. At any 
rate. when the hird spots a bug, it 
races roadrunner-fashion andtor flut­
ter~ into the air to grab a flushed 
insect. 

For mockingbirds all winter long, 
plant some of the fruit-bearing trees 
and shrubs that they prefer: wild 
grape. dogwoods. viburnums. hollies. 
mistletoe. or junipers. Multiflora rose 
is. in many areas, the mainstay of 
tl:e mockingbird's winter diet. But it 
matches the mockingbird in aggres· 
siveness and. in most areas, has been 
labeled a pest. Like the mocking­
bird. it has its downside, but both 
the mocker and the multiflora may 
deserve a place in your backyard wild­
life habitat.

Forest Inventory 
Survey Underway 

The Kentucky Division of Forestry, 
Department for Natural Resources. 
has announced the beginning of the 
fourth, ten-year period. Forest Inven­
tory and Analysis of Kentucky's forest 
resources . The survey is being con­
ducted by the l<'orest Inventory Section 
of the U.S. Forest Service out of 
Broomall, Pennsylvania. Mr. Dave 
Alerich, of the Forest Inventory Section. 
is in charge of collecting the information 
on tree species. tree growth, size, quali­
ty, and undergrowth material on over 
3,000 inventory plots across the state. 

Almost all of these 3,000 survey plots 
are located in privately owned wood­
lands and openings, as about 92% of 
Kentucky's timberlands are privately 
owned. During the months of May 
through October of this year, forester 
members of Dave Alerich's crews will 
be visiting landowners in the eastern end 
of Kentucky upon whose land a survey 
plot may be located. The collection of the 
information on the timber and 
undergrowth for the survey does not 
disturb anything in the woodland; in 
fact, without help the survey plot loca­
tions are unidentifiable. 

As the completion of the collection of 
the information on the timber and 
undergrowth progresses, the informa­
tion samples will be combined into 
reports which tell the total timber pic­
ture for an area; and the area reports 
are combined for a picture of the entire 
state's timber resources. These reports 
then provide information to help 
developers in locating and assisting in 
the location of forest products in­
dustries. The last survey was of help in 
developing several industrial prospec­
tus' for the Eastern part of the state, one 
or two which are still "live". 

The survey crews are strangers in the 
area, doing a job of some importance. 
If you should run into them, the Division 
of Forestry asks for your cooperation

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McDonald Proposes 
.New Vo-Ed Program 

Stressing the need to prepare Ken­
tucky 's vocational education program 
for the htgh-tech economy of the next 
century, Superintendent of P ublic In­
struction Alice McDonald last Wednes­
day proposed an action plan for voca­
tional education to the State Board of 
Education. 

The proposal, which McDonald asked 
the board to consider as part of its goals 
a nd strategies for the coming year. 
would include the creation of a new posi­
tion of deputy superintendent of occupa­
tional education and adult learning. 

Three offices would be under the 
authority of the deputy superintendent. 
They would be: 

- The Office of Adult/Technical 
Education, which would deal with post­
secondary vocational education and 
adult education. 

- The Office of Vocational Education, 
which would be responsible for secon­
dary vocational education, redirecting 
vocational programs in the high schools 
to place greater emphasis on academic 
and problem-solving skills.

counselor of the Kentucky Center for 
Veterans Affairs will be in Prestons­
burg, on June 4. The office will be 
located in the National Guard Armory.

-The Office of Support Services, 
whtch would unify support functions, 
such as budget, curriculum develop­
ment, and teacher and student testing. 

At McDonald's request, the State 
Board of Education will also consider 
creating a permanent committee to 
oversee vocational education a nd work 
toward needed improvements. 

McDonald said she believed that the 
proposed reorganization would enhance 
the position of voca-ti_onal education in 
Kentucky and allow it the flexibility 
necessary to respond to changing needs. 

In another action , the state board 
granted a total of $2.5 million for 215 in­
novative educational programs to be 
started in Kentucky schools thi~ fall. 

In this county, $5,000 will be provided 
for a teacher of a cultural journalism 
class. All projects are recommended for 
fiscal year 1987. 

The money was authorized by the 
board from the 1986-87 allocation for the 
Educational Innovation Incentive Fund. 

The fund was created by the 1985 
special session for the development and 
implementation of new approaches to 
meet the educational needs of Kentucky 
students . 'fhe 1986 General Assembly 
provided $5 million for the innovation 
fund during the next biennium. 

