Two Hurt as C&O Cars Derail Some Changes Noted 
As Board Closes Year 

Two C&O Railroad trains collided Saturday night near the 
American Standard plant in Johnson county, ~erailing 15-~0 
cars and spilling a small amount of explos1ve ammoma 
nitrate. 

Two brakemen were hospitalized as a result of the accident. 
James Ward, 43, of Martin, and Johu Lemaster, 35, of Paints­
ville. were listed in stable condition Monday at Highlands 
Regional Medical Center. Three other C&O employees were 
treated at HRMC and released. 

The Prestonsburg Fire Department responded to the scene 
after receiving a call from the Pamlsv!lle Fire Department 
requesting mutual aid. Also mobilized were the West Van Lear 

Fire Department and Disaster and Emergency Services 
<DES> officers. 

Prestonsburg Fire Chief Tom Blackburn said that two of 
six cars carrying ammonia nitrate, a substance wnich, when 
mixed with diesel fuel, is used to blast out right-of-ways for 
road constructiOn, had been punctured . He added that, while 
the chemical is dangerous. "the conditions were not there to 
create a hazard." 

Some oil and diesel fuel also leaked from the tram into the 
Big Sandy river. A DES spokesman said the leak could poten­
tial!\' cause environmental damage. 

A ·failure in the switching system reportedly led to the 
collision. 

City May Join 
Bonding Pool 

Prestonsburg will likely join the Ken­
tucky Municipal League's (KML> bon­
ding pool and have an additional five 
auxiliary police officers, and the city is 
still searching for a location to erect a 
new city garage. 

At Monday's city council meetmg, 
Mayor Ann Latta presented information 
on KML's bonding pool, an organization 
from which the city could borrow money 
to re-finance debts at six or seven per­
cent interest rates, as opposed to the 
current 14 percent. 

If the city were to join the pool, the 
council would have to estimate its bor­
rowing needs for the next five years and 
deliver that information to the KML by 
June 30. The city would have to commit 
to the deal by September. As well as en­
joying a lower interest rate, pool 
members are not obliged to borrow the 
full amount estimated. 

"If we borrow fifty cents, we pay in­
terest on fifty cents,'' said Councilman 
Bill Callihan, who accompanied Latta on 
a recent fact-finding visit with KML of· 
ficials in Frankfort. 

If the city does join the pool, it will be 
helpful in purchasing equipment 
necessary to provide city services to the 
Auxier Road section which is awating 
annexation. Among the items d1scussed

Social Agency 
Earns Reprieve 
With Improved 
Area Services 

Surviving a close call-consolidation 
with another mental health center, even 
bankruptcy, loomed last year­
Mountain Comprehensive Care Center 
Will continue to operate here as an in­
dependent agency. 

The agency's reprieve resulted from 
its offering more services and making 
more money, said Dennis Boyd, state 
mental health-mental retardation com­
missioner, at a· May Lodge press con· 
ference Thursday. 

The state had considered three options 
for MCC-allowing it to declare 
bankrupty, merging it with another 
center, or keeping it independent. 

The center could have been allowed to 
go bankrupt last year when, laboring 
under a $400,000 debt and with not 
enough revenue to pay its bills, a $427,000 
state grant was given to bail it out. 

The possibility of a merger with either 
the Pathways Comprehensive Care 
Center in Ashland or the Kentucky River 
Comprehensive Care Center in Jackson 
was considered. Another option, dividing 
MCC's programs between Pathways 
and Kentucky River, was also looked 
into. 

Potter Cries Foul,

Tony Ray Potter, 20, said he pleaded 
guilty in Floyd Circuit Court last June 
to a charge of receiving stolen proper­
ty-he was accused of having stereo 
speakers taken from a car belonging to 
Sam Hicks. Jr -and had already serv­
ed a 60-day sentence imposed by Cir­
cuit Judge Hollie Conley.

However, because they favored 
"home rule," and because they didn't 
feel the people here should be penaliz­
ed by the poor management of the 
previous administration, the state decid­
ed to keep MCC independent, Boyd said. 

Since late August, 1985, Pathways' Ex­
ecutive Director Dick Stai has been 
overseeing both Pathways and MCC, 
replacing David Bell, Jr. at MCC. Bell 
resigned under fire last year, amid 
charges of poor management, improper 
salary advances and questionable travel 
expenses. Other allegations included im­
proper purchasing procedures, low staff 
morale and improper extension of in­
surance coverage to some board 
members. 

