While he was not g1ven the title. a 
high school principal was tapped by the 
Floyd Roard of Education last week for 
a position apparently equivalent to

Russell Mont Frazier. principal at 
Betsy Layne High School for the past 10 
years. was appointed as the school 
district's director of building and 
grounds and fiscal operations. Super­
intendent Rav Brackett later confirm­
ed that Fraiier's duties will be the 
same that Brackett had as assistant 
superintendent for finance The ap­
pointment of another aide frees him to 
oversee the heavy construction pro­
gram expected here in the next few 
years. the superintendent said. 

A move by a Citizens' group to 
strengthen the role of parent-teacher 
conferences in Floyd schools ran into 
an unexpected roadblock last Wed­
nesday. when a teachers· rep­
resentative said her colleagues would 
reject any suggestion that they work 
longer hours without pay 

The proposal put to the board by 
Jean Rosenberg, president of the Floyd 
County Education Forum. Inc .. would 
require parent-teacher parleys to be 
scheduled on two evenings during the 
coming school year. Parents would be 
notified of the conference dates on the 
first day of school. 

At an annual salary of $39,000-with 
an increase in the offing Frazier will 
make about $6000 more than he made 
as principal . but perhaps $5000 less 
than he might have been paid as an 
assistant superintendent. His appoint­
ment comes at the end of weeks of 
wrangling behind closed doors. much 
of it reportedly centered on the status

Drive-In Operator Struggles 
To Preserve Dying Tradition 

Once upon a time, in a land of big con­
vertibles, slicked-back hair and-some 
would have you believe-innocence, 
there was a special place for a guy to 
take his girl on the hot nights of a steamy 
summer. 

It was a place to relax, drink cokes, 
split oversized boxes of popcorn and, 
maybe, watch a movie That place, of 
course, \lias the drive·in. 

During the 195U's and '60's, drive-ins 
flourished all across America. They 
were the perfect complement to the na­
tion's love affair with the automobile, af­
fording movie-goers the paradox of 
privacy while still being "seen" by their 
peers . But in the 1970's and SO's, drive­
in popularity has suffered, their 
numbers stcad1l} dcclming This attri­
tion has been reflected locally by the 
closing m recent years of both the 
Almar. on old KY flO between Allen and 
1\fartin, and Pamtsville's Skyvicw 

But, accordmg to Jack Absher, Jr., 
operator of the Preston burg Drive In, 
open-air movie huffs have nothing to 
worry about here. 1 he drive-in is still 
alive and kicking 

Absher, who literally grew up around 
a chain of drive-ins and walk-ins owned 
by his family, took over the drive-in here 
several years ago, after returning from 
Florida, where he earned a masters 
degree from a restaurant school. His 
tenure has seen a number of promotions 
aimed at spicing up the outdoor 
theatre's popularity 

Among these have been cash give­
aways, ugly-mask contests, and, when 
showing martial arts films, karate­
demonstration contests. Rut probably 
the most popular and most 
controversial-attractwns Absher has 
promoted have been wet t·shirt and 
"sexy nightie' contests. 

Absher voluntarily stopped the racy 
promotiOns last year after pressure was 
leveled by a number of elected officials.

For DUI Conviction ... 

Evidence Must Demonstrate 
That Defendant Was Driving 

For the pur1>9se of a drunk driving 
conviction. what does it mean to be 
" driving"? 

A Fayette Circuit Court conviction 
which was reversed on appeal was 
cited by District Judge Harold Stumbo 
this week as the reason for dismissing 
or amending two drunk driving cases. 

The Fayette case involved a man 
found drunk and asleep at the wheel of 
a van parked in a motel parking lot. its 
engine runmng. the transmission in 
neutral, and the emergency brake 
engaged. In a March 21 decision, an ap­
peals court judge held that the 
Commonwealth failed to present 

enough evidence to justify a conviction 
in the case. 

That was what Judge Stumbo said of 
the case against James G. Gayheart. 
42. of Prestonsburg, who waS' arrested 
on April 14 on the Oklahoma Hollow 
road near Allen. State Trooper B. J. 
Woods said a wheel of Gayheart's car 
had dropped off the roadway and that 
the driver fell over a hill when he got 
out to mvestigate. Gayheart was 
"highly intoxicated" and registered a 
.17 percent on the Breathalyser. Woods 
said. 

Maybe so but, since the trooper had 
not seen Gayheart at the wheel and had 
no other evidence he was driving. he 
could not be convicted of drunk driv­
ing, said the Judge. dismissing the 
case 

The same was true of a case 
presented by Prestonsburg police of­
ficer Mike Meade against Darwin G. 
Quesenberry, 18. of Hueysville. who 
registered a .19 and was booked for 
DUI after allegedly hitting the gas 
pumps at the SuperAmerica station 
here and then fleeing 

When Meade came upon Quesenberry, 
he had allegedly abandoned his Camaro 
at the southern end of the Bert Combs 
bridge and was walking toward Pres­
tonsburg. Although the police officer 
said the defendant admitted driving his 
car to the point where 1t was abandon­
ed, Judge Stumbo allowed him to plead 
guilty to a reduced charge of public in­
toxication. He was ordered to pay a $10 
fine and $47.50 in court costs. 

