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Surface Mine Rules 
Controversy Growing 
Environmental, 
Coal Interests 
Are In Conflict 

Recent weeks have brought reports 
of new fighting on an old battleground . 

• with the coal industry, environmental­
ists. and state and federal regulators 
caught in a four-way struggle that 
some hope may yet be resolved by 
negotiation. 

Among the most recent skirmishes: 
-A week ago, House Majority 

Leader Greg Stumbo was in Washing­
ton for talks with officials of the U.S. 
Office of Surface Mining COSMl. the 
federal agency which is growing 
increasingly skeptical of Kentucky's 
will to enforce surface-mining regul­
ations but which Stumbo and some 
other state legislators think may be 
singling this state out for unjustifiably 
strict enforcement. 

-A couple of days later. Pikeville 
Rep. Herbie Deskins said he wanted to 
hold public hearings here to invest­
igate complaints by Kentucky coal 
operators that state and federal inspec­
tors are stricter m Kentucky than in 
neighboring states. 

-At the same time. the General Ac­
counting Office of Congress issued a 
report that the reclamation bonds 
posted by coal operators to insure that 
the environment is restored after min­
ing are inadequate to get the job done. 

-And three environmentalist groups 
were persuaded by state officials to 
delay for a week the filing of a suit 
charging that OSM has failed to 
oversee various states' regulatory pro­
grams. 

All were signs of a growing con­
troversy over the entorcement of sur­
face mining rules. and particularly 
over the effectiveness of Kentucky's 
four-year-old "primacy" program. 
under which the state has primary 
responsibility for regulating strip 
mines. 

The conflict is one that many coal 
operators say leaves them caught in 
the crossfire. The threat of suits by 
environmental groups-like the Ken­
tucky Resources Council. the League 
of Kentucky Sportsmen, and the Na­
tional Wildlife Federation. which have

May Bow To Automation 

Although postal officials are hand­
ling the news as if it were a state 
secret. the possible closing of the 
78-year-old post office at Emma will 
not apparently occasion great mourn­
ing. 

An,d that may be as much a sign of 
the times as of the demographic and 
economic statistics cited by postal of­
ficials in deciding these matters. 

For, while no one denies that a 
valuable human element would be lost 
with the closing of the tiny facility 
tacked onto one end of Ruth Wedding­
ton's anc1ent grocery store. most ap­
pear satisfied that the loss would be 
more than offset by the convenience of 
the "neighborhood lock boxes'' the 
US. postal service is thinking of pro­
viding in its stead. 

Bonnie Walters-who retired as post­
master Monday after· nearly 20 years 
on the iob and within weeks of her 67th 
birthday- has her own reasons for 
missing the place. lt's only about the 
size of the average kitchen and lacks 
the amenities of its modern counter· 
parts "But I'll miss seeing all mv 
friends," she said last week. 

Not for Emma the compact. stream· 
lined scales that weigh a package. 

figure the second-class rate to Hong 
Kong, and compute the postage. all at 
the touch of a button. At Emma they do 
it the old way, heaving a package up 
onto a cumbersome scale that might 
have been invented by Ben Franklin 
and that takes up more room than can 
be spared in the cramped space behind 
the counter, adding iron weights until 
the scales are even. and then figuring 
the rate and postage from a well­
thumbed manual. 

The Emma post office boasts only 
seven customer mailboxes. most of 
them handed down in long-established 
families. and at least one of them in· 
operable because the lessor has long 
since forgotten the combination of thf' 
lock. But some 73 "general delivery" 
customers are still served by the post 
office. and most of them can be ex· 
pected to pay a daily visit and swap the 
day's news. 

Not that there is much space for 
socializing. The small area set asidE' 
for customers is dominated by a pot 
bellied stove that the lucky few get to 
huddle around m winter. But. for the 
rest of the year. there are seats outs1dE'

McDonald Letter 
Not Offensive 

He does not know if he will attend a 
fund-raiser to which he has been in 
vi ted by the Friends of Alice McDonald 
committee or whether he will try to sell 
tickets to the reception, Floyd Schools 
Superintendent Ray Brackett said this 
week . But the Floyd school chief said 
he saw nothmg improper about the 
solicitation and did not feel pressured 
by it 

In a move that provoked widely dif­
ferent reactions among local school of­
ficials. state Superintendent for Public 
Instruction Alice McDonald's cam­
paign for lieutenant-governor recently 
invited the superintendents to a July 22 
reception, including with each letter 20 
tickets to be sold for $50 each. 

Responses among superintendents 
interviewed ranged from those who 
said they were happy to contribute to 
Mrs. McDonald's political campaign to 
those who threw the tickets in the 
wastebasket. As of Monday. Supt 
Brackett had neither discarded nor 
tried to sell the tickets, which were still 
on his desk, tied with a rubber band. 

" I didn't find it offensive," Brackett 
said of the solicitation. "I don't feel 
under pressure. I get this kind of letter 
all the time from different politicians. 
It's a common practice." 

Brackett said he had not yet decided 
whether he would attend the reception 
at Louisville's Executive Inn West or 
whether he would try to sell the tickets 
he had received. "I just haven't given 
much thought to it one way or the 
other." he said. 

McDonald said superintendents 
should feel no pressure to donate to her 
campaign. However, Bullitt County 
Superintendent Frank Hatfield said 
there is " always a subtle hint of 
pressure" when a fund-raising letter 
comes from a person able to influence 
what happens in a school district. and 
Dot Ridings, chairman of the Prichard 
Committee for Academic Excellence. 
said. "I think this clearly is a case of 
bad judgment. .. This is what we've 
been talking about when we talk about 
political pressure on our school ad­
ministrators." 

For his part Brackett said.

City officials and civic leaders are 
gearing up to make application for Pres­
tonsburg to become a member city of 
the Mamstreet program. 

Mayor Ann Latta has formed a task 
force of local business leaders to define 
the city's strengths and weaknesses. 
Among the issues they are studying are 
how to best capitalize on Prestonsburg's 
history, locatiOn and unique features. 

If Prestonsburg is selected for par 
ticipation in the project, it will receive 
either mtensive technical assistance or 
a matching funds grant for use in pay­
ing the salary of a downtown manager. 

The downtown manager-not to be 
confused with the position of city 
administrator- has been described as 
part watchman, part ombudsman, and 
part cheerleader. This person will be 
concerned not only with increasing sales 
or cleaning streets, but also with park­
ing, financing , economic development 
and physical design. 

The Mainstreet program in Kentucky 
is maintained by the Kentucky Heritage 
Council, which says that the biggest pro­
blem facing downtowns is one of image. 
They have come up with a four-point 
plan to help alleviate such problems for 
Mainstreet cities. The remedies include 
improving communication between 
downtown business leaders and city of­
ficials ; promoting the downtown section 
as a unit ; updating downtown design, 
ranging from signs, storefronts and 
public spaces to modern merchandising 
dis~la~; an? economic restructuring, 
beg1nnmg With an economic and market 
analysis to determine the best course for 
future development. 

At a public meeting last Thursday at 
city hall , a number of business leaders 
discussed the city's strengths and 
weaknesses, and offered suggestions on 
how Prestonsburg could improve. 

Strengths seen by the merchants in­
cluded the city's friendly atmosphere, 
attractive shops, and the feeling of 
security provided by the small-town 
environment. 

Among suggestions for improvement 
were the additions of walking and bicy­
cle trails, a youth center, and a bowling 
alley. More promotion of Jenny Wiley 
State Park, particularly the amphi­
theatre, was said to be necessary, as 

was finding a solution to traffic-flow 
problems, establishing a health center, 
making better use of existing buildings, 
particularly vacant top-floors and, 
perhaps most importantly, having a pro­
fessional building downtown. 

