Grand Jury 
Indicts 3 
For Murder 

Thre<> have been in<iictPd bv a gran<i 
jury for mur<ier including an alleged 
<irunk driv<'r. whose passengE-r <iiNl in 
a head-on collision on the Lanc€'r 
Water Gap road 

Among 29 tru(' ~ills handed down 
Monday by a Floyd tircuit Court grand 
jury was onE> naming JamiE> Penning­
ton in ·thE> :vtav 2i death of Tammv 
Lynn Hall. The grand jurv accused him 
of "wantonlv <operating! a motor vehi­
cle at a high rate of speed while under 
the influencE> of alcoholic beverage." 

Also indicted for murder arE> Donald 
F. Titlo\\-. held responsible for thE> shot­
gun death of Larrv Rav .. Jr at Whe<'l­
wright Aug. 10_ a~d .la~es Cooley. ac­
cused of shooting his brother. Robert 
Cooley. on Town Branch. June 16. 

Frank Gibson is accused of havmg 
property stolen from the Loos<' 
Caboose Fast Mart. of criminal posses­
sion of a destructivf' or booby trap 
device. and of being a persistent felon 

When arrested Ma~· 1~ on the stolen 
property charge. Gibson allegedly had 
eight sticks of dynamite in his pockets 
He has served .iail time for man­
slaughter and thr~>e counts of wanton 
endangerment in 1981 and for escape 
and theft in 1982.

TWISTED TRACK, splintered ties, and gondolas at crazy angles littered a half mile stretch of railroad just north of 
the Goble Roberts Addition crossing Saturday, after 16 coal-laden trucks of a northbound Chessie System train derail­
ed. No one was injured in the mishap, which occurred around 3:30p.m. 

While an opening was made for Goble Roberts tt·affic, it appeared for a time that access to that section might be blocked 
while clean-up operations were under way, and radio messages were broadcast to that effect. However, a Chessie salvage 
crew, operating heavy cranes on caterpillar tracks through Saturday night, was able to clear the area without major 
dislocation of traffic. · 

!\lo cause has yet been determined for the derailment, which is under investigation. Damage was estimated at around 
$150,000. The train was said to have been en route from Shelby to Russell.

Assessment 
Hike Near 
79 Percent 

Floyd property owners will be pay ­
ing considerably more in school taxes 
this vear as the result of a Board of 
Education decision last Wednesday. 
which raised the rate by nearly 79 per­
cent. 

School taxes will be lev ied on real 
estate at a ra te of ~4 cents per $100 
assessed valuation-up from 19 cenl'> . 
If it were all collected. school income 
from real and personal property taxes 
wold amount this year to $1.4 million . 

The difference means that a tax­
payer who paid $47.50 in school tax last 
year on a home assessed at $25.000 will 
pay $85 on the same home this year. 

The rate hike was imposed on local 
districts as a condition of their receiv­
ing construction funds authorized 
earlier this year by the General 
Assembly. To qualify for about $11 
million in building funds. the Floyd 
Board of Education had to agree to set 
a tax rate of at 1east 25 cents. 

State's Probe of Schools 
Gives System Mixed Marks 

By a reckoning of the state Depart­
ment of Education. a ~4-cent rate must 
be levied to produce the income that a 
2!>-cent rate would vield if it were fully 
collected and not subject to collection 
fees and other offsets. 

Emergency orders were approved. 
allowing school admimstrators to 
bypass bidding procedures. in order to 
speed up roof repairs at Betsy Layne 
and Maytown grade schools and 
Prestonsburg High School. A $22.554 
contract was let Thursday to Henry 
Lafferty. who was to apply a rubberiz­
ed sheet to the high school 's flat roof Although the belated reckoning of 

Floyd schools by the state attorney­
general's investigator again left the 
school system in the glare of uniformly 
unfavorable publicity. the report card 
was in fact a mixturf' of passing and 
failing grades 

ln all. mvestigalor .John McCauley 
probed eight areas which had been sug­
gested as potential blots on the record 
of former Superintendent E P 
Grigsby. Jr In three of them. Mc­
Cauley did indeed turn up apparent 
violations. In another four areas. there 
was no evidence of wrongdoing. ThE' 
eighth he left to be investigated by 
federal authorities . 

No Grade 
LUNCH PROGRAM 

Allegations have been made that 
Floyd schools made excessive claims 
for free and reduced-price lunches 
under the federal Child Nutrition Act 
Since the U.S Department of Educa 
lion is looking into the charges- and 
since the federal government. not the 
state. would be entitled to recover anv 
overcharges-he did not investigatf' 
the matter. McCaulev reponed 

Passing Grades 
1004-85 BIDDING 

The bulk of purchases for gasoline. 
oil and transmission fluid werE.' madf' 
from firms submitting the low bid. the 
investigator found. Of somE' $28.~4 
spent on custodial supplies that vear. 
nearly $11.000 worth were purchased 
from the official low bidder. while sup­
plies worth nearly $18.000 were bought 
from 11 other vendors . But sincE' none 
of the other vendors sold more than 
S7500 worth of products. there was no 
violation of bidding laws. 

The reason usuallv given for buying 
from firms other than the low bidder. 
McCaulev said. was that the items pur­
chased ~ere not anticipated and so not 
included on the bid list . The school 
district should be encouraged to 
estimate morf' accurately what goods 
it might have to buy he said School of­
ficials report that almost all custodial 
supplies are now on a hid list. he added 
AUTO LEASES 

On March t. t9R1. the hoarct authoriz­
ed four-vear auto lf'ases for Grigsby 
and Asst . Supt. Ron Hager in lieu of a 
$3000 raise which each of them was 
then due The two officials Wf're also 
issued with gasoline credit cards On 
the expiration of the leases. Grigsb~· 
bought his ('hrysler LeBaron and 
Hager his Dodge Ram from the leasing 
company. each for StnOO 

Both officials denied any improper 
use of the veh1cles or credit cards 
While Grigsby admitted that his 
daughter signed some credit card 
receipts. he insisted this happened only 
when he asked her to fill his car at a 
local gas stat10n so that he could leave 
promptly on official business the next 
day 

"The invf'stigation rf'vPaiPd no 
evi-dence of use of the vehicles or C'redit 
cards bv eith<'r Grigsbv or Hager con· 
trarv t~ that which was authorized b\" 
the ~chool board." McCauley reported 
''II can be reasonablv concluded." he 
said. "that thf' autom'obiles and credit 
cards were provided to thesP super­
intendents as compensation for ser 
vices rendered in heu of monetarv 
compensation." 

EMERGENCY DECLARATIONS 
Declaration by Grigsbv of an 

emergency on April 19. 1985-which 
enabled the district to purchase trans­
portation and custodial supplies 
without bidding-was ;ustified by 
school officials in v·ew of corrective 
measures ordered by the state Board 
of Education. did not involve pur­
chases in excess of $7500. and was ap­
proved by the local board. 

An August. 1985 emergency. which 
allowed the purchase of athletic equip­
ment for Betsy Lavne High School. 
resulted from Oood damage His in­
vestigation of the emergency orders 
"revealed no evidence to warrant fur 
ther action." McCauley said 

BUS ENGINE LOAN 
In October. 1982, Grigsby authorized 

loan of a bus engine to District~ Magis­
trate Eddie Caudill for use in a county 
dump truck. While that would havf' 
been unlawful. the deal was aboned 
following "unfavorable criticism" in 
the Floyd County Times. and so no pro­
secution is warranted. the investigator 
reponed. 

Failures Alleged 
MARTIN SANITATION 

Grigsby apparently violated a law 
prohibiting school officials from doing 
business with firms in which they have 
a financial interest: but since more 
than a year has elapsed since the alleg 
ed violation. it cannot be prosecuted. 
McCauley said 

Grigsby and Martin businessman 
Roy Ratliff formed Martin Sanitation 
Company. a garbage pickup service. in 
November. 1976. and in 19RO sold a 

pickup franchise to Paul Slone Later. 
while Slone still owed Martin San­
itation $3000 on the franchise purchase. 
Grigsby contracted with him to pick up 
garbage for the school district for $17'l5 
a month 

During the nme months he collcctert 
garbage from the sd'loo s. $300 was 
deducted from Slone's monthly check 
from the Board of Education and was 
used to repay his debt to Martin Sanita­
tion. 

