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MOLASSES MAKING-A FAST-FADING ART is alive and well at Hueysville where Ollie Jack Howard boils sorghum 
juice to make molasses under the watchful eye of neighbor, Eldan Bailey. 

For 20 years Howard has been involved in making molasses, and time has not made the task appreciably easier. Few 
short cuts have been developed. Still required is squeezing the sap from the cane, followed by the long, hot ordeal of 
boiling the juice until the thick, dark, delicious sorghum is produced. 

At one time, Mr. Howard had a portable mill that could be moved to the cane patch, set up, then taken down and stored 
when not in use, but about six years ago, he built a permanent building to house his equipment. The cane is now brought 
to the mill for processing. 

One modern innovation is the replacement of the horse or mule, plodding in circles to turn the gin. Now a five-horsepower 
electric motor turns a truck universal and gear box to operate a stationary press. Another change Howard has made 
is the variety of sorghum cane he grows. 

For many years, he grew Sugar Drig sorghum, saving the seed each year. Then in 1984, with the help of Floyd County 
Agent Gene Ball and Dr. Morris Bitzer, of the University of Kentucky Agronomy Department, Howard was able to get 
two pounds of a variety called Dole as well as an experimental type. He says he never expects to grow anything but 
Dole for syrup for he has found that it produces over twice as much juice as any other variety he has ever used. 

Thus far this season, Howard has made over 300 gallons of molasses. He says it takes between 18 and 20 gallons of 
juice to produce one gaUon of sorghum, and in about two weeks, he expects to complete this year's crop with total pro­
duction of around 1,000 gallons.

They will have to wait for two years 
and then. unless the Board of Educa­
tion adjusts division boundaries m the 
meantime. they will be voting not in 
Division 2 but in Division 5. 

A random sampling this week sug­
gests that that will be news to most if 
not all Dwale voters, who have always 
assumed they live in Division 2 and 
who have never found reason at the 
polling booth to believe otherwise 

The confusion stems from a 
February. 1973 order of Floyd Fiscal 
Court, which sliced New Allen from 
one precinct and Dwale from another 
and combined them into Allen-Dwale 
voting precinct No. 44. 

Prior to the change. New Allen was 
paired with Allen in the Mouth of 
Beaver precinct. with voters casting 
their ballots in the old Allen City Hall. 
Dwale was part of Jim Banks precinct. 
its polling place at Settles Auto Parts.

James A. Duff, who has represented 
Division 5 since 1972, said he knew 
Dwale was in his district. He has 
always assumed. he said. that 
residents there voted in the Jim Banks 
precinct, where Division 5 candidates 
are on the ballot. 

It is impossible to tell whether Dwale 
voters have had any effect on the out­
come of Division 2 races in that precinct. 
The only recent contests were in 1974, 
when Ray "Shag" Campbell beat Gene 
Davis in the Allen-Dwale precinct by 106 
to 81 votes, and in 1982, when Campbell 
easily defeated Larry Hicks. Dwale 
residents apparently voted in both races.

All Parties Agree To Site 
At Eastern for New School 

Fears that construction of a con­
solidated grade school on Right Beaver 
Creek might be delayed by a bitter. 
drawn-out battle over the location ap­
peared to have been allayed at a public 
hearing Friday. when a site at Eastern 
won unanimous support . 

The hearing.· which was conducted 
by Deputy State Superintendent Dan 
Branham at Allen Central High School. 
was requested by the Floyd Board of 
Education in response to motmting op­
position to plans to build the new school 
on the site of the existing Garrett 
Elementary School. 

Wayland residents led the opposition 
to the Garrett site , pointing out that it 
is notoriously flood-prone . Many Gar­
rett restdents also proved open to con­
sideration of a different site if it did not 
mean busing their children too far . 

A Cleveland, Ohio. mining company 
offered a way out of the dilemma when 
it announced that a 13-acre tract at the 
mouth of Goose Creek was on the 
market. The property is on new KY 80. 
a mile north of Garrett, five miles from 
Wayland. It now appears to be the 
choice of all parties with a stake in the 
selection. 

For the Wayland group. said Mrs. 
Libby Martin. backing the latest site 
was a painful compromise. and she 
wanted it clearlv understood that. if 
any hitch should develop in purchasing 
the Goose Creek property. they would 
renew their efforts to have the new 
school built at Wayland. 

Speaking for the Floyd Board of 
Education. Superintendent Ray 
Brackett said the Goose Creek tract. 
which is owned by T&K Coal Q>mpany. 
is available at a "reasonable" price. 
Seven acres are suitable for con­
struction and the property is out of the 
flood plain. he said. 

By contrast, it could cost as much as 
$300.000 to fill the Garrett site or 
elevate the school on pylons and 
classes would be disrupted during con­
struction. he noted. 

Architect Paul Hoffman said site 
development costs would be relatively 
low on the new property. that the loca­
tion was esthetically pleasing. and that 
money saved by not having to improve 
the Garrett site could be used to build 
another 5000 square feet of classrooms. 

Gene Wright. representing the state 
Department of Education's division of 
buildings and grounds. said the depart­
ment would recommend construction 
on the new site. 

If consolidation is absolutely 
necessary, her group could accept the 
Goose Creek site, Libby Martin told the 
hearing officer. "It is always a blow to 
any commtmity to Jose a school. In 
Wayland. our school is the lifeblood of 
the community. But we're a 
reasonable group of people." she said. 

However. if any problem should 
arise in buying or developing the Goose 
Creek site, she expected that Wayland 
or Lackey would again be considered. 
" Under no circumstances must it 
revert to Garre_tt. " Mrs. Martin said.

Waits Files Petition 
For Bankruptcy Action 

The development firm that became 
mired in financial and technical pro­
blems during construction of the 
Prestonsburg Village shopping center 
here has filed for bankruptcy in New 
York. 

Commonwealth Development Cor­
poration. headed by Louisville 
developer John Waits. filed a petition 
in White Plains, N.Y .. seeking to re­
·organize under Chapter 11 of the 
federal bankruptcy code. The firm 
says it has assets of $621.500 and debts 
totalling $3.029.329. 

The company lists '1:77 creditors. only 
five of whom have loans secured by 
real estate or other form of collateral. 

Waits has built a dozen shopping 
centers in Kentucky and Connecticut. 
many of which. like the Prestonsburg 
project, have reportedly not been com­
pleted on schedule or. once completed, 
have had difficulty attracting tenants. 

The bankruptcy request. which was 
filed Sept. 30. automatically delays 
foreclosure sales. such as the one 
ordered for Prestonsburg Village 
recently by Special Judge Will T Scott . 
The sale was ordered to satisfy a claim 
of Buckingham Kentucky Holdings. 
Inc .. which invested $13.5 million in the 
shopping center.

Court here against the Prestonsburg 
Village developer are· Stamper Con­
struction Co .. of Campton. which listed 
an unpaid debt of $41,975: Mountain 
Enterprises.

Here Pending 
Mental Test 

A Bypro man who allegedly threw 
his 73-year-old mother down a flight of 
stairs to her death last week was 
ordered Monday to undergo 
psychiatric testing at a state facility . 

Earl Cannon, 55. was charged with 
murder last Wednesday in the death of 
Voyne A. Cannon. who died Tuesday 
afternoon in McDowell Appalachian 
Regional Hospital after sustaining a 
skull fracture, broken ribs, and a punc­
tured lung.

According to a Lexington Herald­

climb the 15 outside stairs to an apart­
ment he shared With his mother "His 
mother came out and got hold of his 
arm, like she was trying to get him in 
the house. " Hill told Herald-Leader 
reporter Lee Mueller. " Right off the 
bat, he just slung her right off this big 
high porch down the stairs." 

Mrs. Cannon. who weighed about 190 
potmds, fell about half-way down the 
stairs before hitting them, Hill said 
Cannon ran to where his mother lav. 
stood there. and began saluting he-r. 
Hill said . "I took him by the arm and 
he said.'Don't shoot me. sergeant,'' ' 
Hill said. 

Hill said he had been called to t~ 
building by employees of a nearby 
branch bank where Cannon. dressed in 
a long. black trench coat. had asked 
tellers for Sl million. When the 
employees told him they did not have 
that much money. Cannon tried to rip a 
security camera off a wall. Hill said. 

Cannon 's neighbors said the accused 
man had been suffering from mental 
problems. according to Coroner Roger 
Nelson. A Korean War veteran. Can­
non is a former mme mspector but has 
not worked recenty. Nelson said.

Heating Aid Process Opens, 
But Payments To Be Delayed 

Eligible Kentucky families \\. ith an 
elderly or disabled fa mil) member will 
begin requesting financial aid on their 
winter heating bills on :\tonday. Oct 20 
However . successful applicants lace 
delays of several weeks before receiv· 
ing payments 

The Kentuck:- Department for Social 
Insurance will take applications for the 
initial segment of the 1986 87 Home 
E:nergy Assistance Program ! IIE:APl 
through Oct 31 or until the estimated 
$5.4 million in federal funding for that 
segment of the program 1s exhausted 

Durmg this segment. applications will 
be taken only from low-income 
households with a family memb€'r who 
is 60 or older or 1s 100 percent disabl€'d 

Delays m congressional approval of 
the federal budget for the new fiscal 
~ear will also mean delays in HEAP 
payments. according to Social In­
surance Commtssioner Mtke Robinson. 

