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Crum Draws Stiffest Term 
Given Yet in County Probe 

In the stiffest sentence yet meted out 
to any of those snared in the three-year 
state police investigation of Floyd 
county government. a Circuit Court 
jury Thursday found Ballard Crum 
guilty of theft and recommended a 
three-year prison term. 

An Eastern auto dealer and night­
club owner. Crum. 46. was charged 
with receivmg a $2027 check from 
Floyd County Solid Waste. Inc in 
January. 1963. on the basis of a 
fraudulent work invoice. 

Acquitted were Crum's two sons. 
Rick. 24. who was charged with prepar 
ing the phony invoice. and Jack. 23. 
who was accused of cashing two fiscal 
court checks made out to persons 
never intended to receive them and 
whose mdorsements were forged. 

The verdicts came after two days of 
testimony before Special Judge Will T. 
Scott and a five-hour deliberation by 
the jury After his conviction. Ballard 
Crum was escorted to the county jail 

His attorney. Jerry Patton. said Fri-

Ky. 80 Reopens 
To Traffic Use 

The pit that opened up on KY 80 at 
Martin 12 days earlier was filled in and 
resurfaced in time to reopen two lanes 
of the highway to traffic last Thursday 
afternoon. 

Two lanes of a permanent bridge will 
be built alongside the temporary 
bridge within the next four to six 
months, according to a Transportation 

•
Cabinet worker. and then another two 
permanent lanes will be built where 
the temporary lanes are now. 

Until the new bridge is completed. 
the railroad spur passing underneath 
and the 13 coal gons trapped on it will 
be unusable. Three gons containing 
gravel were damaged when the cor­
rugated steel pipe which carried the 
highway over the track at Bucks 
Branch caved in on them Oct. 26. Two 
cars plunged into the hole. but the 

rivers escaped serious injury. 
Highway workers cut the top out of 

the 120.ft. steel culvert and removed 
the damaged gons. The sides of the 
culvert then collapsed and the whole 
pit was filled with rock and dirt. com­
pacted, and surfaced with 14 inches of 
asphalt, a highway worker said.

In her closing argument before the 
jury Thursday. Assistant Attorney­

The Crums were one part of a wider 
run on the county treasury. she said:

Solid Waste Operation 
Shows Profit for Year 

Before he mailed off a check to the 
state Pollution Abatement Authority. 
Bob McAninch ran off a copy of it for 
the record. It was a moment of un­
disguised satisfaction 

This time last year. McAninch had 
appeared cap in. hand before Floyd 
Fiscal Court. begging for $25.000 to 
help the county's solid waste agencv 
meet one of two annual bond 
payments. The magistrates voted him 
the money but some made it clear they 
were not happy about still having to 
bail out a system that had been 
operating four years and was supposed 
to be· self-supporting 

Not this year. When the November 
bond paym-ent of $102.681 came due. 
Floyd County Solid Waste. Inc. had the 
cash to pay it. "We're definitely running 
in the black," said McAninch, who is 
chairman of the agency's board of 
directors. 

Nor is that the only evidence of the 
agency's solvency. For the first timC' 
since the trucks rolled in Mav. 19!!1 . 
those who operate them are gomg to 
get a pay increase. Beginning Nov 15. 
McAninch said. workers will have the 
option of taking a 50-cent-an-hour raise 
or health insurance. Currently. drivers 
start at $4.25 an hour. other workers at 
$3.91. and none have medical benefits 
provided.

Floyd School System Accepts 
State Management Assistance 

Perhaps it was an offer they could not 
refuse. but Floyd school admi­
nistrators agreed last week to let a 
state management team show them 
how to run the school system better 

Floyd is one of five Kentucky school 
districts-the others are Clinton. 
Wolfe, Perry. and Whitley-to which 
the state Board of Education voted 
Wednesday to send management assis­
tance teams They are the first 
districts in the state to receive help 
under a program approved by the 
General Assembly last year 

,,e decisiOn hi uu;pc.icir .he advisory 
teams came after the state board 
agreed to declare fiscal emergencies in 
Floyd and Carter counties. The board 
had refused to declare the emergencies 
at its October meeting. saying it 
wanted more information from the two 
districts about their deficits . 

While he thought Carter county could 
make up its $226.946 deficit this year. 
he was not confident that Floyd could 
overcome its $403.278 shortfall without 
help. said board member Henry 
Pogue, who made the recommendation 
on the management teams. The teams 
will be made up of persons with exper­
tise in school finance and operations. 
who will review problems in the five 
districts and work with local school of­
ficials on remedial plans. he said. 

Deputy State Superintendent Dan 
Branham said later that Tom Vinson. a 
former superintendent of Trigg county 
schools. would be here this week to 
begin the school system review. The 
examination will cover not only spen­
ding practices but "total resource 
management.'' he said. Members of 
the review team will spend about 100 
days here between now and the end of 
the school year. he said 

In a telephone interview from his 
Dry Ridge dental office. Board Chair­
man Dr. Clay Parks said the five 
school districts were selected out when 
all school districts were measured 
against a set of performance criteria . 
''Test scores and other factors showed 
they need to be making more progress 
than they are. When we looked at the 
results. these were the systems that 
most needed help," he said. 

One longtime critic of Floyd schools 
expressed mixed feelings about the 
decision to send in consultants. "I think 
it 's marvelous. I hope it means there's

going to be a different quality educa­
tion for kids in this county." said Joyce 
Everly. a spokesperson for Floyd 
County Citizens Education Council. 
" but I have strong misgivings." 

"We have the same CFloyd l board 
members thar we had \\-hen this ail 
began. the same ones we had when the 
state came in last. the same ones after 
they left.'' Mrs. Everly said. "There 
does not seem to be a whole lot that's 
different in attitude." 

Referring to a supposed new open­
ness of the Floyd board to citizen input. 
Mrs. Everly said. "They give the 
public a say. but they give it grud­
gingly " Citizen questions frequently 
go unanswered or answers are ''not 
thought out." she said. 

"Things can happen if adminis­
trators. board members and teachers 
here can see fit to accept the state 
team." Mrs. Everly said. "But if they 
just say. 'We'll tolerate them until they 
go away.' I don't know ~here we'll be." 

Board Chairman Parks said he 
''would not dispute the conclusion'' 
that the political interests of local 
school board members are a greater 
obstacle to progress in some districts 
than is the lack of management skills 
on the part of administrators . 
"However. we feel that good admi­
nistrators can change things in spite of 
the mterests of board members." he 
said. 

The relationship between the admi­
nistration and the board would be "one 
of the things the team will look at" 
here. Parks speculated "If pnncipals 
get a $10.000 raise. they would want to 
know how that came about." he 
said. "Is it because the top adminis­
trator feels that that's a priority and 
makes that recommendation? Or is it 
because some board member thinks 
this buddy needs a raise. and another 
thinks that buddy needs a raise? All 
these things will have to be looked at." 

Parks stressed that the decision to 
send management help to Floyd county . 
was " not a punitive thing at all." While 
they did not request outside assistance. 
local officials did agree to accept it. he 
said. 

" We've identified some needs. some 
places where they need help. It's a 
positive thing." he said 

32_ Families Protest 
Glo Bridge Closing 

Sixty years old, the luster of its pastel 
pink finish long dimmed. it is nothing 
fancy as bridges go And highway of­
ficials insist it is unsafe But for the 32 
families in the Right Beaver com­
munity of Glo. the steel bridge spann­
ing Beaver Creek is the only decent 
way in and out of the1r homes 

When federal officials showed up 
suddenly nearly three weeks ago to 
shut the bridge down. some Glo 
residents were so angry state police 
were called in to let the highway crew 
get on with the job They did their work 
efficiently. setting !;teE" I posts and 
bolting on guard rails to block each ap­
proach. 

Half a dozen cars stood at the KY 7 
approach this weekend. the drivers 
choosing to carry their groceries home 
on foot. The United Parcels Service 
truck which makes deliveries for her 
flower shop also leaves the packages at 
the bridge approach for her to pick up . 
Mary Bradley said 

Residents do have two other exits on­
to KY 7-one via the slate dump to 
Estill and the other via Mill Creek to 
Wayland-but each is nearly a mile's 
drive over tortuous roads. And. when it 
floods. the water is over the alternate 
routes two hours before it covers the 
Glo bridge. they say 

Nor is access the only problem. a 
group called Concerned Residents of 
Glo Community said last week. They 
are also worried that closing the bridge 
will drive down property values. dis­
courage potential homebuyers. make it 
harder to get bank loans . cause in­
surance premiums to go up. delay 
emergency vehicles. and make it 
harder to lease coal rights if the mines 
ever reopen 

In a letter to The Times. Sam 
Bradle~ sa1d ohe of the alternate 
routes posed a different kind of safety 
problem. "The most dangerous route.

''On the Ring-Tail rrrail'' Lordy, Lordy, 
Cathy Is 40! By A.G. SPENCER 

Ever hear the expression, "I'd like to 
see how the other half lives?" The per­
son who coined that phrase just might 
have had an avid coonhunter Cas if there 
was any other kind) in mind instead of 
a millionaire. To be sure 'coon hunting 
aficionados seem to live the flip side of 
the usual routine. 

For one thing, the coonhunter 
operates at night. When most people are 
getting in from work and collapsing in 
front of television's unblinking eye, he 
is just catching his second wind. He 
gulps down a few bites of dinner, grabs 
a thermos full of coffee, loads his hounds 
into his pickup truck and vanishes into 
the night. Yessiree, those coonhunters 
are mighty strange folks . 

Don't get'me wrong, though! I enjoy 
having briars rip my clothes, vines trip 
me halfway down the mountain, getting 
switched in the face by brush and slip­
ping in a stream I'm attempting to cross 
as much as any of the rest of the glassy­
eyed faithful. 

Another unique aspect to coonhunting 
is the relatively minor role played by 
firearms. Any plain-Jane .22 rifle or 
pistol will pretty well get the job done. 
It only need be accurate enough to knock 
a 'coon out of the tree under which you 
are standing. Often there is only one gun 
per hunting party, both as a safety 
precaution and also because more simp­
ly aren't needed. 

