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Countywide Clean-Up to Begin 
Next Week in Concerted Effort

This is the time for householders to 

clean up their yards, for neighbors to 
band together to rid their street or 
hollow of the year's accumulation of 
trash, and for civic organizations to 
mobilize their members in a county­
wide clean-up effort, according to 
Judge-Executive John M. Stumbo and 
Prestonsburg Mayor Ann Latta. 

Under a plan sponsored by the Floyd 
County Chamber of Commerce. the 
county and city leaders have declared 
the week beginning next Wednesday, 
May 'Zl to be Clean-Up Week through­
out the county. 

Although a week has been set aside 
for the project, the county will take as 
long as is needed to get the job done. 
said Stumbo, who recalled that county 
trucks worked for three weeks hauling 
off trash last May. 

The derelict couch, broken-down 
boxspring. burned-out washing 
machine or old bicycle frame snould be 
put out on the same day that residents 
routinely set out their household gar-

bage. Theoretically. a county truck 
will follow the regular garbage truck 
along its route and pick up the larger 
refuse items. 

In fact. the county trucks move more 
slowly and inevitably lag behind. 
Stumbo cautioned. If their extra trash 
is not picked up reasonably promptly, 
rural householders should alert the 
county garage (285-9576) and Prestons­
burg residents should call City Ad­
ministrator Fred James 1886-2335), he 
said. 

Anything that can be handled by two 
men will be hauled off without 
delay,the judge-executive said. Larger 
items like refrigerators. which may 
have to be loaded with a backhoe, may 
take a little longer, he said. 

"We'llload anything to keep it out of 
the creek," said Stumbo, who noted 
that keeping JUnk appliances out of 
county streams means not only a 
cleaner and healthier environment but 
also avoids road repairs caused when 
culverts become obstructed and creeks 
break their banks. "It does make a dif-

ference." the judge said of the annual 
clean-up. 

Jenny Wiley State Park Super­
intendent Leon Russell said the state 
park would make trash bags available 
to city and county governments for use 
by civic groups and others involved in 
the clean-up effort. 

Thanks to the intervention of House 
Majority Leader Greg Stumbo, Russell 
said, the state legislature last year 
appropriated funds to hire workers this 
year to clean up Dewey Lake and its 
environs. 

Civic organizations wishing to par­
ticipate in the litter drive should con­
tact the county judge (886-9193), Mayor 
Latta (886-2335), or Chamber of Com­
merce President Bill H. Howard 
(886-1341). 

Of the mega! dumps that have crop­
ped up around the county, one on the 
Auxier-East Point road will be cleaned 
up this summer with the assistance of 
the National Guard. said Stumbo. 
under an arrangement by which the 
Guard will furnish labor and equip­
ment and the county will provide fuel.

A bloodhound was brought in to help 

state police investigate an armed rob­
bery in Martin, Sunday night, and police 
were said this week to have several 
suspects in the case. 

According to Phillip Whitten, an 
owner of the Piggly Wiggly super­
market, Asst. Manager John Osborne 
was confronted by an armed man wear­
ing a ski mask when Osborne drove to 
the First Commonwealth Bank nearby 
to deposit the day's receipts, around 9:30 
p.m. 

The gunman dropped nearly 14 feet 
from the roof of the bank building and 
ordered Osborne to hand over the 
mo ey bag he was carrying to return 
to his car, and to drive off without look­
ing back, Whitten said. 

Citing police advice, Whitten declin­
ed to say how much was taken in the 
heist The robber was thought to have 
had at least one accomplice to assist him 
onto the bank roof and police have some 
leads in the case, Whitten said. 

According to state police, an un­
determined amount in cash. checks, 
and food stamps was taken in the rob­
bery. The bandit was allegedly armed 
with a small-caliber handgun, police 
said. An investigation is continuing 
under Det. Danny Stumbo.

He has been unable to find any 

motive for the shotgun slaying of a 
26-year-old Meta man at a May 9 blue­
grass festival on Ned's Fork. State Det. 
J . A. Rederick testified at a pre­
liminarv hearing in Floyd District 
Court y~sterday <Tuesdayl. 

A defense attorney implied, 
however, that Reo Hamilton, 38. of 
Teaberry. who has been charged with 
murder in the case. will claim he fired 
at Teddy HowelL Jr. in self-defense. 

Rederick said witnesses told him 
that Howell. who was operating a con 
cession stand at the music festival. ap-
~proached Hamilton. whom he 
suspected of being about to cause. trou­
ble. in an effort to persuade h1m to 
leave the area. 

As Howell approached. Hamilton 
took a shotgun from a companion. 
Arkie Newsome, and shot Howell once 
in the neck at close range. witnesses 
said. The victim was pronounced dead 
soon after at McDowell Appalachian 
Regional Hospital. 

The shooting occurred around 10 
p.m . 

f. Questioned by Public Defender 
::'Norm Bennett. who has been appointed 

to represent the defendant. Rederick 
said Hamilton told him he had been at 
the bluegrass concert around 8 p.m 
that Saturday night and had left in the 
company of William Collins

While two Floyd county youths have 

enrolled in the non-residency program 
at the Carl D. Perkins Job Corps Center, 
eight more slots remain open for in­
terested applicants. 

"This is a fantastic opportunity for 
someone who wants to stay in eastern 
Kentucky, receive an education and 
vocational skills training and have a bet­
ter life as a result," said Rod Chambers, 
center director. "The only thing it will 
cost them is their effort." 

The non-residency program is a pilot 
program that allows students to live at 
home while they receive training in one 
of six vocational skills and complete 
their GED. 

John Miller dropped out of Allen 
Central high school in the tenth grade, 
but he is now in carpentry training at the 
Job Corps and s tudying for his 
equivalency diploma. Miller, who is 19 
and lives in Prestonsburg, said, "I didn't 
realize how many benefits there are 
here." 

The benefits of being a live-at-home 
student are the same as for resident 
students. Each student is entitled to full 
use of the facility, receives a monthly

The meeting, scheduled to begin at 5 
p.m. at the school district's ad­
ministrative offices here. wlll hear a 
progress report on the acquisition of 
new school sites and will prepare a 
response to the 1987 school facilities 
survey.

stipend, a clothing allowance, transpor­
tation to and from the facility, and free 
medical and dental care. 

Job Corps students receive training in 
one of six voca tiona! skills: carpentry, 
electricity, plumbing, building-and­
grounds maintenance, and culinary arts 
(cooking). Ronnie Martin, of Minnie, is 
a building-and-grounds student, who is 
also working on his GED at the center. 
Martin is 16 and was a sophomore at 
McDowell high school when he quit. 
"Everyone is nice to me here," Martin 
said. "They treat everyone the same, 
and I've made a lot of new friends here." 

The faculty and staff at the Perkins 
Center emphasize the importance of 
education. Of the 107 Job Corps Centers 
in the United States, the Prestonsburg 
Center ranks eighth in the percentage of 
its students receiving their equivalency 
diplomas. Chambers said there is a good 
reason to promote education. He cited 
a recent study that shows that a person 
who has received his high school degree 
is likely to earn $260,000 more in his 
lifetime than someone who hasn't. 

Every student in the Job Corps learns 
at his own pace and can stay up to two 
years in the program. Every student is 
also encouraged and has the opportuni­
ty to attend college after passing their 
GED. "I now plan to go to college next 
fall while still in the Job Corps," Miller 
said. He will study business manage­
ment at Prestonsburg Community Col­
lege and has the goal of someday start­
ing his own construction business. 

Martin is also setting high goals for 
himself. After attending college, he 
plans to enlist in the Air Force. 

Chambers said that the Job Corps 
develops a young person's self-image 
and confidence and that the progress 
shown by Miller and Martin is a good in­
dication of how successful the program 
can be. Standards Officer Lenny Grant 
said that the benefits offered to students

Three Floyd county men were injured, 
one critically, in an accident involving 
a school bus Tuesday morning, but no 
children were in the bus at the time, ac­
cording to state police. 

Donnie Bentley, 19, of McDowell, was 
taken to Our Lady of the Way Hospital, 
in Martin, and then transferred to the 
University of Kentucky Medical 
Center's trauma center in critical con­
dition, according to a spokesperson at 
the Martin hospital. Jerry M. Little, 20, 
of Wheelwright, also was taken to the 
Martin hospital and then transferred to 
Pikeville Methodist Hospital for or­
thopedic care, where he was reported to 
be in stable condition Tuesday after­
noon. Ken Damron, 19, of McDowell, 
was admitted to Our Lady of the Way 
and his condition was said to be stable. 

None of the three men was wearing a 
seat belt, according to state police. The 
driver of the school bus, Freddie Sam­
mons, Jr., of Martin, was wearing a seat 
belt and was not injured. 

According to police and rescue squad 
reports, the wreck occurred at 7:45a.m. 
as Little was driving a 1984 Chrysler 
New Yorker east on KY 80 about 2.5 
miles east of Martin. Wet pavement ap­
parently caused him to lose control of 
the car, and witnesses said it spun 
around three times before crossing the 
four-lane highway and hitting Floyd 
county school bus No. 19, which was 
traveling west. 

Bentley and Damron were passengers 
in Little's car, police said . The 
dashboard and steering wheel were 
smashed in toward the front seat and the 
Floyd County Rescue Squad used the 
"jaws of life" to remove Little and 
Bentley from the vehicle.

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to permanently solve the problem is to 
remove it," Turner said. 

CSX Corporation's General Counsel 
James Cleveland relayed the informa­
tion to Turner from Jim Spradlin, CSX 
engineer in Huntington, West Virginia.

Look At U.S. Agriculture 
Features Kentucky Man 

''Those who labor in the earth are the 
chosen people of God," said Thomas Jef­
ferson. For some 150 years, America's 
farmers represented the nation's 
strength and the source of its virtue. To­
day's industrialized version of 
agriculture has come a long way from 
that envisioned by Jefferson. What ef­
fects will present agricultural produc­
tion methods have on future genera­
tions? Are we, in fact, destroying the 
very soil that sustains us? 

These and other thought-provoking 
questions are among those probed in 
"The Promise of the Land," a "Smithso­
nian World" special airing Wednesday, 
June 10 at 8 p.m. on KET. From Jeffer­
son's beloved Virginia home, Monticello, 
to California's Central Valley, host 
David McCullough looks at how farming 
has evolved and talks with farmers and 
scientists about the price we may pay 
for the benefits of mass production. 
production. 

"We've got a major calamity going on 
in the land, and nobody's paying any at­
tention to it," notes Wendell Berry, a 
Kentucky farmer and eloquen~advocate 
for responsible farming. "We're wasting 
soil and wasting people at a catastrophic 
rate. It means that if we keep on the way 
we're going, we're going to use up and 
destroy a lot of things that we-or 
somebody later-had wished we'd 
kept." 

"The Promise of the Land" looks back 
at agriculture's "Golden Age of Pro­
sperity" at the turn of the century, 
which, like today, was characterized by 
growth and bounty. But with a price, 
McCullough says. "We plowed too 
much, too deep and too often, with no 
worry about the future ... We were sell­
ing wheat, but squandering topsoil. A 
decade later, it turned to dust." The so­
called "Dust Bowl" of the 1930s, he adds, 
was "a monumental ecological back­
lash"-not the fault of nature, as many 
believed, but of what men had done to 
the soil.

Fiscal Court Members Study 
Proposed $2,800,000 Budget 
By Joe Porter 

Judge-Executive John M. Stumbo 
presented his 1987-88 budget at Friday's 
Floyd Fiscal Court meeting. The 
magistrates will now study it and vote 
on it next month. 

The budget calls for spending of about 
$2,800,000, and Judge Stumbo said it 
closely reflects the same level of spen­
ding for this year with the exception of 
a three percent cost of living increase for 
all county employees. The current fiscal 
year ends June 30 and Judge Stumbo ex-' 
pects to finish the year $50,000 in the 
black (This excludes the million dollar 
fund drawing interest in the bank). He 
said that any surplus money will go in­
to the road fund. 

Included in this year's budget is the in­
stallation of fire hydrants every thou­
sand feet county-wide where they can be 
hooked up to a four inch pipeline. The 
project will be completed by the end of 
the summer with a price tag of $500,000. 

County Attorney David Barber 
reported to the court that, while law en­
forcement officers are writing more 
tickets and his office is continuing to pro­
secute them, the court shouldn't expect 
any more help from the state in regard 
to the dangerous intersections on U.S. 23. 
Barber wrote to C. Leslie Dawson, 
Secretary of Transportation, asking him 
to investigate "the situation and imple­
ment whatever is necessary to avoid fur­
ther tragedies." 

Dawson wrote back: "None of the 
three intersections has a discernible 
pattern of accidents. The KY 114 and KY 
979 intersections utilize state-of-the-art 
traffic control technology, enabling the 
signal to remain green for a vehicle that 
is approaching too fast to stop. The KY 
1428 intersection uses flashing beacons 
in advance of the intersection to warn 
approaching motorists of the potential 
stop condition. We believe that the ex­
·isting conditions more than adequately 
protect motorists from any undue 
hazards created by these intersections. 
Therefore, we do not plan to take any ac­
tion at this time." 

