defended the position of the sheriff by 
saying that the excess fees should not be 
included in the budget, because the 
sheriff needed the money to operate his 
office properly. Attorney Barber told 
Owens that the request must be approv­
ed by Frankfort. Owens replied with a 
motion that the necessary steps be taken 
to ensure that the check is returned to 
the sheriff's department. 

The court did offer some monetary 
relief to the sheriff's department by 
voting for a 3% increase in salaries to 
become effective January 1. Sheriff 
Hale told the court that his office had not 
received a wage hike since 1985. 
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Magistrate Owens, in making the mo­
tion against the future garbage plan, 
says that he fears contamination due to 
hazardous waste will ruin the drinking 
water for future generations. Owens told 
the court that he was speaking in behalf 
of his children in opposing the waste site 
plans. The motion, intended to stop the 
contracting for disposal of surrounding 
counties' waste, was defeated by a tie 
which was broken by County Judge Ex­
ecutive John M. Stumbo, who told fiscal 
court members that the county needed 
the revenue. He added that waste 
disposal would pose no threat to the 
water supply citing that it is regulary 
checked to ensure proper maintenance 
and that no run off of hazardous waste 
~ade its way into streams. 

Another problem faced by the court 
was a request by Sheriff Henry C. Hale 
for permission to use excess fees 
amounting to $6,156 toward his depart­
ment's maintenance and to pay off debts 
he incurred into patrol cars upkeep. The 
sheriff said that the debts needed to be 
paid before the annual audit. He said 
that although one deputy had attended 
police training, he did not (have suffi­
cient funds) to add him permanently to 
the force, adding that his department 
had worked hard for the excess fees by 
serving warrants and that his office 
deserved the money. County Attorney 
David Barber said it would be impossi­
ble to give the check to the sheriff 
without amending the budget and that 
the request would have to go through 
proper channels. Magistrate Owens 

Other business before the fiscal court 
was the home incarceration program. 
County Attorney Barber asked the court 
to consider contracting a company 
presently o~~ting in Pike county to 
supply wris nds to m~nitor prisoners 
enrolled in e program. \resaid that the 
bands would be supplied for $8 a day 
with the county receiving $2 in fees. 
Magistrate Owens disagreed with 
Barber, saying $8 was too much to pay

The Floyd County School Board's an­

nual performance report for the 1986-87 
is a mixed bag containing both good and 
not-so-good news. The good news is that 
in many areas, the district has improv­
ed over last year. The bad news is that 
not all categories have shown improve­
ment, and like most educational districts 
in Eastern Kentucky that of Floyd coun­
ty remains low on the scale of district 
ratings 

Under a state law which took effect in 
1985, school districts must now report 
annually to the Kentucky Department of 
Education on their peformance in basic 
areas such as standardized testing, 
dropout rate, and average daily atten­
dance. The local board is also required 
to come up with a 'master educational 
improvement' plan to correct any prob­
lems. It must also report on how effec­
tive it was in achieveing goals set. 

Six such goals were set by the local 
board in November 1985-academic ob­
jectives for grades three, five, seven, 
and 10 (these are this year grades five, 
seven, nine, and 12), an improved atten­
dance rate, and a reduced dropout rate. 

Caudill Released 
Pending Appeal 

Magistrate Eddie Caudill, District 3, 
who began serving a one-year sentence 
in the county jail here, September 8, has 
been released by order of Federal 
District Judge William 0. Bertelsman 
pending dispostion of an appeal, accor­
ding to his attorney Ned Pillersdorf. 

The appeal, if successful, could result 
in a reversal which would send the case 
back to Pike county, or, as Pillersdorf 
contends it should, the case could be 
retried in the district where the alleged 
crime occurred. 

The indictment of Caudill and 15 
others by a grand jury, here, in 
December 1984, followed an investiga­
tion by state police into the county's 
finances . 

Robert McAninch, director of the 
waste disposal program, says that peo­
ple's fears are unfounded. McAninch 
points out that the disposal site is one of 
the best in the state and is maintained 
strictly along state and federal 
guidelines. He says the site has been pro­
perly ditched with a layer of clay 
preventing leaching of contaminents in­
to the water supply. He claims that the 
site which consists of 518 acres is far 
from filling up and even with the gar­
bage of surrounding counties, the site 
would last a hundered years. The reason 
for this, he explained, is the proposed 
recyling center to be located on the pro­
perty, which, he maintains would 
alleviate the problem of overfill. 
McAninch said without a contract for the 
surrounding counties' waste, the project 
would not be feasible since Floyd coun­
ty does not produce enough waste to 
make the program pay for itself. Em­
phasizing the high regard of the state for 
the site, he said that a state-sponsored 
school for waste management is to be 
held on the property. He also said that 
state and federal money used to develop 
the site in 1980 had been earmarked 
under the assumption that the dump 
would be regional. 

Rough and Tough Residents 
Facing Loss of Gas Supply 

Magistrate Jackie Edford Owens, an 
opponent of the regional disposal plan, 
fears contamination of the water supp­
ly by hazardous chemicals. Owens says 
that he cannot see how the dump could 
keep from filling up if it accepted waste 
material from other counties and ex­
pressed concern as to who would be in 
charge of the site. Owens says that some 
method would be needed to determine if 
hazardous materials were being brought 
in. He also feels that the proposed cost 
to surrounding counties would be too

It may be a cold winter for five 

families living on Rough and Tough near 
David if Kentucky West Virginia Gas 
Company carries out its decision to 
discontinue the line supplying their 
homes. 

George and Nora Slone, residents to 
be effected by the shut down, cannot 
understand why after years as a gas 
customer, they and others are to be cut 
off. Mrs. Slone said that she received a 
notice from Equitable Gas, a subsidiary 
of Kentucky West Virginia Gas inform­
ing her that service would be cut off in 
10 days and advising her to seek an 
alternative fuel supply. The Slones say 
that won't be easy since they are on a 
fixed income. 

"They should have given us notice in 
the spring instead of waiting until now,'' 
Mrs. Slone said. "We tried to get gas 
back in 1973 but we had to wait untill980 
when the gas company contacted us and

A special meeting of the Floyd 
County School Board will be held 
tonight (Wednesday) to declare an 
emergency in the roofing situation 
at Allen Central High School and to 
authorize Superintendent Ray 
Brackett to apply for an emergen­
cy loan from the Department of 
Education. 

In a notice to all board members, 
Dr. James D. Adams notified them 
of the meeting to immediately 
follow the public tax hearing 
scheduled at Prestonsburg High 
School cafeteria. 

Those third graders who did not do so 
well last year did exceed the 50th Nor­
mal Curve Equivalency CNCE) in math, 
55.0, and writing, 53.5, but failed to reach 
this level in either reading or spelling. 

Again, those previously rated as fifth 
graders are now in seventh grade. Last 
year they exceeded the 50th NCE in 
reading with 51.0, but failed to reach it 
in language, spelling, or reference skills. 
This year as seventh graders, they made 
it in math, writing, and reference skills. 

For all practical purposes, they achiev­
ed it with 49.9 in reading, but still fell 
behind in spelling, although greatly im­
proved from 37.4 to 48.1 this year. 

Those in seventh grade in 1985 are now 
ninth graders. Last year, they came up 
to par excepting spelling. This year, the 
record is the same with spelling percent­
age r ising from 40.1 to 47.3. 

1985's tenth graders, or sophomores 
did not last year achieve the goals set in 
any area, but this year as 12th graders 
they did attain a 50.6 in reference skills, 
and just missed in spelling with 49.9. 
Their math score was 48.3 and that of 
reading, 45.0. 

The attendance record is still short of 
its goal of 2% improvement with a 0.73% 
increase in attendance for 1986-87 shown. 

Those dropping out of school last year 
were greatest in number in the ninth 
grade with a total of 878, but the highest 
percentage was in the tenth grade with 
7%. Both the 11th and 12 grade dropout 
percentage decreased from 10.3 to 5.20 
for the 11th grade and from 7.0 to 5.50for 
grade 12. The overall rate was down 
from 4.26% to 3.88%, a distinct improve-

Left Beaver School Site 
Remains Divisive Issue

While the war of words has abated in 
recent weeks, apparently the division 
over the location of the Left Beaver Con­
solidated School remains as deep as ever 
among those who live in that section and 
whose children will attend the proposed 
school. 

Two weeks ago, Representative Greg 
Stumbo came out against consolidation 
and called for an on-site inspection by 
Superintendent of Instruction Alice 
McDonald. 

Last Tuesday, McDonald was placed 
squarely in the crossfire generated by 
the controversy, and the possibility of 
litigation has been raised. 

In a letter to McDonald dated 
September 15, Ned Pillersdorf, attorney 
for the Left Beaver Concerned Citizens, 
pointed out the following : 

-The proposed Left Beaver High 
School will have approximately 700 
students. 

-Minimum high school sites are sup­
posed to be 10 acres plus one acre for 
each 100 students of anticipated enroll­
ment. This would mean the minimum 
site should have 17 acres. 

-According to the architect, the pro­
posed Left Beaver School site will have 
only seven acres. 

Under 702 KAR 4:050. Building sites; 
inspection; approval, relating to KRS 
162.010, etc., Section 2. The minimum 
size of school sites shall be as follows: 

Middle school, junior high school, and 
high school: Ten ( 10) acres plus an ad­
ditional acre for each 100 or fraction of 
100 students of anticipated enrollment. 

Supt. McDonald, pursuant to the Ken­
tucky Open Records law, was further re­
quested by Pillersdorf to advise as to 
whether she had investigated the site 
and if so, if she had approved the site 
and under what circumstances. 

The group pushing for an answer from 
McDonald says it is no longer interested 
in the Minnie site which was the other 
location given serious consideration by 
the school board, architects. and in-

terested citizens. There are said to be 
several other sites they consider more 
suitable, some of which are closer to 
Wheelwright. 

The bottom line of the letter was, 
" Please advise , so as to avoid 
litigation." 

As of yesterday <Tuesday} no answer 
had been forthcoming. The question is, 
"What next?"

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Gun Laws No Answer 
The recent tragedy in a London 

suburb in which a man shot and killed 
14 people is sad proof that strict gun laws 
do not and cannot stop determined 
criminals and crazed persons in any 
country from committing murderous 
acts. 

It is internationally acknowledged 
that England's gun laws are among the 
most restrictive in the world. Automatic 
firearms only may be possessed with 
authority from the Home Secretary, 
while rifles, pistols-for competifion 
nly-anctshotguns with ~rrels of less 

than 24 inches require that a certifil!ate 
be issued by a police chief only to Per­
sons who can show "good reason" for 
possession. Evea long-barrelled 
shotguns require a certificate. 

While horrible incidents such as the 
one that occurred in Hungerford are 
rare in England, it is widely 
acknowledged that gun-related crime 
has been increasing over the past 
several years despite the country's 
tough gun laws. 

According to former Chief Inspector 
Colin Greenwood of the Halifax, 
England, Constabulary, "The use of 
firearms in crime was very much less 
when there were no controls." In fact, 
from 1969 to 1979 Great Britain's gun­
related crimes rose from 1,308 to 6,547, 
according to a report by the U.S. Library 
of Congress titled "Gun Control Laws in 
Foreign Countries." A 1971 Cambridge 
University study of England's gun laws 
suggested "abolishing or substantially 
reducing controls." 

