If Blaine Hall and the other members 

of the Kentucky Insurance and Liabili­
ty Task Force have anything to say 
about it, lower insurance rates should be 
ahead for this section as well as other 
rural areas of the state. 

A plan to achieve the goal of lowering 
insurance rates to the affordable range 
has been devised by the Task Force­

nd it entails no added tax burden. Its 
riginators believe this to be a prime 

reason for its favorable chance of 
passage at the January legislative 
session. 

Former state representative W. 
Stephen Wilborn, chairman of the Task 
Force will present the plan to members 
of the legislature. Wilborn, an attorney 
in Shelbyville, is the son-in-law of Mr. 
and Mrs. Chalmer Frazier, of Prestons­
burg. 

The plan would, basically, use the in­
surance surcharge, which has been 
assessed on all insurance premiums for 
everal years, to fund improvements to 

local and rural fire departments and for 
upgrading water supplies, lines, fire 
hydrants to areas where these services 
are lacking or deficient.

Hailey Jailed 
After Attempt 
To Flee Arrest

A case of indecent exposure at Heck's 
Department Store has led to the jailing 
of a Salyersville man, here. 

Robert Hailey, 19, student of the Pres­
tonsburg Job Corps, has pleaded guilty 
to the charge that he exposed himself in 
the shoe department at Heck's and has 
been sentenced to 15 days in jail, with 10 
days probated.

store manager Paul Davis. An officer of 
the store, Danny Miller, took off on foot 
in pursuit of the suspect and after a long 
and tiring chase, apprehended Hailey, 
who was turned over to Prestonsburg 
police officers. 

A Job Corps spokesman, Lenny Grant, 
says that Hailey's case will be review­
ed and that no decision about his future 
with the Corps will be made until that 
time. 

US 23 Funds Possible 
Whether senate approval will be given 

to reinstating US 23 to a list of projects 
to receive federal funding will probably 
be known by late this week, Congress­
man Chris Perkins office said yesterday 
(Tuesday). The situation remains uncer­
tain, but cautious optimism has been 
expressed. 

In any case, $6,000,000 seems assured 
for water lines, and plans for a new US 
23 route go forward. 

and a Law Enforcement Foundation 
Program Fund which share in monies 
accruing from the insurance premium 
surcharge. Under the proposed plan, 
these two · funds would continue to 
receive their proportionate share with 
the provison that no new participants be 
admitted to either fund after the enact­
ment of the proposed Act. Eventually 
the fund trust and agency account of 
both would 'sunset, or come to an end, 
w1th funds remaining in either transfer· 
red to the Fire Protection Improvement 
Fund's trust and agency account. 

This would be no loss to the fire­
fighters program, because monies 
would be used to upgrade fire depart­
ments, beginning with those with the 
poorest ranking. Grant applications 
would be received on an annual basis by 
the Department for Local Government, 
which after review based on estimated 
costs, local contribution, and other 
criteria would be sent to the state fire 
marshal for his review with the protec­
tion category the primary criteria for 
assigning priorities. 

Examples of top priority might be 
where a community or rural area is 
seeking to establish a fire department; 
is in need of new equipment, including 
fire trucks or to replace antiquated 

equipment; is in need of a building or 
repairs to an existmg bullding housing 
firefighting equipment. Also given 
priority would be construction of water 
systems, lines, and fire hydrants. 

After priority ranking had been 
established, the applications would be 
sent to the administrator of the fire pro­
tection improvement program for final 
ranking. Additional points would be 
given for local contribution to the pro­
posed project or purchase, and awards 
would then be made beginning with the 
first in priority or need to be funded in 
full and proceeding on down the scale as 
money was available. 

That is. the highest ranking (worst> 
systems not in need would be the first to 
be helped to achieve a lower rating 
which in turn would mean a lower in­
surance premium resulting in money 
saved by those living within its service 
area. 

Various safeguards have been incor, 
porated in the plan to insure funds be­
ing spent for the purpose intended. For 
instance, an annual audit would be made 
with certification of compliance. In ad, 
dition, all contracts for materials, con­
struction, equipment, etc., would be 
awarded to the lowest and best bidder

Council Ending Year Upbeat 
On Finances, A Cleaner City

Prestonsburg property owners who 
fail to keep their premises up are facing 
a crackdown by city police, after several 
complaints were made to City Council, 
Monday night 

Council also received more good 
financial news, turned down the second 
property tax moratorium request in 
three months, and ran into some opposi­
tion on 1ts plan to tighten regulations on 
alarm systems. 

Councilman Gary Brown served as ac­
ting mayor in the absence of Ann Latta, 
who's in Las Vegas for a League of 
Cities Convention. 

Edna McGurney, of Gable-Roberts, 
started the ball rolling on the property 
clean-up issue, appearing before coun­
cil to ask that two property owners in the 
subd1vision be required to clean up their 
land. This snowballed into several other 
complaints, including one from 
Councilman-elect Charles Hale, of West 
Prestonsburg, who cited an area behind 
an apartment building next to his home, 
another from council member Margie 
Osborne, who said a piece of property on 
Highland A venue houses eight or 10 junk 
cars, and a third from Councilman-elect 

.Michael Vance, who pointed out that a 
load of rusty pipe dumped near his home 
on South Highland had been there over 
a month. 

Councilman William Callihan origi­
nally proposed sending offending parties 
written notification that they had 10 days 
to clean up, or the City sould do it for 
them and then send them the bill. 

City Manager Fred James pointed out 
that an ordinance exists requiring pro­
perty owners to keep their premises 

clean, that it calls for a 30-day grace 
period upon written notification, and 
that it allows for c1ty cleanup and bill­
ing of the property owner Callihan 
changed his motion to simply put coun­
cil on record as ordering that the or­
dinance be enforced and it passed 
unanimously. 

The good financial news came from 
the CPA firm of Allen, England and 
Hensley. St ve Allen told council 
members that this year's audit md1cates 
the city will close this year with a deficit 
of $46,757, a far cry from the$219,000 red 
ink entry of two years ago.

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Colds, Earaches 
No Reason For ER 

Earaches and common colds were the 
two most common reasons Kentucky's 
Medicaid patients visited hospital 
emergency rooms during the past year, 
accounting for nearly $231,000 in 
Medicaid bills for hospital outpatient 
treatment of non-emergency ailments. 

However, a study by the state Depart· 
ment for Medicaid Services also leads 
officials to believe that a year-old 
special program linking patients and 
physicians is increasing reliance on doc­
tors and reducing emergency room use. 

"In a situation where urgent care is 
needed, we want Medicaid patients to 
receive that care in a first-class 
emergency room," said Medicaid Ser­
vices Commissioner R. Hughes Walker. 

"But the data we have indicate 
emergency rooms are often utilized in­
appropriately. The leading diagnoses 
Medicaid patients have presented ap· 
pear to be conditions appropriately 
treated when necessary in a physician's 
office.'' 

Department figures show that during 
the 12-month period ending Oct. 31, 
earaches and colds were responsible for 
14,384 emergency room diagnoses 
among patients receiving medical 
assistance. Another 8,718 cases were 
classified as stomach aches, and 3,993 
diagnoses were for sore throats. 

These 27,095 cases cost Kentucky's 
Medicaid program $622,832- an average 
of $23 each. The average reimbursement 
last year for a visit to a doctor's office 
or clinic for the same illnesses was $17. 

James B. Holloway, M.D., the depart­
ment's medical director, said one key to 
reducing unnecessary emergency room 
visits is the long-term preventive health 
care impact of the Kentucky Patient Ac­
cess and Care (KenPAC) program. 

KenP AC links approximately 200,000 
Kentucky Medicaid clients with a 
primary physician or clinic under con­
tract to the department to provide most 
of their medical care. KenPAC par· 
ticipants or emergency room personnel 
are required to contact the client's 
regular physician prior to non· 
emergency treatment. 

"When people regularly see the same 
doctor or visit the same clinic for their 
health care needs, as a rule they are 
more inclined to consult that provider 
before they panic and rush to an 
emergency room, " Holloway said. 

"It's beneficial to anyone to get to 
know one doctor rather than to see a 
stranger in an emergency room," he 
added. " We hope comfortable pa­
tient/doctor relationships will develop 
under the KenPAC program, and that 
patients will consider their doctor a 
friend and confidante as well as a 
physician." 

A su.rvey examining patient accep­
tance, quality of care and the program's 
cost effectiveness showed emergency 
room use by KenPAC patients between 
May 1986 and March 1987 was 37 percent 
below projected use. 

"Before the KenPAC program was 
established, Medicaid clients sometimes 
had difficulty finding a physician who 
would accept their medical card," 
Holloway said. "Today we have doctors 
in 109 counties participating in the pro­
gram and are working to gain physician 
participation in the remaining 11 
counties." 

Commissioner Walker said, "We 
believe every Kentuckian is entitled to 
needed medical care, but we encourage 
our clients to seek help first from a 
physician as opposed to rushing off to 
the emergency room every time they 
don 't feel well. 

"If they would do this more often, 
Kentucky would have additional funds 
available to more adequately finance 
provider services ," he said. 

How did the reptile cross the road? 
Very carefully. According to National 
Wildlife magazine, every time a snake 
or turtle crosses the road, there' s one 
chance in 12 he won't make it. In one ex· 
periment, a biologists placed plastic rep· 
tiles on highways and studied 22,000 at· 
tempted road crossings. His findings : 87 
percent of motori sts went out of their 
way to avoid the animal, 6 percent went 
out of the ir way to hit it, and 7 percent 
scored accidental hits. Not surprising· 
ly, twice a s many drivers made a 
special effort to hit a snake than to strike 
a turtle.

The surcharge placed on insurance 
premiums has been charged for several 
years and, at present, is used for grants 
to firefighters and law enforcement 
groups. The proposed plan would even­
tually merge the professional fire­
fighters and fire protection funds with 
no increase in the surcharge. 

The wife or husband of any volunteer 
firefighter whose death occurred in the 
line of duty would be paid a lump sum 
payment of $25,000, and in the case of no 
surviving spouse, the payment would be 
made to surviving children or parents. 

Blaine Hall, local insw-ance agent and 
the only member of the task force from 
Eastern Kentucky, has long assailed the 
exorbitant insurance rates charged in 
this section. 

"One woman," he said recently, "sent 
me a financial statement showing her in­
come. She only made a little over $400 
a year. Her insurance premium was 
$900. She knew she needed insurance for 
her home, but she just couldn't afford 
it. .. 

Many people are caught in this kind 
of Catch 22 situation. If they don't have 
insurance and their home burns, they 
lose everything. If, on the other hand, 
they buy insw-ance and can't pay for it, 
they lose everything. This is the situa­
tion to which the Task Force feels it has 
found a solution.

A suit has been filed in Floyd Circuit 
Court by an local physician against col­
leagues whom he claims have violated 
a business agreement and interfered 
with his· practice of medicine. 

Peeter Jakob.son, M.D., claims that 
Doctors J. W. Sutherland, Charles 
Heironymous, Charles Arnett and Syed 
Badrudduja have violated a business 
agreement entered into in 1982 with 
themselves and Highlands C.A.T. Scan­
ning, Inc. 

Jakobson states in the suit that he has 
been harassed by his former colleagues 
and that it has hindered his ability to 
practice medicine. He also claims that 
he has been kept from the premises of 
his former offices by armed guards 
hired by the defendants. 

J akobson asks in his suit for money he 
feels is due him by the defendants for 
services he rendered while in partner­
ship with Highlands C.A.T. Scanning. 

The charges do not arise from diag­
nosis, treatment or care of a y person 
by the physicians named in the suit, but 
they are directed at abuses he claims to 
have been subjected to while in partner­
ship with the defendants.

Holiday Season Is Time 
Of Frequent Accidents 
By Janice Shepherd 

The holiday season brings bright 
lights, warm feelings and traffic ac­
cidents. According to the Kentucky State 
Police Fatal Accident Reporting 
System, 50 percent of the 1986 Christmas 
crashes were alcohol related. 

The 1986 Christmas holiday period 
began at 7 p.m ., Tuesday, December 23, 
and continued through midnight, Thurs­
day, December 25. During this period 
three fatal crashes occurred and four 
persons were killed. Three of the four 
victims, or 75 percent, were killed in 
crashes where the driver had been 
drinking. 

The youngest victim was 30 years old 
and the oldest was 71. Two of the victims 
were drivers, one a passenger and one 
a pedestrian. No safety restraints were 
used. 

During the 1987 New Year's period, 

wh1ch ran Tuesday. December 30, thru 
midnight, Thursday, January I, five 
fatal crashes occurred, one of which 
happened on Old House Road in Floyd 
county. Three of these accidents, or 60 
percent, were alcohol related. Seven 
persons were killed. 

