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Lawmakers, Small Coal Operators
Seek Better Workman’s Comp Plan

By Tim Sizemore

“We are small coal operators strug-
gling for existence. We need you to sup-
port this bill,"" were the words of mine
owner Joe Jacobs as he conducted a
meeting last Saturday to drum up sup-
port for a new Workman's Compensa-
tion bill as an alternative to the O'Daniel
plan.

Kentucky House Majority Leader
Greg Stumbo, who drew up the bill, told
the group of over 70 independent coal
operators that he hopes that the small
coal operator is nol dead. He vowed to
work hard to save the independent coal
producer, bul said he will need their help
if his efforts are lo be successful in
Frankfort,

A major part of Stumbo's plan in-
volves the establishment of a coal
workers fund. The fund would receiveall
assessments on premiums and tonnage
from coal operators and would pay coal
related claims, :

Under the proposed plan, the
employer would have the option of either
paying two assessments of 23,3% and
40.0% of their compensation insurance
premiums, or paying a lonnage rate of
50¢ per ton from deep mine production
or 30¢ per ton from surface mine produc-
tion. Under Stumbeo's plan, small
operalors would pay a tonnage assess-
ment and medium and large operators
would continue to pay the 63% premium
assessment, Stumbo said that the ton-
nage assessment would produce about
18 million dollars per year and premium
payments would produce about 40
million.

Stumbo said that under his plan there
would be an annual review of the
amount of money in the Special Fund
and Coal Workers Fund. In the first
assessment, the fund would be adjusted

Head Lice Widespread
In Floyd Grade Schools

The Flayd county school system has
a lousy situation on its hands—literally

Prestonsburg Elementary 15 anly one
of the sehools in the county plagued by
head lice, and apparently, there s little
the school system can do about it, The
problem is all over the county, accor
ding to Jennifer Martin, the school
system’s only nurse. And il is not ¢on
fined to Floyd county, Lexington had the
same problem earlier this year, and il
15 a continuing problem in three or four
of its schools, an official said there,
yveslerday.

in addifion to there being only one
school nurse who cannot be in two

schools at the same time, health depart.’

ment nurses no longer visil schools as
they did some years ago. In Lexington,
the school system has a contract with
the health department whose nurses
visil the schools, giving eve examina-
tions, vaccinations, and among other
things checking for head lice. If they are
found, shampoo is either sent home, or
the child is treated at the school.

Here, if lice are found a letter is senl
informing the child's parents of the pro-
blem with instructions on treatment, All
parents of other children in the
classroom are also informed of the
problem,

Treatment consists of a medicated
shampoo, of which there are several,
some over the counter, others by

prescription. In Lexington, the cost is $23
per bottle, bul here, cosl ranges from
$4.39 to $10.00 for over-the-counter
preparations available at most drug or
sundry stores, The prices given here
were quoted to The Times by the
Prestonsburg Sundry Store,

The sitvation which is not new was
brought to public notice by the Rew,
Timothy Jessen at last Wednesday
night's Board meetling, Jessen sug-
gested that if the sehool system is unable
to help those families who ecannot afford
the treatment, the ministerial associa-
tion mighl be able to help them. Prier

meeting location. She noted that a
series of meetings had been held at
Prestonsburg High School, bul the
December meeting was held al Betsy
Layne High School.

Banishing Brittle Bones with Boron

By JUDY MCBRIDE

Boron, an element long used to soften
waler, may also help harden bones.

A six-month study shows thal boron
may help prevent osteoporosis, accor
ding to nutritionist Forrest H, Nielsen
and anatomist Curtiss D. Hunl of
USDA's Agricultural Research Service
in Grand Forks, N. Dak

Osteoporosis, a disease lhal makes
bones brittle, affects as many as 15 1o 20
million older Americans, mainly
women. Each year, it is responsible for
well over a million fractured bones at an
annual cost of $3.8 billion

In the study, 12 postmenopausal
women followed a very low boron diet
for 17 weeks, then took supplements lo
bring their daily intake of boron to the
levels they would get from a well
balanced diet

Within eight days after the women
began taking the supplement, urine (ests
showed thal calcium losses had declin
ed by 40 percent and magnesium losses
by one-third. In fact, their daily loss of
these elements was even lower than
prestudy levels, when the women were
on normal diets. “These elements are
important in maintaining the integrity
of bone," said Nielsen.

Increasing the intake of boron also
doubled blood levels of the steroid hor-
mones estrogen and testosierone,
"These steroid hormones are thought to
be very important for maintaining bone
and calcium status,"’ said Neilsen. "'In
fact, estrogen replacement is currently
the only proven therapy for osteoporg-
sis.”

Because boron hasn't been considered
an essential nutrient for people, there is
no recommended intake and there are
no boron supplements on the market

Hunt cautioned that large doses of
boron can be toxic, even lethal. But, he
said, people can gel plenty of boron by
eating nuts, leafy vegetables, legumes
and fruits—especially apples, pears and

Jobless Rate

Up Slightly

In Seasonal Work Decline

An increase in nonfarm payroll jobs
was offsel by 4 sharp seasonal tecline
in agricultural employment, helping
push up jobless rates in 70 Kenlucky
counties between October and Novem-
ber

Local unemployment figures were
down in 47 counties during the same
period and remained the same in three
counties, according to a report issued
recently by the Cabinet for Human
Resourees.

“"The loss of farm jobs, which we see
al the end of the tabacco harvest season
each year, had the biggest impact on
Kentucky's employment picture in
November," said Ed Blackwell, the
state's chiefl labor market analyst

Kentucky's jobless rate inched up-
ward from a revised 7.) percent in Oe-
tober to a preliminary 7.2 percent in
November. bul remained well below the
November 1986 rate of B.1 percent

Nationally, unemployment was 5.6
percent in November, down from 5.7
percent in October. Comparable state
and national rates are nol seasonally
adjusted

Compared 1o November 1986, jobless
rates were lower in 84 Kentucky coun-
ties, higher in 25 counties and the rate
was the same in Fayette County

Eighl counties reported unemploy-
ment rates al 5.0 percent or below, They
were Woodiord (3.1 percent), Shelby
3.2 percent). Carroll (3.6 percent);
Fayelte (3.9 percent), Franklin (4.2 per-
cent); Jessamine (4.4 percent);
Madison (4.9 percent); and Calloway
(5,0 percent).

MecCreary County's 24.1 percenl rale
was the highest, followed by Edmon-
sofn's 22,2 percent, Elliott's 17.9 percent
and Carfer's 15.5 percent

Thirly-seven counties reported
November jobless rales of 10.0 percent
or below, down from 38 in October and
57 in November 1986

The estimated 1,326,800 nonfarm
payroll jobs Kentucky recorded for
November is 800 more than the previous
high, reached in October. Late reports
from employers are expected to push
the November figures even higher,
Blackwell said

|

Mos!t of Kentucky's October-to-
November employment growth was in
trade, where preliminary reports show
3,800 more jobs. '‘Mest of this increase
was the result of the beginning of tobae
co sales,”” said Blackwell, “'but holiday
gift buying prompted an increase in
department and clothing store jobs."

Employment also increased in educa-
tion (600) and transportation, com-
munications and utilities (300).

Most of the job losses (14,600 in
agriculture and 700 in construction)
were temporary, Blackwell said

A strike idling 1,000 workers at
Louisville's Henry Vogt Co. caused
manufacturing jobs to show a decline.
“Since these people have returned o
work, our employment picture fr this
category should look better for
December," Blackwell said

The number of Kentuckians who had
jobs, as measured by the U.5, Depart-
ment of Labor’s household survey, was
1,556,600 in November, down from
1,573,700 in October and below the
November 1986 report of 1,570,600

The federal estimale that 120,600 Ken-
Luckians were unemployed in November
was up from October's report of 119,500,
but below the November 1986 figure of
138,100

Kentucky's civilian labor force
estimate for November was 1,677,200,
down from 1,693,200 in October. In
November 1986 the state’s labor force
eslimate was 1,708,700, This figure in-
¢ludes non-military people with jobs and
unemployed people who actively are
seeking work. It does not include the
unemployed who have nol looked for a
job in four weeks.

