& A new industrial park may seon be a reality, according to Prestonsburg businessman, James Arthur Hughes, who
has options on property that will entail the changing of the course of Middle Creek.

Hughes, corporate head of Hughes and Associates, says that his firm has options to buy the large level tract of land,
originally belonging Lo Sally Stevens which borders Middle Creek near Glyn View Plaza.

Work on the site could begin as early as March 1, according to Hughes, with an estimated cost of approximately $15
miliion. The cost of the half million-ton fill alone is projected at $2.5. Plans for the new site consist of a light industrial
park with a variely of small businesses,

In order to begin construction work, the site will have to be filled 10 feet higher creating 12 usable acres of land. The
creek, which presently takes a wide U curve, will be straightened to allow water to flow faster. The new channel will
run nearly parallel with the present railrooad tracks.

Hughes is now awaiting conclusion of the deal with the landowners and issuance of field permits by the state.

The proposed industrial park will provide 300 additional jobs, according to Hughes,

The developer said he welcomes the park and other centers' being annexed into the city of Prestonsburg because of

«{ourt Hears Sewage Problems;

Recommendations of Auditor

Garbage, faully septic systems and
the lack of a culvert, were among the
woes aired by a Mine Branch resident
at Friday's meeting of the fiscal court

Larry Lankey, of Mine Branch at Bull
Creek, says that his property value has
dropped considerably, because some
Mine Branch residents will nol install
proper sewage systems or cléan up
around their property. He also claims
that several households run raw sewage
into the creek or ditch line and that in

he summer the smell is nauseating,
Another complaint voiced by the Mine
Branch resident concerned improper in-
stallation of culverts at private
residences. He said that one culvert in
particular is stopped up and that the
homeowner has refused to let the coun-
ty unstop it. Magistrate Gerald
DeRossetl, District One, confirmed that
his men had attempted Lo fix the culvert
but had been run off by the homeowner
Magistrate Eddie Caudill, Distriet 3,
said that probably 9% of the ice on
secondary roads is caused by poorly in-
stalled culverts. According to County At-
torney David Barber, a landowner can-

# not legally stop the county from unplug-
ging a drain on their property.

Blake Meadows, of the State Auditor's
office, presented the court with copies
of the audit report for the fiscal year 1985
and 1986 which made three recommen-
dations to the counly, The lirst called for
increasing the Sheriff's revenue bond,
which 15 now sel at $50,000 an amount
said insufficient to adguately protect the
county from potential loss. The second
recommendation in the report called for
the keeping of an inventory control
ledger. The audit said that the ledger
was needed, because absence of an ac-
curate inventory control system could
also result in financial Joss and potential
liability Lo the county The third recom-
mendation sel forth in the report, con-
cerped purchasing procedures. Among
the several weaknesses noled in the
audit were the amount of malerials pur-

chased exceeded the amounts authoriz
ed by the purchase order; weight tickels
could not be found for all purchases; in-
voices could not be found for all dis-
bursements and purchase requisition
numbers were used to purchase
malerials but no purchase order could
be found.

The report also noted that the eounty
has implemented a computerized
system for the fiseal year '86 and '87

Authorities Hold Three
In Taking of Children

The father of three small children lies
seriously injured from knife wounds
after the forceable abduction of his
children in Martin, Saturday night,

Eddie Jones, 27, of McDowell, who
was stabbed seven times and is also suf-
fering from a collapsed left lung, said
Tuesday that his estranged wife, Mary
Jones, 22, formerly of Salyersville, ab-
ducted their two sons and daughter late
Saturday evening with the help of her
boyfriend, 16. and others he declined to
identify.

Jones is a patient at Our Lady of the
Way Hospital.

Mrs. Mary Trujillo. grandmother of
the children. turned herself .in to
authorities, here, Tuesday afternoon,
admitting her complicity in the plan to
take the children from her son-inJaw.
She is charged with custodial in:
terference and is being held in the coun-
ty jail.

Mrs, Jones and her l16-year-old

boyfriend took the children to Ohio
where she is now being heid by
authorities. The juvenile was returned
by State Police Detective Danny Stum-
bo and is being held in the Regional
Detention Center, here,

The children, Eddie Dean, 11, 4, Mary
Frances, 2, and Jim Bob, nine months,
were brought back from Gallipolis,
Tuesday evening, by their aunt, Glenda
Pitts, and her husband, Larry Pitts,

Telling of Saturday night's events, Ed-
die Jones said, “They waited outside my
house until the children went to bed.
Then my wife forced her way in, 2nd
pushed me down the front steps. Then
they just came out of the weeds st me.
I got stabbed by two knives at once,”
Jones said.

He also said that his four-vear-old son
attacked his wife during the commotion
with a broken piece of glass in an at-
tempt to help him.

Eddie and Mary Jones had been mar-
ried nine years before their separation
two months ago.

Says No to Lottery

Our state leghslatlure is currently con-
sidering a state operated lottery for Ken-
tucky. Responsible citizens must take a
stand against what will be a tragic
mistake, There are several reasons this
would not be in the best interest of Lthe
cilizens of Kentucky.

1—A lottery is the leasl effective way
to raise state income, The average cost
of raising $1 with the lottery is $1.71, The
estimated cost of traditional forms of
raising state revenue ranges from .01 to

05 cents per dollar. The cost of prizes
and administration range from 60% to
75% of income, leaving less than 40%, for
the state. No state instituting a lottery
has been able to avoid a tax increase.
Another factor that must be considered
in evaluating the real lottery income to
the state is the Joss of sales taxes involv-
ed in the transforming of consumer
spending (o lettery spending. Rarely
have lotteries contributed more than 2%
of a state’s budgel needs

2—A lottery preys on the poor. When
a lax takes proportionally more of the
income of people in low income brackets
than it does of those in higher income
brackets it is considered “regressive,”
Studies have proved that the lottery
primarily attracts poor, long-term
unemployed and less educated par-
ticipants. Poor families spend a five
times greater percentage of their in-
come on lotteries than do upper-middle
¢lass families. The loltery operalors
recognize this fact and lottery outlets
are concentrated in poorer neighbor-
hoods. The lotlery represents the
breakdown of a society's obligation to
protect its own weak. The preambie of
the Constitution states that we formed
our national government to “‘establish
justice, msure domestic tranqguili-
ty...promote the general welfare, and
secure the blessings of liberty.” We ig-
nore this when we take advantage of the
weaknesses of a minority to raise money
to benefit the entire population. Is this
how government should be supported?
This should be a special concern for us
in eastern Kentucky

3—A loltery is bad for business. Peo-
ple cannot spend their money twice
Money spent gambling is money losl Lo
consumer business and reduced con:
sumer business leads to a loss of tax
revenue.

4—A lottery leads to the degradation
of society. How can we leach our
children that hard work is the way to
sueccess if they are constantly being told
by our government that the way Lo get
rich is to bel on a number? Classic
yaiues pbhopesty, thrift, hard work and
infelligent actions are undermined by
the folfery. A healthy society prospers
by hard work, creativity, and thrift, not
the roll of dice. The Wall Streel Journal
recently wrote “It is ironic that today
not even the sleaziest moneylender is
permitted to do things that state lotteries
do as a matter of routine.” States which
have introduced lotteries have ex-
perienced a comparable growth in the
gambling rackets of organized crime.
Government is to protect the general
welfare of its citizens and when it pro-
fits from the weakness of those citizens
the integrity of the entire institution is
a risk.

