Wnnk les from the sun may be smooth 

ed away by the "wonder drug'· Retin-A. 
but many who have used the product w 
recent weekl:i have been surprised by 
some painful, and possibly dangerous 
side effects . 

Retin-A, a vitamin A acid compound. 
has been prescribed for years as a treat­
ment cream for acne. However, in re­
cent weeks, the product has been the 
focus of one medical study which pro­
duced evidt>11cc of the ointment's intense 
side effects. 

According to Jim Sieg, Ph .D., 
Highlands Regional Medical Center's 
Director of Pha1·macy. said Tuesday. 
"The public needs to be warned of the 
drug's unavoidable side effects." Dr 
Sieg described some of the reactions to 
Retin·A as "redhess. swelling, abnormal 
dryness. peeling, cracking and scaling 
of the skin surface wben exposed to the 
drug." 

Dr_ Sieg stressed the fact lhat Retin­
A is to be used in a 12-16 week treatment, 
illld during this treatment period. the 
skin is going to show some severe, 
adverse reactions to the drug. He also 
emphasized the importance being aware 
of these reactions, and said use of the 
drug without knowledge of its side ef­
focls can be dangerous. 'Tve already 
seen two local cases where skm was 
cracked. and bleeding was taking 
place." said Dr Sieg. 

Retin-A was the focus of the January 
issue o( lhe Journal of American 
Medical Association in a study in which 
the cream was given to 40 adults. In this 
study the Retin-A cream was to be 
spread on forearms and the face. Out of 
t.be 40 who participated, 92% showed 
signs of dermatitis, or a rash on the skin 
surface. Three patients withdrew com­
plete!) from the study due to severe skin 
rashes. 

The study described the adverse reac­
tions seen by the drug as a burning sen­
sation to the skin. tingling, and a pain­
ful sensitivity to sunlight and cold air. 
ln addition. Dr Sieg made it clear that 
the side effects described in the study 
are unavoidable. and every patient wbo 
uses Retin·A will suffer from one or 
more of the side effects. 

Statistics show that the cream does 
reduce wrinkles caused by the sun. 
However, wrinkles caused by aging are 
not affected. And Retin-A has not been 
approved by the Federal Drug Admini­
stration for any use other than acne 
treatment. More studies must be done 
before Retin-A may be approved as an 
anti-age emollient. 

Pat Willis, marketing representative 
at Highlands Regional Medical Center. • 
said lhat the vitamin A cream is in high

During the meeting the commlsston 
will take preliminary action on propos· 
ed amendments to the stale's a1r quali· 
ty standards for particulate matter.

Paul, of course, had a polit1cal stan· 
dmg enjoyed by very few in his own day 
In an age of slavery, peonage and bond 
ed serv1tude, before the Roman 
emperors m desperation extended 
"c1tizensh1p" prormscuously to sahsfy 
military mercenaries, only a small 
percentage in Paul's day could proudly 
say with him "I was born free." 
<Acts 22:28> 

Paul was decently proud of his status 
as an educated Jew and a Roman cati­
zen. Of course no hvmg person at that 
lime, includmg Caesar h1mself, enjoyed 
the measure of freedom that the 
average AmeriCan cih7t'n takes for 
granted But compared with most of 
Caesar's subjects, Paul was fortunate, 
just as. compared w1th most of the 
world's peoples today, we Americans 
are fortunate 

In the 5th chapter ol Romans we f1nd 
Paul thinking about freedom Over 
agaanst his tribute to the blessings of 
freedom, he raises a warning· "only do 
not use your freedom as an opportunity 
for the flesh." Paul says: do not think 
freedom is an ego·trip, a chance for 
unlimited pleasure and self-indulgence 
that others will have to pay for Then, 
as today, that is what happens when peo­
ple misunderstand freedom to be the 
passport to the paradise of unrestrllln­
ed selfishness. 

Today Paul would warn: the "glamor· 
ous'' world of TV. Hollywood, the movie 
magazines and the "soaps" is not the 
world of true freedom 

To be able to dec1de for one's self IS 

only the form of freedom. The form is 
important, because it daslinguishes a 
free man from a serf or a slave.

