State Vows $300,000 To Aid
Floyd Senior Citizen Programs

Senior citizens programs in this coun-
ty will receive a significant boost over
the next two years in the form of $300,000
in state Department for Human
Resources funding, it was learned this
week.,

Announcement of the funds came at
Monday evening's meeting of the Big
Sandy Area Development District
although Harry J. Cowherd, M.D., state
secretary for Human Resources related
Whe good news, April 15, in a letter to
Senator Benny Ray Bailey.

Cowherd said the additional appropri-
ation is being made to assist in expan-
ding the nutrition and supportive ser-
vices and renovating the facilities for the
senior citizens at Betsy Layne and
Wayland.

One hundred thousand dollars has
been earmarked for Betsy Layne and
$50,000 for Wayland to be expended dur-
ing each year of the next biennium.

**Since the need for congregale meal
sites for senior citizens is fast outstrip-
ping the current resources in the area
in terms of dollars, meals, and potential
sites, it is expected that most of these
funds will be included in the consolidated
Program Administration Contract for
Big Sandy Area Development District,”
Cowherd wrote.

The new sites at Wayland and Betsy
Layne will bring to five the number of
senior citizen services centers in the
county. Owners are located in Wheel-
wright, Martin and Prestonsburg,

The location of the Betsy Layne site
was described by Cowherd as a *'prime
site™ for a pilot intergenerational project
involving adult day care and child care
programs. According to this concept, the
Betsy Layne site will serve as a model
in which young children and older
citizens will interact in a sort of “*adopt

~ a grandparent”-type project.

It was also announced at the ADD
meel that plans are being made to in-
itiate an Alzheimer’s and related
disorders respite care program which is
designed to help family members of an
Alzheimer’s sufferer, for example, to be
away from home with more conven-
ience. According lo the plan, patients
would be transported to and from their
homes to an adult day care center where
they would be under professional staff
supervision.

In other business, announcement was
made that Floyd County Judge-Execu-
tive John M. Stumbo has submitted the
Wheelwright Renovation Project for
consideration by the National Recogni-
tion Program for Urban Development
Excellence. Judge Stumbo’s application
is among two submitted in the Big San-
dy Distriet, the other being the Pikeville
cut-through project.

Hughes Critically
Injured In Fall

A Wayland man was found un-
conscious Sunday night at the bottom of
the old Wayland water plant. The man,
Willard Hughes, Jr., 25, is believed to
have fallen from a two story window, but
police have pot ruled out foul play as a
calse.

According to Sheriff’s Deputy An-

athony Castle, who is investigating the in-
cident along with State Police Detective
James Stephens, Hughes had been miss-
ing since the day before and was found
by his father at 6:45 p.m. An ambulance
transported Hughes to Our Lady of the
Way Hospital in Martin and he was later
flown to Cabell-Huntington Hospital in
West Virginia with a broken neck. On
Monday he was in the intensive care unit
and listed in eritical condition.

Castle reported that police are cur-
rently searching for a companion of
Hughes's who might have been drinking
with him at the time of the fall. They also
believe he had been laying there 17 hours

David Artrip, 20, of Langley was listed
in satisfactory condition at McDowell
Appalachian Regional Hospital this
week following a shooting incident, early
Tuesday morning at Drift.

Charged in the shooting is Jimmy
Darryll Stumbo, 41, of Drift.

State Police said (he incident ap-
parently steemed from an argument
which took place outside the home of
Stumbo. Artrip was shot once in the
chest with a handgun in the incident that
occurred at about 12:10 a.m,

Stumbo was lodged in the Floyd coun-
ty jail on a charge of first degree assault
and the case is still under investigation
by State Police Detective James
Rederick and Trooper Greg Roberts,

Under the new policy, the department
will be separated into two divisions, fire
operations and code enforcement, with
a fire major heading each section.
Previously, Chaffins, as the only fire
major; had supervised inspections but
there was no operations division. The
new policy provides for what Mayor Lat-
ta called a “'clear-cut ¢hain-of-command
on who does fire fighting when the fire
chief is gone.”

Larry Adams has been promoted to
fire major and will oversee building in-
spections and Paul Burke, also pro-
moted to fire major, will head fire-
fighting operations. The number of fire
captains has been decreased from two
to one. Mike Wells will assume that
position,

County Electrical Inspector Joe Ken-
drick has been appointed to carry out the
city’s electrical inspections.

Last week The Times reported that
Chaffins had resigned on April 15 after
the city began investigating the handl-
ing of building inspection monies. The
mayor expressed at that time that col-
lection methods needed improvement.
Stricter measures requiring permit
payments to be collected by clerks at the
municipal building, rather than by in-
spectors, have been implemented since
then, according to Latta.

Law Suit Alleges R.E.C.C.
Resorted to Scare Tactics

Does a power company have the right
to deny services to a person whose rela-
tive hasn't paid their bill? That issue
may have (o be decided in Floyd Circuit
# Court, since a law suit has been filed
against the Big Sandy Electric Coopera-
tive Corporation.

