commented, “‘and some of the kids are
slanding Some days there are 80 on the
bus."

“Why send them to schools that are
already overcrowded? It just doesn't
make sense,” she continued

The closing of the elementary school
was called for by Superintendent Ray
Brackett at this month's school board
meeting, after the state recommended
the action. Bracket! pointed out that the
cost of two teachers, a janitor and cook
was cost prohibitive because of the
school’s low altendance of 14 pupils this
year

Dowell Schlumberger, Inc. was siphon-
ed into the water line.

Van Denton, a spokesperson for the
agency, said that the break happened at
10:25 a.m. and that the advisory went
out to all residents living in the area
west of Clark Elementary Schoaol along
and in the vicinity of 114. “People are ad-
vised not to use water for personal con-
sumption or contact,” she said. “No
drinking, cooking, or bathing with it."

Denton said she had no report of
anyone being injured by the con-
taminated water. A crew with the
Prestonsburg City's Utilities was called
oul ta repair the line, but she did not

know when it would be completed, One

hundred fifty connections are alfected
by the contamination. Once the line is
repaired and water pressure restored,

the system will be flushed out as will
each home system,

When the company first discovered
the loss of hydrochloric acid from one of
its tanks it immediately notified the U.S.
Environmental Prolection Agency. Den-
ton said the company was using an il-
legal cross connection which allowed the
acid to escape into the water system.

The hydrochloric acid solution made
by the company is used for oil recovery,

$8.1 Million Is Approved
For U.S. 23 Four-Laning

The 13-mile stretch of 1.8, 23 between

¢ restonsburg and Paintsville came one
step closer last Thursday to losing its
dubious distinction as the “‘missing
link."

It was Lhen that the House Committee
oh Appropriations approved $8.1 million
te continue four-laning along Lhe
heavily-traveled and mostly two-lane
sedtion of the route, d{.‘:'urdmg Lo 4 news

! se from the office of Congressman
Cari C. Perkins,

The total [ederal share of the ap-
propriation would be $50 million with the
Commonwealth of Kentucky providing
at leasl a 20 percent match for the work
which is one of only 21 special highway
projects in the nation

“We had three major battles to over-

come last year to start funding on this
road,” Congressman Perkins pointed
out. "Two were in the House and one
was in the Senate. Two Republican
amendments were offered on the floor
of the House which would have elimi-
nated the funding for this portion of U S,
23. Both amendments were defeated."

“Thenrr the Senate Appropriations
Commitiee deleted the funding from the
bill stating that they rarely include
demonstration projects of this type on
their appropriations bills," he continued
“Through some investigation we
discovered thal this was not the case at
all, and that the bill actually contained
some Senate-originated demonstration
projects.”

Perkins said Senator Wendell Ford
supported the project “‘whole-

heartedly' and with Ford’s cooperation
the two were able to assure that the
funding was put back into the bill.

The section of road in question has
been referred Lo as the "“missing link"'
since it is the only part of U.S. 23 from
Ashland to Pikeville that is not four-
laned.

Announcement of the appropriation
came as good news to the Big Sandy
Area Development District (BSADD)
which has spearheaded a local faction
to join with representatives from Nerth
Carolina, Tennessee, Virginia and Ohio
to carry out a multi-state effort to affect
completion of the important north-south
artery. Resolutions from BSADD and
similar organizalions in neighboring
states have underscored the vital impor-

Glenda Pennington Freed
After State Reduces Charge

After a nine-month stay in the Floyd
county jail, Glenda Sue Pennington, 37,
of Melvin, 1s free following a decision on
the part of the Commonwealth At-

Wiorney's office to reduce a charge of con-

spiracy lo assist her husband, Wiley
Keith Pennington, in an escape attempt,
Lo promoting contraband

Assistant Commonwealth Attorney
Danny Caudill said Mrs. Pennington's
charge had been reduced primarily
because she had already served enough
time to be eligible for parole even if she
had been convicted.

Caudill said she had pleaded guilty to
promoting contraband, which is a Class
D felony, and Circuit Judge Hollie Con-
ley had given her a two-year sentence.
“Upon the recommendation of the Com-

monwealth, Pennington was given
credit for time served and the re-
mainder of her lerm was probated,"
Caudill explained and added that he
believed it was an appropriate sentence.
Mrs. Pennington was arrested
September 28 of last year at the Floyd
county jail, after law enforcement of-
ficials learned from an informant that
she would either attempt to give her hus-
band a handgun or force the jailer to free
him. Three plain clothes state police of-
ficers arrested her in the jailer's office
and a search revealed she was carrying
a two-shot .32-caliber derringer, six ex-
tra .32 shells, three 12-gauge shotgun
shells and a single blade knife,
Pennington was originally charged
with possession of a concealed deadly
weapon and promoting contraband.

Jail Search Foils
Escape Attempt

An attempted jailbreak was thwarted
Thursday night after state, county and
city police conducted a search of the
Floyd county jail, discovering in the pro-
cess, several hidden hacksaw blade
pieces and work which had been in pro-
gress on cell bars.

Floyd County Jailer Lawrence Hale
said six pieces of hacksaw blades were
discovered in a prisoner's mattress dur-
ing a routine shakedown. Hale could on-
Iy speculate how the prisoners abtained
the blades and said they may have been
concealed in a letter or book. The jailer
said that work has been initiated to
repair the bars.

No charges have been filed at this
time but jail officials are continuing the
investigation.

