Eye Research in Floyd County
Expected To Have Nat’l Impact

An important medical study is being
done this summer in Floyd County.
Mud Creek Clinic in conjunction with
the Johns Hopkins University Wilmer
Eve Institute is sponsoring a screening
for eve disease.

The study started June 1 and will be
completed by the end of July, Tt was
designed by Mo Dana, a third year
medical student at Johns Hopkins
University, who also holds a masters
degree in Public Health. To dale 670
homes have been visiled in the Big
Mud Creek and Little Mud Creek areas
and 930 people, aged 40 and above,
have been screened. The goal is to
reach 1000 people.

Dana shares the investigator duties
with Jeanne Santoli another Johns
Hopkins medical student, Three Mud
Creek Clinic volunteers are acting as
liaison between the researchers and
the residents, Each morning the team
splits up into two groups and works
through the day—going house to
house—interviewing prospective pa-
tients and giving vision exams. If the
person doesn't pass the vision test, a
preliminary diagnosis is done, and an
ocular history is taken. The person is
then scheduled to see an ophthalmolo-
gists al Mud Creek Clinic on one of
three Saturdays set aside: July 16,
July 23, or July 30. There is no cost to

the patient to be either screened or €x-
amined by the ophthalmelogists, but
it's very important to the study that
each patient keep his appointment

*The goal is to conduct a study that

we think will have broad implications
in determining the prevalence and
causes ‘of substantial visual impair-
ment in a rural Appalachian communi-
ty,”” Dana said, “'but the mosl impor-
tant thing is to integrale the needs and
interests of the people involved: the pa-
tients, the screening team, the clinie,
and the ophthalmologists "

The results, according to Dana, will

be published and presented at public
health and ophthalmological con-
ferences throughout the country. “The
diseases we've seen here are not dif-

ferent than those we've seen in other
places, but we're seeing a higher
prevalence of general diseases,”” Dana

said. The four diseases that Dana's

team is seeing are: calaract,

glaucoma, diabetic retinopathy, and

macular degeneration, which are the
major causes of severe vision loss in
American adults. The study is also
assessing the role played by trauma in
the causation of vision loss.

The research work has been reward-
ing for Dana personally. "'I've been im-
pressed by the people’s kindness and
hospitality,” Dana said. *'They ask us
in before they know who we are. They

offer us food and show us family
photographs.” Dana also sees an ad-
vanlage in going door to door to screen
people. '"We see people in the most
direct way, and therefore, the relati on
is different. In their home they can be
who they are.”

The purpose of the study is also to
raise the local consciousness aboul
ocular diseases and the possibilities far
their prevention and treatment in the
fulure. Eula Hall, the founder of Mud
Creek Clinic, is hoping that the study
will lead to a better relationship be-
tween ophthalmologists and patients
and Lhe establishment of a regular
weekly eye clinic to better serve the
community's needs. *T hope it iden-
tifies the need for eye treatment in this
area," she said, “You first have to
identify the problem and then go after
whal's available to solve it.'" Hall also
commends the research team for their
contribution. “I'm really proud of
them—Mo and Jeanne and the other
;ooéu'l}leers. They've really done a fine

Pillersdorf Appeals
To U.S. 6th Circuit

Attorney Ned B. Pillersdorf has been
tenacious in defense of his client Floyd
County Magistrate Eddie Caudill, After
a string of five rejected appeals, the
U.S. Court of Appeals for the 6th Cir-
cuit has agreed to hear oral arguments
in the case

Caudill, 83, has been free on bond

while his case s On appeal, he was con
victed of second degree criminal
possession of a forged instrument on
Jui:.', 1885 and senlenced to one year in

the state penitentiary, The conviction
stemmed from a stale police investiga-
Ltion into county corruplion thal ended
with the indictmen! of 16 Floyd coun-
tians. Most of those indictments were
eventually dismissed

“I'm heartened by their decision,"
Pillersdorf said. “'The fact that the 6th
Circuit has agreed {o hear the case

should forestall the premature attempt

to remove Ed from office while his
federal appeal is still very much
alive."

It is the defense attorney’s contention
that Caudill's right to a fair trial was
denied when a change of venue was
granted and the frial was moved from
Floyd to Pike County. In his brief to the
LS. Court of Appeals, it states, "“The
right granted by the Sixth Amendment
to trial in the district wherein the crime
charged is alleged to have occurred as
provided by the Sixth Amendment of
the U.S, Constitution should be applied
to the states, and therefore, the change
of venue granted the Commonweaith
should have been denied."”

Pillersdori will appear in court
August 22 in Cincinnati; he will have
15 minutes to present his argument.
Vickie Wise, with the state atlorney
general's office, will make the Com-
monwealth's case.

Water Workers
Set for Training

Floyd County Executive John M.
Stumbo announced Monday that
employees of county water systems
will take part in a training program in
detecting leaks and line maintenance.

“‘Many of our waler lines, especial-
ly on Mud Creek, are 15 years old or
older, and the training will help us con-
serve waler and run the pumping sta-
tions more efficiently,”” Stumbeo said.

The Kentucky Energy Cabinet is
granting $21,500 effective Oct. 1, 1988
through June 30, 1989 to the Kentucky
Hural Water Association to provide ad-
ditional lraining to all rural water
system companies in waler system
leak detection. It is not unusual for a
water system, particularly a small
rural system, to lose 30 to 40 percent,
and in some cases as much as 50 per-
cent, of water pumped to customers,

The additional training in leak detee-
tion will help reduce both water losses
and electricity costs. Pumping ac-

Meshcat lived with Best for seven
years, and she titored him in English
and grammer. He helped her with dai-
ly chores until his visa expired and he
was forced to return to Iran. Best hopes
that one day he and his family will be
allowed to immigrate to this country

and they can resume their friendship.

Best's first thought has been, “What

can I do to help others?" She is a liv-
ing example of Christ’s words, “Do un-

to others as you would have them do

unto you."

“The Lord is always with me," she

says, and proudly adds that she has

been a member of the Baptist church
for 33 years. Recently, Best put her
teaching Lo the work of God and for a
week taught arts and crafts at Irene
Cole's Vacation Bible School.

Amnesty Program
Worries Kentucky

Small Business

The recently-concluded session of the
Kenlucky General Assembly collected
respeclable grades from the state’s
small business community, but the
state’s largest small business organiza-
tion warned that penalties from the ap-
proved Tax Amnesty Program (HB
856) could pose a severe problem to
business owners.

