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*Floyd Rural Road
Program Announced

&

Gov. Wallace G. Wilkinson has an-
nounced the approved 1988-89 Rural
Secondary Program for Floyd County

“This program provides funds for
both maintenance and improvement
projecls on rural state roads,” said
Wilkinson. “This vear Flovd Countly
has been budgeted $415,675 for
maintenance of its 127.9 miles of state
roads,"’

Wilkinson said the state will also
resurface 1.9 miles of Kentucky 1210,
Stephens Branch Road; 3,168 feel of
Kentucky 122, Bucks Branch Road),
will perform ditching, shouldering and
drainage work on lwo sections totaling
four miles of Kentucky 3379, Branhams
Creek Road.

State Transportation Secretary Milo
D, Bryant said the Floyd County pro-
gram and projects are estimated to
cost $536,375. He added that the resur-
facing project is expected 'lo be ac-
complished by contract and advertis-
ed for bids as soon as possible, and the
drainage projects will be done by state
forces and worked into the schedule as
soon as time will permil

Bryant explained that Rural Secon-

dary funds are made possible through
collection of the state motor fuels tax,
and that distribution of funds is based
upon each county's land size, popula-
tion, and rural road mileage.

In addition, the state Transportation
Cabinet has awarded four other con-
tracts to resurface 9.9 miles of various
roads in Floyd County.

According lo Bryant, Mountain
Enterprises, Inc. of Lexinglon receiv:
ed the following:

—A $82,257 contract lo resurface
Kentucky 404, the Kentucky 7-David
Road from the Magoffin County line
extending easl to milepost 1.130.

—A $61,409 contract to resurface 1.5
miles of Kentucky 7, the Lackey-
Salyersville Road from Kentucky 80 to
Kentueky 550,

—A $239,395 contract to resurface 5.5
miles of Kentucky 122, the Virgie-
Martin Road from Kentucky B0 to 2,112
feet south of Martin Branch Road.

—A 586,810 contract to resurface 1.9
miles of Kentucky 550, the Garrett-
Kentucky 80 Road from Kentucky 7 ex-
tending north to Kentucky 850.

Wheelwright Water
Line Bids Sought

Contracts may be awarded in the
near future on a $695,000, 3-year-old
water utility grant received by the Ci-
ty of Wheelwright, according to Mayor
Don Daniels.

The funds will enable the city to
replace nearly 3 miles of major lines
within its municipal boundaries, as
well as some hydrants,

“We're basically doing the whole
watersystem; water meters will be put
in, also,” said Daniels

The project was advertised for bid in
the Wednesday, Aug, 3 Flayd County
fimes, and bids will be opened at
Wheelwright City Hall at 2 p.m. Tues-
day, Aug. 23,

Daniels said the council may call a
special meeting in late August (ils
regularly-scheduled meeting is Aug.
20) to formally accept the lowest bid.

Although the FmHA grant was
received by Wheelwright nearly three
years ago, plans were not implemented
to get the project off the ground until
recently. Refurbishing the city’s water
sysiem is continuing with these con-
tracts, enhaneing work done in
Wheelwright earlier.

Other improvements made previous-
ly to the city's water system include
replacement of an old wooden water
tank with a metal tank about five years
ago.

The FmHA grant for the recent con-
tract will require the city to pay back
$195.000 over a 20-vear period from
revenues from water and sewerage
receipts.

The system will serve 900 o 1,000 of
Wheelwright's residents.

Tax Could Result
In Suit Against City

The Restaurant Association of
Prestonsburg—a group of approx-
imately 17 restauranis—may file suit
against the City of Prestonsburg to halt
collection of a 2 percent tourism and
recreation lax.

According to John Carey, operator of
Druther’s Restaurant in Prestonsburg
and president of RAP, the organization
has retained attorney Ned Pillersdorf
in the event a suit is filed. Carey said
the restauranteurs feel the hospitality
tax is unconstitutional, and are also
taking issue with the use of the
revenue—approximately 75 percent of
which, he said, goes to refurbish and
upgrade Archer Park.

Carey said the council passed the tax
collection ordinance earlier this year
over the strenuous objections of
restaurant operators in the city, RAP
had submitted petitions centaining
thousands of signatures of patrons op-

ing the tax.

““It has caused a drop in our revenues
equivalent to one week per year,"” said
Carey. ""The council is utilizing the tax
to take off their budget the high cost of
running Archer Park."”

Carey said the association’s stance
1s that patrons have budgeted amounts
to spend for prepared meals, and
higher taxes result in fewer meals
served.

**Archer Park is a very nice city park
with county use, but the whole purpose
of the tax was to promote tourism,"
added Carey. "It would be different if

it was used in Floyd County for tourism
and we had a possibility of seeing a
return on our investment, but we don’t
forsee it being used that way.”

Carey pointed out that concessions
are sold at the park during most ma-
jor tournaments, creating direct com-
petition against restaurants in the
city. ““We're paying for people to com-
pete against us," he said.

Pillersdorf is expected to handle in-
itial proceedings if a suit is filed;
however, Carey said that if the eity
voluntarily strikes the ordinance from
g@ms:tulm , @ suit probably would nat

An additional solution, he added,
would be the city equu!izing the
revenue expenditures to a more
equitable level between the park and
tourism development.

The jobless rates in the Big Sandy
District (Pike, Floyd, Martin, Magof-
fin and Johnson) decreased overall
from 16.4 percenl in May lo a
preliminary 16.2 percent in June, All of
the district’s counties reported double-
digit rates, ranging from 13.2 percent
in Johnson County to 183 percent in
Magoffin County, The monthly sample
of claimants of unemployment in-

surance benefits showed 64.5 percent
had worked in mining, 11,8 percent in
trade, and 8.6 percent in construction,

Specific jobless rates for surrounding
counties from May lo June are
Johngon, 13.3 to 13:2; Magoffin, 20,5 to
19.3, highest in the state; Martin, recor-
ding the only upward jump, from 15.5
in May to 18.5 in June; and Pike, 17,9
to 17.5.

