Wheelwright Students
Seek City Improvements

A meeting lor Wheelwright com-
munity and business leaders sponsored
by the Kentucky Appalachian Founda-
tion Monday nmight drew about 25 peo
ple to discuss ways lo improve the
community, including the possibility of
reopening the library,

The meeling, organized by three
Wheelwright High School students who
are members of the Kenlucky Ap-
palachian Foundation Volunteer
Leadership Corps, was held to discuss
problems with other communily
leaders. The Wheelwright corps
members are Malissa Hall, Amy
Payne and Brian Boyd.

The Wheelwright KAF members
want the veterans’ memorial
reconstructed, an operating library. a
cleanup of the area sireels and
streams, the abandoned buildings in
Wheelwright to be rénovated or remoy-
ed, and called for community and stu-
dent pride.

"“We lack so much in community in-
volvement and attitude, we want to

give people the {eeling of 'l can,' "
KAF member Amy Payne sald,

The group’s major goal is to reopen
the Wheelwright Public Library,
creating a more educational environ:
ment, Payne said. They feel the library
will prevent some school dropouts, and
will enhance students’ education.

The group hopes to get a librarian
from the county or to get local senior
citizens Lo operate the library, bul the
bigges! step is to get the communily
and businesses involved, she said.

But "z library is not a building—a
library is a process,” commented
Roger Recktenwald. director of the Big
Sandy Area Development District. He
discussed different aspects of runnming
the library and said thal the big cost
of a library is what is done once the
doors opened. The library building is
now privately-owned,

The meeting began with Jan Stum-

'"Excessive Force' Suit
Filed Against Educator

A suil alleging excessive lorce was
used during administration of cor
poral punishment has been filed
against a teacher al John M. Stumbo
Elementarv School

According to Floyd County School
Superintendent Ron Hager, the
teacher was served with a summons
to appesar in Flovd [hstrict Court on
Tuesday.

The suit, filed Sepl. § against Susan
Clark, alleges thal excessive force
was used when a whipping was given
to the son of Bennell and Delanda
Blankenship, a first grade student

Hager said school officials have in
vestigated the complaint. and found
that Clark correctly followed the
hotrd policy and code of eonduct

Evidently. there had been quite a
few problems with the student thal
dav." said Hager. noting that the
child had reportedly altempted lo
strike other studenls on Iwo occa-
sions, and had been reprimanded five

times

Hager said another leacher
witnessed the spanking: the instruc
lor later said the spanking. in her opi
pion, was administered properly

“Any parent has the right (o file
these suits. and in any vear you'll get
a number of them.” said Hager He
added that Clark. against whom the
complaint was filed. was evaluated
earlier this vear by the school's prin
cipal, Gary Newman, and ‘‘found 1o
be a very good teacher.” Clark has
beéen employed by the distriel since
Aug. 11, 1986,

“Clark. as far as we're concérned.
is an excellent teacher.” said Hager
“Any staff member runs the risk. in
Kentueky, of having a suit filed
agains! them, We don't deny use of
corporal punishment, but we do have
set procedures in the code of conduct
for all teachers to follow.”

The parents of the child could not be
reached for comment

Poston Found Guilty
Of First Degree Assault

A Floyd Circuit Court jury
deliberated aboul an hour Monday
before returning a guilty verdict and
recommending a 10-vear sentence for
an Abbott Creek man

James Poston Jr., of Abbott Creek,
was convicted of first degree assaull in
the sheooling of Danny Anderson of
MeDowell, according to Danny Caudill,
assistant Commonwealth Attorney
Formal sentencing will be Friday

According to the testimaony of several
witnesses, Poston wenl 1o Anderson’s

home on Jan. 1, to gel his brother,
Caudill said. Anderson and Poston did
not get along, and Anderson told him
to leave. When Anderson lurned his
back, Poston shot him four times with
a . 25-caliber automatic, he said.

