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Rumblings of dissenl are echoing
loudly among Floyd County educators
on twin fronts — salary levels and the
state's new sell-insurance plan

While some feachers are discussing
a one<dayv walkout o protest the in-
surance plan, others are resigned to
the change. and have little hope of
seeing employment benefits improve

Al issue is the state's new self
insurance plan to provide health care

coverage for state governmen
employees. school teachers and some
local government workers,

For educators in Floyd and 65 other
Eastern Kentucky counties, the
change will mean higher
premiums — and lower benefits

“A lot of things are not covered thal
were in the past."” says Flovd County
School Superintendent Ronald Hager

Hager is urging local school person
nel to attend the Interim Joinl Bank-
ing and Insurance Committee's

public hearing in Hazard Wednesay.
Oct. 19, to voice their concerns. The
meeting will be held in the City Hall
Chambers at 7:30 p.m.

Eastern Kentueky educaiors will be
more severely affected by the plan
than their Central and Western Ken-
tueky counterparts, because they do
notl have access to allernatives such
as health-maintenance organizations.
For example. Floyd County’s 500
teachers can choose between Ken-
tucky Kare and Kentucky Kare

Select, while educators in Fayette
County can choose from lhose two
plans, as well as five others,

Through Nov. 1, state employees
are covered under Biue Cross/ Blue
Shield. Last year, during the second
year of ils two-yvear contract, Blue
Cross altempled to raise ils
premiums. The state refused to comp-
ly with the request and Blue Cross
threatened to cancel the contract. but
the company later accepted the
state’s decision.

With the change o the state self-
insured program, Kentucky ends a
lengthy relationship with Blue Cross,
which had administered health care
coverage for over 65.000 workers

The seif-insurance plan will prompt
three major changes for local
educators:

— Kentucky Eare deductibles will
be $800 for the family plan and $400
for the individual plan: Kentucky
Kare Select deductibles are $400 for
the family plan and $200 for the in-

ith Insurance

dividual plan

- Both Kare plans will require &
larger co-payment. Policyholdecs will
be required to pay 20 percent of
medical costs incurred in major
medical situations, as opposed to the
current 10 percent,

— The cost Lo the employee has in-
creased o 8124 per family for a Ken-
tucky Kare policy: the state will pay
the entire premium of $89.04 monthly
for individual policies. Under Ken-

She added that leachers assist
with fundraising. ball games. field
trips. and many extra-curricular ac-
tivities for no additional compensa-
tion,

“Teachers receive very little sup-
port and encouragement for doing
good jobs. either from the boardor at
the building level. Teachers who do &
good job have never received any
recognition from the board.
Teachers, most of whom have no
planning period, must spend hours
every day in the week grading papers
and preparing assignments.” Lux-

Caudill's altornev, Ned Pillersdorf
of Prestonsburg. said Judge Steven
Nick Frazier, special judge appointed
to the case, is expected to rule in the
near future on Caudill’s request that
his one-year sentence be suspended.

Pillersdorf has represented Caudill
throughout the legal windings of the
case, which was first heard in Pike
Cireuit Court following a change of
venue from Floyd County jurisdic-
lion. The conviction was appealed tn
the Kentucky Court of Appeals, which
upheld the lower court's ruling. The
Kentucky Supreme Court declined to
hear the subseguent appeal.

Pillersdorf then filed a petition in

Federal District Court in Pikeville,
and from there wenl to the US Sixth
Circuit Court in Cineinnali
Pillersdorf said the case could again
be appealed to the US Supreme Court.
which denied an earlier writ. but
Caudill has clasen not Lo pursue addi-
tional legal recourse.

In the Sixth Gireuit Court in Cinein-
nati, Pillersdorf had argued that
Caudill’s right to a fair trial was
denied when the change of venue was
granted. Pillersdorf's defense hinged
on the definition of “'district’’ as con-
tained in the Sixth Amendment.
which guarantees the right to trial in
the district wherein the crime
allegedly occurred

A proposed merger of Floyd Coun-
Ly’s Prater Creek Water Distriet and
Mountain Water District in Pike Coun:
Ly was approved by the Pike Fiscal
Court at its regular meeting Oct. 3,

A pelition presented by Ernest
Chaney, executive director of Moun-
tain Water District, requested merging
the operations of the two systems to
distribute costs over a larger customer
base, Chaney said.

