Auto Goes Over Embankment,
Accident Leaves Two Injured

Charles (Otto) Compton Jr. was in-
dicted for alleged offense of first
degree assault when he shot Ricky -
Hamilton with a shotgun earlier this
year,

Indicted for first degree arson were
John D. Tackett, Billy R. Williamson,
and Toby J. Walters. Tackett was in-
dicted for apparently setting fire to a
pillow and mattress in the Floyd
County Jail Oct. 17. Williamson and
Walters were charged with arson
when they individually or, through
complicity, started a fire in the home
of Liza Hamilton with the intent to
destroy the building which she was in.

Robie Woods was indicted for
assault, second degree, for allegedly
beating John Grubb with his fists,
causing him serious injury.

Vanhoose hopes the festival will be
a time of homecoming and reunions
for families with relatives living out
of the area. He encourages Floyd
county residents to plan reunions and
other events at that time.

Vanhoose said the festival will also
promote non-profit organizations, and
he invites them to participate in the’
project. ““Concessions will be open to
non-profit organizations only,”
Vanhoose added.

The festival will also feature a
parade, festival queens, athletic
events, academic competitions, con-
certs, square dances, Bluegrass
music, street bands, and lots of arts
and crafts. “There’ll be something for
everybody,'” Vanhoose said.

According to Vanhoose, no flea
market booths will be allowed.
“Booths will feature handmade crafts
only,” Vanhoose said. ''We want to

make Floyd County the arts and
crafts capitol of the state. There are
a lot of arts and crafts in this area that
people don’t know aboul,” he added.

The festival, as yel unnamed, will
feature a contest in December to
name il. A $100 prize donated by the
Floyd County Times, will be award-
ed to the winning entry. "‘Contest
details will be released after the
board of directors meet Thursday,
Dec. 1,” Vanhoose said. The meeting
will be held at 5 p.m. at the Floyd
County Library.

Vanhoose, who was past chairman
of the Apple Festival for four years,
said he plans to promote the festival
with lots of publicity through various
newspapers and radio stations in the
state, He also plans to have the state
distribute brochures.

“We will need lots of volunteers,"
Vanhoose sajd. “Commillee
members are as valuable as board

members.'” he continued, ‘‘Local
merchants are excited about the
festival. Everybody will benefit.

Amendment No. 2 _
Garners High Support

Kentucky voters overwhelmingly
approved a constitutional amend-
ment last week that will stop strip
mining without landowners’ permis-
sion,

Approximately 870,000 volers went
to the polls and voted in favor of the
measure, passing it with 82 percent
of the total vote, according to
statistics released by the Ken
tuckians for the Commonwealth, the
primary organization behind the
amendment's passage,

All of the stale’s 120 counties ap-
proved the amendment, despite coal
companies’ heavy advertising
against the measure just prior to the
election,

More than 280 local and state
organizations, churches, newspapers
and public officials endorsed amend-
ment number 2 and many actively
campaigned for its passage,

Less than a week before the elec-
tion, four KFTC members who had

been personally affected by coal
companies utilizing, or attempting
to utilize broad form deeds, traveled
the state in a *Victims’ Van,"' stopp-
ing briefly at the Floyd County Cour-
thouse.

The number of ‘‘yes’’ votes for the
amendment were more than the
total votes received by any other
candidate or issue on the Kentucky
ballot. Only two other limes in Ken-
tucky history has a constitutional
amendment carried all 120 counties.

Amendment No. 2 becomes a part
of the Kentucky Constitution im-
mediately upon final certification of
the election results by the State
Board of Elections.

Floyd Residents Join Others
To Provide Humanitarian Aid

A group of Eastern Kentuckians, in-
cluding several from Floyd and Pike
counties, drove to Charleston, W. Va.,
Saturday with four truck loads of
humanitarian aid for the war-torn
country of Nicaragua.

In Charleston, they joined people
from across West Virginia to load
boxes of clothing, school supplies and
medical equipment onto a shipping
container bound for Nicaragua. When
they were through, the container held
about 15 tons of aid, gathered from
churches, community groups, schools
and concerned individuals throughout
the two states,

Among the supplies were nine sew-
ing machines and boxes of fabric and
thread, an EKG machine, a
wheelchair and five bicycles.

“This is a people-to-people effort,”
said Kristin Layng Szakos of Banner,
who helped coordinate the Eastern
Kentucky effort. “The aid will be
distributed in Nicaragua through
church groups, directly to the people
who need it.”

The container will be driven to a
port in New Orleans, and then ship-
ped unopened to Honduras and driven
to Nicaragua, Szakos added.

Nicaragua recently was hit by a
hurricane, which left hundreds of
thousands hemeless. The hurricane
came on top of the war which has rag-
ed in that country for six years, in
which U.S.-backed contras have
fought to overthrow the Nicaraguan
government.

Primary targets of the contras have
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facilities, said Szakos.

“To date, nearly 100 health
facilities have been destroyed by con-
tra attacks,” said Ric McDowell of
Lincoln County, W. Va., who helped
coordinate the West Virginia effort.

**School children in Nicaragua are
having to do their homework in the
margins of old newspapers because
there is such a shortage of school sup-
plies,”’ said Sister Mary Ellen Koenn
of Drift, who visited Nicaragua for
two weeks in January and coor-
dinated much of the Kentucky collec-
tion. “‘These are the real victims of
the war, and (they are) the people we
are trying to help.”

