Former Resident 
Remembers Early Dwale 
Dear Editor. 

During the weekend of Oct. 21-23, 1 
felt as if 1 had taken a trip back in 
lime. I returned to Floyd County to 
visit the man) friends and relatives 
still livmg in and around Dwale and 
Allen As a li-year-old. I left Dwale 
in February 1947 and went off to the 
US Navy. In 1954, 1 marned a young 
lady in South Caroltna, where we 
eventually established a res1dence. In 
1970, I rellred from the Navy and 
returned from Honolulu to South 
Carolina. 

As l drove from Dwale to 
Prestonsburg. r remembered how 
that short trip used to be. There were 
two ways to go-aroWJd the hill to 
Allen, then across the Big Sandy to US 
23 and down river to town t about a 12 
mlle drive l-or go over Bull Moun­
tam and through Bull Creek by way 
of an unpaved road that was at times 
very rough. 

Th1s was a drive oi about six miles 
lif you had a vehicle to drive) At the 
end of this dirt road "'as a \'ery nar· 
row bridge across Big Sandy to 
Prestonsburg. Several of my friends 
and I used to walk to Prestonsburg on 
Saturday evenings. attend the movies 
and then walk home again. Once in a 
great while, someone would stop and 
give us a nde home. I am amazed at 
ow easy it is to get around in Floyd 
County no\\ . 

On Saturday, Oct. 22. 1 drove up to 
Wayland (as far as Garrett on the 
new Ky . 80> I remember the 
Wayland of lhe late 1930s and 1940s. 
As you entered town, the schools were­
on your left and then shops and com­
pany stores were on both sides of the 
road. You then turned left up a long 
slr&-t lined with almost 1dentical 
company houses. 

At the upper end of this street on the 
right sat a large boarding house 
operaed by my Grandmother. 'Ma' 
Haywood On the left was the big 
Princess Elkhorn Mining Company 
tipple. My older brother said that on 
a summer Saturday evening a person 
could walk from the boarding house 
a lithe way to the company store and 
back and never miss a word or note 
of the Grand Ole Opry since aU lhe 
houses would have their doors and 
"indows open. 

I ran mto some of my childhood 
friends. l had a long, enjoyable talk 
Wtth Ray of the famous Ray. Roy and 
Joy-lhe Clifton triplets. I had not 
seen Ray since 1947 and Roy 
I Citcket I made the supreme sacrifice 
in Korea in lhe early 1950s. 

I talked with Vonda Humble Webb 
and was shocked when I learned that 
very few of those who were with us In 
the e1ghth grade at Dwale were still

living. It seems the class was ex­
tremely prone lO cancer and heart at­
tacks.

It is not uncommon for a person to experience dif­
ficulty in swallowing a medica tion in capsule or tablet 
form Anyone with this problem should talk to the phar­
macist about it if it has escaped mention at the doc­
tor's office. The pharmacist may be able to make a sug­
gestion for changing the medicine to a more accessi­
ble form. Of course, a physician's permission must be 
sought if a prescription change is needed. There are 
some medications in tablet form which should not be 
crushed up to be mixed with water . To do so may af· 
feet their absorption rate. or may cause stomach ir­
ritation. On the other hand, if a tablet can be crushed 
up, the pharmacist may advise as to which liquid it 
should be mixed with.

dilemmas is the overcrowdmg of the 
county jails and state prisons. 

The most recent court orders deal­
mg with county jail overcrowding in­
volve Campbell, Kenton and Fayette 
counties. Corrections Cabinet offic1als 
estimate possible fines at $4 million 
However, some correction experls in 
the state suggest totals could be much 
higher. 

Jefferson County currently 
operates under an existing court 
order, having already gone through 
one massive relocation of prisoners 
housed in their facilities. Eight other 
counties could be facmg sliff penalties 
as court orders are pending decisions 

The maximum security prison at 
Eddyville experienced a maJor 
physical renovation and standard 
changes as a result of a prisoner 
lawsuit and a decreed order which 
followed. Due directly to the decreed 
order. the state prison system has 
spent well over $200 million dollars in 
dramatic physical and regulator~ 
reform since 1980 

Overcrowding and substandard 
prison conditions are a nationwide 
problem. not just a Situation ex 
perienced herem the Commonwealth. 
To understand how the problem 
developed, we need to look back into 
the l!nOs when the mood to reform 
prison systems began. 

