1hc petition campaign !!('eking an 
April referendum on liquor salC>s in 
the Prestonsburg area hit a snag in 
thcAoydCountyClerk'sofficeTucs.­
dayevening. 

When clerk's staff began validat­
ing signatures on the pctition!i from 
Precincts 1#3 (Depot) and 114 
(Richmond), they found that ad­
dresseo; of signers and the date signed 
were missing, according to County 
Clerk Carla Bolton. 

"According to what I understand 
the state regulations to be. the names, 
addre"scs and dates signed must be 
on the petitions," said Bolton. "I have 
to call the Attorney General on Wed­
nc.o;day morning for instructions." 

Bolton said tnat s1gna lures may be 
added to the petitions today, but that 
"Wednesday should be the last day" 
if the referendum is to come before 
the voters before the May primary. 

Petitioners had report'-'Cily set an 
April 22 target date for the rcft~rcn­
dum, which would open up theques-

tion of lcgalHquor sales in the city 
and surrounding areas- a question 
that was raised county-wide in 1982 
when voters approved the sale of 
alcoholic beverages. The pr~nt 
campaign~sseparateelectionsfor 
eight precincts m the area of the ctty. 

Bohon said thatstate law forbids a 
referendum within30daysof a regu­
larly scheduled election. April 2.2 is 
latest possible date for a referendum 
before May 23, the date of the pri­
mary. The earliest the liquor referen­
dum could be scheduled after the 
primarytsjune22, to meet thcJO.day 
waiting period. 

As of Tuesday evening, the only 
precinct for which signatures had 
been validated was Precinct #1 
(Courthouse), which Bolton said had 
"'more than enough" valid signatures. 
Before the petitions can be filed with 
the county judge/executive'!> office 
lhey must have signatures of at least 
25 percent of the numberof votes cast 
in the last general election. 

Bolton said she had hoped to ver­
ify the signatures for each prccmcton 
Tuesday, but the discovery of lhe 
petitions with incomplete informa­
tion atabout5:30p.m. Tuesday caused 
her to stop, pending an opinion from 
the Attorney General. 

Contacted la~t night about the 
problem of the signatures, the Rev. 
Ron Masters, pastor of Commumty 
United Methodist Church and one of 
the partiopant" in the reft!rcndum 
campaign, said, "We'll have to wait 
and see what the Attorney General's 
ruling is, and then decide what to 
do." 

Masters said the petitioners "tned 
to have more than enough names" 
for each prL-cinct. "I believe we have 
additional names over the number 
required." he said.

Chamber Supports 
Current Liquor Sales 

Members of the Floyd County 
Chamber of Commerce approved a 
resolution Monday supporting the 
sale of liquor by the drink in 
Prestonsburg, and also adopted anew 
membership fee schedule. 

H.D. "Buddy" Fitzpatrick, part 
owner of the Holiday Inn of 
Prestonsburg, made the motion to go 
on record recommending no change 
in the status of alcohol sales in the 
city. Following a second by Burl 
Spurlock of First Commonwealth 
Bank, the motion was unanimously 
approved. 

Fitzpatrick said the "dry" forces' 
petition was "contrary to economic 
development efforts," adding, 
"Prestonsburg has made tremendous 
strides. The Chamber should support 
movements that have gotten 
Prestonsburg backinto the baH game. 
We have been on the outside, looking 
in." 

"I think it is certainly a backwards 
stop to take away or reduce the de­
sirability of this community in this 
region- one of which is the availa-

bili ty of distilled spirits or wine," said 
Spurlock before seconding the mo­
tion. 

Chamber members also passed a 
resolution recommending against 
closure of the Jackson Weather Serv­
ice office, noting it is the only one in 
Eastern Kentucky. 

'1 tis instrumental in times of flood­
ing and adverse weather," noted Bill 
Howard, City of Prestonsburg Utili­
ties Commission superintendent. '1t 
would be very detrimental for it to 
close." 