The Department of Education receiv­
ed 650 proposals totaling nearly $15.6 
million from multidistrict consortia, 
local school districts, schools and 
teachers. The proposals were reviewed 
by department staff members and the 
Advisory Committee for the Educational 
Innovation Incentive Fund. 

The state board approved grants for 
the 215 proposals on the recommenda­
tion of the advisory committee. Of those 
approved , three were from multidistrict 
consortia, 16 were from districts, 58 
were from schools, and 138 were from 
teachers .

The fate of the first En­
glish colonists in the New 
World is still shrouded in 
mystery. The colonists, led 
by John White, landed in 
Roanoak on July 22, 1585. 
A month later, White 
sailed home, intending to 
return the following year 
with supplies. He was un­
able to do so because of 
the sailing of the Spanish 
Armada and the resulting 
war between England and 
Spain in 1588. It was not 
until 1590 that that he was 
able to return.

On his return, he found 
the colony abandoned and 
no trace whatsoever of the 
colonists. The only clue 
was the word "Croatoan" 
carved on a door post -
an apparent reference to 
an island off the coast in­
habited by friendly 
Indians. 

The story of the Roan­
oak settlement is being 
dramatized in "Roanoak," 
a three-part American 
Playhouse series. Parts 
two and three will air June 
2 and June 9. (Check local 
listings.) 

"Of course, the mystery 
is the payoff," says Vic-

toria Racimo, who plays 
Appomosiscut, the sister 
of Chief Wingina, "but this 
really is the story of the 
two cultures meeting, 
clashing, meeting - the 
give and take, back and 
forth." 

Racimo, who is part 
American. Indian herself 
(her ancestry is Lenapi, Fil­
ipino, English and Irish), 
has often been cast in Na­
tive American roles (she 
starred in the miniseries 
"Mystic Warrior" and the 
TV movie "Ghost Danc­
ing"), but she has never 
been satisfied with the way 
Native Americans have 
been portrayed on the 
screen. 

"When I first met with 
Jan Eagleson, the 'Roan­
oak' director, I said, 'I'm 
so tired of Hollywood pro­
ductions with good inten­
tions putting the Indian up 
there speaking either bro­
ken English or beautiful 
English - which is highly 
implausible.' A couple of 
weeks later, he called and 
he said, 'I've made a deci­
sion.' And I said, 'What is 
it?' He said, 'I think we're 
going to go with everyone 
speaking Ojibwa,' which is 
one of the most re­
searched languages in the 
Indian world." 

"We learned everything 
phonetically," says Ra­
cimo. "It was a terrifying 
exper'ience having a close­
up and knowing that you 
have to not only remember 
every word, but remember 
what it is you're saying, re­
member the cues, and re­
member what the other is 
saying. It was much hard­
er, but I think much more 
worthwhile."

Jobless Rate 
Drops Again 

Academic All-American 

For the second month in a row Ken­
tucky's unemployment rate has declin­
ed, and the March-April figures repre­
sent the largest two-month drop in the 
state's jobless rate since 1978. 

The unemployment rate fell 1.3 
percentage points, from a revised 11.3 
percent in March to 10.0 percent in April, 
according to figures released today by 
the Cabinet for Human Resources. 

The national unemployment rate in 
April was 7.0 percent, down from 7.5 per­
cent in March. The comparable state 
and national rates are not seasonally 
adjusted. 

In February, Kentucky's jobless rate 
stood at 12.6 percent. The 2.6 percent 
decline over two months is the largest 
in eight years. In 1978 thf state record­
ed a 3.2 percent drop in unemployment 
between February and April, from 7.7 to 
4.5 percent. 

"We've seen a sign1ficant improve­
ment in Kentucky in both economic and 
seasonal factors affecting employment 
since February," said state labor 
market analyst Ed Blackwell. "Between 
the work that regularly begins in the 
spring and the upturn in home construc­
tion and related employment, a number 
of people have actively sought, and 
found, jobs." 

An estimated 1,492,400 Kentuckians 
were working in April, up 22,300 from the 
March figure of 1,470,100, but 34,400 
below the April1985 report of 1,526,800. 

"More people were working in 
agriculture, construction and recrea­
tion, which helped push the rate down," 
Blackwell said. 