Stai, who received high praise from 
Boyd, was MCC's first administrator. 
He ran the center from 1966 until the 
mid-1970S. Boyd credited Stai's recent 
expansion of programs for mentally 
handicapped clients with dramatically 
increasing the Medicaid funds coming 
into MCC. The additional funding went 
a long way toward making the center 
financially solvent, said Boyd. 

Plans call for a new executive direc­
tor and board to be named by September 
1. The board will consist of 15·25 
members, including at least one from 
each of the five counties the agency 
serves. It will replace the previous 
board, whose members were asked to 
resign in January after a state program 
review found that their "unwillingness 
or inability to provide oversight func­
tions" contributed to MCC's problems 

Advertisements for a new executive 
director will be placed in area 
newspapers and mental health trade 
journals. A successful candidate should 
have an advanced degree, five years of 
leadership experience in a mental health 
center and skills m fiscal and clinical 
management, sa1d Boyd 

Both the board and the execut1ve 
director will be chosen by a four 
member search team, made up of Boyd, 
Stai. Burnice Ransdell, deputy commrs-

Jus how much mo for 
construction will be cortu 1g to the 
Floyd district this year is not yet cer­
tain. but enough is already known to 
justify hiring an architect for the mid· 
die school to be built at Lancer. Chair­
man Dr. J. D Adams told his Board of 
Education colleagues last Wednesday. 

Board member James A. Duff re­
quired assurances that the Garrett 
school project would not be left out in 
the cold and, given them. joined the 
board in voting to hire architect 
George Lee Shannon for the middle 
school design 

The 700-student middle school. which 
is first on the school district's approved 
construction list and which is expected 
to take pressure off both Prestonsburg 
and Clark grade schools. could be 
opening its doors to students by the fall 
of 1988.

In defense of his proposal to get a 
start on the Lancer design even before 
the funding limit is known. Adams said 
$2.5 million in bonding potential is 
already assured.

A 24-year--old Paintsville man was 
scheduled for arraignment yesterday in 
Lt-xl g bn feder~l coutt on charges of 
robbing the Bank Josephine's North 
L e Drive branch last Tuesday. 

Darrell Lee Money was apprehended 
at tlis apartment in the Herald building 
shortly after midnight last Wednesday 
by Johnson county Sheriff Gene Cyrus, 
Kentucky State Police Detective Scott 
Woodard and Troopers Dave Wallen and 
Paul Estep. 

About $3,600 of the $5,357 stolen from 
the bank was recovered at Money's 
apartment. Sheriff Cyrus sa1d the 
suspect had spent about $90 of the boo­
ty on old court fines, roughly the same 
amount on groceries, and $350 in back 
rent. He bought his child some toys and 
paid the Johnson county jailer a $4 fil­
ing fee. He also reportedly gave his 
father-in-law $600 to buy a car. Cyrus 
said the $600 was returned. 

Money didn't offer any resistance 
when apprehended, said Cyrus. "First 
he denied everything, but then he made 
a good confession," said the sheriff. 

State charges against Money were 
dropped after he was indicted by a 
federal grand jury last Wednesday. He 
faced arraignment yesterday on 
charges of bank robbery and use of a 
firearm in the commission of a felony. 
According to Prestonsburg Police 
Detective Sgt. Mike Ormerod, bank rob­
bery carries a penalty of up to 20 years,

glasses, a woman's wig and white ban­
dana, entered the Bank Josephine's 
North Lake Drive branch last Tuesday 
shortly before 9 a.m. and handed teller 
Cathy Baldridge a nott' demanding 
money After Baldridge gave him the 
cash from her drawer, Money was said 
to have escaped on foot to the 
SuperAmerica gas station near the 
bank, where he shed his disguise in favor 
of the uniform of a fast food chain. He 
then hitchhiked back to Paintsville.

Expect Grant To Fund 
Attack On Illiteracy 

The war chest for the battle against il­
literacy in Floyd county will be $9,000 
richer soon, if a grant from the Ken­
tucky Literacy CommiSsion is approved 

Application was made to the commis­
sion a bodv which coordinates literacv 
programs in Kentucky. several week~ 
ago by the Floyd County Adult Literacy 
Council and. while formal appr01.:al has 
not yet been granted, council member 
Mike Vance says it almost certainly will 
be. 