In a plea bargain. Martin Hayden . 
28. of West Prestonsburg. who had 
been accused of a second DUI offense. 
pleaded guilty to a first offense. He was 
sentenced to seven days and ordered to 
pay $407 

In his absence. Norman D. HE."nson. 
22. of North Manchester. Ind .. was con­
victed of DUI. sentenced to 30 days, 
and ordered to pay $557. Phlilip Gene 
Booth. 36. of Hi Hat. who also failed to 
appear m court . was convicted of 
drunk dnvmg and drivmg on a 
suspended license. sentenced to 15 
da s and ordered to pay $607.

water Beach, on Florida's Gulf coast, 
Hammond claims in h1s lawsuit. 

According to the suit, the Bank 
Josephine advanced the funds. in a 
series of loans beginning in 1 !172. to con­
struct the La Sal Motel and the Five 
Palms Motel. with an appraised value 
of $1.3 million. in the seaside town in 
Pinellas County. Part of the loan 
agreement was that the bank would 
finance sale of the umts by extending 
mortgage loans to buyers.

Those who have argued that students 
should not be promoted without 
meeting certain educational criteria 
might find little comfort in a policy 
adopted Wednesday which lists four 
criteria- teacher evaluation. progress 
on skill continuums. achievement on a 
standardized test. and age but says 
promotion may be based on "two or 
more" of the criteria.

But with a large capacity like we 
have here, in a couple of nights 
everybody who wants to see the movie 
can see it," he said. 

The opening of new KY 80 several 
years ago spelled death for the Almar. 
''The main drag became a local access 
road. So what used to be a fun place to 
stop off on your way home now became 
a destination. When you start thinking 
about destinations, you start thinking 
about alternatives," said Absher. 

But Absher doesn't like to dwell on the 
negative. He prefers to remember the 
things that have made the drive-in fun 
for generations of movie-goers. "It's still 
a popular place. We do pretty well. 
Especially Sundays we draw a good 
local crowd." 

Absher agreed the drive-in has always 
had an appeal to teenagers, who helped 
create its mystique. "Probably the thing 
that was the most fun about going to the 
drive-in, was public kissing," he said. 
"Sure, you had privacy, but your friends 

. could see what you were doing." 
And, of course, there were the movies. 

These were movies that for the most 
part, you just couldn't see anywhere 
else. Such epics as "The Giant Spider In­
vasion," "The Toolbox Murders," 
"Slumber Party, 1957," "The Hills Have 
Eyes," and the list goes on and on. 

But the titles changed here last year, 
with Absher switching over to more 
standard releases from the major 
studios. "Those little studios just aren't 
making the cheapie R-rated movies 
anymore," he said. 

This Friday, Saturday and Sunday the 
marquee announces "The Money Pit" 
and "Volunteers," along with a $400 cash 
prize. You have to be present to win the 
cash, and entering once means your 
name is in the pool all summer. 

The marquee also announces radio­
sound. "That's something I'm very 
proud of," said Absher. "Very few drive­
ins have both radio and speaker sound. 
But we d'J." 

Innovations come and go, but some 
things never chapge, such as the cons­
tant vigil to m~ke sure people aren't try­
ing to sneak in without paying. 

"One of the things we always have had 
to watch out for is people trying to sneak 
their friends m the trunk of their car. 
And we're careful about making sure 
how old the kids are when a family 
comes in." Children under 12 get in free, 
and Absher says it is not unheard of for 
parents to claim that offspring above the 
age limit still qualify. 

Another favorite way for people to 
avoid paying full price has been whole 
groups piling into cars on nights when 
only the driver had to pay admission. 

The Prestonsburg drive-in has been in 
business for about 30 years. It has 
weathered controversial promotions, 
faulty equipment, and a host of maladies 
which outdoor theatres are heir to. But 
Absher says things are running smooth­
ly now, and he has no plans for shutting 
down what has become a local monu­
ment to a vanishing American institu­
tion. 

"As long as I'm around it's gonna be 
open," he said. "It's part of my life."

Magistrate DeRossett noted that while 
$2,000 each had been allocated to other 
county fire departments, the Floyd 
County Emergency and Rescue Squa• 
got nothing. Stumbo countered tha,. 
rescue squad representatives had never 
approached the fiscal court requesting 
funds. He also charged that the squad 
had not cooperated in the past with the 
local Disaster and Emergency Services 
office. 