One of the biggest problems facing 
downtown, said Playhouse Restaurant 
owner Bill Ray Collins, arose when the 
Prestonsburg General Hospital closed 
and Highlands Regional Medical Center 
began caring for people outside the ci 
ty. Other merchants agreed that a pro­
fessional building leased to physicians 
and dentists would do more than would 
promotions to bring people back to town. 

The merchants also bemoaned the 
fact that so many local landmarks had 
disappeared over the years. When City 
Councilwoman Margie Osborne men­
tioned the old Garfield P lace, someone 
piped in, "Better ask Burl Wells 
(Spurlock) about that," referring to con­
struction of the new First Common­
wealth Bank building on the Arnold 
Avenue site of the house in which the 
civil war general and later president 
stayed briefly during a battle in the 
area. 

If Prestonsburg is chosen to par­
ticipate in the program, it must agree 
to make a two-year commitment. This 
becomes especially important if the 
city receives matching funds, as the 
funds will likely be available for only one 
year. 

Ten cities are expected to be chosen 
to particpate this year, with seven 
receiving funding, and three technical 
assistance. These cities will join Bowl­
ing Green, Carrollton , Maysville, 
Hopkinsville, Paducah, Owensboro, 
Frankfort, Shelbyville, Winchester, Cov­
ington and Somerset in the program.

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given notice that they are ready for a 
court battle over the enforcement of 
strip mine law- has heightened the 
tension between OSM and the state 
Cabmet for Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection. the 
operators say. with the result that they 
are being "regulated out of business." 

That was the message delivered last 
week by four industry groups to the 
General Assembly's interim joint Com­
mittee on :-latural Resources and 
Environment. of which Deskins is 
chairman. "Recent changes in policy 
and attitude lof state regulatory of· 
ficials l . . are threatening to further 
endanger an already ailing coal in­
dustry." an industry release said. 

Moreover. said Pikeville attorney 
Charles Baird, who represents one of 
the coal groups. some operators feel 
that the federal regulatory agency 
"has singled out Kentucky for more 
stringent oversight ." As it is inter­
preted and applied by OSM. Baird 
claimed. primacy is nothing more than 
dual enforcement a reverting to the 
situation that existed here before the 
state obtained primacy. 

"We understand that OSM is approv­
ing certain practices in other states but 
not m Kentucky. We are asking the 
joint committee to check this out and 
e1ther confirm or disprove it." said 
Baird. who represents Coal Operators 
and Associates. Inc .. a Pikeville-based 
group "If there are unfair burdens be­
ing placed on coal companies in Ken­
tucky. they need to be removed for the 
future health and wellbeing of the en­
tire state as well as the coal industry ... 

But what Baird criticizes as dual 
enforcement an env1ronmental at­
torney in Frankfort descnbes as "dual 
non-enforcement " Tom FitzGerald. 
who represents the Kentucky 
Resources Council. charged recently 
that state inspectors are not adequate­
ly trained to see violations and that 
some operators ''have walked away 
from their responsibilities" to restore 
the environment. 

A particular bone of contention for 
environmentalists are abuses of two­
acre permits in Kentucky. which they 
claim are not being thoroughly invest­
igated and which some see being clean­
ed up only if federal officials take over 
regulation of the state's two-acre pro­
gram. 

That kind of criticism is unfair. 
counters state Natural Resources 
Secretary Charlotte Baldwin. "We are 
vigorously enforcing the surface­
mining Jaw and actively prosecuting 
violators." she was quoted as saying in 
a Lexington Herald-Leader story this 
week. 

But the same story. by Herald­
Leader business writer Alecia Swasy. 
quoted William Brown. an attorney 
with the Appalachian Research and 
Defense Fund. as charging that the 
coal industry has been pampered by 
state officials who "want to keep the 
coal industry moving." 

Brown does not deny the industry's 
economic importance to the region but 
contends, in a summary statement that 
goes to the heart of the present con­
troversy. that " the jobs provided in no 
way justify the long-term damage done 
to the environment."

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After the vote. a spokesman for the 
Harlan local said he hoped the hospital 
chain would neither hire new workers 
nor encourage workers to cross picket 
lines until both sides could return to the 
bargaining table. But the ARH director 
of labor relations said no further talks 
were planned. 

While ARH had held off on rehiring 
or newly hiring workers until after Fri ­
day's vote. the hospital chain said it in­
tended to rehire union members who 
wanted to return to their jobs and to 
hire permanent replacements for those 
who did not 

The striking workers included licens· 
ed practical nurses. X-ray and 
laboratory technicians. and food · 
service a~d maintenance employees 
making up about two-thirds of the 
hospital chain's employees.

areas: and a raised construction could 
both pose some design problems and 
interfere with the operation of school in 
the existing building 

An architect is currently assessing 
the pros and cons of building on the ex­
isting site and another site is also being 
considered. Brackett said. 

The first offer of assistance under 
the construction commission program 
will be made officially on July 15 . after 
which the local school district will have 
30 days to accept it or not. The $11 
million allocated to Floyd county will 
be raised by bond sales and will 
become available to the school district 
during the coming fiscal year. The 1986 
General Assembly authorized a S15 
million debt service for the commis­
sion. enabling it to sell about $150 
mllion in bonds under current market 
conditions. 

Bob Spillman. executive director of 
the commission. said about 100 school 
districts applied for the funds . The 
money is available to school districts 
that have met the required minimum 
local effort. "We want to assist those 
districts that expended most. if not all. 
or their funds and have no way of rais­
ing the additional capital to meet their 
needs." he said 

School district allocations are d£>ter­
mined by the comm1s 1on using a for­
mula that considers each district's 
unmet needs and the total debt servic-e

That's the kind or thing you'd think 
someone like Dean Merritt mtght be up 
in arms about He helped put in one of 
the outside benches and has spent a 
good many hours keeping it warm But 
he's not about to launch a "save the 
post office" crusade The way he sees 
it. the loss of a place to meet friends is 
pretty much compensated for by the 
advantage of a street-comer box where 
vou can mail and pick up your letters 
24 hours a day . 

In fact. one of the few champions of 
the local post office is a postal officer 
whose intelligence-gathering last week 
might weU result in the Emma office 
being closed down. 

If that happens-and the decision 
will be made in Ashland and Charles­
ton. not locally. he notes-it will be for 
economic reasons Les Nelson hopes the 
public will understand. For a quarter 
of the annual salary of a postmaster. 
he explains. the postal service can in­
stall a neighborhood lock box capable 
of serving 100 people. 

It would be set where most people 
say they want it. It would be free of 
charge to customers. It is capable of 
handling all the services a local post of­
fice provides. from selling stamps and 
money orders to insuring packages 
and sending a certified letter. And 
installing it would be a one-time cost. 
"People have to understand we have a 
responsibility to keep costs 
down.·· Nelson explained. 

But the postal official was also at 
pains to say no decision has been made 
about the future of the Emma post of­
fice and that his sampling of customer 
opinion there last week was a purely 
routine procedure the postal service 
goes through whenever a postmaster 
steps down. "It's just federal law that 
we go through certain steps-A. B. 
C-when someone retires," he said. 

If it does close. the Emma post office 
will be replaced with something better. 
said Nelson. but better only "in 
mechanical terms." 

"You can never improve on that lady 
behind the counter." he conceded. "I 
just love her." 

Frank Leslie says amen to that. A 
former Floyd sheriff and Bonnie 
Walters' twin . Leslie lives across the 
Big Sandy on Cow Creek. But. if his 
mail service is not at stake. a slice of 
his history is. 