While the contract with Slone was not 
formally approved by the Board of 
Education. board members knew 
about it. McCauley said. Grigsby told 
him the only reason he signed a con­
tract with Slone was that Slone was the 
only private garbage operator still in 
business at the time. he said. 

SHARE CORPORATION 
Although the attorney-general's of­

fice will file suit to recover monies paid 
to the Share Corporation for custodial 
supplies sold without bidding during 
the 1982-83 school year. McCauley con­
cedes that Share will be able to make a 
plausible case in its own defense 

In 1982-83 the schools developed an 
unusually heavy demand for cleaning 
supplies. paying out $110.638 -about 
twice as much as usual for a wide 
variety of products About a third of 
the purchases came from Share. a 
Milwaukee corporation whose local 
representative was Rov Ratliff. 
Grigsby's friend and business partner 
And. of the business done with Share. 
the bulk of it was for items that had not 
been advertised for bids.

Meadows Kin May Be 
In Line For Millions 

If you're a Meadows or a Meadors 
and can trace your lineage to a 
Kentucky-born 01 !-field surveyor who 
died ~2 years ago-reportedly out of 
pocket and out of his mind as well- vou 
may be on the verge of fabulous 
wealth 

Then again. vou mav not. 
According to a story which appear<'d 

Fridav m the Wall Street Journal. a 
53-ve~r-old Tennessee hog farmf'r bv 
the name of James Howard Meadows 
is going around these hills telling his 
kinfolk thev can share in a $22 billion 
fonune 

That ought to be interest to at least 
some Floyd families the phone dirf'C' 
torv lists to here of that name or some 
va~iant-who may be among an 
estimated 20.000 of !ht> latf' surveyor's 
kin 

As James Howard Meadows tells it. 
the heirs of his distant cousin. one 
,James Meadows. are entitled to un­
collected royalties from the legenrlar\' 
Spindletop oilfield in Texas. 

That however. is not the view held 
bv Texaco and the other oll-mdustrv 
fi.rms from which thf' money would 
have to be extracted The propertv 
from wh1ch Meadows savs he and his 
familv are entitled to royalties. the:v 
say. i.s not even part of the Spindletop 
field . 

That issue will presumablv bf' decid· 

ed in court . Meadows filed suit last 
February against Texaco. Amoco. 
Mobil. Phillips Petroleum. and 
Chevron corporations in an effort to 
C'OIIect the royalties. The energy firms 
are seeking to have the suit dismissed 

Undisputed is that Meadows's late 
relative in 1911 bought a one eighth in 
teres! in four tracts in Jefferson coun­
ty. Texas. whert' Spindlt>!op was 
discovered Thf' deed savs nothing 
about mineral rights. however Thf'n• 
is a claim. moreover. that thE> man 
from whom Meadows bought th<' pro 
pertv for "$1 0 and ot hf'r con 
sidf'rations" altert'd !hP dt>ed to makP 
it appear he owned mnrP than he did 

Nor is it dear why .James H 
Meadows. even should hf' prevail in 
court. should be expected to sharP thP 
royalties with his relatives 

For his part. the claimant a I read\' 
has plans for spen<iing his share ''l'm 
going to improvf' my farm aod build a 
big home with a swimming pool." he is 
reported to have said.''I'<i like somP 
anllque cars. and I'd buv somr 
horses " He also plans to set up a 
Meadows Family Rank that will offer 
loans "at 4 percent nr so for cars and 
things." 

With auto manufacturers no\\ offf'r 
mg loans at 2.~1 pereenl and less. somP 
of thf' luster on Meadows's drram ar 
pears already tn havf' dimmPcl 

SHERMAN WOOTEN, FURNITURE CRAFTSMAN FROM 
LESLIE COUNTY, took time out to talk to Andrea Combs, of 
Langley, at the Kentucky Highlands Folk Festival.

Pike College Trustee 

City Viewing Plan 
To Cash Flow Woes 

Pikeville College President William H. 
Owens announced recently that Estill 
Lee Carter, president of Music-Carter­
Hughes Chevrolet-Buick Inc. , of Pres­
tonsburg, has accepted a two-year ap­
pointment to the Pikeville College Board 
of Trustees. 

Mr. Carter's association with Pike­
ville College has been a 'family affair.· 
His father was a well-loved campus 
figure, who was responsible for main­
taining the training school, academy, 
and administration buildings. Several 
brothers and sisters attended the 
schools, two brothers were players on 
the Pikeville College Bears basketball 
teams. Mr. Carter, himself, attended the 
training school, academy and Pikeville 
College His fondness for the school and 
his family 's place in its history is 
especially apparent when he reminisces 
about "picking blackberries on the col­
lege farm'' and attending basketball 
games where he might join his father in 
the locker room with team players. 

After 'lttending one year at Pikeville 
College, Mr. Carter worked at Prestons­
burg radio station WPRT, and co owned

Hippo Road Closed 
For two days. heavy traffic will be

spokeswoman said this week . The 
road will be open to local traffic on-. 
Iy while the roadwork is being done. 
thts E<'riday and Saturday. Sept. 12 
and 13. she said. 

Six weeks into the new fiscal year. 
Prestonsburg City Council voted Mon­
day to borrow money a second time to 
meet the city payroll. 

It is not that the city is Jiving beyond 
its means. City Administrator Fred A 
James assured council members. The 
problem. always most acute in the first 
quarter. he explained. is that much of 
the revenue the city needs to operate 
comes in only on a quarterly basis. 
long after many of the bills have to be 
paid. 

Needed immediately. the adminis­
trator said. was perhaps as much as 
$15.000 to meet Wednesday's $33.000 
payroll. But. to resolve its chronic cash 
flow problem. the city should consider 
reactivating a non-profit corporation 
capable of borrowing money without 
the restrictions imposed by law on citv 
governments. he said . 

Council agreed to borrow whatever 
was needed to pay its workers. as it did 
two weeks ago. when it approved a 
$2S.OOO loan to meet the pavroll bill 
And James warned that three more 
payrolls would have to be met beforp 
half the anticipated revenues for this 
quarter around $700.000 will start 
coming in 

Not all thf' council members warmed 
immediately. howe\"er. to the admin­
istrator's recommendation that thev 
reactivate the Prestonsburg Municipal 
Improvements Corporation as a vehi­
cle for restructuring the city's debts 
and borrm.,;ng money to meet current 
operating expenses. 

Incorporated in 1979. PMIC floated 
bonds to finance construction of the 
new municipal buildmg but has bf'en 
dormant ever smce Thf' citv's accoun 
tant. Stephen R Allen. ha~ suggested 
reviving the corporation the council 
members. cit\ aclministrator and citv 
attornpy would ht> its members as ~ 
wav of extending Prestonsburg's debts 
over a longer penod and perhaps bor­
rowmg mone~· at a cheaper ratf': 
.James said 

l'nder state law. the ('OUnC'il is not 
permitted to tak<' out loans bond 
issues are exceptPd wh1ch exten<i 

beyond the council members' terms of 
office. A non-profit corporation would 
not be bound by that restriction. 

Council member Margie N. Osborne 
was not sold on the idea . fearing that it 
would make the present council 
responsible for what she described as 
illegal borrowing on the part of 
previous city administrations. Even as 
a member of the city's budget and 
finance committee. Mrs. Osborne said 
Ia ter. she is not aware of the extent of 
the city's current indebtedness. But at 
least one loan-a 20-year. $50,000 note 
signed last year to finance the river­
bank parking lot behind the Playhouse 
restaurant-was apparently taken out 
illegally. she charged. 

Council members William 0 Goebel. 
III and Frank Adams insisted that the 
previous council authorized onlv a 
$35.000 loan for the parking lot and Said 
it was expected to be paid off with fees 
collected from downtown firms . 
Patronage of the lot. and income earn­
ed from it. have been lower than antic­
ipated. however. 