"Because Congress didn't finalize the 
HEAP authorization until th1s week. it 
will be at least early ~ovember beforl' 
states can draw upo~ federal appropria· 
lion for the program ... Robinson said 
"We'll process the approved HE:AP ap 
plicatwn~ as soon as funding is 
available, hut the checks won t be gomg 
out as fast as people mav have receiv­
ed them in past year " 

At the same time. recent congres­
sional action reducing HEAP funding 
means less aid than had been an­
ticipated for Kentuckians this winter. 

"In order to serve the maximum 
number of households with reasonable 
benefits. we reduced the payment le\·els 
based on the fuel type. family income 
and s1ze. Payments will now range from 
a minimum of $75 to a maximum of $135, 
or $25 less than the levels we had an­
ticipated paying. Robinson said. 

He added that although the amount ot 
assistance and the payment levels were 
lowered in the first two segments the 
crisis segment would not suffer the same 
fate. "We don't feel that we could reduce 
benefits needed to cover an emergency 
situation." he said. 

A total of $10 8 million has been allot 
ted for the first two HEAP segments. 
Half of that amount is to be paid out in 
each segment. with any unspent funds 
being transferred to the following 
period. An additional $6 million has been 
set aside for the crisis segment 

As a convenience to participants in the 
HEAP program, 57 counties are 
operating temporary application sites 
Applications will be taken at the depart 
ment's local offices in the other 63 
counties.

Prime Time For View 
Of Kentucky Foliage 

It's prime time for Kentucky's fall­
foliage viewing season. The bright col­
ors of autumn are spreading quickly 
through the state's forests and, for all 
but the western· part of the state, peak 
coloration is predicted in the next week 
to 10 days. For western Kentucky, the 
best viewing time appears to be at the 
end of the month. Travelers may well 
find that the upcoming weekend will be 
ideal for visiting the eastern two-thirds 
of Kentucky to enjoy the fall scenery. 
The question of how bright the fall 
leaves will be remains to be answered 
but reports from several areas suggest 
that recent, favorable autumn weather 
may produce outstanding color. The 
following is a regional summary of leaf 
conditions based on reports from 40 
reporting stations: 

EASTERN-About 60-70 percent of 
hardwood trees in the area around 
Cumberland Falls State Resort Park are 
displaying their fall colors and peak con­
ditions are expected by the weekend. 
Maple trees, whose leaves turn bright 
red or orange in the fall, are changing 
color, as are bright-yellow poplars and 
golden hickories. In northeastern Ken­
tucky, Carter Caves State Resort Park 
is a "hot spot," where about 70 percent 
of h~rdwoods have changed color, in­
cludmg maples. Peak is expected by 
week's end. Elsewhere in the region, 
from 30-50 percent of trees have chang­
ed color, with peak coloration expected 
in about a week to 10 days. 

NORTH CENTRAL-Natural Bridge 
State Park is noted for its breath-taking 
fall beauty and the area will apparent­
ly be the first in the region to reach full 
coloration. By the weekend, maples are 
expected to show off their reds and 
oranges, along with deep-red blackgums 
and yellow poplars. In other parts of the 
regwn, the percentage of fall leaf color 
ra?g~s from 2540 percent, with Buckley 
Wildlife Sanctuary in Woodford County 
appearing to have the most color. 

SOUTH CENTRAL-About 30 percent 
of hardwood trees have changed color in 
the region. Around scenic Lake 
Cumberland, vivid fall colors are seen 
in the shiny, red leaves of sourwoods and 
in hickories. Around Campbellsville, 
dogwoods and blackgums are turning 
dark red, in contrast to the bright yellow 
of poplars. Peak coloration in the region 
is expected in about 10 days. 

WESTERN-Observers in this region 
generally expect hardwood trees to 
reach their full fall colors in late Oc­
tober. An exception is Audubon State 
Park, in Henderson, where about half of 
the hardwoods have changed color and 
the best viewing is expected in a week. 
The observer there reports intense reds 
this season, in sugar maples and other 
species. Currently, about 35 percent of 
trees have changed color in the region.

Frasures Lose 
Recompense Bid 
For Lost Quiet 

When he was discharged from the 
Air Force. Delmer Frasure reckoned 
he'd put up with all the noise he was go­
ing to put up with. He and his wife Oma 
bought their 22-acre spread on 
Frasure's Branch of Mud Creek in . 
1970, he said, because it was "secluded 
and quiet." 

The couple was in Floyd Circuit 
Court last week. in a vain effort to call 
to account the coal company they say 
has shattered their peace. 

The legal argument turned on the 
nature of the road that serves the 
hollow's 26 families-and has also 
served the Mitch Coal Company since 
it opened a mine on Frasure's Branch 
in 1976. 

Mitch Coal, which was represented 
in court by Grover Sammons and at­
torney Arnold Turner. Jr .. claimed it 
has a right to the coal and access to it 
by virtue of its lease from the Elkhorn 
Coal Corporation. Elkhorn's deed from 
the Northern Coal and Coke Co. and. 
ultimately. the broadform deed bv 
which Northern bought the property 
from Teaberry Newsome in 1903. 

Evidence was presented that the 
road has been maintained as a county 
road and that it has been traveled for 
years by residential and commercial 
traffic-including an earlier coal 
operation-without objection. 

The Frasures argued that the road 
lies within an 1~acre tract excluded 
under terms of the original broadform 
deed. that they have objected on the 
rare occasions when the county main­
tained the road and that. in any event. 
the road, which was barely nine feet 
wide when they moved in in June. 1973. 
has been widened to as much as 25 feet 
by the passage of trucks serving the 
Mitch Coal Co. mine. 

They sought actual and punitive 
damages for the alleged trespass. 

In his instructions to the jury. Circuit 
Judge Hollie Conley held that the road 
IS a county road and that the coal com­
pany has a right to use it. The jury 
should decide if the widening of the 
road amounted to a trespass on the 
Frasures' property and. if so. what 
compensation the homeowners are en· 
titled to receive. the judge said. 

By unanimous consent. the jurv 
found that no trespass had occurred• 
and that the Frasures were not entitled 
to compensation .

Local Store Joins 
Safe Child Program 

Floyd county parents may have their 
children videoprinted during Operation 
Safe Child, October 21, 22, 23 at the Na­
tional Video store, here, one of 710 in the 
United States and Canada to offer this 
child safety program. 

Purpose of the program is to provide 
ways to help combat child abuse and ab­
duction and to increase awareness of 
general safety practices in the home. 

Videoprinting involves a two-minute 
video tape interview with the child dur­
ing which the child is asked simple ques­
tions and walks around a designated tap­
ing area. The idea is to convey a sense 
of the whole child including movements 
and mannerisms. 

Store owners, Ron and Linda Wooten, 
said that with the videoprint, in the 
event that it ever becomes necessary, 
parents have an accurate identification 
record of their child which can be aired 
on television to alert anyone who may 
have seen the child. To have a child 
videoprinted, parents may bring in a 
12-inch VHS blank tape or purchase one 
at the store. Royalties paid on blank tape 
sales will be donated to the Starlight 
Foundation, a national non-profit 
organization which grants the wishes of 
critically ill children. 

National Video is also offering during 
this time free overnight rental of a Walt 
Disney home video program called "Too 
Smart for Strangers,'' hosted by Winnie 
the Pooh and friends. Brochures filled 
with safety tips on fire and poison 
prevention as well as lessons for parents 
and children on dealing with strangers 
and other potentially dangerous situa­
tions will be distributed free of charge 
during Operation Safe Child. 

National Video's first Operation Safe 
Child program held in January 1985 
earned its chairman the President's 
Citation for Outstanding Private Sector 
Initiative. The program was repeated 
in October 1985, and to date, nearly 
60,000 children have been videoprinted 
through National Video's efforts.

In the spring of 1985. Markel Mining 
Co. was interested in buying equip­
ment from Tackett's firm. T&T Equip­
ment Inc. at Teaberry. The Ohio firm 
couldn 't get a conventional loan. 
however. and T&T was not willing to 
finance the sale itself. Tackett's suit 
said. 

Bank Josephine officials told Tackett 
they had checked out Markel. that it 
was a strong business. its proposed 
mining venture had "excellent poten­
tial." and that there would be 
''minimal risk" in financing it. the suit 
said. The bank was prepared to put up 
the money if Tackett would guarantee 
at least part of the debt. 

According to their agreement. 
Tackett said, the bank made the loan, 
which was secured by the equipment 
itseH, by a letter of credit from Canadian 
Commercial Bank equal to 40 percent of 
the purchase price, and by T&T Equip­
ment's guaranteeing the remaining 60. 
percent of the debt. 

The papers were drawn up by an at­
torney to whom the bank referred him. 
said Tackett. who now alleges the 
lawyer was working not in his interests 
but in the bank's. 

Markel defaulted and the equipment 
was repossessed by the bank. 

While he wanted to haul the equip­
ment back to Floyd county for sale. 
Bank Josephine officials insisted on 
selling it at public auction "on the out­
skirts of a small town in southeastern 
Ohio." Tackett charged. and the sale 
realized only $153.000 

Further. the bank is now holding 
Tackett individually responsible for 
the whole debt. citing a contract the 
coal operator claims was intentionally 
misrepresented to him by the bank's 
attorney 

On the advice of his current attorney. 
Tackett declined this week to answer 
questions about the suit- including the 
amount of the original Joan. the 
amount still said to be due. and the 
name of the attorney who drew up the 
disputed contract. 