Indeed, many coonhunters don't even 
harvest their quarry-they simply love 
listening to the coonhound music and 
tearing through the black of night in hot 
pursuit. With fur prices as low as they 
have been the last couple of years, there 
really isn't any need to take a 'coon ex­
cept as fare for the table or to have 
mounted. 

It's simply a case of too many hunters 
killing too many 'coons, opines local 
barber and ring-tail enthusiast Robert 
Moore. He took only three last year, 
although his hounds treed an estimated 
300 'coons. That's putting your money 
where your mouth is! Game department 
officials I have spoken with in the past 
privately admitted that 'coons are an 
overharvested resource. Much of this 
pressure is caused by poachers. 
Remember, these poachers are thieves, 
and are treated as such when caught by 
wildlife personnel. They steal a surplus 
of our natural resources from all of us. 
If you know of any such violators, please 
call 1-800-25ALERT, toll-free. 

'Coons, like opossum, may be taken 
during the day or night during "shake­
out" and furbearer season. The limit is 
one 'coon per hunter per night, and no 
more than three are allowed for a par­
ty of three or more sportsmen. Shakeout 
season runs from October 22 through 
November 19, and 'coons may be taken 
during this time with squealers, 
climbers and other methods, except 
smoke, fire or gasses, which are pro­
hibited at all times. Firearms may be 
employed only during furbearers 
season, which this year runs from 
November 20 until January 31. Keep in 
mind that you will have to purchase a 
furbearer's license in addition to your 
usual hunting license. 

Bardstown Is KET 
Feature, Nov. 19 

Host Peter Van Howe travels to 
Nelson county for a look at past and pre­
sent historic Bardstown when KET airs 
the "River City" episode "Bardstown" 
Wednesday, november 19, at 7:00p.m. 

Van Howe first visits what he calls a 
" real drugstore," complete with soda 
fountain, to interview owner Robert C. 
Hurst. 

When Hurst bought the drugstore 10 
years ago, he found a box of 2,500 glass 
negatives in the attic. Hurst says the 
negatives were brought to Bardstown 
around 1890. He and a friend, 
photography buff Don Parish, printed 
some of the glass negatives and found 
the slides were pictures of people and 
places in Bardstown near the turn of the 
century. Hurst and Parrish have 
developed about BOO or 900 slides. 

"When we first started on them, we 
felt like the homes and the places were 
the best. We soon found out it's the peo­
ple that are the best." 

Across the street from Hurst's Phar­
macy, is the Old Talbott Tavern, a 
Bardstown landmark since 1779. Van 
Howe investigates the tavern and its 
connections to the infamous Frank and 
Jesse James. 

Van Howe interviews several Bard­
stown residents to gather often-told 
s tories about the James' brothers link to 
Bardstown. The story goes that the 
James' brothers used to ride with a man 
who became sheriff of Bardstown after 
the Civil War. Thus, Bardstown was said 
to be a "haven" for the boys. 

Van Howe also interviews Thelma 
Crume, a Bardstown resident and story­
teller, who recalls the day one of the first 
automobiles in Bardstown drove 
through town. She says 9 and 10-year-old 
boys ran up and down the lane exclaim­
ing, "Automobile a coming! Automobile 
a coming!" 

Van Howe also talks with Dixie Hibbs, 
vice president of the Nelson County 
Historical Society. Hibbs says Bards­
town today is a "friendly, healthy, con­
venient, cooperative, interesting place 
to live." She says her town specializes 
in southern hospitality for tourists pass­
ing through. 

Van Howe closes "Bardstown" with a 
tribute to Federal Hill, the inspiration 
for Stephen Foster's classic "My Old 
Kentucky Home."

For a large segment of the coonhunt­
ing fraternity, the charm of this sport 
lies in the pure joy of the chase . Of 
course, you can't have much of a chase 
without a dog, unless you happen to have 
some sharp-nosed in-laws. There are 
seven generally recognized breeds of 
coonhounds: Black and Tans, Treeing 
Walkers, Plotts, English Coonhounds, 
Redticks, Blueticks and Redbones. Of 
these, the Black and Tan, the Redbone 
and the Treeing Walker are easily the 
three most commonly seen breeds. Our 
game department has looked out for the 
dog nuts among us by allotting a train­
ing season from February 1 through Oc­
tober 21. No firearms may be carried 
during either the training or the 
shakeout season. 

Nothing is less complicated than get­
ting started in coonhunting. No great 
outlay of cash is needed, as you don't 
need fancy gwtS, elaborate gear or even 
dogs. Most coonhunters are glad to take 
a newcomer along to spin their yarns for 
and to show their dogs off. Just talk to 
folks until you find somebody willing to 
take you under their wing. 

You may, though, wish to subscribe to 
Full Cry or American Cooner in order 
to find out more about the sport. Such 
guides, along with friends who coonhunt, 
go a long way toward clarifying the 
vagaries of competitive night hunts, dog 
breeds and so forth. A pair of hipboots 
is also an excellent investment in many 
areas. 

By the way, there is an ever­
increasing legion o( predator callers 
afield. All you need to get started in this 
sport are a call or two, some earthtone 
or camouflage clothing, a twenty-two or 
shotgun and some skunk scent. Rac­
coons usually respond well to calls im­
itating wounded rabbits and birds. A 
good place to call from is along creek 
banks where you have found tracks. 
'Coons are never too far from water. 

Next week, we'll take a close look at 
the forthcoming rabbit and bird seasons. 
I don't know about you, but I've been 
cleaning my shotgun a lot more than it 
has needed lately! Be safe and happy 
hunting! 

Jugged 'Coon 
This recipe is especially good for any 

raccoon you suspect of being old and 
tough. Be sure to remove the glands 
under their arms just as you would with 
a groundhog. 

Ingredients: three pounds of 'coon cut 
into bite-sized pieces, two tsps. salt, a 
liberal pinch of black pepper, four tbsps. 
of fat or drippings, two branches 
chopped celery, one quarter cup 
parsley, one-half cup long grain rice (not 
the instant variety), three diced mild 
onions, generous pinch of thyme, one 
bay leaf, three tbsps. catsup, one-half 
lemon (cut in thin slices), and two tbsps. 
butter.

ding here for no reason . rThe Common 
wealth does notl have a case against 
any of these three fellows." 

What the prosecution described as a 
crimina I conspiracy. Patton 
characterized as a pattern of hap­
hazard accounting without criminal in­
tent. least of all on the part of the 
Crums. 

The three checks that ended up in the 
Crums' hands- two from the fiscal 
court and one from Floyd County Solid 
Waste. Inc.-all stemmed directlv or 
indirectly from then-Judge-Exec~tive 
Jerry Lafferty. Jr .. who was portrayed 
by the defense attorney as unorthodox 
in his bookkeeping practices and ac· 
customed to unquestioning obedience 
in his subordinates. 

As county judge. Lafferty "had a 
great deal of political power" and "did 
not always follow procedures." said 
Patton . "In east Kentucky we do not 
always do things by the book." he add­
ed. "but that does not mean we're a 
bunch of crooks." 

Patton strove to undo any damage 
that might have been done by the pro­
secution charge that the Crums had 
refused to cooperate with state police. 
"A person does not have to cooperate if 
he is being investigated." the lawyer 
said. "For anyone to say it is wrong to 
exercise the right to remain silent is to 
say they do not agree with the Constitu­
tion and the Fifth Amendment." 

To the prosecution charge that 
Ballard Crum received $2027 on the 
basis of two fraudulent invoices 
prepared by Rick Crum. the defense 
attorney replied that it had not been 
proven that his clients intended to 
deceive the county. 

Although the invoices referred to 
work done on two Floyd County Solid 
Waste trucks and the evidence was 
that Village Chevrolet. the Crums' auto 
dealership. had never worked on solid 
waste agency trucks. the firm had 
worked occasionally on county trucks 
and-because of the close link between 
them-many people would not find it 
unusual for a fiscal court bill to be paid 
with a garbage agency check. Patton 
argue 

"Lafferty had checks written on 
whatever account he wanted to." the 
defense attorney said. "There was 
nothing illegal or improper It was not 
good bookkeeping but it is not a 
criminal offense to pay from one ac­
count a debt in another account. Floyd 
Collhty Solid Waste and the fiscal court 
are the same thing. Everyone assumes 
they are the same. as Ballard Crum 
did. So what's the big deal? The county 
got what it paid for." 

In reference to Ballard Crum's claim 
that Jerry Lafferty "would tell him 
what to write on invoices." prosecutor 
Whaley conceded that others-including 
then-eounty purchasing officer Alma 
Hughes, finance office Delores Dingus, 
and Solid Waste director David 
Cooley-did as the judge-executive in­
structed them. Unlike Crum, however, 
there was no evidence the others pr()­
fitted by it, she said. 

The fact that the $2027 was cashed 
rather than deposited seems "strange 
for a routine check for repairs." she 
said. Moreover. Rick Crum 's denial on 
the witness stand that he had prepared 
the invoices also rang false. she said. 
"If it was for legitimate work. why 
wouldn't he say.'I wrote it up'?" she 
asked. 

The two county checks--{)ne for $450 
made out to county laborer Ronnie 
Horn. the other for S2020 made out to 
Ben Davis-were endorsed and cashed 
by Jack Crum at the same time, on 
Nov. 18. 1982, the prosecutor noted. It 
was asking too much to believe. she 
argued. that Horn and Davis showed 
up simultaneously at Village Chevrolet 
with large county checks to pay bills of 
their own. 