Barber also reported to the court on 
his investigation into complaints that 
county trucks were seen putting gravel 
on private roads. The investigation 
started in February when Judge Stum­
bo received complaints from residents 

who allegedly saw or heard about coun­
ty trucks dwnping gravel on private 
roads. Barber said he has interviewed 
five people as well as truck drivers and 
inspected sites where gravel may have 
been dumped. "One road in my opinion 
probably should be a county road," 
Barber said. 

The attorney's investigation failed to 
turn up any conclusive evidence, but 
Judge Stumbo warned the magistrates, 
"I've told all the drivers. If they're 
caught dumping stone on private 
property-they're fired." Some confu­
sion is caused by the county's policy of 
hauling stone for individual property 
owners-if the truck is not needed and 
if the individual will pay for the gravel. 
The policy is a county service to help 
taxpayers reduce their cost of buying 
gravel. 

"We feel it's a fair price," said Bob 
McAninch, chairman of Floyd County 
Solid Waste, Inc., in defense of a $35,000 
contract to provide a landfill for Knott 
county garbage. McAninch called 
Knott's former contract of $56,000 with 
Perry county exorbitant and said the ad­
ditional tons of refuse won't lessen the 
life span of the Floyd landfill, which he 
estimates to be 100 years. Instead of 
charging a high fee he would like to en­
courage the use of the county's landfill 
so that in time the county can begin 
recycling refuse and make the project 
even more cost effective. 

However, Magistrate Jackie Edford 
Owens stood fast in his criticism of the 
contract, charging that the price is too 
low and the additional garbage adds to 
the threat of pollutants seeping into the 
water supply. "They're get out of it 
while we're eating the bill," Owens said. 
The magistrate also questioned the $5 
fee charged individuals for dumping in 
the landfill, when so many people are out 
of work and can't afford it. He said the 
fee discourages landfill use. 

McAninch countered that the water 
supply was being protected and would 
be regardless of the volwne of garbage 
brought in. He also said that there is no 
evidence that people use it less as a 
result of the fee. 

In other action, the court passed a 
resolution to buy red dog deposits at 
Garrett and Burton from Elkhorn Coal 
Corporation for the sum of $22,000. 

City, Cable Company 
To Settle Differences

Prestonsburg's city council met in ex­
ecutive session May 11 and agreed to 
settle its suit against the cable TV com­
pany, Consolidated Communications 
Group Two, Inc. Given the FCC ruling 
that prohibits the city from regulating 
rates, Mayor Ann R. Latta called the 
settl~ment, "the best that we can do for 
the people. '' 

The suit was filed in Floyd Circuit 
Court May 6, 1986 and brought, accor­
ding to City Attorney Larry D. Brown, 
because the cable company violated the 
terms of the original franchise agree­
ment. Brown said the suit will now be 
dropped because, "they're finally doing 
what we wanted them to do in the first 
place." 

The agreement approved by the coun­
cil provides for a new non-exclusive 
franchise with Consolidated Com­
munication Group, which means the ci­
ty may now grant a franchise to another 
cable company. The agreement would 
also restrict the cable company to no 
more than one rate increase a year. 
Mayor Latta said that there has already 
been a rate hike for this year and there 
won't be another one. 

Also, the city will be able to raise its 
franchise fee to the company from three 
to five percent of the company's gross 
revenue, the maximum allowed by the 
FCC. The Mayor said the city received 
a fee payment of approximately $4,000 
for last year's operation. To insure an 
accurate fee, the city will also receive 
a certified audit statement from the 
company. 

According to Brown, the city is unable 
to regulate cable rates because of an 
FCC ruing that determined that the 
CATV signals produced by Consolidated 
Communication Group are in sufficient 
competition with signals produced by 
other cable companies in the area. 

Mayor Latta said that customers have 
been critical of the cable service, but it 
has been improved in the last few 
months. "We feel they're now making 
an effort to upgrade the system and 
make it affordable to the people," Lat­
ta said. 

In a separate agreement the cable 
company agreed to add four new chan­
nels at no additional cost to customers. 
The new channels being considered are: 
Nashville, USA, MTV, WOR, Nickelo­
deon, C-span, Life Time, Arts and 
Education, and Discovery. The com­
pany will preview four channels at a 
time for a trial period uf one to five 
weeks and then survey its customers, 
allowing them to vote with postcard 
ballots. Also, the company will add two 
paid channels, ShowTime and Disney. 

The additional four free ~hannels will 
bring the total number of channels to 
sixteen, and if your TV isn't equipped 
with a dial to handle the additional 
nwnber, the company will provide an 
easy to install converter at no charge. 
An estimated 40 percent of the home TVs 
will need a converter. The new program­
ming will take effect sometime in June. 

Consolidated Communication Group, 
Inc. serves approximately 3,000 
customers in the county, 40 percent of 
whom live in town. The cost of a .basic 
subscription is $12.95 a month.

Where has 
Ashland Oil, which helped spearhead the 
formation of the foundation, stood on the 
issue of stopping the brine pollution that 
has devastated miles of Kentucky's 
waterways'? Have the coal companies 
invited to participate in the foundation 
supported or fought measures that 
would improve life in the mountains, 
such as broad form deed and unmined 
minerals tax legislation'? Have they will­
ingly stopped leaving the scars of strip 
mining throughout our state'? We need 
to get their "trash" our of of our streams 
as much as we do the plastic jugs and 
diapers. 

We di.sagree that the foundation has a 
" broad base," as has been claimed. Of 
the 110 names on the invitation list cir­
culated by Ashland Oil, there is not one 
representative of any citizens group, no 
one representing labor and no one that 
could be said to have a strong en­
vironmental interest.

·May Get Grant Money Patton: on the road to victory! 

Gov. Martha Layne Collins has en­
couraged local communities to take ad­
vantage of up to $25,000 in federal grant 
money which has been made available 
for development of before and after 
school child care programs. 

The money comes from a federal 
block development grant authorized by 
the Department of Health and Human 
Services.

State Grabs Tax Refunds 
Of Child Non-Supporters 

A few thousand Kentuckians awaiting 
their state or federal income tax refunds 
are in for a longer wait than they realize. 
The only mail they're about to receive 
is a notice that the tax refunds have been 
withheld to pay their overdue child sup­
port obligations. 

Last year in Kentucky, more than 
10,000 federal and state tax refunds, 
worth nearly $3.5 million, were in­
tercepted by the Cabinet for Human 
Resources Division of Child Support 
Enforcement. 

A small amount of that money was 
forwarded to children's guardians, but 
the majority of the refunds go into the 
state treasury as reimbursement for Aid 
to Families with Dependent Children 
(AFDC> benefits. 

Pam Mertens, the cabinet's director 
of Child Support Enforcement, said the 
action shouldn't be a surprise to the af­
fected parties. 

"After we receive verification of the 
amount due, notices are sent to the 
responsible parent that any disagree­
ment with the certified obligation must 
be filed with the division before Dec. 31," 
Mertens said. "Once final arrearages 
are determined, the information is sub­
mitted to the Internal Revenue Service 
and the Kentucky Department of 
Revenue where the designated amount 
is withheld. 

"If the amount owed is greater than 
the refund amount, that parent will not 
get a refund. The entire refund will be 
applied toward the delinquent obliga­
tion. If adjustments were made before 
the return was attached, any overpay­
ment is refunded to the paying parent." 

While the state directly moves to in­
tercept refunds in AFDC-related child 
support cases, parents or guardians in 
non-AFDC-related cases must tell the 
division about delinquent payments and 
ask for help in obtaining the funds. 

Mertens noted that tax returns of 
parents who live in other states can be 
attached also. 

"Federal regulations allow delinquent 
child support to be collected from all 50 
states through either judicial or ad­
ministrative process," said Mertens. 
"The only information needed is the 
parent's full name, social security 
number, birthda te and state of residence 
if the state return is to be intercepted. 

"If the attached returns do not satisfy 
the delinquent amount, there are other 
options to help bring the arrearages up­
to-date," she said. "We can make wage 
assignments, attach bank accounts or 
wait and attach next year's return. 

"We don't ease our efforts just 
because we recovered part of the 
money. But the ability to intercept tax 
refunds is becoming an important tool 
in the effort to collect the financial 
reponsibilities of non-support-paying 
parents."

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Lisa Anders Dreams, Ambitions 
Are Those of Any Young Woman

The dreams and dilemmas of any 
22-year-old are reflected in Lisa Anders· 
dark eyes. She's looking forward to get­
ting an apartment of her own someday 
and moving out of her parents ' 
Prestonsburg home, but hates to leave 
behind her peekapoo. Little Bit. She 
thinks the country-music group 
"Alabama·· is great, especially lead 
singer Randy Owen, and is planning a 
trip to Lexington with two carloads of 
friends for a concert in October. She's 
making plans to buy a car- a Toyota 
even though that's not the make he 
father would prefer. 

"She has a mind of her own," smiled 
her mother, Linda Anders. 

She also has cerebral palsy. a birth 
defect that has twisted her fingers and 
made walking and talking difficult, and 
she is considered to be "severely disabl­
ed." But in spite of that, she has recent­
ly acquired one thing that could help 
turn her dreams into reality- a job. 

" We're trying to make these tax 
eaters into tax payers- and make them 
proud, too." said her new employer. 

LISA ANDERS, recent graduate of the Carl D. Perkins 
Rehabilitation Center in Thelma, demonstrates the terminal 
on which she will com puterize her new employer's filing 
system. 

A little nervous but mostly just ex­
cited, Anders began work last week as 
a computer operator in the Prestons­
burg office of speech and hearing 
therapist Gary Vitali. Aided by some 
special equipment and software, she will 
be creating a computerized filing 
system for the 5,000 case records that 
are now crammed into bulky cabinet, 
taking up valuable office space. 

Vitali , who was Anders' speech 
therapist several years ago at the Carl 
D. Perkins Rehabilitation Center in 
Thelma, said that he was dubious at the 
first when state workers suggested hir­
mg Anders for the position. The young 
woman could neither walk nor talk when 
he first met her, and he couldn't believe 
that she had made enough progress in 
the years since then to handle the job he 
had in mind. 

But he agreed to consider her. Vitali 
said, because "my heart's bent that 
way," and found to his surprise that her 
skills put her in the top 20 percent of ap­
plicants for the job. While Anders might 
not be the . o. 1 contender, he said, 
"She's as competent as most-slower. 
but very reliable and accurate." 

The therapist also said he was surpris­
ed to learn of all the state and federal 
incentives that are available for 
employers who hire handicapped 
workers. Part of Anders' salary will be 
subsidized, and another portion will be 
written off his business taxes. In addi­
tion, the state Office of Vocational 
Rehabilitation is lending him the com­
puter equipment that Anders will use, as 
part of a state program that allows han­
dicapped employees to " bring their own 
tools" to the job.

Many owners of small busmess 
hesitate to hire handicapped workers 
because their insurance and workers 
compensation payments will increase 
substantially, Vitah said. He avoided 
some of that extra cost by hiring Anders 
on a part-time, rather than full-time, 
basis. With the substdy, tax incentive, 
and state-supplied hardware, he said, 
' 'I'm writing off more than I'm putting 
in- legally." 

Convincing employers to hire han­
dicapped workers also is "a good deal 
for the state rehabilitation folks," com­
mented state Rep. Greg D. Stumbo, who 
dropped by the office on Anders' first full 
day of work to wish her well and com­
mend her employer. If Anders works for 
at least nine months, he said, the federal 
Social Security Administration will 
reimburse the state rehabilitation ser­
vice for expenses related to her training 
and employment. 

The precise incentives available to an 
employer will vary according to the 
needs of the prospective employee, ac­
cording to Patty Reynolds, a counselor 
with the state Office of Vocational 
Rehabilitation. They could include 
federal tax credits, state job training 
funds or physical alterations to the 
workplace-"whatever it takes to get 
the client employed," she said. "We try 
to be flexible." 

Vitali described Anders as a 
charismatic person who has overcome 
her physical and communicative pro­
blems with a combination of 
perseverence and positive attitude. The 
first understandable words that she ever 
spoke, he said, were "thank you." When 
he first met her, he was impressed by 
her eagerness to tackle any new task. 

" No matter what you asked her to 
do," he said, "she did it." 

One of the tasks of her new job will be 
to enter into the computer a book-length 
list of words commonly used by speech 
and hearing therapists, thus creating a 
computer program that can check the 
spelling when those words are entered 
later. A spell-checking program for his 
profession is not available yet, Vitali 
said, and if Anders' work is good enough, 
her program may end up in therapists' 
offices across the country. 

Her work must be letter-perfect, 
however, or the program will not 
operate properly. When asked if she is 
confident that she can produce that kind 
of accuracy, Anders replied shyly, "I 
think so. " 

When asked if she is eager to try, she 
said firmly, "Yes!"

From the American Institute 

for Cancer Research 
With the bounty of spring produce ap­

pearing in the nation's grocery stores 
and supermarkets, and with farmers' 
markets and roadside produce stands 
reopening across the country, there's no 
better time to put some zest into your 
salad making. 

An astounding variety of nutritious, 
fresh vegetables are now available, so 
the creativity of your salads is limited 
only by your imagination. Lettuce and 
tomato are a start, but why not expand 
your horizons: asparagus, broccoli, 
spinach, greens, peppers, cabbage, car­
rots. The list is practically endless, and 
most-particularly the dark green and 
orange varieities of vegetables-are ex­
cellent sources of vitamins A and C, two 
nutrients shown to lower cancer risk. 