Most scholars agree that English 
customs and culture are the determin­
ing factors in crime rates, not gun con-
rol. Another major factor in the low 

violent crime in the country is its system 
of jurisprudence. Criminals are swiftly 
and severely punished for their crimes. 
(Use of a gun in a burglary calls for im­
prisonment for life.) 

The answer to reducing violent crime 
and gun-related crime in the United 
States is tougher penalties for criminals. 
But our criminal justice system doesn't 
seem to be doing the job. 

In many places in the United States­
Texas, Oklahoma and the District of Col­
umbia are among the leaders­
hundreds of prisoners are being releas­
ed from jail before serving their full 
terms because of overcrowding. Others 
are turning more and more to probation. 

Two recent cases of violence show the 
real problem in America: William 
Cruse, who in April shot and killed six 
people in Palm Bay, Fla., still is 
awaiting trial. Cruse probably will plead 
not guilty by reason of insanity, and may 
never serve time in prison; and a 
Virginia man who murdered a Virginia 
State Trooper and another man just last 
year could be eligible for parole in only 
seven years. 

There are approximately 20,000 gun 
• laws in this country, yet violent crime 

continues to climb. And it is no coin­
cidence that crime rates, which fell from 
1980 to 1984 when the prison population 
was reaching an all-time high, now are 
on the rise as crowded prisons turn 
prisoners· loose by the hundreds· or 
refuse to accept new criminals. 

It's a shame we have to be reminded 
of the truth by such a painful incident oc­
curring so far away. It's time we learn· 
ed the lesson. To reduce the abuse of 
firearms, we must certainly and severe­
ly punish the abusers. No law can ev_er 
eliminate access to firearms to those m-
tent on inflicting evil on good and decent 
people no matter where they live.

ment. The state average was 3.75 last 
year. 

Best attendance record was that of the 
Bonanza Elementary School, consistent­
ly high for the three years recorded with 
96.3% for 1987. Also in the high percen­
tile was Spruce Pine Elementary, 94'.9; 
Harold Elementary, 94.8; Maytown 
Elementary, 94.5; Garrett Elementary, 
94.3, and McDowell Elementary, 94.2, 
even though it is down by a hair from 
last year's 94.3. Floyd county's overall 
attendance percentage is 92.42, up from 
last year's 91.69. 

The percentage of students from 
economically deprived families has 
risen from 5,310 or 56.3% in 1986 to 5,467 
ot 58.9% in 1986. 

Overcrowding was worst at Maytown 
Elementary where 33.2% of students 
were in classes over the maximum per­
mitted by state regulations. Betsy Layne 
Elementary was not much better with 
28.5%, and Allen Elementary with 
21.5%. The latter is an improvement 
over last year when classrooms were 
overcrowded by a margin of 34%.

Gladys Shepherd, another resident 
there, said she would have to move out 
of her home if the line was discontinued.

According to Kentucky West Virginia 
Gas attorney, J . Logan Griffith, the line 
was to be shut down not because of his 
client but because of a decision to close 
a well in the hollow owned by PECO 
resources. Griffith says that the line is 
in bad shape and that $89,000 would be 
required to put in a new one. The reason 
the line is in dilapidated state is due to 
the acid caused by mining in the area 
and hydrochloric sulfide emitted from 
the well. 

Residents say that the well has been 
shut off since 1973 and the company has 
been supplying them by back filling the 
line. Mrs. Slone said that a man from 
PECO resources told her that the well 
shutdown had no effect on their gas ser­
vice, and the Slones say that they know 
of only two times in seven years when 
the line needed to be repaired. 

Gas company spokesman Griffith said 
that a letter had been sent to residents 
temporarily postponing the line shut 
down, and he hopes that he can work 
with the people to come up with a viable 
alternative. He says that he understands 
the plight of the people and sympathizes 
with them, but he sees the same problem 
arising again as feeder lines deteriorate 
around the county. Mr. Griffith says the 
expense of replacing old lines makes it 
cost prohibitive. 

Kris Kelloge with the Public Service 
Commission in Frankfort, explained 
that the company is within its rights con­
cerning the cutoff and prior notice need 
not be given to consumers. She said that 
after her agency learned of the problem, 
last week, they contacted the gas com­
pany and requested that the residents be 
given more time to seek an alternative 
source of fuel.

Foster Care Survey 
Places State High 

Kentucky is often maligned for its 
poor ranking among states in public 
funding for children's services, but ana­
tional survey finds one area where Ken­
tucky compares favorably: foster care 
support. 

A report by the American Public 
Welfare Association of basic payments 
to foster parents in the immediate past 
fiscal year places Kentucky's foster care 
support rates either first or second in the 
nine-state southeastern region. 

In fact, Kentucky's support rates for 
foster children from infancy through the 
teenage years ranks lOth in the nation 
in one category, 14th in another and 16th 
in the third level of payments to foster 
parents in the 50 states. 

Anna Grace Day, commissioner of 
Kentucky's Department for Social Ser­
vices, said she was especially pleased 
with the results of the APW A report 
comparing Kentucky to its seven neigh­
boring states. 

"Not one of the state adjoining Ken­
tucky makes monthly assistance pay­
ments to its foster parents on a level 
with this state," Day said. "This shows 
the commitment that state government 
and the legislature have made to 
supporting the Kentuckians who have 
opened their homes to abused and 
neglected children.'· 

Day also hopes the national report will 
help Kentucky in its ongoing campaign 
to recruit hundreds of needed additional 
foster homes. 

"We know that many of our foster 
parents spend far more on these 
children than the state provides in sup­
port," she said. "I hope our 1,700 
families will know from this report that

Kentucky is doing its best in financial 
support of and care for its troubled 
children." 

Alaska topped the APW A report in all 
three age bracket categories surveyed : 
two years, nine years and 16 years of 
age. 

During the 1986-87 fiscal year, Ken­
tucky paid $248 a month in support of 
foster children in the two-year-old age 
bracket. That ranked lOth in the nation 
(2nd among southeastern states), com­
pared to a high in Alaska of $428 and a 
low in neighboring West Virginia of $127. 

For foster children age nine, Ken­
tucky foster parents received $263 a 
month to assist in child care costs. That 
ranked 14th in the nation (2nd among the 
nine southeastern states) and compared 
to Alaska's rate of $474 and Mississippi's 
support rate of $150 a month. 

In the report category of foster 
children age 16, Kentucky's assistance 
payment of $300 a month ranked 16th na­
tionally but tied with Georgia for first in 
the southeastern section of the nation. 
Alaska again topped the rankings with 
a rate of $565 a mo11th with Mississippi 
paying $160 monthly to parents of its 
older foster children. 

Last year Kentucky foster parents 
received nearly $12 million in support for 
the year-round care of the approximate­
ly 2,700 abused or neglected children in 
need of foster home protection.

Public Hearing Set 
or Tuition Changes 

The Finance Committee of the Coun­
cil on Higher Education, the agency 
which sets the tuition rates for Ken­
tucky's public universities and com­
munity colleges, will hold public hear­
ings m Lexington, Bowling Green and 
Ashland, on a potential midyear tuition 
increase and possible changes in its tui-
tion setting policy. . 

The meetings will be held September 
24, at 2 p.m. <CT> at Western Kentucky 
University, Bowling Green, in the 
theater of the Downing University 
Center; September 28, at 10 a.m. (ET> 
at the Ashland Community College, 
Ashland, in the auditorium. 

As a reason for the hearings, the Coun-
U pointed to the reductions in the higher 

education operating budgets of $8.9 
million in 1986/87 and of $9.4 million in 
1987/88 made necessary by shortfalls in 
the state's General Fund revenues . 
Preliminary revenue estimates for the 
upcoming two academic years indicate 
that only limited state funding may be 
avaJiable for government operations, in­
cluding higher education. 

In such a situation, where the state ap­
propriations may not be sufficient to 
support the current programs without 

1 damaging the quality at the institutions, 
the council has decided to investigate 

1 ther possible sources of additional 
unds including an increase in tuition 

: begin~ing in the spring semester of 1988 
• and revising the Council's current 
: tuition-setting policy. 

The Finance Committee will make its 
: recommendations on tuition to the full 

Council in November. The Council will 
set tuition rates for each year of the

The sight of 12 nuns dancing and sing­

ing in a living gazebo of flowers at the 
Nat10nal Country Garden gave Marc 
Cathey great satisfaction. 

"One of the sisters told me that they 
often visited the Arboretum," said 
Cathey. "'But this new garden,' she 
said, 'built on federal land out of care for 
people, just made us break out in joyous 
song and dance.' " 

As director of the U.S. National Ar­
borteum, Cathey had gone out on a limb 
to establish the Garden in 1984. He had 
wanted the new garden, one of 88 at the 
Arborteum, to express the spirit of in­
dependence and self-reliance of 
Amenca. But it would be a departure 
from the country estate ambience of the 
60-year-old Arboretum. The 444-acre 
green oasis in bustling northeast 
Washington is a living laboratory for 
scientists of the USDA's Agricultural 
Research Service, and it contains one of 
the world's best collections of landscape 
plants. 

In contrast, the National Country 
Garden began as a collection of found 
lumber and discarded concrete forms. 
But that was precisely the point! 

The Garden is a model for teaching ci­
ty dwellers how to build and use gardens 
in confined spaces with discarded 
materials. On display are small urban 
gardens for townhouses and apartment 
balconies, raised beds for narrow side 
lots, and container and kitchen window 
gardens. The project is designed to show 
people how to deal with problems such 
as too much sun or shade or too little 
water. 

"The Garden is for all people-the 
poor, the affluent, the city dweller, the 
suburbanite," said Cathey. "It is a 
tribute to the importance of gardens m 
life and particularly the importance of 
family gardens in the urban environ­
ment. I think that good gardens mean 
good neighborhoods." 

The National Country Garden also 
displays gardens that can be tended by 
people who use wheelchairs or walkers, 
and vegetable gardens that can produce 
$50400 worth of produce. Harvested 
vegetables and cut flowers are donated 
to local soup kitchens.

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'Sense of Place in Appalachia' 
Theme of 2-Day MSU Symposium 

John Stephenson David Haupe Thomas Clark 

"A Sense of Place in Appalachia" will be the theme for a 
two-day Appalachian Symposium at Morehead State Univer­
sity next month, featuring more than 30 speakers from eight 
states and Canada. 

"It is one of the most ambitious scholarly undertakings this 
campus has been involved in for several years," said Dr. Whit­
son. "The list of speakers and panelists reads like a 'Who's 
Who' of Appalachian scholars," he added. 

Scheduled for Oct. 8-9, the symposium will explore the im­
portance of a sense of place, that feeling of belonging, which 
has fallen victim to today's mobile society, according to Dr. 
S. Mont Whitson, MSU professor of sociology and symposium 
coordinator. 

The speakers represent a diversity of disciplines and have 
been drawn from Indiana, Tennessee, South and North 
Carolina, West Virginia , New Jersey, Virginia and Kentucky 
as well as Canada. 

"Appalachians have a strong sense of their 'place' which 
has provided them with a sense of security and serenity in 
a world that appears to have lost much of its sense of pur­
pose and direction," Dr. Whitson said.

State Grant Boosts 
Handicapped Persons 

A new advocacy group of profes­
sionals, parents and individuals con­
cerned for people with handicaps will 
start off on a firm financial foundation 
thanks to the Kentucky Developmen­
tal Disabilities Planning Council. 

The Kentucky Coalition for People 
with Handicaps has been awarded a 
$23,924 grant by the council. The funds 
will cover the first-year expenses of the 
organization, whose goal is to improve 
the quality of life for all Kentuckians 
with handicaps or disabilities through 
improved services and opportunities. 