Five of the seven victims were killed 
in crashes where the driver was drink­
ing. The youngest victim was 13 and the 
oldest 38. Four of the victims were 
drivers and three were passengers. Fow­
were totally ejected. No safety 
restraints were used. 

The 1987 Christmas period begins at 
6 p.m., Wednesday, December 23, and 
ends at midnight Sunday, December 27. 
The New Year's period begins at 6 p.m., 
Wednesday, December 30, thru mid­
night Sunday, January 3.

"If we get three or four of these in the 
space of 15 minutes," James said, "we 
wonder if it's a ploy designed to get all 
of ow- cars, say, on the north side of town 
while something happens on the south 
side." 

Allen pointed out that some false 
alarms are truly beyond the control of 
the merchant, saying alarms can be 
tripped by water in a telephone line or 
even a telephone company lineman 
working on or near a line carrying an 
alarm circuit. He asked for time to study 
a copy of the ordinance and also in­
dicated that more merchants would be 
likely to attend the next meeting after 
the busy Christmas shopping season is 
over. Osborne proposed that the or­
dinance be tabled and, following a se­
cond from Councilman Harry R. Porter, 
it was. 

As if to underscore the whole discus­
sion, an alarm went off during the 
meeting. It proved to be a false one. 

Also tabled was first reading of an or­
dinance annexing property near Lancer 
including the new Rebel Lanes bowling 
facility. Owner Henry Mayo had obtain­
ed an agreement in principle to be an­
nexed during the November 23 meeting, 
but City Attorney Larry Brown said he 
had not been able to draw up the or­
dinance because he had not yet receiv­
ed a legal description of the property 
involved. 

Callihan brought two requests before 
Council, both of which were denied. One 
was a request from First Baptist Chw-ch 
that a tree be removed from near the 
new structure being added to the church 
on First Avenue. The tree is positioned 
along a proposed sidewalk the church 
wants to build. Council felt the tree 
should not be destroyed and that grant­
ing the request would lead to uprooting 
several other trees in the Richmond 
Plaza area. As Osborne said in response 
to a statement that the church would 
have to build the sidewalk around the 
tree, "I think that would be pretty." 
Osborne also voiced the strongest op­
position to destroying the tree. 

The other request was for a 
moratorium on property taxes from 
Johnny Burke on a building located on 
US 23 between Price's Supermarket and 
Dale's 66, future site of Druther's 
Restaurant. Callihan put that in the 
form of a motion but included a 
minumum of at least $350,000 in property 
value or 25 new jobs to qualify all future 
requests. City Attorney Brown cast 
doubt on the legality, saying there are 
specific guidelines in statutes regarding 
such tax incentives and that they are 
limited to firms involving manufactur­
ing and very little else. This led to a 
spirited debate about why Elkhorn Coal 
was recently granted a five-year 
moratorium on property taxes as an in­
centive to move its corporate head­
quarters from Wayland to Prestons­
burg, where a $400,000 building will go 
up and 25 permanent jobs will be 
created. Brown said he did not recall the 
question of legality being asked in that 
instance, but Porter said he asked it. 
One difference in the two situations was 
that Elkhorn agreed to do some con­
struction work involving tying into the 
city sewer system that would normally 
have been done at city expense. No such 
trade-out was mentioned in the Bw-ke 
request. The request failed on a 22-vote 
with two abstentions. Voting aye were 
Tackett and Callihan, Goebel and 
Osborne abstened. Adrian Blackburn 
and Porter voted no with Porter speci­
fying he was actually in favor but could 
not vote for something Brown was cer­
tain was not legal. 

Council also received a status report 
on the cost-effectiveness of the new 
September expenditures totalled near­
ly $2,000, and Police Chief Elmo Allen 
conceded that "September looks bad" 
but pointed out it was because that was 
"the time we put four new tires on the 
cars and got them on the road. In 
November, we got it down to $195.88." 

Allen pointed out that before the group 
purchase of a fleet of used cruisers from 
the City of Louisville was made, "We 
were budgeted two police cars. We 
haven't used up the cost of one new car 
yet. With seven months to go, if we 
spend a thousand dollars a month we're 
still saving money." 

Tackett tossed some questions at 
Allen, bringing out several positive fac­
tors. The city paid $7500 for nine cars, 
eight of which are now operable with the 
ninth available for parts. Seven are in 
use by the police department, with the 
other having been transferred to the ci­
ty DES office. "Do the police officers 
like having their own cruisers?'' Tackett 
asked. Allen suggested asking an officer, 

and Chuck Akers responded, "I'm tickl­
ed to death." Tackett asked if the of- • 
ficers are maintaining the vehicles, as 
council has hoped in adopting the one­
officer, one-cruiser, home-fleet policy. 
"They're taking excellent care of 
them," Allen answered. Tackett summ­
ed up by saying the council's faith in OW' 

officers has proved to be highly 
justified." 

Tackett took a moment to commend 
the police department for being profes­
sional, saving money and protecting 
Prestonsburg's citizens. Several council 
members echoed, Osborne adding the 
fire department and Porter praising ali, 
departments including public works . 
Tackett recalled a snowstorm last year 
in which "Lightning" Joseph's crews 
moved "thousands of tons of snow 
almost immediately." He added that a 
friend from Pikeville had recently told 
him how lucky he was to be in Prestons­
burg, which, Tackett quoted his friend 
as saying, has the best fire department, 
water system, police department and 
sanitation and street workers- in the 
state. Actin~ Mayor Brown closed the 
kudos by saying, "I see that every day 
by working in Paintsville." 

The council was less complimentary­
about the state's help in maintaining 
streets. Callihan said he made a trip to 
Allen to personally see Leo Roberts at 
the State Highway Department's Floyd 
county garage. He "promised me 
faithfully" that holes near the intersec­
tion of Lake and Richmond, and between 
the traffic light and United Federal on 
Lake Drive, would be repaired before 
"they quit making blacktop." Porter 
said he had done the same, and Callihan 
said, "Well, I haven't seen hide nor hair 
of him." 

James asked for and received, 
authorization to pay most of a $75,623 ~ 
note from First Commonwealth Bank 
taken about a year ago when the city 
was still swimming in red ink. But he 
also had to ask for authorization to bor­
row to pay $73,136.77 on insurance 
premiums. Osborne asked why it was 
necessary to pay, then borrow, when the 
two amounts were so similar. James 
answered that the new debt would ap­
pear on the 1988 books, a necessity since 
the city cannot legally close the year 
with a deficit. 

Several references during the evening 
made it appear the December 28 meet­
ing would be cancelled, but when that 
motion was made near the close of ! 
business by Callihan, outgoing members 
Osborne and Tackett said they wanted 
to be at their last meeting. Callihan 
withdrew the motion, so the next ses­
sion, and the final meeting for this coun­
cil, will be on that date. 

James also announced that the City's 
Christmas party will be at noon, 
December 23, and the swearing-in of the 
new council will be at 7 p.m., New 
Year's Day. Three incumbents will con­
tinue on council: Goebel, Callihan and 
Adrian Blackburn. 

Mayor Latta was one of only two 
absentees, Monday. The other was 
Frank A. Adams.

The water is contaminated according 
to resident Virgie Puckett. "We only 
use it to wash in or bathe" she says. 

Puckett and other affected residents 
have decided to bring suit against Peco 
Resources unless something is done. 
They have talked the matter over with 
County Attorney David Barber, and he 4 
has agreed to handle the litigation, ac­
cording to Mrs . Puckett, who said 
Barber was very considerate and 
helpful. The company should, Barber 
said, Monday, pay damages incw-red by 
the drilling and any future damages or 
expenses. 

Brian Gilpin, of the Division of Mines 
and Minerals, says that his agency will 
conduct an investigation of the matter. 
In his experience, he says Peco 
Resources has been a very responsible 
company. Gilpin added that an inspec­
tor will be sent to the well site to deter­
mine the cause of the problem and that ~ 
the investigation will examine how the 
well was drilled and if the casing has 
been properly installed. 

Peco Resources of Tennessee was 
unavailable for comment.

:--<o intelligent person in Eastern Ken­
tucky would deny that there remains 
abundant room for ftu·ther improvement 
of some conditions. The same will be 
true years from now regardless of pro­
gress in the interim. Aren't urban 
centers in the same boat with the slums 
that are as bad off as some mountain 
hollows and communities? Is either 
typical'? No one judges the cities and 
their residents by those in the lowest 
economic and educational brackets. No 
one. but when it comes to describing 
residents of the hills almost invariably 
they classify all alike, downgrading us 
every time. Frequently writers guilty of 
this have never set foot in the hills and 
know nothing about us first-hand . 
Granted, there is abundant illiteracy. 
Isn't that found the world over'? There 
are mansions the same as shanties, 
Ph.D.s as well as unlearned persons. 

Few outsiders recognize the obstacles 
here, terrain difference, roads far 
costlier: geographical isolation that 
takes a heavy toll; smaller population 
than other parts of the slate, which in 
itself has cost us much in the state 
legislature, we regret to say. Outsiderr 
never dream what heights some of our 
citizens have attained over the years 
because every generation has had in­
dividuals of the highest caliber, despite 
the biased situation in Frankfort. To cite 
several Green Hackworth, first head of 
the World Court, in The Hague, was born 
and reared in Floyd County; Fred Vin­
son. Chief Justice of the Supreme Court, 
was a product of Louisa; Congressman 
Carl Perkins, of Knott County, left an in­
delible stamp on the sands of time; Dr. 
Henry Martin, of Eastern, was on the 
staff of E.K.U. in Richmond; Dr. 
Palmer Hall, one of the vice presidents 
of Morehead University, was reared on 
Left Beaver; Dr. Russell Anderson, who 
owns five businesses and is a multi­
millionaire, and an international Chris­
tian layman, grew up at McDowell. Bee 
Mayo, of Allen, established and headed 
a normal college in Texas long years 
ago. Many more could be named. 

Though not from the mountains, 
honest Abe was a:; poor and humble as 
many Third Worlders God did not send 
his own son to a home of culture, the 
Sanhedrm, etc. but to a peasant couple. 
Moses, the best educated and most us­
ed man of the Old Testament, was a 
shepherd. Paul, the best educated and 
most used man of the New Testament, 
was a tent maker. Nine of the twelve 
disciples were plain fishermen, but they 
turned the world upside down, including 
prestigious individuals like Nicodemus. 

One finds all kinds of people here as 
elsewhere. Poverty, even knowledge or 
education, to one is the opposite to some, 
since values are relative.

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The old concept that a disabled person 
required special treatment because of 
pity for her or his suffering is being 
replaced by a more realistic approach. 

The definition of "pity" sometimes 
connotes a slight contempt because the 
person is regarded as weak or inferior. 
And nobody wants that. 

Disabled people want to be regarded 
as normal persons capable of being pro­
ductive and useful to their families and 
to society. Most would like to go back to 
work, but two main concerns hold some 
of them back. These are fear of failure 
and losing their disability checks, and 
fear of losing their medicaid coverage. 

Social Security has tried to meet these 
two concerns by creating incentives for 
disabled people who work. 

One of the incentives that has proved 
to be very effective for people getting 
Social Security disability checks is the 
trial work period, which assures disabl· 
ed persons that they can continue receiv­
ing disability checks for up to 9 months 
while testing their ability to work. Those 
9 months need not be in a row, but can 
be separated by months or even years 
when the person doesn't work at all . 

Generally, only months in which an 
employee earns over $75 gross wages 
count as trial work months. For self­
employed people, net earnings over $75 
a month or more than 15 hours with the 
business count. 

After the trial work period, a decision 
is made as to whether the disabled per­
son can perform substantial gainful 
work. If the person can, benefits will end 
after a 3 month adjustment period. 

"Substantial" means doing significant 
and productive physical or mental work. 
"Gainful" means work that is done for 
pay or profit. 

If you are self-employed, not only your 
business income counts as substantial 
and gainful but also the kind and value 
of your work, including management of 
the business.

After the trial period ends. the 
workers have special protection for at 
least 15 months. During this period, they 
will receive benefits for each month of 
disability in which substantial gainful 
activity <SGA> is not performed. They 
must tell Social Security about these 
months, but do not have to apply for 
benefits. If they engage in activity after 
the 15-month period and later must stop 
because of their condition, generally 
they must apply again. But, if within 5 
years of being off the disability rolls, 
they again become disabled, benefits 
can start right away.

The Supplemental Security Income 

<SSI> program works differently. Once 
a person is on the rolls, his or her level 
of earnings does not affect the status of 
being blind and disabled. SSI payments 
are reduced in proportion to increases 
in income, including earnings. However, 
an individual's disability status stops 
when the person medically improves or 
has been ineligible for any SSI payment 
for 12 consecutive months. 