The jobless rate in the Big Sandy
district dropped from a revised 12.0 per-
cent in October to a preliminary 11,4 per-
cenl in November. Rates ranged from
8.4 percent in Martin county, the only
single-digit rate in the district, to 14.8
percent in Magoffin county,

The monthly sample of claimants of
unemployment insurance benefits show-
ed 41.3 percent had worked in mining,
21.4 percent in trade, 14.3 percent in ser-
vices and 11.1 percent in construction.

A Legislative Perspective

Admidst much backslapping, the in-
troduction of House Bill 1—the lotterly
bill—and dire predictions of a budget
shortfall, the convening gavel for the
1988 session of the General Assembly
fell.

Opening day of the General Assembly
found newly elected Governor Wallace
Wilkinson greeting us' with an out-
stretched hand. He made brief remarks
in both chambers in an unprecedented
opening-day speech. [t was an encourag-
ing gesture fo oul-distance rumors of
growing differences between legislators
and the Governor. The next step, of
course, will be compromises over these
differences as the major issues appear
throughout the agenda of the session.

In the earliest moments of this new
session, House Bill 1 made its debut for
public serutiny. House Bill 1 joins two
other bills that have been filed that
would create a state lottery, But House
Bill 1, sponsored by most democratic
members of the leadership ef the House
of Representatives, including myself, is
the most likely meagure to meet with
suceess.

It simply provides for a change in
Kentucky's Constitution to allow the
Commonwealth (o establish a state
lottery.

[t does not, however, direet the money
to be spent on any specific programs.
The first major objective is to putl the
measure on a stalewide ballot to see if
a majority of Kentuckians approve a lot-
tery. Then. and only then, should a deci-
sion be made on how proceeds from a
lottery should be spent.

To put a damper on the pleasant
thought of bringing the state additional
revenue through a state lollery,
chairmen of the House and Senate Ap-
propriations and Revenue Committees
made serious budget shortfall predic-
tions for the approaching budget year to
the tune of $75 million.

It will be up to this General Assembly
to make major decisions on how lo
balance the state budget as our Constitu-
tion does not allow a year to end in'the
red, As increases in taxes are only con-
sidered as‘a last resort measure, either
cuts or slowdowns in agency programs
will probably be enacted.

The First Amendment Congress i
working to promote the amendment’s
importance, said Ed Staats, chief of
bureau, Kentucky Associated Press.

"“It's an educational program," Clabes
said, "' [t startles us when people read the
Bill of Rights and don't identify with it.
It's a fundamental part of our lives."”

The Congress is a “‘coalition of citizen
and professional interests designed fo
encourage thoughtful dialogue about the
importance of the First Amendment o
everyone,'’ Staats said

““We like to spread the word that the
First Amendment to the .S, Constitu-
tion is not just for the press,"” he said.
“It's surely for everyone."” [ ]

Staats said the goal is to establish a
First Amendment and Constitutien
resource center that will attract the
general public and students, as well as
constitutional scholars.

“They thought the best way to do that
would be to gather books and videos on
the First Amendment in one room, '’ said
Douglas Boyd, dean of the College of

materials about the First Amendment,"

It is true thai some smokers will put on
a few pounds when they quil because the
metabolism will temporarily drop
However, giving up cigarettes is far
healthier to you than adding on a few ex-
tra pounds. It would take the addition of
more than 75 pounds to offset the health
benefits which a normal smokér gains
by quitting. Researchers believe that
nicotine alters the preference for sweel-
tasting foods. It's not just that the orally
fixated smoker trades in the gratifica-
tion of cigarettes for the pleasures of
eating, but that sugar is a particular pro
blem for those trying to kick the habit.
Research findings suggest that if you
restrict the type. but not the quantity of
food around the ex-smoker, you may be
able fo control body weight gain. Don't
keep calorie-rich foods around the
house. You can avoid weight gain when
you stop smoking by practicing your A,

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Winter Heating Funds

Alloted, Reserve In Place

Gov. Wallace G. Wilkinson today an-
nounced the allocation of nearly $9.6
million in federal home heating
assistance funds to the state's 23
regional community action agencies for
use beginning Jan, 11 in helping low-
income Kentucky families with a
heating emergency.

The crisis phase of the Home Energy
Assistance Program (HEAP) is for
eligible households without heat, facing
the loss of a heating source within five
days or needing emergency repairs.to a
heating system.

“The funds are being distributed
through each community action agency,
as in past years, based on the percen-
tage of the low-income citizens in that

W region,”’ Wilkinson said.

*'The Department for Social In-
surance has also established a two-fold
emergency reserve, amounting fo 15
percent ($1.4 million) of Kentucky's
share of the federal HEAP budget, to be
used by the community action agencies
for emergencies that arise after the in-
itial funds run out,” the governor said.

The allocations to be drawn upon by
each community action agency includes
Big Sandy CAP, $526,259.

Social Insurance Commissioner Mike
Robinson explained that $1 million
would be placed in a contingency fund
& which would go to community action
agencies that have exhausted their in-
itial funds A smaller
amount—$400,000—will be held in
reserve for the late winter months to
assist those who are without heat dur-
ing severe weather periods then.

“Each local office of the community
action agencies will handle the applica-
tions and provide assistance aimed
specifically at alleviating the immediate
heating emergency facing a particular
family,” Robinson said.

“In some cases, a payment may be
made on an outstanding utility bill to
restore service or avoid a cutoff. Other
situations may call for the purchase of
emergency fuel supplies, portable
heaters, blankets or even repairs to a
non-funetioning furnace."

Local offices of the Department of
Social Insurance, which handled earlier
HEAP application periods, are not in-
volved in the “crisis’" application pro-
cess. Those applications must be made
at the community action agency offices
in all 120 counties beginning Monday,
Jan. 11,

DROPPER IN THE BUCKET

Many children’s medications and vitamins, as well
as eye medications for people of all ages, come with drop-
pers. These make easy work of administering liquid
medications. However, droppers bring with them the in-
creased risk of contamination. If, for instance, a child
sucks on the dropper while taking liquid from it, he trans-
fers bacteria from his saliva to the dropper. When the
dropper is returned to the bottle, the medication becomes
contaminated. By the same token, if eye droppers are
allowed to touch the infected eye area during application,
infectious bacteria can be transferred back to the bottle.
Clearly, the idea is to keep the dropper free from bodily
contact. Otherwide, the dropper must be boiled after each
use or the medication discarded altogether.

MDA Researchers Indentify

Missing Protein In Muscle

Researchers supported by the
Muscular Dystrophy Association
(MDA) recently reported identification
of the critical muscle protein whose
absence, resulting from a gene defect,
causes Duchenne muscular dystrophy,
the most common and most deadly form
of the crippling disease. The landmark
achievement was made possible only
because of the discovery by MDA in-
vestigators last year of the gene defec-
tive in the disorder, according to MDA
Central Kentucky Chapter President,
Bob Saunders.

# MDA National Chairman Jerry Lewis
was elated by the finding, commenting,
“Through their generosity, the
American people have made possible a
terrific holiday gift of hope for 'my
kids’." Lewis emphasized that the
discovery does not mean a treatment
has been found. He added, “Today we're
a giant step closer to my dream of a
cure. But I'm asking for America’s con-
tinued, increased support to take the
next, crucial steps to making that dream
a reality.”

The historic discovery was made by
an MDA-supported investigative team

ded by Louis M. Kunkel, Ph.d., of the
Howard Hughes Medical Institute at
Children’s Hospital in Boston. Dr.
Kunkel also headed the research group
that in October 1986 announced
discovery of the Duchenne muscular
dystrophy gene. The team reported the
new finding in separate articles in recent
issues of the scientific journals Cell and
Nature,

Proteins, the building blocks of cells,
are manufactured by the cells according
to blueprints carried by the genes. When
a gene is defective, its protein is made

amproperly or not at all. The Cell arti-
cle describes the identification of the
protein whose blueprints are normally
carried by the Duchenne gene. The
previously unknown protein, which the
researchers have named “‘dystrophin,”
was found to be missing from muscle in
individuals with Duchenne muscular
dystrophy.