5—A Iottery is clearly against Chris-
tian ethics and Biblical principles. Some
of God's most stinging judgements are
upon those who oppress the poor and ex-
ploit others. Love, the central moral im-
perative of the Bible, is surely violated
when personal pleasure and profit are
gained al another’s pain and loss. The
Biblical view of work and the principle
of stewardship are violated in a lottery.
Gambling violales the two greal com-
mandments of Christ: To love God with
all of your heart, soul and strength; and
our neighbor as ourself,

Sometimes is the responsibility of
Kentucky's legislators to protect us from
ourseives, and the greed which others
will prey upon, by making well inform-
ed decisions for us. Kentucky’s constitu-
tional process demands such respon-
sibility by the legislature, Responsible
citizens should write their state
legislators now concerning the lottery,
Representative Greg Stumbo! Senator
David LeMaster; Senator Benny Ray
Bailey, State Capitol Annex, Frankfort,
Ky, 40601.

These legislators need o know that
you could not support and vote for any
one who votes for a state operated lot-
tery in Kentucky.

For the Outstanding

Eastern Kentucky University has
established a new academic honors pro-
gram for academically talented
students.

The program will provide stimulating
academic opportunities for outstanding
students at Eastern, according to EKU
President Hanly Funderburk.

“Our program is designed lo
challenge Kentucky's brightest students
by combining a rigerous academic pro-
gram with meaningful academic enrich-
ment experiences,” Dr. Funderburk
said.

Agencies Work Together
To Help Area Homeless

There are said to be 600 individuals
who are homeless in the area. One ex-
ample of how the system works in help-
ing the homeless of Floyd county is the
case of Shirley Berger, 29, of Price.
homeless for five months, she is a
divorced, burn-out victim and has two
children, ages six and 12.

*‘We stayed in our car on and off for
a long time, We stayed with relatives,
but they just didn't have the room. My
children were cold and scared," Berger
said, “Faye helped us get our first
month’s rent together, and CAP
helped us with our electric bill. I'm go-
ing to pay back my loan by working at
the Wheelwright Youth Center. They
really helped us through a hard time.”

Help is being provided through the
cooperation of several different associa-
tions in Floyd county. Although there
are no long-term projects in the area,
emergency needs are being met,

Two years ago, the Ministerial
Association was founded through money
from the *"Hands Across America'" pro-
ject. Every year since, the Ministerial
Association has applied for a $36,000
grant from the Federal Emergency
Management Association, (FEMA), for
aid for the homeless.

In cooperation with the Ministerial
Association, an organization called
Christian Cooperative Ministries was
founded to help answer the needs of the
homeless in the area. Through this
organization and several churches in
Floyd county, aid is administered by
pastors and warkers.

Rev. Steve Hopkins, of the FirsL Bap-
tist Church, and Rev. Tim Jessen, of the
First Presbyterian Church, here, are
both a part of the Ministerial Associa-
tion who work with Faye Ruffing, direc-
tor of the Christian Cooperative
Ministries.

Ruffing said that FEMA money is pro-

vided for the people who need help with
rent, utilities and sometimes groceries.
Emergency prescriptions are filled and
those in need of further medical atten-
tion are sent to a dector with FEMA
covering the cost.

Expenditures for March 1987 through
Sept. 1987 were $33,000, and $20,000 of
that money was spent on the six dif-
ferent food pantries across the county.
Doreen Martin, director of the food pan-
try located in Drift, works through the
Presbylerian Church and an organiza-
tion called Christian Service Ministries.
Martin says that people ask for help due
to many different reasons,

“There are burn-out victims, people
lose their jobs, or a husband dies and the
widow is left with children to feed. There
is a transition period here of at least
three months until social security comes
through. She has no job and has never
worked before in her life, These are the
needs we are meeting,”’ Martin said,

Rev. Jessen said the homeless prob-
lem here is not like that found in big
cities. “‘The people here are temporari-
ly homeless and need emergency help
due to eviction, burn-out, or they simp-
ly don’t have a decent place to live. The
problem here is housing."

When a person has no place to stay,
the Ministerial Association will set them
up in a motel temporarily and in the
meantime help them search for a place
of their own, and a job if needed.

The Christian Appalachian Project
receives referrals from the Ministerial
Association and Christian Cooperative
Ministries. Through C.A P,, clothing is
provided or a loan to pay a utility bill.

‘‘When a person receives a loan, they
repay C.A.P. by working in one of our
programs or paying the loan back a lit-
tle each month, This is not charity; we
just are trying to help people get back
on their feet,” Donna Yellen, director of
C.A.P.'s Emergency Assistance Pro-
gram, said.

Since the beginning of our nation, we have sought a method of preventing
fraud in high places in our government. Of major concern has been the elec-
toral process. Two hundred years ago at the Constitutional Convention, Alex-
ander Hamilton was dubious of Democracy. He wrote, ‘“Give the vote to the
people who have no property, and they will sell them to the rich who will be
able to buy them.” _

For more than a century Party Candidates were selected by a convention
in “*smoke filled rooms."" Men were rewarded for their contribution to govern-
ment and party loyalty. Presumably, to improve the system, eliminate the
appearance of fraud, and maybe elect A. B. Chandler governor, we went to
the Primary Election system. I have no way of knowing if this maneuver im-
proved the quality ofour elected officials. For almost two decades, the win-
ning candidate has been the one that raised and spent the most money. [ am
not sure this was an improvement,

A voter fraud panel has been appointed to put an end to voter fraud. They
came up with:

1. Purge registration rolls annually.

2. Remove dead people from lists,

3. Require voters to produce identification.

4. Eliminate widespread distribution of voter lists.

We need to look down the other end of the gun barrell. In our generation,
there is no limit to the amount of money that can be raised or spent, the can-
didates own or contributions. Nobody contributes to a candidate in the interest
of good government but they will contribute in the interest of special favors.
The Metropolitan Media has a field day keeping a record of the amount rais-
ed by each candidate. They think it is great. A rich candidate putsin millions
of his own money and after he is elected people rush in with their contribu-
tions and pay it back. They may have spent more than $50 for each vote they
got.

Friday’s Courier-Journal carried the news story that Lacy Smith will an-
nounce his candidacy for Congress from First District. The news focused not
on qualifications or programs or what he can do for his country, but that he
could spend = million dollars and his opponent had enly % million. Who will
put it up, and how will they get it back?

The late greal Senator Dick Maloney had been president of the Kentucky
Senate for 8 years. He gave up his Senate seat and ran for the House. When
asked, why, he has been quoted as saying, ‘“My Senate seal takes in several
of the old ‘silk stocking' areas of Lexington. The people live in good homes
and are ‘old money’. By contrast, my House seat includes Irish Town, and
the rest is mostly black. It costs me about $5 a vote and 1 like the savings,
[ can finance my campaign for the House out of my own money, and that leaves
my hands free after the election. A senate rose requires financing from out-
side sources—and obligates me to the satchel men."” Senator Maloney was
describing a condition that seems to raise no eyebrows, |

Now, take a poor, uneducated man living in a remote area, down on his luck,
out of work, $5 in his pocket and nothing in the bank and three hungry
children—probably will never see a Senator or a Governor and expects no

special favors. Somebody offers him $50 for his vote. He takes it and ends up

in jail, I don't know which is worse.