Many state leaders 
are preparing for 1989. the "Year of Lal· 
ty"-a Southern Baptist emphasis on the 
involvement of lay people in ministry 
The Evangelism department, Kentucky 
Baptist Convention, plans to look toward 
the Year of the Laity during the annual 
stale Evangelism Conference~schedW 
ed I"eb. 22-23, Walnut Street Baptist 
Church. Louisville. 

The theme of the conference, "Equ1p· 
ping the Laity in Evangelism-Year of 
the Laity in Evangelism," reflects tts in· 
tention to show ministers the necessity 
of involving the laity in ministry. Con· 
ference sessions b_egin Feb. 22, <tl2 p.m. 
and 6:45p.m. and Feb 23, al9 am., 2 
p.m. and 7 p.m. ' 

According to Hal Poe, assocaate dtrec· 
tor, Evangelism departm'tnt, KBC, the 
purpose of the conference ''is not 
primarily for training or informauon but 
is for spiritual lnsptration and 
motivation.'' 

As part of the emphasis on laity, 
leaders of the conference plan to pro­
mote the Lay Evangelism School ( l.ES). 
an evangelism training program for lay 
people ''We are encouraging every 
association to plan a model LES for 
pastors so they will be trained to lead 
one in Uleir own church," Poe states.

WHAT MEETS THE EYE 
.. Red eyes'' may result from contact with smoke, 

polluted air, or chlorine, or stem from fatigue. The 
redness results when blood vessels dilate in the white por­
tion of the eye.

They alJ contain ocular vasoconstric­
tors which narrow the blood vessels in the eye. Such 
preparations, however·, should not be used when it is 
necessary to flush, or irrigate, the eye.

29 CCC camps 

Black farmers and farm workers have 
declined in Kentucky during recent 
years. In the 1960's alone, the number of 
blacks and other racial minorities on 
farms dropped about 64 percent nation­
wide. Except for American Indians, the 
great majority of blacks and other racial 
minorities live in urban areas. In the not 
too distant past, blacks were dispropor· 
tionately rural and agricultural, but 
smce 1940 they have moved to the cities 
in large numbers. 

The SCS has several black employees 
in Kentuckv. most of whom are heavily 
involved iii helping landowners and 
operators prepare conservation plans on 
therr land to stay in compliance with the 
1985 Food Security Act. 

Conservation planning and other 
technical assistance i.s provided by SCS 
through locally operated conservation 
districts.

Kentucky had an annual unemploy­
ment rate in 1987 of 8.8 percent, the 
state's lowest annual jobless rate since 
1981, according to a year-end report on 
labor force trends issued recently by the 
Cabinet for Human Resow·ces. 

The 1987 rate was down one half of one 
percent from 1986's 9.3 percent. 

The average number of Kentuckians 
working each month in 1987, as 
measured by the US. Department of 
Labor's survey of 700 to 800 households 
in the state, was 1,538,000. This is 3,000 
more than lhe average employment dur· 
mg 1986 and is the second highest annual 
employment average recorded in Ken· 
tucky. The all·time high for Kentucky 
was in 1984 when the average employ­
ment figure was 1,554,000. 

The federal estimate of unemployed 
Kentuckians <based on the same 
survey) was 148,000, the lowest figure 
since 1981, when it was 140,000. The 1987 
average of unemployed Kentuckians is 
9,000 below the 1986 report of 157,000 

Ed Blackwell, the state's chief labor 
market analyst, said the trends reflected 
in the report show a third straight year 
of stable statewide economy with growth 
in a few areas. 

''Employment patterns were shaken 
up during the last recession, which hit 
us hardest in 1982 and 1963," Blackwell 
said. "When the dust settled. trade and 
service jobs had replaced mahufactur­
ing positions. 

• ·Also, it took some time for some 
companies to feel the shock waves from 
major layoffs," he said. ··suppliers were 
the first to feel the effects of business 
cut-backs and closures. Service in· 
dustries were next. ''While they have 
shown steady increases, the recession 
slowed that growth somewhat." 