In a court affidavit, Ruby Reffett, of
Pyramid, stated that she was denied
electrical service March 30, 1988
because her ex-son-in-law, Olin Gene
Amburgey, had an outstanding bill.
When Mrs. Reffett called the Paintsville
office her affidavit states, *‘I was told
that if T was given service 1 could not
allow my daughter Donna Amburgey Lo

stay as an overnight guest in the home.
She told me that Big Sandy R.E.C.C.'s
attorney would have somebody watch-
ing me and if they discovered my
daughter staying even one night in my
home, the electrical service would be
terminated and the matter would be
turned over to a lawyer,”

Fellowing this, Mrs, Reffett hired at-
torney John W. Mann to represent her.
Mann sent a letter of complaint to the
Publie Service Commission, but on April
8, Mrs. Reffett was again denied service,
On April 15 Mann filed the suit along
with a Motion For Temporary Restrain-
ing Order to compel Big Sandy R.E.C.C.
to hook up Reffett’s service. On April 21

+Role of Volunteers to Literacy
Council Success Is Emphasized

“Last October she couldn't read a
word, and when she came back from a
trip not too long ago, she was able to
read the sign I had made for her that
said, ‘Welcome Back’, and it just thrill-
ed me to death,’’ said Beatrice Potter of
the rewards of helping someone learn to
read. Potter was one of the tutors,
students and other volunteers honored
last Wednesday at a luncheon given by
the Floyd County Literacy Council at St.
@, Martha’s Catholic Church.

" Attended by members of the Floyd
County Literacy Council, County Judge
Executive John M. Stumbo and Mayor
Ann Latta, literacy, GED students and
volunteers were recognized for their ef-

forts and achievements on National
Volunteer Day.

The literacy council sponsors a pro-
gram for those who can't read and an
adult basic education program as well.
Almost 200 people have participated in
one or both the programs since they
were first offered two years ago.

Although statisties show that 50 per-
cent of Floyd countians have high school
degrees, Marcie Menstler, counly
literacy coordinator, said the mountains
of Kentucky were leading the nation in
the number of adults receiving General
Educational Development diplomas.

Sister Mary Gervase, a member of the
literacy council whoalso trains the pro-

the service was connected.

The issue is over service to Mrs. Ref-
fett's second home. The complaint
stated that her account was paid, and
that the power company’s action was
“anillegal attempt to collect for the ae-
count of another.”" It further states that,
“the actions of the defendant, by and
through its agent, were done willfully
and knowingly, or with reckless
disregard for the legality of its actions,
entitling the plaintiff to punitive
damages in excess of two thousand, five
hundred dollars.”

Mann said that Big Sandy R.E.C.C.
acted in a way that was meant to
frighten Mrs. Reffett and it is standard
practice for power companies to use this
tactic, “‘but legally it won't fly." In a
similar case, the Public Service Com-
mission ordered Big Sandy R.E.C.C. to
provide electric service to James
Hazelett, of Prestonsburg, and ordered
that it may not deny him seryice due to
the delinquency of his son-in-law. That
was decided April 18, 1988.

Albert A. Burchett, who represents
Big Sandy RECC, said that there is a
section of the law that aliows a person
to be denied service when a delinquent
customer receives benefit of that ser-

vice. "My client is a cooperative and
Mrs. Reffett is a part of the
cooperative,’ Burchett said. **“We hope

Lo settle this dispute in a friendly way.
I think we can work this out to Mrs. Ref-
fefl's satisfaction as well as to the
cooperative's satisfaction.”

Mann also said he believed a settle-
ment could be reached, but only to the
effect that Mrs. Reffett's losses are
covered, including her legal bill.

Kimberly Receives
Jail Term In Drug
Trafficking Case

A Floyd county jury last week found
Donald R. Kimberly guilty of traffick-
ing in marijuana and sentenced him to
two-and-half years in prison.

Kimberly, 3, of Langley, had beenar-

rested July 4, 1987, following a drug

bust at his trailer home by the Floyd
County Sheriff's Department and state
police. Along with almost two pounds of
marijuana, police found thousands of
dollars in cash, drug scales and para-
phernalia, and five automatic weapons.
Prior to the trial on April 14, Kimber-
ly's defense attorney, Stephen W,
Owens, of Pikeville, filed a motion for
a change of venue, contending the defen-
dant could not gel a fair triai because of
a Floyd County Times newspaper arti-
cle about the drug bust and other publici-
ty. In turn, Commonwealth Atlorney,
Jerry Patton, filed a response, and
Owen's motion was ruled against,

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State Parks Budget
To Help Jenny Wiley

The 1988-1990 Kentucky executive
budgel passed by the Kentucky General
Assembly and approved by Gov.
Wallace Wilkinson provides for a wide
range of construction and renovation
projects in the Kentucky State Parks.

Approximately $3.2 million of the
capital construction budget was
allocated foreach of the next two fiscal
vears lfor major maintenance projecls
in state parks. This allocation will
enable the Kentucky State Park System
to maintain seryices al the current level
and to initiate projects such as renova-
tions, ‘expansion of existing park
facilities and road improvements and
repairs.

Another large portion of the capital
construction budget will go toward the
construction of meeting rooms at Jenny
Wiley, Pine Mountain and Rough River,
and Greenbo State Resorl Parks, and at
Blue Licks State Park

Existing meeling facilities at parks
throughoul the state have proven to be
a boon to the economy of surrounding
counties. Meeting rooms at state parks
may be reserved for events such as con-
ventions, business and civie club
meetings, wedding receptions and fami-
ly reunions.