Senate Bill May Allow
Liquor by Drink in City

Prestonsburg and other fourth class
cities will be allowed to issue liguor by
the drink licenses to proprietors within
their limits when Senate Bill No. 273
takes effect, July 15. The bill was pass-
ed this year by the state General
Assembly.

Sponsored by Danny Myer from
Louisville, the bill came out of the
Senate Cities Committee and passed by
an 18 to 16 vote. “They're tough bills to
get through,” said Senator Benny Ray
Bailey, who voted for it. "There is
always opposition to liquor bills, but 1
didn't get a single phone call against the
bill,” It went on to the House of
Representatives and passed there, 59 to
28.

Bailey said he voted for the legislation
in order to give cities like Prestonsburg
the prerogative, “It's now entirely up to
the City Council of Prestonsburg to
enact it,"" he said. "I've consistently
voted for local government control."

The law, which affects only fourth
class cities, would go into effect once the
city council passed a regulatory or-
dinance. Then proprietors would apply
for a license through the ¢ity’s ABC ad-
ministrator, City Attorney Larry Brown.

The law stipulates which businesses
are eligible: "‘Licenses shall only be
issued to hotels, motels or inns contain-
ing not less than 50 sleeping units and
having dining facilities for not less than
one hundred persons or bona fide restau-
rants open to the general public having

dining facilities for not less than one hun-
dred persons.”

The bill's purpose is lo foster
economic development. Bailey calls
Prestonsburg the “center of eastern
Kentucky,” and he foresees with the
building of new highways, ‘‘enormous
potential for growth.” He said that
studies have shown that the sale of
alcoholic beverages has a positive affect
on economic growth.

Presently, Bill 273 will have no impact
since the only city establishment that
meets the requirements is Jerry's
Restaurant on north U.S. 23, bul that
business has a company policy ol not
selling alcoholic beverages regardless of
whether permilted or not.

One business that could benefit in the
future is the Holiday Inn located on U.S,
23. "We feel it would coniribute to'the
economic development of eastern Ken-
tucky and go along with other programs
of economic development here,’ said
H.D. Fitzpatrick Jr., one of the owners
of the business. "It passed. because we
promoted it. It's only an option. We're
not trying to force any other fourth class
city to adopt it. It's not necessarily what
I want or what you want, but it's the con-
census of knowledgeable people that it
would improve the climate for economic
development.”

The Holiday Inn is currently
negotiating with the city as to the
possiblity of being incorporated by
Prestonsburg, Fitzpatrick said,

Iy if there wére any mare ‘‘flower"
patches near the home The nlﬂld
responded enthusiastically witha “‘yes”
and led deputies to two separate mari-
juana patches, which she claimed she
watered everyday.

In an earlier raid al Rough and Tough,
on the Left Fork of Middle Creek, Irvin
Shepherd, Jr., 34, was charged with
possession of marijuana after deputies
raided his home and confiscated eight
ounces of pol, drug paraphenalia and
$800 in cash. Shepherd has been charg-
ed with possession of marijuana.

Rapid Transit

Potential Seen
By Rep. Stumbo

An idea which State Representative
Greg Stumbo admits may seem to some
people like ““the dumbest thing they ever
heard of," may not be far-fetched after
all,

Simply stated, Stumbo proposes
building an elevated train system which
would travel 200 mph and link rural
areas to metropolitan centers, and thus
help alleviate Eastern Kentucky s
chronic high unempleyment. As Stum-
bo sees it, such a high speed train could
allow residents of eastern counties lo
travel on a daily basis to work in Lex-
ington while Western Kentuckians from
rural counties could commute to
Louisville in a similar fashion.

The idea was said lo have occurred to
the House majority leader while riding
the monorail at Disney World with his
two children, It sort of struck me,™
Stumbo was reported to have said ina
Lexington Herald-Leader article, last
Tuesday, “if they can do it in Disney
World for two miles, heck. you could do
it here for 200 miles.™

Although such systems are already in
use in Japan, France and Germany, the
cost of such a project may be proe
hibitive, according to Bob Banks, a
transportation engineer in Washington
who specializes in high-speed rail
systems. Explaining thal such rapid
transit systems cost about $5 milliona
mile to build, Banks said, "It's not in-
conceivable, but Kentucky is not
necessarily the hottest economic
environment."’ _

Appeals Process Offers
Assurance Of Fairness

Every year In late May or early June,
property owners can expecl lo see a
publie notice in'local newspapers setting
the dates for a public inspection period
in the Property Valuation Administra-
tor's (PVA's) office.

This notice, required by state law, is
part of a process designed to assure pro-
perty owners that the assessments made
on their property are fair and accurate

The inspection period is to last 12 days,
including two Saturdays, and normnally
should start on the fourth Monday of
May. However, in some counties this
period may be delayed if the state has
Mt vet certified the assessments. (One
should call their county's PVA office to
find out the exact dates of the inspection
period.)

Whenever the period is held, the PVA
is required to offer prior notice to the
publie, usually done through an adver-
tisement in the classified ad section of
the major newspaper in the county

In entering the PVA's office, one will
find the tax records in one or more large
bound books, or “rolls’ as they are
usually called. Information on every
property owner in the county, listed in
alphabetical order, should be included

the rolls. This information should in-

ude the owner’s name and address, a
description of the property owned
(usually just a listing of the type of pro-
perty owned or the number of acres of
land), and an assessed value for each
type of properly

In listing various types and descrip-
tions of property, a number of codes are
generally used, particularly if the coun-
fy tax rolls are set up on a computeriz-
ed system. If this is the case, one should
ask their PVA for a “'code sheel"” in
order to understand the abbreviations
and symbols

The types of properly that will be
listed include real (surface land, houses,
&), mineral, tangible and intangible,
as well as some information on the use
of the property such as residential, com-
mercial or agricultural, and possibly
other information such as how much of
the surface acreage is subject to a fire
protection tax.