“The one-time revenue windfall of
more than $10 million will undoubted-
ly prove beneficial," said Edward
Bowman, state director for the Na-
tional Federation of Independent
Businesses/Kentucky. ‘“‘However, a
risk of considerable and devastating
corporate and personal liability exists
if outstanding state tax obligations are
not detected prior to the end of the
amnesly period. Accordingly,
NFIB/Kentucky emphatically en-
courages all Kentucky small
businesses to engage in a self-audit
during the amnesty period.”

On a more positive note, the com-
prehensive tor! reform legislation
package (HB 551) that was strongly
supported by NFIB/Kentucky passed
the House 98-0 and was approved 34-3
by the Senate,

“The final reform package is a
testimony to the value and importance
of the State Ballot survery,’ Bowman
said. “Legislators statewide saw that

this issue was a top priority to small :

humuws owners and acted accord.mg-
ly.'

The interim Kentucky Insurance and
Liability Task Force had most of its
recommendations incorporated in the
accompanying Insurance Reform bill
(HB 552).

Another bill which had the strong
backing of the Kentucky small busi-
ness community was the Small
Business Financing bill (HB 19) that
provided for the creation of the *Com-
monwealth Venture Fund” that will
provide more than $17 million to
facilitale capital investment and ex-
pansion by small businesses.

An Infrastructure Financing
Authority and a Depressed Counties
Economic Development Athority (HB
217) were established to foster local
economic development efforts.

“Overall, the session had some
bright spots for small business," said
Bowman, *Tort reform, especially in
the area of enacting limitations on the
excessive amounts being awarded by
the courts, remains a serious problem,
We hope the General Assembly returns
next session and strengthens the ex-
isting law."

Some Drought-Related Layoffs Could Get
Unemployment Benefits, But Not On Farms

Kentucky business closings of work
force reductions due (o the current
drought situation could result in
unemployment henefits for affected
workers, but probably not for most
farm laborers.

Joseph Anderson, director of the
state Cabinel for Human Resources
Division of Unemployment Insurance,
said workers normally covered by U.T,
business taxes could receive up (o 26
weeks of benefits during a prolonged
layoff or a complete closing by their
employer.

“The situation would be the same as
in the case of a plant that had to shut
down due Lo a parts shortage," Ander-

son said. "If the water shortage forc-
ed the company to close or cut back an
its work force for several days, those
workers affected could be eligible for
unemployment benefits."

However, such assistance could not
be extended to most farmers and other
agriculture workers without a
Presidential Disaster Declaration for
Kentucky.

“Most farms don’t pay unemploy-
ment insurance taxes into the system
because they have fewer than 10
employees on a regular basis or they
don't meet the minimum $§20,000
payroll each quarter which would re-
quire them to pay into the system,”

Should President Reagan declare a
formal disaster designation for Ken-
tucky, agriculture workers could
become eligible for unemployment
benefits, if the drought cost them their
jobs,

Those benefits would be the same as

available to any other Kentucky
worker, unless an extended drought
resulted in a similar extension of the
federal U.1. benefit rules,

Kentucky workers who feel they may
qualify for drought-related unemploy-
ment benefits or who have questions
regarding eligibility should contact the
nearest office of the Kentucky Depart:
ment for Employment Services.

Park Tourism Up
At Jenny Wiley

According to Jenny Wiley Resort
Park Manager Léon Russel, there has
been an upswing in tourism at the
facility with boatling and golf topping
the list.

Russel says that boating is up 15 per-
cent, while golf has seen a rise of 10
percent. He says that overall atten-
dance has been excellent, and that the
lodge, pool and summer music theatre
have done capacity business. The on-
ly effect the drought has had is a drop
in pienicking, Russel said.

Statewide, the Kenlucky Depart-
ment of Travel Development's May

-1988 travel barometer report shows

that business activity within the state's
tourism and travel industry is up for
the ninth consecutive month.

The report indicates a growth of 2.7
percent for May. This increase,
cwzﬁd with a 4.8 percent increase for
the first quarter of 1988 and a 5 percent
increase for April, represents a strong
gain for tourism, according to Tourism
Cabinet Secretary Mary Ray Oaken.

‘“We are very pleased to see the con-
tinuing growth in tourism and travel,”
Oaken said. *'If this pattern of increase
continues, it could translate into as
many as one million new visitors for
the state this year."

Another sign of prosperity in tourism
and travel is that the number of
telephone and mail inquiries by people
requesting Kentucky travel informa-
tion has increased 33 percent so far this
year.

The travel barometer is based on
surveys of the four major sectors of
tourism. Researchers look at the year-
to-year changes in the number of peo-
ple visiting attractions (such as
museums and historical sites), rooms
and cottages rented at state parks,
rooms rented at hotels and motels, and
sites rented at campgrounds.

Kentucky's hotels and motels ex-
perienced a 5.2 percent jump in the
number of rooms rented this May as
compared to May 1987, and lodging
within the state park system increas-
ed 3.5 percent over that for May 1987.
The number of visitors to Kentucky at-
tractions was up 0.4 percent.

The 2.7 percent increase reported for
the industry statewide has a sampling
variability of only 0.3 percent. This
means that chances are 95 in 100 that
the actual value of the increase is be-
tween 2.4 percent and 3.0 percent.

In 1987 the tourism and travel in-
dustry contributed over $4 billion to
Kentucky's economy, generated over
$283 million in tax revenues, and
employed more than 114,000 people.

Job Growth Brings May Jobless
Rate Down To Six-Month Low

Employmenl increases in almost
every category pushed Kentucky's
May jobless rates down 1o the lowest
level in six months

Unemployment in Kentucky dropped
[rom a revised 8.6 percent in April to
a preliminary 7.8 percent in May, the
lowest rate since last November, when
il was 7.7 percent, according to the
Cabinet for Human Resources’ month-
Iy report on labor force trends,

Meanwhile, the national jobless rate
inereased from 5.3 percent in April to
5.4 percent in May. The last time Ken-
tucky’s rate declined while the national
rate went up was between August and
Septembear 1986 The comparable state
and national rates are not seasonally
adjusted

The number of Kentuckians working
in May was 1,581,700, according to a
(.S, Depariment of Laber survey. This
was 20,500 more than in April and
44,900 more than in May 1987, when the
slate unemployment rale was 8.6
percent

The greatest increase was in agricul-
ture, where 13,500 more jobs were
recorded, Kentucky's chief labor
market analyst, Ed Blackwell, said, A
big jump in farm employment is nor-
mal at this time of the year because of
spring planting.”