Pike County leads the district in
civilian labor force, with 26,532
workers, followed by Floyd County,
with 16,554,

Statewide, the unemployment rate

was unchanged from May to June,
Fifty-one counties reported higher
rates, three had the same rate, and 66
counties had lower rates,

“Kentucky produced more jobs in
agriculture, services, manufacturing,
trade and construction in june, temper-
ing the seasonal loss of hourly workers
in the state's school systems," said

We were all little boys and girls then,
huddled in the classroom of the second
floor of the school house at Prestons-
burg. 1 had been promoted from the
first and second grades by ‘‘Miss” Fan-
ny Collins, who allowed me to skip the
third grade, into the fourth grade
taught by **Aunt" Josie Harris. “Aunt”
Josie then sent me on to the fifth grade.

As 1 recall, our fifth grade room was
on the northeast side of the building,
and the steps had been worn slick by
the many little feet that scooted over
them daily. As we topped the stairway
to the second floor we turned right to
enter the room—a cubicle superintend-
ed by one of the finesl elementary
teachers Prestonsburg had the
privilege of knowing. Miss Minnie
Grace Harris was always wailing to
greet her young boys and girls—ready
to impart for us the daily lessons. Her
manner was very courteous; always a
smiling lady, but most certainly a
disciplinarian of first rank. We
gradually grew o love her,

As seasons changed, students going
on to other pathways in life, many of
us never forgot the admiration and
respectability we held for our early
tutors—those who gave us a bit of
themselves so that our lives would be
more useful by having gained from
them the subjects taught, as well as a
portion of their effulgent character.

PASSAGE OF TRADE BILL

IS A MOVE TOWARD FAIRNESS

The Senate's recent passage of the
trade bill is a great victory for millions
of Americans and thousands of Ken-
tuckians who have lost jobs or been
threatened with unemployment
because of unfair barriers to U.S. pro-
ducts on foreign markets.

The President indicated that he
would sign this long-awaited legisla-
tion, which comes on the heels of an
Administration decision to allow our
plant-closing notification bill to become
law without a presidential signature.
This measure was split from the trade
bill after the President vetoed the
original measure.

These bills should give our workers
some welcomed relief from the harsh
realities and undeserved consequences
of a trade deficit that still is running at
a disastrous rate of perhaps $140 billion
a year in spite of dramatic declines in
the value of the dollar.

Our nation has experienced a pain-
ful decline in the median income of
U.S. workers. That figure dropped
$2000 from 1973 to 1986. In Kentucky,
we have lost more than 35,000
manufacturing jobs to foreign
competition—competition that has too
often been unfair—since 1979. Partly as
a result of this, our state has some
90,000 discouraged, workers who have
given up the job search.

We don’t want protectionism, but
neither can we accept surrender on the
trade front. Our workers can match

any in the world in legitimate competi-
tion, But there is no legtimate reason
for our supercomputers to be kept out
of Japan or for an American K car to
cost $48,000 in Korea.

These practices have gone on long
enough—it is time to shift from so-
called free trade to fair trade.

The trade bill requires the Ad-
ministration to take clear, firm steps
toward curbing imports or increasing
exports when U.S. industries are hurt
by unfair trade practices or a flood of
foreign products. It spells out man-
datory benefits, including retraining
and job-placement services for displac-
ed workers. And it strengthens pro-
grams to lower agricultural export
prices when other countries impose un-
fair trade restrictions,

Our plant closing measure remain-
ed greatly intact in spite of some
misguided resistance from the White
House and elsewhere. In reality, this
legislation is a step toward simple
fairness to American families whose
lives are disrupted by international
forces beyond their control. The bill re-
quires companies with over 100
workers to provide 60 days advance
notice of plant closings and mass
layoffs. Its sponsors estimate that such
legislation would have covered about
800,000 workers who were laid off
without warning in each of the past two
years.

Both the trade bill and the plant clos-
ing bill touch all Kentuckians in some
way.

Local 822 of the American Federa-
tion of Musicians was officially
chartered recently al the Prestonsburg
Holiday Inn. This was the lirst time in
almost 40 years that the international
performer’s union has granted a new
charter

The American Federation of Musi-
cians of the United Stales and Canada
18 the world's largesl union of perfor
ming artists. Headquartered in New
York City, it is made up ol nearly 500
local unions with a membership of ap-
proximately 200000

Don Shumate, administrative assis-
tant to the international president, ad-
dressed the gathering and explained
how the union protected its members
in every field of professional musical
aclivity. [l pegoliates both interna-
tional and local contracts, enforcing
employer observance of wage scales
and working conditions, as well as
fringe benefits for traveling and
overtime

Shumate said that while local unions
negotiate minimum wage scales for
local engagements and deal with most
matters within their own geographical
areas, the federation bargains collec-
tively for all members involved in net-
work radio and TV, videotape, music
videos, and all other enterlainment
enterprises where ils members are
used. It also established and enforces
ethical standards for booking agents
representing its members, Additional-
ly, its services include insurance pro-
grams, a computerized job referral
service, and legislalive representation.

Kelly L. Castleberry, the interna-
tional’s secretary/treasurer, spoke of
the union’s history d@nd the potential of
Eastern Kentucky. He read the charter
and listed the counties Lhat Local 822
will cover: Floyd, Pike, Johnson,
Knott, Marlin, Perry, Wolfe, Letcher,
\1agrli[m Breathett, Leslie, Harlan,

and Morgan. The charter was then
presented to the temporary local of-
ficers who are President Tom Kuss;
Vice-President Mike Wright,
Secretary/Treasurer Ed Kuss; and
Sergeant-at-Arms Scoft Potter.

The AFM also supports music educa-
tion; it funds the world-renowned Con-
gress of Strings, an annual summer
learning experience for oulstanding
young classical string players. The
federation is an active participant in
the Music Educators National Con-
ference and the National Association of
Jazz Educators.

Local musicians are enthusiastic
about having a chapter here. “1U'll be
an opportunity for young musicians to
get direction in their careers,'" said
Wright, who has played professional-
ly for 22 years; he was formerly a
member of Local 103 in Columbus and
136 in Charlestown.

Kentucky Revenue Cabinet:
Crack-down Nets $600,000

A crack down on delinguent tax-
payers by the Revenue Cabinet produc-
ed over $600,000 in 4 14-week period this
year.