Anderson was shof once in the back
of the head and three times in the
shoulder, Caudill said

If the jury's 10-year sentence is ac
cepled by the judge, Poston could be
eligible for parocle in five years, Caudill
said

Prestonsburg Housing Authority
Receives $739,600 For Two Projects

The Prestonsburg Housing Authori
ty s receiving a §739,600 grant through
the Departmenl of Housing and Urban
Development’s Comprehensive [m-
provement Assistance program for
renovations on the Green Acres com-
plex, Sen. Miteh MeConnell, R-Ky,, an-
nounced Thursday,

The Housing Authorily i1s planning to
use the funds for modernization and
renovalions in the 40-unit complex, ac
cording o Julia May, executive direc-
tor of the Prestonsburg Housing
Authority. No major renovations have
been done on the complex since il was
bailt in 1963

The funds will be used lo replace tile,
install elosel doors, expand parking,

replace trees, repair concrete, improve
drainage, insulate attics, install
flourescent lighting in bathrooms and
kitchens, install energy efficient doors
and windows, repair roofs, install
screen doors, paint all the units and in-
stall new rangetops, refrigeralors,
walter heaters and furnaces. Parl of the
money is allocated for new roofs at the
Dixie complex in Goble Roberts, she
said .

The Housing Authority applied lor
the grant this year, May said, and work
should begin in 1989

The grant is pari of a $27.7 million
award that went to 33 Kentucky hous-
ing authorities o assist low income
residents,

Betsy Layne Man Found Guilty
Of 1987 Murder Of Michael Robinette

A Betsy Layne man was found guil-
ty of the July 1987 murder of Michael
Robinette by a Floyd Clrouit Court jury
Wednesday

The jury recommended & 20-yedr
sentence for Gary Stevens, 37, of Bet
sy Layne, according to Com
monwealth’s Jerey Patton Stevens'
sentencing will be Sept. 30

During the trial, Stevens' wife Debra
testified that she was having an allair
with Michael Robinetle, Patton said
Robinette had gone Lo Stevens' house
the evening of July 29, 1887, and she
said she saw Gary Stevens nedr the
house before Robinelte arrived

After Robinetie leit. Debra Stevens

heard three shotgun blasts, according
to testimony.

Robinette was shot in the chest, face,
and al close range through the back of
the head with a 12-gauge sholgun, ac-
cording lo testimony by the Kentucky
State Police.

There were no witnesses to the
shooling and the evidence was cir
cumstantial, Patton said. Gary Stevens
was seen al the Stevens’ residence an
hour before the shooting and a 12-gauge
shotgun shell identical to the shells at
the crime scene was found in his truck
He was found two and one-hall days
after the shooting hiding underneath
his girliriend's house, Pation said

Fourth class cities may fegally do
sa, under amended slate law
Prestonsburg is a fourth class cilv

By dispensing with the primarv
elections, filing dates would move to
68 days prior 1o the November elec-
tion, rather than the current Janvarv
filing deadline

Al presenl, primary elections
reduce Lo 16 the number of candidates
eligible to run in the November elec-
tion. With this proposed change, all
candidates filing will run in
November only

The change would alfect both coun-
cil seals and the mavoral office

In other business. the council voted
to sel Halloween Inck-or-treating
times as Monday, Oct. 31, from 6 to 8
p.m. Asinthe past. no vouths 12 vears
old or older will be allowed to wear
masks

In a separate matter, the cily's
sireel sweeper — oflen jile because
of mechanical breakdowns — may be
sold or traded in on 4 différent model
The sweeper is currently oul of com-
mission, and will be for aboul three
weeks, while the city awails the ar-
rival ol a replacement spring costing
less thin §10

“We just ought 1o get rid of the
thing. and gel something smaller. or
get something that will work.” said
Councilman William Calliban

The eity has a balance due on the
machine of $38.000

Mayor Ann Latta noted that the
council began discussing replace-
ment of the sweeper in June

“"We were (rving 1o give it a 30-day
trial period, and so far. it hasn't run
30 davs 50 that we could come back to

The council voted, 558 1o look into
purchasing a smaller sweeper, and

Hueysville Tipple Suit
Continued By Residents

Residents of Hueysville are still go-
ing to have an operating coal tipple in
their neighborhood, according to an
order Issued by the state Natural
Resources and Environmental Protec-
tion Cabinet,

However, the residents filed a
lawsuit in Franklin Cireuit Court Fri-
day challenging "'Secretary Bradley's
irresponsible ruling,” their attorney,
Ned Pillersdorf, satd

The court order, filed Sepl. 16, said
that the plaintiffs in the case failed (o
prove thal issuing a permil to operate
the tipple would be a hazard 1o the
communily, and they failed o prove
that it was an illegal operation.