The two districts agreed in April for
Mountain Water to operate the Prater
Creek district when the city of Pres-
tonsburg discontinued operating the
system [or Prater Creek, he said,

Through mutual understanding and
agreement, the two districts decided to
merge, Chaney said.

“In order to merge the two, both

(Pike and Floyd fiscal courts) have to
approve iL, then forward the proposal
to the Public Service Commission,
which has the final say." he said,
The Floyd Fiscal Court has nol yet
been approached about the proposed
merger, according to County Judge
Executive John M. Stumbo.

Chaney said the merger’'s benefits
would be in supply and operation costs.
It is very hard for a small water
distriet to maintain itself, he said, but
Mountain Water is a larger district,

The proposed merger may also have
an effect on rates, he said.

"All will operale for a longer period
before we would have an increase in
rates,"’ Chaney said. “With a bigger

There are some
five areas in which vou must have
knowledge in order to believe and call
upon the Christ of the seriptures

First, you must know God In his lrue
character! There aren’t many people
in our day who know who God is. They
worship a god who is merely the pro-
duet of the family religious tradition or
the idolatrous figment of their imagina-
tion. God's true character is revealed
in the seriptures — all of them! God is
absolutely sovereign over all things.
(Isaiah 46:9-11; Daniel 4:35-37;
Romans 9:11-24) God is inflexibly just
(Ezekiel 18:20; Galatians 3:10) God is
infinitely gracious. (Micah 7:18-20,
Romans 3:24-26).

You must know yourself in your (rue
character! Man is spiritually dead.
(Ephesians 2:1-3) His heart is deprav-
ed and desperately wicked. | Matthew
15:19; Jeremiah 17:9) He is justly con-
demned by the law of God. He is seli-
deceived and Satan-deceived and has
neither the desire or the ability to
change his condition. You cannot know
your true character by what you feel
or by what others say; only by what
God says in His Word, (John 5:40, 6:44)

You must know the Lord Jesus Christ
in his true character! Jesus Christ is
God come to earth in human flesh. He
is both God and man in one unique Per-
son, Being man, he is able to suffer the
penalty of sin. Being God, He is able to
satisfy the claims of Divine justice. (1
Timothy 3:16; Hebrews 10:12-14)

You must know what happened at
the eross! 1t is nol simply a good
man,‘g:phet or teacher dying a mar-
Lyr’s death. Nor is it even Christ dving
to make salvation possible. It is Christ
dying for the sins of his people and
thereby saving them. By his one great
sacrifice for sin, Chrisl satisfied the
justice of God for those he represented
and put away the sins of his elect.

As Isaiah says in Chapter 53, Verse
10 and 11, “Yet it pleased the Lord to
bruise him; he hath put (him) to grief:
when thou shalt make his soul an offer-
ing for sin, he shall see (his) seed, he
shall prolong (his) days, and the
pleasure of the Lord shall prosper in his

hand. He shall see of the travail of his
soul, fand) shall be satisfied: by his
knowledge shall my righteous servant
justify many; for he shall bear their
iniquities."

Local Phone Rates

When South Central Bell customers
open their bills this month, they will
notice a reduction in their charge for
local telephone service.

The decrease, according to South
Central Bell manager Art Willett,
results from the Kentucky Public Ser-
vice Commission's approval of an in-
centive regulation plan that includes
both immediate and long-term benefits
for telephone customers,

The plan provides for an immediate
reduction in local telephone rates. As
of Oct. 1, basic residence rates in Floyd
County were reduced $.24 a month and
basic business rates dropped from $.60
a ‘month. The plan calls for holding
rates at those levels or lower for at
least two years,

The reduction in local rates will
decrease South Central Bell's annual
revenues by $5.5 million.

Besides lowering local rates, the
Public Service Commission also
ordered South Central Bell to increase
its depreciation reserves by $14.9
million annually over the next three
years.