Koenn said that many of the people

who participated in the collection ef-
fort had been to Nicaragua. ‘“We are
reacting to what we have seen, not
just what we've been told,"’ she said.
“We have seen the effects of our
government’s policy on the people
there, and we want to do something
to help those who have been hurt by
it."

The collection effort was coor-
dinated by the Kentucky Central
America Information Network and
the West Virginia Central America
Network, groups working to stop U.S.
military aggression in Central
America, and was sponsored by Quest
for Peace.

He feels that the major issues fac-
ing eastern Kentucky coal today in-
clude what type of acid rain legisia-

At a meeling of Floyd County
Education Association on Oct. 17, a
letter was written to explain the
teachers’ position on indexing
salartes, as well as the reasons behind
the “'sick out.”” The letter was lost, bul
many of us believe that it is important
that the public be aware of our
reasons

The “sick out’" was the direct result
of the board and the adminisrators
not only refusing to consider our re
quest, but also treating us as if we
were ummpaortant

Any professional likes lo be ap-
precialed, and from the reaction of
the board on Oct. 12, we realized that
we were not. Therefore, the *'sick
out” was necessary In order to
demonsirate to the board and the
public that teachers are the necessary
ingredient in running a school—the
meal and potatoes of the system. The
“sick out' was not a surprise to the
administration, and if they had had
our children’s interest truly at heart,
school would have been cancelled that
day

However, as a show of stubborn-
ness and power, classes were held “as
usual—if “as usual™ 15 sitling m a
gymnasium all day, As teachers, our
first concern is our students—who
whole-heartedly supported our el
forts, as did their parents. Our one-
day *‘sick outl" was to make the poinlt
that teachers are the backbone of any
school system—a fact which was pro-
ven indeed

The follewing Monday, the board
sent office personnel to intimidate the
teaching force by making each
teacher sign a memorandum from
the board, and o pick up absentee

cards for that day only. This behavior

only served to reinforce that the ad-
ministration regards teachers not as
professionals, but as individuals who
must be threatened and prodded in
order tostay in line It is sad that their
view of education is so distorted
We sincerelv hope that this letter
will clarify any misconceplions by the
public to our “sick day™ and we offer

37:15-20) Where is this stick of
Joseph?

“We prociaim to the world that this
stick of Joseph is The Book of Mor-
mon.

Early Mailing Ensures Holiday Arrival

Plan Now To Mail Packages
Say Postal Officials

Overseas,

For those with relatives in the grm-
ed services stationed overseas, and
those who wish to mail holiday
greetings and packages to others liv-
ing in foreign countries, now is the
time to plan for holiday mailings, ac-
cording to the U.S. Postal Service

Parcels sent lo military personnel
in the Far East, Europe and
Southeast Asia have to be mailed in
October if shipped by surface mail,
Lhe least expensive form of shipment.

November is the month when most
parcels shipped via Parcel Airlift
Mail (PAL) should be sent. PAL
packages are airlifted domestically to
a gateway facility, then airlifted on a
space available basis from the
gateway to the APO (Army or Air
Foree Post Office).

Packages up to 30 pounds and 60 in-
ches in combined length and girth
may be sent by PAL. Mailers pay the
regular third- or fourth-class Parcel
Post rate, based on weight, to the U.S
exit port or from the port of entry plus

a fee for air service. The air service
fee is 30 cents for parcels weighing
two pounds or less, 60 cents for
parcels weighing more than lwo
pounds but nol exceeding lhree
pounds, 90 cents for parcels weighing
more than three pounds but not éx-
ceeding four pounds. and $1.20 for
parcels weighing more than four
pounds bul not exceeding Lhirty
pounds

November mailers can also ship
military parcels by Space Ayailable
Mail iSAM). Items shipped by SAM
are transported by surface means in
the contiguous 48 states and (lown on
a space available basis from the U.S.
to the overseas destination or from
the overseas destination to the U.S.
Packages weighing 156 pounds or less
and not exceeding 60 inches in com-
bined length and girth may be sent by
SAM for regular Parcel Post rates to
the U S, exit port or from the U.S. port
of entry.

When mailed from a military post

office outside Lhe 48 contiguous stales,
the weight of any piece not mailed as
SAM or PAL cannot be more than 70
pounds and the size cannot exceed 108
inches in length and girth combined.

The Postal Service said it also of-
fers a new service for later mailing
of holiday messages and parcels to
military bases overseas. The new Ex-
press Mail Military Service is
available to over 200 APQ/FPO
military addresses. The same rates
as domestic Express Mail service
apply for this two-day service: $8.75
for up to & half pound, $12 for up lo two
pounds and $15.26 for up to five
pounds, The weight limit is 70 pounds.

For mailings to non-military ad-
dresses, the Postal Service's quickest
method of shipping items abroad, Ex-
press Mall International Service, is
available to 69 counlries.

Floyd County School officials pro-
claimed Nov. 14-18 as Scoliosis Week
in Floyd County

Students in grades six to nine will
be screened for possible spinal
problems

Scoliosis is a lateral (side-to-side)
curvature of the back that may
become worse as a child grows, Ap-
proximately 10 out of every 100
children between the ages of 10 and
15 have been found to have a spinal
deformily. Two or three of these 10

children will require treatment. If the
Spinal curve is found early and ap-
propriately treated, progressive
spinal deformity can be prevented, of
ficials said.