Dunng the .Julian Carroll ad 
ministration tn Kentucky, a class ac· 
lion federal court case set a cap on the 
number of stale prisoners allowed in 
the svslem Bt.'Cause of that ruling, 
pnsoners began to back up in county 
jails. Consequently, a way was need­
t>d to let county joils house state 
prisoners mer a long per1od of hme 
until they could be transfened into 
the state system. 

In 1980. Jefferson County prisoners 
sued the county in federal court. They 
brought many discr1m mat ion 
charges. including lack of specific 
square footage per pr isoner. made­
quate lighting, no recreation or exer­
cise facilities and a ser ious lack or 
sanitarv conditions As a result of 
the..o:;e cl;anging :;tandards and regula 
tiorts. available county jail space also 
found itself at a minimum Because 
of tightening regulations, many jails 
that could not meet new stand{lrds 
closed In addihon. the Legislature's 
progressive toughemng up on those 
who break the law· bas also con­
tributed to the overcrowding pro­
blem Laws such as the '·drunk driv· 
ing biU .' ' the habitual cnminals act 
and tougher drug laws have placed a 
premium on jaiJ and prison space. 

The legislature began to study the 
escalahng jail and prison problems. 
We vis1ted several county jails and 
state prison facilities. Testimony 
was gathered from experts in lhe 
field both ins1de and out of the Corn­
mon'.l.ealtb. We worked closely with

l><:rutimzed by nationwide correction 
experts 

Revenue was appropriated by lhf.' 
1!186 General Assembly to build a 
new prtson at West Liberty. Initial· 
1\ 1t was to contam 500 medium 
security beds. But even before its 
completion. the 1988 Legislature pro­
vided enough new revenue to more 
than double that amount. 

The public and the Legislature are 
still looking to alleviate the seeming­
!} ever growing problems of Jail and 
pnson overcrowding. There was a 
move durmg the 1988 session of the 
General Assembly to allow state 
take over of county jails to provide 
for a consistent management of all

Long-t·ange 
plans must be formulated to assurt> 
these court rulings resulting 10 fines 
do not become a regular appropria­
tion m our state budget The main 
objective must be to create morl 
beds at the most reasonable cost to 
the state. This critical issue must be 
addressed by state policymakers 
soon But, like many other chronic 
problems facing the Com

Holiday Season

The Thanksgiving hohday offers 'a 
great time to go duck hunting with a 
four-day season for ducks, coots and 
mergansers November 24-27. No can 
vasbacks may be taken and pintails 
may be harvested only during the 
four-day season. 

Goose season in the Eastern ZOne 
<which comprises most or the sta te 
except a portion in far Western Ken· 
tucky) also opens November 24 but 
\\<; lJ run through January 31. 

Because duck numbers are down, 
this year the point system has been 
eliminated: bag and posscssron Iimats 
are in eff eel. (See below Cor ho\\ to ob­
tain a copy of the current waterfowl 
hunting guide which lists spcctfac 
information ) 

• All waterfowl hunters age 16 and 
O\'er must carry a valid federal duck 
stamp and hunters who arc required 
to have a Kentucky hunting license 
must also possess a Kentucky Water­
fowl stamp. < Waterfov.l hunters 
under age 16 are only required to have 
a junior hunting license, but neither 
of the stamps.)

Floyd County Receives Grant 
To Continue Writing Program 
The premtse behind Floyd County's 

Writing Across the Curriculum Pro 
gram is a simple one: gtvc teacht•rs 
and students enough support and 
money to carry out projects thatlhey 
care about, and you'll see good 
results. 