The resolution passed without 
opposition. 

In other business, the Chamber's 
executive board adopted a new 
membership fee schedule. The new 
fees, based on employment, are: two 
to 20 employees, $150; 21 to 50 em­
ployees, $300;51 or more employees, 
$500; individuals, $100; and govern­
mentai agencies, $150. 

A new member promotional pro­
gram is planned by the Chamber in 
late April or early May.

A bill under consideration by the 
USSenatewoul.d "setKentuckyback 
20 years" in terms of elections, ac­
cording to Floyd County Oerk Carla 
R Bolton. 

For federal elections only, the bill 
proposes allowing voters to register 
to vote on the day of the election, said 
Bolton, who recently attended a 
meeting in Frankfort of the County 

Clerks Legislative Committee. US 
Senator Wendell Ford met with the 
group to hear their comments on the 
proposed legislation. 

Underground Storage Tank Workshop Slated 

Bolton said passage ofthe legisla­
tion would undo the progress that 
has been made in thestate'sattempts 
to reform the election process. As it is 
proposed, the bill has no safeguards 
against a person registering and vot­
ing in several districts or counties in 
the same election, she said. 

A workshop on new regulations 
of the US Environmental Protection 
Agency concerning underground 
storage tanks is being sponsored by 
Hazard Community College, Friday 
at Hazard Appalachian Regional 
Medical Center. 

According to an HCC news re­
lease, the workshop is designed for 
persons who operate or work with 
underground storage tanks, such as 
gas station and coal company opera­
tors, funeral home directors, build­
inginspectors, engineers, architects, 
city officials, petroleum distributors 
and firefigh ters. 

A representative of the EPA's

But first, here' s a quick review 
of last week' s column. pH refers to 
the acidity or alkalinity of the '""-ater, 
and it is meac;urcd on 11 scale of 1 
through 14.A rcadingof7i~neutral, 
while one of less than 7 indicates 
acidicwater,anda pH greater than 7 
tells you the water is alkaline. 

pH play.; a major role in the 
(io;h's ability to extract oxygen from 
the water. The ftsh arc most active 
and breathe most effectively in a pH 
of 7.5 to 8 ?, thu~ this is lhuir pre­
ferred range. In water with a pH 
below 7 or above 9, fish become 
stressed and arc d1fficult to catch. 

pH is generally highest at the 
surface and decreases gradually a" 
you go deeper. The pH ina lake can 
change rapidly. Factors such a-: the 
intcnsityofthcsunltght and rain exert 
a great influence un the pl-l of the 
water. 

Without question, pH is among 

the most critical variable.; with which 
ananglcrmustcontend.l n fact, many 
profe!>sional fishermen believe that 
pH is the most crucial factor when 
trying to locate fi~h . 

The on! y practical way to dctt'r· 
minethepHofthcwatcri<; with a pH 
meter. These rather advanced elec­
tronic units accurately show the pH 
in tcnthsofdcgrccs. By dropping the 
probe at one-foot intervals, you can 
gauge the pH of the water from sur­
face to bottom. Usc the meter toelimi­
natcall of the water with a pH below 
7 nnd above 9, and all of the water 
below the pH brcaklinc. 

Duringthewintermonlhs, when 
the lake is not stratified, surface pH 
is a prime consideration. ln cold 
months, lakes normally have a low 
pH, ususally less than 7.5. Bccau~ 
the lake is not stratified {divided into 
layers of decreasing water tempera­
ture) you can generally bac;c your 
fishing decisions on the pH at the 
surface. Jf the pH throughout the 
lake is below7, you should fi!lh where 
the surface pH is highest.

When Basil 
fin., II y located water with a pH of 7, 
we began catchmg fish. We then 
fished areas which were identical to 
that one in nature, depth and water 
color, but had a poor pH-and did 
not get a single strike! 