The estimate of Kentuckians not work­
ing dropped 22,500, to 164,900 in April 
from 187,400 in March, but was 6,600 
above the April 1985 report of 158,300. 
The state's unemployment rate in April 
1985 was 9.4 percent. 

The Department for Employment Ser­
vices' monthly survey of non-farm 
employers showed 62,300 people were 
working in construction jobs, an in­
crease of 4,100 over March. "This is the 
highest report of employment in this 
category we've had in Kentucky since 
November 1980, when 62,000 people were 
on construction payrolls," Blackwell 
said. He attributed the job growth to 
warmer temperatures and lower in­
terest rates.

"This will boost the 
number of jobs in wholesale, retail and 
restaurant trade and hotel and recrea­
tion services, including parks, swimm­
ing pools and golf courses " 

Employment also increased in 
manufacturing <700), bituminous coal 
mining (700), state and local govern­
ment (400), finance, insurance and real 
estate (300), and transportation, com­
munications and utilities 000). 

Another major area of growth came 
in home employment, including 
domestic workers, such as cooks and 
maids, and unpaid family members, 
such as children working in the family 
business or on the family farm. In that 
category, an estimated 2,000 jobs were 
gained between March and April. 

"We saw a normal seasonal gain in 
agricultural jobs, which increased by 
4, 700," Blackwell said. 

Kentucky's civilian labor force 
estimate decreased 200, from 1,657,500 
in March to 1,657,300 in April, and was 
27,800 below the April 1985 figure of 
1,685,100. The civilian labor force in­
cludes non-military people who are 
working and unemployed people who ac­
tively are seeking jobs. It does not in­
clude anyone who is unemployed but not 
looking for work. 

Annual changes in the number of Ken­
tuckians employed and those out of work 
reflect the number who have dropped 
out of the labor force.

Today, one of five people suffers from 
some sort of allergy-such as hay fever, 
asthma, eczema, or food allergy. Yet 
allergies are among the most 
misunderstood maladies known to 
mankind. Allergy sufferers often hear: 
"Oh, it's all in your head," or "Just ig­
nore it, and it'll go away." 

In fact, allergies are not the result of 
an overactive imagination. They are 
real, and they can be very serious. 

Basically, an allergy is a condition in 
which a person exi)eriences an abnor­
mal reaction to a substance or 
substances that are harmless to non­
allergic people. There are hundreds of 
substances- called allergens-to which 
people can be allergic. Pollen, animal 
dander, house dust, mold, fish, eggs, and 
milk are among the most common 
allergens. 

Successful treatment of allergies 
depends on the correct identification of 
the allergen or allergens to which a per­
son is sensitive. Traditionally, skin tests 
that involve applying suspected 
allergens into or on the skin's surface 
have been used to diagnose allergies. 
While these testing methods have been 
used for years, results can sometimes be 
affected by medications or illness, which 
can make accurate diagnosis difficult.

f'or this reason, medical researchers 
have developed a newer type of test to 
help di)Ctors identify a patient's allergies 
on thr bas1s of a single blood sample . 
One such test, the IgE Fast Test 
measures t h<• factors in the blood that 
can trigger the symptoms of allergy. 

"An allergic person produces a special 
type of factor. an antibody called Im­
munoglobulin E- or IgE," says Dr. 
Leonor So of Pikeville. "When IgE 
reacts with allergens, the body produces 
substances such as histamines that ir­
ritate the eyes, throat, nose, chest, or 
skin. The IgE Fast Test measures a pa­
tient's level of allergy-causing an­
tibodies in relationship to a variety of 
allergens. In many cases, diagnosis of 
allergies can be made in as little as five 
hours.'' 

Dr. So notes that the blood test results 
are not affected by illness or medication, 
and are, therefore, more precise. The 
blood sample can be drawn during a 
regular office visit, and the same sam­
ple can be used to diagnose a variety of 
allergies. 

"It is still not po::sible to use the blood 
test to determine sensitivity to all 
allergens, so we continue to use skin 
tests whenever necessary," Dr. So adds 
"Blood tests such as the IgE Fast test, 
however, have become an important 
part of the diagnostic work in treating 
allergies. The blood tests are especial­
ly useful in diagnosing allergies in young 
children, the elderly, and special allergy 
patients for whom skin testing would be 
dangerous or uninterpretable."