The David School and the Christian 
Appalachian Project are each budgeted 
to receive $2,000 for hteracy trammg 
materials. while the l<'loyd county pubhc 
library stands to get $3,000 for a New 
Reader Program. The remaining $2,000 
is slated for administrative costs, such 
as installing a separate telephone line at 
the Dav1d School for council business.

Their Family's Help 

Named President-Elect 

Mental illness affects at least one 
member of most American families . 
Statistics tell us that 15 of every 100 
Americans have a disturbance of the 
mind which interferes with normal 
behavior and daily life. These distur­
bances fall into three general 
categories: 

Schi:lophrenia-characterized by 
disturbed thinking, disturbed behavior, 

·withdrawal and/or hallucinations; 
Depression-indicated by listlessness, 

loss of appetite, sleep disorders, suicidal 
thoughts, and loss of interest in one's ap­
pearance, health and family; and 

Organic brain syndrome-induced by 
physical problems such as brain tumors 
or hardening of the arteries. 

Despite its commonness, mental ill­
ness is perhaps the most difficult health 
problem for families to handle. Most 
families go through stages of denial, 
fear, guilt and hostility when trying to 
deal with the mental illness of a family 
member. But families need not get stuck 
in these stages. Family members can 
aid the recovery of a mentally ill person. 
Here are four suggestions : 

Accept the fact that your family 
member is mentally ill. Mental illness 
manifests itself through symptoms like: 
listless or restless behavior; suspicion 
of everyone and everything; poor per­
formance at work or school as a result 
of behavioral changes or loss of interest; 
visual and aud:tory hallucinations; ex­
aggerated anxiety which lasts for long 
periods without cause; sudden and fre­
quent mood swings ; and physical com­
plaints which have no organic cause. 

Recognizing and accepting the con­
tinual display of these behavior patterns 
as mental illness is the first step in help­
ing your family member recover. 

Get early treatment. Community 
agencies offer many treatment options. 
But first, take your loved one to a physi­
cian for a physical exam. 

The physician can assist by determin­
ing whether the problem is mental or 
physical, and by making referrals to 
trained professionals or helping 
organizations. The physician's findings 
will also aid in determining an ap­
propriate treatment program. 

Treatment can take many forms, in­
cluding any or a combination of the 
following: family therapy, drug therapy, 
counseling, long or short-term 
hospitalization, psychotherapy, and 
group therapy. These treatments are 
given in local hospitals, mental health 
care centers, state hospitals and 
Veterans Administration Hospitals by 
individual or teams of professional such 
as psychiatrists, psychologists, social 
workers or clergy. 

The mentally ill person is usually 
voluntarily admitted to a treatment pro­
gram. But when the person is a danger 
to his/herself or others, he/she can be 
admitted involuntarily by a court order. 

Learn what mental illness is and how 
to deal with it. Many family members 
who are not mentally ill shy away from . 
sessions with mental health profes-

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Take Mock Disaster Victim From Scene 

Though they appear chipper enough, these youngsters, members of Pikeville Club Scout Den 
12, were all treated as "victims" of a plane crash near Glyn View Plaza. Rescue workers in the 
background remove a volunteer "corpse." The scene was part of Monday's Disaster and 
Emergency Services mock disaster. 

A plane crash left victims scattered 
across a field adjacent to Glyn-View 
Plaza and a derailed train caused the 
city of Martin to be covered with a 
radioactive cloud. But all in all, Disaster 
and Emergency Services (DES) Area 9 
Coordinator William R. Callihan, III 
said it was a pretty good day. 

In such a melee, it would seem the 
potential for loss of life would be great, 
but this time there were only four 
casualties because, according to coroner 
Roger Nelson, the "victims" didn't want 
to sit around all day in the blazing sun. 

Both the downed plane and derailed 
train were staged as part of a DES mock 
disaster to test the readiness of county 
emergency agencies, such as fire and 
police departments and the coroner's 
office. 

Callihan said that while there were a 
few mistakes, the various agencies 
handled the situations pretty ~ell. Dr. 
David Jones, of the state medical ex­
aminer 's office, was on hand at 
Callihan's request to evaluate the per­
formance of Coroner Roger Nelson. 
Jones gave the coroner and his deputies 
high marks for their performance, but 
said improper procedures by police and 
ambulance personnel at Martin could 
have cost a number of lives. 