Magistrate Owens raised the question 
of the number of county detectives on 
the payroll. While Stumbo said there 
were only two paid men, he admitted 
there were "three or four" unpai . 
detectives. 

Charging that the unpaid detectives 
were "harassing and sheriffing" people, 
Owens said, "I think the fiscal court 
should get out of this county detective 
business." Two men Owens identified as 
unpaid detectives were Bobby 
Hackworth, Jr. and Paul Hunt 
Thompson. 

Thompson said Monday that he had 
asked Stumbo to appoint him as a coun­
ty detective about a year ago, so that h. 
could better protect his IGA super­
market in Wheelwright, a city that has 
seen a number of changes in law en­
forcement personnel in recent months. 
He said, however, that he had ''never ar­
rested anybody, never even pulled 
anybody over." 

Taking strong exception to Owens' 
charges, Thompson said, "If Magistrate 
Owens made such a statement, that 
either makes him a very misinforme<:1..., 
magistrate, or a liar, or both." • 

While county workers received a six­
percent, across-the-board pay raise, 
neither the judge-executive nor the 
magistrates received a raise. A request 
by Constable Morgan Joseph for more 
pay for constables was turned down. 
Three clerks in the judge-executive's of­
fice received $1-an-hour raises 
however, over the objection of Owens: 
who also complained that Vickie 
Roberts Moore is overpaid a• 
timekeeper at the county garage A~ 
$7.30 an hour, Moore is paid at the rate 
of a heavy equipment operator. His 
truck drivers work harder but are paid 
less, Owens complained. 

When the budget was put to the vote. 
Owens voted nay and DeRossett abstain­
ed. It carried when Judge Stumbo add­
ed his vote to those of magistrates 
Caudill and Tackett. 

In other action, it was voted to allocate 
the funds necessary for improving th. 
mini-park at Garrett after Mrs. Sherry 
Howard made a strong pitch to upgrade 
the baseball field there. 

"We don't have a visitor's dugout, " 
said Mrs. Howard. "All we want is to get 
our park up to the standards of <the 
parks at) Minnie and Allen. ·• Work was 
scheduled to begin at the park Monday. 

A request from Blue River resident 
Richard Ousley for the court to reim­
burse him for gravel he applied to a 
county road near his home last winte. 
was voted down, though the 
magistrates, judge-executive and coun­
ty attorney all expressed a desire to 
help. 

Before Gerald DeRossett made a mo­
tion, seconded by Owens, to pay Ousley 
$418.49, equalling half the money he had 
spent on the project, Barber quipped, "If 
you boys think that way, you ought to do 
something about it.

Writing Sessions 
Set For Teachers 

Because of the intensive writing in­
stitutes that Kentucky teachers will be 
attending during summer vacation, 
fewer teachers will be assigning " What 
I Did During My Sumll)er Vacation" 
themes when students return to the 
classroom this fall. 

The four 1986 summer \\oriting in­
stitutes are a joint project of state 
universities and the Kentucky Depart­
ment of EducatiOn and are modeled 
after the successful Louisville Writing 
Project. 

Seven universities have agreed to hold 
similar mst1tutes during the summers of 
1987 and 1988. These universities plan to 
apply for additional funds from the Na­
tional Writing Project and become af­
filiated with it. 

·"This is another example of the 
department providing the leadership 
needed to improve instruction in the 
schools, " Superintendent of Public In­
structiOn Alice McDonald said. 

"The Kentucky Writing Institute we 
held last summer for teachers planted 
the seeds that have germinated into 
these opportunities fbr teachers 
throughout the state. " 

The 1986 summer institutes will last 
four to five weeks, and each will accom­
modate 20 participants. Each partici­
pant will receive six hours of graduate 
credit and a $500 stipend. A language 
arts background is not a prerequisite. 

The writing program, established by 
the General Assembly last summer, 
calls for training that will prepare 
teachers to offer stronger writing pro­
grams. Each university will be award­
ed $20,000 for each summer institute it 
conducts 

Participants in the projects will write 
their own compositions, learn about the 
latest research and theories on writng 
instruction, prepare teachmg materials 
to take back to their schools and develop 
formal and informal in-service pro­
grams for teachers in their local schools 
and districts.

That something was Trooper Carr­
ington's cruiser, which struck the Conn 
vehicle, knocking it about 60 feet. Both 
Mrs. Conn and Carrington agreed she 
panicked when she saw the cruiser. This 
panic resulted in Mrs. Conn applying her 
brakes and stopping with her car sitting 
cross-ways in the road. 

Carrington said he saw Mrs Conn just 
before she pulled onto the road. "She 
was looking to the left. When she look­
ed to the right, I was trying to evade 
her," he said. 