The Emma post office has been 
around almost as long as the village of 
Emma itself. which grew alongside the 
C & 0 railroad soon after the turn of the 
century. The post office was establish­
ed on August 26. 1908. according to 
Robert M. Rennick's Kentucky Place 
Names. first alongside the railroad 
siding and at its present location since 
about 1937. 

Long-time postmaster Bertha Wed­
dington told Rennick the place was 
named by the late Congressman John 
W Langley for his wife. though 
others - including Bonnie 
Walters-think it honors the wife of 
Ruben Taylor. a prominent real estate 
dealer. 

In any event. it was once home to 
workers in three mines and to railroad 
employees as well as to the family of L. 
C. Leslie. a teacher in the local tw<>­
teacher school. For those families. 
notes L. C.'s son Frank. the Emma 
post office is not just a place to buy 
stamps and mail letters: it is an ele­
ment of the history that has shaped 
them. 

Will he miss it~ "You know Twill. It's 
been there ever since I've been here. A 
lot of us cut our teeth on the Emma 
post office " said Leslie "It brings 
tears to your' eyes "

Beattyville Man 
Wins $600 Claim 

It took him five trips to small claims 
court here but a Beattyville teacher 
finally won a $600 claim Monday 
against a Martin entrepreneur. 

In a suit first filed in April last year. 
Samuel Edward Watkins claimed the 
money was owed him by Samuel Mar­
tin. III as the result of an oil-well in­
vestment that "went bad . ·• 

Watkins was one of several investors 
brought together by Martin to finance 
the dtilling operation. sinking $2450 in­
to the venture. As an inducement to in· 
vest. Watkins said. Martin guaranteed 
75 percent of his investment. less any 
money he made off the well and any 
taxes he saved. 

That worked out to be $1400. of which 
Martin had only paid him $800. said 
Watkins. who. as is customary in small 
claims cases. was not represented by 
an attorney. 

Martin. who was represented by 
counsel. claimed that Watkins' invest· 
ment was not guaranteed. even in part. 
at the time of the contract and that he 
had only agreed to return some of the 
investment later. after he learned that 
Watkins was out of a job and his wife 
was having a baby. 

Watkins produced a June 29. 1983 let­
ter, however. in which Martin referred 
to the 75 percent guarantee given 
"when we bought the share." 

Special Judge Bayard V. Collier 
found in favor of the plaintiff. ordering 
Martin to pay Watkins $600 and also to • 
pay court costs . 

Collier. a Pike district judge. was 
named to hear the case in place of 
Floyd District Judge Harold Stumbo. 
who stepped down because of a distant 
relationship to the defendant and 
because the plaintiff had expressed 
doubts about whether he could get a 
fair trial. 

Watkins filed a complaint last 
September with the consumer pro­
tection division of the state Attorney­
General's Department. claiming that 
his case had been continued four times.

~fotor vehicle crashes, the leading 
cause of death for ch1ldren 1-15 vear 
old, accounted for 3,600 deaths in. !9!!2. 
The researchers estimate that more 
tha n 30,000 ch1ldren are injured yearly 
m a lcohol-rela ted crashes.

< 1972-19821 preceding the adoption of a 
law in North Carolina that raised tlw 
drinking age and mcluded stiffer 
penalties for drunk drivmg Fifty-six 
percent of the alcohol-related deaths in­
volved child passengers in cars \\here 
their own driver had been drinkmg; 2:\ 
percent were children in mulllplt' 
vchide crashes where the other driver 
had been drinkmg.

ATF Warns of Hazard 
Of Bootleg Fireworks 

For over 200 years. Americans have 
been celebrating the 4th of July by \\al­
ching brilliant designs in the night sky 
and listening to the artificial thunder of 
explosions Stephen E. Higgins, Direc­
tor of the Bureau of Alcohol. Tobacco 
and Firearms <ATF) cautions you to en­
sure that your holiday is a time of fun . 
not a day of tragedy. "Playing with il­
legal fireworks is literally like playing 
with dynamite," said Director Higgins. 

ATF is the federal agency charged 
with enforcing federal explosives laws. 
Under these laws. certain classes of 
fireworks are treated as explosives and 
are regula ted by ATF. Common or 
"Class C" fireworks are not subject to 
ATF jurisdiction, although they are 
covered by state and local ordinances 
Some common fireworks are Chinese 
firecrackers, Roman candles, sparklers 
and snakes. Special or "Class B" 
fireworks are the kipd generally used in 
professionally produced fireworks 
displays and are subject to the provi· 
sions of the federal explosives laws ad­
ministered by A TF. 

Illegal fireworks are not firecrackers 
but are classified as explosive devices 
Some of the common names given il­
legal fireworks are M·SO's or ash cans; 
silver salutes and hammerheads ; 
cherry bombs; M-100's: and M-lOOO's to 
mention just a few of them. Director 
Higgins said, "Due to the lack of quali· 
ty control, illegally manufactured ex· 
plosive devices are extremely unsafe 
and account for numerous accidental m 
juries and property damage." The U.S 
Consumer Product Safety Commission 
estimates that 10.000 persons were in­
jured last year by fireworks. 

Beginning in June and climaxing with 
the 4th of July the number of incidents 
involving illegal explosive dev1ces 
steadily increases. These incidents are 
categorized into two types- the tragic 
and the criminal. Tragic mcidents in· 
volve illegal explosive devices, like 
M·SO's, that result in headlines such as 
•·youth killed by blast in Illinois." The 
criminal incidents involve the 
blackmarket industry which illegaly 
manufactures and sells explosives. 

"The 'bootlegger' has little concern 
for the public's safety," Higgins said, 
"He is only interested in making a pro 
fit. " The clandestine factories that 
manufacture M·80s are located in 
houses, garages, trailers and commer­
cial buildings. The explosive powders 
and chemicals used in making the illegal 
fireworks are particular, sensitive to 
heat, shock, friction, and in some in­
stances, moisture. Extreme caution 
should be used by anyone who discovers 
illegal explosive devices. 

The person who manufacturers illegal 
explosive devices faces severe criminal 
penalties, up to a fine of $10,000 and/or 
a 10-year prison sentence. 

ATF has for several years fought a 
running battle with clandestme 
manufacturers of M-80's and other il­
legal fireworks. From 1979 to the pre­
sent, ATF responded to 27 explosions a t 
illegal fireworks manufacturing sites in 
which 47 people were killed, 83 injured 
and property damage was in excess of 
$16 million dollars. Since 1979. ATF has 
initiated over 100 investigations of illegal 
fireworks manufacturing and 
distribution.

Women Miners Meeting 
Hears Feminist Issues 

• 
They came from eleven states, Great 

Britain, and South Africa last weekend 
to show solidarity and promote ''sister­
hood.' 

It was the Eighth Annual Conference 
of Women Miners. held last Friday 
through Sunday at Paintsville's Heart '0 
Highlands moteL Sponsored by the Coal 
Employment Project and the Coal Min­
ing Women's Support Team of Eastern 
Kentucky, it was the first such con­
ference to be held in eastern Kentucky. 

Though the gathering was comprised 
mostly of working women miners, 
speakers at the event included such 
luminaries as Sallie Bingham, a 
member of the family which recently 
sold the Louisville Courier.Journal; 
United Mine Workers of America Inter­
national Representative Nomonde 
Ngubo, of South Africa, and a quartet of 
British miners' wives. 

AS could be expected, the conference 
had a decidedly political and feminist 
overcast, with speakers calling for 
women miners to unite in making their 
concerns heard by the UMW A 
leadership. 

Conference Co-Chair Joyce Goble, a 
nati·ve eastern Kentuckian, related an· 
example of discrimination against 
women in the mines. While a shower is 
provided for male miners, similar 
facilities are not provided for women, 
she said. "I'm going on my 12th year, 
and I am yet to bathe except at home." 