Council member Thomas Tackett 
favored reawakening the dormant cor­
poration and restructuring the citv's 
debts- " We're going to be the council 
that bites the bullet." he 
predicted-and James insisted that the 
principal benefit of the corporation 
would be to give the city a way out of its 
cash flow dilemma 

But Mrs. Osborne recommended 
spending cuts as a more prudent 
means of handling the c1ty's financial

Among the city's strengths. some 
merchants noted. rent is generally lower 
in the town ·s center than in outlying 
areas.

more revenues for the city to replace 
those lost with the discontinuation of the 
federal revenue-sharing program. with 
little regard for the welfare of those in 
the area. Stevens said the chances of 
defeating the annexation bid, which 
would require that 75 percent of 
registered voters vote no. are miniscule 
at best. 

Prestonsburg City Attorney Larry 
Brown argues that annexation will be to 
the advantage of residents there. Pres­
tonsburg is planning to build a new fire 
station near Auxier to service the area, 
he said. Moreover, police coverage 
would be greatly increased, jobs would 
be created, and the decision on whether 
or not to annex is ultimately in the hands 
of area voters, he said.

Social Security 
Social Security benefits are not 

payable for the month a beneficiary 
dies, Jim Kelly, District Director for the 
Big Sandy Area, said recently. 

The benefit check, which is usually 
received on the 3rd day of each month, 
represents the benefit payable for the 
previous month. Therefore, if a person 
dies in July, for example, the check that 
is received August 3, which represents 
payment for July, should be returned, 
Kelly said. However, if the check is 
made out jointly to both husband and 
wife, the survivor should contact a 
Social Security office to find out whether 
the check should be cashed. 

If a person's benefits were being 
handled by direct deposit, the financial 
institution to which the checks were be­
ing sent should be notified of the death 
as soon as possible. The institution will 
then return any checks that were receiv­
ed after the person's death. 

More information about Social Securi­
ty checks can be obtained at the Big San­
dy Area Social Security office located on 
U.S. 23 between Prestonsburg and 
Paintsville. The telephone number is 
listed in your local telephone directory 
under U.S. Government.

The Floyd Board of Education and 
Floyd County Solid Waste. Inc were 
probably both losers in a property 
transaction worked out between 
Grigsby and John Allen: and Allen. a 
Prestonsburg lawyer. apparently 
breached his fiduciar:v duties. the in­
vestigator found . 

The transaction involved a seven­
acre tract purchased by B. F Reed at 
Garth for $25.000 in 1978. Reed first 
gave it to the state to set up a mock 
mine for training purposes and. when 
that fell through. gave it to the Flo~d 
Board of Education to sell. with tht' 
proceeds to be used to set up a scholar­
ship fund. 

In May. 1982 the tract was conveyed 
from the board to Building and 
Development Corporation. a company 
owned by John Allen and. in August 
that year. from Building and Develop­
ment Corp. to Industrial Rentals. Inc .. 
in which Allen and Adrian Lafferty 
were partners. 

The board received $25.000 from the 
property sale and the money was used 
to set up a scholarship fund at 
McDowell High School. Industrial Ren­
tals erected a steel building on the site 
and rented it to Floyd County Solid 
Waste for 15 years at $1980 a month 

While members of the BGard of duca­
tion knew they were receiving a $25.000 
donation. only Grigsby and Allen ap­
pear to have known that a transfer of 
property was involved and Grigsby 
claimed that he was "used" by Allen in 
what was presented to him as a 
package deal. the investigator 
reported. 

The Board of Education probably did 
not receive the money from the proper­
ty transfer that it could have received 
if it had been independently appraised , 
and sold for fair market value. said 
McCauley. who noted that the property 
was used by Allen and Lafferty to 
secure a $71.500 mortgage at the First 
Guaranty Bank in Martin . 

Another result of Allen's "apparent 
breach of fiduciary duty." said Mc­
Cauley. is that Floyd County Solid 
Waste- of which Allen was a director 
in 1981 and again in 198:1. but not in 
1982. when the Garth property was 
leased to the solid waste agencv is 
committed to a long-term. expensivt' 
lease agreement. 

"If prior to the conveyances tht' 
Floyd County Board of Education and 
Floyd County Solid Waste. Inc had 
been fully informed of the circum­
stances. the Board of Education could 
have probably obtained a higher price 
for the sale of the property and Flovd 
County Solid Waste. Inc. could have ob­
tained the property with a lower total 
financial obligation." the report said 

The attorney-general's office does 
not have legal authority to file suit to 
have the property conveyance set 
aside but the local board could and 
should consider it. McCauley said.

their budget. United States Customs Ser­
vice is on the front lines of confronting 
the illegal importation of drugs into the 
United States. For the past six years, the 
President, in his budget, has proposed 
severe cutbacks in Customs Service per­
sonnel. The President proposed the 
following reductions in Customs Service 
personnel: in 1982, 892 positions ; in 1983, 
1.564 positions: in 198<1, 1.755 positions : 
in 1985, 1000 positions; in 1986, 887 posi­
tions, and in 1987,770 positions. The Con­
gress has rejected all of these cutbacks. 
In addition , the so-called Gramm­
Rudman Law, against which I voted, 
reduced Customs Service personnel by 
256 positions. The House of Represen­
atives. in its action on the Appropria­
tions Bill for 1987, the President re­
quested $633 million for the Customs Ser­
vice.

The House of Representatives has ap­
propriated $412 million for the Drug En­
forcement Administration for 1987. This 
is an increase of approximately $48 
million from the appropriations for 1986. 

Congress has provided the necessary 
authority to involve military personnel 
in the war on drugs. As an example, Con­
gress has authorized the use of AWACS, 
the Air Force radar aircraft, and the 
Navy E2-C radar coverage airplanes. In 
1982, the Vice President ordered the 
Navy to provide 50 hours of E2-C radar 
coverage per month to support his South 
Florida Task Force. From July, 1982 to 
July, 1983, this level of support was pro­
vided only once and in some months 
there was none. Investlgation by the 
House Committee on Government 
Operations found that the Navy credited 
E2-C flight hours to its quota when, in 
fact, the aircraft were parked on the 
ramp in Norfolk, Virginia, 1000 miles 
from the designated search area . The 
AWACS are scheduled to fly up to six 
flights a month in support of Customs air 
interdiction efforts, but the Defense 
Department will require that these 
flights be scheduled six months in ad­
vance. This Defense Department policy 
makes the use of A WACS totally ineffec­
tive. In the past year, AWACS has made 
only five air interdiction cases. In spite 
of regular Navy E2-C training flights off 
the coast of Norfolk and San Diego, the 
personnel on these planes have never 
notifed the Customs Service of smuggler 
targets , which they might see during 
these training flights. 

Over the past several months, 11 com­
mittees of the House of Representatives, 
under the leadership of Congressman 
Jim Wright, have been putting together 
an omnibus antidrug package. This 
package will be before the House of 
Representatives beginning on Septem­
ber 10. This comprehensive legislation 
would deny preferential tariff treatment 
to legitimate products of drug produc­
ing countries which refuse to cooperate 
in stopping the flow of illegal drugs and 
apprehending the criminals. This Legis­
lation will also provide even more nar­
cotics control aircraft and more 
sophisticated electronic detection equip­
ment. Even more personel will be pro­
vided for the Coast Guard and the 
Customs Service than the Congress has 
already provided. Their already 
substantial legal authorities are 
strengthened further. 

The criminal penalties for violation of 
the drug laws are substantially increas­
ed and mandatory minimum penalties 
for the most dangerous drugs are set. In 
addition, the Drug Enforcement 
Administration is authorized to deputize 
state and local law enforcement officials 
to enhance their work. It also makes it 
a federal crime to use children to manu­
facture or distribute illegal drugs . The 
crime of selling drugs within 1,000 feet 
of a school is expanded to include 
manufacturing and to apply to colleges 
and universities. 

The authorization to prevent the 
laundering of drug money by banks and 
other financial institutions is strengthen­
ed and even stiffer civil and criminal 
penalties are provided. Law enforce­
ment officials will be authorized to seize 
the cash or property of a person appre­
hended in these violations and cause a 
forfeiture to the government of cash or 
property involved in these violations. 
The legislation will also provide addi­
tional funds for federal prison construc­
tion, for the Drug Enforcement Admini­
stration and for a new program of grants 
to state and local government for drug 
enforcement activities. 

Federal assistance under this legisla­
tion will be provided to the states for 
drug abuse education and prevention 
covering classes from kindergarten 
through the 12th grade. Programs will 
also provide for institutions of higher 
education. 