Tackett's suit was filed by attorney 
Frank H Schultz. of the Lexington 
firm of Vimont and Wills. Reports of 
suits filed in court give only the plain­
tiff's version of the issues in dispute 

AN UNSIGHTLY and dangerous sinkhole in front of Prestons­
burg Elementary School was being repaired this week as the 
result of a joint effort by the Floyd County Conservation 
District, U.S. Soil Conservation Service, and state highway 
workers.

Victims Will Be Notified 
Of Parole- Board Hearings 

By Attorney General 
David L Armstrong 

Several important pieces of legislation 
affecting our criminal justice system 
were passed by the 1986 Kentucky 
General Assembly. Included among 
these was House Bill 8, effective July 15, 
1986. This law provides that victims of 
class A, B, or C felonies <most serious 
crimes fall into these categories) be 
given notice 30 to 90 days before a parole 
hearing of the convicted person respon­
sible for the crime. 

The notice is to include the time, date 
and place of the hearing and the name 
of the person to write to request atten­
dance at the hearing or to submit writ­
ten comments to. Comments may in­
clude the circumstances of the crime, 
the defendant's criminal record and 
social history, the crime 's impact on the 
victim emotionally. physically and 
financially, and similar matters related 
to parole. 

All written comments must be receiv­
ed by the Parole Board at least seven 
days before the hearing date. Comments 
will be kept in the file and considered in 
any subsequent parole decisions. 

The crime victim or next of kin of 
deceased or disabled victims may also 

attend the hearing and present oral and 
written comments if notice is given to 
the Board at least seven days in ad­
vance. Your comments at the hearing 
may be made outside the presence of the 
prisoner if you desire. If you want to ex­
ercise your right to make comments 
before the Parole Board, be sure the 
Board and Commonwealth Attorney 
have your current address. 

All of these hearings will be open to 
the public unless closure is requested for 
reasons of personal safety. 

For crimes committed before July 15, 
1986, notice will be sent to the Com­
monwealth Attorney where the crime 
was committed to be forwarded to the 
victim. For more recent crimes, notice 
will be sent to the last known address of 
the victim as provided by the Com­
monwealth's Attorney at the time of the 
defendant's imprisonment. 

This important new law provides a 
necessary right to the victim of serious 
crime, without taking away rights from 
the convicted person. With legislation 
such as th1s, the victim is at last having 
a voice in the criminal justice system.

THE SPORTING TIMES 
Since it was introduced in the 

American League several years ago the 
designated hitter has been the subject of 
baseball discussion, and this year's 
World Series has brought out additional 
thoughts from pros and cons of the rule. 

The DH was initially introduced to 
bring new and additional excitement to 
the game of baseball but to the truly 
established baseball theory of hitting 
and pitching, fielding and throwing, the 
designated hitter has betrayed a com­
plete player. 

Before the DH was adopted, a major 
league player had to be a well rounded 
athlete, being able to play defense as 
well as the ability to hit the baseball. 

Now, however, the American League 
is filled with old timers who can't throw, 
can't catch, and can't run any more, but 
they are still making millions from 
baseball. Doesn't sound exciting to me. 

Many people favor the designated hit· 
ter rule, because it adds years to their 
favorite players careers while producing 
more runs per game thus making for 
more exciting baseball . 

Now f.he first two items have been pro­
ven, but where more runs make for 
more ex "ring ba biYl :is certainly 
questionable. 

In 1985 the American League hit 754 
more homeruns than did the National 
League, but is the long ball more ex­
citing than a good defensive play? Not 
hardly. The one single exciting moment 
of a homerun comes when the bat and 
ball make a contact. After that all a fan 
can do is watch the flight of a baseball, 
and the runner circling the bases. 

Another thing which the designated 
hitter produces is more complete games 
and fewer shutouts. 

In '85, the AL had 360 complete game 
performances, but this doesn't exactly 
mean good pitching outings. On the con­
trary. In the year previously mention­
ed, the NL boasted 149 shutouts while the 
American League had but 109. 

The one thing these numbers prove is 
that when managers do not have to bring 
on a pinch hitter for the pitcher in 
crucial situations the starter usually 
finishes what he started. 

Now this is good jf you enjoy watching 
a man struggle with his opponent and 
himself after he has given everything he 
has to succeed. But because this man 
pitching has someone else doing part of 
his job for him, he is left at work longer 
than he should have been. 

A year ago, the AL's top 10 pitchers all 
logged over 200 innings while the NL had 
seven of their top 10 pitchers to add up 
these kinds of numbers. This difference 
didn't become a reality because the pit­
chers were better in one league as com­
pared to the other. 

The reason was the designated hitter 
and the fact that pitchers weren't forc­
ed to hit. You know what this will even­
tually bring about? The shortening of 
careers. 

Yep. At the same time the DH is giv­
ing old hitters a chance to prolong their 
careers it is putting an end to some 
others because it doesn't matter how 
many games a pitcher throws but how 
many pitches he brings to the plate Of 
course, with more hitting comes more 
pitches that have to be thrown. 

I, for one, enjoy watching a class1c pit­
chers' duel and a team manufacturing 
runs instead of consertively waiting for 
that big inmng or homerun which 
designated hitters such as Don Baylor 
and Andre Thorton produce. 

In watching a national league game a 
fan is seeing baseball the traditional 
way, the way Abner Doubleday would 
have wanted it. 

Managers making double switches. 
pitchers laying down a sacrifice bunt 
which sets up an important run, or a hit­
ter coming off the bench to become an 
instant hero. 

These are the things that make 
baseball America 's favorite pastime, 

not the boring waiting game the 
American League plays. 

Whether you favor the DH or not, the 
World Series has given us a chance to 
view the positive and negative sides of 
it, and we all can make up our minds as 
to where the DH improves the level of 
baseball or takes from it. 

Personally, I don't enjoy an American 
League game as much as I do a National 
League one but all to their own taste. 
One thing I would like to see is either the 
AL drop the D or the NL adopt it, 
because in watching the two, it is almost 
like watching two different sports. In the 
DH system I also struggle with the 
lineup, because without the pitcher hit­
ting I rarely know when the lead off man 
is up, another good reason for dropping 
the DH. 

Baseball is truly the greatest sport in 
the world, especially in the world of our 
children and unfortunately this is the 
world the designated hitter affects most. 

When a young boy is learning the 
game at an early age, he should be given 
the opportunity to learn all aspects of the 
game. Now, when a certain child can hit 
a baseball but can't play defense as well 
as one would want, his coach will use 
him as a DH but never give him the 
chance to improve his fielding skills. 

I will agree that the designated hitter 
has its advantages, but in my most 
honest opinion, I must add that I haven't 
found them, and if you find one, please 
let me know. Hitting is good; pitching is 
better, and a well-rounded baseball 
player is a Mustang in a designated hit­
ter's Pinto world.

Rebels Fall Hard To Frankfort 
After falling behind 28-0 in the first 

half the Allen Central Rebels failed to 
recover and went on to lose their seventh 
consecutive game 35·0 Friday night to 
Frankfort High School. 

Coach Donnie Daniels, following a 
strong showing in Hazard the previous 
week, thought his first year Rebels were 
poised to wirr'their firs t varsity contest 
but now the rookie coach says Allen Cen­
tral showed they have a long way to go 
before they become a competitive foot­
ball squad.

Hutton And Wheelwright End Bobcat Playoff Chances 
Wheelwright tailback Tony Hutton 

may have saved his best football game 
for county rival Betsy Layne as the 
senior back led his Trojans to a 20·8 vic­
tory over the Bobcats, Friday night. 

Offensively Hutton ran for 82 yards 
and two touchdowns on 13 carries, but 
his most important score came early in 
the fourth quarter when the talented 
Trojan intercepted a Bud Newsome pass 
and returned the pigskin 93 yards for 
Wheelwright's final touchdown of the 
night. 

Trailing 14-8, Betsy Layne had 
mounted an offensive drive which took 
them from their own 19-yard line to 
Wheelwright six, but following a holding 
call, the Bobcats were thrown back 10 
yards. 

On third and goal from the 16, 
Newsome threw off to his right sideline 
but Hutton stepped in front of the Bob­
cat intended receiver, picking off the 
pass and spoiling Betsy Layne's come· 
back efforts. 

Hutton's interception was only one of 
three Wheelwright picked off with the 
first, Steve Little's on Betsy Layne's 21 
with 1:01left in the first quarter,leading 
to the Trojans initial touchdown. 

After Little's possession change, Hut­
ton gained two yards on the ground 
before fullback Doug Little took over. 
Little moved Wheelwright from the 19 to 
the four on three consecutive carnes. 
From the four-yard line Hutton crossed 
the goal line with 10:58 showing on the 
second half clock. 

The Trojans scored their second 
touchdown on their next possession 
when Hutton broke loose for a 64-yard 
sprint to paydirt, and with Johnny 
Isaac's extra points Wheelwright 
jumped out to a 14-0 lead before Betsy 
Layne could get their offense in gear. 

The Bobcats, following the kickoff, 
marched from their own 31 to Wheel­
wright's four and capped the drive off 
with a touchdown run from Todd 
Sturgill. 