Horn. who was already on the 
regular county payroll. had no reason 
to get an extra check and denied 
receiving it. she said. There was no 
evidence that a Ben Davis even lived in 
the county since 1961 or that anyone of 
that name had sold the county the trac­
tor and mower the check was supposed 
to pay for. she said 

Referring to Alma Hughes' 
testimony that Lafferty and former 
magistrate Kenneth Roberts were 
"upset" when they believed she had 
routinely mailed the check to "Davis." 
Whaley asked the jury to consider that 
Roberts "was in business with the 
defendants " 

In an in-chambers motion before the 
trial. Patton sought to exclude 
evidence linking Roberts with the 
Crums but the motion was overruled. 
In fact. the partnership of Roberts and 
Ballard Crum in the Eastern Star 
Lounge came after the period in which 
the Crums' crimes were alleged to 
have occurred. <Roberts has since sold 
his share in the establishment. now 
known as the Paradise Lounge. to Her­
man Conn. of Dana l 

The defense counsel belittled pro­
secution claims that the endorsements 
of Davis and Horn were forgeries In a 
pointed cross-examination of Del 
Harold Bargo. one of the state police 
investigators. Patton scolded him for 

not bothering to get a handwr11tng 
sample from Horn and drew from the 
detective an admission that he had er­
red in not obtaining one During his 
cross-examination of Horn. Patton 
himself asked the witness for a 
specimen signature and argued that it 
looked similar to the signature on the 
check made out to him. 

Bargo's representation to the grand 
jury that indicted Jack Crum that 
there was no fiscal court authorizatiOn 
for the two checks was false. said Pat­
ton. who turned up fiscal court orders 
approving both checks. Patton said 
later he found it "hard to believe that 
the state police didn't discover" the 
court orders. 

The Commonwealth "could not 
establish deception on Jackie Crum's 
part.'· the defense attorney insisted. an 
argument the .iury apparently found 
persuasive.

spokeswoman Mary Mulloy said. State 
Rep. Greg Stumbo also has asked 
Transportation Secretary C. Leslie 
Dawson for an explanation 

After commending Dawson on his 
prompt handling of the collapse. Stum­
bo noted that "many citizens have ask­
ed me why the situation was allowed to 
reach the point that it did." 

"There have been barricades on this 
road since either January or February 
of this year. I have learned that the 
<Highways) Department had 
knowledge that a failure could occur. I 
would like to ask you to instigate an 
investigation to see why this problem 
was not corrected," Stumbo wrote. 

Citizens "have a right to know exact­
ly why the matter was not corrected as 
soon as its dangers became known." he 
added.

Social Security 
ANNUAL EARNINGS TEST 
FOR SELF-EMPLOYED 

Although the annual earnings test is 
in general the same for self-employed 
people as for wag~ earners, there are 
some differences. It's important for peo­
ple who receive earnings from self­
employment to be aware of the 
differences. 

The regular annual earnings test 
places an annual earnings limit on tj;le 
amount of money a person can earn 
without affecting benefits. In 1985, the 
limit was $7,320 for people 65-70 and 
$5,400 for people under 65; in 1986 it is 
$7,800 for people 65-70 and $5,760 for peo­
ple under 65. Benefits are reduced $1 for 
each $2 earned over the limit. The ear­
nings test does not apply to people who 
are 70 or older throughout the year. 

During the first year of retirement, 
wage earners can get a full benefit for 
any month they don't earn over 1/12 of 
the annual limit, regardless of their total 
earnings for the year. However, for self­
employed people the rule is different. 
Self-employed people can get a full 
benefit for any month they don't per­
form substantial services in self­
employment regardless of their total 
earnings for the year. 

Whether or not services performed in 
a business are "substantial" depends on 
a number of factors. They include the 
amount of time devoted to the business 
or profession, including time spent plan­
ning and managing, the kind of work 
done, and how the work compares with 
that the person previously did. 

The more valuable and highly skilled 
the work performed, or the larger the 
business, the more likely it is to be con­
sidered substantial. 

Another rule is that any income a 
retired self-employed person receives 
after the year benefits start that is not 
based on services performed after en­
titlement to Social Security benefits may 
be substracted from gross earnings for 
purposes of the earnings test. 

The rule applies only to self­
employment income received in a year 
after the first year of entitlement to 
Social Security benefits. This is the year 
a person applies for benefi'ts and meets 
all conditions of eligibility, whether or 
not he or she actually stops working. 

People who especially benefit from 
the change are self-employed insurance 
agents who receive renewal commis­
sions after they retire, retired farmers 
whose leftover crops are sold in a year 
after they stop farming, and persons 
who continue to receive income from 
their investment in a business or 
partnership. 

People who need more information on 
the earnings test should be sure to call 
the nearest Social Security office. The 
Big Sandy area Social Security office is 
located on U.S. 23 between Prestonsburg 
and Paintsville. The telephone number 
is listed in your local telephone directory 
under U.S. Government.

School Tax Comment 
On behalf of the Floyd County Chapter 

of the Kentucky Fair Tax Coalition. I 
would like to comment on the recent 
jump in school taxes in Floyd county. 

As you know, last month, the Floyd 
County Board of Education decided to 
mcrease school taxes by over 70 percent. 
The school tax rate lev1ed on real estate 
will now be 32.4 cents per $100 of assess­
ed property value, up from 19 cents 
Revenues from this new tax rate, if all 
are collected, will net the school system 
$1.4 million this year. 

The rate hike was necessary if the 
county was to qualify for nearly $11 
million in building funds from the state. 
There is no question that money is 
desperately needed to repair and con­
struct county schools. Already. some 
Floyd County students have had to miss 
several days of school this year as a 
result of problems with school facilities. 

On a previous occasion, the school 
board tried to establish a utihty tax in 
order to raise needed revenues-a 
measure that was soundly defeated by 
public opposition. · 

In another move to plan for the school 
system's financial needs, the Floyd 
County Board of Education officially 
went on record in support of a tax on un­
mined minerals. This proposal has 
received a great deal of support. 
Mineral reserves are some of the most 
valuable property in the county, yet 
owners are not subject to property 
taxes. The Kentucky Conslltution states 
that all property that has value is sub­
ject to property taxes. Active mineral 
reserves-those which are being leased 
or mined-clearly have value and 
should be taxed. Each year mineral 
reserves are not taxed, ow- school 
system loses an enormous amount of 
potential revenue that could go a long 
ways towards needed improvements. 

If an unmined minerals tax was in 
place, Floyd County schools could 
generate an estimated $1.7 million more 
each year That means if mineral 
reserves were being taxed as they 
should, the school system would have 
had enough tol qualify for the state 
building funds and the recent school tax 
hike would not have been necessary. 

There is one man in Floyd County who 
could have prevented this situation­
Rep. Greg Stumbo. Earlier this year, 
Rep. Stumbo helped to block a measw-e 
proposed in the Kentucky General 
Assembly which would have allowed 
localschoolboardstolevyschooltaxes 
on mineral reserves Rep. Stumbo, in­
stead of looking out for the interests of 
the many property owners in the coun­
ty, protected the interests of a few 
mineral owners. With his support, there 
is no doubt the measure would have 
passed. By his actions, including delay 
tactics, public statements of non­
commitment and behind-the-scenes op­
position, Rep. Stumbo showed that his 
true allegiences do not lie with the 
average property owner and taxpayer 
in Floyd County.

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Chronic Cough May 
Signal Lung Disease 

The next time you come down with a 
cough that persists, see your doctor. Ac­
cording to the November Reader's 
Digest, any cough that hangs on for 
more than three weeks can signal a ma­
jor lung disease 

The most common are chronic bron­
chitis and emphysema-grouped under 
the umbrella title Chronic Obstructive 
Pulmonary Disease, or COPD. Though 
the term is largely unknown to the 
public, the magazine reports that COPD 
is the fastest-rising and fifth-largest 
cause of death in the country today 
Some 10 million Americans suffer from 
it. 

Despite the destructive natw-e of most 
pulmonary diseases, they can be revers­
ed if detected in time. "Once the 
diagnosis is accw-ately made, there is an 
appropriate treatment for almost every 
cough-producing ailment-with rare 
exceptions such as late lung cancer," 
says Dr Richard Irwin, director of 
pulmonary medicine at the University 
of Massachusetts Medical School. 

Lung disease could be detected sooner 
if more doctors would use a readily 
available, inexpensive test. A simple 
device called a spirometer measures 
how well a person can expel air from the 
lungs. Used early, it can detect gradual 
long deterioration due to COPD long 
before obvious symptoms that signal 
serious disability-such as chronic 
cough, excess sputum, unusual short­
ness of breath, and fatigue-appear. 

Says Dr. Reuben Cherniack, editor of 
American Review of Respiratory 
Disease, "The test should be given to 
every patient as part of a routine 
checkup. But few doctors perform the 

• test, even though it takes less than a 
minute and requires minimal 
calculation." 

Reader's Digest recommends you ask 
your doctor for a baseline spirometer 
reading at yow- next annual physical. 
Without regular measurements, he will 
not be able to detect gradual lung 
deterioration.

Old-fashioned historical 
melodramas probably peaked 
w1th 'Ben-Hur." and this spe­
Cies of f1lm rarely sprawls on 
the wide screen these days. It 
has evolved into the miniser­
ies format , w1th such novels 
as " Roots" and "Shogun ' 
stretched to eight hours (or 
six hours minus commercials) 
on TV. 

But Rafaella De Laurentiis 
read James Clavell's 600-
page-plus novel "Tai-Pan" 
and decrded to revive the 
genre. The result is an old­
fashioned wide-screen tale of 
love, lust and greed, molded 
to formula status and en­
hanced by great productron 
values. 

The film is set in the early 
1800s during the British-Chi­
nese trade wars, whrch led to 
the founding of Hong Kong. 
The film would have us believe 
that the great city was devel­
oped solely by two powerful 
merchants competing for the 
largest share of the legal 
trade (tea, etc.) and the illegal 
trade (opium). The family feud 
extends to sons and lovers, 
wrth enough back-stabbing 
and treachery to warm the 
hardened heart of a J.R. 
Ewing. 

Bryan Brown plays the title 
role of Tai-Pan. the leader of 
all foreign trade in China. He 
was once a prrate and rs now 
an opium trader. He has a wife 
and family back in England, 
but he is livmg with hrs second 
Chinese marden, having al­
ready fathered a teenage son 
by the first . 

His rival is deliciously and 
maliciously played by John 
Stanton, whose evrl domgs 
are outdone only by those of 
hrs son, Garth, played by Brll 
Leadbitter. Add the exotic 
and erotic Joan Chen as the 
Chinese mistress of the Tai­
Pan, plenty of costumed char­
acters, and the inevitable final 
hand-to-hand battle between 
the main antagonrsts, and the 
mrxture rs soap opera on a 
grand scale. To make sure 
there would be plenty of visual 
interest, Rafaella De Lauren­
ti!s (producer of " Hurricane") 
even throws in a typhoon. 