Many fresh vegetable salads are great 
dressed with just a squeeze of lemon 
juice or splash of wine vinegar. Or you 
can create a whole new taste by vary­
ing the dressing: a highly flavored 
dressing can add ~nap to simple greens; 
a milder flavored dressing will let the 
flavor of the vegetables come through. 

Fresh, homemade dressings add just 
the right touch to a fresh garden salad­
and using lowfat ingredients can achieve 
the taste you want without the fat found 
in standard commercially bottled salad 
dressings. Experiment with fresh herbs. 
Basil, marjoram, parsley, tarragon and 
the onion family (chives, garlic, onions, 
leeks, scallions and shallots) are the 
staples among salad herbs, but dill, fen­
nel, oregano, savory, rosemary and 
thyme are also good choices for concoc­
ting a dressing for vegetable salads. 

But whether buying a lowfat commer­
cial dressing, or making your own, the 
key is moderation. Fiber and vitamins 
make vegetable salads a goldmine of 
cancer-fighting nutrition; don't let add­
ed fat detract from the tremendous 
health benefits these salads can provide. 

The following recipes show how you 
can have a well dressed salad without 
a lot of extra fat: 
GREEN GODDESS SALAD DRESSING 

Usually a rich, high fat dressing made 
with mayonnaise and sour cream, this 
version of green goddess gets its mild­
yet-tangy, lowfat goodness from lowfat 
yogurt. 

1 cucumber 
2 tbsp fresh parsley, chopped (or 1 1/2 

tsp dried) ' 
1 scallion, cut in 1" lengths 
2 tbsp oil 
1 tbsp vinegar (or lemon juice) 
1 clove garlic 
1/8 to 1/4 tsp hot pepper sauce (to 

taste) ' 
1/2 cup plain lowfat yogurt 

THE WELL DRESSED SALAD 
Peel the cucumber and slice in half 

lengthwise; scrape out seeds and cut in­
to chunks. Place all ingredients except 
yogurt in blender or food processor. 
Puree until smooth. Add yogurt and 
blend on low speed just until mixed in 
(about 10 seconds). Cover and 
refrigerate if not ready to serve. 

This will yield about 1 1/4 cups of 
dressing, with each tablespoon of dress· 
ing containing only one gram of fat and 
17 calories. This dressing will store, 
refrigerated, for up to one week. 
ZESTY OIL-FREE SALAD DRESSING 

This light and lemony dressing is 
great on both vegetable and fruit salads, 
in addition to being extremely low in 
calories and containing no fat. It can be 
refrigerated up to a week. 

1/2 cup tomato juice 
1 tbsp lemon juice 
1 tbsp vinegar 
1/4 tsp dry mustard 
1 tbsp onion, finely chopped 
1 tsp parsley, finely chopped 
Combine all ingredients and mix well. 

Ingredients may also be combined in 
blender and quickly pureed. Refrigerate 
to allow flavors to blend. 

This recipe will yield about 3/4 cup of 
dressing, with each tablespoon contain­
ing only 3 calories and no fat.

Is Awarded $67,724 Damages 
I am now asking you, the voters, to give me a chance to show 

what I can do for the office.

An East Point woman who brought a 

malpractice suit against a Paintsville 
podiatrist was awarded $67.724 in 
damages Thursday by a Floyd Circuit 
Court jury. 

Attorneys for Carolyn Sue "Susy" 
Jervis claimed that Dr. Jess D. Songer 
performed unnecessary surgery on her 
toes at Highlands Regional Medical 
Center in August, 1983 and used a pro­
cedure no longer in vogue among foot 
specialists. She missed work as a 
result and suffers continuing pain. they 
said. 

Jervis alleged that the outpatient 
procedure performed by the podiatrist 
went beyond what she had been given 
reason to expect. "He took the joints 
out of my toes." she said in a pre-trial 
statement. "He didn't say he was going 
to do that." 

The plaintiff also accused the 
hospital of negligence in allowing 
Songer to perform surgery without 
supervision but the jury found High­
lands blameless in the case. 

Songer argued that his procedure 
was proper and was fully explained to 
his patient beforehand with the aid of a 
diagram. Jervis failed to cooperate in 
post-operative care that could have 
completed her recovery, he said. His 
attorney characterized Jervis as "an 
impatient patient." 

On the contrary, argued David 
Barber. Floyd County· Attorney and 
one of two lawyers representing the 
plaintiff, this was a case of a "knife­
happy podiatrist." 

Two weeks after Jervis appeared at 
his office complaining of corns. the at­
torney said, Songer "sharpened his 
knife." surgically fracturing eight toes 
in a procedure that left his patient 
unable to play sports, dance, or walk 
long distances. Moreover. "not a day 
has gone by in which she has not had 
some kind of pain in her foot," he said. 

The jury decided Jervis should have 
$5,000 to pay for her medical bills and 
$2,224 for five weeks' work she lost as a 
Pontiki Coal Corporation bookkeeper. 
Barber also asked for $210,842 for his 
client's reduced earning power-she is 
now 35-and $50,000 for her pain. The 
jury awarded her $60.500. 

Louisville attorney Louis N. Gar love. 
representing Songer. insisted that. in 
treating Jervis. the podiatrist "per­
formed in accordance with the stan­
dards of care required of him." By fail­
ing to stay with Songer for her post­
operative care. Jervis "did not give 
him a chance" to see her through to a 
complete recovery, he said. 

Of two orthopedic specialists Jervis 
saw subsequently. one found that she 
was "getting along fine" and the other 
performed further surgery that may 
have hindered rather than helped her 
recovery, he said. "It could be that. 
without the further surgery. she would 
have been fully healed today." he told 
the jury. 

"You want to besmirch the reputa· 
tion of Dr. Songer ... but you don't 
care." said the attorney, turning to 
face Mrs. Jervis. "You've got your 
eyes on bucks." 

That brought a rejoinder from 
Barber. when he had his turn before 
the jury panel. "It's a money case: 
he's right." the plaintiff's attorney 
said. "But the money in question is the 
$2,230 ( Songerl got for a half-day's 
work that shouldn't have been done in 
the first place." 

Barber reminded the panel that two 
orthopedists had testified during the 
three days of testimony that the opera­
tion performed by Songer-who used a 
surgical drill to remove pieces of bone 
in an effort to remedy a condition he

diagnosed as hammer toes-is a pro­
cedure they no longer perform. 

Barber. who shared the defense table 
with Lexington attorney Escum L. 
Moore, nevertheless portrayed himself 
as "a boy from Hueysville" up against 
lawyers from Louisville and Lex­
ington. 

"You are the conscience of this com­
munity." he told the jurors. whom he 
urged to render a verdict which would 
give the out-of-town attorneys "a 
message to take back up the Parkway 
with them." 

That message, he suggested, was 
that local patients "are entitled to the 
same care here that they would get in 
Lexington or anywhere.''

Burch Is Honored 
For Saving Life 

Trooper William H. Burch was award­
ed the Kentucky State Police Trooper's 
Medal recently in Frankfort during the 
Kentucky State Police Awards Cere­
mony. 

Trooper Burch was awarded the 
Trooper's Medal, reserved for those 
state troopers who perform a life-saving 
act, because he rescued an individual 
from drowning on Feb. 5, 1987. 

His citation, which accompanied his 
award, read in part: " ... Burch began 
pursuit of a suspected drinking driver in 
Floyd county when the suspect fled in an 
attempt to elude Burch. During the pur­
suit, the man lost control of his vehicle 
and slid into a creek where his vehicle 
overturned and submerged into waist 
deep water." 

"Burch stopped and plunged into the 
almost-freezing water and made several 
attempts to shatter a window in the 
overturned vehicle. Water was filling the 
passenger compartment of the car .. . " 

"Seeing his efforts were futile, he im­
mediately sought permission from a 
supervisor, then fired one well-placed 
shot from his revolver into the vehicle's 
side window shattering the glass. The 
man was extracted single-handedly by 
Burch, thus saving the suspect from 
drowning." 

"The immediate and positive action 
·by Trooper Burch preserved a human 
life; and, in so doing, has given the 
highest credit both to himself and to the 
Department of the Kentucky State 
Police." 

Burch, 24, is a native of Louisville and 
has been a trooper since 1986. He is cur­
rently assigned to the Pikeville Post.

Boone in the rescue of three girls, one 
of whom was Boone's daughter. Floyd 
was with General George Rogers Clark 
on several of his expedition. The British 
commander at Detroit offered to have 
him made a Duke if he would join the 
British and induce the Indians to make 
war on Kentucky settlers, an offer he 
spurned. On April 22, 1783, Floyd, with 
is brother, Charles, was fired upon by In­
dians, and although they escaped, John 
Floyd had been mortally wounded and 
died at his home a few hours later. 

Knox county was formed from Lincoln 
county and was named for General 
Henry Knox of Massachusetts. Knox, 
born in 1750, began his career as a book 
salesman, and at the age of 18 was 
chosen an officer of a company of 
grenadiers. He was a volunteer in the 
Battle of Bunker Hill. After successful­
ly capturing ammunition from the 
British in Canada, he was made a 
brigadier general and served with 
distinction in the Battles of Trenton, 
Princeton, Germantown and Monmouth, 
and contributed greatly to the defeat of 
Cornwallis at Yorktown. Immediately 
after Yorktown, he was commissioned 
a major general and was named one of 
the commissioners who adjusted the 
terms of peace. He later was com­
mander of West Point, and was ap­
pointed Secretary of War in 1785. He 
served in this post until1794. He died Oc­
tober 25, 1806, at the age of 56. 

Nicholas county was formed from 
parts of Bourbon and Mason and was 
named for Col. George Nicholas five 
months after his death. Nicholas' father 
was a prominent lawyer of 
Williamsburg, Virginia, who had serv­
ed four years in congress, and had been 
treasurer of Virginia. The son, George, 
was in later life to become a most pro-

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minent lawyer. He was a captain in the 
Revolutionary War and later served in 
the Virginia Legislature. He also serv­
ed as a delegate to the Virginia conven­
tion called to ratify the new Federal Con­
stitution. In 1788, he moved to what was 
then Mercer county, near Danville. In 
1791, he represented Mercer in the first 
Kentucky Constitution Convention, and 
was one of its brightest delegates. He 
was greatly interested in the manufac­
turer of iron at Slate Furance in now 
Bath county, then moved to Lexington 
to practice law. In 1799, when Tran­
sylvania added a law department, Col. 
Nicholas was its first professor. He died 
in July 1799 at age 55. 

Wayne county was the 43rd to be form­
ed and was made up of parts of Pulaski 
and Cumberland. The county was nam­
ed for Gen. Anthony Wayne. Wayne was 
born in Chester, Pennsylvania in 1745 
and became, as did John Floyd, a 
surveyor. In 1774, he was elected to the 
Pennsylvania Legislature. Ir1 1775, he 
was made a colonel of one of the 
regiments and joined General Lee in 
New York. He fought in several Revolu­
tionary War battles, distinguishing 
himself and was present at Yorktown to 
witness the surrender of Lord Cor­
nwallis. In 1792, the year Kentucky was 
made a state, he was appointed by 
Washington to command the army 
engaged against the Indians on the 
western frontier. In 1795, he concluded 
a treaty of peace with the Indians. He 
died the following year. 

Adair was formed in 1801 and was 
taken from Green county. The county 
was named in honor of General John 
Adair, a native of South Carolina, who 
emigrated to Kentucky in 1786 and set­
tled in Mercer county. He was then a 
major, leading volunteers in heavy In­
dian fighting in the northwest territory. 
He accompanied Governor Isaac Shelby 
into Canada for the Battle of the 
Thames. Shelby later appointed him Ad­
jutant General of the Kentucky troops 
with the rank of brigadier general. He 
commanded the Kentuckians in the Bat­
tle of New Orleans. In 1820, he was 
elected Governor. He served in the State 
Legislature and in Hi25 was elected to 
the U.S. Senate. He was elected to con­
gress in 1831 and served until 1833. He 
died in May 1840 at the age of 83.

Lackey-Garrett-Wayland 
Woman's Club News 

A plea for tutors to teach those who 
cannot read was issued to members of 
the Lackey-Garrett-Wayland Woman's 
Club recently by Sister Mary Gervase, 
council member of the Christian Ap­
palachian Project, speaking at the home 
of Mrs. Libby Martin, near Wayland. 
Mrs. Elsworth Coburn was in charge of 
the program on community improve­
ment and introduced the speaker. 

Sister Gervase said that from 4,000 
brochures distributed in an effort to 
reach those who need tutoring, only 50 
responses were received. She further ad­
vised there is a large percentage of peo­
ple who read no better than a third grade 
level who need help. She stressed the 
need for club members to try to reach 
some of these people and let them know 
there is help available. She gave many 
illus.trations of the frustrations and even 
dangers to persons who though they are 
unable to read, still try to hide it from 
friends, employers, and sometimes even 
their family. She further stressed that 
often these people are very intelligent 
but need only a small amount of help for 
them to be able to take their GED. 

The speaker illustrated the method of 
teaching, which though different from 
the one used by public schools, is very 
simple. She also displayed books used in 
the course, and went through one 
teaching lesson for a beginner. She em­
phasized the confidentiality which is 
employed in tutoring, explaining that it 
is done "one-on-one" and in a private 
place of the learner's choice. The 
speaker explained that her job is three­
pronged, that of teaching adults to read, 
teaching other adults how to teach 
others to read, and encouraging people 
to take the GED Sister Gervase is also 
a member of the Floyd County Adult 
Literacy Council. 