The formation of a single agency 
should prevent potential confusion caus­
ed by random, conflicting or competitive 
actions by several support groups or in­
dividuals, according to Rich Eversman, 
the DD Council's executive director. The 
24-member council is an advisory board 
to the Cabinet for Human Resources. 

''The coalition will act as- :1 ~eli ide to 
mobilize the tremendous potential of the 
many advocacy and service groups, as 
well as concerned parents and others 
throughout Kentucky," said Eversman. 

''A statewide unified voice could have 
a major impact on regulations and the 
availability of services. This group could 
support an information network and 
review, monitor and comment on state 
plans on an interagency basis." 

The coalition is expected to conduct an 
organizational meeting next month in 
Lexington. Eversman said the meeting 
is to approve the by-laws, appoint a 
director and confirm the objectives and 
plans for the group. 

"We're urging advocacy and service 
groups for handicapped people 
throughout Kentucky to send a represen­
tative to the meeting so the coalition will 
be able to gather input from as many 
diverse sources as possible," said 
Eversman. 

"By involving as many people as 
possible, we can create a greater public 
awareness and education regarding 
issues, needs and attitudes of people 
with handicaps and disabilities."

In the 1980's we've come to embrace 
convenience. We thrive on it and seek it 
out, in every form and shape from 
diapers to soft drinks, and the containers 

· in which they are packaged. If some­
thing can't be fixed, filled, eaten or 
disposed of in a few minutes, it isn't 
worth the effort. And in these fast-paced 
times, why not'? America's prosperity 
has paved the way for product disposa­
bility, but have we stopped to think 
about the consequences'? 

After you pitch your garbage you 
forget about it. You're satisfied, but un­
fortunately you and the city in which you 
live have just begun to eat the costs. Ci­
ty officials across the country are at­
testing to the fact that this laissez-faire 
attitude can't continue. It's not just the 
rising tide of trash in the landfills, a 
monumental problem in itself, but a 
variety of other costs are rising too. En­
vironmental and health hazards abound, 
and stricter environmental regulations 
have only touched the surface. N6t only 
is space running out, but the cost of trash 
disposal has reached a staggering $4 
billion annually. 

As cities across the country feel the 
weight of the crisis, they are turning to 
recycling with positive results. The old 
adage that an ounce of prevention is 
worth a pound of cure fits the trash bill 
in the case of our city landfills. It doesn't 
make sense to put so much effort, time 
and money into buying and burning our 
waste when often recycled materials 
can re-enter the manufacturing process 
and end up as new products. For glass 
manufacturers, recycling reduces air 
emissions, extends furnace life and 
reduces energy costs because recycled

glass melts at lower temperatures than 
other materials. And unlike materials 
like plastic, glass is reused for its 
original purpose. 

To consider recycling as a matter of 
aesthetics doesn't address other 
benefits. It not only reduces the tonnage 
of refuse at dump sites by as much as 
25%, but will build stronger local 
economies, lower disposal costs and 
create a cleaner environment. Joking­
ly referred to as our gross national pro­
duct, trash and its disposal also become 
an issue of economics. 

Cities already engulfed in garbage are 
beginning to recycle as an exercise in 
waste management; for other cities 
around the U.S., recycling can mean the 
difference between managing an ex­
isting crisis or preventing one. It's a 
natural solution to a man-made problem 
and the need for us, as consumers, to 
take responsibility is clear. 

Much of the recent state legislation 
passed on litter reduction or recycling 
laws is the result of strong citizen lob­
bying efforts. Earlier this year, New 
Jersey Governor Thomas Kean signed 
legislation making recycling the law in 
New Jersey with a goal of recycling 25% 
of all municipal solid waste within two 
years. 

A Solid Waste Management Act was 
recently passed in Connecticut, man­
dating a strategy to recycle not less than 
25% of the solid waste generated in the 
state after Jan. 1, 1991. The comprehen­
sive state-wide recycling program pro­
hibits all littering and violators are sub­
ject to penalties. 

In addition, a mandatory recycling bill 
passed in Philadelphia that could re­
quire all city residents and businesses 
to begin separating their trash into four 
categories was the first such legislation 
adopted by a major American city. The 
bill sets goals of recycling 25% of the ci­
ty's trash by 1989 and 50% by 1991. 
Residents who do not participate face a 
cutoff in their city trash collection 
service. 

The state of Illinois is now subsidizing 
recycling by businesses, local govern­
ments and non-profit groups. In 
Chicago, for example, some 85% of the 
2.5 million tons the city generates is 
landfilled and many of the landfills will 
close within four years. The city's goal 
is to reverse the percentage by 1997. 

In the nation's capital, a 15-month 
city-wide glass recycling program call­
ed " Operation Igloo-Glass Recycling" 
provides igloo-shaped receptacles in 
various locations for consumers to con­
tribute glass containers. Participants in 
the program include the Council of Chur­
ches, the D.C. Litter and Solid Waste 
Commission and the Dept. of Public 
Works. 

On the West Coast, Marin county in 
California has set a goal to push the 
county's recycling rate from 12 to 47 per­
cent by 1990. And in Anaheim, the 
California Glass Recycling Corporation 
is coordinating several projects, one of 
which helps hotels, restaurants and bars 
establish in-house recycling programs. 

Studies have shown that it takes ap­
proximately 21..-2 minutes a month for 
residents of a household to separate 
recyclable materials from their gar­
bage. According to Kelly McDaniel 
Whitney, executive director of the Clean 
Valley Council in Roanoke, Virginia, 
another state considering recycling, 
"it's just a matter of getting people in­
to the habit." 

The results of a successful program 
can have a significant impact : For 
every 100,0000 people who recycle half 
of the glass bottles and jars, 10 million 
bottles and jars a year can be recovered 
saving more than 1,600 cubic yards of 
landfill space. 

The glass industry is actively suppor­
ting recycling by sponsoring programs 

and public education campaigns. 
Special employee glass awareness com­
mittees to promote recycling programs 
have been set up at several glass com­
panies. Also, each company has 
developed its own in-house programs, 
ranging from shift competitions that in­
clude special employee awards to com­
munity outreach programs.

Hell 's Canyon, 7,900 feet down and the 
deepest part of the Grand Canyon, is the 
deepest gash in North America. 

The American Medical Association, 
the American College of Surgeons and 
the American College of Radiology were 
found guilty in U.S. District Court of 
having conspired to destroy the profes­
sion of chiropractic in the United 
States. 

The American Academy of Ortho­
pedic Surgeons was found to have 
"knowingly joined the conspiracy but to 
have ceased its participation in 1986 with 
no liklihood that AAOS would renew any 
boycott or conspiracy against chiroprac­
tors." 

In a 101-page opinion released Thurs­
day in Chicago, United States District 
Court Judge Susan Getzendanner ruled 
that the American Medical Association 
and its co-conspirators had violated the 
Sherman Antitrust laws of the United 
States. Judge Getzendanner ruled that 
they had done this by organizing a na­
tional boycott of doctors of chiropractice 
by medical physicians and hospitals us­
ing an ethics ban on interprofessional 
cooperation. 

The lengthy decision dealt a heavy 
blow to the credibility of the American 
Medical Association-the nation's 
largest medical trade association which 
represents the economic interests of 
some 250,000 of the nation's 500,000 
medical physicians. 

Judge Getzendanner ruled: 
I conclude that an injunction is 

necessary in this case. There are linger­
ing effects of the conspiracy; the AMA 
has never acknowledged the lawlessness 
of its past conduct and in fact to this day 
maintains that it has always been in 
compliance with the antitrust laws ; 
there has never been an affirmative 
statement by the AMA that it is ethical 
to associate with chiropractors; there 
has never been a public statement to 
AMA members of the admissions made 
in this court about the improved nature 
of chiropractic despite the fact that the 
AMA today claims that it made changes 
in its policy in recognition of the change 
and improvement in chiropractic; 
there has never been public retraction 
of the articles such as "The Right and 
Duty of Hospitals to Deny Chiropractor 
Access to Hospitals"; a medical physi­
cian has to very carefully read the cur­
rent AMA Judicial Council Opinions to 
realize that there has been a change in 
the treatment of chiropractors and the 
court cannot assume that members of 
the AMA pore over these opinions ; and 
finally, the systematic long-term wrong­
doing and the long-term intent to 
destroy a licensed profession suggests 
that an injunction is appropriate in the 
case. When all of these factors are con­
sidered in the context of this "private at­
torney general" antitrust suit, a proper 
exercise of the court's decision permits, 
and in my judgment requires, an injunc­
tion. <Opinion pp. 48-49). 

In 1943 the AMA was convicted of a 
criminal violation of the antitrust laws 
for its attempt to destroy an innovative 
and cost cutting health care insurance 
and delivery system in Washington, D.C. 
The conviction was upheld by the 
Supreme Court of the United States. 

Again, in 1982, the AMA was found 
guilty, by the Federal Trade Commis­
sion of a decades long, systematic viola­
tion of the antitrust laws for restricting 
informative advertising by medical 
physicians and for banning innovative 
group practice and medical physician 
hiring practices. Acting as attorneys for 
the Federal Trade Commission in this 
latter case, the United States Depart­
ment of Justice told the Supreme Court 
that the AMA's "long history of illegal 
behavior strongly supports the need for 
a remedy to reverse the effects of the 
restraints of trade they have imposed." 

There was also evidence that the AMA 
knew that chiropractic care of preg­
nant women greatly reduced the pain 
and suffering experienced by women 
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during the months leading up to and at 
the time of delivery, without the need for 
chemical pain killers that could be 
harmful to both mother and child. 
Evidence also demonstrated the ef­
ficacy of chiropractic care both in and 
out of a hospital setting. Testimony in­
dicated that few medical physicians 
were educated in or had the expertise of 
doctors of chiropractic in problems in­
volving the musculo skeletal system 
which comprises 60% of the body. The 
Court concluded: 

There also was some evidence before 
the Committee that chiropractic was 
effective-more effective than the 
medical profession in treating certain 
kinds of problems such as workmen's 
back injuries. The Committee on 
Quackery was also aware that some 
medical physicians believed chiroprac­
tic to be effective and that chiroprac­
tors were better trained to deal with 
musculoskeletal problems than most 
medical physicians. (Opinion p. 31). 

Recognizing in the early 1960's that 
more and more people were taking their 
musculo-skeletal problems to doctors of 
chiropractic the AMA moved forceful­
ly to undercut the rapid growth of the 
profession of chiropractic, now the na­
tion's second largest primary health 
care provider group. 

Judge Getzendanner, who heard 
evidence in the case from May 5 through 
July 2, 1987, ruled that the actions of the 
AMA and its co-conspirators over the 
last 25 years had resulted in serious 
damage to the competitive process in 
health care, the profession of 
chiropractic.

Dr. Charles Eison, director ot spon­
sored programs at WKU, savs six llUt of 
10 proposals submitted by the universi­
ty to external agencies were funded. 

The number of awards receivPd was 
97, and funds from federal agencies 
comprised 46 percent of the sponsored 
effort <approximately $1.6 mill:on \ vhile 
funds from state agencif:s make up 31 
percent <approximately $1 million). 

Other public agencies provided 15 per­
cent <about $600,000) while private agen­
cies comprised 7 percent of the total, or 
$2'59,000 funded through the sponsored 
programs office at WKU.