. ant se\ect,on oi 
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There are special incentives for work­
ing disabled people whose SSI cash 
payments stop because their earnings 
have reached the limit. 

Two of these incentives are provided 
under section 1619 of the Social Securi­
ty Act, introduced as a demonstration 
project by the Social Security Amend­
ments of 1980. Last October, President 
Reagan signed the Employment Oppor­
tunities for Disabled American Act 
which makes the provisions of section 
1619 permanent. 

Section 1619 (a) allows special SSI 
payments for disabled SSI recipients 
who do substantial work and (b) con­
tinues Medicaid cover~ge for working 
disabled or blind people who are no 
longer eligible for SSI cash payments 
because their earnings and other income 
are too high. 

Under the new law, trial work periods 
and SGA determinations no longer will 
be factors in determining 1619 eligibili­
ty for SSI. 

When determining the amount of ear­
nings that count, the cost of certain 
impairment-related services and items 
like wheelchairs , protheses, pace­
makers, drugs and medications, and 
other items or aids a disabled person 
needs in order to work is deducted from 
total income.

Archeologist Kit 
Wessler comments on the historical 
significance of Wickliffe Mounds, a 
burial site for area tribes. 

Today Wickliffe Mounds is a tourist at­
traction with five structure-covered ex­
cavation sites. Archeologists have un­
covered a tremendous cache of arti­
facts. Indian burial included such items 
as arrow heads, pottery, and daily im­
plements thought necessary to the 
departed soul's journey into the 
afterlife. 

Although initial excavation began in 
the 1930s, professional archeologists and 
college classes continue sifting through 
the sites which date back to the period 
of 1300-1400 A.D. Since the burial 
mounds are considered sacred, it is 
hoped that future generations of ar­
cheologists will develop less intrusive 
techniques for uncovering the secrets of 
the first Kentuckians.

Beethoven's inspiration in his famous

Symphony No. 9 in D minor comes from 
the poem "An die Freude" ("Ode to 
Joy") by Friedrich Schiller. After 
undergoing more than 200 revisions 
before the composer was satisfied, 
Beethoven's Ninth Symphony 
premiered in Vienna in 1824. 

In his program notes, Richard E. Rod­
da writes that "explanations (of 
Beethoven's Ninth Symphony) are both 
too much and too little at the same time: 
too much, because the music does not 
need any feeble verbal explanations to 
convince listeners of its gargantuan 
emotional power; too little, because the 
work is inexhaustible in its musical and 
artistic ramifications.'' 

Rasmussen says, "The first move­
ment of the Ninth Symphony is devoted 
to sectional coverage so that the au­
dience will see what instruments pro- • 
duce what music. The second movement 
focuses primarily on the maestro so that 
viewer~ gain insight into his dynamic • 
personality. The third movement is 
devoted to extreme close-ups of or­
chestra members and their instruments, , 
and the final movement parallels what 
Beethoven did with his music by using 
all of the above to communicate the 
climactic end of the piece. 

"All the camera techniques are 
designed to communicate with the 
music and not detract from it," adds 
Rasmussen. 

"Kentucky Center Presents: The 
Louisville Orchestra in Concert" is a 
KET production and represents a joint 
effort between KET and the Center in 
Louisville. Other programs in the series

Last week three area women helped 

the Carl D. Perkins Job Corps Center. 
here, take another step toward helping 
local residents. 

Linda Clark, 18, of Allen, Penny 
Neeley, 17, of Salyersville, and Laura 
Sammons, 16, of Prestonsburg, became 
the first women students to enter the Job 
Corps in the NON-RES (non-residential) 
program, December 9. The NON-RES 

rogram allows area residents to 
receive all the benefits of Job Corps by 
attending classes daily between 8 a.m. 
and 3:40p.m. The students are brought 
to the Center each weekday morning 
and returned to their homes after the 
school day ends at 3:40p.m: 

Linda Clark, originally from New 
Albany, Indiana, dropped out of school 
as a freshman, but now says she made 
a wrong choice. She is att~nding Job 
Corps both to get aGED and to complete 
a vocational course in electricity. "I'm 
hoping to learn skills that will lead to a 
job," Clark said. Clark learned about the 
acceptance of women from a recent 
newspaper article and became the first 
woman to apply and be accepted last 
month. 

Penny Neeley dropped out of Pres­
tonsburg High School a matter of days 
into her junior year. She, too, is pursu­
ing a career in electricity as well as ob­
taining aGED. "I have to get aGED to 
survive, just to get a job," Neeley said, 
of her decision to enroll in Job Corps. 
She would like to find employment in 
this area after graduation. 

Laura Sammons is involved in another 
Job Corps first. Not only is she one of the 
first three women enrolled in the NON­
RES program, she is also one-half of the

first husband-wife team enrolled! Laura 
and husband, Ronnie, 20, both dropped 
out of school in the eighth grade. They 
have been married a year and have 
found they need a high school diploma 
or equivalency if they hope to find work. 
Besides working toward their GED's, 
both wish to study building and grounds 
maintenance. 

Nationally, most Job Corps Centers 
admit young people of both sexes, but 
only recently has that been initiated at 
Perkins, the nation's smallest Center. 
Plans have been approved by Washing­
ton to build a women's dormitory. 
However, residential female cor­
psmembers will not become a reality for 
about a year when it is estimated the 
dormitory will be completed. 

"When the NON-RES program 
started, we were pleasa"ntly surprised to 
receive many inquiries from females,'' 
stated Rod Chambers, center director 
"Based on this we took our request for 
females to the Department of Labor 
headquarters in Atlanta and Washington 
and were finally given authorization to 
recruit NON-RES females, starting 
December 7. We hope that the ladies will 
benefit as much from the program as 
the NON-RES males have," concluded 
Chambers. 

Meanwhile, the Center continued to 
expand it's services to the local com­
munity by accepting 12 males for train­
ing in cooperation with the Eastern Ken­
tucky Concentrated Employment Pro­
gram. Approximately 30 Eastern Ken~ 
tucky youth from Floyd and surrounding 
counties are now attending the Center.

A book may very well be the answer. 

To help make the selection easier, 
nine Kentucky State University English 
faculty members have recommended 
books not now on the best-seller lists that 
they think make good reading and that 
they themselves have read 

Nedra Lundberg considers Gaudy 
Night by Dorothy Sayers, thought by 
many to have been the most literary of 
all mystery writers, to be Sayers' best 
work. For reading that will provoke 
laughter, she recommends Birds of 
Passage. 

For reading with a "strong sense of 
place.'' Lundberg included Sometimes 
a Great Notion, Staying On, Blue High­
ways: A Journey into America, and This 
House of Sky. 

Of Wolves and Men " is very, very 
readable, very balanced, and scientific 
without being ponderous," she said. 

Betty Nave recommends A Vindica­
tion of the Rights of Women, which con­
demns some of the "great names in 
classical literature for their pernicious 
portrayals of women." It was written 
in the late 18th century. 

The Immense Journey "makes 
natural science easy," she said; The 
Screwtape Letters "is an entertaining 
look at evil; " The Bluest Eye "is the best 
novel written about being black in 
America ;" and The End of the Affair 
"has romance that should appeal to all 
women.'' 

Nave calls Huckleberry Finn her 
favorite. "It is the best book in the 
world,'' she satd. 

Dr. Jerry Trammell recommends 
classic books or classic authors. Among 
Trammell's recommendations are the 
classic Death in Venice, The Im­
moralist, Nausea, and The Myth of 
Sisyphus. The first , Trammell said, is 
"always worth reading, even if you have 
read it ten times." 

Trammell said the American classic, 
Tender is the Night, is still a great book. 
He calls The Royal Way a " thinking­
person's Indiana Jones story, an adven­
ture with substance." 

Dr. Donald VerHey listed choices that 
include religion, American values and 
ideals and symbols, and writing. 

Writing Down the Bones, Ver Hey 
said, is a brief "how to" book on free­
ing the writer within each of us. The 
Good War includes interviews with peo­
ple who were personally involved in the 
winning of World War II, and Old Glory: 
An American Voyage recounts a modern 
trip down the Mississippi and "the 
writer's reaffirmation and criticism of 
the American way of life." 

Novels with interesting religious 
themes recommended by VerHey are 
The Second Coming and The Name of 
the Rose. He considers The Doors to His 
Face: The Lamps of His Mouth as 
outstanding science fiction. 

Dr. Estella Con will Alexander includ­
ed a number of books by black women 
because "this is a period during which 
more and more books of substance by 
black women are being published. ' ' 

Song of Solomon won a National Book 
Award for Toni Morrison, Alexander 
pointed out. " And any work by Gwen­
dolyn Brooks (Maud Martha) is ex­
citing," Alexander said. "She is poet 
laureate of Illinois and has won a 
Pulitzer Prize." 

Alexander recommends Invisible 
Man, Native Son, The Autobiography of 
Malcom X, and There is a River for the 
reader who wants to gain a strong 
understanding of and appreciation for 
the experiences of blacks in the U.S. 

Dr. Dorothy Miller recommends as 
"comforting and inspira tiona!" The Pro­
phet and I Heard the Owl Call My Name, 
both with religious themes. 

Books that explore differing cultures, 
such as Ishi: Last of His Tribe 
CAmerican Indian), The Big Sea 
(American black>, and The Thread that 
Runs so True (Appalachian white ), pro­
vide good-reading glimpses of the 
United States' pluralistic society, she 
said. 

The near-cult favorites of the 1970s, 
The Hobbitt and Lord of The Rings: the 
Trilogy provide "sheer enjoyment," 
Miller said. 

Dr. Richard Taylor recommends 
books by Kentucky writers and about 
Kentucky. 

"The Dollmaker is arguably the best 
novel written by a Kentuckian," Taylor 
said, "and The Memory of Old Jack is 
the best novel by the best fiction writer 
in the state." 

Taylor recommends the narrative 
poem, Civil Blood, for its investigation 
of the moral issues related to the Civil 
War and Jefferson's Nephews for its ac­
count of life on the 18th century 
American frontier. 

Other books with Kentucky settings or 
by Kentucky writers he recommends 
are Weeds and Night Comes to the 
Cumberlands. 

Sandy Trammell listed the only play 
recommended by the faculty

members- Rhinoceros, which she calls 
" bitterly funny." Her nonfiction list in­
cludes some self-help or personal m­
lerest books- Hiker's Guide to the 
Smokies. "a constant companion during 
breaks :" America's Garden Book, "a 
good book!" 

Bury My Heart at Wounded Knee and 
The Autobiography of Brook Farm pro­
vide well-written slices of terrible and 
idealistic. respectively, eras of the 
American experience, she said. 

Dr. Joyce Watford listed books she 
thinks are worth reading and books that 
list books worth reading. Watford 
recommends Best Books for Children 
and Good Reading: A Guide for Serious 
Readers as good references. 

For reading that provides "varied 
historical and sociological-psychological 
studies of blacks in the United States," 
Watford recommends the fictional 
Mama and the nonfictional Souls of 
Black Folk, which covers the period 
from Civil War Reconstruction to pre­
World War I. 

For variety 's sake, she lists the 
satirical A Confederacy of Dunces; the 
biography of a great Texas blues singer, 
Stormy Monday: The T-Bone Walker 
Story and Empire, "which recounts 
America's gilded age when the U.S. had 
far-flung colonial designs." 

Some Tax Returns 
Still Not Claimed 

William E. Palzkill. District Director 
of the Internal Revenue Service, has just 
released the names of Kentucky Tax­
payers to whom federal tax refund 
checks were issued in 1987 and the 
checks were returned to the IRS as 
"Undeliverable" . 

The list includes 398 individual tax re­
fund checks totalling $110,664.77. The tax 
refund checks range from $1.00 to $2,899, 
with an average check of $278. 

According to Palzkill, the taxpayers 
may have moved or changed their last 
names during the year and failed to 
notify the IRS. Sometimes the hand­
writing on the tax return may simply be 
illegible. 

When a refund is returned by the 
Postal Service, the IRS attempts to find 
the taxpayer and deliver the checks, but 
there are always some who cannot be 
found , according to Palzkill. 

Taxpayers who are expecting a refund 
and have moved ot changed their name 
during the year are encouraged to con­
tact the IRS. Kentucky taxpayers can 
write to the Internal Revenue Service, 
P.O. Box 1735, Louisville, Kentucky 
40201, or telephone IRS toll free at 
1-800-424-1040.

A Dream Worth 
Working For-

During the past week, I have had oc­
casion to attend several wonderful 
Christmas programs in our county and 
environs. At each, the singing was 

onderful, the participation marvelous, 
and the Christmas spirit contagious. 
Sadly, at each of them in Floyd county, 
though, something was lacking! At the 
top of my Christmas wish list for Floyd 
county this year is an auditorium fitting 
of the name to serve the needs of our 
students who are talented in music and 
dramatic arts, as well as providing a 
venue for outside talent. 