The Nature paper reports that in
healthy muscle the protein is a key com-
ponent of a complex network of protein
structures within the muscle cell that
triggers muscle contraction, producing
force. The absence of this component,

Sdystrophin, sets off a chain of events in
the muscle cell that eventually leads too
the destruction of the cell.

Dr. Kunkel, commenting on his team’s
discovery, said, ‘‘Knowing the identity
of the critical ‘missing piece’ in
Duchenne muscular dystrophy, we can
begin to understand how the one pro-
tein’s absence weakens and ultimately
destroys muscle. We hope this advance
will enable us to design treatments
speecifically aimed at replacing
dystrophin or compensating for its
absence.

@A Population Shifts
In Age And Location

America’s veterans population con-
tinued its gradual decline during 1987 ac-
cording to Veterans Administration pro-
jections based on U.S. Census data, Yet,
Sunbelt states such as Arizona and
Florida added to their number of
veterans and the ranks of older
veterans, 65 and older, rose significant-
ly.

VA estimates the current number of
U.S. veterafs at just over 27.4 million,
down from 27.8 million the previous
year. There are 370,700 veterans living
in Kentucky. Counties with the largest

& eterans populations are Jefferson with
82,530, Fayette with 25,320 and Kenton
with 15,410.

World War II veterans—131,500 in
Kentucky—remain the largest single
group of veterans, though the number of

" Vietnam era velerans—109,900 in
Kentucky—will surpass them by 1992,

The Louisville VA Regional Office
Director, John W. Hagan, Jr., noted that
the number of Kentucky veterans 65 and
older will increase significantly during
the next 10 years and, nationally, the
number of veterans 75 and older will tri-
ple by the end of the century.

“Qur veterans population projections
predict a dramatic increase in the
numbers of older veterans seeking

Wissistance from VA," said Hagan. *‘Our
work is cut for us. Our current veterans
population, plus veterans dependents
and survivors, represents some 79.3
million people—one-third of America’s
population—all potentially eligible for
VA services or benefits,”

Duchenne muscular dystrophy, which
strikes boys almost exclusively, causes
progressive weakness and wasting in the
voluntary muscles. The earliest signs of
the disorder appear between ages 3 and
5. Patients are confined to wheelchairs
by age 12, and few survive their early
twenties. While measures have been
developed to extend the survival and im-
prove the quality of life of individuals
with Duchenne muscular dystrophy,
there is as yet no specific treatment for
the disease.

Duchenne and other types of muscular
dystrophy are among the 40 neuromus-
cular disorders, including amyotrophic
lateral sclerosis (ALS) myasthenia
gravis, and Charcot-Marie-Tooth
disease, that the Muscular Dystrophy
Association strives fo defeal. MDA cur-
rently supports some 500 research pro-
jects worldwide aimed at understanding
these diseases and finding cures and
treatments. It also maintains a broad-
based patienl service program, in-
cluding a nationwide network of 240
clinies, and far-reaching programs of
public health and professional
education.

Safety Officials Offer Tips
For Space Heater Safety

Wood sloves, fireplaces and space
healers can make for a cozy evening at
home bul can also bring disaster if nol
treated with care, according to the Ken-
tucky Department for Health Services.

E.P. Conyers, consumer product safe-
ty branch manager, says thal Ken-
tuckians who use wood stoves and space
heaters for primary and/or supplemen-
tary heat should be aware of the dangers
and how to avoid them.

‘““Many people do not realize that bur-
ning paper, cardboard boxes or other
light, fluffy material in wood stoves or
fireplaces can cause chimney fires,"
said Cenyers. “Furthermore, burning
plastic, treated wood and foam
materials can generate toxic gases."

Ashes from a fire should be collected
in a metal bucket with a metal cover
because some ashes may contain live
coals. A fire should never be left unat-
tended, said Conyers, unless a screen or
glass front protects against coals popp
ing out onto a combustible surface

“Two things that are imperative in a
home with a wood stove or fireplace are
a fire extinguisher near the fire and
smoke detectors,” he said. “No matter
how careful you are, one or both of these
things might be needed to save your
life.”

Several kinds of space heaters are
available to consumers, said Conyers,
including gas, kerosene and electric—
each with its own potential problems,

“With any kind of space heater, make
sure you follow precisely the installation
instructions on distance from walls,
venting and so on,” he said. “‘Heaters
should be kept clean and inspected and
serviced at least once a year.”

Two dangers connected with gas
heaters are escaping gas and carbon
monoxide. “If you smell gas from a
space heater, air the room immediate
iy."" he said, “‘and call the gas company
Do not try to light the heater, and do not
touch electrical switches if you smell
gas

““Carbon monoxide is a little trickier,"
he said, “because it cannot be smelled
or seen. Gas space heaters that are nol
properly vented can let carbon monox-
ide escape into the room, so owners
must make sure that the heaters are cor-
rectly installed.”

Symptoms of carbon monoxide
poisoning resemble those of the flu al
first—headaches, dizziness and nausea,
Continued exposure to high levels of the
gas can cause unconsciousness or death,

If a kerosene heater is producing
fumes, he gaid, make sure the fuel level
and wick adjustment are correct.

When using electric space heaters, do
not use frayed or light-weight extension
cords, Conyers said

The following recommendations,-he
said, apply to all types of heating
sources

**Do not use a heater for a clothes

A Healthful Taste Of India

The traditional dishes of many nations
provide novel ideas for healthy eating
here at home, and the cooking of India
is no exception. While many equate In-
dian cuisine with the rich foods and hot
curries that most Indians enjoy primari-
ly on holidays and festive occasions,
their day-to-day meals tend to be much
lighter and simpler.

Many of India’s dietary habits can be
traced to origins in the Moslem and Hin-
dum religions of the country. Vegetaria-
nism is common, with legumes such as
lentils and split peas forming an essen-
tial part of everyday meals. Rice and
whole-grain bread, as well as yogurt,
are also dietary staples. Where meat is
eaten, the fat is trimmed and the skin is
removed from chicken. All of these are
dietary practices which can help meel

About 5 minutes before this mixture
is done, place the remaining tablespoon
of oil in a skillet and add the sliced onion.
Cover and cook over a very low heat un-
til the onions are fender. Set aside.

Remove the lentils from the heatl and
mash them with a fork or potato
masher. Spoon the lentil mixture into a
serving dish and garnish with the addi-
tional onions. This will yield four half-
cup servings, each with 252 calories and
8 grams of fat.

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Drunk and Drugged Drivers
Still Are Serious Problem

Drunk driving remains the number
one killer on our roads, striking with a
frequency and ferocity that would be na
tional news If {ts victims were reported
in total each day instead of individually
in the obituaries in thousands of cities
and lowns where the tragedies occur, Its
viclims are a cross-section of America;
the rich, the poor, the young, the old, the
safety-conscious and the not-so-salety-
conscious, Bul they share a common
demise thal is always unexpected,
always needless and often grudgingly
tolerated, because our social norms
®won’l quite permil them Lo be charac-
terized as other than accidental deaths

For many years in this country, we
talked about drunk driving in statistical
terms only ; lives los! and public expen-
ditures. The higher the numbers, the
more the public would pay attention, or
so'we thought. But the opposite was true
The numbers were largely ignored,
because they were, after all, just
numbers, There were no faces or shat-
tered lives attached to tug at the heart
strings

But something changed all that in the
early 1980's. Citizen activist groups, like
S Mathers Against Drunk Driving, moy-
ed drunk driving off the bar graphs and
brought it up close and personal, laying
its dire conseguences squarely on the
doorsteps of virtually every American
community. Suddenly the blinders came
off, the outrage swelled and things
began to change—and change drama-
tically.