It is a rare thing for the outcome of an election to be changed by voter fraud,
This only reaches a very small portion of the electorates.

This does not mean that the system is bad, but that it is working. Don't throw
the baby out with the bath water.

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Home Over Nursing Home
Is Many People’s Choice

Home instead of a nursing home
That’s the choice nearly 1,200 eligible
Kentuckians made in 1987 by signing up
for a special Medicaid project that offers
an alternative Lo institutional care

Under Kentucky's home- and
community-based services plan, private
or public home health agencies that
meel certain eriteria are reimbursed for
services not usually covered by Medi-
caid. thereby allowing some low-income
people to remain al home if their
families or friends can provide other
aspects of their care

The Department for Medicaid Ser-
vices phased in the project across the
state gradually during 1987, following a
trigl run in Bluegrass Area Develop
menl District counties, By the end of lasl
vear, 73 local home health agencies were
participating, with more expected lo
t3ke part beginning in 1988

Medicaid Services Commissioner
Hughes Walker said, ""During the three
and one-half years this ‘stay-al-home op-
tion’ was offered on an experimental
basis in the Bluegrass area, 608 people
enirolled

V*This remnforced our belief that a
significant number of people would avail
themselves of the opportunity lo receive
medical care in their own home instead
of in a nursing home.

! "“This also benefits the state Medicaid
budgel,”” Walker said, ‘“‘costing an
average of 70 percent less than the usual
expenditures for nursing home care."

| To be eligible for this special arrange-
ment, a Medicaid client must need the
type of care offered in an intermediate
ar skilled care nursing home.

; Then, supported by family or friends
4s needed, a parlicipating home health

agency can provide or arrange for such
types of aid as homemaker services,
personal care, adult day health care and
minor home adaptations.

The commissioner pointed out that,
because family and [riends helped,
Medicaid paid for homemaker services
for only 68 percent of the participants in
1987 and for help with personal care for
only 55 percent, Respile care—shorl-
term relief for family and friends
responsible for the patient's care—was
provided in 18 percenl of the cases,

“Assistance offered through this pro-
gram supplements that already pro-
vided by family and friends,” he said.

“Providing round-the-clock care for
an extended period of lime taxes the
physical and emotional strength of the
caregiver, who may be the patient’s
spouse; child, parenl or a long-time
friend.” Walker said. *But with the help
of a local home health agency, thal
burden can be lessened considerably "

The program has no age
restrictions—24 of the participants last
year were under age 16—but the majori-
Ly (82 percent) are 55 years old or older

One-fourth (26 percent) of the par-
ticipants are married; 45 percenl are
widowed. Three-fourths (73 percent) of
the patients are female,

Nearly half (46 percent) live alone; 26
percent live with someone over age 65.
In all cases the degree of family and
community support varies,

“Our primary focus is ensuring high
quality patienl care in the most ap-
propriate and desirable setting," Walker
said, ““whether that is the patient’s own
home, the home of a friend or relative
or a nursing home,"

Hogs Must Be Proved
Free of Pseudorabies

Kentucky swine producers have begun
testing their herds lor pseudorabies in
preparation of meeting health re-
quiremenls in the Commonweallh after
Jan, 1.

The debate has gone back and forth as to whether or
not caffeine is good for a person’s health.

only a percenlage of his breeding herd
for pseudorabies. However, the farmer
must pay the cosl of testing under this
aption.

Producers whose herds test negative
for the disease will be given a pseudor-
abies surveillance card verifying the
herd as pseudorabies free.

Geologic Survey Marks
150th Year of Service

In 1838, William Mather travelled
Kentucky, creating the first comprehen-
sive record of the commonwealth’s
mineral wealth. That marked the begin-
ning of the Kentucky Geological Survey,
which this year observes its 150th
anniversary.

The sesquicentennial celebration is
highlighted by completion of the new $14
million Mining and Mineral Resources
Building on the UK campus, which will
be occupied by KGS and other mineral-
related UK departments beginning in
January,

A series of seminars exploring najor
areas of geological research, and an
open house and dinner on Juae 16, will
also be part of the celebration,

The Kentucky Geological Survey
traces its roots to 1838, when Mather was
appointed by Gov. James Clark as the
state geologist of Kentucky. Mather's
report, published the next year, outlin-
ed Kentucky's two major coal fields and
discussed the state’s other mineral
resources. He also pointed out the im-
portance of Kentucky’'s waterways as
avenues of transportation for mineral
commodities.

The coal fields described by Mather
today account for much of the activity
of the KGS. But the geologists, car-
tographers, chemists and other KGS
personnel are also concerned with
mineral resources such as natural gas,
oil, limestone and water, They are in-
volved with earthquake preparedness,
waste dispesal, water management,
mine subsidence and a range of other
important issues,

The KGS has collected data on an
estimated 200,000 oil and gas wells drill-
ed in Kentucky and maintains a well
sample and core library that is one of the
largest in the nation. This information
is made available to the oil and gas in-
dustry to promote efficient, successful
drilling.

Kentucky is considered the best map-
ped state in the nation, with complete
coverage of both topographic and
geologic maps—a fact appreciated by
industry and outdoorsmen alike.

The seminar series will bring na-
tionally recognized autharities to UK to
speak on a variety of geology-related
topies:

Jan. 26 (petroleum); William Fisher,
director of the Texas Bureau of
Economic Geology and professor at the
University of Texas; former Assistant
Secretary of the Interior for Energy and
Minerals.

Feb. 16 (coal); Harold Gluskoter,
chief of the Branch of Coal Geology, U.S.
Geological Survey.

March 15 (water) ; Philip Cohen, chief
hydrologist, Water Resources Division,
U.S. Geological Survey.

April 19 (minerals); Allen Agnew.
professor and geological consultant,
Oregon State University, and former
research specialist for the Library of
Congress.

May 17 (Geology and Public Policy) ;
Charles Mankin, director ui the
Oklahoma Geological Survey; meniber
ol the Commission on Natural
Resources, National Acadeniy of
Sciences, and National Research
Council.

The seminars will be held in the first
floor conference room of the Mining and
Mineral Resources Building. All begin
at 6:30 p.m. and are open to the public.

‘For Sweet 16 Academics

Phone bids reached $97 000 at the close
tof the third anmual Sweet 16 Academic
Showease Auction held January 12'in
iLexington's Heritage Hall. The three-
‘hour auction was televised live by four
local 1elevision stations and a Hazard
'station.

+ Last year's auction brought bids of
$61,000 of w hwh $54,000 was collected.
The first auction in 1986 netted $8,300

Central Kentucky businesses donated
rabout 120 auction items including a car,
Jtrips, furniture, UK basketball tickets,
‘a’ year's supply of gasoline, and a
‘building lot. Over 300 volunteers work-
*ed at the auction answering phones, sort-
‘ing bids and verifving calls. Local news
rmedia donated advertising space and air
itime lo promote the auction. General
Telephone of the South donated the
phones and service

All of the money collected from the
auction will go directly toward the Sweet
16 Academic Showcase and other satel-
lite programs. None of the funds are
spenl on administrative costs

Lexington Mayor Scolty Baesler origi-
nated the Sweel 16 Academic Showcase
in 1985 to spothight and reward academic
skill and enterprise. The statewide pro-
gram is for Kentucky high school
students. Four regional academic com-
petitions are held in January and
February. Regional winners in each
category compete al the state finals in
Lexington at Transylvania University in
March.