For the fourth year in a row, double­
digit rates were recorded only during 
the first quarter of 1987. "The normal 
winter decline in farming, construction 
and tourism jobs is a big contributor to 
higher unemployment during the 
January through March period, " Black­
well said. 

Monthly rates ranged from a bigb of 
10.7 percent in February to a low of7.5 
percent in September <the lowest rate 
since October 1981's 7.0 percent>. "1987's 
April through December jobless rates 
are on a par with those we recorded in 
1980 and 1981, before the hardest blows 
of that last recession," he said. 

Other revised monthly rates were 

January, 10.5 percent; March, 10.2 per­
cent; April. 9.1 percent; May, 8.6 per· 
cent; June. 8.7 percent; July, 8.8 per· 
cent; August, 7 8 percent: October, 7.6 
percent; November, 7 7 percent, and 
December. 8.2 percent. 

Kentucky Department fot· Employ­
ment Services surveys showed service 
jobs scored the biggest gains for the se­
cond year m a 1·ow. increasing by 13,900. 
Meanwhile trade employment rose by 
11.200-almost double the growth 
recorded the previous year. 

Manufacturing jobs jumped by 6.400: 
education, 2.600; construction. 2.200; 
transportation, communications and 
utilities, 1,800; finance, insurance and 
real estate, 1,700, and federal govern­
ment, 800. 

Job losses were recorded in agricul­
ture < -4,500>: bituminous coal mining 
<-1,200> · and state and local government 
1-600). 

Kentucky's average labor force figure 
in 1987 was 1.686,000, down from 1,692,000 
in 1986. "Our work force has been 
shrinking steadily since it peaked at 
1,741,000 in 1984," Blackwell said. "Ear­
ly retirement and a population decline 
have had a major impact. And the Joss 
of workers who have become discourag­
ed when they couldn't find jobs has been 
significant.'' 

The civilian labor force includes non­
military people who are working and 
unemployed people who actively are 
seeking work. It does not include anyone 
who is out of work but has not looked for 
a job for four weeks. 

Labor force figw·es are compiled from 
results of surveys conducted by the U.S. 
Census Bureau, the number of people fil­
ing unemployment insurance claims, 
employment figures provided by 
employers and an estimate of the 
number of unemployed who don't 
qualify for unemployment insurance 
benefits. 

"It's important to remember these 
are estimates used to measure employ­
ment trends," Blackwell said. "Inter­
viewing everyone 16 years old and older 
in the United States each month would 
be virtually impossible, and the cost 
would be prohibitive. So the Census 
Bureau interviews only a sample of the 
population.·' 

At the same time, the state Depart­
ment for Employment Services collects 
monthly employment and wage data 
from a sample of all nonfarm businesses 

in the state and estimates the number 
of jobs by occupation and business or in· 
dustry. But a more accurate measure 
comes from information employers 
must file quarterly with their unemploy­
ment insurance lax payments 

Wage data for October through 
December of 1987 was due Jan. 31. 
although some employers are late sub­
mitting reports. "By the time a report 
is developed, the information on October 
employment may be six months old, •· 
Blackwell said. "However, this informa· 
lion is the closest we have to a complete 
census and is invaluable in helping us 
provide accurate statistics."

CYNTHIA'S The cautious anticipation is over, and 

now the questions have begun. Follow­
ing the introduction of the Governor's 
budget proposals, legislative commit· 
tees prepared to move full steam ahead 
on many bills they were holding because 
of possible fiscal implications. 

The House Appropriations and 
Revenue Committee commenced their 
hearing process into the feasibilities of 
the Governor's proposals. 

And, bills other than those with a ma­
jor fiscal impact began their flow 
through the legislative procedures that 
are required in order to become law. A 
House measure that would allow the 
Commonwealth to set up its own self­
insurance plan also secured Senate ap· 
pro val and will be sent to the Governor 
for his signature. 