Plans are underway and monies pro-
vided for what will be the 45th Kentucky
state park near Yatesville. The Army
Corps of Engineers has scheduled the
impoundment of a lake at Yatesville in
the spring of 1990. The project was
authorized for flood control, water quali-
ty conlrol, general recreation and fish
and wildlife recreation

The lake will be entirely in Lawrence
county on Blaine Creek, a tributary of
the Big Sandy River. The Kentucky
Department of Parks and the Depart-
ment of Fish and Wildlife Resources will
cooperate on a project al Yatesville
which includes roads, parking, utilities
and a boat ramp at Barker’s Run.

Other construction projects at Eastern
Kentucky parks include work at
Kingdom Come State Park and Natural
Bridge State Resort Park.

Highlights of the Kingdom Come pro-
ject are the construction of & combina-
tion crafts building and information
center and a 9-hole miniature golf
course. The expansion at Natural Bridge
State Resort Park will feature dining in
a solarium atmosphere. The new dining
room addition will extend over the
hillside and offer a view of the lake and
surrounding forest area.

My lawn is a sight to behold. The
weeping cherry is like a pink cloud for-
Ly feet inta yvour blue sky. April, 1987,
provided snapshols of ils blossoms com-
peting with feathery snow. Another ear-
v bird is the pink saucer magnolia,
whose companion nigra comes in soft
purple, nol a leaf on either till after frost
changes thelr colorful frocks to brown
The majestic magnolia grandiflora—
flower of my native stale—steals the
show in June; its cup-shaped buds and
huge ivory blossoms are [ragrant,
Wiough less so than the magnolia
fiscaticus. (Kindly spell that one,
Madam Editor.) My mother had one,
and a sister has a specimen of it, now,
but it is not in any catalog we gel. The
lovely white star magnolias across the
front of May Lodge in Jenny Wiley State
Park often bloom simultaneously with
snow-falls in January
The double rose clusters of two Kwan-
zan cherres here lake the prize now.
This cherry is the favorite of favorites
with thousands. Crabs come next. Cerise
double Barbara was the fullest this year,
perhaps because il was banked with
fruit and vegetable peels all winter, My
ot, Van Esselline crab, is always stun-
ing, burgundy red buds, changing to
pink blossoms that resemble snow balls,
gradually fading to white. The weeper
crab has single flowers, which never
compare with doubles. Chiel attraction
of the radiant crab is its dark leaves.

‘ and compensation for damages.

Kentuckians For The Commonwealth

| was started in 1962 in Martin county by
! Gladis Maynard, and, until this year,
¢ was called the Kentucky Fair Tax Coali-

tion. It's a statewide organization that
addresses many issues besides land

' ownership and mineral use: inequitable

- taxation, water quality, loxic wasles,

education, and the lack of community
services. It currently has 1,800
members, 99 of whom live in Floyd
county.

According to John Burgess, Floyd

county’s KFTC chairman, the organiza-
tion has set a goal of raising $167.000
statewide 1o pay for adverlising to in-
form the public about the amendment's
importance, Burgess said the goal in
Floyd is $10,000.
* While both houses in the General
Assembly unapamiously passed the
legislation to pul the amendment on the
ballet, and there is a base of support for
it in eastern Kenlucky, the organiza-
tion's secretary-treasurer, Denise Giar-
dina, said its passage by the electorate
can not be taken for granted, To starl
with, Giardina said, many people don't
know what a broad form deed is.

This deed was first used around the
{urn of the century Lo separite owner-
ship of surface land from the minerals
underneath. Bul disputes between land-
owners and mineral holders didn't arise

until after strip-mining started in the
19508, The mining companies claim their
deeds give them the right to extract the
coal or other minerals any way they
wanl to, without legal obligation lo com-
pensate the owners for damages done to
timber, crops, or water supplies.

In 1983, the KFTC began helping
citizens in eastern Kentucky organize lo
restrict the abuse of the broad form
deed. This effort resulted in the 1984
Broad Form Deed Law that returned
control of the surface to the land owner
Yet then, it was overturned,

if the amendment is approved by the
voters in November, the surface-land
owners would once again be protected;
it would also ensure that their rights
would never again be taken away by the
slate's courts,

Other successes in the General
Assembly this past session included
Senate Bill 169, which requires local
government approval for the construe-
tion of a hazardous wasle incinerator
House Bill 722 establishes a Center {or
Hazardous Waste Reduction; and House
Bill 547, which renews and extends the
stale “superfund’ lax on hazardous
wasle generators and Lransporlers.

On April 15 the Citizens group filed a
suit to place a tax on unmined coal
reserves, which would foree state and
local officials to assess property owned
by coal companies at fair markel value
To do otherwise denies equal protection
under the Kentucky and U.S, Constitu-
tion, the KFTC contends.

KFTC will be holding evenls
throughout the spring and summer to in-
form voters about the amendment, raise
funds, and enlist new members. Voter
registration booths will be set up Satur-
day, May 14 in Martin and Prestons-
burg. On May 21 they will sponsor a pic-
nic at Jenny Wiley State Park, which
will be free and open to the public.