State law requires that all property be

amount that the property is expected to
bring if sold on the open market with
neither the buyer or seller compelied to
enter into the transaction due (o force or
duress. Usually the PVA will base his
or her assessment on the most recent
sale price, with updates made
periodically based on information on
comparable pieces of property

In examining the tax rolls, a proper-
ty owner will be mostly interested in
knowing if his or her property is assess-
ed at its fair eash value. If one feels that
their assessment is too high, and that
therefore they are paying too much in
properly taxes, then the assessmenl
may be appealed according to the pro-
cess described below

In other instances, a property owner
may want to know how his or her
assessments compare with those for
neighboring tracts of property. If one’s
own property is assessed at fair cash
value but others in the county are set at
below their value, this would mean that
the property owner with the proper
assessment is paying a dispropor-
tionately high share of local property
taxes.

In checking to see how one's proper-
ty assessment compares with those for
others, one may consider traets of pro-
perty of which they are not sure who the
owner is. In such cases, one should ask
the PVA for assistance since most coun-
ties have plot maps identifying owners
for each parcel of property

If a ‘properly owner feels that the
assessments on his or her property are
too high (above their fair cash value),
an appeal may be filed with the county
Board of Assessment Appeals;

The appeal must be filed within the
12-day inspection period.

Each county board is made up of three
property owners in the county appointed
by the county judge-executive. The
board will meet after the close of the in-
spection period to consider all appeals.
At that time it may make a decision on
the appeal and lower one’s assessment.
However, the Board often uses this first
meeting to simply set hearing dates in
order tolet all interested parties be pre-
sent Lo offer evidence.

Assessment appeals must be made in
writing and addressed to the county
court clerk. One should state their name
and address, and identify themselves as
a property owner in the counly. This
should be followed by a statement of the
complaint with the offering of some
evidence as to why the writer feels the
complaint is justified. Such evidence
may include the actual sales price of the
property or comparable property as well
as a comparison with the assessments
of similar property.

The county Board will usually act
quickly in holding a hearing on the ap-
peal and making a decision. If any parts
involved is not salisfied with this deci-
sion, the case may be appealed lo the
State Board of Tax Appeals, which is
composed of three individuals appointed
by the governor, Il is sometimes
necessary Lo make appeals to the state
level in order to overcome local
influences.

Blue Cross-Blue Shield is supposed to be the premier health
insurance organization in the nation. Well, let me tell you, if
this is true, we are in big trouble,

Here at The Times, we carry a group policy which is as good
as we can get—but not good enough, in my opinion.

First of all, one is expected to show up for major surgery
at 6:15 in the morning. Jeez! Well, not being a morning per-
son, I entered the hospital the day before surgery to the tune
of $315—in advance, naturally. Some necessary tests were
done that night rather than in the morning, and now I'm told
my policy only pays for tests done on the day of surgery. Ha!
In fact, fie!

So that's another $190 just because tests were done Wednes-
day night rather than Thursday morning. No one is denying
they they were necessary. Of course, one could have spent two
hours before surgery, when I'm told it’s normal to be scared,
or at least somewhat uneasy, being poked, prodded, and other-
wise being made as uncomfortable as possible, and then the
good, old policy would have paid for it.

Is this the procedure for open heart surgery?

I am not only appalled, I am angry. This just isn't right.
These were tests that had to be done. What matter which day?
This is just another rip-off, and how many others are being
perpetrated on policyholders who are paying handsomely, if
not exorbitantly?

In addition to the foregoing—a relatively small complaint,
I admit—you should talk to your doctor and really hear it.
Physicians can no longer enter an insured patient into a
hospital without prior approval from Blue Cross-Blue Shield.
And, I am told, there is sometimes a day's delay in getting the
required approval. So how about that?

Sornehow health insurance doesn't seem quite the right term

for it.

clude fire atlack, scene management,
and fire ground ventilation. **Those will
set up the last three modules,” Black-
burn said. Residential fire attack, com-
mercial fire attack, and above ground
fire attack are the last three and will be
covered in the second day,

One good reason that Blackburn is ex-
cited about the course is that, after
reviewing the program when it first
came in, the department has successful-
ly tried and seen that these new tech-
niques work, For example, the force
now uses the concept of positive
pressure of ventilation. Instead of the old
method of sucking or pulling smoke out
of a burning building, they now ventilate
by pushing air with fans into & building,
thus creating air pressure that can con-
trol the smoke, *'We used it when smoke
filled the Sundry Store and also in the
fire in West Prestonsburg. And it
works,"" Blackburn said. “It's so much
easier. You save time, and it reduces
your fire loss."

Every paid man on the force will take
the course as well as some of the volun-
teers. To earn the two college credits,
however, the student must have a high
school diploma and achieve a high test
score. The fire chief expects about 14
men will take it, and six or seven will go
after the college credit, “'Our boys get
bored seeing the same malerials year
after year,” Blackburn said. *“It's good
to see someone else’s ideas even if you
don’'t agree with them. It still makes you
think."

Because the course is so advanced,
Blackburn is encouraging volunteers
who are looking to be hired fulltime to

take the course. “They'll see how a pl‘g
fessional firefighting force would attack
a fire and have explained why it was
done that way,"” he said. “A volunteer
around here would have to wait years to
get that kind of experience. It's different
unless you see it, Newsreels don’t show
you what you need to see, This course
explains everything.” .