Manufacturing and trade each add-
ed 2,600 jobs, construction was up by
2,500 and services gained 1,200
workers.

“With the latest increase in
manufacturing, employment in this
calegory is the highesl it's been since
October 1981," Blackwell said. "We are
gradually regaining the positions we've
lost since 1979, when manufacturing
jobs in Kentucky were at the highest
level ever.”

He said mosl of the growth in the
lrade sector was in restaurants,
groceries, hardware stores and depart-
ment stores,

Construction growth was recorded in
heating, plumbing and air condition-
ing; highways and bridges; and home
building. “'Some of this construction in-
crease had a ripple effect, creating
more business for hardware stores,"
Blackwell noted.

Most of the increase in services was
in recreation and business services,

Ratliff said he has often sent a
veleran applicant to a job interview on-
ly to have the man or woman rejected
because the person didn't have the
educational credentials. ““Then I have
to tell them, ‘you've been passed over,'
or Lhave fo tell them, ‘I can’t refer you
to the job because the employer wants
a high school graduate,"’” Ratliff said.
“This is not a loeal but a national trend,
where more education is being
demanded.”

The veterans rep said there are a
number of GED classes available, but
most are comprised of young men and
women who have recently dropped out
of school; instead, he wanted to start
a class for older veterans with similar
interests and goals. “It's an iden-
tifiable group,’” Ratliff said.

Howard dropped out of high school in
1954 to join the Air Force. "“I've always
had a dream of getting my diploma,"'
Howard said. He’s been in the class
since it started June 7 and plans to take
his equivalency exam July 30 al
Prestonsburg Community College.

I want to find a better job and learn
and get that diploma I didn’t get when
I should have,” said Bobby Horn,

another student in Menster’s class.
Donnie Stransky worked 14 years in the
mines before he was laid off; now he
wants his high school degree in order
to expand his opportunities and pave
the way for either learning another
trade or going on to college. He will
also be taking the exam at the end of
the month. :

Menster, a 23 year old VISTA
volunteer from Davenport, Iowa, also
teaches GED classes at the David
School, the Women's Spouse Abuse
Center, and the First Presbyterian
Church. Each student in her class
waorks at his own pace, and how long
it takes a student to learn the material,
depends on how far he went in school
and how hard he works. “The people
who want it the fastest do tons of
work," Menster said. “Iif a person
dropped out in the sixth or eighth grade
it may take them a year or two.”

Ratliff knows first hand that a high
school education is a necessary foun-
dation for belter job opportunities; so
he plans to keep offering the course, as
he says, “'for as long as the National
Guard donates the space, and Marcie
can donate her time "

Midway Colleg'.é
Receives Grant

The Steele-Reese Foundation has
awarded a $150,000 grant to Midway
College, school officials announced
Wednesday. The funds will be used to
eslablish an endowed scholarship to
enable young women from Floyd and
adjacent counties to train in the Mid-
way College nursing program, with the
hope that they will return to eastern
Kentucky to enter public health
service.

The scholarships will be named for
Eula Hall, in recognition of her ex-
traordinary achievements in improv-
ing the quality of life for thousands of
eastern Kentuckians, Hall is a life-long
advocate for improved health care for
the residents of her native Floyd eoun-
ty. The grant will be paid in three in-
stallments of $50,000, with the first in-
stallment being paid on or before
September 15, 1988 and annually
thereafter,

“We are very pleased with this gift,”
said Judy Griffin, vice president for ex-
ternal affairs. *“This is the first time the
Steele-Reese Foundation has given a
grant to Midway College. The grant
will not only provide educational oppor-
tunities for many women, but in the
long run it will result in improved
health care for the residents of eastern
Kentucky."

The Steele-Reese Foundation, a trust
for charitable purposes, was created
by Eleanor Steele Reese on August 10,
1955, The Foundation generally con-
fines its grants to operating charities
in southern Appalachia and in the
Northwest. Midway College was found-
ed in 1847 and is Kentucky's only col-
lege for women. Currently a two-year
college, Midway is planning to offer
four-year degrees in fall 1989,

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Some Kentuckians May Ease Their
Water Problems with Food Stamps

Water shortages due to the drought
are forcing Kentuckians lo be creative
in their use of limited liquid resources.
But at least 172,000 Kentucky families
with equally limited incomes have an
option they may not be aware of—
bottled water purchased with food
stamps.

The Kentucky Department for Social
Insurance recently confirmed through
federal officials that bottled or distill-
ed water is an authorized food stamp
item, said Commissioner Mike
Robinson

“An inquiry to our office prompted
verification of the eligibility for food
stamp use through the U.8. Food and
Nutrition Service (FNS)." said Robin-
son, whose department administers the
federal food stamp program in
Kentucky.

““We weren't certain of the status of
bottled and distilled water, quite simp-
ly, because the question had never
been raised before.”

The FNS ruling is that bottled water
is a consumable beverage, in the same
category with milk, juices or soft
drinks.

“With water controls becoming
tighter and tighter, more people are
turning to bottled water for drinking
and cooking,” the commissioner
added

“It's important that our clients,
whose incomes are already stretched
to the limit, as well as the groceries and
other businesses that accept food
stamps be awara that the coupons may
be used for this purpose.'’

Robinson said that all local Secial In-
surance offices have been advised that
bottled or distilled water may be pur-
chased with food stamp coupons.

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Home Improvements Can Pay Off

In normally quiet suburbs, the sound
of buzz saws and hammers mingles
with that of lawn mowers. This clamor
is the telltale sign of homeowners who
realize the value of home improve-
ments. Add a porch, install a fireplace,
or landscape your property and you
may end up with a more valuable
home, as well as a reduced tax bill and
decreased tax liability when you sell
your home.

According to the Kentucky Society of
CPAs, you should carefully review
your payment options before you ham-
mer a single nail or interview a single
contractor. If you need to borrow in
order to pay for your home improve-
ments, your best choice is probably a
home equity loan, a second mortgage,
or refinancing. Depending on various
factors, you may be able to deduet the
interest on loans secured by your first
or second home, On the other hand, if
you pay for home improvements with
your credit card or a personal loan, you
can deduct only 40 percent of interest
paid in 1988, 20 percent in 1989, 10 per-
cent in 1990, and none thereafter.

On a more positive note, any capital
improvement you make—regardless of
the method of payment—increases the
cost basis of your residence and
decreases your taxable profit when you
sell your home. Note that capital im-
provements are not the same as repair
or maintenance activities, such as
painting walls or fixing a broken win-
dow pane. To qualify as a capital im-
provement, a project must add to the
property’s value, prolong its life, or
adapt it to a new use. Repairs just
maintain the home in acceptable
condition.