The Revenue Cabinet conducted 13
seizures from March 7-July 14 under its
Distraint and Levy (D & L) Program.
The D & L is a lasl resort measure
against delinquenl taxpayers. The pro-
gram allows the Revenue Cabinet to
seize financial assets of seriously delin-
quent taxpayers such as bank ac-
counts, accounts receivables, unpaid
salaries, and tangible property such as
vehicles and real estate.

“"We owe it Lo the taxpayers of Ken-
tucky to collect delinguent taxes from
those who will not pay,'* says Revenue
Cabinel Secretary C, Emmelt Calvert.
“The Revenue Cabinel will use all the
resources available to us lo collect
taxes due Lo the slate.”

Calvert emphasizes thal Lhe
Distraint and Levy Program is a last
resort.

“The taxpayer is given every oppor-
tunity to pay before the D & L Program
is applied."

Since taking over the Revenue
Cabinet, Calvert has placed increased
emphasis on collecting accounts
receivables. The cabinet will even ar-
range payment plans for delinquent
taxpayers,

“We're not interested in punish-
ment,"” says Calvert, '"We're only in-
terested in collecting the funds owed
the Commonwealth."

The two-fold purpose of the Revenue

Cabinet's increased emphasis on col-

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Bengals Enter Season Of Possibility With Question Marks

The 1988 football season could be the
year that the Cincinnati Bengals finally
play up to their full potential, But then
again, the 1988 season could be a repeat
of last year when the Bengals showed
just how bad one team can be.

This could best be described as a
year of possibility; they could possibly
win the AFC Central, or they could
possibly serve as the doormat. Last
year, that door led directly to the
cellar,

Year after year Cincinnati has been
among the pre-season favorites ex-
pected to make a challenge for a Super
Bowl appearance. In recent years
those expectations have fallen way
short, and this season the experts have
taken a different approach toward the
confusing situation.

Each year in the 1980s the Bengals
have been considered contenders, at
least in their own division, but not since
their 1981 trip to the Super Bowl have
they lived up to their billing,

This year that accomplishment
shouldn’t put much strain on the club.
It might, however, wreck the nerves of
faithful followers.

The Bengals have been selected by
most prognosticators as the team most
likely to bring up the rear in the Cen-
tral Division, lagging far behind
Cleveland, Pittsburgh, and Houston.
On the other hand, none of those same
prediction people are saying that Cin-
cinnati isn'l capable of pulling some
surprises, inecluding a division
championship.

Although they embarrassed them-
selves, the city, and fans all across the
area last season, with a couple breaks
and a changed coaching decision or
two, the Bengals could have been in the
hunt for a title then.

In years previous, Cincinnati had
been victimized by slow starts. Last
year they got several breaks in
defeating Indianapolis to open the
season. Then things fell apart. The
Bengals had San Francisco beaten, but
just when they were poised {o run their

record to 2-0, the 49ers took advantage
of a mistake, snatching a victory right
from the Bengals' grasp.

Leading 26-21, Cincinnati, instead of
punting, tried to run the clock out from
deep within their own territory. The
running play was stopped short, and on
the change of possession, the clock
stopped. With four seconds remaining
Joe Montana connected with Jerry
Rice for a game-winning touchdown,
leaving Cincinnati supporters numb
with confusion,

The Bengals went on to lose 23-20 at
Pittsburgh, 31-29 to Houston, and 20-14
against Miami. In each of these games
Cincinnati led in the final quarter.

Cincinnati also lost a game to the
New York Jets when, with the game
tied at 20 late in the fourth quarter, NY

blocked a field goal attempt and.

returned it for a touchdown, downing
the Bengals 27-20.

Take those five losses, which weren't
that because of Cincinnati talent, put
them where they should have been, and
the Bengals were all of a sudden a
playoff team.

One publication dedicated to pre-
season predictions and previews said
one reason why the Bengals would
finish last is their lack of knowledge
when it comes to winning.

Certainly this has proven true the
past couple of seasons, thanks mostly
to Sam Wyche and his desire to do
things differently. Wyche introduced
the no-huddle offense in Cincinnati, and
the team huddle on the sidelines. This
was fun for television but did exactly
nothing for Bengals.

Although the front office didn't do
anything to change the coaching staff,
some things are bound to change where
Cincinnati players are concerned.
Boomer Esiason will do much better
than last year’s number 11 rating
among AFC quarterbacks, James
Brooks will run for a better than 3.1 per
carry average, and a weak defense will
play better thanks {o some improving
youngsters.

A player traded last season has come
back with a barrage of allegations
levied at his former manager Tommy
Lasorda, has again taken a lesser
talented, injury-plagued Los Angeles
team to the top of the heap, and a good
guy finally finished first. It seems as
if baseball is in true form.

Dave Parker, traded last season
from Cincinnati to Oakland, was bad-
mouthing Pete Rose this past week.
Take a place in line, Dave

It seems as if Parker, upset because
he was traded a\\-‘d’ from Cincinnati,
is taking his frustrations of a bad
season out on Rose. “The only way I
can describe Pete Rose is that he is a
back stabber, If there is one thing I amn
bitter about, it's him,” Parker was
reported as saying.

The big fellow, who was the main cog
in Cincinnati’s offensive wheel for four
seasons, was traded last year to
Oakland for Jose Rijo and Tim Birtsas,
The trade has worked out well for the
Reds, especially where Rijo is concern-
ed, buf at the plate, where Parker does
his best work, Cincinnati has struggled.

Parker says the trade was a personal
thing for Rose, whe, according to
Parker, shied away from him during
the second half of last season. Rose
says he doesn’t have the final say in a
trade, and that he wasn't the only
member of the front office to mention
shipping Parker out.

It isn’t strange for a former player
to criticize his former manager, team,
or teammates. That's part of baseball.
But Parker's situation is quite a bit dif-
ferent. He didn't want out. When Cin-
cinnati announced the trade, Parker
verbally resisted, saying the Reds
would finish no better than fourth
without him in the lineup.

The big right fielder was absolutely
correct (or at least he has been thus
far). The Reds have blubbered under
the .500 waters for the whole season,
and will probably do no better than a
fourth place finish.

One reason has certainly been in the
area where Parker would have helped
the most, The Reds are one of the Ma-
jor League’s worst hitting teams, and
for each of his four years in Cincinnati,
Parker led the club in RBIs.