“One can seriously wonder il he
{ Natural Resources and Environmen-
tal Protection Cabinet Secretary Carl
Bradley) read the exceptions if you
read the order,” Pillersdord said about
the September order

“I's so frustrating, he wenl on lo
say, we had raised several meritorious
issues. and his response to the issues
was to ignore them''

The plaintiffs want the Franklin Cir-
cuit Courl Lo review the evidence and
deny the permit, he said, or ask at a
minimum for the court Lo send it back
Lo the cabinel secretary.

The Hueysville residents have been
in a legal fight for over two years 1o
prevent the tipple from being opened
hy Springfield businessman Glen Craft
They claim that the tipple was an il-
legal operation and it would be a
hazard to the communily because of
the noise and dust the operation would
produce,

In August an order was issued by the
Prestonsburg Regional Office of the
Division of Permits and the plaintiffs

I remember that night (as well as
others! anxiously wailing 1o see how
the Mountain News on Chammel 57
would cover the story 1 was very
disappointed by seeing a 10-second shol
of a bureaucral saying he needed more
funding for his department in order Lo
do a beiter job. TV viewers saw nothing
aboul drinking waler problems from
the citizens attending Lhe hearing

Some are saying that what the sta
tion manager did was cave in to the
coal industry by coming up with a
reason nol to debate, and I'm one of
them. Sidney Cornett, who was to
represent the Kentuckians for the Com-
monwealth, has debated: represen-
tatives from the coal industry before
Since KFTC was willing to have Cor-
netl participate without discussing his
personal litigation during the debate,
| see even less validity to the station
manager s reasoning o cail the debate
plf

1l is the real policy, as the station
manager asserted, not lo allow those
in litigation to discuss issues on the air
then half of Mountain News is nightly
violating this policy. Using an unwrit-

Some people will try Lo convince you
to vote 'no’’ on the broad form deed
Amendment because it might hurt jobs
and the economy in the coalfields of
Eastern Kentucky. [ think just the op-
posite is Lrue: if we allow coal com-
panies lo continue 1o use the broad
form deed to strip-mine against a land-
owner's will, it will hurt f{ulure
development.

With a lot of surface land in the
coalfields having a broad form deed
servering . the ownership and the
mineral owner (the companies) having
control over the surface, we have seen
our hillsides and timber let go. Some
of the older residents in this area know
what I am talking aboul.

In Lhe late 1940°s, the 1950s and 19605,
mining shifted from deep mining
{which left the surface undisturbed and
free lo be developed) to surface min-
ing, and the incentive to tend the land
was lost. Hills that once served as
pasture {or cattle and hogs grew up in
second growth timber. Land thal was
once park-like with trees carefully
managed grew into overly dense
forest

Our economy went from agricultural
and mining to one thal is tolally depen-
dent on mining, thus losing diversity
[t 15 important to understand that with
a great deal of our surface land idled
by the hroad form deed, businesses are
hesitant lo move into the coalfields to
build upon the surface that they have
no control over. With no new
businesses, we have no new jobs

We were little boys who altended Lhe
Prestonsburg Grade School in the early
1920s. He was a pleasant person, with
a willing, unrestrained smtle; a jovial
individual and quite playiul. We
became fast friends early in life
Around the block from his home on Se-
cond Avenue (now Arnold Avepue) to
my house on Maple Avenue we saw
each other quite often. We played
“round-town' ball on the dirt streel of
Maple, with “cowboys and Indians”
taking place al intervals, Our cap
pistols were weapons for the cowboys,
and slingshots for the Indians. He was
another ‘“quick-draw McGraw:" a
dead-shol whom we all came to call
“Two-gie," another name we had for
“Two-gun Carter.™

In our lifetimes (he was one year
older than I) I never called him
anything but “Two-gie.” He always
greeled me with that infectious smile
and happy laugh. When he was in Lex-
ington a few years back | visited him
in his room on Limestone Streel. Those
were Lhe days of his most difficult and
frustrating times. He seemed
somewhat despairing and lonely. |
wanted him to know that our friendship
had been a lasting one over the vears;
that whatever and whenever 1 might do
something lor him he had only lo ask.
He thanked me, but he never made a
request that | do anything [o ease his
troublesome contemplations, He was
quite non-dependent, a worthy man
whose [riendship was well-understood
and never failing.