That might have been the best thing
lo do, excepl that the guy Rose ex-
pected to fill Parker's spot failed to
produce. Not only did Paul O'Neill
come way short of what Parker had
been giving the Reds offensively, he
finished a elose third for the award
handed out to the player most likely to
whine,

' Neill, who once made his manager
furious when he said he couldn’t play
due to a stiff neck, camein third in the
complaining category, just behind Kal
Daniels and Eric Davis

His offensive numbers weren'l bad
e hit close to 260 with 15 homeruns
and over 70 RBIs. Bul on a team that
finished near the botlom of the Na-
tional League in hitting, it was painful-
ly shy of what Parker, the Reds’ top
run producer over the past three vears,
had been doing.

(' Neill’s hustle was also a question,
as was the efforts and judgment of
several Cineinnati players. Daniels,
who finished second on the team to
Eric Davis, is one of the league's top
offensive players, but could very well
be the worst defensive player.

Daniels finished with an on-base
percentage of around .400, clese to the
lop among Major League regulars, bul
he may have also led the majors in
turning routine fly balls into triples.

It seems as if he is always complain-
ing about either his knees, toes, hitting
first, or hitting fourth. His buddy in
cenlerfield also struggled with a varie-
ty of ailments. but hurt Cincinnati
more when he apparently let his feel-
ings be known that he would rather be
playing for the Dodgers.

Davis turned out to be Cincinnati's
best hitter after a terrible start. But he
is another that hurts the Reds with his
attitude, and unwillingness to be a
Charlie Hustle type performer.

All of this only brings us back lo the
Dave Parker for Jose Rijo deal. Parker
spent much of his time suffering from
injuries, and his age won't permit him
to play for too many more years,

In Rijo the Reds got a young pitcher
with the ability Lo be a 20-game winner
for the next 12 or so years. But can he
return from arm problems? And his at-
titude, blasting leammates for a lack
of offensive help, didn't help any either,

This particular deal might have been
a correct one, but with Parker gone so
went the Reds' depth in the oulfield,
This brings us to the question as to why
Cincinnati traded Tracy Jones to Mon-
treal for two non-starters who will
never be starlers

Jones is a hustler with good speed,
a potent bat, and solid defensive skills.
At the time of the trade Jones. who has
had a history ol injury problems, was
Cincinnali's top hitling outfielder

But that wasn't even as bad as giv

A small ball of absorbent cotton is
usually found upon opening the bottle. This should be
removed and disposed of at once. If left in place, it can
collect moisture and transfer it to the product. Other pro-
ducts contain a silica-gel compound in a breathable paper
packet. It should be left in so it can extract moisture away

from the product.

Crankbaiting For Bass

If you're having trouble catching
largemouth bass this month, consider
using a technique the pros call *'contact
crankbaiting,’” It isn't really a new
method of fishing diving plugs, but it's
an effective one

“Contact crankbaiting is simply us-
ing the proper crankbait for the depth
youre [ishing says
Evinrude Outhoards Pro Staff member
Bo Dowden. ““When yvou reel the lure
down, it makes contact with the cover
vou re fishing, bumping and bouncing
off 11

“Basically, if your crankbail doesn't
hil the cover, you're nol using the pro
per lure for the depth of water you're
"

Commonly described as ‘fish
finding’ lures because they van be cast
and reéled rapidly to cover a lol of
waler in a short period of time, Dowden
feels crankbaits have a much wider
range of uses,

He uses them around structure like
bridge pilings, over weeds, along points
and even in ex!tremely shallow water
around fallen timber. He doesn’t mind
throwing the long-lipped treble hooked
lures into thick cover, either, because
he knows thal's where he's most likley
to find bass

‘There are a lot of tricks to fishing
crankbails,” says Lthe popular tourna
menl pro. “'For example, if you sand
or shave the forward edge of a crank-
bait’s lip to make it sharper, you can
easily add a foot or more to the depth
it will dive

“In the balsa crankbails, you can
drill a hole in the wood, fill it with lead
then seal it, and you'll also get a deeper
diving lure

“Prabably the most important fac-
tor in depth control is using the proper
line. Crankbaits dive deeper when us-
ed with lighter lines, and sometimes |
use lines as light as eight-pound tesl

“A crankbait will also dive deeper if
you eliminate line drag on the surface
of the water,” continues Dowden
“Simply hold your rod lip underwater
so all your line stays below the surface,
and the lure will run deeper.”