The procedure for screening is a

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: Ricky Roberts: A Local Runner Is Profiled

Marathon running can be a self-
supporting, financially rewarding
hobby, but for part-time participants
such as Rick Roberts, it can prove to
be an expensive venture.

However the Allen resident finds
himself constantly challenging some
of sport’s bigger names, while also en-
joying trips all across the United
States.

Roberts had, through racing, found
an inexpensive way to tour the coun-
try. Following is the second of a two-
part conversation held recently with
Roberts.

Huff: You've run races in Califor-
nia and Canada, and all across North
America. Can the purses that you win
come close to compensating you for
your time and expenses... on the level
that you're on?

Roberts: No. Sometimes in the
past, my races (like Scotland, Boston,
New York and major races I've run
in) were taken care of by businesses
who wanted to sponsor me, and even
running shoe companies. But I've had
very few races, the major races I've
participated in, where I've had to pay
out of my own pocket. It's kind of like
a mini-vacation for me, My travel,

my airplane tickets are picked up. I
just run in the races, and have a good
time. 1 run for Nike Athletic Attic. I'm
on their racing team, which is kind of
like Triple A if you're looking at a
baseball system. I'm one step from
the big leagues, Nike Athletic WeslL.

If I make it to the big leagues
everything’s taken care of. 1 run in
the big races for the money. Bul un-
fortunately, I'm not blessed with that
speed, and I don't see the speed com-
ing in the future. Right now all I'm
getting is free running gear, and
stuff... a few traveling expenses, not
to any major races though. But if I
had to start over, and I didn’t have
any sponsors—and sponsorship is
hard to come by these days—I'd be
spending money out of my own pocket
for the races.

Huff: Really though, a free mini-
vacation, as you say, is that payment
enough for the training you have to
do?

Reberts: That's true. When you get
to have dinner with people who have
participated in the Olympic trials,
just to meet people you've probably
seen on TV, and read about, and you
get to meet them in real life, right

there are some of the benefits you
reap from the running—like meeting
Frank Shorter, and people like
that—Bill Rogers.

Huff; Of all the races that you've
participated in, which one sticks in
your mind more as the most
memorable?

Roberts: That's pretty easy. Pike’s
Peak Marathon in Colorado. The en-
try form had a waiver. It was a $35
entry fee. Most races are $15, but part
of the money went for your insurance
in case you were killed in the race
because the elevation started at 6,000
feet, and you went from 6,000 to 14,000
feet on a mountain trail wide enough
for two people to run or walk on. You
could fall to your death, as it stated
on the entry form, be bitten by a rat-
tlesnake. Temperatures could change
from 80 to 30 degrees, and a blizzard,
rain, or snowstorm could appear at
any minute. So it was a marathon
equivalent to white water rafting or
riding a roller coaster. You didn't
know whether you were going to
make it or not, but it was very adven-
turous. It took me six hours and 15
minutes, twice as long as a normal
marathon but the scenery was breath-

« McDowell Stops Feds Creek,
Thompson In Panoroma Game

In the corridor leading to the
Millard High School gymnasium,
Feds Creek fans discused the first
half of a gridoroma contest just com-
pleted between the Vikings and
MecDowell.

But their conversation didn’t in-
volve Feds Creek, as much as it
centered on the school’s best player,
junior Jody Thompson.

“I wasn’t worried when he wasn’t
hitting,” one fan says to another. ‘‘He
was jumping good, rebounding and
passing. He'll probably get 50
tonight."”

Thompson, the top-rated player in
the 15th region, is not only the talk of
the Feds Creek area, but a hot topic
all across Eastern Kentucky. Last
year he averaged 24 points per game,
and over seven rebounds. His coach,
Max Good, along with some others,
tout him as a Mr. Basketball can-
didate for the 1990 season.

On this night, though, Thompson
was going against another number
one, the McDowell Daredevils, and
his impressive personal show was no
match for a balanced Daredevil at-
tack as Feds Creek lost, 83-70.

Thompson, after missing his first
seven shots from the floor, displayed
his offensive abilities late in the first
of two 15-minute halves, scoring 13 of
Feds Creek’s final 15 points, all in the
last four and a half minutes. He
finished with 25 points, including one
three-pointer, and a two-handed dunk.

But McDowell, fueled by a relent-
less pressure defense, hit on all
cylinders—or at least all five that
started the contest.

The Daredevils, chosen by most as
the 15th region’s top pre-season team,
had four of it’s five starters in double
figures,

With just under five minutes re-
maining in the opening half,
MecDowell, which led 25-14 early, went
to its bench, bringing in five new
players, and saw a big lead dwindle
to a mere three points. But again, in
the second half, the Daredevils fore-
ed several turnovers and hit a few
three-pointers to go with a couple
easy fast break layups, and regained
a huge advantage.

“These guys are working hard.
That’s about all I can say about
them,"” McDowell coach Johnny Ray
Turner said. “They just picked it up
where they left off last year as far as
working hard, and giving it the good
effort.”

McDowell, the surprise team in the
region last season, finished the year
with a 23-7 record and a trip to the
regional tournament.

Friday night at Millard, they show-
ed some of last year's spark, and a
promise of better things to come in
the season ahead. They ran, they
bombed in three-pointers and
displayed a balanced attack that few
in the region can match.

*I feel like we can go down eight or
nine deep, and use a lot of different
combinations at any time without los-
ing a lot,”” Turner said.