That was the reasoning behind the 
ortginal writing program that was 
funded in the county in 1987 and one 
that seems likely to continue Cor a 
while. Floyd County was one or the 56 
projects tbat received notification in 
November that it has been funded 
again by Kentucky Department of 
Education's Pilot Wrlling Projects 

The $35,000 grant will begin m 
January and will provide stipends for 
teachers lo be tramed in the wnhng 
procesl) and for classroom materials. 

Floyd County was one of the few 
Eastern Kentucky counties to receive 
a continuation grant. The original 
proposal, written by teachers in the 
Floyd County school system. resulted 
in a $45,000 grant in 1986. That funding 
was used to train 21 teachers in the 
s)stem and to provide support for 
projects such as Hills and Hollows, a 
magazine produced jointly by Betsy 
Layne Elementary, John M. Stumbo. 
and Harold Elementary, and Betsy 

Layne lllgh ~chool's Along the Big 
Sand.v. Approximately 40 counties in 
the state have requested copies of the 
Floyd County proposal. 

The county's new grant wiJJ be us­
ed to train teachers, as well as pro­
vide last year's teachers with money 
to COJllanue wrillng projects at their 
school. Bud Reynolds, Thelma 
Spears, and John Patton. members of 
last year's Writing Across the Cur· 
riculum Program helped draft the 
proposal that was funded in Novem­
ber.

Rady Martin's leaving may have 
reduced the chance of that (the 
coach needs 22 wins to reach 200>. 
but Johnny Martin says Allen Cen­
tral wil1 not be without some 
talented and experienced players 

"l think we've still got some good 
players coming back,'' he said. 
''Kevin Webb, Todd Duff, Joey 
Conn, Bear Halbert-we've got 
some talent returning." 

All four players were starters last 
season, and with the extra year of 
physical growth and mental 
maturity, the coach expects better 
things from the powerful foursome. 

Although not quick, Allen Central 
may be physically the strongest 
team m the 15th region, or even in 
the area. 

Webb, a 6'2" 230 pound forward, 
averaged 6.5 points per game last 
season. and about that many re­
bounds. Although his lack of height 
will sometimes put him ala disad 
vantage, added point and rebound 
production is being counted on. 

''He had some good games for us 
last year,·· Mar tin said of Webb. 
·'He had two or three great games. 
He was hot and cold. 

"H seems like he's more 
dedicaled this year than he's ever 
been before,.. Martin continued. 
"He's working harder and seems to 
be looking forward to playmg this 
season. He needs to have a good 
season for us." 

Webb. who will join Joey Conn. 
Bear Halbert and Rick Smith 
underneath the basket, served as a 
starter last year in Allen Central's 
HH6 season. 

Conn is expected to be the biggest 
offensive threat for Allen Central 
under the basket, and he can nail an 
occasional 12-foot jumper. The 6'2" 
center/ forwa rd averaged just over 
15 points per contest last season, 
and may be the man Martin needs 
to assume the leadership role for 
what will be a senior-dominated 
Rebel squad. 

''Somebody is going to have to 
step forward and take the leader­
ship role for us," Martin said. "He's 
a good high school player , there's 
no doubt about that. He can carry 
the load, and he might have to this 

season." 
ln addition to his 15 points per 

game average, Conn, a junior, haul­
ed down almost 10 rebounds an 
outing. Martin says the third-year 
starter doesn't enjoy being the 
spotlight but with his performance 
and playing at Allen Central, he will 
be more than just a little visible. 

The only pr<>blem Conn might 
have this season is getting lost 
among Allen Central's huge paint 
players. 

Bear Halbert. who is causing con­
cern due to a knee injury suffered 
during football season, checks in at 
about 245 pounds. and Rick Smith 
is a solid 205. 

Halbert, despite his size, is decep­
tive and quick. rn his first high 
school season Halbert averaged 
nearly 10 points per game late in the 
year. 

"He came on really well for us 
late in the season. I'm hoping for a 
good year from him, but we don't 
know how much he'll be able to 
play, or if he'll be able to play at all. 
because of a knee mjury he got in 
the first football game of the 
season,·· Martin said. 