During the wanner months, 
when thclakeisdivided into distinct 
laycrc;, sub-surface pHi~ much more 
crud.1l. Al that time, you are seeking 
the point where pH changes most 
rapidly.As you lower the probe, the 
pH will generally drop slowly. But at 
sornc point, you will notice a more 
rap1ddrop in pH. That point is called 
thcpf 1 breakline, and it is one of the 
most tmporlant aspect!' of modem­
day fic;hing. 

Bar.il Bacon, an 18-year veteran 
8.A.S.S. tournament pro, has been 
studying pH and its affects on fish 
for many year". As a result, he has 
learned to u-;c a pH meter to greatly 
improve his tournament winnings. 

"During the warmer months of 
the year, a pH meter can solve one of 
fi-;hing's moc;t difficult determina­
tion<~ -knowmg how deep to fish. 
Byloweringtheprobcafootata time 
and p;lyingattt>ntion to the readings, 
youcanpinpointthepHbn:akline,"

.;huuld fi.,h Actively feeding fish will 
be found at that dt'plh.

Some ~pinnerbaitc, have two 
bl.1dc .. , nnd lh€'scarecallcd tandems. 
The blade" aren't alwavs the c;ame 
type, either. One of lvtn~n's favorite 
rombinc~tions features a larger wil­
low 1\'.lf blade and a o;mnll Colorado 

blade. The overall lure weighs one­
half ounce. 

"L<uge willow leaf c;pinnerbaits 
don't always run straight," says the 
Evinrudc pro. 'The big blade pro­
duces so much lift the lure tends to 
rollover. ThesmallerColoradoblade 
helps counter-balance this and keeps 
the splnnerbait running true." 

Spinncrbaits with two Colorado 
blade'! are often used when an angler 
wants to cover a lot of water in a 
hurry.

Jervis and the teachers primarily 
studied the Comprehensive Test of 
Basic Skills (CfBS}. 

Mr. Hall, the principal at McDow~ 
ell, and jervis met with Bobbi Lynn 
Moore, Dulcina Phipps, Usa Ander­
son, Willie Elliott and the guidanre 
counselor,J.O. Dingus. 

Jervis presented computer data to 
show how this year's 10th grade stu­

·J~dge Agrees; Tells 
Legislators To Act

(Fourth in a Series) 

In his preliminary ruling; issued 
on May 31, 1988, Franklin Circuit 
Judge Ray Corns found unequivo­
callyfor the Council for Better Educa­
tion. 

'TheGeneral Assembly," declared 
the judge, ''has failed to provide an 
efficient system of Common Schools 
throughout the state ... " 

Although the term "efficiency" 
includes the idea of "efficiency in the 
traditional economic sense, ihs more 
far reaching when applied to educa­
tion," wrote Cotns. It ml!dnt, he said, 
that the system must be "'adequate, 
uniform and unitary," requiring 
"substan tial uniformity, substantial 
equality of financial resources, and 
substantial educational opportunity 
for all students.'" The school finance 
system, he said, is "unconstitutional 
and discriminatory." 

The66 property-poor districts had 
won a sweeping victory. 

In his ruling, the judge announced 
that he would appoint a small select 
committee to suggest remedies for 
the problem of inadequate school 
funding. When legislative leaders 
reacted with some anger towhatthey 
regarded a san invasion by the judici­
ary into their territory, the judge 
declared, "Contrary to what some 
people think, I'm trying to be a help, 
not a hindrance." After all, he said, 
"'it's up to the General Assembly to 
decide what they want to do." 

But, of course, this May 31 opin­
ion, and the final ruling to be issued 
after the advisory committee made 
its report, would call on the governor 
and the Legislature for some reme­
dia I action. (It was hard I y s urprtsing 
that the Legislature leaders appealed 
Corns' decision. The Governor and 
Superintendent of Public Instruction 
John Brock did not appeal. In fact, 
Brock reversed the position of his 
office as a defendant, and became a 
plaintiff.) 