"Radioactivity is one of the hardest 
things to deal with," said Jones. He said 
a police officer, who was the first to res­
pond to the scene, became contaminated 
by the radioactive waste spilled there 
and then left, contaminating everything 
he came in contact with. 

Ambulance and fire personnel 
likewise stumbled, treating victims

without regard to radioactivity. Accor­
ding to Jones, had the situation in Mar­
tin been real, everyone on the scene 
would likely have been killed by radia­
hon poisoning. 

Except for the radiation exposure, 
Martin workers handled the exercise 
well, said Jones, who pointed out that the 
purpose of the drill was to teach rescue 
workers how to deal with emergencies 
and that the Martin workers had bene­
fited from the experience. 

He gave the Prestonsburg response 
higher marks. "But Prestonsburg had 
an easier exerc1se," he said. 

Firefighters, the coroner and his 
deputies worked together at Glyn View 
Plaza to find volunteer victims-most of 
them members of Pikeville's Cub Scout 
Den 12-who were sea ttered on the 
ground and lying in high grass. Once 
found, both "dead" and living victims 
tried to keep cool. Stationed on blue tar­
paulins, they were served ice water 
periodically by rescue workers. Victims 
pronounced dead were later taken to an 
emergency morgue set up at the Floyd 
County Emergency and Rescue Squad 
building. 

According to Nelson, one of the most 
important things in dealing with a plane 
crash is making sure victims are 
tagged to show where they were found, 
in order to match any personal effects 
later found on the scene. If this isn't 
done, identification can be impossible. 
He said rescue workers did a good job 
of following procedures. 

Callihan said he wouldn't know just 
how well the rescue workers did until 
he'd had a chance to study the notes of 
observers such as Dr. Jones, the state 
fire marshal's office representatives, 
and a group of environmental inspec­
tors. He did volunteer, however, that he 
was pleased with the overall showing. 

But not everyone was as pleased as 
Callihan. Bill Baldridge, assistant 
manager of Baldridge's Restaurant, 
was angry that the merchants at Glyn 
View weren't told of the drill in advance. 
''We should have been notified ahead of 
time," he said. "We cooked up a lot of 
food for the luncheon buffet, and we had 
to throw it all away." As part of the drill, 
police kept civilian vehicles from enter­
ing the shopping center's parking lot.

Three firefighters were overcome by 
the heat during the drill. Callihan said 
Kenny Crisp, Mike Mays and Mike 
Moore all recovered soon afterward, 
however.

Whether a person found 
intoxicated behind the wheel of a sta­
tionary car can reasonably be assumed 
to have driven the vehicle is a question 
on which prosecutors and defense 
attorneys tend to differ. And. in a 
district court case here last week. a 
jury sided with the defendant. 

Acquitted was Bobby Little. 35. of 
Price, whom state Trooper Stacy Trees 
said she found "passed out" behind the 
wheel of his pickup in McDowell . 
Evidence was presented that he failed 
several sobriety tests and recorded a 
blood alcohol content of .16 percent. 

Little admitted to being drunk and 
owned up to a lengthy conviction 
record-he has been convicted three 
times of drunk driving and twice of 
driving on a suspended license within 
the past two years-but said that. on 
the occasion in question. he had been 
driven by a friend to the place off KY 
860 where he was discovered by police. 

His attorney. Danny Caudill. argued 
that Little could not be shown to have 
driven the vehicle. an argument the 
jury apparently found persuasive. 

Convicted of a second DUI under the 
new state law was Henry B. Burchett. 
22, of Banner. arrested by Trooper 
Trees in the course of a May 3 road 
check on Rice Branch. He was sentenc­
ed to seven days in jail-to be served 
on weekends-and ordered to pay $557. 

Three DUI charges were dismissed. 
two because of relatively low blood­
alcohol readings and one because a 
sherifrs deputy failed to prosecute the 
case. Although Earl Ray Johnson. 25. 
of Topmost. was said by police to have 
been weaving on old KY 80 at Martin. 
he recorded a BA of .05; and, while 
Wendell Lemaster. 34. of Paintsville. 
was said to have staggered and failed 
three sobriety tests on US 23 at Water 
Gap. he recorded a .02 only. 

Anna H. Slone. 28. of Bypro. was 
charged with drunk driving. driving on 
a suspended license. and having no 
registration or insurance after being 
stopped by Deputy Sheriff John 
Blackburn on the Mud Creek road in 
the early hours of April 13. The case 
against her was dropped when Black­
burn failed to testify. however.