The accident was investigated by Sgt. 
Stan Farler, now a lieutenant stationed 
at the Hazard state police post. Farler 
said skid marks showed Carrington's 
cruiser slid about 84 feet before impact. 
He said that distance didn't afford 
enough room for Carrington to evade 
Mr. Conn. 

In his 11 years with the state police, 
Farler said he has investigated "10 or 
12" accidents involving troopers. He 
said in about half of these cases, the 
trooper was at fault. But " not here," he 
said. 

In response to a question by Phillip 
Damron, Mrs. Conn's attorney, Farler 
conceded he had never testified in court 
against a trooper. 

Though witnesses established it was 
turned on at the time of the wreck, Mrs. 
Conn said she did not see the cruiser's 
blue-light flashing. Damron tried to 
establish that Carrington should have 
used his siren and flashing headlights, 
but Carrington and Farler said it is not 
standard operating procedure to use 
these devices when chasing a speeding 
motorist. 

Carrington said that just prior to the 
accident he had been travelling north on 
lJ.S . 23, when he clocked a maroon 
Monte Carlo heading south at 74 mph. 
He turned to follow the car and travell­
ed JUSt over a mile when the accident 
occurred. 

He estimated his speed at 65 or 70 mph 
at the time of the accident. 

At the time of the accident. Carrington 
was stationed at KSP Post 9, Pikeville. 
He now works out of the Ashland post.

C & 0 Hearing Set 
By RR Commission 

A formal hearing will be conducted by 
the Kentucky Railroad Commission, Ju­
ly 15, regarding the failure of C & 0 
Railroad to comply with directives 
issued by the Commission for the in· 
stallation of safety bars and safety lights 
at Tram. 

Upon receipt of a petition from ap­
proximately 200 residents affected by 
the unsafe condition at Tram, the Com­
mission conducted an investigation in­
to the complaint. On January 20, C & 0 
Railroad was instructed to install the 
necessary equipment to correct the un­
safe and hazardous condition and was 
given 30 to 60 days to complete the work 
required by the Commission. The Com· 
mission has now learned that the orders 
and directives issued have been totally 
ignored by the railroad management 
and C & 0 Railroad has been ordered to 
appear before the Commission, July 15, 
in Frankfort, to explain why no action 
has been taken upon the complaint and 
why the orders of the Commission have 
been ignored. 

The Department of Transportation 
has vigorusly opposed the efforts of the 
Kentucky Railroad Commission in com­
pelling C & 0 Railroad to install the 
needed equipment. "This Commission 
will not allow the safety of residents of 
Floyd & Pike counties to be sacrificed 
and ignored,'' stated Chairman Jimmy 
Turner. 

All interested parties are invited to at· 
tend the open hearing which will be con­
ducted on the 4th floor of the State Of­
fice Building in Frankfort, Kentucky at 
10 a .m. Thursc!ay, July 15. The commis­
sion will hear five other matters regar­
ding violations of safety throughout the 
'qmmonwealth.

Prepare your child 
for School 

1. A law passed by the 19861egislature requires 
parents of children entering school for the first 
time in Fall of 1986 to present a certified copy 
(full size) of the child's Birth Certificate. 
A Blue Card from the Health Department will 
not meet this requirement. 
Applications for birth certificates are available 
at the Floyd County Health Department, the 
principal's office of your school, or at the Board 
of Education's Central Office. There is a $5.00 
charge for Certified Birth Certificates. 

2. Each child enrolled in the Floyd County School 
System this fall (1986) MUST present the prin­
cipal or head teacher with a Kentucky Im­
munization Certificate. This certificate must 
be signed by a physician, clinic or local health 
department, and it must list the immunizations 
':Yhich the child has completed. 

3. Each child entering the Floyd County School 
System for the first time (Kindergarten, or

Due 
to numerous due process hearings and 
the involvement of Protection and Ad­
vocacy, the school system hired me to 
help them create an educational en­
vironment within that dassroom that 
met the legal and educational re­
quirements that those children are 
guaranteed under federal law. 

My work in Floyd county is drawing 
to a close and l would like to let the com­
munity know my feelings regarding the 
situation 

l The work of Ogie Slone, Special 
Education Coordinator for the county, 
should not go unnoticed. She took a posi­
tion with the board of education and was 
immediately confronted with numerous 
due process hearings. It was she that 
was instrumental in hiring me to help 
alleviate some of the problems that were 
occurring. Since then, Ms. Slone has 
repeatedly tried to recruit certified 
teachers for classrooms throughout the 
county. She worked cooperatively and 
diligently to try to establish a model pro­
gram within Floyd county. 

2. The current teacher within the 
classroom, Ms. Hutchinson, also 
deserves much credit as do the 
classroom staff with which she works. 
Accepting a position under such condi­
tions shows the commitment that she 
feels toward children and teaching. 
Much progress has been made within 
that classroom that has postively af­
fected the development of those 
children. 