Another eastern Kentuckian, Dorothy 
Vanover, of Harlan, said she had been 
a miner for over 10 years. "There were 
a lot of problems at first," she said. 
"There was a prejudice against women 
in generaL Everyone said, 'You have no 
business in the mines.' " 

She said one of the biggest hurdles was 
overcoming the prejudice of other 
women. "The wives were very, very 
jealous," she said. "We're about 20 
years behind times in Harlan. People 
still believe women should be barefoot, 
pregnant and in the home." 

Conferences such as this help "make 
me more aware of the issues," she said. 
"We learn more about our roles as 
women." 

Miss Ngubo illustrated the miners' 
struggles on a larger scale. She said the 
recent strike at the A.T. Massey Coal 
Company's operations in this area was 
·'only an example of what is going on in 
the U.S." 

Miss Ngubo said apartheid in her 
country made for ''slave labor" in mines 
there, allowing South Africa to undersell 
American coal by $20 per ton. Thirty­
four percent of all coal mined in South 
Africa is sold to the United States. with 
the result that American miners lose 
jobs, she said. 

She said the UMW A is now involved 
in a boycott against one of the major 
stockholders in A.T. Massey, Royal 
Dutch Shell, parent company of Shell 
OiL Royal Dutch Shell is one of the 
largest mining interests in South Africa. 

Though boycotting Shell and South 
African coal could bring hardship on 
South African miners, Miss Ngubo said, 
"We have suffered so much, we can suf­
fer a little more for equality." 

The other keynote speaker, Sallie 
Bmgham, is the founder of the Kentucky 
Foundation for Women, which is design­
ed to promote social change, especially 
through the arts. Bingham told the 
women miners that 70 percent of the 
money she will receive from the sale of 

the Courier-Journal-about $8,000,000 
-will go directly to that fund. That 
money will generate about $600,000 year­
ly for the group. 

Bingham repeatedly alluded to the dif­
ferences between herself and her au­
dience, saying once that she was a 
representative of "the most rarified 
species on earth, the rich, white, upper­
class-as peculiar and as rare as the 
dodo bird, and just as doomed. " But she 
said she and the audience shared com­
mon bonds. 

"When I got in that fight with the 
Bingham men, I was just taking what 
was mine," she said. Women coal 
miners must do the same to get jobs and 
benefits equal to those of their male 
counterparts, she said. 

A group having perhaps more in com­
mon with the women miners was a 
group of four British miners' wives. All 
members of a group called "Women 
Against Pit Closures," the women said 
closure of a British pit-their term for 
mine-could mean the loss of as many 
as 10,000 jobs. 

The wives agreed they did not want to 
see a change in the operational structure 
of the government·run British mines. 
Selling the mines to private interests 
would result in competition for higher 
profits, with less benefit to the miners, 
they said. 

The miners ' wives said they were 
against nuclear energy, not only for its 
potential hazards, but also because it 
eliminated the need for coal miners.

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Plastic Surgeon To 
Practice at HRMC 

Brad C. Robet·g, M.D., \\oil! begin his 
practice of plastic surgery at Highlands 
Regional Medical Center on July 11. 

What do Betty Ford, Phyllis Diller and 
Michael Jackson have in common? 
They've all used plastic surgery to im­
prove their appearance. In the past this 
surgical specia lity was available only to 
people in urban areas, but in July plastic 
surgery will be available at Highlands 
Regional Medical Center. 

Brad C. Roberg, M.D. will begin his 
practice of plastic surgery on July 11. 
His office will be located in the Medical 
Office Suite in the hospital. 

"We feel the addition of Dr. Roberg 
provides a valuable new speciality for 
the people of eastern Kentucky," said 
Clarence Traum, HRMC Administrator. 

"Dr. Roberg will play an importa nt 
role in the new Breast Center, " added 
Traum. "Now, in addition to the com­
prehensive educational program we will 
offer in the Breast Center, reconstruc­
tive surgery will be available for 
mastectomy pattents." 

Because his specialty is new to th1s 
area Dr. Roberg has prepared a list of 
answers to the most common questions 
asked about plastic surgery. 

Q. What is Plastic Surgery? 
A. Plastic Surgery is a specialty of 

medicine that seeks to heal and restore 
patients with injury, disfigurement or 
scarring which has resulted from ac­
cidents, d1sease or birth defects. It also 
includes aesthetic Ccosmetic l surgery to 
correct or recontour facial and bodily 
features not pleasing to the patient. The 
word " plastic" is derived from the 
Greek word plastikos, which means 
molding or giving form and does not 
refer to the synthetic plastic materials 
which are sometimes used. 

Q. What type of cases are treated by 
a plastic surgeon? 

A. A plastic surgeon treats cosmetic 
problems of the face, neck and trunk, 
birth deformities of the hands and the 
face, clefts of lip and palate, birth 
defects of the genitalia, tumors of the 
head, neck, skin, and soft tissues, in­
·uries of any part of the body, burns and 
the correction of resulting scars and 
deformities, skin cover and replacement 
problems (unstable scars and chronic 
ulcers l, and reconstruction following 
disfiguring or deforming cancer surgery 
of the face, jaws, breasts or other areas. 

Q. What are some common purposes 
of aesthetic surgery., 

A. Aesthetic surgery, popularly known 
as cosmetic surgery. seeks to improve 
an individual's appearance. While the 
operations may not be necessary for 
physical health or safety, they may 
benefit the patient emotionally and 
psychologically, as well as aesthetical­
ly. The operations usually involve the 
nose, ears, face, eyelids, breasts, ab­
domen, and loose skin folds of the thighs. 

Q. What types of hand surgery do 
plastic surgeons perform? 

A. Plastic surgeons are trained to 
treat birth defects involving the hands, 
a full spectrum of hand trauma-from 
tendon or nerve injuries to fractures­
and various degenerative hand prob· 
!ems including those caused by arthritis 
or tumors. 

Dr. Roberg is a graduate of Rush 
Medical College in Chicago. He com­
pleted his internship at the University of 
California and his residency in plastic 
surgery at the University of Texas. He 
was an instructor in general surgery at 
Rush Presbyterian St. Luke's Medical 
Center in Chicago. He was also an in­
structor in plastic surgery at the Univer­
sity of Texas.

Safety First 
For July 4th 

Parades, picnics and fireworks 
displays are Fourth of July traditions 
enjoyed by most Americans. Another. 
often overlooked tradition. comes in the 
aftermath of the holiday-those news 
stories about people blinded or maimed 
by fireworks. 

The Kentucky Society to Prevent 
Blindness reports that in 1985, an 
estimated 10,265 people required 
hospital emergency room treatment. 

"Fireworks are not toys," cautions Ed 
Holloway, President of the Kentucky 
Society. "We need to keep fireworks out 
of the hands of young people." 

Last year the American Academy of 
Ophthalmology, an orgamzation of eye 
care physicians, reported the largest 
number of firewOJ ks related eye injuries 
during a singJe day, 659 . In more than 
40 percent. fireworks caused permanent 
eye damage. 

The Society's Kentucky affiliate 
recommends the following guidelines to 
protect your family: 

Don't allow children to shoot rocket­
type firework!' or to play with children 
who do. Bvstanders suffered 25 percent 
of all eye tnjurics last year. ;\tore eye in­
juries were caused by small m1ssiles 
known as bottle-rockets, which are legal 
in about half of the state. than any other 
type of fireworks . 

Make 1t a family plan to attend a 
public display instead of setting oft 
fireworks at homt· 

:\1ake it a stnngent family rule that 
fireworks should newr be treated as 
toys

jury prevention <t family project for this 
Fourth of July.

Predicted Muskie Boom Comes True 
Predictions about a muskie fishing 

"boom" at Green River Lake have ap­
parently come true. 