The legislation will also strengthen 
federal drug and abuse programs and 
provide the states with additional 
resources to provide treatment and 
rehabilitation. 

These 11 committees of the House of 
Representatives have been working for 
months on this comprehensive program. 
It is anticipated that it will rapidly pass 
the House of Representatives with con­
sideration to begin on September 10.

TAX LAW TO BE SIGNED SOON 
I 

The media is full of information about the tax bill approved 
on August 16 by the House-Senate Conference Committee. Almost 
everyone is predicting quick and easy passage of the bill by the 
full House and Senate; President Reagan has hailed the bill as 
a "triumph" and says he will sign it. But don't act too hastily based 
on early information that you receive about the bill. Take the time 
to get a clear picture of how the bill will affect you, not only this 
year, but also for several years. Develop a strategy that will save 
you the most in taxes over the long run. 

While the general form of the bill's provisions are generally 
clear at this point, working out the details and tying up the loose 
ends were left to the joint tax committee staff. The final bill is 
expected to be lengthy and as one analyst put it, "not all that 
simple." 

In its broad outlines the bill is considered landmark legisla­
tion, the first significant tax reform since World War II. When 
it is fully in effect, this law may indeed give us a fairer and simpler 
tax code. However, the transition rules may leave taxpayers· 
anything but impressed with the bill's fairness or simplicity. 

What the bill does do is lower individual and corporate tax 
rates and shift over $120 billion in taxes from individuals to cor­
porations over a five-year period. It takes more than six million 
low income people off the tax rolls altogether and provides four 
out of five taxpayers with a single 15% tax rate. It eliminates 
deductions and credits that have been preceived as "loopholes," 

As the deta i Is of the bill are revealed, take the time to review 
the new law's effect on your situation. There should still be time 
to act to cut your 1986 taxes and, more importantly, to plan a 
strategy that will minimize your taxes in future years as well.

Wildlife Federation 
Problems Explored 

Journalist Miles Kington takes a 
behind-the-scenes look at the making of 
"The Living Planet," the series written 
and presented by David Attenborough. 
"The Making of the Living Planet," en­
coring on KET Sunday, September 28, 
at 8:00p.m. , reveals some of the secrets 
of wildlife photography and includes 
many memorable moments-some of 
which were totally unscheduled and are 
seen here for the first time.

It's 
precisely their day-in-day-out habits 
that key anglers in to what has come to 
be called " pattern fishing." 

According to Randy Fite, Johnson 
Outboards Pro Staff member, pattern 
fishing gets "programmed into your 
mind and the more time you spend on 
the water, the more reflex responses you 
have to these things. 

"For example, someone who's been 
fishing any length of time may start off 
with a topwater bait early in the morn­
ing and he's catching fish and sees that 
fishing is starting to slow down. He 
realizes that the sun is getting brighter 
and the bass are getting back under­
neath the grassline or whatever. This is 
when he'd make an adjustment by go­
ing to a plastic worm or something else 
that's going to get below the surface. 
Bass react to sunlight. These variables 
become secondhand to you in the sense 
that you will make these adjustments as 
conditions change." 

On any large body of water, you will 
generally have multiple patterns. To.be 
successful in your search for bass, you'll 
have to understand and locate at least 
two or three existing patterns. 

"If conditions change, as they often 
do," Fite emphasises, "sometimes 
there's a pattern that is less affected by 
that change than by what another pat­
tern might be. A good example would be 
a body of water with shallow water fish 
and deep water fish. Let's say it's been 
cloudy for two days and you've been 
catching fish out in the shallow water. 
All of a sudden, the sun pops out. Shallow 
water bass are harder to catch under 
bright sunlight intensity. So, you'd fall 
back on your secondary pattern, which 
would be the deep water bass because 
they are not really affected by that 
sunlight because light intensity is very, 
very low at that depth anyway." 

Sunlight penetration and water 
temperature will determine what your 
lure selection will be. The water 
temperature will also determine what 
your retriveal speed will be-the colder 
the water, the slower the speed. 

"For example," Fite illustrates, "if 
you have a tree laying down in the water 
and the water is shallow and the tree is 
laying there under bright sunlight con­
ditions (that is, when the sun is not at its 
peak, between 9-11 a.m. and 4-7 p.m.), 
you should fish the outer edge of the tree 
with a fast moving bait. The bass will 
tend to be aggressive and therefore, will 
come from the outside edge of the tree 
and chase anything that comes by. 

"Take that same tree under the same 
conditions except that there is high 
sunlight intensity (that is, when the sun 
is at its peak, between ll a.m. and 3 
p.m.) on that tree. Now that bass will 
tend to back up and get into the heaviest 
section of that tree. Under this light con­
dition, he's not going to come charging

out of that tree to chase anything. He's 
in more of a dormant state and, there­
fore, your lure selection will either have 
to be a worm or jig, something you can 
get right into the heaviest brush or 
heaviest part of that tree and present 
right to that fish. 

"In warmer water conditions, you 
want to work your baits more m a 
horizontal motion," Fite continues. 

Where are bass generally located dur­
ing the summer? Fite answers that "fish 
tend to relate to types of sloping contours 
and gradual dropoffs. This is because

the summer weather changes aren't as 
severe as they are in the winter and fish 
relate to the gradual depth changes 
because they don't have to make any 
sudden movements one way or the other 
due to these weather changes." 

In summation, Fite stresses that fre­
quently, when a lot of people catch fish, 
they don't try to look at all the reasons 
of why the bass was where it was 
caught. "If they'd understand why that 
bass was there, then they would better 
understand the pattern that's going on 
in the lake at that given time."

Trial Perch Construction

May Boost Eagle Numbers 
'Biologists with the Kentuck} Dcpart­

tnent of Fish and Wildlife Resources 
recently constructed experimental bald 
~gle perches on Ballard Wildlife 
~lanagement Area to help accom­
modate the recovery of this species. 

The bald eagle, which for some time 
has been listed as endangered in many 
southern states, is increasing in 
numbers in Kentucky, according to 
fishery biologist Lynda Andrews. An­
drews, along with environmental section 
chief Wayne Davis. traveled to Western 
Kentucky, where along the Ohio River 
'ix telephone poles with three different 
designs of perches were raised for the 
birds to use. 
: According to Andrews, a bald eagle 
nest was discovered in late Februarv of 
Hl85-the first in Kentucky in nearly 40 
>;:ears. The 8,000-acre Ballard Wildlife 
Management Area has more bald eagles 
during the winter months than 
anywhere else in Kentucky. Andrews 
said the number of birds in this area 
alone averages 60 per year, with the 
nighest ever recorded being 117 

The poles, along with the manpower 
and equipment to set them in the 
ground, were donated by the Jackson 
Purchase Rural Electric Cooperative, 
which Davis said was instrumental in 
aidmg with the project. The perches are 
designed to give the eagles a choice of 
which structure they prefer. Biologists 
will observe the eagle to determine the 
most suitable type of perch, and a total 
of 50-60 will be placed in the area. 

Davis said two older dams (52 and 53 l 
on the Ohio are scheduled to be replac-

HUNTIN' & FISHIN'

The hot summer is almost over and 
it's gettmg time for huntmg and fall 
fishing seasons to begin. 

Squirrel hunters, are you finding any 
squirrels? Well, if you go west, you'll 
find plenty; however, that's not the case 
m eastern Kentucky. Our eastern Ken­
tucky hunters are taking a few more 
squirrels than last year, but I believe 
that's due to a low mast crop this year. 
Squirrels are having to travel further 
from the den to obtain food and are more. 
concentrated in areas that have mast. 
This makes them more vulnerable to 
hunters. 

I'm still getting a lot of reports of 
hunters taking !acting female squirrels 
and squirrels that have warbles 
<wolves) in them. I firmly believe that 
the squirrel season in eastern Kentucky 
is too early and I will make another ef­
fort to get this changed for the 1987 
season. 

Another area of sportsmen concern m 
eastern Kentucky is the coon dog train­
ing season. I have received numerous 
requests from our sportsmen and coon 
hunters to close parts of the coon dog 
training season to give the female coon 
a chance to have and raise her young. 
It is believed that this will raise the coon 
population. Also, if parts of the coon dog 
training season were closed, this will 
allow the Dept. of Fish and Wildlife to 
stock native Kentucky coons in our 
eastern Kentucky counties. Coon 
hunters, how do you feel about this possi­
ble regulation? 