Sturgill's run, with 2:24left in the sec­
ond stanza, gave the Betsy Layne back 
a total of 14 on the season and added to 
Chris Kidd's two-point conversion, cut 
Wheelwright's lead to six. 

Betsy Layne received a golden chance 
to take the lead just before halftime 
when Ronald Conn recovered a Wheel­
wright fumble on the Trojan 17-yard 
line. 

With 2:14 remaining, the Trojan of­
fense had once again put pressure on 
their defense via the turnover, but as 
before, the Wheelwright defense held 
because four plays later the Trojans 
brought the offensive unit back on the 
field. 

Holding on to the football has been a 
problem which has plagued Wheel­
wright all season, and Friday night pro­
ved to be no different. However, the Tro­
jan defense was equal to the challenge, 
denying Betsy Layne several scoring 
opportunities. 

In both of their opening two drives 
Wheelwright fumbled. Ronald Conn 
recovered the initial Trojan fumble on 
the Wheelwright 25, but the Bobcats 
were forced to punt from the 29-yard· 
line. 

After setting up offensive shop on their 
own 12, Wheelwright lost control on their 
first play from scrimmage. The Bobcats 
pounced on the freed football on the line 
of scrimmage but once again the Tro­
jans forced Jack Hall to depend on his 
kicking game, this time in the form of 
a field goal attempt fell short of the 
uprights.

Breen Plays Dream Game 
As Eagles Remain Unbeaten 

Morehead State University quarter­
back Adrian Breen had one of those 
games that most players dream about 
as the Eagles continued their perfect 
season Saturday. 

Breen, a 6-4, 190-pound senior from 
Cincinnati, completed 23 of his 29 pass­
ing attempts for 287 yards and three 
touchdowns. 

In a day where the MSU defense didn't 
exactly play up to par, Breen's efforts 
couldn't have came at a better time as 
Morehead State needed all of his touch­
down tosses to defeat Tennessee Tech, 
28-20, in Cookeville, Saturday afternoon. 

Two of Breen's scoring throws came 
in the first quarter, both of which 
featured tight end Steve Collins on the 
receiving end. 

Collins, MSU's leading receiver of a 
year ago, caught his first touchdown 
pass early in the contest on a 28-yard 
reception and came back later in the 
same quarter to haul in a 35-yarder to 
put the Eagles up 14-0. 

Before the initial stanza ended, Ten­
nessee Tech scored when freshman 
quarterback Brent Fisher found paydirt 
on a one-yard plunge but the potent 
Eagle offense regained their 14-point 
lead just before the half ended. 

With 7:50 remaining before halftime, 
MSU started a drive on their own 
34-yard line and on the strength of 
Breen's arm and tailback D.O. Har­
rison's legs, the Eagles drove 66 yards 
on 14 plays while Harrison capped the 
drive off with a three-yard touchdown 
run with only 40 seconds left on the 
clock. 

During the drive, Breen completed 10 
consecutive passes and with a successful 
pass previous to the drive and following 
it, the MSU passer set a new OVC record 
for consecutive completions, falling just 
five short of a Division 1 AA record. 

Tennessee Tech apparently wasn't im­
pressed with Breen's accomplishments 
as the Golden Eagles scored twice in the 
second half but sandwiched in between 
was a MSU 80-yard touchdown drive 
which assured Morehead State of their 
sixth victory against no losses. 

Not only dtd Breen establish new 
records, his Eagle offense accounted for 
their highest net yardage total since the 
school began playing football in 1927. 

MSU racked up 501 yards which 
smashed the old single game high by 
over 100 yards previously established in 
1950 against Marshall, a game More­
head State won 51-6. 

After all records are discussed and 
personal performances put aside what 
the Eagles really have is their second 
conference victory and a first place posi­
tion in the OVC. 

Akron, the team Morehead goes up 
against this Saturday, helped the Eagles 
obtain that front running position with 
a Thursday victory over Murray State. 

The week before, Murray State had 
upended Eastern Kentucky in a battle of 
the higher rated conference teams but 
now MSU owns the only perfect record 
of the three. 

When the Eagles travel to Akron, this 
Saturday, they have an opportunity to 
win their third consecutive OVC game 
to start conference play, the first time 
this has happened since 1964. 

With their 6-0 start, Morehead State 
has equaled their most wins to start a 
season since 1937 and have already won 
more games than any Eagle team has 
in the past 13 years, the last time a MSU 
football team boasted a 11-game winning 
season was in 1973. 

Morehead State University has 
already enjoyed an unbelievable season, 
but now they are expected to win . To do 
that the Eagles will have to play tremen­
dous football , because just around the 
schedule bend awaits Murray State, 
Middle Tennessee, and Eastern. 

MSU will face their toughest con­
ference challenge this week when they 
challenge the Zips in Akron.

Outdoors With Andy ... 

"Tales of F~r-Flung Bullets and Blistered Feet" 

By A.G. SPENCER 
As I eased up the ancient, winding 

game trail toward the top of Richmond 
Hill, my somewhat myopic eyes scann­
ed tl:le...treetops in search of the squirrel 
that I had heard cutting above me a mo­
ment before. It was a pleasant afternoon 
·typical of early fall, replete with blue 
skies and falling leaves, and the mer­
cury in the upper 50's. By the time I 
reached the peak, one scrawny old gray 
squirrel hung from my belt, slapping 
against my leg as I slipped along. 

Tired, I plopped down under a shady 
oak to give my bunioned feet a rest and 
to allow the squirrels a chance to come 
to me for a change. Something beside 
my boot caught my eye as I started to 
lean back-a bullet! Here was an 
unusual sight. Like most sportsmen, I 
am used to finding spent shotgun shells 
in the woods. However, I could not recall 
having ever seen a bullet lying out in the 
woods all by its lonesome. 

But here was an undamaged round­
nosed lead slug, fired only a short time 
ago if its being on top of some leaves was 
any indication. As I picked the projec­
tile up, I noticed the grooves left in­
delibly by the barrel's rifling. Say, 
maybe that shot I had heard about a half 
an hour ago wasn't some shotgunner 
potting a bushytail, after all! 

While this slug had fallen harmlessly 
to earth, I shuddered to think what 
might have happened if some hapless 
pilgrim, namely, me, had been a tad bit 
closer to the errant missile. 

This little incident underscores the 
need to be ever so cautious about where 
you point the muzzle of your gun, any 
gun, when you squeeze the trigger. A .22 
bullet can travel a mile and a half or 
more, and a slug from a high-powered 
rifle may fly for seven or eight miles 
past a missed target. 

I'll never forget reading a story about 
a poor woman who was killed because 
of a moment's thoughtlessness. The un­
fortunate victim of some dummy's 
shooting into the water with a deer rifle, 
she was driving her car with the win­
dows rolled down-some five and a half 
miles distant! ALWAYS bear in mind 
that all bullets, even hollow points, 
ricochet easily from water. When fired 
toward the water at a shallow angle, 
they glance off as though they had 
struck a concrete wall. 

Even shotgun pellets can travel a 
quarter mile or more. An uncle and I 
spent an overly eventful afternoon at the 
Daniel Boone National Forest one day 
a few seasons back by spending time hit­
ting the ground every time a scattergun. 
went off. It is more than a little bit 
disconcerting to hear a flight of pellets

Crappie Study For 10 Major 
Reservoirs In Kentucky 
An intensive study of crappie popula­

tions will be conducted over the next few 
years at 10 major lakes in the state, ac­
cording to Jim Axon, assistant director 
of the Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources' fisheries division. 

Trap netting to sample crappie 
populations will continue from late Oc­
tober through early November at Cave 
Run, Grayson, Dewey, Carr Fork, Bar­
ren River, Taylorsville, Green River, 
Kentucky, Barkley and Rough River 
lakes to assess what management, if 
any, might be needed to improve the 
crappie fishery at these impoundments. 

The study will provide data on the 
abundance of crappie, their size struc­
tures, age structure and growth, and 
other factors. The study will help deter­
mine if any of these lakes might have in­
sufficient forage for crappie, or are be­
ing overharvested. 

One reason for the study, according to 
Axon, is that although numbers of crap­
pie taken may be normal, there has 
possibly been a gradual reduction in the 
average size fish taken from certain 
lakes over the last several years . Poor 
growth and recruitment (numbers of 
smaller fish reaching harvestable Size 
to replace those which are taken or die 
naturally) will. be two other specific 
areas examined during the study. 

Approximately 1,000 crappie will be 
tagged at Cave Run, Barren River, 
Dewey, Rough River and Barkley by the 
spring of next year to check the percen­
tage of harvest from these lakes. Axon 
said it should take two to four days at 
each of these five lakes to complete the 
tagging process. Five lakes are about as 
many that can be efficiently tagged at 
any one time to collect accurate 

mformat10n. 
Fishermen will be paid $5 each for 

returnmg tags from crappie taken dur­
ing the year at these reservoirs . At the 
end of the year , a drawing will be held 
from the names of those anglers who 
turned in tags and $1 ,000 awarded to the 
winner of the drawing. 

Envelopes to mail in collected tags 
should be available near the lakes, 
however, tags can be sent in any 
envelope to the Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources, Division of 
Fisheries, Ill Game Farm Road, 
Frankfort, Ky. 40601. 