Clavell's novel is stripped 
down to bare bones, and the 
atmosphere of China and 
Hong Kong 175 years ago, so 
carefully presented in the nov­
el. is lost in the process. It's a 
sad choice of action over 
atmosphere. 

Pat Corley has done pretty 
well in 'a rough business'

Pat Corley is a character actor with a familiar refrain: 
"People know my face but not my name." But he's not 
whining. "This is a rough business," he says, "but I've 
managed to do pretty well , and I enjoy it." 

Corley, who has been an 
actor for almost 30 years 
and has hundreds of cred­
its, will finally be getting his 
due this week in CBS's com­
ic miniseries "Fresno." As 
Earl Duke (get rt?), a raisin 
baron, Corley's being billed 
directly after big-name stars 
Carol Burnett, Dabney 
Coleman, Charles Grodin 
and T eri Garr.

His big scene, in 
which he testifies in a murder case, was the most reward­
ing for him. Constant retakes were required , as such 
hardened comedy veterans as Burnett, Grodin, Coleman 
and Garr cracked up at Corley's deadpan delivery. He 
was most flattered when, at the end of the most success­
ful take, the assembled stars gave him a standing 
ovation. 

Corley has certainly scrambled hard in the difficult act­
ing field. After deciding to become an actor during a stint 
in the army, he married a fellow acting student, Iris, in 
1957. They have seven children. " I have five in college 
right now. I really have to work!" he says. 

Corley has never advised his own children to go into 
acting. "It's too hard, too unsafe," he says. "You have to 
realize that the chances of success are very remote. You 
have to have skin of iron. Every day you face the possibil­
ity of rejection. There are thousands of actors for every

Wood Named To Head 
New Position at PCC 

Jarrett Wood has been named to head 
Mining/Industrial Liason at PCC. His 
main responsibilities are to work with 
the area industries to assess training 
needs, develop training plans and 
evaluate results. In addition, he works 
with mine safety training in conjunction 
with Hazard and Southeast Community 
Colleges. 

If you are using a kerosene 
heater, the U.S. Consumer Pro­
duct Safety Commission and 
the National Kerosene Heater 
Association advise you to 
follow these suggestions in 
order to minimize the risk of fire 
and other hazards. 

• Use only 1-K grade 
kerosene. NEVER USE 
GASOLINE. Gasoline is not 
the same as kerosene. 
Even small amounts of 
gasoline or other volatile 
fuels or solvents mixed 
with kerosene can increase 
the risk of a fire that could 
enfulf the heater and 
spread to combustibles 
beyond it. 

• Always store kerosene in a 
separate container intend­
ed for and clearly marked 
"kerosene", not in a 
gasoline can or a can that 
has contained gasoline. 
This helps you avoid using 
contaminated fuel or the 
wrong fuel by mistake. 
Kerosene containers are 
usually blue; gasoline con­
tainers are usually red. 

• When purchas-ing kerosene 
at the pump, make sure 
that the kerosene pump, 
not the gasoline pump, is 
used. Some service sta­
tions have separate islands 
for kerosene. Some oil 
companies have also 
established quality control 
programs to minimize the 
chances of gasoline con­
tamination of kerosene. 

• 1-K grade kerosene should 
be purchased from a dealer 
who can certify that what is 
being sold is 1-K. State-

operated and private sector 
certification programs that 
ensure the quality of 
kerosene are established in 
some states. Grades other 
than 1-K can contain much 
more sulfur and will in­
crease sulfur dioxide emis­
sions from heaters, posing 
a possible health risk. Dif­
ferent grades of kerosene 
can look the same so It is 
important that the dealer 
certify that the product 
sold is 1-K grade kerosene. 

• Never refuel the heater in­
side the home. Fill the tank 
outdoors, away from com­
bustible materials, and only 
after the heater has been 
turned off. Do not refuel the 
heater when it is hot or is in· 
operation. Do not fill the 
fuel tank above the "full" 
mark. The space above the 
"full" mark is to allow the 
fuel room to expand with­
out causing leakage when 
the heater is operating. 

• In case flare-up or uncon­
trolled flaming occurs, do 
not attempt to move or 
carry the heater. This can 
make the fire worse. If the 
heater is equipped with a 
manual shut-off switch, ac­
tivate the switch, to turn off 
the heater. If this does not. 
extinguish the fire, leave 
the house immediately and 
call the fire department. As 
an added reminder and 
precaution, install at least 
one smoke detector near 
each sleeping area or on 
each level of the house.

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KET Airs 1929 Film 
On Frontier Nursing 

The 1920s were tragic times in the 
history of U.S. health care for Ap­
palachia . Cut off from traditional 
medical care by lack of roads and elec­
tricity, Leslie County experienced the 
highest maternal death rate in the 
country. 

Kentuckian Mary Breckinridge had a 
different vision and began the Frontier 
Nursing Service <FNS) to bring ade­
quate health care to remote areas of 
Kentucky. To drum up awareness and 
support for the Frontier Nursing Ser­
vice, Breckinridge asked a young cousin 
living in New York to study motion pic­
ture photography, come to Kentucky 
and make a film about the fledgling 
service. 

The result-a 1929 silent film entitled 
"The Forgotten Frontier"-is the sub­
ject of a half-hour program airing Tues­
day, November 18, at 7 p.m. on KET. 
The show is one in a series of 14 pro­
grams about Eastern Kentucky entitled 
"Headwaters," produced by Appalshop 
of Whitesburg and airing weekly on 
KET. 

While the film originally was commis­
sioned to show the work of the F S and 
the possibilities for adequate health care 
for the most rural of Americans, it is a 
striking social and historical document 
of the people and places of this period. 
It is also a fascinating look at the early 
age of cinema. 

Scenes from the silent film are nar­
rated by the film's producer, Mary Mar­
vin Breckinridge Patterson, and Betty 
Lester, one of the nurse/midwives who 

ppeared in the 1929 film. 
There were no actors, costumes or 

makeup for the film. The characters in 
the film portray themselves in all but 
one recounting-a shooting scene. 
Since no one in the film had ever seen 
a motion picture (no electricity), they 
were not self-conscious, explains Patter­
son. "The only thing I told them was not 
to look at the camera. " 

Scenes in the film were based on true 
incidences related by the nurses to Pat­
erson. They include: children being in­

noculated for the first time against dead­
ly typhoid and small pox epidemics; a 
nurse attending a labor and new birth ; 
the FNS caring for newborn twins whose 
mother had died at childbirth (without 
benefit of a doctor or nurse/midwivel; 
neighbors carrying a seriously wound­
ed victim of a feud to the FNS for 
treatment. 

Today the Frontier Nursing Service is 
•a:tlive and well, operating its own modern 
~ospital in Hyden as well as traditional 

outpost care centers.

Ferguson Takes Part 
In Maritime Exercise

ANSWER: Many studies have tried to 
answer this question and the results of 
these studies varv. It has been an area 
of concern for res-earchers because cer­
tain cancers of the female sex organs de­
pend on the body's own sex hormones for 
their growth. Smce birth control pills 
contain synthetic forms of these hor­
mones, researchers have tried to deter­
rome 1f the use of birth control pills in­
creases a woman's risk for cancer. Four 
types of cancer have been studied. These 
include cancer of the breast, ovaries, en­
dometrium lthe inner lining of the 
uterus), and cervix. 

The link between breast cancer and 
birth control pills is still unclear, but 
most of the evidence indicates that 
women who use the pill do not have an 
mcreased risk of breast cancer, despite 
the length of pill use or other risk fac­
tors. Some studies, though, have found 
that in certain groups of women, pill use 
may slightly increase the risk of breast 
cancer. These groups include women 
with benign (noncancerous) breast 
disease or a family history of breast 
cancer. However, these factors may in­
crease the risk of breast cancer even 
when birth control pills are not used.

Recent studies of ovarian and en­
dometrial cancer have shown that 
women who have taken combination 
birth control pills (birth control pills 
which are made up of a combination of 
estrogen and progesterone) actually 
have a lower risk of these cancers . The 
greatest protection was noted for long 
term users. Researchers believe that the 
use of birth control pills may eliminate 
many cases of both of these cancers 
each year. 

Despite the good news about the birth 
control pill's benefit in preventing 
cancers of the ovary and uterus, there 
is some evidence that the pill may in­
crease a woman's risk for cancer of the 
cervix. Yet, other studies have shown 
that cancer of the cervix occurs more 
often in women who have first inter­
course at an early age, and women who 
have had many different partners. 
These sexual practices may contribute 
to the apparent increased risk of cer­
vical cancer among birth control users . 

As for all women, it is important for 
women who use birth control pills to do 
monthly breast self-exams, and to have 
routine pap smears.

Well, its history now and all we have 

left of the 1986 high school football 
season is memories and for several 
county seniors those memories will last 
a lifetime and regardless of their play 
these players will look back with a 
smile, which should be the case. 

They were the ones who put on the 
equipment and banged bodies with their 
opponents. They were the ones who 
worked hard in two a day practices and 
they were the ones who received the 
cheers and sometimes the criticism. 

There are no losers in this group even 
thoug)1 they may have felt like it during 
low moments of their respective 
seasons. 

Some got the credit they deserved but 
unfortunately some didn't. Football, like 
any sport, features the scorer or the big 
play man while ignoring the true leaders 
of their team. 

On the gridiron, offensive backs and 
receivers are always highlighted but 
without their linemen blocking no back 
could gain yardage, no quarterback 
could get enough time to find a receiver, 
and the offense wouldn't move. 

But who acknowledges an offensive 
lineman. Nobody except the official and 
only then on a hold or an illegal block. 

So here is to you offensive linemen. 
Take a bow because you deserve it. Bob­
cat runners would agree that without 
Joey Cecil and others they wouldn't have 
had impressive seasons and the same 
holds true with Wheelwright. 

Without Johnny Isaac and troops, 
Tony Hutton and Doug Little would have 
been in trouble. This all leads to one fact, 
your best players may be your least 
known players which makes it all but 
impossible to choose most valuable 
players and players of the year. 