Prior to the program, devotions were 
given by Mrs. Vera Allen and the Club 
Collect read by Mrs. Joann Hall. Mrs. 
Maxine Martin led the Pledge to the 
Flag. 

During the business session, club 
president, Mrs. Marie Mullins, announc­
ed invitations to two inter-club dinners, 
one from the Allen Woman's Club and 
the other from the Drift Woman's Club, 
both in May. She also announced that 
May is Cancer Prevention Month and 
there is a special rate for mammograms 
at various clinics.

Cheaper meat and dairy products pav­
ed the way for a reduction in Kentucky's 
retail food price index during April, ac­
cording to Kentucky Farm Bureau's 
marketbasketsurvey. 

A group of 40 food items cost shoppers 
about a dollar less in April than in 
March, dropping the statewide average 
marketbasket cost to $60.56. The same 
items cost $61.58last"month, and sold for 
$57.19 in April, 1986. 

Pork and dairy items showed up as 
bargains in this month's survey, as shop­
pers found savings on items ranging 
from bacon and sausage, to butter and 
ice cream. 

Fresh pork cuts dropped 3.5 percent 
in price under their March level and 
dairy products averaged 4.8 percent less 
this month. The poultry /eggs group was 
also down by 4.8 percent, grain-based 
foods fell 3.8 percent and beef prices 
were virtually unchanged. 

Only the fruits-vegetables group mov­
ed above its March level, registering 
just under a 1 percent increase in the 
current survey. Potatoes, peppers and 
tomatoes were more costly, offsetting a 
13-cent drop, to 68 cents, in the cost of 
a head of lettuce. 

Ten of 13 meat cuts in the market­
basket had cheaper tabs in April. Ham­
burger was down 11 cents, selling for an 
average $1.27 a pound, pot roast drop­
ped 16 cents to $1.67 and baconwas 11 
cents cheaper per pound at $1.68. 
Sausage in the two-pound pack was a 
34-cent money saver compared to last 
month, costing an average $3.81. 

At the dairy case, butter was 17 cents 
cheaper and ice cream in the half-gallon 
dropped 18 cents, selling at $2.24 and 
$1.53 respectively. Cheese, on the other 
hand, displayed higher price tags. Ched­
dar was up 12 cents, priced at $2.75 
average and American cheese cost $2.35 
a pound, 9 cents higher than in March. 

For meat, the outlook for further price 
drops is uncertain. Live cattle and hog 
prices are in a well-defined uptrend, 
says Farm Bureau market analyst Jeff 
Hall. Hog prices are around $10 higher 
now than in March while live cattle 
prices have risen some $12-per-hundred 
above their levels at the first of the year. 

Hall said the price improvement at the 
farm traces to lower numbers of the 
animals going to market, and to healthy

Prospects for holding onto current 
dairy price patterns are more predic­
table, Hall said. Lower ice cream prices 
during summer months is a normal 
seasonal change, he noted, reflecting 
higher hot-weather sales volume. 

Morehead had the lowest local 
marketbasket average for the April 
survey, while Shelbyville showed up at 
the high end of the range. Overall, 
volunteers working through Kentucky 
Farm Bureau Women canvassed retail 
food prices in 22 Kentucky communities.

FESCUE TOXICITY 
COPYRIGHT 1987 KVMA 

It's a rare condition but it occurs from 
time to time and if you have a cow which 
has been grazing on tall fescue and has 
suddenly developed lameness you might 
consider fescue poisoning. 

The condition has been reported in 
Tennessee, Florida, California, Colorado 
and Missouri as well as Kentucky. Its 
cause is a toxic substance found in tall 
fescue grass. 

The condition resembles ergot poison­
ing, and begins with lameness in one or 
both hind feet. 

The first signs develop with 10 to 14 
days of grazing on tall fescue grass, and 
are seen as swelling, severe pain and 
lameness of one or more feet. There 
may also be a fever in the affected part. 
Usually, one hind foot is affected first. 
With continued feeding on the fescue, an 
indentation appears at some point, and 
dry gangrene follows. The tail and ears 
may become involved, due to lack of 
blood supply. 

Removal of affected cattle to other 
feed and grazing areas before gangrene 
starts will usually result in recovery. It 
is thought that low environmental 
temperatures contribute to the develop­
ment of this condition, though it can oc­
cur at any time of the year. 

A body of knowledge on this condition 
and its treatment is just'now being built, 
and treatment at present seems to con­
sist of observation of feeding habits and 
restriction from tall fescue pasture. 

Risk of fescue lameness is reduced as 
the proportion of tall fescue in pasture 
land is reduced. Most research indicates 
that the risk of poisoning increases with 
the age of the stand of fescue. 

Increased numbers of cases of fescue 
poisoning seem to follow protracted 
droughts, possibly because tall fescue 
tends to survive these droughts more 
successfully than other commercially 
grown grasses, and is therefore more 
plentiful at such times. . -----------------------------------------------------

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Plan now for a healthy forest 
Spring. the .eason of nature's reawaken­

ing. is also an appropriate time for the land­
ownt'r to take . toek of his timberlands as 
another year of growth gets underway. 

It is an excellent timt' for annual planning 
and whether you own forested aere~e for 
financial gain or recreational use. sound for­
est management hould not be overlooked. 

"Forest landowners must initially invest 11 
small amount of money on a forest manage­
ment plan. In lhe end. however. a far greatt>r 
price will be paid by all of us by not making u 
plan." aid Roger Dennington. a sil\a­
culturi ·t specialist with the lJ. '. Forest Serv­
ice. 

Good spring planning pays both economic 
and environmental di~'idends. A study con­
ducted in Arkansas's Crosset Forest showed 
thut nwr a 44 year period. a timber stand 
managed under a planned forest managt'­
mcnt program yielded 260W, more board feet 
of lumber than an unplanned stand. Based on 
an average price of $200 per thousand board 
feet on a tOO acre stund. there would be an 
increase of $6,300. 

From an environmental perspective. 
spring planning creates a healthier. more 
aesthetic.a.lly pleasing forest Selection cut­
ting. as part of a forest management plan. 
eliminates dead. diseased trees and undesir­
able underbrush. It creates an opportunity 
for the landowner to develop hiking and 
horseback trails and provides areas of scenic 
beauty for camping. picknicking and fishing.

Meeting your state forestnJ 
agpmy 

The next step in your planning should bP to 
consult a prof e. sional forester. Contact your 
stale forestry agency and request the serv­
ices of its personnel. Foresters have the tech­
nical knowledge that is necessary to advise 
you on a wide range of modem practice that 
will enhance your forestland. Some ervice 
of the tax-supported agency are limited to a 
certain number of hours and there is a nomi­
nal charge for some of the other services. 

After providing the forester with certain 
planning parameters. (time frames. invest­
ment limits. expected returns) , the forester 
will visit the property for an on-site examina­
tion and provide a detailed map indicating 
problem areas. utilization recommendations. 
etc. 

The landowner is also provided a "Site 
Specific Prescription" - a plan describing the 
action. required to accomplish all the stated 
objectives. 

Through a forest management plan. a pro­
fessional forester can also advise which pe­
cies of trees to plant and help you determine 
the mo<:t productive site on which to plant.

Many people confuse cicadas with 
locusts, and recent stories in news­
papers and on television about an im­
pending national outbreak of 17-year 
cicadas have incteased awareness of the 
insects. 

That awareness often results in an 
assumption that the first insect to put in 
a large appearance is the one in ques­
tion, said Doug Johnson, Extension en­
tomologist at the University of 
Kentucky. 

"For some reason, a lot of people 
mistake cicadas for locusts. They don't 
look anything alike. The 17-year cicada 
has been compared to a flying cigar 
butt. It is dark brown to black, short and 
stubby, and has red eyes. It is a member 
of the insect family Cicadiade. 

"Locusts are members of the grass­
hopper family, and get their name from 
the old sceintific family name 
Locustidae. The redlegged grasshopper, 
which is upstaging the cicada in some 
parts of Kentucky this spring, is in the 
same family as locusts," Johnson said. 

The warm, dry weather across most 
of the state this spring is ideal for 
grasshoppers. If the weather continues 
this pattern, redlegged grasshopper 
populations are likely to be unusually 
high in most of the state. And many peo-

pie will think they are the cicadas 
they've been hearing so much about," 
Johnson said. 

"The cicadas are definitely coming, 
but don't think they are here when you 
see a swarm of locusts, or grasshoppers. 
If you see a swarm of flying cigar butts, 
then the cicadas have arrived," Johnson 
said. 

Locusts, or grasshoppers, aren't the 
only insects that will eat, "every herb 
upon the land.'' The cicadas also will eat 
their share.

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State Grants Will Support 
nnovative School Projects 
Nearly $1.6 million will go to 113 

teachers, 40 schools, 12 school districts, 
and three multi-district groups for in­
novative projects to improve instruction 
or school management during the 1988 
fiscal year beginning July 1. Floyd 
school district will receive a $20,000 
grant to provide community-based 
education for handicapped children. 

The Educational Innovation Incentive 
und, created by the legislature in 1985, 

encourages teachers and school ad­
minstrators to come up with innovative 
approaches to education problems. 

"I think it's a big shot in the arm to 
education," State Senator John Weaver, 
who chairs the proposal review commit­
tee, told the State Board of Education 
Wednesday. "The benefits of this pro­
gram are going to be snowballing over 
the years." 

Superintendent of Public Instruction 
Alice McDonald said the state education 
department will be devising a means of 
"modeling" the effective projects, of 
making them available to others in 
chools and districts across the country. 
In the program's first year, 36 projects 

were funded on a renewable basis. The 
state board will act on those renewal re­
quests at its July meeting. 

Both Weaver and McDonald said they 
were especially pleased to see more 
small and rural systems participating 
this year. In the first year of the grants 
program, larger systems with larger 
staffs were able to put their applications 
together quicker. 

Department of education staffers 
have conducted grant-writing 
workshops around the state and provid­
ed assistance by phone or letter as re­
quested, McDonald said, making an ef-
ort to help the smaller districts. 

KBA School of Banking 
To Begin May 31 at U.K. 

The Kentucky Bankers Association 
recently announced the roster for the 
1987 KBA School of Banking to be held 
May 31-June 5 at the University of Ken­
tucky, Lexington. Eighty-two have been 
selected as first-year students and 130 
return as second-year students. 

"The admission requirements were 
more difficult this year, commented Dr. 
Susan Newkirk-Moore, vice president 
and director of education for the Ken­
tucky Bankers Association. "We are 
seeking accredidation of the school so 
minimum standards were implemented 
this year for many aspects of the 
school's program." 

"When we prepare the legislation to 
continue the program I would like to see 
technical assistance built in," she told 
the state board. 

By law, at least 20 percent of the funds 
go to innovations proposed by individual 
teachers, and 30 percent to individual 
schools Individual districts are limited 
to no more than $375,000 ( 15 percent of 
the fund> in combined teacher and 
school grants. 

The fund advisory committee con­
sidered geographical distribution across 
the state as well as the proposal's intent, 
innovation, design, potential for con­
tinuation and/or replication in other 
districts, and technical application 
guidelines. 

Members of the committee are ap­
pointed by the governor and trained for 
proposal review. Members do not 
review proposals from their own areas.

QUESTION: If I have a mammogram 
every year like it is recommended will 
I be receiving too much radiation? 

ANSWER: It is 'rue that excessive ex­
posure to radiation, especially in women 
under 35, can contribute to the develop­
ment of cancer. However, every effort 
is made to keep radiation exposure dur­
ing mammography as low as possible. 
Ideally, the maximum radiation per ex­
amination, per breast is less than 1 rad

In­
stall self-closing and self-latch­
ing gates. Position latches out 
of reach of young children. 
Keep all doors and windows 
leading to the pool area 
secure to prevent small chil­
dren from getting to the pool. 
Effective barriers and locks 
are necessary preventive 
measures, but there is no 
substitute for supervision.

·•we feel good helping you feel better" 
is the American Hospital Association's 
theme for this year's National Hospital 
Week celebration. But a singular version 
of that same theme aptly describes 
Waneta Newsome's 40-year-old nursing 
career . 

All but one month of Newsome's 
career has been spent at Our Lady of the 
Way Hospital in Martin. She worked one 
month for Dr. Gearheart at Gearheart 
General Hospital before he sold the 
facility in September, 1947, to the Sisters 
of Divine Providence who renamed the 
hospital Our Lady of the Way. ''My call­
ing was nursing," says Newsome. "If 
Estill hadn't been an understanding hus­
. band, I couldn't have devoted myself to 
it the way I did." 

At first, and "on and off" for 20 years, 
Newsome was the hospital's only 
registered nurse. As Superintendent of 
Nurses, she worked the operating room, 
the medical-surgical floor, the emergen­
cy room and the OB department. 

" I was on call for surgery for 27 
years," she recalls. "They'd sniff me out 
even if I was in a bathing suit in a swim­
ming pool. They always found me no 
matter where I was." 

"One Christmas the sisters gave me 
the whole week before off. But on 
Christmas Eve we had seven operations. 
I brought our children to the hospital 
seven times that Christmas and Sister 
Angelo fed them their Christmas 
dinner." 