2 tsp. basil 
1 tsp. garlic powder 
4 tsp. oregano 
1/4 tsp. pepper 
Pizza Dough: 
1 package active dry yeast 
1 tbsp. sugar 
1 1/4 cups warm water (110 to 115 

degrees) 
3 1/4 cups whole wheat flour 
1/2 tsp. salt 
1 1/2 tbsp. olive oil 
2-3 tbsp. corn meal 

In a small bowl combine the yeast and 
sugar, add the water and stir. Yeast 
should become active and bubbly ap­
pearing within five minutes. 

Place 3 cups of the flour in a large 
bowl and stir in the salt. Form a well in 
the center of the flour, pour in the yeast 
mixture and add 1 tablespoon of the oil. 
Stir in the flour/yeast mixture until it 
begins to mass together, but is still soft. 

Turn the dough onto a floured surface 
and begin to knead it. Slowly add there­
maining 1/4 cup of flour until the dough 
is no longer sticky. Continue to knead un­
til the dough is smooth, shiny and 
elastic, about 10 minutes or so.

Prospects Reduced 
By Dry, Hot August 

As a result of above-normal 
temperatures and below-normal 
precipitation in August, the Sept. 1 
forecast for crop yields is reduced from 
the August predictions. 

"Soybeans and pastures show the 
sharpest decline in condition," said 
Agricutlure Commissioner David 
Boswell. "Rain right now will help the 
pastures and late planted corn and soy­
beans boost their potential. Burley 
seems to be in good shape with more 
than 80 percent of the crop cut and in 
barns." 

Soybean yields, especially late planted 
beans, are heavily dependent on 
favorable August and September 
weather for growth. Because of the 
August weather conditions, the forecast 
for soybean production is down 12 per­
cent from last month to 30.6 million 
bushels. This is 18 percent below the 1986 
yield. 

As of Sept. 4, the condition of the crop 
was rated 4 percent very poor, 26 per­
cent poor, 52 percent fair and only 18 
percent good by reporters for the Ken­
tucky Agricultural Statistics Service. 

Rain would still help late beans, but 
nearly one-fourth of the soybeans have 
reached the shedding leaves stage of 
maturity or beyond. Right now, farmers 
can expect 30 bushels per acre from 
their crop. 

Soybean production for the nation is 
expected to total 1.96 billion bushels, 
down 2 percent from last month. In 1986, 
2.01 billion bushels were produced. 

Corn for grain production is forecast 
at 117.3 million bushels, 3 percent below 
the Aug. 1 forecast and 16 percent less 
than 1986. 

Corn harvest is underway in many 
areas, and early yields are good to ex­
cellent. The average yield is forecast at 
102 bushels per acre. Acres planted to 
corn are down 25 percent from a year 
ago. 

Corn production for the nation is 
forecast at 7.14 billion bushels. This is 
slightly down from last month's forecast 
of 7.23 billion bushels and considerably 
lower than the 8.25 billion bushels pro­
duced in 1986. Per-acre yield is forecast 
at 119.9 bushels. 

• 

Burley production is still expected to 
reach 315 million pounds, 10 percent 
more than 1986. With cutting more than 
80 percent complete, the 1987 harvest 
season will be one of the earliest on 
record. Yields are reported as variable. 

Dark tobacco is expected to be down 
nearly 40 percent from 1986 because of 
sharply reduced acreage allotments and 
slightly lower yields. 

Burley production in the eight-state 
Burley Belt is expected to total 472 
million pounds. This compares with 
407.9 million pounds produced in 1986.

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Food Index Is Down 
As Beef Cost Drops

Beef provided most of the sizzle in 
August food prices during an otherwise 
stable month at the supermarket 
counter. Falling beef prices dropped the 
Kentucky Farm Bureau marketbasket 
average 1.2 percent below the July level, 
leaving the index 80 cents lower at 
$63.48. 

It was the second monthly price drop 
for the retail marketbasket of foods 
since prices peaked in June. However, 
the August index remained nearly 6 per­
cent above the year-ago level of $59.98. 

The five beef items on the survey 
dropped better than 6 percent in average 
cost. Rib eye steaks dropped 44 cents a 
pound to $5.11 and T-hone steaks were 
41 cents lower, averaging$4.76 a pound. 
Sirloin roast and pot roast were also 
lower, while ground beef edged up a 
nickel. The composite cost of the five 
cuts was better than a dollar below the 
July figure. 

Beef's main competitors at the meat 
counter, pork and poultry, showed little 
price movement during the month. Also 
relatively stable were dairy and grain­
based foods. Aside from beef, only fruits 
and vegetables registered a significant 
price change, rising 2.3 percent. 

The stable pricing among the groups 
didn't preclude changes in the tabs on 
individual items. Among the price 
gainers were such staples as bacon, 15 
cents a pound higher at $2.30; vanilla ice 
cream jumped 17 cents to an average 
$1.80 for a half-gallon; Idaho potatoes 
gained 14 cents to $2.78 for a 10-pound 
bag; and iceberg lettuce, at 93 cents a 
head, registered a 13-cent boost. 

Included with the August price 
decliners were pork spare ribs, 25 cents 
less, at $1.82 a pound; cut-up fryers, 
down 12 cents selling at 71 cents per 
pound; red delicious apples down a dime 
to 79 cents a pound; and tomatoes off 11 
cents a pound to 69 cents on average. 

ANALYSIS 
The drop in retail beef prices follows 

a slight decline in the prices of live 
market animals, says Kentucky Farm 
Bureau market analyst Jeff Hall. But 
don't expect much more of a reduction, 
Hall tells consumers. In fact, he 
wouldn't be surprised to see even higher 
cattle prices- and thus higher retail tabs 
on beef cuts- into 1988. 

Producers are selling slightly more 
animals now as pastures dry up, he 
notes, but those marketing patterns will 
likely shrink in the winter through next 
spring. Lower numbers on the market 
will mean reduced meat supplies and 
higher prices, he predicts, though that 
price trend could be moderated if shop­
pers switch to other products. 

One such competitor, pork, could well 
be on its way to lower prices if current 
production increases continue as pro­
jected. Hall says hog prices could fall $10 
a head or more by November, signall­
ing lower supermarket prices. 

Grain prices will continue to en­
courage the production of meat animals, 
he predicted, rising only slightly from 
current harvest-season lows into 1988. 
LOCAL NUMBERS 

Dry Ridge had the lowest local 
marketbasket average in August while 
Louisville showed up at the high end of 
the range. Overall, volunteers working 
through Kentucky Farm Bureau Women 
canvassed retail food prices in 18 Ken­
tucky communities. 

Those local figures were Dry Ridge, 
55.64; Greenup, 59.21; Scottsville, 59.33; 
Glasgow, 60.09; Salyersville, 61.73; 
Greensburg, 61.84; Morehead, 61.93; 
Hopkinsville, 62.20; Elizabethtown, 
63.21. 
FOOD FACTS- BEEF 

The average cost of choice beef, ac­
cording to the most recent USDA 
figures, is $2.32 per pound. Of that, 
farmers who grow the cattle receive 
about $1.26, or not quite 54 percent of the 
money that consumers pay for beef. 

Farmers don't actually get $1.26 a 
pound for their live cattle, but that's the 
equivalent of what they receive from the 
usable portion of the animal. Only about 
432 pounds of sellable beef cuts are carv­
ed from a 1,000-pound steer. 

Of that 432 pounds, relatively small 
portions comprise the highest quality 
beef cuts which are favorites with 
backyard barbecuers and restaurant 
patrons.

Seniors Targeted 
For Winter Help 

There are new SWAT Teams being 
established in Kentucky. They will be 
armed with energy education and low­
cost weatherization materials and their 
target is senior citizens. 

Seniors Weatherization And Training, 
to be known as SWAT, is a pilot effort 
being conducted by the Kentucky 
Energy Cabinet. It is composed of nine 
community-based partnerships of 
businesses, government agencies, non­
profit groups, civic and religious 
organizations, and individuals who care 
about the energy needs of their senior 
citizens. Its goals are to provide in-home 
energy education counseling and low­
cost weatherization measures to benefit 
seniors-all services will be provided by 
senior volunteers. 

Seniors 55 years of age or older, 
regardless of income, who own and oc­
cupy their homes are eligible and there 
is no charge for SWAT services. 

Senior volunteers counsel their peers 
on how to maintain a comfortable home 
climate during every season of the year 
without risk to their health or safety and 
also install simple, easy-to-do 
weatherization materials. , 

Funds or materials for the low-cost 
weatherization are raised at the local 
level. 

Training sessions on every education 
counseling and weatherization techni­
ques are being conducted for SWAT 
Team volunteers in nine pilot areas dur­
ing the last two weeks of September.

The Trojans, less than 150 yards offen­
sively, have struggled with scoring 
points lately, and against Johns Creek, 
their only touchdown came from a 
special teams play. 

After the Bearca ts broke the scoring 
ice with a touchdown in the first quarter, 
Vic Cotton, on the ensuing kickoff, 
returned the pigskin 95 yards for Wheel­
wright's only score of the football game. 

Cotton's return for touchdown was the 
third kick Wheelwright has run back for 
a score this season. 

"We've got a pretty good play for 
that," Johnson said about his kickoff 
return unit. "Now if we could get our of­
fense to play as well as our return team 
does, we would be all right." 

Unfortunately for Wheelwright, their 
biggest weapon has to come following 
the oppostion's score, unless it's the 
game's opening kickoff. 

Offensively the Trojans were expected 
to feature an explosive running attack 
this season, but that hasn' t been a fac­
tor since their opening game win over 
Elkhorn City. 

" It's just a mixture of the line not 
blocking as well as it should, and the 
backs not hitting the hole the way they 

should. That just about hits the nail on 
the head," Johnson explained. 

Johnson says the 1-4 record isn't really 
a true example of Wheelwright's season, 
and the coach says if his offense gets 
well soon, the Trojans may still make 
living tough for their football opponents. 

"Defensively, we feel that we can play 
with anybody, and if we ever get our of­
fense going, we're going to beat some 
people." 

Beating people hasn't been common­
place for the Trojans this season, but 
they haven't exactly been dominated 
themselves. 

"It's about to kill me," Johnson said, 
referring to the Trojans' four close loses. 
" We're trying to keep the players' 
morale up. We keep telling them that 
there is just that little missing link that 
prevents us from winning. " 

Wheelwright doesn't have an easy 
week to get their offense healthy either. 
This Friday night at Brackett Field the 
Trojans will take on Prestonsburg, a 
team that has enjoyed success the past 
two weeks. 

On a two-game winning streak, the 
Blackcats roll into Wheelwright having 
defeated their last two opponents, Bet­
sy Layne and Paintsville, by a combin­
ed score of 70-8. 

"They run the wishbone, and they 
have two good backs in Harris and 
Crace, but I think the key to stopping 
their option is stopping their quarter­
back," Johnson said. 

Prestonsburg, 3-1 on the season, got 
over 250 yards rushing Friday night 
from their backfield duo of Harris and 
Crace in downing Paintsville, 41-6. 

The Trojans earlier lost to Paintsville.

Offensive Line Play Impressive 
In P'burg Win Over Paintsvill 

Offensive lineman, although an in­
tegral part of any football team, have 
developed a reputation as being the 
Rodney Dangerfields of the gridiron 
working hard but rarely getting respect 
for it. 

They never make headlines and infre­
quently see their names in print. No 
stats are kept on them, the only people 
on the field that can't quote numbers to 
prove their effectiveness. 