The Prestonsburg Grade School 
Auditorium may have served previous 
generations well, but now it is run-down, 
old, and decrepit, from too much use. It 
can't even hold the parents of the 

4tudents in the school at one time! 
Gymnasiums are fine for basketball 

games and functions in which the au­
dience can freely move around, but for 
a concert they are uncomfortable and 
add nothing to the acoustics of a chorus 
or band. 

The college auditorium was filled for 
the Community Chorus concert with 
almost no local publicity. Nice as it is, 
it is too small for many needed 
functions . 

The churches in our community are 
'more than generous in opening their 
doors for civic as well as church func-

1 tions, but no church is large enough or 
has enough platform space for the needs 
of the community as a whole. 

The bright spot in my travels was a 
visit to Knott county for the dedication 
of the Fine Arts Center at Alice Lloyd 
College. Two men from Prestonsburg 
had outstanding roles in its completion: 
Randy Burchett was the architect and 
Tom 0. McGuire the contractor. What 
a pleasure it was to hear the Lexington 
Symphony and the "Hallelujah Chorus" 
in a building constructed to enhance the 
experience, not detract from it. 

We recognize in athletics that the 
character of the building enhances the 
~rformance of the team, hence our 

monuments to Rupp in Lexington and to 
local citizens throughout the mountains 
as places to play basketball. 

But what about our future singers, 
musicians, and dramatic artists? Isn't 
it important to us to see they have a 
place in which they can display and hone 
their talents? The Alice Uoyd complex 
was given by a benefactor from outside 
this region, but we have many people 
who could give substantially to make 
such a dream come true. 

I am told by Mr. Burchett that it is im­
possible to build such an auditorium in­
to the new middle school, but that a 
ooperative venture could be possible in 
he future in connection with the Pres­

tonsburg High School. But it would take 
us working together, throughout our 
county (and beyond) to realize such a 
dream. 

But isn't it worth it? An arts center 
could serve our schools, the communi­
ty, and our region. A decent auditorium 
could be a "rain site" for performances 
of Jenny Wiley Theatre, something that 
has worked well in Bardstown. Fine 
choirs, plays, and other cultural events 
could be displayed in an atmosphere 
that would make us proud .. . and would 
also make us better stewards of the gifts 
and talents our children have in such 
abundance. If we don't make the most 
of those gifts, they may never be 
developed, or worse still, be lost. 

I would close with a favorite quotation 
f George Bernard Shaw, "Some men 

see things as they are, and ask, 'Why?'; 
I dream of things that never were, and 
ask, 'Why not?' " So, fellow citizens : 
why not a new auditorium and center for 
the arts in Floyd county? It's up to you.

New Lima Beans Tolerate 
Drought Like A Camel 

You wouldn't expect a lima bean to 
make a camel look like a water guzzler 
by comparison. but a scientist's new 
lima bean flourishes on just driblets of 
rainwater. 

So new it has no name, the lima thriv­
ed in Maryland's hot dry summer in 
1987, says Charles A. Thomas of USDA's 
Agricultural Research Service. What's 
more, it has superior flavor. 

Only three-quarters of an inch of rain 
fell in the three months after he planted 
the bean in June at the Beltsville, Md., 
Agricultural Research Center. Normal­
ly, the area gets 12.3 inches of rain be­
tween June 1 and August 31. 

"I found it hard to believe that these 
plants did so well with so little," he says. 

Not 10 feet away from the green lima 
beans, loaded with large pods, was a 
patch of corn also planted June 1. The 
corn rows, barely waist high, were 
brown instead of green, burnt in a sum­
mer that had 21 days over 90 degrees. 

Thomas is hoping that genetic 
engineering researchers will work to 
isolate the genes that give the new lima 
bean such a high degree of drought 
tolerance. 

Dress Up Your 
Holiday Gifts 

Here is an inexpensive way to dress 
up your holiday gifts and crafts. Make 
your own decorative ribbon. 

Select fabric that flatters the color and 
design of the giftwrap or craft item. Pat­
ty Rai Smith of the Kentucky 
Cooperative Extension Service said 
firmly woven, lightweight cottons are 
the best choices, such as calicos, 
gingham and other printed cloth. 
"Whatever you do, don't use polyester 
material. The glue will run right off," 
she said. 

Mix two cups of lukewarm water with 
l/2 cup of white glue. This will stiffen 
about 2 yards of fabric. An extra-heavy 
solution of laundry starch, prepared ac­
cording to package directions, wiU work 
as well, although Smith said ribbon 
made with white glue is probably more . 
durable. Immerse the fabric in the glue 
or starch solution until it is thoroughly 
moistened. Drip dry. 

Next, iron the fabric. If you choose to 
stiffen it with glue, place pieces of a 
brown paper bag between the ironing 
board, the fabric and your iron. 

Finally, cut your ribbon with scissors. 
If you cut on the bias, the fabric will 
ravel less. For a fancy touch, use pink­
ing shears.

"Genetic engmeering might make it 
possible to transfer the lima bean's 
drought tolerance to a crop like corn," 
he says. "In the past, we could never 
even attempt such a transfer. With con 
ventional breeding techniques, you 
couldn't cross a lima bean with a tomato 
or a carrot." 

If such a drought resistance can be 
switched to other vegetables, it would of­
fer the potential for growing crops in dry 
regions of this country and the world. 

Thomas says lima beans originated m 
Guatemala; Indians first brought them 
here through Arizona and New l\Iexico 
''Varieties that survived the arid condi­
tions in those areas were naturally go­
ing to have some drought tolerance, 
which has been passed on." 

While Thomas is pleased with his lima 
bean's camel-like water requirements, 
he is even happier that it combines two 
very marketable characteristics-a 
large curved pod and a bean that retains 
its green color after maturity. 

"Best of all, though, is the flavor," 
Thomas says. "Most people I've fed 
these beans like them better than any 
other lima."

Wrap meat loosely or place in a covered 
dish and refrigerate promptly. Or, wrap 
it tightly in moisture-proof wrapping 
paper or foil to freeze. 

There are few meat recipes that can't 
be converted to include your leftover 
turkey. Turkey cubes are great in place 
of beef in stew or in place of fish in 
chowder. Substitute slices of turkey 
breast for veal in French cuisine or in 
place of pork in a Chinese stir-fry.

Drain the pineapple, reserving juice 
for the sauce. Combine the pineapple 
with the turkey, celery, green pepper 
and almonds in a 2-quart casserole. 
Combine reserved pineapple juice with 
enough chicken bouillon to measure 2 
cups. Blend sherry and cornstarch 
together well. Add to juice mixture 
along with soy sauce, ginger and garlic 
powder; stir well. Pour over turkey mix­
ture and mix well. 

Bake in a 375 degree oven, uncovered. 
for 40 minutes or until sauce has thicken­
ed, stirring occasionally. Add tomato 
wedges and sprinkle with green onion. 
Bake 5 minutes longer or until heated 
through. Serve over brown ric':!.

Cooking Country Ham 
Country ham is a holiday tradition in 

Kentucky. As the season to be jolly fast­
approaches, keep these tips in mind 
when prepar'ing a Kentucky country 
ham. 

*Whole hams can be either boiled or 
baked. Whether boiling or baking a ham, 
plan on about 20 minutes cooking time 
per pound of meat. Use an oven 
temperature of 300 to 350 degrees. 

*Long-aged hams tend to be drier and 
may be better if boiled or baked in a 
roaster with water added. 

*Don't forget about those convenient, 
vacuum-wrapped country ham slices. 
To cook shced country ham, place the 
meal in a frying pan using moderate 
heat. Brown slices on both sides, turn­
ing frequently. Avoid overcooking thin 
slices as they will become dry and tough. 

Slices also may be broiled. Again, 
avoid overcooking. 

Sue Burrier, Extension foods 
specialist, suggests soaking a whole· 
ham in water for 12 hours to remove 
some of the salt You might also do this 
with a single slice of country ham. 

Always refrigerate country ham as 
soon as 1t is cut and also after cooking.

Who Pays When Teens Have Babies? 
Experts agree that children of teen 

mothers are at a disadvantage com· 
pared to those of older mothers. But 
because almost all of the studies on this 
issue have involved low-income fami­
lies. no one knows for sure whether the 
disadvantage is due to maternal age. en­
vironment or to a combination of these 
and other factors. 

Jane Hollowell, who works with Ken­
tucky teen parents and their children in 
the Children and Youth Project in 
Louisville, believes that while many fac­
tors figure in, maternal age does affect 
a child's overall development. 

"All other things being equal, I think 
that children of very young mothers are 
at more risk in terms of health, bad 
behavior and personal and social 
development." said Hollowell, a 
pediatric nurse practitioner. 

"I definitely think that their situation 
is compounded by their living condi­
tions, but if a girl is under 16, she prob­
ably hasn't come far enough along to 
understand what having a baby means, 
what accepting responsibility means," 
said Hollowell. "And we see the results 
of that immaturity here." 

In Kentucky in 1986, there were 175 
live births to girls under 15. These births 
occurred in all of Kentucky's 15 area 
development districts and in 65 counties. 
There were 9,028 live births to teens in 
1986. 

"We see babies who at six months old 
are very overweight because it's easy 
for that young mother to simply feed the 
baby every time it cries," she said. "On 
the other hand. if a baby tends to sleep 
a lot, it might be underweight because 
the mother won't wake the baby for 
regular feedings. 

"We find that many teen mothers 
aren't aware that baby has other than 
physical needs-a bottle and a dry 
diaper," said Hollowell. "The babies 
don't get the holding and hugging that 
they need. 

' ·As a result, we see a lot of generally 
fussy babies and toddlers that exhibit a 
lot of attention-getting behavior," she 
said. "In other words, they don't mind, 
which can cause big problems later on." 

Young mothers in general don't have 
realistic expectations of their child's 
development, she said. For example, if 
a toddler pulls a hot curling iron off the 
counter and is burned, the mother tends 
to believe that the accident was the 
child's fault because "she shouldn't have 
pulled the cord." 

''They don't seem to understand that 
the child, even tough she might be able 
to walk and talk, can't be responsible for 
her actions," said Hollowell, a 10-year 
veteran of the project. "If the child tries 
to walk down stairs and falls, we hear 
'he should have been more carefuL' " 

All of their clients are low-income, she 
said, but the older mothers accept more 
responsibility and in general are better 
equipped to raise a child. 

"These young mothers aren't inten­
tionally harming their children, but they 
just don't have the maturity or training 
to take care of a baby," she said. "And 
it's hard for us to provide that here in 
30-minute visits." 

The Children and Youth Project at the 
University of Louisville is funded largely 
by the Department for Health Services 
and provides health care for children 
deemed to be "high risk." A staff of 
physicians, nurses, nutritionists, den­
tists and social workers see children for 
regular check-ups and for illnesses. 

"We need more instruction for teen 
parents-they do want to be good 
parents," she said. "And we need ac­
cessible day care programs for these 
girls so that they can continue their 
education. If grandma works and the 
family can't afford a baby sitter or day 
care. she doesn't have any other choice 
than to drop out.'' 

Children of teens are at risk in other 
ways, says Pat Pennington of the Ken­
tucky Department for Health Services 
maternal and family planning services 
branch. Teen mothers are more likely 
to give birth to low birth-weight babies, 
increasing their likelihood of dying as in­
fants, said Pennington. 

In 1985, 7.1 percent of all babies were 
low birth-we1ght (under five and a half 
pounds l. Of births to girls under age 15, 
8 percent were low birth-weight; age 
15-19, 8.5 percent were low birth-weight. 

In 1985, the stale mfant mortality rate 
was 11.2, which means that of every 
1,000 live births, 11 babies died before 
age L Among babies born to girls under 
15, the infant mortality rate was 1 6; 
among the 15-19 set, the rate was 13.5 . 

In addition to being the leading cause 
of infant death. low birth·w~>ight can 
bring many other medical problems. 
Some low birth-weight babies haw low 
blood sugar (hypoglycemia l, which can 
cause brain damage They may not be 
able to maintain a proper body temper 
ature, which can cause slow growth. 
Low birth-weight can manifest itself 111 

nervous system and behavior problems 
later in childhood 

"We know that the risk to the babies 
could be greatly alleviated if these girls 
had early prenatal care," she said 
"Poor nutrition and smoking, drugs and 
alcohol also contribute to the possibili­
ty of low birth-weight. 

"Besides the humanitarian concerns, 
we know for a fact that we can save tax­
payers and the medical system in gene­
ral a Jot of money by preventing low 
birth-weight babies." 

Part Three of this $Cries will examine 
the costs of teen pregnancy to society as 
a whole.

When Mark's mother and father 
recently separated, the 16-year-old htgh 
school sophomore maturely accepted it 
as the best solution to their long-term 
unhappiness. 