Thanks to that awakening, the United
States, lo its ¢redil, has made remark-
able progress in just a handful of years.
Forty-one percent ol the total traffic
deaths in 1986 involved at least one
& driver or pedestrian who was inlox-
icated, a shocking figure but one that
represents a significant decline from the
46 percent thal was tallied in 1982, The
percentage of intoxicated teenage
drivers involved in fatal crashes also
dropped. from 28 percent in 1982 to 21
percent in 1986, the largesl decrease
among all age groups

As promising as the improved slatis-
tics are, they are not much comfort too
the families and [riends of the 19,000 peo-
ple who were killed last year in alcohol-
related crashes. We are holding our
own—keeping things from getting
worse—bul we are stilla long way from
the point where we can drive our roads,
reasonably assured that the ap-
proaching car or truck is nol driven by
someone who has had too much to drink.
Alcohol has played—and probably will
continue to play—a major role in how we
socialize in this country. The challenge
is to convinge people to use alcohel in
mpderation-and o avoid driving after
drinking. This is especially true during
the Christmas/New ¥Year's holiday
season whep travel inereases, office par-
ties abound and it's common to get
together mih family, friends and
ﬂ neighbors for ““a little holiday cheer.”

Tougher laws, more enforcement and
increased public and media attention
over the past few years helped reduce
aleohol-related erashes by nearly 30 per-
cenlt in some parts of the nation. Many
résponsible people have gotten the
message and have modified their drink-
ing habits for the better. But the prob-
lem is far from solved and complacen:
cy should not replace the concern and
anger of the early 1980's that motivated
government, the private sector and
citizen groups Lo stop wringing hands
over drunk driving and start fighting it.

We continue to be too tolerant of a
dangerous minority who leave parties,
bars and restaurants with attitudes like
“Idrive better when I'm drunk," “1 on-
Iy had a few," and ""Nobody drives my
car but me ™

A majority of the loans were made
under the SBA bank guaranty program,
This means thal the bank provides the
funds to their small business customers
while the SBA pguaranties the loan
agains( loss to the bank. Ninety-seven
Kentucky banks participated in this
program,

assistance and lraining to small

business owners or managers to enable
them lo prosper and overcome their
preblems; working with federal agen-
cies lo provide procurement contracts
for small businesses; and assisling

A —Yes. You should request that the
VA withhold a portion of your pension
check as payment toward your debt.

Q.—1 have been receiving a widow's
pension from the VA for the past 20
years. If I remarry, will I be able to con-
tinue to receive the pension?

A.—No. When a widow remarries, her
pension terminates

Q.—Is there a penalty if a VA
guaranteed home loan is partially or ful-
ly paid before it becomes due?

A.—No. There is no penalty if a VA
loan is paid in advance.

Social Security—
More Than Just Retirement

If you work in Social Security covered
employment, your employer deducls
Social Security, or FICA taxes [rom
your paycheck. You know thal FICA is
a Social Security tax, and you expecl
that one day when you retire, you'll be
able to gel a Social Securily check. But
Social Security is much more than a
retirement program. It's a package of
protection for you and your family when
your earnings stop or are reduced
because of your retirement, disability,
or death.

Social Security provides four types of
insurance. Two of those—reliremenl
and Medicare—are familiar to most peo
ple. But did you know thal Social Securi
ty also provides disability and survivors
insurance?

If you were to become severely disabl-
ed, you could receive as much as $1,000
a month from Social Security? And if
you have eligible family members, yvour
family benefits could be as high as $1,500
a month, Of course, most disabled
workers do not receive this much,

Hopefully, you won't die premature
ly and leave behind a spouse and small
children. But if that would happen, they
could receive a total monthly Social
Security benefit of as much as $1,800

Social Security pays monthly checks
to about 3 million disabled workersand
B million members of deceased and
disabled worker's families

Family members receiving benefits
include widows and widowers, who are
at least 60 or disabled and 50-59, or any
age and caring for children under 16 or
disabled; a spouse 62 or older or under
62 and caring for a child under 16 or
disabled; unmarried children under 18,
or 19 if in high school, or any age if
disabled before 22; divorced spouses
may receive checks in most cases if
their marriage to the worker lasted 10
Years or more,

Dr. David Atcher, a psychiatrist with
Eastern State Hospital in Lexinglon,
said thal most holiday depression 1s just
temporary and must be distinguished
from clinical chronte depression, which
continues after the séason has ended

“Several things can set off a case of
the holiday doldrums,” said Ateher
"Loss of a loved one through death or
divoree is probably the mosl common
reason,” he said, “and the Christ-
mas/New Year's Day period is often
viewed as an ‘anniversary' to reflect
upon the lopss

“Financial problems or even exhaus-
tion from seasonal social activities also
¢can creale a temporary feeling of
lowness ™

Christinas can be especially trying for
children of divorced parents, who must
split the holiday between homes, Atcher
said

‘Images of intimate [amily gather-
ings are abundant and many children
and adults dream of families getting
back together.” he noted. “Often, thisis
impossible.

Atcher said one problem that mental
health treatment specialists have begun
looking for over the past few years is
known as seasonal affective disorder

“Researchers have shown that some
peoople begin to get depressed when
winter sets in and the days start to get
shorter,"" he explained. “This problem
is though to be biological rather than
psychologieal in nature, as il has been
treated with artificial lights or a trip to
a warmer climate with longer days."'

Hayes said the holiday season can be
a time for making good memeories.

“Itis important to plan your time so
you enjoy vourself "' she explained. “But
if the effort or expense oulweighs the
benefil, give yoursell permission not Lo
do it

“During this holiday season, the
average person’s energy level is lower
and the diel is erratic, which also ean
conlribute to depression,” said Haves
“People should remain physically ac-
tive, watch their diet and limit alcohol
intake "

If the feelings of depression become
more than a person can handle, both of-
ficials suggest seeking professional help
Kentucky's 14 regional Comprehensive
Care Centers have 24-hour crisis lines
available to assist in reaching trained
professionals who can help people cope
with the holiday blues

Kentucky Beef/Dairy Farmers
To Pay More Taxes This Year

Kentucky cattle producers and dairy-
men may end up paying an additional
$28.5 million in taxes this year due to a
wrinkle in the 1986 Federal Tax Reform
Act that discourages them from deduc-
ting certain expenses.

“The federal tax law no longer allows
farmers to deduct all of the yearly ex-
penses associated with some yet-to-
produce assets, such as replacement
heifers, if they want to use accelerated
depreciation schedules later, said Fred
Benson, University of Kentucky Exten-
sion agricultural economist

Farmers who choose how te deduct
their preproduction expenses as current
expenses—as most have done in the
past—will lose ltax advantages later,
Benson said, because the depreciation
schedule for doing so is at a much slower
rate,

In additien, he said, farmers who elect
to eontinue to deduct such preproduction
expenses for their cattle must also use
the longer and slower rate of deprecia-
tion for all assels—not just the cattle

Under the new tax law, farmers who
want to use the accelerated depreciation
schedule will be allowed to deduct no ex-
penses associaled with raising a
replacement heifer until she has calved,
he said,

The new law provides that the animal
can be depreciated over several years
at an accelerated rate, but depreciation
does not begin until the animal has drop-
ped the first calf. Thus, farmers must
hold their expenses back and not con-
sider them to be business expenses un-
til the animal can appear on a depreci-
ation schedule, Benson said.

Benson calculated what the implica-
tions of the new law may have on dairy

and beel farmers in the state and
estimates that if 75 percent of Kentucky
beef and dairy farmers elect to
capitalize their preproduction expenses
they will pay an additional $28.5 million
for federal, state and soeial securily
taxes in 1987

Benson said that the law may be
changed by Congress in a technical cor-
rections bill; however, unless that hap-
pens, Kentucky beef and dairy farmers
will be paying substantially more in
taxes.

Farmers other than dairy and beef
farmers will be affected by the loss of
preproduction expense deduction, Ben-
son said, Other types of farmers affected
by the loss include horse farmers and or-
chardists who have recently planted ad-
ditional trees.

Don't
forgel o say ves sir and no sir, yes
mam and ndo mam,

These are orders to iive by, kind of an
unwritten code of the mountains. We
hear these words from early childhood
through late adulthood, but it seems that
some youngsters of 15th region basket-
ball have broken the code.

They are doing their own thing on the
hardwood and refuse to show much
respect for their baskethall elders while
doing so.

Keith Adkins is considered to be the
I5th region’s best player and one of the
better ones in the state. Adkins is a
legitimate candidate for Kentucky’s Mr,
Basketball award.