In the past two years of competitions,
more than $141,000 in scholarships has
been awarded to 119 students from 56
Kentucky high schools. The scholarships
go to state winners in 12 calegories. In-
dividual scholarships are: first place,
$2,000; second place, $1,200; and third
place, $600. Team members receive the
following first place, $1.300; second
place, $800; and third place, $450, In ad-
dition, the high school which has a first
place state winner receives $1,000 to be
used for academic programs

Auction funds also pay for the students
accommodations during their stay in
Lexington for the stale finals and other
program costs.

Baesler said he was extremely pleas-
ed with the results of the auction, *“The
peaple of Central Kentucky have shown
their interest in educational programs
by supporting the auction with their
generous bids.”’ Baesler said, ‘It takes
the interest and dedication from
everyone: bidders, volunteers, busi-
nesses and the media to make programs
like this suceessful."

Brock Budget
Key Dropouts,

Kindergarten

Superintendent of Public Instruclion
John Brock presented a budget calling
for full state funding for all-day
kindergarten programs, expansion of
dropout-prevention efforts, and addi-
tional aid to local school distriets to the
State Board of Education, last Wednes-
day.

The budget includes sufficient money
for 5 percenl annual increases for
teachers and other local school district
personnel. Brock said maintaining com-
petitive salaries is the highest priority.

The $85.9 million kindergarten pro-
posal is the largest new program in
Brock’s plan for financing local public
schools and vocational educafion pro-
grams for the next two years.

His proposal also includes $4 million
for new initiatives or expansion of
dropout-prevention programs and $8
million for alternative classrooms in
high schools.

Additional aid proposed for local
schools included $13.2 million for
transportation and $900,000 for the pro-
gram for gifted and talented students.

“This budget retains the educational
retorms. of 1985 and 1986 and moves us
forward in critical areas of need,” Brock
said.

“We mustl increase the number of
yvoung people who are graduating from
high school. My budget directly ad-
dresses that need. We must also address
the needs for early-childhood education,
and the expansion of kindergarten from
a half day to a full day is the first step
in that direction.”

Broek's budget, a revision of a budgel
prepared earlier by former Superinten-
dent Alice MeDonald, was sent to the
governor and legislature for their
review,

“I'am realistic enough to know that
the General Assembly cannot fund all
the programs I have proposed during
this biennium.” Brock said. “But I feel
that my responsibility as superintendent
is to set forth the needs of education.”

Brock restored $6 million for match-
ing grants to local school distriets for in-
novative school-business partnership
programs and deleted a $12 million pro-
posal for extending a remedial program
for children in the first and second
grades fo the third grade.

Other Brock initiatives included
$50,000 over two years for consultants to
the State Board of Education and
$181,000 for additional review of text-
books before their adoption for use in
classrooms.

Brock retained key elements of educa-
tional reform, ineluding further reduc-
tions in class size and a continuation of
the power equalization program at the
13-cent level. Power equalization funnels
aid to the state’s poorest distriets and is
designed to correct inequities in state
funding to local schools.

Also retained in Broek’s budget was
funding for five new advanced tech-
nology programs as part of the moder-
nization of adult vocational education
programs. His proposal continues the
program at Bowling Green and adds
programs at Louisville, Northern Ken-
tucky, Ashland, Somerset and
Paintsville.

Other proposals retained by Brock in-
clude expansion of textbook purchases,
extended adult education and literacy
programs, more teachers for handi-
capped children, state funds for
counselors in elementary schools, a new
arts in education program and expand-
ed services for vocational rehabilitation.

On an annual basis, Brock’s budget
propesal calls for a 15 percent increase
in spending for schools for the 1988-89
fiscal year and a 7 percent increase the
following year.

State education spending increased 10
percent in 1986-87. An increase of near-
ly 13 percent was budgeted for the cur-
rent school year.

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Teenager Temper Tantrums
Can Exasperate Parents

Fourteen-year-old Melissa bursts in-
to the kitchen, grabs a snack and, as
usual, commandeers the phone to chat-
ter with friends. Normally her father
tolerates Melissa's territoriality over the
telephone, but this particular afternoon
he motioned to her to hang up so he could
call a client.

Though Melissa’s father thought his
request reasonable, Melissa reacted
with the indignation of a queen stripped
of her crown.

‘“Everybody gets to use the phone
around here except me,”’ she bellowed
as she slammed down the receiver and
stomped off to her room.

It was a tantrum that left Melissa's
frustrated father—like other parents
who've been on the receiving end of an
adolescent’s outrage—wondering if he
was raising a teenager or a toddler.

Though a teenager’s anger may seem
to erupt from nowhere, there usually
is an explanation. One of the main
causes are the physical changes that oc-
cur during puberty, a time when the
release of powerful hormones results in
see-sawing emotions and confusion over
sexuality. Teenagers also are frequent-
ly caught in the bind of struggling to
assert their independence while still
financially and emotionally dependent
on their parents. Other adolescents are
angry that parents, teachers and other
adults in their lives don’t seem to take
their needs and concerns seriously.

In the case of teenagers who are
physically violent or who express their
rage in excessively abusive outbursts,
the cause may be severe depression or
drug and alcohol abuse,

Though teenage temper tantrums can
be exasperafing, automatically
threatening to put an adolescent on
restrietion isn't your only alternative.
Instead, try the following:

Accept an occasional bout of moodi-
ness—as long as it doesn’t disrupt the en-
tire household—as a normal part of
adolescence,

Don’t always assume that a teenager
who is stomping angrily around the
house is upset with you. By taking an
adolescent’s moodiness personally, you
may act to quickly in dispensing
discipline or getting into a heated argu-
ment. Instead, remember that teen-
agers frequently aren’t sure what
they're angry about and, from time to
time, simply need to vent their frustra-
tions—as long as they don't hurt anyone
in the process,

While you can look the other way dur-
ing an occasional bout of moodiness, you
should acknowledge when a teenager is
obviously upset about something. But in-
stead of asking *“What's wrong?” (to
which you ‘might get a surly
“nothing!"’), make a non-threatening of-
fer such as *‘I'm willing to listen’" or “I
care and I'm here if you need me.”

Take time to recall the frustrations
you used to feel as a teenager and you'll
probably emphathize more with what
your adolescent is going through. You
might even share your recollections with
your child.

Avoid arguing with your adolescent
about insignificant issues. Sometimes a
teenager is waiting for you to say
something is white simply so he or she
can counter that it’s black.

When you disagree over a legitimate
issue, aim for a mutually beneficial goal.
For instance, instead of playing one-
upsmanship with your son or daughter
over who needs the car most that even-
ing, recognize that the real issue is that
you both need transportation. If your

teenager wants to go to a friend’s house '

and you have to go to a meeting, offer
to drop him or her off on your way.
When a teenager is in the midst of an
angry tirade, try throwing him or her off
guard by doing something unexpected

like challenging him or her to scream
even louder. While the volume may in-
crease for a minute or two, you'll prob-
ably succeed in breaking his or her con-
centration so you can have a more ra-
tional discussion.

Try not to impose punishment during
the heat of an argument. Instead, let
everyone take time out to cool off and
talk about any necessary disciplinary
actions later.

Physical violence or extremely
abusive verbal outbursts are never ac-
ceptable expressions of anger. When
they occur you should seek professional
help since such reactions might be the
sign of serious problems such as severe
depresssion or drug and aleohol abuse.