House BiU 359, already given the "go'' 
signal by House members, does not 
mandate that state government set up 
its own health-insurance plan but 
establishes the basis to allow the option. 
The bill is probably a result of the Blue 
Cross/Blue Shield of Kentucky's sur­
prise cancellation last fall of the state 
health-insurance contract. 

Both Chambers have already passed 
House Bill 307 that would offer directors 
of non-profit organizations more liability 
protection. 

House Bill 402 also has been approv­
ed by House and Senate members. It ap­
plles to the voting requirements for 
city annexation. The measure lowers the 
percentage requirements from 75 per­
cent to 55 percent of those persons voting 
to oppose a city annexation. 

Bills that passed the House of 
Representatives this week include a 
measure that would make it more dif­
ficult to petition against ambulance 
districts. House Bill 422 requires such 
petitions to provide the signatures or at 
least 25 percent of the taxing district's 
average number of voters in the 
previous four elections to put the issue 
to a referendum. 

House Bill3ll was approved by a ma­
jority of the House and will allow private 
water companies to charge tap-on fees 
for new customers. Private companies 
cannot charge such fees now. Another 
measure approved by House members 
would require the state Public Service 
Commission to approve any project by 
a water district that is financed through 
a federal agency.

Legislation that would focus on lhe im· 
portance of voting was also passed by 
the House. The bill would direct the 
Secretary of State's Office to sponsor a 
slogan contest to highlight why everyone 
should utilize t~eir right to vote. The pro­
gram, if finalized, would be funded 
t})rough private contributions. 

Legislation that I sponsored would 
prohibit manufacturers liability of their 
fire arms used in a crime. The bill is en­
dorsed by the National Rifle AssocaUon 
and I'm pleased House members ap­
proved the measure overwhelmingly.

Spring isn't here yet, but in South 
Florida, the hotbed of baseball prepara­
tion, spring is forever present, making 
it possible to get a jump on Northern 
weather. 

Hopeful youngsters along with tried 
and true veterans are converging on the 
vacation paradise known as South 
Florida, eager to prove and re-prove 
their abilities. 

Spring training is here, and for a die­
hard baseball fan, that's enough for now 
to carry them on through the frigid air 
of February and March. 

It's true, il isn't real baseball, but 
when the GrapefrUit Leagues open up 
they tell everyone that the season is 
much closer now than during the most 
recent cold spell. 

And it also tells us that baseball from 
summer youth leagues to college is 
nearly set for yet another year of action. 

Professional football was interesting, 
with the strike and an the controversy 
that surrounded it, but even so, the 
gridiron sport just isn't a quality time 
filler while we wait for baseball. 

College basketball is possibly the most 
exciting of all sports on all levels, but 
during it's highest point, the post season 
tourneys, we're all blinded with antici­
pation of baseball season. 

A true baseball person is a different 
type fan-a fan during the season and 
during the off season. They are kind of 
like a UK basketball fan. When football 
season is going on, a UK roundball fan 
is interesting himself in basketball 
recruiting. When baseball season is in, 
the basketball fan is interesting himself 
ln how those recruits are doing in all-star 
games on the hardwood. 

Baseball fans are cut from the same 
mold, always interested in their sport. 
But sport is the key word. Some enjoy 
following their favorite team, but true 
baseball fans love the game. Sometimes 
it even seems as if they take a special 
interest not normal!~ found among other 
fans of other sports. 

From April to October, they follow the 
sport with a religious type following. 
Summer days are special, but when the 
golden days of autumn turn harshly in· 
to a frO'ten winter. baseball fans are 
forced to only talk baseball 

And if you have ever heard a conver­
sation between men of baseball, you'll 
always ask yourself whey they enjoy the 
other's verbal sharing. 

A baseball man is windy, repetitive, 
and loves to make public what little he 
knows. 

Now, this doesn't include every person 
who is involved in baseball. This is solely 
the true baseball men. The ones who put 
a summer youth team in front of his free 
time. The ones who spend their own 
money in hopes of helping their team 
and players. The ones who live, eat, and 
sleep baseball. 

They are a few of these around, and 
you can spot them a mile off, but due to 
the previous description, it might not be 
in our best interest to mention any of 
them. 