Those attending Saturday's event
were shown the movie, “Matewan," and
a video film made by Appalshop aboul
the legal battles over and the abuses of
the broad form deed, Thomas Martin,
who owns a small farm on Turkey
Creek, spoke about the disastrous effects
of the broad form deed on his land . And
Giardina sold and autographed copies of
her novel, STORMING HEAVEN, the
proceeds going into the KFTC fund.

Corps Campground

Over the next several years
the Corps hopes to add electricity to all
class A eampsites.

Again this season, reservations can be
made for group camping. The group
must occupy a minimum of six sites, and
will be charged additionally per site to
cover administration costs, More infor-
mation is available at the lake offices.

Group picnic shelters are normally
available on a “first-to-arrive' basis at
no charge, However, shelters may be
reserved any time between 9 a.m. to 10
p.m. for a fee paid in advance.

Special events involving large
numbers of people, such as arts and
crafts shows and boat regattas, require
a special permit and a fee.

Commissioner Stanley also hopes to
use the week to focus on mine safety in
the state’'s mines. ‘“What better obser-
vances for this industry, than to use this
event to have miners all across the state
dedicate themselves once more to the
safety principles that will keep our
mines safe and fatality free. This would
be a big economic boost to the coal
economy, while, at the same time, pro-
tecting Kentucky's most valued
resource...its people,”’ said Stanley.

Marshall U. Slates
Library Skills Meet

Marshall University’s 15th annual
Library Skills Institute will be held May
16-27, according to Dr. Virginia Plumley,
professor of education media and direc-
tor off the Learning Resources Center at
Marshall.

Approximately 100 persons who work

. insmall rural libraries in West Virginia,
Ohio and Kentucky are expected to at-
tend the two-week institute.

The program, sponsored by the MU
Department of Educational Media and
the Wesl Virginia Library Commission,
has been designed to improve methods
of library management for small and
geographically remote public libraries.

Dr. Frederic J. Glazer, director of the
West Virginia Library Commission,
developed the concept for the institute,
which has served as a model for other
states,

“Although the program has been
copied, this is the only workshop where
a university and a state library commis-
sion work.cooperatively and actually
house the participants on campus while
they take courses,' said Dr. Plumley.
“Instruction has been designed
specifically for semi-professional
librarians and those who can't obtain
this type of information anywhere else.”

Instructors and professors from
various institutions and organizations
will teach classes in library science,
basic media, media production and
utilization, microteaching, source
materials, Appalachian culture,
accounting and bookkeeping, book selec-
tion and the history of libraries.

The Cabell County Publie Library in
Huntington will serve as the host library
for the institute.

“Over the past 15 years, more than
$450,000 has been provided by the West
Virginia Library Commission to sponsor
this program,” said Dr. Plumley. “We
always look forward to the workshop
because the two weeks are filled with
classes, fun and extracurricular ac-
tivities.

UK Nursing Classes
Offered Through MSU

The University of Kentucky College of
Nursing in cooperation with Morehead
State University is offering a master’s
degree program in nursing in the
Ashland-Morehead area beginning Fall
1988. This program, equivalent to the
program at the UK campus, will enable
nurses in Eastern Kentucky lo take a
major portion of their course work at the
Morehead State University campus.

“The purpose of the program is to
prepare nurses for advanced practice
within a nursing specialty, contribute to
the advancement of nursing practice
and assisl nurses in attaining their
educational and career goals,"' says Dr,
Carolyn Williams, dean, UK College of
Nursing.

Students can select one of four areas
for specialization and can prepare for
roles as nurse clinical specialists,
managers, teachers, or practitioners.
The four areas of specialization includé:
Adult Nursing (critical care, adult, and
gerontological nursing); Community
Health Nursing (primary, family and
geriatric nurse practitioner or com-
munity health administration); Parent-
Child Nursing (parent-child, neonatal
and perinatal nursing and nurse-
midwifery) and Psychiatric/Mental
Health Nursing (adult and gero-
psychiatric/mental health nursing, and
substance abuse).

“The advantage of the program is that
students will be able to schedule their
classes for one day, either Monday or
Tuesday,” says Dr. Margaret Grier,
associate dean for graduate studies and
research, UK College of Nursing,

Elective courses related to the
selected area of study canalso be taken
at Morehead University. Students will
be assigned to agencies in the outreach
area for clinical courses,

The minimum requirements for the
master's degree in nursing are 34
semester credil hours of course work;
a comprehensive examination on nurs-
ing theory, research and practice; and
a research project. The requirements
for admission are a 2.5 grade-point
average on a 4.0 scale and a combined
score of 800 on the verbal and quan-
titative portions of the Graduate Record
Examination (GRE).

The GRE will be administered June 4,
at Morehead State University and Mar-
shall University in Huntington, West
Virginia. Applications for the June 4 ad-
ministration of the GRE must be post-
marked by May 2,

May 14,

Interested women should meet in the
municipal building at 10a.m. There they
will review rules and regulations and
receive instruction. Following that. they
will move to the firing range on Strat-
ton's Branch or the new city garage lo
practice fire.

Police Chief William R. Campbell said
the day-long school was needed because,
while some women own guns, “‘a lot of
them don’'t know how to even pul a shell
in one,”’ Campbell said. The Chief of
Police said they are not encouraging the
use of handguns by women, only that—
for safety’s sake—they know how to han:
dle them.