The department plans to offer the
same class later in the year to members
of Floyd county volunteer fire depart-
ments. It also plans to offer a class on
‘‘Hazardous Materials for First

Responders'’ this fall. o

Scott Denies Drug Allegations,
Challenges Opponent Perkins

In answer to rumors that he was a
“‘dope fiend,” Will T. Scott flatly denied
the allegation and challenged U.S. Rep.
Chris Perkins to take part in a round of
news media-sponsored drug testing,

Scott, Pikeville Republican, who faces
Congressman Perkins for the U.S.
Representative's position in November,
made the statements Friday, June 3, at
a news conference at the Boyd County
Courthouse

Admitting to having used limited
amounts of an amphetamines while
studying in college and serving in Viet-
nam during the late 1960's and 1970's,
Scott, who resigned as a Pike Circuit
Court judge to run against Perkins,
challenged the 7th District Democrat to
participate in unannounced, verifiable
drug tests.

Perkins indicated last Tuesday that he

-
would not submit to such testing. "'T'm
not going to take part in that process this
year in this election,” he said.

“I don't think il serves a purpose and
like 1 say, 1 think it detracts from the
process," Perkins commented. “I'm go-
ing to talk about what I consider to be
the real issues."

Perkins said he would confine his 1988
campaign to issues such as clean water,
improved infrastructure and expanding
educational opportunities in Eastern
Kentucky.

Scott, who also admitted to having
tried marijuana, said at the news con-
ference: "I think the most critical thing
now that I've had to raise this to pﬂ)ttﬁ
myself is for it lo be taken out of the
campaign, and that will require Chris’
cooperation.”

“But it will also require testing,"

Teenage Foster Children

Preparing for a job interview, Manag-
ing money. Shopping smart. Renting an
apartment. Watching out for your
health,

Sooner or later most Kentucky teen-
agers [lace those and similar other
challenges arising when the time ¢comes
to leave home and go out on their own.
If you are a foster child, however, the
usual guidance and help from parents is
being handied through a combination of
the foster family and the social worker,

That's why 45 of Kentucky's older
foster children will spend three days this
month at Western Kentucky University
talking with state social workers and
former foster youth about what they
need to be ready to live by themselves,

Kentucky's sixth annual Foster Teens'
Conference gives older youth the oppor-
tunity for some first-hand advice from
young adults who suceessfully made the
transition from living with a foster fami-
ly to having their own home, according
to Nancy Rawlings, the department’s
direclor of Family Services.

“The whole idea is to allow our foster
teenagers to hear from young people
who have already made the move and
to learn how to work with their foster
parents and their caseworker on being
prepared for the challenges ahead."

Preparing To Be On Own

“We call the idea '‘Preparation for In-
dependent Living,'' she said. "Mt
represents the focus of most services to
older foster children who will, very
shortly, not only have to make all of
their own decisions but who also will no
longer have anyone else to rely on for
those decisions."

The conference June 17-19 in Bowling
Green will differ from previous foster
teens’ meetings in that Social Services
staff from around Kentucky will be in at-
tendance to themselves be trained in the
preparations necessary for an older
teenager ready to leave stale care.

Social Services staff will then be
responsible for carrying out independent
living training back in their districts and
counties across the state.

This year's Foster Teens' Conference
won't be all work and no play for those
chosen to participate. In addition to
tours of the Western campus and a
dance at the student center, some of the
teenagers will visit the world’s only Cor-
vette Auto Assembly plant, located just
north of Bowling Green and all will take
in a university-sponsored dinner theatre
one evening.

Farmers Urged To Apply
For Drought Relief Now £

With dry weather threalening lo
create a shortage of livestock feed, the
Kentucky Department of Agriculture is
urging farmers to apply for a federal
program that allows grazing on land
that is otherwise restricted from
agricultural production.

A drought-reliefl program admini-
stered by the Agricultural Stabilization
and Conservation Service (ASCS) allows
cropland that is out of production under
the feed grain or wheatl price-support
programs to be used for grazing.

Local ASCS committees must initiate
participation in this program by sending
a request to the state ASCS office in Lex-
ington. The state office forwards the re-
quest to Wasington, D.C., and approval
can come within two or three days.

When a county gains federal approval,
eligible farmers then must apply with
the county ASCS office, according to
Gene Settles, program specialist at the
state office

This program could involve more than
550,000 acres in Kentucky, Settles said.

Agriculture Commissioner Ward
“Butch” Burnette is urging the county
committee to act quickly because of
widespread fear that the drought will
force many farmers to sell cattie due to
a lack of feed,

“If we are not allowed to graze this
sel-aside land before the drought
renders if useless, I'm afraid we're go-
ing to see a huge increase in the number
of cattle sold this year, and that will ruin
the market,” Burnette said. “Cattle
prices have been one of the bright spots
in the farm economy this year. We need
to do what we can to maintain the strong
market,"

Students and future students in need
of supplemental funding for college were
urged today to write to The Scholarship
Bank for a free financial aid planning
calendar and information on private
scholarship sources.

According to the director of this na-
tional, non-profit foundation, an
estimated half-billion dollars is
available to high school and college
students, many of whom may not know
that they are eligible.

For the 1988-89 school year, a
number of new aid sources are available
to students majoring in law, business,
health, engineering, computer sciences
and the humanities. Three national
organizations are funding older women
returning to school.