To substantiate your home-
improvement expenses, keep a file of
canceled checks, credit card bills, con-
tractor invoices, receipts for materials,
before and after photographs, and loan
agreements. Don't forget to document
the small, do-it-yourself projects, such
as installing a new mailbox, paving
your driveway, or hooking up an
automatic garage-door opener.

Once you decide on a source of fund-
ing, and the amount of money you can
afford to spend, focus on the various
remodeling projects under considera-
tion. Which home improvements would
yield the greatest return on your in-
vestment? What projects can you
manage on your own and which require
a contractor?

When it comes to remodeling, in-
dividuality has its drawbacks. To one
homeowner, a hot tub built into the
back porch may be the height of lux-
ury, while to another such a set-up may
seem outlandish. If your only concern
is creating a home in which you can
happily live the rest of your life, by all
means, improve your home in what-
ever way you choose. But if you are
concerned about resale value,
remember that conformity can pay off
when it comes time to sell.

Projects that elevate your property
value well out of the neighborhood’s
norm, for example, are not likely to
recover modeling costs. A six-bedroom
house in a community of starter homes
is simply out of place—and usually
hard to sell. On the other hand, you
would do well to bring your house up
to par by adding on a second garage in
an area dominated by two-garage
homes. As a general rule, don’t expect
to sell your house for more than 20 per-
cent above the average in your area.
So if you buy a $80,000 home in a
$100,000 neighborhood, CPAs advise
you to spend no more than $30,000 in
home improvement costs

Over the years, certain improve-
ments have consistently provided the
best recovery of cost. Update your kit-
chen by adding more cabinets or more
counter space, and you will often
recover the amount spent on the
renovation. Other enhancements that
generally return 50 to 100 percent of
their cost include a second bathroom,
skylights, and expanded closet space.
If you don’t already have one, a
fireplace, particularly a new energy-
efficient model, may be one of the best
investments you can make. And don’t
forget that other emergency-conserva-
tion measures, such as installing storm
windows or insulating your attic, can
lower your fuel costs and deliver a
return on your investments even if you
don’t sell.

Now you are ready to decide on who
should do the job, Obviously, a lot will
depend on your own skills, financial
priorities, the nature of the improve-
ment, and the amount of time you have
available for the project. If you choose
the ‘‘do-il-yourself” approach, the sav-
ings can be considerable. But if you
cringe al the thought of plunging a

sledge hammer through your bedroom
wall, hire a contractor.

Always obtain wrilten estimates
from several contractors. Choose two
or three, then check with their past
customers and with the Better Busi-
ness Bureau. You may even contact
the banks with whom the contractors
do business,

Review a sample contract and note
what a contractor does and does not
agree to do. Who is responsible for
cleanup after the work is completed?
Is there an additional charge for this
service? The contract should also spell
out who pays for materials and other
related costs. For example, while it

may be the contractor's responsibility
to obtain building perits for the pro-
ject. the homeowner usually pays the
fees. In any case, make sure that the
permit is obtained—otherwise, you can
be liable for the penalty. Since any con-
struction job can run into cost over-
rins, make sure the contract specifies
that any sizeable inerease in expenses
must first receive your approval.

Before signing the contract, ask the
construction company Lo obtain a cer-
tificate of insurance that names you as
coinsured for damage or injury. Also,
check that the contractors are covered
by workmen’s compensation.

Once you are safisfied with the con-

tract, set up a payment schedule with
the contractor. Early payments should
allow a company enough money to buy
materials and pay workers and
subcontractors—but withhold the
balance of the fee 1o use as leverage
against completion of the job. Since full
payment to the contractor does not pre-
vent suppliers or subcontractors from
filing liens against your property,
never release the final payment until
you have proof that the coordinator has
paid all parties involved in the project.
Finally, CPAs adyise you to carefully
weigh all the financial consequences of
remodeling before entering into an
agreement with a contractor.

Why are the Japanese—and the
Swedes—outliving us?

When purchasing fresh fish, look for
flesh that is firm and elastie, not
separating from the bones.

1 pound cod fillets

3-4 ounces mushrooms (fresh or
drained canned, halved)

11/2 cups asparagus pieces, fresh or
frozen

Lemon juice

Paprika

Mix the flour and margarine
together in a medium saucepan. Stir in
the milk, cornstarch, wine and pepper.
Blend it well until there are no lumps,
Place the mixture over a low heat and
stir constantly until the sauce thickens,
about 5-8 minutes. Remove from the
heat,

Place the fish fillets in a baking dish
and arrange the vegetables on top.
Pour the sauce over the vegetables and
fish. Bake at 350 degrees for 30 minutes
if figh is frozen, 20 minutes if it'is thaw-

Head Injury Support

Group In Lexington

Trauma is the leading cause of death

in the United States for persons under

the age of 34, according to the Surgeon
General's report, Health Uniled States,
1880. The number of deaths each year,
resulting from trauma of the head is
estimated at over 140,000, The
estimated prevalence of head injuries
in the U.S. is 1,000,000-1,800,000. Head
injuries are the ‘silent epidernic’ of this
decade. Each year more people are
permanently disabled as a result of
traumatic brain injury than from
primary brain tumors, cerebral palsy,
spinal cord injuries, multiple sclerosis
and muscular dystrophy combined,
50,000-70,000 people a year are per-
manently disabled. Most people who
sustain head injuries are unger the age
of 30, and most are injured as a result
of tragic motor vehicle or sports ac-
cidents. Accidents that physically

. disabie and intellectually impair for a

lifetime. Even more staggering is the
fact that 50,000-70,000 people a year
who survive with a serious head injury,
are left with intellectual impairment of
such a degree as to preclude their
return to a normal life. These figures
clearly reflect a problem of epidemic
proportions.

A bill was to be presented in March
before the Kentucky Legislature for the
registration and reporting of head in-
jured people throughout-Kentucky by
doctors. Upon the request of the AMA
that bill was dropped and a voluntary
registration program was suggested,
such a program has not yet been in-
stituted therefore, are being formed.

A ‘support group’ is exactly what its'
name implies a ‘support system’. Clos-
ed Head Injury, Tracheotomy, Brain
Stem Damage, Contra-Coup Injury,
Coma and Semi-Comatose is nol usual-
Iy in a persons’ vocabulary until a head
injury happens. Families have tough
battles with their loved ones as well as
a 24 hour job required for care of the
head injured person.