He's still bitter, especially at Rose,
about the deal. He lashed out at the
former manager, but it has happened
50 many times that baseball tends to
ignore this type of revenge method.

It is keeping with tradition, and sois
Tommy Lasorda. It is simply a part of
baseball. Lasorda has to have his team
over-achieve, or it isn't a complete
season,

The Dodgers, after struggling
through one of their worsl seasons
ever, are back on top in the NL West,
and it isn't because of enormous talent.
Their pitching is solid, but Fernando is
hurt. Their outfield was supposed to be
great, but Mike Davis hasn't done
anything. Alfredo Griffen was suppos-
ed to be the filler thal the infield so

desperately needed. He’s been out of
action for the longest time, so LA had
to go with holdover Dave Anderson.
Pete Guerrero, their leader in just
about every offensive category lasl
season, has been on the shelf for the
biggest part of the year.

Sowhat’s the seeret? Good pitching?
That's certainly part of it. Kurt Gibson,
brought over from Detroit, is another.
But the one person who never leaves
winning season after winning season is
Tommy Lasorda.

Because of his St. Bernard face, and
heating stove middle, Lasorda never
gets the credit for what he does best ...
get the most out of the Los Angeles
Dodgers. \

He is certainly the Frank Layden of
professional baseball. He gets less
respect than Rodney Dangerfield and
come fo think of it, he favors him.

Lasorda may not be named manager
of the year, but he has been so far.
When fans talk of him they often men-
tion his love for Italian food more than
his success in baseball, but when the
final curtain falls, Lasorda is usually
there to take a bow.

We must mention a good guy finish-
ing first, for that is truly what makes
baseball unique. Like Willie Sturgill,
Willie Mays, or Dale Murphy, the
game certainly has room for gentle-
men and it never hesitates to promote
them.

Recently, one of baseball’'s good guys
finished first, but he wasn’t one who hit
homeruns, or threw no hitters.

Vin Scully, recognized as the class of
the baseball broadcasting business,
was voted the top baseball play-by-play
announcer by a group of his colleagues.

In a poll conducted by TV Guide,
Scully was (he highest-rated an-
nouncer, finishing just ahead of Tim
MecCarver in the overall voting, and
edging out NBC's Bob Costos in the
play-by-play category. Winning the
voting wasn't what made Vin Scully
good. Being highly regarded by his
peers and his listening audience isn't
what makes him good.

All broadcasters involved in the poll
were asked torate their colleagues on
a scale of 1-5 in several differentl
categories. Scully apparently didn't
take the survey too seriously, or he
didn’t want to upset anyone, He gave
every broadcaster in the poll a five in
every category. He was the only one
participating to do so.

A good guy? It sounds like it. Now the

summer is complete. A player has
criticized his former manager, Lasor-
da has LA surprisingly in the driver’s
seat of the West, and a good guy finish-
ed first,

All we have to do now is finish the
season with at least four pennant races,
go seven games in all the October
series, and we'll start it all over again
in GQ next spring.

You just can't help but wonder who
will lash out at his teammates this
time.

Esiason, two years ago, blossomed
into one of the best quarterbacks in the
AFC, but after making the Pro Bowlin
1987, he fell from stardom.

Last season Esiason threw three
more interceptions (19) than he did
touchdowns (16) and completed just
over 50 percent of his passes. He is cer-
tainly capable of more, and with the
aging of second year receiver Tim
McGee, and fourth year flyer Eddie
Brown, the numbers will no doubt
improve,

Cincinnati, with its monster offensive
line giving Esiason time, will improve
its passing game, which can be one of
the most effective in professional foot-

11. The big problem with the Bengal

fensive attack might be their running
game, which suffered last season when
Brooks went down early with an injury,

Larry Kinnebrew has developed in-
to a solid fullback, but to make him ef-
fective Kinnebrew ran for 570 yards
and eight touchdowns last year, Brooks
has to be effective on the outside.

In 1986 the Cincinnati tailback led the
AFC in total yardage from the line of
serimmage, and if the Bengals are to
get back to the top in the Central,
Brooks has to return to form.

Stanley Wilson, a speedy, powerful
fullback, returns from drug suspen-
sion, and he could provide an extra
punch from the backfield. Cincinnati
also took talented Ickey Woods from
UNLYV. He could possibly step into the
immediate picture.

Cincinnati was second in total offeri-
sive yards last season despite
Esiason's sub-par effort and Brooks’
290-yard rushing performance. But
they were near the bottom in points
scored, showing the woes the Bengals
had trying to get the football on over
the goal line.

But defense is supposed to be Cincin-
nati's biggest weakness this year, as il
has been since the early 70s. They gave
up more points than only Kansas City
in the AFC, but the talent is there.

Nose tackle Tim Krumrie is con-

sidered to be one of the best at the posi-
tion, while former all-American
lineman Jason Buck, after a poor
rookie campaign is on hand to lend
some help. The line backers were weak
last season even though they have big
name players manning each position,

Joe Kelly was regarded as the top
linebacker in the 1986 draft, and may
be ready to explede in full force for this
third season. Reggie Williams has, for
the past 10 years, played up to all-pro
standards, but is beginning his 13th
season,

Emanuel King, a fourth year backer
from Alabama, and Karl Zander, a
youngster from Tennessee, have both
shown flashes of brilliance, but ean’t
seem to find any consistency.

The draft produced Kevin Walker,
linebacker from Maryland, in the third
round, and many people say he could
very well start in the middle of Cinein-
nati’s defense.

The draft, which is regarded as the
best of any AFC Central team, also
gave the Bengals defensive back
Rickey Dixon of Oklahomma. Dixon,
the top cornerback in the draft, is ex-
pected to make an immediate impact
in Cincinnati's defensive backfield,
probably the weakest part of the squad.

Cincinnati was one of the NFL’s
worst against the pass, and this year
they are expected to go with a rookie,
Dixon, and second year player Eric
Thomas at the corners.

During the past three drafts Cincin-
nati has attempted to load up on defen-
sive talent. It hasn’t worked yet, but
they do have some big-name young-
sters who are capable of filling key
holes.