In our lifetimes we both had our
grievous moments, bul somehow the
blessings of faith and chance sustain-
ed us. Unfortunately, I do not know of
the (linesses of my many [riends ac-
cumulated in three-score or more
years. Had I known of his plight, 1
would surely have seen hifn béfore his
further travels into time. And Ee-
clesiastes tells us that there is but a
season for all things. There was & lime
that he lived—there was a lime thal he
died. He was a good and loving man;
a reflective and precious remem-
brance of early childhood into the
crowded vears that followed.

There seems to be an enormous
amount of discrimination shown fo
state emplovees in 71 easlern and
western Kentucky counties (58 per-
cent) when we are forced lo accept
Kentucky Kare or Kentucky Kare
Select health insurance, while 16 coun-
lies (13 percent) in the Lex-
inglon/Frankfort/ Louisville area are
offered their choice of seven different
plans

There are nine counties (7.5 percent)
who are offered six plans, five counties
(4 percenl wha are offered five plans,
six counties (5 percent) who are of-
fered four plans and 13 counties (11
percent) who are offered three plans.

If an insurance carrier is unwilling
or unable lo offer a blanket policy to
caver all state employees, they should
not be allowed o offer a plan to cover
just a selected few.

The personnel department’s policy
should be changed to provide me with
the option Lo choose my ow health in-
surance. If | ean find a better policy to
meel my needs, the state should be
willing to pay up to the maximum
amounl of $89.07 per month to me or
the insurance company of my choice,

I am extremely uohappy with the
lack of benefits offered by Kentucky
Kare or Kentugky Kare Selecl. Once
again, the state of Kentucky has shown
if you do nol live in the '“golden
triangle,”” vou do nol deserve any
consideration.

The U.S. Department of Agriculture
(LUSDA has notified Kentucky's com-
modity program thal surplus butter,
cornmeal and flour will be available
during October and November, but no
new shipments of nonfal dry milk are
being scheduled

Meanwhile, President Reagan has
signed a bill that will provide for
distribution of surplus foodstuffs
through September 1990

The withdrawal of milk from the
surplus commodity list follows
previous removal of cheese, honey and
rice by the USDA, and wasn't a com-
plete surprise, according to Commis-
sioner Mike Robinson of the Depart-
ment for Social Insurance, which ad-
ministers Kentucky's commodities
program

“Further commaodity culs were an-
ticipaled, because of the dwindling
supply of surplus dairy products and
the summer-long drought.” said Robin-
son, 'When shipments of cheese, honey
and rice were halted, state agencies
were given advance notice, but this an-
nouncement was handled through
routine notification procedures.”

For the months of Ocleber and
November, Kentucky will receive on-
ly new shipments of butter, cornmeal
and flour. Some regions of the state
served by agencies with cheese and
milk undistributed from earlier
shipments may receive those items as
well. The commaodities are distributed
by regional agencies which have con-
tracts with Social Insurance,

Robinson said that, in addition to a
reduced national dairy surplus, other
food programs have a greater priority
than commodities distribution.

“School lunches, institutions, jails
and elderly feeding programs all
receive surplus items before we do,"

according to Jim Deaton. general

It is consistent
with the 1984 court decision that tipples
were not considered surface mining
operations until July 1984, and even
though there were residences within
300 feet of it, the tipple did exist before
July 1984, he said, The opponents of the
tipple claim thal the tipple did not ex-
ist then under the meaning of state law.

The tipple is nol open now , and therg
will probably have lo be further orders
from the Natural Resources and En-
vironmental Cabinet before it will
open. O'Daniel said.

night

A tlotal of five dilferent players
scored tlouchdowns and the Blackeal

defense stopped CAPE on only three
possessions—two due lo fumbles—in
the one-sided contest.

“We gol lo see a good foothall team,™

participated in an two day training seminar on Pediatrie Advanced Life Sup-
port (PALS). The two nurses were among Eastern Kentucky's first
healthcare professionals to receive this newly offeéred training, which was

conducted at Cabeli-Huntington Hospital in Huntington, W, Va.

The teaching aspect of the course was
in the form of lectures and wrilten ex-
ams, but the major emphasis was
hands-on-training.

Simulated emergency siluations
were staged in which seminar par-
tLicipants were taught and then called
upon to demonstrate the speecial skills
necessary for resuscitating and
stabilizing the pediatric victim of car-
diac arrest and how to recognize the
child or infant at risk of car-
diopulmenary arrest,

The development and implementa-
tion of the PALS program was spon-
sored by the American Heart Associa-
tion. It was the direct result of the
American Hospital Association’s Na-
tional Conference on Pediatric
Resuseitation which advised that
courses in neonatal and pediatric ad-
vanced life support wére urgently
needed.