Dowden's favorite retrieve is a stop
and-go technique in which he stops
reeling when the crankbait richochels
off the cover he's [ishing. He pauses for
just a second, then begins cranking
again

.-\ stop and-go doesn't always
work,”” he admils, "'so an angler needs
to try several differenl retrieves, The
mmportant thing 18 (o know whal you're
doing when a bass hits. There are aboul
five or six different retrieves I try,
usbally in a specific order each time |
start fishing.™

Al this time of vear, one of Dowden's
favorite erankbait techniques is Lo posi-
tion himself in front of the bays and
large coves where bass have spent
much of the summer. AS the water
cools and both bait and bass move in-
to slightly deeper depths, Dowden
works a crankbait down the deeper
channel drops that often mark the
edges of the coves

“Somelimes you may be catching
bass regularly in one spol with a
crankbait, and then the action stops
suddenly,’’ explains the Evinrude Oul-
boards pro. *'All that may be needed is
for you to change positions so your
retrieve brings the crankbait through
the fishin a different direction. I've ex-

He reels the
lure down until he feels it make con-
tact with the vegetation, Lhen he stops
reeling so the lure begins to [loat up
ward. After a few seconds, he reels the
lure back down to the grass again,
slowly bouncing it along the vegetation

Steel Shot Required For Waterfowl
Can Be As Effective As Lead Loads

The concern and confusion Lhat
waterfowl hunters have experienced
since the introduction of steel shot-
shells in mid 1970 have lessened in pro-
portion to the product developments
and refinements made by manufac-
turers such as Federal Cartridge Co.
and the information programs they
have instituted

Steel shot will be required for hun-
ting ducks, geese, swans and coots
everywhere in the United States by
1891. The reason, as most hunlers
know, is to protect waterfowl from
poisoning as the result of ingesting lead
shol. Studies indicate that lead poison-
ing was killing 2 to 3 million ducks,
geese and swans annually

In view of Lthis marndate, hunters who
learn to fully utilize the potential of
steel shot will be comforted to know
that it can be just as effective as lead
shot loads, according lo Federal Car-
tridge Co., a pioneer in steel shot
development. Federal, which offers 45
steel loads in 10, 12, 16 and 20 gauges,
introduced the new 3-1.inch 12-gauge
steel load this vear

Extensive tests have shown that to-

day’s commercial steel shot loads are
sale to use in virtually any modern
shotgun. Since there are exceplions,
hunters should check with the manu-
facturers of their guns if in doubt

Barrel damage is minimized
because steel pellets in Federal shot
shells are protected from contact with
the barrel by a tough plastic wad that
surrounds the shot column as il passes
through the bore

Because they are harder than lead,
steel pellets retain their roundness
after firing and fly true. As a result, the
density and uniformity of patterns
often exceed those of lead shot.

It is important to realize thal steel
pellets lose energy faster than lead
pellets. To compensate for this, when
switching to steel, hunters should
select steel shot two sizes larger than
the lead shot they have been using. (If
No. 4 lead is normally used, No. 2 steel
shot should be considered. |

As a general rule, steel shot will pro-
vide excellent patterns with a more
open choke than with lead. For exam-
ple, a modified choke may be the most
useful all-around choke for shooting

steel shot at waterfowl. With steel shot
larger than No. 2. modified chokes
usually provide denser patterns than
full chokes while minimizing possible
choke expansion.

Patterning is recommended to deter-
mine how steel loads perform in
various guns and chokes. All thal is
needed is a wood [rame on which a
M-ine¢h-square of plain paper can be at-

tached, (There should be a safe zone

behind the targel, and steel backing W

should be avoided to prevenl richo-
cheting.)

Standard pattern test procedure is to
fire from a distance of 40 yards, draw
a 30-inch circle around the densest part
of the pattern, and count the holes
within that circle. If 70% or more of the
pellets landed in the circle, it would be
a “'full choke™’ pattern. A 60% paltern
i5 called “modified"” and 50% “‘improv-
ed cylinder.”

The accompanying table—""Sug-
gested Pattern Density'—can simplify
interpretation of a pattern. To con-
sistently bag large ducks, for instance,
a minimum of 85 pellets should land in
the 30-inch circle.

Trim off all fat surrounding the pork
chops. Heat a large skillet, add the
pork and cook over medium heat for 3-5
minutes on each side. Add the cider
and seasonings, and allow to barely
simmer for 7 minutes, Meanwhile, peel
and core the apples and cul into
1/2-inch slices. Add these to the pan
and cook for 3-4 minutes more.