Senior guard Dickie Joe Shannon,
who averaged 22 points a game last
season, led the team with 17, while
junior forward Mark Hall tossed in 15,

Rady Martin, a transfer from Allen
Central, added 14 points, including
four three-point shots, and Henry
Webb finished with a total of 11 points.
(Nine of those came in a span of less
than three minutes).

The only McDowell starter that fail-
ed to reach double figures was for-
ward Jesse Osborne. He scored nine

while doing the job defensively on
Thompson,

Until the 3:42 mark of the opening
half, Thompson had scored only one
point, held down partly by his own in-
ability to hit a shot, and partly
because of some tough defense.,

“T'll tell you, Thompson's tough,”
Turner said of the Feds Creek pro-
duct. “Osborne did a good job on him.
and he got off to a slow start, but he's
tough.

“Feds Creek’'s tough,” the
MeDowell coach added. “They're go-
ing to beat a lot of people this year.
You won't play a zone against them."

The Vikings, 20-8 a year ago, stayed
in the game early on the strength of
two Rodney Fuller three-point
baskets, and hit a total of five for the
game.

To begin the second half, McDowell
went on a 9-3 spurt, opening up a
9-point advantage, but with 11:33 left
Fuller, who finished with 14 points,
drilled a three-pointer, cutting the
lead to 41-35. About then, the
Daredevils broke loose.

Hall got the roll going with a short
jumper, and Martin helped it along
with a three-point jumper. Then
Osborne followed with a three-point
play in the paint, and Shannon capped
it off by popping in a long jumper.

When it was all all over, McDowell
had scored 10 points in a minute and
36 seconds, blowing out to a 51-37 lead
with 9:24 left in the contest.

They went on to build a 22-point ad-
vantage with just under six minutes

left, and eruised to an easy pre-season
win over a young, but talented, Feds
Creek squad.

McDowell had a total of 11 players
scoring, and every player on the team
saw action.

Keith Shelton, a 6'5™ junior who is
expected to see considerable playing
time, led the reserves with six points,
while senior forward Brent Rose add-
ed three. Mike McQuate, Shawn Lit-
tle, Stacy Hall and Scott Shannon
scored two each.

“These guys have been working
together for two years now, and they
compliment each other real well,”
Turner said after the game. "“Theyre
not a selfish group. They know who
can score, and they trv toget the ball
to them.”

in time, at least twice a week, you do
have to hit the track. I'm kind of lazy.
1 don’t like to do that, but you have to
hit the track, and do some quarter
mile workouts, as in a quarter mile in
under a minute. Do about eight of
those with jogs between. After that,
you're ready to go home and hit the
sack, you're so tired, but you must
combine both of them to be a very
good runner in this day and time
because the competition out there is
unreal. The high school kids T used to
trash, as we say—I never was scared
of high school kids, but now it seems
like a few of the high school kids in
Kentucky have got my number. Tam
slowing down a little, I admit, but
they're gaining on me now.

Hulf: Do some of the big time run-
ners that win the New York
marathons and the Boston
marathons, make a living at this, or
do they have a job similar to the situa-
tion that you're in?

Roberts: Most of them don’t have
jobs. That’s why they're so good at it.
They’re one of the low percentages
of people who were blessed with the
body build and lung capacity to run,
like Bill Rogers and Frank Shorter.
They just don't have jobs, they make
six-figure incomes a year from shoe
endorsements, wearing Nike and
Brooks, or whatever running shoe,
and the only work they would prob-
ably do would be endorsing the shoe.
In a major race, they show up the
night before and do a little one-hour
expo, and give a speech on running.
That's their major work, that and fly-
ing to the races, running, and wear-
ing the sponsor's shoes. But that’s
where they get their money from.
They don't work.

Huff: Actually, they work for the
advertisers. Isn’t that what it boils
down to?

Roberts: Yeah, it's kind of funny.
These people also compete in Olym-
pic time trials, and they're making
six-figure incomes. But to be able to
compete, they just put their money in
escrow and TAC. If they win $100,000
in a race, like New York or
something, TAC gets 10 percent of
that money, and they can do what
they want with the $90,000. They can
get it out in another month or two.

Roselle Not So Grand In The
Eyes Of Ex-Wildcat Grigsby

University of Kentucky President
David Roselle has been praised by
some for his handling of the school’s
most recent basketball problem, but
not everyone concerned agrees with
the new president’s methods,

The Lexington Herald-Leader, inan
article by columnist Billy Reed, prais-
ed Roselle, and his efforts to put
academics first at the basketball-
dominated university

Since the article, which ran last
month, the UK program has faced ad-
ditional problems which produced
more public pressure, and brought
forth verbal action from Roselle.

Some of that action, especially the
talk of firing athletic director CIiff
Hagan, has mel resistance, and all of
a sudden the president isn't so
popular,

“‘A lot of people up here really like
Cliff, and they don’t understand why
he's being treated this way," former
University of Kentucky basketball
player Pete Grigsby said of the cur-
rent situation.

Roselle said earlier that he plann-
ed to replace Hagan because he was
dissatisfied with his performance. Ac-
cording to published reports over the
weekend, the president had selected
Joe Burch to assume the job of in-
terim athletics director, replacing
Hagan.

Apparently, Roselle released
Hagan because of the recent turmoil,
and allegations levied by the NCAA
toward the University of Kentucky.

‘“There’s something very secretive
going on that the public isn’t aware of,
or else he’s ( Roselle) doing a bad job
of handling the situation,"" Grigsby
said.