Smith, a junior. was one of Allen 
Central's top inside players early 

last season, but quit the team due 
to personal reasons. He has return­
ed th.is year, and will no doubt bat­
tle for a starting position. He can 
also provide Martin with depth on 
the bench, someth.ing the Rebels 
didn't have last year. 

Smith checks in at just under 
6'4", while Halbert, an offensive 
lineman for the football Rebels. is 
6'1" 

Allen Central has the possibility 
of star ting a front line which would 
average almost 6'3", and weigh in 
at over 210. As much of a bruising 
bunch as they might be, !bey \vill be 
just as slow. 

"We'll have to play a much 
slower paced game than we would 
have liked to.·· Martin said. "We 
don't have much speed or quick· 
ness. We'll just have to wail and 
see." 

The Rebels. as they have been in 
the past. will more than likely shov. 
their past tendencies lwilb the ex 
ception of Roger Horne l of a ram­
it-down-inside team However. they 
are not without a couple talented 
shooters. 

Todd Duff is one of the district's

and six of it's top eight players. 
Newsome, though, should find a 
more experienced squad awaiting 
him, if not a more talented one. 

"The experience will be their 
strong point," Newsome said of the 
1988-89 team. "We're not going to be 
able to out-talent a lot of people, so 
we'll have to play smart basketball. 

"We won't be that big, so we'D 
have to block out weJl, and we'D 
have to play fundamental basket­
ball," he added. 

The Bobcats, winning half of the 
58th district tournaments played in 
this decade, return their top tl:u'ee 
scorers, their leading rebounder, 
and their starting point guard. The 
team returns aU but one player, 
starting forward Todd Sturgill, who 
saw much playing time. 

Duran Newsome, 6'0'' is tbe

"He's really worked hard all 
summer," Newsome said of lhe 
Bobcats' leading rebounder last 
year. "He's one of the hardest

tonsburg Blackcats. in the finals of 
the Jenny Wiley Tournament. were 
blown away 81-48 by regional power 
Sheldon Clark. 

Sitting by htmself in a silent 
Prestonsburg locker room. Black 
cal head coach Gordon Pando, with 
his head held low. explained the loss 
as "a roof falling in kind of thing.' 

But from that disappointing mo­
ment of solitude. through a tough 
Floyd County Conference schedule. 
and on into the district tournament, 
Pres tonsburg continued to improve 
on its disappointing beginrung. 

After a win in the opening round 
of the district tournament, the 
Blackcats entered D. W. Howard 
Fieldhouse on a Friday night with 
Lhe chance of earning a regional 
tournament appearance. . 

Again, though, they were faced 
wilh the task of defeating a regional 
power, the Betsy Layne Bobcats.

Jones, a 1980 graduate of Wheel­
wright, sa}s the all important­
position w1ll fall into the hands of 
seniors Vic Cotton, Todd Jackson, 
Handy Jackson or Denn1s Johnson. 
Junior Bobby Hood and sophomore 
Steve Johnson are also competiting 
for the position. 

Hood, a starter until a broken root 
ended his season, averaged over 10 
points per game last year. but is 
figured to fill the off-guard slot 

"If one of those guys does come 
through, then we can move Bobby 
to the second guard, where he's 
more comfortable He likes lo 
penetrate and drive to the basket, 
so he's more suited for that posi­
tion.' ' Jones said 

Hood broke his foot 10 games in­
to the 1987-88 season, but with his 
outside shooting ability and high 
vertical leap, is expt..>eted to be a 
valuable cog in Wheelwright's 
basketball wheel. Jones, though, 
puts him 10 the category wtlh Comp­
ton .. saytng they both have lhe 
talent, but slill have to prove their 
worth on court 

Of the other guards mentioned, 
Cottun is probably the most ex· 
perienced. He moved mto a :)larting 
role last ~eason after Hood went 
down w1th hisseason-endmg injury. 

Tony lssaac. who scored ;ust over 
four points per game a year ago, 
might be the Trojans' Oest outside 
shooter, especiaJJy from the three 
point range. The six-fool senior 
guard ts slated to fill. the shooters' 
role for this year's Wheelwright 
squad. 