Carefully crafted to avoid undue 
ruffling of gubernatorial and legisla-

·~ 

tive sensibilities, the committee's 
report, released Sept. 21, 1988, proved 
to be a cautious document. 

lt offered no explicit proposals for 
new taxes or new laws. It limited 
itself to discussing what the 
constitution requires, not how that 
requirement should be fulfilled. This 
approach pleased some observers, 
who felt that anything more precise 
would, as one editorialist said, uhave 
given some legislators the opportu­
nity to create a political smokescreen 
on the issue. They could and would 
have tried to hide behind a bogus 
issue of constitutional powers." 

(But another writer expressed 
displeasure with this middle-of-the­
road approach. Quoting a saying he 
attributed to Dr. Grady Stumbo, a 
former Kentucky human resources 
commissioner, thewriterdeclared the 
"only thing you find in the middle of 
the road is yellow lines and dead 
possums.") 

lnanycase,thecommitteeenunci­
ated three main principles: when 
taxpayers put forth the same effort, 
enough state money should be pro­
vided to ensure that they receive 
sufficient funds for an adequate 
school system; school districts that 
wish to p rovide more than the mini­
mum lev~ of funding must retain 
thatop tion;and Kentuckymustmake 
sure that no child is deprived of 
education because of a lack of will­
ingness on the part of his or her 
community. Clearly, these principles 
leave the Legis Ia ture with an array of 
options. 

On Oct.14, 1988, having digested 
the committee's thinking, Corns is­
sued his final judgment, in which he 
declared that an efficient school sys­
tem is .,a tax ,.supported coordinated 
organization which provides a free, 
adequate education to all students 
throughout the state regardless of 
geographical location or local fiscal 
resources." lfsomeschoolsareinade­
quate, he said, then the system is 
inherently inefficient. 

An efficient system must be adc-

quate and must possess substantial 
uniformity. Adcquacy,however,does 
not constitute a limit on the aspira­
tions of a school district; it is free to 
exceed the standard . 

The judge could hardly have been 
more explicit. The next move was up 
to the governor and the Legislature. 
Since many senators and representa­
tives agreed with Corns' views, battle 
lines were not clearly drawn between 
the judiciary and the Legislature. And, 
though not in precise terms, the gov­
ernor expressed support for Corns' 
decision. 

But even if the governor and Leg­
islature should begin to move 
promptly toward implementation of 
thedecision,and thereby call for new 
levels of taxes, they would have to 
take account of the fact that in the 
minds of many taxpayers across the 
Commonwealth, the very word 
"Frankfort" evokes images of favor­
itism and corruption-and thatmany 
citizens harbor a not altogether ill­
founded belief that in the mountain 
counties, particular} y, educational 
funds are dispensed primarily on the 
basis of political patronage rather than 
ofeducationalnccd. 

In his May opinion, Corns ac­
knowledged theexistenceofmisman­
agement and waste, but observed that, 
even with good management and a 
total absence of waste, the poorer 
districts would still find themselves 
far behind those with greater wealth. 

Despite his previous restraint, he 
said he could seenoalternativeto the 
creation of new taxes- although, of 
course, the decision belonged to the 
Legislature.

As much as 20,000 tons o~ ~SJ?mn ~rc cons~med 
each year in the U.S. Because aspmn 1s avatlable w1thout 
a prescription and is inexpensive, most folks don't even 
consider ita "real" drug. However, aspirin is perhaps the 
closest thing to a wonder drug yet inve.nted. It relieves 
fever and inflammation, and reduces pam as well as any 
non-narcotic drug on the market. Aspirin is now being 
used experimentally as a "blood-thinner" to reduce the 
risk of heart attacks and strokes. It may even be useful in 
slowing the growth of catarac.ts. A~pi~n can have serio~s 
side-effects, however, includmg tmmtus, headache, diZ­
ziness, and mental confusion, as well as stomach upset 
and bleeding. As with other medications, it should only 
be taken when needed.