Literary Magazine Promising 
Start For High School Writers

Like a long-cold cauldron over a 

newly-lit fire. Floyd schools appear to 
have been bubbling this year with 
hopeful projects. And surely one of the 
best ideas to surface so far has been 
the just-finished production of a high 
school literary magazine. 

The brainchild of McDowell Prin­
cipal Gary Frazier. with Freddie Go­
ble's School-Community Partnership 
Committee the ever-attentive midwife. 
Mountain Magic: Coal Dust and Si/vpr 
Words is a showcase for the best of the 
county's high-school artists. essayists. 
poets and short-story writers. 

Funded by local businesses and a 
small state grant and attractively laid 
out and printed by Pippa Valley Print­
ing. the 68-page. 1986 edition of Moun 
tain Magic is a student production. 
right down to its title and cover design. 
About 80 students from the five county 
high schools contributed works for 
publication. of whom about 60 are 
represented in the present volume. 

It would be hard to overestimate the 
importance for young writers of a 
forum for their work. The skills they 
are developing are communications 
skills and, to get a sense of where they 
are and where they're going, there is 
no substitute for feedback. 

Moreover. while classical and pro­
ven writers will always be the author­
itative guides for students of the craft. 
the chance to compare themselves to 
their own peers is often a less daunting. 
gentler stimulus to student creativity. 
If the literary magazine becomes a 
tradition. and if realistic but chal­
lenging standards are set for it. it could 
easily become a key factor in fostering 
among Floyd students a respect and 
love for writing and confidence in their 
writing skills. 

The potential benefits. as Goble 
points out in his introduction to the pre­
sent volume. are not just for "literary 
types." Everyone-including those 
without the literary skills needed to 
read a contract or leave a written 
message for their children-stands to 
benefit if words are cherished and 
fluency with words encouraged. 

The Spring, 1986 issue of Mountain 
Magic is a promising beginning. It 
should not detract from the excitement 
and pride its creators feel to note that it 
is a modest beginning. Nor should it 
take anything from their real achieve­
ment in enabling 60 students to see 
their works in print to acknowledge 
frankly that the quality of the work is 
not generally high. 

That is something the student 
authors and artists will recognize soon 
enough as they are exposed to one 
another's work. as competition among 
them sharpens. and as they get a little 
critical feedback on the way. They 
need and deserve an encouraging but 
honest readership. They might also be 
helped if. in future issues. the six­
teacher panel which selects entries for 
publication and awards prizes for those 
judged best. spelled out the criteria for 
indusion and the particular strengths 
they saw in the prizewinners. 

For readers interested in assessing 
the state of high school literary skills. 
it would be helpful if the contributors' 
ages or grade levels were included. A 
year can make a striking difference in 
the evolution of a young writer. 

Besides 23 illustrations of indifferent 
quality. Mountain Magic contains 34 
poems. nine essays. and 17 short 
stories. Too much of the poetry. alas. 
illustrates the old adage that nothing is 
easier to write than bad verse. In no 
form of writing does a word count for 
more than in a poem: no genre re­
quires a greater concentration of 
creative energies. The undisciplined 
sentiment. fuzzy images. and pedes­
trian language that characterizes this 
year's entries suggest that the art is 
not yet much developed in Floyd 
schools. 

The essayists are earnest and a cou­
ple of them manage to strike sparks of 
originality but-especially when they 
tackle large issues like racism. 
hunger. and the meaning of life-they 
fall back on conventional. unexamined 
pieties and platitudes. Readers will 
have to wait on another issue for 
evidence of the shrewd reflection that 
distinguishes good essays. 

Probably it has something to do with 
differences in the way we raise boys 
and girls. conditioning boys to be less 
comfortable with their feelings. but 
male students appear to adopt more 
readily a detached. ironical stance in 
their writing while female students are 
readier to tackle personal and inter­
personal themes. Although boys are 
almost certainly the losers in this need­
less division of labor. Geoff Belcher's 
offbeat tale about a medieval Sam 
Spade-type character makes clever 
use of what is an inherently limited 
medium. 

In a suggestive but underdeveloped 
piece. Pat Allen. another Prestonsburg 
student. manages to evoke at least 
momentary horror with h1s account of 
a condemned woman's last 10 minute!'\ 
of life. 