3. The parents also should be con­
gratulated. They pushed and were 
diligent in their efforts to obtain for their 
children the SE'rvices that they need and 
that are required by law.

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Questions EPA Values 
One of the criticisms of the concern-

ed citizens against the placement of a 
hazardous waste incinerator is that we 
are a bunch of alarmists. It's been 
pointed out that none of us are experts

in hazardous waste disposal and hold no 
degrees in engineering or chemistry . • 
We're told to put our trust in the govern 
ment and the Environmental Protection 
Agency 

Let me share with you conclusions 
drawn from a study done by the En­
vironmental Effects, Transport and 
Fate Committee, Science Advisory 
Board, on the incineration of ltquid 
hazardous wastes, April1985. The study 
looked at the rotary kiln type of in­
cmerator. The same design used at 
L.W D. in Calvert City and the propos- . 
ed PyroChem incinerator at Lawrence 
County. 

Conclusion: Based on the data submit­
ted for its review and observations made 
during site visits of operating facilities, 
the Committee is concerned, in the 
absence of qualified on-site inspectors, 
about the reliability of operating large 
scale land based incinerators. 

Conclusion: To monitor whether or not 
liquid hazardous wastes were destroyed • 
in the incineration process, the approach 
emphasizes the elimination of several 
pre-selected compounds in the waste 
and does not fully address either partial 
oxidation or chemical recombinations, 
either of which may create new toxic 
compounds in the incineration process. 
To date, only a very small portion of the 
compounds found in emissions from in­
cinerators have been identified 
qualitatively or quantitatively. As a con­
sequence, the Committee finds the con­
cept of destruction efficiency used by the 
E.P.A. to be incomplete and not useful 
for subsequent exposure assessments. 

Conclusion: Assessing the transport 
and fate of chemicals released into the 
environment is a necessary precondition 
for estimating probable exposures to 
various organisms and for calculating 
the potential for adverse effects. E.P .A. 
should include both the chemical and 
physical characteristics of emitted com­
pounds in the development of exposure • 
estimates. Calculations can result by 
direct measurements or by computer 
simulation coupled with laboratory or 
field verification. The Committee found 
that the E.P.A. had evaluated these 
phenomena for land based incinerators 
essentially on the basis of computer 
modeling alone with little or no field 
verification. In the case of ocean based 
incinerators, the Committee found the 
field measurements to be largely 
inadequate. • 

Conclusion: E.P.A. has not made the 
fullest use of existing modeling techni­
ques to evaluate the transport, fate, and 
effects of incinerator products in ter­
restrial systems. Thus, subsequent 
Agency exposure assessments to biota 
and humans in the ecosystem are 
unreliable. 

Conclusion: The toxicities of emis­
sions and effluents from land based in­
cinerators are largely unknown. 

This advisory board was Congres­
sionally established and consisted of in­
dependent scientists and engineers who 
provided scientific advice to the E.P.A. 
Administrator on a number of issues 
before the Agency. I have shared with 
you some of the main points in the 
report. My own conclusion is that the 
E P A. has again pushed a method of 
waste disposal that is a cheap means of 
disposal for corporate America, with lit-
tle regard for the health and safety of the . 
citizens of this land.

"No 
teacher with 25 pupils can elicit as much 
enthusiasm for learning as an attentive 
parent who beams when a child comes 
up with a correct answer ." 

Other activities suggested by Sava: 
Use those pap1er-mache and plastic 

egg cartons as planters to stimulate 
children's interest in science. Slice the 
carton crosswise, forming six pairs of 
two-pod planters, fill with soil and seed, 
then place each pair in a different loca­
tion (on a sunny ledge, on a table distant 
from any window. on a closet shelf>, so 
youngsters can observe the differential 
effects of sun, shade, and darkness on 
growth. Vary the experiment by water­
ing some plants every other day, some 
weekly, some not at all. Have the kids 
measure, record, and discuss the 
results.

Military Museum 
Seeks Past Relics 

Do you have a Civil War uniform 
hanging in your closet? A Kentucky Ri­
fle? Souvenirs of Kentuckians who serv­
ed with the National Guard in Korea or 
Vietnam? If so, the staff of the Kentucky 
Military History Museum in Frankfort 
would appreciate hearing from you. 

The Military History Museum, the 
state's principal exhibit of material 
bearing on Kentucky's long heritage of 
involvement in American military 
history, is actively soliciting new acquis 
tions for its collections. Although the 
facility holds a large number of 
weapons, uniforms, and other military 
relics, it always seeks to acquire items 
relevant to its theme of Kentuckians in 
the military. 