Last November, fishery biologists 
with the Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources predicted that 
muskellunge stockings in this South­
Central Kentucky impoundment were 
about to pay off, and that this year 
fishermen would start catching keeper 
muskie in good numbers. 

Confirmation of this prediction comes 
from Owen Chelf, editor of the Kentucky 
Silver Muskie Club's publication, The 
"Muskie Line." Chelf reported in a let­
ter to the fish and wildlife department 
that a recently conducted tournament at 
Green was "great." 

"Fifty-two people registered to fish 
and lllegal-size fish were caught" dur­
ing the May 31-June 1 tournament Chelf 
said. "That's twice the average for nor­
thern muskie tournaments and twice the 
catch ratio at Cave Run," Chelf added. 
Cave Run Lake, near Morehead, has 
been stocked with muskies since 1974 
and has developed into one of the coun­
try's leading muskie lakes. 

To a bass or crappie angler, 11 fish 
among 52 fishermen may not sound too 
impressive, but to those who cast for 
muskie these results are something to 
write about. A dedicated muskie angler 
considers a fishing trip a success if he 
sees a muskie or gets a strike. Actually 
catching one of these giant battlers is an 
occasion for celebration and 
photographs. 

In this context, when Chelf reports 
that "Lonnie Davis of Campbellsville 
and his young son told me that they saw 
17 fish the day of the tournament and a 

number of boats raised 12 and 14," it was 
truly a great day of muskie fishing. 

Chelf reported that, unlike in Cave 
Run Lake, the fish were not around stan­
ding timber. Rather, the muskie were 
near trees that had fallen into the water.

Bassin' with the Pros ... 

Spring Use of Buzzbaits 
In the spring of the year, one of the 

deadliest bass fishing lures is buzzbait. 
Buzzba1ts are available in two basic 
categories: safety-pin type or in-line 
type. Examples for the former are the 
Clacker, Buzz King, Pistol Pete, Rocker 
Buzz, Weed Eater, Chatter Buzz, Pro 
Buzz 3, T's Shaker, and Paddle 
Whacker. Brands conforming to the lat­
ter type include the Hobo, Floyd's 
Buzzer, Sputterbuzz, Lundahl Buzz 
Spoon, Musky Hawk, Herb's Dilly, 
Skitter-Buzz, Uncle Buck's, and Sputter­
fuss. These lures feature either a double­
or triple-winged propeller. The safety­
pin type resembles -a spinnerbait while 
the other type resembles a standard 
spinner. 

The buzz bait works half in and half out 
of the water and its blade or blades give 
off a gurgling sound on the surface. 
·These lures are very deadly in shallows, 
murky waters and weedy flats. Some 
pros tip buzzbaits with plastic worms for 
additional action. The most favorite 
weights are between 1/4 and 5/8-ounce. 

"I like to use a smaller buzzbait like 
the 1/8-ounce size or maybe a quarter­
ounce," stresses Linda England, 
Johnson Outboards Pro Staff member 
"I like to use the smaller bait in the 
springtime because I don't feel that fish 
are quite as active or stable as they are 
later on in the year. It seems that the 
smaller buzz baits draw them up better.'' 

One benefit to using a buzzbait is the 
amount of area it can cover in a small 
amount of time. Some anglers use buzz­
baits to locate fish, then go in for the sure 
catch with a worm. This is because buzz­
baits are seen by many anglers as a low 
percentage lure for successful catches. 

"One thing that many many people do 
wrong in fishing buzzbaits is that they 
miss a lot of strikes or lose a lot of fish,'· 
England said. "If they can slow that lure 
down, that's one thing that the fisher­
man has more control over than 
anything else to help him catch more 
fish. 

"As with any top-water lure, it (buzz­
bait> goes across the surface," continues 
England •·The fish has to locate it, get 
a fix on it. plan his attack, and then come 
after it. A lot of times when you're run­
ning those baits and real fast, the fish 

might not have a chance to get a good 
angle on it. I think that's why a lot of peo­
ple miss strikes on them. The fish just 
doesn't have enough time to prepare 
itself. If you slow that buzzbait down 
while still keeping it on the surface, 
you'll catch more fish.·· 

One tip that several pros are eager to 
reveal is the use of trailer hook, 
sometimes called a stinger hook. This 
device rides in piggy-back fashion on the 
end hook and can be attached to that 
primary hook by an eyelet or a connec­
ting tube. This trailer is used when fish 
tend to strike at the lure but regularly 
miss it. The trailer gives an added piece 
of insurance to the angler for success. 
It is important that these hooks are as 
sharp as possible to insure more 
catches 

"I usually put a trailer hook on with 
surgical tubing so it rides upright the 
same way that the~ main hook does," in­
structs Linda England. 

As Linda England stressed, lure speed 
is a critical factor. You should reel in 
steadily enough to maintain the lure on 
the surface. Make sure those blades are 
lifting the lure, and for further lift try a 
double or twin blade model. The rod tip 
should be held high at 10 or 11 o'clock so 
the line will be on the surface and you 
can set the hook at a moment's notice. 
Hold the rod too high and you won't be 
able to effectively hook the fish . 

There's a little secret I've used for tun­
ing the blades on the buzzbait. Experi­
ment a little in bending the blades while 
riding in a car-yes, I said a car! Stick 
the bait outside the window and see how 
easily the blades move and how fast. Try 
and get the blades to move fast with 
smooth action and your bait has been 
properly tuned! 

Another trick some anglers use is to 
bend the blade so that it just minimally 
knicks the shaft, which adds a bit more 
noise to the lure. Make sure that you 
don't bend the blade to the point where 
it affects the spinning speed of the blade 
or the action of the lure

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Turkey Harvest 
Up 49 Percent 

Kentucky hunters bagged 526 wild 
turkeys during this spring's season, a 49 
percent increase over last year's 
harvest. according to George Wright, 
the biologist in charge of turkey restora­
tion for the Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources. 

Approximately 4.000 hunters par­
ticipated in the Apri\16-29 spring hunt, 
and 13.1 percent of these hunters were 
successful in bagging a gobbler. 

Ten years ago, before the fish and 
wildlife department began its current 
wild turkey restoration project, only 24 
turkeys were taken in the state. The suc­
cess rate for the 1976 hunt was 2.6 
percent. 

Hunters at Land Between the Lakes 
accounted for over half (Z72 birds> of the 
total harvesl. The leading open counties 
were Christian, in Western Kentucky, 
and Harlan, in the eastern part of the 
state. Thirty turkeys were reported 
from each of these two counties. 

Wright expects the turkey harvest to 
increase dramatically for the next 
several years as more and more coun­
ties are opened to hunting. After a coun­
ty is stocked with turkeys, it is closed to 
hunting for five years to allow the flock 
to establish itself and grow. After that 
time, the county can be opened to 
limited hunting for gobblers without 
materially slowing population growth. 

Last year, Wright and his crew stock­
ed 259 turkeys in 22 counties throughout 
the commonwealth. Only three of these 
sites had existing turkey populations, 
and the other 19 were in locations were 
turkeys did not exist before. These new 
stocking sites were in Carlisle, Fulton, 
Crittenden, Butler, Edmonson, Nelson, 
Marion, Larue, Taylor, Green, 
Breckinridge, Franklin, Monroe, 
Nicholas, Bell, Clmton, Magoffin, Mar­
tin and Boyd counties. 

Turkeys are obtained from the wild, 
either by live-trapping in Kentucky or 
from other states with established 
turkey populations. In an unusual 
wildlife "swap'', the Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources buys river otters 
from Louisiana and trades them to Iowa 
and Missouri for turkeys. Ten to 12 hens 
and three or four gobblers are released 
at each stocking site. 