Sportsmen, I believe our deer herd in 
eastern Kentucky is getting the boost it 
needs. The continuing deer stockings in 
our counties and the extra interest 
shown by our coal companies for wildlife 
reclamation is really paying off. 
However, we still have an uncontrolled 
dog problem. Animal shelters and dog 
wardens are necessary, but in order to 
have complete control, our good citizens 
must take responsibility for their dogs 
and cats. We do have wild dogs running 
in our eastern Kentucky mountains, but 
we're finding that the majority of our 
dog problem is coming from dogs and 
cats that are owned by individuals who 
let them run free. This situation must be 
corrected before we can have an abun­
dance of wildlife in eastern Kentucky. 

Another big problem, not only in 
eastern Kentucky, but throughout the 
state, is poaching. Sportsmen, if you see 
or hear of anyone poaching, please call 
your local conservation officer, or call 
toll free l -800-25ALERT. These slobs are 
stealing away opportunities from you 
and your family and they must pe 
stopped. 

Sportsmen, how about the positive 
things going on in eastern Kentucky? 
The Dept. of Fish and Wildlife Conser­
vation Education just completed 1ts 41st 
year of camping. Their group educated 
some 6,219 young sportsmen this past 
summer- an increase of 342 campers 
over last year . Also, our hunter safety 
program has been very productive and 
is continuing to grow. I have been very 
encouraged by the parents' participatiOn 
in hunter education programs. Dad or 
Mom, if your son or daughter has not 
received the hunter education course, 
please consider enrolling them in the 
next class that comes to your area . Not 
only will the kids benefit, but you'll find 
that you've probably forgotten a thing 
or two over the years. 

Another positive thing I've seen in the 
past few months is that our sportsmen 
clubs are becommg very active in help­
ing the Dept. of Fish and Wildlife work 
on our management areas. Our clubs 
believe, as I do, that management areas 
will play an important role in develop­
ing our fish and wildlife resources. They 
are helping the Department clear and 
plant wildlife habitat. They are also 
working with the Fisheries Division to 
enhance the fish populations m our 
lakes, rivers and streams. These clubs 

ed in the mid-1990s with construction of 
a new lock and dam . In the construction, 
an additional 11 acres will be added to 
the bank where the perches will be 
erected. This extra land will serve as a 
buffer between the eagles and human 
activity on the river. Davis said the en­
vironmental section is working with the 
U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, which 
will build the dam. on funding a study 
of the eagles and the effect construction 
may have on the local fish and wildlife 
resources 

The objective of the project is to pro­
vide the eagles an appropriate environ­
ment to winter and nest. Andrews 
pointed out the courtship period is the 
most crucial time for the birds during 
the nesting season. Too much distur­
bance may cause the birds not to nest in 
that area. or not.to return the following 
years as is customary. 

Although the bald eagle population in 
Kentucky is still listed as endangered, 
Davis said the overall goal to help the 
eagle regain numbers will be enhanced 
by this project, as it helps to provide a 
widespread area of nesting across the 
United States. Florida, said Andrews, 
probably has the highest nesting concen­
tration of bald eagles in the south, but 
the more dispersed nesting becomes, it 
is less likelv one detrimental incident, 
like poisoning, will wipe out the entire 
species. 

"Our first goal is for the nest to be suc­
cessful," said Davis, "then to work to 
see the environment remains productive 
for other eagles to nest and winter." 

are also working with our conservation 
officers to control poaching on these 
areas. All these good deeds provided by 
our sportsmen clubs will provide an 
enhancement of our fish and wildlife 
resources in eastern Kentucky. 

Because of a vast number of requests 
from our Floyd County sportsmen and 
fishermen, the Fish and Wildlife Com­
mission voted to put a 15" size limit on 
large mouth and small mouth bass and 
no limit on spotted or Kentucky bass on 
Dewey Lake beginning Jan. 1, 1987. 
Hopefully , this will increase the 
numbers of quality spawning bass and 
will enhance the bass fishing in the 
future on Dewey Lake. 

The Fisheries Division is recommen­
ding a 15" size limit on a number of our 
eastern Kentucky lakes for future com­
missions. Fishermen, how do you feel 
about these possible size limits? 

As we continue to enhance our wild 
turkey program, Magoffin, Lawrence 
and Knott Counties will receive wild 
turkeys this year. Next year the 
Fishtrap WMA, Buckhorn Lake Area. 
and Dewey Lake W'Yf.A will also receive 
turkeys. We have turkeys in most of our 
counties in the 7th District now and these 
stockings will only increase our oppor­
tunities for turkey populations in the 
future. 

Remember, sportsmen, deer season is 
closed in Perry and Letcher Counties un­
til we finish the mass deer stocking for 
those two counties. By the way, we'll be 
having a public meeting in Letcher Co. 
at the Letcher Co. courthouse at 7:00 
p.m. on Sept. 24th and at Hazard City 
Hall at 8:00p.m. on Sept. 25th to discuss 
the upcommg deer stocking program in 
Perry and Letcher counties. 

Just a few more reminders-there will 
be a Ruffed Grouse Society dinner, auc­
tion, and raffles banquet beginning at 
6:00p.m. Sept. 19th at the Holiday Inn 
in Prestonsburg. Also, the League of Ky. 
Sportsmen banquet will be held at 
Campbell House in Lexington on Sept. 
27th at 6:30 p m. The Southeast Duck 
Unlimited dinner, auction and raffle will 
be held at the Woodland Motel in Hazard 
on Oct. 15th. If anyone needs tickets or 
information, please call me at

Outdoors With Andy 
B" A.G. SPENCER 

Success can breed complacency, or so 
I thought to myself as I trudged off the 
familiar path down the hillside. It was 
opening morning of squirrel season last 
month, and I had encountered a pratfall 
common to most hunters. 

The ridgeline that I had just left had 
proven to be a reliable producer of 
bushytails in years past. The specter of 
former successful hunts had risen to 
haunt this outing, however, as I had been 
so sure of bagging a few squirrels for the 
stew pot that I hadn't even scouted the 
area for cuttings or other signs before 
opening day. 

By the time yours truly had worked 
his way down to the isolated old farm 
house that my uncle and I often hunt 
from, I was mentally kicking myself for 
not checking the spot a few days earlier. 
Suprisingly, a quick chat with my uncle, 
an excellent hunter, revealed that he 
had not seen hide nor hair of the tree­
dwelling rodents, either. 

Recalling a conversatiOn earlier that 
week with Jeff Sole, an upland game 
specialist with the state Dept. of Fish 
and Wildlife, in which he had painted a 
rosy picture for this year's squirrel 
season, my curiosity began to get the 
better of me. When I got home from that 
initial jaunt, I dialed a cousin in Johnson 
county, a veteran hunter who has bagg­
ed literally thousands of bushytails. 
Although he had failed to score, his part­
ner had potted four the first morning. 

If there were relatively few squirrels, 
as I had convinced myself to excuse my 
own poor showing, why could someone 
kill four in one spot? The answer prov­
ed to be the late freeze we had this 
spring. The unseasonably late cold spell 
killed many of the blooms on the nut­
bearing trees, particularly in the higher 
elevations. As a result, squirrels in 
eastern Kentucky have tended so far this 
season to be clustered around what food 
sources remain, so a hunter may hunt 
all day long and not so much as hear a 

squirrel, only to stumble on five or six 
within fifty yards of each other in a dif­
ferent locale the next day. 

What all of this information translates 
into for the average Nimrod is that he 
or she must scout an area thoroughly 
before devoting a morning, a day or 
even an entire weekend to hunting there. 
Look for squirrels to be traveling con­
siderably more than usual, especially on 
the ground, as their search for food in­
tensifies and the mercury continues to 
drop. 

With the advent of cooler months such 
as September and October, a 
smorgasbord of opportunities is 
available for the all-around out­
doorsman. The cooler weather marks 
the beginning of increased activity on 
the part of both finned and furred game. 