"We encourage fishermen to send in 
the tags so we will have a good idea of 
the annual harvest,' ' said Axon. "The 
returned tags are a key to the success 
of accurately assessing the crappie 
fisheries at these lakes." 

The goal of the study is to increase the 
number of harvestable-size crappie at 
each lake where possible, based on the 
specific information found from the 
assessment of the netting and the 
percentage of annual harvest at each 
lake. Several methods could be used to 
improve the fishery, including the in­
troduction of forage fish like threadfin 
shad. or other habitat manipulations. If 
the study eventually shows overharvest 
to be a problem, size and creel limits 
may need to be imposed or altered to 
produce larger numbers of quality-size 
fish. 

The current creel limit on crappie is 
60 per day, with no size limit. Decisions 
on what can be done to improve the 
crappie fishery at each major lake will 
be made after the assessment of the net­
ting and tag return data is compiled and 
analyzed.

Kentucky Fishing Report LOST 
in Arkansas Hollow 

Friday, Oct. 17

Frankfort, Ky., October 20-
Fishing activity for the October 18-19 
weekend was reported moderate state­
wide. Excellent fall weather, along with 
a string of cool nights, brought lake 
water temperatures down and fishing 
success up slightly from the last several 
weeks. The lake-by-lake rundown, as 
reported by conservation officers or 
creel clerks at each lake: 

KENTUCKY : Crappie were hitting 
jigs and minnows over submerged cover 
6-23 feet deep; catfish were taking 
chicken livers along river banks about 
22 feet deep; murky, stable at 3-1/z feet 
below summer pool and 66 degrees. 

BARKLEY: Crappie were taking min­
nows and jigs over brush piles 5-12 feet 
deep; black bass were hitting crank 
baits and plastic worms off gravel points 
3-12 feet deep; clear, falling, four feet 
below summer pool and 67 degrees. 

BARREN: Crappie were hitting jig­
and-minnow combinations over sub­
merged creek channels 6-10 feet deep; 
black bass were hitting jigs along stump 
rows in 3-6 feet of water; clear, falling, 
24 feet below summer pool and 66 
degrees. 

NOLIN: Black bass were hitting spin­
ner and crank baits off points and along 
stump rows 2-6 feet deep; crappie were 
taking minnows from submerged cover 
4-8 feet deep; clear to murky, falling, 22 
feet below summer pool and 67 degrees. 

ROUGH RIVER: Crappie were active 
on minnows over submerged cover 5-10 
feet deep; black bass were takingcrank 
baits off rocky banks 10-12 feet deep; 
clear, falling, three feet below summer 
pool and 68 degrees. 

TAYLORSVILLE: Black bass were 
striking jigs, crank baits and plastic 
worms anywhere in the lake at variable 
depths; bluegill were taking crickets 
and worms around stick-ups about six 
feet deep; murky, stable at 1-1fr.! feet 
below summer pool and 65 degrees. 

HERRINGTON: Black bass were hit­
ting plastic worms and crank baits off 
rocky points and over drop-offs 15-20 feet 
deep; bluegill were taking crickets and 
worms off steep banks with submerged 
cover 8-10 feet deep; clear, falling, 17 
feet below summer pool and 68 degrees . 

GREEN RIVER: Muskie were hitting 
large spinner baits trolled over a varie­
ty of cover at different depths; crappie 
were hitting minnows around stickups, 
mud flats and submerged tree tops 12-15 
feet deep; murky, falling, one foot below 
summer pool and 67 degrees.

To Winter Levels 

Flood control lakes operated by the 
Army Corps of Engineers' Huntington 
District are in the process of being 
gradually lowered to their winter levels. 

The major flood season for this area 
is late November through mid-April. 
Most Corps-operated lakes are lowered 
by varying amounts in the fall to provide 
additional storage room for heavy 
runoff, and are raised again in the 
spring for summer recreation. 

December 1 is the target date for the 
start of refilling. 

Huntington District lakes in this area 
include: 

Dewey Lake, five feet, Grayson Lake, 
normally lowered eight feet (already 
two feet low) ; Paintsville Lake, some 
level year-round, and Fish trap Lake, 32 
feet. 

In Virginia, the North Fork of Pound 
Lake with a normal drawdown of 9.4 feet 
already is two feet low, and John W. 
Flannagan Lake, normally lowered 16 
feet, is eight feet low, both affected this 
summer by inadequate rainfall. 

Since the dams which contain these 
lakes are operated for flood reduction by 
the Corps year-round, the lakes are sub­
ject to temporary rises at any time

KNOW WHAT YOU'RE PAYING 
THE GOVERNMENT 

Don't pay additional amounts billed by the federal or state 
taxing authorities unless you're satisfied that the bill is correct. 

Government offices are staffed with ordinary people who 
make ordinary mistakes just like you and me. Add computers with 
programming bugs, electrical problems, and operator error, and 
you have all the ingredients for incorrect tax-due notices. 

The IRS is attempting to match certain documents to your 
social security number and to the figures you reported on your 
tax return. If you receive interest, dividends, rents, royalties, or 
any of a number of other types of payments, you will probably 
be issued a "Form 1099." A copy of each 1099 is mailed to you 
and to the government. The purpose of such forms is to identify 
money transactions between two parties. 

If the IRS can't readily locate information on your tax return 
which was reported to them on a Form 1099, they will send you 
a notice for taxes due. You may get such a notice even though 
the income is reported somewhere in your tax return. 

Don't assume that you owe additional taxes, interest or 
penalties just becaus~ you receive a statement from the govern­
ment saying so. Because of the possibility of both human and 
mechanical error, it's worth checking to make sure you owe the 
amount billed before sending a payment. 

If you've paid someone else to prepare your tax return, give 
them a copy of all correspondence you receive from taxing 
authorities, even those that do not request additional money .. Your 
tax return preparer needs a full record of all your affairs including 
all correspondence between you and the taxing authorities. 

It is important to act promptly on all correspondence whether 
the government is right or wrong.

Lissen up. maggots! . . . Please? 
When Karen Sue Goble leaves this 

week for basic combat training at Fort 
Dix. New Jersey. she will find no 
stereotypical boot camp. no snarling 
drill instructors nose-to-nose with 
hapless inductees. her recruiting 
sergeant insists . 

And what the 18-year-old Prestons­
burg High School graduate is looking 
for in the Army, she says. is not some 
dead-end. last-ditch alternative to the 
breadline. but a way into college and a 
professional career. 

"There are still a Jot of mis­
conceptions" about basic training. said 
Staff Sergeant Robert Gordon. of the 
Prestonsburg Army Recruiting Sta­
tion. ln contrast to the wartime image 
of bawling sergeants whipping con­
scripted "maggots" into shape. 
today's army is made up of volunteers. 
he noted. 

"If they don't want to be there. they 
don't have to be there." Gordon said. 
''A drill sergeant can no longer treat an 
individual.like dirt. which is good. You 
have to treat them with a certain 
amount of respect.·· 

Goble checked it out with a friend 
who is already in training. and signed 
up for four years-as a member of a 
Pershing missile crew. "I'm really 
looking forward to it." she said last 
week .

Certified City 

Prestonsburg is one of 41 com­
munities throughout the state to 
receive a Certified City Award this 
year from the Kentucky Chamber of 
Commerce.

preferably- high school graduates. 
We're also getting a lot of college 
graduates."

Potomac Horse Fever

Kentucky Veterinary ~ledical Association 
Kentucky horsemen expressed some 

concern this summer when ten horses 
died at River Downs as a result of 
Potomac Horse Fever and at least 29 
horses on Kentucky farms were 
reported ill from the disease . There 
were also some isolated reports of the 
disease in 1985. 

It has also been reported in 15 states 
other than Kentucky and Ohio, and in 
Ontario as well. It is not always fatal and 
treatment is available if diagnosed 
quickly. 

Technically known as Equine 
Monocytic Erlichiosis it is caused by a 
ricksettial organism named Erlichia 
risticii and it is not generally thought 
that humans can be affected by the 
disease. 

The disease was first diagnosed in the 
Potomac Valley area of Maryland in 
1979. Research into the cause and possi­
ble cures began immediately, and while 
a definitive body of knowledge is not yet 
complete, the severe death rate reported 
at first is now down to about seven per­
cent of the affected animals. 

Much has been learned about EME. It 
seems to be spread by a vector (an in­
sect which spreads disease from one 
animal to another, as the mosquito 
spreads malarial though the particular 
vector has not been identified. It also 
tends to occur between April and Oc­
tober, with the majority of cases occur­
ring during July and August. While cold 
weather seems to restrict the disease, it 
tends to recur in the same general area 
the following year. 

There seems to be mounting evidence 
that the ricksettsial organisms somehow 
inactivate the horse's immune system, 
making the animal susceptible to 
disease to which it would otherwise be 
immune. 

A typical case begins with mild 
depression and colic and can easily be 
confused with other maladies. The 
animal usually develops a fever. In­
testinal sounds may be decreased or ab· 
sent for the first day or two, after which 
the animal may develop severe diarrhea 
which may last as long as ten days. 
Laminitis (founder ) may develop. 

Early treatment seems to reduce 
death rates dramatically. Treatment at 
present consists of intravenous replace­
ment of lost body fluids . There is some 
evidence that specific antibiotics com­
bat the disease, but these must be given 
with caution and under supervision of a 
veterinarian because they can also 
cause adverse reactions in horses. 