You could take one of six or seven 
players from this county and choose a 
player of the year and have a solid 
choice. No one could disagree but ques­
tions would arise as to why another 
wasn't selected and with good reason. 

This is why you won't see a Floyd 
County player of the year anywhere 
around here. The plain facts are that no 
one athlete stood out above several 
others but many of these performers 
have the ability to continue playing foot­
ball on a higher level. 

Now, I don' t have the nerve or enough 
knowledge to choose one player who per­
formed better than all the others and I 
do not think that anyone else does either 
but I will let you know my choice for 
coach of the year. 

Not because he had the only winning 
season in the county or that his team had 
the first winning season in their school's 
history. Jack Hall is Floyd County's foot­
ball coach of the year because of the way 
he handled his players and the way he 
has brought excitement and enthusiasm 
to the Betsy Layne program. 

Its true that players win or lose a 
sporting event but correct preparation 
and guidance can certainly affect the 
outcome. Having support of your fans 
doesn't hurt either. 

In 1985 Betsy Layne had respectable 
crowds but nothing compared to this 

·season. Most games were standing 
spaces only. Partly because of winning 
on the Bobcats' part and partly because 
of the confidence and good feeling Jack 
Hall can instill in any person who will 
take the time to talk with him. 

The first objective of any coach is to 

teach his or her athletes but promoting 
the program isn't to take a back seat. 

Hall teaches football as well as anyone 
and he isn't above taking time out for 
Bobcat fans or anyone who is interested 
in a conversation. 

The second year Bobcat coach gives 
his players the freedom to decide what 

they want to do and is the first one to 
give them credit or take blame himself. 
Hall has had his moments of disappoint­
ment and let them be known to his 
players but in a way that inspires not 
degrades. 

This is why Jack Hall is coach of the 
year and Jack Hall is the reason why the 

Betsy Layne Bobcats now have a 
respected football program. 

Betsy Layne graduates seven talented 
seniors this season and they will be hard 
to replace but as long as the Bob~ats 
keep Jack Hall as their football coach 
they will have a successful program, 
regardless of their record. 

New District Idea For Next Year 
Doesn't Satisfy Local Programs 

'If it ain't broke don't fix it', or 
something to this effect could very well 
apply to the re·districting project which 
will become a reality for the 1987 high 
school football season. 

Following the 1985 football campaign 
people in power concerning high school 
athletic felt the need to re-arrange the 
present district format in an effort to 
eliminate expensive and excessive 
travel for state programs. 

However, for at least two Floyd Coun­
ty teams, the new district alignment will 
present more expense and travel than 
previous years have produced. 

In the past Wheelwright's longest 
district trip was to either Paintsville or 
Pikeville but in 1987's setup the Trojans 
will be forced to travel over 60 miles fur­
ther for a district contest. 

Formerly in a sub-district with Paints­
ville, Pikeville and Betsy Layne, the 
Trojans are now faced with traveling to 
Fairview and Raceland and vice-versa. 
Why would the re-district theory take 
Wheelwright out of this area and choose 
their district counterparts from all 
throughout eastern Kentucky? 

Coach Roger Johnson doesn't know 
and doesn't exactly agree with the 
district reconstruction. " It just makes 
too much travel for us and if you talked 
to Raceland and Fairview they would 
say the same thing." 

Along with the three teams mention­
ed this district will include Allen Central 
and Hazard and Rebel coach Donnie 
Daniels echoed the same thoughts voic­
ed by Coach Johnson. 

"I think it should be re-districted 
again," Daniels mentioned. "The reason 
why they did it in the first place was 
because of economics but now we are 
faced with a three hour bus trip." 

"But if you think our situation is bad 
just think about Hazard," the Rebel 
coach continued. " With the new law that 
students can't miss school because of 
athletics they will have to play on Satur­
day." "It looks to me like they have went 
against all principles of .the re-districting 
idea ." 

Both Johnson and Daniels have their 
own ideas of how the process should 
have been carried out and both agree 
that for everyone concerned, Allen Cen­
tral and Wheelwright should have been 
included in a district closer to home. 

With all the hours to be spent travel­
ing to district contests, the home team 
could have a definite edge but for Roger 
Johnson and Donnie Daniels, home or 
away, they don't favor this cost con­
scious idea of bringing districts closer 
together . 

Both of Floyd County's other football 
schools will find themselves facing dif­
ferent district foes and for Betsy Layne, 

they will be doing battle in a different 
class. 

The Bobcats, formerly of the single A' 
variety, will move up a notch come 1987 
and awaiting them is probably the 
toughest district in eastern Kentucky. 

Along with Betsy Layne goes Pres­
tonsburg to fight power houses such as 
Leslie County and M.C. Napier for 
future playoff positions. 

Rounding out this district is Morgan 
County and Whitesburg and looking at 
the district as a whole Betsy Layne head 
coach Jack Hall says it could very well 
be the toughest one of any in the 
mountains. 

Two reasons why this particular 
district is expected to be tough and 
talented is Betsy Layne and Prestons­
burg. The Bobcats are coming off their 
first ever winning season despite a tough 
schedule but what has Bobcat fans ex­
cited about next season is the fact that 
their team loses only seven seniors. 

Prestonsburg, on the other sideline, 
suffered through a disappointing 

rebuilding season but where tough 
schedules are concerned no one can top 
the 1986 list of teams the young 
Blackcats went against. 

Nevertheless, Prestonsburg returns 
ten starters on both sides of the football 
and with a year of experience, these 
youngsters may be ready to bring the 
excitement back to Blackcat country. 

All these facts and theories add up to 
the building of an excellent rivalry 
which, in the past, has been dominated 

by the Blackcats. 
Not only will it be a big county game 

but will carry district and playoff weight 
which will add fury to emotion and the 
same can be said about the Tro 
Rebel battle.

The Union College Bulldogs have com­
pleted their football season, or have 
they? 

After splitting their first six games the 
Bulldogs have proceded to win four 
straight to close out their season with a 
7-3 mark, good enough for a possible 
playoff spot. 

With a young squad, consisting main­
ly of eastern Kentucky talent, Union has 
surpassed all pre-season expectations 
and with some help from Bluffton Col­
lege, the Bulldogs could very we~l find 
themselves with a post season b1rth. 

"We really came on strong in the 
end" Head football Coach John Ross 
said. " I guess our kids learned how to 
win and forgot those things that kept us 
from winning," Rose continued. 

The youthful group from Barbourville 
saved one of their best performances for 
last, down to possibly the final quarter 
of 1986. 

Tied 10-10 with Cumberland College, 
the Bulldogs mounted a fourth quarter 
drive through the mud which wound 
up as a winning touchdown as Union 
turned back homestanding Cumberland 
17-10 Saturday. 

Coming into Saturday's contest Union 
was ranked 26th in the nation and with 
their victory combined with several top 
20 teams losing Coach Ross says his 
team should move into the top 20. 

During Union's final drive tight end 
Pete Greene hauled down a pass to give 
the Bulldogs a first down on Cumber­
land's 35 yard line. Greene 's reception 
has Union people still talking but by now 
Bulldog fans have became accustomed 
to the freshman's greatness. 

"I'll tell you, Pete Greene is Mr. con­
sistency for us," Ross said of his prize 
tight end.

A Melvin man, missing since Saturday 
on a hunting trip in Mason county, was 
found dead Monday afternoon in a small 
stream about four miles south of 
Germantown. 

The body of John Henry Akers, 34, 
who had been missing since 6:30a.m.

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Wells Defense 
Works For Three 
In Court Here 

A growing number of Floyd drivers 
have reason to be thankful to a Lex­
ington man called Wells. 

After police found Wells "passed out" 
behind the wheel of his van in the park­
ing lot of the Continental Inn, he was 
convicted in Fayette District court of 
drunk driving, sentenced to nine 
months' jail, and fined $1000. 

The defendant appealed the convic­
tion, arguing that he could hardly be 
operating a motor vehicle in his sleep, 
and the Kentucky Court of Appeals 
agreed, overturning his conviction in 
March. 

Even though its motor was running, 
the fact that the van was in a parking 
space and that there was no evidence 
that Wells had driven to the place while 
drunk weighed in his favor, the appellate 
judge held. But most importantly, the 
judge said, "a sleepy person is seldom 
operating anything." 

Three defendants using what has 
become known as the "Wells defense" 
had DUI charges dismissed Tuesday in 
Floyd District Court. They were Virgil 
D. Reffett, 30, of Prestonsburg, Larry D. 
Reed, 33, of Printer, and Ritchie Elkins, 
26, of Ligon. In each case, arresting of­
ficers conceded they did not actually see 
the defendants operating their vehicles. 

A drunk driving charge brought by 
Prestonsburg Police Captain Darrel 
Conley against Gary Michael Wright, 32, 
of Prestonsburg, was dismissed Monday 
as part of an earlier deal under which 
Wright agreed to testify for Conley in a 
suit brought against him by Albert 
"Buddy" Gibson. Wright was 
represented by Greg Stumbo in the court 
presided over by Stumbo's father, 
District Judge Harold Stumbo, after 
County Attorney David Barber indicated 
he had no objection. 

Wright faced a second DUI charge 
Tuesday and was expected to enter a 
guilty plea, according to Barber. 

A bench warrant was issued for Har­
dy Kilburn, 24, of Martin, after he fail­
ed to appear in court to answer an eighth 
drunk driving charge. Convicted in his 
absence, he was sentenced to one year 
in jail and ordered to pay r/(fl in fine and 
court costs.

"We set the standards for emergency 
medical technicians and certify those 
who have satisfactorily completed a 
training curriculum," said Pat Jones, 
branch manager. "All ambulance atten­
dants must be certified EMTs." 

The branch takes applications for and 
awards approximately $1 million in 
grants each year, she said. The grants. 
which this year were awarded to 100 
local governments, provide money for 
equipment purchases and personnel 
costs. 

"Regrettably, we cannot fund every 
request that we get," she said, "since we 
do have a limited amount of money. We 
make awards based on documented 
need in particular areas around the 
state." 

The FMS branch also provides 
technical assistance to ambulance 
operations. Assistance can be as simple 
as answering a question over the phone, 
or as involved as actually assisting a 
local government initiate an emergen­
cy medical system. 