" I breastfed my children, but when 
Mary Helen was little, Sister Mary 
Edgar kept her in the office. When it was 
feeding time, she'd bring her up the 
third floor. During the summer, Sister 
Mary Edgar would keep her at the 
hospital until 8 p.m., because it was 
cooler at the hospital. But at eight 
months she told me I'd better arrange 
something else, because 'Mary Helen 
doesn't know who her mother is.' " 

A hired girl took care of the children 
at Newsome's home, but when the girl 
didn't show up for work, the children ac­
companied Mrs. Newsome to the 
hospital. When one was sick, she tuck­
ed the child into a hospital bed where she 
could tend her child as well as other 
patients. 

"I had jobs offered to me that would

have paid much more, but, I wouldn't 
have done it differently if I could do it 
over. I have no regrets." 

In 1975, Newsome became the Utiliza­
tion Review Director and Discharge 
Planning Committee Chairperson. To­
day, she is Ow- Lady of the Way's Health 
Care Coordinator and is responsible for 
quality assurance, utilization review and 
discharge planning. She serves on the 
hospital's ethics committee and, on her 
own, regularly visits friends and former 
patients who need her nursing care. 

"A nurse has to have God on her side," 
says Newsome. "I always felt God was 
in our nursery because even though in 
the early days we didn't keep someone 
in the nursery, we never lost a baby."

"I would characterize her as one who 
dedicated her entire life to work with 
people, to counsel them, to help them­
especially young people," said Jack 
Waddell, who grew up in Hindman just 
across highway 160 from her. 

Waddell, former commissioner of the 
Department for Social Services and now 
a commissioner on the certificate of 
need board, said she influenced his own 
decision to go into social and human ser­
vices. ''She not only gave me ice cream 
when I was eight years old-in days 
when it was had to come by- she also 
gave me the motivation to become a 
public servant." 

Waddell said she saw social work as 
an avenue for encouraging young peo­
ple to make the most of their abilities 
and potential and to set lofty goals for 
themselves. "She counseled them to 
follow the right course in life and in 
following that course, to achieve 
something not only for themselves, but 
for all mankind," he said. 

Anna Grace Day, commissioner for 
Social Services and a native of Breathitt 
county, said "Charlotte Smith was one 
of three or four who stood out in my 
mind as outstanding models for social 
'!YOrk practice. I also remember her for 
providing stability and continuity dur­
ing times of rapid change in social 
welfare programs." 

Growing up in Hindman, she acquired 
a sense of dedication to public service 
in the tradition of one of her hometown 
mentors, the late U.S. Rep. Carl D.

2-Acre Mining 
Expires June 5 

No two-acre mining operations can 
begin after June 5, according to provi· 
sions in an amendment to the federal 
Surface Mining Control and Reclama­
tion Act of 1977, which was signed by 
President Reagan, May 7. 

Changes in the two-acre exemption 
provision in the federal act have the ef­
fect of cancelling the Kentucky two-acre 
mining permit. 

H a two-acre permit has been granted 
by the Kentucky Department for Sur· 
face Mining, operators must begin on­
the-ground mining operations by June 5 
and may continue until Nov. 7 of this 
year. If coal mining operations have not 
begun by June 5, the two-acre permit 
will become void. 

The Department for Surface Mining 
can no longer, under the new law, accept 
applications for two-acre mining per· 
mits since there is insufficient time re­
maining for legal requirements to be 
met, including the public comment 
period. 

The department will make every ef­
fort to finalize and issue all two-acre per· 
mit applications currently pending in the 
review process. 

The amendments to the 1977 federal 
act supercede all state laws and regula­
tions and as of Nov. 7, the exemption for 
existing two-acre operations will ter­
minate nationwide. On that date, all two-­
acre mining operations must cease and 
reclamation must begin immediately. 

H.R. 1963 also contains a provision 
which allows states to set aside in a 
special trust up to 10 percent of their an-. 
nual allocation from the federal Aban­
doned Mine Land Reclamation Fund. 
This money may be used only to finance 
reclamation projects after the act ex­
pires in 1992. Prior to this amendment, 
if states did not allocate funds within 
three years, the money reverted to the 
secretary of the interior. It is unlikely 
that this second provision of the bill will 
significantly affect abandoned mine 
land reclamation in the state of 
Kentucky.

All teaspoons are not created equal. A study done for

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~o AIDS Cases Reported Here Yet, 
But Probability Is Thought Likely 

TO HAVE FRIENDS­
BE FRIENDLY 

That has been my lifelong motto. 
By Louise Houghton 

One of these days, maybe tomorrow 
or maybe not for several years, a Floyd 
county resident is going to be diagnos­
ed as having AIDS, the deadly and so far 
incurable disease that already has 
struck nearly 35,000 people nationwide 
and at least 79 in Kentucky. Local doe-

r· are fairly certain that a case will 
surface here. sooner or later. 

Whatthev don't know is whether one 
already exists. 

As w1th any contagious disease, con­
firmed AlDS cases must be reported to 
the local health department, and none 
has been reported here But many peo­
ple infected with the AIDS virus show no 
symptoms for as long as five years, 
po ·sibly longer, and they could unknow­
ingly mfecl many others during that 
time. It ·s estimated that at least one 
million people in the United States 
already have the virus. accordmg to Dr. 
John Boswell. pathologist at Highlands 

egional Medical Center. 
"There's bound to be people in our 

area that are positive for the virus," he 
said. "The days of promiscuous sex are 
over 1fyou don't want to risk your life.'' 

AIDS cases already have been con­
firmed in Magoffin, Letcher and Carter 
counties, although most Kentucky cases 
are clustered around the urban centers 
of Lexington and Louisville. In addition, 
one health professional here mentioned 
rumors of cases m other counties close 
to Floyd Boswell noted that he recent­
ly examined a patient suffermg from one 
of the "opportunistic" diseases that are 
rare in otherwise-healthy adults but fre­
quently found in people having the AIDS 

irus 
That patient did not test positive for 

the virus, Boswell said, but might get a 
positive resull later. "There's a gray 
zone there," he said. 

Two patients at the Mud Creek Clinic 
in Grethel recently came up positive on 
a preliminary test for the AIDS virus, 
according to clinic medical director Dr. 
Ellen Joyce. But their results were 
negative on a second, more reliable lest, 
Joyce said, and the initial positive 
results were false. she believes. 

Boswell said he agreed with Joyce's 
conclusion, but added, "I wouldn't feel 
confident if I were them. I'd have 
another test in s1x months." 

AIDS stands for "acquired immune 
deficiency syndrome, " a condition in 
which the body's defenses against other 
diseases are gradually destroyed. Thus, 
AIDS victims tend to die of opportunistic 
mfections that their bodies would nor­
mally fight off were it not for the AIDS 
VIruS. 

The virus was pinpointed by resear­
chers in 1985 and is now called "human 
immuno-deficiency" virus, or HIV-1. 
Apparently, not everyone who catches 
the virus will develop a full-blown case 
of AIDS, but the disease is still too new 
for doctors to say with any certainty 
what percentage of infected people will 
develop the fatal syndrome. 

For those who do develop AIDS, the 
prognosis at this lime is slow but certain 
death. It recently became slower with 
the use of an expensive new drug that 
can delay the ravages of the virus, but 
almost 100 percent of AIDS victims die 
within two years of developing symp­
toms, according to Boswell. About half 
of the nation's 35,000 victims already 
have died, including about two-thirds of 
those in Kentucky. 

Researchers in this country and 
others are working to develop a vaccine 
to prevent healthy people from catching 
the AIDS virus, and some of their work 
has been labeled "promising." But the 
chances of having a vaccine available 

ithin the next five years are "ml," in 
Boswell's view. 

Locally, hospitals have been trying to 
prepare their staff members for the first 
AIDS case that they are sure will arrive, 
sooner or later. To some extent, that 
means trying to dispel the myths that 
even health-care professionals may hold 
about the frightening disease, according 
to Judy Hamm, infection control nurse 
at Our Lady of the Way Hospital in Mar­
tin. Staff members there have attended 
seminars and educational films explain­
ing how AIDS is transmitted and what 

precautions should be taken with pa­
tients, she said 

Much of the message is reassurance, 
Hamm said, designed to ease fears of 
shaking the hand of an AIDS patient or 
being in the same room with one She 
likened today's fear of AIDS patients to 
that felt earlier this century about tuber­
culosis, when TB patients were needless­
ly ostracized from society and placed in 
sanitoriums. 

fo'or the most part, accordmg to 
Hamm, dealing w1th an AID patient 
will entail infection-control measures 
that are fairly standard for other con­
tagious diseases. Since AIDS can be 
caught from the blood or other bodily 
fluids of an infected person, nurses are 
cautioned to wear gloves when starting 
an intravenous solution and to handle 
needles as little as possible before throw­
ing them away. 

No special isolation ward is needed for 
AIDS patients, she added, although 
medical personnel might wear gowns or 
masks in some situations. "It would all 
depend on what condition was mani­
festing itself in the patient," she 
explained. 

Another aspect of AIDS care that wor­
ries hospital administrators is the cost. 
Since victims eventually become too 
sick to work, most have no health in­
surance, Boswell said, and medical 
costs can rise as high as $300,000 before 
the patient dies. That amount may go up 
in the future. as the new drug allows pa­
tients to live a little longer. Highlands 
Regional Medical Center already pro­
vides about $1 million worth of charity 
care each year, according to assistant 
administrator Russell Briggs. 

"If we get one or two of these cases, 
you can double that," he said. 

The desire for confidentiality in AIDS 
testing also has brought changes in the 
procedures used in some hospitals and 
laboratories. Boswell said that the Lex­
mgton laboratory that performs AIDS 
tests for Highlands recently began issu­
ing its reports in a way that will cut 
down on the number of people with ac­
cess to the reports . 

Educating the public about AIDS is a 
task that local physicians are just now 
gearing up to address. Doctors at 
Highlands are considering adding AIDS 
to the list of subjects offered for presen­
tation to local groups, and Raghu R. 
Sundaram, doctor of internal medicine 
at Our Lady of the Way, said he has 
discussed with other doctors the need for 
a public education campaign using the 
print and broadcast media. 

Public reactions to the AIDS threat 
tend to be of two types, according to 
medical personnel. Some people are 
overly fearful of the disease, afraid to 
engage in activities that actually are 
quite safe, while others are too little con­
cerned, figuring that "it can't happen 
here" or "it won't happen to me." 

A fear of AIDS is understandable 
because the disease is both fatal and in­
curable, according to Hamm. But "there 
isn't much to fear," she said, for a per­
son who does not use intravenous drugs, 
who did not receive a blood transfusion 
before 1985, and who practices "safe 
sex"-that is, sexual intimacy with on­
ly one, longterm partner who also does 
not use drug needles, did not receive a 
blood transfusion, and who is not sexual­
ly intimate with anyone else. 

About two percent of AIDS cases na­
tionally have been traced to con­
taminated blood or blood products 
received in a transfusion. Since 1985, 
however, blood banks have routinely 
been testing donated blood for the 
presence of the AIDS virus: and this 
source of infection is thought to be large­
ly eliminated. 

On the other hand. people who think 
"it won't happen to me" need to be 
aware that the AIDS epidemic is no 
longer confined only to homosexual and 
bisexual men and intravenous drug 
users. Heterosexual men and women 
now account for at least four percent of 
AIDS victims, and heterosexual women 
currently are the fastest-growing group 
of affected people. At least four cases in 
Kentucky have involved women. 

By 1991, Boswell said, it's expected 
that the majority of AIDS cases will in-

volve heterosexual people. 
While condoms are now being widely 

cited as the "safe" way to be sexually 
intimate with someone other than a 
longterm. monogamous partner, doctors 
caution that they are nollOO percent ef­
fective against AIDS. Condoms fail to 
protect the user at least one or two per­
cent of the time, and some esllmate the 
failure rate as high a 17 percent. 

Kentucky has established a toll-free 
telephone hne for citiZens to call to hear 
a taped message about AIDS, including 
how it is transmitted and what the initial 
symptoms are likely to be. The number 
is 1-800-654-2437. 

''This is a disease of the whole 
popula tion-heterosexua I, white, 
middle-class," warned Joyce. "We will 
see it here."

Research Holds Promise 
For Blueberry Growers 

Kentucky farmers looking for alter­
native crop possibilities for extra in­
come may be encouraged to look close­
ly at blueberries as a result of research 
now being conducted by the University 
of Kentucky College of Agriculture. 

Jerry Brown, UK Extension hor­
ticulturist at the Research and Educa­
tion Center in Princeton, has been con­
ducting research to compare different 
fertilizer sources which work especial­
ly well for blueberries. 

"Blueberries require very acid soils," 
Brown said. "Historically, ammonium 
sulfate has been recommended for the 
berries." 

The problem, however, is that am­
monium sulfate has been difficult to ob­
tain in Kentucky. So Brown began about 
seven years ago working with other 
possible fertilizers-especially a sulfur­
coated urea-as a nitrogen source for 
blueberry production. 

"We found that blueberries produced 
very well in Kentucky with bot}) the am­
monium sulfate and with sulfur-coated 
urea," Brown said. "Any time there 
were any differences, we found the 
sulfur-coated urea was equal or better 
than ammonium sulfate." 

This is significant for blueberry 
growers, Brown said, because the urea 
fertilizer is more available throughout 
Kentucky as it is commonly used by 
greenhouses and the ornamental plant 
industry. 