Offensive linemen are almost forgot­
ten people in most promotion and praise 
efforts, but Friday night Prestonsburg 
High School football players were quick 
to compliment the performance of a 
youthful offensive line. 

"That line is great. All of them did a 
great job tonight," Johnny Ray Harris, 
Blackcat running back said, praising the 
blocking effort he and running mate 
Jimmy Joe Crace had just received in 
Prestonsburg's 41-6 thrashing of 
Paintsville. 

In Friday's victory over the Tigers, 
Harris rambled for 87 yards and two 
touchdowns, but the 5'7," 145-pound 
tailback was interested in attention for 
his offensive line rather than personal 
accomplishments. 

"They blew.Paintsville off the ball," 
Harris continued his appreciation. "I 
just can't say enough about the way our 
line played tonight." 

With fullback Jimmy Joe Crace 
leading the way, Prestonsburg ran, 
passed, and caught for a total of 365 
yards behind their inspired line play. 

"Jimmy Joe had a great game," Har­
ris said. "Jimmy Joe is a great person, 
and a great athlete, and tonight he really 
showed his potential. Every night you 
try your best, but sometimes things 
don't go your way. Jimmy Joe had . 
everything going for him tonight." 

Crace, a 5'11," 185-pound fullback, led 
the .Blackcats in rushing with 184 yards 
on 20 carries. He also scored one of Pres­
tonsburg's six touchdowns. 

Brent Hackworth, senior quarterback, 
enjoyed one of his best rushing games 
of the season, running for 44 yards on 
five carries. 

Hackworth produced Prestonsburg's 
first huge gainer, in a game that produc­
ed several big gainers for the Blackcats.

After three plays, Paintsville found 
themselves punting from their own five­
yard line.

Prestonsburg, following a Tiger turn­
over on their first possession of the se­
cond half, increased their lead to 28-0 
when quarterback Tim Trusty con-· 
nected with Derrick Johnson on an 
18-yard pass play. 

Operating behind a line consisting of

need to know in the first grade. The 
author spoke of being honest, sharing, 
and not starting trouble. 

I have also talked to retired teachers 
about education in the early years, and 
listened to them tell of the old one room 
schools. ''When you graduated from the 
eighth grade then, you had a good educa­
tion. An eighth grade education was as 
good as a high school one today," a 
former superintendent of Magoffin 
County schools once told me. 

"Teachers today would jump in the 
ocean to try to keep from getting wet 
from the rain,'' another former educator 
told me. 

People talk of poor education in 
eastern Kentucky, and I guess it's true, 
but maybe if we would teach what is 
needed and will be used, then school life 
would be more beneficial.

Jubilation and celebration began 
throughout Reds Land. Eric Davis was 
the latest phenomena in major league 
baseball, and Kal Daniels was poised to 
fill a vacancy in left field. 

The Big Red Machine is back, many 
fans thought. 

But somewhere between that tremen­
dous start and their latest series in San

Kentucky will continue their quest for 
a bowl appearance this Saturday eve­
ning, taking on Rutgers in the Meadow­
lands. 

While UK was beating up on Indiana 
in Kentucky, Louisville was showing 
their football ability, playing even with 
Purdue across the border. 

The Cardinals led 14-3 in the first half, 
but was forced to settle with a 22-22 tie, 
and had to come from behind for that. 

Trailing 22-14 late in the contest, 
Louisville rallied for a touchdown, then 
scored a successful two-point conversion 
to earn a tie. 

The Cardinals, 1-1-1, will play at home 
this Saturday against Murray State. 

Eastern Kentucky University also en­

The Reds, losing key players to injury 
while failing to fill obvious needs, didn't 
adjust to the hand the season dealt th~m.

Cincinnati won't win a National 
League West title. San Francisco will. 

The Reds, trailing by seven games go­
ing into last night's game with San 
Diego, led the Western Division from 
early May through early August-until 
the Giants captured their first place 
seat. 

Early last month, Cincinnati was a 
happy little town along the Ohio River. 
At least it's baseball fans were happy. 
The Reds held a five-game l~d over San 
Francisco heading for llie 1Bay, but 
about then was when the wheels fell off. 

First came a four-game sweep at the 
hands of the Giants in San Francisco, 
and Cincinnati continued to fall from 
grace, losing the top divisional spot and 
a chance at the pennant. 

Recently the Reds had an opportuni­
ty to once again hand San Francisco a 
crushing blow, but the tide turned and 
Cincinnati did the crushing, but to 
themselves. 

Trailing by five games, the Reds lost 
two of three games at home to SF, and 
ever since then Cincinnati, and the rest 
of the baseball world, have conceded the 
Western Division to San Francisco. 

Many chances, mostly head-to-head 
with the Giants, passed by while the 
Reds continued to lose at the hands of 
their worst enemy, finishing at 7-11 
against San Francisco. 

Even to the very end, Cincinnati had 
trouble with the Giants, but to the very 
end Nick Esasky made trouble for the 
Giants. 

Although it was too little, too late for 
Cincinnati, their first baseman wanted 
to leave bhind a reminder, maybe even 
a promise for more to come next season, 
or even later. 

With the game tied and two out, 
Esasky, enjoying his best season ever, 

cranked one out of Candlestick Park, 
Sunday, with the bases loaded, power­
ing the Reds to a 10-6 victory in their 
final 1987 game with San Francisco. 

Esasky's grand slam homerun, one of 
three homeruns Cincinnati hit Sunday, 
gave the Reds the 10-6 advantage while 
John Franco shut the Giants down in the 
bottom of the ninth. 

Esasky's blast came in the top of the 
ninth when the Reds scored five times. 

With the win, Cincinnati salvaged one 
victory in the two-game series in San 
Francisco, evening the series and the 
road trip. 

Saturday, however, wasn't as plea­
sant for the Reds. 

Jose Uribe drilled a two-run homerun, 
and Mike Lacoss wove his magic again 
over his former teammates. 

Lacoss worked six and one-third inn­
ings, giving up one run, a Kal Daniels 
leadoff homerun, to post his third win 
over Cincinnati, his former team, 5-l, 
Saturday. 

Tom Browning, Cincinnati's tough 
luck starter, suffered the loss. Brown­
ing, 7-13, gave up three earned runs but 
was still tagged with the loss. 

Before going to San Francisco, the 
Reds split a doubleheader with the Los 
Angeles Dodgers, winning the opener, 
3-2, and dropping the nightcap, 6-3. 

Eric Davis slammed his 37th homerun 
of the season, a solo shot in the fifth in­
ning, and Davis drove in Tracy Jones in 
the top of the lOth with the eventual 
game-winning run. 

John Franco, 8-5, was credited with 
the win in relief of Dennis Rasmussen. 
Fernando Valenzuela, who worked all10 
innings, suffered the loss, his 14th 
against 12 wins. 

The 'round about the middle' left­
bander gave up 10 innings, struck out 
eight, walked three, and all three runs 
were earned. 

Los Angeles, in the second game, 
scored two early runs off Ted Power, 
Cincinnati starter, and went on to earn 
a doubleheader split, winning 6-3. 

Kal Daniels, Reds' left fielder, hit two 
homeruns Sunday, driving in three runs, 
and scoring four. Eric Davis, with a fly 
out, drove in this 100th of the season, but 
finished Sunday's game under .300, the 
first time he has done that this season. 

The Reds, merely finishing out the 
season, returned home last night to start 
their final homestand of the season. 

Cincinnati, with the magic number of 
elimination standing at six, will play San 
Diego tonight and Tlmrsday, before 
welcoming in Houston for a three-game 
weekend series beginning Friday. 

Atlanta comes to town Monday for a 
two-game stand, representing the final 
home games of 1987 for the Reds. 

Spotted Bass Size Limit 
To Be Removed By State 

A proposal to remove the 12-inch size 
limit on Kentucky spotted bass state­
wide has been approved by the Ken­
tucky Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources Commission. 

The regulation is scheduled to become 
effective January 1, 1988, pending 
legislative process, and applies to all 
lakes, rivers and streams in the state. 

Gerard Buynak, black bass biologist 
who drafted the proposal, says harvest 
information shows that the Kentucky 
spotted bass resource is almost entire­
ly wasted under the 12-inch minimum 
size limit. Most Kentucky spotted bass 
die of natural causes before reaching 12 
inches because of slow growth rates and 
a short life span. 

There are some Kentucky spotted 
bass which do reach 12 inches and 
above, yet they represent an insignifi­
cant percentage of the tqtal Kentucky 
spotted bass population and comprise a 
very small portion of the bass harvest. 

For example, according to creel 
surveys, the Kentucky spotted bass 
harvest at Grayson Lake under a 15-inch 
minimum size limit was zero from 
1982-86, although 67 percent of Grayson's 
total bass population are Kentucky spot­
ted bass. Two other Jakes, Cave Run and 
Dewey, where the size limit on Kentucky 
spotted bass has already been lifted, 
showed similar results prior to the size 
limit removal. 

"Removing the size limit statewide 
has two major advantages for the 
angler," said Buynak. "He will be able 
to harvest Kentucky spotted bass with 

·a much greater frequency and at the 
same time help reduce competition for 
food between Kentucky spotted bass, 

largemouth bass and smallmouth bass." 
"Reducing the numbers of Kentucky 

spotted bass and thereby lessening com­
petition between bass species will allow 
the largemouth and smallmouth, which 
are the more desirable and sought after 
of the three major bass species, to in­
crease in size and numbers," Buynak 
added. 

Although all lakes will benefit from 
the removal of the size limit, lakes such 
as those in Eastern Kentucky that have 
a smaller bait fish population will 
benefit most. Many of the Eastern Ken­
tucky lakes have high percentages of 
Kentucky spotted bass in relation to the 
other two major bass species. 

Laurel River Lake's total bass popula­
tion is 89 percent Kentucky spotted bass. 
Likewise, Fishtrap Lake has 80 percent 
Kentucky spotted bass compared to 
largemouth and smallmouth. Grayson 
Lake has 67 percent Kentucky spotted 
bass and Cave Run, 61 percent. 

The overall percentage of Kentucky 
spotted bass versus smallmouth and 
largemouth populations for 16 of the ma­
jor lakes is 47 percent, which equals one­
quarter of the total bass weight in these 
lakes . The removal of the 12-inch size 
limit may decrease the population 
percentage and allow harvest of Ken­
tucky spotted bass that is currently not 
available to fishermen. 

''This resource management decision 
should prove to be beneficial for all 
fishermen. There will be more oppor­
tunity to harvest Kentucky spotted bass 
and more larger smallmouth and 
largemouth to catch,'' Buynak 
concluded.

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Growing Deer Population 
Is Problem For Farmer 

• Increasing deer populations in Ken­
tucky may mean good news for hunters, 
but farmers may have a growing cause 
for concern. 

Deer cause significant damage to 
crops and orchards, and there isn't 
much that farmers can do about it. 

"Soybean fields are like ice cream to 
deer," said Fred Servello, Extension 
wildlife specialist with the University of 
Kentucky College of Agriculture. "About 
all you can do is not plant the beans in 
the fields next to wooded areas that deer 
hide in. That's not an option for most 
farmers.'' 

Morris Bitzer, Extension grains 
specialist, confirmed the growing prob-

• lem. In fact, one of UK's experimental 
plots to determine soybeans' effec­
tiveness for renovating strip-mined land 
was ruined this year by damage from 
deer. 