On the other hand, 14-year-old Cynthia 
saw her parent's splitting up as a chance 
to escape her mother's strict discipline. 
She chose to live with her father who 
promised her a closetful of clothes as 
well as permission to date her 19-year­
old boyfriend. 

While Mark and Cynthia's reactions to 
divorce were very different, they reflect 
the wide range of responses teenagers 
have when a family splinters. 

Based on a long-term study of 60 
families undergoing divorce, child 
development specialists Judith Wallers­
tein and Joan Berlin Kelly found that 
some teenagers responded to their 
parent's breakup with surprising 
maturity. They were adolescents who 
accepted the need for the separation and

drew thoughtful conclusions about how 
they would make better choices in mar­
riage than their mothers and fathers. 

However, other adolescents in the 
study experienced intense negative 
reactions 

They were hostile toward a mother or 
father's new love interest, angry at a 
parent who they felt was sexually im· 
moral and feared whether they would 
falter as badly in marriage as their 
parents. The family's turmotl had also 
left them feeling extremely insecure, 
because they had been forced to grow up 
before they were ready. Wallerstein and 
Berlin concluded that how teenagers 
respond to divorce often depends on 
their parents. 

"Some adolescents who appeared to 
do well were those who from the outset 
had been able to maintain some distance 
from the parental crisis and whose 
parents' had permitted them to do so 
without intruding on them," they 
asserted. 

In her book "Growing Up Divorced," 
Linda Bird Franacke asserts that unless 
parents are attentive to their adoles­
cent's feelings during and after a 
divorce, the repercussions can be life­
long. 

"If their reactions are severe, they 
can get into very adult kinds of trouble," 
Franacke concludes. "Alcohol, drugs, 
promiscuity and overaggressive 
behavior are all too available avenues 
of 'escape' for the emotional teenager." 

To help a teenager through dtvorce 
parents should consider the followmg 
guidelines: 

-Immediately after the divorce 
adolescents need a chance to adjust to 
the enormous changes that have occur­
red. Change as few things as you can, in­
cluding where they live and go to school 

. if at all possible. Don't even move the 
furniture around if you can help it

Despite what you think of your ex­
spouse, remember that your adolescent 
ts probably still intensely loyal to him or 
her. Resist the temptation to unload to 
a teenager about such things as a former 
husband or wife's irresponsibility with 
money or his or her extramarital 
affa1rs. 

-You also owe it to your son or 
daughter to maintain as amiable a rela­
tionship as possible with your ex-spouse 
so that you can make rational decisions 
about such things as schooling and 
visitations. 

If possible, meet regularly with your 
ex-spouse on neutral ground <such as a 
restaurant> so you can come to consis­
tent, mutually agreeable standards by 
which you will raise your children Also 
use this time to rationally air your 
grievances so that you avoid ugly living­
room brawls that often occur when 
parents pick up the children for 
visitations. 

-Don't let your cynicism about love 
and marriage jeopardize your adoles­
cent's chances for happiness m the 
future. Try to take time to reminisce 
over family snapshots about the happy 
times you and your ex-spouse spent 
together as a couple. 

-While teenagers are not as prone to 
blame themselves for a divorce as their 
younger brothers and sisters, they may 
still need to be reassured that the 
divorce had nothing to do with them. 

-While after a divorce it's common 
for teenage boys to become "the man of 
the house," or the girl to assume the role 
of her newly single mother's friend and 
confidant, don't allow your teen to 
assume responsibility beyond his or her 
years. 
-If after the divorce your teenager 

becomes depressed, acts out, becomes 
verbally or physically abusive or 
develops unexplicable physical ill­
nesses, he or she may be asking for help. 
In such cases consider seeking profes· 
sional assistance.

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McDowell Comes Close 
But Falls To Bobcats 

A McDowell basketball fan strolled 
across the E.P. Grigsby Fieldhouse 
floor, greeted a fellow fan with a hand 
shake, and said. ''I'm looking for a pret­
ty good game tonight.'' 

The other Daredevil fan nodded in 
agreement and said, "I am too." 

In the pasta 'pretty good game' would 
have meant that McDowell wouldn't get 
blown out. But on this occasion the 
Daredevil fans were expecting Betsy 
Layne to be the team trying to stay 
close. 

Their pre-game conversation repre­
sented a basketball renascence in 
McDowell, a rapid transition from being 
Floyd County's whipping boy to the top 
team in the county. 

The Daredevils had won their first six 
games to start the seaason, and includ­
ed in that undefeated streak was an im­
pressive and convincing win over Bet­
sy Layne. 

But for some reason Daredevil fans 
knew their team would not blow Betsy 
Layne out. They expected a hotly con­
tested affair, and got even more than 
they expected. 

But not exactly what they wanted. 
The Betsy Layne Bobcats came out of 

the lockerroom smoking, and burned the 
nets early to build a second quarter 
10-point lead. 

McDowell, on the strength of three­
point shooting from Dickie Joe Shannon 
and Henry Webb, battled back to trim 
the Betsy Layne lead to only two points 
late in the contest, but failed to 
capitalize on important opportunities 
and eventually lost their first game of 
the season, 67-64. 

"Betsy Layne came to play tonight 
and we didn't," McDowell coach Johnny 
Ray Turner said after the game Friday 
night. 

"I'm not disappointed with the way we 
played," Turner continued. "We were 
c\ue one but I don't want to make a habit 
of it." 

Betsy Layne, winning their first con­
ference game of the season, was led by 
sophomore center Sam Stewart and 
senior forward Todd Sturgill. 

Stewart scored seven of his 18 points 
in the first nine minutes of the game, 
powering the Bobcats to an early 19-9 
lead. 

Stewart, one of the top sophomores in 
the region, hit a jumpshot with 7: 15left 
in the second quarter to put Betsy Layne 
up by ten points. 

After McDowell trimmed the Bobcat 
lead to six, Stewart again caught fire. 
With 3: 25 showing on the second period 
clock he cashed in on a jumpshot from 
the paint. Just over a minute later 
Stewart put back in a missed shot as the 
Bobcats maintained their big advant­
age. 

"The big difference in this game was 
that we beat their press and got some 
baskets off it and we kept them off the 
offensive boards," Betsy Layne coach 
Craynor Slone said. 

Betsy Layne beat McDowell 30-18 in 
the war of the boards. 

"They dominated the boards on us," 
Turner said of the rebounding dif­
ference. "Our guys weren't blocking out 
the way we have been." 

The Bobcats kept McDowell from re­
bounding efficiently, especially on the 
Daredevils' offensive end, but Betsy 
Layne couldn't stop what the Daredevils 
do best, shoot three-pointers. 

Todd Sturgill, who led Betsy Layne 
with 10 rebounds, hit two free throws 
with 13 secon~s left in the first half, giv-

ing the Bobcats a 10-point advantage. 
Henry Webb, at the buzzer, drilled a 

three-pointer, trimming the lead to 
seven and sending a message of what to 
expect in the second half. 

McDowell stayed to within seven 
points through the third quarter and 
traded baskets until the 3:09 mark when 
Dickie Joe Shannon pulled the Dare­
devils to within five points with two free 
throws. 

Barry Hamilton, Betsy Layne's 
reserve guard, hit a jumper, putting the 
Bobcats up by seven but then the three­
point duo got hot. 

Henry Webb, who finished with 16 
points, drilled a three-pointer and Dickie 
Joe Shannon, sandwitched around a 
Todd Sturgill field goal, tossed in two 
three-point jumpers. His second one, 
with 50 seconds left, pulled McDowell to 
within two points. 

Betsy Layne, with seven turnovers in 
the final six minutes, found themselves 
trying to survive in the final seconds. 

"You gotta give McDowell all the 
credit in the world," Slone said. "They 
kept coming and they kept coming and 
they never gave up." 

Betsy Layne's free throw shooting 
didn't hurt the Daredevils' comeback ef­
forts either. In a one minute and 13 se­
cond stretch the Bobcats missed three 
front ends of bonus opportunities and 
without a Todd Sturgill rebound off one 
of those misses the outcome could have 
been different. 

With 37 seconds left and McDowell 
trailing by two points, the Daredevils 
sent Duran Newsome to the foul line. As 
a capacity crowd rose to their feet in a 
thunderous roar Newsome's shot bounc­
ed off the back of the rim. 

Somewhere in the midst of the miss 
McDowell forgot to box Sturgill out. The 
6'2" forward sneaked inside for there­
bound, keeping the basketball away 
from McDowell. 

Seven seconds later the Daredevils 
sent Barry Hamilton to the line. The 
crowd once again raised in unison and 
once ~gain a Bobcat shooter felt the 
pressure. 

Hamilton's free throw bounced off but 
with 15 seconds left Duran Newsome 
made up for all Betsy Layne misses. 
McDowell punched the basketball inside 
but when Lance Hall missed a short 
jumper Newsome claimed the rebound. 

He was immediately fouled and this 
time the junior guard cashed in on two 
charity tosses . 

Todd Sturgill, who finished with a 
team high 19 points, later hit a pair of 
free throws to put the game out of reach 
and firmly into the Betsy Layne win 
column. 

"It's very important to us," Slone 
said. "Of course they're all important 
but this was a conference game. 

Betsy Layne improved to 1-0 in the 
conference while McDowell dropped to 
1-1. 

"We missed a rebound off a free throw 
and we had a couple shots underneath 
that just didn't fall. Those things could 
have turned it around," Turner said, 
summing up the final few minutes of the 
game. 

McDowell was led in scoring by Shan­
non who tossed in a game high 26 points. 
In his last three games the junior guard 
is averaging 31 points per game. 

Betsy Layne had four players to score 
in double figures. Duran Newsome toss­
ed in 14 and Keith Hall, a new addition 
to the Bobcat starting lineup, finished

Junior Pro Tryouts Are 
Scheduled For Saturday 

Tryouts for a new junior Pro league 
currently being established in 
Prestonsburg will be held Saturday, 9 
a.m., at Archer Park. 

The league, consisting of two age 
brackets, will be made up of a beginners 
league with players 6-9 years old and a 
JV division consisting of a 10-12 age 
group. 

All players are asked to bring gym 
shoes and trunks. The tryouts will con­
sist of shooting layups, free throws, and 
running. 

The league, according to one of its 
organizers, Dickie Hall, is being organiz­
ed for the purpose of teaching young 
people the fundamentals of basketball, 
giving them the opportunity to par­
ticipate equally, and learn the values of 
competition. 

"It's not as much as who is winning 
and who is losing. We just want every­
one to get a chance to play," Hall said. 

"In grade school basketball you have 
six or seven kids who get to play all the 
time and some who never get to play," 
Hall continued. "With Junior Pro each 
kid gets to play at least one quarter and 
each kid has to sit out at least one 
quarter. Your best player has to sit out 
and your worst player gets to play at 
least one quarter." 

The Junior Pro season starts January 
9 and games will be held on Saturday 

mornings. 
"We've always had little league 

baseball and this gives the kids a chance 
to get involved in something else. It can't 
be anything but good," Hall said. "The 
main thing will be teaching them basic 
fundamentals of basketball." 

Hall also expects the Junior Pro 
league to someday lend help to Prestons­
burg's high school basketball program. 
He points to McDowell and Martin's pro­
grams as examples. 

"I'm not exactly sure of the number, 
but three or four of McDowell's starters 
are products of their Junior Pro and the 
same is true with Allen Central, and the 
Martin Junior Pro." 

Hall says the Junior Pro program will 
give local youngsters on early introduc­
tion to basketball while teaching them 
the value of competition, even if they do 
not pursue basketball at a higher level. 

Parents and interested citizens are en­
couraged to take an active part in Junior 
Pro, but Hall warns that all participa­
tion should be on a positive level. 

"We've already had meetings with 
parents and told them not to yell at 
coaches, players, and referees. If they 
have anything to yell, it should be 
positive. Jf they don't go along with this 
then they'll be asked to leave the gym. 
We want this to be a good enviroment for 
the kids."

P'burg Reaches Finals 
Of Jenny Wiley Tourney 
Allen Central bailed out early, but the 

Prestonsburg Blackcats made a legiti­
mate challenge for a Jenny Wiley Invita­
tional Tournament championship this 
past week. 

The Rebels, in the tournament's open­
ing round, fell short at the foul line and 
in the height chart and fell short to 
Greenup County, 57-46, Thursday night. 

Allen Central, struggling all season 
from the charity stripe, hit on only eight 
of their 18 free throw opportunities, one 
of the reasons why the Rebels fell to 
much taller Greenup County. 

The Rebels stayed close until the final 
four minutes of the contest. Trailing by 
only three late in the fourth quarter, 
Allen Central was dealt a severe blow 
when Scott Floyd tossed in a three­
pointer for Greenup County. 