Brian Charles isn’t far behind Adkins
in the talent list of 15th region players
and neither is Bart Williams, but all
three of these veteran high school
plavers may soon have to fake a
backseal to the sophomore class of
1987-88

Adkins’ scoring average hovers
around the 30-point mark and is the big-
gesl in the region. The Paintsville guard
possesses an open range jumper and ean
run a fast break as well as anyone in
Kentucky

Charles, a 5°11"" guard for Pheips,
averages 23 points per game. He has
scored over 20 points a game for the past
three seasons and while doing so has at-
tracted the attention of just about every
small college in the Lri-state area.

Johnson Central's talented guard Bart
Williams scores about 20 points per
game. The 8’3" senior can drill the three-
pointer with remarkable tonsistency or
drive to the baskel for a slam dunk.

These three, along with Sheldon Clark
forward Larry James, heads a talented
list of 15th region seniors that could
match up equally with just about
anybody in the state, but the region's
true Laents may lie in its incredible crop
of sensational sophomores.

Three players in the 1980s have
represented the region as Mr. Basket-
ball and Keith Adkins could become the
fourth, but if he misses, then the region’s
next best shot will come in 1990

That's when Jody Thompson grad-
uates from Feds Creek,

Little known and less respected, Feds
Creek now has a common denominator
that can divide them from the re
mainder of the region.

Yep, Jody Thompson.

AL6'5", Thompson is too big to be stop-
ped by a guard, and with his smooth ball
handling ability and quickness, he is too
elusive to be stopped by a forward.

In a word, the sophomore secret of the
15th region is unstoppable. Unless, of
course, a leam does what Betsy Layne
did In the Pikeville Invitational
Tournament-double team him.

““He's something, isn't he? We had to
doubie team him, Al least then soméone
else would be shooling the ball,"" Bohcal
coach Craynor Slone said after their
Wednesday meeting.

Thompson had just scored 26 poinls
and brought Feds Creek back from a big
first half deficit. His shooling ability

gave the Vikings new life, and only a
wide open fast break bucket could save
Betsy Layne from losing again to Feds
Creek.

But it shouldn’t surprise anyone.
Thompson's 26 points proved to be only
one above his season average, and the
Vikings were sporting an 8-2 record.

Thompson is one of the main reasons
why.

As a freshman, he scored 20 peoints a
game. And now being all grown up as a
sophomore, Thompson has really ex-
ploded on the basketball scene,

His 25 points per game rank second
behind Adkins in the region, but Jody
Thompson is more than just a scorer.

It's true, His three-point shooting abili-
Ly is a thing of beauty, and he can pull
up off the dribble and shoot, with dead-
ly accuracy, over anyone in the region,
but he can also rebound and hand out
some assists,

His eight boards and four assists per
outing proves that.

As good as Thompson is, he can only
get better. The only thing that can force
him to avoid stardom is either Thomp-
son, himself, or an injury. The physical
talents are as strong as any in the
region, and probably the state.

But Thompson, who plays everything
from power forward to point guard, isn't
the only talented sophomore currently
displaying their talents in the 15th
region.

Sam Stewart, another 6'5'' performer,
is in the middle of a successful second
season, Although not as glamourous as
Thompson, Stewart gets the job done
with the same type of effectiveness,

Even though Stewart plays in a con-
servative, leam-oriented style at Belsy
Layne, he still averages over 15 points
a game,

Hard work is his greatest assel, but
size and ability certainly aren't lacking
in his game plan. Stewart, too, should be
headed for an impressive high school
coneclusion,

Stewarl plays in the 58th distriet
where strong underclass performers are
the rule rather than the exception.

Only seven seniors slart at the flive
high schools, and four of the five have
underclassmen as their leading scorers

And the same is true regionwide, some
impressive sophomores are on hand to
provide basketball thrills.

Mare Hall, who may be the most
underrated player in the region, is
averaging about seven poinls per game
and may be leading the district in points
per minute played,

Hall is a transfer from Lexington who
just worked his way into the McDowell
starting lineup, recently. The 6'1"
guard/forward scored a seazon high 15
points against Prestonsburg last Tues-
day and although youthful mistakes crop
up from time to time, he is expected to
be a fixture in Daredevil baskethall hap-
penings for the next two seasons.

And how about Hall's classmate. six-
foot-five Keith Shellon. His slender body
reflects his young age, but as Shelton
physically grows [rom a sophomore to

We missed a
couple of big shots late that would have
helped too.”

Allen Central, a team thal had been
struggling from the charity stripe, con-
nected on 19 of 25 free throw attempts,
including & 10 for 11 showing in the
fourth quarter,

In comparison, Wheelwright shot 20
free throws and hit 14. But the Trojans
missed five fronl ends of bonus
opportunities.

The Rebels, now 3-5 overall and 10 in
the Floyd County Conference, were forc-

Allen ' Central had four different
players in the scoring column after four
minutes of the first quarter bul found
themselves trailing Wheelwright's two-
man show of Bobbhy Hood and Craig
Martin.

ORDINANCE NO. 1-88

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY,
DECLARING JUNK, WRECKED AND
ABANDONED VEHICLES REMAIN-
ING ON PUBLIC OR PRIVATE PRO-
PERTY FOR A PERIOD LONGER
THAN THIRTY DAYS TO BE A
NUISANCE, WITH CERTAIN EXCEP-
TIONS; PROHIBITING THE MAIN-
TENANCE OF SUCH A NUISANCE,
IMPOSING A PENALTY FOR VIOLA-
TIONS, AND DIRECTING CERTAIN
CITY OFFICIALS TO ENFORCE THE
FOREGOING PROVISIONS

WHEREAS, a number of junk, wreck-
ed, partially dismantled, or abandoned
motor vehicles have been parked about
the City;

WHEREAS, such conditions tend to
interfere with the enjoyment of proper-
Ly, reduce the value of property, create
fire hazards, extend and aggravate ur-
ban blight, and result in a serious hazard
to the public health, safety, comfort,
convenience and welfare of the residents
of the City;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT OR-
DAINED BY THE CITY OF PRES-
TONSBURG, KENTUCKY:

SECTION 1. For the purposes of this
Ordinance the following definitions shall
apply unless the context clearly indi-
cates or requires a different meaning:

A, "City." The City of Prestonsburg,
Kentucky

' B “Inoperative Contlition. ""Unatile to
move under ils'own power due 1o defec-
tive or missing parts and which has re-
mained in such condition for a period of
not less than fifteen (15) conseculive
davs.

€. ““Motor Vehicle.”' Any style or type
of motor driven vehicle used for the con-
veyance of persons or property

D. “*Nuisance.” Public nuisance

E. “"Uniit for Further Use." In a
dangerous condition; having defective
or missing parts; or in such a condition
generally as to be unfit for further use
as a conveyance,

SECTION 2. Motor vehicles which are
in an inoperative condition or unfit for
further use and parked or allowed to re-
main on any private or public property
other than Cily streets, except on
premises authorized by the City for such
purposes, are hereby declared to be a
publie nuisance.

Further, a vehicle of any type shall not
al any lime undergo major overhaul, in-
cluding body work, in any residential
zone as defined by the zoning ordinance
of the Cily of Prestonsburg, unless such
wark 1s performed inside a structure or
similarly enclosed area designed and
approved for such purpose and not in
violation of the zoning ordinance and/or
zoning rules and regulations of the Cily
of Prestonsburg

SECTION 3. No person, carporation,
or other legal entity, in control of
premises, whether as owner, lessee, ten-
ant, occupant, or otherwise, shall allow
any such nuisance to remain on such
property longer than thirty days, and no
person shall leave any such vehicle on
any such property within the city for a
period longer than thirty days, except
that this section shall not apply with
regard lo any vehicle in an enclosed
building or so located upon the premises
as not to be readily visible from any
publie place or from any surrounding
private properly

Further, this ordinance shall not apply
with regard to any wvehicle on the
premises of a business enlerprise
operated in a lawful place and manner
when the keeping and maintenance of
such vehicle is necessary to the opera-
tion of such business enterprise; or with
regard to a vehicle in an appropriate
storage place or depository maintained
in a lawful place and manner by the
city or any publi¢ agency or entity,

SECTION 4. Persons who leave
vehicles on a cily street under cir-
cumstances indicating abandonment
and any such vehicles shall be subject
Lo the provisions of KRS 189.751,

SECTION 5. This ordinance shall be
enforced by the building inspector, the
fire inspector, members of the Préstons-
burg Police Department, and any other
city official or employee designated by
the Mayor.