Disast;r Emergency
FmHA Loans Available

Farmers in 35 Kentucky counties are
now eligible for Farmers Home Admini-
stration disaster emergency assistance
loans. The action was taken by Secre-
tary of Agriculture Richard Lyng follow-
ing a request by former Governor Mar-
tha Layne Collins.

Nine Kentucky counties have been
declared disaster areas due to drought
damage that occurred between June 1
and November 30. The nine counties are
Ballard, Hickman, Mason, Meade,
Montgomery, Robertson, Scott, Todd
and Woodford counties. Farmers in
these nine counties are eligible for low
interest emergency assistance loans
from the FmHA.

Farmers in counties adjoining
disaster areas are also eligible for the
same type of low interest loans. The 26
adjoining counties are Anderson, Bath,
Bourbon, Bracken, Breckinridge, Carli-
sle, Christian, Clark, Fayette, Fleming,
Franklin, Fulton, Grant, Graves, Har-
din, Harrison, Jessamine, Lewis, Logan,
McCracken, Menifee, Mercer, Muhlen-
berg, Nicholas, Owen, and Powell
counties.

January Striper Fishing
At Lake Cumberland

Although the days are cold in January,
fishing for stripers at Lake Cumberland
is hotter than any other time of the year

Beginning in December, striped bass
action picks up from the warm weather
lull and by January many big fish are
being caught consistently.

Lake Cumberland is known nation-
wide for its excellent striped bass fishing
during the winter. Striped hass (also
called “stripers” or '‘rockfish')
weighing 40-50 pounds are laken each
year, along with several hundred

mpmaller fish

Striped bass are slocked in Lake
Cumberland annually,; since this species
does not reproduce naturally in the lake.
Lake Cumberland has both the cold-
water habitat and the open water need-
ed to support a striped bass fishery.

Because early stocking efforts in the
1970’s were highly successful, fishery
biologist Benjamin T. Kinman estimates
that there is a sizeable percentage of
large stripers present in Lake Cumber-
land

“We had several strong year classes
from stocking efforts a few years ago,
which has now provided anglers a
trophy siriped bass fishery," said
Kinman.

& “'With continual subsequent stockings,
we should be able to maintain plenty of
fish for fishermen to cateh, including a
good number of fish in the 20-40 pound
range,” added the biologist,

Both casting and trolling are effective
methods for catehing stripers, Live bail
such as shad, a striper’s favorile meal,
works well when trolling creek channels
and off points.

If you prefer casting, tie on a white
doll fly jig with a white (wister tail, At
times, a large, shad-imitating surface
lure will draw strikes as well. Shad-
colored, white or silver are three good
lure colors for rockfish, since stripers

‘Nieed heavily on gizzard and threadfin
shad.

Striped bass, which are actually a
landlocked marine species, are very
mobile and are somelimes difficull to
locate. During the colder months,
however, mosgt fish are found in the

' ereeks (lowing into Lake Cumberland.

Beaver, Otter, Wolf, Indian and Lily
creeks. located in the lower half of the
Jake yield some superb rockfish during
January. Overcast conditions are the
best, since Cumberland is usually a
clear lake and rockfish prefer low light.

Over 50 rockfish were submitted last
year for trophy fish awards from the
Department of Fish and Wildlife

® Resources. These fish had to be a

« minimum of 36 inches Lo qualify for an

£ award. A large majority of these trophy

. fish were caught in January and
December

If you're interested in winter striper
fishing, Lake Cumberland provides one
of the best opportunities in the nation.
Centrally located in Russell, Pulaski and
Clinton counties, the 50,000 acre lake is
the site for a beautiful state park and is
sefved by 12 major docks for angler
convenienee

There is a five fish daily and posses-
sion limit and 15-inch minimum size
limit on striped bass. The state record
striped bass, caught from Lake Cumber-
land in 1985 by Roger Foster of Somer-
set, weighed 58 pounds, four ounces,

Thal was last year. Bul despite the
year and despite the circumstances,
Elway continues to perform like a true
professional, with consistency and
perfection.

This year Elway has developed the
Denver offense inlo the top group in the
NFL, He threw for 267 yards per game
during the season, averaged over one
touchdown pass a game, and the Bron-
cos passing game ranked second behind
only Miami and San Francisco.

Impressed yet?

Well, we haven't touched upon what
makes John Elway so dangerous, so
unstoppable, so truly fun to watch,

He is the Broncos' second leading
rusher. This is what hurts the opposing
defenders. The pass rush can flush him
from Lhe pocket, bul rarely can they
catch him.

Elway throws on the run better than
any quarterhack, and he runs as well as
any. Denver even puls some special
plays in so he can ulilize that tough
Tunning,

On 66 rushes Elway averaged 4.6
yards for a total of 306 yards. That was
a belter average than Sammy Winder,
the Bronecos leading rusher with 741
vards, had

John Elway completes 54 percent of
his passes and threw for 19 touchdowns
during Denver's run to the APC Cham-
pionship game.

NEC color commentator Merlin Olson
said John Elway deserved aninsomnia
award. He prevented opponents from
getting a good night of sleep, especially
when they were faced with playing
against him the day after

About the only thing that has slowed
Elway down is the new ‘in the grasp’
rule. With Elway’s strength, he can
break tackles in the backiield bul with

Where do parents turn when their
child has serious, long-term health
problems? If they have the money
they go to-their family physician or
a specialist.

Does Your Child Have
A Reading Problem?

Due to numerous reguests from

parents of children having reading prob-

lems, twq additional screening dates
have been opened up. The screenings
are sponsored by the East Kentucky
Tutorial Program. The screenings are
for children and adults who show
characteristies of a learning problem.
These are normal, and often bright,
children who have trouble with reading,
spelling, writing and language arts.
These children often have low or un-
satisfactory report card grades in
reading. They may have trouble with
phonics, sounds, and are in remedial
reading, special reading and other
reading programs. There are presently
programs held in seven different coun-
ties including Floyd, Knott, Perry, Let-
cher, Pike, Madison, and Pulaski
counties.

The East Kentucky Tutorial Program
is a primarily nonprofit parent sup-
ported program. It is coordinated
through the Hindman Settlement School.
This semester approximately 250
students, including their parents are
enrolled in programs in seven different
counties. The classes involve parental
involvement using highly researched
reading and comprehension materials.
The parents are trained to assist as
tutors in the program and are given sup-
portin their child’s learning programs.
Materials are available to take a poor
reader from introducing him or her to

basic reading patterns to highly advanc-
ed high school and college level con-
cepts. A special Saturday math tutorial
is also offered as well as a summer pro-
gram for those students who qualify,
For more information, call 785-5024.

‘Mary Phagan’ explores
the nature of prejudice

“The Murder of Mary
Phagan,” which airs Sun-
day, Jan. 24 and Tuesday,
Jan. 26 on NBC, has been
billed as Jack Lemmon's
return 10 television,

Peter Gallagher

Lemmon plays John Sla-
ton, a Georgia governor
wha bucked public opin-
ion when he commuted
the sentence of convicled
killer Leo Frank in 1915, It
is his first TV role since he
starred in the TV movie
“The Entertainer” in
1975.