I've often wished 1 could join this eJile 
fraternity of baseball lovers, but I don't 
have enough bull to sling yet. That may 
be hard for some of those famihar with 
me to believe, but r run a distant second 
to those baseball men I know. 

From time to time, though, the stories 
have came my way, and suddenly J find 
myself capable of competing with those 
fairy tale fellows of baseball lore. 

The funny thlng about a baseball con­
versation is how often the same stories 
crop up in each discussion It's also nice 
to watch grown men show each other 

how to throw the split finger and the cir­
cle change. 

These are only amateur baseball men, 
the locals who dream no higher than 
they already are, because to themselves 
they are doing what should and has to 
be done. 

Baseball is baseball, and regardless 
of what level the same methods are 
taught. The most important teachings, 
though, comes before the high school 
years 

This is where these men come in. They 
dedicate themselves, and their know­
ledge in an effort to help young people 
develop into better old people. 

I remember talking to one former high 
school coach who told me about stopping 
one of his former players, that was still 
playing, and trying to teach him a cer­
tain pitch. 

This wouldn't be much of a story had 
he not stopped the player on a bridge, 
and tried to explain the pitch while 
standing on the roadway. 

Once a coach always a coach. 
But it's this type dedication to the 

player and the game that makes a base­
ball man a respected figure of sports 
society. 

''The tradition is here. The memories 
are waiting." This is whalNBC uses as 
a promotional piece for their televised 
games 

And the memories run as deep as the 
love for the game. Baseball is special 
but it's people are more so . 

The first steps toward another year 
are currently being walked off. More 
memories will be created and new 
heroes will evolve. 

Some people can remember the days 
of the Polo Grounds, or Ebbits Field. 
They enjoy talking about Ted Williams 
and Jackie Robinson. 

But the true baseball men-they are 
rarely talked about. They are the ones 
giving up lhelr summer for just one 
smile from a 10-year-old's face. 

They exhaust themselves and rarely 
get recognition for it. But some day a 
young man will be offered a free educa­
tion or a million dollar contract, and 
somewhere, probably unrecognized, a 
baseball man will smile. 

He knows now the true fruits of his not­
so-thankless labor.

Van Horn Moving Up On 
UK' s Top Athlete List • 

Could it be possible for a boxer to 
become king of the hill smack in the 
middle of basketball land? 

Does any athlete have a chance for 
prosperity and notoriety at a school that 
claims rights to others such as Rex 
Chapman. often referred to as King Rex, 
and Winston Bennett, otherwise known 
as Sir Winston? 

Doubtful, unless he is undefeated. had 
two previous fights aired on network 
television, and is currently training for 
another scheduled for the NBC air 
waves. 

Doubtful, unless that boxer is Darrin 
Van Horn, the latest teenage phenomen­
on the University of Kentucky has laid 
claim to. 

Rex Chapman, through his basketball 
ability, drew praise and attracted fans 
from every corner of the state last year. 

The main difference between Van 
Horn and Chapman, except the dif­
ference in sport played and physical 
stature, is that the latter will have to 
wait on his professional career. 

Van Born became a profe$Sional at 
the age of 16. When he came to the 
University of Kentucky, he was well 
known throughout the boxing world. 

But not throughout basketball land. 
Even though Van Horn had 25 profes· 

sionals bouts under his belt, and 25 wins, 
no one in Lexington knew him as an 
athlete. Not many knew him at all. 

But lately, thanks to his 34-0 record 
and televised bouts against Elio Diaz 
and Luis Santana, local folks have 
started to take notice. 

Van Horn, a junior middleweight from 
Morgan City, Louisiana, has won 21 of 
his 34 fights by knockout. Five of his last 
six fights, though, bave went the 
distance. 

The 19-year-old Van Horn earned addi­
tional recognition in January of this year 
when he appeared on the cover of The 
Ring, a magazine that covers profes­
sional boxing. 

'Million Dollar Baby' was what the 
publication referred to him as. Van Horn 
appeared on the cover clutching a fist 
full of 100 dollar bills. The baby part 
probably comes from his face. Van Horn 
looks more like a teenage school child 
than undefeated boxer. 