The instructional class will be just for

the use and operation of handguns, no
rifles or shotguns. If a woman doesn’t
own a handgun, but is interested, the
police department will provide one for
the student to learn and shoot with. Cap-

Police will also answer any questions
in regard to keeping and transporting a
handgun—how and where. **Women will
call and ask If they can earry a gun in
a glove compartment. Some think it's
considered a concealed deadly weapon,
but it isp°L The law reads, ‘one move to &
gel it."

Wallace G. Wilkinson has an-
nounced the names of Kentucky
students selected to attend the 1988 ses-

wision of the Governor's School for the

Arts. Among these are Floyd county
students, Beth Hall and Slade Stumbo

From more than 1,000 students who in-
itially applied for the program, 151
students from all geographic areas of
Kentucky have been selected lo par-
ticipate in thesecond annual Governor’s
School, which will be held at the Ken-
tucky Center for the Arts and at Bellar-
mine College in Louisville from July
323,

*“This is a fine program,” said Gov.
Wilkinson. ““It brings together talented
young people from all parts of the state
for an intensive, high quality art ex-
perience. These students have a poten-
tial for becoming productive creative ar-
tists."" Added the governor, ““This pro-
gram can show by example the way to
better arts education for all Kentucky
children."”

The Governor’s School for the Arts, an
intensive, three-week summer program
for artistically talented sophomores and
juniors in high school is a joint program
of the Kentueky Center for the Arts and
the Kentucky Department of the Aris

The school's director, David Thur-
mond, said, “Our goal is to improve the
artistic skills and creativity of talented

Mining Institute
Holds Annual Meet

The Big Sandy Elkhorn Coal Mining
Institute conducted its annual seminar
al Jenny Wiley State Park’s May Lodge
last Thursday and Friday

While Willard Stanley, commissioner
of the Kentucky Department of Mines
and Minerals and executive secretary of
the institute reported that attendance for
the conference was down somewhat
from last year, the event still drew 75
coal industry representatives, state and
federal officials and others interested in
mining

Specialists addressed lopics al the
conlerence ranging from small mine
problems and safety to long wall
technology. the future of the coal in-
dustry and the coal industry's relation-
ship with the media

Stanley said the use of long wall
technology vielded 177 million tons of
coal with 1500 less people and 204 less
mines than the year before. He
predicted that those kinds of slatistics
would continue to be the norm as
technology plays an ever greater role in
the industry.

The future of the industry was
reported as bright by specialists al the
conference, which included both govern-
ment and corporate officials. “In the
early '90’s, the coal industry should be
in a better financial situation,” Stanley
said

Also discussed was the poor relation-
ship between coal companies and the
media
“*A lot of coal companies do an excellent
job with their properties,” Stanley
said,"" but they're leery of news people."
Coal company representatives at the
conference were encouraged to be more
open with themedia. *'In my experience,
when you're up front with news people
about what happened and how it happen-
ed, there’s no problem; they just tell it
like it is,”" Stanley commented.

Cholesterol and Your Health —
Know Your Numbers

A routine visit to i physician by
healthy American adult might include
having 4 blood sample drawn and
analyzed. Usually the lab work is
completed, the results are reported to
the physician. and the numbers are
recorded on the patient’s chart,

The American Heart Association
suggests that patients ask their physi-
cians o discuss these results when
they are available and understand
what the tests are for and what the
numbers mean.

One report the physician generally
requests is cholesterol level. Choles-
terol is-a far-like substance carried in
the blood which comes from two
sources. "Blood cholesterol™ is
produced primarily by the liver. while
“dietary cholesterol™ is found in
foods from animals, These foods
include egg yolks, meat, fish, poultry
and whole milk dairy products such
as ice cream and cheese. A certain
amount of cholesterol is needed to
generate hormones and cells

However. when the blood choles-
terol climbs above the desirable level,
cholesterol can build up over a péeriod
of time with some other substances
on the inner lining of blood vessels
like rust in water pipes: During that
time. the buildup can narrow those
vessels, keeping sufficient oxygen-
carrying blood from getting to the
heart or brain. It is easy for a clot to
form that will clog the vessels, cutting
off the flow of blood. The result can
be a heart attack or stroke

To understand what the numbers
resulting from a blood cholesterol test
mean, first know that cholesterol is
measured in milligrams per deciliter
of blood, expressed as “mg/dl"” Also
be aware that the level varies depend-
ing on age, sex, and the presence of
certain disease, If other risk factors

are present — smoking, high blood
pressure, diabetes. glucose imbalances,
excess weight or a history of heart
disease in the patient’s family, the
probability of having a heart attack
increases regardless of the cholesterol
level.

Low

The American Heart Association
considers a healthy American adult,
20) years or older, at "low risk” for
cardiovascular disease when choles-
terol measures 200 mg/dl or lower, if
no other phase of cardiovascular dis-
ease or any other cardiovascular risk
factors are present. The same adult is
at “moderate risk” if cholesterol level
is between 200 and 239 mg/dl, and at
“high risk™ with a reading of 240
mg/dl or higher.

If it is detérmined that a patient has
a high cholesterol level, the AHA
recommends that the physician deter-
mine the appropriate treatment. This
will usually include a low-fat, low-
cholesterol diet. The physician should
also address other major risk factors,
including smoking and high blood
pressure.