Writer James Still will receive
Morehesad State University’s first Ap-
palachian Treasure Award at the open-
ing receplion of the 12th annual Ap-
palachian Celebration.

The opening reception will be held in
the gallery of the Claypool-Young Art
Building on the MSU campus from
6:30-8:30 p.m., Sunday, June 19.

The purpose of the Appalachian
‘Treasure Award is to recognize an in-
dividual of unusual talent who is
dedicated to promoting and preserving 1
Appalachian culture. In recognition of
the honor, MSU President C. Nelson
Grote will present Still with a hand-
crafted rocking chair in a ceremony
scheduled for 7:30 p.m.

“James Still's work and his continu-
ing contribution to the culture and spirit
of the region make him the most quali-
fied first recipient of the Appalachian
Treasure Award,” Dr. Grote said.

A special part of the award ceremony
will be the public unveiling of a portrait
of James Still, painted by Sam McKin-
ney. The painting will be permanently
displayed in the James Still Room of
MSU's Camden-Carroll Library

Still has been called the * psahrust of
the mountains," and his stories and
poems about Appalachia have been
praised for their “regional freshness and
the lyric beauty of their style.”

Still's first published work was a book
of poems entitled *‘Hounds on the Moun-
tain," which appeared in 1937, Nexl
came his first novel, *‘River of Earth,'
in 1940, followed by a book of short
stories, “On Troublesome Creek,' in
1841. Evident in all of these works is an
unhurried style of writing which has
brought Still much recognition.

Still's career has spanned more than
60 years and, in addition to his writing,
includes serving as librarian al the
Hindman Settlement School in Knott
County during the 1930s. His dedieation
to this work had Still carrying books
over miles of mountain paths to provide
remote country schools with libraries of
their own.

MSU is especially proud of Still's
designation as the first recipient of the
Appalachian Treasure Award in that he
served the institution for eight years as
an associate professor of English from
1962-1970.

The Appalachian Treasure Award will
be presented as part of MSU's Ap-
palachian Celebration, a week-long sum-
mer festival which features traditional
music, dance, storytelling, poetry arts

and crafts highlighting the cultura) ™
heritage of Appalachia.

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Nurses To Address
Personnel Shortage

More than 4,000 registered nurses
from all 50 states, Guam, the Virgin
Iskands and the District of Columbia will
tackle some of health care’s most press-
ing challenges as the American Nurses'
Association (ANA), nursing's profes-
sional organization, holds its biennial
convention, June 11-15, in Louisville

One of the major issues slated for
discussion and action will be the nurs-
ing shortage and proposals lo resolve
this serious problem facing today's
health care system. ANA’s 615-member
House of Delegates, nursing's highest
policy-making body, will deliberate on
a variely of solutions to the shortage, in-
cluding one recently proposed by the
American Medical Association (AMA)
The AMA plan involves the introduction
of a new category of health care persot-
nel, “Registered Care Technologists,™
to carry out many functions and tasks
currently performed by registered
nurses, licensed practical nurses and
nursing assistanis.

“The AMA proposal is not a cost-
effective response to the crisis in the
delivery of nursing care to people,’’ ac
cording to Margretta M. Styles, Ed.D.,
R.N., F.A AN, ANA President, “What
we need are alternatives thal retain
well-qualified nurses in the workplace to
deliver the vital services they provide to
consumers and that encourage new
recruits to enter the profession. To
achieve this end, ANA and all of organiz-
ed nursing have prepared plans to
mount an aggressive campaign o
resolve the nursing shortage once and
for all.”

Other issues to be addressed during
the five day event include ANA progress
to date and nursing’s next steps in its
leadership role in the nationwide battle
to combat AIDS; nursing shortage in-
itiatives, specifically adequate compen-
sation and benefits for nurses; substitu-
tion of other personnel Lo replace nurses
in the workplace; immigration and
naturalization service requirements for
foreign nurses

Association efforts to assure avail-
ability of necessary services to all
populations through measures Lo estab
lish safe child care programs;
guarantee effective lreatment of the
chornically mentally ill; resolve
unanswered questions in the delivery of
long term care; increase across to
health care for all populations
Strategies to move the profession into
the twenty-first century, in particular,
ANA progress in implementing a
strategic plan for the profession; how
ANA should be structured to best meet
the needs of the profession

ANA is the nalional professional
association representing the nation’s
registered nurses through ils 53 consti
tuent state and territorial associations
and serves as the voice for nursing in the
United States

If there has recently
been major water use, such as showering, bathing, flushing
toilets, or cold water laundry, flushing the pipes may take on-
ly 5-30 seconds. If there has been no recent major water use,

flushing the pipes may take several minutes.

baby formula.

—If new plumbing is installed or repairs are made, insist

that lead-free materials be used.

West Liberty Couple
Face Fed Tax Charge

Sanford Whitt, Jr., and his wife,
Roberta Lynn Whitt, of Route 1, West
Liberty, each pled guilty today in U.S.
District Court, in Lexington, to one count
of attempting to evade federal income
tax for the year 1981. In an indictment
handed down on April 1, 1988 they were
charged with reporting taxable income
for 1981 of $5,101 and tax due of $753,
when they knew that their correct tax-
able income for thal year was $95,561.96
and the correct tax due was $21,110.38.

The original indictment charged San-
ford Whitt, Jr., and Roberta Lynn Whitt
with three counts of tax evasion for 1981,
1982 and 1983. In return for their guilty
plea on the one count of evasion for 1981,
they will not be prosecuted for the
charges of evasion in 1982 and 1983.