QUESTION: 1 am 42 years old and
my doctor jusi called and said that my
recent mammogram showed a cluster
of caleifications. He said that this find-
ing was "'suspicious’’ and that he was
going to refer me to a surgeon for a
biopsy. | have no lump or any other
symptoms, What do these calcifica-
tions mean? How can a doctor do a
biopsy when there is no lump? Is a
biopsy really necessary?

ANSWER: Calcifications are small
caleium deposits in the breast that are
found only by mammography (breast
x-ray). Most calcifications are coarse
and are called macroealcifications.
These are common and are often
related to degenerative changes, such
as old injuries, inflammations, or the
aging of the breast arteries. These
deposils are associated with benign
conditions and do not require a biopsy
(removal of lissue for examination
under a microscope).

Microcalcifications—tiny specks of
calcium in the breast—can be associ-
ated with breast cancer. These tiny
calcifications may be found in an area
of dividing cells. As cells are dying off
in such an area, they leave behind
cellular debris which can appear on a
mammogram as microcalcifications.
When five or more of these are seen in
one area, they are referred to as a
cluster. These may indicate a small
cancer and do require a biopsy. Yet,
finding a cluster doesn't always mean
that a cancer is present. Only one out
of four to five biopsies will reveal a
cancer.

When a mammogram detects an ab-
normal area which is too small to be
felt, a procedure called a ‘““localiza-
tion"' is needed lo help the surgeon
locate the suspicious area before the
biopsy. Using x-rays for guidance, a
needle or fine wire is inserted into the
area of microcalcification. After the
needle or wire is in place, the biopsy
is done, often under local anesthesia.

QUESTION: 1 heard that thereis a

blood test called a CEA tumor marker |

that can tell whether you have cancer
or not, If this is so, why is my doctor
still doing a rectal exam, mam-
mogram, and all those other tests for
different kinds of cancer? Wouldn't it
be a lot easier to have one simple blood
test?

ANSWER: The CEA or carcinoem-
bryonic antigen test measures blood
levels of a protein produced by certain
cancer cells. CEA may also be present
in many diseases and conditions other
than cancer. For example, cirrhosis of
the liver, ulcerative colitis, and chronic
cigarette smoking can cause an
eleyated CEA level, and it can some-
times be elevated for no evident
reason. On the other hand, not all pa-
tients with cancer will have an elevated
CEA. Therefore, this test is nol recom-
mended for screening patients who do
not have symploms.

The CEA test can be useful for
monitoring patients who already have
a diagnosed cancer. It may be used to
monitor a patient’s response to treat-
ment or to detect a recurrence or a
spread (metastasis) in treated pa-
tients. Recent use of the CEA test in the
follow-up of patients with colorectal
cancer shows how this works, Blood
tests were taken regularly after
surgical removal of a bowel tumor, If
the CEA level did not return to normal
within ane to two months after surgery,

this indicated the need for additional
tests or for copsidering a ‘‘second-

look" operation to remove remaining

cancer cells. The CEA test would thus
continue to be a part of a total follow-
up for those patients at risk for a recur-
rence or spread of their cancer.

Not all cancers can be tracked in this
way. In addition to colorectal cancer,
CEA lests are being used in the follow-
up of breast, ovarian, and small cell
lung cancer,

For now then, ther® is no reliable
screening blood test available that in-
dicates the presence of cancer some-
where in the body. At present, it is
useful to search for certain cancers
which are relatively common and
treatable. We encourage you lo con-
tinue having the screening tests that
your doctor recommends since this is
the best way to detect early cancer,

the team teaching awards, according
to McCowan.

Lees College is currently hosting a
six-week Medical and Allied Health
Sciences Summer Program (MAHS).

Many Americans Unaware They Are
Eligible for Social Security Benefits

There is more to Social Security than
benefits for persons over 62 years-of-
age. Consumer Education Research
Center, a national non-profit consumer
group has been researching the Social
Security system and the benefits it pro-
vides since 1972. One finding is that, of
the 50 million persons now collecting
benefits, more than 15 million are
under 62 and, surprisingly, the average
age is only about 30,

Hobert L, Berko, consumer writer
and executive director of the Center,
says the organization has been
publishing and updating a complete list
of available benefits (and how Lo
qualify for them) for the past 16 years.
The 11th update (a complete revision)
15 now available.

The Guide offers consumers of all
ages an awareness of the benefits they
are entitled to under the latest laws. All
benefits, requirements and figures
have been brought up to date.

The book show how (and provides
forms) to get a copy of your Social
Security account showing all credits
and an estimate of the amount you will
get upon retirement. It is important to
check your account frequently since
the SSA will not alter records more
than three years old. In many cases,
the study found, workers have had too
much deducted from their wages and
were due a refund. In other cases,
employers had not sent the correct
amount to be credited lo accounts, If
vou have records of the amount
deducted, vou will be credited with that
money and the employer's share
whether or not he ever sent the money
to the government.

“Billions of dollars go unclaimed,"”
says Mr. Berko, “because many
workers do not realize they are eligi-
ble for bepefits.”" Among the findings
of the study group and included in the
Guide are:

*In some cases parents of a deceas-
ed worker are eligible for benefits even
if they never paid into the system.

*Many children are eligible for
benefits even though their parents
never paid into the system.

*Income from investments, interest,
annuities, rentals and royallies are not
considered in determining eligibility—
nor Is income from a business in which
the person was owner or partner if
payments are made 4s a retirement
benefils, purchase of equity or any of
the above. Only income listed as pay-
ment for actual work will affect retire-
meént benefits. And after age 70, even
that restriction is lifted.

*The Supplementary Security In-
come (SSI) program provides benefits
to aged, blind, and disabled persons
even if these recipients own cars.
homes or other assets, No lien is taken
against these assels and a person can-
not be disqualified because relatives
are financially able to support the
recipient.

*A divorce (either sex) is eligible for
benefits when the ex-spouse starts col-
lecting retirement or disability
paymenls if she is 62 or older and was
married to the covered worker at least
10 years. If the divorcee was later mar-
ried and that marriage ended in death
or divorce, this will nol affect
eligibility,

Mr. Berko tells us that, “‘Even if you
are eligible, you will not receive checks
unless you apply." For that reason
Consumers Guide to Social Security
Benefits tells you how to apply and
what to say.