Punter Scott Fulhage, picked up dur-
ing the strike; was solid throughout the
year, and Jim Breech, despite having
a few kicks blocked, is still a reliable
field goal and extra point man.

Not many are expecting much from
the Bengals in 1988. But this is a team
which makes a habit of proving predic-
tion people wrong. They will be ex-
plosive on offense, but they will prob-
ably give up big plays on defense as
well. Cincinnati has several questions
that need answering, and depending on

which team shows up, the Bengals
could finish anywhere from top to bot-
tom or anywhere in between,

It is the year of possibility.

Allen Central and Wheelwright High
School football fans will get an early
preview of their teams when the Rebels
and Trojans take part in the Eastern
Kentucky Mountain Conference'’s an-
nual gridorama Saturday at Jenkins.

Allen Central, which returns only
four starters on offense and two on
defense, takes on host Jenkins.

As a painful 1987 Cincinnati season
came toa close, Reds’ broadcaster Joe
Nuxall attempted to sooth disappointed
souls with the words, "'it's not *wait till
next year this time." It's we'll get 'um
next year." "'

After three seasons of finishing se-
cond, Cincinnati was poised to cele-
brate a Western Division champion-
ship. In 1986 Houston, by beating up on
the Reds in head-lo-head play,
prevented the celebration then

Last year Cincinnati rolled into San
Francisco in front of the pack in the
Wesl. They left the city by the bay trail-
ing the Giants after losing all four
games of an important series in
Candlestick Park

Again, Reds' fans felt the disappoin!-
ment of coming closé — bul coming up
just short. 1988 brought renewed hope
to the Queen City, especially after most
baseball experts selected them as their
favorite to capture a West title. But, as
some like Lo say, they play the games
on the field where champions are
determined. So [ar this season Cincin-
nati has shown few signs of determin-
ing themselves as champions.

The Reds, for most of the season,
have lounged around below the 500
mark, struggling just to stay alive in
the division race

Tonight, though, Cincinnati has an
opportunity to do damage to West
leading Los Angeles, and thanks to
their winning four of their last six
against division competition, the Reds
can pul themselves right back in the
heat of the race,

Cincinnati, 55-55 heading into last
night’s game, sends Jose Rijo to the
mound against LA's Orel Hershiser
tonight in an oppertunily to trim a full
game off the Dodgers' lead. Rijo, 11-7,
has given up only eight runs in his last
four starts, but has lost all four games,
Hershiser, considered to be the
Dodgers’ best starting pitcher, brings
a 15-6 record into the contest

Cincinnati and LA will wrap up their
three-game series Thursday at River-
front when Tom Browning, winner of
nine of his last 10 decisions, battles
Dodger hurler Tim Belcher, 74

AFC East: Is it really possible for
someone rather than Miami, the Jets,
or New England to be this division’s
pre-season favorite? Most experts say
ves. So do Eric Dickerson and Jim
Kelly.

Since the beginning of Don Shula's
reign, the Dolphins have ranked
supreme, or at least have been ex-
pected to, in the AFC East.

In the 1980s New York and New
England rose to prominence and, along
with Miami, made life miserable for
the other two teams in the division. In-
dianapolis and Buffalo are no longer
whipping boys for the division's ‘big
three', In fact, many football anaylists
figure the Colts and Bills to battle each
other for (be prepared for this) the top
spol in the East.

A tailback by the name of Dickerson,
and a quarterback by the name of Kel-
ly, would certainly agree with them.

Dickerson, acquired in a trade with
Los Angeles, arrived in Indianapolis
Just in lime fo take the Colts to the
playofis for the first time since the
franchise moved there f{rom
Baltimore.

The 6’3" 217 pound Dickerson, enter-
ing his sixth season, rambled for over
1,00 yards as a Colt, He also scored five
touchdowns in helping Indianapolis
capture the East title, Dickerson, now
that Walter Payton has retired, is
regarded as the NFL's best runner,

The Colts also have hard running
Albert Bentley in their backfield.
Bentley, a former 1,000 vard rusher,
gained 631 yards on the ground last
season. He also caughl 34 passes for
over 400 yards.

Running the football will not be a
problem for the Colts, but throwing it
might be. Third year QB Jack Trudeau
hasn'l proved himself yet, and Gary
Hogeboon is injury-plagued.

Defensively, Indianapolis was strong
against the run, and with the addition
of veteran linemen Joe Klecko and
Ezra Johnson, the defense up front
should only get better,

If the Colts ean find a consistent
passing attack they could become
unstopable. If they don't Buffalo could
throw them out of contention,

The only thing keeping Jim Kelly
from becoming the AFC East's
number one quarterback in Mlami's
Dan Marino. But even in a division
owning the rights to Marino, Kelly can
still be more than competitive.

After coming over from the USFL.,
Kelly has shown flashes of stardum,
and e is'expected to arrive complete-
ly in 1988, Last season, Kelly completed
almost 60 percent of his passes while
throwing 19 touchdowns and only 11
inlerceptions.

Defensively, the Bills are the best in
the East, if not in the AFC. Led by all-
pro lineman Bruce Smith (12 sacks),
Buffalo finished sixth in the AFC in
paints allowed. With linebackers Shane
Conlan and Cornelius Bennett, both
pro-bowl material, getting better with
experience the Bills' defense can only
get tougher,

Miami owns the most effective
quarterback of all-time in sixth year
pro Dan Marino. They also own one of
the worst defenses in the AFC. The
Dolphins scored 362 points a year ago,
third best in the conference, but they
gave up 355.

NFC East: The Washington Red-
skins won the Super Bowl so that
automatically takes them out of con-
tention. At least that's the route the last
two champions, Chicago and New
Yark, took,

The Redskins have been undecided
and upset aboul their quarterbacking
situation. Doug Williams took over for
Jay Schroeder in the middle of last
season and proceeded to lake Washing-
ton to a championship. Now, though,
Schroeder wanls his starting job back
or be traded. Some want him, others
want Williams. 1t's just the type thing
that tears good programs down.