Although the most common cause of
cardiac arrest in adults is an acute
primary cardiac event, the causes of
cardiac arrest in children are diverse
and more commonly due to respiratory
or circulatory problems. Therefore,
emphasis in the pediatric course is
placed on the pre-arresl assessment,
anticipalory intervention and ventila-
tion techmiques

Because a significanl portion of
emergency calls involve children,
Highlands Regional is now offering
classes in Pediatric CPR. Anyone in-

len's “Bananas™? Pursu-
ing the woman of his
dreams, our hero finds
himself in the middle of a
Latin American revolu-
tiorn, Things go a bit hay-
wire, and he ends up in a
beard and battle fatigues
as the new dictator of the
country.

That same premise -
sort of — is the basis of
“Moon Over Parador.”
Richard Dreyfuss plays
Jack Noah, an actor
shooting a movie in the
fictitious country of Par-
ador.

Helping Dreyfuss
serve in the presidential
palace i5 Madonna
(played by Sonia Braga),
the former dictator's mis-
tress. But even she can-
not prevent Noah from
hecoming bored with<hig

gilded cage, and the actor
starts looking for a new
role — preferably some-
thing way out of town
Director/ca-author Paul
Mazursky last helmed
“Down and Out in
Beverly Hills,"" a nice mix
of soeial satire and free-
for-all farce. “"Moon Over
Parador" offers minimal
satire in an anemie farce,
In fact very little hap-
pens at all, Dreyfuss tries
his engaging best to
breathe life into scenes
that drag on too long, but
when he leads the popu-
lace in aerobics it's & big-
production joke that gar-
ners only a small laugh.
The best laugh comes
when Dreyfuss as the ac-
tor/president steps off
the helicopter and by-
passes the newsmen, ges-
turing that he cannot
hear the question, The
Reagan parallel is clear
and funny.

Showtime special honors
two folk-music legends

“You can't save the
world, but you ¢an
change it," says Bruce
Springsteen in “An All
Star Tribute to Woody
Guthrie and Leadbelly,”
which airs Saturday, Oct.
8 on Showtime.

Arlo Guthrie

The Boss is just one of
several notable rockers
who turned out for this
folkfest honoring two
most socially relevant -
and belatedly influential
~ legends. John Mellen-
camp and UU2's Bono are
two other contemporary
rockers in the special
who credit Leadbelly and
Guthrie - but especially
the latter - for profound-
ly influencing their
music

Woondrow Wilson Guth-
rie was born in Okemah,

Okla. His folk music re-
fiected the values and
tribulations of the rural
Southwest, and champi-
oned populist causes of
the 1930s. Guthrie's
“This Land Is Your
Land" has become a na-

tional treasure.
Called “the greatest
folle singer alive' by his

peer and sometimes co-
performer Woody Guth-
rie, Huddie Ledbetter
was inspired by the rural
black Deep South. The
native Louisianan’s best-
known song was his bit-
tersweet "Goodnight,
Irene.”

Since concert footage
of Guthrie and Leadbelly
is scarce, "An All Star
Tribute to Woody Guth-
rie and Leadbelly” com
prises mostly interviews
with other musical per-
formers and clips of their
interpretations of the
two folk singers’ works.
The special airs in con-
junction with the release
of "Folkways: A Vision
Shared,” a tribute LP to
these two artists.

The all-female Sweet
Honey in the Rock does
Justice to Leadbelly's leg-
acy with a moving "'Syl-
vie.'"" Little Richard picks
up the tempo a bit with
“Rock Island Line,” and
Taj Mahal performs
“"Bourgeois Blues,” a
song about racial dis-
crimination in Washing-
ton, D.C.

Arlo Guthrie, a notable
folk singer in his own
right, provides touching
if predictable reflections
on his late father and a
rendition of "Grand Cou-
lee Dam.” Arlo also joins
his father’'s longtime col-
league Pete Seeger to per
form “Union Made" and
“Alabama Bound.™

The special's perfor-
mances clips really drive
home the point of “An All
Star Tribute': that the
words and dreams of a
half-ventury ago are still
relevant today — or per-
haps more so