Remove the pork chops and place
them on a baking sheet, and arrange
overlapping apple slices on top. (Lay
any exira apple slices on the baking
sheet.) Preheat the broiler. Boil the
mixture remaining in the pan until it
is reduced to a syrup. 2 to 3 minutes,
Spoon some of the syrup over the ap-
ple slices. Place the pork chops and ap-
ple slices in the broiler, about 6™ from
the heat, and broil for 2 to'3 minutes.

Palliative means that, in cases
where a cure is not expected, things
can be done to make the patienl more
comfortable by relieving symptoms
when and if they occur. These might in-
clude radiation therapy directly to the
lung tumor, or removal of the cancer-
ous kidney.

Another option is investigational
treatment. Drugs like interferon and
interleukin are not considered to be
standard forms of treatmenl because
their effectiveness in treating cancer
i8 still being studied in clinical trials.

Clinical trials are a form of research
where selected patlients are given ex-
perimental drugs and are then follow-
ed to see if these drugs have an effect

on their cancers. In order to make sure
that the patients enrolled in a study are
alike enough so that the results can be
compared, they must meet certain
eligibility criteria such as the type and
extent of their cancer and what
treatments they've already had. .

Since the resulls of a study cannot be
known until all of the patients enroll-
ed in it have completed the treatment
protocol, no one can tell you if a par-
ticular investigational treatment is
successful in treating a particular kind
of cancer. Clinical trials offer patients
whose cancers have not been shown to
respond to standard treatments the op-
portunity to try something new that
might make a difference in the course
of their disease. In a broader sense,
they may also become pari of a
research project thal will improve the
care of future cancer patients.

The bank began business on February 2, 1981,
in one room of the law office of Walter S.
Harkins; about April 1, 1892, it moved to a small
building owned by A. J. Davidson, on Main
Street; on June 9, 1907, it purchased the site at
the corner of Court Street and Main Street, and
immediately thereafter constructed thereon a
modern bank building. This building was
destroyed by fire (communicated from an ad-
joining building) on May 24, 1916; on the follow-
ing morning the bank re-opened for business in
the law office building of Walter S. Harkins, on
the corner of Second and Court Streets, and con-
tinued its business there until its present building
was completed on December 26, 1917.

The first officers of the bank were Walter S.
Harkins, President; John Finlayson, Vice-
President, and A. J. Davidson, Cashier.

The First Presbyterian Church of
Prestonsburg was organized in the
home of John W. Layne in the Bonan-
za Hotel on Dec, 31, 1899. Earliest
members included John W, and
Angeline Layne and their sons and
daughters-in-law, William Henry and
Elizabeth Hopkins Layne and John E.
and Emily Bolling Layne and their
daughter, Annie (later Mrs, Joe M.
Davidson. )

Other people associated with the ear-
ly congregations were Mary Davidson
Allen, Grace D. Ford, Myrtie Friend
Weddington, the Mellons, Grace
Marrs, Edith Fitzpatrick James, Mr.
and Mrs, Nathaniel Beavers, Byrd
Beavers Goble, Minnie Blevins, O.P.
Powers, George W. Gardner, R. H.
Leete and Ruth Davidson Sowards.

The original church building still
stands on South Central Avenue. It was
not only used by the Presbyterian
Church, but was also purchased by the
Catholie church in 1964 until the Water
Gap Freewill Baptist Church members
bought the building. The building, con-
structed in 1902 from brick made on the
site, is one of the older buildings still
in use in Prestonsburg.

[n 1962, the church was relocated to
its present site on US 23 across {rom
the Community College.

Ground for the present building was
broken on May 23, 1965. Ruth Davidson
Sowards, a granddaughter of one of the
organizers of the church and the
member with the longest continuous
service, turned the first shovelful of
dirt. Dedication services for the
building took place June 5, 1966

The First Presbyterian Church will
celebrate its 90th year in 1989, coin-
ciding with the Presbyterian Church
USA's celebration of the 200th year of
its general assembly. The Rally Day
celebration highlighted the theme,
"“Celebrate the Journey,” adopted by
the national church for this bicenten-
nial.