I think the guilty parties should be
fired, whether they are Casey, Sulton,
or whomever,” Grigsby continued.
“But there's been no determination
by the NCAA as lo whom if anyone,
is guilty. 1 just hate to see a man
dismissed because of allegations by
the NCAA."

Grigsby, who played at the Univer-
sity of Kentucky in the early 1950s,
was a teammate of Hagan’s when the
1953-54 Wildeats went undefeated,
Grigsby was a reserve player, while
Hagan went on to earn all-American
honers following the season.

In Saturday’s edition of the Herald-
Leader, Grigsby was quoted as say-
ing, **If Sutton is guilty of these alleg-
ed infractions, let him pay. Mr
Hagan shouldn't be the scapegoal,

He’s done too good a job down there.
He's a legend in his own time in the
state of Kentucky."”

Grigsby, along with former gover-
nor A.B. “Happy” Chandler, has
begun a crusade of sorts to keep
Hagan at the University of Kentucky.
He says that petitions are being cir-
culated, then sent to the school in a
show of support for the popular
athletic director,

““The people up here are disgusted,
and I don't blame them,” Grigshy
said Monday *‘It just doesn't make
sense."”’

Hagan, after taking over as athletic
director in 1975, has built the school's
athletic program into one of the most
suceessful in the nation. UK's non-
revenue sports are reportedly in their
best condition ever.

“You better believe it,”" Grigsby
said in response to Hagan’s doing a
good job at UK. ‘“He’s a legend in his
own time, an all-American, and he’s
done a lot good things down there.

“‘He's a good man, a good family
man, It just doesn't seem fair. Itisn’t
fair that they're treating him this
way."'

The decision by Roselle to release
Hagan came in the midst of turmoil
that has rocked the university's
basketball program.

A total of 18 allegations, with an ad-
ditional two pending, have been levied
against UK. One of them stems from
a package that reportedly contained
$1,000. The package, according to
reports, was sent from the universi-
ty to Claud Mills, father of UK recruit
Chris Mills.

Grigsby seems to think that Roselle
let Hagan go to impress the NCAA,
hoping it will influence the infractions
committee Lo lighten its punishment
toward UK.

“It’s not going to influence them,"
Grigsby said. ‘‘They're probably sit-
ting up there laughing at them right
now."

Grigsby, a big supporter of UK
athletics in Eastern Kentueky, not on-
ly disagrees with Roselle's actions, he
thinks the UK president could have
picked a better time to take action.

I thought it was bad timing on his
part.” Grigsby said. “Things were
bad enough already. It's hurting
morale. Fans are despondent, and
morale is low. It's taken a long time
to build the program up; and [ say
let's keep it one of the best in the
country."

The Wildcats have drawn nation-
wide attention because of the NCAA
investigation, and apparently it has
hurt recruiting, as well as fan
attendance.

Several prep stars have turned
away from the university because of
the current investigation, and the
blue-white scrimmages have at-
tracted less than half the fans who
normally attend the intra-squad
contests.

UK, which played the Sweden natio
nal team Monday, opens its 1988-89
basketball season Saturday against
Duke, a top-five selection in most of
the national polls.

Kentucky will be without point
guard Sean Sutton, who suffered a
broken jaw in practice, and
guard/forward Eric Manuel, a target
of the investigation.

Manuel, one of the best freshmen in
the Southeastern Conference last
year, has been accused of cheating on
his ACT test.

Grigsby also expressed dissatisfac-
tion with that situation. Although
nothing more than speculation sur-
rounds Manuel's situation, he isn’t on
the roster.

“You should presume that people
are innocent until proven guilty,"”
Grigsby said. “‘Apparently they
aren't doing that.”

In a situation involving the NCAA,
guilt beyond a shadow of a doubt
doesn’t play a role. If the infractions
committee thinks UK is guilty, it will
enforce penalties. Those can vary
from a verbal criticism to the ‘'death
penalty’’ for the program.

Kansas was recently placed on pro-.
bation for three years, meaning it
cannot defend its 1988 NCAA title. UK
is in a similar situation.

The Wildcats, though, will play out
the current schedule. The NCAA
made sure of that. UK has until the
middle of December to respond to the
alleged violations, but a final decision
isn't expected until April.

The Cats have five games schedul-
ed to be aired by ESPN, and seven
more slated for SEC-TV. UK will ap-
pear five times on network television,
and several other times on its own
network.

The University of Kentucky con-
sistently ranks as one of the biggest
college basketball attractions, but if
it receives suspension or probation,
the television broadcasts will be
eliminated.

This time one vear ago, high school
basketball fans were weighing the
pros and cons of the newly adopted
three-point line, sharing opinions, and
expressing expeclations of the most
recent addition o the sport they
loved

A year later, and some fantastic
finishes older, the three-point line is
Jjoined by fans all across Kentucky in
celebrating it's one-vear birthday

When the Kentucky High School
Althletic Association adopted the line
last year, it was with the under-
standing—or at least expectation—of
increasing th excitement
while aiso enabling shorter, smaller
players o find a place of importance
in the game dominaled by height and
guickness

Fans were cautious, coaches were
skeptical, but players took {o the
three-pointer immediately, A line 19
feet and nine inches not only appeared
in high school gymnasiums, but was
also an immediale addition to back
yard courts from Elkhorn City to
Paducah

Players could be seen, mostly
behind a coach’s back, stepping out
beyond the stripe Lo tesl their ability
to shoot the long jumper. Nol only
guards, but the big men were sudden-
ly attracted 1o an oulside shot

The coaches loaded with three-point
shooters loved the new rule. But those
who conldn’t slop it were its biggest
[nes

But pro or con, evervone knew the
impact that the three-point line would
bring to high school basketball Late
game comebacks were evident, using
the three-peinter as a friend late ina
contest

Some leams, though, utilized it to
the fullest early, and by the time a
game reached the late stages it took
more than jusl a couple three-point
shots Lo cateh up

The three-point line did just about
everything it was intended to and
much more. But one thing it, or any
other rule, can't do, 15 make the short,
slow player a factor in the game.