The Trojans. although they 
feature several seniors on the 
roster, will depend on several 
younger players for major contribu· 
tions, some even in starting roles . 

"We'll have quite a few seruors, 
but it seems like we're still a young 
team. We'll probably start some 
younger players," Jones said. 

He also mentions that much could 
change before lhe season ends. 
"We've got so much competition at 
different positions that a lot could 
change," Jones added. 

Not to say. though, that competi­
tion and change in the starting 
lineup would be a bad situation. 
"We should have a little depth," he 
continued. "Bul the quality o£ our 
starters may be the question " 

Wheelwright probably won't be as 
talented or experienced as some of 
the teams they have on their 
scheduJe. but Jones has taken a 
more conservative approach to the 
season. 

Jones, a former member of the 
University of Georgia's basketball 
team, says tbe Trojans have a quan­
tity of quality, but says the players 
must prove themselves, and find 
another big thing involving that 
class everyone wants to avotd­
chemistry. 

One thing he did establish, more 
as a wish than as a goal. was lhe 
hope of a better win-loss effort this 
lime around. 

Rebounding is one thing he lists 
high on the list of importan<.-e where 
winning is concerned. Defense IS 
another key, according to Jones, 
and the point guard/leader. 

But the Trojans, still averaging 
less than 6'1" with it's pre-season 
probable starters, might be the 
distritf's quickest team.

Eversole 

In her th1rd year at WHS. Ever­
sole had an excellent season last 
year Oesptte a misleading 1H3 
season finish. the team placed se­
cond in district competition and 
traveled to the regionaJ tourna­
ment 

This year. Eversole returns 
several players from her 1987-88 
team. including two seniors: Gina# 
Johnson at forward. and Talitha 
Hutton at point guard. Two jumors 
who return in tandem as the 
team's top scoring combinafton 
are forward April Bradford and 
center Jedon Hood. Starting her 
first season will be freshman 
Becky Allen, who had a lot of play­
tog time last year as an eighth 
grader. <Allen. in a hint of lhings 
to come. garnered the individual 
fr~ throw trophy last year at the 
district level. and her coach says

In addition to her returnees. 
Eversole has six freshmen on the 
squad. players. she says. who will 
"have to hang in there for me."

The rich get richer and the poor 

get poorer, but it would be hard to 
find anyone in McDowell who feels 
sorry Cor Allen Central. 

The Daredevils, who last season 
won their first 58th district title 
since 1978, already had three 
starters back, but if that wasn't 
enough, they now own rights to 
Rady Martin, an all-Floyd County 
Conference and all-district per­
former last year. 

Martin, who averaged in double 
figures after his return from a 
broken ankle, transCerred from 
Allen Central to McDowell when his 
house was destroyed by a fire. 

"ll's tough to lose a player like 
that, someone who is capable of 
scoring 25 points every time he goes 
out, • · said Allen Central head coach 
Johnny Martin, who will not con­
tinue his program's rebuilding pro­
cess without one of its best players. 

It may be hard for anyone in the 
15th region to feel sorry for Martin 
and the Rebel basketball team. 
Martin has taken the Rebels to the 
regional finals twice this decade, 
but the loss of Rady Martin coupl­
ed with last year's worst record in 
lhe coach's 11-year career adds up 
to a bleak immediate future for 
Allen Central. 

ed over 24 wins in his 11 previous 
seasons, and claimed six district 
titles. 

Although be has a talented cast 
returning, Newsome may find a 
seventh championship tough to 
come by in the upcoming campaign. 

McDowell, winners of 20 games in 
three previous years, exploded on 
the regional scene last season. tak­
ing new coach Johnny Ray Turner 
all the way to the semi-finals before 
falling to eventual champion 
Phelps. 

The Daredevils, finishing with a 
23-7 record, won both the Floyd 
County Pre-Season Tournament 
and the district tournament, while 
capturing the Floyd County Con­
ference title. 

But as good as the 1987-88 season 
was, this one is expected to be even 
better, especially with Martin, who 
brings both size and good shooting 
range to an already-explosive offen­
sive team. 