McDowell student Eric Lawson's 
"Don't Get Above Your Raisin'" is a 
rarity in this collection tn that it stops 
too soon Just as the argument between 
nn aunt and her niece about the virtues 
and perils of education gets inter 
f•sting. the aunt caves in Pitv 

Two stories that would h-ave bef>n 
much improved by ending them sooner 
are Wheelwr1ght student Lisa Ander­
son's "The Best of Friends." which 
suggests qu1te f'ffe<'livelv the emot 
ional 1mpact of a frtend's suieide but 
goes on iust et paragraph too long and 

fellow student Tonya Johnson's boy­
girl story. which is pleasingly percep­
tive about human relationships but is 
long by 25 lines. 

Gina Johnson. also of Wheelwright. 
contributes a conventional but compet 
ent story about a boy-girl relationship 
that earned a "distinction" from the 
judges. "Mom's Chicken Soup." by 
Prestonsburg student Connie 
Branham. ends awkwardly but begins 
nicely and is imaginative and well­
paced in-between 

Unless the state of high school gram­
mar. syntax and spelling is better than 
it is reputed to he. this anthology has 
benefited from some careful editing. A 
few typos and grammatical bloopers 
have slipped through but. whatever 
else is to be said for the writing here. it 
is generally in correct English 
sentences. No mean feat. that. 

Time was no doubt a limiting factor. 
but one gets the distinct impression 
that some if not all of the authors would 
have produced better work if they had 
been sent back to the drawing-board a 
time or two. In any event. if they come 
later to feel a bit uncomfortable with 
their first published works. they will be 
in good company. For so has anybody 
who has ever struggled seriously to 
convey on paper or canvas precisely 
what is on their minds or in their 
hearts. 

My bet is that the quality of their 
work will quickly improve. and that 
Mountain Magic will be one of the 
reasons.

Fishing 
Report 

Frankfort, Ky., June 9-A weekend of 
scattered thunderstorms kept fishing ac­
tivity moderate across Kentucky for the 
June 7-8 period covered by this report. 
Water temperatures at most lakes are 
approaching or have exceeded the 80 
degree mark, making summer fishing 
patterns prevalent. The lake-by-lake 
rundown, as reported by the Depart­
ment of Fish and Wildlife Resources: 

WEST: At Barkley, white bass are be­
ing taken in the jumps and by trolling. 
Largemouth bass are caught by flippin' 
around shoreline cover, and bluegill are 
showing up around willow fly hatches. 

BARKLEY: Clear to murky, stable at 
one foot above summer pool, 79 degrees. 

WEST CENTRAL: Largemouth bass 
. are generally in shallow water, with 
plastic worms and surface lures produc­
ing fish from weed beds and shoreline 
cover anywhere from two to 10 feet 
deep. Bluegill are being taken off steep 
banks on worms or crickets. 

NOLIN: Clear to murky, stable at one 
foot above summer pool and 79 degrees. 

ROUGH RIVER: Clear to murky, ris­
ing, 1-1;z feet below summer pool and 80 
degrees. 

CENTRAL: Some good strings of 
walleye were reported from Lake 
Cumberland by casting Jive night­
crawlers off rocky points (about 15 feet 
deep). Hybrid stripers are hitting lures 
trolled near the dam at Herrington, 
where channel cats are taking cut bait 
around brush piles. Plastic worms fish­
ed off points and around structures are 
the best bet at all lakes in this region. 

TAYLORSVILLE: Murky to muddy, 
stable, two feet below summer pool, 79 
degrees. 

HERRINGTON: Clear to muddy, 
stable, 10 feet below summer pool, 78 
degrees. 

GREEN RIVER: Clear to muddy, ris­
ing, three feet below summer pool, 76 
degrees . 

CUMBERLAND: Clear, stable, 12 feet 
below summer pool, 72 degrees. 

DALE HOLLOW: Clear to murky, 
stable, one foot below summer pool and

What Your Doctor May 
Not Be Telling You 

Accepting, without question, decisions 
your doctor makes about your medical 
care may be unhealthy, the June 
Reader's Digest reports. 

If you do not ask about drugs being 
prescribed for you or the reason forcer­
tain medical sts-or worse yet, if you 
blindly go a ead with surgery-you 
could come down with a case of 
"iatrogenesis," otherwise known as a 
doctor-induced illness. 