The staff is especially eager to obtain 
1tems assoc1ated w1th .the Kentucky 
Miliha and State Guard during the 19th 
century, materials used by Kentuckians 
on either side during the Civil War, and 
Kentucky Rifles, especially those that 
retain their flintlock firing mechanisms. 
Although more than 40 Kentuckians 
have received the Medal of Honor, the 
nation's highest decoration, the museum 
does not own a single one of their 
medals. If there is one item most 
coveted by the museum, it is a helmet 
worn by the Louisville Legion <1st Ken­
tucky Infantry Regiment> during the 
1880s. These white pitch helmets 
featured brass insignia and long white 
feather plumes. Not everything can be 
accepted, of course, but persons having 
items they might be willing to donal~ 
should feel free to contact the museum . 

The Kentucky Military History 
Museum, located in the Old State 
Arsenal in Frankfort, is jointly ad­
ministered by the Kentucky Historical 
Society and the Kentucky National 
Guard. The museum is a non-profit in­
stitution, so donors may qualify for 
federal tax benefits if they make 
outright gifts . Loans of material for 
specific periods of time can be arrang­
ed as well Inquiries should be directed 
to the museum at P.O. Box H, 
Frankfort, Kentucky , 40601. The

GOING INTO BUSINESS? 
Do you get a tax deduction for starting a new business? Do 

you have "pre-opening" expenses or "post-opening" expenses? 
Are you investigating a new business or are you transacting 
business? Are you engaged in a hobby or in a business? 

These questions are raised by the Internal Revenue Service 
to determine whether you have a current deduction on your tax 
return, an expenditure which is required to be capitalized and 
written off later, or a non-deductible expenditure. 

Losses from an activity "not engaged in for profit" (hobby 
losses) are generally deductible only to the extent of income from 
that activity. If you have a profit in two out of five consecutive 
years, your activity will probably not be considered a hobby. 

Taxpayers who incur "start-up" expenses for a business and 
who actually end up in that trade or business may elect to write 
off the start-up costs over a period of sixty months. Start-up costs 
include all those expenses incurred before business actual ly 
begins. Once you start transacting business, these same types of 
expenses become current deductions against your taxable income. 

What happens to these expenditures if the business never 
develops? If you completely abandon a project, your expenses 
cannot be treated as business expenses. Because many " would 
be" business ventures never materilize, perhaps one should con 
sider incurring all of these investigative expenditures under a cor 
porate entity with a specia l provision referred to as Code Section 
1244 Stock. under this provision, an individual may deduct up to 
$100,000 in any one year. Furthermore, the deduction is treated 
as an "ordinary loss." This is the preferred tax treatment since 
it gives you a dollar for dollar offset against taxable income.

Cancer Hopeline 
QUESTION: I recently read about a 

new scanning technique called "MRI", 
which is used to detect cancer and other 
noncancerous conditions. What is 
"MRI"? Is it like x-rays and CT scans? 
Are there any risks from it, such as the 
risk of radiation'? 

ANSWER: MRI <Magnetic Reson­
ance lmagingJ is a new diagnostic 
technique. Although still experimental, 
MRI is already providing useful for the 
diagnosis of cancer and other conditions. 
Unlike x-rays and CT scans, MRI scan­
ners do not use radiation or injected con­
trast agents <such as dyes or radioactive 
chemcials l. Instead, MRI uses very 
powerful magnets and radiowaves. 

The pictures from MRI scanners look 
at first glance hkc CT scans. but they 
contain additional information. Both CT 
scans and MRI give information about 
the shape and structure of different 
organs, but MRI can give and show dif­
ferences between normal and cancerous 
cells in some organs, which may not be 
detected by other tests 

MRI initially has proved most useful 
for showing tumors of the brain and 
spinal cord. Unlike CT scans or x-rays, 
this technique can "see through" bone£, 
providing a clearer image of the tumor 
in these areas. Because MRI does not 
provide a good image of bone, CT scans 
and x rays are better for studying bone 
tumors. 

MRI is also useful for planning the ex­
tent and type of treatment needed. For 
example, for patients who have been 
diagnosed with tumors in the soft tissue 
of the arms and legs, .MRI can show the 
extent of the tumor and ils relationship 
to blood vessels in the area. This helps 
the surgeon to plan an operation which 
removes all of the tumor, but preserves 
as much normal tissue and function as 
possible. 

Thusfar. MRI is thought to be a very 
safe procedure for most patients. The 
only known risk is for those patients who 
have a cardtac pacemaker, since these 
may be damaged by the strong magnets 
used in MRI. Patients who have certain 
permanent surgical clips may also be at 
risk. If you have had surgery using any 
permanent clips. staples. or JOtnl 
replacements, you should inform your 
doctor before MRI scanner is used 

MHI is a very promising diagnoshc 
tool which is certain to have a major im­
pact m the medical field in vears to 
come. Because this technique i~ still ex­
perimental, and very expensive, it is not 
yet widely available. In those places in 
which ilts available. it is only being us 
ed in additiOn to standard diagnoshc 
tests.