Wright says he expects turkey hunting 
to become increasingly popular in Ken­
tucky as more and more counties are 
opened to hunting. Turkey hunting takes 
skill and dedication, but its adherents 
say there are few outdoor sports more 
challenging or satisfying.

"We shared our knowledge of where 
(the fish> live with the fellows who didn't 
know the water," Chelf said, and as a 
result "we couldn't keep track of the 
sub-legal fish caught." 

Another indication of the developing 
muskie fishery at Green is the fact that 
Raymond Morris, a local angler, recent­
ly landed the largest muskie ever caught 
from Green River Lake. The fish weigh­
ed 25 pounds, two ounces and was 46 
inches long. 

The Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources began stocking muskies in 
Green River Lake in 1977, but the six­
inch fish stocked between then and 1982 
didn't survive well. So starting in 1983, 
the muskies were held in hatchery ponds 
until they reached 9-12 inches. 

This incre;:~sed stocking size has ap­
parently made a significant difference 
in survival rates. So last year, the stock­
ing rate was increased from 1,500 to over 
8,500 muskies (approximately one per 
surface acre of water). It takes just over 
three years for a nine-inch muskie to 
reach the 30-inch minimum legal size. 

Although the muskellunge is 
associated in the minds of many anglers 
with the north woods, this fish is a native 
in many Kentucky Rivers. The current 
state record <43 pounds> was caught 
from Dale Hollow Lake, cut Cave Run 
has been the place to catch muskies in 
recent years. Annual stockings of one 
fish per acre there have created and 
maintained an excellent fishery, 
biologists say. 

With the same stocking rate at Green, 
it looks like we have another muskie 
lake that will rival or exceed the best 
that Minnesota or Canada can offer. 

Although some fishermen have ex­
pressed concern of the impact muskies 
might have on other game species, 
biologists who have investigated the 
matter thoroughly say that this large 
fish can co-exist with bass, crappie and 
bluegill. Green River Lake has a 
tremendous supply of bait fish, so the 
competition for food will not hurt the 
bass fishery, according to Biologist Ben­
jy Kinman. Studies at the lake have 
shown that the size structure of bass 
have remained the same since the 
muskie stockmgs have accelerated. 

If you _n~ed only a few drops of 
lemon JUtce, prick one end with a 
fork and squeeze the desired 
ar:nount. Return the lemon to re­
fngerator and it will be almost as 
good as new. 

Outboard Motor Overboard? 
Get It To a Dealer Pronto! 
I only witnessed it once. A fisherman 

frustrated from a lack of action sought 
to start his motor with a strenuous 
yank-only to find that his motor wasn't 
secured nor did it carry a retention 
chain Yep, kerr plunk! Right into the 
soup. There's nothing like seeing a 
man's motor dive overboard and the 
flurry of language and body gestures 
that follow! 

With some fast and savvy action you 
can minimize damage to your motor 
(and billfold!) and restore your motor 
and ego to normal operation. 

Fast action is the key to restoring 
operation to a submerged outboard 
motor according to Tom Ireland, 
manager of field service at Outboard 
Marine Corp., parent firm of Johnson 
and Evinrude outboards. 

"Assuming it can be recovered after 
taking the plunge," Ireland says, "our 
best advice is that you hustle the motor 
right to a marine dealer. Once the motor 
is out of the water, you only have about 
three hours before corrosion can start 
working on needle bearings and other 
important parts. 

"If you are more than three hours 
away from a dealer, there are some 
steps you can take yourself to try to pre­
vent costly damage to the motor," 
Ireland instructs. 

If you happen to be in a remote area 
and can't go to a dealer for service, 
follow these steps, which are outlined in 
the owner's manual shipped with each 
Johnson and Evinrude outboard. (Didn't 
keep your manual? Well, neither did I 
so clip this column out and put it in your 
tacklebox.) 

Step One: Remove the motor cover 
and flush the exterior of the motor with 
fresh water to rinse off salt water, mud 
or sand. 

Step Two: Get any water out of the 
cylinders. Disconnect the spark plug 
leads and remove the plugs. Place the 
motor in a horizontal position and rotate 
the flywheel about 10 times with the 
starter rope. Then place the motor in its 
normal, upright position and drain all of 
the fuel and water out of the carburetor 
by removing the high-speed orifice 
screw plugs from the lower sides of the 
carburetor. This procedure may vary 
with manufacturer and vintage. 

Step Three: The electric starter< if the 
motor has one> and any other electrical 
hardware on the motor should be remov­
ed, disassembled, cleaned and dried out 
as much as is possible with the tools and 
expertise you have at hand. 

Step Four: Check the gas tank for 
water and drain if necessary. 

Step Five: Put everything back 
together and follow normal starting 
procedures 

"We recommend a 25:1 gas/oil mix 
for restaring submerged motors if 1t is 
available," Ireland says. "This helps to 
protect the bearings and rings. When the 
motor starts, allow it to run for at least 
half an hour on a boat or in a test tank. 
The best bet is to put it on a boat and run 
it at normal load. Heat generated by the 
running motor will evaporate water in­
side the engine and help dry it out 

''If the motor fails to start, remove the 
spark plugs and check for water on the 
electrodes," Ireland advises. "Blow any 
water off the electrodes and reinstall the 
plugs or replace them with new ones, 
and try to start the motor again. If it sill 
won't start, get it to a dealer 
immediately." 

Before you leave for the dealer, 
Ireland suggests you treat the motor 
with a fogging oil, such as OMC's• 
Storage Fogging Oil Spray it into the 
carburetor while cranking the motor to 
coat internal parts and further protect 
them from corrosion until repairs may 
be made. 

If the motor was running when it fell 
overboard, follow the above procedure 
to get it started. However, if there is any 
binding when the flywheel is rotated, a 
connecting rod may have been bent and 
to avoid further damage no attempt 
should be made to restart the motor. 

If your attempts to start the motor fail 
and you're still a long distance from a 
dealer, submerge the motor in fresh 
water to avoid exposure to atmopshere 
until you can get it to a mechanic. If the 
motor was submerged in salt water, 
even if you do get it restarted, get it to 
a dealer or mechanic as soon as possi­
ble as salt water will cause excessive 
corrosion of electrical and internal 
parts. 

If the motor was submerged for a long 
time before you or the divers could 

reach it and pull 1t out, check to see if 
sand or silt may have sifted into the 
motor before you attempt to start it. 
This also applies if the motor settled on 
a soft or mucky bottom. If it looks san­
dy, don't try to start it. You will only 
suck the sand into the motor which could 
cause further damage. Let a mechanic 
clean it out.

If you are planning to join a health spa 

this summer. you should be aware of 
your rights as a consumer. "All health 
~pas conducting business in Kentucky 
must register with the Consumer Pro­
tectron Dlvrsion," said Attorney General 
David L. Armstrong. 

Information such as the name and ad­
dress of the spa, its officers and direc­
tors, and the type of facilities, types and 
cosl of membership plans, etc. is includ­
ed in the registration. This guards 
agarnst the spa making misrepresenta­
tions concerning the operation and ser ­
vices of the spa, Armstrong said. 

Also. every health spa in Kentucky 
that does not meet exemption re­
quirements is required to post a $50,000 
surety bond with the Consumer Protec­
tion Division. This bond is held for the 
benefit of any r:1ember who suffers a 
loss of money paid on a contract entered 
into after July 15, 1982, due to the failure 
of the spa to open or the closing of the 
spa. Spas are exempt from bonding if 
they have an annual membership fee of 
less than $100 or a membership enroll­
ment of less than 100 people, or if they 
furnish to the Consumer Protection Divi­
sion financial statements establishing 
sufficient financial responsibility. Also 
exempt from bonding are spas in opera­
tion before April l, 1982. 