Many avid fishermen swear that angl­
ing is even more productive in the fall 
than in the spring. Add to that ever 
fewer bugs and comfortable weather all 
day long and you have all the ingredients 
for a pleasant, relaxing family outing 
over the weekend. 

Even better, you can pick up your .22 
when the fishing slows down and set out 
to add a few squirrels or a groundhog or 
two to the family larder. Fry any of 
these slowly in some bacon grease, add 
some persimmons or sweet potatoes, a 
salad of watercress and green onions 
and you have all the fixings. A few 
hushpuppies and golden fried fish filets 
won't exactly spoil the atmosphere, 
either. 

Remember that kids have short atten­
tion spans, and may lose interest in what 
you want to do just as you're getting 
warmed up. Its always a good idea to 
bring along binoculars for bird-watching 
(try making a game of this by alloting 
so many points for each species iden­
tified), frisbees and the like for games, 
an ice chest full of refreshments and bug 
spray for those flying nasties.

activity for the September 6-7 weekend 
was reported light to heavy statewide.

BARREN: Crappie were hitting min­
nows fished 15-20 feet deep over 
submerged tree tops; black bass were 
hitting crank baits cast off points in 8-12 
feet of water; in the tailwaters, crappie 
were active; clear, falling, l-Iz feet 
below summer pool and 78 degrees. 

NOLIN: Black bass were hitting 
plastic worms cast off points and around 
stump rows 2-6 feet deep; crappie were 
taking minnows over submerged cover 
and stick -ups in 12-15 feet of water; some 
walleye were being taken by trolling 
deep runners; clear, falling, 12 foot 
below summer pool and 80 degrees. 

ROUGH RIVER: Crappie were taking 
minnows still fished over submerged 
cover 10-15 feet deep; black bass were 
hitting crank baits and plastic worms off 
rocky points and rocky banks in 10-15 
feet of water ; clear, stable at summer 
pool and 78 degrees. 

TAYLORSVILLE: Black bass were 
taking crank baits and plastic worms off 
deep points and drop-offs 11}20 feet deep; 
bluegill were biting worms or crickets 
near stick-ups 6-8 feet deep; clear to 
murky, falling , 1- 1 2 feet below summer 
pool and 77 degrees. 

HERRINGTON: No report available. 
CUMB~HLANlJ: Hlack bass were hit­

ting crawfish over deep rocky bluffs and 
off points in 15-20 feet of water; bluegill 
were taking meal worms and crickets 

over submerged tree tops 5-10 feet deep; 
clear, stable at 23 feet below summer 
pool and 78 degrees. 

DALE HOLLOW: Black bass were 
taking plastic worms at night off deep 

, banks in 20 feet of water; bluegill were 
biting crickets over submerged cover 
8-10 feet deep; clear, falling, two feet 
below summer pool and 81 degrees. 

LAUREL: Trout were taking corn, 
worms and minnows in open water at 
night 10-30 feet deep; bluegill were hit­
ting crickets and worms along the 
shoreline from the surface to 15 feet 
deep; clear, stable at eight feet below 
summer pool and 75 degrees. 

CAVE RUN: Muskie were hitting 
crank baits and buzz baits in mouths of 
coves 5-10 feet deep; crappie were hit­
ting minnows over stump rows and 
submerged cover 10 feet deep; clear, 
stable at 1-12 feet below summer pool 
and 75 degrees. 

PAINTSVILLE: Trout were hitting 
wax worms at night over creek channels 
in 20-25 feet of water; bluegill were tak­
ing nightcrawlers over rocky banks 5-6 
feet deep; clear, stable at three feet 
below summer pool and 76 degrees. 

BUCKHORN: Crappie were hitting 
minnows drifted over submerged cover

ing of bow season for deer on October 1. 
A suprisingly large number of local 
sportsmen pick up the bow each fall in 
pursuit of the wily whitetail. Some of 
these enthusiasts are even reported by 
sleepless spouses to mumble incoherent­
ly in their sleep for weeks prior to 
season. Surely dreams of 12-point racks 
and freezers full of venison steaks and 
roasts play a big part of these nocturnal 
rumblings . 

The first point to consider is that the 
bow hunter, perhaps more than any 
other category of outdoorsman, must be 
familiar and expert with his equipment. 
This means getting your bow and ac­
cessories today, if you haven't already, 
and practicing an hour or two every day 
leading up to opening morning. 

Even regular practice isn't enough, 
though. You must be able to accurately 
estimate yardage over varying terrain 
because of the acutely arching trajec­
tory of an arrow shot from even the 
fastest compound bow. A miscalculation 
of distance as slight as five yards can 
and usually does result in a complete 
miss. Also, you should practice exten­
sively from an elevated tree stand if, like 
many bow hunters, you plan to hunt 
from one. 

The main point to consider is that you 
obviously cannot harvest your deer 
"where he ain't." There is no substitute 
for countless hours afield scouting ter­
rain for deer paths, especially along 
river and creek banks, hidden draws 
between h'ills, thick stretches of 
evergreens, and around food sources 
such as cornfields, soybean patches and 
stands of white oaks. 

Additionally. look for buck rubs, 
where bucks have stripped bark and 
branches from trees and saplings, 
and/or have pawed open a good-sized 
patch of earth. 

Until we get into deer populations and 
behavior next week, keep practicing and 
happy hunting!

New 'Mike Hammer' won't 
quite be the sam~ old fellow

Mike Hammer returns to 
TV this fall in "The New 
Mike Hammer," and ru­
mors are already floating 
around: Hammer, they 
say, is mellowing out.

"I've heard those ru­
mors myself," says Stacy 
Keach, who plays the 
hard-boiled detective. 
"It's not entirely true. He 
definitely is going to be a 

· tough as ever with the bad 
guys. But he may be softer 
with the victims, and I 
think we'll get a chance to 
see a little bit more of the 
inner workings of his 
personality.'' 

There have even been 
rumors that "The Ne~ 
Mike Hammer" will feature 
far fewer sexy babes. 

''There will be the same 
number of sexy babes on 
the·show," Keach quickly 
corrects. "However, they 
won't be coming on to 
Mike Hammer all the time 
and asking him to jump 
into the sack. That's 
something that I was al­
ways resisting. I thought 
that was real cheap and 
tawdry." 

Hammer could even 
have a serious romance or 

two. "There will be roman­
tic relationships, but they'll 
be discreetly peppered · 
throughout the course of 
the series," says Keach. 
"If you have a romantic li­
aison every week, the . 
credibility of the character 
goes out the window." 

Hammer's comeback 
was paved by last spring's 
successful CBS movie, 
"The Return of Mickey 
Spillane's Mike Hammer," 
which will be rebroadcast 
Saturday, Sept. 20. "The 
New Mike Hammer" will 
premiere the following 
Saturday, Sept. 27. 

The shutdown of the 
original series, "Mickey 
Spillane's Mike Hammer," 
was forced by unusual cir­
cumstances: Keach's six­
month prison sentence af­
ter he tried to bring $7,500 
worth of cocaine into En­
gland. Although Keach 
certainly didn't plan it that 
way, the series' forced hia­
tus has given the show's 
producers an unusual op­
portunity to assess the 
show's strengths and cor­
rect its weaknesses. 

"We've always been 
considered a style-over­
story show," says Keach, 
"and I think that's proba­
bly true of a lot of success­
ful series. What we're en­
deavoring to do is to get 
the stories up to the style. 

"I think a lot of our 
shows were confusing. 
They were basically all 
'whodunits.' When you fi­
nally got down to the last 
10 minutes, you found out 
who did it, but there was 
no time to say why or how. 
What we're working on 
now is opening that formu­
la up."

QUESTION: Is 1t true that severe pain 
can only be relieved by heroin? 

ANSWER: No. There are many drugs 
now available that are powerful enough 
to treat most patients with severe, long 
term pain. 

Some newspaper and magazine ar­
ticles have suggested that heroin is the 
only way to relieve severe pain. But the 
reported success with heroin was due 
more to how the drug was given than to 
the effects of the drug itself. Two studies 
were recently conducted to compare the 
pain relieving effects of heroin to other 
pain killers including morphine. The 
researchers concluded that heroin was 
not any more effective than morphine 
when both were given in the proper way. 