Diagn_osis and treatment of EME is 
available, but requires veterinary 
assistance. In the early stages, when 
treatment is most effective, EME can 
easily be confused with other diseases 
unless a blood test is utilized. 

Suggested preventive measures vary. 
Some veterinarians recommend insect 
control. Other suggest daily 
temperature readings be made of 
valuable animals, and that they be 
notified, immediately of any 
temperature increase. 

The rapid recognition of the disease 
and development of treatment indicates 
the depth of resources available to to­
day's veterinarian and his ability to res­
pond quickly. If you suspect the disease 
in your animal, contact him immediate­
ly. There is a good chance of avoiding 
disastrous consequences, if you move 
quickly.

Burt Lancaster and Kirk 
Douglas have played tough 
guys for more years than ei­
ther of them would probably 
care to remember. Their new 
film, " Tough Guys," may be 
the latest, but it's hardly the 
greatest. 

Lancaster and Douglas are 
the best of friends. This is 
clearly evident on screen, 
where the pair's timing and vi­
sual exchanges could never 
have been scripted. The script 
they do have has no direction. 
The film is filled with marvel­
ous little scenes. but they add 
up to little. 

Lancaster and Douglas play 
two elderly gentlemen who 
have just been released from 
prison after spending 30 
years together in the same 
cell for robbing a train around 
1956.- They find themselves 
aliens in a new environment, 
and all the follies of today's 
society - from Dr. Ruth to 
gay bars to women's libera­
tion - are the subject for 
satire. 

Somewhere along the line, 

though, the tone of the film 
switches, and it becomes a 
treatise on the dilemma of the 
elderly in our society. But 
even that approach is aban­
doned in a meaningless con­
cluding train robbery. Along 
for the ride is Eli Wallach as a 
nearsighted hit man who gets 
some of the biggest laughs in 
the film. 

The premise for the film is 
embarrassingly similar to that 
of "The Grey Fox" (1983), a 
delightful Western that was 
quietly released a few years 
back. Old people who be­
come criminals was also han­
dled far more fruitfully in "Go­
ing in Style" (1979), which had 
its own powerhouse cast of 
George Burns, Lee Strasberg 
and Art Carney. And a current 
film, " Crocodile Dundee," 
presents the stranger-in-a­
strange-land theme much 
more effectively and with a lot 
more laughs. 

Star power is a potent force 
in making films, but without a 
decent script even shoulders 
as broad as Lancaster's and 
Douglas's cannot hold it up

Jay Leno is happiest 
in front of a live audience

Jay Leno may live in Los 
Angeles, but he wouldn't 
want to tape a television 
show there. At least not a 
television show of his own. 

Jay Leno 

"They do so many 
shows in Los Angeles," 
says Leno. "They have 
companies there that you 
pay to get an audience for 
yourshow,andtheyround 
up hordes of people wan­
dering the streets. It's not 
as exciting as when you go 
to a town that doesn't get 
live entertainment or TV 
shows very often." 

Leno's ftrst NBC special, 
"The Jay Leno Show," 
was shot in Philadelphia. It 
will air Saturday, Nov. 1, 
on NBC, in the "Saturday 
Night Live" time slot. And 
Cleveland, Boston and 
Oakland are· among the 

· cities that Leno is consid­
ering for his next few 
specials. 

His heart, clearly, is in 
the hinterlands. That's 
where he does what he 
likes best - live perform­
ing. And that's also where 
Leno, whose comic perso­
na is very much that of a 
man of the people, keeps 
in touch. 

"The real trick to doing 
comedy is going on the 
road and doing it," says 
Leno. "If you live in Los 
Angeles or New York and 
you live a fairly sheltered 
exis_hence, you tend to just 
ma"... jokes about what 
you know." 

If Leno follows in the 
footsteps of most hot 
comics, his next step 
should be a move to 
feature films (stardom 
first, directing next), but he 
claims he's not really that 
interested. " Because you 
can do one thing, people 
assume you can do some­
thing else equally as well ,'.' . 
he says. "The fun thing is 
to dabble a little bit and 
maybe try something else 
on an extremely small 
scale. And if that works 
.. .. " His voice trails off. 

"But I like being a live 
performer. The most fun is 
going out on stage and do­
ing what it is J- do. TV and 
movies and all that kind of 
stuff - that 's what you 
have to do. I don't know 
Woody Allen or a lot of 
those people, but from 
what I understand, for a lot 
of them live performing 
was very hard. It was what 
they had to do to get 
where they are now. For 
me, it's almost the oppo­
site. I do TV and things to 
get people to come to the 
live show. To me that's the 
most fun of all. 

"You really have to pace 
yourself in this business," 
he concludes. "At this 
point you start getting a lot 
of offers to appear on a lot 
of things. And unless you 
think you can do your best, 
it's silly just to do it. "

To the ordinary person. grooves and 

marks found on rock shelters and cave 
walls m eastern Kentucky look like ero­
sion marks or scribbling, or perhaps 
marks made by ancient Indians while 
sharpening their stone knives. 

But to Dr. John Payne and other 
members of the Midwestern Epigraphic 
Society, these markings are an ancient 
language called Ogam Consaine. 

Inscriptions of this language have 
been found in Powell. Lee and Estill 
counties m Kentucky. There are prob­
able ones as well in 1\lenefee County and 
a so far unconfirmed report in Johnson 
County near Paintsville 

Ogam Consaine is a very ancient form 
of writing in wh1ch letters are 
represented by a variable number of 
vertical strokes, short and long; and 
wh1ch are above, below, or through a 
horizontal stem line. Usually vowels are 
om1tted, so the wnting has been given 
the name " consaine" or only 
consonants. 

Any language could be written in 
Ogam, but Dr. Payne says that what has 
been found here is Gaelic, the ancient 
language of Ireland and Scotland. It ap­
pears to be of about the 6th to 8th cen­
tury Translations have mostly been 
done by Dr. Barry Fell, author of 
America, B.C. and other books on the 
subject. Some of the translations have 
been confirmed by other scholars and 
others are still being deciphered. 

The Powell County inscription, which 
is one of the longest so far reported, ap­
parently indicates attempted coloniza­
tion, or at least residence long enough 
to try and grow crops. As translated by 
Barry Fell, it says: 

A safe dwelling place, wllh Wilderness 
around the area. But our harvest 
withered, misfortune to the point of 
famine. If only someone could have sold 
food to us against a pledge of later pay­
ment, like some Joseph in authority. The 
winter came with rains and fog, our 
cultivations altogether abandoned. 
Lacking the blessings of God they fell ill 
and died in misery. In peace rest their 
souls. (signed) Bent. 

The Lee and Estill County inscriptions 
are still under study and have not been 
published, so their text cannot be reveal­
ed but it is clear they are in the same 
language and probably carved by the 
same peoples. 

Critics have called these marks 
everything from freeze cracks to Indian 
tool sharpening sites. "Anyone who has 
sharpened a knife will tell you that you 
must lay the blade almost flat across the 
whetstone to sharpen it. If you rub up 
and down to make a groove in the stone 
the blade will be dulled. These grooves 
are clearly purposeful, and patterned. 
To see one of these carvings in a cliff or 
rock shelter in the wilderness is a truly 
moving experience. 

"These marks begin to make sense 
with a brief study of the form of Ogam 
writing. Then it is possible for anyone 
with an ancient Gaelic to English dic­
tionary to begin to make sense of the 
translations. It has been a most rewar­
ding experience for me to have been 
able to work with the Epigraphic Socie­
ty the past six months," said Dr. Payne. 

In 1982, two important Ogam inscrip­
tions were noted and photographed by 
archaeologist Robert Pyle and writer 
Ida Jane Gallagher. These marks are 
located in shallow caves in Boone and 
Wyoming Counties in West Virginia. Fell 
translated them easily as Gaelic inscrip­
tions. The Wyoming County one says: 

At the time of sunrise a ray grazes the 
notch on the left side on Christmas Day. 
A feast day of the church, the first 
season of the (Christian) year. The 
season of the blessed advent of the 
savior, Lord Christ (Salvatoris Domini 
Christi). Behold He is born of Mary, a 
Woman. 

At the left side of the carving is a 
round sun symbol. It was found that at 
sunrise on December 21, the first day of 
winter and Christmas Day in the old 
calendar, a ray of sunlight does shine 
through a notch at the top of the cave en­
trance and lands directly on the carved 
sun. The rest of the year the carving is 
in shadow. 

This solar "proof" of the inscription 
has been found in at leas t two other car­
vings in Colorado. Epigraphers like 
especially to find such inscriptions 
where the text predicts a solar event 
wh1ch then happens, adding credibility 
to the message as a whole. The Boone 
County, W. Va. ogam tells the story of 
the birth of Christ condensed from the 
Gospel of Luke. Five other inscriptions 
have been found there which are in pro­
cess of translation. 

Almost ever since Columbus landed in 
the West Indies in 1492, Europeans have 
wondered if the native American "In­
dian'' population had been influenced by

the following suggestions for a safe 
Halloween. 

*Never allow young children to trick­
or-treat alone. Parents should notice 
what treat is given at each house. Older 
children are safer in small groups. 