"It's really important to us to work 
directly with communities, •· said Jones. 
''so that they get the kind of support and 
assistance they will need to have a suc­
cessful ambulance service."

Several factors can heighten the risk of 
cardiova:,('ular disease. Some of them are 
unalterable, such as heredity, age, race 
and sex. But some can be changed. These 
include smoking, obesity. <het and high 
blood pressure. For example, a 40-yt•ar 
old male smoker with high blood pres­
sure has a three and one half times 
,greater chance of having heart disease 
than a man without these risks. The man 
at risk might be told to quit smoking and 
to control his h1gh blood pressure through 
weight loss and a reduction in his con­
:.umption of sodium. Syme believes there 
are two problems wtth this approach. 

First , many people cannot or will not 
change their behavior, even if they 
understand their actions could lead to 
improved health and longer life. Second, 
7 million people have heart disease and 
an estimated 45 million more are at risk, 
so a one-on-one approach to risk factor 
control could exhaust the nation's health 
care resources. 

Programs to improve the health of 
entire communities are far more co t· 
effective than the treatment of individ­
uals, according to Syme. 

He pointed out that low death rates 
from infectious diseases are a result of 
improvements in hygiene, nutrition and 
standards of living. Syme believes envi­
ronmental alteration could help produce 
similar results in the incidence of car­
diovascular disease. 

1b test this theory, a study of 1,500 San 
Francisco bus drivers was conducted 
Syme found that 40 percent of the driv­
ers had high blood pressure (twice the

The study also idt-ntified working con­
ditiollb which could cause high blood 
pressure. Driver.; must follow a rigid 
computer-designed schedule, and super­
visoP.S require driveP.S to stay on time. 
Additional stress comes from dealing 
w1th argumentative passengers. Finally, 
most of the driveP.S earn very good salar­
tes, and often wouldn't earn comparable 
pay elsewhere, so they give up food and 
rest breaks to stay on schedule and pro· 
teet their jobs. 

Syme said the data is still being ana­
lyzed, but he hopes the results will con­
vince transit company management to 
revise its scheduling system and relieve 
some of th(' anxiety. A successful change 
could mean improved working conditions 
for bus drivers in other cities, and ulti­
mately for many other people who have 
stressful jobs. 

The American Heart Association will 
continue to encourage individual adher­
ance to a healthy lifestyle that reduces 
the risk of heart disease. But Syme's 
research may show that simple things, 
like revising a schedule, can help 
improve the public's health.

But the company 
could get as much for its 
advertising dollar by buy­
ing a full- page ad in a 
large newspaper. 

In football games, a 
camera is put on the blimp 
so home viewers can get 
an eagle's-eye view of the 
stadium, and sometimes a 
play will be shown from 
high up. Every Monday 
night on ABC, viewers see 
not only the ship, but they 
also see what the field 
looks like all lit up. 

No matter where the 
game is, it always looks 
like the Orange Bowl in Mi­
ami from way up there -
complete with lamp-lit side 
streets. 

That's probably a men­
tal trick, because the an­
nouncer always says the 
blimp is being piloted by 

Capt. Joe Jones of Talla­
hassee, Fla., or some oth­
er warm-weather port. 
He's never from Edmon­
ton, Alberta, or Bangor, 
Maine. 

Watching that big bal­
loon being wafted along 
on warm Southern 
breezes might help the 
morale of a viewer in, say, 
International Falls, Minn., 
in December. But we 
doubt it. And it's not likely 
to make him change his 
tire-buying habits. 

And why are balloons al­
ways set free at big foot­
ball games? We don't 
mean the ones college 
fans buy to help root on 
their teams - the ones 
that say "Go Tigers!" We 
don't even mean those big 
balloons that are bounced 
around the stands during 
lulls in the action. We 
mean the balloons set free 
by the games' sponsors. 

As the Roman number 
of Super Bowl games goes 
higher, it seems that the 
number of balloons re­
leased also increases. 
They must be releasing at 
least 9 million by now. We 
can't wait for Super Bowl 
Cl. Fans will wonder if 
there is a full eclipse of the 
sun. 

And the lighter-than-air 
vehicles are not confined 
to baseball and football. 
At last September's Unit­
ed States Open tennis 
championships in New 
York, another craft was 
added. Goodyear had a 
competitor from Fuji, the 
Japanese photo company, 
floating over the tennis 
courts. 

That's all we need -
balloon competition from 
Japan.

Teri Garr does a comic· turn 
this time out - in 'Fresno' 
By Lynn Hoogenboom 

"I do publicity for all the 
stuff I do," says Teri Garr. 
"I go off and talk about it, 
but I never say, 'Watch.' 
But this one, I would say to 
people, 'Watch this, be­
cause it's going to be 
funny.' " 

"This one" is "Fresno," 
the CBS miniseries spoof 
of the nighttime soaps. It 
airs Sunday, Nov. 16, 
through Thursday, Nov. 
20, and stars such stellar 
comics as Carol Burnett, 
Dabney Coleman, Charles 
Grodin and, of course, 
Garr herself. 

With that many different 
comic actors working to­
gether - all with their own 
highly developed individ­
ual styles - you might 
think that things would get 
a little out of control. Not 
so, says Garr. 

"Once we got a theme 
and style, it was kind of all 
over the place," she says. 
"Some people were doing 
big and some people were 
doing little. But there's a 
thread through it that 
seems very real." 

Garr may be best re-

membered for her wild 
shriek in "Tootsie" when 
Dustin Hoffman tells her 
that he has fallen for an­
other woman - after she 
begs him to tell her the 
truth and insists that she 
can handle anything better 
than lies. 

"That was the comic re­
action," she says, "and 
also, I must admit, not my 
choice. When he said 'I'm 
in love with another wom­
an,' I wanted to say, 'Oh,' 
and just back out the door. 
Sydney Pollack said, 'I 
want you to do the oppo­
site of that.' And I said, 'I 
don't feel right in it.' I really 
did argue with him. And he 
said, 'I want you to do it. 
It's the comic reaction.' 
And boy, he was right! It's 
such a setup." 

Garr has made a point of 
not taking stardom too se­
riously. "The weird thing is 
you can go on TV and do a 
series that's about your 
fingers moving,'' she ·says. 
"And you'll get 50,000 let­
ters a week saying you're 
fabulous. But it's fake. It's 
from anonymous people. 
I'll write a book about it 
some day. The thing that's 
frustrating about it is I've 
seen it get a lot of people." 

Her future aspirations 
are relatively modest. "I 
don't know what's going to 
happen," she says. "I nev­
er do. I guess I'd like to di­
rect one day. Everybody 
says that. Write some day. 
And I'm still busy being an 
actress. Maybe I'll do this 
forever. I guess it gets bor­
ing after a while, but I'm 
still challenged by it."

Headlining the menu is 
the multiple Oscar-win­
ning 1983 film Terms of 
Endearment (NBC, Sun­
day, Nov. 16).

Grazing Volunteer Corn 
May Cause Poisoning 

Farmers planning to graze their cat­
tle on corn residue may want to be more 
cautious this year than in most. Rapid, 
abundant growth of volunteer corn this 
fall has increased the chances for nitrate 
poisoning in cattle grazing it. 

"Cattle grazing harvest residue are 
attracted to the volunteer corn and may 
suffer nitrate toxicity, depending on the 
level of nitrogen fertilizer still in the 
soil-left over from the growing season. 
The excess nitrogen accumulates in the 
growing plant and provides a source of 
nitrate poisoning for cattle grazing it," 
according to Duane Miksch, Extension 
veterinarian with the University of Ken­
tucky College of Agriculture. 

Cloudy, humid days increase the 
chance that enough nitrate will ac­
cumulate in the growing plants' tissues 
to cause toxicity in the cattle grazing it. 
Because cattle seem to develop a 
tolerance to nitrate, farmers who plan 
to graze the volunteer corn may want to 
wait for a dry, sunny day before they 
turn their cattle in on the field, Miksch 
said. 

Some cattle seem to be more prone to 
the effects of nitrate toxicity than others. 
Stocker calves, pregnant cows and cat­
tle that are wormy or deficient in 
vitamin A may be particularly suscep­
tible, Miksch said. 

To help pre\rent nitrate toxicity, he 
suggests farmers use care in introduc­
ing cattle to fields of volunteer corn, par­
ticularly those cattle that are most 
susceptible. Producers should provide 
some grain for the grazing cattle, and 
avoid feeding soybean meal or other 
protein sources which may increase the 
overall intake of nitrogen. They also 
should provide vitamin A and phos­
phorus. 

THANKSGIVING SERVICES 

Furthermore, he said, cattlemen 
should be careful to avoid allowing cat­
tle to drink water from ponds located 
below a corn field, where runoff from the 
corn field may have contaminated the 
pond with nitrogen. 

Symptoms of nitrate toxicity include 
rapid, labored breathing, staggering and 
diarrhea. Producers who notice these 
symptoms in the cattle grazing the corn 
residue or drinking from a pond that 
may have been contaminated should 
summon their veterinarian at once.

As everyone knows, purchasing a new 
home is an expensive proposition. 
Faced with such a large expense, many 
people have chosen to fix up the home 
they already have rather than buy a new 
one. This increased demand for people 
to do home improvement work, coupled 
with the fact there is no comprehensive 
regulation of the home improvement in­
dustry, creates many opportunities for 
home improvement fraud. 

Although there is no comprehensive 
regulation of the home improvement in­
dustry, no statutes specifically address­
ing home improvement problems, there 
are laws that protect consumers. If the 
contractor hired to do a job turns ·out to 
be a "fly-by-nighter" who comes into 
town, takes a consumer's money without 
performing the work or engages in other 
practices which may indicate criminal 
intent, then criminal prosecution may be 
the most effective course for the con­
sumer. The fly-by-nighter may be ar­
rested by local police and charged with 
theft. A criminal conviction can bring a 
penalty of imprisonment, fines, restitu­
tion, or conditional probation. Problems 
with this course of action include ap­
prehending the contractor; proving the 
criminal intent to defraud; obtaining 
adequate proof for a conviction; and 
overwhelming problems associated with 
the lengthy period required for in­
vestigation and prosecution. 