Sulfur-coated urea does produce 
somewhat less acid-forming material 
than the traditional ammonium sulfate 
which requires the farmer to adjust 
acidity of his soil. Brown said he did not 
view this as a severe problem, especial­
ly when one considers the possible 
economic benefits of blueberries as an 
alternative crop. 

"It's been suggested by some that 
blueberries may be an especially good 
alternate crop, because Kentucky 
blueberries ripen at the rig!lt time of the 
year for marketing," Brown said. "They 
ripen in mid-June and continue to pro­
duce for about six weeks." 

The traditional blueberry fields of 
New Jersey and Michigan ripen later 
than that, while the southern-producing 
blueberry fields of Arkansas and 
Mississippi ripen several weeks earlier. 

"Kentucky blueberries would be 
marketed right between those com­
peting states," Brown said. "That 
means better prices and less 
competition." 

Migrant and seasonal farmworkers

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Roots Can Tell A Lot 
About Landscape Plants 

Home gardeners are faced with a 
multitude of decisions after they decide 
to buy a plant for their yard. Even after 
they have determined what type of plant 
to buy, they may be bewildered by the 
various ways plants are packaged. 

"How a plant is packaged in the store 
may be associated with how well it 
grows for the homeowner once he plants 
it," said University of Kentucky Exten­
sion horticulturist Bill Fountain. 

Plants come in three forms-bare 
root, balled and burlapped, and con­
tainer grown, he said. 

Bare root plants are generally 
cheaper because the shipping cost from 
the nursery to the store is less expensive, 
he said. 

"Bare root plants can be good buys if 
the plants have been kept watered when 
they need it. However, if the plants have 
been kept too long without water, they 
may fail to thrive," Fountain said.

dried out roots. If the roots appear dry 
and shriveled, choose another plant. 

Balled and burlapped plants are 
packaged with soil left on the roots after 
the plant was dug. The soil is kept intact 
by placing burlap around the ball of 
roots and soil. Such plants are more ex­
pensive than bare root plants because 
the seller has paid for the extra weight 
when the plant was shipped to the store.

"Balled and burlapped plants 
reestablish themselves more readily in 
the landscape than do bare root plants," 
Fountain said. 

The third way plants are packaged for 
sale is in containers. Because container 
grown plants have not been dug up from 
their original site, roots are generally 
quite abundant, he said. 

Large Doses of Calcium 
Cause Internal Bleeding 

The major disadvantage of container 
grown plants is that they may have been 
in light soil, which means that they may 
not send out roots as quickly as plants 
grown in the open, Fountain said. 

Also, consumers should check to see 
if the container grown plants have 
become pot bound. they should ask the 
salesman to tap the container away 
from the plant to view the roots. 

HONESTY

Researchers at the University of Ken­
tucky have shown that doses of calcium 
only two to four times greater than bodi­
ly requirements can be dangerous-in 
rare instances, fatal. 

Doctoral student David Hall, working 
with UK animal scientist Gary 
Cromwell, studied the effects of varying 
ratios of calcium to phosphorous in pigs. 
Pigs are physiologically similar to 
humans. In the experiment in which 
calcium was three times greater than 
phosphorous, all the pigs died. Examina­
tion showed severe internal bleeding as 
the cause of death.

The excess amounts of calcium seem­
ed to interfere with the pigs' blood clot­
ting ability. 

"Our results are believed to be the 
first record of severe internal bleeding 
in animals as a, result of increased 
calcium in the diet," Hall said. 

The experiments were intended to 
study the relationship between calcium 
and phosphorous in the diet. Low dietary 
calcium-phosphorous ratios in humans 
have been associated with osteoporosis, 
colorectal cancer, and hypertension. 
Many people take calcium supplements 
in hopes of preventing these diseases. 

David Baker, associate editor of 
Nutrition Reviews, a leading profes­
sional journal of experimental human 
and animal nutrition, said implications 
of the research for humans are 
significant. 

"This absolutely warrants futher in­
vestigation. A lot of women are self­
dosing with calcium, despite the absence 
of any evidence of benefit from super­
doses. Typically, women are taking 1,000 
to 1,500 milligrams daily. If they also get 
even 500 milligrams from the food they 
eat, the total of 1,500 to 2,000 milligrams 
is twice the recommended daily 
allowance of BOO milligrams," Baker 
said. 

Dark green, leafy vegetables; cab­
bage; cauliflower and liver are the most 
common sources of vitamin K in the 
human diet. Also, bacteria in the 
digestive system produce a large part of 
the vitamin :l{ humans need, but pro­
longed use of antibiotics can kill those 
bacteria. 

People who do not eat adequate 
amounts of the food sources of vitamin 
K, or who have been taking antibiotics 
for a prolonged period of time, and who 
also take a calcium supplement, may be 
putting themselves at serious risk. 

Nest building is not for the weak. Ac· 
cording to National Wildlife magazine, 
a cliff swallow may make some 1,400 
trips carrying mud from a creek to its 
nest site on the side of a barn.

He is the good guy of good guys, the quintessential hero in 
a white hat. With his trademark costume (black mask), 
faithful companion (Tonto) and unfailing cry ("Hi-yo, Sil­
ver!"), the Lone Ranger is a mythical character, a frontier 
archetype of sorts. 

Yet that myth is actually a modern invention. The brain­
child of scriptwriters George W. Trendle and Fran Striker, 
"The Lone Ranger'' first aired on radio in 1933. /n/950, the 
series moved to the fledging medium of television, where it 
aired for eight seasons,·garnering ratings and grudging re­
spect for ABC in a field that was dominated by NBC and 
CBS. -

The Lone Ranger story is familiar to almost all of us. 
While traaing a band of desperados, six Texas Rangers 
were lured into a canyon and ambushed. Five were killed 
outright, and the sixth, young John Reid, was taken for 
dead. But Reid was very much alive, and under the care of 
the Indian scout Tonto, he soon returned to health. Reid 
donned his mask and his new nickname, and set out to 
avenge the deaths of his companions. Theretifter he and 
Tonto roamed about the Texas prairie, seeking to uphold 
good and vanquish evil, especially in the person of outlaw 
Butch Cavendish. 

Tonto, who introduced the phrase "kemo sabe" ("trusty 
scout") to American teenage slang, was played by Jay Sil­
verheels. The Lone Ranger himself was portrayed most 
memorably by Clayton Moore, who also played the masked 
man in two theatrical releases, "The Lone Ranger'' (1956) 
and "The Lone Ranger and the Lost City of Gold" (1958). 
But in 1952 and 1953, and in a guest appearance on "Happy 
Days" in 1976, another actor played the role.

Richard Burgi is willing 
to defend Chad Rollo

Chad Rollo, "Another 
World" 's version of the 
quintessential bad guy, is 
the type of sleazeball 
character that the day­
time soap audience loves 
to hate. Even Richard 
Burgi, who portrays 
Chad, admits that his 
character is one tough 
dude.

"Chad is pretty bad," 
says Burgi, who created 
the role. "He's been into 
some pretty nefarious 
dealings, and when push 
comes to shove, the only 
way Chad can deal with 
things is through brute 
force or pressure - with 
an accent on aggression." 

"Chad has a good 
heart, though," Burgi in­
sists. "He loves art and 
music and he can be a fun 
person. It's through cir­
cumstances that he is 
what he is. He never 
knew who his father was, 
but he really loves his 
mother, even though she 
was a hooker." 

Burgi has his own 
plans for Chad's future, 

and he's hoping the 
show's writers listen to 
some of them. 

"When Chad came to 
the show he had been a 
pimp, so we've touched 
on the world of prostitu­
tion with the character," 
says Burgi. "I think pros­
titution is a subject that 
hasn't been dealt with a 
lot on soaps, so I think it 
would be interesting if 
we could deal with the 
reasons why a lot of girls 
get mvolved with this 
world of evil and corrup­
tion. Although it's a 
touchy subject, I think if 
it was done tastefully, 
this kind of story line 
could add a little educa­
tional flavor to the soap. 
We've already aired a 
scene in which Chad put 
a young girl back on the 
bus to Ohio when she 
asked for a job as a 
hooker." 

Although Burgi's story 
line has mellowed since 
Chad first arrived in Bay 
City, the character's 
eventual direction is still 
undecided. He could be­
gin to see the light- and 
become a pillar of the 
community. Or he could 
take a few wrong turns 
and end up on the road to 
perdition. 

This is Burgi's first 
contract role, but he ap­
peared in the recurring 
role of Brian Rafferty on 
"Guiding Light" and had 
a several-day stint on 
"Ryan's Hope."

each get a solo spot in the 
show. Simon also shares 
the stage with Ladysmith 
Black Mambazo, the in­
credible 13 member a 
cappella vocal group that 
nearly steals the show 
with soaring harmonies 
and infectious rhythms. 

The concert sound is 
strong and clear, and 
film maker Michael Lind­
say-Hogg directs in an 
unobtrusive style that 
gently blends breathtak­
ing African landscapes 
with the stage 
performances.

Black Bear Sightings More Frequent 
In Nearby Eastern Kentucky Counties 
By Louise Houghton 

Sightings of black bears have been in· 
creasing in eastern Kentucky, and area 
wildlife officers want to know if anyone 
encounters one of the small but power­
ful bruins in Floyd or surrounding 
counties. 

A 250-pound male bear was captured 
earlier this month in Lawrence county, 
where it had been raiding a farmer's bee 
hives. It was tagged for identification 
purposes and released in a remote sec­
tion of Harlan county, near Stone 
Mountain. 

Another male bear was caught in Mar­
tin county last November' and moved to 
Harlan county. Wildlife officers believe 
that both bears were being supplied with 
food scraps by people in the area, who 
wanted to keep them around to watch. 

When people encounter a bear, said 
district biologist Larry Short, the temp­
tation is almost overwhelming to do one 
of two things-feed it or shoot at it. 
"There aren't very many people in the 
middle," he said, who are willing to 
simply leave the bear alone and report 
the sighting to officials. 

Either action is bad for the bear in the 
long run, he added, and shooting at it is 
"very stupid" because a wounded bear 
could become enraged and attack its 
assailant. Feeding it, on the other hand, 
could cause the bear to lose its fear of 
humans and begin looking for more food 
closer to where people live, rooting 
through garbage cans and livestock pens 
and eventually becoming a genuine 
nuisance that will have to be moved like 
the bears released in Harlan county. 

The black bears in eastern Kentucky 
are thought to be spilling across the 
borders from Virginia and West 
Virginia, both of which have substantial 
bear populations and a regular hunting 
season, according to Short. Kentucky is 
not known to have any resident bears, 
but Short and his assistant, Rich Pais, 
are curious to know whether that situa­
tion has changed. So they are especial­
ly interested in finding out if anyone 
spots a bear that might be a female.

The best indication that a bear might 
be female is the sighting of more than 
one bear at a time, Pais said. Adult 
males tend to be solitary foragers, but 
at this time of year females are likely 
to be found with cubs, who might be on­
ly a few months old or might be more 
than a year old. 

The cubs, usually two but S()metimes 
as many as five, are born in January 
while the female is in her den, according 
to Pais. They weigh about 12 ounces at 
birth and can fit in the palm of a human 
hand, but by March, when they emerge 
from the den with their mother, they are 
about the size of a cocker spaniel and 
may weigh 15 to 20 pounds. 

They spend their entire first year with 
their mothers, sleeping in the den with

Unfortunately, garbage dumps are 
probably their best food source in this 
area. "You can't keep trash around the 
house as we get more and more bears," 
advised Pais. 

" If they find a readily available food 
source, they'll utilize it," added Short. 

Case of the Killer Plants 
By HUBERT KELLEY 

Killer plants? Yes, in a way. But they 
don't resemble the ravenous maneater 
in "Little Shop of Horrors." Some of 
them, in fact, look positively cheerful. 

The sunflower is one of them. It 
manufactures its own herbicides, ex­
uding them in the soil to keep other 
plants-mostly weeds-from ger­
minating or growing. Another 
murderous plant is grain sorghum. Both 
plants are currently under study at a 
laboratory of USDA's Agricultural 
Research Service, in Frederick, 
Maryland. 

Gardeners and farmers have known 
for a long time that some plants don't get 
along well together. Sunflowers, for ex­
ample, can't be used as poles for beans 
because beans won't climb them. 

Strawberries do well in the residue left 
from a crop of oats, but carrots do 
pitifully under the same conditions. 

And sorghum keeps a long list of 
weeds from growing too close to the 
plant, where they could compete for 
sunlight and water. 

Some of the herbicides generated by 
plants are so potent that they even 
poison the plant that manufacturers 
them. Farmers in North Dakota have 
learned, for example, that they shouldn't 
plant sunflowers in the same field more 
than two years in a row. After the first 
year, the residue of the crop's own her­
bicide cuts back on their growth 

It takes very little of these chemicals 
to kill off the competition. Gerald 
Leather, a U.S. Department of 
Agriculture weed scientist, says that 20 
pounds of sunflowers produced only 50 
micrograms of natural herbicide. That's 
roughly the same as 100 salt crystals, or 
less than you could pick up on a damp 
fingertip . 

With such small amounts, Leather 
can't afford to test his extract on very 
big plants, so he tries chemicals out on 
a tiny plant called duckweed. which sue· 
cumbs easily to poisons. Each duckweed 
plant in its little dish is about the size of 
an aspirin tablet. 