People have tried various remedies 
for the deer problem, mostly with 
negligible results. Some in eastern Ken­
tucky have used different brands of 
soap, Bitzer said. The smell seems to 
repel deer, but this solution seems to be 
practical only for very small plots of 
land. Human hair placed on fence posts 
may work for awhile, but as soon as a 
rain comes, the hair is gone. 

~ Servello said research has been done 
on numerous repellants. The best that 
can be said for any of them is that they 
are of limited use on any but small 
garden-sized plots. 

Kentucky Afield ... 

"It is nearly impossible to keep deer 
out of soybeans," he said. "The best 
means is a fence at least eight feet high. 
Most farmers can't afford that kind of 
fencing for their cropland. " 

About the best thing a farmer ex­
periencing damage from deer can do is 
to encourage more intensive hunting on 
his property during hunting season, 
Servello said. Although some lan­
downers don't allow public hunting on 
their lands, those who have a deer prob­
lem would be doing themselves a favor. 

"Effective use of the legal deer season 
is probably the best way to control deer 
populations," he said. "By permitting 
hunting, the landowner gives the public 
access to a public resource while at the 
same time reducing deer damage prob­
lems." 

Because a single landowner rarely 
controls all the land a deer uses, 
neighboring owners should cooperate in 
allowing their lands to be hunted by the 
public, he said. 

Where extreme damage is being done, 
and the damage is verified by a state 
wildlife conservation officer, it is possi­
ble to obtain a special permit to shoot 
deer out of season. However, after a 
deer is killed, the landowner is not allow­
ed to keep the carcass for meat and 
must call the officer for its removal. 
That seems a shame when many 
hunters would gladly do the job in 
season, Servello said. 

Kentucky Baitcasting Reels 
Displayed In Frankfort 

it The Kentucky Historical Society in 
Frankfort is currently featuring a 
special public display of handcrafted 
Kentucky Baitcasting Reels made dur­
ing the early 1800s through the 
mid-1900s. 

Several Kentucky jewelers, watch­
makers and silversmiths of this era 
were responsible for pioneering and 
developing fine quality, precision reels 
that were a basis for the modern reels 
manufactured today. 

George W. Snyder of Paris is credited 
with developing the first Kentucky 

ultiplier-type fishing reel in the 1820s. 
·s work was improved upon by the 

Meek and Milam family of Frankfort 
and Louisville from the mid 1800s 
through the early 1900s. Members of 
these two families probably contributed 
more to the development, design and ad­
vancement of quality than any other 
reelmakers in the state. 

The reels on display are made 
primarily from German silver, brass, or 
gold with ivory handles. The sizes and 
styles are varied, but all served the pur­
pose of increasing the amount of line 
that could be wound on the spool with a 
turn of the handle and increasing casting 

'stance for fishing in the miles of Ken­
tucky waterways. 

With the introduction of English-made 
multipying reel to America, Kentucky 
watchmakers and jewelers took the pro­
duct and improved and adapted it s~i­
fically to the type of fishing in Kentucky. 
At that time, most fishing was in 
streams, rivers and ponds, since the ma­
jor lakes we have today were not yet 
impounded. 

Nevertheless, Kentucky anglers need­
ed better quality equipment to match the 
quality fishing opportunities that were 
also available at that time, so people like 
the Meeks, Milams, Sages, Fulliloves 
and others set out to produce the best 
reels possible. 

'- Developments such as spiral gearing, 
provisions for retaining oil without gum­
ming up the mechanism and jeweling 
the bearings made anglers better equip­
ped to handle bass, muskie and other 
larger stream species. Until these reels 

-were available, most fishing was done 
with long cane or wooden poles with a 
line tied to the end, which limited 
anglers considerably both in the amount 
of water they could cover and their abili­
ty to land large fish. 

The art of handcrafting reels in Ken­
tuc)ty starting declining in the first 
quarter of the 20th century, as machines 
became replacements for hand labor. 
Work that had previously been done by 
hand gave way to newer technology that 

ed up manufacturing. The death of 
Clarence Gayle of Frankfort in 1947 

l markfi!O the end of the era of handmade 
Kentucky Reels, but the appreciation of 
their craft is very much alive. 

I Most of the reels, tools and other 
historical items on display have been 
assembled from Kentucky Reel collec­
tors across the country. According to 
Holly Schaper-Scott, curatorial assistant 
for the Historical Society, some o( the 
reels and collections are valued at 
$10-20,000.

Fatal Deer Disease 
Won't Affect Season 

Despite what wildlife officials call 
"widespread rumors," the hunting 
season for whitetail deer in Western 
Kentucky has not been cancelled and 
will not be. 

The stories of hunting season cancella­
tion began circ~ating after Department 
of Fish and Wildlife Resources person­
nel were alerted to the deaths of a 
number of deer in the Hopkins­
Muhlenberg-Ohio-County area the end of 
August. 

The culprit is epizooctic hemorrhagic 
disease, says John Phillips, deer 
biologist for the department, and has 
thus far killed approximately 50 deer of 
an estimated 30,000 in the area. 

The viral disease, which Phillips says 
is always present in the deer herd, rare­
ly attracts public attention, and is not a 
threat to either public health or to 
domestic animals. Presence of the 
disease among Kentucky deer provides 
no health threat to anyone consuming 
venison, and any deer taken in Kentucky 
is safe for human consumption. 

According to Dr. Randy Davidson, 
veterinarian of the Southeast Wildlife 
Disease Study Center in Athens, Ga., 
epizootic hemorrhagic disease is spread 
by one species of biting insect and the 
outbreak will slow when the weather 
cools and will end with the first frost. 
The change in weather will kill the car­
rier insects. The disease usually affects 
fewer than 25 percent of the animals in 
a local herd but once an individual deer 
is infected its chances of survival are on­
ly about 20 percent. 

Domestic cattle may host the disease, 
but are not .affected by it and do not 
display symptoms. 

Roberts Wins

ners from Indiana and Kentucky. Rick 
Roberts, of Allen, and Louisville's Daryl 
Keesley led the field through the first 
mile. 

Roberts made· his move midway 
through the race and built a 50 yard lead 
by mile two. Roberts raced through the 
rain soaked course to post a 16:53 win. 

Keesley was second in 17:13. Larry 
Williams, of Louisville, made it an all 
Kentucky top three finish with an 18:03 
finish.

Kentucky Fishing Report 
Frankfort, Ky ., .september 21 

-Fishing activity over the September 
19-20 weekend was light to moderate 
statewide. Cooler daytime highs and 
evening lows dropped most lake water 
temperatures into the 70s; which is a 
sign that the fall fishing season has ar­
rived. Bass, bluegill and crappie con­
tinue to be caught most consistently. The 
lake-by-lake rundown, as reported by 
conservation officers or creel clerks at 
each lake:

Boyd reports that catfish were hit­
chicken livers and minnows along secon­
dary creek channels 12-15 feet deep; 
black bass were hitting jigs and deep 
running crankbaits along deep rocky 
points 8-10 feet deep; white bass were 
hitting small spinners over secondary 
creek channels 15-17 feet deep; clear, 
stable at three feet below summer pool 
and 79 degrees. 

BARKLEY: Creel Clerk Norman 
Brantley reports that black bass were 
hitting crankbaits and plastic worms off 
gravel points and along rip-rapped 
banks 2-10 feet deep; bluegill .were hit- · 
ting red worms, crickets and poppers off 
rocky banks from the surface to about 
six feet deep; clear, stable at three feet 
below summer pool and 78 degrees. 

BARREN RIVER: Creel ClerK Ralph 
Shipley reports that black bass were hit­
ting crankbaits off steep banks 6-12 feet 
deep; crappie were hitting minnows 
over brushpiles 10-15 feet deep; in the 
tailwaters, trout were stocked last week 
and were hitting corn; clear, falling, 
one-half foot below summer pool and 79 
degrees. 

NOLIN: Conservation Officer James 
Shipp reports that crappie were hitting 
minnows and jigs over cover about 9-12 
feet deep; black bass w.ere hitting 
plastic worms off deep points in 10-15" 
feet of water; clear to murky, stable at 
three feet below summer pool _and 78 
degrees. 

ROUGH RIVER: Conservation Of- · 
ficer Harold Belt reports that crappie 
were hitting minnows over brush and 
cover 6-12 feet deep; black bass were hit­
ting plastic worms and crankbaits off 
rocky points and along stump rows 6-12 
feet deep; clear, falling, two feet below 
summer pool and 77 degrees. 

TAYLORSVILLE: Creel Clerk Bruce 
Raine reports that black bass were tak­
ing plastic worms and crank baits along 
outer and secondary tree lines and 
around fish attractors 10-15 feet deep; 
bluegill were hitting worms and crickets 
off shallow banks near stick ups 4-8 feet 
deep; murky, stable at four feet below 
summer pool and 77 degrees. 

HERRINGTON: Conservation Officer 
J.O. Burkhead reports that black bass 
were hitting plastic worms and crank­
baits along shoreline cover 5-10 feet 
deep; bluegill were active on worms and 
crickets over submerged cover 4-10 feet 
deep; low water level is preventing 
launching at some ramps; clear, falling, 
25 feet below summer pool and 78 
degrees. 

GREEN RIVER: Creel Clerk John 
Williams reports that crappie were tak­
ing minnows around stick ups in 3-8 feet 
of water; black bass were hitting buzz­
baits and crankbaits over stickups 1-8 
feet deep; clear, stable at summer pool 
and 77 degrees.

PFD: Isn't Your tife Worth One?. 
If you have a 14-foot flat-bottom boat 

powered by an electric motor for a small 
lake or pond, you might not see the 
necessity of wearing a personal flotation 
device (PFD)-but you should because 
one of every four fatalities are drown­
ings from small boats. But put yourself 
in a bass boat powered by a 150 h.p. V-6 
outboard motor, and you'd better think 
twice about leaving it on the floor! 

Ken Cook, Evinrude Outboards Pro 
Staff member, best sums up the reason 
for wearing a PFD: "You ought to use 
it so you can go fishing again 
tomorrow! " 
. There are many PFDs on the market 
and I'm sure that you've seen a great 
variety of them at discount department 
:;tores, your local bait shop and marinas. 
But what kind is best for bass fishing? 
What do you look for in a vest designed 
for angling? 

"As far as picking one out," Cook ex­
plains, "I have one that I prefer over 
anything that I've seen before. It's a 
jacket that's being marketed for skiers, 
it's a racing jacket. It has a zipper but 
it also has straps and underarm pads 
that protect your rib cage. Most jackets 
have big arm holes to make them easier 
to get in and out of. But that leaves your· 
rib cage on bOth sides exposed. If you do 
hit the water at a high rate of speed, the 
impact could knock you out because of 
the b'low to your rib cage. It has a neck 
roll collar to minimize whiplash and it 
has leg straps." 

Another favorite of the bass tourna­
ment circuit is the Johnson Pro Team 
Bass Vest. "I think it's a very innovative 
design, with the straps that clip around 
your belt so that it won't ride up," says 
Randy Fite, Johnson Outboards Pro 
Staff member. "It also features an '0-
ring' for the kill switch and handy 
pockets." 

But there are still drawbacks to PFDs 
for fishermen, according to Fite. "Some 
PFDs are so cumbersome that they real­
ly don't give me enough mobility for my 
style of fishing. I think the next step will 
be when somegne can come up with a 
PFD that is attractive, comfortable and 
yet could float you upright if you were 
unconscious in the water." 

No matter who you talk with, all the 
pros agree that you ought to secure your 
life vest before you turn your motor on 
and that the PFD should be worn at all 
times while on the water, whether or not 
the boat is moving. 