With 1: 15 left Damin Stephenson put 
back a missed shot, giving Greenup 
County a 52-43 lead and the eventual 
11-point victory. 

Joey Conn, Allen Central's talented 
sophomore, led all scorers with 17 points 
while Scott Floyd led Greenup County 
with 14 points. 

Darren Conn and Kevin Webb reach­
ed double figure scoring for Allen Cen­
tral, tossing in 11 points each. Mike Col­
lins and Todd Duff contributed three 
each, and Robbie Click added one point. 

Prestonsburg, playing in their own 
tournament, advanced all the way to 
Saturday's final game before losing the 
championship to Sheldon Clark, 81-48. 

"Starting with the second half of the 
Mullins game, we played pretty well, 
and I thought we were beginning to 
come around," Prestonsburg head 
coach Gordon Parido said after Satur­
day night's loss to Sheldon Clark. 

" Morgan County was the best com­
plete game we've played all year, but 
tonight Freddie was off and we didn't 
have anybody to pick us up," Pari do 
said. 

The Blackcat first year coach, speak­
ing of his 6'1" senior guard, said Pres­
tonsburg had been riding on the back of 
Freddie McCoy thus far this season and 
last week he carried them all the way to 
the championship contest. 

McCoy, a transfer from Mullins, 
scored 22 points Thursday night to lead 
Prestonsburg to a 72-62 win over 
McCoy's and Parido's former school, 
Mullins. 

Tim Trusty, junior center for the 
Blackcats, scored 16 points, and point 
guard Thomas Nairn added 12 to the 
winning cause. 

Kevin Wagner and Bobby Boyd com­
bined to score 44 points for Mullins, but 
their offensive output wasn't enough to 
stop the 10-point Blackcat victory. 

McCoy, Prestonsburg's leading scorer 
this season, came back the following 
night to score 28 points as the Blakcats 
dealt Morgan County a 78-65 whipping. 

Scott Hall, a reserve ins ide player, 
scored 17 points for Prestonsburg . Tim 
Trusty added eight pomts, and David 
Layne finished with seven. 

Mark Holbrook led Morgan County 
with 20 points. and Mark Hopkins toss· 
ed in 18. 

The win earned Prestonsburg a cham­
pionship game date Saturday night with 
Sheldon Clark, who had defeated Green­
up County, Friday night. 

But playing three games in as many 
nights and a talented Cardinal team took 
its toll on the Blackcats. Prestonsburg, 
who shot 29 percent from the floor, hit 
only 12 field goals for the game. One 
reason why they suffered a 33-point loss. 

"We just couldn't get anything going," 
Parido said. "It was one of those roof 
falling in kinds of things." 

Prestonsburg had only one player to 
reach double figures. Freddie McCoy 
scored 14, but after that the leading 
scorer was Todd Justice with eight 
points. 

The Black cats stayed close to Sheldon 
Clark through the first quarter and 
trailed by only three points midway 
through the second, but then the Car­
dinals got hot. 

"We followed our game plan. We got 
their big kids in foul trouble early," 
Parido said, mentioning the foul plagued 
inside players for Sheldon Clark. 

Larry James, Sheldon Clark's six-foot­
seven center, picked up two fouls in the 
first two minutes of the game and with 
4:03 remaining in the second quarter, 
Keith Hale, a 6'6" forward, was whistl­
ed with his third foul. 

But that didn't affect the Cardinals. At 
about the time Hale picked up his third, 
Sheldon Clark put distance between 
themselves and Prestonsburg. 

"If they wanted to shoot the outside 
shot we were going to give it to them, but 
I told our kids to box out and get the re­
bound," Pari do explained. "They miss­
ed some shots from the outside, but 
about three times in a row James got the 
offensive rebound and stuck it back in." 

With 4: 16left in the first half, James 
hit a rebound shot to put Sheldon Clark 
up by five points. James then rolled off 
six consecutive points as the Blackcats 
fell behind, 29-20. 

Brian Slone, on back to back trips 
down the court, bombed in three-point 
shots, and before the Cardinal run was 
delayed by the halftime buzzer. they had 
built a 41-25 lead. 

Prestonsburg outscored the Cardinals 
9-5 in the first three and one-half minutes 
of the third quarter, and when Scott Hall 
tossed in a pair of free throws with 4: 36 
left in the third, the Blackcats trailed by 
only 12 points. 

Sheldon Clark then went on another of­
fensive run, scoring the next 12 points, 
and broke the game wide open. 

The Cardinals, the biggest team in the 
15th region, is one of the top rated teams 
in the region. They already own a vic­
tory over Johnson Central, the team con­
sidered most likely to win the regional 
tournament 

Led by their inside game of James and 
Hale, the Cardinals made more 
believers Saturday night James led 
Sheldon Clark with 14 pomts and guard 
Brian Slone tossed in 12, all commg on 
three-point shots. Hale finished with 11. 

With the loss. Prestonsburg dropped 
to 2·3 on the season.

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McDowell Dumps Blackcats .. 
In Prestonsburg, Tuesday 

The McDowell Daredevils kept their 
perfect record alive with a 93-78 victory 
over the Black cats last Tuesday night in 
the Prestonsburg gymnasium. 

McDowell, 6-0 on the season, was once 
again led by their talented junior guard 
duo of Dickie Joe Shannon and Henry 
Webb. The two combined for 55 points 
as the Daredevils captured their first 
Floyd County Conference win in as 
many tries. 

Shannon, who has led McDowell's of­
fensive efforts in five of their six games, 
tossed in a career high 36 points, and 
Webb added 19 points to the winning 
effort. 

"We've got two of the best guards in 
the region," Johnny Ray Turner, 
McDowell's coach, said after the game. 
"Henry and Dickie are both good 
shooters and good ball handlers. They 
are unselfish players. They can hit a 
shot when we need it, and they can get 
the ball up the court when we need it." 

The pair of second~year starters have 
posted successful numbers from three­
point territory, and Tuesday night Shan­
non accounted for six three-point plays. 

The six-foot guard hit four three-point 
jumpers and drove to the basket while 
drawing and hitting a foul shot on two 
other occasions. 

Shannon, who hit for 14 points in the 
first half, found his shooting range in the 
third quarter, matching his first half out­
put in one eight minute period. 

With 6:22 remaining in the third Dan­
ny Hamilton, Prestonsburg's junior for­
ward, scored on a short jumper to trim 
the Daredevil lead to nine points. 

McDowell forward Lenny Hall, 25 
seconds later, checked in with a field 
goal to once again put McDowell back 
up by 11 points. 

Then came the Dickie Joe Shannon 
show. 

Besides a Mark Hall layup, Shannon 
scored the Daredevils final14 points of 
the quarter, and it couldn't have came 
at a more crucial time. 

McDowell may have had a big lead, 
and they had obviously already 
displayed their superior basketball abili­
ty, but they weren't exactly in complete 
control. 

With starting forward Jesse Osborne 
in the hospital and fellow starters Lance 
Hall, center, and Lenny Hall, forward, 
on the bench with three fouls each, Shan­
non had to shine. 

And shine he did. 
At the 4:18 mark, Shannon drilled a 

three-pointer. One minute and 10 
seconds later, he drove in for a two­
,pointer, and with 2:49 left, he moved 
back outside for another three-point 
jumper. 

In just over two minutes Shannon had 
scored eight points to help McDowell 
build a 19-point lead. At the end of the 
third quarter the Daredevils led 67-54. 

Prestonsburg had one more run left. 
Early in the fourth quarter, Scott Hall 
banked in a layup, and Chris Slone 
followed soon after with a successful 
jumper, and all of a sudden Prestons­
burg was back to within nine points. 

But their comeback was soon spoiled 
completely. 

McDowell, showing their balance, had 
four different players to score in a one­
minute and 13 second span to blow the 
game back open. 

McDowell led by as many as 19 points 

during the game before finally posting 
the 17-point victory. 

The Daredevils, battling foul trouble, 
got 13 points from its reserves in taking 
an early lead in the conference race. 

"We feel like we've got a pretty good 
bench, '' Turner said. "We've got a solid 
starting lineup, and we've got a pretty 
good bench. "I don't worry about putting 
any of them in at any time." 

Mark Hall, a sophomore guard/for- 1 ward, led the bench players with 11 
points. 

Lance Hall scored 13 points, and Len­
ny Hall added 12 for the Daredevils, who 
continued with one of their longest win­
ning streaks in this decade. 

Prestonsburg, 0-2 on the season, was 
led in scoring by Freddie McCoy. The 
6'1" transfer from Mullins tossed in 31 
points. 

After McCoy's team high 31, Prestons­
burg had only two other players to score 
in double figures. Thomas Nairn and 
Scott Hall scored 13 and 10 points, ~

Deer Season, Bag Limits and License 
Requirements Are Set for 1988 Season

brought back to eastern Kentucky in 
March. We don't care much for speci­
fics , but make sure it has state basket­
ball champs on it. Make sure the team 
that brings it back is at least this side 
of Morehead.

Deer seasons for archery and fire­
arms will open on their traditional dates, 
and hunters will need to buy only one 
deer tag to harvest two deer, according 
to regulations adopted by the Fish and 
Wildlife Resources Commission at its 
quarterly meeting in Frankfort Dec. 7. 

Bow season will extend from October 
1 through December 31, while the gun 
season is scheduled to open on the se­
cond Saturday in November (Nov. 12). 
Gun season length in the various harvest 
zones will not be set until the next com­
mission meeting, scheduled for March 
6-7, 1988. 

The new deer permit will have two 
tags, one for antlered deer only and one 
which will allow the hunter to take either 
antlered or antler less deer depending on 
zone limits. The two-deer permit, which 
will sell for $17.50, will replace the cur­
rent single-deer permit. 

Kentucky Afield ... 

"The two-deer permit should be ex­
citing news for the hunter, " says deer 
biologist John Phillips. "For $17.50, he 
will have the opportunity to take two 
deer without the inconvenience and ex­
tra expense of purchasing a second tag." 
Previously, hunters were required to 
purchase a second $11.50 deer permit 
before harvesting their second deer 
"Not only is the new tag more conve­
nient, but it is also a bargain," Phillips 
said. 

The two-deer tag is seen as an incen­
tive for hunters to take a second deer in 
zones where it is legal to do so. It will 
also provide wildlife biologists with a 
better management tool to insure that 
Kentucky maintains the quality of ·its 
deer herd. 

The bag limit for deer will remain two 
per hunter per season. 

Make that two trophies. We want a 
boys' title too. 

Now Santa, it seems the boys in Bean­
town might need your help again this 
year.

Approximately 20,000 more deer were 
harvested during the 1987 gun season 
than in 1986, according to preliminary 
counts conducted by the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources. 

A total harvest of 57,381 deer was 
recorded by check station operators, 
state conservation officers and other 
departmental personnel during the 
November 14-23 season. Last year's 
survey showed a total of 37,476 deer 
harvested. The final deer harvest for 
1987 is expected to exceed 61,000. 

The increased harvest was a result of 
higher deer populations and more 
liberal hunting regulations in some 
areas of the state. For the first time, two 
deer could be taken by gun in 26 coun­
ties . That change, in addition to a 
greater availability of deer statewide, 
provided a better opportumty for 
hunters to harvest a deer. 

Eastern Kentucky districts showed an 
encouraging harvest increase this 
season. The Seventh Wildlife District 
harvest more than doubled, eighth 
district hunters harvested 749 more 
animals than last year, and the ninth 
district reported 405 more deer 
harvested than during the 1986 season. 

In order of harvest, the second, first 
and fifth districts, which included the 
new "two deer by gun" counties, were 
again the top three districts. The second 
district <West-Central Kentucky l 
reported 18,-835 deer taken, up over 6,000 
from 1986; the first district <far Western 
Kentucky> tallied 10,989 deer harvested, 
an increase of over 4,000 from last 
season ; and the fifth district (Northern 
Kentucky) recorded 8,148 deer, an in­
crease of over 1,400 from the previous 
season. 

According to John Phillips, deer pro­
gram coordinator, the gun season 
harvest achieved the management goals 
for the state's deer herd. Hunters took 
enough does to reduce herds in zones 
where deer populations needed to be 
reduced, according to Phillips. Adequate 
numbers of deer were also harvested to 
attain a more balanced herd and help re­
tain quality deer hunting opportunities. 

After examining the 1987 harvest 
results , Phillips revised his proposal to 
increase the season limit to three deer 
for the 1988 season, staying with the two­
deer limit. 

" Generally speaking, enough deer 
were harvested this season to stabilize 
most of the more highly populated areas 
under a two-deer-per-hunter limit," said 
Phillips 

"Therefore, the need to increase the 
limit to three deer is not necessary for 
the 1988 season. The season limit will re­
main two deer per hunter, but the two 

deer tags will be sold as a single 
package." 