SECTION 6. Should it be discovered
that any such nuisance has remained on
property in violation of the other provi-
sions'of this ordinance, the city building
inspector, the city fire inspector,
members of the Prestonshurg Police
Department, and any other city official
or employee designated by the Mayor,

shall give writlen notice lo the owner,
occupant, or person having control of the
property involved to remedy said situa-
tion. If, within thirty (301 days after
wrilten notice has been directed to the
alleged violator, the violation has not
been remedied, appropriate action shall
be taken by the city official to cite the
alleged violator under the provision of
Section 7.

SECTION 7, Any person, firm, part-
nership or corporation found to be in
violation of this ordinance shall, upon
conviction thereof, be fined a sum not
less than Twenty-five Dollars ($25.00)
nor more than One Hundred Dollars
($100.00) for each offense. Each day
such violation shall continue beyond the
effective date of this ordinance may be
deemed a separale offense,

SECTION 8. Should any section,
subsection, sentence, clause or phrase
of this ordinance be held to be un-
constitutional or otherwise invalid by a
courl of compelent jurisdiction, such
decision shall not affect any other por-
tion of this ordinance, it being the inten-
tion of the City of Prestonsburg, to enact
this ordinance section by section,
subsection by subsection, and all
senlences, clauses or phrases hereaf in-
dependently of any other section,
subsection. sentence, clause or phrase.

SECTION 9. All ordinances and parts
of ordinances in conflict herewith, to the
extent of such conflict only, are hereby
repealed,

SECTION 10. This ordinance shall be
in full force and effect from and after its
adoption and publication, as required by
law

ORDINANCE NO. 2-88

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY
RELATING TO PUBLIC NUISANCE
OR HEALTH HAZARD ON LAND
WITHIN THE CITY THROUGH THE
ACCUMULATION OF RUBBISH OR
THE EXCESSIVE GROWTH OF
WEEDS OR GRASS.

SECTION ONE. PURPOSE,

The purpose of this Ordinance is to
declare unsightly accumulations of rub-
bish and the existence of excessive
growth of weeds or grass (o be a public
nuisance, te promote the public health,
safety and welfare of the people of the
Citly and further to protect the people
against unsanitary and unsightly
conditions.

SECTION TWO. DEFINITIONS

As used in this ordinance unless the
context clearly indicates otherwise, the
following terms have the following
meanings. All words used in the presenl

" {ense include the future and past tense

all words in the plural number include
the singular number, and all words in
the singular number include the plural
number. The word *‘shall” is mandatory
and nol merely directory,

1A) “"ACCUMULATION OF RUB-:
BISH" means an accumulation on any
premises of filth, refuse, trash, garbage,
or other wasle material which en-
dangers the public health, welfare, or
safety, or materially interferes with the
peaceful enjoyment by owners or occu-
pants of adjacent properly because of
the danger of its catching or communi-
cating fire, its attracting and pro-
pagating vermin, rodents, or insects, or
its-blowing of rubbish into any street,
sidewalk or property of another

(B) “CITY" means the Cily of Pres-
lonsburg, Kentucky.

(C) “PERSON™" is any individual, in-
dustry, publie or private corporation, co-
parinership, association, firm, or other
enlity, whatsoever

(D) “WEEDS" means the existence
of thistles, burdock, jimson weeds,
ragweeds, milkweeds, poison ivy, iron
weeds, and all other noxious weeds and
rank vegetation.

SECTION THREE. GENERAL PRO-
VISIONS.

A. The existence of weeds or ac-
cumulation of rubbish as defined in Sec-
tion Three (A) and (B) is hereby
deeclared a public nuisance, and it shall
be unlawful for the owner, occupant or
person having control or management
of any land within the City of Prestons-
burg, Kentucky, to permit such public
nuisance or health hazard to develop on
said land.

B. No owner, occupant or person hay-
ing control or management of any land
within the City shall permit or maintain
on any such premises or adjacent rights-
of-way any growth of weeds, grass or
other rank vegetation to a greater height
than 12 inches on the average; nor any
accumulation of dead weeds, grass or
brush,

SECTION FOUR. EXEMPTIONS.

There shall be exempt from the pro-
visions of this ordinance, the following:

A. Flower gardens, plots of shrubbery,
vegetable gardens, and farm land under
cultivation, Exemption under the terms
of this paragraph cannot be claimed
unless the land has been cultivated and
cared for in a manner appropriate to
such exempt categories.

B. Certain areas, as designated by the
Mayor, with approval of the City Coun-
¢il, for the control of erosion, urban
forestry, and preservation of any rare
species of flora,

SECTION FIVE. ABATEMENT
PROCEDURE

A, It shall be the duty of the City Ad-
ministrator or his designee to serve or
cause 1o be served a notice upon the
owner or occupant of any premises on
which there is kept or maintained a
public nuisance in the form of dany ac-
cumulation of rubbjsh or excessive
weeds in violation of the provisions of
this ordinance and to demand the abate-
ment of said nuisance within five (5)
davs unless the nuisance constitutes an

immediate danger to the health and well
being of the City. If such danger is pre-
sent, the puisance shall be abated within
24 hours of notice. Notice shall be serv-
ed upon persons by certified mail, but
if the whereabouts bf the persons is
unknown and cannot be ascertained by
the City Administrator in the exercise of
reasonable diligence, the Administrator
shall make an affidavit to that effect,
and the service of notive may be made
by publication in a newspaper of general
circulation for two conseculive issues,
A copy of the notice shall be posted in
# conspicuous place on the premises af-
fected by the notice and it shall be
recorded in the office of the County
Clerk.

(B) If the person so served does nol
abate the nuisance within five days, the
City may proceed o abale the nuisance,
keeping an account of the expense of the
abatement, and the expense shall be
charged and paid by the owner or
occupant,

SECTION SIX. SUSPENSION OF
LICENSE.

A. Whenever il is brought to the atten-
tion of the City Council that a nuisance
exists in the form of rubbish accumula-
tion or excessive weed or grass growth,
and the Council deems that there is an
immediate threat to the public health,
safety, or welfare, the Council may by
majority vote suspend the license of any
person conducting business upon the
premises where the nuisance exists.

B. The City Clerk shall cause notice of
the suspension to be served personally
upon the licensee or al the premises
where the nuisance exists.

C. Upon application of the licensee, the
Council may remove the suspension
under such terms as it may direct.

SECTION SEVEN. PENALTY.

Whoever violates any provision of this
ordinance shall be fined not less than
$10.00 or more than $100.00 for each of-
[ense. Each day’s continued violation
shall constitute a separate offense.

SECTION EIGHT. All ordinances and
parts of ordinances in conflict herewith,
to the extent of such conflict only, are
hereby repealed.

SECTION NINE, This ordinanee shall
be in full force and effect from and after
its passage, approval and publication, as
required by law,

Surprise: Ron Reagan’s
special is actually funny

Ron Reagan has gotten
a lot of mileage out of his
status as the son of the
old man some people call
the Great Communicator
It’s helped him to land
stints as guest host of
“Saturday Night Live,”
co-host of a PRS special
about AIDS and special
carrespondent on "Good
Morming America.”” And
now it's the subject of the

latest “Cinemax Comedy
Experiment,” “Ron Rea-
gan IS the President’s

Son," which airs Sunday,
Jan, 17, and Wednesday,
Jan, 20,

Ron Reagan

This hall-hour speeial
casts Reagan, once a bal-
let dancer, in a bizarre
dual role. In the first
half, he plays himself, a
reportier for the “Up and
at ‘Em USA"™ morning
show who refuses to let
his Secret Service guards
drink coffee on the job
and gets his boss audited
by the IRS, Later on he
plays an escaped conviet
and Ron Reagan look-
alike who eventually kid-
naps him and takes his
place.