But the real star of the
five-hour miniseries 1s Pe-
ter Gallagher, who plays
Frank., "1'd do the same
thing if I were the net-
work,” Gallagher says of
Lemmon's top billing,
“But Leo is really the main
character.”

As the miniseries begins
Frank, a Jewish native of
Brooklyn, has moved to
Atlanta, where he runs g
peneil factory staffed by
Farmhands who have been
displaced by industrializa-
tion. When a 13.year-old
employee named Mary
Phagan is found dead, 1a-
tent anti-Semitle, anti-
Northern and anti-indus-
trial feelings combine (o

implicate Frank.

“To make a long story
short, he i8 convicted of
murder,” Gallagher ex-
plains. “After |3 appeals
are denied, Slaton con-
cludes that Frank wasn't
given a fair trial. But this
outrages the populace,
and Frank is eventually
dragged out of jail and
lynched by the Knights of
Mary Phagan.” Frank was
p.;rdoned in 1982 after &
former witness's new tes-
timony revealed the true
murderer.

The miniseries, like the
Larry MeMuriry story on
which it is based, explores
the nature of prejudice,

“It's a complicated is-
sue, with your allegiances
comstantly flipping back
and forth,” Gallagher
says. “And it’s also a true
story. If we've done our
job right it should really
resonate.”

Gallagher has taken a
roundabout path to TV
stardom. Early in his ca-
reer, he starred in the
short-lived 1980 series
“Skag" and the films “The
Idolmaker” (1980) and
“Summer Lovers™ (1882)
But he came to promi-
nence on Broadway, ap-
pearing in_“The Real
Thing” in 1985 and win-
ning a Tony Award for his
performance in the 1986

revival of “A Long Day's
Jonrney Into  Night,"
which starred Lemmon as
James Tyrone.

Not long afterward, Gal-
lagher and Lemmon were
co-starring in “Mary Pha-

gan" “We only had one
scene together,” Gallagher
says, “But working with

Jack again was like hav-
ing a great ally. And we
could play golf together
on our days off.”

Mel Brooks

Brooks, 6l, first
worked as a writer for
Sid Caesar on the classic
“Your Show of Shows,"”
which aired from 1950 to
19564, He then did stan-
dup comedy and ap-
peared in the Broadway
musical “All America.”
In 19656, he created the
séries "Get Smart,” col-
laborating with Buck
Henry. In 1868, he wrote
and directed his first
film, "“"The Producers,”
which starred Zero Mos-
tel and Gene Wilder, win-
ning an Oscar for Best
Screenplay. Since then he
has written, directed and
starred in nearly a dozen
films, including “The
Twelve Chairs” (1970),
“Blazing Saddles"
(1973), “Silent Movie™
(1976), "l-l:gh Anxiety"
(1977) and “History of
the World, Part 1"
(1981), He d1r9€ted but
did not appear in, ‘'Young
Frankenstein™ (1974).

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Though Comparatively Low Risk,
State Schools Need AIDS Policy

It is not important for teachers to
know that a student has acquired im-
mune deficiency syndrome, health of-
ficials say.

By protecting themselves only against
people they know to be infected, school
employees may create a false sense of
security, explained Judi Phillips, who
tracks Kentucky AIDS cases for the
state Cabinet for Human Resources.

@ '‘The thing we have to remember is
“that the majority of people who are in-
fected don't know they’re infected,” she
said.

Health experts suspect that one in
every 10,000 people tests positive for
human immunodeficiency virus, or HIV,
antibodies, said Gene Fitzhugh, health
and physical education consultant for
the Kentucky Department of Education,

Testing positive does not mean so-
meone will have “full-blown AIDS," but
people who have the antibodies are in-
fectious whether or not they show symp-
toms, Phillips said. That’s the danger of

e disease,

Studies show that of people who have
been HIV-infected for seven years, 36
percent have developed AIDS. The
federal Centers for Disease Control
estimate that 1.5 million Americans are
HIV-infected.

Nationwide, Kentucky is seen as a
low-risk state in terms of AIDS prob-
lems. Only 10.2 percent of the nation's
AIDS cases can be found here, Phillips
said.

Only 34 AIDS patients in Kentucky are
still alive from the 107 cases reported.

younger children, the Human Resources
Cabinet reported. Nationwide, only one
in 69 AIDS cases is under 18.

Stringent testing of donated blood is
eliminating infections once caused by
transfusions, Fitzhugh said. Most other
children with AIDS acquired it prenatal-
ly, and symptoms would have appeared
well before they entered school, the
Department of Education’s position
paper explains.

There are three steps ta setting up
AIDS policies for schools and
businesses, said Tom Stoddard, director
of the Lambda Legal Defense and
Education Fund Inec. His organization
promotes and defends the civil rights of
people with AIDS.

A professor of law at New York
University, Stoddard has become a na-
tional authority on AIDS. He recently
spoke to the national Council of State
Education Attorneys in Lexington.

First, develop a communicable
disease policy, he recommended. (Other
communicable diseases, receive less
publicity than AIDS but also are often
fatal and incurable, he noted.) Second,
train all employees in sanitation pro-
cedures for dealing with body fluids.
And third, educate people about AIDS
and communicable diseases,

Georgia law authorizes testing
teachers and students for AIDS, Stod-
dard said. He sees that as a waste of
money and builder of anxiety because
testing the general population creates so
many false positives. One tesl was
designed to err on the positive side to
protect the blood supply, and the other
is subject to varying interpretations, he
said.

“The tests are reasonably accurate
dealing with high-risk groups but not
with low-risk groups,” he said.

Last summer the Kansas Board of
Education ordered human sexuality
education that includes AIDS education
at all grade levels.

The policy has earned “nothing but
praise,” said Dan Biles, attorney for the
board. “AIDS is assisting us in im-
plementing sex education,” he said.

Maryland also required sex education
without opt-out provisions, under
emergency implementation orders.

In Oklahoma, ATDS-prevention educa-
tion is mandatory for schools to offer,
but students may choose not to attend.
Discussion limited to the disease and its
prevention, without reference to sex
education, is optional for the fifth and
sixth grades but mandatory for higher
levels.

New York, a high-risk state; requires
students in public and private schools to
attend sessions about the disease and its
transmission, but they may choose not
to attend the prevention section if their
parents so request in writing. Courts
upheld the requirement, saying the state
had a compelling interest in preventing
the spread of the disease.

The AIDS policy recommended to
school districts by the Kentucky Depart-
ment of Education includes setting up a
committee including the infected child’s
parents, three physicians and, with the
consent of the child’s parents, the school
superintendent.

That committee will determine
whether the child is physically able to
attend school without posing risks to
others. The child’s status will be review-
ed every semester,

The state policy makes no recommen-
dations about children who test negative
for antibodies but have family members
who test HIV-positive.

Superintendents are given respon-
sibility for maintaining confidentiality
about an HIV-positive child. However,
the policy recommends transmitting the
knowledge to ‘‘persons in the school with
a direct need to know."”

In Fayette county each AIDS cases
will be reviewed by a panel including the
infected child’s physician, a county
health department physician, a state
health department physician and the
parents.

Children who pose no risk to others
may attend classes, said Dr. Norman

Osborne, assistant superintendent for
special pupil services. The situation will
be reviewed every semester or when the
medical condition of the child changes,
he said.

Some parents protested this policy,
“'wanting 100 percent assurance’’ that
AIDS could not be transmitted through
saliva, tears or sneezing, he said.