In a feature story, the magazine re­
ferred to Van Horn as being, "white, 
bright, polite and most importantly, be 
can fight. How good he can be remains 
to be seen. But if early results are any 
indication, he may just be boxing's next 
Million Dollar Baby." 

Van Horn says he wants to eventual­
ly be the best and the richest fighter in 
the world. 

If the University of Kentucky sopho­
more., a journalism major, is to reach 
those lofty goals, be will have to take his 
biggest step to date Sunday afternoon. 

It is being billed as 'The Homecoming' 

by promoters, but in reality it is Darrin 
Van Horn's biggest test ever for his box· 
ing skills. 

Sunday at Farnham-Dudgeon Civic 
Center in Frankfort, Van Horn will step 
into the ring against John Munduga. a • 
native of Uganda. 

Van Horn himself says Munduga has 
nothing, his father and manager G.L. 
Horn predicts a knockout in four, and 
trainer Donald Turner says Munduga 
h.as no punching power 

But if the truth is in the record then 
Munduga, now fighting out of Tampa, 
Florida, should provide a strong test for 
Van Horn. ~ 

A former captain of the Ugandan 
Olympic team, Munduga boasts a 26-1 
record into the bout, 17 of those wins 
coming via the knockout. 

The book on Munduga says he is a 
slick boxer that favors throwing com­
binations, and likes to finish with a left 
hook. He is described as a thinking 
fighter with fast hands and feet. and a 
craftsman, not a slugger. 

He is under the management of 
Mickey Duff, 1987's manager of the 
year. Duff is known as a manager who 
always gets the most out of his fighters 

The 27-year-old Munduga, a profE!fil 
sional since 1981, has prepared for Vaif' 
Horn by sparing with John "the Beast" 
Mugabi. 

The fight will be aired by NBC, but lhe 
network is enforcing a blackout through­
out Kentucky. 

Neither fighter has been in the ring 
since December s. In his last fight Mun­
duga won an eight-round decision over 
Alavaro Granillo in Las Vegas. 

In his last encounter, Van Horn also 
went the distance. v..inning a unanimous 
decision over Joe Summers by going 10 

rounds in Atlantic City. 
.. 

Although he isn't even 20 years old yet, 
Van Horn has amassed a total of 172 
rounds of professional experience. 

In comparison, Munduga, who is eight 
years Van Horn's senior, has only 135 
rounds. He has gone 10 rounds only once. 
Van Horn has gone that distance five 
times before, a factor that could be in his 
favor for Sunday's 10-rounder. 

He is one of the fastest rising stars in 
aU of professional boxing. All his op­
ponents respect his ability, the pro­
moters are familiar witb his every 
move, and all boxing fans know hi~ 
name. 

He could be a champion before his 20th 
birthday. A financially successful box­
ing career is already his. Darrin Van 
Horn is almost guaranteed future 
greatness 

But will be ever be a major attraction 
at the University of Kentucky? Probably 
not. His hook shots just take people to 
the mat. They don't score points for the 
basketball Wildcats.

WHEREAS. The City Council realizes 
and appreciates the need for the promo· 
tlon of recreational, conventton and 
tourist activity wilhin and around the Ci· 
ty of Prestonsburg: and 

WHEREAS, KRS 9lA 350 authorizes 
the creation and establishment of a 
recreational tow·ist and convention com· 
mission for such promotional purposes 
to be maintained as hereinafter set out. 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CI'I'Y OF 
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY, 

Se<:tion 1: There is hereby establish· 
ed a recreation convention 'and tour1st 
commtssion to be known as the 
Prestonsburg Recreation, Tounst and 
Convention C.ommissJOn.

Such 
tax shall be due and payable to the City 
Treasurer thirty (30l days after the last 
day of each quarter, together with a 
return on a form furnished by or obtain­
eel from the Treasurer, setting forth an 
aggregate amount of gro.'" retail sales 
charged and collected durmg the per10d 
to which the UlX applies, together with 
such other pertinent information as the 
Treasurer may require. Hestaurants 
would begin collectmg Apr1lt , 1988 and 
make the first payment before August 
l. 1988. 