More than 50 percent of middle-
aged Americans have cholesterol
levels 200 mg/dl and above. It is pru-
dent for all adults to follow a heart-
healthy, low-fat, low-cholesterol diet
as a preventive measure. Have your
cholesterol checked regularly by a
physician and know your numbers.

A Legislative Perspective

By Rep. Greg Stumbe

With the conclusion of the 1988
General Assembly, Kentuckians should
carefully consider the legislation that
was enacted by lawmakers.

An issue much written and talked
about by media representatives
throughout the state is election reform.
Nationally, Kentucky has been one of
many states suffering from a reputation
somewhat less than complimentary con-
cerning its election process.

But thanks to a growing concern from
the people of the Commonwealth, in'ad-
dition to the public prod of the media,
legislators arose to meet the urgent need
for election reform.

After a greal deal of negotiations, a
respectable foundation on which to build
honest elections was born. The final ver-
sion of election reform that was signed
by the Governor ineluded several major
provisions.

Any precinet election officer who
violates election laws, including failure
to enforce the prohibition against elec-
tioneering within 50 feet of the polling
place, is subject to a one-to-three year
prison term as are clerks or members
of county boards of elections.

Vote-buying and vote-selling become
felonies punishable by one to five years
in prison and up fo a $10,000 fine.

Payments to people for hauling voters
to the polls must not be “‘more than the
reasonable value thereof'’ and all
payments must be made by check,

People convicted of election law viola-
tions can’t serve on county boards of
election.

Absentee ballots will not be mailed
unless the person is disabled, has a
medical emergency, is jailed or works
outside the county during all hours when
the clerk’s office is open, Permanently
disabled voters can become certified as
such.

After each election, the county clerk
must give the local grand jury all voter-
assistance forms and all applications for
special ballots,

The state Board of Elections must
train local officials, some state police

“offficers-and all election officers on elec-

tion law.

To cover costs mandaled by the legis-
lation, the state will reimburse county
court clerks up lo fifty cents per
registered voter and counties $255 per
precinct for election costs.

Groundwater Flow
Course Set At UK

The University of Kentucky Institute
for Mining and Minerals Research
(IMMR) is sponsoring a two day short
course entitled, Modeling Groundwater
Flow In An Aquifer, to be held May
25-26

The objective of this course is to pro
vide the skills and materials required Lo
model an aquifer on a microcomputer
Specifically, a widely used program will
be employed Lo calculate groundwater
flow and head distribution in both con
fined and unconfined aquifers and under
either steady-rale or transient condi
tions. Maps of the resulting head
distributions will be produced. Although
the focus is on flow modeling, the use of
the resulling information in initial
predictions of contaminant transport
will be discussed

Dr. John Thrailkill, instructor for the
course, is a Professor in the Department
of Gelogical Sciences at the University
of Kentucky, He holds an AB and MS
degree in geology from the University
of Colorado and a Ph.D, in geology from
Princeton University.

QUESTION: My husband is 27 years
old and has just been diagnosed with
Hodgkins Disease. We just married
recently, and had hoped to have
children. Now thal he will be receiving
chemotherapy. will he be able to father
children?

ANSWER: The effect of chemothera
py on fertility is not always possible to
predict.Chemotherapy destroys fasl
growing cells. This includes cancer cells
bul may also include normal cells such
as hair follicle cells, the cells that line
the stomach and food tract, blood cells,
and the cells of the sex organs that
develop into eggs (female) or sperm
{male)

While some men are able to father
children after chemotherapy treatment
for Hodgkin's disease, many palients ex
perience either sterility or decreased
fertility. For some men this may mean
that the number of sperm may be too
low to impregnate a woman. Somelimes
after treatment the sperm are not
healthy and are not able to penetrate the
CEL

Men getting treatment who wish to
father children may have the option of
donating sperm to a sperm bank. This
can somelimes be done before treat
ment begins. The sperm are frozen and
stored for use at a later time, when it is
artifically inseminaled into the woman
If treatment musl be started very soon
aiter the diagnosis, sperm can some-
times still be stored while on treatment
or after treatment stops. Even in a pa-
tient with low sperm counts, the sperm
may be accumulated until an adequate
amount is present for insemination.

[t is important that you and your hus-
band talk to his doctor aboul your con-
cerns. His doctor would know best
whether sterility or decreased fertility
is an expected side effect from his
treatment.

For all of Burns' charm

And Burns ac-
tually appears only at the
beginning and the end,
delivering the rest of his

Ky. Reduces Family Bills
For In-Home Medicaid

Kentucky Medicaid clients receiving
long-term nursing care in their homes
will no longer have to depend upon their
parents and spouses to pay for a portion
of their care.

The state Department for Medicaid
Services has announced the change af-
fecting the families of recipients who
have already at least 30 days of care
under the state's home- and community-
based services program or through a
licensed hospice agency,

"Previously, the Medicaid Depart-
ment considered all income in a
household—that of clients, spouses
and/or parents—in determining how
much the family itself would have to pay
toward the nursing care of a client in a
home or community program,” said
Roy Butler, the department’s commis-
sioner, “"However, only the client's in-
come 1s considered for the individual's
share of the cost of care in settings such
as hospitals or nursing homes.

“We're eliminating the different in-
come standard for approximately 1,800
clients receiving this type of care whose
monthly income is $1,062 or less."" (So-
called “medically needy”” Medicaid reci-
pients whose incomes are higher than
the $1,062 monthly level are not affected
by the policy change.)