The date for sentencing has been set
for August 5 in US. District Court in
Lexington. Both Sanford Whitt, Jr_, and
Roberta Lynn Whitt will remain free on
their own recognizance until that time.

The maximum sentence that could be
imposed on each defendant for the one
count of evasion is five years in prison
and a fine of $10,000. They still must pay
all taxes plus penalties and interest ow-
ed Lhe IRS.

MecQuate, three for four al the plate, had
a single, double, and triple with two runs
scored. Webb had two singles and as

After falling behind 3-0 in the first, FC
gol their offense in gear, taking full ad-

Trusty, leading off the second, reach-
ed on an error when his ground ball to
third was misplayed, Nathan Shellon,
running for the pitcher, stole second and
scored when right fielder Tony Kidd
singled up the middle

Where are the champions? That ques-
tion can be asked about this time each
year , and normally the answer would
be...way down in the standings

But not this year. Oh, does baseball
ever dare to be different in the summer
of 1988. Since the Cincinnati Reds and
Oakland A's of the 1970s, baseball has
spread its Major League wealth around,
giving division titles out to different peo-
ple each year. Even the Cubs and
Padres, the Brewers and the Angels
have had their share of the spotlight in
the past decade, only to slide to the bot-
tom of the baseball pile

One team wins a division then falls
completely out of sight, Rarely does a
team even contend after winning a litle.
Repeating is totally out of the question.

In the past 10 years Major League
baseball has produced 10 different World
Series champions, and no team has won
more than one title during that stretch.
To go even one better, no team excepl
the 1984-85 Kansas City Royals have
repeated as division champs

Baseball experts have thought long
and hard about the reasons why.
Everyone was baffled when the New
York Mets failed to repeal last season.

Injuries play a major part in a long
baseball season. The team thatl stays
healthy throughout has an obvious ad-
vantage. But books about winners, books
by winners, the hype and hoopla that
surrounds winners could certainly play
a part in no one repeating as champions.

But take a look at whal’s happening
now. Baseball has thrown its teams a
major league curve, And the experts
were all fooled by the change.

As of this weekend, all four of last
year's division winners were in comforl-
able shape for a second hall run toward
the pennant. With just over a third of the
season gone, Si. Louis and Minnesota
were the only winners more than three
games off their division's pace.

St. Louis, who denied the Mets the ob-
vious lasl season, trail New York by
seven games in the NL East. This is
after being behind by more than 10
games early in the season, and having
most of their starting rotation on the
disabled list.

Whitey Herzog seems o have a magic
stone in his pockel, or something that
keeps the Cardinals in conlention. After
losing Jack Clark most people figured
St. Louis to fold its offensive doors, but
they are second in the National League
in hitting, sporting a leam balting
average of .263. Tom Brunansky from
Minnesota hits over 300 with eight
homeruns and 37 RBIs, Gelting him
didn't hurt.

Bob Horner, the man who came from
Japan to replace Clark, hits only .255,
but he has driven in 31 runs. A Jack
Clark hitter he isn't, but he has done the
job St. Louis so desperately needed.

Minnesota, a team that took all the
baseball world by surprise last year,
trails Oakland by seven despite the
Athletics’ incredible start.

Minnesota, as of Sunddy, had won
seven of their last 10 games and Oakland
cooled off a bit, allowing the Twins to
move toward the lop spol.

And the Athletics, even with their in-

credible amount of offensive power,

may be put to the test in trying to hold
off Minnesota. The Twins also hit well,
better in fact than does Oakland.

Through 59 games the Athletics had 57
homeruns. Minnesola, defending World
Champions, had 61 through 57 games,
But Oakland is 22-12 on the road, the best
of any team,

Both the Cards and Twins appear
primed to make a spurt for the top spol
in their respective divisions, but the best
chance of a repeat performance appears
to be with either Detroil of the AL East,
or the SF Giants in the NL West

Despite losing multi-talented out-
fielder Kurt Gibson, the Tigers have re-
mained a solid team, and have remain-
ed right behind the New York Yankees.

Gibson, long a settling force in the
Detroit scheme of things, left the Motor
City this past winter in search of surf
and sun in Los Angeles. His arrival in
LA caused quite a stir. [t has helped the
Dodgers, but from early indications, it
hasn't hurt Detroit

The Tigers trail New York by only two
games, despite the fact that they are
near the middle of the pack in both team
batting and team pitching. They have
the fourth best winning percentage in
baseball.

The San Francisco Giants were
another team thought to be a fluke last
season. Most of their players had career
years, and the same production from the
same people wasn't supposed to happen
again. But it has.

The Giants, despite losing two games
to Cincinnati over the weekend, trail Los
Angeles by only three games.

All four of last year's winners are
more than in the hunt for a chance to
repeat, which is a surprise initself. Bul
probably the biggest surprise in baseball
this yvear in the fact that there haven't
been any surprises.

Two years ago Minnesota finished
sixth in the AL West. A year later they
won the World Series, and made the
homer hankie a trademark of baseball
in that city. The three other division win-
ners finished in third place the year
before, only to make the big jump all the
way Lo the top.

Now, though, the only teams that
could be termed a surprise is Toronto
and Cleveland, both of the AL West. The
Indians were expected to win last
season, and their talents were obvious
and abundant so they might not even be
termed a surprise. They are only two
games behind New York.

And Toronto, well the Blue Jays are
a surprise, a shock really. But it's the
other way. They may be the most
lalented team in the majors, but talent
isn’t getting the job done north of the
horder, and the Blue Jays trail by 10
games in the AL west.