The study and the book were doge,
the consumer leader says, because so
many people contacted his organiza-
tion for information they could not easi-
ly get from the Social Security Ad-
ministration. People complained of not
being able to contact the Social Securi-
ty office because the phone lines were
constantly busy,

Strangely, the agency does not
publish a comprehensive book for con-
sumers that would inform them of all
beaefits due under Social Security and
who is eligible. In past years there
were many pamphlets available which
described various phases of the pro-
gram but under austerity budget,
many of these have been discontinued
and plans for new booklets scrapped.
To make things worse, no office has-a
cornplete set of the few that are suppos-
ed to be available.

“The fact that these pamphlets are
no longer available and there are less
emplovees answering inguiries makes
it vital that everyone have a book
which reveals all well-known and little-
known benefits,"" says Mr. Berko,

“There is no risk in ordering this
book," says Mr. Berko. ""The risk lies
in not having the guide and losing an
untold amount in benefits for which you
may be entitled.

Water Conservation In Homes
Is New Consideration This Year

Water conservation in the home may
not be a big issue most of the time, but
this year's drought could make this
summer the exception to the rule.

Water costs less than telephone ser-
vice, rarely is shut off completely and
disappears without a trace, so many
people have never felt a need to con-
serve it, said Bill Murphy, agricultural
engineer with the University of Ken-
tucky College of Agriculture. :

*This year, however, weather condi-
tions are clearly out of the ordinary and
appear to be so for the rest of the sum-
mer," Murphy said. “‘We may be forc-
ed to take water conservation
measures that are out of the ordinary
too.”

Water consumption could increase
dramatically as the hot, dry summer
continues while most municipal water
distriets are already pushed to the limit
on their pumping capacity.

““What happens if a motor goes out
or a line breaks?’’' Murphy asked.
‘*“Even routine maintenance cannot be
performed if equipment has to run
continuously.

Home residents should know how to
conserve water in case such an
emergency should occur. To conserve
water, they should know where it is us-
ed mostly and where it normally is
wasted.

The largest user in the house is
usually the toilet where five Lo seven
gallons of water are used with each
flush. It can be adjusted to use less or
a brick can be placed in tank to
displace water.

“You do need to be careful to make
sure the toilet still produces an accep-
table water flow to flush the bowl pro-
perly,” Murphy said. “Or a second
flush might be required. More water is
used for two poor flushes than for one
good one.”

A shower rather than a tub bath is
another way to save water, he said.
Showers use much less water than tub
baths. Even more water can be saved
by turning the water off while lather-
ing with soap and then quickly rinsing
with water, Murphy said. A quick
shower could use less than five gallons
of water.

Clothes washers use 30 to 60 gallons
per load depending on the setting.
Water can be saved by washing full
loads each time the laundry is done and
setting the water for the lowest level
that will do an acceptable job. Dish
washers should be filled to a full load
for each wash rather than running the
washer after each meal.

“A lot of water is used in houses that
just goes down the sink without ever
doing anything," Murphy said. “It
should be no great inconvenience to
turn water off while brushing your
teeth or shaving. A faucet can run five
to ten gallons of water per minute when
full open.”

Like thal unshakeable belief that
giant alligators roam the sewers
beneath the streets of New York, some
Americans cling to the notion that
Alaskan North Slope crude oil is being
shipped to Japan and other Pacific rim
nations. It's a hard notion to dispose of,
but let's have a go at it once again,

Not a single drop of the more than six
billion barrels of oil that have been pro-
duced at Prudhoe Bay and the adjoin-
ing North Slope oil fields during the
past two decades has been sold any
where but in America,

Congress has twiced voted, one in
1973 and again in 1983, to prohibit the
export of North Siope oil uniess both
Congress and the President approve
such action—something that has never
happened

With U.S. dependence on loreign oil
now al 40 percent, there is a ready
market in this country for domestic
production. The only Alaskan oil leav-
ing the country is very small quantities
from beneath state waters in the Cook
Inlet in the southern part of the state,
which is not covered by the export ban
So how come oilmen are still being ask-
ed: “Why are we sending all that North
Slope oil to Japan?"

The fact is that public misconcep-
tions about oil exports existed long
before the first barrel of North Slope
crude flowed south through the trans-
Alaska pipeline system (TAPS) in 1977.
And even though the ban on exports of

ATHLETES’ DISPLAY OF HEART

In an effort to attain greater strength and muscle
bulk, some athletes turn to the illegal use of anabolic
steroids. These testoterone derivatives buila large bodies,
but at what expense? A study by a dietician at the Univer-
sity of North Carolina says that steroid users leave them-
selves open to an increased risk for heart disease. The
study was of 35 male bodybuilders, half of who were
steroid users. When they gave up the drug for six months,
their HDL levels were approximately equal to those of
non-users. (HDL is the “good™ cholesterol that helps

lower overall blood cholesterol levels). However,

when

they began using steroids again, users' HDL lev elb drop-
ped below the point which put them at major risk for cor-
onary heart disease. This single study adds to the grow-
ing evidence that steroid use among athletes is a

dangerous game.

North Slepe crude oil provides a
definitive answer to the question, these
miconceptions still persist.

A little history can provide some
perspective, Oil was first discovered or
the North Slope at Prudhoe Bay in 1968
and the following year plans were for-
mulated to build an 800-mile oil pipeline
from the North Slope to the southern
Alaska ice-free port of Valdez.

Certain groups filed suit to block con-
struction, citing among other reasons
that all the oil would go to Japan. The
delays that followed exacerbated the
effects of the Arab oil embargo of 1973,
In response to that oil shock, Congress
finally passed legislation authorizing
construction of TAPS with a provision
banning the export of any oil carried
by the pipeline. Buill privately, at a
cost of $10 billion, the pipeline became
operational in June 1977.

Since thatl time, more than six billion
barrels of oil have flowed from the
wells on the North Slope through TAPS
Lo refineries in the lower 48 states—oil
that would otherwise have had to be
imported al a cost of an additional $145
billion.

North Slope otl today accounts for
almost one out of every four barrels be-
ing produced in the United States.
Alaska is now neck and neck with
Texas as America's largest oil produc-
ing state and Prudhoe Bay has become
the nation’s largest oil field. Between
1980 and 1986 alone, oil companies
spent more than $10.5 billion in support
of North Slope development, creating
some 70,000 jobs, with every state in the
union supplying goods and services.

Now the same old tired argument
that North Slope oil will go to Japan is
being resurrected once again by some
opponents of much needed exploration
and development in the Arctic National
Wildlife Refuge (ANWR) coastal plain,
a few miles to the east of Prudhoe Bay.
Oil from the coastal plain could replace
production from Prudhoe Bay, which
is expected to peak and then decline in
the next few years.