The Giants fell apart after winning
a Super Bowl, but with their incredible
defense and a healthy Phil Simms,
New York should return to true form
in 1988,

Lawrence Taylor, Carl Banks, Gary
Reasons and Harry Carson form what
is &till the NFL's best linebacking
corps, and Jim Burt and Leonard Mar-
shall are unequaled along the defensive
line,

The wide receivers aren't spec-
tacular, and the runningbacks aren’t
unstopable, but Mark Bavaro and Joe
Morris make up for that which is lack-
ing. Bavaro is the number one tight end
in the NFC. He caught 55 passes last
season and scored eight times. A
healthy Lionel Manuel, the Giants' best
wide out, would make Bavaro even
maore effective.

The offensive line surrendered 66
sacks a year ago, and New York set out
to correct that by taking two tackles in
the first two rounds of the draft. If they
can help, the Giants will score; if the
Giants score any at all, they will win...
certainly more than they will lose.

Their main competition should come
from Washington, who looked unstop-
able during last year's run to the Super
Bowl. But Philadelphia may find
enocugh help for Randall Cunningham
to move ahead of the Redskins.

The Giants have what is considered
the weakest schedule of any division
teams because of their poor showing
last season. Washington, San Fran-
cisco, and New Orleans are the only
teams on the Giants' schedule that had
winning records last year.

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Hall To Address Midway College

Floyd County’s Eula Hall, noted ad-
vocate for improved health care in
rural eastern Kentucky, will be the
keynote speaker for the Midway Col-
lege annual Convocation to be held
Wednesday, Aug. 24at 11 a. m. in Alum-
nae Chapel located in Starks Hall on
the college campus.

Convocation, a ceremonial assembly
of the members of a college communi-
ty, traditionally kicks off the academic
year at Midway College.

_ Hall will address her life experiences
in the areas of advocacy for improved
health care. For Hall, whose formal

education ended with the eight grade,
outrage over good intentions gone bad
prompted a life-long quest to improve
the health care available to the
residents of her native Floyd County.
When it became evident that medical
relief funds from the Johnson ad-
ministration’s War on Poverty were
being misused by the physicians and
pharmacists entrusted with the funds,
Hall lobbied the U.S. House of
Representatives and won the right to
administer the funds and operate a
health clinic near the tiny settlement
of Grethel, along Mud Creek,
Despile setbacks, including a 1982

fire that leveled the original structure,
the clinic continues to grow in size and
scope with four attending physicians,
a fully-equipped emergency room, x-
ray services, a laboratory, pharmacy,
health education and social service
programs and facilities for minor
surgery. The Mud Creek Clinic serves
the special needs of the population in
a sliding scale of charges and will
transport patients to and from
treatment.

Midway College offers an endowed
scholarship named for Hall in recogni-
tion for her extraordinary achieve-

ments in improving the quality of life
for thousands of rural Kentuckians.
The Steele-Reese Foundation will fund
the scholarships through a $150,000
grant. The scholarship will enable
young women from Floyd and adjacent
counties to train in the Midway College
nursing program, with the hope they
will return to eastern Kentucky to enter
public health service,

Program May Help Local Firms

University of Kentucky engineering
students and businesses and manufac-
turers from Floyd County may be in-
terested in a UK College of Engineer-
ing course which solves industrial pro-
blems inside the classroom.

“Industrial Applications,"”” which
was first offered in the 1988 Spring
semester, is' a class which gives
students the chance to work on
engineering projects provided by state
industry. Businesses present students
with a manufacturing or design pro-
blem and ask them to come up with an
economic and efficient solution within
a semester

“Such a class gives students some
real world experience by introducing
them to an industrial problem and ask-
ing them fo tackle the problem in a cer-
tain amount of time,"” says A. L. Witt-
wer, extension engineer for the Center
for Robotics and Manufacturing
Systems.

The class also gives companies a
solution to problems which they have

set aside due to time or financial con-
straints, Wittwer says. ‘“Small com-
panies may not have the resources to
work on a project, while a large com-
pany may have too many projects to
handle all at once,"” he says.

One eompany which recently work-
ed with the *‘Industrial Applications"’
class is Dial-A-Firm International, Inc.
in Georgetown. Dial-A-Firm, which
markets air mattresses, has designed
an inflatable mattress for use in sofa
beds. While the current air mattress
design could be remotely inflated and
deflated, the deflation process—about
3 minutes—was rather slow, The com-
pany asked the class to come up with
a more efficient design, at or below
present costs, with improved exhaust
time and existing features intact.

Gary Young, president of Dial-A-
Firm, says that the students did an ex-
cellent job on the project. '“We were
very satisfied with the results,” he
says. The company now plans to give
the students’ designs and prototype

samples to a production engineer and
put them into the manufacturing mode.

Young says that the class provides
substantial benefits for a small com-
pany like his. “*Usually a company our
size does not have the wherewithal to
get that kind of expertise,'" he says.

In the class, students are divided in-
to teams of 2 or 3 and asked to select
a team leader, Each team is expected
to function as a self-contained group,
independent of other teams, and is
responsible for outlining an approach
to the design problem. The team is also
responsible for estimating the level of
effort in preparing its design, carrying
out the defined tasks, and reporting its
recommended selution in written and
verbal form at the end of the semester.
The sponsoring company is invited to
the presentation and receives copies of
the final reports. Progress reports are
prepared by each student team at
three-week intervals during the
semester.

Phillip R. Price, son of Lilha Mae
Price of Prestonsburg, relired on Aug.
1 after almos! 26 years service with the
federal government

Following graduation from Floyd
County High School in 1956, Price
entered the United States Air Force
He served four years at various duty
stations and was honorably discharg-
ed in 1960, returning to Kentucky at
that time. Shortly after his return, he
gained employment with the Depart-
ment of Public Safely as a Kentucky
State Trooper, He served in thal
capacity at the State Police posts al
Morehead and Pikeville

OnJan. 9, 1967, he resigned his com
mission and entered on duly as a
criminal investigator with the US
Treasury Department at Louisville.