Basketball, in its development from
the days of the peach basket begin-
ning, has established itself as a big
man's game

From pee wee (o Lhe pros, it's
always the big guys who dominate the
game, and ultimately it is the big guys
who reap the biggest benelits

Magic Johnson, Larry Bird, Danny
Manning and David Robinson, just to
name a few, are among some of the
NBA's highest paid players, and all
are 6'8" or beller

The closest thing to a high-priced
little man in the NBA would have lo
be Michael Jordan, but even as a
guard Jordan is 6'5

Bul at least on the high school level
the three-point shot does give a
shooter an advantage he did not have
before. The one-dimensional outside
shooler can find additional playing

game's

time with the three-point line, and ean
actually contribute enough on offense
1o make up for his liability on defense

Some teams last season believed in
this philosophy. Some teams fook ad-
vantage of the three-point line, while
others did not.

The McDowell Daredevils were
possibly the most effective three-point
shooling team in the 15th region, and
they rode their guard play to the
regional semi-finals.

The comparison between Betsy
Layne and McDowell is as different
as night and day, but both found con
siant success in their own way

Buckhorn, a tiny school from the
i4th region, may not have reached the
state tournament had it not been for
the three-point shot. Clay County, had
they hit some three-pointers in the
championship game, might have
repeated as state champions

The three-pointer changed the look
of high school basketball, but one
might have to look closely al times to
see the differences.

As the 1988-89 campaign ap-
proaches, anticipation builds, and ex-
peclations fill the air. Bul pre-season
serimmages often tell the tale, and so
{ar this year they are talking three-
pointer

In a recent panoroma game bel-
ween McDowell and Feds Creek, the
three-point baskel took presidence
over all else,

Baoth the Daredevils and Vikings
found success from 19'9"". Bul in the
end McDowell proved to be the more
dominating offensive team

One thing that Feds Creek remind-
ed Johnny Ray Turner, and others of
though, is that “you don’t play a zone
against them."

Setting back in a zone defense i8 a
thing of the past, especially when the
opposition has an effective three-point
shooter. The new rule not only af-
fected a leam’s offense, but it often-
times dictated how defense would be
played

McDowell has been selected by
most as the number one pre-season
team in this region. Without the three-
point line, they might not have receiv-
ed that consideration.

Although the Daredevils would be
a solid team without the three-
pointer, they would not be quite as
explosive,

They play a superb pressure
defense, bul last season McDowell hit
over 40 percent from the three-point
line, and figure to be more effective
with the addition of long range
shooter Rady Martin

All five of their starters can be ef-
fective from the three-point distance,
and last year their guards took advan
tage of it to average 22 and 17 points
each.

Colleges have also used the three-
point stat as a recruiting tool. The
distance is the same as in college, and
a quick look at a shooter’s three-paoint

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Bassin’ With the Pros...

How Bass Fishermen Beat A Cold Front

Guido Hibdon, recent winner of the
1988 BASS Masters Classic®, remem-
bers how he once spent an entire day
casting a spinnerbait to a single fish
he could see. The bass never moved
until Hibdon finally touched it with his
rod tip

“That's what a severe cold front-
can do (o bass,” says the Johnson Oul-
boards Pro Stalf member, “The fish
become extremely sluggish and very
hard to cateh

"I think “cold front’ are the two
words bass anglers dislike the most, "'

The worsl cold fronts, says Hibdon,
a former guide on Missouri’s Lake of
the Ozarks, are those in which the
temperature plunges drastically
overnight. It's as if the bass go into
complete shock., Divers who have
observed bass under such conditions
often report the fish suspend mo-
tionless near the bottom, close to
heavy cover, Other fish look as if
they're trying to bury their heads in
the boltom

“Shallow water bass definitely
maove closer to cover,” says Hibdon
“Any topwater fishing thal existed
prior Lo the cold front nearly always
stops complelely because the fish
bury themselves in cover like bushes,
weeds, or moss

“That's why flipping is one of the
very best techniques to use at this
time. Flipping allows an angler Lo
place a lure into heavy cover without
causing any water disturbance, Once
the lure is in the water, the angler
can Jig it slowly up and down in one
spol as long as he wishes.”

Another key to successiul cold front
fishing, says Hibdon, is fishing a lit-
tle deeper.

“Cold fronts 'often move bass,
especially those that might have been
on points or flats,”" he explains. “If
there is deep water nearby, an angler
should systematically work his way
oul into that deeper water Very often,
bass will suspend just off the edge of
a dropolf over deeper waler "

The depth at which bass like this
are holding generally determines lure
choice, says the Johnson Outboards
pro. Spinnerbaits and crankbails are
often successiul, as long as Lthey are
fished slow

‘Smaller lures are also more al-
tractive to bass," Hibon notes. “'1 like
Lo use 1/8-ounce marabou Jigs and six
pound lest line, swimming the lure
through the fish very slowly. Even
with little lures like this, however,
strikes are often very light and
tentative."