Martin, who suffered a broken 
foot in the summer of 1987. was 
slowed considerably iast year, but 
enjoyed several26-point plus games 
late in the season. The 6'3" forward 
is also a strong rebounder. 

McDowell though, was planning 
on a successful season anyway, and 
considers Martin just some icing on 

the basketball cake. 
They have probably lhe best 

backcourt in the region, if not all of 
Eastern Kentucky, and they have 
size in 6'5" Keith Shelton and two 
6'2" forwards, Jesse Osborne and 
Marc Hall. 

Henry Webb and Dickie Joe Shan· 
non, co-players of the year in the 
conference, bring back an average 
of 40 points per game between them, 
and Webb, one of the best point 
guards in the stale, averaged six re­
bounds and six assists per game. 

As a sophomore, Hall scored close 
to a lQ-poi,nt per game clip with a 
five rebound per-game norm 
Shelton, a junior, and Osborne, a 
senior, saw considerable action in 
reserve roles and both enjoyed im­
pressive summers. 

McDowell will also have a strong 
bench with guards John Meade and 
Darren Sparkman and forward 
Brent Rose. All could push for plen­
ty of playing time, if not starting 
roles. 

"We should be a Cast team that 
will run,., Turner said. "We are ag­
gressive on defense, and we are 
good three-point shooters.'' 

McDowell hit over 40 percent of 
its three-point tri~ last season, and 
have no less than five players who 
are consistent shooters from that 

range. The only problem the 
Daredevils might have is finding 
enough to go around. 

I'd have to think McDowell would 
have to be one of the top teams, and 
Virgie is another of the top ones," 
Belfry head coach Raymond Justice 
said. ''I really think they have to be 
the number one team. U I was pick­
ing a pre-season list, I would put 
them number one." 

Justice, himself, is supposed to be 
a regional c.ontender, and with the 

transfer of Matt Casey, the Pirates 
could prove tough to beat. 

"Matt Casey transferred here 
from Matewan (W. Va.> and he 
ought to help us a great deal," the 
coach said. "1 don't know that much 
about him because I haven't seen 
him this year. The only time I ever 
saw him play was last year, and be 
scored 36 and 32 points in the two 
games against us."

Hylton, a frt>Shman , •s ex­
pected to break into the starting 
lineup this year. He averaged close 
to 10 points an outing last year. At 
6' 1'' , Hylton is regarded as one of 
the region's top young prospects. 

Justice says Belfry 1S loaded with 
young prospects. " We had a good 
young AAU team, a l!i-and under 
team that ftnished third in the state, 
and we're lookmg for some of those 
players to help us " 

Freshman Chris Phillips and 
sophomore Paul Stafford, along 
with T1mmy Kmser and Brad 
Barker, are some of the young..o;;ters 
Justice thinks" ill be big contr1bu· 
tors, espc·cially m future years.

" He has good bands and a son 
touch,'' Osborne sa id of Hall. ' ' He 
can JUmp out oflhegym, too, ' Hall 
should get constderable ms1de help 
from :\tike Rowe &tnd Gn.>g :\ew­
somt-, both of whom stand over6'3'' 

The Virgie offense revolves 
a round sharp-shoobng guard Fred· 
dte Bo\\ ling. who brings back an 
average of 16 points per game His 
backcourt mate from last season, 
Darcy Adkins. will not play th1s 
season. 

Bm1n Johnson and Gary Roberts 
(both starters last season) return, 
bringing w1th them a combmed 
,.,t·oring average of IS pomts. 
Osborne is abo expecting guard 
help from sophomore M1tc:h Hams 

" lf the k1ds play hard and do the 
thmgs they're sup~ed to. I think 
we'll contend for a ttlle. We've con· 
tended for a few year:;, but you 
never know from one ~ear to the 
next ," Osborne said " You never 
knoY. \\here the k1ds arc going to 
come out w1th that pos1t1ve attitude 
needed to get the job done." 