The fact that physicians can make 
people sick is rarely discussed publicly, 
though articles about tragic doctor er­
rors routinely appear in medical jour­
nals. Most people have the false sense 
of confidence that, no matter what, the 
doctor knows best. 

In truth, says Dr. David T. Nash, a 
cardiologist and clinical professor of 
medicine at Upstate Medical Center, 
University Hospital, Syracuse, N.Y., 
"Although American medicine today is 
the most technically sophisticated, it can 
also be hazardous to your health." 

The primary risks are from over­
prescription of drugs, questionable use 
of medical tests and x rays, incorrect 
diagnoses, hospital-incubated infections 
and surgery. 

According to Dr. Nash, the surest way 
to avoid becoming a victim of iatro­
genesis is for individuals to "beco~e 
more knowledgeable, active partners m 
their own health care." 

Specifically, he recommends the 
following: 

•Staying well through common-sense 
practices, rather than relying on 
medicine to cure bad habits, is your best 
guarantee to a longer, healthier life. 

•Become a vocal, informed self­
advocate in your medical care. It is your 
right to refuse any X ray, test or treat­
ment that you are not convinced is need­
ed. If your doctor does not like to be 
questioned, find another one who will ac­
cept you as a partner in your treatment. 

•Ask about any medication prescrib­
ed. Find out its name, what it is expected 
to do, what side effects it may cause and 
whether any other substances you are 
taking will interfere with it. Make sure 
you tell the doctor any drug sensitivities 
you have. Take only those drugs that are 
absolutely necessary. 

•Ask what the doctor hopes to learn 
from proposed laboratory tests or X 
rays, what the benefits and risks are, 
and the costs. What will happen if you 
do not have it done? Are there 
alternatives?

•When surgery is recommended, ask 
why. Find out if nonsurgical options are 
available and how often the particular 
opertion is performed. Other questions 
to ask: Will the surgery be done by a 
senior staff surgeon?

Acting isn't the only thing 
in Kevin Bernhardt's life

"If you see me disap­
pear from 'General Hospi­
tal,' it'll probably be by my 
own choice," states Kevin 
Bernhardt, who portrays 
Kevin O'Connor on that 
show.

By the time you read 
this, in fact, Bernhardt 
may well be off the soap, 
since O'Connor has turned 
out to be a multiple mur­
derer and Bernhardt has a 
short-term contract. 

If and when Bernhardt 
leaves "General Hospital," 
he'll certainly have other 
careers to fall back on. Be­
fore deciding to become 
an actor, he owned a used­
car lot, sold real estate 
and worked as a stockbro­
ker. Since he has become 
employed as an actor, he 
has enrolled in classes in 
scuba diving and fencing 
- and plans to enroll in a 
race-car-driving course as 
well. 

"I feel you have to have 
some other things going 
for you," says Bernhardt. 
"If you just want to be an 
actor and sit back and wait 
for your phone to ring, 
you're going to hang your­
self. Y,ou can get very 

depressed." 
"Upstate New York was 

so distant that Hollywood 
could have been on the 
moon," says Bernhardt. "I 
had never really thought of 
acting as something to 
make money at back then. 
I went through a period in 
my life where I got bored 
with the stock brokerage. 1 
was only 23 years old, and 
I realized I was worrying 
about making money. I de­
cided to give acting a shot. 
I quit work and went to 
acting classes full time. 

"I studied until I felt con­
fidant. Then I got an agent 
and a manager and start­
ed working. I feel kind of 
guilty, because most peo­
ple starve for a long time 
before they get any work. I 
starved for about three 
weeks. 

"I'm enjoying 'General 
Hospital,' " Bernhardt 
says. "I'm there to learn. 
But if I couldn't have my 
own story line, which 'Gen­
eral Hospital' has given 
me, I wouldn't want to be 
there. I don't want to be an 
extra. 

" 'General Hospital' is 
the best daytime show for 
exposure,'' he adds. "With 
the other soaps, the audi­
ence knows who you are, 
but nobody in Hollywood 
knows - or cares. 'Gen­
eral Hospital' provides a 
training ground and expo­
sure that can't be 
matched." 

On the personal side, 
Bernhardt is engaged to 
Apollonia (who portrayed 
herself on the nighttime 
soap "Falcon Crest" after 
shooting to prominence in 
Prince's film "Purple 
Rain").

The distinguished career and life of 
,Winston Churchill, whose leadership 
both in and out of office affected the 
course of history, will be the subject of 
a one-man show onpublic television.