But unlike many other 
top-flight movie stars, she 
has never shied away from 
television. "I did 'After the 
Fall' and 'Aimee Semple 
McPherson' and other 
things that would not have 
worked as films because 
they were not big enough 
subjects for it," says 
Dunaway. "But for televi­
sion they were perfect." 

On Sunday, Monday 
and Tuesday, June 29, 
June 30 and July 1, one of 
Dunaway's television pro­
jects, the sprawling mini­
series "Ellis Island," will 
be rebroadcast. 

Throughout her career, 
Dunaway has made a point 
of returning periodically to 
the stage. "I started on the 
stage," she says. "And if I 
hadn't done the stage be­
fore 1 did films, I think I 
would have been lost. I've 

also found that by going · 
back to the stage you 
strengthen everything. 
Movies for some reason 
are a taking out of emo­
tions and technique. With 
stage, having to make it 
alive and .real every night 
puts them back in." 

But Dunaway has no in­
tention of forsaking mov­
ies for the stage. "Both are 
tough," she says. "I don't 
know which I prefer, actu­
ally. They feed each other. 

"I think television -
video - is a very impor­
tant area right now," she 
adds. "It's something that 
won't take the place of 
movies, but it certainly will 
change the face of movies. 
There's so much material. 
And I think another impor­
tant thing that's happen­
ing is low~budget films. It's 
possible to take more 
chances on material if you 
spend less money." 

Like many other ac­
tresses, she has started 
taking a more active role in 
developing projects for 
herself than she did in the 
past. "Like everything in . 
life, you've got to do it 
yourself," she says. "You 
can't expect other people 
to be mind readers. And 
it's fun to be in from the 
beginning rather then to 
come in later and try to fix 
something." 

Right now, she's looking 
for a good comedy. "I 
want to show the juiciness, 
the lightness and the en­
joyment of life," she says, 
"as opposed to playmg 
driven dehumanized 
characters.''

Billboard Law 
To Be Enforced 

Faced with the threatened loss of 
millions of dollars in federal highway 
money, the Kentucky Transportation 
Cabinet is taking renewed steps to en-

,.. force the state's billboard law and 
regulations. 

Transportation Secretary C. Leslie 
Dawson said the state is obligated by its 
agreement with the Federal Highway 
Administration, which the state entered 
into in 1967 and is still binding, to clear 
the interstates and the primary and 
secondary roads of illegal signs. Failure 
to do so could result in the loss of $20 
million a year in federal road funds to 
Kentucky. 

The Secretary has directed the 
Cabinet's 12 District Highway Offices to 
begin an immediate inventory of illegal 
advertising devices on interstate and 
federal-aid primary routes. 

Those devices located on the right of 
way are to be removed immediately, 
Dawson said, while the owners of illegal 
devices located off the right of way will 
be sent notices to remove the signs 
within 30 days. Failure to comply will 
result in legal action for removal. 

Following the initial inventory and 
removal efforts, Dawson said, periodic 
checks will continue statewide to ensure 
future compliance.

Long, Hot Summer 
Can Be Dangerous 

The heat and humidity of the final 
days of spring may be pointing to a long, 
hot summer for Kentucky in 1986. With 
that in mind. the Department for Health 
Services is issuing its annual warning 
about heat stress, which was a factor m 
the deaths of four Kentuckians last year. 

Outdoor recreation and work in the 
summer. are inevitable, and so is the 
potential for suffering heat exhaustion 
or heat stroke, said Ward Hinds, M.D., 
state epidemiologist. While both condi­
tions are hazardous to a person's health. 
Heat stroke can kill. 

''Being able to spot the difference bet­
ween heat exhaustion and heat stroke 
and knowing first-aid methods can mean 
the difference between life and death," 
said Hinds. He offered the following in­
formation on identifying and treating the 
two conditions. 
HEAT STROKE: 

The victim's skin feels very hot and 
dry to the touch; the skin may appear 
flushed. then turn gray. Heat stroke is 
a breakdown in the body's ability to 
carry off heat through perspiration. thus 
the hot, dry feel of the skin. 

The victim's internal temperature 
rises quickly-fevers as high as 111 
degrees have been documented. 

The victim may seem confused or 
delirious at first but eventually loses 
consciousness. 

Bystanders must summon medical 
help and act immediately to lower the 
victim's temperatures. This can be ac­
complished by several methods: cover 
the person's body with ice; bathe the vic­
tim with water or other cold liquid; wrap 
the person in wet sheets and fan the sur­
rounding air. The victim's legs and arms 
should be rubbed vigorously to get the 
colder blood circulating throughout the 
body. 

If convulsions occur, place a handker­
chief or some other soft object between 
the victim's teeth to help prevent injury 
HEAT EXHAUSTION: 

The victim's skin feels moist or clam­
my with perspiration. 