Armstrong advises consumers to read 
the spa contract c refully before sign­
ing. It should explain the cost, payment 
schedule, length of membership and also 
your right of cancellatron within three 
business d3ys. Information about the 
three-day cooling off period must appear 
on all spa contracts. 

To assist consumers in making a wiser 
ch01ce when choosing a spa, Armstrong 
offers the following suggestions : 

- Beware of "one-day specials" and 
high pressure sales tactics. Do not be 
pressured into joining a spa. More often 
than not, the special is extended from 
day to day. 

- Visit several spas and compare 
costs between facilities. 

- Talk to other members to find out if 
they are satisfied. 

- Understand the contract before 
signing. Never sign if there are any 
blank spaces 

- Make sure you receive a copy of the 
contract and receive receipts for all

"It takes just as much 
time and pain to make 
something awful as it does 
to make something good," 
says Scott Hylands of 
"Night Heat," the CBS se­
ries that airs late Thursday 
nights.

Hylands should know. 
Although he hails from 
Canada and has returned 
there to do "Night Heat" 
(which is filmed in T oron­
to), he has spent most of 
his professional career in 
the United States. and 
guest-starred on scores of 
dramatic series during the 
20 years he spent in Los 
Angeles. 

"What makes some­
thing good is having a pro­
ducer who is prepared to 
be fierce to protect some 
one person's vision," says 
Hylands. "The more cooks 
there are, the longer the 
odds are that it will be 
worth watching. The rea­
son 'Night Heat' has a dis­
tinct point of view is be­
cause we have a driven 
creative man running it -
Sonny Grasso. 

"Another reason that 

'Night Heat' keeps its bat­
ting average reasonably 
high is that it's made in To­
ronto," Hylands contin­
ues. "It's far away from a 
lot of the cooks. We also 
shoot in the middle of the 
night, so nobody wants to 
come out and mess with 
us. I've been in God­
knows-how-many episo­
dics in Los Angeles where 
you had the feeling there 
were buzzards on the wall 
peering down on you." 

Hyland's big television 
break, landing the role of 
Det. Kevin O'Brien on 
"Night Heat," came rela­
tively late in life and fell 
into his lap after he had 
decided to write off televi­
sion completely. 

"I'd reached a point 
where I could always sup­
port myself in Los Ange­
les," Hylands says, "but I 
was getting lost among a 
bunch of other people who 
could do similarly or better 
than me. Everybody wants 
to be a little special, so I 
decided I would cast my 
line in the theater as a di­
rector and as an actor and 
see where It took me, and I 
seemed to be doing OK. 

"Incidental to that, I was 
visiting a friend in Toronto 
who was seeing about this 
job. I walked in, and it was 
the classic case of 'Who 
are you?' 'Who's asking 
who 1 am? I'm on vaca­
tion. ' I was in that enviable 
state where I was relaxed 
because I didn't really 
want or need the job, and 
1 'd decided that TV was 
not tor me. So this thing 
fell into my lap like an 
over-ripe piece of fruit."

Floyd County Pork Producers have 
the opportunity to participate in the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture's state wide 
election, July7-11. Voters will select in­
dividuals· for appointment to an 
industry-wide body that will administer 
a promotion, research and consumer in­
formation order for pork. 

Any farmer in Floyd county who 
raises their own swine (feeder pigs, 
breeding stock or slaughter hogs> for 
sale are eligible to vote. 

Gene Ball. Floyd County Extension 
Agent for Agriculture said all Floyd 
county pork producers are encouraged 
to vote their preference for state wide 
representatives. Candidates receiving 
the largest number of votes in each state 
will be eligible for appointment by the 
Secretary of U.S. Department of 
Agriculture to the state allotted position 
on the National Pork Producers 
Delegate Body. 

The Delegate Body will consist of ap­
proximately 165 producers, including 
two or more members representing 
each of the 50 states and four importers, 
will be responsible for administering all 
aspects of the pork order.

CancerCare 
q. I had a mastectomy ten years ago. 

Is 1t too late to have reconstructive 
surgery done? 

A. It's never too late to have 
reconstructive surgery of the breast, 
health permitting. Restoration of one's 
body image and the feeling of wholeness 
is crucial to many women. Timing of 
reconstructive surgery depends on 
many factors, including the condition of 
the chest wall skin and the patient's 
general physical and emotional health. 
There is relatively little difference in the 
outcome of breast reconstruction bet­
ween one year and ten years after the 
mastectomy. All that is required is the 
desire for the reconstruction and a com­
mitment to the two or more surgical pro­
cedures required to accomplish it. 

Q. I work in an office where everyone 
smokes. I've read that even nonsmokers 
can get cancer by inhaling someone 
else's smoke. Is this true? 

A. Further study is still required, 
however, studies in several countries 
have shown that nonsmokers expose! to 
the smoke of others <passive smoki g > 
may have an increased risk of I ng 
cancer. This has not been accepted ~Y 
all authorities on the subject. Most lUJJg 
specialists do feel that, given the well­
documented discomfort to nonsmokers 
caused by passive smoking, it should be 
restricted in confined areas or banned 
from the work place. ' 

Q. I've got cancer, and I'm worried 
about my medical bills. Is any financial 
help available? 1 

A. Depending on an individual's par­
ticular situation, financial assistance 
may be available from the American 
Cancer. Society, the Leukemia Society, 
the Soc1al Security Administration or the 
Department of Health and Human Ser­
vices. There are also private foundations 
and special funds sometimes available 
to help out on a one-time basis or in a 
limited way. 

Q. My doctor says that my bladder 
will have to be removed because of 
cancer. and as a result, I'll have to wear 
a bag to collect my urine. In addition, he 
says I will become impotent. At my age 
<60l, this bothers me. Can't anything 
else be done? 

A. There's a new approach to urinary 
drainage after bladder removal. In men, 
it's usually possible to construct a reser­
voir out of the large intestine that serves 
as a substitute bladder and allows the 
patient to urinate normally. In )Nomen, 
we have been hooking the urinary 
system directly into the large intestine. 
In the past. bladder removal in men in­
variably led to impotence. It's now 
possible to preserve the nerves respon­
sible for erection in many men When 
the nerves can't be preserved. other 
treatments. such as drug therapy. can 
be used to restore potency.

The sale of the Courier-Journal and 
Louisville Times in May marked the end 
of a communications dynasty. The 
Bingham family was introduced to the 
news business when Bingham's father, 
Judge Robert Worth Bingham, bought 
one of two major newspapers in 
Louisville. Through the years a televi­
sion station, radio stations and a pr in­
ting operation were added. 

Unlike some media moguls, Bingham 
believes an editor cannot afford to lose 
touch with his roots and that he must 
focus attention and care on the com­
munity he serves. An example of the 
Bingham sense of responsibility toward 
readers and the community include the 
papers' editorial position supporting 
school integration. Louisville became 
the first southern city to achieve 
peaceful integration. 

The Courier-Journal and Louisville 
Times also became the first newspaper 
in the country to employ a special om­
budsman to present reader concerns to 
the staff. According to Bingham's 
philsophy, a great newspaper gives 
readers more than what they want- it 
gives them what they need. 

In his interview, Bingham recalls 
highlights of his career such as arrang­
ing press coverage for the Japanese sur­
render aboard the battleship Missouri in 
1945.

Tourism Cabinet 
Assists Employees 

Troubled employees comprise 10 to 20 
percent of the A,merican workplace, 
costing industry billions of dollars each 
year through absenteeism, accidents, 
health care and decreased productivity. 
And the problem is increasing, experts 
say. 