The drugs most often given in the 
United States include morphine, 
dilaudid and other strong narcotics. 
Even in England, where heroin is 
available for pain relief, morphine is 
now being used routinely to treat pain 
in cancer patients. 

Today health care professionals are 
better educated about pain control. 
Methods to manage pain by giving the 
drugs on regular schedules rather than 
waiting until a patient is in pain have 
helped many patients. Unfortunately, 
there are some patients in whom it is 
very hard to control pain, even with the 
strongest drugs and the most up to date 
methods. But it is unlikely that heroin 
would better help these patients. For 
these patients, other methods of pain 
control such as surgery to block nerve 
pathways, may prove more effective 
than the use of narcotics.

SHEEP FOOT ROT

Large animal farmers share many 

things in common-not all of them plea­
sant and one of them being foot rot. 

The disease can affect cattle and 
swine as well as sheep, goats and deer. 

In sheep, veterinarians diagnose five 
specific types of foot rot, with varying 
degrees of severity including virulent 
foot rot in which the death rate may ap­
proach 100 percent, a severe loss for a 
sheep farmer. 

All the versions are defined as an in­
fectious disease affecting the hooves of 
sheep, as opposed to other diseases 
which affect other parts of the animal 
as well, such as foot and mouth disease. 

It is caused by any of several agents, 
fungal or bacterial, some of which are 
present on the sheeps body under nor­
mal conditions. 

They gain entrance into the body 
through small cracks or cuts between 
the toes. A warm, moist environment 
contributes to the spread of the disease 
from infected to healthy animals . 

It pays to pay attention to your flock 
in thts case. If caught early, treatment 
can be relatively simple. 

The most obvious symptom is 
lameness, which can be severe. The feet 
have a distinctive, bad odor. It is most 
often seen when sheep are pastured in 
persistently wet areas, such as muddy 
barn lots or swampy areas. 

Wool production will diminish, and the 
hoof may begin to detach itself. 

The disease may persist for years in 
some sheep, becoming dormant in dry 
conditions. 

Expert diagnosis is necessary to con­
trol this disease, because symptoms of 
all five types overlap but treatment is 
not the same. 

Your veterinarian is qualified to deter­
mine both the type of foot rot as well as 
the causing agent, and can then 
prescribe an effective method of 
treatment. 

Generally, two methods are 
available- topical, which is aimed at 
treating the specific site of infection, and 
parenteral, in which the animal is 
treated by injections. Either is effective, 
both require keeping the animal's feet 
dry. 

Most types respond well to treatment, 
but catching it early is important. 

Call your veterinarian if you suspect 
foot rot. He can advise you quickly. He 
can also advise you of ways to help pre­
vent the disease from recurring.

Infant Death Rate 
Health Care Topic 

Health care professionals from across 
Kentucky will meet in Louisville early 
next month to learn more about infant -
mortality, one of the most serious health 
issues facing the state. 

"For every 1000 babies born in Ken­
tucky. about 11 die before they turn one 
year old," said Patricia Nicol, M.D .• of 
the Department for Health Services. 
"That's one of the highest rates in the 
country." 

Reducing infant mortality is one of 
the department's foremost priorities, so 
the 29th annual Helen B. Fraser Mater 
nal and Child Health Conference, spon­
sored by Health Services, will be 
devoted to the subject of infant mortali­
ty, Nicol said. 

The conference, scheduled for Oct. 1, 
2 and 3 at the Holiday Inn South in 
Louisville, will acquaint about 600 
nurses, nutritionists, doctors and health 
department support staff with the roots 
of the problems in Kentucky and will of­
fer suggestions on how the number of in­
fant deaths might be reduced. 

The first day of the conference will in­
volve general sessions for all partici­
pants. The other two days will consist of 
concurrent workshops with topics such 
as premature birth and low birth-weight 
prevention, teen pregnancy reduction ef­
forts, parenting skills development, 
family violence prevention. and nutri­
tion for the low birth-weight, high-risk 
baby. 

Continuing education units for nurse 
can be earned at the conference. Anyone 
interested in public health care is invited 
to attend . 

Pre-registration for any or all parts of 
the three-day conference is $10, and the 
deadline for pre-registration is Sept. 24. 
Registration at the door is $15.

Since classical times. Greeks. Italians 
and Levantines have based their diet on 
grain. olives and grapes. Mediterranean 
villagers supplemented these staples 
with green vegetables, beams. fruit. 
garlic, onions. fish and yogurt. 

Up to 75 percent of th1s diet's calories 
may be in the form of olive oil and 
cereals. In fact. olive 011 provides most 
of the daily fat intake Fish often sup­
plies most of the animal protein. By con­
trast. in the West . meat and dairy pro 
ducts yield up to two-thirds of our daily 
protein and about 60 percent of our fat. 

Heart disease and cancer have been 
called diseases of affluence, because 
they are linked to the high·fat, high 
calorie, low-vegetable-and-fiber diets 
common in the West. If a majority of 
people in Western nations adopted some 
of the following elements of the 
Mediterranean-village diet. notes Dr. 
Jan Stjernsward, chief of the World 
Health Organization's cancer division.

Despite these alarming statistics, tens 
of thousands of young people are ban­
ding together to fight drug use in what 
the magazine describes as a major na­
tional movement. 

By participating in anti-drug rallies, 
conferences and forming national 
organizations with names like Just Say 
No, World Youth Against Drug Abuse 
and College Challenge, along with a host 
of state organizations, teen-agers are 
taking positive steps to rid their lives of 
drugs. The first bylaw of most of these 
groups is: no illegal drug use and no 
alcohol until you reach the legal drink­
ing age. 

Those involved in the teen movement 
say their role is to counter the enormous 
pressure faced by teens to take drugs, 
to act as a support system and to teach 
their peers how to say no. As Rick Laut­
man, 23, head of Teen Connection in 
Mississippi, told Reader's Digest, 
"Parents don't begin to fathom what 
peer pressure is. Today you find kids 
who get wasted on alcohol, pot and 
speed. Ninety percent will say, 'I really 
didn't want to, but I was afraid everyone 
would call me a wimp.' " 

The leaders of the teen-age anti-drug 
groups are anything but nerds or wimps. 
They are, in the main, popular 
youngsters, respected by their class­
mates. As 17-year-old Billy Coletti, 
founder and president of Florida's In­
formed Teens, said, "Ev~n the druggies 
don't resent me that much, because I'm 
making a stand." 

Many of the groups use a simple ap­
proach to combating the drug scourge. 
"The best way to fight drug abuse is with 
the three E's : Educate, Educate and 
Educate,' ' said Lori Smith of PUSH 
(Prevention Using Student Help). 

Another successful approach is to pro­
vide activities that are drug- and 
alcohol-free. STOPP (Students to Offset 
Peer Pressure) in Hudson, N.H., holds 
high school dances, which in turn serve 
as fund-raisers for even more events­
such as midnight cruises, mountain 
climbing, cookouts and bowling.

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Shots That Can 
Save Your Life 

Vaccination is one of the best bargains 
around, but only 10 to 50 percent of at­
risk American adults are taking advan­
tage of it, reports the September 
Reader's Digest. Contrary to popular 
belief, the need for inoculations does not 
end with school years. As your children 
receive their shots, the magazine urges 
you to think about yourself as well. In­
oculations against the following preven­
table diseases can save your life. 

•Influenza-The U.S. Centers for 
Disease Control (CDC> in Atlanta pin­
points several high-risk groups: persons 
with chronic heart and lung diseases: 
residents of nursing homes and other 
chronic-care facilities; all those age 65 
or older; people with chronic diseases 
such as diabetes, anemia and asthma, 
and health-care workers. Though many 
people avoid the annual flu shot for fear 
of side effects, doctors say that less than 
one-third of patients experience sore­
ness around the vaccination site. 

•Pneumonia-Last year, pneumococ­
cal pneumonia, the most common form 
of bacterial pneumonia, claimed about 
25,000 lives . Essentially the same 
population at risk of flu should be in­
coulated against pneumococcal pneu­
monia . The CDC recommends not giv­
ing the vaccine to pregnant women who 
are otherwise healthy. 