• *Children should not eat candy before 
parents have checked every piece. 
Factory-wrapped candy should be in­
spected for signs of tampering. 
Homemade treats or fresh fruit from 
strangers should be thrown away. 
Because of the danger of hidden pins and 
razor blades, it's a good idea to cut all 
fruit into cubes.

*Wear costumes that are light 
colored. For greater visibility, costumes 
and sacks should be decorated with 
reflective tape that "glows" in the dark. 
Eye holes in masks should be large 
enough to permit good vision Make-up 
is a safer disguise. 

*Avoid costumes longer than angle­
length and those with long, billowing 
sleeves and capes. Shoes should be com­
fortable and easy to walk in. Wigs, 
masks and costumes should be made of 
flame-retardant materials. 

*Remind children of everyday safety 
precautions-don't run between parked 
cars; don't accept rides with strangers; 
use sidewalks since lawns may have fur­
niture or clotheslines that can't be seen 
in the dark; avoid high-traffic areas. 

In recent years, some local hospitals, 
clinics and health departments have of­
fered free x-rays of trick-or-treat bags, 
according to E.P. Conyers, product safe­
ty branch manager. While x-rays will 
detect metal objects hidden in candy, 
they will not detect chemicals. 

" Having bags x-rayed does not 
eliminate the need to inspect each piece 
of candy for other types of tampering,'' 
Conyers said. "Candy wrapped with 
paper that has been punctured or 
removed should not be eaten and 
suspected tampering should be reported 
to local law enforcement officials." 

People handing out treats can make 
a few safety precautions, as well, Con­
yers said. 

"Remove obstacles from steps, por­
ches and lawns, and keep pets inside," 
Conyers said. "Jack-o-lanterns with 
candles should be placed where 
costumes or sacks will not come into 
contact with them. 

"It's a good idea to think about 
treating kids with items other than can­
dy," he said. "Small comic books, rub­
ber spiders, nickels and dimes, and fast­
food coupons are popular with children." 

Another thing for parents to think 
about is organizing a Halloween party 
for neighborhood children and school 
friends. 

"Trick-or-treating is the traditional 
way to celebrate Halloween,·' said Con­
yers, "but parties are safer. 

"A few families could host a party for 
neighborhood children. Kids can still 
wear costumes and eat treats provided 
by the parents," he said. "The important 
thing is that they have a fun, safe 
Halloween."

QUESTION: My doctor has prescrib­
ed estrogens for me and yet I read 
recently that estrogens cause cancer. 
Can you clear this up for me? 

ANSWER Estrogens are natural hor­
mones created by the body. A variety of 
estrogens are used in women's health 
care today, usually in birth control pills 
and in estrogen replacement therapy 
<ERTl for postmenopausal women. 

Over the past several years, use of 
estrogens has decline<) a scientists have 
learned more abOut the relationship be­
tween hormones ·an"tl various types of 
cancer, especially cancer of the uterus . 
Risk seems related to both the dose us· 
ed and the duration of treatment. 
Newer, low dose . prescriptions have 
reduced risk. There is also good 
evidence that estrogen use may protect 
against osteoporosis or loss of bone 
dens1ty m older women 

.For oral contraceptives, the findings 
are somewhat different. "The pill" does 
not seem to cause any cancer r isk. They 
may in fact, protect against cancer of 
the ovaries and of the uterus. There is 
also evidence that pill use is not linked 
to increased breast cancer risk. The 
possibility of increased cervical cancer 
risk is still under study.

Businesses wtth heavy mvestment m 
plant and equipment will pay higher 
taxes because of the elimination of in· 
vestment tax credit and less generous 
depreciation write-offs Serv1ce and 
retail businesses that currently pay 
taxes at the higher rates are likely to en· 
joy a tax decrease. 
Cor~rate Tax Rates 

Uner the old law. corporatiOns had 
fn,e tax rates ranging from 15% to 4600. 
Under the new law. there are three 
rates 15% on taxable income up to 
$50,000, 25% on income from $50,000 to 
$75,000, and a top rate of 34% on income 
in excess of $75.000. 

The preferential capital gains rate of 
2800 is repealed and capital gains will be 
taxed as ordinary mcome. 
Investment Tax Credit 

The largest revenue-raising provision 
in the new law is the repeal of invest­
ment tax credit, a 6% to 10% credit 
given on the purchase of bus mess equip­
ment.

Cost Recovery S~stem l · 

The accelerate cost recovery system 
c ACRS l came into effect in 1981. It pro­
VIded for faster write-off of business 
equipment and real property. The 1986 
Tax Reform Act revises depreciation 
write-off by reorganizing assets into 
eight classes and reqUiring that they be 
written off over a longer period of time. 
For example, cars and trucks which 
could be written off over three years 
under prior law must now be 
depreciated over five years. Most equip­
ment could be written off over five years 
under the old law, but the new law will 
require seven. 

Real estate had a nineteen year write· 
off period under the old law; under the 
new law commercial real estate must be 
depreciated using straight line over 311 2 
years and residential rental property 
over 271 2 years. 

The old law allowed businesses to ex­
pense up to $5,000 a year for equipment 
purchases. The new law allows $10,000 
to be expensed. However, where more 
than $200,000 is purchased during the 
year, the expensing option is phased out. 

Business Meals and Entertainment 
The "three martini lunch" had been 

a major target of tax reform. The new 
law limits deductions for business meals 
and entertainment to 80% of the cost. 

Cor~rate Minimum Tax 
Te minimum tax is intended to keep 

taxpayers from reducing their tax 
liability to zero through the use of deduc­
tions, deferrals, and credits allowed in 
the tax law. The Tax Reform Act 
establishes a 20% alternative minimum 
tax in place of the old add-on tax of 15%. 
New preference items are included in 
calculating alternative minimum tax­
able income, including 50% of the 
amount by which book income exceeds 
alternative minimum taxable income.

Accounting Methods 

The new law requires bu~inesses to 
use accounting methods that allow for 
less deferral of taxes For example. the 
use of the completed contract method 1s 
curtailed, and the cash method of ac­
counting which had been available to 
most taxpayers without inventories will 
now be limited to certain small 
businesses.

The new law repeals the 
General Utilities doctrine and makes 
most corporate liquidations taxable at 
both the corporate and shareholder 
levels. 
Net Operating Losses 

When a company with net operating 
losses is acquired by new owners, the 
loss carryovers are often used to reduce 
the taxes of the acquiring company . To 
restrict this tax benefit, the new law 
creates limits on the amount of net 
operating losses that can't be used to off­
set taxes when more than 50% of a com­
pany is acquired. 
Business Tax Credits 

The new law extends research and ex­
perimentation credit for qualifying ex­
penses through December 31 , 1988, but 
reduces the credit from 25% to 20%. 

The tax credit for rehabilitating old 
buildings was 15% to 25% under the old 
law. The new law reduces the credit to 
10% for pre-1936 nonhistoric structures 
and to 20% for certified historic 
structures. 

The targeted jobs credit IS extended 
through 1988. Employers who hire cer­

"Daniel Boone in Kentucky" 
By A.G. SPENCER 

Accounts of early explorations into 
Kentucky are sketchy at best. Without 
question, this dearth of information is 
due to the very nature of many ex­
plorers. Most of these frontiersmen were 
solitary people, not given to sharing 
their knowledge about favorite hunting 
spots or potential ore mines any more 
than most of us would be. Moreover a 
great many of these adventurers co~ld 
not read or write. They, along with their 
fellows who were killed by Indians or by 
accident on initial forays, failed by cir­
cumstance to leave detailed accounts of 
their findings. 

Mountain during the Civil War. The 
Johnny Rebs were winning until the 
Yanks got behind them and made them 
fight on two fronts. The Confederates 
were forced to flee down Ivy Point and 
across the Big Sandy. After crossing the 
river, all of the Southereners continued 
to exercise the better part of valor save 
one, who cleverly doffed his uniform and 
began picking corn in a nearby corn­
field. As the Union troops raced by, 
he called out to them, audaciously ask­
mg what all the commotion was about. 
Naturally, he was ignored.

The most famous of these 
"pathfinders" was undoubtedly Daniel 
Boone, with whom all of us are familiar 
from our school days and from folklore. 
Contrary to legend, however, Boone was 
not the first white man to explore the 
land known as "the dark and bloody 
ground" by white and red men alike. We 
know from earlier columns that Mathias 
Harman accompanied Major Lewis on 
a Big Sandy Creek voyage in 1756. Sure­
ly there were other, perhaps even older, 
expeditions that simply became lost due 
to the hoary mists of time.

At any rate, we do know that Boone, 
in the company of William Hill and 
Squire Boone, his father, started from 
the Yadkin on a hunting foray in 1767. 
After crossing the Clinch River, they 
came to the Big Sandy Valley. Most 
historians believe that they came by 
way of Pound Gap and Shelby Creek. 
After they had descended an estimated 
100 miles into the valley, the party found 
a well-worn buffalo and deer path 
leading to a natural salt lick on Middle 
'creek. Hunting was fantastic there, and 
they decided to make their camp there 
for the winter. Incidentally, this salt 
spring was widely known as Young's 
Salt Works by 1796. By that time, it was 
the primary regional source of salt. 
James and William Young, and then 
Alexander Young, operated a business 
out of that locale for decades by selling 
salt to settlers. Indeed, Henry Clay and 
John C. Breckinridge at one time own­
ed the spring, and the saline waters con­
tributed salt to the Confederate cause 
during the Civil War. Both Boone's 
Camp (not to be confused with 
Boonescamp in Johnson county) and the 
salt lick were located near the present 
town of David here in Floyd county. 