If the home improvement contractor 
is more stable and solvent, civil prosecu­
tion under the Kentucky Consumer Pro­
tection Act may be appropriate. Under 
the Consumer Protection Act, if the con­
tractor has engaged in unfair, false, 
misleading, or deceptive acts or prac­
tices, the Attorney General's Office ~ay 
obtain a court order to prevent the con­
tractor from engaging in such practices; 
obtain restitution or refunds for vic­
timized consumers; and, obtain civil 
penalties. A consumer may also file a 
private action under the Consumer Pro­
tection Act or file a civil lawsuit alleg­
ing a breech of contract and asking for 
the recovery of damages. The option of 
filing a lawsuit may not be chosen by 
many, however, in that victims of home 
improvement fraud are often elderly or 
those who live alone and who fear retali­
ation if they take action or complain 
publicly. 

In addition to general criminal 
statutes and the Consumer Protection 
Act which can be applied to home im­
provement problems, the Home Solicita­
tion Sales Act can be used for prosecu­
tion of home improvement fraud. The 
Home Solicitation Sales Act requires 
that a home improvement contract in­
clude a disclosure of the buyer's right to 
cancel, which gives the buyer a right to 
cancel the contract within three (3) 
business days of entering into it. This 
Act is designed to prevent abuses all too 
typical in the home improvement situ­
ation. 

There is much a consumer can do to 
avoid becoming a victim of home im­
provement fraud. Before signing or 
committing yourself to anything, con­
sider the following: 

Check the company's reputation, 
dependability and responsibility. Con­
tact the Better Business Bureau and the 
Consumer Protection Agencies for any 
information they may have on the com­
pany. You may also wish to contact your 
county courthouse to see if lawsuits have 
been filed based on home improvement 
disputes. 

Ask the company for references and 
be sure to check them out.

Students who take the precollege cur­
riculum will be better prepared for col­
lege entrance exams and courses. The 
program is a joint effort by the Council 
on Higher Education and the Depart­
ment of Education to increase the 
number of college graduates in Kentuc­
ky.

carefully read your guarantee. Deter­
mine whether the entire job or only cer­
tain materials are covered by the 
guarantee. If only certain materials are 
covered, determine who is to pay for 
labor charges. If the guarantee is for an 
extended period of time, consider 
whether there is reason to believe the 
company will be in existence or finan­
cially able to meet any demands in the 
future.

Be 
careful not to sign a completion certifi­
cate along with any sales order.

When a refund is returned by the 
Postal Service, the IRS attempts to find 
the taxpayer and deliver the check, but 
there are always some who cannot be 
found.

Federal Income Tax Break 
Increases State Tax Bite 

The federal Tax Reform Act of 1986 is 
going to mean increased state income 
taxes for Kentuckians and residents of 
13 other states. 

In an effort to simplify personal in­
come tax laws, Congress reduced the 
number federal tax brackets to two and 
removed a host of deductible items from 
the 1040 forms most Americans use to 
file their income tax. To keep the 
amount of tax collected approximately 
level, Congress reduced the tax rate­
the percentage of their total income­
for most Americans when they reduced 
the allowable deductions. 

But in states such as Kentucky, where 
state income tax laws are modeled after 
federal laws, the tax rates have not been 
lowered, but the reductions in allowable 
deductions will take effect at the state 
level as well as the federal. 

"The result," said Bernard V. Tew, an 
economist in the University of Kentucky 
College of Agriculture," will be that 
Kentuckians will pay their state income 
taxes for 1986 using the same tax rates 
they used in 1985, but with fewer allow­
able deductions." 

Estimates of how much added income 
to the state coffers will result from the 
changes in the federal law are difficult 
to make at this point. 

"But you can take any individual's 
state tax return from last year and apply 
the new tax laws to it and see that the 
net result is going to be an increase in 
state income tax," Tew said.

A few days ago some of our home­
grown terrorists announced a cross­
burning in Idaho. Another political 
splinter announced a convention to unite 
the Ku Klux Klan and "Aryan Nations" 
in the Northwest. Newspapers, radio 
and TV have carried feature stories­
rivalling the attention paid the confron­
tation of Reagan and Gorbachev in 
Iceland or Great Britain's welcome 
diplomatic rebuke to Syrian terrorism. 

And as a matter of fact, whether 
home-grown or international, terrorist 
groups and their potential are coming to 
be recognized as one of the most 
dangerous challenges to liberty and self­
government to be found. 

With the daily discussions in the 
newspapers and over the air, a good 
many Sunday School classes are being 
told that "the Aryans" have wrong 
ideas. One person said of their views 
while being interviewed in Spokane, 
"that's one thing we don't need out here 
for sure!" Another said there was little 
real danger, for "there are a lot of good 
people and only a few bad ones.·· Both 
Roman Catholic and Protestant church 
groups have held public rallies 
condemning the terrorist racists. Lola 
Evans, wife of the Governor of Idaho, 
was one of the speakers in one rally. 

These are good people, and in the long 
run they represent what is vital and 
dependable about America. What con­
cerns us now is the short run: We need 
an Early Warning System on potential­
ly genocidal movements, and we need 
some new approaches on how to put 
them out of business as rapidly and 
painlessly as possible. Axiom: the Ger­
man Nazi Party was a terrorist move­
ment before it ever became a criminal 
government with the power to commit 
genocide. 

Meanwhile the Federal authorities are 
beginning to move against some 
members of the terrorist network. Their 
approach reminds us that they finally 
caught Al Capone not for the serious 
cnmes his gang committed but for in­
come tax evasion. Right now two ter­
rorists are being prosecuted for trying 
to pass counterfeit bills. 

Few in number but violent in both 
theory and practice, "the Aryans" con­
sist of fragments and cells of the KKK, 
neo-Nazis, "the Church of Jesus Christ 
Christian" (i.e., not of Jesus the Jew, 
who was of David's lineage), Brueder 
Schweigan ("the Silent Brotherhood"), 
Strike Force II, "the Order," "the Se­
cond Order," and so on. 

This network is proletarianized in the 
classical sense-in the society, but not 
of it. They do not think as loyal 
American citizens think, nor do they 
have the same love of the American Con­
stitution and the liberties it protects. 
They live in a different world and have 
a different hope for the future. It is a 
hope that to most Americans looks like 
a nightmare.

Fascmation with guns and violence is 
part of the atmosphere of these cells. 
While one member was known for push­
ing his racist views in a lumber plant 
where he worked, and where he quit 
after other employees resisted his mis­
sionizing, another's friends say of him 
that he was never a racist. Instead, as 
one of them said, "he gets his kicks by 
fantasizing. He's got this fantasy about 
being a real mercenary-type GI Joe ... 
sort of like a Rambo." 

But as the record of the 1920-23 
coalescing cooperation between the then 
tiny Nazi Party and the Freikorps in the 
Weimar Republic amply documents, an 
alliance between ideological racists and 
unemployed Rambos can be very 
dangerous. 

So far we have lucked out, in America. 
But how long will our luck last? And how 
long will it be before the politicians treat 
the issue of terrorism-both interna­
tional and internal-as something more 
than a buzzword in political speeches? 

So far ninety-nine and forty-four hun­
dred percent of the people of Idaho-and 
the rest of the beautiful and rugged 
Northwest-would applaud decisive ac­
tion to put terrorist conspiracies out of 
business. But the loyal, law-abiding 
citizens are quietly anxious, for they 
know something that apparently hasn't 
occurred to those who think the whole 
thing is a matter of opinion: the ter­
rorists have the guns, and they are get­
ting more.

Cervical cancer kills approximately 
11,000 women each year, yet this type 
cancer is one of the most curable of all 
cancers if it is detected in its earliest 
stages. There is a simple test to deter­
mine cervical cancer; this is the Pap 
test, a simple painless test which takes 
only a few moments of a woman's time. 

The Floyd County Health Department 
is having a Pap clinic, Thursday, 
November 20, from 8:30 untilll :30 and 
from 1 until 2. This clinic is a free ser· 
vice of the health department and is 
open to women of all ages ; however, 
those women age 45 and over are 
especially urged to take advantage of 
this free service, since this is the high­
risk age for the disease. 

A nurse from the health department 
will be in Wayland at the Methodist 
Church, Friday, November 14, from 10 
until 2. She will offer T.B. skin tests, 
urinalyses, blood pressures, anemia 
screening, blood pressures, and im· 
munizations. This clinic is a free service 
of the health department and is open to 
the public.

Medicare beneficiaries may think that 
once their Medicare protection starts, it 
will always pay first for hospital and 
medical bills. This isn't always true. 
There are times when Medicare is the 
secondary health insurance payer-that 
is, when it pays after other sources pay 
for services. 

There are three major situations 
where Medicare is the secondary payer. 

If a beneficiary is entitled to Medicare 
solely on the basis of permanent kidney 
failure and is covered by an employer 
group health plan, Medicare is the 
secondary payer for an initial period of 
up to 12 months. The employer health 
plan pays first for kidney treatment and 
other health services during that time. 
If the employer plan doesn't pay in full, 
Medicare may make secondary pay­
ments to supplement the amount paid by 
the employer plan. Medicare becomes 
the primary health insurance payer at 
the end of the 12-month period. 

Medicare also is the secondary payer 
for beneficiaries 65 or older who have 
employer group health coverage 
through their employer or through their 
spouse's employer. Under a special rule, 
employers with 20 or more employees 
must offer workers and their spouses 65 
or older the same health insurance pro­
tection that is available to younger 
workers. The worker can accept or re­
ject the employer health insurance plan. 
If the worker accepts the employer plan, 
Medicare becomes the secondary payer 
and can only help pay for any Medicare­
covered services that are not paid by the 
employer plan. 

Beneficiaries who have employer 
group health coverage should be sure to 
tell hospitals, doctors, or others who pro­
vide medical services so that the ser­
vices will be filled correctly. 