One important purpose for Leather's 
research is to find and develop new her· 
bicides that will help control weeds, 
while keeping the environment safe and 
healthy for crops-and for animals, 
songbirds, and people, too.

Masked Monkeys Key 
KET Program Topic 

With punk-style crests on their heads, 
colorful masks covering their faces and 
orange noses, guenons make an extraor­
dinary group of African forest monkeys. 
Their colorful features, as well as the 
musical masquerade they perform from 
the tree-lops of Africa's tropical forest, 
are an evolutionary puzzle. 

"Nature," with artist-naturalist 
Jonathan Kingdon, unravels the 
mystery of the guenons when "Masked 
Monkeys" airs on KET Saturday, May 
30al7:00 p.m. and repeats Sunday, May 
31 at 7:00p.m. 

The African forest monkey, or the 
guenon, is made up of '1:7 known species 
representing 60 different groupings of 
masks. Until recenlly, very little was 
known about the guenons, and species 
still are being discovered. 

While drawing and studying these 
monkeys in the tropical forests of Ugan­
da, Kingdon began investigating the 
evolutionary relationship between each 
species and how their face patterns and 
distinctive calls have evolved. 

"Masked Monkeys" also looks at the 
dilemma facing the inhabitants of 
tropical forests everywhere. The land 
for their homes is disappearing at the 
rate of about 50 acres per minute every 
hour of every day. Scientists studying 
these primates and trying to protect 
their unique community in the forest of 
Uganda are winning in the war against 
the pressures of human expansion.

Third Time Is Charm For Spurlock And Betsy Layne 
The scene was basically the same, 

although the cast had taken on a dif­
ferent look, much younger than the 
leading man of a year ago. 

L'ist May. Betsy Layne and Prestons­
burg met to decide the 57th district 
championship, and one year later they 
again faced each other with the coveted 
title hanging in the balance. 

Russell Shepherd's Blackcats had the 
last district laugh, last season, when 
Greg Shepherd claimed two victories in 
one day as Prestonsburg captured the 
tournament, defeating Betsy Layne. 

What a difference a year makes, or 
does it? 
• Thursday night the Blackcats were 
once again going against Betsy Layne 
for the championship, having already 
beaten McDowell earlier that day. Dur-

• ing last year's tournament the Blackcats 
were forced to play McDowell before 
advancing. 

They easily vaulted their first hurdle, 
the Daredevils, as they did a year ago, 
but this time Betsy Layne was prepared. 

; "We had been here twice before, so we 
said before the game that the third time 
may be a charm for us," Bobcat coach 

·Junior Newsome said after the game. 
The Bobcat charm proved to be senior 

hurler Randall Spurlock, who picked up 
a complete game victory over Prestons­
burg, 4-2, to give Betsy Layne a district 
championship. 

In the route going performance 
Spurlock, 5-4 on the season, gave up on­
ly two sixth inning unearned runs on six 
hits, striking out three while not walk­
ing a batter 

"You can't ask anymore from a pit­
cher than that," Newsome said of his 
righthander. "He only threw 88 pitches, 
and that's excellent for a high school 
pitcher." 

Spurlock, who held Prestonsburg 
scoreless through five innings, lost his 
bid for a shutout when in the sixth inn­
ing Tim Trusty and Todd Justice singl­
ed and doubled respectively with one 
out. With those runners on second and 
third, Thomas Nairn lifted a fly ball in­
to short right centerfield. 

Centerfielder Dwight Jarrel and 
rightfielder Matt Conn suffered a com­
munication breakdown, allowing the fly 
qall to drop. 

Trusty scored on the play, but Nairn, 
trying to go to second was tagged out 
after overrunning the bag. While most 
players watched, Nairn complain about 
the call, Justice continued on his way to 
the plate. 

Spurlock's shutout was gone, but his 
complete game and lead were still 
intact. 

Betsy Layne had posted their starter 
to a 4-0 lead, scoring single runs in the 
first, third, fourth and fifth. 

Facing Prestonsburg starter Todd 

Justice, Dwight Jarrelled the game off 
with a misplayed fly ball to leftfield that 
wound up as a double. Todd Sturgill, 
perfect at the plate with three singles, 
drove Jarrel home with the first of his 
three safeties. 

Sturgill, five for seven in the tourna­
ment, played a major role in Betsy 
L<Jyne's second run, poking a one out 
single in the third, stole second, and rode 
home on a Kevin Spurlock single. 

The Bobcats added single runs in the 
next two frames off Prestonsburg 
starter Todd Justice, who got no justice 
from his Blackcat teammates. Although 
three of the four runs were earned, 
Justice was not backed by excellent 
defense. 

The fourth inning run came as a result 
of a walk to Barry Hamilton, a stolen 
base, a throwing error when Justice 
picked off a Matt Conn line drive, threw 
back to second in an attempt to nail 
Hamilton, but in his haste threw before 
Brian Wallace could cover the bag. 

Hamilton later scored when Jarrel 
flied out to centerfield. In the fifth inn­
ing, Bud Newsome led off with a double 
to center, made it to third on an over­
throw, and scored on another throwing 
error. It was all a matter of exercising 
their arms, because Todd Sturgill would 
have scored Newsome with his single 
that followed, making the run earned. 

Sturgill's hit brought Russell 

Griffith, Big Fourth Inning Enough 
For Prestonsburg To Make Regional 

Russell Shepherd, Prestonsburg base­
ball coach, has exercised a definite 
theory concerning his pitching selections 
during the regular season. 

Shepherd, in his 16th year, refused to 
show county competition his top hurlers. 
The move brought many questions sur­
rounding this decision, but the Blackcat 
coach says it pays off where the season 
really begins, in the district tournament. 

"They don't need to see him," Shep­
herd said about saving Joey Griffith un­
til this past week's tourney. "The first 
time a hitter faces a pitcher the pitcher 
will usually get him, or at least have a 
better chance of it." 

In Prestonsburg's 11-5 victory over 
McDowell, Griffith, now 3-3, sur­
rendered only one hit, a triple off the bat 
of Mike McQuate, during his first trip 
through the Daredevil lineup. 

"When that hitter comes up again he 
will have a better chance of hitting the 
ball hard, ' Shepherd continued his 
explanation. 

With the bottom of the third came the 
top of the order. After Griffith struck out 
Scott Tackett, McDowell's number nine 
hitter, he walked Henry Webb for these­
cond time, but then Brian Hall, who had 
popped out his first plate appearance, 
checked in with a single. 

Griffith worked himself out of difficul­
ty, inducing Mike McQuate to bounce in­
to a forced play, and striking out Kevin 
Hall, but the following inning wasn't 
quite as effective. 

After Griffith struck out Mark Perkins 
to begin the fourth, Jeff Crisp reached 
the junior lefthander for a triple, and 
later scored when catcher Tim Trusty, 
trying to pick Crisp off, threw wildly in­
to left field. The second time around, 
McDowell hit safely twice. 

"If I had used Griffith against county 
teams they would have known what he 
had. If they had faced him, say six 
times, then he wouldn't have had 
anything to show them," Shepherd said. 

Through the first four innings, Griffith 
did have something to show McDowell 
hitters. The Blackcat starter struck out 
four while walking four. Griffith sur­
rendered only three hits, and the lone 
unearned run the fourth. 

That run didn't do much damage 
though. Prestonsburg, by that time, had 
jumped out to a 8-0 lead, scoring one in 
the first when Johnny Ray Harris was 
hit with a pitch, stole second, advanced 
to third on a wild pitch, and crossed the 
plate as Brian Wallace filed out. 

This action came Wednesday, but it 
wasn't until a day later that the 
Blackcats could manage another run. 
With Henry Webb set to lead off 
McDowell's bottom half of the first, 
rains began to fall on Allen Park, forc­
ing a halt to play, which was continued 
Thursday afternoon with Webb at the 
plate again. 

Perkins, 5-4 with the loss, held Pres­
tonsburg scoreless until the fourth inn­
ing, when the Blackcats rallied for seven 
runs, breaking open a closely contested 
affair. 

Joey Gnffith led off with a single. 
Trusty, and designated hitter Todd 
Justice followed with back to back 
singles, Justice's scored Griffith. 
Thomas Nairn interrupted Prestons­
burg's hit parade, striking out, but Jim 
Frazier then singled, Steve Wells and 
Johnny Ray Harris walked, forcing 
Justice in from third. Trusty had earlier 
scored on an error following Frazier's 
base hit. 

After Craig Tucker added an RBI 

single, and Brian Wallace picked up his 
second run batted in with a groundout, 
Griffith, hitting for the second time in 
the inning, grounded one that eluded Jeff 
Crisp at third base. 

Two runs crossed the plate, David 
Hall replaced Perkins on the mound 
with Crisp, and Crisp promptly threw 
Griffith out as he broke toward third 
base before Crisp delivered a pitch 
plateward. The damage had already 
been done, though. 

After the Daredevils picked up their 
unearned run in the bottom of the fourth, 
Shepherd, thinking he could use Griffith 
later in the championship game, took his 
starter out, bringing on righthander 
Mark Tipton. 

The Daredevils enjoyed more success 
off Tipton than they had off Griffith, 
scoring four runs in the final three inn­
ings, but Tipton had a big lead to work 
with. 

Even more so when the Blackcats 
plated two more runs m the sixth, and 
added another in the final frame when 
Tim Trusty wiped his throwing mistake 
from Prestonsburg fans' memories, 
drilling a homerun over the left field 
fence. 

Prestonsburg, 9-16, came into the 

district tournament with the fourth 
worse record of the five team field, but 
the Blackcats have earned a reputation 
as a tournament team. 

In the past 17 years, Prestonsburg has 
found itself in the regional tourney 15 
times. For 16 of those years, Russell 
Shepherd has been in the third base 
coaching box. 

The early years Prestonsburg had 
probably the only baseball program 
worthy of compliment, but lately district 
teams have made tremendous progress. 

Prestonsburg continues to beat most 
and compete with all, though. One 
reason why, Russell Shepherd keeps his 
pitching aces a secret to district hitters, 
or so he says. 

Shepherd has complete confidence in 
the way he has handled his pitching 
staff, and after Thursday's victory over 
McDowell, Shepherd said with a smile, 
"Why do you think we've been to the 
regional all those times." 

With their victory against the 
Daredevils, ending the season at 11-8, 
Prestonsburg did earn another trip to 
the 15th region tournament, which has 
become a fact of May, almost as definite 
as the Kentucky Derby, a spring 
tradition.

Shepherd out of the Prestonsburg 
dugout. The Blackcat coach took the 
baseball from Justice, turning the 
pitching chores over to Joey Griffith. 

Griffith, winner of the first game, got 
a ground ball double play then retired 
Kevin Spurlock on another grounder, 
setting Betsy Layne down without any 
further scoring. 

Prestonsburg couldn't manage any 
other scoring off Spurlock, other than 
the two unearned runs, as the right­
hander got Griffith, with two men on and 
two out in the seventh, to ground out to 
third baseman Kevin Spurlock, closing 
the scoring door on the Blackcats, and 
securing a district championship for 
Betsy Layne. 

Other than a good fastball and a sharp 
breaking curve, Randall Spurlock relied 
heavily on his other two strengths, his 

control, not walking anyone and going 
to a three ball count only three times. 
But possibly his biggest strength on this 
night was his third baseman Kevin 
Spurlock. 

The Bobcat rookie, in six total defen­
sive chances, recorded five assists and 
one putout. That in a perfect slate, and 
a critical factor for any control pitcher. 

Although Prestonsburg collected six 
hits, only three players recorded hits, 
Steve Wells, a single and a double in 
three at bats, Todd Justice, two singles 
and a double in three plate appearances. 
The other Blackcat hit came off the bat 
of Craig Tucker, a first inning single. 

Betsy Layne recorded only nine hits 
off Justice and Griffith. Todd Sturgill, 
three singles, and Dwight Jarrell, a 
single and a double, had five of those . 

After the final out was recorded the 
Bobcats, 23-10 entering the regional 
tournament, celebrated in their normal­
ly casual way, but Junior Newsome's 
broad smile summed up the unanimous 
Betsy Layne feeling. 

"Our two seniors, Bud and Randall, 
really wanted this game. You could tell 
that just by watching them," Newsome 
said. 

"This was a big win for us. Now we 
can go into the regional as winners 
rather than brides maids as we had been 
the past two years. It enables us to stay 
away from Paintsville, Pikeville, JohfiS 
Creek, the better teams in the tourna­
ment. What it really does is give us a lot 
better chance of winning that first game 
than we would have if we had to play 
another district's winner."

Parents Upset Over Board 
Decision To Release Hall 

A tornado, powered by strong winds 
of controversy, is currently running it's 
course through Betsy Layne High School 
and surrounding communities. 

The main storm cloud was produced 
by the Floyd County School Board's 
decision to oust Bobcat head football 
coach Jack Hall. 

Hall, set to begin his third year as 
head coach, recently received a notice 
from the school board that his services 
as coach will no longer be needed. 

"They sent me a letter telling me that 
I wouldn't be hired again as a coach, but 
they didn't tell me why," a confused 
Jack Hall said. "Right now I can't say 
whether I'll be here or whether I'll be 
somewhere else. I don't really know 
what's going on." 

According to Ron Hager, acting 
superintendent, the school board has 
voted not to re-hire Hall as a football 
coach at Betsy Layne for the 1987 
season. 