Cook also makes a few more recom­
mendations that make a lot of sense. 

"I would recommend that anyone who 
wears a PFD wear one that fits tight. If 
you end up in the water, especially if the 
water is cold and assuming you're not 
unconscious, you tire easily and lose 
energy and strength. The next thing you 
know, your arms are above your head 
and ... zip, you're jacket's off because of 
the big arm holes and lack of tightness 
around the body. It's got to be tight 
enough to cling to your torso so you 

won't come out of it. I think l~g straps 
are by far the best choice in that type of 
situation." 

There's also one more piece of advtce 
Cook gives : "I never start my engine 
without putting my jacket on (in accor­
dance with bass tournament rules> 
because I've got two little boys and I 
want to be their daddy from now on! '' 

Those are the two best reasons I've 
ever heard.

THE DEPRESSION SIDE EFFECTS 
Some medications can cause depression as a side ef­

fect. This kind of depression can usually be stopped by 
discontinuing the medicine. If a medication-induced 
depression is allowed to persist' for a long time, it may 
progress to an environmental type requiring further 
treatment. However, a medication should never be stop­
ped without a physician's full knowledge and approval. 
If it is thought that a medicine is responsible for causing 
depression, the situation should be discussed with the doc­
tor. It may be possible to substitute another drug that has 
the same therapeutic effect but does not cause depres­
sion. Beta blockers, antihistamines, high blood pressure 
drugs, sedatives, tranquilizers, and other medications 
that depress the central nervous system can cause symp­
toms of depression.

The Floyd County School District's Master Educational Improvement 
Plan was developed by students, parents, teachers and school 
administrators during the 1985-86 school year and was adopted by 
the Floyd County Board of Education on November 6, 1985 and approved 
by the Kentucky Department of Education. 

The goals, objectives and activities developed by the committee were 
determined by the results of the district's 1985 KEST-CTBS testing 
program, student average daily attendance, and the student drop-out 
rate. 

Based upon these needs assessment documents, the MEIP Committee 
established the following goals: 

GRADE 3 GOAL: 

All Floyd County students in grade three (3) will improve to a mean 
score of the 50th NCE in read~ng, spelling, and mathematics as 
demonstrated by their KEST test results in 1986. 
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RESULTS: ~7/i 
Based upon the 1986 KEST testing program results, the students as 
fourth grade students did not atta1n the 50th NCE in reading (49.8), 
spell~ng (40.9), or mathematics (49.3). However, those same students, 
who were 5th grade students in 1987, did attain the goal in mathe­
matics with a 55.3 NCE score. Also, spelling scores improved to a 
NCE score of 46.8. However, those students have not attained the 
50th NCE in spelling (46.8) or reading (48.0). 

GRADE 5 GOAL: 

Students in grade five (5) in April 1985, will improve to a mean 
score of the 50th NCE in reading, spelling, language and reference 
skills. 

RESULTS: 

Based upon the results of the April 1986 KES1 testing program, the 
students as sixth (6) grade students did attain a mean score of 51.0 
NCE in reading. However, as sixth grade students, they did not 
attain a mean score of the 50th NCE in language (46.9), spelling 
(37.4) or reference skills (47.1). As seventh grade students in 1986-
87, they did attain the goal of 50th NCE in language and reference 
skills with scores of 54.5 NCE in language skills with scores of 54.5 
NCE in language and 50.9 in reference skills. However, they have not 
attained the 50th NCE score in spelling, but showed significant gain 
from 37.4 in 1986, to 48.1 NCE in 1987. 

GRADE 7 GOAL: 

Students in grade seven ( 7 ). in April 1985 will improve to the 50th 
NCE in reading, spelling, language and reference skiils in 1986. 

RESULTS: 

aased upon the results of the April 1986 KEST testing program, as 
eighth grade students in 1986, they attained or exceeded the 50th 
NCE in reading (53.3), language (52.1), reference skills (54.8). 
They did not attain the 50th NCE in spelling (40.1). As ninth (9th) 
grade students in 1987, they still did not attain the stated goal 
in spelling but did improve to a NCE score of 47.3. 

GRADE 10 GOAL: 

Students in grade ten (10) ~n April 1985, will improve to a mean 
score of the 50th NCE in reading, spelling, reference skills and 
mathematics in 1986. 

RESULTS: 

Based upon the 1986 KEST testing program, as eleventh (11th) grade 
students they did not attain this goal in any subject area telsted. 
However, as twelfth (12th) grade students in 1986-87, they attained 
the goal in reference skills with a NCE score of 50.6 and showed 
significant improvement in spelling with a NCE score of 49.9, mathe· 
matics with a score of 48.3 and reading with a score of 45.0. 

ATTENDANCE GOAL: 

The Floyd County School District's student attendance will improve 
by 2.0% for the 1985-86 school year. 

RESULTS: 

The 1984-85 district wide attendance rate was 91.46%. The 1985-86 
district wide attendance rate was 91.69% and the goal was not 
attained. The 1986-87 district wide attendance rate was 92.42% thus 
indicating a 0.73% increase of attendance for the 1986-87 school 
year. 

DROP-OUT RATE GOAL: 

The Floyd County School District will reduce the drop-out rate by 
0.5% for the 1985-86 school year. 

RESULTS: 

The 1984-85 drop-out rate was 4.4%. The 1985-86 drop-out rate was 
4.3% and therefore, this goal was not attained. The drop-out rate 
for the 1986-87 school year was 3.88%. This is an improvement of 
0.42% in the drop-out rate and is close to the state average of 
3.75%. 

In-service activities planned for the 1987-88 school term are delin­
eated in the approved Master Education Improvement Plan and the 
approved Master In-service Education Plan for the Floyd County School 
District. The activities are designed to improve all students achieve­
ment in all basic skill areas, student attendance, and the drop-out 
rate of the students. In-serv~ce programs and activities have been 
centered around the proper utilization of student test results by the 
Floyd County certified staff as well as instructional planning, teach­
ing by objective, time on task, and classroom management. Activities 
for certified staff, during in-service education, also includes 
programs to improve student attendance and to decrease the drop-out 
rate during the 1987-88 school year. 

The Master Education Improvement Plan was developed and designed to 
be implement over a three year period. The final results of the plan 
will b~ evaluated on or before September 15, 1988.

DEAR BETTY CROCKER 

CATTLE WARTS

Remember the tales you heard a~ a 
child about not picking up frogs because 
you'll get warts? · 

Guess what? It may have been true! 
Warts, researchers have discovered, are 
caused by a virus. And the frog exudes 
a virus which causes warts in humans. 

Which likely has nothing to do with the 
warts which sometimes appear on cat­
tle except that they, too, are caused by 
a virus and they frequently cause 
cosmetic problems during the season for 
showing cattle. 

The proper name for warts is papil­
lomatosis, and while warts may become 
large and unsightly they do not serious­
ly impair the health of the animal nor 
are they permanent. 

They commonly occur on the hea , 
neck and shoulders of cattle and occa­
sionally on the back and abdomen. They 
may occur singly and reach the size of 
a grapefruit, or they may be smaller and 
quite numerous. 

Technically, wart tissue is an over· 
growth of basal epithelial cells that 
enlarges and grows through the epider­
mis. The overgrowth is stimulated by 
the papillomatosis virus-a double 
stranded RNA virus-and is present in 
the wart tissue itself. It is thought to be 
spread in nature by direct animal con­
tact or indirectly by a non-infected 
animal rubbing against a wall or a pos 
where an infected animal has recently 
rubbed itself. It may also be spread by 
hypodermic needles, tattoo instruments 
and tagging pliers. 

Wart tissues bleed easily and profuse­
ly if torn near the base. Other than this, 
the common wart poses little threat to 
the animal's well being. Warts are most 
common in young animals and they may 
disappear spontaneously as the animal 
gets older. Some researchers have noted 
that surgical removal of one or two 
warts may trigger spontaneous dissol~ 
ing of others. 

Commercial wart vaccine is available 
for preventive measures, and a specific 
vaccine can be prepared from tissue 
taken from your herd. 

There is another type of wart which af­
fects the genital areas of cattle-a 
fibropapilloma-which can cause prob­
lems in breeding. 

Several methods of wart removal are 
effective, and your veterinarian is your 
best source on which method to use, or 
whether removal is actually necessary. 
You might be surprised to note how~ 
seriously your veterinarian regardS' 
your welfare and that of your animal, 
and the lengths to which he will go to 
save you money. 

Q. My muffins are often soggy. What's 
the solution? 

A. Remove from muffin cups right 
away so they don't steam. Muffins are 
best served warm, anyway. Wrap lef­
tovers tightly and store in refrigerator.

Q. Can I use my mixer for kneading 
bread dough? 

A. When you use a dough hook on a 
standard countertop mixer, the dough 
will be kneaded enough for satisfactory 
bread but volume may be lower than 
those kneaded by hand. Loaves mixed 
with a heavy-duty mixer will have 
higher volumes than with a standard 
model. Follow manufacturer's direc­
tions for best results. 

Q. How I can I clean my wooden cut­
ting board? 

A. Clean wooden board surface 
regularly with a solution of one teaspoon 
chlorine bleach and 1/2 teaspoon 
vinegar to two quarts of water. Keep a 
plastic cutting board on hand to use with 
raw meat or poultry because the plastic 
is more easily cleaned. 

Q. I'd like to know how to make flaky 
biscuits. 

A. Use a pastry blender to cut in the 
shortening until the mixture resembles 
fine crumbs. The shortening surrounds 
particles of flour, creating layers. Then, 
knead the mixture lightly, ten times, to 
mix thoroughly.

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Nurse Is Part of Hospital's History 

Last year, \\'aneta and Estill ~ewsome, above, observed their 40th mmiver­
sary. This year. Mrs. Newsome and Our Lady of the Way Hospital observe 
their >lOth anniversary of being together. 

Newsome. a registered nurse and Our Lady of the Way Hospital's Health 
Care Coordinator, claims she was married twice- to Estill Newsome in 1946 
and to Our Lady of the Way Hospital in 1947 

She was there when Sisters of Divme ProYidence Mary Edgar Timon. l\lary 
Angelo Dusini and Mary Helen Frederick arrived during a dark and dismal 
downpour September 15. 1947 to assume ownership of Gearhart General 
Hospital in :\tart in. Exactly one month before. she'd left a teaching position 
at the request of Dr. Gearhart to utilize her needed nursing skills in his hospital. 

Newsome was one of five employees < 10 quit and two more left shortly 
thereafter> who stayed to work with the sisters in the hospital which was 
renamed Our Lady of the Way. At first she was the hospital's only registered 
nurse and she says she kept that distinction ' 'on and off" for nearly 20 years. 

Times were tough at first for the newly Catholic health care facility . 
"The hospital's census dropped from full occupancy to one or two patients 

when the sisters took over," remembers Newsome. "People were afraid of 
the sisters and their habits- veils and long dresses- and would cross the street 
to avoid meeting and speaking \\ith them Sister ;\lary Edgar, the hospital's 
first administrator, would pull her hair out of her habit to prove she had hair." 

:\'ewsome says Sister l\lary Angelo would stand at the back door and befriend 
children b) feeding them cookies and wiping their noses. 

''The children are grown now. and they remember the love this sister gave 
them," says ~ewsome. "Some of them are employees of Our Lady of the Way." 

According to :\'ewsome. the hospital started filling back up after people got 
used to the sisters. But difficulties of another sort began. 