"The use of these tags will be 
regulated by zone criteria so the harvest 
continues to reduce numbers where 
needed and also provide a balanced 
herd," said Phillips.

Meade, from Pikeville, is part of a 
cooperative senior citizens' training pro­
gram conducted by Prestonsburg Com­
munity College and funded by the Na­
tional Council on Aging <NCOA) through 
the Big Sandy Community Action Pro­
gram <CAP). 

PCC is offering the program in Paints­
ville and Pikeville, with the aim that the 
seniors will be able to find jobs in the 
private sector upon completion. Dw-ing 
the 10-week classroom stint, Meade and 
her classmates, all 55 or over, are 
brushing up their math, reading and 
writing skills. 

In January, the 16 students will go in­
to practical training as learning center 
aides, clerical aides , day care center 
aides or home companions. 

"The program's great. I can't express 
it really," says Meade, who left school 
in the eighth grade. "I never dreamed 
this would happen to me." She pauses 

1 and shakes ber head. "We never know 
what's in store." . 

Most of the program participants have 
worked for years at CAP or NCOA fund­
ed job sites Meade, for instance, was a 
dispatcher for the Johns Creek Fire 
Department. Others were associated 
with schools, libraries, community 
centers, county and municipal govern­
ments and other organizations. 

Striving to interest and challenge 
these non-traditional students, instruc­
tor Barbara Burke takes them bowling 
and explains mathematical concepts in 
scoring. She brings cardboard pies, and 
sometimes real ones, to class to 
demonstrate fractions. 
PCC's Pikeville offices in addition to 
Meade, are: Vada Burke, Pat Chaffins, 
Betty Osborne, Charlotte Rawson, and 
Marie Parson, all of Pike county; and 
Rose Floyd, Virgie Spriggs, Delmer 
Keathley, and Kathleen Willis of Floyd 
county. 

The Paintsville group, which meets 20 
hours a week at First Christian Church, 
includes Opal France, Marjorie Keene 
and Arthur Griffith, of Lawrence coun­
ty, and Martha Conley, Lorene Young 
and Jim Garnett, of Johnson county.

Kentuckians may face a very clearly 
drawn choice on important state tax and 
budget issu during the 1988legislative 
session, according to Sen. John "Eck" 
Rose, president pro tern of the Kentucky 
Senate. 

Rose told a Dec. 12 Kentucky Farm 
Bureau Legislative Breakfast in 
Louisville that legislators will likely take 
their cues from public reaction to Gov. 
Wallace Wilkinson's proposed budget, 
due out in mid-January, before deciding 
whether to treat state financial pro­
blems with program cuts or tax 
increases. 

"The public response to the governor's 
executive budget will determine our 
course," Rose told the farm group. 
"When the people of the state get that 
budget and find out who's ox is being 
gored, either they will say they don't 
want those cutbacks or they want to go 
the other way." 

Wilkinson has said he will oppose any 
immediate increase in taxes despite 
reports that the state faces an estimated 
$400 million shortfall over the next bien­
nium. Legislative leaders, including 
Rose, have indicated they would be 
reluctant to go along with deep spending 
cuts in certain key programs, primari­
ly education. 

Rose acknowledged the political dif­
ficulty of legislators supporting tax in­
creases in the face of adamant opposi­
tion from the new governor. But he 
noted that the lawmakers could make 
that choice if a public outcry develops 
from affected groups over spending 
cutbacks. 

Kentucky Farm Bureau President 
Ray Mackey has said farmers may be 
at risk if state taxes are increased next 
year. In earlier remarks to the Farm 
Bureau convention delegates, he said he 
hopes Wilkinson keeps his campaign 
promise of "no increased taxes" 
because a lot of the "targets of the 
Frankfort tax raisers can be found down 
on the farm." 

Among them-property taxes, House 
Bill 44, which makes certain property 
tax hikes subject to referendum, 
agricultural exemptions from the state 
sales tax, and cigarette excise taxes. 

Noting Wilkinson's landslide victory in 
rural areas of the state, Mackey said he 
hopes the new governor "remembers his 
rural friends" when farm property or in­
come get targeted for higher taxes. 

Rose pledged his personal opposition 
to higher property taxes. But he said if 
the legislature "holds the line" in that 
area, it will have to look at other sectors. 
And the search is made more difficult, 
he noted, by tax exemptions that have 
"eroded the state's tax base in recent 
years." 

He also warned that agriculture could 
be one of the sectors hard-hit by spen­
ding reductions. He said deep farm pro­
gram cuts have been implemented at 
the federal level, and he could foresee

Whatever choice the legislature 
makes won't be dictated by the new 
governor, Rose noted. In promising con­
tinued legislative independence, he said, 
"We will cooperate with the Administra­
tion when warranted, we will criticize 
when appropriate, and we will take the 
lead when it's in our realm to treat the 
issue."

As Com­
missioner of Agriculture, it's natural for 
me to look back at the work we have 
done ... at some of the things there just 
wasn't enough time to finish ... and to look 
forward to see what's on the horizon in 
terms of the ways in which Kentucky 
Government can continue to be of help 
and encouragment to agriculture, Ken­
tucky's keystone industry.

Davenport To Retire 
From Campbellsville 

Campbellsville College President Dr. 
W .R. Davenport has announced his 
retirement effective Dec. 31, 1988. 

At the end of his tenure, Davenport 
will have served 20 years as president 
of the four-year liberal arts college in 
central Kentucky which is affiliated with 
the Kentucky Baptist Convention. 

Davenport made the announcement to 
the Campbellsville College Board of 
Trustees Friday, Dec. 4, at a regularly 
scheduled meeting. He said he was mak­
ing his retirement announcement now to 
give the board time to select a 
successor. 

Davenport told the trustees his health 
is one "major consideration" for his 
retirement. "I want to leave this posi­
tion while my health and vitality are still 
strong," Davenport told the trustees in 
a letter of his retirement. 

He has suffered from rhematoid ar­
thritis for over 20 years and said he had 
noticed some " gradual physical 

· deterioration" over the last two years . 
"For the past six months or so, the 

disease has intensified and is becoming 
significantly more painful and limiting, '' 
he said. 

However, Davenport said another 
reason for his early retirement is the 
" sense of God's leadership." He told the 
trustees, "I sense that it is now within 
God's time to let a new leader assume 
this responsibility and lead the college 
into the 21st century." 

The trustees approved a long-range 
financial plan, called Vision 2000, at the 
board meeting, and he felt that it would 
soon be time for a new president to 
assume the leadership. 

Davenport told the trustees, con­
tingent on the desires of the board and 
the new president, that he would like to 
serve in some post at Campbellsville 
College following his presidency. 

His major interest would be on public 
relations and image enhancement 
and/ or fund raising activities. 

Davenport told the trustees, " It is an 
honor, and I 'count it all joy' to have had 
the special privilege of serving this 
Board and this college as its chief ex­
ecutive officer and of working with these 
dedicated colleagues for these past 19 
years.''

Sometimes it seems as though 
everything causes cancer, but actually 
some foods and vitamins may help pre­
vent the disease. By eating a well 
balanced diet, choosing a variety of 
foods and following the guidelines listed 
below you can reduce your risk of 
developing cancer, according to the Na­
tional Cancer Institute. 

Limit your intake of fat to decrease 
the risk of developing colon cancer and 
possibly cancers of the breast and 
prostate. 

To help you measure fats, here are 
some examples: 

• one cup of whole milk has eight 
grams of fat, but skim milk only has a 
trace; 

• 10 potato chips have eight grams of 
fat· 

.'one tablespoon of peanut butter has 
seven grams of fat; 

• one slice of pizza has 20 grams; 
• one cup of ice cream has 10 grams; 
• one hot dog has 15 grams of fat; 
• one teaspoon of butter or margarine 

has five grams of fat. 
Ways of preparing food can also help 

reduce dietary fat levels. Baking, broil-' 
ing and boiling foods is better than fry­
ing; trimming excess fat off of meat 
helps; using low fat milk and cheeses; 
and limiting the amount of meat, poultry 
and fish to six ounces or less each day 
is also beneficial. 

The National Cancer Institute also 
recommends eating more fruits, vege­
tables (especially those high in vitamins 
A and C) and whole grain breads and 
cereals. Foods such as peas, carrots, 
spinach, sweet potatoes, kale and pump­
kin are high in beta carotene, a 
substance which the body changes to 
vitamin A. Diets high in this substance 
have been associated with lower rates 
of most cancers. Diets low in Vitamin A 
have been linked to prostate, cervix, 
skin, bladder and colon cancers. 
Vitamin C may also play an important 
role in preventing cancers of the 
stomach and esophagus. Brussels· 
sprouts, green peppers, strawberries, 
oranges and other citrus fruits are good 
sources of this vitamin. 

Fiber helps move waste products, in­
cluding potential cancer causing agents, 
through the body. Another benefit or 
fiber is that it is low in fat. For these 
reasons, a fiber rich diet is recommend-
ed. Such a diet includes bran, fresh 
fruits, vegetables, whole grain breads, " 
rice, pasta and dried beans. 

Consume salt c~. smoked and grill­
ed foods only in moderation. Cancer 
causing agents may come from the 
barbecue flame and smoke; this may be 
a concern when grilling fish or meat or 
frying hamburger. 

Drink alcoholic beverages only in 
moderation. Too much alcohol, especial­
ly when combined with cigarette smoke, 
increases the risk for cancers of the 
mouth, esophagus and larnyx. 

These guidelines are beneficial not on-
ly for their possible help in preventing 
cancer, but for good health in general; 
following them may help keep body • 
weight down and reduce risks for other 
health problems.

Much has been written and spoken 

about the values of pets as companions, 
as well as their importance in teaching 
children the discipline of being respon­
sible for the well-being of another life. 

Most of it is true. Caring for an animal 
does teach responsibility; pets can be .. 
ideal companions not only to children, 
but for older persons as well. Some 
research indicates that animals are ef­
fective companions for persons with 
fatal, sometimes communicable 
diseases- AIDS victims, for example. 

Before you buy a pet as a gift for 
another person, consider the adulf size 
and personality of the animal, as well as 
the requirements for proper care. A 
Great Dane, for example, would likely 
be out of the question for an elderly per­
son Jiving in a retirement complex, but 
possibly ideal for a person living alone 
on a farm. 

Project yourself into the lifestyle of 
the person to whom you are giving the 
animal. Can that person afford to feed 
the animal'? Even "free" pets from the 
animal shelter eat regularly and require 
veterinary care. 

Can your friend physically care for the 
animal'? How about allergies'? Does the 
pet fit your friend's lifestyle'?. 

Remember when you obtain the 
animal to also obtain information on pro­
per feeding and care; don't just assume 
that everybody knows how to care for 
animals. Also, obtain information on ' 
local animal control laws. 

Another suggestion: take the animal 
to your veterinarian prior to presenting 
it to the new owner. A checkup before 
giving the animal away may prevent 
disappointment, especially if a 
dangerous condition is discovered. 

And if it was last year you gave the 
animal as a gift, and if it has become a 
valued companion, an ideal gift this year 
might be a gift certificate from your 
veterinarian for inoculations and 
preventive measures for the animal. Or 
an offer of transportation to and from 
the veterinarian's office. Many retired 
people do not have private transporta­
tion, and taking a pet to the veterinarian 
by public transportation can be an im­
possibility in some areas. 

Your veterinarian can help you match 
pets to the personality of your friend.

Schneider:'Willow Creek' 
is not a 'Dukes' reunion 
By Wendy Wallace 

"This movie was impor­
tant for both Tom Wopat 
and me," says John 
Schneider of "Christmas 
Comes to Willow Creek," a 
CBS movie airing Sunday, 
Dec. 20. "It was an oppor­
tunity for us to show what 
we were capable of doing 
besides the Duke boys. 
People will now be able to 
look at us more seriously 
than they did before."

As Bo and Luke Duke of 
the CBS series "The Dukes 
of Hazzard," Schneider 
and Wopat became TV's 
best-known duo before 
taking their last ride in the 
supercharged General Lee 
in 1985. Now, the holiday 
drama reunites the two 
actors as new characters. 

They portray Ray and 
Pete, feuding brothers 
who are asked by their old 
friend AI (Hoyt Axton) to 
bring a truckload of gifts 
to the remote and econom­
ically hard-hit town of 
Willow Creek, Alaska. 
Only their compassion for 
the wheelchair-bound 
friend, who usually makes 
the trip himself, can per­
suade the two to endure 
four days together in the 
cab of an 18-wheeler. 

Adding to their difficul­
ties are Pete's teenage son 
Mike (Zachary Ansley), 
who detests his father, 
and Jessie (Kim Delaney), 
a woman the two brothers 
are still arguing over. 