The real-Ron character
is whiny, and the pseudo-
Ron 18 awkwardly
“vool" And in both roles,
Ron Reagan the comedian
is glaringly self-con-
scious — which is inevita-
ble, since “‘President’s
Son™ 1s an exercise in
careful and intentional
self-deprecation. But ex-
cepl for a gratuitous '50s
dance segment, Reagan is
never difficult to watch.

Indeed, the real sur-
prise in this special is not
Reagan's tolerance for
self-parody, but the dis-
covery halfway through
that it's actually funny.
Penn Jillette of the comic
duo Penn & Teller had a
hand in writing ‘“'Presi-
dent's Son” — and it
shows. The pair's cameo
as two prison guards at
the show's end is just
the funniest segment in a

half-hour of good-na-
tured presidential
ribbing.

Unfortunately, what
“Ron Reagan IS the Presi-
dent’s Sor ' doesn't prove
is that Ron Reagan can do
comedy that's not related
to his famous father’s
identity. :

Reagan’s mother Nancy
would laud, TBS airs
“Drug Free Kids: A Par-
ents' Guide'' on Monday,
Jan. 18. Ken Howard
(who played Ken Reeves
on “The White Shadow'')
hosts this hourlong prim-
er for concerned parents.

Doctors Counter
Suit Charging
Contract Breach

A suit filed by an area doetor against
colleagues in a clinic partnership, has
led to a counterclaim and answer being
filed in Floyd Circuit Court, by the
defendants in the suit.

Doctors J.W. Sutherland, Charles
Hieronymous, Charles Arnett and Syed
Badrudduja, have filed a counterelaim
in answer to charges made in a suit by
Dr. Peeter Jakobson claiming that the
defendants had interferred with his right
to transact business and had been guil-
ty of breach of contract. Jakobson also
claims that one or more of those named
in the suit have made defamatory
remarks about his character.

In the counterclaim, the defendants
argue that Jakobson's aceusations are
baseless and that they are the wronged
party in that the plaintiff, while acting
as president of the corporation, used cor-
porate funds and employees for self-
serving purposes contrary to the best in-
terests of the corporation. The defen-
dants also state in their complaint that
from August 1, to October 9, 1987 Jakob-
son had converted corporate funds of at
least $20,474.20 to his personal use of
claimed compensation he felt he was
due by the defendants.

The defendants also state in their suit
that Jakobsen did not personally own a
medical practice and therefore had no
private patients to lose.

The counterclaim argues that the
plaintiff owes the defendants in excess
of $100,000 because of his breach of
fidiciary duties while serving as cor-
porate president. In one instance, the
suit claims the plaintiff loaned himself
$8,000 without authorization.

A suit filed in circuit court reflects on-
ly one side of the issue.

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AIDS Tops 100 in State
With Short Survival Rate

AIDS cases in Kentucky passed the
century mark in 1987 with at least 42 new
cases reported during the year, bring-
ing the total number of people with AIDS
indentified in this state since 1982 to 110,
the Department for Health Services
reported today,

Of these, one case has been confirm-
ed in the Big Sandy Area.

Additional cases may yet be added to
the 1987 total, but Kentucky is still ex-
pected to maintain its consistent na-
tional ranking of 31st in total number of
identified victims of Acguired Immune
Deficiency Syndrome or AIDS.

The five-year history of AIDS in Ken-
tucky is now presenting state health of-
ficials with sufficient information to
develop a statistical profile of Ken-
tuckians who have contracted the
disease, according to Reginald Finger,
M.D., manager of the department’s
communicable disease branch.

Most Kentuckians diagnosed with
AIDS have been white homosexual or
bisexual males. Nearly half are in their
thirties. Of the 110 cases diagnosed to
date, 75 (68 percent) are dead, including
15 of the 42 diagnosed in 1987,

“Essentially AIDS patients in Ken-
tucky parallel the national profile,”
Finger said. “*The statistic that deviates
most is the average survival of AIDS
cases—it's shorter in Kentucky than in
the nation as a whole."

Finger said apparent reasons for
shorter survival in Kentucky are that
patients seek medical care later and
have fewer cases of Kaposi's sarcoma,
a cancer that strikes AIDS patients.
Those with Kaposi's sarcoma survive
longer than patients with AIDS-related,
or opportunistie, infections, he said.

Fourteen of the state’s 15 area
development districts have reported
AIDS cases. Only the counties in nor-
theastern Kentucky's Gatgeway ADD
have yet to have a single case.

The KIPDA region has had the most
cases—41—with all but one coming from
Jefferson county. The 17-county
Bluegrass ADD has reported 25 cases,
16 from Fayette and the remainder from
six other counties. The Northern Ken-
tucky ADD has a total of 13 diagnosed
cases in three counties.

Past those three regions, the fotals

drop sharply to six each in Pennyrile
and Purchase; four in Lincoln Trail,
three each in Barren River, Buffalo
Trace and FIVCO; two in Cumberjand
Valley; and one each in Big Sandy,
Green River, Kentucky River and Lake
Cumberland.

Through 1987, 90 percent of the
diagnosed cases were in males; and 79
percent were white.

The bulk of diagnoses have come from
the 30-39 year-old age group (45 per-
cent). Twenty-eight percent of the pa-
tients have been in their twenties; and
16 percent, age 40-49. No cases in
children under age 14 have been
reported in Kentucky.,

Seventy percent of the diagnosed
cases have beenin homosexual or bisex-
ual males, Eleven percent of the cases
have occurred in intravenous drug
users.

The only known means of AIDS
transmission are sexual contact, shar-
ing contaminated injection needles,
receiving tainted blood, mother-to-infant
{ransmission and, rarely, blood ex-
posure in the health care workplace.

AIDS, which is always fatal, attacks
the body’s immune system, leaving vie-
tims vulnerable to many infections and
diseases. In Kentucky, the most com-
mon first opportunistic infection has
been Pneumocystic carinii pneumonia
(57 percent),

tuckians can call the Department for

Health Services’ toll-free AIDS informa-
tion line at 1-800-654-AIDS. In 1987 there
were more than 5,000 calls to the AIDS
information line.

This last snow—the graderman was working under the com-
mand of the road foreman who was under the command of
the Judge. Maybe he can tell you why the grader has only been
worked 8 hours during the whole snow and explain to the peo-
ple of Wilson Creek why the grader only graded half of their
hollow (which is all blacktopped) and turned around and came
back out. THIS IS NOT THE WAY | DO BUSINESS, people. |

believe in going to the last house in the hollow when I'm

grading snow. Maybe he can explain to the people of Allen why the grader never made it to Allen. Maybe
he can explain to the people of Eastern why Eastern block was passed up—why one side of Eastern was
cleared and the other was not. Maybe he can explain why Prater Fork, the road I live on and the only blacktop-
ped county road on Brush Creek, was passed up also. Somehow or another they forgot these roads. After
they finally made it to Garrett, they parked the grader right in the middle of Garrett and never cleaned
one street in the town. | can imagine how the people of Garrett felt, not counting how the people of Wayland
felt, driving by on Saturday and Sunday mornings and seeing the grader setting in Garrett with nothing

done in either town with plenty of snow yet to be removed.

I normally work around the clock because in towns—such as Garrett, Wayland, and Allen—that have
stores and businesses, you can do better work and faster work after dark because there is less traffic
to work around and less peaple and kids on the streets. Cars are not parked up and down the streets like
they are in the daytime. Normally, you don’t have to worry about kids sleigh riding at 2 o’clock in the morn-
ing, which is another thing you have to watch for during the day. The people of Allen and Dwale were more
or less stranded during this snow because we didn't have enough salt to sait the hills with. The Judge
issued each district 2050 pound bags of calcium to cover their whole district. I've got one blacktopped-
hill in my district that it takes about 7 bags for, not to count all the approaches and other blacktopped
hills in my district. We can pick the salt up by the truckload at the state garage if the Judge would only
call and request it, but he never requested it. | asked him if he would request it and he said NO.