“All we can say is there is no
evidence” that the infection can be
transmitted in those ways, Osborne said.

The difference between AIDS and
other communicable diseases is fear, he
said, Information about the disease
keeps changing, he added, ‘‘but we know
that no one has ever recovered from it."”

“This is something any school district
may face," Oshorne said. ''They would
be well advised to have a policy in place
so they don't have to make a decision in
the midst of an emotional situation."

Fayette county has supplied vinyl
gloves for school employees and held
seminars on sanitation precautions. The
district has also shown the Red Cross
film ““Beyond Fears.”

The distriet's policy for employees
with AIDS includes empowering the
superintendent to require employees
suspected of carrying the virus to be
tested by the health department,

The health department would then ad-
vise the superintendent whether the car-
rier could continue employment. If the
health department determined that the
person posed a risk, the superintendent
could place the carrier on sick leave or
make other arrangements, Osbprne
said.

Jefferson county devised a compre-
hensive policy dealing with students and
staff members who have or are asymp-
tomatic carriers of any communicable
or infectious medical condition, It in-
cludes not revealing the identity of in-
fected individuals and reguiring those
infected to provide information direct-
ly to the superintendent.

Decisions will then be made on in-
dividual cases. Infected individuals will
not automatically be excluded, although
they may be if determined to endanger
others. Decisions are subject to change.

If an infected student is not permitted
to attend school, the district will make
“‘every reasonable effort to provide said
student with an adequate alternative
education.”

Further, the policy notes that routine
screening is not warranted. The public
health department and the district are
working together to inform students, the
staff and parents about communicable
and infectious diseases.

Unlike the other policies, Jefferson
county's policy devotes a page to the
rights of infected individuals, limiting
knowledge of their condition.

The Hopkins county school board
recently approved a policy barring
students or staff members diagnosed as
having AIDS from school while a eom-
mittee is formed to determine what
steps to take.

Other parts of the policy just adopted
by the local board follow the state and
Jefferson county policies. However, the
policy does not address classroom in-
struction about AIDS.

Stoddard, the national specialist from
New York, said that test cases now in
the courts might find that schools would
be required to teach students with com-
municable diseases under laws requir-
ing education for those with disabilities
or handicaps.

TWO AMENDMENTS ON
BALLOT IN NOVEMBER

Besides nine state and five district
offices, voters will be called upon In

the November election to vote on two
constitutional amendments, ard now
that the primaries are over it is well

to give some consideration to the pro-
visions of these two measures.

The first amendment submitted Is an
zct to amend and reenact section 147
of the constitutionn dealing with the
clection qualifications, The amend-
ment provides that all persons entitled
to vote in cities and towns having a
population of 5000 or more shall regis-
ter under pravisions drafted by the leg-
islature and that the legislature "may
provide by general laws for the regis-
tratjon of other voters in the state”
Where registration is required only
registered persons shall have the right
to vote, The general assembly will pro-

iae the mode of registration.

The amendment includes the proviso

that the general assembly may enact
aws to permit electors and voters who
are unavoidably absent from their vot-
ing precinct Lo vote, and if such an
tnectment is passed, the general as-
vmbly is authorized to provide all the
aecessary means for having such voles
o1 aksentees cast and counted.

The second amendment would re-

cear limit for salaries and give to the
reneral assembly the power and duty
:I fixing reasonable compensation for
=il public officers. The $5.000 a year

Veterans Administration
Questions
And
Answers

Editor’'s Note: Following are
representative questions answered daily
by VA Counselors. Full information is
available at any VA Office.

Q.—I am a service-connected veteran
rated alt 10 percent. My service-
connected condition has worsened. Can
I be reevaluated for an increase of my
percentage of disability?

A.—Yes. You should submit a written
request to the VA along with any
medical evidence you have to substan-
tiate the claim.

Q.—I am a Vietnam veteran and I am
rated 10 percent for a service-connected
disability. Am 1 subject to the eligibili-
ly assessment procedures for VA
medical care?

A.—No. The following veterans are ex-
empt from the eligibility assessment
procedures: service-connected
veterans: former prisoners of war;
velerans exposed to certain herbicides
while serving in Vietnam and to ioniz-
ing radiation in connection with at-
mospheric testing of nuclear weapons
and in the occupation of Hiroshima and
Nagasaki: veterans receving a VA pen-
sion; velerans of World War 1, the
Spanish-American War and the Mexican
Burder period; and velerans eligible for
Medicaid.

ing fat from the pan drippings that serve
as the gravy base, or by making broth-
based gravy with a minimum of fatty in-
gredients. The following recipes
demonstrate both approaches.

CHICKEN OR TURKEY GRAVY
FROM PAN DRIPPINGS

The secret to lower {at pan gravies is
simply to remove as much of the fat as
possible. When your chicken or turkey
is done roasting, remove the bird from
the pan and then drain the pan juices in-
toa jar or cup, Let the fat rise to the top
and then remove it by carefully spoon-
ing it off, by using a bulb-type baster, or
by simply chilling the pan juices, and
then removing the hardened fat.

Meanwhile, add a little hot water to
the roasting pan and scrape up the tas-
ty seraps. Add them to the pan juices,

To make the grayy, use 2 tablespoons
of flour, stirred into 1/4 cup of water, for
each cup of pan juices. Place the fat-
skimmed pan juices in a sauce pan,
reheat, and then stir in the flour water/
mixture. Simmer until thick and season
to taste with salt, pepper and herbs. For
a darker gravy, add a little soy sauce or
bottled brown gravy base.

BROWN GRAVY FROM BROTH

1 tbsp. margarine

1 thsp. flour

2 tbsp. diced carrot

2 thsp. diced celery

2 thsp. diced onion

1 cup beef broth (fat-skimmed)

2 thsp. tomato puree

1 bay leaf

1/2 clovg garlic

Dash pepper

Dash thyme leaves

In a small saucepan, melt the marga-
rine over medium heat; add flour and
cook for 3 minutes, stirring constantly.
Add the carrot, celery and onion and
continue to cock and stir for about 5
minutes, or until the vegetables are
lightly browned. Remove from the heat
and stir in broth.

Add the remaining ingredients, return
the pan to the heat and, stirring con-
stantly, bring the mixture to a boil.
Reduce heat and let simmer, stirring oc-
casionally, for 4 to 5 minutes.

Let the mixture cool slightly, remove
the bay leaf and process the gravy in a
blender until smooth. This makes 4 serv-
ings, about 3 tablespoons each.

Low Temperatures
Mean Higher Bills

According to National Weather Ser-
vice records, January's temperatures
for the first eleven days of the month
were lower than a year ago.

The average temperature for the first
eleven days was 21 degrees, as com-
pared to 36 degrees a year ago.
Likewise, heating degree days are up by
53%. Degree days are an accepted
method of estimating energy consump-
tion during a heating or air conditioning
season.

“If the temperatures remain lower
than normal throughout January, our
customers can expect their bills to in-
crease, said W. W. Zoellers Kentucky
Power division manager. He added,
“The colder the weather the more
energy it requires to keep warm;
likewise the more energy one uses the
higher the utility bill will be.”

Customers whe would like information
on ways to keep warm, and at the same
time save on the winter heating bills,
should call their nearest Kentucky
Power office and ask to speak to a
customer services representative.

“We have information on reducing
usage, weatherization, and our budget
billing plan (Equal Payment Plan),
which can be helpful during the winter.