SECI'ION 3 · Any tax imposed by this 
Ordinance which shall remain unpaid 
after it becomes due, as set forth herein, 
shall have added to it a penalty of 10%, 
together with rnteresl at the rate of 6% 
against the total amount of tax overdue 
at any lime. Alter sixt) (60l days, the 
amount of penally shall be compound· 
ed each month. These penalties are the 
same as those for lat payment or c1ty 
occupational taxes. 

SECTION 4: The tax imposed herein 
shall be in addition to other general 
taxes and the occupational or business 
lkense taxes payable lo the City of Pres· 
tonsburg.

SECTION 2: As used in this Or· 
dinance, Restaurant means, any fixed 
or mobile commercaal establishment 
that engag<'S m the preyaralion and ser· 
ving of ready-to-eat foods in portions to 
the consumer. including, bul not limtted 
to : restaurants : coffee shops ; 
cafeter1as, short order cafes; lun­
cheonettes ; grills: tea rooms: sandwich 
shops; soda rountains; taverns; bat·s : 
cocktatl lounges: nightclubs· roadside 
stands. street vendors : catering kil· 
chens; comm1ssartes; or similar places 
in which food is prepared for sale for 
consumptiOn on the premises or 
elsewhere. It doos not include schools, 
food vending machines. establishments 
servtng beverages only in single service 
or original conlamers or retail food 
markets which only cut, slice and 
prepare cold-cut sandwiches for m· 
dividual consumption. 

SECTION 3 Temporary food stands, 
booths. street concessions and similar 
type operations, whether operated by 
non-profit corporations or not, when food 
is prepared and sold for immediate con· 
sumption, are not excempt from this 
tax.

Stress Need 
For Prison 
Planning Now 

Citmga need for long-range solutions 
to Kentucky's scr1ous corrections pro­
blems, Attorney General f<'red Cowan 
and Senator Ed O' Damel have JOined 
forces on legislation aimed at getting a 
handle on the state'~ prison crisis. 
''We've been in a cycle of reacling from 
one crisis to the next with no direction, 
no control and no foresight," said 
Cowan 

Cowan drafted and O'Daniel ha!> m· 
troduced two pieces of legislation 
designed to work hand·m·hand to im· 

' rove corrections policy. Senate Bill222 
would create lhe Kentucky $tate Correc· 
tions Commusslon, which would develop 
a five-year plan ror stnte corrections. 
The eight C<lmmiss1on members would 
Include the corrections secretary, law 
enforcement orftc1als . a Jailer, a c1rcuH 
judge, cr1minal j11..;;t1ce expert:> and lhe 
Attorney GeneraJ. The five-year plan 
would cover the corrections spectrum 
from prison programs to the urgent need 
for additional celJ space. 

Aiding in that decis1on·maktng would 
be a one-time task force cre.ated by 
Senate Resolution 42. Its 20 members. 
~presenting individuals and agencies 
with strong concerns for state correc­
tions, would N>vtew trends that impact 
corrections. The task force would, 
among other things, propose related 
legislation to the 1990 General Assembly. 

''This would not be just another 
study," according to O'Daniel. He notes 
the many sentencing and parole changes 
made m recent years that affect both the 
nwnber and nature of Kentucky's prison 
inmates and those felons under com· 
munity superVlsion programs. "We are 
looking at projections of Kentucky 
~ng over 10.000 more pri~on beds by 

the vear 2000 at a cost of over half a 
billiOn dollars," said Cowan " It's lime 
to adopt a eommon sense and cost effi. 
crent solution to one of our more serious 
problems.,. The cost of establishing the 
corrections commission and the special 
task force would be minimal according 
to O'Daniel . 

Attorney General Cowan and Senator 
O'Daniel have both advocated better 
corrections planning for some time. 
They worked together during Cowan's 
six years as a state representative when 
he chaired the Budget Subcommittee on 

• Justice, Judiciary and Corrections, a 
position O'Daniel currently holds in the 
Senate. 