Participants in this income group may
retain $354 a month for necessary living
expenses but are required to spend the
remainder on medical care before
Medicaid pays for any services,

Butler said eliminating the require-
ment that the family pay a portion of a
patient’s medical expenses will cost the
Medicaid program an estimated $250,000
a year. “‘We hope this will enable us to
serve some people through home and
community programs whom we haven’t
been able to reach earlier,” he said.

Some 1,700 Kentuckians in 107 coun-
ties are served by home health agencies
under contracts with the department’s
home- and community-based services
program. These are patients who are
eligible for nursing home care but
manage Lo stay at home with the help of
family, friends and Jocal home health
professionals.

Show off that
awesome athletic ability, take would be
defenders to offensive school, and show
us one more time why you are the
world’s greates{ scoring machine.

Your world is filled with headlines of
Larry Bird and Magic Johnson, It is
dominated by Los Angeles and Boston,
but you, Michael Jordan, are in a land,
and air of your own,

The National Basketball Association
has long belonged to ¢lassic champion-
ship series belween the Lakers and
Celtics. The league loves lo give il's
most coveted award to Bird and Magic.
But no longer are those two ilems a
climactic certainty.

High flying aerial attacks live within
Michael Jordan, the league’s top dunk-
ing artist. Scoring is what he does best,
but it just so happens thal scoring is
what Jordan’s Chicago Bulls need the
most. And when the two come together
it just so happens thal magic is made
somewhere rather than LA

Before Jordan came to the Bulls they
were just another cellar dweller, a team
trying to find it's place, a place
somewhere rather than last.

While at North Carolina, Jordan was
busy leading the Tar Heels Lo national
prominence, nol that they hadn't en-
Joyed it before, but with Jordan they
reached a higher plateau, He, along with
Sam Perkins and James Worthy, won a
National Championship, something
North Carolina hasn't done since the
Jordan, Worthy, Perkins era. After leav-
ing college, Jordan, along with addi-
tional youth Brad Sellars and Charles
Oakley, lifted Chicago to a level higher
in both talent and success.

Now that rookies such as Scotty Pip-
pen and Horace Grant are adding to the
attack, Chicago is no longer a door mat.
Nobody looks pasl them because the
Bulls are now one of the teams that have
to be recognized as contenders’

And right smack in the middle of it all
is Jordan, flying high with a thrilling
dunk of pulling up for a smooth jump-
shot. Oh sure, Oakley rebounds and
plays the enforcer on the inside, and
Chicago gets fine complementary help
from others, but without Jordan they
would be just another struggling
Chicago basketball team.

He does more for the Bulls than just
about any other player does for any
other team, In this category, he might
even edge out Bird and Magic. Looking
for a Most Valuable Player in the NBA?
Look no further than Chicago, and take
a glance up al what Michael Jordan is
doing.

With the playoffs set to begin Thurs-
day, Jordan has Bulls among the besL in
the Eastern Conference. Chicago has
proven they can play with the Bostons,
the Los Angeles, and the Detroils of the
baskelball world. And with Air Jordan
leading the way.

Farget, just for a moment, that Jor-
dan leads the league in scoring. Forget,
for a moment, that he leads all NBA
guards in field goal percentage. Don't
even think about his blocked shots or
steals, just think about what Michael
Jordan means to the Chicago Bulls,

Often times this is overlooked in
deciding an MVP. But sométimes an in-
credible Individual season goes
overlooked just because a player having
a good year is on a team that isn't,

Jordan has both going in his favor. For
proof just remember that he leads the
NBA scoring, hits over 53 percent of his
shats, and usually causes five or six tur-
novers per game.

Jordan scores 34.7 points per game.
That's almost four more an outing than
Domingue Wilkins, next on the NBA's
scoring list. His assists aren't whal
many would call eye popping, bul who
does he have Lo pass the basketball to?
He bloeks shols, and creates steals with
frequency, but if he wasn't so important
to the Bulls offensive attack, if foul trou.
ble for him did nol mean immediate
devastation for Chicagoe, Jordan would
be a much tougher defender,

He does it all, especially score. He also
fills the stands with fans just dreaming
ol a dunk, or now that il's possible, a
Chicago win, Who is responsible? Jor-
dan is.

But still it seems as if he doesn’l get
the attention deserved. The headlines
continue to fly East and West of Chicago,
Bul in the Windy City Jordan is creating

quite a stir, His incredible physical
talents have Bulls’ fans hopeful of a big
linish.

[t may not happen this year, Maybe
not even next year, but Chicago is only
a center away from an NBA title. But in
the meantime Jordan is the center of at-
tention, and with the playoffs on hand
nobody is willing to forget his 60-plus
point performance against Boston when
the final curtain called.

The show, at least individually,
belongs to Michael Jordan. They call
him Air around the league, but Mr, Most
Valuable Player could be his name soon.

There isn't much more to be said
because Jordan has already told it all.
Bul he has brought to basketball what
Elvis did to music, a new twist to old ex-
citement, Some might not love him, but
they have to admire his performance.