1t will be a long hot summer, and some
teams will mell in the sun. Those who
stay healthy will thrive. Those who suf-
fer Injuries may be the ones who wilt in
July and August

But it has already had its interesting
developments, and as those who started
hot begin Lo cool off, this baseball season
has the makings of a good one,

By the way, the baseball may not be
juiced up this year.

Filing A Float Plan

Imagine this scenario: A man is out
in his boal for an afternoon of relaxing
fishing. After a few hours, he stands up
to stretch and. in the process, capsizes
the boal. He's able o quickly scramble
onto the overturned craft, but he realizes
he did not tell his wife or family where
he would be. It could be hours or even
days before he's rescued.

The smart thing to do, according to the
National Safe Boating Council, is file a
{loat plan.

A float plan serves the boaler the
same as a flight plan serves the aviator,
It includes the boat's name and number,
length, type, color, power, cruising
range, and speed. [t lists the number of
passengers, and their names and
addresses.

The most important information is the
destination, time of departure, the route,
and the time of planned return. The loca-
tion and heense number of the
sutomobile are included.

The plan, which lists the phone
nuntber of the nearest rescue or enforce-
menl agency, is left with a reliable per-
son or the marina from which the boat
departs.

Solving Muddy Water
Fishing Problems

It happens every spring, summer and
autumn, lo novice and professional
anglers alike: a long-planned fishing trip
or a big tournament is plagued with rain.
The water muddies, and fishing action
slows to a standstill.

At times like this, many bass fisher-
men pack their tackle and head home.
Others determinedly stay on the water,
trying to salvage whatever they can
from the conditions. A few, like top bass
tournament professional Denny Brauer
of the Evinrude Pro Staff, have learned
how to cateh bass in muddy water.

“When the water turns muddy,"” ex-
plains Brauer, the 1987 B.A.8.S.* Angler
of the Year and a four-time winner in na-
tional competition, *‘1 move to the backs
of tributary creeks. Here, the water will
muddy the fastest from shoreline runoff,
but it will also clear the fastest, too."

*“The backs of creeks have another ad-
vantage,”' adds Brauer, “which is that
they will also have the warmesl water
This means the bass there will be most
active, an important factor if the lake
you're fishing is still cold. Most of the
pros I compete against agree that cold,
muddy water is just about the worst of

all possible bass fishing conditions.". °

Al times, the Evinrude pro notes, it is
possible to ““outl run”" muddy water by
fishing the lower end of a big impound-
ment. Normally, upper lake tributaries
muddy the fastest because they are the
most shallow, but on some impound-
ments that are basically all shallow,
even lower end creeks will muddy
quickly.

In the creeks, Brauer looks for dif-
ferent forms of cover to fish. Muddy
water often means rising water that
covers new shoreline, and this “‘new”’
cover, such as grasses, bushes and
shrubs, frequently attracts bass.

*In rising water, it seems as if the
fresh cover filters out mud and silt,”
Brauer explains, “‘and bass move into
these areas. even into extremely shallow
water."

These are active bass, too. Spinner-
baits retrieved beside the brush, or jigs
dropped into the cover, often draw
vicious strikes. Bauer likes a single
blade willow leaf spinnerbait that
features a size 5 blade and a white or
chartreuse skirt. Crank baits are also
good lure choices

“In newly flooded vegetation,” says
Brauer, ‘‘some of the fish will hold ex-
tremely tight on cover. They'll also be
suspended, so another way to catch
them is by flipping or pitching. For this,
['d recommend a jig or plastic worm,
especially if the bass aren’t aggressive

and won't hit the faster lures."”

Another muddy water fishing tech-
nique many of the top pros use, par-
ticularly on lakes with abundant vegeta-
tion like milfoil, hydrilla or water
hyacinths, is to fish the outside edge of
that vegetation. It sometimes appears
as if this vegetation acts like a filter to
the silt, so bass concentrate as close to
it as possible.

Under these conditions, one of the top
lure choices is a buzz bait, especially if
the water is warm and the bass are ag-
gressive. Brauer prefers a buzz bait that
makes a lot of noise and creates plenty
of commotion. He retrieves it as slowly
as possible along the edge of the vegeta-
tion; the heavier the greenery, the
slower he makes his retrieve,

*“In really muddy water, I think sound
is important,”" explains Brauer, "'so I
use lures that create sound by moving
water, such as the big blade spinnerbait,
a buzz bait, or a wobbling crank bait. If
[ fish a worm in muddy water, I use one
that has a vibrating tail that swims when
I move it."

On lakes characterized with steep,
high bluffs, bass frequently move to the
ends of those bluffs to escape muddy
water. There, explains Brauer, where
the banks don't slope as severely, the
composition of the bottom often changes
and more cover, such as bushes or
bottom-growing moss, may be present.
Bass may be holding tight to this cover,
just as they do in creeks where the water
IS rising.

In this type of water, the jig and
plastic worm are excellent lure choices,
and should be worked slowly in and
around the cover. For active fish, a
crank bait can also be tried.

Still another muddy water fishing
technique is to work the leading edge of
the muddy water as it moves slowly
down a lake. Bass probably aren't ac-
tually moving ahead of the mud, as
some anglers believe, but rather, are
simply becoming more aggressive.

Good lure choices for this type of
fishing include spinnerbaits and crank
baits. Brauer recommends using slight-
ly larger lures that produce a lot of
vibration, and working them at various
depths between the muddy and clear
water.