According to the U.S. Department of
the Interior's comprehensive report
submitted to Congress in April 1987, the
coastal plain is “‘the nation's best single
opportunity to increase significantly
domestic oil production... (and) ...is
rated by geologists as the most outstan-
ding exploration target in the onshore
United States.”

Development of this domestic
resource could be a big step toward
reducing America's overdependence
on foreign oil. It's folly not to do se
because of public misconceptions.

Not one drop of North Slope oil has
been sold outside of the United States.
And, under current law, not one drop
of oil from the ANWR ¢oastal plain
would be sold to Japan or any other
foreign nation without the approval of
both Congress and the President.
That's not just an opinion. It's the law!

Funds will soon be available to assist
the homeless in three Kentucky com-
munities as the result of granis an-
nounced recently by Gov. Wallace G
Widkinson

Grants totalling $85,000 from the
Emergency Shelter Grants Program
have been awarded to Jackson Coun-
ty and the cities of Ashland and
Louisville. The program is designed lo
fund local projects which provide
shelter, meals, medical care, transpor-
tation and other necessary services to
homeless families and individuals.

A $50,000 grant from the Emergen-
¢y Shelter Grants Program has been
awarded to the city of Louisville to
renovate a vacanl school building
located at 3146 W. Broadway for use as
a housing facility for homeless
families. The project, named Home
Base, will provide 12 three-bedroom
units. The grant will aiso enable the
city to provide a wider and more com-
prehensive range of services than has
been possible in the past. According to
local oflicials, services will include

counseling, supervision, Lraining and
development of permanent housing op-
tions for families placed in Lthe new
Facility

A $26,000 grant from the Emergen-
cy Shelter Grants Program has been
awarded to the city of Ashland for its
Shelter of Hope project. The grant will
be used to provide five two-bedroom
units located al 3225 Winchester
Avenue which will be completely fur-
nished Lo accommodate families, Ac-
cording to local officials, the project
also entails provision of services in
cluding transportation as needed for
those seeking employment and other
needs, child care, counseling, legal aid,
job development services, emergency
medical and food assistance and
housekeeping training

A $9,000 grant from the Emergency
Shelter Grants Program has been
awarded to Jackson County (o renovate
a building formerly used as a fire
department garage. The granl will be
used to install restroom facilities,
lighting, heat and for associated

renovation efforts. According to local
officials, the county and other agencies
and non-profit organizations will work
together to provide basic amenities
such as furnishings, food, totletries and
general administration of the shelter,
Upon eompletion, the facility will be
the first of its kind designated to meel
the emergency shelter needs of the
county’'s homeless population.

The Emergency Shelter Grants Pro-
gram is funded through the US.

In 1966 Eliot Wigginton joined Rabun
Gap Nacoochee High School in North
Georgia as an English teacher, In a
desperate move {o interest his 145
students in something, he sent them lo
their parents, their grandparents,
friends and community lo learn their
stories and tell them. It worked and the
Foxfire experimen! was born. They
recorded the oral histories into book
form and, with a lot more trouble then
one paragraph can expound, the first
Foxfire book went to press in 1872,
There are now nine in the Foxfire
series—Wigginton's students are eager
learners and he has become a guru to
teachers in Appalachia if not every-
where. The complete Foxfire series
can be found at the P.C.C. library,

This is the book that started it all—
and as Wigginlon says in the introduc-
tion, “‘every piece of it was put together
and handled and squeezed and shaped
and touched by students.” Eljol Wig-
ginton inspired his students and they
produced.

Peppers—

What’s Hot and What’s Not

From the American Institute
For Cancer Research

Peppers—they come in a wide varie-
Ly of shapes, sizes, colors, {lavors, and
degrees of hotness. There are nearly
200 varieties of sweet and chili peppers
grown in North, Ceniral and South
America, and all are members of the
Capsicum annuum family (capsicum
is the oil that makes peppers hot).

Growers rate hotness of peppers on
a Scale of 1 to 120. Most of us are
familiar with the jalapeno pepper, a
popular, spicy part in many Mexican
dishes. However, the jalapeno pepper
is by no means the spiciest pepper on
the hotness scale, which may leave you
wondering who would be brave enough
to eal the very hollest peppers.

Nutritionists at the American In-
stitute for Cancer Research note thatl
peppers are a good source for vitamin
C. And the milder versions are a ver-
satile food that lend themselves to a
variety of dishes, Some tips on what's
hol and what's nof: |

Green Bell Pépper—This mild-
flavored pepper is crisp and refreshing
eaten raw, and takes on a more asser-
tive flavor when cooked.

Red Bell Pepper—This fully ripened
version of the green bell pepper has a
sweeler flavor and a popular brilliant
hue
_ Golden Bell Pepper—Very sweet and
mellow, this is another mature varia-
tion of the basic bell pepper.

Ancho (or Poblano)—This dark
green, mildly hot pepper is widely us-
ed in Mexican and Tex-Mex recipes.

Cayenne—Fresh or dried, mature
(red) or immature (green), these pep-
pers are all hot.

Jalapeno—Providing flavor as well
as hotness, these are often pickled and
used in nachos, salads or wherever a
bil of zip is needed,

Serrano—Best used fresh, this three-
alarm pepper can be used sparingly in
salsas or mixed into foods right on the
plate.

TREE TALK: Scientists speculate that
some frees may have the ability to
communicate with each other. Interna-
tional Wildlife magazine reports that
willow frees, and perhaps some others,
may warn trees of their own kind that
insects are on the attack. When insects
start nibbling on one tree, it gives off
a scent that may be picked up by other
trees néarby. The scent fells the other
trees to produce Insect repellant
chemicals quickly in their leaves.

STUFFED SWEET RED PEPPERS
2 medium-large sweet red peppers
2/3 cup loasted wheal germ
2 medium tomatoes, chopped
1 cup mushrooms, chopped
6 thsp. water
1/4 tsp. garlic powder
1/4 tsp. thyme
Pepper lo taste
Halve the peppers and remove the

center and seeds. Steam the pepper

halves briefly until just erisp-tender.

Place them in a lightly oiled ovenproof

dish.

For the stuffing, combine the wheat
germ, tomaloes, mushrooms, walter,
garlic powder and thyme in a bowl and
mix well. Add black pepper lo taste.

Spoon the mixture into the peppers.
Sprinkle the tops with a bit of bread
crumbs or more wheat germ. Bake, un-
covered, at 375 degrees for about 40
minutes, until tender and golden brown
on top. This yields 4 servings, with 104
calories and 2 grams of fat per serving.