The Alcohol land Tobacco Tax Divi-
sion that employed Price was a part of
the Ipternal Revenue Service and
Treasury at that time, and the primary
mission was enforcement of the federal
liquor laws. Moonshining declined, and
several assassinations Iincluding
Robert Kennedy and Dr. Marlin
Luther King prompted passage of the
Gun Control Act of 1968. The division's
mission gradually changed Lo priman-
Iy enforcement of the federal firearms
laws. The division gained full bureau

status in 1972, becoming the Bureau of
Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms
(ATF), under Treasury

Price served in positions of increas-
ing responsibility over the next 21'y
years. He served as special investi
gator in charge of the bureau's Fi
Wayne, Ind. office; group supervisor
at Cincinnati, Ohio; chief, National
Firearms Act Branch, Washinglon,
D.C.; assistanl special agent in charge,
Detroit, Mich.; special agent in charge,
special programs branch, Bureau
Headquarters, Washington, D.C

A party honoring Price upon his
retirement was held on July 26 aboard
the Potomac cruise ship “'Spiril of
Washington." The party was altended
by over 100 of Price’s friends and fami-
ly members. At the retirement cere-
mony, he was presented with the
Albert Gallatin Award—The Treasury
Department’s highest service award,
as well as the ATF Service Recognition
Award, which ‘was his own agent’s
badge, encased in lucite with the words
“retired”’ attached to the badge, and
his pocket credentials, also stamped
“Retired.”

Price and his wife, Deirdre, plan a
September trip to England, Wales,
Scotland and France to celebrate the
retirement. They plan to continue to
live in the Washington, D.C, area

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"Unreported Changes May Lead
To Social Security Overpayment

People in the Big Sandy area should
promptly report any changes that may
affect their monthly benefits, Jim Kel-
ly, Social Security director for the Big
Sandy Area, said recently,

People who do not report may
become overpaid and have to return

'. some of Lhis money later. Also, they

may have to pay a penalty.

The most common cause of over-
payments — in six out of 10 cases — 18
too much eéarnings from work, said
Kelly

Some payments must be withheld
{rom a person under 70 whose 1988 ear-
nings exceed a certainamount: $8,400
if the person is 65 through 69; or $6.120

if the person is under 65. If a person
goes over the limit, $1 in benefits is
withheld for each $2 of annual earnings
above the limit. Also, there is a month-
ly test that applies in in the first year
of retirement,

There are different rules for people
gelling disability checks, according to
Kelly.

A person should let Social Security
know il he or she starts or stops work-
ing or if 1988 earnings will be higher
than reported earlier. A person should
do this any time during the year there
is a change. The easiest way (o reporl
is by phone.

Also, Social Security should be

notified of certain other changes that
often lead to overpayments such as
death or marriage; medical improve-
ment of a disabled person; a student 18
or over stops attending ‘schogl full
time; and a parent or other payee no
longer has custody of a child or other
beneficiary.

JFirst Student Graduates
From Hospital GED Class

A sign hanging in Our Lady of the
Way Hospital reawakened a dormant
desire in Camille Brown—the desire to
finish her high school education.

“1 kept putting it off ever since I left
school 15 years ago,’’ said Brown who
left Allen Central High School in 1973
at age 16 Lo marry, "I can't remember
whether it was when my mom was in
the hospital or when she needed a lab
test; but when [ read that sign on the

b hospital wall, I decided I'd go no mal-

]

ter what."”

The sign advertised Wednesday
adult literacy and GED classes which
began April 27 at the hospital's Seton
Complex in Martin. Brown was among
the nine students who attended the first
class. She is the first to earn her
general education diploma (GED),

Brown's success did not surprise her
teachers. She worked hard and never
missed a class,

*1 knew she'd pass the GED {est,"
said teacher aide Carol Hall. “She's a
determined, hard worker. She’s got a
nice personality and she's so
motivated."

“*Camille has the kind of motivation
which guarantees success," explained
Marcie Menster, teacher of the David
School Adult Education Program being
offered at the hospital and coprdinator
of the Floyd County Adult Literacy
Council. '“We'd give her a book to work
in and she'd come to the next class with
the entire book worked.”

“1 always wanted to finish school,"’
said Brown, who lives in Maytown
*But two years after [ married our first
child was born. We have four kids and
that’s one reason I didn’t finish school
sooner. Babysitters aren't that easy to
come by."

“My husband knew [ wanted this,"
continued Brown, "‘so he urged me to
go to every class. He said this was the
best time because the kids were grown
up.

"My oldest is 12,"" said Brown, "‘and
I thought I'd leave my 4-year-old with
my 12-yvear-old."

But 4-year-old Jaclyn wasn't eager
to be left home without mommy. She
accompanied her mother to most of the
classes,

“*‘She was pretty good,"” remarked
Brown. ‘‘She sat very still and
sometimes she fell asleep, she was so
still! Jaclyn hated to see the classes
end because she liked going."

Brown enjoyed the classes too.

“It was fun. I learned a lot in what
little bit I went. They helped me with
what I didn't know.”

On July 11, Brown left her children
with her mother and took the GED test
at Prestonsburg Community College.
The GED test consists of five tests in
reading skills, writing skills, social
studies, science and mathematics
which students may take all day to
complete. To pass, a student must
score better than 30 percent of
graduating high school students in the
United States,

“1 was home at 2:30 (p.m.)," said
Brown. “I figured I either knew it or
I didn’t know it... I'm glad 1 took the
test. I was afraid I'd flunk, but then I
saw that not everybody passes it and
I wouldn't have had to be embarassed
anyway."

Brown received the happy news of
her passing grades July 20,

“It makes you feel betler about
yourself,” Brown Said of her ac-
complishment. ‘1 put in applications
before bul have never heard anything.
You can’t get a job anymore without a
high school diploma.

“I'd like to find a job now if I could
find a babysitter,” said Brown. "‘But I
wouldn't care to go to Garth (Voca-
tional School) or college either."

Brown is finished with the hospital’s
classes but GED/literacy classes at
Seton Complex in Martin continue.