Learning to lish slower is extreme-
ly important in beating cold fronts. In
stead of making 10 casts to a target,
Hibdon suggests making 30 or 40,
covering Lthe same water repeatedly
until a fish finally hits

Another place to find cold front
bass, according to Hibdon, is in deep
holes, such as those around bridge
crossings, natural springs, and main
channel drops. These bass can fre-
quently be pinpointed with a dep-
thfinder, so lures can be presented
more accurately. Often, vertical jig-
ging with a spoon is a productive
technique.

“Cold front rules are really pretty
simple,'” Hibdon concludes. “‘First,
expect to catch fewer fish, simply
because they are nol as active, Next,
if you work shallow water, concen-
trate on the heaviest cover you can
find, and Mip it carefully with a jig

“In deeper water, look for suspend-

“It normally takes Iwo to three
days for the fish to become active
again,” Hibdon notes

“‘After spending all day casting to
that one bass that I finally moved with

my rod, | went back the next day and
finally caught it with a spinnerbait.™

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arth Offers Course Variety

A wealth of information awails
students at Garth Area Vocational
Education Center in Martin. but
many Floyd County teens —and
their parents — may nol be aware of
the opportunities available.

Garth educators offer a wide
range of programs, including auto
mechanies. business and office
skills, carpentry, electronies
technology, machine shop skills,
mine maintenance technology,
welding, and a special/vocational
liaison program.

Programs are open to junior and
senior high school students
throughout the county.

However, as both students and
educators will point out. the school
has been tagged with an image pro-
blem in the past few years,

"“We give these kids the best basic
foundation we can in particular
trades with the facilities and
resources we have available to us,”
notes Ronald A. Turner, Garth
AVEC administrator.

“They get a good footing, a good
grounding, so that they can go into
industry or another school for ad-
vanced training. These are the kinds
of things they will carry with them
from now on,” he explains

Unfortunately, he adds, students
often come (o the school unable o
read a ruler, tape measure. do sim-
ple math, or without mastery of
basic reading and writing skills.

“We do have a problem with the
overall caliber of student sent to
Garth. There is a misconception of
our program and what we have to of-
fer here,”" says Turner. "'The
general public, counselors and prin-
cipals have a feeling that if students
can't do anything else, they'll send
them to Garth — they can saw a
board."

Turner 18 not alone in his views,
Some teachers at the school say they
are unhappy with the school’s im-
age, and add that they must spend
much of their classtime doing
remedial work with students.

Loretta Shelton, a second-year
student in the business and office

program. wrote earlier this year,
“People have a stereotypical picture
of Garth — being only for kids who
have to have the credits to pass, or
fhink it's easy credits. That's not the
case! In our classrooms, there are
many smart people who are eager o
live successfully, or al least be hap-
py with what they are skilled in, I'll
add thal the kids are also very
talented. in more than one way."

The students are, indeed, talented,
Wesley Hamilton, a McDowell High
School student who attended Garth
last year, won firsl place in the
1987-88° regional and state elec-
fronics competitions.

Dustin Conn, an Allen Central stu-
dent, won first place in regional
competition and third place in state
competition for his carpentry skills.
The pair competed against students
from other vocational schools, in-
cluding the post-secondary Mayo
Stale Vpcational School in Paint-
sville.

Turner., who says Floyd
counselors are reluctant lo steer
students to Garth, feels that the

Carpentry Fun, Useful

Despite the sanding, cutting and
planing, it's hard to find a speck of
sawdust or a wood shaving
anywhere but in the trash bin,

In the tool room, a student stands
behind the counter, checking in-
struments out, checking them in,
and keeping things in an orderly
fashion.

Garth's carpentry program
teaches studenis the basics
necessary to build houses and other
structures, and covers safety, hand
tools, power tools, portable power
tools and blueprint reading.

It is nol, as some would think, an
easy class.

Students who have not mastered,

basic reading and writing skills are
not allowed in the shop area, ex-
plains Taylor, primarly for safety
reasons.

“The first thing I have to do is
teach them the basics — but they
should have been taught how to read
a rule in elementary school,” says
the instructor.

First-year students begin the
course studying the proper use of
hand tools — a class segment that
often takes them into the second
quarter. Although using power tools
follows, no students are allowed to
use them until they have scored 100
percent on wrilten safety tests for
each tool.

In one area of the room. second-
vear students are getting ready to
build a 12'x12' storage building,
complete with hip roof, door, win-
dows, electrical wiring and insula-
tion.

“We're trying to gel these
students prepared to further their
education at Mayo, or another voca-
tional school.”” says Taylor. By
covering house building “from the
ground up," he says, students will
have a basic idea of each step involv-
ed in construction.

Each student progresses al his or
her own pace, finishing one project
and beginning the nexi. They are
taught to use a variety of hand tools,
to take rough lumber and finish it,
and even make some furniture.

Marvin Howard, a student from
Betsy Layne, is among those who
are just beginning the carpentry
program.

““I figured it would be good to gel
into carpentry,” he said as he work-
ed to build a box to hold nails.

“1 wasn't sure what it would be,

like, but it's a fun class. We do have
to know a lot of math and geometry,
though."