The Eagles, no strangers to 
regiOn titles, will get a .stern test in 
their own district, because Pikevile 
now is no longer just u football 
school, wbtch had been the trend in 
the 1980s. 

The Panthers, 19·10 last yt."3r, will 
he under a new coach as athletic 

d irector Ken Trivette replaces 
Howard Wallen, who rettred due to 
personal~- ons 

" When I came here five years ago 
as athletic director. one of our goals 
was to get our program back to 
where •t once was. or at least back 
to n competitive level.' ' sa1d 
Tnvelle, who is recogmzed :ts one 
of Kentucky's top high school 
athletic directors. 

'' It's taken a lot of hard work, but 
I thtnk we' ve done that Maybe this 
year we can reap some or the 
benefits.'' 

The Panthers return three 
players who provided the bulk of 
the1r sconng last season, and have 
some decent size as well 

Tnvette feels Pike\ iDe has one of 
the region's better pomt guards in 
Chris Slater, 23 points per game last 
year. and the Panthers have 6'4" 
Doug Willett to team up in the back· 
court. 

Slater 15 probably one of the 
region's quickest players, and 
Willett, a junior, averaged 12 potnt.s 
and four rebounds per game while 
sphttmg his time between big guard 
and small forward. John Hale is in 
the same mold as Wilfett, and he 
averaged in double figures orfen­
SI\'ely as well. 

Trivette figures Ills Panthers are 

in a posttwn, a long With several 
other teams, to battle for top 
regtonnl honors, but the first year 
coach , \\ho spent three years at 
CUmberland College as head coach, 
and five more at Morehead State 
under Waycn Martin , thinks 
:\1cDowell may be just a bit out in 
front in the pre-season polls.

Sheldon Clark, with Keith Hale, 
the region's tallest player at 6'7", 
and 6'3" Je .... se Maynard. could also 
figure m the final outcome. 

Another Team that will chaUen~e 
for the 15th regton title according to 
Raymond Justice, 1s Prestonsburg. 
The Blackcats. Justice said, had an 
excellent summer. They lost only 
one player from last year's team. 
but play to the same district as Bet· 
sy Layne and 1c0owell.

Green Bay Packers Fotball Team 
Winning is not a sometime thing. You 

don't win once-in-awhile. You don't do 
th ings right once-in-awhile. You do them 
right all the time. Winning is a habit. 
Unfortunately, so is losing. There is no room 
for second place. There is only one place in 
my game and this 1s first place. I have 
fin ished second twice in my time at Green 
Bay and I don't ever want to finish second 
again. It is, and always has been, an 
American zeal to be first in what we do, and 
to win, and to win, and to win. 

Every time a football player goes out to 
play, he's got to play from the ground up. 
From the soles of his feet right up to his 
head. Every inch of him has to play. Some 
guys play with their heads. That's okay -
you've got to be smart to be number one in 
any business; but more important, you've 
got to play with your heart. With every fiber 
of your body. If you are lucky enough to find 
a guy with a lot of head and a lot of heart, 
he's never going to come off the field 
second. Running a football team is no 
different from running any other kind of 
organization - an army, a political party, a 
business. The problems are the same. The 
objective is to win; to beat the other guy. 
Maybe that sounds hard or cruel. I don't 
think it is. 

It is a reality of life that men are 
competitive and the most competitive 
games draw the most competitive men. 
That's why they're here - to compete. They 
know the rules and the objectives when 
they get in the game. The objective is to win 
- fairly, squarely, decently by the rules­
but to Win. And in truth, I have never known 
a man worth his salt who in the long run, 
deep down in his heart, did not appreciate 
the grind - the discipline. There's 
something in good men that really yearns 
for, needs, discipline and the harsh reality 
of head-to-head combat 

I don't say these things because I believe 
in the "brute" nature of man, or that men 
must be brutalized to be combative. I 
believe in God and I believe in human 
decency. But I firmly believe that any man's 
finest hours, his greatest fulfillment to all he 
holds dear, is the moment when he has 
worked h1s heart out in a good cause and 
lies exhausted on the field of battle 
victorious.