Workers Begin Survey of Homes 
To Ready for 1990 U.S. Census 

Census Bureau workers will fan out 
across America this summer to com­
plete the 1986 National Content Survey, 
an essential part of planning by the 
Commerce Department's Census 
Bureau to determine what questions to 
ask in the 1990 nationwide census. 

Eight different questionnaires were 
used in a March mailing to about 48,000 
households-including some in this 
area-scientifically selected to repre· 
sent the U.S. population. Responses to 
various ways of asking questions and in 
what order, will play a major role in 
determing what subjects will be recom­
mended to Congress in Aprill987 for use 
in the 1990 census. 

Many completed questionnaires have 
been mailed back to the Census 
Bureau's processing center in Jefferson· 
ville, Ind. A second questionnaire was 
mailed in April to those not responding. 

driven. 
Many of the new questions were sug­

gested to the Census Bureau, during 65 
local public meetings conducted across 
the nation and attended by more than 
5,000 persons. 

The 1990 census is expected to show a 
population of 250 million compared with 
240.7 million now. It will mark the 200th 
year since the first decennial census in 
1790, when George Washington was 
president.

just published an updated version of the 
Kentucky Underground Coal Mine 
Guidebook. This is the first revision of 
the handbook since 1973; it was original­
ly prmted in 1940. Pikeville College has 
been an intergral part of this version 
through the individual contributions of 
several people; David Zegeer, Raymond 
Bradbury, Forrest Cameron, and John 
Stephens. 

David Zegeer and Raymond Bradbury 
are both past presidents of the Kentucky 
Mining Institute. Both men have also 
given generously of their time and 
resources to help further the goals of 
Pikeville College. David Zegeer 
established a special scholarship fund at 
the College, and both men have served 
on the Board of Trustees. 

The 1986 version of the handbook was 
edited by Forrest Cameron. He is an 
early graduate of the Pikeville College 
Mining Technology Program, the first 
program of its kind in the United States. 
Cameron continued his education at 
various institutions after completing the 
assoc1ate of applied science degree in 
minbing technology at Pikeville College. 

The most direct Pikeville College con­
tribution has come from faculty 
member John Stephens. Chapter 12, 
"Explosions, Fires. Mine Rescue, and 
Mine Apparatus & Instruments," is the 
product of years of experience in both 
the classroom and the mines. Stephens, 
an instructor at Pikeville College, work­
ed in the mining industry for many 
years as a safety inspector and a section 
foreman. In 1984. he joined the staff of 
Pikeville College to teach mining 
technology courses.

This handbook has been thoroughly 
revised and updated.

They're not the famous Br1tish rock 
group. but the beetles whose southern 
trek has brought them from New 
Englan.d to Kentucky are just as likely 
to bring the house down. 

Specifically. they are old house 
borers, a type of beetle the larvae of 
which eat away at the sap wood of pine 
and spruce, and occasionally hemlock, 
fir and Douglas fir. These beetles, first 
introduced into the United States from 
Europe about 100 years ago, spend 
several years in the damaging larval 
stage. And like most visitors, these 
unwelcome wanderers are likely to find 
plenty of good eating in Kentucky. 

Chris Christensen, Extension en· 
tomologist in the University of Kentucky 
College of Agriculture. said a large 
number of Kentucky farmers have us­
ed rough-hewn, untreated pine in the 
construction of their barns and other 
farm buildings. 

''And these old house borers really like 
that stuff." Christensen :::aid. 

The adult old house borer is a 1 2· to 
3 4-inch-long, slfghtly flattened, brownish 
black critter shaped more like a cricket 
than the more rotund, washtub shape 
associated with many beetles. 

''They come slightly flattened. If you 
find any you need to go ahead and flat­
ten them all the way," Christensen said. 

In June and July is when they'll be 
mating. The female will lay about 75 
eggs in two or five batches in cracks, 
crevices or between two surfaces of 
wood It is important for owners of 
buildings made of untreated wood to 
watch for these insects so they will be 
able to take preventive measures before 
the eggs hatch and infestation occurs, 
Christensen said. 

Effective treatment of an infested 
building often requires fumigation, an 
expensive undertaking. Christensen said 
lindane and chloripyrifos can be used to 
kill adult old house borers. 

Signs to watch for as indicators that 
infestation has occurred include oval 
holes in wood 3/8 inch by 1/4 inch; a