The victim may be nauseated, have 
headache, or be confused or dizzy. 

The person should be moved to a cool 
place and given liquids containing a 
small amount of salt. Symptoms of heat 
exhaustion usually disappear as the 
body's water and sail losses are 
replaced. 

If the victim lapses into a coma. 
vomits repeatedly or cannot drink , do 
not try to give liquids. Get medical help. 

Heat stress can be avoided, Hinds 
said. by avoiding over-exertion or pro 
longed exposure to extremely hot and 
humid weather. High humidity can 
cause problems even when the air 
temperature seems moderate, he said 

.. Anybody who must be outside in hot 
weather should take frequent breaks in 
a cool place and drink plenty of liquids," 
said Hinds. "Elderly people and people 
w.tth heart problems should be especial­
lv careful." 
-Hinds cautions against drinking 

alcoholic beverages as the primary 
sources of liquids during hot and humid 

spells. Drinking alcoholic beverages, in­
cluding beer, tends to increase urina· 
tion. thus increasing the possibility of 
dehydration. The dehydration that 
might occur could offset any advantage 
that the intake of liquids would offer, he 
said. 

Never secure wrappings around silver 
with rubber bands. A deadly enemy of 
silver, rubber can corrode it in a few 
weeks through layers of paper or cloth. 
A corrosion line etched into the silver 
may be permanent.

Wild hors~ ~lated to be brought to Rio 
Grande, Ohio and put up for adoption as 
part of the first Wild Horse and Burro 
Expo July :3-6 have been captured by the 
Department of the Interior's Bureau of 
Land Management c BLM l . Using a 
blend of old and new techniques, 
cowboys on horseback and in a 
helicopter drove the horses into a trap, 
then trucked them to a temporary 
hojding corral in Nebraska . Each horse 
is then "freeze branded" and examined 
by a veterinarian to determine its age 
and insure its soundness and good 
health. Any necessary medical treat­
ment is administered and all the inocula· 
lions required for interstate shipment 
are given. A record of each animal's 
medical history is provided to adopters 
to assist in establishing a good health 
care program. 

Approximately 200 of these horses and 
75 wild burros will be trucked to Bob 
Evans Farm in Rio Grancte. Ohio for the 
Expo. People who promise to give good 
homes to the animals may apply for as 
many as four. To qualify, applicants 
must have suitable transport, facilities 
and means for caring for wild horses or 
burros. An adoption fee of $125 per horse 
and $75 per burro is required. Applica­

Infectious Hepatitis

Your veterinarian frequently recom­

mends that your pet get his shots on a 
regular basis. Still, it's sometimes temp­
ting to try to get by without maintaining 
the inoculations, either because of in­
convenience or because of what you 
think might be economics. 

Pet owners should be aware of the 
seriou~ consequences which can result 
when disease prevention measures are 
ignored, before they determine whether 
to bypass inoculations or the advice of 
the veterinarian. 

A case in point is canine infectious 
hepatitis . 

Research indicates that 75 percent of 
all dogs under one year of age are ex­
posed to this highly contagious viral 
disease. The death rate among puppies 
and young dogs is extraordinarily high, 
but declines to about 10 percent in older 
dogs. 

This particular strain of hepatitis does 
not affect humans, though in dogs it 
varies considerably in severity. 

Symptoms generally begin with a high 
fever, which may be short lived or may 
drop and return after a day or so. If the 
fever lasts more than a day, a reduction 
in the white blood count occurs. 

Conjunctivitis will develop, along with 
loss of appetite and weight loss , thirst, 
serious discharge from the eyes and 
nose. as well as apathy and listlessness. 
Tonsils may become enlarged, the head, 
neck or trunk may swell and vomiting 
may occur. 

Blood clotting ability may be affected, 
with spontaneous hematomas and 
bleeding from the gums. 

Treatment for infected dogs is 
available, but expensive. Blood transfu· 
sions and dextrose are sometimes used, 
as well as broad spectrum antibiotics. 

Though early symptoms may resem· 
ble distemper or lef>tospirosis, they ap· 
pear suddenly and develop quickly. Suc­
cessful treatment also depends upon 
quick response and correct diagnosis. 

On the other hand, an effective and 
long-lasting vacc:ination against infec· 
tious hepatitis is available and can be us­
ed safely on puppies as young as ten 
weeks of age. It is much cheaper than 
treatment of the disease itself. 

Next time your veterinarian advises 
a series of inoculations, don't ignore his 
advice without asking questions. Get to 
the nitty-gritty. Ask him how prevalent 
the disease inoculated against really is 
in your area, what the chances of sur­
vival will be if your animal contracts the 
disease. and what the cost of treatment 
w1ll be. Then ask him the cost of the 
vaccination. 

You might be surprised at the honest 
answers you' ll get.