The Kentucky Tourism Cabinet has 
developed an employee assistance pro­
gram for its 3,000 workers 

Through Tourism's program, super­
visors are being reminded of the warn­
ing signs that an employee may be 
troubled- absenteeism, a decline in the 
quality of work, etc. The supervisor will 
be asked to refer the employee to the 
agency's personnel director, who serves 
a s an assistance-program 
representative. 

The representative will be trained to 
refer the worker to an appropriate com­
munity service agency for counseling. 

Program representatives will also 
learn ways to work with the troubled 
employee and will be asked to attend a 
special school on alcohol and drug 
studies, according to Margaret Daniel, 
coordinator of the program. 

Two other cabinets, Transportation 
and Human Resources, have similar 
programs. The Human Resources 
Cabinet employs a consultant who does 
some counseling, while Transportation 
maintains a referral service. 

Daniel said health insurance may 
cover all or part of treatment costs. She 
also stressed that the service is 
confidential. 

G. Wendell Combs, cabinet secretary, 
said, "A program like this benefits the 
employee and benefits the organization 
at the same time. By helping the worker 
solve his problem, we increase the pro­
ductivity of his work."

DON'T BANK ON THE IRS 
Never, never use the Internal Revenue Service as a banker­

unless, of course, you have their permission to d~ so beforehand. 
Thls should be the last place that you go for an unauthorized ex 
tension of credit. 

When the cash flow is tight, many small business operators 
choose to pay their suppliers first and the employee withholding 
tax to the IRS last. Before the manager knows it, another month 
has passed and another set of payroll taxes has gone unpaid. 

The Internal Revenue Service will fake steps to minimize this 
liability as quickly as possible. They take a dim view of your 
owing several thousand dollars in payroll taxes but even a dim· 
mer view of that liability growing to several more thousand 
dollars. 

For those of you who may already be in the unenv1able posi­
tion of owing back payroll taxes, we hdve this advice. Pay the 
1 RS. If this is truly impossible to do, contact your local district 
IRA office before if's necessary for them to contact you This will 
be a positive indication to them that you will cooperate to solve 
the problem 

Most collection officers wi II try to work with you as tong as 
you're willing to cooperate with them. 

Corporate officers, beware The IRS can hold corporate of· 
fleers liable for unpaid taxes of the corporation (actually, it is 
a penalty equal to the corporate liability). In a recent court deci· 
sion an employee who was not a corporate officer was also held 
liable for unpaid corporate payroll taxes. The employee was held 
liable even though he was told by his boss to pay other bills and 
not the 1 RS. The court said he had the option of quitting instead 
of doing as he was told. As unfair as that may sound, it is an ldica· 
tion of how serious a problem unpaid payroll taxes can be.

The calls 
in March amounted to a one-month 
record for the telephone system, which 
was installed in 1980. 

From January through May, 
operators took about 40,000 calls on the 
toll-free line The figure represents an 
eye-opening 82.3 percent increase over 
the number of calls in January through 
May of 1985. In March 1986, more than 
14,700 calls were received, surpassing by 
more than 6.000 the previous one-month 
high. 

Those calls flooding in respresent 
more than idle curiosity by callers. 
About 60 percent of callers subsequent· 
ly visit Kentucky as tourists, depart­
ment research shows. 

Department Commissioner Mimi 
Lewis said the figures show the current 
state travel-advertising campaign is on 
target. 

"The campaign has been very effec­
tive this spring," Lewis said. "We are 
especially pleased in the response from 
our major market states to the north, 
such as Ohio and Illinois." 

Response linked directly to the 1986 
advertising campaign has shown a 
dramatic increase over 1985. Telephone 
responses are up nearly 150 percent, and 
mail responses have increased 142 per­
cent. The bulk of this year's advertising 
ran in March and April with about 70 
percent of the ads appearing out of state, 
and the remaining 30 percent in 
Kentucky. 

Features of the 1986 campaign includ­
ed print advertisements in 24 publica­
tions, including Reader's Digest, Ladies 
Home Journal and Family Circle; new 
television and radio spots; and a radio 
campaign in nine markets, plus the Ken­
tucky Network and the Indiana 
Network. 

Tourism officials are hopefull986 will 
prove to be a good year for Kentucky 
tourism. 

"We are convinced that Kentuckv will 
benefit from a predicted overall g;owth 
in domestic travel.'' said Lewis. "Lower 
gasoline prices and a perceived risk in 
traveling abroad appear to be influenc­
ing people to explore America, rather 
than travel overseas." 

Tourism Secretary Wendell Combs 
said Kentucky stands to cash in on any 
increase in domestic travel. 

·'Kentucky features a wide variety of 
attractions and a central location, '' 
Combs said. "We are dedicated to ag­
gressively promoting Kentucky travel 
so that we can maintain and enhance our 
share of the huge travel market "

Recent prolonged hot. dry weather 
may prompt many homeowners to in­
correctly conclljde that their spruce. 
balsam. pine, fir and hemlock trees are 
turmng brown as a result of heat and 
lack of moisture. 

The real culprit in m::~ny cases is the 
spider mite, an insect smaller than the 
printed period at the end of this 
sentence. Rudy Scheibner. Extension 
entomologist in the UK !'ollege of 
Agriculture, said the nut< although 
small, seem to be quite plentiful this 
year. 

"The damage these insects cause 
resembles the way a tree will respond 
to drought, and this can fool many home­
owners into ignoring a significant threat 
to very valuable trees m their landscape, 
or trying to correct the problem by 
watering, " Scheibner said. 

One key difference between drought 
damage and spider mite damage is the 
drooping of small branches. A drought­
stressed tree will droop. Another thing 
Scheibner said to look for is where the 
damage begins to appear. 

"Spider mites will start in the interior 
of the tree, near the trunk. Drought and 
heat damage often are seen first at the 
branch ends,'' Scheibner said. Also, 
hemlock trees will turn brown under 
drought stress, but white under spider 
mite stress. 

To determine if a tree is infested with 
spider mites, slap a small branch 
against the palm of the hand over a 
piece of white paper or cloth. Then 
watch the tiny specks that land on the 
paper or cloth for a minute or two to see 
if any of them begin to move. If they 
move they're probably spider mites, if 
not, they're probably dirt, bits of the tree 

Vanishing Wildlife 
Series Is Repeated 

Lush tropical rain forests, stark polar 
icelands and mysterious underwater 
worlds are explored in a series of rare­
ly filmed wildlife programs titled "Liv­
ing Wild. ' ' This 13-part series encores on 
KET beginning Saturday, July 26, at 
8:00p.m. and repeats Sundays at 7:00 
p.m.

On Saturday, August 2, in "Voyage to 
the Vermillion Sea," naturalists Krov 
and Anna Menuhin journey to the waters 
of Baja, Calif., to photograph the whales 
and giant sharks of that region. Later in 
the series, David Attenborough narrates 
"Hunters of the Dugong," filmed in 
Papua New Guinea, and Orson Welles 
tells the story of Zambia's elephant and 
hippopotomi in "Last Kingdom of the 
Elephants. " 

"Living Wild" is a tribute both to the 
earth's vanishing wildlife and to the 
wildlife photographer's art. The series 
focuses on the threat of extincton of 
many of the earth's rarest animal 
species and suggests that many of those 
losses may not be recoverable. 

Prepare your child 
for School 

1. A law passed by the 19861egislature requires 
parents of children entering school for the first 
time in Fall of 1986 to present a certified copy 
(full size) of the child's Birth Certificate.

itself or dead mites If the tree is infested 
it should be sprayed with malathion or 
diazinon. 

"Spray it twice, 10 days apart. Most 
insecticides do not kill the eggs, so you 
need to spray the tree and then spray it 
again 10 days later to kill the mites that 
have hatched since the first spraying. 
and before they get a chance to lay more 
eggs," Scheibner said.