•Hepatitis- There are between 400,000 
and 800,000 carriers in the United States 
of hepatitis B, a severe infection spread 
through unsterilized hypodermic 
needles, unclean dental or surgical in­
struments, blood products and transfu­
sions and sexual contact. Moreover, the 
hepatitis-B virus was recently identified 
as the single most important worldwide 
cause of liver cancer. The recommend­
ed-recipients of the vaccine: health-care 
workers who deal with blood; hemo­
dialysis patients, certain blood-product 
users; homosexually active men; pro­
stitutes; drug addicts, and pregnant 
women in any high-risk group. such as 
refugees from the Far East. 

•Rubella-Often called German 
measles, rubella is still a problem. The 
CDC reported 604 cases in 1985. All non­
pregnant females in their child-bearing 
years who do not have a record of 
rubella vaccination should be immuniz­
ed immediately. 

• Measles- Though measles is rarely 
fatal, it can cause ear infections, 
pneumonia and encephalitis. Vaccine 
recipients should be any young adult 
with no record of measles or no vaccina­
tion with a live-measles vaccine in 
childhood. 

•Tetanus-If you have ever stepped on 
a nail, you probably received a tetanus 
shot from your physician during treat­
ment of the wound. The CDC recom­
mends the combined tetanus-diphtheria 
vaccination, but they can be given 
separately. A booster injection every 10 
years is good insurance.

By the begin­
ning of this century Be rlin ha d 
developed into a booming metropolis 
which enjoyed much the same status as 
Paris, London and New York. Then, in 
1945, at the end of World War II in 
Europe, the city was divided into four 
zones of occupation by the former allies 
who had led the fight against Hitler and 
h1s forces However, the real division of 
the city occurred on August 25, 1961 , 
when the Communist East Germans 
began work on the Wall. 

This half-hour program examines 
life in the divided city 25 yeas after the 
Wall went up not only by focusing on 
contemporary Berlin, but also by ex­
pounding on Berlin's postwar history.

QUESTION. Several people I know 
have recently been diagnosed with 
melanoma. I understand 1t is a serious 
skin cancer. Is there anything I can do 
to reduce my chances of getting 
melanoma? 

ANSWER: For some unexplained 
reason the rate of melanoma is going up. 
For people under 35, it is becoming one 
of the most common cancers . Anyone 
born after 1950 should be especially alert 
to the dangers of overexposure to sun 
and the warning signs of melanoma. 

The first rule is to watch for changes 
in your skin C changes in SIZe, color, con­
tour, elevation, surface, or changes in 
surrounding skin> and see your doctor 
promptly if you have any questions. 
Spend some time getting to know what 
your skin looks like, where birthmarks 
and moles are located and what they 
look like. It's a little more difficult to 
keep an eye on your back, scalp and 
betweeen your buttocks, but a good full­
length mirror is a big help. 

Pay special attention to those moles 
that have unusual features. If any moles 
change, see a physician, preferably a 
specialist in diseases of the skin <der­
matology> right away.

Supporting and encouraging the avail­
ability of adequate treatment and 
farilities lor these Kentuckians is the job 
of the Developmental Disabilities Plan­
nmg Council in the Department for Men 
tal Health and l\lental Retardation 
Services 

"The council is responsible for 
de\'eloping services for and protecting 
the rights of people with developmental 
disabilities." said council executive 
director Rich Eversman. "Their goal Is 
to improve the lives and opportunities of 
all Kentuckians whose quality of life 
depends on receiving those services." 

To accomplish this goaL the council 
works with the department to develop a 
state plan designating which service 
areas receive priority. They annually 
revie\\ and evaluate the state plan and 
all other plans in the state affecting per­
sons with developmental disabilities . 

There are 2-1 citizen and agency repre­
sentatives appointed to the council by 
the governor. At least half the members 
must be persons with developmental 
disabilities or their parents, guardians 
or immediate relatives. The remaining 
members are from state and private 
service agencies and advocacy groups. 

··By includin~ consumers on the coun­
cil, the membership stays current on 
issues and problems affecting severely 
disabled persons across the state," said 
Eversman. ·'They get a good idea of how 
our programs are working and what 
areas need further evaluation." 

The council selects, funds and moni ­
tors demonstration projects throughout 
Kentucky which provide models of in·

"Our demonstration projects are an 
excellent way to determine the effec 
tiveness of a new program before 
launching it full-scale," said Eversman.

The council acts through four standmg 
committees: executive, momtoring and 
evaluation. planning, and education and 
advocacy The committees meet in con­
junction with quarterly council meetings 
and additionally as necessary. The ex­
ecutive committee can conduct business 
between council meetings. 

The Division of Mental Retardation 
provides accounting, monitoring and 
reporting support to the council staff. 
The divisiOn also provides technical 
assistance on program issues and col­
lects data on service needs, target 
population location and service avail­
ability. 

"We also work with the Division of 
Protection and Advocacy and the 
Human Development Program at the 
University of Kentucky in developing 
the programs,'' said Eversman. ''By 
working fugether, we can provide peo­
ple with developmental disabilities a 
place to live that is right for them."

Social Security 
ANNUAL REPORT SHOWS 
SSA IN GOOD SHAPE 

Social Security's 1986 annual report to 
the Congress makes good reading for 
those interested in the soundness of the 
Social Security system. The report 
shows a large surplus in the trust funds, 
steady progress in administrative in­
itiatives and implementing legislative 
mandates, and systems improvements 
that signal dramatic technological 
changes for the future. 

The report is required by law as a 
means of updating Congress on the 
status of the Social Security system. It 
covers all aspects of Social Security, in­
cluding program, administration, and 
legislation. 

The report shows that in fiscal year 
1986 income to the retirement, survivors, 
and disability trust funds is expected to 
exceed outgo by $13 billion. Current 
estimates show that the program will be 
able to pay benefits on time well into the 
next century under all of the sets of ac­
tuarial assumptions on which estimates 
are made. 

The report indicated that ad­
ministrative costs as a percent of in­
come to the trust funds was only 1.2 per­
cent in 1985. Processing time for retire­
ment and survivors claims has been 
reduced from 23 days in September 1984 
to 20 days in September 1985 and for SSI 
claims for the aged from 16 days in 
September 1984 to 11 days in September 
1985. 

The agency reports that it has im­
plemented the main provisions of the 
Social Security Disability Benefits 
Reform Act of 1984 (P.L. 98-460). The 
law was designed to restore uniformity 
and public confidence in the disability 
program. In general, the new program 
sets rules that can be consistencly ap­
plied by all disability decisionmakers. 
Medical improvement must have occur­
red and the disabled beneficiary must be 
able to work before benefits can be , 
terminated. 

A new modernized claims system was 
initiated in district offices in 1985 and ex­
panded to 18 pilot offices in 1986. The 
new system features desk terminals that 
give direct access to records in the main 
computers in the Baltimore head­
quarters. It will be able to provide im­
mediate status of claims, control claims 
workloads, and accelerate claims pro­
cessing. All offices are expected to have 
the new capabilities by the end of 1988. 

The modernized claims system is a 
part of the systems modernization plan, 
a comprehensive effort to improve the 
agency's data processing capability to 
a state-of-the-art level and keep it there. 
Started in 1982, the plan has prevented 
a potential systems failure caused by an­
tiquated computers and inadequate soft­
ware and positioned the system fortran­
sition to a modern data processing 
operation. The agency is currently at­
tempting to perform operations in a 
state-of -the-art environment, according 
to the annual report.

Lower gasoline prices will likely mean 

more automobiles on the road this sum­
mer than in the past few years. This will 
also mean more animals will be hit by 
cars and injured or killed. 

If the animal is your pet, some first 
aid tips might be in order. 

By far, the most common outdoor pets 
are dogs, but the first aid rules generally 
apply for all animals. 

Assuming your pet is breathing, the 
first things to check for are shock and 
internal bleeding. Other injuries, though 
they may be more apparent, are not 
nearly so important at this point. 

See if the animal's gums are normal 
color, or are white. Shock is a general 
term for failure of blood flow to body 
tissues, and white gums would indicate 
a high probability of shock or internal 
bleeding or both. Immediate profes­
sional attention is necessary. 

Do not try to give the animal food or 
water. Severe vomiting could result. 
causing internal bleeding. Keep the 
animal warm. 

Remember to treat for shock first. At 
some point it becomes irreversible and 
death will follow.