As winter wore on in early 1768, 
members of the Boone-Hill expedition 
debated travelling northward in an ef­
fort to find the mouth of the Big Sandy 
versus returning home. They settled on 
abandoning the exploration, at least 
temporarily, and returning to the 
Yadkin. 

Excepting Mathias Harman and his 
compatriots, no other adventurers were 
known to be in the Big Sandy region un­
til 1773 (Harman and his hardy band of 
"Long Hunters," as they liked to refer 
to themselves, did come across Boone 
near Monticello in 1769 near the present 
Wayne county-Boone was so lonesome 
for the sound of a human voice that he 
was lying on his back singing, despite 
the ever present Indian danger). In that 
year, Enoch Smith, Richard Spur and 
John Wilkerson came to what is now 
Pike county, built a small camp and 
horse pen, and did some exploring. 
Perhaps they were hoping to find gold 
or silver, or seeking to establish trade 
with local tribes. Regardless, the aban­
doned horse pen became a reference 
point for later land surveys and maps. 
It was situated about five miles out of 
what is now Pikeville. 

In early March of 1775, Daniel Boone's 
name again comes into. local pro­
minence as he was at Sycamore Shoals 
attempting to negotiate a land treaty 
with the Cherokee for the Transylvania 
Company. Anticipating the signing of 
the treaty, Boone left, his traveling feet 
still itching with the need to cover un­
charted territory, before the agreement 
was cemented on March 17. He went on 
to blaze the Wilderness Road and help 
establish the settlement of Boonesboro. 
More on these later adventures of Daniel 
Boone, as well as his further ap­
pearances in Floyd county, in next 
week's column.

After Slow Start, 
Foliage Nears Peak 

Despite a slow start, Kentucky's peak 
fall-foliage season is fast approaching 
and sightseers should make plans soon 
to see the fall leaves in all their glory. 
In a matter of days last week, forests in 
manv areas l>ecame dotted with brilliant 
reds: yellows and oranges. Observers 
predict peak colors as early as Oct. 20 
and no later than the last week of the 
month. Leaf conditions change rapidly, 
so travelers may wish to call the toll-free 
Kent ucky Color Connection, 
1-800·225·8747. to receive the latest 
foliage information The following is a 
regional summar) of leaf conditions: 

EASTERN The observer at Breaks 
Interstate Park reports that, while on­
ly about 15 percent of hardwood trees 
have changed color. park visitors are be­
ing treated to one of the most brilliant 
falls m years. Elsewhere in the region, 
about 15 percent of deciduous trees have 
taken on their fall hues. Around London, 
which reports 20 percent fall coloration, 
maples are showing off the bright reds 
and oranges that make them one of the 
season's most beautiful species. The 
P ineville observer predicts peak color 
a round Oct. 20. 

NORTH CENTRAL At Natural 
Bridge State Resort Park. blackgum 
trees are turning bright red, and maples 
are starting to change color. Peak 
foliage in the Natural Bridge area is 
predicted around Oct. 20. the observer 
reports. At Buckle) Wildlife Sanctuar) 
in Woodford County, maples and oaks 
<which take on a tan shade) a re chang­
ing color. Throughout the region, the 
percentage of fall coloration ranges 
from 15·25 pen·ent. For the Frankfort 
area, the best viewing could be as soon 
as Oct. 20 

SOCTH CE:"-1 I' HAL Around Lake 
Cumberland. hickories are turning 
bright yellow, contrasting with the crim­
son of sweetgums. About 20 percent of 
trees have changed color in the southern 
half of the region, and about 10 percent 
in the northern half. Predictions for peak 
color range from Oct. 20 around Whitley 
Ctty to the last week of the month in the 
Lake Cumberland area. 

\\"ESTERJ\:-Tulip poplars are pro­
viding brilliant yellow to the forest at 
Audubon State Park in Henderson. In 
Madisonville, the deep red of blackgums 
and bright oranges and reds of sugar 
maples can be Yiewed The eastern por­
tion of the region reports about 10-15 per­
cent coloration, and the western half 
roughly 20 percent The Benton repor­
ting station expects peak colors around 
Oct. 20, with other stations anticipating 
a late-month peak.

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Honeywell Recalls Valves 
On Some L-P Gas Heaters 

TO PREVENT A POSSIBLE FIRE or an explosion, LP-gas 
users should check the gas valve on their furnace or heater, 
usually located at the front of the LP-gas heating system. If 
it has the Honeywell name stamped on the control surface with 
one of the recalled model numbers, the user should call 
Honeywell's toll-free number immediately. 

Honeywell today initiated a second major LP-gas safety alert on a combina­
tion gas valve manufactured between 1966 and 1972. The company estimates 
that 220,000 of these valves were installed on LP-gas heating systems during 
that time period. The valves must be located and replaced to ensure the safe­
ty of individuals using LP heating systems, including central furnaces, boilers, 
pool heaters, conversion burners, floor furnaces, gas-fired logs and recrea­
tional vehicle heaters. 

An explosion or fire could result if the control should fail. In such an instance, 
the valve does not shut off the gas supply when the pilot light is out. Since 
LP gas is heavier than air, it may temporarily exist at floor level. If the com­
bustible gas is exposed to an ignition source, such as electric sparks or 
matches, a fire or explosion may occur, causing property damage and per­
sonal injury. 

All LP-gas users should check their furnace or heating appliance and iden­
tify the model number on their combination gas control valve. Model numbers 
being recalled are the C5133, C5134, CS5133, CS5134, V4136, V4146, V5189, V7284, 
V8129, V8136, V8139, V8146, V8169, V8188, VS8133, VS8138 and VS8193. 

If the gas control has one of these numbers, the user should immediately 
call Honeywell toll free at 1-800-328-8194. 

The recalled controls will be replaced with newer models at Honeywell's 
expense. Honeywell will contact a service contractor and make arrangements 
to replace the valves. 

Honeywell is concerned for the safety of LP-gas users and the potential safe­
ty hazard that may exist should the control fail. In April 1980, the company 
in cooperation with the Consumer Product Safety Commission began a volun­
tary recall of the LP controls when field reports indicated instances in which 
the control failed to operate properly. The current voluntary program is an 
effort to reach LP users who may not have been reached during the first 
campaign. 

Honeywell supports the "Gas Check Program," a safety-inspection program 
offered by many LP-gas dealers, and urges users to contact their suppliers 
for more information about the program. 

Baby Miss Harvest Wells Not Candidate 
For MSU Presidency 

State Labor Secretary John C. Wells 
last week took himself out of the run­
ning for the presidency of Morehead 
State University . While' the Auxier 
native gave no reason for his with­
drawal. a Courier-Journal report cited 
unnamed sources as saying Wells pull ­
ed out because he is considering a one­
year appointment as a research fellow 
at Harvard University's John F . Ken­
nedy School of Government. 

Wells. 41. attended Morehead from 
1962 to 1964 before earning an under­
graduate degree at the University of 
Kentucky in 1966. 

The MSU Board of Regents reviewed 
the remaining five finalists in a specia l 
session Monday . The board's next 
regular meeting is set for Nov. 14. 
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*Cancer 
Hopeline 

QUESTION: I thought everyne who 
had colon cancer had to have a col­
ostomy. So, I was surprised when Presi­
dent Reagan didn't need one. How often 
is a colostomy necessary? 

ANSWER: Fortunately most patients 
with colorectal cancer do not need a col­
ostomy. In fact only 15 percent of pa­
tients with colon or rectal cancer need 
a permanent colostomy. The extent of 
surgery that is needed depends on the 
location and size of the tumor. 

When possible, the doctor will remove 
only the part of the colon that holds the 
cancer and then rejoin the healthy sec­
tions, so the patient has normal bowel 
functions. This is the type of surgery the 
President had. But, if the cancer is 
blocking the bowel, a colostomy may be 
needed. This involves removing the 
cancerous section of the bowel and mak­
ing an opening in the abdomen (a 
stoma). In this way, waste can be col­
lected in a disposable colostomy bag, 
without passing through the lower col­
on and rectum. 

A colostomy can be temporary or per­
manent. A temporary colostomy is done 
to allow the lower colon and rectum to 
rest and heal. This is common when the 
tumor is very close to the rectum. When 
the patient has healed enough, a second 
operation is done to close the stoma and 
rejoin the colon so the body can 
eliminate waste normally. A permanent 
colostomy is usually needed if the 
cancer is found in the lower rectum <the 
rectum is the last five or six inches of 
the colon). But rectal cancers that are 
found early can sometimes be treated 
without removing the entire rectum. 

With a colostomy, although the stoma 
may discharge only once a day, the col­
ostomy bag is usually worn at all times. 
It does not show under every day 
clothing. Specially trained therapists 
are available at many hospitals to teach 
patients how to take care of their stomas 
without upsetting daily routines. 

Patients who have had a colostomy 
may find it helpful to contact the United 
Ostomy Association. All of the members 
of this group have had colostomies or 
similar surgery. They offer knowledge, 
advice and support to others who are ad­
justing to an ostomy.