In addition, Medicare is the secondary 
payer when health care services are 
covered under automobile medical in­
surance, State-no-fault insurance 
automobile liability insurance, or othe; 
liability insurance. This is true even if 
State law or the private insurance con­
tract says that the automobile, no-fault, 
or other liability benefits are secondary 
to Medicare's. If the automobile or no­
fault insurance refuses to pay for ser­
vices, Medicare payment will be condi­
tional. This means Medicare will make 
payment on the condition that the 
Medicare patient will refund the money 
if the automobile or liability insurer 
later pays for the services. 

If a beneficiary receives medical ser­
vices as the result of an accident, he or 
she could tell the health care provider 
about the accident and furnish informa­
tion about all insurance policies or other 
parties who may be liable for medical 
expenses. 

Standard Mileage Rate 
For Business Use of Car 

The Internal Revenue Service has an­
nounced that the standard automobile 
mileage rates to be used in computing 
income tax deductions for 1986 are the 
same as for 1985. 

For a car that is not fully depreciated, 
the rate for business use of a car is 21 
cents a mile for the first 15,000 miles of 
business use and 11 cents a mile for 
business use after the first 15,000 miles. 
The rate is 11 cents a mile for all 
business use for a car that is fully 
depreciated. The rate for a car operated 
in connection with charitable activities 
is 12 cents a mile. For medical and mov­
ing expense purposes the rate is 9 cents 
a mile. 

The IRS explained that taxpayers 
may deduct either the standard mileage 
rate or actual expenses when they use 
a car for business, charitable, medical 
or moving expense purposes. In addition 
to the standard mileage rate, taxpayers 
may deduct the related portion of park­
ing fees and tolls .

Another rule beneficiaries should 
remember is that Medicare cannot pay 
for services which are payable by any 
workers' compensation plan, the 
Federal Black Lung program, or the 
Veterans Administration. Payment 
from these sources is considered pay­
ment in full and Medicare has no 
liability.

Fine Arts Get Short Shrift 
More than 300,000 elementary 

students in 928 Kentucky schools have 
not been exposed to visual arts or music 
specialists. 

Each visual arts specialist in the 
schools now serves an average of 810 
students. Each music specialist serves 
an average of 630. 

A recent Department of Education 
study showed that 44 percent of the 
state's seniors , or about 18,000, 
graduated with no high school credits in 
fine arts. 

If one credit in the arts is required of 
high school students, 120 additional full­
time teachers will be needed. That's bas-

• ed on one teacher serving 150 pupils. 
Those are some of the facts presented 

to the State Board of Education during 
its meeting in Frankfort on Wednesday 
(Nov. 5). The report was based on a staff

study ordered in March, after the board 
adopted the Kentucky Plan for Compre­
hensive Arts in Education. 

Joe Prince, director of arts in educa­
tion for the National Endowment for the 
Arts, told the board that the comprehen­
sive plan was "a substantial, pro­
gressive and farsighted document." 

He commended Superintendent of 
Public Instruction Alice McDonald for 
forming the task force of arts groups and 
arts educators that developed the plan. 

The state board authorized testing a 
sample of eighth-graders to determine 
how well they have mastered essential 
skills in the arts. 

Although the Department of Educa­
tion had originally planned to measure 
students' background in dance, drama, 
music and visual arts, the testing was 
narrowed to music and visual arts 
because of students' limited exposure to 
dance and drama. 

Ten percent of the eighth-grade 
population will be measured randomly 
through a Minnesota test administered 
and scored by department staff 
members. The test will be given in 
February 1987. 

The board also approved a study of 
arts options such as requiring one or 
more credits in fine arts or from a 
cluster of arts-related subjects. That re­
quirement is recommended by the 
Music Educators National Conference 
and the National Art Education Associ­
ation. 

Another study will determine costs 
and feasibility of teacher training in the 
arts for elementary schools not served 
by arts specialists.

The vaporizer is an excellent aid when congestion im­
pedes breathing.

It is very much like a 
pressure-operated tea kettle in that liquids are placed in 
the proper chamber, the chamber sealed, and the unit 
plugged into an electrical outlet. A heater inside the unit 
heats the liquids to a point where they boil and turn into 
steam.

Improvement Earns Awards For 
Wheelwright, Maytown Schools 

Two Floyd schools are among 288 Ken­
tucky schools to be honored today 
(Wednesday) for achievement and pro­
gress in basic academic skills test 
scores, attendance and reduced dropout 
rates, and accreditation standards. 

State Superintendent of Public In­
struction Alice McDonald will present 
the Flags of Excellence and Flags of 
Progress to the outstanding schools in a 
1 p.m. ceremony at the University of 
Kentucky Center for the Arts in 
Lexington. 

Among the Flags of Progress reci­
pients will be Maytown Elementary 
School and Wheelwright High School. 

The flags are awarded annually by the 
Kentucky Department of Education and 
the Kentucky Educational Foundation 

P'burg High In 
Academic Bowl 

Academic competition as a means of 
recognizing outstanding high school 
s tudents is one goal of the Holiday 
Academic Bowl, a quiz bowl sponsored 
hy the Kentucky Academic Association. 
" The Holiday Academic Bowl," the 
30-minute final round of competition will 
air Friday, November 28, at 3:00p.m. 
on KET. 

Inc. for progress during the preceding 
school year. Excellence awards go to 
schools with attendance rates of 95 per­
cent or better, dropout rates of 5 percent 
or less, higher test scores and no major 
accreditation deficiencies. Progress 
awards recognize schools that have im­
proved in these areas by specific 
percentages. 

"What is so important for Kentucky is 
that 85 more schools have reached these 
levels than in 1985," State Supt. 
McDonald said. In 1984, the first year of 
the recognition program, 45 schools 
received Flags of Excellence. The next 
year ( 1985 J, 203 schools met the criteria 
for excellence or improvement over the 
previous school year. 

Among the 288 schools being recogniz­
ed this week are 90 schools that earned 
both awards, for improving significantly 
and also reaching the excellence levels. 

"We think these dramatic increases 
show how valuable recognition is," 
McDonald said. "Schools seeing other 
schools honored are motivated to reach 
for higher marks. Within a school, the 
students urge each other to do better in 
tests and get to school each day so their 
school can win a flag." 

Supt. McDonald also commended the 
Kentucky Educational Foundation, Inc., 
a private organization dedicated to im­
proving public education, for funding the 
recognition program.

Leptospirosis ts one of those dtseases 
you don't hear about all the time. yet 
sporadic outbreaks in several Kentucky 
locations this year have brought it to the 
forefront in those areas. 

Caused by several species of Lep­
tospira the disease is most frequently 
reported in cows, pigs, goats, sheep and 
horses It also affects dogs and not only 
can be but occasionally is transmitted 
to humans. 

The primary site of infection is the 
kidney, and clinical signs of the disease 
are variable making diagnosis often dif­
ficult. It tends to be more acute in young 
animals, causing high fever, complete 
loss of appetite, bloody urine, jaundice. 
anemia and sometimes death. In adults 
the symptoms may not be so apparent. 
In milking cattle or goats there may be 
a sharp drop in production or the milk 
may be thick and ropy and sometimes 
tinged with blood It can cause abortions 
in both animals and humans. 

It can also occur in wild animals, and 
it seems probable that rats are often the 
carriers of the disease into domestic 
herds. 

Human infections are spread through 
contact with infected animal urine or 
tissue, or indirectly through contact with 
contaminated water or soil. Dogs, swim­
ming or drink contaminated water and 
rats are the most probable sources for 
humans. 

The Leptospira are shed in the urine 
of infected animals for considerable 
periods of time. The organism survives 
quite well in water such as found in 
ponds or potholes, and can enter the skin 
through mucuous membrane in the eyes 
or nose, it need not be ingested. 

Water contaminated by urine from in­
fected animals is a primary source of in­
fection. So is feed contaminated by urine 
from rodents. 

While antibiotics seem effective 
against the Leptospira the most impor­
tant effect in animals seems to be the 
economic loss from abortions, therefore 
vaccination is the best course of action. 
Effective vaccines are available against 
all the known Leptospira. 

In addition, farmers can be sure 
replacements to their herds are negative 
to an available blood test for lep­
tospirosis. Food supplies should be pro­
tected from rodents, and water known 
to be contaminated should be fenced off. 
Farmers in wildlife areas should be 
aware that deer sometimes carry the 
disease. 

Your veterinarian as well informed 
not only about the disease itself and its 
treatment and prevention, but is also 
kept informed of areas in which it has 
been reported. He can advise you of the 
best course of action for you to take to 
protect yourself and your animals from 
the disease.

2 Counties To Get 
Disaster Assistance 

The United States Department of 
Agriculture has declared two Kentucky 
counties eligible for emergency disaster 
assistance as a result of drought-related 
crop losses and other damage this past 
summer. 

Kentucky Commissioner of Agricul­
ture David Boswell said today that 
farmers in Madison and Garrard coun­
ties are now eligible for low-interest 
loans to recoup crop and livestock losses 
and can also receive generic PIK cer­
tificates which are exchangeable for 
government-owned surplus commodi­
ties. 

Today's announcement comes a week 
after a special committee of the Ken­
tucky ASCS office recommended 
disaster status for 12 drought-stricken 
Kentucky counties. The request has 
been made to the Federal Government 
by Gov. Martha Layne Collins following 
a petition for the emergency declaration 
by Commissioner Boswell. Two of the 
original 12 counties in the request had 
already been granted aid eligibility by 
earlier action of USDA.

Commissioner Boswell said that in ad­
dition to Garrard and Madison, the 
following 10 counties in Kentucky are 
now disaster-aid eligible: Pike, Harlan, 
Ballard, Livingston, McCracken, Allen, 
Bell, McCreary, Simpson and Whitley. 
"Those counties had benefitted by their 
geographical location adjacent to coun­
ties in Illinois, Virginia and Tennessee 
which received disaster emergency 
status," Commissioner Boswell said. 

VALUE. LOOK. QUAI,I'I'Y. 
"We are very hopeful that at least 

those remaining counties for whom the 
ASCS committee's recommendation 
was made to Washington will soon be 
given aid eligibility. It is little enough 
help for the tremendous difficulties 
those farmers have suffered this year," 
Boswell added 

Originally, USDA was asked to con­
sider the drought damage of farmers in 
36 Kentucky counties. That request was 
forwarded to ASCS on Sept. 17.