"Mr. Hall has been employed as a 
teacher for next year, but not as a 
coach," Hager revealed. "He could be 
named again as a coach in our June 
third meeting, but it is highly unlikely.'' 

Hager explained the reasoning behind 
the initial school board vote was due to 
complaints received from citizens of the 
Betsy Layne area. 

"I would hate to leave here," Hall said 
of his job. "I feel that we've started a 
good program. The players know what 
I expect from them, and I know what 
they expect from me. If someone 
replaces me they would have to start all 
over and try to build that kind of 
relationship." 

"I may have stepped on some toes," 
Hall speculated. "When you do your 
job-you're going to step on some toes, 
and I guess I stepped on the wrong 
ones." 

Hager mentioned that some citizens 
had complained about the Betsy Layne 
program and the coaching job Jack Hall 
had done, but Hall received a different 
report from many of his player's 
parents. 

"Many people have came to me and 
said that they were going to talk to their 
school board member, and the superin­
tendent. At first I wanted them to just 
let it go then I told them to do whatever 
they thought they should do, " Hall 
mentioned. 

"Those people who are trying to help 
me are all parents, or most of them 

are," the coach revealed. "Those who 
oppose me don't even have children go­
ing to school here. I guess they are the 
ones who don't want Betsy Layne to 
have a good football team." 

A good football team is exactly what 
Jack Hall has given football fans of Bet­
sy Layne High School. Before Hall came 
to Bobcat land they didn't know how it 
felt to have a winning season. Never 
before had Bobcat football fans been 
treated with a winning season. This past 
year they were. 

In Jack Hall's first year at the helm, 
Betsy Layne finished with a 3-6 record. 
In 1986, only the second year under 
Hall's control, the Bobcats recorded 
their first winning record ever, finishing 
at 6-4. 

Hall's coaching ability is not open for 
discussion. His past performances stand 
on their own strengths. At Elkhorn Ci­
ty, Hall won a state championship. In 
fact, everywhere he has coached the 
veteran head man has built a successful 
program. 

Betsy Layne has been no different. 
Hall brought respectability to the pro­

gram. He created an air of excitement, 
and he was the common denominator 
between an average program of the past 
and a solid playoff contender of the 
present. 

"I would like to coach here next 
season," Hall said. "I think we could 
have a good season even though we will 
be in a tougher district. There will be 
several good players coming back, and 
these are the guys I started with. I would 
really like to see them through.'' 

Disappointed with success is a factor 
that confuses Jack Hall backers. Most­
ly when a coach is under fire is when he 
or she is losing. Hall proved he was a 
winner on the football field, but winning 
isn't what he lists as his top priority. 

''I don't really put much emphasis on 
winning a football game," the coach 
once said. "What I want is to see my 
players giving 100 percent. If they won't 
give 100 percent on the football field then 
they won't give 100 percent in life. If they 
aren't going after it full speed someone 
that is will get that job out there instead 
of them.'' 

This is what set Jack Hall apart from 
most other coaches. More than just a 
football coach, Hall teaches his players 
about life, how to prepare for it, and 
some helpful tips on living it. 

Some Betsy Layne people have sug-

gested more is going on than just the 
school board receiving complaints about 
the school's football program. One per­
son close to the school's athletic pro­
gram said that there was probably more 
to the situation than was made public. 

Regardless of whether the full truth as 
to why Jack Hall was fired is public 
knowledge or not, several Bobcat sup­
porters harshly oppose the action, and 
this storm of controversy is yet to blow 
away. 

Efforts to get Hall re-instated as Bet­
sy Layne football coach aren't expected 
to die easily, and even Jack Hall hasn't 
given up hope. 

"I'm sure the school board has made 
mistakes before then gone back and cor­
rected them," Hall said. "Maybe this 
will be one of those situations." 

If Hall isn't hired as Betsy Layne's 
football coach, a successor to him will 
be named in the June third school board 
meeting. 

Although he may no longer be associ­
ated with the program, Hall is confident 
in the football team he has built at Bet­
sy Layne High School. 

"Whoever's here will have a g~ 
team next year, if they <'an get all the 
players to play."

Seed Abuse 
Sometimes it can be quite a chal­

lenge to get seeds to sprout. As an 
addicted collector of seeds from 
native plants. (particularly seeds of 
plants that attract wildlife), I've had 
to resort to some pretty ingenious, 
not to say abusive methods to trick 
seeds into germinating. Since I tend 
to think of every seed as an egg. 
more or less. I sometimes feel some· 
what uncomfortable that one doesn't 
treat seeds as gently and carefully as 
one treats eggs. However ... 

Generally speaking. many seeds 
must go through two important proc­
esses before they'll sprout: stratifi· 
cation and scarification. When we 
buy seeds from a seed house. they're 
all primed and ready to go-given a 
healthy supply of lighl. warmth and 
moisture (except those seeds that 
sprout best in the dark). 

In order to germinate. the seeds 
of many trees. shrubs and flowers 
have to go through a cooL moist 
period, a process called stratifica­
tion. In nature. simply lying on the 
ground. with repeated freezing and 
thawing, softens some seed coats 
mechanically so that they sprout 
when the weather turns warm. 

To duplicate this process with seeds 
collected in the fall for spring plant­
ing. I've sometimes left them out­
side in a pot through the winter. I've 
also put them in moist sphagnum moss 
and refrigerated them for 60 to 90 
days. In this way, every year, I've 
stratified milkweed seed (the main­
stay of my butterfly-gardening efforts), 
thereby increasing their rate of ger­
mination. 

Under natural conditions. scarifi­
cation. the thinning of seed coats by 
scarring. occurs for many seeds as 
they pass through the digestive tracts 
of birds or mammals. This process is 
a little harder to duplicate indoors, 
but it can be done (before stratifica-

tionl. either by rubbing the seeds 
back and forth on sandpaper or by 
nicking them with pliers. Pouring 
boiling water over the seeds the day 
before they're planted and Jetting 
them steep overnight also scarifies 
and so releases that germination 
trigger-especially with seed of plants 
in the bean family such as wild senna, 
Kentucky coffee tree, wisteria, goats' 
rue and many others. Seeds that 
under normal circumstances pass 
through very, very strong digestive 
systems may need a dose of concen­
trated sulphuric acid to get them to 
sprout. 

You see what I mean about seed 
abuse! You may balk at these treat­
ments yet want to provide plants 
whose fruit birds in your neighbor­
hood really love to eat. If so, there's 
one way to collect native seed that's 
as ready to germinate as packaged 
seed; clean out your gutters in March. 
Bird droppings will have gathered 
there through the cold months. Seeds 
already scarified by the birds will 
have been stratified through a series 
of gutter freezes and thaws. Sort the 
now clean seeds and see what sprouts. 
It's a sure-fire way to come up with 
plants that attract your local birds.

That is the life of a baseball superstar.

With Davis playing every day Cincin­
nati enjoyed tremendous success. One 
reason why was the unequaled offensive 
output Davis provided the Reds. He was 
a legitimate early candidate for a triple 
crown, homeruns, RBis, and batting 
average. 

What happened Friday night threw 
fear into each and every person 
associated with the Cincinnati Reds' 
franchise. In the bottom of the fifth inn­
ing Davis, also an outstanding defensive 
performer, made a diving grab in the 
outfield, but one out may have cost Cin­
cinnati some victories. 

The talented young center fielder suf­
fered a sprained shoulder, and without 
him the Reds fell to St. Louis 5-4. 

Offensively Cincinnati has no one who 
is capable of picking up where Eric 
Davis left off. Maybe no other team has 
a player with that capability. 

The Reds continued to struggle 
without Davis' big bat, once again com­
ing up short against the Cardinals Satur­
day night. 

Starting pitching has been a sore spot 
for Pete Rose and Cincinnati this season, 
and without the offense Davis can pro­
vide, an even bigger burden has been 
placed on that weak pitching staff. 

Sunday St. Louis took advantage of the 
situation, scoring 10 runs against the 
Reds, then riding the arm of Lee Tun­
nell to a 10-2 victory. Thus sweeping the 
series, and marking the first time the 
Reds have lost three games in a row this 
season. 

Rumors had been flying for the past 
couple of weeks about a trape with 
Detroit that would send Nick Esasky to 
the Tigers in exchange for right hand­
ed starter Dan Petry. 

With several players struggling at the 
plate Cincinnati's offense will need all 
the help it can get. Esasky was activated 
yesterday, and instead of trade bate, 
might become a regular in the Reds 
starting lineup. The veteran power hit­
ter has experienced a career filled with 
disappointing injuries, but when healthy 
Esasky is as good a hitter as the Reds 
have available. 

Esasky drew the starting assignment 
at first base yesterday in Chicago. In 
less than two weeks with Cincinnati's top 
farm team, the Nashville Sounds, he 
clubbed five homeruns, drove in 18 runs, 
and hit a torrid .442. 

Pitching is much tougher in the ma­
jor leagues, and Tuesday the Reds fac­
ed one of the most effective hurlers the 
National League has to offer in Rick 
Sutcliffe. 

Cincinnati, in their 9-2 loss, missed 
early scoring opportunities when with 
one out in the first Dave Parker 
struckout with Tracy Jones standing on 
third base. In the second inning Bo Diaz 
lead off with a single, but the Reds fail­
ed to move their catcher around. 

Sutcliffe silenced Cincinnati bats un­
til the fifth inning. Kurt Stillwell, the 
Reds leading active hitter at .328, doubl­
ed to lead off the inning, and later scored 
on a Tom Browning double. 

Stillwell, leading off the seventh inn­
ing, walked, and moved on to third when 
Esasky collected his first major league 
hit of the year, a double to left field. Ron 
Oester followed with a walk to load the 
bases, and send Sutcliffe to the showers. 

Ed Lynch was summoned from the 
Chicago dugout. The Cubs reliever pro­
ceded to pop up pinch hitter Terry Fran­
cana, get Tracy Jones to ground into a 
force play, with Stillwell scoring, and 
retire Barry Larkin on a fly ball to An­
dre Dawson. 

Since Davis was forced from action,

State Program Unites 
Jobs, Older Workers 

More than 375 Kentucky employers 
have contacted the Cabinet for Human 
Resources during the past four weeks 
about hiring workers age 55 or older. 

Their interest is in response to a let­
ter to all the state's employers from 
Cabinet for Human Resources Secretary 
AI Austin promoting the hiring of older 
workers. 

The employers are about evenly divid­
ed into three categories: those who plac­
ed job orders through the Department 
for Employment Services, those in­
terested in implementing training pro­
grams and those wanting additional in­
formation about hiring older workers. 

"We are gratified that so many 
employers recognize the benefits of hir­
ing the senior members of our work 
force," said Employment Services Com­
missioner James Daniels. "While we 
could not plan for this dramatic 
response, it is noteworthy that May is 
Older Americans Month, and we think 
this is an excellent way to celebrate. 

"We hope that every Kentuckian over 
age 55 who is interested in a full-time or 
part-time job will go to one of our local 
offices and take advantage of the oppor­
tunities being offered by Kentucky 
employers," he said. 

As a result of these contacts, the 
department has developed 18 contracts 
with employers to provide on-the-job 
training for older workers. "We were 
able to refer a number of job candidates 
for these positions from the host of ap­
plications we had on file," Daniels said. 
"But we still need qualified applicants 
for other jobs." 

Daniels said Kentucky has thousands 
of experienced workers in this age group 
who want jobs and is concerned that 
they may not realize employers are in­
terested in hiring them. 

"Our staff who work with dislocated 
workers-people who have lost their 
jobs because of changes in the 
economy-report that after their initial 
interview, many people in this age group 
do not return for job search assistance,'' 
he said. "We think it's because they see 
they are competing with younger 
workers. 

"We don't have any way of counting 
the number who drop out of the labor 
force because they haven't been able to 
find jobs and, therefore, have given up 
the search." 

The department recently earmarked . 
$1.2 million in JTP A funds to support 
local programs to meet the job needs of 
older Kentuckians. These programs are 
slated to begin July 1. 

Job seekers who want more informa­
tion on these and other programs should 
contact the local office of the Depart­
ment for Employment Services. In­

On Community Support 
Needed By Mentally Ill 

For the average adult living in Ken­
tucky, daily contact, assistance or social 
interaction with other Kentuckians is an 
unquestioned fact of life, a gift, 
something unnoticed and taken for 
granted. 

For the average adult Kentuckian who 
also happens to have a form of mental 
illness, life would be dramatically dif­
ferent and noticeably diminished 
without the support of family, friends 
and other people in the community. 

Helping persons with mental illness 
and their families find that support is the 
goal of a pair of conferences being spon­
sored for an expected 400 people by the 
state Department for Mental Health and 
Mental Retardation Services and the 
Kentucky Alliance for the Mentally ill. 

"For an adult with mental illness to 
live well, we have to meet more than 
mental health needs," said department 
Commissioner Dennis Boyd. "Housing, 
jobs, social and leisure activities must 
be provided and community support is 
the best way to provide this. 

"We must recognize that adults with 
mental illness are citizens and members 
of the community. We have to look 
beyond traditional services and address 
all the various needs. '' 

The conferences are scheduled for 
June 5-7 at the Executive Inn in Paducah 
and July 10-12 at Eastern Kentucky 
University in Richmond. Each con­
ference will focus on individual, family 
and community responsibilities in help­
ing persons with mental illness become