''In those days the mines paid the hospital a dollar a day to take care of 
a miner," explained Newsome. " Many days Sister Angelo. the cook, prayed 
to St. Joseph to send food to feed the patients. The sisters saved money by 
sending their teaching nuns to help out in the summer," recalls Newsome. 
"We taught them how to sterilize equipment, to give injections and baths." 

Newsome says all the staff shared duties. including the cleaning 
"If everybody hadn't pulled together and worked together there wouldn't 

be any Our Lady of the Way Hospital today," she declares. 
Newsome has seen some dramatic changes in 40 years. Our Lady of the Way 

is "modern" now and has much more equipment. But some things are the 
same. 

Rooming-in was common in the obstetrical department at Our Lad:y of the 
Way from its inception. Today the hospital's reason is to encourage patient­
child bonding. In the hospital' earliest l:lays, however, there wasn't a nursery. 
Babies slept in wicker baskets near their moms, because there was no other 
place to put them . 

Pastoral care was a priority then as it is now. 
"Father George Nerbonne visited patients just like Pastoral Care does to­

day." Newsome says. "I think the love that the sisters had for the people at 
that time is still here at this time. I think the hospital wants to serve the public 
to the best of its abilities and to do what is best for the employees and patients. ' · 

Newsome and several other hospital employees will receive service awards 
during an employee recognition dmner at the Prestonsburg Holiday Inn, Thurs­
day, September 17. and at the hospital's community celebration in downtown 
Martin. Saturday, September 26.

EDITOR'S NOTE: Following are 

representative questions answered daily 
by Va Counselors. Full information is 
available at any VA Office. 

Q.-My spouse is retired from the 
armed forces and rated 100 percent by 
the Veterans Administration for service­
connected disabilities. Do I have the op­
tion of choosing Civilian Healfh and 
Medical Program of the Uniformed Ser­
vices <CHAMPUS) or Civilian Health 
and Medical Program of the Veterans 
Administration <CHAMPVA) coverage? 

A.-No. If your spouse retired from 
the armed forces, you must apply for 
CHAMPUS. 

Q.-I am a veteran and would like to 
start a small business. How can I obtain 
a Veterans Administration small 
business loan? 

A.-The VA does not have a small 
business loan program. The Small 
Business Administration (SBA> has pro­
grams to assist veterans in obtaining 
small business loans. In each"SBA field 
office, there is a Veterans Affairs Officer 
to assist veterans. Check the U.S. 
Government section of the local phone 
book for the address of the nearest SBA 
office. 

Q.-I received a Certificate of 
Eligibility for a VA home loan guaran­
ty several years ago but never had the 
opportunity to use it. Have my benefits 
expired? 

A.-Loan guaranty entitlement is not 
subject to an expiration date. 

Q.-Can I get a release of liability if 
a non-veteran assumes my VA­
guaranteed home loan? 

A.-Anyone may assume your loan. If 
the buyer meets with Veterans Ad­
ministration approval, you may be 
released from liability. 

Q.-May I use my VA home loan 
benefit to purchase a house for my son? 

A.-No. The home must be the prin­
cipal residence of the veteran.

Social Security

Seme wives receiving Social Security 
benefits on the earnings record of their 
husbands fear that they will lose their 
benefits if their marriage ends. Social 
Security has not forgotten divorced 
women who have been married at least 
10 years. 

Divorced husbands are also covered 
by Social Security and have the same 
rights to benefits on their former wife's 
earnings record as a divorced wife has. 
Women, however, are often financially 
more affected when the marriage ends. 
Maybe, this is because some years ago, 
the number of working wives and 
mothers were fewer, or because 
generally women stop working when 
they marry to raise a family and that 
prevents them from earning enough 
Social Security credits. 

If you are a wife 62 or older and in the 
process of getting a divorce, you should 
know that your benefits will continue if 
you were married to your husband at 
least 10 years. 

But, if you are younger than 62, your 
benefits will end even if you are caring 
for an entitled child of the worker. 

However, a divorced spouse of a 
worker who has not applied for retire­
ment benefits, but who is fully insured 
and 62, can become independently entitl­
ed to benefits on the worker's earnings 
record. You do not have to wait until 
your former spouse retires to apply for 
Social Security benefits. 

To do so, under this provision you 
have: 

To be at least 62; to file an application 
for a divorced spouse's benefits ; to have 
been married to the worker for 10 years 
or more before the date the divorce 
became final; to have been divorced 
from the worker for at least two years, 
and not be married. 

There are some differences for a sur­
viving divorced spouse who is claiming 
benefits on the earnings record of the 
deceased worker. 

For instance the claimant must be 60 
or over, or under 60 if the worker 's en­
titled child under 16 or disabled is in her 
or his care; age 50-59 if disabled ; or any 
age if caring for an entitled child (under 
16 or disabled) of the deceased worker. 
In this case, she or he could have been 
married less than 10 years. 

Remarriage of a surviving divorced 
mother or father will prevent her or him 
from becoming entitled to mother's or 
father's benefits on the deceased 
spouse's Social Security record. When 
the subsequent marriage ends, whether 
by death, divorce, or annulment, the in­
dividual can again become entitled 
beginning with the month the subse­
quent marriage ends. 

To be considered a "surviving divorc­
ed spouse," the claimant has to prove 
that she or he was married to the worker 
for at least 10 years before the date the 
divorce became final. 

Benefits to disabled surviving divorc­
ed spouses are payable to any spouse 
age 50-59 if the individual meets the 
special definition of disability; becomes 
disabled no later than seven years after 
the month the worker died; meets the 
nondisability requirements for a surviv­
ing divorced spouse. 

If you want some specific answers 
about your particular situation, you can 
arrange for an appointment with a 
Social Security Advisor. The Big Sandy 
Social Security office is located on U.S. 
23 between Prestonsburg and Paints­
ville. The telephone number is listed in 
your local telephone directory under 
U.S. Government. 

State Investments 
Earn $137,000,000 

Dr. James R. Ramsey, state invest· 
ment director for the Finance and Ad­
ministration Cabinet, recently announc­
ed that Kentucky's investment income 
was more than $137 million for the past 
fiscal year. 

Ramsey said the state's portfolio for 
the 1986-87 fiscal year averaged almost 
$1.4 billion. Its rate of return averaged 
6.9 percent as compared with the 
average 91-day treasury bill rate of 5.6 
percent for the same period. 

Although the amount earned last year 
is about $5 million Jess than the $142 
million earned the year before, Ramsey 
said he was pleased with the $137 
million. "We had to contend with lower 
interest rates during the past year," 
Ramsey said, citing an approximate 1.5 
percent drop in the 91-day treasury rate 
last year.

Margaret Colin tries to 
forget all the pressure

It's a rainy afternoon in 
Manhattan, and in a kitch­
en in the basement of the 
Gramercy Park Hotel, cast 
and crew are taping a 
scene from "Leg Work," a 
CBS series that premieres 
Saturday, Oct. 3. Director 
Ray Danton, once a char­
acter actor ("The Rise and 
Fall of Legs Diamond"), 
bustles back and forth be­
tween takes. Producer 
Frank Abatemarco sips 
coffee. In a far corner, 
alone, star Margaret Colin 
is disguising a pimple that· 
has sprouted on her chin.

Ninety percent of "Leg 
Work" is being filmed on 
location, at settings from 
Central Park to SoHo. But 
one wonders why the 
show's staff is taking the 
trouble to capture a New 
York ambience. 

For starters, the pre­
mise of the series is unre­
markable: Private eye 
looks spiffy, works in the 
city, drives a Porsche, but 
finds that at bottom risk­
ing her life every week 
isn't all that exciting. 

What's more, Colin 
doesn't seem to have the 
name recognition to carry 
a series on her own. Her 

last series, "Foley 
Square," drew dismal rat­
ings in 1985. She is still 
best known for playing 
Margo Hughes on "As the 
World Turns" from 1981 
to 1983. Upcoming film 
roles opposite Tom Selleck 
and Dudley Moore may in­
crease her visibility, but 
for now, she is unknown. 

Worst of all, "Leg 
Work" is airing opposite 
NBC's "The Golden Girls," 
which seems to have a 
lock on a Saturday-night 
audience already dimin­
ished by the VCR. 

The cast and crew, 
though, must put these 
negative factors out of 
their minds. They've just 
finished a take, and Colin 
steps aside. Like her job, 
she is less glamorous up 
close. 

"I don't do anything but 
work," she says. "But 
that's what I wanted, real­
ly. As long as it's going to 
be my whole life, I might 
as well work hard." 

What about the pres­
sure to find an audience? 

"The pressure? I feel 
the pressure when I can't 
get to sleep at night, when 
I don't have time to do 
anything else." 

She runs her fingers 
through her hair, lights a 
cigarette. 

"You know, I just can't 
think about the pressure. I 
can't be looking over my 
shoulder at 'The Golden 
Girls.' Because what can I 
do about it?" 

They're calling her back 
to the set now. She grinds 
out her cigarette and goes. 
It's four o'clock in the af­
ternoon, but down here in 
the basement it's dark al­
ready. They're going to 
work till four in the 
morning .

In HBO's 'Mandela,' 
restraint is a strength 
By Frank Lovece 

During the 25 years he 
has spent in prison. 
South African lawyer 
and civil-rights leader 
Nelson Mandela has be­
come the most powerful 
symbol of injustice suf­
fered at the hands of the 
racist government of 
South Africa. Yet be­
cause of Pretoria's 
clampdown on a free 
press, the growing battle 
against its policy of 
apartheid has recently 
been forced to retreat 
from the front pages. 
Thus the straightforward 
HBO docudrama "Man­
dela" (airing Monday, 
Sept. 28) may be more im­
portant as enlightenment 
than as entertainment. 

Alfre Woodard 

Shot in a swift, work­
manlike TV -movie style, 
"Mandela" traces the 
adult lives of Nelson 
(played by Danny Glov­
er) and his wife and even­
tual political ally , Winnie 
(Alfre Woodard, showing 
pride and pain of a kind 
rarely seen in movies, let 
alone on TV). The story 

· begins with the 1948 
edict of race separation 

and white supremacy -
apartheid - and ends in 
1985 as Mandela, after 
more than two decades in 
prison, still refuses to re­
nounce his beliefs as a 
condition of pardon. He 
remains in prison today. 

"Mandela" rarely spar­
kles, but its restraint 
turns out to be its 
strength. There is enough 
drama in the history 
books. In 1960, South Af­
rican police in the town 
of Sharpeville fired, un­
provoked, at a crowd of 
peaceful demonstrators, 
killing 67 men, women 
and children. In 1976, an 
anti-apartheid demon­
stration in Soweto turned 
into an even bloodier 
massacre. And as the 
years passed and the im­
prisoned Mandela be­
came an international 
symbol, his wife too be­
came a target for govern­
ment harassment, impris­
onment and finally exile. 
By being historically ac­
curate, the movie makes 
these almost unimagin­
able horrors all the more 
enraging. 

As obviously political 
as the life of Mandela has 
been, the film doesn't ne­
glect the private, human 
side of the subject. "Man­
deJa" is partly a love sto­
ry, a demonstration of 
the conviction we can 
find when our family and 
friends trust and support 
us. The scenes of Winnie 
visiting her husband in 
prison are especially 
heart-wrenching. Here, 
as elsewhere, "Mandela" 
stays factual instead ·of 
melodramatic, and by do­
ing so succeeds rather 
well.