"It's hard to take all 
those elements and make 
it realistic," Schneider ad­
mits. "But it comes off 
very well. Every time you 
think it's over, something 
comes in to brighten it up 
again. And it keeps getting 
better, so the story ends 
on an uplifting note." 

Schneider is aware that 
many viewers will expect 
the movie to be a thinly 
disguised "Dukes" re­
union. But he says that 
just the opposite is true. 

"I'm proud to say that 
we've avoided the Duke 
characters," he says. "On 
the set, we started the 
'Duke patrol' - whenever 
we slipped into old habits, 
we would cut, or one or 
the other would be in­
structed to keep them out 
at all costs. When people 
see us in this, they'll know 
the relationship is real 
and different." 

Schneider has devoted 
much of his time to his ca­
reer as Sl country music 
singer, and recently com­
pleted a tour with the 
group Alabama. ("Sold out 
everywhere we went," he 
says.) He also has acting 
projects in the works with 
his Trail's End production 
company. 

"I don't want Tom and 
myself to appear as book­
ends," he says of his re­
union with Wopat. "We're 
good friends, but we're as 
different as two people 
can be. But there's some­
thing about us. It's proba­
bly the best working rela­
tionship I've ever had."

THREE MEN AND A BABY (PG - Buena Vista) Starring 
Steve Guttenberg, Tom Selleck and Ted Danson. **

The title of "Three Men 

and a Baby" tells you ev­
erything you need to 
know about the film. 
Take three amiable bach­
elor roommates, place 
them in the Taj Mahal of 
New York penthouses, 
then add the active ingre­
dient: a baby girl cute 
enough to melt the heart 
of an Eskimo Scrooge. 

Tom Selleck, Steve Gut­
tenberg and Ted Danson 
play the three amigos, 
Peter, Michael and Jack, 
all of them swinging 
American males. These 
guys would never turn a 
single woman away from 
their door, and little 
Mary is no exception. 
They find her on their 
stoop, with a note at­
tached indicating that 
one bachelor's night of 
pleasure has paid its divi­
dend. Soon the three men 
are godfathers, with 
their careers and social 
lives giving way to night­
ly feedings and dirty 
diapers . 

The plot demands that 
the three bachelors con­
sider the baby a nuisance 
at first, but are eventual­
ly overcome by her 
charm and their own pa­
ternal drives. But these 

guys are wealthy enough 
for the child to be no bur­
den economically. And 
gags such as the scene in 
which the baby wets the 
silk sheets are light­
weight farce at best. So 
when Mary's mother 
(Nancy Travis) comes to 
reclaim her, it is no sur­
prise that all three men 
want to make a long-term 
commitment. And the do­
mestic tale takes a large­
ly unnecessary twist 
when the package from 
heaven gets mixed up 
with a package of heroin 
intended for some drug 
dealers. 

Selleck, Danson and 
Guttenberg convey 
enough charm to over­
come the film's lack of a 
believable plot. Director 
Leonard Nimoy directs 
with restraint that is, de­
pending on your point of 
view, a light touch or a 
lack of style: There are 
no glaring errors, but no 
inspired bits either. His 
biggest mistake may 
have been agreeing to di­
rect in the first place. The 
French film "Three Men 
and a Cradle," on which 
this film is based, was a 
very funny movie. This 
one doC'sn't come close.

Arrants has coniured up 
a past for Dr. Lassiter

The introduction of Dr. 
Steven Lassiter on "The 
Young and the Restless" 
last January reaquainted 
fans of the soap with Rod 
Arrants. 

Rod Arrants 

Arrants had appeared 
on "Y &R" for six months 
in 973, playing a stable 
boy named Jeff. So it was 
no surprise when fans 
celebrated his return as 
Lassiter. 

In truth, though, he is 
best known to soap view­
ers for the roles he has 
played in between his 
two "Y &R" stints. He at­
tracted attention for his 
portrayal of Austin 
Cushing on "Lovers and 
Friends" and the spinoff 
" For Richer, for Poorer," 
then enjoyed a six-year 
run as Travis Sentell on 
"Search for Tomorrow." 
The roles of Andre Shu­
man on "Dallas" and cor­
rupt police chief Richard 
Cates on "Days of Our 
Lives" further broadened 
his audience. 

Creating Dr. Lassiter, 
· he says, was like starting 

from scratch. 
" It was a ;ight~into-

the-frying-pan experi­
ence," Arrants recalls. "I 
had all the dialogue, be­
cause Eileen Davidson 
(who plays psychiatric 
patient Ashley Abbott) 
was mute for a couple of 
months.'' 

Arrants didn't know 
anything about Lassiter's 
background, so he con­
jured up a history for the 
character. "I've given 
Steven a past," he says. 
"He comes from New En­
gland, from a fairly well­
off background.

INF Treaty To Begin 
Ratification Jan. 19 

The Senate Foreign Relations Com­
mittee will begin hearings January 19 on 
the treaty which President Reagan and 
Secretary General Gorbachev expect to 
sign next week to eliminate short- and 
intermediate-range nuclear-armed 
missiles in Europe.

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NFIB Launches Drive 
For Balanced Budget *Times Want Ads Really Get Results* 

The National r'ederation of Indepen­
dent Business has launched a 23-state 
grassroots lobbying campaign to 
pressure the U.S. House Judiciary Com­
mittee into allowing the full House to 
vote on a constitutional amendment to 
balance the budget. WE'RE .7 -

The lobbying push by the 500,000-
member NFIB is targeted at 66 
members of tne House of Represen­
tatives, including Rep. Carroll Hubbard 
Jr. <Dl of Kentucky's first congressional 
district and Rep. Larry J. Hopkins (R) 

of Kentucky's sixth congressional 
district, who have not publicly commit­
ted to a full House vote on the amend­
ment bill. 

The balanced-budget amendment <H. 
J. Res. 321 >,sponsored by Reps. Charles 
Stenholm <D-TX J, Larry Craig <R-ID), 
Bob Smith <R-ORl and Tom Carper <D­
DEl, was introduced in the House on 
June 17, 1987, and has so far attracted 
236 co-sponsors. 

The bill was assigned to the House 
Juidiciary Committee where, according 
to John Motley, director of federal 
governmental relations for NFIB, the 
leadership has vowed to hold the bill 
hostage, denying a full House vote on the 
issue. 

For the legislation to reach the House 
floor for a vote, at least 218 represen­
tatives must sign what is known as a 
Discharge Petition-a parliamentary 
procedure that would force the commit­
tee to send the bill to the full House. 

However, Motley noted that because 
of the nature of the discharge petition 
process, many members of the House­
including those who signed as co­
sponsors of the legislation-are reluc­
tant to sign the petition. 

"We have alerted our members in 
these districts of the need to urge Con­
gressmen Hubbard and Hopkins to sign 
the discharge petition," said Motley. 

"The Congressmen have signed on as 
co-sponsors of the legislation, but it's im­
perative that we get them to sign the 
petition. We're hopeful that the voices of 
Kentucky's small-business owners will 
convince them to help bring the legisla­
tion to a full vote," he adde~.

Cattlemen will enjoy greater profits in 
1988, but pork and sheep producers may 
have to settle for smaller profits, accor­
ding to a University of Kentucky College 
of Agriculture liveslock marketing 
specialist. 

"Moderate increases in consumer in­
comes coupled with a steady increase in 
population will keep cattle prices steady 
and at profitable levels throughout 
1988," said Lee Meyer, University of 
Kentucky Extension livestock 
marketing specialist . 

Although Meyer predicts 1988 hog and 
sheep prices to be lower in the coming 
year, he said both should still remain 
profitable enterprises 

The past year has been profitable for 
all segments of the beef industry and 
should become more profitable in the 
coming year, he said. 

"Higher prices for cattle to go into 
feedlots, coupled with cheaper feed for 
them while they were readied, made 
backgrounding the most profitable seg­
ment of the industry last year,'' Meyer 
said. 

Cow calf operations, which are 
generally regarded as the least pro­
fitable segment of the industry even in 
good times, are expected to show more 
profit next year, as the higher prices for 
cattle prompt expansion in breeding cow 
herds and a greater demand for calves," 
Meyer said. 

Meyer cautions cattlemen who are 
considering expanding in the wake of 
greater industry profits to take a long 
look at history. 

"When times are good, many cow calf 
operators expand their herds. When so 
many expand at the same time, a glut 
of beef develops in about three years, 
when these heifers start producing 
marketable calves,'' he said. 

While beef producers may be cheery 
over the prospect of better times in 1988, 
Meyer said that hog producers do have 
reason to be upspirited. 

"Hog prices held steady and higher 
through mid-September when they

started downward due to increased 
slaughter. However, because of ex­
pected higher prices for beef at the 
supermarket in the coming months, de­
mand for pork may temper the down­
ward trend in hog prices early in 1988," 
he said. 

In fact, Meyer said, hog prices may 
have bottomed out a lready and may 
hold reasonably steady throughout 1988. 
If so, hog operations should continue to 
be profitable. 

Sheep numbers are rising, three per­
cent nationally and a whopping 19 per­
cent in Kentucky. The increased number 
of sheep was partly responsible . Meyer 
said, for the sharp drop in lamb prices 
from their high of $90 in May to thetr 
current $60s range. Seasonal differences 
also accounted for some of the decline. 

Still. Meyer said, sheep production 
will remain profitable throughout 1988, 
with prices during the spring averaging 
in the $75 to $85 per hundredweight 
range. Late summer prices are ex­
pected to be in the $60 range, Meyer 
said.

Federal Law Mandates Reporting 
Of Hazardous Materials on Farm 

Farmers who have quantities of any 
chemicals that have been deemed ex­
tremely hazardous by the federal 
government must make a report to local 
and state officials or face a possible 
$25,000 per day fine if they are found to 
have such materials. 

"The Superfund Amendment Re­
authorization Act CSARAl, a federal 
law, affects most farmers who use insec­
ticides, fungicides or herbicides in their 
operations," said Doug Johnson, Univer­
sity of Kentucky Extension ento­
mologist. 

Congress passed this law after 
chemical spills in India and West 
Virginia . It applies to manufacturers, 
dealers, farmers and others who work 
with hazardous materials, Johnson said. 

The list of hazardous chemicals that 
must be reported includes more than 400 
chemicals, many of which are common­
ly used on the farm. Each chemical on 
the list has a threshold amount; any 
amount over that figure used on the 
farm must be reported, Johnson said. 

Some common agricultural materials 
that appear on the list include: para­
quat, ammonia, terbufos (in such pro· 
ducts as Counter), ph orate (in such pro­
ducts as Aastar and Thimet), zinc 
phosphide, and carbofuran (in such pro­
ducts as Furadan, he said. 

"Currently, under the federal law 
farmers must report having these 
materials on their farms if they have 
them in amounts exceeding the 
threshold. They are not required, 
however, to specify exactly what those 
materials are or how much of them they 
have," Johnson said. 

The reporting involves reports to both 
the County Emergency Planning Com­
mittee and the State Emergency 
Response Commission, Johnson said. 

The local planning committee may 
ask for more information to hel them 
plan for emergencies, such as ire, he 
said. 

In addition, he said, if any of the 
materials listed on the federal list are 
spilled, the farmer must notify the Coun­
ty Emergency Planning Committee and 
the State Emergency Response Com­
mission as soon after the accident as 
possible. 

"The spills provision of the federal law 
specifies how much of the material may 
be spilled before notification is 
necessary. Generally, however, the 

threshold amount for reporting is very 
small," he said. 

Applications which are part of normal 
agricultural processes are not con­
sidered to be reportable spills, he said. 

Farmers who have employees who 
work with such chemicals must provide 
a copy of the material safety data sheet 
that will be provided by the seller of the 
materials. In addition, a copy of the 
material safety data sheets must ac­
company the county and state reports, 
the entomologist said. 

"This federal law is new and many 
farmers may wonder where they can 
find out more about it- to see what is on 
the list and how to report any materials. 
I suggest they call the State Emergen­
cy Response Commission at (502) 
564-8660 for more particular informa­
tion," Johnson said.

TOXIC SHOCK UPDATE 
We don't hear as much about toxic shock syndrome 

anymore because reported cases have dropped from 1,000 
in 1980 to 150 last year. In 1980, the syndrome caused n~r­
panic among women. The condition was eventually lmk-
ed to super-absorbent tampons left in place for extended 
periods of time. There is still an association with ta~pon 
use, and also with the contraceptive sponge. The rtsk of 
toxic shock, however, is considered very low. To help pre­
vent toxic shock syndrome, menstruating women should 
change tampons frequently _and wa_tch fo: the sy~ptoms. 
They are high fever, rash wtth peelmg skm, vomttlng and 
diarrhea, severe muscle aches, delirium, and low blood 
pressure with shock.