People, the reason | work and try to clear the snow as fast as | can Is because a lot of the people
in my District are sick and elderly peaple and they have got to get to the doctor or to the pharmacy to
get their medicine or get to the store. The longer this snow lays on the ground the worse it is on everyone—the
people trying to get to the doctors, pharmacies, or grocery stores and on the people who owns these stores.

You lose days of school that shouldn’t be lost.

[ plan to buy a snowplow or two for my own personal truck and I'm going to try to help get your roads

cleared faster regardless of WHO LIKES IT or WHO DON'T.

P.S.—The Judge Executive, John M. Stumbo, also said the state no longer wants us to grade state roads
as we have in the past. While we were going to a county road we normally graded the state road
that we were going on. This means roads like—Bucks Branch, Stephens Branch, 1st mile of Wilson
Creek, Salt Lick (Rt. 7), and others—will no longer be graded by us. If they aren’t graded by the
state, people this means when you get to the mouth of the hollow that's as far as you are going.

Defending Fairnesse
In The Media

Years ago, when TV was spreading
rapidly, the Federal Communications
Commission took steps to protect
freedom of speech. Freedom of speech
was guaranteed to American citizens by
the First Amendment to the Bill of
Rights.

In TV there was a natural monopoly.
You can't jam what you don't agree
with. You can’t even set up an off-shore
pirate station. You can only acquire a
channel from the government, and your®
license to broadcast must be reviewed
and renewed by the government at
regular intervals.

So the government, to maximize
publie discussion of public policy, re-
quired stations to provide for a diversi-
ty of responsible opinions. This was call-
ed “the Fairness Doctrine.”” No one,
holding a public position of power by vir-
tue of a public license, was to push just
one line of propaganda and deny access
to everyone else. We had just won a war
against a regime that provided a monop-
Iy of journalism and suppressed all,
dissenting opinions and were remind
of the fair play America stands for at her
best.

The purpose of protecting freedom of
speech is to guarantee as full and free
as possible a public discussion of mat-
ters of public policy. Before there was
such protection, arbitrary regimes and
despotic rulers simply punished or kill-
ed anyone who expressed ideas they
didn’t like.

In most countries in the UN it is still
dangerous for people lo open their
mouths: We must pity them as *sub-
jects:” certainly they do not have the
dignities and liberties we associate wi
*‘citizens.”” But Americans have the Bill
of Rights, and they should be alert to
anyone who tries to cripple or take away
those guarantees of the liberty, dignity
and integrity as human persons.

A few weeks ago, with public attention
directed at the Tran/contra revelations,
a little group of bureaucrats succeeded
in killing the Fairness Doctine. The ef-
fect was immediately felt by the public.
One church leader, who was reacting to
a viciously unfair attack on his
denomination in a national TV program,
called the chain to request opportunity
to respond. The response he got was
typical: “Wedon’t have to give you time
to respond. The Fairness Doctrine had)
been ended...”

Senator Ernest Hollings of South
Carolina has now come forward as the
champion of the American principle of
freedom of speech, He is working for a
return to the practice of fairness, this
time under the protection of Congress
and away from the dangers of subser-
vience by the bureaucraey to special in-
terests. Senator Hollins deserves the
gratitude of all who respect the Constitu-
tion and its First Amendment.

State Seeks Help In Child Support
Collection/Tax Intercept Program

Thousands of Kentucky families ow-
ed child support are being asked to help
themselves by helping the state begin
work early to intercept next year's tax
refunds sought by delinquent parents.

Approximately 12,000 Kentucky
households not receiving government
assistance have been mailed letters noti-
fying them that the Depariment for
Social Insurance can help collect over-
due child support by attaching federal
and state tax refunds applied for by in-
dividuals behind in support payments

However, according to Social In-
surance Commissioner Mike Robinson,
there may be thousands of other families

“We automatically go afler tax
refunds of individuals who, because of
their failure to pay child support, foree
their families to make ends meel with
programs like Aid to Families with
Dependent Children,” Robinson said,
*“Because this agency administers both
programs, we've already got the infor-
mation necessary to intercept tax
refunds in those cases,

“Our problem is that, although we've
identified 12,000 non-AFDC families
legally owed child support, we know
there are a signilicant number of addi-
tional families in the same situation but
who to date haven't sought state help in
collecting their back child support

“We have the same aulhority o altach
tax refunds and help those families,"
Robinson said. “but first they need 10
contact the agency and get us involved ™

For the 1987 lax year, the depart-
ment’s Division of Child Support En-
forcement has certified more than $1 .1
million in payments owed to non-AFDC
families. Tax refunds sought by those
delinquent parents will be intercepted

That amount is just a small fraction
of the almost $186 million known Lo have
been owed to chients of the state's child
supporl collection program at the end of
1987.

But it deesn’t take into account child
supporf owed bul unreported to the
state, and that's one reason the Division
of Child Support Enforcement is begin-
ning so early seeking information for
possible 1988 tax year intercepts.

“Any non-AFDC parent who wish to
recover overdue supporl payments
through the tax intercept program must
first contact one of the state's 10 regional
child support enforcement offices,"” said
Kentucky's director of child support en-
forcement, Pam Merlens

Regional centers are in Ashland, Cov-
ington, Danville. Elizabethlown,
Frapkfort, Hopkinsville, Lexington,
Manchester, Paducah and Pres-
tonshurg.

After parents contact a regional Child
Support Enforcement office, they will be
mailed an application and a request for
an affidavit certifying the delinquent
amount. There is no charge for the ser-
vice involving state tax refunds, bul a
$25 fee is required for filing federal lax
refund intercepts.

Some restrictions apply lo the non-
AFDC tax intercepl program:

Overdue child support eligible for the
program doesn'l include legal fees,
court costs, spousal support or any other
non-child suppert debis owed lo the
state or family,

The child named in the certification
must be a minor,on December 31 of the
year it is sabmitted.

The obligation must have heen estab
lished by court order or through ad-
ministrative process;

The arrearage must be at least $500 to
be accepted for the non-AFDC tax in-
tercepl program.

The deadline for submiiling applica-
tions and filing fee for 1988 tax year re-
fund intercepts is June 30 and must be
accompanied by the cuslodial parent's
address and the absent parent's full
name and social securily number.

Says Cons. Leader

In December 1982, with the passage of
the Surface Transportation Assistance
Act and its five cenls a gallon hichway
user fee increase—the first such federal
increase since 1959—the Associated
General Contractors of America (AGC)
predicted a massive increase in con-
struction markets.

Now, in December 1987, based.on the
most recent nationwide survey of its
members, AGC believes thal the
declaration of construction growth may
be cause for concern throughout the

AGC members, wheo build the majori-
ty of the nation’s commercial and in-
stitutional structures, highways,
bridges, wastewater treatment facill-
ties, shopping centers and industrial
plants, have forecast a 4.23 percent in-
erease in their markets for 1988.

AGC president Dana Huestis, a general
contractor based in Great Falls, Mon-

“The less bright side of the forecast,”
said Huestis, “js that the substantial
growth years of 1983, 1984 and 1985 are
now history,

Asked about the disparity over lhe
years in the figures reported by AGE
members and those reported by the
Department of Commerce, Huestis said,
"Whether you make the assumption that
AGC members do better than the rest of
the industry, or that either AGC figures
or Commerce figures are accurate or in-
accurate, the common denominator is @
slowdown of construetion growth "

Asked about his own views, the con-
struction industry leader, wha is presi-
dent of the 32,500 member firm
Associaled General Contractors of
America, said, “It does not take a
erystal ball to determine that there are
some laul limes ahead. Look at some
cold facts, Federal tax policy has
already devastated the municipal bond
markel, making it mos! difficult lo raise
funds through the bond market for
capital investment.

"*As this session of the 100th Congress
wound down, it cut $925 million from
sorely needed infrastructure projects
such as highway and transil improve-
ments, hazardous waste cleanup and
L‘!Edl’l waler programs.”

""In addition, Congress, three months
late, finally renewed the Airports pro-
gram and immediately slashed :
improvements investment by 3425
million,

“The budget balancing exercise con-
tinues to take place in the context of sit:
ting on approximately $15.6 billionin the
Highway ;and Airport trust funds,
monies collected for specific purposes
that are not being invested in capital
improvements.