A Cure for Drunken Peanuts

By SEAN ADAMS

IU's in bad lasle for people lo gel
drunk. Bul when parents gel drunk, they
just taste bad

Why? Scientists believe that high
alcohol content may be one reason [or
off-flavors in peanuls

Uncured peanuts produce alcohol and
other compounds when exposed o
lemperatures below freezing or above 95
degrees F. Peanuts are somelimes ex
posed Lo sub-freezing temperatures im
mediately after they have been dug up,
when they are left in the field to begin
drying. Then, five (o seven days later,
they are moved Lo bins where they are
dried in hot air. Extremely high or low
temperatures during this critical time
interfere with respiration, causing the
peanuls lo produce alcohol and other
compounds

Peanut inspectors cannot accurately
measure alcohol levels and related off
flavors because they rely on a subjective
test—taste. S0 scientists with USDA's
Agricultural Research Service in
Raleigh, N.C., have developed an ex
perimental meter Lo do the job more
precisely

“It’s sort of like a breathalyzer tesl for
drunk peanuts,” says chemist Harold
Pattee, “It helps separate good-tasting
peanuts from bad-tasting ones. The good
ones can be sold whole or made into
peanut butter, while the bad-tasting ones
can still be processed into oil and other
products.'

In laboratory tests, the meter works
like this; Aboul three ounces of peanuts

are ground up in a blender for 10
seconds. A sensor inserted briefly into
a hole at the top of the blender detects
aleohol vapor given off by the peanuts,
just as a smoke detector senses smoke

The sensor causes a buzzer on the
meter to go off when the alcohol level is
high enough that the peanuts would be
unaceeptable Lo a trained test panel, ac-
cording to James W, Dickens, the agen-
¢y agricultural engineer at Raleigh who
designed the meter.

The meter is being tested in three of
the top four peanut-producing stales—
(reorgia, Texas and North Carolina, If
it works, it could be useful to peanut pro-
ducers, processors and inspectors. At d
cost of aboul $500, the meler would also
he cheaper and more practical than
chemical tests now being developed
(Agricultural Research Service, U.S
Department of Agriculture)

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF
PRESTONSBURG. KENTUCKY
RELATING TO PUBLIC NUISANCE
OR HEALTH HAZARD ON LAND
WITHIN THE CITY THROUGH THE
ACCUMULATION OF RUBBISH OR
THE EXCESSIVE GROWTH OF
WEEDS OR GRASS,

SECTION ONE. PURPOSE.

The purpose of this Ordinance is (o
declare unsightly accumulations of rub-
bish and the existence of excessive
growth of weeds or grass to be a public
nuisance, to promote the public health,
safety and welfare of the people of the
City and further to protect the people
against unsanitary and unsightly
conditions.

SECTION TWO, DEFINITIONS

As used in this ordinance unless the
context clearly indicates otherwise, the
following terms have the following
meanings. All words used in the present
tense include the fulure and past tense;
all words in the plural number include
the singular number, and all words in
the singular number include the plural
number. The word “‘shall’’ is mandatory
and not merely directory.

(A) “ACCUMULATION OF RUB-
BISH'' means an accumulation on any
premises of filth, refuse, trash, garbage,
or other waste material which en:
dangers the public health, welfare, or
safety, or materially interferes with the
peaceful enjoyment by oWners or ocou-
pants of adjacent property because of
the danger of its catching or commurii-
cating fire, ils attracting and pro-
pagating vermin, rodents, or insects, or
its blowing of rubbish into any street,
sidewalk or properly of another.

(B) “CITY" means the City of Pres-
tonsburg, Kentucky.

(C) “PERSON"' is any individual, in-
dustry, public or private corporation, co-
parinership, association, firm, or other
entity, whatsoever,

(D) "WEEDS™ means the existence
of thistles, burdock, jimson weeds,
ragweeds, milkweeds, poison ivy, iron
weeds, and all other noxious weeds and
rank vegetation.

SECTION THREE. GENERAL PRO-
VISIONS.

A. The existence of weeds or ac-
cumulation of rubbish as defined in Sec-
lion Three (A) and (B) is hereby
declared a public nuisance, and it shall
be unlawful for the owner, occupant or
person having control or management
of any land within the City of Prestons-
burg, Kentucky, to permil such public
nuisance or health hazard to develop on
said land.

B No owner, occupant or person hav-
ing control or management of any land
within the City shall permit or maintain
on any such premises or adjacent rights-
of-way any growth of weeds, grass or
other rank vegetatiof to a greater height
than 12 inches on the average; nor any
accumulation of dead weeds, grass or
brush.

SECTION FOUR. EXEMPTIONS.

There shall be exempt from the pro-
visions of this ordinance, the following:

A. Flower gardens. plots of shrubbery,
vegetable gardens, and farm land under
cultivation. Exemption under the terms
of this paragraph cannot be claimed
unless the land has been cultivated and
cared for in a manner appropriate to
such exempi calegories.

B. Certain areas, as designated by the
Mayor, with approval of the City Coun.
cil, for the control of erosion, urban
forestry, and presérvation of any rare
species of flora.

SECTION FIVE. ABATEMENT
PROCEDURE

A It shall be the duty of the City Ad-
ministrator or his designee (o serve or
cause lo be served a notice upon the
owner or o¢ccupant of any premises on
which there is Kepl or maintained a
public nuisance in the form of any ac-
cumulation of rubbish or excessive
weeds in violation of the provisions of
this ordinance and to demand the abate-
ment of said nuisance within five (5)
days unless the nuisance constitutes an

immediate danger to the health and well
being of the City. If such danger is pre-
sent, the nuisance shall be abated within
24 hours of notice. Nolice shall be sery-
ed upon persons by certified mail, but
if the whereabouts df the persons is
unknown and cannot be ascertained by
the City Administrator in the exercise of
reasonable diligence, the Administrator
shall make an affidavit to that effect,
and the service of notice may beé made
by publication in & newspaper of general
circulation for two cpnsecutive issues.
A copy of the notice shall be posted in
a conspicuots place on the premises af-
fected by the notice and it shall be
recorded in the office of the Counly
Clerk.

(B) If the person so served does not
abate the nuisance within five days, the
City may proceed (o abate the nuisance,
keeping an accoun! of the expense of the
abalement, and the expense shall be
charged and paid by the owner or
occupant.

SECTION SIX.
LICENSE.

A. Whenever it is brought Lo the atlen-
tion of the City Council that a nuisance
exists in the form of rubbish accumula-
tion or excessive weed or grass growth,
and the Council deems that there is an
immediate threal Lo the public health,
safety, or welfare, the Council may by
majority vote suspend the license of any
person conducting business upon the
premises where the nuisance exists.

B. The City Clerk shall cause notice of
the suspension to be served personally
upon the licenseé or at the premises
where the nuisance exists,

€, Upon application of the licensee, the
Council may remove the suspension
under such terms as il may direct.

SECTION SEVEN. PENALTY.

Whoever violates any provision of this
ordinance shall be fined not less than
$10.00 or more than $100.00 for each of-
fense. Each day's continued violation
shall constitute a separate offense,

SECTION EIGHT. All ordinances and
parts of ordinances in conflict herewith,
to the extent of such conflict only, are
hereby repealed.

SECTION NINE. This ordinance shall
be in full foree and effect from and after
its passage, approval and publication, as
required by law.