As Attorney General, Cowan has 
targeted corrections and specifically 
prison crowding as a top legislative 
priority. Other key Issues Cowan is in· 
volved in are election reform and child 
support enforcement

That cartoon that shows up once in a 
while of a cat or dog sitting there with 
a bow aroUDd its neck scratching it head 
and looking up at you might be heart· 
warming and appe.aling. At the same 
time you might remember that the 
scratching can also indicate a common 
problem seen in pets and one which is 
all-too-often ignored until well 
advanced-ear infections. 

Ear infections are particularly com· 
mon in dogs and especially in breeds 
with floppy ears. Cocker spaniels and 
miniature poodles seem especially 
susceptible to the point where routme 
ear care is recommended for them. 

Causes of ear infection are many. but 
most seem to be started by ao excessive 
accumulation of dried wax which 
blocks the ear canal, or by water trap· 
ped in the ear canal after bathing. Some, 
of course, begin with Injuries to the ear 
and other by foreign objects such as 
seeds or briars beJng trapped in the ear 
canal, 

Matted hair at the entrance to the ear 
canal can be a cause, especially in 
poodles. The most common cause in cats 
is ear mites, which are extremely com· 
mon in Kentucky. In general, anything 
wh!ch blocks the ear canal and reduces 
circulation of air can cause an infection. 

Symptoms including scratching the 
ears and shaking the head. Usually the 
ear is painful to touch and it may appear 
reddened. Often an infected ear will 
bave a black or brown discharge with an 
offensive odor. 

An untreated infection can cause the 
animal to lose its sense of balance and 
can result in a punctured ear drum. 

Treatment should begin promptly, 
and the initial treatment is best done by 
a veterinarian because the ear may be 
so sore the animal will need to be tran· 
quiliz~ for treatment. Also, it may be 
necessary to develop a culture of the in· 
fecting agent to determine which drug 
is effective against it. 

Routine cleaning of the ears with a 
good ear washing solution is recom 
mended preventive action, as is the 
removal of any half that may be grow­
ing in the opening of the ears

Fruits and vegetables led the 
December price surge, jumping 8.4 
percent over the 30-day period.

"By far most Kentucky couples m 
terestcd in adoption initi<tlly want a 
healthy, white, pre teen chrld," Darro\\ 
said "In the cases of our Spec.! a I needs 
cbiJdren, it's stiJI eas1er to make a sut·· 
cessful placement of a youngPr child, 
even those with emot1onaJ, phys1cal or 
mental disabilthes or s1bhngs ' 

•'The second tSSue anses from ad 
justments necessary due to the mtroduc 
lion into a home of an older child, often 
coming from a famll) background of 
abuse or neglect, .,..ho may have 
developed some teenage behav1or pat­
terns that require patJCnce, careful and 
loving discipline-and more patience,' ' 
Darrow said 

The new funding for Kentucky's SNAP 
work will be directed at both problems 

"We can't just wait around for couples 
or famlies to b('(:ome interested In a 
teenager who needs a permanent home 
life right now," Darrow said . "This 
grant will enable our slalf to spend more 
trme getting the word out about these 
children and the rmporlancc of ftnding 
a good, caring, stable fanuly for them. 

"For example, there IS a grow1ng 
awareness among Kentucky's news 
media that they have a role to play here. 
Though generous allowan('cs of news· 
paper space and pubhc servH..'C pro 
grams, the message 1s bemg dell.,.ered 
We srmply need to spend more lime jn 
this area of educating the pubhc " 

At the same time. a portion of lhe new 
funding ~ill go for the trammg of pro­
fessionals who ~.~;Ill be working \1; 1th 
adopttve fam1hes of older children, both 
before a plaeement IS made and dunng 
that adjustment pertod 

"We will develop, tn effect, a cur· 
riculum for the caseworker, therap1sts 
and teachers whose help wi II be needed 
for this newly blended f:rm1ly to get over 
any rough spots that crop up." Da1·row 
said.