Toxic Trash

Once in a great while. spurred by
comments from family members, the
urge to clean up the garage overcomes
me. There are dangérs oul there. My
eleven year old son recently tried (o
pry his bicycle out of the garage but
instead unleashed a cascade of wmato
cages from which he could not escape
due to entanglement in dnip irriga-
tion tubing.

Clean up progressed well until |
encountered four bottles of insecti-
cides which | no longer use, My sub«
stitutes for these commonly used
chemicals don't eliminate every last
pest, but we've learned to accept a
few blemishes and our yard is full of
life.

What kept me from completing my
task was serious concern about fol-
lowing insecticide label directions for
disposal of these now unwanted sub-
stances. No matter how toxic the
chemical was, with warnings such as
“never spray near open water” or
“toxic to fish and wildlife". 1 was
directed to simply, “Wrap and place
in trash collection.”

Trash collection in our county pros
ceeds as follows: your trash is placed
on the curb in the morning and by
the end of the day, it's gone. It never
really disappears however By the time
it is buried at the landfill, the pesti
cide container has probably broken.

When a landfill leaks, and some
do. or when such chemicals are dis-
posed of in an improper manner, leak:
age into the environment oceurs, pol
luting both ground and surface water,
And one way or another, we gel our
throwaways back ... toxics in our
drinking water . . . fish with contami-
nant levels making them unfit for con-
sumption . -. or perhaps the elimina-
tion of all life from a local pond or
stream,

I live in an area that does not pro-

vide me with a disposal alternative.
Some counties and even a progres-
sive stale or Iwo give their citizens
the opportunity to dispose of these
chemical leftovers in a responsible
manner. Annually, Fairfax County, Vir
ginia sponsors two household toxics
round-ups. Honie owners bring their
chemicals 10 specified locations and
can feel confident that proper disposal

Maine, a state that has taken the
bull by the horns, has established a
statéewide container return p
for agricultural users of pesticides. It
also has conducted a limited number
of household toxics pickups for con-
cerned home owners.

On the scale of total pesticide use
for the U.S,, the amount the home
owner uses may be miniscule. Re-
member howeyer that with some read-
ily available insecticides, simply flush-
ing a hall quart down a storm sewer
could be 4 death sentence for hun-
dreds of species of tiny aquatic ani-

mals in a small pond hundreds of )

yards away from your home.

The resiliency of wildlife species
that survive in our neighborhoods is
incredible. We need 1o remain vigi-
lunt however about the quality of the
environment we live in, and that con-
cern: can begin on your street. If you...1)
think safer pesticide disposal meth-
oy are needed in vour community,
make a few phone calls and find out
what you can do to change the exist-
ing system. For the sake of my kids
and the wildlife around me, | know
that 1 will.

Women’s Basketball Coach

Eastern Kentucky University has an
nounced that Larry Inman, a successiul
former head coach of the Middle Ten-
nessee State University women's
basketball team, has been selected the
head coach of the EKU Lady Colonels’
basketball program

Inman, who coached the MTSU Lady
Blue Raiders from 1978-86 and compil-
ed a 161-73 record in those eight seasons,
has spent the past twe years in private
business in Murfreesboro, Tenn

“We're pleased coach Inman is join-
ing our ranks here at Eastern,” said Dr
Martha Mullins, assistant athletic direc-
tor at Eastern and chairman of the
search committee

In his eight vears as head coach at
Middle Tennessee, Inman directed his
teams to five Ohio Valley Conference
regular season titles, two second place
finishes and one third place conference
season, His MTSU teams also won four
OVC tourney titles (1983-86) and advanc-
ed to the NCAA regional lournament
each of those years where the Lady Blue

Raiders were 2-4 in post-season play
“Larry Joe Inman has known success
al Middle Tennessee, and we think he
¢an come in here and help our pro-
gram,” said EKU Director of Athleties
Donald Combs who was also a member

of the selection committee. ‘'He has
proven himself on the Division I level by
winning five of eight OVC champion-
ships during his tentire there."

Inman, 40, has never had a losing
season al any level of coaching. He
recorded a 14-13 mark in 1978-79, his first
year at the Lady Blue Raider helm, and
followed that with records of 23-10, 16-13,
20-5, 26-5, 19-10, 23-7 and 20-10.

MTSU won the OVC title in 1982-83
with a perfect 10-0 mark, the first
unblemished season performance since
the league set up the double round-robin
format of scheduling.

Inman was also named Nashville In
terscholastic League Coach of the Year
four times in five years while at Ml
Juliet High School. His teams there won

Senate Adopts McConnell
Amendment on Repayment

The Senate unanimously accepted an
amendment proposed by Kenlucky
Senator Miteh McConnell that will pro-
hibit candidates seeking federal office
from using contributions after an elec-
tion lo repay personal campaign loans
or expenditures. This measure was at-
tached 1o the Integrity in Post Employ-
ment Act of 1987, commonly known as
the “'lobbying act," which sailed through
the Senate recently by voice vote,

"I is a serious problem in our election
system that we allow candidates to put
a lob of their own money into their cam-
paigns, essentially buying the election,
and then they shake down every special
interest and wealthy individual in town
to pay themselves back," McConnell
said. “Under this new law, if you are go-
ing lo lry lo use your personal wealth to
buy an election, you are going to have
to eat the whole thing,”" he stated.

The Post Employment Act of 1987 is
designed to prevent members of Con-
gress or Execulive Branch officials