“The sight of muddy water discour-
ages a lot of anglers,"” concludes Brauer,
“‘but it really shouldn’t. There are a lot
of ways to fishit, and in some instances,
the bass are almost easier to catch
because the muddy water pinpoints their
locations so well.”

BARKLEY: White bass were hitting
spoons and crankbaits in open water
along creek channels 5-10 feet deep;
largemouth bass were taking plastic
worms and jig-and-pig combinations
5-10 feet deep off rocky points and along
shoreline cover; clear, stable at sum-
mer pool and 81 degrees.

BARREN RIVER: Largemouth bass
were hitting plastic worms at night 10-15
feet deep near drop-offs; bluegill were
taking red worms and crickets 1-5 feet
deep along clay and sandy banks; white
bass were being taken in the jumps ear-
ly and late; clear, stable at two feet
below summer pool and 76 degrees,

NOLIN: Largemouth bass were hit-
ting plastic worms 10-15 feet deep off
rocky points; bluegill were hitting wax
worms and crickets 5-10 feet deep along
stump rows; clear, stable at summer
pool and 79 degrees.

ROUGH RIVER: Crappie were hit-
ting jigs and minnows 5-10 feet deep over
brush piles drop-offs; bluegill were hit-
ting nighterawlers and crickets on the
surface over submerged trees; clear,
falling, four feet below summer pool and
76 degrees.

TAYLORSVILLE: Largemouth bass
were hitting crankbaits, plastic worms
and jigs 1-5 feet deep around shoreline
cover; crappie were hitting minnows
and jigs 5-10 feet deep over submerged
trees and along the shoreline; murky,
stable at summer pool and 77 degrees.

HERRINGTON: Bluegill were hitting
crickets 5-10 feet deep off rocky points;
largemouth bass were hitting plastic
worms 10-15 feet deep along shoreline
cover; clear, stable at 10 feet below sum-
mer pool and 77 degrees.

GREEN RIVER: Crappie were hit-
ting red worms, wax worms and
crickets 1-5 feet deep over stump rows;
Kentucky bass were hitting crankbaits
and plastic worms 5-10 feet deep off
rocky points; clear, stable at summer
pool and 82 degrees.

UPPER CUMBERLAND:
Largemouth bass were hitting plastic
worms 15-20 feet deep off rocky points;
white bass were taking minnows 20-25
deep off rocky points; clear, falling, 14
feet below summer pool and 78 degrees.

LOWER CUMBERLAND: Large-
mouth bass were hitting spinnerbaits 1-5
feet deep over brush piles and along
shoreline cover; white bass were being
caught on minnows and spinnerbaits 5-10
feet deep off rocky points and along
shoreline cover; clear, falling, 14 feet
below summer pool and 79 degrees.

DALE HOLLOW: Crappie were hit-
ting red worms, wax worms and
crickets along drop-offs and over
submerged trees; clear, falling, six-and-
one-half feet below summer pool and 72
degrees.

Know Before You Go...

Booze And Boats Don’t Mix

Drinking while boating can be a fatal
combination, as alcohol affects a per-
son’s balance, vision, and judgement.
More than 50 percent of the boating ac-
cidents that result in death are linked to
alcohol.

According to the National Safe
Boating Council, one of the first things

to go when a person starts to drink is his.

judgement. After a drink or two, a per-
son begins to loosen up and lose his in-
hibitions, Poor decisions, bad judge-
ment, and increased risk-taking are the
results,

Alcohol also affects a person's sense:

of balance. A moment of dizziness or a
misstep on the patio or in a restaurant
may not cause any harm, but it can spell
disaster on a boat.

Many of those killed in boating ac-
cidents fall out of boats, or capsize boats
and end up in the water. A small boat is
unstable in the best of conditions, and
entering it or leaving it or moving
around in it is hazardous even for a
sober, agile person. People seldom
notice a decrease in thejyr balancing
ability after a drink or two, but a small,
tippy boat does.

Vision pravides 90 percent of the infor-
mation required to operate a boat. Too
much alcohol affects the pupil of the eye,
which controls the amount of light enter-
ing the eye. Alcohol relaxes the small
muscles that allow the eyes to focus on
objects. This results in fuzzy or double
vision. If there is double vision, the brain
suppresses the image to one eye, caus-
ing a loss of depth perception.

Peripheral vision is also lost, as well as
the ability to distinguish colors, especial-
ly red and green, the colors of a boat's
running lights,

The *‘designed driver”’ concept, with
one person staying sober Lo drive, can
be applied to boats and water. However,
intoxicated passengers are at risk on the
water.

Remembering a few safety tips will
keep a person safe on the water,
especially where alcohol is concerned:

1. Don't operate a beat while intox-
icated. Alcohol impairs balance, vision,
and judgment. In most states, impair-
ment is defined as .10 percent, but even
lower levels of blood alcohol may affect
a person who's tense, tired, on medica-
tion, or drinking on an empty stomach.

It is a federal offense to operate a boat
while-intoxicated. Offenders are subject
to a $1,000 fine with increased penalties
for causing injury or death,

2. The person operating the boat
should establish his authority as “Cap-
tain" beeause he is responsible for the
safety of passengers, as well as water
skiers, swimmers, and boats that will be
affected by the wake. Passengers should
remain seated. Loud music and rowdy
behavior can easily distract an operator
from his important task.

3. Keep lifejackets handy, and don’t
make those who decide to use them feel
uncomfortable. People who wear life-
jackets don’t drown,