Castille Named Outstanding
Disabled Vet of the Year

Philadelphia District’ Attorney
Ronald D. Castille has been selected as
1988’s Outstanding Disabled Veteran of
the Year by the million-member
Disabled American Veterans (DAV).

Castille carries the same zeal and
bompetence into his job as was ingrain-
ed in him as a young Marine Corps of-
fice in Vietnam. “Then, 1 had to
discipline Marines,” says the DAV life
member. ‘‘Now, I have to discipline
civilians."

Castille oversees a staff of 240 at-
torneys who prosecute about 50,000
criminal cases each year. With his 1985
election to a four-vear term, he became
the first Republican elected city-wide
in 16 years. It was a major upset in
Philadelphia politics, and just one of a
series of uphill battles for Castille since
losing his right leg to a 50-caliber Viet
Cong machine gun slug in 1967

As a Marine Corps platoon com-
mander, Castille was leading a team
assigned to remove casualties of
another platoon that was pinned down
by a Viet Cong battalion in a rice pad-
dy near Duc Pho in Quang Ngai Pro-
vince. A machine gun slug struck his
upper right thigh, knocking him down.
Patting a fistful of soft gray mud into
his wound to slow the bleeding, he con-
tinued to direct the recovery operation,

**Corporal Angel Mendez saw me and
began coming toward me," Castille
recalled. '*He said, 'Hold on, lieute-
nant. I'm coming.' I yelled, ‘Stay there,
Stay there ." He came over and pulled
me back. As he pulled me up an em-
bankment, he caught a round in his
chest...Angel disobeyed orders."

Castille’s eyes got watery as he con-
tinued, “Angel was an orphan [rom
New York City. There is no one to
mourn Angel Mendez...but me."”

It was March 16, 1967, Castille's 23rd
birthday. Helicopters came for the
wounded. He was the last man loaded
on the last chopper to leave. A machine
gun slug ripped through the floor, shat-
tered, and struck his already wounded
leg and lower body. The shock of the
second blast stopped his kidneys. He
almost bled to death before reaching
Clark Air Base Hospital in the Philip-
pines two days later,

Castille lay in a body cast for a week,
not realizing how greviously he was in-
jured. Bacteria from the mud in his
wound had infected his leg, causing
gangrene to set in. The doctors had to
remove the leg, despite his protests,

Despite the loss, self pity isn't in
Castille’s vocabulary. "One of the
reasons 1 never felt sorry for myself
was that I volunteered for combat," he
says. ‘I was lucky. I came back, A lot
of my friends didn't. An awful lot
didn’t.”

Castille spent 18 months at the
Philadelphia Navy Base Hospital
before joining friends at the Universi-
ty of Virginia Law School. Receiving a
law degree in 1971, he returned to
Philadelphia because he “fell in love
with the city.”

He joined the district attorney's
staff, and spent 11 years as a trial
lawyer, two years as chief of the
Career Criminal Unit, and nearly two
years as deputy district attorney
before seeking the top post in 1985, He
began his four-year term as
Philadelphia distriet attorney in
January 1986.

Actively involved in veterans’ af-
fairs, many regard Castille as the Viet-

nam veterans' spokesman in
Philadelphia. He’s often asked to speak
at Memorial Day and Veterans Day
ceremonies,

In 1984, he and three other Vietnam
vets began the Philadelphia Vietnam
Veterans Memorial Fund. Approx-
imately $750,000 in private donations
were raised to erect a monument at
Penns Landing to honor &30
Philadelphians who died in Vietnam.
Completed last year and dedicated on
Oct. 26, the monument covers nearly a
square block. The 630 names are etch-
ed on a long curved wall.

‘Vietnam War Story’
is a study of devastation

Whatever the reason,
TV viewers are seeing a
lot of Vietnam these
days. CBS’s "Tour of
Duty" is network TV's at-
tempt to simulate the
horrors of the war. “Chi-
na Beach,” from ABC,
has chosen a seamier an-
gle: a surgical-mask-to-
sex portrayal of Vietnam
nurses that has many fe-
male veterans seeing red.

Cable's entry in the
Vietnam ratings battle is
HBO's “Vietnam War Sto-
ry,”" which began its sec-
ond season earlier this
month, Unlike the net-
work shows, “Vietnam

War Story"' is not a seri-
al. The half-hour seg-
ments are self-contained,
and vary widely in sub-
ject matter and mood-

Bain and Donovan

"R&R,"" which pre-
mieres Wednesday, July
27, 18 set in Hawaii,
where a newlywed cou-
ple, Didi (Cynthia Bain)
and Russell (Tate Dono-
van), have reunited dur-
ing the latter's weeklong
lurlough. A study in the
psychological devasta-
tion of war and the awk-

ward emotional silences
that hang between two
people whose worlds
have grown apart, the
seript abounds with met-
aphors. At the beginning
of the vignette, Russell's
dog tags distract him as
the couple try to make
love. Later on, an en-
raged Russell describes
their intended use: to be
wedged between dead
soldiers’ teeth as identifi-
cation markers.

But, like all the "Viet-
nam War Story” plot
lines, “R&R" has a bitter-
sweet ending. Russell
cuts his R&R short and
returns to the lines,
afraid that the time with
his wife will make him
“soft," and thus less like-
ly to return home alive.
Poor, dazed Didi, who en-
visioned the week as a
kind of second honey-
moon at a Hawalian-style
Poconos retreat, is
mournful but ever
understanding

“R&R" leaves you with
a lot of hope: Didi will
forever wait for Russell,
and he will return home
without dog tags pryving
his jaws apart. But, given
what Russell has seen
and done, what is there to
look forward to?

And that, finally, is
why "“Vietnam War Sto
ry" is successful as a se
ries of one-shot vignettes
instead of an ongoing se-
rial. If you had to follow
a character like Russell
around week after week,
you'd probably get thor-
oughly depressed. But If
you're able to vary the
misery, then it's bearable
- sort of like Vietnam
itself,

Marge Shott, Cincinnali's much
criticized owner, has said that if her
Reds do not make a successful run, she
expects Rose to take himself out of the
picture at year’s end. But everyone and
his daughter knows how much of & quit-
ter Pete Rose is, and about whether he
is likely to remove himself {rom a posi-
tion with the Reds. Yep, Pete will have
1o be fired, and that is the sad bottom
line: The real bottom line, though, is
how many people sit in the stands when
Cincinnati plays baseball games.