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Books Address Frontier Kentucky

The history of frontier Kentucky is
an often-told but interesting story. The
following books (rom the PCC library
tells the story in many different ways

Frontier Kentucky, by Otis K. Rice
The early history of the Bluegrass
State is a colorful and significant
chapter in the expansion of the
American frontier. Kentucky dates its
settled history from the founding of
Harrodsburg (1774) and of Boones-
barough (1775), but the drama of fron-
tier Kentucky had its beginnings a full
century before the arrival of James
Harrod and Daniel Boone

In this edition of the Kentucky
Bicentennial Bookshelfl series, Rice
traces Kentucky's history to the end of
the Revalutionary War in 1783, Two of
his main themes are “'the conquest of
a wilderness bountiful inits riches but
exdeting in ils demands,”" and the
“planting of political, social and
cultural institutions.’' Black and white
photos show scenes from the state's
early years and historical figures such
as John Floyd, Daniel Boone and Isaac
Shelby

The Appalachian Frontier, by John
Caruso. The colonization of North
America after the first age of discovery
and exploration was westward, Bul
first, the frontiersmen had to conguor
the highland barrier of the Ap-
palachian Mountains. This book details
that conquest. Although lhe author
presents the westward sweep of the

pioneers across the mountains into
Ohio, Tennessee and Mississippi, he
cenlers much of his story around Ken
tucky, With chapters entitled “'The
Long Hunters in Kentucky,” ""Tran-
sylvania,'”” “‘Settlements on the

Cumberland" and *Kentucky’s Strug
gle for Statehood, "' onecan see the im
portance the state held in the first sel-
tlement of the westward frontier
Historic leaders such as Daniel
Boone and George Rogers Clark come
alive In this depiction of the rapidly
shifting events chronicling the con
guest of the Appalachians.
Kentucky's Last Frontier, by Henry
Scall. Encompressing the theme of the
frontier, this book brings the story of
Kentucky's frontier to the doorstep of
Floyd County. This, in the author's our
words, ‘‘is a history of that vast region
of mountain empire that constituted
Floyd County when it was created in

Pioneer Life in Kentucky (1785-1800),
by Daniel Drake, Written by one of the
most eminent early 19th Céntury physi-
cian of the central west, this book is an
intimate and detailed portrayal of farm
and family life in a colorful and signifi-
cant period of the state of Kentucky
and of the nation. Writlen as a series
of reminiscential letters to his children,
it stands as an unigue and faithful ac-
count of the simple but varied pursuits
of the pioneer in the last decade of the
eighteenth century. Pioneer Life in

primitivistic theories of why settlers
went west,

Moore, having lived and worked in
Kentucky almost all his life, has writ-
ten a interesting and well-researched
book.

The First American Fronlier, by
George Ranch. Boonesborough held
the distinction as being the first eiviliz-
ed settled land in Kentucky.
Elsewhere, men roamed as hunters,
explorers and Ltraders, but in
Boonesborough they brought their
wives and children and found a town to
support their family cirele.

Here, the Boones, the Hendersons,
Calloways, Harts, Floyds, Ballards and
Rawlings “'stood like an impregnable
wall and rolled back the fierce tide of
savage warfare until civilization and
Christinanity were established in the
primeval forest,”

founding, pioneer struggles, Indian ex-
periences, Transylvania days and

53. and the father of three

children, is a former English and Ger-
muan leacher and VISTA volunteer; he
is currently the Eastern Kentucky
Regional Coordinalor for the Kentucky
Council on Child Abuse. He won for his
poem “'Counting: 1,2"" which describes
a child abuse situation. "‘Essentially,
it says we must take care when some-
one is asking for help," Slone said

The former teacher calls poetry “‘the
hardest of all forms,"" because it's the
closesl thing to the heart, more so than
fiction writing or playwrighting." The
difficulty also comes in, he said,
because, “it's got to be compact: it
must be compressed to a degree that
there’s no mistaking it in terms of the
reader.”

Slone reads Emily Dickinson, Robert
Frost, and e, e. cummings, Lo mention
a few, and writes in both rhyme and
free verse. "'A person shouldn’t force
rhyme,"" Slone said. *"The character of
the poem will dictate whether it's go-
ing to be rhymed or free. 1 let each
poem decide because each one has a
life of its own."

After he has conceptualized the
poem in his mind, Slone writes it down,
putting it into conerete terminology : he
tries to write concrete enough for the
reader Lo visualize it. “"The more con-
crete we can be, the more our reader
will be able to understand it,"”" he said.

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Summer Electrical Storms
May Damage Home Appliances

Summertime electrical storms, with
their massive show of lightning and
deafening thunder claps, send many
homeowners scurrying to unplug
valuable home electronics to save ex-
pensive repair or replacement costs

More and more of the highly sophis-
ticated electronic devices, like video
recorders, televisions, home com-
puters; remote garage door openers,
microwave ovens, satellite receivers,
cordless telephones, just to name a
few, are subject to damage from elec-
trical spikes or surges.

Electrical spikes oceur for a varie-
ty of reasons, lightning being the most
common. These brief but damaging
impulses of electrical energy can
damage circuit elements, erase stored

memory and reduce prodict service
life, One strike of lightning has a force
of 100 million volts, and can dissipate
up to 300 KWH (kilowatthours) of elec-
tricity in 1/10 of a second. That’s equal
to 10,000 megawatts of electrical power

According to W. W. Zoellers, division
manager of Kentucky Power Com-
pany, "That's enough eleetricity (o
power the city of Prestonsburg for
nearly 77 seconds."

Avoid being out in the sun between
11a.m. and 2 p.m, when the sun'’s rays
are strongest

Wear a broad-brimmed hat or scarf
to protect your face and neck. Wear
lightweight, light-colored clothing that
covers your arms and legs

Homeowners can help protect their
home and home electronies from most
electrical surges and spikes, There are
two types of products available. For
home electronics, a point-of-use surge
suppressor usually is the best choice.
These devices plug info wall outlets and
in turn the electronics plug into the
Surge suppressor

The second lype of protective device
is a lightning arrester that is installed
by a qualified electrician at the home
breaker panel or fuse box. The lightn-
ing arrester has the ability to divert
large amounts of lightning energy to
the ground before it gets into house wir-
ing. A lightning arrester will protect
most electrical motors and wiring. bat
does little for home electronics,

Both devices require adeguate wir-
ing and grounding. Many homes may
have faulty wiring, poor grounds,
multiple grounds or crossed wiring.
Suppressors will still help, but first the
homeowner may want to make sure the
home is properly wired. A qualified
electrician can inspect homes and
recommend the besi protective
devices,

Zoellers concluded by saying, "By
correcting wiring problems and install-
ing surge protectors and lightning ar-
resters, you might not only be helping
lo protect vour expensive electronic
devices, but your homes, as well.”