Howard, who said he has especial-
ly enjoyed learning to understand
how things are built, has also learn-
ed another valuable lesson: "I used

to be very impatient, When I got in
here, I had to learn to be patient. He
(instructor Taylor) taught me to get
the job done, and do it right.”

The high school senior wants to do
carpentry work, and plans to also at-

tend Mayo State Vocational Schoal.

“If anyone would want to get into
woodworking, this is the thing to
do,”" he said of Garth’s carpentry
program. "It interesting. fun. and
helps vou out a lot."”

school’s negative image “'is not Lrue
anymore — if it ever was."

With today's technological ad-
vances, many courses require com-
plex math skills and strong language
skills, *Our teachers have to go back
and work with them. One-fourth of
their time is spent doing remedia-
lion instead of actual teaching,” he
says,

Turner. whose [aith in the
students, educators and programs is
evident, says he must often go
directly to students al the county’s
five high schools to provide informa-
tion about Garth AVEC.

“We tried coumselors;, principals
and the general public, bult we've
found that we have to go directly Lo
the students and sell our programs,"’
Turner explains.

“*Our students are having lo make
a choice in the ninth grade as to what
they want to do, and that's a little bit
ridiculous,’" he adds, explaining that
Floyd students choose academic or
vocational study programs when
they are high school freshmen

**Vocational education is right for
some people: it has nothing to do
with intelligence. It has to do with in-
terest and where their skills and
talents lay. We have the oppor-
tunities here,”” says Turner. “The
school's image is simply a
misconception.”™

The administrator of the
320-student facility notes that Garth
offers some ‘‘very successful’ pro-
grams. There are good careers in
vecational trades, and students who
graduate can make from $30,000 lo
$50,000 annually. especially in the
mining industry, he adds

“Things have gotlena little bit out
of proportion,” Turner says. "lIt's
not that we don’t want to serve
students — we do. But it's golten a
little out of hand. Eleven percent of
our student population is classified
as special education ™

Turner encourages parents and
students to c¢ome lour Lhe
school — he says itis the most effec-
tive public relations tool the faculty
has. “We've had people stop by. go
through and look at it. and go away
saying, ‘Gosh, 1 didn't know you had
this here.” '’ hé notes.

Sheilah Akers says there are ex-
pected and unexpected benefits to
life without cigarettes

“It's nice not Lo be dependent on
any substance whatever,”” she says

But that's not all. It was a real sur-
prise to her than her senses of taste
and smell, which were lost through
cigaretle smoking, came hack

Akers, a registered nurse and Our
Lady of the Way Hospital's
operating room supervisor, began
smoking when she was 14 years old

*'1 didn’t see any harm in it.,” she
explains, "‘Back then, nobody said it
caused cancer and stuff like that."

Akers’ first attempls at quitting
weren'l successful.

My
mother’s coma and death were
stressful, 1 thought 1 could smoke
through the funeral and put them
back down. Instead, I picked the
habit right back up. 1 know now not
to fool with them '

Akers' mother and father were
smokers, and both died of cancer.

“I'kind of figured I was high-risk,"
concludes Akers.

Akers says that the 1986 Great
American Smokeout brought to a
head something she wanted to do,
but had just been putting off.

"It was greal," explains Akers.
“'Everybody was rooting for me. The
first day is the worst, and they made
it good. (Former nursing director)
Susan Stewart adopted me . .. the
(hospital) kitchen made special fruit
plates and 1 could go down to munch
when I had the urge to smoke."

Akers says the combination of be-
ing adopted by a non-smoker, seeing
other people care to go out of their
way to help her quit, and her family
history (cancer deaths are not
something she wants to go through
again) were whalt helped her most to
succeed in quilting. She aiso used
Nicorettes, a nicotine gum, for two
weeks.

*It wasn't as hard as I thought it
would be," says Akers. “[ think you
have to really want it. Youcan'tdoit
because other people want it,
although that's a good incentive,

1 had to find new ways of dealing
with stressful situations.'' she con-
tinues. “Breaking a life-long habit
(Akers smoked for 26 years) is a big
thing. I was used to eating and smok-
ing a cigarette afterwards. When 1
got called oul for a surgery, I smok-
ed as | rushed Lo the hospital.”’

Akers, and her husband of 22
years, Kenneth Ray, live in
McDowell and have a 17-year-old
child, Melissa.

“I've always told Missy that had I
known the harmiul effects. T would

have never started smoking. She can
feel blessed to have the knowledge
and ta choose not to get hooked, She
can make an informed decision. I
couldn't.”

Akers thinks highly of the Great
American Smokeout, which will be
observed Thursday, Nov. 17.

“I think it's great," says Akers.
"It makes people more aware. You
see people who used to smoke quit
because they know now — which
they didn't back then — how harm-
ful it is. Medical knowledge tells us
you can reverse the effects if you
quit soon enough.”

Our Lady of the Way Hospital will
observe the Great American
Smokeout this year, as it did in 1986
and 1987. Information on how to quit
smoking is already available on
posters and brochures. Healthy
munchies will be available all day
long as alternatives to a cigarette.

Non-smoking employees are being
encouraged to “‘adopt’ smokers and
give up some other unhealthy habit
“in sympathy'' for the quitters. A
“cold turkey'' raffle for employees
is also being held to accumulate data
on employee smoking, and draw at-
tention to the Great American
Smokeout.
